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Yarn Substitutions

Each pattern lists the original Japanese yarn that was used in a given project. To help facilitate an easy yarn substitution, the chart below lists all the yarns used, their composition, meterage/yardage, and category (fingering, sport, worsted, etc.) so you can substitute a yarn that will be as close to the photographed project as possible, if you wish.

To make an appropriate substitution, check the weight, fiber content and gauge of the original yarn (provided in the chart), then work a gauge swatch (a test motif) to achieve the specified stitch and row gauge. The gauge swatch is the most important step in making a good yarn substitution.

Introduction

Welcome to Kazekobo’s crocheted motifs!

Whatever your skill level, you’ll find a plethora of techniques, shapes and textures to explore and use to build your own unique projects. This book was originally published in Japanese; therefore you’ll notice that instructions for each method, technique and project have limited written instruction, preferring a very graphic approach to teaching.

The book is broken down into three main sections: the motif variations, basic crochet instructions and lastly, some fun projects.

The motif section is divided into four subsections that describe the shape or technique used in creating the motifs. These sections cover circles, squares, triangles and polygons, and Irish crochet.

The basic crochet section of the book takes you through the making of your first chain stitches, all the way through connecting the motifs and finishing your projects. Everything you need to know can be found in these pages!

The projects section will help you use your newfound skill to play with color and shape, and create a lovely object that will show off your artistry.

Even if you’re an expert, it’s best to have a quick read-through of the basic crochet section of the book in order to familiarize yourself with any symbols that may be differentThe symbols used in Japanese crochet are pretty much universally recognized, but are sometimes adjusted to suit specific circumstances.

Each project has charts and schematics (line drawings and numbered graphs) that convey most of information necessary to complete the project. Before you begin your project, please study the schematics and charts, paying close attention to small arrows, markings and indications of where to begin and end each motif and, in the case of Irish crochet, where to attach padding cord and which rows should be worked from the wrong side.

Basic Crochet Techniques

Chain (or Chain Stitches)

• The most basic of stitches, used as a foundation for other stitches
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1 Tension yarn in left hand. Leaving about 4” (10 cm) of yarn tail, bring hook behind yarn, then up and around as shown, to form a loop on the hook.
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2 Bring hook behind working yarn in the direction of the arrow and put yarn over hook.
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3 Draw the yarn through the loop.
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4 Pull on the yarn tail to tighten up. This edge stitch (or knot) isn’t counted as one of the chain stitches.
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5 Bring the hook behind the yarn again in the direction of the arrow, so that yarn passes over hook from back to front.
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6 Draw yarn through the loop. The stitch just formed (see arrow) becomes the first counted ch st. Continue making ch sts.
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7 The chain viewed from the front and back. From now, we’ll mostly be working into the horizontal strand at the back of the chain, so let’s remember what that looks like!

• How to work into the foundation chain

When working into the foundation chain, there are two ways to insert the hook and work stitches. In diagram 1, the stitches are worked only from the horizontal strand at the back of the chain stitch. In diagram 2, the stitches are worked by inserting the hook into the center of the stitch under one leg of the chain and under the horizontal strand at the back of the chain.

1 Ch1, insert hook only into the horizontal strand at the back of the stitch.
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2 Ch 1, insert hook under one strand of the chain and under the horizontal strand at the back of the chain.

• Making the center of a circle motif

There are two ways to make a center base. The first creates a very snug center by wrapping yarn around your finger and working into a loop you can pull tight. The second creates a lacy center by using a row of chain stitches that are held in shape with a slip stitch.
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1 Wrap yarn twice around left index finger.
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2 Tensioning with your left hand, hold the loop with your middle finger and thumb.
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3 TInsert the hook into the circle of yarn and draw up a loop..
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4 Yarn overhook, and draw up another loop. One stitch made.
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5 Beginning of circular start is complete, but will not be included in the stitch count.
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1 When the required number of stitches have been completed (repeating steps 3 and 4) pull gently on the yarn tail to bring the first stitch closer to the last.
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2 Gently pulling on the tail in the indicated direction should cause the center ring to close.
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3 Give one final tug on the tail to close the ring completely.
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4 To close off the round, work one slip stitch into both strands of the very first stitch.

• Making the center with a row of chain stitches
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1 Work the indicated number of chain sts. When complete, insert the hook into the top strand of the first chain st and under the horizontal strand at the back of the chain.
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2 Yarn over, work one slip stitch.
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3 This is the completed loop

Basic Crochet
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1 Place loop on hook as shown on p.96, chain, steps 1-4. Bring hook behind yarn, as shown, to form a loop on the hook.
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2 Draw up a loop.
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3 This is a completed chain stitch.
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1 Working into the previous row, insert the hook under both strands at the top of the first stitch.
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2 Draw a loop through both the space where the hook is inserted, and the loop resting on the hook at the same time.
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1 Working into the previous row, insert the hook under both strands at the top of the stitch, as the arrow indicates.
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2 Yarn over as the arrow indicates, draw up a loop. Yarn over once more.
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3 Draw the loop through both loops resting on the hook.
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4 The completed single crochet
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1 Yarn over and insert the hook under both strands of the next stitch from the previous row, as the arrow indicates.
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2 Yarn over once more, draw up a loop, yarn over.
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3 There should be 3 loops resting on the hook; draw the loop through all 3 loops.
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4 The completed hdc.
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1 Yarn over and insert the hook under both strands at the top of next stitch in the previous row as the arrow indicates.
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2 Yarn over and draw up a loop. There are now 3 loops on the hook.
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3 Yarn over and draw through the next 2 loops on the hook as the arrow indicates
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4 Yarn over and draw through the remaining 2 loops. This is the completed dc.
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1 Yarn over twice, insert the hook into the next stitch in the previous row as the arrow indicates.
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2 Yarn over and draw up a loop. Yarn over and draw through the first 2 loops on the hook as the arrow indicates.
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3 Yarn over, draw through 2 loops on the hook.
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4 Yarn over one last time, and draw through remaining 2 loops on the hook. This is the finished tr.
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1 Insert the hook into the indicated stitches and draw up a loop from each stitch.
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2 Yarn over and draw through all 3 loops at the same time.
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3 This is the completed decrease. One stitch has been decreased.
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Insert the hook as indicated by the arrow. Yarn over and draw up a loop. Yarn over and draw through the first 2 loops on the hook. Yarn over and draw through 2 more loops. Do this twice more. The Double treble crochet is complete.
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1 Yarn over, insert hook into back loop of chain st and work 1 incomplete dc as follows. Yarn over and draw up a loop. Yarn over and draw through 2 loops.
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2 Work into the next chain st and create another incomplete dc.
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3 Yarn over and draw through all 3 loops on the hook.
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4 The completed double crochet decrease.
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1 Insert hook into the top loops of the last stitch worked, as indicated by the arrow
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2 Work one more sc stitch into the same loop.
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3 The completed single crochet increase (2sc into same st)
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Working into the horizontal strand at the back of the chain, work 2 double crochet stitches into the same space.
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1 Insert hook from front to back around the leg of the stitch 2 rows below.
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2 Yarn over and draw up a loop to the current level.
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3 Yarn over and draw through the 2 loops on the hook.
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4 The completed fpsc.
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1 Insert hook from back to front around the leg of the first 2 rows below.

2 Yarn over and draw up a loop to the current level, as the arrow indicates.
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3 Yarn over and draw through the 2 loops on the hook.
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4 The completed BPsc.
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1 Insert hook into the back loop of the next stitch in the previous row. Work 1 sc.
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2 Continue in this manner until the end of the round.
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3 Horizontal lines will appear on the front of your work.
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1 Insert the hook into the horizontal strand at the back of the chain stitch and work an incomplete double crochet. Work 2 more incomplete Double crochet into the same stitch.
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2 Yarn over and draw through all 4 loops on the hook at once.
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3 The completed dc3tog.
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Work the incomplete double crochet stitches around the chain stitches in the row below, instead of working into the strand at the back of one chain stitch. When all of the stitches are worked together, you will work a few chain sts. In the next row the Double crochet 3 together (DC-3-tog) will be worked into these chain sts.
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1 Work 5 dcs into the chain space of the previous row. Remove the hook from the loop. Insert the hook into the top loops of the 1st double crochet from front to back, and then again into the loop.
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2 Draw loop through 1st dc. Ch 1.
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1 Work 5 double crochets into the chain space of the previous row, Remove the hook from loop and insert the hook into the top loops of the 1st double crochet from back to front, then again into the loop.
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2 Draw loop through 1st cd. Ch 1.

1 Yarn over and insert hook into stitch and work an incomplete hdc. Work 2 more incomplete adcs into the same stitch.
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2 Yarn over and draw through the first 6 loops on hook at once, (leave the right most loop).
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3 Yarn over once more and draw through the remaining 2 loops on the hook.
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4 The completed hdc3tog into the same stitch.
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1 After working a sc, chain 3 stitches. Insert hook into 2 indicated loops.

2 Yarn over and draw through 3 loops.
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3 Yarn over once more and draw through remaining loop on the hook.
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1 Work 3 chain stitches.
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2 Insert hook into the indicated loop, yarn over and drawn through as the arrow shows.
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1 Fold one long strand of padding cord in half twice. Insert hook into the loop created by a fold and draw the yarn used for crochet through the loop.
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2 Yarn over and draw through the first loop on the hook.
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3 Yarn over once more, and work one chain stitch.
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4 Bring the hook under all 4 strands of padding cord, yarn over.
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5 Work 1 sc.

How to Join the Motifs

• Work into the back leg of the chain

With this method, the motifs are joined as they are worked. In the last row of the motif, the pieces are joined together with slip stitches into the last row of chain stitch. This example is with 4 motifs and shows the order in which the 4 would be joined together. The first motif is worked singularly, then the 2nd joined to the first in the last row. Similarly the 3rd is joined to the first 2, and so on until all 4 motifs are a singular unit.
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1 In the last row of chain stitch on the 2nd motif, at the indicated point, insert the hook into the chain stitch space, yarn over and draw the loop through, connecting the 2 motifs.
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2 Draw through one more loop.
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3 While working the last row of chain stitch on the 3rd motif, insert the hook into the 2 legs of the indicated stitch in the manner the arrow indicates.
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4 Yarn over and draw through the stitch.
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5 The 3rd motif is now connected.
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6 Connect the 4th motif in the same manner as the first 3, using slip stitches.

• Joining motifs using double crochet

Instead of using a slip stitch joint, if you’re making motifs that utilize double crochet stitches, work the 2 motifs together at the indicated points using the stitches as they’re being worked.
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1 While working the 2nd motif, at the point indicated for joining, remove the hook from the stitch being worked and insert through the 2 loops of the stitch to be connected to.
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2 Reinsert the hook into the stitch being worked in the 2nd motif. Draw the loop through the stitch in the first motif.
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3 Yarn over, continue working the 2nd motif into the space indicated.
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4 The completed double crochet join.

• Whip Stitch Seaming

In this method, you will make the required number of motifs and join them together using a sewing needle. The technique used here for sewing the motifs together is called “whip stitch seaming”.
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1 To begin, insert your needle into one loop of the corner stitch as indicated, and then into the corner of the adjoining motif. Pull snug.

2 Working into one loop of each crocheted stitch, sew together one stitch at a time as shown here.
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3 The first seam is complete.

Vertical seaming
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4 Continue onto seaming the next motif in the order indicated in the pattern diagram.
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5 Sew the vertical joints in the exact same manner as the horizontal seams were completed.
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6 This creates a very clean and precise seam at the corners.
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1 Begin the seam by inserting the needle into the corner stitch of both motifs as the diagram indicates. Whip stitch the two motifs together, one stitch at a time, inserting the needle into both loops of each stitch.
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2 When the first two motifs are joined together, using the same needle and yarn, continue seaming the next two adjoining motifs.
