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Ensure that you stir vigorously well until the castile soap is fully melted
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Right about now, you are almost done, and all that is left is to let the mixture cool down and if you feel it has not yet blended well enough, continue to stir vigorously or use a hand mixer to blend it completely
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Finally, you should pour it into a bottle with a spray spout

Smell


The resulting liquid soap will smell the way you want it to, depend on the essential oils you chose. Be careful in combining the oils so that it will not come out too tart.

The best is to research first which oils, when combined, will make a refreshing or flowery scent.

Texture


The texture will be a bit slimy and a bit dense, not the gel-like liquid soaps we are used to.

However, it will not be too greasy because of the castile soap, and it will be foamy when you use it with water.
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Effectiveness


The liquid soap, though not too foamy, will still be an effective anti-bacterial soap. If you use oils such as sunflower oil or wheat germ oil, your liquid soap


may also have some curative properties.

It is nice to use for washing hands or even for a facial wash.
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Skin issues


There is no problem using it with sensitive skin because it is basically only olive oil and will not be harmful to the skin. Olive oil is a good moisturizing agent, and it will be gentle to any skin type.

Note

Creating this recipe takes only 10 minutes or so, depending on the quantity of liquid soap you would like to make. It takes 30 minutes to cool down the mixture before you can pour it into plastic or glass bottles.

Recipe 2

Ingredients
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About 3 oz. of boric acid OR 3oz. of borax mixed into about 8 or 7 oz. of water
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Approximately 4oz. of fragrance or essential oil as per your preference
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Either a soap dye or colorant as to your preference About 6oz. of potassium hydroxide KOH
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About 15.5oz. of distilled water for the lye mixture About 40oz. distilled water to dilute the soap paste About 16.6oz. sunflower oil
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About 8oz. of coconut oil

You'll also need the following
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A thermometer, scale, measuring cups A stick blender
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A potato masher or a flat whisk
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Some simple basic tools for mixing the lye A medium-sized or large crockpot

Instructions
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Mix the water solution and the oils to obtain a liquid Soap

A significant distinction between creating liquid soap and bar soap is that it is a “hot process” soap. Rather than relying upon the heat created by the saponification process, heat is inserted with a double boiler, oven, or crockpot.

This recipe can be reached in a double boiler or the oven, but a crockpot is favored. It keeps everything in 1 pot and allows it to cook evenly without needing to track the water at a double boiler.
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Begin the soapmaking

Quantify out your oils and place them in the crockpot on low.

While the oils are heating, then blend your lye-water, using the traditional lye-making procedure. In case you haven’t ever used potassium hydroxide before, don’t be alarmed. It’s somewhat more volatile out of the water in contrast to sodium hydroxide. It generates an odd boiling/groaning look as it’s dissolving. That’s normal.

Following the lye-water is completely mixed and clear, slowly add it to your oils. (Tips: no need to wait for it to get cold.) Initially, it’s likely to seem to want to separate. Maintain mixing.
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Bring the soap paste to trace

Based upon your mix of oils, you will have a lengthy time to follow around half an hour. “Trace” for fluid soap appears pretty much like a chilly process.

It’s kind of pudding-like, or A mixture of pudding and applesauce, along with the feature “traces” or ridges should you dribble back the soap in the pot or stir fry.

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Cook the paste for liquid soap

A stage of it looking like cooked custard with small bubbles Another stage of feeling like a watery mashed potato Another of being a solid taffy
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Next of looking like a chunky Vaseline
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And finally, looking like that of a translucent Vaseline

You need to keep stirring every 30 minutes or so through each of the stages. It might be a bit difficult to stir through the taffy stage. You should still try to do your best!

The potato masher will help crush the caramel. Then, just when you think this phase will never end, it will start to become more creamy, and then it will change to a Vaseline like consistency, becoming more translucent.
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Test the liquid soap paste for doneness

As Soon as You’ve Attained the 3 to 4-hour mark along with the soap has softened and turned translucent, it is time to check it to see whether it is cooked. Take 2 oz of boiling water and then add 1 ounce of your soap glue. Stir the soap, breaking this up and allow it to glow in the water.

When it is fully dissolved When it’s just quite softly cloudy, that is fine.
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Dilute the liquid soap paste

If the test Blend Remains clear as it warms, it’s fantastic to continue. The prior measure of patience is needed when minding the paste. Set the lid and wait patiently. It should have softened some by now but set the lid back and await it to dissolve.


If You want a more active component, just keep stirring and Waiting, stirring,

and waiting. The potato masher will help Split Lots of the larger chunks of Adhesive, but nothing may help more than simply waiting.
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Neutralize the liquid soap

Together with the Different Alkali, in addition to the cooking of the soap, liquid soap is derived from bar soap from the way that it’s invented. In the event, you run most recipes by means of a lye calculator, and then you’ll discover that there seems to be far too much neater!

Really, liquid soap is often formulated with approximately a 10% lye excess. Adhering to the soap paste, turn the crockpot back and then bring the mixture around 180 degrees roughly.

In another container, join the neutralizing solution. To the boric acid, then just take 8 oz. boric acid. To the Borax, use 3 oz. Borax in 6 oz. It’s very important to stir very well and make sure it remains really hot.

While this mixture cools, the Borax or ellagic acid will start to precipitate out of this mixture, and it won’t blend into your soap!

Insert about 3/4 oz of Neutralizer for every pound of soap paste (just the paste, not the additional water). Thus, with this specific recipe, which has about 2.8 lbs. of paste, add two oz.

The re-heated soap mixture and stir well. Add 1 oz and let it sit down for a bit. Add a second half oz. Next, in the event you still don’t have any cloudiness, include the last half oz.
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Add fragrance or color to the liquid soap

When you have neutralized the soap, but while it is still hot, it is time to include your color and fragrance, if desirable.
