New dining table idea – If you are bored with your older dining table, and want a newer one without using a lot of money, let me tell you how you can achieve that. Replace the conventional wooden legs of your older dining table with metallic hairpin legs that are the latest fad. You can make the table’s top sanded or stained to give it an altogether new look.

   2. For carpet Indentions – If there are indention marks on the carpet in the living room, no need to waste a lot of money getting that repaired; simply put some ice cubes on them overnight. By morning, those indentions marks would be gone.
 
   3. For lost remotes – If your remote controls often get lost in your living room, you have a way to keep them rooted now. Decide a place that would hold them. Attach one part of Velcro to that spot and another part to remote.   
 
   4. TV Rear – Enough of TV has been watched. Now pay some attention to its rear. Craft some flap underneath the TV or its rear so that enough space is there to keep wires, cords, CDs, video game consoles etc.
 
   5. Stack the Chairs – Buy chairs for your living room that can be stacked, thus saving a lot of space. The stacked chairs can be stored easily thus freeing the floor space in the living room.
 
   6. Vertical magazine holder – We all have seen a usual horizontal magazine holder. How about a vertical magazine rack that would look different and save a lot of your living room space?

   7. Your own stain wipes – To tackle all the stains and spills in your living room, you don’t really need those expensive wipes. You can make them at home and save money. Take a leak proof box and put in a mixture of 1 large teaspoon of vinegar, 1 tablespoon of water and 10 drops of liquid soap. Also, add some fragrant essential oil. Now add to the box paper towels that would soak up the liquidated mix. Store them in box and use them as and when needed. 
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   8. Bed on wall – A bedroom without a conventional heavy weight bed is very much possible. All you need to do is to ask your carpenter to design a bed that can be easily folded on a wall that can be pulled down whenever needed. This would really be suitable for a guest room such that you can use for other purposes when you don’t have a guest.
 
   9. A lot underneath your bed – The usual space under our beds in restricted. This can be innovated by raising the height of your bed and dispensing lot of space underneath. Yeah…this can be done if you prefer beds without storage box. The doled out space can be creatively used for keeping various things like – shoe rack, laundry bag, bed lines, toy box etc.  
 
   10. Desk cum table – Get the bedside table designed in a way that it can be pulled out to become a compacted writing desk. Once you are through with your writing task, push it back and it becomes a side table again.
 
   11. Hang the bang – Hanging of several things lying on the floor in your bedroom will ease up the constrained space. You can hang some hooks on the door and put everything from coats to umbrellas and hats. 
 
   12. Baby crib gone obsolete – If your baby crib is lying obsolete in your home, there is one interesting way to use it. Paint it in bright colours, remove its mattress, place a wooden ply on its base, bring in a funky chair and make a study table for your child.

   13. Beneath the Stairs – The underneath stair space can be made a creative space. All that would be required is your creativity. 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   14. DIY ironing board – Do not mar the beauty of your bedroom by keeping an ironing board there. I know it is of great use and you need it every now and then. However, you can be more creative to get what you want as opposed to keeping a board here. Take a discarded (but somewhat functional) quilt and cut it finely. Place magnetic strips on its four corners. Whenever there is some garment to be ironed, spread it on the top of dryer machine and your makeshift ironing board is ready.
 
   15. Craft shoe hanger – Use all your discarded hangers by making out of them some useful shoe hangers. Twist the hangers to allow their hooked portion to hold the shoes. They would look really good!

   16. Mattress cleaning with liquor – Vodka is a wonderful mattress cleaner as it effectively kills smelly bacteria. Take vodka in a spray bottle and sprinkle over the mattress not so liberally, lest it saturates the mattress. Allow it to dry and soon your mattress will smell fresh and clean.  
 
   17. Keeping dust mites at bay – Eucalyptus and clove oil can get you respite from all the dust mites hidden in your living room couch, sofa and bed mattress. Wash your bed and upholstery linen with usual detergent, to which 10 to 15 drops of eucalyptus oil has been added. To clean your couch, spray this oil mixed with water and then vacuum clean it.  
 
   18. For cleaner ceiling fans – Now there is no need to use a step ladder or long stemmed broom for cleaning your room’s ceiling fans. All that you need is an old pillow cover that would clean the dirty fan’s blade easily. Just cover the pillow cover over blades of fans one by one and pull it backward.    19. Use cheese wrappers – Don’t throw all those unwanted cheese wrappers. They can come in handy in wrapping the leftover food bits or you can even use them when baking cupcakes.
 
   20. Instant salad dressing – Take some edible herbs, vinegar and food oil. Add these to your mayonnaise jar along with preferred spices. Shake the jar really well to make some creamy and instant salad dressing. 
 
   21. Taking care of your fridge – Take good care of your fridge the same way it takes care of your food and beverages. If you open your fridge several times a day, keep water containers in it to avoid the abrupt swinging of its temperature. This way, your food will not spoil because of bacteria.
 
   22. Paper bags for onions and garlic – Now allow the stock of onion and garlic bulbs to stay fresh and mold-free by storing them in perforated paper bags. The ventilation will retain their freshness.
 
   23. Storing cut avocado – Are you wondering how to store that half-remaining avocado you cut just now? Store the avocado alongside a cut onion, as its sulfur will prevent browning of the avocado piece. You can also sprinkle apple cider vinegar on avocado to prevent the exposed surface from rotting or browning.
 
   24. More juice out of that lemon/orange – Yeah…just warm the lemon or orange a bit before squeezing their juice. A little bit of warming will let you squeeze them easily and more juice can be obtained. 
 
   25. Apples and potatoes can be good neighbours – Store your apples and potatoes besides one another. Potatoes will be very happy in apples’ company, as the ethylene gas emitted by apples will prevent potatoes from gaining sprouts.
 
   26. Cupcakes in cones – Bring an interesting twist to your cupcakes. Bake them directly in the ice cream cones. After they cool down, top them up with ice cream and have a double bonanza treat!
 
   27. An Instantaneous hot chocolate drink – If your chocolate topping jar has some leftover chocolate, add some warm milk to it and shake vigorously. You will have a tasty drink ready within seconds.
 
   28. A way out for messy mangoes – If you love mangoes but hate peeling them, get a glass to do this job for you. Take a sleep glass for peeling mango and your fingers will get respite from that sticky and messy feeling. 
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   29. To store celery for over a month – Keep your celery fresh and crisp by storing in foil. Neither its taste nor its colour will change.
 
   30. Storing bananas is now easier – To prevent blackening of bananas, cover their stem crowns with plastic cover. They would remain fresh up to 3 to 4 days more than usual.
 
   31. For retaining fresh herbs – If you are a lover of fresh herbs, learn how to keep them fresh for long. Chop them finely and mix with olive oil or melted butter. Now, freeze the herbs in cubed ice tray. Use these herbal cubes as and when needed.
 
   32. For fresher and crispier lettuce – One thing that tends to make lettuce turn brown soon is moisture. To counter this, keep lettuce leaves in clean and fresh paper bags. This will keep them crispier for longer.
 
   33. Pant-hanger for cook book – Use a pant hanger (having clasps to hold) as your cook book holder; no need to flip through its pages with messy hands.
 
   34. Coffee for your plants – After brewing your coffee, add the used coffee beans (in powdered or grounded form) to your potted plants. The nutrients released by the used coffee powder will be of great use to most of the plants you have in your garden, especially roses, blueberries, tomatoes or strawberries.
 
   35. Keep cake fresh – Put some bread slices embedded with toothpicks to prevent your cake from going stale. 
 
   36. Revive chips and crackers – One best way to revive your stale chips and crackers is to microwave them for a few seconds. They will become instantaneously crispier.
 
   37. The Inner side of cabinet doors – Don’t waste the space that is available in the inner side of the kitchen cabinet doors. Fix some screws or clips and hang smaller things.
 
   38. Using over the sink board – Make optimal use of space available in the kitchen by placing your chopping boards over the sink. 
 
   39. Know the utility of pegboard – Use the wall space behind your oven. Hang a pegboard over there that can be used for hanging pans and pots.
 
   40. Bottled whipped cream – There is no point wasting your energy in making whipped cream in a bowl. Rather, pour the cream in a bottle and shake it vigorously easily. You have an excellently whipped cream with minimal effort. 
 
   41. Crispier and curlier bacon – Before placing bacon in a cooking pan, dip it in cold water. This way, its edges will remain curly and crisp.
 
   42. Tackle the coffee stains – Do you drink coffee frequently? And are there any ugly stains on your coffee pot? Here is a simple way to remove coffee stains. Rub the stains with salt and ice alternatively. Soon, they will vanish away.
 
   43. Separating egg whites from the egg yolk – Use a small plastic bottle for separating the egg white from the egg yolk.
 
   44. Reheating leftover slice of pizza – Don’t waste your leftover pizza. Heat it in the microwave by placing a cup of water alongside it. 
 
   45. Bake the bacon instead of frying – You must have tried cooking your bacon as perfectly as it is done in a restaurant. Here is one tip for that; instead of frying the bacon, cook it in oven and you will be surprised how it will be consistently cooked.
 
   46. Neat slicing of multiple cherry tomatoes – I know how tedious it can be to slice the cherry tomatoes neatly. I have an idea for you! Place 4 to 5 cherry tomatoes on the chop board and grip it down with a plastic lid. Ensure that the lid is neither too small nor too large. Now take a sharp knife and slice all the tiny tomatoes with a horizontal stroke.
 
   47. Sugar! Sweet sugar – If you have burnt your tongue with piping hot food or beverage, just pop in some sugar granules and allow it to rest on the burnt portion, you will soon feel some relief. 
 
   48. Designer eggs –Place your cookie cutter in the pan and pour the raw egg into it. Your egg will be cooked in a designer way. Same trick can be applied while making pancakes.
 
   49. Over-salting fixed – If you have over salted a dish by mistake, add a peeled potato (uncooked and unsliced) into it. Allow the dish to simmer and its excessive saltiness will fade away. Take out the potato before serving.
 
   50. Keep guacamole green and fresh – Storing guacamole can be a little tricky, as it tends to get a little brown when exposed to air. One nice way to preserve it is to keep it in a container and pour a thin layer of water over it. The water layer will not let it go stale, acting as a barrier between guacamole and air.
 
   51. Keeping baked cookies moist – There is no fun eating a dried cookie. Now just as you bake cookies for your family, store them in a suitable container along with an apple slice. If you need to store these cookies for a long time, keep on replacing the apple slice after suitable time intervals.
 
   52. To remove strawberry stems – Insert a straw in a strawberry fruit to remove its stem easily. 
 
   53. Muffin trays for serving – At your next barbeque party, use the muffin-baking tray for serving condiments. It will be easier as well as handy.
 
   54. Tuna baked with toilet paper – Yeah! You read it correct! Tuna fish (the canned one) gets excellently smoked when cooked with 3 to 4 sheets of toilet paper. Open the tin of tuna fish and stuff some sheets of toilet paper in it. Soon, the paper would be completely soaked in fish oil. Just leave a small air shaft in the can. Now light up one corner of the toilet paper and it would cook tuna fish beneath it. Seems to be little awkward but it certainly gives nicely smoked tuna fish.
 
   55. While buying groceries – Just in case you forget all groceries you have to buy and what not, take a few pictures of your refrigerator and see it as reference. 
 
   56. Softer brown sugar – Brown sugar tends to harden fast. One of the best and the easiest way to keep it soft and manageable is storing with a bread slice. This way, neither the brown sugar will harden nor will the bread be spoilt. 
 
   57. Frozen fruits in the drink – The idea of adding ice cubes to the drinks is a passé. The latest trend is to freeze the fresh fruits and then add them to drinks when serving. However, do your homework concerning what flavor will suit what type of drink.
 
   58. Cleaning of stainless steel toaster – Rub your stainless steel toaster with cream of tartar and get its gleam back.
 
   59. No tears while cutting onions – To ensure that you don’t have any tears during to cutting onions, chew some gum; its very effective.
 
   60. Cutting cakes neatly – No more shabbily cut cakes that would interfere with how you serve your cakes. Take dental floss to cut through the cake neatly. Make sure there is no flavored floss you pick lest it interferes with the flavour of your cake. You can even cut cheese in the same manner.
 
   61. For rapid heating – At the time of heating leftover food in microwave, leave a circular space in the middle of the plate. The food will heat up faster.
 
   62. For that perfect raised cake – Take an old and clean towel that is no longer in use. Cut its neat strip that should be of same height as of the baking tray or tin. Now pour the batter after setting it neatly over the sides. You will have perfect cakes. 
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   63. For a sparkling bathroom mirror – Just take a used bag of black tea and rub it across the bathroom mirror. Soon it would sparkle like a new mirror simply because the tannic acid eliminates the dust and grime.
 
   64. Chemical free toilet cleaner – If you are not very happy with the way chemical toilet cleaners work, here a simpler way. Make a paste of baking soda and vinegar to clean the toilet. Allow it to rest for 10 to 15 minutes and then flush. 
 
   65. Clean sink and taps – Clean the sink and fixtures with a cloth that is dabbed with baby oil. They will be cleaned easily and shine like never before. The fixtures can also be covered with a transparent nail paint that will prevent rust from gathering there.
 
   66. Cleaning of scum-ridden bathtub – Scrub clean your bathtub with salt sprinkled over grapefruit. You would never prefer using chemical cleaners again thanks to excellent in which it would clean the tub.
 
   67. Untangle rings of shower curtain – In many instances, shower curtain rings remain damp making them to tend to be stuck over the rod. There is a simple and an interesting way to avoid this; just smear petroleum jelly over the rings and they would glide over the rod effortlessly. 
 
   68. Getting rid of soap scum – To get rid of all the soap scum that tends to sit on the shower partition, spray non-stick cooking spray. This may sound a little odd, but it is really effective. After 20 to 25 minutes, wipe it clean and the soapy scum will be gone. Just take care of slipperiness. 
 
   69. Cleaning showerhead of its deposit – If the showerhead has deposits over its fine holes, the water must be spraying itself in weird directions. Take one large cup of vinegar and hold it in a plastic bag. Now, wrap this plastic bag around the shower head (do tie it tightly lest it falls). Leave it overnight. In the morning, the vinegar would have cleaned the showerhead. 
 
   70. Offloading bathroom cabinets – This can be wonderfully done by keeping handy baskets and bowls on the counter and labelling them. Many things can be kept including soap bars, shampoos, cotton swabs etc.
 
   71. For more bathroom storage – Transparent assortment bags are easily available everywhere. Get one and hang it over the inner side of the bathroom door. It has so many pockets in it that many small to big items would fit in perfectly.
 
   72. Disciplining the bobby pins –Get a magnetic panel fixed near the counter and stick all the pins there. 
 
   73. Multipurpose towel rod – Make your towel rod more functional. Get hooks or hangers that can be hung over the rod for holding many things.
 
   74. Renew the stainless steel faucets – There is an easy way to make the stainless steel faucets as good as new. Cut lemon in half and rub it all over the steel portions of the faucet. All the water stains will simply melt along with small or big rust stains, if any. The acid in lemon will work wonderfully and better than any harsh chemical based cleaner.
 
    75. A chord holder – Cut an old and a discarded bottle in a way that it can be hung over an electric point. Use this cut bottle to hang your shaver while it is plugged in.
 
   76. Fresh and spotless bathtub – Make a good scrubbing mix for your stale-smelling or scum-ridden bathtub right from your kitchen. Mix any pleasant smelling oil (rosemary or eucalyptus would be the best) in one cup of baking soda. Add some water to make a paste of thick consistency. Smear it over the tub and let it sit for 15 to 20 minutes. Finally, wash it off with clean water.
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   77. Hmm…what to do with that lipstick stain – Take a piece of white bread and roll it over the stain. Soon the lipstick mark will be blotted out. In case some slight colour remains, it will go away at the time of washing.
 
   78. Zero ink stains – To wash off the hardest of ink stains, spray either your hand sanitizer or hairspray. They would do wonders in eliminating the stains.
 
   79. Go grass stains – Take liquid soap and mix it with two portions of hydrogen peroxide. Spray it liberally on grass stain. Let the solution sit on it and then rub softly. Wash it with normal water and observe grass stains fading out.
 
   80. Ugly greasy stains – There can be nothing irritating than grease stains on your favourite dress. Rub some chalk (the normal one is just fine) on the grease and it will be absorbed by chalk powder. The same can be done using baby powder also. Keep on repeating until you have no stain.
 
   81. Sweat stains – There are a number of things that will help you in getting rid of sweat stains. Some of the things are salt, club soda or even milk.
 
   82. Make whites whiter – Make your whites even whiter by adding half a cup of baking soda in machine load. Baking soda is always better than clothing bleach as the former won’t wear out your clothes.
 
   83. Hair straightening rod for collars – Iron the collars of shirts with the hair straightening rod. This can be done even while wearing the shirt.
 
   84. Resize the shrunken garment – It is time to learn this useful hack that will help you revive many of your shrunken garments. Just soak those garments in lukewarm water to which your hair conditioner has been added. Soak for some time and then rinse.
 
   85. Dry clothes faster – While you put your clothes in the drier, also throw in a towel. The towel will soak in lots of moisture, thus allowing clothes to dry up faster. However, do take out that towel for next drying session lest it will throw back in sapped moisture.
 
   86. Oh that stubborn chewing gum! – If you always somehow have chewing gum stuck on you dress, you can resolve this problem by putting some ice cubes on the dress. Soon the gum is going to solidify and thus you can scrape off easily. 
 
   87. Vertical storage - Stack your folded clothes vertically in drawers. This way, you can see them all and pick them out easily without having to disorganize the drawers.
 
   88. String bed sheets – No need to rummage through linen cabinets every time you have to take out bed sheet. Store the folded sheet in one of the pillow covers. How intelligent!
 
   89. Keeping black jeans always black – Repeated washing may soon turn your black jeans into grey. No more worries. Occasionally, add 2 to 3 cups of brewed coffee when rinsing and this will reduce the rate at which the jeans fade.
 
   90. Linen folding made easier – Hang your bed sheets exactly over their middle line. Once they get dried off, it will be easier to pick them up and fold instantly. Lots of time will be saved this way.
 
   91. Remove craft glue easily – After your kid has finished their craft homework comes your turn to clean the glue that is seen sticking all over their shirt sleeves and trousers. Completely cover the sticky glue with Vaseline and then scrap it off. Now clean the smeared Vaseline with dishwashing liquid.
 
   92. Zero crinkles with zero effort – To make crinkles on fabric disappear within moment, spray water and lavender oil on them for a few minutes before wearing soon. The creases will disappear. This will save you the last minute hurry of ironing your clothes.
 
   93. Brand tags – All the brand tags at the nape of shirts or other garments are irksome. Remove them gently with nail polish remover. They would be scrapped off easily. 
 
   94. No Hanger bumps on woollens – Do not hang woollens on the hangers as the normal shirts are hung. The weight of the woollen garment will create bumps on its shoulders. Here is a trick to solve this. Criss cross the arms of the woollens to be hung delicately (and in a balanced way) on the hanger. There would be no bumps.
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   95. A unique tool holder –Take strips of magnets and mount them conveniently on the wall. Keep the height strategic so that you can easily reach. You can now hung, most small and medium size tools ranging from drills and screwdrivers to hammers etc.
 
   96. Hang the folding chairs – If you have plenty of folding or beach chairs, your garage is going to be full of them always. Instead of piling them one over the other, hang them with the help of angular brackets that have been nailed to the wall. Your garage will look expansive this way.

   97. Making use of lattice trim – Various elongated and cylindrical items can be hung over mounted lattice trim over your garage wall. You can even hang delicate tube lights here safely and reliably.
 
   98. Catch the dust – While drilling holes in the garage (or in fact anywhere else), stick a sticky-note after folding it. It would catch up all the dust that will be released after drilling.
 
   99. Nifty bike shelf – Instead of parking your bikes on the garage floor, hold them up in a suspended way to make room for car parking.

   100. Suspended baskets – Get stylish and colourful wired baskets (could be of wire mesh or even plastic mesh) and hang them over wall corners. These baskets can hold lot of small things without taking shelf room.

   101. Bins and more bins – One good idea to having a lot of storage options in your garage is to line up several bins and label them. Now keep on storing things without worrying about misplacement. 
 
   102. Hang the ladder – Hang the ladders and further use the hung ladders for suspending things like tires, tubes, ropes, slings, hosepipes etc. 
 
   103. Screws in jars – Don’t waste your time and energy in finding nails and screws deep in your tool box. Keep the nails and screws in transparent glass or plastic jars. They would remain visible and you will pick them easily.
 
   104. Identify with nail polish colours – Paint the heads of different keys with different colour of nail polish. This would help in identifying them easily and not having to rummage through different keys while trying to locate one key.
 
   105. Clean garage floor – To keep your garage floor clean and grease free, paint it with epoxy paint. However, ensure the floor clean and crack-free.
 
   106. DIY screwdriver rack – Simply drill holes in a piece of wood and secure it on the wall using L-brackets.
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   107. Foam noodles – Attach foam noodles to your garage walls to prevent scratches while keeping or lifting various things. 
 
   108. Paint your parking stripes - Paint some brightly colored stripes to help you park your car accurately every day. If the garage is congested, fix an old tire on the spot where the bumper of your car rests after parking. 
 
   109. A mini parking zone – It will be fun to have a mini parking zone for your kids’ scooters, bikes and skateboards. Paint the area brightly so that your kids find it interesting and attractive.
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   110. For rude flyers – Does your jeans’ flyer keep on slipping down? No more. Put a plain key ring in the zipper’s bracket and pull it up. Now put the key ring over the button. The flyer will now stay there.
 
   111. No more razor burns now – You get razor burns simply because your facial hair tends to be thicker. After smearing shaving cream on your face, allow it to remain there for nearly five to six minutes then proceed to shave. This will soften hair and skin and there will be no burns.
 
   112. Taming straying moustaches – Those straying hairs can be taken care off easily with the help of nail clippers. The clippers would clip the exact strand of hair and to the desired length. 
 
   113. No Body odour now – Take equal portions of water and vodka and spray them on the underarm part of your shirt. The stench of body odor will immediately evaporate, leaving behind a magical smell.
 
   114. shaving sensitive zones – When shaving sensitive parts, instead of using a usual shaving cream, use a quality hair conditioner. It would soften the hair as well as skin, thus preventing razor burns or rashes.
 
   115. Combating dandruff effectively – Massage your scalp liberally with tea tree oil and soon you will not have any dandruff problem. Tea tree oil nourishes the scalp and curbs its flakiness.
 
   116. Got Athlete’s foot? – A simple thing called hydrogen peroxide can effectively treat your problem of athlete’s foot. Pour peroxide on your feet and then wipe it off. Do this consistently. 
 
   117. DIY dry shampoo - To freshen up your greasy hair, use cornstarch. It would soak up all the greasiness and works wonderfully on light as well as dark hair.
 
   118. Keep your hair in place – Dab aloe juice on your ready and styled hair. Your hair will stay in place all day.
 
   119. Easily managing nails and cuticles – Always cut your nails after a shower. They soften after soaking with water and can be easily managed. Cuticles can also be managed easily right after shower.
 
   120. Soak that facial oil – Do you have oily face? Just grab restaurant napkins and dab them on your face to soak up all the facial oil and you will instantly look fresh.
 
   121. For clear and glowing skin – Wash your neck and face with baby oil to get that amazing and glowing skin. Baby oil is more of a moisturizer rather than oil so don’t worry about greasiness.
 
   122. Leave-in-conditioner aka regular conditioner – If you want to leave your hair nice and flowy, its best to nourish with leave-in-conditioner. Never mind if you don’t have one. Just take a dollop of regular conditioner along with three parts water in a spray bottle. Few sprays would be enough to keep your hair tangle free.
 
   123. Tackle that fizz – To tame down the fizzy hair, especially when your hair-smoothening serum is finished, use your hand cream. Apply cream over your palms and run them over your hair. Take care not to apply too much of cream or hair strands will get too greasy.
 
   124. Safe removal of make-up – Remove your make up safely and completely with coconut oil. Dab some oil on a cotton swab and wipe it over your face to dissolve the makeup.
 
   125. Treat your blackheads – Make a thick and a creamy mixture of baking soda and water. Apply it over the T-zone of your face (forehead and nose) to cover the blackheads. Allow it to dry and then wash off with clean water. Don’t forget to moisturize your face. Soon all blackheads will vanish. 
 
   126. Perfume in hair instead of blow-dry – Lightly spray perfume in hair and brush full length. Your hair will look freshly blow dried even without shampooing.
 
   127. Grooming eyebrows with toothbrush – Take an unused and clean toothbrush to groom your brows. It will be easy to preen them and you would find them intact all day long.
 
   128. Frizzy hair? Treat them easily – Instead of a towel, dry your hair with T-shirt to mow down the fizzy hair. The hair shaft will remain smooth, giving a unique bounce and volume to your hair.  
 
   129. A natural body moisturizer – Mash the pulp of avocado without its peel. Apply it all over your body and allow it to be absorbed. After 20 to 25 min, rinse it with normal water. Your skin will become silky smooth.
 
   130. Smelly shoes! – One quick way to get rid of the smell of stinking shoes it to put them in freezer. Don’t forget to put them in a plastic bag before placing them in freezer.
 
   131. Self-wearing of bracelet – Wearing bracelet on your own can get sometimes tough. Tuck one end of bracelet in paper clip and hold another one. It can be worn easily this way.
 
   132. Toothpaste on pimple – Allow your pimple to dry by covering it with a blob of toothpaste. Keep the toothpaste on zit for 15 to 20 minutes and then wash off. Your pimple is soon going to vanish.
 
   133. Tea bags for puffy eyes – To give respite to your puffy eyes, steam a tea bag (preferably green tea) and then allow it to cool. The antioxidants present in green tea will sooth your puffy eyes. 
 
   134. A protein facemask – Crack two eggs and separate the whites for their yolk. Apply egg whites evenly over your face and neck. Allow it to dry and then wash it off. This facemask will help in clearing facial blemishes and tighten the skin.
 
   135. Mouthwash on bruises – Mouthwash has a new role to play. Apply it on bruises and they would start to heal instantly.
 
   136. Split nail solution – If you have cracked your nail, dab it with a drop of superglue and let it dry. Now wear an opaque nail paint that would camouflage sealed nail.
 
   137. Yellow nails – Too much and prolonged application of nail polish may make your nails appear yellow and drab. Apply on them toothpaste and scrub them well with a soft toothbrush. They will regain back their sheen and whiteness.
 
   138. Dry nail polish fast – If you have just 1 minute to apply fresh nail polish and allow its drying, dip your nails applied the nail polish in a bowl of icy water. The nail polish will dry within one minute.  
 
   139. A Dotted nail art – Here is an interesting idea to make dotted nail art. First, apply base nail color and let it dry. Next, put the sticky part of the band-aid on your nail and apply another color over the dotted part. You will have flawless dots drawn conveniently. 
 
   140. Refresh dried nail polish – Put the bottle of dried nail polish in a cup with hot boiling water. Take the bottle of nail polish out after 2 minutes. The dried out liquid will now be good to use.
 
   141. Matted nail polish finish – Add loose eye-shadow powder to translucent nail paint. You can also add some glitter to mail dazzling color for your nails. 
 
   142. For correcting eye make-up – It is really tough to rectify eye makeup especially because the eye zone is quite delicate. Use a cotton bud that has been dipped in make-up removing solution. It will be easier and accurate. 
 
   143. Freeze the make-up pencils – If eyeliner pencil is behaving crumbly and smeary, keep it is freezer for 10 minutes and it would be set for use.
 
   144. Make a lip balm at home – Collect all the older lipsticks that you are fed up with. Cut its stubs, put them in a small plastic container and microwave it. Allow this to cool then you have your homemade lip balm.
 
   145. Multipurpose olive oil – Use olive oil instead of make-up remover, which will allow your skin to breath healthy, and remain nurtured. 
 
   146. Eye shadow for fuller lips – Apply frosted eye shadow to your lips and they would appear fuller and luscious. 
 
   147. For smudged make-up – Rub a blob of shaving cream on the make-up smudges on your dress. Now, wipe it off with a clean and damp rug. 
 
   148. Curling of eyelashes – This couldn’t be easier. Press your eyelashes against the curve of your spoon to curl them. 
 
   149. Strawberries for whiter teeth – Make your teeth sparkling white without any need of expensive toothpastes. Just rub fresh strawberries against your teeth and then brush them with plain toothbrush.
 
   150. Get bronzed with cocoa – Dust your blusher with homemade cocoa powder and get that scintillating bronzed look.
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   All these hacks are easy to follow and you can quickly adopt in your house to improve your house in different ways. The amazing thing is that there are also DIY hacks for grooming and beauty; hence, you have everything in this book to not only take care of your home but also to take care of yourself. Start embracing these DIY household hacks today and see the great change in your life.

    	If you continually notice your folded clothes keep getting out of their place, consider using some shelf dividers and they will give you an easy time.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Do you have an overflowing closet? Stick to keeping only what fits into the closet. Create an extra storage to help you keep most of the items. You can as well purchase some drawers.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Kids can be messy and a bit disorganized. Teach them the value of organizing and cleanliness as early as possible. Designate and label a box for each of your children for them to put their own stuff in their rooms.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Buy a coat tree and wall hooks to hang bags and any other thing that you usually find lying on the floor or couch/bed, such as sweaters, jackets, scarves and caps. 
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	A large study table in the kid’s room will also work well for you. Teach them to put their books on the table and other school materials rather than leaving them all over the bed or the floor.

    	Have a nice basket at your bedside to stuff in small knick-knacks you often use when in bed such as hair clips, eye masks, phone chargers, magazine or your favorite books.

    	Try to adopt a minimalist theme for your living room. Remove any odd objects such as toys, old newspapers, leftovers and toss them in the trash.  Look around the living room and remove trinkets that just gather dust. Some maybe even damaged or rusting.     	Use a storage ottoman in the living room or bedroom to stuff in items lying around that you do not intend to use.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Save DVDs and CDs in a hard drive and dispose the CDs or DVDs. Do the same thing for photo albums. 
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    	Put any dirty towels, face cloths and bath towels in your bathroom into a hamper. They will look much better as they wait to be cleaned.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Put back any items that find their way to the wrong spots such as jewelry; you can as well decide to keep your jewelry in the bathroom shelf for this cause. 
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Have shelves designated for different people in the household so that they can keep everything that they use as opposed to having everything cluttered all over.
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    	Throw away crummy sponges and expired cleaning products lying around the kitchen counters.  Wipe the counters with lukewarm water mixed with a cleaning agent and detergent.

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    	Instead of having all sorts of cleaning products, you may as well consider cutting down the number of your cleaning products by purchasing all-purpose cleaning products. 
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Check pockets of coats and jackets that have been worn to get rid of old receipts or loose change; return these to where they need to be.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Wash dirty laundry frequently to avoid piling up dirty clothes. Twice a week is ideal. Ensure everyone has a basket to keep their dirty laundry and prevent mixing (and misplaced) clothing items. 
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    	Sort the items you wish to dispose of by categorizing them as trash (for disposal), for donation (to be given away to charities), and for keeps (to be kept properly).  They need to be stacked away in clearly labeled boxes.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	If an item keeps popping up in the wrong spot every time, you can consider relocating it to that specific section of the house, but with a basket or organizer. 
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	All items you are not sure about should be put in a sorting pile. Ask yourself a few questions as you sort them, whether you need a particular item, how often do you use it and perhaps whether you miss the item. Then you can either keep it or throw it.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	If you are in a hurry and can’t do a thorough cleaning, conduct a quick clean sweeping past all the rooms. Be armed with a basket to pick any cluttered objects you will find on the way. Remember to begin from the furthest end of your house towards the door.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Digital books, nooks, smart phones and others are super handy in reducing much of the hardcopy clutter in your house. For instance, you can choose to use a digital dictionary instead of the hardcopy one. Check your subscriptions as well, and get the online versions instead. Who needs a bulky telephone directory nowadays?
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Save space by removing snacks from their packaging and remember to remove paper products from plastics for easy access; they will even look neater that way. Wrapping paper and boxes take up more space too!
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Put your shopping habit into check. Impulse buying will most likely lead to clutter. Buy only the things that you need. You may be getting rid of clutter in your house but it will be meaningless if you replace the items with the newly-bought items. 
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	If you set one day to de-clutter the entire house in one sitting, it would definitely be a gigantic task, and you would not know where to begin. The best way to go about it is to de-clutter every day. Put away an item or two every day, and your house would be free of clutter before you know it.     	Start by de-cluttering the easy-to-handle stuff first. The more difficult tasks could follow when you get the hang of it. Make sure you are not distracted while doing it. No matter how hard it looks, try to enjoy the entire process, too.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Collect all misplaced items in a holding basket and later ask family members to get their stuff.  Before they get their things, however, tell them you are de-cluttering and they should think which of these stuff could be thrown or donated.  Involve the entire family in the de-cluttering process to make it easier and even enjoyable. Throw away those that they find not useful to them to ease clutter around the house. 
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Make sure you don’t de-clutter people’s items without their permission, let everybody choose what they want to keep irrespective of their age. Ask before you toss that broken toy into the trashcan, as it can elicit tantrums and fits later on.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Let go of those items you hold onto so much, yet they are less useful to you or rarely put them into use. Don’t just hold them with an urge that you may need them some day – because most probably you will not. 
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Use a tissue box holder to keep loose shopping bags to save on space. It is easy to access as you just pull one out of the top similar to how you do with a tissue.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Tuck bags inside each other to preserve space and create more room for other things.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Set an area in a room where you can put items you come across in the room to be organized.
