    The most important thing in comics is the characters. In this section, we will talk about the 6.5 and 6 head-to-body ratios that are common in girly comics. 
 
    6.5 head to body ratio 
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    6 head to body ratio

    Here we have drawn two examples of 6.5 and 6 heads, and we use a ball to express a head 5 heads and 6 heads are more common proportions in girly comics, mostly used for 5 to 18 year old girl, 
 
    When characters are in motion, they also follow the principle of proportionality. 
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    5.5 and 5 head to body ratio

    Here we draw two examples of 5. 5 and 5 heads. Comparing the body ratios of 6.5 and 6 heads, we will find that the characters are much younger, so the larger the proportion of the head occupying the body, the smaller the character will appear. The ratio of 5.5 heads and 5 heads is mostly used for girls between 13 and 15 years old. 
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    When the same person is standing, as the height of the shoes changes, the proportion of the person will also change, which is often overlooked.

    4.5 head to body ratio 
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    4  head to body ratio 
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    Here we have drawn 4.5 and 4 head-to-body ratio charts. Compared to the previous 4 head-to-body ratios, we will find that the head-to-body ratio is much smaller. This head-to-body ratio is used to draw loli type in the cute girl comic Girls with 4.5 heads and 4 heads are more common in Japanese cute cartoons in recent years. This type of ratio is mostly used for girls under 13 years old. 
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    The same head-to-body ratio will produce different effects because of different painting methods, so it is not that the smaller the head-to-body ratio, the more lovely. 
 
    


 
   
  
 

 Common head-to-body ratio in Q version (chibi) comics 
 
      
 
    In this section, we will introduce the Q version ratios that often appear in girly comics. Such ratios often appear in exaggerated or specific scenarios. 
 
    3  head to body ratio 
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    Although the three-headed body is not common in the cute girl comics, when the character is cute, the character sometimes suddenly changes to the zero version. At this time, the three-headed body ratio comes in handy. , Mostly used to represent mature women. 
 
    2  head to body ratio 
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    The two-headed body is the most commonly used version of the girl ’s comics. Both boys and girls can use this head-to-body ratio to represent it, so this head-to-body ratio is the one in the version 0 that we need to master most.

 Structural ratio of the face 
 
      
 
    In this section, we will introduce the method of painting the face of a beautiful girl. The first thing to introduce is the structure of a normal face. 
 
    [image: ] 
 
    The face is completely symmetrical from left to right except for the expression of individual expressions. Therefore, firmly establishing the concept of the center line is the key to grasping the facial structure. And keep in mind the proportion of the three courts and five eyes in the process of drawing. 
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    Regardless of whether it is front or side, some proportions will not change, and the lower lip is about 2 places between the bottom of the nose and the chin. I also need to pay more attention to this. 
 
    Let's introduce the structural proportions of the faces of cute cartoon girl characters. Special attention should be paid here to the differences between human faces in real life and human faces in girl comics. 
 
    [image: ] 
 
    If we carefully compare the face of the real character and the face of the girl comic character, we will find that the face proportion of the girl comic character is exaggerated and enlarged a lot, but the basic proportion principle is still the same. Here you must notice that the head proportion has become four equal parts. 
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    When we change the position of the facial features, we will find that the closer to the real person's facial proportions, the more similar the comic characters are to the real characters, so the comics are just an exaggerated deformation of the real characters. It is not difficult to draw if you master the real person's facial proportion. Make your ideal comic face. 
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    When drawing the head, we can also think of it as an ellipsoid, so that it can be found in the drawing process. 
 
    


 
   
  
 

 Face drawing at different angles 
 
      
 
    In this section, we will introduce the face painting at different angles. The first thing to introduce is the face changes in the head-up situation. 
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    The head-up profile is the most commonly used in girly comics. It is very important to look up and down the side profile described below.

 Cute face drawing 
 
      
 
    In this section, we will introduce cute types of face drawing. Cute faces are the most commonly used in the girly comics, so this book is a focus of the basics.

    As shown in the figure above, the left picture shows a normal girl's face, and the right picture shows a cute face with a slight adjustment. We can compare the differences between the two. 
 
    Here are the specific changes: 
 
    First of all, the big eyes are an important factor for cuteness. At present, most of the cute girls' styles belong to the type of big eyes. From the picture on the right above, you can see that the eye part has become larger; secondly, the direction of the brows is also changed. It becomes downward. This modification will make the expression look milder, and we should also pay attention to the change in the contour of the face. The contour of the face on the right is obviously firmer than that on the left.

    The round face is usually used for cute girls or younger girls. When drawing a round face, you should pay attention to the chin arc.

 Cold glamour face drawing 
 
      
 
    Let's introduce the cool face painting method. This type of face is often used to draw adult women or other styles of girl comic characters. It is rarely used in the comics of girl style. 
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    As shown in the figure above, the picture on the right shows a slightly adjusted cool-looking face. Compared with the picture on the left, a lot of changes have been found. The features of the cool-looking face are described in detail below. 
 
    First of all, the most obvious change from the right image to the left is that the eyes are much smaller and the ends of the eyes are slightly upturned. Next, we will see that the distance between the eyebrows and the eyes is also close. The shape of the face is shaped like a melon seed, which is similar to a real person.

 How to draw beautiful girl eyes 
 
      
 
    Eye structure 
 
    In this section, we will introduce how to draw beautiful girls eyes. First of all, we will introduce the structure of the eyes of the characters in the real world, so that we can refer to them when drawing diffuse figures.

    Everyone knows that the eye is composed of the eyeball and the upper and lower eyelids. At different angles, the eyeball and the upper and lower eyelids will change at different angles. Therefore, grasping the change law is the place to focus on.

    When drawing comic-style eyes, we will exaggerate and deform them, highlighting large and bright eyeballs and long eyelashes. Although the comic styles of girls' comics are diverse, the purpose is the same, and we must also consider the reality The structure of the middle eye. When drawing the eyeball, you can use it as a round glass sphere to draw a transparent and shiny feel as much as possible. The second is the orbits and eyelashes. The thick eyeliner will make the eyes look very beautiful. When drawing eyelashes, you must pay attention to the direction of growth. Below we briefly introduce the drawing steps of the front eye. 
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 Drawing of eyes at different angles 
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    As shown in the picture above, the left picture shows the frontal eyes, and the right picture shows the eyes looking down. Here you should pay attention to the shape of the eyeball and eyelids at various angles. As long as you grasp the characteristics of this shape, you want to draw angled eyes are a breeze. 
 
    Here we introduce the simple drawing steps of looking up at the eyes. 
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 How to draw cute girl eyes 
 
      
 
    In this section, we will introduce the drawing methods of cute girl eyes. This type of eyes is also the most common in cute girl comics.

    Here we draw the eyes of a cute girl. Everyone will find that the drooping eyes will look innocent and cute. And the eyes are large and the eyes are few.

    In order to illustrate this feature, the above shows three pictures of cute girls who are cute, everyone will find that the ends of their eyes are downward, and the eyes are large and the eyes are small. Although the drawing styles are slightly different, they all fit this one feature. 
 
      
 
    Here we introduce the simple drawing process of cute eyes. 
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 Cool glamour girl eyes drawing 
 
      
 
    The following introduces the painting method of cold glamour girl's eyes. Although it is mentioned slightly in the introduction of cold glamour face painting method, let's make a detailed explanation below. 
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    The cool-eyed eyes are generally closer to the real person's proportions, the eyeballs are slightly smaller, and the ends of the eyes are raised.

    These willow-shaped eyes are regarded as the representative of the cold and Yan type, but this type of eyes are rarely used in cute girl comics.

    Here we have drawn the front and sides of the ears, you can refer to it, and the drawing of the ears in the comics has basically evolved from this.

    According to the realistic ear-like drawing method, we have mentioned above a relatively common method of painting comic girl ears. Although the painting method is slightly different, the characteristics are consistent. 
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    First draw the earrings.

    Finally, the ears are drawn in shades.

    Here we draw the noses that are common in three types of girl comics, and the latter two are more common in the cute girl comics, both of which are relatively small. 
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    Here we have drawn the front and side of the mouth, you can make a reference, and most of the mouths in the comics only draw the lips.

    Above we have given examples of the types of mouths commonly seen in girls' shallow paintings. As you can see, compared with realistic mouths, they are much simpler, with only upper lip lines and lower lines appearing at most. 
 
      
 
    Let's introduce the drawing steps of realistic mouth. 
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    The mouth is the most important part of the girl ’s comics, in addition to the eyes. It plays an important role in different expressions. Below, we have drawn several common mouth shapes for your reference. 
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    In addition to the different shapes of mouths, there are actually different types. Here we introduce three more common types, namely, small peach-shaped mouth, sexy and thick mouth. 
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 How to paint beautiful girl hair 
 
      
 
    Common hairstyle 
 
    In this section, we will introduce common hairstyles. Hair styling is very important in girly comics. Sometimes face shapes are similar, and hair is used to distinguish characters. Here are some examples of common hairstyles for your reference.

    The pictures exemplified are the common hairstyles in girl comics, and most of them are exaggerated deformations of real-life hairstyles, so understanding the fashion hairstyles in reality is very important for drawing the hairstyles of characters in comics.

    Here we make an example to explain how to change a live hairstyle into an anime hairstyle. 
 
    First select a live picture and carefully observe the changes in hair levels and levels of hair. Then draw a rough contour and draw details.

    As shown in the picture above. Long straight hair is shown in the left picture. Hair bursts are very common in girl comics. It can not only increase the beauty of the character, but also can be used to enrich the picture. The figure to the right of the gentle and quiet figure is short straight hair.     Next, we found a picture of long straight hair. Because the hair is slightly shorter, the effect is slightly less in a windy environment.

    Finally, we found a picture of short straight hair, and when drawing this kind of hair, we should pay attention to the level of hair.

    The above examples exemplify the different shapes of the hands for your reference. The movements of the hand are ever-changing and the structure is complicated. To show it, the following points should be noted. No matter how the hand changes during movement, the proportion of bone joints between the joints of the hand is constant.     Then introduce the drawing method of the arm.

    The above example is a process of drawing the arm. We can first outline the approximate skeleton structure with simple lines, determine the length, and then convert the lines into cylinders. After all of this is drawn, Dallas has completed most of the Then, in order to make the arms look more realistic, muscle lines will be added. Although the girl's comics have thin arms, there will still be a small amount of muscles.

    The above examples exemplify the different shapes of the feet for your reference. The movements of the feet are much less than those of the hands, but they are the same as the hands. Regardless of the changes, the proportion of bone joints between the joints of the feet remains the same.

    The drawing of the feet is simpler than that of the hands, but it is not easy to draw well. Here we can consider the structure of the feet as a block-shaped three-dimensional structure, which will be much easier.

    In this section, I will introduce the structural characteristics of the body of a beautiful girl, which is more compact and round than that of a male. 
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 Drawing of the body from different angles 
 
      
 
    Observing characters from different angles will have different changes. Here are several common perspectives to illustrate the character's drawing in its state.

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 Drawing of different bodies poses 
 
      
 
    This section introduces common body movements. In order to better express the movements, first introduce the knowledge of the human body. 
 
    [image: ] 
 
    When the human body stands, there are two situations, one is the situation without external force, and the other is the situation with external force. In the absence of external force, the center of gravity can be based on the clavicle fossa. In the case of heavy feet, the center of gravity is usually between the two feet or slightly to the side of the heavy feet. In the case of heavy single feet, the vertical line of the clavicle fossa will fall on the heavy ankle bone. 
 
    [image: ] 
 
    In the case of external force, the position of the center of gravity should be observed according to the direction of the external force. Generally, the center of the chest or the center of the pelvis is used for comparison.

    The sitting position is generally centered on the center of the chest.

    By observing the two pictures on the left, we will find that when a person's center of gravity is unstable, a state of falling will occur.

    When the character's center of gravity is unstable, the balance can  also be adjusted through the movement of the limbs. Observing the left picture, we will find that when the character is in an unbalanced state, by lifting one leg to change the center of gravity, the body will be balanced again.

    The head-to-body ratio of the characters in version 0 was introduced earlier. In this section, we will introduce the specific drawing methods of the characters in the next               Q version.

    A few example pictures are drawn above, and it can be seen that the head-to-body ratio is much different.

    In addition to the difference in head-to-body ratio, the hands and feet of version Q characters are also very different from those of normal proportions.

    When drawing the Q version of the character, the changes in the head are also obvious. Observe the changes in the two pictures above. We will find that the drawing of the hair has become simpler, and the face has become rounder and cuter.

    The torso and legs of the two-headed beautiful girl are basically drawn to the same length. At the same time, because the body becomes smaller, sometimes the neck and waist are not obvious.

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    The two common arrogant expressions exemplified above, one is a state of pride, the other is a state of narcissism, and narcissism can also be regarded as an upgraded version of pride. Here is a black and white comic, so it can be expressed by thin lines. The blank expression will appear calmer, so the changes in the five senses will not be great.

    Surprise action 
 
      
 
    The previous sections introduced several common facial expressions, and in this section we introduce the actions that characters will show when they do these expressions. 
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    Fisting with both hands is the most common surprise action.

    With their legs close together, they look even more lovely. 
 
    The above is a schematic diagram of the transition from an expressionless and dynamic situation to a state of surprise. When in surprise, girls often put their hands near their mouths, or make fists or open their mouths. Although it is impossible for everyone to do this action when they are surprised, but This is also the most common gesture in the comics of cute girls. 
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Angry action 
 
      
 
    In this section we will introduce the actions that will be taken when angry. 
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    Hold your fist against your waist, raise your fist with one hand, and you will look more powerful.

    Compared with the normal type, standing with your legs open will be slightly boyish. 
 
      
 
    When angry, people will show a strong side, so it will be the opposite of the usual state of cuteness, and the girl with a fist in the example just fits this point, and you can make bold play on this basis, such as holding your hands up. 
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    Action in sorrow 
 
      
 
    Actions in sorrow are generally relatively few. Let's introduce the most common one. 
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    It is more common to have one hand under your eyes and one hand behind you in sadness.

    Compared to the normal state, the feet are slightly closed together. 
 
      
 
    The above shows the actions that will be presented in sorrow. Compared with the state shown in the surprise of the previous section, the hands are placed near the face, but one is placed near the mouth and one is placed near the eyes. Putting it in your eyes is a feeling of tenderness. When you are sad, bring some tension and your feet will be closed, which is more in line with the girl's psychology. 
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Happy action 
 
      
 
    In this section, we will introduce the dynamics when it is happy. This is the most common in the cute girl comics. 
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    Sagging your hands with your hands, you can express your happiness and cuteness.

    Other types of action expressions 
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    Above we have exemplified pictures, each with different actions.
