	Types of flutes

	This refers to the type of keys that are on the tool. All keys are covering the tone holes (holes) he and closed flute hole is a solid piece-hence the name closed flute sticks.

	Things you need to know if you are learning to play the flute:

	 

	Good

	For the most part, very little maintenance is needed to keep the flute in great condition. It is suggested to keep the flute clean the keys and rods clean and removed once a year, in order to prevent corrosion on the rods.

	There are no tubes on the flute, which are necessary for all other wooden breaths. Only this can save you a few hundred dollars a year on your account.

	 

	Bad

	The flutes are very fragile. If they are not treated carefully, they can easily adapt. It can be very expensive.

	 

	Note

	Raise your fingers from the holes again. Blow the flute, covering the first hole of the finger (the one closest to the oral hole). Cover with finger face shield. You shouldn't push it.

	If the message sounds good, cover the hole while covering the next one. Cover the other holes if it looks good. Be sure to include all the holes. Each note should be less.

	When playing the lowest tones, the upper lip should move slightly forward and down. The hole on the lips should swell and loosen.

	Second Octave

	Playing higher notes flute the second octave on you will use the same fingering, but you will blow differently.

	Cover all the holes. Sharpen your mouth and blow a little more than before. You should hear a high tone.

	Now lift your fingers from the holes of your fingers, one by one, start with the last hole of your finger (the one furthest from the oral hole). Each grade should be higher.

	When playing higher tones, the upper lip should move up and back. The opening of the lip should be narrower and narrower, to blow harder to force the breath.

	After playing on the note that has all the tone holes uncovered, cover them all again and play the next note at the top of the first note of the third octave.

	Sharp Objects and flats

	On a standard six-hole flute, playing notes from the lowest to the highest should give you scale major, D, mi. You should get a smaller ladder; if you cover only the first hole, then play higher.

	For many melodies, you will no longer need notes if you find the right note to start. But other songs can call Sharp Objects or flat notes between notes, and you may also need cutting edges and flats while playing with other musicians.

	Some flutes have additional holes to play these notes. Otherwise, there are two ways to play them. For ¾ half a hole, cover only half of the last hole with your fingers.

	On across-finger, or ultimately reveal the same hole, but cover one or more holes below.

	Breath and Tongue

	With the tip of the tongue, add lighting to the beginning of each note or the first note in the series.

	You will play better if you breathe deeply and correctly. For inspection, put your hand on your stomach. When you inhale and expand your lungs, you should feel how your stomach presses. Many people do the opposite, standing in the stomach and breathing only from the upper chest.

	Practice holding long and regular single notes.

	When the notes are strong enough, you can also practice the vi-brato a tone button. Pull your belly into little assholes like your belly is laughing. You can use vibrato to enhance long tones.

	Bass Flute in C

	Sharpened by an octave lower than the ordinary Octave, this genre was developed as a substitute for the saxophone in jazz music during the 1920s.

	High Flute In G

	Noted 4th above its original sound, it is a kind of interesting transposed flute. The tone and tone that he produces are different from the tone of the music written for him.

	Tenor, Flute

How to Make a Sound on the Flute

	Hold your head with both hands. Place the wide side of the lip plate on the lower lip. Cover about a quarter of the tone hole with the lower lip.

	Gently blow through the hole on the opposite edge. The head should make noise.

	If you do not make a sound, try to move your head a little to the left or right. Or try to turn it towards you or away from you.

	Sometimes it helps to look in the mirror while learning to make a sound.

	Be very, very patient with this process. When I was studying, it took me three days to play a note, and even then, it wasn't much.

	Gently blow and avoid blowing and blowing.

	It is not necessary to inflate the cheeks.

	Blow as if blowing through a straw, not as if trying to fill a balloon.

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	When making a sound with a single header, only a part of the flute is held, which is much lighter.

	I think she's holding him in both hands.

	If you are able to easily check its location near the mouth.

	However, when placing all the pieces of the flute and holding the flute with your fingers on the keys, your hands are far from the mouthpiece. It is more difficult to control the flute and keep the plate on the lips in the correct position.

	And since the whole flute is much heavier than a simple joint, it is more difficult to lift it.

	Right hand, the flute falls and drags it from an important place on the lips where you need to blow to release the sound.

	What you have to do is make sure that when you have the flute together, head joint stays in the same place, next to his lips that were when you blew through the head joint alone.
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The Quality  Of  The Flute

	 

	Here are some of the quality flutes we face:

	Volume. How to voice, you can play the flute. We are looking for a flute that will give us strength if we need it.

	Tone. Flute sound quality. We show a clear and clear tone.

	Range. Music Or distance between low flute tones and highest tone which is easy to play. We want a stick of at least two octaves.

	Octave Treatment. Octaves flutes agreement between them. If you play the note in the first octave of a simple flute, then on the same note in the second octave, as noted, probably exactly in the air. The second note may be too high (onsharpó), or more likely too low (onflató). But we want the two notes to be close enough that we can improve when we play.

	
Flute Tube

	The length of the tube determines the approximately low note flutes, which is also its key. The longer the flute, the lower the note.

	The table below shows the lengths of the rough pipe for the most popular flute keys. This measurement is intended only inside the flute, in other words, from the open end of the tube, from the lid. The flute on the floor best matches the needs of most players.

	Inner diameter (ID) tube the distance between the tube must walls varies depending on the length, due to the range regulation and fine adjustment. Longer pipes should be wider. For a flute, the best ID / length ratio is about 1 to 23, or 4.35%. A tube wider than this will support low tones, and a narrower tube will support high tones. This measure is also indicated in the table.

	The thickness of the tube wall is especially important because it determines the depth of the finger holes. A thin wall helps to adjust the volume, tone, gamma and octaves. Stitches to 1/16 inches to 1/8 inches for most materials, and never thicker than 5/32 inches.

	
Apnea

	Thin walls of the tube are good for holes on the fingers, but a deeper hole in the mouth creates a firmer tone. On the flutes of some materials you can help by creating an board, or as on modern flutes.

	A larger mouthpiece will improve the volume and tone. But a smaller mouthpiece will improve the range and Octave parameters. A good compromise size is 7/16 inches or slightly larger. Better yet, it's an oval of about the same area, for a more suitable edge of your breath.

	The mouthpiece should be located at the right distance from the flute cap to the nearest octave, chord and light tone. A good initial estimate for this measurement is the 2/3 Groove tube in diameter that you need to experiment. (The distance is measured from the center of the nozzle.)

	 

	
Holes On The Fingers

	Large holes on the fingers provide better adjustment of volume, tone, gamma and Octave. However, small holes are easier to cover and reach, as they end closer.

	And good overall hole size is from 3/8 inches to 7/16 inches, depending on the size flutes and player fingers. But all holes must be the same size. Individual holes can be made as large as 1/2 inch, if you can reach and cover them.

	The holes should also not be in a straight line. It is advisable to compensate them for ease of fingering. On longer flutes, you can place the bottom hole under the little finger, instead of the ring finger, for better placement and easier flow.

	
Tuning

	The tones of the flute are determined primarily by the size and location of the finger holes.

	The diagram below gives an approximate idea of where to place the holes. Measurements on the map are shown as a percentage of the distance from the oral opening. All measurements are Hole centers, not edges.

	The chart provides only one starting point. From this you will have to experiment with the final location and size of the hole, using the settings techniques, which we will now discuss.
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	Here are two important rules for determining:

	
		The hole will have a higher rating if it is located closer to the oral hole. If it is located further, it will have a lower rating.

		A hole will give a higher degree if it is made larger. If it is smaller, it will have a lower rating.

		These rules mean that you can make a note by expanding the hole or placing the hole closer to the oral hole. 

		You can use a smaller hole or by placing the hole further away from the hole in your mouth.

		This also means that you can change the size of the hole and its location without changing the note. A larger hole could be located further from the buccal hole, or a smaller hole located closer to the buccal hole.



	The setting of any note on the fingers is also affected:

	
		The depth of the hole in other words, the thickness of the tube. The deeper the hole, the lower the tone.

		The holes of the fingers open further from the oral hole. The larger and larger these holes, the greater the rating.

		The size and depth of the mouthpiece. The larger the hole in the mouth, the higher the rating. The deeper the hole in the mouth, the lower the message.



	Location of the stop. The closer the hole in the mouth,the higher the rating.

	Pipe width. The wider tube creates less observation.

	In general, everything that opens the wall of the pipe and allows the air to vibrate more freely, will increase the rating. Everything that closes the wall and withstands the vibrations of the air will reduce it.

	The way you play the flute will also affect the Settings. When checking the chord of the sheet music, play in an average volume, with your fingers at an average height on the finger holes and without bending through the mouth hole. Do your best to match notes as if you were playing normally.

	Also keep in mind that the first note: the second and third octaves is fingers differently than the low note flutes. Instead, covering all the holes, you should leave the top hole uncovered as an Ovent, Oh, as shown below.

	 

	The tuning of these two upper tones is affected by both the length of the flute and the size of the hole. Expanding the ventilation hole or placing it closer to the oral hole will grind the first note of the second octave. We flatten the first note of the third octave.

	For chord, flute notes can be compared to piano tones, pitch pipe or other chord tool. Play your Note first so you are not tempted to “obscure” your consciousness to match each other.

	Or you can simply tune the flute notes to each other, in the do-re-mi model, with the bass note as they to. If you tune in this way, check each note against low note flutes, so you are not tuned.

	Whatever you choose, remember that the flute should not be exactly in the air, but just close enough in the air when you play. This is because simple flutes rarely have a perfect octave chord.

	To ensure that the first and second octave are well enough tuned, the first octave should usually be tuned a little sharply, and the second octave a little flat. You may also need to smooth out the differences between the holes of different sizes.

	Tuning is the main art of simple flute making. It will be easier and you will get better the more you do it.

	
Involve

	Flutes of some materials, such as bamboo and easily made with integrated ends. But many flutes have quite separate thorns.

	The most common Cork is a straight (nepadded) Cork. Possible sources for the new Cork are hardware stores, music stores and brewery stores. Try the yellow pages of your directory. If you do not find the right size or shape, you can cut or sand a larger cap on the lathe to keep it still. For manual cutting of the Cork, use a fresh razor.

	The cap must be airtight. In fact, it should start very tightly, as it will shrink with age. To insert a tight cap, lubricate it with Cork lubricant or ordinary water.

	If you can not use the cap, then the cap is enough if it is airtight.

Flute Care Tips

	Perfect Flute Music requires a clean and well-kept flute. I could not find it anywhere, and if your device is not in shape, there are many things that can go wrong: rust can form on the flute, the keys are full of dirt can cause problems when changing notes and, worse yet, your mouth can infect dad with mouthpiece dirt. And no self-respecting flute would want that. Here is a quick guide on how to clean the flute.

	Wash Your Hands.

	Before the start of cleaning (before the start of the game), always remember that the worst enemy of your flute is his master's hand. Bad hands his master. Therefore, it is important to clean your hands before manipulating the tool. Oils and acids on surfaces and finishing fingers could cause confusion on the flute. Then wash and disinfect.

	Roll out the flute.

	To properly clean the flute, you need to disassemble it. Now every beginner should know how to do this process; however, if you are still trying to cope with this task, here's how. First, hold the flute with your left hand where the sign is written. Block the joint of the foot with your right hand, then turn to separate. Still holding the rest of the flute with your left hand, the right hand should turn and remove the joint of the head. Once done, you successfully dismantled your flute.

	Cleaning the flute

	Also, what it looks like, do not clean the flute. Thank you, sure. You know, drying the flute removes all the moisture (coming out of the breath) from the inside. A damp flute causes rust, which threatens the quality of Flute Music. That said, take a cloth, preferably a cloth. J. next, bend the longitudinal thread of the fabric, one of its edges through a hole in the rod of the tampon. Roll the rest of the fabric over the top of the rod and then down to make the rest of the rod shaft. Make sure that the shell is tight so that the fabric does not hang to create tools.

	Then start pushing the rod all the way, flute, twist it, and move it inside and out. If you have been playing for a long time, be sure to do the same process again. But this time, insert the cleaning rod into the other side of the flute body.

	Some Reminders

	To keep your instrument in good condition, remember to always place the flute to make its case when not in use. Also, do not leave anything damp inside the flute case, as moisture loses and damages the device. Also, you should not try to lubricate any part of your flute, because only a specialist can do it.

	You should also have your flute served regularly. If you can, you should also have the tools protected. In this way, you should not pay much of the cost of maintenance and repair. And finally, feel free to ask your flute teacher for help if you need maintenance advice. 	MAINTENANCE

	Flute Music and bacteria don't work together. Although it does not affect the way, you play the flute, bacteria, dirt, and grit could make your flute much faster. With that in mind, you should take care of your flute regularly. If you do not know how to do it, here are some tips on how to care for the flute.

	Inside your flute

	Constant use of the flute causes your device to collect moisture from the mouth. If you do not clean this moisture after each session, it can spoil the keyboard of your tool. Worse, it can cause air leakage.

	With this in mind, use well the rods to clean the flute. Take a piece of Cleansing Cloth and stretch it through the hole of the cleansing Rod. A good three to five inches would be enough. Then turn the part of the fabric around the top of the rod and gently push it through the body of the flute. Do not forget to do this carefully, because you risk scratching the inside of the flute. When it's done, do the same for the leg and head of your flute.

	From the outside of your flute

	Before you start sewing the flute with a cloth, do not forget to use a silver varnish for your tool. Polishes, even those that claim to be safe for money, are not intended for use on flutes. These varnishes would remove silver from the surface of your tool. They could also destroy your keys and wreak havoc on your flute's metal system. It may not directly affect your flute music, but it would definitely spoil your flute. If you want your flute to regain its splendor, be sure to serve it a professional.

	To clean the outside of the flute, use a new microfiber to clean the dirt. However, do not moisten the fabric with water, as the flute pads should not get wet. If so, there is a good chance that these tampons will grow up.

	Head Mobility

	The protrusion of the head, of course, is part of your flute closest to the mouth. Knowing this, bacteria and bacteria can easily transfer from the mouth and into the head. He said it was better to sterilize the head joint (and mouthpiece) after each session. You can use isopropyl alcohol (also known as "massage"). This cleanser is cheap and easily available; in fact, you can get isopropyl alcohol in the nearest pharmacy.

	Keyboard that holds

	If you have not cleaned your flute for a month or two, its keyboards can begin to glue. If this happens, you can take a sheet of cigarette paper (also available in most grocery stores and pharmacies), and then put it under the sticky key. After placing, gently press down. Cigarette paper should be able to absorb moisture from the tampon and, if necessary, repeat. To avoid sticky touches from the occurrence, however, be sure to rinse your mouth with water before you start playing.

	Repair

	Remember, good music on the flute is your responsibility and not the correction of the flute. If your flute suffers from cracks, bumps, or is really dirty, make sure that it serves a professional. Do not try to soak the repair yourself, as this will only cancel the warranty of your tool. Worse, you could do more harm than good. So all that has been said, I do not think you can solve the problem.
