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FUR BOMBER



Hat is worked in pieces and sewn together.

SKILL LEVEL: EASY

One Size
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YARN

* 3 balls of Fur by Rowan, 1¾oz/50g, each approximately 60yd/66m (97% wool, 3% polyamide) in Polar 090

NEEDLES & NOTIONS

* Size 10 (6mm) needles

* Tapestry needle

* Stitch markers in different colors

MEASUREMENTS

Circumference: 24in/61cm

Length: 13in/33cm from top of hat to bottom of earflap

GAUGE

11 sts and 16 rows = 4in/10cm over garter stitch with size 10 (6mm) needles and 2 strands of yarn held together

STITCH GLOSSARY

Garter stitch: Knit every row.

NOTES

1. Hold 2 strands of yarn together throughout entire hat.

2. Hat is knitted in garter stitch and in pieces that are sewn together.

3. Brim is picked up once sewing is complete.

PIECE A (side)

(make 2)

Cast on 21 sts. K 1 row.

Next (dec) row: K1, ssk, k to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1—2 sts decreased.

K 1 row.

Rep last 2 rows until 11 sts rem.

Next (dec) row: Bind off 1 st, k to end.

Rep last row until 5 sts rem. Bind off.

PIECE B (earflap)

(make 2)

Cast on 4 sts.

Next (inc) row: Cast on 1 st onto LH needle, k to end—

1 st increased.

Rep last row until there are 12 sts on the needles. K 2 rows.

Next (inc) row: Cast on 4 sts onto LH needle, k to end—16 sts. K 1 row.

Next (inc) row: Cast on 5 sts onto LH needle, k to end, place marker on last st—21 sts. K 12 rows.

Bind off.

PIECE C (top)

Cast on 14 sts. K 54 rows. Bind off.

FINISHING

Using diagram as guide, sew both Piece B’s together at edge where marker is placed. Center seam to Piece C and sew cast-on edge of Piece C along edge of Piece B’s. Set Piece A’s on either side and set in.

PIECE D (brim)

Beg at corner of Piece B and with RS facing, pick up and k 25 sts along Pieces A and C.

Next (dec) row: K1, ssk, k to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1—2 sts decreased.

K 1 row.

Rep last 2 rows for 4 times more—15 sts. Bind off. Fold brim up and sew corners to hat.


DIAGRAM
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FOUR TASSEL SHAWL



Square shawl knit from corner to corner in a basic knit and purl pattern. Tassels are made and then attached to four corners.

SKILL LEVEL: EASY

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YARN

* 3 hanks of Tvinni by Isager, 1¾oz/50g, each approximately 280yd/256m (100% merino) in Ivory 0

NEEDLES & NOTIONS

* Size 4 (3.5mm) circular needles, 24in/60cm long

* Tapestry needle

* Piece of cardboard 5in/13cm long (for tassels)

MEASUREMENTS

30 x 30in/76 x 76cm

GAUGE

27 sts and 36 rows = 4in/10cm over St st with size 4 (3.5mm) needles

after blocking

STITCH GLOSSARY

Kfb: Knit into the front and back of next stitch—1 stitch increased.

M1R: Pick up loop in between stitches from back to front with LH needle; knit into the front of the stitch—1 stitch increased.

M1L: Pick up loop in between stitches from front to back with LH needle; knit into the back of the stitch—1 stitch increased.

SK2P: Slip 1 stitch onto right needle as if to knit, knit 2 stitches together, pass over slipped stitch—2 stitches decreased.

SHAWL

Cast on 3 sts.

Set-up row (WS): Kfb, p1, kfb—5 sts.

Next row (RS): Knit.

Next row (WS): K1, p to last st, k1.

Beg inc pat

Row 1 (inc) (RS): K1, M1R, k to last st, M1L, k1—2 sts inc’d.

Row 2 and all even rows: K1, p to last st, k1.

Row 3 (inc) (RS): Kfb, M1R, k to last st, M1L, kfb—4 sts inc’d.

Row 5 (inc) (RS): Rep row 1.

Row 7 (inc) (RS): K1, M1R, *p1, k1; rep from * to last 2 sts, p1, M1L, k1—2 sts inc’d.

Row 9 (inc) (RS): Rep row 3.

Row 10 (WS): K1, p to last st, k1.

Rep rows 1–10 until there are 285 sts, ending with row 10.

Beg dec pat

Row 1 (dec) (RS): K1, ssk, k to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1—2 sts dec’d.

Row 2 and all even rows: K1, p to last st, k1.

Row 3 (dec) (RS): K1, sssk, k to last 4 sts, k3tog, k1—4 sts dec’d.

Row 5 (dec) (RS): Rep row 1.

Row 7 (dec) (RS): K1, ssk, *p1, k1; rep from * to last 4 sts, p1, k2tog, k1—2 sts dec’d.

Row 9 (dec) (RS): Rep row 3.

Row 10 (WS): K1, p to last st, k1.

Rep rows 1–10 until there are 5 sts rem.

Next (dec) row (RS): K1, SK2P, k1—3 sts. Bind off.

FINISHING

Block piece to finished measurements.

TASSELS

(make 4)

Wrap yarn around cardboard 80 times. Carefully wind yarn around yarn and remove from cardboard; this will be the top of the tassel. Wrap another piece of yarn 1in/2.5cm from top and secure tightly. Cut ends of tassel.

Sew 1 tassel to each corner.
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KNIT PURL COWL



Simple rib, worked in the round.

SKILL LEVEL: EASY

YARN

* 2 hanks of Tundra by The Fibre Company, 3½oz/100g, each approximately 120yd/110m (60% baby alpaca, 30% merino wool, 10% silk) in Snowdrift

NEEDLES & NOTIONS

* Size 10 (6mm) circular needle, 16in/40cm long

* Tapestry needle

* Stitch marker

MEASUREMENTS

Circumference: 22in/56cm

Length: 12in/30.5cm

GAUGE

24 sts and 20 rows = 4in/10cm over k2, p2 rib with size 10 needles

K2, P2 Rib

Rnd 1: *K2, p2; rep from * around.

Rep rnd 1 for k2, p2 rib in the rnd.

COWL

Cast on 132 sts. Place marker, and join in rnd.

Next row (WS): *K2, p2; rep from * to end.

Work in k2, p2 rib in the rnd until piece measures 12in/30.5cm from beg. Bind off in pat.
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WINTER POMPOM BEANIE



Hat uses intricate cables that follow into the crown shaping.

SKILL LEVEL: INTERMEDIATE

One Size
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YARN

* 4 balls of Zara Plus by Filatura Di Crosa, 1¾oz/50g, each approximately 77yd/70m (100% wool) in White 01

NEEDLES & NOTIONS

* Sizes 6 (4mm) and 8 (5mm) circular needles, 16in/40cm long

* Size 8 double-pointed needles (dpns)

* Cable needle (cn)

* Tapestry needle

* Stitch markers

* Pompom maker, 4in/10cm diameter

* Scissors

MEASUREMENTS

Circumference: 18in/45.5cm

Length: 8½in/21.5cm (not including pompom)

GAUGE

30 sts and 22 rows = 4in/10cm over lattice cable with size 8 (5mm) needles

K2, P2 RIB

Rnd 1: *K2, p2; rep from * around.

Rep rnd 1 for k2, p2 rib.

HAT

With smaller needles, cast on 136 sts. Place marker, and join in the rnd. Work in k2, p2 rib until piece measures 1½in/4cm from beg. Change to larger needles. Work in k2, p2 rib for 2 rnds.

Beg lattice cable pat

Rnd 1: *Sl 4 sts to cn and hold in back, k2, sl the 2 p sts from cn back to LH needle, p2, sl 2 k sts from cn to LH needle, k2, p2; rep from * around.

Rnds 2–8: *K2, p2; rep from * around.

Rnd 9: K2, *p2, sl 4 sts to cn and hold in front, k2, sl 2 p sts from cn to LH needle, p2, sl 2 k sts from cn to LH needle, k2; rep from * to last 6 sts, p2, sl 4 sts to cn and hold in front, remove marker, k2, sl 2 p sts from cn to LH needle, p2, place marker, sl 2 k sts from cn to LH needle, k2.

Rnds 10–16: *K2, p2; rep from * around.

Rep rows 1–14 once more.
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Shape crown

Note: Change to dpns when there are too few sts to fit on circular needle.

Rnd 1 (dec): *K2, p2, k2, p2tog; rep from * around—119 sts.

Rnd 2: *Sl 4 sts to cn and hold in back, k2, sl the 2 p sts from cn back to LH needle, p2, sl 2 k sts from cn to LH needle, k2, p1; rep from * around.

Rnd 3 (dec): *K2, p2, k2tog, p1; rep from * around—102 sts.

Rnds 4, 6, and 8: K the knit sts, p the purl sts.

Rnd 5 (dec): *K2, p2tog, k1, p1; rep from * around—85 sts.

Rnd 7 (dec): *K2tog, p1, k1, p1; rep from * around—68 sts.

Rnd 9 (dec): *K1, k2tog, p1; rep from * around—51 sts.

Rnd 10 (dec): *K2tog, p1; rep from * around—34 sts.

Rnd 11 (dec): K2tog around—17 sts.

Cut yarn, thread tail through rem sts and pull to close.

FINISHING

Make 4in/10cm pompom and attach to top of hat.
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TRIANGLE PRINT WRAP



Triangle knit and purl pattern with a garter stitch border. Fringe is attached in finishing.

SKILL LEVEL: EASY

YARN

* 4 hanks of Ultra Alpaca by Berroco, 3½oz/100g, each approximately 215yd/198m (50% alpaca, 50% wool) in Winter White 6201

NEEDLES & NOTIONS

* Size 7 (4.5mm) circular needles, 24in/60cm long

* Crochet hook

* Scissors

MEASUREMENTS

18in x 56in/30.5cm x 142cm

GAUGE

21 sts and 25 rows = 4in/10cm over St st with size 7 (4.5mm) needles

WRAP

Cast on 91 sts. K 3 rows.

Beg triangle pat

Row 1 (RS): K3, p6, *k1, p11; rep from *, end k1, p6, k3.

Row 2 (WS): K3, k6, *p1, k11; rep from *, end p1, k6, k3.

Row 3: K3, p5, *k3, p9; rep from *, end k3, p5, k3.

Row 4: K3, k5, *p3, k9; rep from *, end p3, k5, k3.

Row 5: K3, p4, *k5, p7; rep from *, end k5, p4, k3.

Row 6: K3, k4, *p5, k7; rep from *, end p5, k4, k3.

Row 7: K3, p3, *k7, p5; rep from *, end k7, p3, k3.

Row 8: K3, k3, *p7, k5; rep from *, end p7, k3, k3.

Row 9: K3, p2, *k9, p3; rep from *, end k9, p2, k3.

Row 10: K3, k2, *p9, k3; rep from *, end p9, k2, k3.

Row 11: K3, p1, *k11, p1; rep from * to last 3 sts, k3.

Row 12: K3, k1, *p11, k1; rep from * to last 3 sts, k3.

Row 13: K3, k1, *p11, k1; rep from * to last 3 sts, k3.

Row 14: K3, p1, *k11, p1; rep from * to last 3 sts, k3.

Row 15: K3, k2, *p9, k3; rep from *, end p9, k2, k3.

Row 16: K3, p2, *k9, p3; rep from *, end k9, p2, k3.

Row 17: K3, k3, *p7, k5; rep from *, end p7, k3, k3.

Row 18: K3, p3, *k7, p5; rep from *, end k7, p3, k3.

Row 19: K3, k4, *p5, k7; rep from *, end p5, k4, k3.

Row 20: K3, p4, *k5, p7; rep from *, end k5, p4, k3.

Row 21: K3, k5, *p3, k9; rep from *, end p3, k5, k3.

Row 22: K3, p5, *k3, p9; rep from *, end k3, p5, k3.

Row 23: K3, k6, *p1, k11; rep from *, end p1, k6, k3.

Row 24: K3, p6, *k1, p11; rep from *, end k1, p6, k3.

Rep rows 1–24 for triangle pat 17 times more, rep rows 1–12 once more. K 3 rows. Bind off.
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FRINGE

Cut 4 strands of yarn 12in/30.5cm long. Fold 4 strands in half and with crochet hook, pull through edge, making a loop. Pull strands through loop, making fringe. Space each fringe ¼in/0.5cm apart along both cast-on and bind-off edges. Trim ends.

FINISHING

Block to finished measurements.
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BROKEN RIB BEANIE



Hat is worked in twisted rib and broken rib, flipped inside-out to show wrong side of work. Intricate decreases are for detailed crown.

SKILL LEVEL: ADVANCED

One Size
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YARN

* 1 hank of 4-Ply Mongolian Cashmere by Jade Sapphire, 1.94oz/55g, each approximately 200yd/183m (100% cashmere) in Ivory 000

NEEDLES & NOTIONS

* Size 4 (3.5mm) circular needle, 16in/40cm long

* Size 4 (3.5mm) double-pointed needles (dpns)

* Tapestry needle

* Stitch marker

MEASUREMENTS

Circumference: 19¼in/49cm

Length: 8in/20cm with brim folded up

GAUGE

29 sts and 36 rnds = 4in/10cm over broken rib with size 4 (3.5mm) needles

STITCH GLOSSARY

K1b: Knit 1 stitch into the back loop.

S2PP: Slip 2 stitches onto right needle through the back loops, inserting right hand needle into 2nd stitch on left hand needle first to twist stitches, p1, pass 2 slip sts over p1—2 stitches decreased.

TWISTED RIB

Rnd 1: *K1b, p1; rep from * around.

Rnd 2: *K1, p1; rep from * around.

Rep rnds 1 and 2 for twisted rib.

BROKEN RIB

Rnd 1: *K1, p1; rep from * around.

Rnd 2: Knit.

Rep rnds 1 and 2 for broken rib.

HAT

Cast on 140 sts. Place marker (pm), and join in rnd. Work in twisted rib until piece measures 2½in/6.5cm from beg, ending with rnd 2.

Next rnd (dec): [K15, k2tog] 8 times, k4—132 sts.

Work in broken rib until piece measures 6½in/16.5cm from beg, ending with rnd 1.

Shape crown

Note: Change to dpns when there are too few sts to fit on circular needle.

Remove marker, k1, pm for new beg of rnd.

Rnd 1 (dec): *K19, bring yarn fwd, S2PP; rep from * around—120 sts.

Rnd 2: *[P1, k1] 9 times, p2; rep from * around. K1, pm for new beg of rnd.

Rnd 3 (dec): *K17, bring yarn fwd, S2PP; rep from * around—108 sts.

Rnd 4: *K1, p1; rep from * around. K1, pm for new beg of rnd.

Rnd 5 (dec): *K15, bring yarn fwd, S2PP; rep from * around—96 sts.

Rnd 6: *[P1, k1] 7 times, p2; rep from * around. K1, pm for new beg of rnd.

Rnd 7 (dec): *K13, bring yarn fwd, S2PP; rep from * around—84 sts.

Rnd 8: *K1, p1; rep from * around. K1, pm for new beg of rnd.

Rnd 9 (dec): *K11, bring yarn fwd, S2PP; rep from * around—72 sts.

Rnd 10: *[P1, k1] 5 times, p2; rep from * around. K1, pm for new beg of rnd.

Rnd 11 (dec): *K9, bring yarn fwd, S2PP; rep from * around—60 sts.

Rnd 12: *K1, p1; rep from * around. K1, pm for new beg of rnd.

Rnd 13 (dec): *K7, bring yarn fwd, S2PP; rep from * around—48 sts.

Rnd 14: *[P1, k1] 3 times, p2; rep from * around. K1, pm for new beg of rnd.

Rnd 15 (dec): *K5, bring yarn fwd, S2PP; rep from * around—36 sts.

Rnd 16: *K1, p1; rep from * around. K1, pm for new beg of rnd.

Rnd 17 (dec): *K3, bring yarn fwd, S2PP; rep from * around—24 sts.

Rnd 18: *P1, k1, p2; rep from * around. K1, pm for new beg of rnd.

Rnd 19 (dec): *K1, bring yarn fwd, S2PP; rep from * around—12 sts.

Cut yarn, thread tail through rem sts and pull to close. Flip hat inside out, fold brim up 2½in/6.5cm.
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FISHERMAN’S RIB PULLOVER



Loose fitting, low crewneck pullover. Raglan sleeve shaping, knit in an easy fisherman’s rib.

SKILL LEVEL: EASY

Sizes S (M, L, 1X, 2X, 3X).

Shown in size Small with 4in/10cm positive ease.
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YARN

* 12 (14, 15, 16, 18, 19) hanks of Paloma by Debbie Bliss, 1¾oz/50g, each approximately 71yd/65m (60% alpaca, 40% wool) in Ecru 42001

NEEDLES & NOTIONS

* Size 10 (6mm) and 10½ (6.5mm) needles

* Size 10 (6mm) circular needles, 16in/40cm long

FINISHED MEASUREMENTS

Bust: 36½ (40½, 44½, 48½, 52½, 56½)in/93 (103, 113, 123, 133, 144)cm

Length: 24 (24½, 25, 25, 25½, 26)in/61 (62, 63.5, 63.5, 65, 66)cm

Upper arm: 12¾ (13¼, 13¾, 14¼, 14¾, 15¼)in/32.5 (33.5, 35, 36, 37.5, 38.5)cm

To fit sizes 32 (36, 40, 44, 48, 52)in/81.5 (91.5, 101.5, 111.5, 122, 132)cm

GAUGE

16 sts and 24 rows = 4in/10cm over fisherman’s rib with size 10½

(6.5mm) needles

NOTE

When using a long tail cast on, the first row is a WS row, because long tail cast on makes the cast on plus one row.

K1, P1, RIB

(odd number of sts)

Row 1 (RS): K1, *p1, k1; rep from * to end.

Row 2 (WS): P1, *k1, p1; rep from * to end.

Rep rows 1 and 2 for k1, p1 rib.

FISHERMAN’S RIB

(odd number of sts)

Row 1 (RS): Sl1, *p1, sl1; rep from * to end.

Row 2 (WS): P1, *k1, p1; rep from * to end.

Rep rows 1 and 2 for fisherman’s rib.

BACK

With smaller needles, cast on 73 (81, 89, 97, 105, 113) sts. Work in k1, p1 rib until piece measures 2in/5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Change to larger needles. Cont in fisherman’s rib until piece measures 14 (14, 14, 13½, 13½, 13½)in/35.5 (35.5, 35.5, 34.5, 34.5, 34.5)cm from beg, ending with WS row.

Armhole shaping

Note To create St st along the sides of the raglan sleeves work dec rows as foll (see image for guide).

RS (dec) rows: K1, ssk, work in pat to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1—2 sts dec’d.

WS rows: K the knit sts, p the purl and sl sts.

Bind off 4 (7, 8, 10, 10, 12) sts at beg of next 2 rows, dec 1 st at each side every other row 16 (17, 19, 23, 21, 29) times, every 4th row 3 (3, 3, 1, 6, 6) times—27 (27, 29, 29, 31, 31) sts. Bind off.

FRONT

Work as for back to armhole shaping.

Note: Read through rest of pattern before continuing.

Armhole and neck shaping

Mark center 13 (13, 15, 15, 17, 17) sts.

Bind off 4 (7, 8, 10, 10, 12) sts at beg of next 2 rows, dec 1 st at each side every other row 12 (11, 12, 16, 21, 23) times, every 4th row 4 (6, 6, 5, 3, 3) times, At the same time, shape neck when there are 47 (45, 47, 49, 53, 55) sts on needles as foll:

Next row (RS): Work in pat to marker for center sts, join 2nd ball and bind off 13 (13, 15, 15, 17, 17) sts, work in pat to end.

Working both sides at once, bind off 4 sts from each neck edge once, 3 sts once, 2 sts once, dec 1 st. Fasten off.

SLEEVES

With smaller needles, cast on 31 (31, 33, 33, 35, 35) sts. Work in k1, p1 rib until piece measures 2in/5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Change to larger needles. Cont in fisherman’s rib.

Next (inc) row (RS): K1, M1, work in pat to last st, M1, k1—2 sts inc’d.

Rep inc row every foll 8th row 9 (10, 10, 11, 11, 12) times more—51 (53, 55, 57, 59, 61) sts.

Cont until piece measures 19in/48.5cm from beg, ending with WS row.

Shape cap

Note: To create St st along the sides of the raglan sleeves work dec rows as foll (see image for guide):

RS (dec) rows: K1, ssk, work in pat to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1—2 sts dec’d.

WS rows: K the knit sts, p the purl and sl sts.

Bind off 4 (7, 8, 10, 10, 12) sts at the beg of next 2 rows.

Next (dec) row (RS): K1, ssk, work in pat to last st, k2tog, k1—2 sts dec’d.

Rep dec row every other row 1 (0, 0, 0, 0, 0) time more, every 4th row 9 (5, 4, 0, 1, 0) times more, every 6th row 0 (4, 5, 7, 8, 4) times more, every 8th row 0 (0, 0, 1, 0, 4) times more, ending with WS row—21 sts.

Shape top cap

On RS, bind off 6 sts once, 5 st once, 4 sts once, 3 sts twice.

Rep for other sleeve, working top cap shaping on WS.

FINISHING

Set in sleeves. Sew sides and sleeve seams.

Neck band

With RS facing, using circular needles, beg at back of right shoulder, pick up and k 25 (27, 29, 31, 33, 35) sts evenly along back of neck, 18 sts along left sleeve, 45 (49, 53, 57, 61, 65) sts along front of neck, 18 sts along right sleeve—106 (112, 118, 124, 130, 136) sts. Join to work in the rnd, and place marker.

Next rnd: *K1, p1; rep from * around.

Rep last rnd for 4 rnds more. Bind off.
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REVERSE SEAM TURTLENECK



Oversized, turtleneck pullover. Drop shoulder shaping, side vents. Exposed seams.

SKILL LEVEL: EASY

Sizes S (M, L, 1X, 2X, 3X).

Shown in size Small with 8in/20.5cm positive ease.

* 6 (7, 8, 8, 9, 9) hanks of Extra by Blue Sky Alpacas, 5¼oz/150g, each approx 218yd/199m (55% baby alpaca, 45% fine merino) in Arctic Circle 3522

NEEDLES & NOTIONS

* Size 8 (5mm) needles

* Stitch markers

FINISHED MEASUREMENTS

Bust: 40 (43½, 48, 51½, 56, 59½)in/101.5 (110.5, 122, 130.5, 142, 151) cm

Length: 25 (25, 25½, 26, 26, 26½)in/63.5 (63.5, 65, 66, 66, 67.5)cm

Upper arm: 12½ (13¼, 14¼, 15, 15½, 16½)in/32 (33.5, 36, 38, 39.5, 42)cm

To fit sizes 32 (36, 40, 44, 48, 52)in/81.5 (91.5, 101.5, 111.5, 122, 132)cm

GAUGE

18 sts and 25 rows = 4in/10 cm over St st with size 8 (5mm) needles

NOTE

When using a long tail cast on, the first row is a WS row, because long tail cast on makes the cast on plus one row.

FRONT & BACK

Cast on 90 (98, 108, 116, 126, 134) sts. Work in St st (k on RS, p on WS) until piece measures 25 (25, 25½, 26, 26, 26½)in/63.5 (63.5, 65, 66, 66, 67.5)cm from beg, ending with WS row.

Shape neck

Next row (RS): Bind off 27 (31, 36, 39, 44, 47) sts, k to end.

Next row (WS): Bind off 27 (31, 36, 39, 44, 47) sts, p to end.

Work even on center 36 (36, 36, 38, 38, 40) sts for turtleneck until piece measures 5½in/14cm from last bind off row.

SLEEVES

Cast on 34 (36, 36, 38, 40, 40) sts. Work in St st until piece measures 1in/2.5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Cont in St st.

Next (inc) row (RS): K1, M1, k to last st, M1, k1—2 sts inc’d.

Rep inc row every foll 4th row 0 (0, 0, 5, 5, 9) times more, every foll 6th row 0 (7, 11, 10, 10, 8) times more, every foll 8th row 11 (5, 2, 0, 0, 0) times more—56 (60, 64, 68, 70, 74) sts.

Cont until piece measures 15in/38cm from beg, ending with WS row. Bind off.

FINISHING

With WS facing, mattress stitch shoulder and neck seams, allowing seam to be exposed on RS. On Front and Back, place markers 6¼ (6½, 7¼, 7½, 7¾, 8¼)in/16 (16.5, 18.5, 19, 19.5, 21)cm down from shoulder to mark armholes (see schematic for reference). Set in sleeves in same manner as shoulder and neck seams. Sew sleeve seams in same manner, and side seams leaving 4in/10cm opening at hem on both sides for side vents. Wet block or steam to prevent edges from curling.

Rep rows 1 and 2 for k1, p1 rib.

NOTE

When using a long tail cast on, the first row is a WS row, because long tail cast on makes the cast on plus one row.

BACK

Cast on 51 (57, 63, 69, 75, 81) sts. Work in k1, p1 rib until piece measures 2in/5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Cont in St st (k on RS, p on WS) until piece measures 16 (16, 16, 15½, 15¾, 15½)in/40.5 (40.5, 40.5, 39.5, 40, 39.5)cm from beg, ending with WS row.

Armhole shaping

Note: Work each dec on RS rows as foll: k1, ssk, work to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1.

Bind off 2 (3, 4, 5, 5, 5) sts at beg of next 2 rows, dec 1 st at each side every other row 2 (3, 3, 4, 6, 6) times—43 (45, 49, 51, 53, 59) sts.

Cont in St st until armhole measures 7 (7½, 8, 8½, 8½, 9)in/18 (19, 20.5, 21.5, 21.5, 23)cm, ending with WS row.

Note: Read through rest of pattern before continuing.

Shoulder and neck shaping

Mark center 15 (17, 17, 19, 19, 21) sts for neck shaping, 14 (14, 16, 16, 17, 19) sts each shoulder.

Next row (RS): Work to center sts, join a 2nd ball of yarn and bind off center 15 (17, 17, 19, 19, 21) sts, work to end.

Working both sides at once, at each neck edge bind off 3 sts once, 2 sts once. At the same time, shape shoulders as foll:

Bind off 4 (4, 5, 5, 5, 5) sts from each shoulder edge once, 3 (3, 4, 4, 4, 5) sts once, 2 (2, 2, 2, 3, 4) sts once.

FRONT

Work as for back until armhole measures 3 (3½, 4, 4, 4½, 4½)in/7.5 (9, 10, 10, 11.5, 11.5)cm.

Neck shaping

Note: Mark center 13 (15, 15, 17, 17, 19) sts for neck shaping. 15 (15, 17, 17, 18, 20) sts each shoulder.

Next row (RS): Work to center sts, join a 2nd ball of yarn and bind off 13 (15, 15, 17, 17, 19) sts, work to end.

Working both sides at once, at each neck edge bind off 3 sts once, 2 sts once, dec 1 st.

Cont until armhole measures same as Back, shape shoulders as for Back.

SLEEVES

Cast on 23 (25, 25, 27, 27, 29) sts. Work in k1, p1 rib until piece measures 2in/5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Cont in St st.

Next (inc) row (RS): K1, M1, k to last st, M1, k1—2 sts inc’d.

Rep inc row every foll 8th row 6 (6, 6, 6, 7, 7) times more—37 (39, 39, 41, 43, 45) sts.

Cont until piece measures 17 (17, 17½, 17½, 18, 18)in/43 (43, 44.5, 44.5, 45.5, 45.5)cm from beg, ending with WS row.

Shape cap

Bind off 2 (3, 3, 4, 4, 5) sts at the beg of next 2 rows.

Next (dec) row (RS): K1, ssk, k to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1—2 sts dec’d.

Rep dec row every other row 9 (9, 11, 11, 12, 12) times more, ending with WS row—13 (13, 9, 9, 9, 9) sts.

Bind off.

FINISHING

Set in sleeves. Sew sides and sleeve seams.

Neck band

With RS facing, circular needles, and beg at back of right shoulder, pick up and k 30 (32, 34, 36, 38, 40) sts evenly along back of neck, 54 (58, 64, 68, 74, 78) sts evenly along front of neck—84 (90, 98, 104, 112, 118) sts. Join in the rnd.

FINISHED MEASUREMENTS

Length: 23 (23½, 24, 24½, 25, 25½)in/58.5 (59.5, 61, 62, 63.5, 65)cm

GAUGE

22 sts and 32 rnds = 4in/10cm over St st with size 8 (5mm) needles

STITCH GLOSSARY

M1R (make 1 right): With LH needle, pick up bar in between stitches on LH and RH needle from back to front. Knit into the picked up stitch through the back loop—1 stitch increased.

M1L (make 1 left): With LH needle, pick up bar in between stitches on LH and RH needle from front to back. Knit into the picked up stitch through the front loop—1 stitch increased.

SHORT ROW WRAP & TURN (w&t) ON RS (WS)

Knit (purl) desired amount of stitches, slip next stitch, bring yarn to front (back). Turn work so you are ready to work a WS (RS) row. Slip stitch back to RH needle, and continue to purl (knit) in pattern.

PICKING UP WRAPS

Work to wrapped stitch. Lift wrap back onto LH needle. Knit (purl) the stitch and wrap together to hide the wrap.

NECK

With size 7 (4.5mm) circular needle 24in/60cm, cast on 24 (24, 24, 24, 25, 25) sts (half of front), place marker (pm), 18 (18, 20, 20, 22, 22) sts (sleeve), pm, 48 (48, 48, 48, 50, 50) sts (back), pm, 18 (18, 20, 20, 22, 22) sts (sleeve), pm, 24 (24, 24, 24, 25, 25) sts (half of front)—132 (132, 138, 138, 144, 144) sts. Place different colored marker to indicate beg of rnd, join to work in rnd, being careful not to twist.

Shape neck

Note: Shaping is worked using short rows. Pick up wraps on both RS and WS rows.

Row 1 (RS) (inc): [K to 1 st before marker, M1R, k1, slip marker (sm), k1, M1L] 4 times, k10, w&t—8 sts inc’d.

Row 2 (WS): [P to marker, sm] 4 times, p10, w&t.

Rows 3, 5, 7, 9, 11, 13, and 15: Rep row 1, working to 1 knit st past wrapped st, w&t.

Rows 4, 6, 8, 10, 12, 14, and 16: Rep row 2, working to 1 purl st past wrapped st, w&t.

Row 17: Rep row 3, DO NOT TURN, work to beg of rnd marker—204 (204, 208, 208, 216, 216) sts. 66 (66, 66, 66, 68, 68) sts for front and back, 36 (36, 38, 38, 40, 40) sts for each sleeve.

Raglan increases

Note: Continue working in the round.

Rnd 1: Knit.

Rnd 2 (inc): [K to 1 st before marker, M1R, k1, sm, k1, M1L] 4 times—8 sts inc’d.

Sizes S (M, L, XL, 2XL)

Rep rnd 2 [2, 6, 4, 4, 6] times—(228, 264, 250, 256, 272) sts, (72, 80, 76, 78, 82) sts for front and back, (42, 52, 48, 50, 54) sts for each sleeve.

All sizes

Rep rnds 1 and 2 for 6 times more—260 (276, 312, 298, 304, 320) sts, 80 (84, 92, 88, 90, 94) sts for front and back, 50 (62, 64, 60, 62, 66) sts for each sleeve.

Note: Read rest of raglan increase before continuing.

Cont to inc on front and back only every other row for 12 times more, and sleeves only on every 4th row for 6 times more—332 (364, 384, 368, 376, 392) sts, 104 (108, 116, 112, 114, 118) sts for front and back, 62 (74, 76, 72, 74, 78) sts for each sleeve.

Sizes L (XL, XXL)

Cont to inc on front and back only every row for 12 (20, 26) times, and sleeves only on every 6th (10th, 13th) row for 2 times more—400 (424, 452) sts, 124 (134, 144) sts for front and back, 76 (78, 82) sts for each sleeve.

Separate body and sleeves

Next rnd: K to 1st marker, slip next 62 (74, 76, 76, 78, 82) sts for sleeve onto stitch holder, cast on 16 (18, 22, 25, 26, 27) sts for underarm, k104 (108, 116, 124, 134, 144) sts for back, slip next 62 (74, 76, 76, 78, 82) sts for sleeve onto stitch holder, cast on 16 (18, 22, 25, 26, 27) sts for underarm, K 104 (108, 116, 124, 134, 144) sts for back—240 (252, 276, 298, 320, 342) sts, 120 (126, 138, 149, 160, 171) sts for front and back. Work even in St st (k every rnd) until piece measures 9½in/24cm from underarm cast-on edge.

Shape left side

Note: Work shaping using short rows.

Row 1 (RS): K108 (111, 117, 122, 128, 134), w&t.

Row 2 (WS): P96, w&t.

Row 3 (RS): K92, w&t.

Row 4 (WS): P88, w&t.

Row 5 (RS): K84, w&t.

Row 6 (WS): P80, w&t.

Row 7 (RS): K to 4 sts before previous w&t, w&t.

Row 8 (WS): P to 4 sts before previous w&t, w&t.

Rows 9–24: Rep rows 7–8 for 8 times—8 sts rem between w&t.

Shape right side

Note: Work shaping as for opposite side. Pick up wraps as you pass them.

Row 1 (RS): K172 (178, 190, 201, 212, 223), w&t.

Row 2 (WS): P96, w&t.

Rows 3–24: Work as for left side.

Row 25: K to end of rnd.

Rnd 26: K 1 rnd even, picking up wraps. Change to smaller needles.

Next rnd: *K1, p1; rep from * around.

Rep last rnd for 1in/2.5cm. Bind off.

SLEEVES

Note: Magic loop or dpns can be used for sleeves.

With larger needles, pick up 14 (6, 4, 10, 10, 6) sts along underarm. Place marker in between 14 (6, 4, 10, 10, 6) sts, for beg of rnd. Sl sts on hold onto needle—76 (80, 80, 86, 88, 88) sts. K 8 rnds.

Next rnd: *K1, p1; rep from * around.

Rep last rnd for 1in/2.5cm. Bind off.

FINISHING

Neck band

With RS facing, using 16in/40cm circular needle, beg at back of right shoulder, pick up and k 48 (48, 48, 48, 50, 50) sts evenly along back, 18 (18, 20, 20, 22, 22) sts evenly along left sleeve, 50 (50, 50, 50, 52, 52) sts evenly along front, 18 (18, 20, 20, 22, 22) sts evenly along right sleeve—134 (134, 138, 138, 146, 146) sts. Join to work in the rnd, and place marker.

Next rnd: *K1, p1; rep from * around.

Rep last rnd until neck band measures 1in/2.5cm. Bind off.
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CREWNECK PULLOVER



Standard fitting, high crewneck pullover.

Set in sleeve shaping, back hem is 2in/5cm longer than front.

* 8 (9, 10, 10, 11, 12) hanks of Acadia by The Fibre Company, 1¾oz/50g, each approximately 145yd/133m (60% merino wool, 20% baby alpaca, 20% silk) in Egret

NEEDLES & NOTIONS

* Size 4 (3.5 mm) and 5 (3.75 mm) needles

* Size 4 (3.5 mm) circular needles, 16in/40cm long

FINISHED MEASUREMENTS

Bust: 36 (40, 44, 48, 52, 56)in/91.5 (101.5, 111.5, 132, 142)cm

Length: 23½ (24, 24½, 25, 25½, 26)in/60 (61, 62, 63.5, 65, 66)cm

Upper arm: 12 (12½, 13, 13½, 14, 14½)in/30.5 (32, 33, 34.4, 35.5, 37)cm

To fit sizes 32 (36, 40, 44, 48, 52)in/81.5 (91.5, 101.5, 111.5, 122, 132)cm

GAUGE

23 sts and 33 rows = 4in/10cm over St st with size 5 (3.75mm) needles

K1, P1 RIB

(odd number of sts)

Row 1 (RS): K1, *p1, k1; rep from * to end.

Row 2 (WS): P1, *k1, p1; rep from * to end.

Rep rows 1 and 2 for k1, p1 rib.

NOTE

When using a long tail cast on, the first row is a WS row, because long tail cast on makes the cast on plus one row.

BACK

With smaller needles, cast on 103 (115, 127, 139, 149, 161) sts. Work in k1, p1 rib until piece measures 2½in/6.5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Change to larger needles. Cont in St st (k on RS, p on WS) until piece measures 14½in/37cm from beg, ending with WS row.

Armhole shaping

Bind off 3 (5, 6, 8, 10, 10) sts at beg of next 2 rows.

Next (dec) row (RS): K1, ssk, k to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1—2 sts dec’d.

Rep dec row every RS row 1 (2, 2, 3, 3, 6) times more—93 (99, 109, 115, 121, 127) sts.

Cont until armhole measures 7 (7½, 8, 8½, 9, 9½)in/18 (19, 20.5, 21.5, 23, 24)cm, ending with WS row.

Shoulders and neck shaping

Note: Read through rest of pattern before continuing.

Mark center 31 (31, 35, 35, 37, 41) sts, 31 (34, 37, 40, 42, 43) stitches each shoulder.

Bind off at each shoulder edge 3 (3, 4, 5, 4, 5) sts 5 (8, 3, 3, 8, 1) times, then 2 (0, 3, 3, 0, 4) sts 3 (0, 5, 5, 0, 7) times. At the same time, when armhole measures 8 (8½, 9, 9½, 10, 10½)in/20.5 (21.5, 23, 24, 25.5, 26.5)cm shape neck as foll:

Next row (RS): K to center sts, join 2nd ball of yarn and bind off center 31 (31, 35, 35, 37, 41) sts, k to end.

Working both sides at once, bind off from each neck edge 4 sts, then, 3 sts, 2 sts, and dec 1 st.

FRONT

Work as for Back until piece measures 12½in/32cm from beg, ending with WS row. Shape armholes as for Back—93 (99, 109, 115, 121, 127) sts.

Cont until armhole measures 7 (7½, 8, 8½, 9, 9½)in/18 (19, 20.5, 21.5, 23, 24)cm, ending with WS row.

Shoulders and neck shaping

Mark center 21 (21, 25, 25, 27, 31) sts, 31 (34, 37, 40, 42, 43) sts rem each shoulder.

Shape shoulders as for back. At the same time, shape neck as foll:

Next row (RS): K to center sts, join 2nd ball of yarn and bind off center 21 (21, 25, 25, 27, 31) sts, k to end.

Working both sides at once, bind off from each neck edge 5 sts, then, 4 sts, 3 sts, 2 sts, and dec 1 st.
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SLEEVES

With smaller needles, cast on 47 (49, 49, 51, 51, 55) sts. Work in k1, p1 rib until piece measures 2in/5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Change to larger needles. Cont in St st.

Next (inc) row (RS): K1, M1, k to last st, M1, k1—2 sts inc’d.

Rep inc row every foll 8th row 4 (4, 5, 5, 9, 9) times more, every foll 10th row 6 (6, 7, 7, 5, 4) times more—69 (71, 75, 77, 81, 83) sts.

Work even until piece measures 17½ (17½, 18, 18, 18, 18½)in/44.5 (44.5, 45.5, 45.5, 45.5, 47)cm from beg, ending with WS row.

Shape cap

Bind off 3 (5, 6, 8, 10, 10) sts at beg of next 2 rows.

Next (dec) row (RS): K1, ssk, k to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1—2 sts dec’d.

Rep dec row every other row for 21 (21, 22, 23, 23, 24) times more—19 (17, 17, 13, 13, 13) sts.

Bind off.

FINISHING

Sew shoulder seams. Set in sleeves. Sew sleeve and side seams, from cuff to hem, leaving ribbing open.

Neckband

With RS facing, using circular needle, beg at back of right shoulder, pick up and k 50 (50, 54, 54, 58, 60) sts evenly along back of neck, 56 (60, 64, 68, 70, 76) sts evenly along front of neck—106 (110, 118, 122, 128, 136) sts. Join to work in the rnd, and place marker.

Next rnd: *K1, p1; rep from * around.

Rep last rnd until neck band measures 1½in/4cm. Bind off.

Standard fitting, V-neck cardigan. Modified drop sleeve shaping, knit in broken rib.

19 sts and 24 rows = 4in/10cm over broken rib with size 8 (5mm) needles

K1, P1 RIB

(odd number of sts)

Row 1 (RS): K1, *p1, k1; rep from * to end.

Row 2 (WS): P1, *k1, p1; rep from * to end.

Rep rows 1 and 2 for k1, p1 rib.

BROKEN RIB

(multiples of 4 sts plus 1)

Row 1 (RS): *P2, k2; rep from * to last st, p1.

Row 2 (WS): *K2, p2; rep from * to last st, k1.

Rep rows 1 and 2 for broken rib.

NOTE

When using a long tail cast on, the first row is a WS row, because long tail cast on makes the cast on plus one row.

BACK

With smaller needles, cast on 81 (91, 101, 109, 119, 129) sts. Work in k1, p1 rib until piece measures 2in/5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Change to larger needles. Cont in broken rib until piece measures 15 (15, 15, 14½, 14½, 14½)in/38 (38, 38, 37, 37, 37)cm from beg, ending with WS row.

Armhole shaping

Note: Work dec rows as foll: K1, ssk, work in pat to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1—2 sts dec’d.

Bind off 4 (5, 5, 6, 6, 7) sts at beg of next 2 rows, dec 1 st at each side of every other row 4 (7, 9, 11, 13, 13) times—65 (67, 73, 75, 81, 89) sts.

Cont until armhole measures 7 (7½, 8, 8½, 9, 9½)in/18 (19, 20.5, 21.5, 23, 24)cm, ending with WS row.

Shoulder shaping

Bind off from each shoulder edge 5 (5, 6, 6, 7, 8) sts twice, then bind off 4 (4, 5, 5, 5, 6) sts once—37 (39, 40, 40, 43, 45) sts.

Bind off.

LEFT FRONT

With smaller needles, cast on 41 (45, 51, 55, 59, 65) sts. Work in k1, p1 rib until piece measures 2in/5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Change to larger needles. Cont in broken rib until piece measures 11½ (11½, 11½, 12, 12, 12)in/29 (29, 29, 30.5, 30.5, 30.5)cm from beg.

Armhole and neck shaping

Note: Read through rest of pattern before continuing.

Next (dec) row (RS): Work in pat to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1—1 st dec’d.

Rep dec row every 4th row 18 (18, 19, 20, 20, 22) times more, At the same time, when piece measures 15 (15, 15, 14½, 14½, 14½)in/38 (38, 38, 37, 37, 37)cm from beg, shape armhole.

Note: Work dec rows as foll: K1, ssk, work in pat to end—1 st dec’d.

Bind off 4 (5, 5, 6, 6, 7) sts at beg of next RS row, dec 1 st at beg of every other row 4 (7, 9, 11, 13, 13) times. Cont until armhole measures 7 (7½, 8, 8½, 9, 9½)in/18 (19, 20.5, 21.5, 23, 24)cm, ending with WS row.

Shoulder shaping

Beg with RS row, bind off from each shoulder edge 5 (5, 6, 6, 7, 8) sts twice, then bind off 4 (4, 5, 5, 5, 6) sts once.

RIGHT FRONT

Work as for Left Front, reversing armhole and neck shaping.

SLEEVES

With smaller needles, cast on 33 (35, 35, 39, 39, 41) sts. Work in k1, p1 rib until piece measures 2in/5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Change to larger needles. Cont in broken rib.

Next (inc) row (RS): K1, M1, work in pat to last st, M1, k1—2 sts inc’d.

Rep inc row every 6th row 11 (11, 12, 12, 13, 13) times more—57 (59, 61, 65, 67, 69) sts.

Cont until piece measures 17 (17½, 17½, 18, 18, 18)in/43 (44.5, 44.5, 45.5, 45.5, 45.5)cm from beg, ending with WS row.

Shape cap

Bind off 4 (5, 5, 6, 6, 6) sts at beg of next 2 rows.

Next (dec) row (RS) K1, ssk, work in pat to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1—2 sts dec’d.

Rep dec row every other row 14 (15, 16, 18, 19, 21) times more—19 (17, 17, 15, 15, 13) sts.

Bind off rem sts.

FINISHING

Sew shoulder seams. Set in sleeves. Sew side and sleeve seams.

Button border

With smaller circular needle and RS facing, pick up and k58 (58, 58, 61, 61, 61) sts along right front to neck, 61 (64, 67, 67, 70, 73) sts along right front neck, 35 (37, 37, 39, 41, 43) sts along back, 61 (64, 67, 67, 70, 73) sts along left front neck, 58 (58, 58, 61, 61, 61) sts along left front after neck—273 (281, 287, 295, 303, 311) sts.

Rows 1 and 3 (WS): Pl, *k1, p1; rep from * to end.

Row 2 (RS): K the knit sts, and p the purl sts.

Note: Rows 1 and 2 make k1, p1 rib.

Row 4 (buttonhole row) (RS): K1, p1, *yo, k2tog, work in rib over 11 (11, 11, 12, 12, 12) sts; rep from * for 3 times more, yo, k2tog,

work in rib to end.

Work in k1, p1 rib for 4 rows more. Bind off.
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WAFFLE THERMAL



Loose fitting crewneck pullover. Drop shoulder shaping, knit in an easy broken rib pattern.

YARN

* 7 (8, 9, 9, 10, 11) hanks of Cloud by Cascade, 3½oz/100g, each approximately 164yd/150m (70% merino wool, 30% baby alpaca) in White 2112

NEEDLES & NOTIONS

* Size 7 (4.5mm) and 8 (5mm) needles

* Size 7 (4.5mm) circular needles, 16in/40cm long

* Stitch markers

FINISHED MEASUREMENTS

Bust: 36½ (40½, 44½, 48½, 52½, 56½)in/92.5 (103,113,123,133.5,143.5)cm

Length: 23 (23½, 24, 24½, 25, 25½)in/58.5 (59.5, 61, 62, 63.5, 65)cm

Upper arm: 14¼ (15, 16¼, 17, 18¼, 19)in/36 (38, 41.5, 43, 46.5, 48.5)cm

To fit sizes 32 (36, 40, 44, 48, 52) in/81.5 (91.5, 101.5, 111.5, 122, 132)cm

GAUGE

20 sts and 28 rows = 4in/10cm over broken rib with size 8 (5mm) needles

K1, P1 RIB

(odd number of sts)

Row 1 (RS): K1, *p1, k1; rep from * to end.

Row 2 (WS): P1, *k1, p1; rep from * to end.

Rep rows 1 and 2 for k1, p1 rib.

BROKEN RIB

(odd number of sts)

Row 1 (RS): K1, *p1, k1; rep from * to end.

Row 2 (WS): Knit.

Rep rows 1 and 2 for broken rib.

NOTE

When using a long tail cast on, the first row is a WS row, because long tail cast on makes the cast on plus one row.

BACK

With smaller needles, cast on 91 (101, 111, 121, 131, 141) sts. Work in k1, p1 rib until piece measures 2in/5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Change to larger needles. Cont in broken rib until piece measures 21½ (22, 22½, 23, 23½, 24)in/54.5 (56, 57, 58.5, 59.5, 61)cm from beg, ending with WS row.

Shoulders and neck shaping

Note: Read through rest of pattern before continuing.

Mark center 23 (25, 27, 29, 31, 33) sts.

Next row (RS): Work in pat over 34 (38, 42, 46, 50, 54) sts, join 2nd ball of yarn and bind off center 23 (25, 27, 29, 31, 33) sts, work in pat to end.

Working both sides at once, bind off from each neck edge 4 sts, then 3 sts, 2 sts, and dec 1 st. At the same time, shape shoulders as foll:

Bind off at each shoulder edge 7 (8, 9, 10, 11, 12) sts once, then, 6 (7, 8, 9, 10, 11) sts, 5 (6, 7, 8, 9, 10) sts, 4 (5, 6, 7, 8, 9) sts, and 2 (2, 2, 2, 2, 2) sts.

FRONT

Work as for Back until piece measures 20½ (21, 21½, 22, 22½, 23) in/52 (53.5, 54.5, 56, 57, 58.5)cm from beg, ending with WS row.

Shape neck as for Back; when piece measures same as back to beg of shoulders, shape shoulders as for back.

SLEEVES

With smaller needles, cast on 39 (41, 41, 43, 43, 45) sts. Work in k1, p1 rib until piece measures 2in/5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Change to larger needles. Cont in broken rib.

Next (inc) row (RS): K1, M1, work in pat to last st, M1, k1—2 sts inc’d.

Rep inc row every foll 4th row 0 (0, 9, 9, 17, 21) times, then every foll 6th row 15 (17, 10, 11, 6, 3) times more—71 (75, 81, 85, 91, 95) sts.

Cont until piece measures 17½in/44.5cm from beg, ending with WS row. Bind off.

FINISHING

Sew shoulder seams. Place markers 7 (7½, 8, 8½, 9)in/18 (19, 20.5, 21.5, 23)cm below shoulder seam on front and back (see schematic for reference). Sew sleeve between markers. Sew side and underarm seams.

Neck band

With RS facing, using circular needle, beg at back of right shoulder, pick up and k 46 (48, 50, 52, 54, 56) sts evenly along back of neck, 58 (60, 62, 64, 66, 68) sts evenly along front of neck—104 (108, 112, 116, 120, 124) sts. Join in the rnd, and place marker.

Next rnd: *K1, p1; rep from * around.

Rep last rnd until neck band measures 1in/2.5cm. Bind off.
