  Introduction


  Aside from the usual accessories like hats and scarves, crochet isn’t fully integrated into the average closet. This seems to be quite typical for most crocheters I know, myself included. In fact, years ago I would not have thought much about adding more than just an occasional accessory to my wardrobe, because the kind of crochet I liked was worked with economical yarns, and I didn’t always do things like check for gauge or work up a swatch.


  Over the years, I’ve made the most tremendous friendships around the world with others who crochet professionally, too. They have taught me so very much about color, texture, material, style, and fit as these elements relate to the perfect crochet garment. This is my second collective publication, and within these pages I want to highlight that our love of crochet can easily transform and elevate our closet—from fun, everyday pieces to stunning staples that you’ll wear for years to come.


  This collection is an ode to crochet, yes, but it’s so much more! These approachable styles were designed with the utmost attention to detail for color, fit, style, and design. Pairing a raw, bulky wool and an openwork stitch (for example) not only can highlight the material but it also creates a phenomenal super scarf! And the perfect shade of forest green for a knee-length duster adds a flair that is unexpected and breathtaking!


  My hope with this title is that it will become more than just a look book; I want to empower non-crocheters to pick up a hook and challenge crochet lovers to experiment. Try new yarns, colors, textures, and materials to create styles that look and feel incredible. My hope is that your favorite garment will be the one that you crocheted.

  YARN


  Premier Yarns Home Raffia, medium weight #4 yarn (100% cellulose rayon; 87 yd./80 m per 1.23 oz./35 g skein)

  •4 skeins Hollow Reeds 99-05


  YARN ALTERNATIVE


  Universal Yarn Yashi Iro Raffia, medium weight #4 yarn (100% cellulose rayon; 124 yd./113 m per 1.76 oz./50 g skein)


  HOOK & OTHER MATERIALS


  •US size H/8 (5 mm) crochet hook


  •Yarn needle


  •Measuring tape


  •Stitch markers


  •16 in./41 cm leather handles (optional)


  •Sewing needle and thread (if attaching leather handles)


  GAUGE


  13 dc and 7 rounds = 4 in./10 cm

  Adjust hook size if necessary to obtain gauge.


  NOTES


  •Beginning ch-1 does not count as a st.


  •Crochet cord or leather straps may be used for handles; instructions for both are provided under Finishing & Assembly.


  •Key chain embellishments may be added to purse handles as desired.



  Instructions


  All Sizes


  Make magic ring.


  Round 1 (RS): Ch 1, 6 sc in ring, join—6 sc.


  Round 2: Ch 1, 2 sc in each st around, join—12 sc.

  Round 3: Ch 1, [2 sc in next, sc in next] 6 times, join—18 sc.


  Round 4: Ch 1, [2 sc in next, sc in next 2 sts] 6 times, join—24 sc.


  Round 5: Ch 1, [2 sc in next, sc in next 3 sts] 6 times, join—30 sc.


  Round 6: Ch 1, [2 sc in next, sc in next 4 sts] 6 times, join—36 sc.


  Round 7: Ch 1, [2 sc in next, sc in next 5 sts] 6 times, join—42 sc.


  Round 8: Ch 1, [2 sc in next, sc in next 6 sts] 6 times, join—48 sc.


  Round 9: Ch 1, [2 sc in next, sc in next 7 sts] 6 times, join—54 sc.


  Round 10: Ch 1, [2 sc in next, sc in next 8 sts] 6 times, join—60 sc.


  Round 11: Ch 1, [2 sc in next, sc in next 9 sts] 6 times, join—66 sc.


  Round 12: Ch 1, [2 sc in next, sc in next 10 sts] 6 times, join—72 sc.


  Continue to instructions for desired size.


  Medium


  Round 13: Ch 1, [sc in next, skip 1 st, (2 dc, ch 1, 2 dc) in next st, skip 1 st] 18 times, join—18 sc, 72 dc, 18 ch-1 spaces.

  Round 14: Sl st to ch-1 space, ch 1, [sc in ch-1 space, (dc, ch 3, dc) in next sc] 18 times, join—18 sc, 36 dc, 18 ch-3 spaces.


  Round 15: Ch 1, [sc in sc, (2 dc, ch 1, 2 dc) in next ch-3 space] 18 times, join—18 sc, 72 dc, 18 ch-1 spaces.

  Rounds 16–30: Repeat Rounds 14–15, ending with a Round 14 repeat.


  Round 31: Ch 1, [sc in sc, 4 sc in next ch-3 space] 18 times, join—90 sc.


  Rounds 32–33: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—90 sc.

  Fasten off and weave in ends.


  Large


  Round 13: Ch 1, [2 sc in next, sc in next 11 sts] 6 times, join—78 sc.


  Round 14: Ch 1, [2 sc in next, sc in next 12 sts] 6 times, join—84 sc.


  Round 15: Ch 1, [sc, skip 1 st, (2 dc, ch 1, 2 dc) in next st, skip 1 st] 21 times, join—21 sc, 84 dc, 21 ch-1 spaces.


  Round 16: Sl st to ch-1 space, ch 1, [sc in ch-1 space, (dc, ch 3, dc) in next sc] 21 times, join—21 sc, 42 dc, 21 ch-3 spaces.


  Round 17: Ch 1, [sc in sc, (2 dc, ch 1, 2 dc) in next ch-3 space] 21 times, join—21 sc, 84 dc, 21 ch-1 spaces.


  Rounds 18–34: Repeat Rounds 16–17, ending with a Round 16 repeat.


  Round 35: Ch 1, [sc in sc, 4 sc in next ch-3 space] 21 times, join—105 sc.


  Rounds 36–37: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—105 sc.

  Fasten off and weave in ends.


  Finishing & Assembly


  Use crochet cord or leather purse straps for tote handles.


  Crochet Cord


  Row 1: Ch 151, sl st in 2nd ch from hook and in each ch across, fasten off—150 sl sts.


  Fold tote in half evenly, using ch-3 spaces from Round 30 (34) as a guide, skip 5 ch-3 spaces on both sides, feed crochet cord through both thicknesses of ch-3 space on right side, then again through left side. Knot ends of crochet cord together to fasten, creating a circle that is fed through both thicknesses of Round 30 (34) on tote. Hide the knot by feeding it through to the inside of the tote to hide.
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  Attaching Leather Purse Straps


  With RS of tote facing, fold in half evenly, use measuring tape to find center point, mark 1 st from Round 33 (37) 2 in./5 cm to left of center point, then another one 2 in./5 cm to the right (leaving a 4 in./10 cm center gap for purse handle). Repeat this for both sides (2 evenly placed handles, ensuring each handle is sewn to one side only so that tote may be opened at full range). With sewing needle and thread, use preformed holes to sew leather strap in place. Sew from marked stitch down final 3 sc rounds of tote. Sew both straps in place (4 ends total) until secure; fasten off thread.

  A fitted skirt can be a classic staple in your wardrobe. This band-down style is easy to approach, and the openwork stitching forms a stunning pattern.

  Intermediate


  SIZES/FINISHED MEASUREMENTS


  S (M, L, XL, 1X, 2X)


  Waist: 31 (32¾, 34¾, 36½, 38¼, 40¼ ) in./79 (83, 88, 93, 97, 102) cm

  Length: 17½ (17½, 18½, 18½, 19½, 19½ ) in./44 (44, 47, 47, 50, 50) cm


  YARN


  Lion Brand LB Collection Cotton Bamboo, lightweight #3 yarn (52% cotton, 48% bamboo; 245 yd./224 m per 3.5 oz./100 g skein)


  •3 (3, 4, 4, 4, 5) skeins Magnolia 98


  YARN ALTERNATIVE


  Valley Yarns Southwick, DK weight #3 yarn (52% pima cotton, 48% bamboo; 105 yd./96 m per 1.76 oz./50 g ball)


  HOOK & OTHER MATERIALS


  •US size G/6 (4 mm) crochet hook


  •Yarn needle


  •2 buttons, ½ in./1 cm to ¾ in./2 cm


  •Measuring tape


  GAUGE


  17 dc and 10 rows = 4 in./10 cm in pattern stitch (Rounds 3–4 of Skirt)


  Adjust hook size if necessary to obtain gauge.


  SPECIAL STITCH


  Shell: 5 dc in indicated st.


  NOTES


  •A ch-1 at the beginning of a row/round does not count as a st.


  •Pattern is written in two sections: The Band is worked in rows, then the Skirt is worked in rounds.


  •Pattern is written for size S, with adjustments for larger sizes in parentheses.


  •This is a form-fitting item. For the best fit, measure at the true waist and follow the size that matches most closely.


  •Finished skirt should be lined or worn with a slip.
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  Instructions


  Band


  Ch 144 (152, 160, 168, 176, 184).

  Row 1 (RS): Sc in 2nd ch from hook and in each ch across, turn—143 (151, 159, 167, 175, 183) sc.

  Row 2: Ch 1, sc in each st across, turn—143 (151, 159, 167, 175, 183) sc.


  Row 3: Ch 1, sc in next 138 (146, 154, 162, 170, 178), ch 2, skip 2 (buttonhole made), sc in last 3, turn—141 (149, 157, 165, 173, 181) sc, 1 ch-2 space.


  Rows 4–6: Repeat Row 2.

  Row 7: Repeat Row 3.

  Rows 8–9: Repeat Row 2.


  Fasten off.


  Skirt


  With RS of Band facing, skip 8 sts on Row 1 of Band, attach yarn.


  Round 1 (RS): [Sc, skip 2, shell in next, skip 2, sc in next, ch 3, skip 1] 16 (17, 18, 19, 20, 21) times, sc in next, skip 2, shell in next, skip 2, sc in last, ch 3, sl st to 1st sc to join—17 (18, 19, 20, 21, 22) shells, 17 (18, 19, 20, 21, 22) ch-3 spaces.


  Round 2: Sl st in next, ch 3 (counts as 1st dc), dc in next, ch 3, sc in next, ch 3, dc in next 2 dc, [sc in ch-3 space, dc in next 2 dc, ch 3, sc in next, ch 3, dc in next 2 dc] 16 (17, 18, 19, 20, 21) times, sc in ch-3 space, sl st to 1st dc to join—68 (72, 76, 80, 84, 88) dc, 34 (36, 38, 40, 42, 44) ch-3 spaces.


  Round 3: Sl st to 2nd ch of ch-3 space, ch 1 (not a st), [sc in ch-3 space, ch 3, sc in next ch-3 space, shell in next sc] 17 (18, 19, 20, 21, 22) times, sl st to 1st sc to join—17 (18, 19, 20, 21, 22) shells, 17 (18, 19, 20, 21, 22) ch-3 spaces.


  Round 4: Sl st to 2nd ch of ch-3 space, ch 1 (not a st), [sc in ch-3 space, dc in next 2 dc, ch 3, sc in next, ch 3, dc in next 2 dc] 17 (18, 19, 20, 21, 22) times, sl st to 1st sc to join—68 (72, 76, 80, 84, 88) dc, 34 (36, 38, 40, 42, 44) ch-3 spaces.


  Rounds 5–39 (39, 41, 41, 43, 43): Repeat Rounds 3–4, ending with Round 3.


  Fasten off.


  Band Border


  With RS of Band facing, attach yarn to side row end of Band at Row 1.


  Round 1: Ch 1, sc in each sc row end, sc in each sc, sc in each sc from Round 1 of Skirt, 2 sc in each side of ch-3 space, sl st to 1st sc to join.


  Fasten off and weave in all ends.


  Buttons


  Align Band tab to slightly overlap opposite end of Band. Using yarn needle and same color yarn from Skirt, sew both buttons into place, ensuring they are aligned with buttonholes neatly.

   Haute Headwrap



  This cabled band is expertly designed for simplicity and warmth. Unlike a hat, this style is easily put on and taken off without rustling your locks.

  SIZES/FINISHED MEASUREMENTS


  Teen (Women’s S, Women’s L)

  20 (22, 24) in./51 (56, 61) cm circumference x 3.75 in./10 cm wide


  YARN


  Scheepjes Merino Soft, worsted weight #4 yarn (50% superwash extra-fine merino wool, 25% microfiber, 25% acrylic; 115 yd./105 m per 1.75 oz./50 g skein)


  •2 skeins Lautrec 630 or Seurat 637


  YARN ALTERNATIVE


  Cascade Yarns Pacific, worsted weight #4 yarn (60% acrylic, 40% superwash merino wool; 213 yd./195 m per 3.5 oz./100 g skein)


  HOOK & OTHER MATERIALS


  •US size G/6 (4 mm) crochet hook


  •Measuring tape


  •Yarn needle


  GAUGE


  After 3 rows, width should measure 3½ in./9 cm.

  Adjust hook size if necessary to obtain gauge.


  SPECIAL STITCHES

  BPdc (back post double crochet). Yo and insert hook from back to front around post of designated st, yo and pull up loop, [yo and pull through 2 loops] twice.


  FPdc (front post double crochet). Yo and insert hook from front to back around post of designated st, yo and pull up loop, [yo and pull through 2 loops] twice.


  BPtr (back post treble crochet). Yo twice and insert hook from back to front around post of designated st, yo and pull up loop, [yo and pull through 2 loops] 3 times.


  FPtr (front post treble crochet. Yo twice and insert hook from front to back around post of designated st, yo and pull up loop, [yo and pull through 2 loops] 3 times.


  NOTES


  •Beginning ch-2 counts as first dc for entire pattern.


  •Pattern is written for size Teen, with adjustments for larger sizes in parentheses.
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  Instructions


  Row 1: Ch 25, dc in 3rd ch from hook and in next 21 sts, turn—23 dc.


  Row 2: Ch 2, BPdc in next 3, dc in next 3, BPdc in next 3, skip 3, BPtr in next 3, working in front of previous sts, BPtr in 3 skipped sts, dc in next 3, BPdc in next 3, dc in last, turn—23 sts.


  Row 3: Ch 2, FPdc in next 3, dc in next 3, FPdc in next 3, skip 3, FPtr in next 3, working behind previous sts, FPtr in 3 skipped sts, dc in next 3, FPdc in next 3, dc in last—23 sts.


  Repeat Rows 2–3 until headwrap measures 19 (21, 23) in./48 (53, 59) cm or to desired measurement.


  Fasten off, leaving long tail for sewing.


  Finishing


  With WS facing, sew ends together.

  Weave in all ends.

  Hairpin lace takes a bit of extra practice to master, but it’s worth every second! Bold results are created when we stretch ourselves, and this piece is extraordinary.

  Intermediate


  SIZES/FINISHED MEASUREMENTS


  S/M (M/L, L/XL)


  Bust: 41 (43, 45) in./104 (109, 114) cm

  Length: 17½ (18½, 19½ ) in./44 (47, 50) cm

  Garment has 3 in. /7.6 cm of positive ease.


  YARN


  Cascade Yarns Ultra Pima, DK weight #3 yarn (100% pima cotton; 220 yd./200 m per 3.5 oz./100 g hank)


  •3 (4, 4) hanks Brick 3792 or Sky Blue 3727


  YARN ALTERNATIVE


  Valley Yarns Valley Superwash DK, DK weight #3 yarn (100% extra-fine superwash merino; 137 yd./125 m per 1.76 oz./50 g ball)


  HOOK & OTHER MATERIALS


  •US size F/5 (3.75 mm) crochet hook


  •Hairpin Lace Loom (for 4 in./10 cm wide strips)


  •Stitch marker


  •Scrap yarn


  •Yarn needle


  GAUGE


  18 dc and 9 rows = 4 in./10 cm square

  Adjust hook size if necessary to obtain gauge.


  SPECIAL TECHNIQUES

  Hairpin Lace Basic Join

  1.Lay strips side by side.

  2.Working with strip on left first, insert hook into indicated number of loops.

  3.Working in loops on right strip, insert hook into indicated number of loops and pull through loops on hook.

  4.Insert hook into next indicated number of loops on left strip and pull previous loops through.

  5.Insert hook into next indicated number of loops of right strip and pull previous loops through.

  6.Repeat Steps 4–5 to the end. Secure last 2 loops with stitch marker until finishing edge.


  Hairpin Lace Basic Finish

  1.Insert hook into indicated number of loops.

  2.Pull indicated number through 1st loops.

  3.Insert hook into next indicated number of loops and pull through.

  4.Repeat Step 3 until indicated. Secure last 2 loops with stitch marker until finishing edge.


  NOTES


  •Beginning ch does not count as a st unless indicated.


  •If Hairpin Strips become too long for loom, remove bottom frame and most of lower loops. Make sure to keep some on loom. Return bottom frame to loom. Roll removed loops and secure to bottom frame with scrap yarn.


  •Pattern is written for size S/M, with adjustments for larger sizes in parentheses.
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  Hairpin Strips (make 2 of each)


  Use Hairpin Loom to make the following strips, 2 of each size.


  Strip 1: 4 in./10 cm strip of 102 (112, 122) sts

  Strip 2: 4 in./10 cm strip of 153 (168, 183) sts

  Strip 3: 4 in./10 cm strip of 204 (224, 244) sts

  Use scrap yarn as guide before removing loops from loom if desired. Roll for easy storing and set aside.


  Motif


  Make magic ring.


  Round 1: Ch 8 (counts as dc, ch-5), [dc, ch 5] 5 times in ring, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-8 to join—6 dc, 6 ch-5 spaces.


  Round 2: Sl st in next 3 chs, ch 3 (counts as 1st dc here and throughout), (dc, ch 2, 2 dc) in same ch-5 space, ch 5, *(2 dc, ch 2, 2 dc) in next ch-5 space, ch 5; repeat from * around, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3 to join—6 groups of (2 dc, ch 2, 2 dc) here and throughout, 6 ch-5 spaces.


  Round 3: Sl st in next dc, sl st in next ch-2 space, ch 3, (dc, ch 2, 2 dc) in same space, ch 5, sc in next ch-5 space, ch 5, *(2 dc, ch 2, 2 dc) in next ch-2 space, ch 5, sc in next ch-5 space, ch 5; repeat from * around, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3 to join—12 ch-5 spaces.

  Round 4: Sl st in next dc, sl st in next ch-2 space, ch 3, (dc, ch 2, 2 dc) in same space, ch 5, *sc in next ch-5 space, ch 5; repeat from * around to next ch-2 space, (2 dc, ch 2, 2 dc) in next ch-2 space, ch 5**; repeat from * to ** around, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3 to join—18 ch-5 spaces.


  Rounds 5–10 (11, 12): Repeat Round 4—54 (60, 66) ch-5 spaces. Do not fasten off.


  Strip 1 Join


  Round 11 (12, 13): Sl st in next dc, sl st in next ch-2 space, ch 1, sc in same space, ch 1, insert hook through 1st 2 loops of Strip 1, ch 1 through loops, ch 1, *sc in next ch-space, ch 1, insert hook through next 2 loops of Strip 1, ch 1 through loops, ch 1; repeat from * over next 49 (54, 59) ch-2 and ch-5 spaces (leave last side of ch-5 spaces unworked), sc in same space. Fasten off and weave in ends.


  Strip 2 Join


  Work Hairpin Lace Basic Join, working 2 loops from Strip 1 and 3 loops from Strip 2. Secure last 2 sets of loops.

  Work Hairpin Lace Basic Join, working 3 loops from Strip 2 and 4 loops from Strip 3. Secure last 2 sets of loops.

  Fasten off and weave in ends.


  Assembly


  Joining Sides


  With both Strip 3s, work Hairpin Lace Basic Join on each side using 2 loops, work Hairpin Lace Basic Finish with 2 loops 10 (12, 14) times on right side and secure with scrap yarn. Insert hook through beginning 2 loops again, work Hairpin Lace Basic Finish with 2 loops 10 (12, 14) times on left side and secure with scrap yarn. Starting with secured loops from right side, work Hairpin Lace Basic Join to secured loops from left. Work Hairpin Lace Basic Join using 2 loops 40 times.


  Mark last 2 loops with stitch marker. Work Hairpin Lace Basic Finish with 2 loops on right side 40 (46, 52) times. Insert hook through loops with stitch markers and work Hairpin Lace Basic Finish with 2 loops on left side 40 (46, 52) times. Secure.


  Starting with secured loops from right side, work Hairpin Lace Basic Join to secured loops from left. Work Hairpin Lace Basic Join using 2 loops 40 times. Mark last 2 loops with scrap yarn. Work Hairpin Lace Basic Finish with 2 loops 10 (12, 14) times on right side and secure with scrap yarn. Insert hook through loops with scrap yarn and work Hairpin Lace Basic Finish with 2 loops 10 (12, 14) times on left side and secure. Starting with secured loops from right side, work Hairpin Lace Basic Join to secured loops from left. Work Hairpin Lace Basic Join twice. Secure and continue to Joining Shoulders.


  Joining Shoulders


  Note: When working a sc to join strips, take care to work through loops from both sides. Once loops have been secured with a sc, remove the stitch marker.


  Working along edges of hairpin lace on one side, join yarn in last Basic Join of both Strip 3s.


  Ch 7, sc in middle of Strip 3, ch 7, sc in join of Strips 3 and 2, ch 7, sc in middle of Strip 2, ch 7, sc in join of Strips 2 and 1, ch 7, sc in middle of Strip 1, ch 7, sc in ch-2 space of Motif, turn, sc in ch-2 space on opposite side, ch 3, sl st in ch-7 space on opposite side, ch 3, sc in middle of Strip 1, ch 3, sl st in ch-7 space on opposite side, ch 3, sc in join of Strips 1 and 2, ch 3, sl st in ch-7 space on opposite side, ch 3, sc in middle of Strip 2, ch 3, sl st in ch-7 space on opposite side, ch 3, sc in join of Strips 2 and 3, ch 3, sl st in ch-7 space on opposite side, sc in middle of Strip 3, ch 3, sl st in ch-7 space on opposite side, ch 3, sl st to 1st sc to join.


  Fasten off and weave in ends. Repeat with other shoulder.

  •US size G/6 (4 mm) crochet hook


  •Yarn needle


  GAUGE


  16 sts and 15 rows = 4 in./10 cm

  Adjust hook size if necessary to obtain gauge.


  SPECIAL STITCH

  Working into the 3rd loop: The 3rd loop is behind the front and back loops of hdc st. Work as indicated into this loop.

  •Beginning ch-1 does not count as a st.


  •For the first 5 and last 5 rows of each mitt, fasten off yarn at the end of the row and join again with RS facing for next row.

  Rows 3–5: Repeat Row 2.

  Row 6: Ch 1, BLO hdc in each st across, turn—33 (36, 39) sc.

  Row 7: Ch 1, *BLO hdc in next, FLO hdc in next, 3rd loop hdc in next; repeat from * across, turn—33 (36, 39) hdc.


  Row 8: Repeat Row 6.

  Row 9: Ch 1, *FLO hdc in next, 3rd loop hdc in next, BLO hdc in next; repeat from * across, turn—33 (36, 39) hdc.
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  Row 10: Repeat Row 6.

  Row 11: Ch 1, *3rd loop hdc in next, BLO hdc in next, FLO hdc in next; repeat from * across, turn—33 (36, 39) hdc.


  Rows 12 (12, 12)–23 (29, 35): Repeat Rows 6–11.

  Row 24 (30, 36): Repeat Row 6. Fasten off.

  Rows 25 (31, 37)–29 (35, 41): Repeat Row 2.


  Seaming


  With WS facing, whipstitch as follows to form Mitt and thumbhole.


  Small: Rows 1–17, Rows 23–29

  Medium: Rows 1–23, Rows 29–35

  Large: Rows 1–29, Rows 35–40

  Fasten off. Turn RS out.


  Thumb


  Join yarn to BLO of bottom st of thumbhole.


  Round 1: Ch 1, BLO sc 18 sts evenly around thumbhole, sl st to 1st sc to join—18 sc.


  Rounds 2–5: Ch 1, BLO hdc in each st around, sl st to 1st hdc to join—18 hdc.


  Fasten off and weave in all ends.

  Row 3: Ch 1, BLO hdc in first 8 (9, 10), *skip 2, tr in next, working behind previous st, dc in 2 skipped sts; repeat from * across to last 8 (9, 10), BLO hdc in last 8 (9, 10), turn—37 (42, 47) sts.


  Rows 4 (4, 4)–36 (40, 44): Repeat Rows 2–3, ending with Row 2.


  Finishing


  With RS facing, sl st last row and beginning ch together.

  Fasten off and weave in ends.

  Turn RS out and press.

  Round 3: Ch 1, BLO sc in next 3, Lsc in 3rd skipped sc of Round 1, *BLO sc in next 7, Lsc in 3rd skipped st; repeat from * around, BLO sc in last 4, join—120 (128, 144, 160, 184) sts.


  Round 4: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—120 (128, 144, 160, 184) sc.


  Round 5: Ch 1, sc in same st, skip 3 sts, *7 dc in next, ch 1, skip 7 sts; repeat from * around, join—105 (112, 126, 140, 161) dc.


  Round 6: Ch 1, BLO sc in sc, (BLO sc in each dc, and Lsc around each ch-1 space into 4th sc 2 rounds below) around, join—120 (128, 144, 160, 184) sts.


  Round 7: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—120 (128, 144, 160, 184) sc.


  Round 8: Ch 3, 3 dc in same st, ch 1, *skip 7 sts, 7 dc in next, ch 1, skip 7 sts, 8 dc, ch 1; repeat from * around, skip 7 sts, 4 dc in same st as beginning ch-3, join— 113 (120, 135, 150, 173) dc.


  Round 9: Ch 1, BLO sc in 1st 3, Lsc around ch-1 space into 2nd sc 2 rounds below, BLO sc in next 3, Lsc around next ch-1 space into 2nd sc 2 rounds below, *BLO sc in each dc, Lsc around each ch-1 space into 4th sc 2 rounds below; repeat from * around, join—128 (136, 153, 170, 196) sts.


  Round 10: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—128 (136, 153, 170, 196) sc.


  Round 11: Ch 1, sc in same st, skip 3 sts, *8 dc in next, ch 1, skip 7 sts, 8 dc in next, ch 1, skip 8 sts; repeat from * around, join—120 (128, 144, 160, 184) dc.


  Round 12: Ch 1, (BLO sc in each dc, and Lsc around each ch-1 space into sc 2 rounds below) around, join—135 (144, 162, 180, 207) sts.


  Round 13: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—135 (144, 162, 180, 207) sc.


  Round 14: Ch 1, sc in same st, skip 3 sts, 8 dc in next, *ch 1, skip 8 sts, 8 dc in next; repeat from * around, ch 1, skip 4 sc, join—120 (128, 144, 160, 184) dc.


  Round 15: Ch 1, BLO sc in sc, Lsc into 1st sc 2 rounds below, *sc in next 8, Lsc around ch-1 space and into 4th sc 2 rounds below; repeat from * around, join—135 (144, 162, 180, 207) sts.


  Round 16: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—135 (144, 162, 180, 207) sc.


  Round 17: Ch 3, 3 dc in same st, ch 1, skip 8 sts, *8 dc in next, ch 1, skip 8 sts; repeat from * around, 4 dc in same st as beginning ch-3, join to top of beginning ch-3—120 (128, 144, 160, 184) dc.

  Round 1: Ch 1, sc in same st, skip 3 sts, 8 dc in next, *ch 1, skip 8 sts, 8 dc in next; repeat from * 5 (9) times, ch 1, skip 8 sc, 4 dc in next, join to beginning sc leaving remaining sts unworked—60 (92) dc.


  Round 2: Ch 1, BLO sc in same st, Lsc into 1st sc 2 rounds below, *BLO sc in next 8, Lsc around ch-1 space into 4th sc 2 rounds below; repeat from * around until 4 dc remaining, sc in remaining 4 dc, join—68 (104) sts.

  Round 3: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—68 (104) sc.

  Round 4: Ch 3, 3 dc in same st, ch 1, skip 8 sts, *8 dc in next, ch 1, skip 8 sts; repeat from * around, 4 dc in same st as beginning ch-3, join to top of beginning ch-3—64 (96) dc.


  Round 5: Ch 1, (BLO sc in each dc, Lsc around each ch-1 space into sc 2 rounds below) around, join—72 (108) sts.


  Round 6: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—72 (108) sc.

  Round 7: Ch 3, 3 dc in same st, ch 1, skip 3 sts, *8 dc in next, ch 1, skip 8 sts; repeat from * around, 4 dc in same st as beginning ch-3, join to top of beginning ch-3—72 (113) dc.


  Round 8: Ch 1, (BLO sc in each dc, and Lsc around each ch-1 space into sc 2 rounds below) around, join—81 (117) sts.


  Round 9: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—81 (117) sc.

  Repeat Rounds 4–9 as desired for longer inseam.

  Fasten off and weave in ends.


  Second Leg Hole


  Reattach yarn in same st as 4 dc in Round 1 of First Leg Hole.


  Round 1: Ch 3, 3 dc in same st, *ch 1, skip 8 sts, 8 dc in next; repeat from * around, join—64 (72, 80) dc.

  Round 2: Ch 1, BLO sc in 1st 3, Lsc into 1st sc 2 rounds below, *BLO sc in next 8, Lsc around ch-1 space into 4th sc 2 rounds below; repeat from * around, join—72 (81, 90) sts.


  Round 3: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—72 (81, 90) sc.

  Round 4: Ch 1, sc in same st, skip 3 sts, 8 dc in next, *ch 1, skip 8 sts, 8 dc in next; repeat from * around, join—64 (72, 80) dc.


  Round 5: Ch 1, (BLO sc in each dc, Lsc around each ch-1 space into sc 2 rounds below) around, join—72 (81, 90) sts.


  Round 6: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—72 (81, 90) sc.

  Round 7: Ch 3, 3 dc in same st, ch 1, skip 3 sts, *8 dc in next, ch 1, skip 8 sts; repeat from * around, 4 dc in same st as beginning ch-3, join to top of beginning ch-3—72 (80, 88) dc.


  Round 8: Ch 1, (BLO sc in each dc, and Lsc around each ch-1 space into sc 2 rounds below) around, join—81 (90, 99) sts.


  Round 9: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—81 (90, 99) sc.

  Repeat Rounds 4–9 as desired for longer inseam.

  Fasten off and weave in ends. Continue on to Band instructions.

  First Leg Hole

  Round 1: Ch 1, sc in same, skip 3 sts, 8 dc in next, *ch 1, skip 8 sts, 8 dc in next; repeat from * 6 (7, 8) times, join to beginning sc leaving remaining sts unworked—64 (72, 80) dc.


  Round 2: Ch 1, BLO sc in same, Lsc into 1st sc 2 rounds below, *sc in next 8, Lsc around ch-1 space into 4th sc 2 rounds below; repeat from * around, join—72 (81, 90) sts.


  Round 3: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—72 (81, 90) sc.

  Round 4: Ch 3, 3 dc in same st, ch 1, skip 8 sts, *8 dc in next, ch 1, skip 8 sts; repeat from * around, 4 dc in same st as beginning ch-3, join to top of beginning ch-3—64 (72, 80) dc.


  Round 5: Ch 1, (BLO sc in each dc, Lsc around each ch-1 space into sc 2 rounds below) around, join—72 (81, 90) sts.


  Round 6: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—72 (81, 90) sc.

  Round 7: Ch 3, 3 dc in same st, ch 1, skip 3 sts, *8 dc in next, ch 1, skip 8 sts; repeat from * around, 4 dc in same st as beginning ch-3, join to top of beginning ch-3—72 (80, 88) dc.

  Round 8: Ch 1, (BLO sc in each dc, and Lsc around each ch-1 space into sc 2 rounds below) around, join—81 (90, 99) sts.

  Round 9: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—81 (90, 99) sc.

  Repeat Rounds 4–9 as desired for longer inseam.

  Fasten off and weave in ends.


  Second Leg Hole


  Reattach yarn in same st as 4 dc in Round 1 of First Leg Hole.


    Round 1: Ch 3, 3 dc in same st, *ch 1, skip 8 sts, 8 dc in next; repeat from * around, join—60 (92) dc.


  Round 2: Ch 1, BLO sc 1st 3, Lsc into 1st sc 2 rounds below, *BLO sc in next 8, Lsc around ch-1 space into 4th sc 2 rounds below; repeat from * around, join—68 (104) sts.


  Round 3: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—68 (104) sc.

  Round 4: Ch 1, sc in same st, skip 3 sts, 8 dc in next, *ch 1, skip 8 sts, 8 dc in next; repeat from * around, join—64 (96) dc.


  Round 5: Ch 1, (BLO sc in each dc, Lsc around each ch-1 space into sc 2 rounds below) around, join—72 (108) sts.


  Round 6: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—72 (108) sc.

  Round 7: Ch 3, 3 dc in same st, ch 1, skip 3 sts, *8 dc in next, ch 1, skip 8 sts; repeat from * around, 4 dc in same st as beginning ch-3, join to top of beginning ch-3—72 (113) dc.


  Round 8: Ch 1, (BLO sc in each dc, and Lsc around each ch-1 space into sc 2 rounds below) around, join—81 (117) sts.


  Round 9: Ch 1, sc in each st around, join—81 (117) sc.

  Repeat Rounds 4–9 as desired for longer inseam.

  Fasten off and weave in ends. Continue on to Band instructions.


  Band


  Reattach yarn to foundation chain in same st as beginning ch-3 of Round 1.


  Round 1: Working around remaining loops of foundation chain, ch 1, sc in each ch around, join—90 (96, 108, 120, 138) sc.


  Row 2: Ch 1, sc in each st across, ch 6—96 (102, 114, 126, 144) sts.


  Row 3: Ch 1, turn, 2 sc in 2nd ch from hook and in 4 ch, sc in next 3 (6, 4, 1, 3) sts, ch 1, skip 1 st, *sc in next 3, ch 1, skip 1 st; repeat from * 20 (20, 24, 28, 32) times, sc in remaining sts—96 (102, 114, 126, 144) sts.

  Row 4: Ch 1, turn, sc in each sc and ch-1 space across to last 4 sts, ch 2, skip 2 sts (buttonhole made), sc in last—96 (102, 114, 126, 144) sts.
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  Row 5: Ch 1, turn, sc2tog, sc in ch-2 space, sc across—95 (101, 113, 125, 143) sts.


  Row 6: Ch 1, turn, sc in each st across and around button tab to finish off Band.


  Fasten off and weave in all ends.


  Tie


  Crochet long chain, approximately 3 times the width of Shorts. Sl st in 2nd ch from hook and in each ch across, fasten off.


  Weave Tie in and out of the ch-1 spaces of Band, starting at the front to ensure Tie comes out centered on shorts. Thread 3 wooden beads on each end of the Tie. Cut 2 pieces of yarn 6 in./15 cm long for tassels. Attach middle of tassels to each end of the Tie. Knot tassels near Tie to secure beads. Attach button to Band of shorts so buttonhole lines up properly.

  HOOK & OTHER MATERIALS


  •US size G/6 (4 mm) crochet hook


  •Yarn needle


  •Stitch markers


  •Fabric stiffener


  •5½ yd./5 m of 3 in./8 cm wide jute ribbon


  •Sewing needle and thread


  GAUGE


  17 dc and 8 rounds = 4 in./10 cm

  Adjust hook size if necessary to obtain gauge.


  SPECIAL STITCH

  Cluster (3-double crochet cluster). [Yo and insert hook in ch-space, yo and pull up a loop, yo and pull through 2 loops] 3 times in same space, yo and pull through all loops on hook.


  NOTES


  •Beginning ch-2 does not count as a st. Sl st to 1st stitch of round to join.


  •Squares are worked first and set aside to be added to bottom of bag after Round 17. Top of bag is then crocheted onto Squares.
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  Squares (make 6)


  1st Square


  With Color B, ch 5, sl st to 1st ch to form ring.


  Round 1: Ch 2, [3 dc, ch 3] 8 times in ring, sl st to 1st dc to join—8 3-dc groups, 8 ch-3 spaces.


  Round 2: Sl st to ch-3 space, ch 1, sc in same space, *ch 5, sc in next ch-3 space; repeat from * 7 times, ch 5, sl st to 1st sc to join—8 ch-5 spaces.


  Round 3: Sl st into 1st ch-5 space, ch 2, [(cluster, ch 3, cluster) in next ch-5 space, ch 5, (sc, ch 3, sl st in 3rd ch from hook, sc) in next ch-5 space, ch 5] 4 times, sl st to 1st cluster to join—4 cluster groups.


  Round 4: Ch 1, *sc in top of next cluster, ch 5, sc in top of next cluster, [ch 5, sc in next ch-5 space] twice, ch 5; repeat from * 3 more times, sl st to 1st sc to join—16 ch-5 spaces.


  2nd to 5th Squares


  With Color B, ch 5, sl st to 1st ch to form ring.


  Rounds 1–3: Work Rounds 1–3 of 1st Square.


  Round 4 (Joining Round): Ch 1, sc in top of 1st cluster, ch 2, sl st to 1st ch-5 space of Round 4 on previous Square, ch 2, sc in top of next cluster, [ch 2, sl st to next ch-5 space of Round 4 on previous Square, ch 2, sc in next ch-5 space] twice, ch 2, sl st to next ch-5 of Round 4 on previous Square, ch 2, sc in top of next cluster, ch 2, sl st to next ch-5 of Round 4 on previous Square, ch 2, *sc in top of next cluster, [ch 5, sc in next ch-5 space] twice; repeat from * 3 times, ch 5, sl st to 1st sc to join—16 ch-5 spaces (joined in 5 spaces).


  6th Square


  With Color B, ch 5, sl st to 1st ch to form ring.


  Rounds 1–3: Work Rounds 1–3 of 1st Square.


  Round 4 (Joining Round): Ch 1, sc in top of 1st cluster, *ch 2, sl st to corner ch-5 of Round 4 on previous Square, ch 2, sc in top of next cluster, [ch 2, sl st to next ch-5 space of Round 4 on previous Square, ch 2, sc in next ch-5 space] twice, ch 2, sl st to next ch-5 space of Round 4 on previous Square, ch 2, sc in top of next cluster, ch 2, sl st to next ch-5 space of Round 4 on previous Square, ch 2, sc in top of next cluster, [ch 5, sc in next ch-5 space] twice; repeat from * once more, ch 5, sl st to 1st sc to join—16 ch-5 spaces (joined in 5 spaces on 1st Square and 5 spaces on 5th Square).


  Bottom Round


  Join Color B to any corner ch-space on bottom of Squares.


  Round 1: Ch 1, *3 sc in same ch-space, [6 sc in next ch-space] 3 times, [3 sc in next corner] twice; repeat from * across all 6 Squares, sl st to 1st sc to join—144 sc.


  Fasten off and weave in ends.


  Top Round


  Join Color B to any corner ch-space on top of Squares.

  Round 1: Ch 1, *3 sc in same space, [5 sc in next ch-space] 3 times, [3 sc in next corner] twice; repeat from * across all 6 Squares, sl st to 1st sc to join—126 sc.

  Fasten off and weave in ends.


  Bottom of Bag


  With Color A, ch 3.

  Round 1 (RS): 12 dc in 3rd ch from hook, join—12 dc.

  Round 2: Ch 2, 2 dc in each st around, join—24 dc.

  Round 3: Ch 2, *2 dc in next, dc in next; repeat from * around, join—36 dc.

  Round 4: Ch 2, *2 dc in next, dc in next 2; repeat from * around, join—48 dc.

  Round 5: Ch 2, *2 dc in next, dc in next 3; repeat from * around, join—60 dc.

  Round 6: Ch 2, *2 dc in next, dc in next 4; repeat from * around, join—72 dc.

  Round 7: Ch 2, *2 dc in next, dc in next 5; repeat from * around, join—84 dc.

  Round 8: Ch 2, *2 dc in next, dc in next 6; repeat from * around, join—96 dc.

  Round 9: Ch 2, *2 dc in next, dc in next 7; repeat from * around, join—108 dc.

  Round 10: Ch 2, *2 dc in next, dc in next 8; repeat from * around, join—120 dc.


  Round 11: Ch 2, *2 dc in next, dc in next 9; repeat from * around, join—132 dc.


  Round 12: Ch 2, *2 dc in next, dc in next 10; repeat from * around, join—144 dc.


  Round 13: Ch 2, BLO dc in each st around, join—144 dc.

  Rounds 14–17: Ch 2, dc in each st around, join—144 dc.


  Fasten off and weave in ends.


  With RS of Bottom of Bag and Squares together, join Color A and sl st through both thicknesses in each st around—144 sl st.


  Top of Bag


  Join Color A to Top Round of Squares.


  Rounds 1–5: Ch 2, dc in each st around, join—126 dc.
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  Round 6: Ch 2, dc in each st around to last 12, dc2tog 6 times, join—120 dc.


  Place marker in 1st and last dc2tog.


  Round 7: Ch 2, [dc in next 8, dc2tog] 12 times, join—108 dc.


  Round 8: Ch 2, [dc in next 7, dc2tog] 12 times, join—96 dc.


  Rounds 9–11: Ch 2, dc in each st around, join—96 dc.

  Round 12: Ch 1, *sc in next, ch 2, skip 2; repeat from * around, join—32 sc, 32 ch-2 spaces.


  Round 13: Ch 1, sc in each sc, 2 sc in each ch-2 space around, join—96 sc.


  Fasten off and weave in ends.


  Drawstring


  With Color A and Color B held together, ch 150.


  Fasten off and weave through ch-2 spaces at top of bag.

  Finishing & Assembly


  Blocking


  To block, pin top of bag to blocking mats and spray with warm water. Leave to dry completely.


  Spray fabric stiffener to bottom section. Leave to dry completely.


  Assembly


  Fold ribbon in half and sew to Top of Bag, centered against marked decrease section of Top of Bag. Let ribbon fall straight down. Mark 5th st to left and right of ribbon in 1st even row of bottom. Join Color A to marked st to left of ribbon, ch 8, count 8 sts to left and sl st to 9th st. Join Color A to marked st to right of ribbon. Ch 8, count 8 sts to right and sl st to 9th st. Weave each ribbon half through loops at bottom of Bag. Adjust height and cut excess ribbon. Sew bottom of each half to itself (above loops) to secure.

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  In French, accro means “addict.” ACCROchet is a play on words that goes a long way toward explaining the person behind the brand: a 40-year-old French-Canadian woman named Julie, who is, of course, a crochet addict. By day, Julie is a marketing and communications professional in an advertising firm—a job she loves—but her passion comes out after the nine-to-five, when she can finally sit down and create pretty things with yarn and a hook. Julie’s family consists of a man, two teenagers, a big dog, a small dog, and a very fat cat. They all live in a pretty blue house on the north shore of Montreal in the province of Québec. Julie keeps all of these lovely people and pets far, far away from her yarn and hooks, except for the female teenager, who will periodically join her in the madness of a few stitches, or sometimes even an entire finished project.

  Round 1 (RS): With 3 mm hook, ch 144, sl st in 1st ch to form circle.


  Round 2: Ch 1, sc in each st around, sl st to 1st sc—144 sc.


  Round 3: Ch 3 (counts as 1st dc now and throughout), dc in each st around, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3—144 dc.


  Round 4: Ch 3, dc in next 10 sts, 2 dc in next st, *dc in next 11 sts, 2 dc in next st; repeat from * around, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3—156 dc.


  Round 5: Ch 3, dc in next 11 sts, 2 dc in next st, *dc in next 12 sts, 2 dc in next st; repeat from * around, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3—168 dc.


  Fasten off.


  Sizes M (L) Only


  Round 1 (RS): With 3.5 mm (E/4) hook, ch 150, sl st in 1st ch to form circle.


  Round 2: Ch 1, sc in each st around, sl st to 1st sc—150 sc.


  Round 3: Ch 3 (counts as 1st dc now and throughout), dc in each st around, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3—150 dc.


  Round 4: Ch 3, dc in next 8 sts, 2 dc in next st, *dc in next 9 sts, 2 dc in next st; repeat from * around, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3—165 dc.


  Round 5: Ch 3, dc in next 13 sts, 2 dc in next st, *dc in next 14 sts, 2 dc in next st; repeat from * around, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3—176 dc.


  Fasten off.
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  Front Panel

  With RS facing, count 17 (16, 16) sts from back seam of Yoke/Straps so seam is at top of shoulder; using same hook as Yoke, reattach yarn with sl st.


  Row 1 (size S only): Ch 3, 2 dc in same st, [ch 4, skip 6 sts, 3 dc in next, ch 3, skip 1 st, 3 dc in next, ch 4, skip 6 sts, shell in next] twice, ch 4, skip 6 sts, 3 dc in next, ch 3, skip 1 st, 3 dc in next, ch 4, skip 6 sts, 3 dc in next, turn—32 dc and 6 ch-4 spaces, worked over 49 sts.

  Row 1 (sizes M and L only): Ch 3, 2 dc in same st, [ch 4, skip 7 sts, 3 dc in next, ch 3, skip 1 st, 3 dc in next, ch 4, skip 7 sts, shell in next] twice, ch 4, skip 7 sts, 3 dc in next, ch 3, skip 1 st, 3 dc in next, ch 4, skip 7 sts, 3 dc in next, turn—32 dc and 6 ch-4 spaces, worked over 55 sts.


  Row 2: Ch 3, 2 dc in same st, *ch 2, 2 dc in next dc, dc in next dc, 2 dc in next dc, ch 2, dc in ch-3 space, ch 2, 2 dc in next dc, dc in next dc, 2 dc in next dc, ch 2, shell in shell; repeat from * once more, ch 2, 2 dc in next dc, dc in next dc, 2 dc in next dc, ch 2, dc in ch-3 space, ch 2, 2 dc in next dc, dc in next dc, 2 dc in next dc, ch 2, 3 dc in last dc, turn.


  Row 3: Ch 3, 2 dc in same st, *ch 2, skip ch-2 space, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 3, skip ch-2 space, v-st in next dc, ch 3, skip ch-2 space, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 2, shell in shell; repeat from * once more, ch 2, skip ch-2 space, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 3, skip ch-2 space, v-st in next dc, ch 3, skip ch-2 space, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 2, 3 dc in last dc, turn.

  Row 4 (sizes S and M only): Ch 3, 2 dc in same st, *ch 1, skip ch-2 space, dc3tog, ch 2, 3 dc in 1st dc of v-st, ch 3, 3 dc in 2nd dc of v-st, ch 2, skip ch-3 space, dc3tog, ch 1, shell in shell; repeat from * once more, ch 1, skip ch-2 space, dc3tog, ch 2, skip ch-3 space, 3 dc in 1st dc of v-st, ch 3, 3 dc in 2nd dc of v-st, ch 2, skip ch-3 space, dc3tog, ch 1, 3 dc in last dc, ch 15 (forms underarm). Leave 5 in./13 cm tail and cut yarn; do not weave in end.


  Row 4 (size L only): Ch 3, 2 dc in same st, *ch 1, skip ch-2 space, dc3tog, ch 2, 3 dc in 1st dc of v-st, ch 3, 3 dc in 2nd dc of v-st, ch 2, skip ch-3 space, dc3tog, ch 1, shell in shell; repeat from * once more, ch 1, skip ch-2 space, dc3tog, ch 2, skip ch-3 space, 3 dc in 1st dc of v-st, ch 3, 3 dc in 2nd dc of v-st, ch 2, skip ch-3 space, dc3tog, ch 1, 3 dc in last dc, turn.


  Row 5 (size L only): Change to G/6 hook; repeat Row 2.

  Row 6 (size L only): Repeat Row 3.

  Row 7 (size L only): Repeat Row 4 as for sizes S and M.

  Back Panel


  With RS facing, count 36 (33, 33) sts from Front Panel at Yoke; using same hook as Yoke, reattach yarn with sl st.

  Repeat instructions for Front Panel.


  Join ch-15 just made to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3 of Row 7 on Front Panel to form a round. Do not fasten off.

  Join ch-15 from Front Panel to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3 of Row 7 on Back Panel to complete round. Fasten off.

  Body


  Round 1 (RS): (Beginning at underarm) Ch 3, dc in same ch, ch 2, skip 3 ch, 2 dc in next, dc in next, 2 dc in next, ch 2, skip 1 ch, dc in next, ch 2, skip 1 ch, 2 dc in next, dc in next, 2 dc in next, ch 2, skip 3 ch, (working along panel) shell in next st, *ch 2, skip dc3tog, 2 dc in next dc, dc in next dc, 2 dc in next dc, ch 2, dc in ch-3 space, ch 2, 2 dc in next dc, dc in next dc, 2 dc in next dc, ch 2, shell in shell; repeat from * twice more, working last shell of repeat into dc at underarm join, (working along underarm) ch 2, skip 3 ch, 2 dc in next, dc in next, 2 dc in next, ch 2, skip 1 ch, dc in next, ch 2, skip 1 ch, 2 dc in next, dc in next, 2 dc in next, ch 2, skip 3 ch, (working along panel) shell in next st, **ch 2, skip dc3tog, 2 dc in next dc, dc in next dc, 2 dc in next dc, ch 2, dc in ch-3 space, ch 2, 2 dc in next dc, dc in next dc, 2 dc in next dc, ch 2***, shell in shell; repeat from ** twice more, ending at ***, 2 dc in same st as beginning ch-3, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn.


  Round 2: Ch 3, dc in same ch-2 space, *ch 2, skip ch-2 space, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 3, v-st in next dc, ch 3, skip ch-2 space, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 2**, shell in shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, 2 dc in same ch-2 space as beginning to complete shell, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn—8 pattern repeats.


  Round 3: Ch 3, dc in same ch-2 space, *ch 2, skip ch-2 space, dc3tog, ch 2, 3 dc in 1st dc of v-st, ch 3, 3 dc in 2nd dc of v-st, ch 2, skip ch-3 space, dc3tog, ch 1**, shell in shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, 2 dc in same ch-2 space as beginning to complete shell, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn.


  Round 4: Ch 3, dc in same ch-2 space, *ch 2, skip dc3tog, 2 dc in next, dc in next, 2 dc in next, ch 2, dc in ch-3 space, ch 2, 2 dc in next, dc in next, 2 dc in next, ch 2**, shell in shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, 2 dc in same ch-2 space as beginning to complete shell, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn.

  Rounds 5–9: Repeat Rounds 2–4, then repeat Rounds 2–3 once more.
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  Round 10: Ch 3, dc in same ch-2 space, *ch 3, skip dc3tog, 2 dc in next, dc in next, 2 dc in next, ch 2, dc in ch-3 space, ch 2, 2 dc in next, dc in next, 2 dc in next, ch 3**, shell in shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, 2 dc in same ch-2 space as beginning to complete shell, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn.


  Round 11: Ch 3, dc in same ch-2 space, *ch 3, skip ch-2 space, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 3, v-st in next dc, ch 3, skip ch-2 space, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 3**, shell in shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, 2 dc in same ch-2 space as beginning to complete shell, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn.


  Round 12: Ch 3, dc in same ch-2 space, *ch 2, skip ch-2 space, dc3tog, ch 2, 3 dc in 1st dc of v-st, ch 3, 3 dc in 2nd dc of v-st, ch 2, skip ch-3 space, dc3tog, ch 2**, shell in shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, 2 dc in same ch-2 space as beginning to complete shell, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn.

  Sizes S and M switch to E/4 hook; size L switches to G/6 hook.


  Rounds 13–21: Repeat Rounds 10–12 three times.

  Round 22: Ch 3, dc in same ch-2 space, *ch 3, skip dc3tog, 2 dc in next, dc in next, 2 dc in next, ch 3, dc in next ch-3 space, ch 3, 2 dc in next, dc in next, 2 dc in next, ch 3**, shell in shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, 2 dc in same ch-2 space as beginning to complete shell, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn.


  Round 23: Ch 3, dc in same ch-2 space, *ch 3, skip ch-3 space, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 4, v-st in next dc, ch 4, skip ch-3 space, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 3**, shell in shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, 2 dc in same ch-2 space as beginning to complete shell, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn.
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  Round 24: Ch 3, dc in same ch-2 space, *ch 2, skip ch-3 space, dc3tog, ch 3, 3 dc in 1st dc of v-st, ch 3, 3 dc in 2nd dc of v-st, ch 3, skip ch-3 space, dc3tog, ch 2**, shell in shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, 2 dc in same ch-2 space as beginning to complete shell, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn.

  Rounds 25–28: Repeat Rounds 22–24, then repeat Round 22 once more.


  Round 29: Ch 3, dc in same ch-2 space, *ch 3, skip ch-3 space, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 3, 3 dc in next dc, ch 3, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 3**, shell in shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, 2 dc in same ch-2 space as beginning to complete shell, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn.


  Round 30: Ch 3, dc in same ch-2 space, *ch 2, skip ch-3 space, dc3tog, ch 3, 2 dc in next, dc in next, 2 dc in next, ch 3, skip ch-3 space, dc3tog, ch 2**, shell in shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, 2 dc in same ch-2 space as beginning to complete shell, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn.


  Round 31: Ch 3, dc in same ch-2 space, *ch 2, dc in ch-2 space, ch 4, dc in next ch-3 space, ch 2, dc2tog, dc in next, dc2tog, ch 2, dc in next ch-3 space, ch 4, dc in next ch-2 space, ch 2**, shell in shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, 2 dc in same ch-2 space as beginning to complete shell, ch 2, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3, turn.


  Round 32: Ch 1 (not a st), sc in same ch-2 space, *ch 5, dc in next ch-4 space, ch 5, skip next dc, dc3tog, ch 5, dc in next ch-4 space, ch 5**, sc in ch-2 space of shell; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, sl st to 1st sc.


  Fasten off or sc evenly around (optional).


  Finishing


  Weave in all ends.

  Block lightly as needed.

  Round 3: Ch 5 (counts as dc, ch-2), dc in same ch-1 space, *skip 2 dc, (dc, ch 2, dc) in next ch-1 space; repeat from * around, sl to 1st ch-2 space to join—32 (34, 36) dc, 16 (17, 18) ch-2 spaces.

  Round 4: Ch 4, (dc, ch 1, dc) in same space, (dc, ch 1, dc, ch 1, dc) in each ch-2 space around, sl to 1st ch-1 space to join—48 (51, 54) dc, 32 (34, 36) ch-1 spaces.


  Round 5: Ch 4, FPdc around next dc, ch 1, dc in next ch-1 space, *dc in next ch-1 space, ch 1, FPdc around next dc, ch 1, dc in next ch-1 space; repeat from * around, sl to 1st ch-1 space to join—48 (51, 54) dc, 48 (51, 54) ch-1 spaces.


  Round 6: Ch 3, dc in same ch-1 space, ch 1, FPdc around next FPdc, ch 1, 2 dc in next ch-1 space, *2 dc in next ch-1 space, ch 1, FPdc around next FPdc, ch 1, 2 dc in next ch-1 space; repeat from * around, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3 to join—80 (85, 90) dc, 32 (34, 36) ch-1 spaces.


  Round 7: Sl st in next dc, sl st in next ch-1 space, ch 3, dc in same space, ch 1, FPdc around next FPdc, ch 1, 2 dc in next ch-1 space, *2 dc in next ch-1 space, ch 1, FPdc around next FPdc, ch 1, 2 dc in next ch-1 space; repeat from * around, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3 to join—80 (85, 90) dc, 32 (34, 36) ch-1 spaces.


  Rounds 8–16: Repeat Round 7.


  Band


  Row 1 (RS): Ch 1, sc in each dc and each FPdc around, ch 12, turn—80 (85, 90) sts.


  Row 2: Sc in 2nd ch from hook and next 10 chs, sc in each st across, turn—91 (96, 101) sts.


  Rows 3–13: Ch 1, sc in each st across, turn.

  Row 14: Ch 2, hdc in next 7 sc, sc in each st across, turn.

  Row 15: Ch 1, sc in each st across, turn.

  Row 16: Ch 2, hdc in next 5 sc, sc in each st across, turn.

  Row 17: Ch 1, sc in each st around flap.


  Fasten off.


  Finishing


  Sew buttons on.


  Stitch edges down to prevent curling.

  Weave in ends.

  Shoulder Panel (make 2)


  Ch 29.

  Row 1: Dc in 8th ch from hook (ch 7 counts as 1st dc, ch 2 and 2 skipped chs), *ch 2, skip 2 chs, dc in next; repeat from * across—8 ch-2 spaces.


  Row 2: Ch 5 (counts as 1st dc, ch 2), turn, dc in next dc, *ch 2, skip ch-2 space, dc in next dc; repeat from * across, working last dc in 5th ch of beginning ch-7—8 ch-2 spaces.


  Row 3: Ch 5, turn, dc in next dc, *ch 2, skip ch-2 space, dc in next dc; repeat from * across, working last dc in 3rd ch of beginning ch-5—8 ch-2 spaces.


  Rows 4–18: Repeat Row 3.


  Fasten off.


  With RS facing, whipstitch one Shoulder Panel to top corner of 1st poncho Body, aligning the rows evenly. Repeat with 2nd Shoulder Panel on opposite corner of 1st poncho Body. Then whipstitch the 2nd poncho Body to the other side of the Shoulder Panels in the same manner.


  Weave in all ends.


  Fringe


  Cut 4 strands of 12 in./31 cm yarn. Knot fringe at bottom corner of poncho Body.


  Repeat for each odd-numbered row on front and back of poncho. Trim evenly if desired.

  fdc (foundation double crochet): Ch 2, yo and insert hook in 2nd ch from hook, yo and pull up loop, yo and pull through 1 loop (ch made), [yo and pull through 2 loops] twice (1st dc made), *insert hook in ch of previous st, yo and pull up loop, yo and pull through 1 loop (ch made), [yo and pull through 2 loops] twice (dc made); repeat from * for length of foundation.

  •The ch-1 or ch-2 at the beginning of each row does not count as a st.


  •Pattern is worked in 3 pieces: first the Shoulder Piece, then a Front and a Back Panel.

  Row 3: Ch 2, dc 1st 3, ch 3, skip 4 dc, FPtrtr around next 2 dc, ch 2, working behind previous 2 sts, FPtrtr around 4 skipped dc, ch 3, skip 2 dc, FPtrtr around next 4 dc, ch 2, working in front of previous 4 dc, FPtrtr around 2 skipped dc, ch 3, hdc in last 3, turn—18 sts.


  Row 4: Ch 1, hdc in 1st 3, ch 3, BPdc around next 2 trtr, ch 2, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 3, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 2, BPdc around next 2 trtr, ch 3, dc in last 3, turn—18 sts.


  Row 5: Ch 2, dc in 1st 3, ch 3, FPdc around next 2 dc, ch 2, skip 4 dc, FPtrtr around next 4, ch 3, working in front of previous 4 sts, FPtrtr around 4 skipped dc, ch 2, FPdc around next 2 dc, ch 3, hdc in last 3, turn—18 sts.

  Row 6: Ch 1, hdc in 1st 3, ch 3, BPdc around next 2 dc, ch 2, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 3, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 2, BPdc around next 2 dc, ch 3, dc in last 3, turn—18 sts.


  Row 7: Ch 2, dc in 1st 3, ch 3, FPdc around next 2 dc, ch 2, skip 4 dc, FPtrtr around next 4, ch 3, working in front of previous 4 sts, FPtrtr in 4 skipped dc, ch 2, FPdc around next 2 dc, ch 3, hdc in last 3, turn—18 sts.

  Row 8: Ch 1, hdc in 1st 3, ch 3, BPdc around next 2 dc, ch 2, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 3, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 2, BPdc around next 2 dc, ch 3, dc in last 3, turn—18 sts.


  Row 9: Ch 2, dc in 1st 3, ch 3, skip 2 dc, FPtrtr around next 4 dc, ch 2, working in front of previous 4 sts, FPtrtr around 2 skipped dc, ch 3, skip 4 dc, FPtrtr around next 2 dc, ch 2, working behind previous 2sts, FPtrtr around 4 skipped dc, ch 3, hdc in last 3, turn—18 sts.


  Row 10: Ch 1, hdc in 1st 3, ch 3, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 2, BPdc around next 2 trtr, ch 3, BPdc around next 2 trtr, ch 2, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 3, dc in last 3, turn—18 sts.


  Row 11: Ch 2, dc in 1st 3, dc in next 2 dc, ch 3, FPdc around next 4 dc, ch 2, FPdc around next 2 dc, ch 3, FPdc around next 2 dc, ch 2, FPdc around next 4 dc, ch 3, hdc in last 3, turn—18 sts.


  Repeat Rows 2–11 until piece measures 28 (29, 32, 34, 36, 38) in./71 (74, 81, 86, 91, 97) cm long.


  Sew first and last rows together. Continue to Panels.

  Row 3: Ch 2, *dc in 1st 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4), skip 4 dc, FPtrtr around next 2 dc, ch 2, working behind previous 2 sts, FPtrtr in 4 skipped dc, ch 3, skip 2 dc, FPtrtr around next 4 dc, ch 2, working in front of previous 4 sts, FPtrtr around 2 skipped dc, ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4); repeat from * across, dc in last 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), turn—53 (58, 63, 68, 68, 73) sts.


  Row 4: Ch 2, *dc in 1st 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4), BPdc around next 2 trtr, ch 2, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 3, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 2, BPdc around next 2 trtr, ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4); repeat from * across, dc in last 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), turn—55 (58, 63, 68, 68, 73) sts.


  Row 5: Ch 2, *dc in 1st 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4), FPdc around next 2 dc, ch 2, skip 4 dc, FPtrtr around next 4, ch 3, working in front of previous 4 sts, FPtrtr around 4 skipped dc, ch 2, FPdc around next 2 dc, ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4); repeat from * across, dc in last 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), turn—55 (58, 63, 68, 68, 73) sts.


  Row 6: Ch 2, *dc in 1st 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4), BPdc around next 2 dc, ch 2, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 3, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 2, BPdc around next 2 dc, ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4); repeat from * across, dc in last 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), turn—53 (58, 63, 68, 68, 73) sts.

  Row 9: Ch 2, *dc in 1st 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4), skip 2 dc, FPtrtr around next 4 dc, ch 2, working in front of previous 4 sts, FPtrtr around 2 skipped dc, ch 3, skip 4 dc, FPtrtr around next 2 dc, ch 2, working behind previous 2 sts, FPtrtr around 4 skipped dc, ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4); repeat from * across, dc in last 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), turn—53 (58, 63, 68, 68, 73) sts.
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  Row 10: Ch 2, *dc in 1st 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4), BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 2, BPdc around next 2 trtr, ch 3, BPdc around next 2 trtr, ch 2, BPdc around next 4 trtr, ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4); repeat from * across, dc in last 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), turn—53 (58, 63, 68, 68, 73) sts.


  Row 11: Ch 2, *dc in 1st 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4), FPdc around next 4 dc, ch 2, FPdc around next 2 dc, ch 3, FPdc around next 2 dc, ch 2, FPdc around next 4 dc, ch 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4); repeat from * across, dc in last 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), turn—53 (58, 63, 68, 68, 73) sts.


  Repeat Rows 2–11 to desired length.


  Continue to Band.
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  Band

  Row 1: Ch 2, *dc in 1st 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4) dc in next ch-space, BPdc around next 4 dc, 2 dc in next ch-space, BPdc around next 2 dc, 3 dc in next ch-space, BPdc around next 2 dc, 2 dc in next ch-space, BPdc around next 4 dc, 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4) dc in next ch-space; repeat from * across, dc in last 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), turn—105 (110, 115, 120, 128, 133) sts.


  Row 2: Ch 2, *FPdc around next 1 (1, 2, 3, 3, 4), BPdc around next 3 (3, 3, 3, 4, 4) dc, FPdc around next 4 dc, BPdc around next 2 dc, FPdc around next 2 dc, BPdc around next 3 dc, FPdc around next 2 dc, BPdc around next 2 dc, FPdc around next 4 dc, BPdc around next 3 dc; repeat from * across, FPdc around next 1 (2, 3, 4, 4, 5), turn—105 (110, 115, 120, 128, 133) sts.

  Row 3: Ch 2, BPdc around each BPdc, FPdc around each FPdc, turn.

  Repeat Row 3 for 4 in./10 cm.


  Fasten off.


  Assembly & Finishing


  Lay Shoulder Piece flat with seam on the right-hand side. Fold both Panels lengthwise. Align fold of front Panel with left end of Shoulder Piece. Align fold of back Panel with right end of Shoulder Piece. Pin Panels into place with stitch markers. Sc through front Panel and Shoulder Piece evenly across to join. Repeat for back Panel. The remaining gaps form the tops of the armholes.


  Beginning at waist, stitch sides together evenly, leaving the last 8–10 rows open to form bottoms of armholes. Repeat for other side.


  Fasten off and weave in ends.

  Row 32 (37): Ch 1, sl st in 1st, dc3tog, *dc in next 6, [3 dc in next] twice, dc in next 6, dc3tog twice; repeat from * ending last repeat with 3 dc in last dc, turn—2½ chevrons.

  Row 33 (38): Ch 3, 2 dc in 1st, *dc in next 6, dc3tog twice, dc in next 6, [3 dc in next] twice; repeat from * ending last repeat with dc3tog, turn—2½ chevrons.

  Row 34 (39): Repeat Row 32 (37).

  Row 35 (40): Repeat Row 5 ending last repeat with sc3tog, do not turn.

  Rows 33 (33, 38)–34 (34, 39): Repeat Row 32 (32, 37).

  Row 35 (35, 40): With Yarn B, ch 1, sc3tog, *sc in next 6, [3 sc in next] twice, sc in next 6, sc3tog twice; repeat from * 3 (4, 5) more times, ending last repeat with sc3tog, turn—4 (5, 6) chevrons.


  Rows 36 (36, 41)–39 (39, 44): With Yarn A, repeat Row 32 (32, 37).

  Row 35 (40, 40): Join Yarn B with sl st in 1st st, ch 1, 3 sc in next, *sc in next 6, sc3tog twice, sc in next 6, [3 sc in next st] twice; repeat from * across, ending last repeat with 3 sc in last, turn—4 (5, 6) chevrons.


  Rows 36 (41, 41)–39 (44, 44): With Yarn A, repeat Row 32 (37, 37).

  Row 40 (45, 45): Repeat Row 35 (40, 40).


  Rows 41 (46, 46)–44 (49, 49): With Yarn A, repeat Row 32 (37, 37).

  Row 45 (50, 50): Repeat Row 35 (40, 40).

  Size S Only


  Rows 46–47: With Yarn A, repeat Row 32.

  Row 48: Repeat Row 35.

  Rows 51–54: With Yarn A, repeat Row 37.

  Row 55: Repeat Row 40.


  Size 2X Only


  Rows 51–54: With Yarn A, repeat Row 37.

  Row 55: Repeat Row 40.

  Row 58: Repeat Row 40.

  Row 49 (56, 59): With Yarn A, ch 1, sc in next 3, *dc in next 4, tr in next 6, dc in next 4, sc in next 6; repeat from * across, ending last repeat with sc in last 3, turn.

  Row 50 (57, 60): Ch 1, sc in next 3, *dc in next 14, sc in next 6; repeat from * across ending last repeat with sc in last 3. Fasten off.


  Assembly & Finishing

  Line up tops of Front Panels to Back Panel, whipstitch shoulders together with Yarn A.


  Join Yarn A with sl st in corner of armhole, ch 1, sc evenly around armhole, sl st to 1st sc to join, turn, ch 1, sc in each sc around, sl st to 1st sc to join. Fasten off. Repeat for 2nd armhole.


  Join Yarn A with sl st at bottom front corner of vest, sc evenly up edge and sc evenly down edge to opposite front corner of vest, turn, sc in each st back to beginning. Fasten off.


  Weave in any remaining ends.


  Fringe


  Cut 560 (600, 640, 680, 720, 760) 30 in./76 cm long pieces of fringe. Tip: Wrap thread around 15 in./38 cm piece of cardboard the designated number of times and cut.


  Take 2 strands, fold in half, insert through st, creating a loop, pull ends of fringe through loop to secure. Repeat for every stitch around bottom of vest.

  Row 40 (42, 44, 46, 48, 50): Ch 1, hdc2tog twice, hdc in each st across, turn—13 (13, 19, 19, 22, 22) hdc.


  Row 41 (43, 45, 47, 49, 51): Ch 1, hdc2tog, hdc in each st across to last 4, hdc2tog twice, turn—10 (10, 16, 16, 19, 19) hdc.

  Row 42 (44, 46, 48, 50, 52): Ch 1, hdc2tog twice, hdc in each st across, turn—8 (8, 14, 14, 16, 16) hdc.

  Rows 43 (45)–44 (46): Ch 1, hdc in each st across, turn—8 (8) hdc.

  Row 47 (49, 51, 53): Ch 1, hdc2tog, hdc in each st across to last 4, hdc2tog twice, turn—11 (11, 13, 13) hdc.

  Row 48 (50, 52, 54): Ch 1, hdc2tog twice, hdc in each st across, turn—9 (9, 11, 11) hdc.


  Fasten off.


  Join with a sl st in unworked end of Row 38 (40, 42, 44, 46, 48) and repeat Rows 39 (41, 43, 45, 47, 49)—44 (46, 48, 50, 52, 54). Fasten off.

  Seam Bodice


  Lay panels on top of one another. With RS facing, whipstitch together 5 shoulder sts on each shoulder. Whipstitch side seams together from bottom to Row 26. Turn piece RS out.

  Row 3: Ch 1, sc in 1st dc, ch 3, dc in next ch-1 space, *ch 3, skip next 2 dc, sc in space before next dc, ch 3, dc in next ch-1 space; repeat from * across to last 3, ch 3, skip next 2 dc, sc in last dc, turn—34 (37, 39, 42, 45, 47) shells.

  Row 4: Ch 3 (counts as 1st dc), skip next ch-3 space, (2 dc, ch 1, 2 dc) in next dc, *skip next 2 ch-3 spaces, (2 dc, ch 1, 2 dc) in next dc; repeat from * across to last ch-3 space, skip last ch-3 space, dc in last sc, turn—33 (36, 38, 41, 44, 46) shells.

  Round 5: *Sc2tog over next 2 sc (skipping ch), [ch 1, skip 1, sc in next] 8 (9, 10, 11, 12, 13) times, ch 1; repeat from * 3 more times—55 (63, 69, 77, 83, 91) sts.

  Repeat Round 2 without joining, until Sleeve measures 12 in./31 cm.
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  Round 6: *Sc2tog over next 2 sc (skipping ch), [ch 1, skip 1, sc in next] 7 (8, 9, 10, 11, 12) times, ch 1; repeat from * 3 more times—47 (55, 61, 69, 75, 83) sts.


  Repeat Round 2 without joining, until Sleeve measures 15 in./38 cm.


  Round 7: *Sc2tog over next 2 sc (skipping ch), [ch 1, skip 1, sc in next] 6 (7, 8, 9, 10, 11) times, ch 1; repeat from * 3 more times—39 (47, 53, 61, 67, 75) sts.


  Repeat Round 2 without joining, until Sleeve measures 18 in./46 cm.


  Round 8 (Cuff): Sc in each st around continuously until cuff measures ½ (½, 1, 1, 1½, 1½) in./1 (1, 3, 3, 4, 4) cm, sl st in next 3 sts.


  Fasten off.


  Repeat Sleeve for 2nd side.


  Pockets


  Join yarn with sl st to WS of corner of pocket opening.

  Round 4: Sl st in next ch-4 space, ch 1, sc in same space, ch 4, sc in next ch-4 space, *(4 dc, ch 2, 4 dc) in next ch-4 space**, sc in next ch-4 space, ch 4, sc in next ch-4 space; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, sl st to 1st st to join, sl st in next 2 chs of next ch-4 space, turn—11 (13, 14, 15) shells.


  Round 5: Ch 7 (counts as dc, ch-4), dc in same space, ch 4, *dc in next ch-2 space, ch 4**, (dc, ch 4, dc) in next ch-4 space, ch 4; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-7 to join, sl st in next 4 chs of next ch-4 space, turn—33 (39, 42, 45) ch-4 spaces.


  Round 6: Ch 3, (3 dc, ch 2, 4 dc) in same ch-4 space, *sc in next ch-4 space, ch 4, sc in next ch-4 space**, (4 dc, ch 2, 4 dc) in next ch-4 space; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, sl st to top of beginning ch-3 to join, turn—11 (13, 14, 15) shells.
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  Round 7: Sl st in next ch-4 space, ch 7 (counts as dc + ch-4), dc in same space, ch-4, *dc in next ch-2 space, ch 4**, (dc, ch 4, dc) in next ch-4 space, ch 4; repeat from * around, ending last repeat at **, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-7 to join, sl st in next 4 chs, turn—33 (39, 42, 45) ch-4 spaces.


  Round 8: Repeat Round 6.


  Switch to F/5 hook.

  Round 9: Repeat Round 7.

  Round 10: Repeat Round 6.

  Round 11: Repeat Round 7.

  Round 12: Repeat Round 6.

  Round 13: Repeat Round 7.

  Round 14: Repeat Round 6.

  Switch to H/8 hook.

  Round 15: Repeat Round 7.

  Round 16: Repeat Round 6.

  Round 17: Repeat Round 7.

  Round 18: Repeat Round 6.

  Round 19: Repeat Round 7.

  Round 20: Repeat Round 6.


  Fasten off and weave in ends.

  Row 39 (41, 43, 45, 47, 49): Ch 1, sc in 1st, *skip 1, 2 sc in next; repeat from * across to last 2, skip 1, 2 sc in last, turn—19 (21, 23, 25, 27, 29) sc.


  Rows 40 (42, 44, 46, 48, 50)–46 (48, 50, 52, 54, 56): Repeat Row 2.
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  Row 47 (49, 51, 53, 55, 57): Repeat Row 39 (41, 43, 45, 47, 49)—21 (23, 25, 27, 29, 31) sc.


  Rows 48 (50, 52, 54, 56, 58)–54 (56, 58, 60, 62, 64): Repeat Row 2.


  Row 55 (57, 59, 61, 63, 65): Repeat Row 39 (41, 43, 45, 47, 49)—23 (25, 27, 29, 31, 33) sc.


  Rows 56 (58, 60, 62, 64, 66)–62 (64, 66, 68, 70, 72): Repeat Row 2.


  Row 63 (65, 67, 69, 71, 73): Repeat Row 39 (41, 43, 45, 47, 49)—25 (27, 29, 31, 33, 35) sc.


  Rows 64 (66, 68, 70, 72, 74)–70 (72, 74, 76, 78, 80): Repeat Row 2.


  Row 71 (73, 75, 77, 79, 81): Repeat Row 39 (41, 43, 45, 47, 49)—27 (29, 31, 33, 35, 37) sc.


  Size XS Only


  Row 72: Repeat Row 2—27 sc.


  Fasten off.


  Sizes S (M, L) Only


  Rows 74 (76, 78)–76 (80, 84): Repeat Row 2—29 (31, 33) sc.


  Fasten off.


  Sizes XL (2X) Only


  Rows 80 (82)–86 (88): Repeat Row 2—35 (37) sc.

  Row 87 (89): Repeat Row 47 (49)—37 (39) sc.


  Size XL Only


  Row 88: Repeat Row 2—37 sc.


  Fasten off.


  Size 2X Only


  Rows 90–92: Repeat Row 2—39 sc.


  Fasten off.


  All Sizes


  Join yarn with sl st in unworked end of Row 36 (38, 40, 42, 44, 46) and complete Row 37 (39, 41, 43, 45, 47)—72 (76, 80, 84, 88, 92).


  Body


  Round 1: Join yarn with sl st in unworked end of Row 1, ch 24 (30, 36, 42, 48, 54), join with a sc in corner of Row 72 (76, 80, 84, 88, 92) of closest front V-neck panel, *skip 1, 2 sc in next**; repeat from * to ** across, ch 7 (9,11, 13, 11, 13), join with a sc in corner of next front V-neck panel, repeat from * to ** across, ch 24 (30, 36, 42, 48, 54), join with a sc in remaining unworked corner of Row 1, repeat from * to ** across, sl st to 1st sc to join, turn.


  Round 2: Ch 1, sc in next, *skip 1, 2 sc in next; repeat from * around, skip 1, sl st to 1st sc to join, turn.


  Repeat Round 2 until entire piece measures 24½ (24½, 25, 25, 25½, 25½) in./62 (62, 64, 64, 65, 65) cm.


  Sleeves (make 2)


  Ch 55 (61, 67, 73, 79, 85).

  Row 1: Sc in 3rd ch from hook (2 skipped chs count as sc), *skip 1, 2 sc in next; repeat from * across to last 2 chs, skip 1, sc in last, turn—53(59, 65, 71, 77, 83) sc.


  Row 2: Ch 1 (counts as 1st sc), sc in 1st, *skip 1, 2 sc in next; repeat from * across to last 2 sc, skip 1, sc in turning ch, turn—53 (59, 65, 71, 77, 83) sc.


  Rows 3–20 (20, 20, 22, 22, 22): Repeat Row 2.


  Fasten off.


  Row 21 (21, 21, 23, 23, 23): Join yarn with sl st in 12th (14th, 16th, 18th, 20th, 22nd) st, ch 1, sc in same, *skip 1, 2 sc in next; repeat from * across to last 13 (15, 17, 19, 21, 23) sts, skip 1, sc in next, turn—31(33, 35, 37, 39, 41) sc.


  Rows 22 (22, 22, 24, 24, 24)–30 (30, 30, 32, 32, 32): Ch 1 (counts as 1st sc), sc in 1st, *skip 1, 2 sc in next; repeat from * across to last 2, skip 1, sc in turning ch, turn—31 (33, 35, 37, 39, 41) sc.


  Row 31 (31, 31, 33, 33, 33): Ch 1 (counts as 1st sc), sc in 1st, skip 1, sc in next, *skip 1, 2 sc in next; repeat from * across to last 4, skip 1, sc in next, skip 1, sc in last, turn—29 (31, 33, 35, 37, 39) sc.


  Rows 32 (32, 32, 34, 34, 34)–34 (34, 34, 36, 36, 36): Repeat Row 2.


  Row 35 (35, 35, 37, 37, 37): Repeat Row 31 (31, 31, 33, 33, 33)—27 (29, 31, 33, 35, 37) sc.


  Rows 36 (36, 36, 38, 38, 38)–38 (38, 38, 40, 40, 40): Repeat Row 2.


  Row 39 (39, 39, 41, 41, 41): Repeat Row 31 (31, 31, 33, 33, 33)—25 (27, 29, 31, 33, 35) sc.


  Rows 40 (40, 40, 42, 42, 42)–42 (42, 42, 44, 44, 44): Repeat Row 2.


  Row 43 (43, 43, 45, 45, 45): Repeat Row 31(31, 31, 33, 33, 33)—23 (25, 27, 29, 31, 33) sc.


  Rows 44 (44, 44, 46, 46, 46)–46 (46, 46, 48, 48, 48): Repeat Row 2.


  Size S Only


  Row 47: Repeat Row 31—23 sc.

  Row 48: Repeat Row 2.


  Sizes M (L, XL, 2X) Only


  Row 47 (49, 49, 49): Repeat Row 31 (33, 33, 33)—25 (27, 29, 31) sc.


  Rows 48 (50, 50, 50)–50 (52, 52, 52): Repeat Row 2.
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  Size L Only


  Row 53: Repeat Row 33—25 sc.

  Row 54: Repeat Row 2.


  Sizes XL (2X) Only


  Row 53: Repeat Row 33—27 (29) sc.

  Rows 54–56: Repeat Row 2.


  Size 2X Only


  Row 57: Repeat Row 33—27 sc.

  Row 58: Repeat Row 2.


  All Sizes


  Row 47 (49, 51, 55, 57, 59): Ch 1 (counts as 1st sc), sc in 1st, [skip 1, sc in next] twice, *skip 1, 2 sc in next; repeat from * across to last 6, [skip 1, sc in next] 3 times, turn—19 (19, 21, 21, 23, 23) sc.


  Row 48 (50, 52, 56, 58, 60): Repeat Row 47 (49, 51, 55, 57, 59)—15 (15, 17, 17, 19, 19) sc.


  Fasten off.


  Set in sleeve and seam with whipstitch onto armhole starting at shoulder. Stitch down one side and then the other, ending with whipstitch seam under arm. This is WS.


  Neck


  With front RS facing, join yarn with a sl st in bottom middle point of neckhole.


  Round 1: Ch 3 (counts as dc here and throughout), dc in each st and row end around neckhole, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3 to join—106 (114, 122, 130, 134, 142) dc.


  Round 2: Ch 3, FPdc2tog, *dc in next, FPdc around next; repeat from * around to last 3, dc in next, FPdc2tog, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3 to join—104 (112, 120, 128, 132, 140) dc.


  Round 3: Ch 3, FPdc3tog, *dc in next, FPdc around next; repeat from * around to last 4, dc in next, FPdc3tog, sl st to 3rd ch of beginning ch-3 to join—100 (108, 116, 124, 128, 136) dc.


  Round 4: Repeat Round 3—96 (104, 112, 120, 124, 132) dc.


  Fasten off and weave in ends.

  A wardrobe can be polished with a great piece of jewelry, and these crochet motifs are just that! Play with metallic threads, jewel-tone colors, and flashy beads to turn these delicate motifs into a statement piece.

  YARN ALTERNATIVE


  Aunt Lydia’s Classic Crochet Thread Size 10, lace weight #0 thread (100% cotton; 350 yd./320 m per 2.8 oz./80 g ball)


  HOOK & OTHER MATERIALS


  •1.5 mm crochet hook


  •Small yarn needle


  •26 silver beads (⅛ in./3.2 mm– [image: chpt_fig_089] in./4.8 mm)


  GAUGE


  8 dc = 1 in./3 cm

  Gauge is not critical for this project.


  SPECIAL STITCH

  Picot: Ch 3, insert hook back into center of base st, yo, pull through all loops on hook.


  NOTES


  •Ch-1 at beginning of a round does not count as a stitch.


  •Motifs are worked in joined rounds with RS facing throughout.


  •For longer or shorter necklace, increase or decrease final chains as desired.


  •When instructed to “place bead,” slide bead down to hook, then continue with next stitch.

  Small Motif (make 2)


  Make magic ring.


  Round 1: Ch 1, 14 sc in ring, pull ring snug but not too tight, sl st to 1st sc—14 sc.


  Round 2: *Ch 7, skip 1 st, sl st in next; repeat from * around, sl st to 1st ch of beginning ch-7—7 ch-7 spaces.


  Round 3: Ch 1, 9 sc in each ch-7 space around, sl st to 1st sc—63 sc.


  Round 4: Sl st in 1st 5 sts, *ch 9, skip 8 sts, sl st in next; repeat from * around, sl st to 1st ch of beginning ch-9—7 ch-9 spaces.
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  Round 5: (5 sc, picot, 5 sc) in each ch-9 space around, sl st to 1st sc—70 sc, 7 picots.


  Fasten off and weave in ends.


  Large Motif


  Make magic ring.


  Round 1: Ch 1, 14 sc in ring, pull ring snug but not too tight, sl st to 1st sc—14 sc.


  Round 2: Ch 5 (counts as dc, ch-3), skip 1 st, *dc in next, ch 3, skip 1 st; repeat from * around, sl st to 2nd ch of beginning ch-5—7 dc, 7 ch-3 spaces.


  Round 3: Ch 1, *sc in next, (sc, hdc, dc, ch 1, dc, hdc, sc) in ch-3 space, repeat from * around, sl st to 1st sc—49 sts, 7 ch-1 spaces.


  Round 4: Sl st in next 3 sts, ch 1, *sc in next ch-1 space, ch 9; repeat from * around, sl st to 1st sc—7 sc, 7 ch-9 spaces.


  Round 5: Ch 1, 10 sc in each ch-9 space around, sl st to 1st sc—70 sc.


  Round 6: Sl st in next 4 sts, ch 6 (counts as dc, ch-4), skip 2 sts, dc in next, ch 8, skip 6 sts, *dc in next, ch 4, skip 2 sts, dc in next, ch 8, skip 6 sts; repeat from * around, sl st to 2nd ch of beginning ch-6—7 ch-4 spaces, 7 ch-8 spaces.


  Round 7: Ch 1, sc in same st, (4 sc, picot, 4 sc) in ch-8 space, *sc in next, (sc, hdc, dc, hdc, sc) in next ch-4 space, sc in next, (4 sc, picot, 4 sc) in next ch-8 space; repeat from * around, sl st to 1st sc—105 sts, 7 picots.

  Fasten off and weave in ends.


  Assembly


  Slide 3 beads onto working yarn. Join yarn with sl st to outer picot on Small Motif, [ch 1, place bead] 3 times, ch 1, sl st to outer picot on Large Motif, fasten off and weave in ends.


  Repeat to attach 2nd Small Motif to Large Motif, skipping one picot on Large Motif in between chains.


  Necklace Ties


  Slide 10 beads onto working yarn. On Small Motif, skip 1 picot from previous chain made and join yarn with sl st to next picot, [ch 1, place bead] 10 times, ch 100, fasten off and weave in ends.


  Repeat on opposite Small Motif for 2nd Tie.

  13 dc and 6 rows = 4 in./10 cm

  SPECIAL STITCH

  Working into the 3rd loop: The 3rd loop is behind the front and back loops of hdc st. Work as indicated into this loop.

  Rounds 3–4 (4, 5, 5): 3rd loop hdc in each st around—120 (136, 152, 168) hdc.


  Round 5 (5, 6, 6): 3rd loop hdc in each st around, sl st to 3rd loop of 1st st to join—120 (136, 152, 168) hdc.


  Round 6 (6, 7, 7): Ch 3 (counts as 1st dc now and throughout), dc in 3rd loop of next 2 sts, dc in 3rd loop of last st of previous round, *skip 1, dc in 3rd loop of next 3, dc in 3rd loop of skipped st; repeat from * around, sl st to top of ch-3 to join—120 (136, 152, 168) dc.


  Rounds 7 (7, 8, 8)–16 (18, 21, 23): Ch 3, dc in next 2 sts, dc in last st of previous round, *skip 1, dc in next 3 sts, dc in skipped st; repeat from * around, sl st to top of ch-3 to join—120 (136, 152, 168) dc.


  Round 17 (19, 22, 24): Ch 1, hdc in 3rd loop of next 5, 3rd loop hdc2tog, *3rd loop hdc in next 6, 3rd loop hdc2tog; repeat from * around—105 (119, 133, 147) hdc.
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  Round 18 (20, 23, 25): 3rd loop hdc in each st around—105 (119, 133, 147) hdc.


  Round 19 (21, 24, 26): *3rd loop hdc in next 5, 3rd loop hdc2tog; repeat from * around—90 (102, 114, 126) hdc.


  Round 20 (22, 25, 27): 3rd loop hdc in each st around—90 (102, 114, 126) hdc.


  Round 21 (23, 26, 28): *3rd loop hdc in next 4, 3rd loop hdc2tog; repeat from * around—75 (90, 95, 105) hdc.

  Rounds 22 (24, 27, 29)–41 (45, 50, 54): 3rd loop hdc in each st around—75 (90, 95, 105) hdc.


  Round 42 (46, 51, 55): Sl st in 3rd loop of each st around to join—75 (90, 95, 105) sts.


  Fasten off and weave in ends.

  Finishing


  Cut 180 (204, 228, 252) pieces of 16 in./41 cm fringe. *Fold 3 strands in half evenly. With RS facing, insert center fold of strands on bottom edge to inside of capelet, pull ends through center loop, and secure knot; repeat from * in every other st along bottom edge of capelet. Trim as desired.

  Row 10: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 22 sts, turn—22 sl st.


  Row 11: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of each st across, turn.

  Row 12: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, turn—21 sl st.

  Row 13: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of each st across, turn.

  Row 14: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, sl st in BLO of each skipped st to marker at Row 1, turn—27 sl st.

  Row 15: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of 1st st (place marker), sl st in BLO of each st across, turn—27 sl st.


  Rows 16–27: Repeat Rows 2–13.

  Row 28: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, sl st in BLO of each skipped st to marker at Row 15, turn—27 sl st.

  Row 29: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of 1st st (place marker), sl st in BLO of each st across, turn—27 sl st.


  Rows 30–41: Repeat Rows 2–13.

  Row 42: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, sl st in BLO of each skipped st to marker at Row 29, turn—27 sl st.

  Row 43: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of 1st st (place marker), sl st in BLO of each st across, turn—27 sl st.


  Rows 44–55: Repeat Rows 2–13.

Row 56: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, sl st in BLO of each skipped st to marker at Row 43, turn—27 sl st.

Row 57: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of 1st st (place marker), sl st in BLO of each st across, turn—27 sl st.


  Rows 58–69: Repeat Rows 2–13.

Row 70: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, sl st in BLO of each skipped st to marker at Row 57, turn—27 sl st.

Row 71: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of 1st st (place marker), sl st in BLO of each st across, turn—27 sl st.


  Rows 72–83: Repeat Rows 2–13.

Row 84: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, sl st in BLO of each skipped st to marker at Row 71, turn—28 sl st.

Row 85: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of each st across, turn—27 sl st. Fasten off, leaving a 24 in./61 cm tail for sewing. Continue to Seam.


  Adult L


  With L/11 hook, ch 29.

Row 1: Sl st in BLO of 2nd ch from hook (place marker), sl st in BLO of each ch across, turn—28 sl st.


  Row 2 (RS): Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 27 sts, turn—27 sl st.

Row 3: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of each st across, turn.

Row 4: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 26 sts, turn—26 sl st.


  Row 5: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of each st across, turn.

Row 6: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 25 sts, turn—25 sl st.

Row 7: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of each st across, turn.

Row 8: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 24 sts, turn—24 sl st.

Row 9: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of each st across, turn.

Row 10: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 23 sts, turn—23 sl st.

Row 11: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of each st across, turn.

Row 12: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 22 sts, turn—22 sl st.

Row 13: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of each st across, turn.

Row 14: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, turn—21 sl st.

Row 15: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of each st across, turn.

Row 16: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, sl st in BLO of each skipped st to marker at Row 1, turn—28 sl st.

Row 17: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of 1st st (place marker), sl st in BLO of each st across, turn—28 sl st.


  Rows 18–31: Repeat Rows 2–15.

Row 32: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, sl st in BLO of each skipped st to marker at Row 17, turn—28 sl st.

Row 33: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of 1st st (place marker), sl st in BLO of each st across, turn—28 sl st.


  Rows 34–47: Repeat Rows 2–15.

Row 48: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, sl st in BLO of each skipped st to marker at Row 33, turn—28 sl st.

Row 49: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of 1st st (place marker), sl st in BLO of each st across, turn—28 sl st.


  Rows 50–63: Repeat Rows 2–15.
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  Row 64: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, sl st in BLO of each skipped st to marker at Row 49, turn—28 sl st.

Row 65: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of 1st st (place marker), sl st in BLO of each st across, turn—28 sl st.


  Rows 66–79: Repeat Rows 2–15.

Row 80: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, sl st in BLO of each skipped st to marker at Row 65, turn—28 sl st.

Row 81: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of 1st st (place marker), sl st in BLO of each st across, turn—28 sl st.


  Rows 82–95: Repeat Rows 2–15.

Row 96: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of next 21 sts, sl st in BLO of each skipped st to marker at Row 81, turn—28 sl st.

Row 97: Ch 1, sl st in BLO of each st across, turn—28 sl st. Fasten off leaving 24 in./61 cm tail for sewing. Continue to Seam.


  Seam (both sizes)


  With RS facing out, line up first and last rows. With yarn needle and long tail, use preferred sewing method to join the last row to Row 1 (not starting chain). At crown of hat, weave tail evenly around the remaining hole, then cinch closed. Fasten off.


  Button Tab Band (both sizes)


  With RS facing, locate the vertical ribs created by the sl sts. Count 10 ribs to the right of the back seam.


  Row 1 (RS): Using M/13 hook, join yarn with a sl st into V created at end of 10th rib, working into vertical ribs around edge of hat, sl st loosely in next 42 (48) ribs, sl st in same st as 1st st, do not join, then ch 9, turn—44 (50) sl st, 9 chs.

Row 2: Sl st loosely in 2nd ch from hook (place marker) and in remaining 7 chs, sl st loosely in BLO of each st across, turn—52 (58) sl st.


  Row 3: Ch 1, sl st loosely in BLO of next 51 (57) sts, turn—51 (57) sl st.


  Row 4: Ch 1, sl st loosely in BLO of each st across, turn—51 (57) sl st.


  Row 5: Ch 1, sl st loosely in BLO of next 50 (56) sts, turn—50 (56) sl st.


  Row 6: Ch 1 , sl st in BLO of first 2 sts, ch 2, skip 2 sts (buttonhole made), sl st loosely in BLO of each st across, turn—48 (54) sl st, 2 chs.


  Row 7: Ch 1, sl st loosely in BLO of next 49 (55) sts, turn—49 (55) sl st.


  Row 8: Ch 1, sl st loosely in BLO of each st across, turn—49 (55) sl st.


  Row 9: Ch 1, sl st loosely in BLO of next 49 (55) sts, sl st in both loops of each skipped st to marker at Row 2—53 (58) sl st.


  Finishing


  Fasten off and weave in all ends.


  Using a length of yarn and yarn needle, sew button at end of Button Tab Band opposite buttonhole.

  YARN ALTERNATIVE


  Cascade Yarns Magnum, super-bulky weight #6 yarn (100% wool; 123 yd./112 m per 8.8 oz./250 g hank)


  HOOK & OTHER MATERIALS


  •US size P/16 (11.5 mm) crochet hook


  •Yarn needle


  •Measuring tape


  GAUGE


  6 dc and 3 rows = 4 in./10 cm

  Adjust hook size if necessary to obtain gauge.


  SPECIAL STITCH

  v-st: (Dc, ch 3, dc) in indicated st.
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  Instructions


  Ch 20.

  Row 1: Working in back bump of ch, sc in 2nd ch from hook, *ch 2, skip 2 chs, v-st in next ch, ch 2, skip 2, sc in next; repeat from * across, turn—4 sc, 3 ch-3 spaces.


  Row 2: Ch 5, sc in ch-3 space, *ch 2, v-st in sc, ch 2, sc in ch-3 space; repeat from * across to last, dc in last sc, turn—3 sc, 2 ch-3 spaces.


  Row 3: Ch 1, sc in same, ch 2, v-st in sc, ch 2, *sc in ch-3 space, ch 2, v-st in sc, ch 2; repeat from * across, sc in 3rd ch of turning ch-5, turn—4 sc, 3 ch-3 spaces.

  Repeat Rows 2–3 until length reaches 84 in./213 cm.


  Fringe


  Cut 40 pieces of yarn each about 16 in./41 cm long. On Row 1, knot a piece of fringe in each corner and 3 pieces in each ch-2 space. On last row, place a piece of fringe in each corner and 2 pieces in each ch-2 or ch-3 space. Trim fringe even.

  YARN


  Premier Yarns Home Raffia, medium weight #4 yarn (100% cellulose rayon; 99 yd./90 m per 1.41 oz./40 g skein)


  •3 skeins Almond


  YARN ALTERNATIVE


  Universal Yarns Yashi Raffia, medium weight #4 yarn (100% cellulose rayon; 99 yd./90 m per 1.41 oz./40 g skein)


  HOOK & OTHER MATERIALS


  •US size H/8 (5 mm) crochet hook


  •Stitch marker


  •Yarn needle


  GAUGE


  13 hdc and 8 rows = 4 in./10 cm

  Adjust hook size if necessary to obtain gauge.


  SPECIAL STITCHES

  v-st: (hdc, ch 1, hdc) in indicated space.


  Working into the 3rd loop: The 3rd loop is behind the front and back loops of hdc st. Work as indicated into this loop.


  NOTES


  •The pattern is worked from crown to brim. The crown is worked in continuous rounds. Use a stitch marker to mark 1st st of each round.


  •When working the crown, insert hook into the BLO and the 3rd loop of the hdc st. The 3rd loop is located behind the hdc st and just below the back loop. By working through both of these loops, the piece will have more stability with the same great texture of working in BLO.


  •Pattern is written for size S, with adjustments for size L in parentheses.
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  Instructions


  Ch 2.


  Round 1: 9 hdc in 2nd ch from hook—9 hdc.


  Work each hdc in BLO and 3rd loop through Round 14.

  Round 2: 2 hdc in each st around—18 hdc.


  Round 3: *Hdc in next, 2 hdc in next; repeat from * around—27 hdc.


  Round 4: *Hdc in next 2, 2 hdc in next; repeat from * around—36 hdc.


  Round 5: *Hdc in next 3, 2 hdc in next; repeat from * around—45 hdc.


  Round 6: *Hdc in next 4, 2 hdc in next; repeat from * around—54 hdc.


  Round 7: *Hdc in next 5, 2 hdc in next; repeat from * around—63 hdc.


  Round 8 (size S only): Hdc in each st around—63 hdc.

  Round 8 (size L only): *Hdc in next 13, 2 hdc in next; repeat from * around—67 hdc.


  Rounds 9–13: Hdc in each st around—63 (67) hdc.


  Round 14: Hdc in each st around, join—63 (67) hdc.

  Round 15: Ch 1, sc in same, 2 sc in next, *sc in next, 2 sc in next; repeat from * around to last, sc in last, join—94 (100) hdc.


  Round 16: Ch 3, hdc in same (counts as v-st now and throughout), skip 1, *v-st, skip 1; repeat from * around, join to 2nd ch of beginning ch-3—47 (50) v-sts.

  Round 17 (size S only): Ch 3, hdc in same, v-st in 1st hdc of next 7 v-sts, skip ch-1 space, v-st in next hdc, *v-st in 1st hdc of next 8 v-sts, skip ch-1 space, v-st in next hdc; repeat from * around, v-st in 1st hdc of last 7 v-sts, join to 2nd ch of beginning ch-3—52 v-sts.

  Round 17 (size L only): Ch 3, hdc in same, v-st in 1st hdc of next 8 v-sts, skip ch-1 space, v-st in next hdc, *v-st in 1st hdc of next 9 v-sts, skip ch-1 space, v-st in next hdc; repeat from * around, v-st in 1st hdc of last 5 v-sts, join to 2nd ch of beginning ch-3—55 v-sts.

  Round 18: Ch 3, hdc in same, v-st in 1st hdc of each v-st around, join to 2nd ch of beginning ch-3—52 (55) v-sts.

  Round 19: Repeat Round 18.

  Round 20 (size S only): Ch 3, hdc in same, v-st in 1st hdc of next 7 v-sts, skip ch-1 space, v-st in next hdc, *v-st in 1st hdc of next 8 v-sts, skip ch-1 space, v-st in next hdc; repeat from * around, v-st in 1st hdc of last 3 v-sts, join to 2nd ch of beginning ch-3—58 v-sts.

  Round 20 (size L only): Ch 3, hdc in same, v-st in 1st hdc of next 8 v-sts, skip ch-1 space, v-st in next hdc, *v-st in 1st hdc of next 9 v-sts, skip ch-1 space, v-st in next hdc; repeat from * around, v-st in 1st hdc of last 10 v-sts, join to 2nd ch of beginning ch-3—60 v-sts.

  Rounds 21–22: Repeat Round 18—58 (60) v-sts.


  Round 23: Ch 1 (not a st), 3 sc in each ch-1 space around, join to 1st sc—180 sc.


  Fasten off and weave in ends.


  Finishing


  Reattach yarn with sl st at back of hat at Round 14. Surface sl st over each hdc st around, creating a small braid detail to hat.

  Fasten off and weave in ends.
