How to read the instructions

Valley fold

Fold toward yourself.

Black arrowhead
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Mountain fold

Fold away from yourself.

White arrowhead
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Make a crease
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Fold the paper once, and then return it to the original position (leaving a crease).
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X-ray View
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The result of a mountain fold.
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What is shown when part of a fold line is obscured by a superimposed flap.



Turn the paper over
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Change the orientation

Rotate the paper.
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The degree of rotation will vary.
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Following diagrams are scaled up
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This symbol indicates that the following diagrams are shown larger, for ease of comprehension.

Following diagrams are scaled down
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This symbol indicates that the following diagrams are shown smaller, to show more of the model.

Fold in equal portions
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This symbol means that two parts should be the same width.
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The example above calls for folding the paper into equal thirds.

Inside reverse fold
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Fold the tip of the paper inward.

Outside reverse fold
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Fold the tip of the paper outward.

Fold a fraction of a given distance
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Bisect an angle

Two parts have the same angle.
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Make a crease that bisects the angle—in this example, fold line B to line A.

Change your point of view
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This symbol indicates that you should change your perspective before moving on to the next diagram.







Part 1

Origami Animal Boxes from One Sheet

These are paper animals that you can make with a single sheet of origami paper. We’ll start by making the body by folding, unfolding, and making creases on the paper (precreasing).

Chunky Whale
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A whale that swims with its little tail.
 We’re going to fold the body, and then fold its flippers and flukes.

Just keep swimming, just keep swimming….

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Valley fold and unfold edge to edge both ways, but don’t crease the middle. Turn the paper over.

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Turn the paper over and rotate it.

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Fold into thirds.

Use the creases you made in steps 1, 4 and 6 to fold three-dimensionally.
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Raise the little triangular flaps. View from the side.
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Refold the creases from step 12. Perform steps 20–25 on both sides simultaneously.
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Fold the protruding triangular flap.
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Fold up the flap.
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Tuck the flap inside.
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Tuck the triangular flap inside.
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Fold down the fin.
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Fold down the tail using the creases from steps 16 and 17.
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Sharpen the creases along the top.
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Outside reverse fold.
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Inside reverse fold.
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Spread open the flukes.
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Fold the corner of the tail inside to narrow it.
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You’re done!









Penguin Chick
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We’ll make the head tilt back a little, and fold the little feet out to the sides. It’s easy to imagine this penguin chick waddling around.

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Refold the crease that you made in step 10.

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Valley fold.
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Tilt the head back by folding along the crease you made in steps 10 and 11.
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Fold the corner at the back of the head inside on a slightly diagonal line.
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Fold the wings and legs to the side.
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You’re done!
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How to fold paper into thirds
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Fold the circles together.
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Alternate method
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Fold the paper into an S-shape and press flat.
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Cubic Cat
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The facial expressions will subtly change in charming ways with each adorable model you fold.

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Using the creases you made in steps 1, 4 and 6, make the model 3D by pinching the corners.
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Turn the model to view it from the side.
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Fold the ears.
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Unfold.
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Lift one flap.
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Convert 4 valley folds into mountain folds, and then lower the flap.
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Open out the back of the ear to the inside.
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Fold the bottom corner to touch the top edge.
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Fold down the corner of the flap about 1/3 of the way to the folded edge to form the nose.
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Fold the nose in half behind.
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Fold and unfold to crease the cheeks. These are approximate folds.
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Fold the ears outward. Lift up the cheek flaps from step 25 and squash.

Convert the valley folds around the muzzle into a mountain folds, and tuck the cheeks behind.
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Fold back the sides of the face along vertical lines.
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View from the side.

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Swing the hind legs back.
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Fold the hind legs forward while pulling the tail up. The creases made in steps 9 and 10 will enable the tail to take shape.
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Pull out the paper from inside the hind leg (repeat on the other side).
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Inside reverse fold the tail.
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Using the crease from step 13, fold back the front leg (repeat on the other side).
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Spread the hind legs and adjust the angle of the tail, the cat can stand on its hind legs and tail.

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Boxy Collie
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A collie with pointy nose.
 The tip of the nose is outside reverse folded for a color change.

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Fold the head down. Don’t fold the outside of the ear.
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Step 25 complete.
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Fold up the tip of the nose.
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Fold inside.
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Lift up again.
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Fold the mouth carefully.
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Make mountain fold creases as shown.
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Fold the hind legs forward. Repeat behind.
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Lift the tail up along the creases you made in steps 9 and 11.
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Pull out the paper in the hind leg. Repeat behind.
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Fold the tip of the hind leg inside. Repeat behind.
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Make a pinch mark on the front leg. Repeat behind.
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Make a valley fold crease from the bottom of the ear to the mark made in step 36. Repeat behind.

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Afghan Hound in the Round
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The first part is the same as folding the Boxy Collie.
 Put clips or other small objects in the recess in its back.

Origami Animal Boxes from Two Sheets

We will use two square origami papers to make the top and bottom halves of these animals. For models with small folds in tight areas, take your time to carefully make one fold at a time.
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Husky-Tusky Elephant
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Hefty Hippos A & B
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Big Orca
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French Bulldog
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Box Dragons A & B
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Stash-a-lot Cachalot Whale
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Angular Anglerfish









Husky-Tusky Elephant

This project has top and bottom halves.
 We’ll fold tusks into the bottom half, and the trunk into the top half.

Look at my powerful trunk!
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Top half

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Valley fold and unfold edge to edge both ways, but don’t crease the middle. Turn the paper over.




2
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Valley fold three corners and mountain fold the remaining corner to the middle. Rotate the paper.




3
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Unfold the top flap.
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Valley fold and unfold into thirds.
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Valley fold and unfold into thirds. Turn the paper over.
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Make a valley fold crease.




7
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Valley fold and unfold along the indicated lines.
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Fold along the crease you made in step 6.
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Fold along the crease you made in step 2.
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Fold here in a pinching motion.
 Fold perpendicularly using the creases you made in steps 4 and 5.
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View from the bottom.
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Fold one corner into the other.
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View from the left.
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Pull the head up using the crease you made in step 7.
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Mountain fold a shallow crease along the front legs.
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Fold the trunk carefully so its angles aren’t sharp.
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Fold the tail toward the body. Fold the ears forward. Fold the trunk back.
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You’re done with the top half!



Bottom half
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Valley fold and unfold edge to edge both ways.
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Valley fold three corners and mountain fold the remaining corner to the middle. Rotate the paper.
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Valley fold and unfold into thirds.
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Valley fold and unfold into thirds.
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Valley fold the tip of the flap.
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Valley fold narrow edge of the flap to meet the top edge.
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Turn the paper over left to right.
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Unfold the bottom flap.
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Only crease the diagonals to the indicated points.
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Fold the left and right parts along the creases you made in step 27.

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Collapse the upper portion.
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View from the top. Rotate the paper.
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Fold the tusks from the left and right.
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Fold the tusk flaps down.
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Fold the tusks inward to make it thinner, however don’t make the tips sharp.
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You’re done with the bottom half!

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Hefty Hippos A & B
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The top halves of both hippos are the same, however the jaw of A is angled down, and that of B is angled up.

I have a lot of hip hippo friends!

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Fold and unfold corner to corner both ways. Turn the paper over.

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Valley fold and unfold the paper into thirds.

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Unfold the top and bottom flaps.
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Fold as shown.

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Fold the top portion down.
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Fold a portion back up.

Bottom half of Hefty Hippo A
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Fold and unfold edge to edge both ways.
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Fold the corners to the middle.
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Valley fold and unfold the paper into thirds.
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Valley fold and unfold the paper into thirds.
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Fold along the creases you made in steps 36 and 37.
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Fold the left and right flaps to the outside folded edges.
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Make a valley fold crease in the top layer.
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Fold along the angle bisectors.
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Unfold.
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Fold the outside top corners behind.
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Unfold.
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Mountain fold the creases you made in steps 35, 36, 37 and 40.
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Valley fold the creases you made in step 34 (in the circled areas only).
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Valley fold and unfold along the angle bisectors.
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Fold along the creases you made in steps 45 and 46, pulling it toward the center.
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Fold half of the back side inside.
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Fold both sides toward the middle using the creases you made in steps 45 and 47 to form the jaw.
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Fold half the lower jaw toward the middle using the crease you made in step 40.
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Assemble the halves.
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Fold along the crease you made in step 31 and insert the tab of the upper part into the pocket of the lower part. Repeat behind.
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Fold the base of the jaw. Repeat behind.
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You’re done!



Bottom half of Hefty Hippo B
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Follow instructions for the bottom half of Hefty Hippo A until step 39. Unfold in 3 places.
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Valley fold and unfold.

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Unfold the last part

Make creases where indicated. Open the bottom flap.
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Mountain fold the sides away from you. View from the side.
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Lift the lower jaw using the creases you made in steps 57 and 58. Repeat on the other side.
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Fold to lock the lower jaw in place. Repeat behind.
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Fold the corner inside. Repeat behind.
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Fold along the creases you made in steps 45 and 46, collapsing the form toward the center.
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Fold half of the back side inside.
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Assemble the pieces.
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Fold along the crease you made in step 31 and insert the tabs of the upper part into the pocket of the lower part. Repeat behind.
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Fold the base of the jaw inside.
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Repeat behind.

Big Orca
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We’ll fold the top and bottom parts separately, and then assemble them so the jaws meet. The distinctively large dorsal fin looks great!

I play in the “orca-stra!”
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Make creases from edge to edge both ways. Turn the paper over.

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Fold three corners to the middle.
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Make diagonal valley fold creases on the sides of the unfolded corner. Turn the paper over and rotate it.
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Fold into thirds, however don’t fold the triangular flaps underneath.
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Unfold.
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Fold into thirds.
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Unfold.
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Make creases only on the layered portions.
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Fold the flaps outward.
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Unfold.
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Transform segments of the creases you made in step 4.
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Valley fold on the angle bisectors.
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Mountain fold on the angle bisectors.
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Valley fold and unfold.
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Mountain fold between the indicated points.
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Fold the sides toward the middle using the creases you made in steps 11 and 13.

Fold from the center to the left and right.
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Fold on the crease you made in step 6.
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Make valley fold creases along the folded triangle.

Top half
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Make creases from edge to edge both ways, but don’t crease the middle.
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Fold the corners to the middle in alternating mountain and valley folds.
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Unfold one corner. Rotate the paper.
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Make a valley fold crease up to the point indicated by the circle.
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Fold into thirds, allowing the triangular flaps to come out from behind.
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Valley fold.
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Unfold.
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Open.
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Turn over.
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Valley fold on the angle bisector.
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Fold one quarter of the indicated span.
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Repeat steps 39–41 on the other side.
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Fold along the crease you made in step 35.
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Fold along the angle bisectors.
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Fold the creases you made in steps 33 and 44 in a pinching motion (rabbit ear).
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Fold the triangular flap to the other side.

Front half
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Make creases from edge to edge both ways, but don’t crease the middle. Turn over.
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Fold the corners to the center.
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Unfold one corner.
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Make a pinch mark.
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Fold the corner to the mark.
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Fold again. Rotate.
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Valley fold along the angle bisector.
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Unfold.
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Repeat steps 29 and 30 on the other side.
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Refold the creases from steps 29 and 31 at the same time.
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The middle will appear like this.

Pull the flap out from behind and fold.
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Fold down the flap.
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Fold the tip inward.

Connect the back and front halves
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Tuck the triangular flap that’s on the back of the front half inside the pocket on the front of the back half.
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Fold the sandwiched triangle forward to Make the front legs.
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Make a crease about ⅓ to ½ of the distance from the tip of the flap.
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Inside reverse fold along the crease from step 47.
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Fold the cheek back.
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Roll the ears so the existing crease comes to lie against the edge of the cheek. Crease only to the part where the front legs and the cheek meet.
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Fold the cheek into the front leg.
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Spread the ear outward a little. Repeat steps 47–52 on the other side.
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You’re done!
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Reverse the paper in step 1 to make contrasting French Bulldogs.
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Box Dragons A & B
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Both dragons have the same folds for the head and wings, but the legs are different. We will assemble the body and head, and the wings.

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Valley fold and unfold edge to edge.
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Fold to the center.
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Crease.

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Box Dragon A is complete.
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Body of Box Dragon B
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Start from step 38 on page 48. Fold the bottom flap as shown. Turn the paper over.
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Refold the corner toward the center, but leave the fold from step 59 in place.
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Mountain fold and unfold.
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Fold the tip of the flap up to the folded edge.
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Mountain fold and unfold.
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Valley fold both layers on the angle bisectors.
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Valley fold and unfold between the indicated points on the top layers only.
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Install creases to form the lower jaw.
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Valley fold and unfold both layers along the angle bisectors.
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Valley fold and unfold both layers along the angle bisectors.
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Use the creases from steps 34, 61 and 63 to fold three-dimensionally.
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View from the side.
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Pull the lower jaw up.
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Pull the front leg up using the creases from steps 31 and 64. Repeat behind.
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Fold the hind leg using the crease from step 65 while adjusting the front leg a little. Repeat behind.
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Create a small angled pleat in the hind leg, and then refold the front leg. Repeat behind.
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Fold the front leg up while squashing part of the back. Repeat behind.
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Using the creases from steps 31 and 68, pull the tail as shown. Change the crease you made in step 31 to a valley fold. Repeat behind.
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Narrow the tail by folding inside. Repeat behind. Rotate the model.
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The body of Box Dragon B is complete.
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Mount the head and wings on the body. (If the parts won’t stay together, use a little glue to secure them.)
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Box Dragon B is complete.
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You’re done!









Stash-a-lot Cachalot Whale
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We will fold the upper half like a boat with tail flukes, and fold both upper and lower halves the same width.

Whale, whale, whale… what do we have here?
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Bottom half
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Valley fold and unfold corner to corner.
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Fold three corners to the center. Rotate the paper.
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Valley fold and unfold into thirds.
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Fold up one third of the bottom portion.
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Valley fold as shown.
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Unfold the flap.
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Mountain fold and unfold on the angle bisectors.
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Unfold.

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Refold the creases you made in step 3.
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Valley fold and unfold to the indicated points.

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Valley fold and unfold the tip only.
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Fold the left and right upper portions toward the center using the creases made in steps 5, 7 and 10.
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Fold inside. View from the side.
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The lower half is complete.

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Valley fold and unfold between the indicated points.
