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Introduction
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Bathrooms have experienced a progressive transformation over time because of lifestyle changes that have elevated the bathroom to a place of importance in our homes. Attitude changes toward privacy have also contributed to this transformation. Nowadays, bathrooms are far more than merely functional rooms tucked away in a gloomy corner of the house. They are bright spaces as stylish as they are utilitarian, opening up to adjacent bedrooms and dressing rooms.

Style and technology pair with the daily rituals of bathing and grooming to create a relaxing atmosphere. Bathrooms are getaways that have the power of revitalizing and soothing body and soul. Also, like any other room in the house, the bathroom reflects personality and lifestyle.

Vintage bathroom fittings are a popular trend. The appeal might have to do with glamour and nostalgia. Pedestal sinks, Venetian mirrors and enameled cast-iron tubs take center stage in renovated early twentieth-century spaces. The more contemporary bathroom style features streamlined fittings carved in stone and marble, made of ceramic, and fabricated in high-quality recycled plastic and translucent resin.

Fittings are important elements in a bathroom, generally setting the style of the room and creating focal points. They are displayed as pieces of contemporary art in rooms that are increasingly larger to accommodate spa-like amenities challenging the notion of privacy.

Privacy is a value that has also changed over the years. It’s not so much a matter of hiding ourselves from others, but about shielding ourselves from the outside frenzy. On the other hand, it is not surprising to find a tub right by a floor-to-ceiling window. It seems as if there is a growing interest in having in the bathroom what we have always wanted in the living room: views. New bathrooms often include large windows offering expansive views over a natural landscape or over a city’s skyline—way high up in a tower—only to expose occupants to lots of natural light and maybe to birds.

Spa Bath Retreat

The design concept for the renovation of a master en suite bathroom is one of elegant form and fine detailing. With an eye toward maximizing the existing area, this renovation optimizes underutilized adjoining spaces. This master en suite incorporates classic and timeless elements with today’s approach to the ultimate retreat, including all the amenities of a luxury spa.
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Semi-precious octagon white Calacatta marble mosaics, framed with St. Laurent Brown Marble Mosaic, Carrara Brick Marble and polished chrome fittings are set amid a sculptural architectural envelope of wall covering, crown molding and millwork.
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No sacrifices here since this bath is complete with simple yet elegant detailing and unique material combinations.
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Partitions offer privacy between the toilet area, the vanity and the shower. Partitions can also add architectural interest and improve the proportions of an awkwardly long and narrow bathroom.
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Refined Elegance

This bathroom renovation started out with a color scheme. It’s not always that simple, even though we all wish it would be. The design team combined a few other basic elements, which ultimately set the tone for a bathroom of sophisticated elegance and simplistic flair. The long mirror over the vanity and the chrome plumbing fixtures add brightness for a final touch.
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Sometimes it is as simple as finding the perfect light fixture or hardware to come up with a design concept. Once you have a clear picture in mind, you are ready to start.
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A marble mosaic rug in gray tones is the focal point of this bathroom. The selection of natural stone was critical to carry the design to the walls and to the Calacatta countertop.







Glass Bathroom Walls

This project comprises a complete renovation of an existing apartment unit. The plan was to create an open and light-filled space. By making much more efficient use of the space (for example, by eliminating the extra flight of stairs that existed originally and reduced circulation space), the architects are able to accommodate the entire plan by making the spaces wider, more open and ample feeling.
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Partitions of transparent or opaque glass help create airy light-filled bathrooms that feel spacious. For instance, Bryant Street Loft has a glass wall between the bath and the sleeping area.

This unusual two-thirds master bath is without a toilet, those facilities being just down the hall. Understated classic fittings, finishes and decorative motifs —like the beautiful mosaic tile carpet in the shower—are arranged in a modernist and minimalist manner, with clean planes, recessed lighting, and a minimum of fuss.
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Combining classic fittings and finishes with modern, clean, open spaces makes a comfortable, functional and beautiful bathroom.
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Mosaic Feature Wall

A crisp and contemporary style is achieved through the use of clean lines and sleek finishes. Limestone mosaic floor and wall tile, fish-scale mosaic feature wall and high-gloss gray vanity combine with chrome fittings. The fish-scale mosaic feature wall in the shower area draws the eye to connect all of the colors in the space for a harmonious and serene atmosphere.
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A frameless shower enclosure and a wall-hung vanity are good ideas to keep in mind when dealing with small bathrooms. These details will help create an airy feeling.

To keep an airy feeling amid dark finishes, the walls are wrapped in the same tile treatment except for the feature wall in the shower, which makes an instant focal point.
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Bubbly Waters

Timeless neutral tones of gray are the focus in this bathroom, with attention to detail through pattern and texture. These elements are layered to create a sense of depth. Natural-stone wall tiles with wavy patterns and mosaic tiles featuring circular designs that resemble bubbly waters provide a spa-like atmosphere. Natural and artificial lighting combine to complete this relaxing setting.
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You don’t need to give up on the idea of having a tub in your small bathroom. A combo shower/tub unit provides the benefits of both in a compact footprint.
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Ambient lighting is provided through the use of reflection with a mirrored skirt tub with a door as well as a backlit mirror over the vanity. 







Spa-like Bathrooms

A period restoration of a mid-century house occupied by a young family was not the desired look. Instead, it was reconfigured to suit the family’s lifestyle and fitted out with contemporary furnishings and finishes. The conversion of the third floor into a master suite highlights an original ribbon window with walnut wainscoting and a walk-through dressing room.
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Color and light enhance a design highlighting materials and textures. Moreover, light coves visually create the illusion of larger spaces as shown in these photographs.
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The powder rooms located on the second floor (left page) and on the ground floor (right page) feature floating vanities and natural stone in line with the materials used in the master bathroom on the third floor.
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A second bathroom on the third floor is for a young family member. It has its own playful style featuring deep nooks above the tub and colorful details such as the shower handset.

Colorful tile, wall to wall across the floor of this bathroom and shower, is all the decoration needed, tying the whole space together. Another splash of color in a band of the tile up the wall sets off the sculptural tub. Classic cement tile comes in a multitude of designs, whether modern reproductions or salvaged originals.
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Late nineteenth-/early twentieth-century cement tile was made in a plethora of colorful designs, but often in a uniform size, allowing mixing and matching.





Soothing Symmetry

Very symmetrical and simple—the tub of this master bathroom sits centered in front of a cedar-planked wall framed on each side by matching frosted-glass doors, with the toilet compartment on one side and the shower on the other. A custom-made vanity with open shelves and a natural stone countertop stands opposite the wall, creating a balanced composition for a calming atmosphere.
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Natural wood elements tie the design of the bathroom together. The simple design emphasizes the spaciousness and makes the most of natural light.
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Industrial Charm

The rough brick-and-steel trusses of this old industrial building are left exposed, along with hefty pipes, providing contrast to the smooth new finishes of tile, porcelain and polished stone. The heavily grained wood of the cabinets and mirrors hearkens back to the rough industrial character of the original building, tying the space together.
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The use of varied materials can feel busy or cluttered. But keeping them in a limited color range, as shown in the powder room at the entry level (left) and in the master bathroom at the upper level (right), can bring it all together.

Asked to design a “Jack & Jill” bedroom with bathroom connector on the top floor of a large San Francisco home, the architects began with the notion of the rooms as dream-like abstracted landscape. They called the rooms “Fogscape” and “Cloudscape” based on the inspiration taken from the fog that rolls into San Francisco.
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Adjacent rooms can be provided with their individual identity without compromising the homogeneity of the overall design.
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Fogscape includes a rolling wall revealing either a desk or Murphy bed and Cloudscape features the architects’ own designs: Stones Table© and custom Clouds wallpaper.





Portsea

A luxury bathroom is finished in a cool slate gray with warm, natural wood details. A large window makes the space naturally bright, while recessed lighting and pendants round off the design of this bathroom. These pendants cast wallpaper-like shadows on the walls, adding visual interest. Undercounter lighting highlights the wood wall and makes the vanity look like it floats.

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In frame walls, the depth of the wall can be utilized for shallow built-in storage or shelves. These shelves are finished to match the vanity.

The yin is a big, shiny, liquid blue agate wall that backstops the “wet” areas of shower and bath. On its backside, in the adjacent space, is its yang: a textured woven-looking wall of wood. A clever detail is the cantilevered white boxes that form the vanity when set in two rows, or a long low cabinet/window seat when set in just one row. Glass, transparency and openness are this bath’s theme.
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The space on one side of the wall is cool and aqueous. On the other side, the space is warm and earthy. It’s all in the selection of colors and materials.
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One side of the shower can be left open, dispensing with the need of a door if there is enough space for a little splashing before water reaches permeable surfaces.
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Craftsman Modern

This bathroom is centered on a wide window, with the tub dead-center beneath its sill and the vanities flanking each side. The shower and toilet-stalls form bookend glass cubes between which one must pass to approach the window. The only off-center element is a tiled cube bench intersected by the glass shower partition. Lots of storage is offered in the vanities and at the back wall.
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Night and day views between the glass enclosed shower and toilet stalls to the garden window can be enjoyed. Frosting of the glass provides a little privacy at the shower stall.
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There are two other bathrooms in this house, which are more utilitarian, but they borrow some of the glamour of the master bath by repeating its finishes and details.

This dressing room attached to the bathroom is a contrast to the light-filled bathroom. The chandelier marks the crossing of the axis of the closet and the entry from the bathroom. 







Sea Foam

As you enter this master bathroom you pass between walls of glass enclosing the shower and toilet compartments. Glass is again the finish in the form of a floor-to-ceiling mirror along one entire wall—frameless like the partitions. The powder room is a variation on the same theme. The walls, painted in sofa white or lined in a sea foam green tile work, echo the green glass of all the partitions and mirrors.
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The use of horizontal alignment of the vanity counter and the wide windowsill cabinet help bring visual order to the space.
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Jewel-Box

In this jewel-box of a bathroom, the designer has used some very strikingly veined statuary marble and laid it out so that the entire room, floors and walls, is one giant book-matched pattern. The pattern is centered on both the vanity and the tub. Deeply recessed ledges at the tub, vanity, toilet and shower set up another pattern, which breaks the marble veining.
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Whenever you use large slabs of patterned stone you must always carefully select the location of each piece of stone according to its pattern and color.
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The designer recommends that you “ask for an anti-slip finish to be applied on a polished marble floor as it can be very slippery when wet.”
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St. Pancras

These two marble-clad bathrooms are on the lower floor and top of a grand, three-story urban apartment. The richly veined marble covers both the walls and floor and is reflected and refracted—multiplied—in planes of reflective glass and frameless mirrors, making it by far the dominant element. Large mirror-door upper cabinets in both bathrooms provide ample storage.
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A limited palette of materials will assure a unified look. Here we have only stone, glass/mirror, wood, white porcelain fixtures and chrome fittings.

This bathroom flows into the master suite through a large sliding wall. Both bedroom and bath share a continuous brick wall. Very large, flat porcelain slabs on the floor contrast with the small-scale texture of the white subway tile walls. Two centered cross axes are defined in this simple square room by a large window and tub centered on one wall and the vanity and mirror on another.

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A big sliding wall as the door to the bathroom in a master suite allows the spaces to flow together most of the time, while still letting the bathroom be closed off when needed.

An elegant and relaxed bathroom needs a little space. Do not overfill the room. Allow the fixtures to “float” and the space to flow around them.
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Two wood-lined niches flanking the vanity and a third with a mirror above the sink add visual depth to the space and reinforce the axis that connects the bathroom with the bedroom.

In these two small bathrooms the detached planes of walls, ceilings and floors float past each other, never quite touching. These disjointed planes, rendered in contrasting materials, suggest a continuation of the space flowing beyond the walls, which helps these small spaces feel just a little less constricted. Garden-like materials, wood deck planks and river rocks, enhance this feeling.
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Breaking apart the planes of walls, floors and ceilings helps small spaces feel larger and provide troughs for hidden, indirect lighting. The river rocks are a creative touch.

A sliding glass wall between the master bathroom and bedroom allows this bathroom to feel big and open, and be flooded with natural light from the high clerestory windows in the bedroom. It also allows the tub to give on to a cozy fireplace in the master bedroom suite. The vanity is carved out of a very practical wall of storage.
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The very domestic and refined finishes used throughout the bathroom and bedroom contrast with the industrial look of this building’s exposed structure.
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A built-in wall of storage around and under the vanity can provide a lot of space for all those little things that are often hard to find a place for. The cabinets are very shallow, allowing easy access to everything.
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Bathroom on a Stream

The house consists of two parts: the day areas such as the dining room, kitchen, living room and entrance veranda are separated from the master bedroom by a bridge that spans the stream. As monolithic as it looks from outside, the interior is spacious and luminous. Every section of the house, including the bathroom, is oriented to make full use of the views.
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Concrete is a porous material that needs to be sealed, especially when used in wet areas. If left untreated, moisture will stain its surface and encourage the growth of mildew.
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Ozone Bathroom

Travertine is the dominant material throughout this master suite with wood and white ceramic accents. This limited palette of finishes allows the forms to find their voice. Less is always more. The wavy veins of this stone and its neutral range of light browns with a subtle yellowish tinge make for an elegant yet relaxed bathroom that reminds one of the warm sandy beaches of western Australia.
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The use of stone in the bathroom is not limited to the floor. It’s all in the selection of the stone and its installation. Travertine, like any type of stone with venation, can be cut along or across the grain.
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Stealthy Skin

The master bathroom shows a calming palette with a pale silvery gray-green as a neutral backdrop for occasional stealthy touches of ornamental tiles that were placed by the client. Views are maximized through strategic placement of windows and mirrors. The custom ebonized-walnut vanity provides a visual anchor, while the Carrara marble adds subtle natural patterning.
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Dark wooden cabinetry is an elegant contrast to white marble and light colored tile, which can be used to set the mood for the rest of the colors in your bathroom.
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Silvery Gray

Rich materials used in a creative way make this a sumptuous bathroom, rendered in whites, grays and silvery metallic finishes. It’s often the little details that count: repeating the silver mosaic tile on a backsplash band, or the clever marble herringbone on the floor. Two other bathrooms in this same house show a similar attention to detail.
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Use materials in surprising ways. Here, a glamorous freestanding bathtub is centered in front of a tile framed mirror and opposite two “campagne” chests. All three elements are custom-made.
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Back-painted glass tiles add texture and depth to the walls of a small shower stall, catching the light and scattering it. They are available in any imaginable color.
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Updating a powder room or a bathroom can be as easy as covering the walls with some stylish wallpaper. Nowadays you’ll find wallpaper that is tough enough to withstand humid conditions.
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Carrara marble stands out nearly anywhere in the bathroom. Install it on vanity tops, floors, walls, tub decks and in the shower. Use it sparingly or generously depending on the look you seek.
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Glen Rising Bathrooms

Live greenery was cultivated into the bathing areas to enliven the space while maintaining tranquility and privacy.

A spa-like steam shower is perhaps the perfect way to relax and replenish after a long workday. Many steam shower systems offer body massage jets: a temptation hard to resist.
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While wood paneling isn’t usually recommended in bathrooms, it is however perfectly suitable in powder rooms as long you keep moisture away.
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Every bathroom in the house is different with assorted exotic woods and different kinds of stone. Some washbasins are cast resin, others are hewn from rock.





Pop-up

This project presented the challenge of creating a larger and more usable master suite in an existing two-story house. A portion of the 45-degree roof was removed to create a “pop-up,” producing space for an expanded master suite, adding square footage without changing the footprint of the house. New skylights and transom panels allow abundant daylight without compromising privacy.
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The new bathroom features a separate toilet compartment, dual showers, separate soaking tub area and double vanity with ample storage.
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Bamboo paneling in the tub area adds sensory richness for leisurely soaks.
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Glazed ceramic tiles come in an endless array of styles, sizes, colors and textures. The glazing is a strong non-porous coating that won’t fade from sunlight and is stain-, scratch- and fire- resistant.
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When it comes to choosing a finish for your bathroom floor, make sure you pick one that won’t be slippery and won’t scratch easily. Glazed ceramic tile is not recommended.

This unique home embodies the perfect balance of open public and tranquil private spaces. The design of the master bathroom is only part of a larger project consisting of the transformation of an outdated and dark penthouse into a sophisticated, yet relaxed home with inviting living spaces for entertaining as well as comfortable and soothing private areas.
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The use of natural materials such as mafi timber, sisal carpet, Carrara marble, beechwood stone, leather, felt and linen ensures a modern, simple and elegant home.
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A sheer curtain can be a creative design solution to add privacy and soften spaces. Stylish, convenient and even economical, it can easily transform spaces.

Hampstead Bathroom

Planes of rich, dark materials, stone and wood, float past each other separated by deep troughs that allow for pleasant indirect lighting. Very careful attention to detail and to the alignment of joints and planes is what makes this bathroom feel so refined and comfortable. Open shelving niches serve for both display and storage.
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The master bathroom was designed to create an oasis of sophisticated elegance and bring together a moody yet stylish natural palette of stone and timber.
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The designers have carefully aligned the joints in the stone slabs at the floor and the walls for a nice, finished look. The starting point is the centerline of the glass-shelved niche.
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Indirect lighting is easy on the eyes, but more ample lighting is needed around the vanity mirror. It’s best if it comes from both sides of the mirror.
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Kenwood Bathroom

This powder room is a unique space that makes the most of its small footprint. It is part of a one-story house addition project that also includes a new rear entrance, as well as interior and exterior storage. But what stands out the most of this project is the powder room with a six-foot-long polished concrete sink and vanity that counterbalances an 8” wide window slit with matching-sized mirrors.
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Concrete can be poured to shape any form, so it is more about imagination and craftsmanship to create a sink that is both beautiful and functional.
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A sliding door separates the powder room from the entry hall and it is integrated with a custom bench. This feature is visually interesting and solves the small space issue.





Visual Illusion

The contrast between the custom-built stainless steel vanity with its sharp, clean edges, and the very rough, unfinished wood plank wall sets up the dynamic of this bathroom. The wall of mirror behind the vanity visually expands the bathroom and makes the vanity float. The dramatic color change in the section of the bathroom opposite to the vanity defines a different area: shower and toilet.
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The mirror behind the steel vanity reflects the gray smoked glass, and gray walls and floor in the shower and toilet areas creating the illusion that the bathroom expands behind the reflective surface.
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Glossy epoxy is an alternative to tile. It can be used on walls, ceiling and floors for a seamless effect. Some epoxy products can also be combined with urethane topcoats for better durability and color retention.
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Polished, impervious surfaces are typical and necessary in a bathroom, but they can be contrasted nicely with rough materials on surfaces away from water.
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A wall of rough, knotty wood planks extends down the hall and into the bathroom to help tie the bathroom to the rest of the apartment.





Opened to the Forest

Big walls of floor-to-ceiling glass open this bathroom to a secluded forest clearing. Wood finishes throughout, especially the deeply sculpted vanity doors, reflect the woodland outside. The vanity mirrors are hung in front of the continuous windows, along with lighting to either side of the mirrors for even lighting of one’s reflection.
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An off-the-shelf tub can be turned into something unique by cradling it in a custom support. Note that its metal grill band matches the pelmets above the windows.
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Casework consists primarily of cherry panels: some panels are smooth while others have been milled with a CNC (computer numeric controlled) router to make a texture evocative of “woven wood.”
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Bathroom with Views

Like tiered seating in a theater, the tub and shower stall rise a few steps above the bedroom for views of the “stage”—a huge wall of window capturing an intimate view of the forest. Low walls provide a minimum of separation between the various tiers (bed, tub, bathroom) without blocking views through the floor-to-ceiling window.
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A series of walls finished in various materials announce the functions of each space. Wood at the bedroom, stone for the tub, and glass at the shower.
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Changes in floor level can be used to create a dynamic spatial progression, with one area overlooking another, creating both separation and connection.
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Minimalist Bathrooms

Various bathrooms in this seven-unit building share a common language of simple forms and minimalist detail. Frameless glass partitions are set in recessed tracks for the cleanest possible detail, while recessed slot shower drains are finished in the same materials as the showers. In one clever gesture, the platform bed matches the adjacent tub.
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For the cleanest, most minimalist look, designers use recessed tracks to mount frameless glass partitions and avoid doors with their associated hardware.
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Station BLÜ

This resort complex on the outskirts of the Charlevoix region includes a restaurant, steam bath, sauna, massage areas, hot and cold pools, and many relaxation spaces. These functions are shared among three pavilions articulated around a landscaped area bordering a river. Its clean, contemporary architecture helps highlight the natural surroundings.
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The interior spaces are simple, giving the natural landscape the starring role. Bright colors are used only for specific elements, such as the restaurant’s large banquette and the steam room.

The timber framing of the roof is left exposed to give the space a rustic appeal contrasting with the sleek finishes and furnishings.
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The design is developed around the notions of comfort and well being by means of ample spaces, a palette of neutral colors and various windows and skylights that infuse the space with an even light.

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Curbless shower pans can be flush with floors in adjacent spaces allowing users to walk or roll in and out of the shower without tripping over a raised threshold.
