So the Physician (likewibe Chemist in a different respect) administersg@néng
Physick to the Patient as well as Restorative, r@nthe Cause, Cures the malady, assuages sympaies away
superfluous blood by opening a vein & if low res®it by a Regulation of Diet, evacuates ill humwoypurging, &
so by a thousand methods imitates, supplies & cteriidature with the operations of Art & UnderstangdiOur
present Considerations are not concerning thesgghihich are commonly known, but of matters merely
Chemical.

For Chemistry shows its Affinity to Husbandry evarits secret Terms & courses of Operation. Thelddngmen
have their Earth into which they sow their seecoéhave the Chemists. They have their Dung with tvithey

as is proper & convenient. What need of many words?

Chemistry runs entirely Parallel with Agriculture iés Deputy, & represents it in all things, butlana most
compleat Allegory. From hence the Ancients produbedt Cerereus, Triptolemus, Osirideus, Dionysslden
Gods, or such as had Relation to Chemistry, bilteasame time represented them as teaching mtotesst their
seed into the Earth & showing them Husbandry &plamting & Cultivation of Vines & the use of Winall which
things the Ignorant falsely applied to their CoiggrEmployment. For these abstruse Mysteries ¢difdainder
these Veils are at the same time explained to tlse Wvhilst they are concealed from the Vulgar.

For if there was but Biement, there could be nom change of that intdteer, no
generation nor corruption would happen, but all iddae one immutable thing, and no meteors, minepddsits or
animals could be naturally produced from it. Therefthe supreme creator composed the whole sydtéhniso
whole world of diverse & contrary natures, namefijight & heavy, hot & cold, moist & dry, that oneight by
affinity pass into the other, & so a compositionnhade of bodies which should be very different fsoe another
in Essence, Qualities, Virtues & Effects. For imgs perfectly mixed are the light Elements, ag BirAir, &
likewise the Heavy, as Earth & Water, which aréégpoised and tempered together, that one flief ot the
other.

But the neighboring Elements easily suffer theneselo be taken & detained by their Neighbors. E&rfir are

The é3uphers do indeed smite their Eggs with fire,it
is not with an intent to mortify it, but that it méive & grow up. For, seeing that an animate &riy chicken is
thence produced, it cannot be said to be Corruptiohgeneration. It ceases to be an Egg by tvaton of the
Oval form, & begins to be a two-footed & volatilminal by the introduction of a more noble Form, ifothe Egg
are the seeds of both male & female joined togathder one Shell or Cover.
The Yolk constitutes the Chicken with its radicatts & Bowels, the seed of the male forming it &bming the
internal Efficient, whereas the White... [**"Albumanmateriam seu subtegmen & incrementum dat rudionsst
stamini pulli."]

This drawing out of cold by cold water, & of fiehgat by heat, is agreeable to Nature, for all snadt@nges in
contraries areahgerous & less acceptable to it, but that whigheoby degrees can more easily be endured. ¢
say there is one internal Fire which is essentialfixed in the Philosophical subject, & anothetezral. The same
may likewise be said of Mercury. The internal Rg&quivocally so cold because of its fiery qualtivirtue, &
operation, but the External Fire is Univocally Sberefore, External Fire & Mercury must be giverhe internal
Fire & Mercury, that so the intention of the Worlayrbe completed. For in boiling we use Fire & WateMollify

There are such great differences amongst authatrstich persons as search after Truth despaindihfj any end
of this Art. For Allegorical discourses being irethselves hard to understand are the Cause of maong E
especially as the same words are applied to diftehenges and different words to the same thingésoever
would free himself from these difficultyes mustheit have a divine Genius to perceive Truth througich
darknesse, or he must have inexhaustible wealtlpatieince to find through experiment what is Trond what is
not.

But according to the Philosophers one will not dthewut the other; ingenuity will do nothing witholatbour, and
vice versa. For no man can have understanding éntougvoid a hundred thousand errors, obscuritigsessions,



ambiguityes, and yet still persist in the true mdMlature. Wherefore the Philosophers say, hehtt not yet
Erred hath not yet begun, and that Errors teackhas to do and what not. And they likewise affitmata man ma
spend his whole life (though if it were possiblesheuld live a thousand years) in distilling andisélling before
he could attain to truth by experiments only. Tloer€ctor of Fools intimates that no progress cambde without
study and reading of Authors, for he says studyorgs ignorance and brings human understandingettrile
Knowledge of everything. It is therefore nesary in this work to quicken the ingenuity by matiuPhilosophye, th
knowledge of Truth being contained in it. Let nmtriefore operators despise study. But as for ttwbeeare averse
to it yet willing to operate, let them take caratttheir Art be the Imitation of Nature itself, whi Art desires to
amend because it is impossible for Her to pregaedhilosophickal secrets to a perfect End. The séy of these
men that they run to practice as an Ass to Hayknotving what he puts his nose ted to his food by his sight al
taste, to wit his exterior senses, without any ustdading. And so far goes this Author.

But least a man should vex himself with overmuciugt which is an immense and profound Sea, anddnotihg
every word (which perhaps may relate to quite agothinge) into practice thereby wasting and coriegrhis
strength, time, reputation, and riches, the Phpbeos use this Emblematicall speech, That Latorst beiwhitene
and their books must be torn least their Heagtbiimken. For most books are so obscurely writtahthey can onl
be understood by their Authors; indeed, severalhem are left out of Envy to seduce others, draato retard
them in their Course, that they may not attairhtrtend without difficulty, or to obscure thosénties which they
themselves had written before.

But the chief work and labour is how to whiten LeoThe book called Clangor Buccinae defines Lasman
Imperfect Body of Sol and Luna. The most AncieneBa@and writers affirm Latona to be the Mother pbho and
Diana; others call her their Nurse, and state Ehaba was brought forth first (for Luna and whitese do first
appear), who afterwards but the same day perfothredffice of a Midwife in bringing forth Apollo mérother.
For Latona was one of the twelve HieroglyphicalldSof the A£gyptians by whom these and other Allggmwere
propagated among other Nations. Very few evenaif #tgyptian Priests knew the true sense and mgarithem
the remainder of the People applying them to ofhdijects that were not in the Nature of thingemela Gods,
Goddesses and the like. Wherefore Latona had tlst snonptuous Temple next to Vulcan adorned witk gol
because she was the mother of the Philosophickallé#pnd Diana.

But this Latona is brown and blackish, and hathymanles in her Face, which must be taken away kgili2gion
or blanching. Some make their dealbations of Cer@gblimate Mercury, Talc reduced to Oyle and ke, by
which they encrust, cover and so would whiten thiside of her skin. But the whitening encrustatitaisoff by
every wind or liquor, because they do not penettaténward parts, and so deceiving only their dyetheir false
Colours are not regarded well by the PhilosopHessthe Philosophers would have Latona's face mduite by
penetration and by altering the skin itself, tisaruly and not superficially or by colouring alo®u may ask how
this can be done? | answer, Latona must first bgtsoout and known, which though she be drawn faoviile
place, yet she must be sublimed to one more woBbyif she be taken from a more worthy place,ishe be
submersed in a place more vile- that is, into Diiwg.there indeed she grows white and becomes Veaite which
being obtained there is no doubt of success; éomfwhite Lead proceeds the Red Lead, which is ¢ggnning an
End of the Work.

Emblem XI1.

The Stone which Saturn vomited up, being devourstéad of his Son Jupiter, is
placed on the Helicon as a Monument to Men.



The Discourse:

We find the Allegorye of Saturn to be taken diversgs, for the Astronomers reputed him the Higloéshe
Planets, and the students of chemistry the basesttalls, namely lead. The Heathen Poets say keheaFather
of Jupiter, the Son of Heaven. The Mythologistslaxphim by the notion of Time. But though all teemay seem
to have a probable opinion according to their ommse, yet they will never be able to explain carthinges which
are elsewhere spoken of Saturn; such as why hddstleuour his Sons and Vomit up a Stone insteahlpiter. Or
why he should be the Finder Out or Discoverer aftffirwhy he should be remarkable for his Scythe Seghent,
or his Blacknesse, moroseness and distorted faetMiythologists think they give the best interptietawhen they
say Time reveals and manifests Truth out of Darkaethat it rolls itself around and glides away l&kSerpent, and
that it cuts all thinges down with Death as wit8@ythe. That he devours his Sons, to wit all bethgshe ever
begot, but that he cannot consume or digest hamkSt and therefore may be said to Vomit them afnag
These may in part have some resemblance to thia, Trut they do not agree in the Truth of the thinigeall its
Circumstances. But the experienced Philosopherthsaiysaturn is first in their work, and that if be really prese
they cannot Err, for Truth is discovered in darlegesind nothing comes into existence without blaske.
Wherefore they say in the Turba Philosophorum, esext Colour comes after blacknesse is praisewobthgause
it is the beginning of the Work. And the Rosary ofiArnoldus says, when it first glows black we $aig the Key
of the Work, because that cannot be made with@akinlesse. And out of the Speculum when you areingdee
that in the beginning you obtain a black colour,tfeen you will be certain that you cause putréfecand proceed
in the right method. And again, that blacknessmid Earth which is made by a light decoction andften
reiterated till blacknesse be most eminent. Heheg say that Saturn possessed the Earth, Merceywtter,
Jupiter the Air, Sol the Fire- Blacknesse therefer8aturn, the Discoverer of Truth who devourdan& instead of
Jupiter. For Blacknesse is a dark cloud coveriegStone at first so that it cannot be seen.

Thence Morienus says each body that wants a Sdakksand obscure. And Hermes prescribes thus, fiakgrain
and wear or rub it with Sharpest Vinegar or Urih@oys till it becomes dark. This being performezllives in
putrefaction, and the dark clouds that were upomdid in his Body before he died are returned. Bhigme is
again cast up by Saturn when he becomes Whitethemdt is placed upon the Top of Helicon as a Moent to
Mortals, as Hesiod writes. For Whitenesse is rdailllyin blacknesse, which is extracted out of @l that is, out
of the Stomach of Saturn. Therefore saith Demogri@lleanse Tin with a speciall absolution, extfean it its
blacknesse and obscurity, and the whitenessendll ippear. And in the Turba it is said join theyDwith the
moist, that is the black earth with its water, @edoct it till it becomes white. Arnold in his wocklled Novum
Lumen, chapter 4, very well expresses the samgehirhen he says, That moisture therefore whichdctive
blacknesse in the decoction shows itself to beddsfewhen the white Colour begins to appear. Afitlla after:
And my Master said to me that Brownesse ascendeglise the whitenesse was drawn out of the Belilyeof
Blacknesse, as is said in the Turba. For when gelitblack, know that whitenesse is hid in thdybef the
blacknesse first appearing.

As this blacknesse is called Saturn, so it is lisevealled Lead. Thence Agadimon in the Turba dagect the aes
or brasse till the blacknesse which they call mateayes forth, and mix well the materials of our, Amnd then you



will presently find blacknesse, which is the Leddhe Philosophers so much spoken of in their boBksigamus
has relation to this when he says that the SplandfoBaturn when he ascends into the Air appeaxstimerwise
then Darkened. And so Plato in the Rosary: Thé Regimen of Saturn is to putrefye and put it uBoh From all
of which it is evident that the sense of the Phifiigers when they speak of Saturn is quite diffefremh the Vulgar
acceptation. This Saturn generates Jupiter whiah isbscure \Mtnesse, and Jupiter begets upon Latona firstd
which is perfect Whitenesse, and then Apollo whicRednesse. And this is the successive permutafiparfect
Colours. This Stone cast up by Saturn is said tplédeed upon the Top of a mountein as a monumemhém,
which is a thinge most True.

Emblem XIII.

The Philosophers' Brasse is Dropsicall and degirbe washed seven times in a
River, as Naaman the

The Discourse:

That Namaan the Syrian should at the Prophet's comirntake a journey into Judea to wash himself s@xegs in
the River of Jordan is to be ascribed to the cenfig he placed in the Prophet's words. But thatasefreed from
Leprosy by that washing is a miracle of the Divmnipotence. For the Leprosy, being seated in linedoand
radical parts of a man's body, is as it were amarsall Canker, which cannot be taken away or cbyeany
externall washing, much lesse by cold water sudhatsof the Jordan.

So likewise that the Philosophers' Brasse, labguimder the disease of a Dropsie, should be freed it by
washings of water, and that even an imperfect thsigpuld be made perfect and a sick thinge healtiyythat to s
great a degree as to be able to impart its heakick bodyes, must be next to a Miracle. For aarclkexample is not
elsewhere extant in Nature; nor is it indeed thidnary course of Nature to produce the Philosopimeost absolut
Tincture unlesse it be governed by Art, and fitjsats be administered to it with the externall@éfint. So the
restitution of luxations, that is, thinges dislamhbr out of Joint, is not peculiar to Nature lwuAtt. Neverthelesse,
the Os Sacrum opens itself miraculously at thénlifta Child, that the Infant may come forth therel through a
door, and in this the most great and mercifull ®@pdrates by Nature above Nature.

So that the Stone should be perfected seems athingernaturall though it really be Naturall. Fratrence the
Rosary: You must know, says he, that our Airy amditile Stone, according to that which is manigasd apparen
is cold and moist, but according to that whichdsudt and hidden, is hot and dry. And that coldaessd moisture
which is manifest and is a Watery Fume, corruptiigckening, and destroying itself, flees fromytthe Fire. But
the Heat and drynesse which is occult is Hot apd3irid and a most pure Oile able to penetrate bmdyed is in
no way Fugitive, because the Heat and drynessédcbiefny tingeth, and no other thinge whatever. Seeefore
that the coldnesse and moisture which is manifesgtduall to the heat and drynesse which is in el so that
they may both agree and be joined together, beéing@e made one penetrating, Tingeing and FixindyBo

But these moistures must be destroyed by Fire agceés of Fire with a soft Temperament and an agteand



moderate Digestion. If this be True, how shallgtflom waters? It may be answered, there are néiaiters of
Hot and dry qualityes, such as are many Baths hiiciwit must be Philosophically washed. For thithis meaning
of what they say, wash with fire and burn with wafer that Fire which washes and that water whiams differ ir
Name only, but agree in effect and operation. Toeeewith this water or this Fire the Philosophickas or Brasse
must be washed from its superfluous Humors: that isust be dried.

We have known Experiments of Dropsicall Bodyes dung six months abstention from all manner of Driokby
burying them in Hot sand and Cow dung, or by pgttimem into a Hot Furnace and letting them swewt, a
innumerable other helps as likewise by drying Batlsh as those of Carlsbad or Wiesbaden. By the sagthods
must this patient be cured; sometimes by watersgimes by the Hot Air of Furnaces; now with Cowduthen
with Sand and Abstinence from Drinking. For thesethe most effectuall Remedyes in both Cases, stimpe
time are to be used and some at another. But thesdke thinges Heat is the Operator which, by theri€toria or
pores of the Body, draws out the superfluous waksthe outward heat quickens the inward, th#tesvitall
spirits, that they may expell that moisture whisthurtfull to them as an unprofitable excrementwinch the
Naturall Heat was before suppressed as by an Enemy.

In this Cure there is need of great diligence amdgution, least whilst one bowell is relieved &eotmay be hurt.
In a Quartan (which according to the Platonists tnglthe skill of a Physitian) we have experiencledt thick
Viscous humor, like the Gum or Glue of Trees, bajathered together from all the veins or Massdaddh and
descending through the Vena Cava or great Vein tvére bottom of the back, where it obstructsaimilgent
Veins which draw the serous matter out of the bloothe passages of them. Thus they are lessembjeerate,
and more of the serous matter remains in the Baxly,so in a short time if care be not taken a Deapsyy happer
the other Bowell being in no way hurt at the fitdere Diuretica do little or no good, Purgatives Igsse unlesse
Diminution or eduction be made in some certaineseoif time. Sudorificks manifestly do harm becahsy draw
out the more subtile parts and leave the thickett,iithey are continued will weaken the body, fature's custom
is to find that way of evacuating the serous matieyugh the Pores only when she is obstructedtahewBladder.
One therefore is Scylla, the other is Charybdish led which he that shall hath a mind to preservesklf ought to
avoid.

That Dropsie which proceeds from an impaired Liwespleen is the most difficult to be cured; buthia
Philosophickal Brasse the Cure is not impossilble distemper being rather by Accident and secontthary
Essentiall and primary. This is provided it be utmalen cautiously, as we have said concerning fgrgyof Serun
in a Quartan, to wit that it may not by too muclittion fall into a Consumption or by too much stare fall into
such a Dropsie as may be difficult to be Cured.

Emblem XIV.

This is the Dragon that devours his Tayle

The Discourse:
It is the saying of the Ancients that a Serpent liaa devoured a Serpent becomes a Dragon, foa likdef or a



Murderer it preys upon its own kind. There werets8erpents in Africa, of a vast bignesse and iatgnambers,
which devoured part of Alexander's Army- the largex bred among the Aschaeans, a people of Ethiwpiah
being placed together after the manner of herdsittotheir heads erected make their way to betbstres. It is
reported that the Kings of India nourished two @ragy one of eighty the other of ninety Cubits igrigisse. It is
remarked by the observations of later writers ekthtimes that there are serpents found near Amgoth equall
the main mast of ships. So there is a report thabme mounteins of India and Africa there is gresse of gold,
but that it is kept by Dragons least any persomushcome and take it away. For at the founteinRigulets which
fall from the mounteins the Dragons meet, and s@duident are said to keep watch over the goldassd in
them.

For this reason do the Philosophers assign so meamyons to their Treasury, as to the Golden FletheeGarden
of the Hesperides, and the others persons or clayinsithjects such as Cadmus, Saturn, ZsculapiuManzlry,
whose Caduceum is bound with two serpents, a nmaldeanale. For they mean nothing else by Dragoms bu
Chymicall subjects. Hence they say, Dant Rebis swdtacones terraque fontes: Dragons to Rebisvéo gi
mounteins, And the earth does give him Founteimsl #hey denote his extreme hunger by his devouriedayle,
which though some may interpret this as the year rigtgrinto itself and resembling a Circle, yet it wiast appliec
to their work by the Philosophers, who by this Rmagvould have such a Serpent understood as deaoatker of
its own kind, and which is properly called Sulphas,all of them Attest in innumerable places.

Thus Lully says in his Codicillus, chapter 31: Thig son (saith he) is Sulphur, and this the SerpadtDragon
devouring his Tayle, the rearing Lyon and sharprdvenitting, mortifying and tearing all thinges. Atiet Rosary
says the Dragon does not dye unlesse he be kilkbdhig Brother and Sister. And a little after: fheagon is
Argent Vive, extracted out of Bodyes, having ireifa Body, Soul and Spirit. This in the same plaganother
Name is called Stinking Water, which is to be hfidrahe separation of the Elements. Now the Dragaaid to
devour his Tayle when he consumes the Voluble, ¥ens and moist part, so that afterwards being witho
Tayle he may seem more corpulent and slower, ks ¥lotion and Volubility had in a great measuresisted in
his Tayle.

Other animalls move upon their Feet, but Serp&niagons and such like Vermine use the constriciiah
explication of their bodyes instead of feand like flowing water incline themselves sometirtigés way, sometime
that, as may be seen in most Rivers which run obligin Circuits and turn their courses like Setpefhe
Philosophers therefore did not without reason &ajent Vive by the Name of a Serpent and give Seg®
Mercury, seeing that also does as it were drawatde and run sometimes this way and sometimesanatith a
Voluble Weight. For as a Serpent moves so also Maesury, who therefore has Wings upon his feetldadd. It
is reported that in Africa there are flying Sergewhich would depopulate all places if they weredestroyed by
the Bird called Ibis. Wherefore Ibis is placed agdime sacred Images of the Agyptians, as mucthdéomanifest
good that it does to the whole Country as for aetgeason which very few of them understand.

This Dragon having devoured his Tayle and casOhisSkin is said to acquire both a new skin and new
youthfulnesse; thus Nature has granted longentteonly to Crows, Ravens, Eagles and Larks betiike to the
Race of Serpents. The Ant when it grows old haggjiso have many other Worms. Man growing old tsifto
the Earth, but brought upward from the Earth issesnated to Eternall Life.

There is a powder made of Every Serpent wherbitiiat which is safely taken against all poisons] tvat with
very good Effect. Such an Alexipharmacum ought &dsee made of this Dragon when he hath devoured &yle
(which is likewise usually cut off in Vipers) andwill prove a most effectuall and present Remeglgiast the
adversityes of Body and Fortune.

Emblem XV.

Let the work of the Potter, consisting of dryneasd moisture, instruct you.



The Discourse:

As this terrestrial Orb is made into one Round Bbgyw complication of Earth and Water, so likewise Potter's
work seems to be compounded of the same partiElganents; that is, the Dry and the Moist, so theg may
temper the other. For if the Earth should be withtéfater and no Ocean, Sea, Lake, River or Fousteduld be
near it, the earth could bring forth nothing oélfut must perpetually remain unfruitfull. Sonfter should not be
received into the cavities of the Earth but stashd about it, it would easily cover the whole fafé and so it
would remain uninhabitable. But one entering anlicatio the other, and water moderating the dryaexshe
Earth and Earth the moisture of the Water, by aualldommixture the Fruitfulnesse and advantagdmtf
Elements do very speedily appear.

In like manner the Potter mixes Clay with Waterd #imat so he may make the masse tractable whichdyges upc
his wheel, and he sets it in warm Air so it mayedigisurely. Then he adds the Violence of Firet tlimvessells
may be well hardened and condensed into a durabies Svhich can resist both Water and Fire. So tiisopher:
say we must proceed in the naturall work, and theyefore set the Potter before us as an exanuplé;i§ certain
as to the dry and moist, that is the Earth and Yyttat they have a very great Affinity. But théselso no doubt
they have many differences in their way of Coctiowl in the matter and form of the Elements thataie
compounded. For the Potter's Vessells have a Huatis tartificiall, but the Philosophick Tinctureshane that is
altogether Naturall and so much Nobler than Theissalso the matter of it is more excellent thairsh Each of
them is indeed the Work of Earth, but there is mgtisaid to be in the Philosophickal which hath astended and
attained to the Heaven of Air, whereas in the othtrick and foeculent Earth is predominant. THeatfof both is
Stone- this a Common, that a Philosophickal one.

By which similarities a certain Person being sedymet a great Number of Artificiall Stones or Tileso one chest
and the whiter sort of flints into another, usingtmlicall conjurations over them that one mightied into
Silver, the other into pure Gold. But when theseenmagined to be the Stones of the Philosophadsaéter a
great sum of money has been expended in purchasirggall thinges, the new gold and silver whichenexpected
at a certain time did not appear, and none of thees as it was hoped received conversion. Deatie cary
opportunely to put an end to his shame and FallyFold and Silver is not to be sought for in thimge wherein
they are not implanted by Nature, and Diabolicalgiok is so far from having any place in these wdHat it is as
distant from them as the Author of such acts imfeopdevout and pious man, or as Hell from Heaven.

So although a man should have the True Philosophi#tone, yet let not any one imagine that impalis#s can
be performed by it, as Isaac admonishes us: nobmpémaw of Nature or Policy can be bound to thingegossible.
As for the Transmutation of Gems and making Glasde to endure the Hammer, any man may know whétlegr
are possible by investigating if they are agreetbature. Geber affirms concerning the Philosophigat they
speak many thinges by allegoryes; and he sayswddii, that when he has spoken clearly he hashsdidng, but
when under a figure, there he has hid the Trulvhsat under Chaff.

Those thinges which a man sows, the same he glagl] which saying takes place in vegetables anchaits,
though different species may sometimes proceed fhenthinges sowed. But whether these thinges doghd



applied to Mettalls, which are not propagated Bdsés worthy of consideration. In these the parésonly
Homogenous, as Sulphur and Argent Vive; in thosg tire Heterogeneous or organicall. In these areceptacle
of seed; in those there are. In these is found utoithdn, Augmentation or Extension into all Dimémss; but those
have them all to the greatest degree. Lastly, taes&lemented Weights admitting nothing else biuture:
whereas they besides Mixture have also a Vegetatigensitive Soul. Neverthelesse it is True wittaubt that
there is something in places under the Earth waghet is not Gold, but by nature will become gfter a
thousand years. And who will deny this to be thalagicall Seed of Gold? Both Gold and the Aurifid&ture are
of one originall, though the latter be of the mbi@ble form; and therefore the seed of Gold beingwkm the seed
of the other will likewise be known. The Philosophaffirm that it is the Dry and Moist that is Skl and Argent
Vive, and that it is to be extracted out of two Mteins in the greatest Purity.

The Discourse:
It is a thinge known by experience that a Lyon doatsso muchell other animalls either in bignesse and stria
of body as in the generousnesse of his Nature. Wheés hunted, being ashamed to run away, he ntakestreat
leisurely if he finds himself oppressed by multégdwhen he is out of the view of his Pursuers bkan haste
away, thinking the basenesse of his flight is atioioe by his endeavour to conceal it. He leaps uperPrey that
He follows, but He never uses that motion in htseiat. His bones are solid, without any vacuity] are said to be
so hard that Fire will be struck out of two of themfrom a Steel and Flint. He fears Fire abovéhalbes. He
seems to derive his Substance from the Natureeotin, for in force and heat he excells other aliérag the Sun
doth the Starrs. He always appears with fiery ggehdEyes, as the Sun beholds the Earth with an figrgrEye.

A Lyonesse fighting for her whelps fixes her Eypsmithe Ground, least she should be afrightedeatitmter's
spear. When the Lyon perceives the coition of thetiffer he takes revenge upon the Lyonesse for éigudind
inflicts severe punishment. She therefore washes/dlae scent in a River, or being conscious ofdffence doth
follow the Adulterer flying for fear of the Mate.

The Philosophers therefore observing the wondelfature of this Beast have made diverse Allegdria®s Him,
which they use as so many Hieroglyphicall writingkting to their secret work. And finding the Lytmbe a firm
and constant animall void of deceit himself- andsamjuently of suspicion of others- they resemtaebtist part of
their Philosophickal work to so noble a Charadter. as he flyes not, so neither does that; asdnedare solid, <
that is fixed and knows no Conqueror. But as therlegse is not alwaysrincent and free from Adultery, so neit
is Luna or Mercury without some spot or blemish, iojpthe Ignorant is joined sometimes to one samegito
another sort of Matter, from whence an adulteramrgunction of thinges different in Nature may b&l4a proceec
rather than a true Matrimony to be contracted.tRemproducts of the Lyonesse and the Leopard hawvemely
Manes about their Neck and shoulders, which isitpeall Ornament of the Lyon's legitimate offsprifidperefore
let the Philosophickal Lyonesse be joined to heppr Male, and there will be born a whelp thatéagne and
generous, which may easily be known by his paw.tBistshould not be any sort of Lyonesse, but batltas

wings, which may be able to fight and contest wlith Lyon as relying upon the swiftnesse of her @sitthat she
may not be suppressed by the violence of his whathmay be prepared for flight if at any time teedme furious

without just reason. For when she is about to fiyay and He retards her, lideincited with a greater Love towa
her, and a firmer friendship is contracted aftexhsa Variance.



But you will ask, whoever saw a Lyonesse with wih@s what use can be made of her plumes? Therdds@

The Discourse:

The Philosophers in many places make mention ofdotts of fire necessary to the Naturall work, egni.ully,
the Author of the Scala, Ripley, and many othel® $cala says that Raymund speaks thus of firestdtbe

remarked that here lye contrary operations, becasike fire contrary to Nature doth dissolve hieitof a fixed

body into the water of a Cloud, and binds the boidg volatile Spirit into a congealed Earth, sotcarywise the
fire of Nature congeals the dissolved spirit ob@d body into a Globular Earth, and resolves theytof the
volatile Spirit fixed by the fire contrary to Na&jrnot into the water of a Cloud, but into Phildsicgal water.

Ripley speaks more clearly of these fires.

Theyare called Fires because they have a Fiery VitheeNaturall in coagulating, the Unnatural in Risgng, The
Fire against Nature in corrupting and the Elemegrnitaadministering heat and the first motion. Ahére is an
order observed in them like that of a Chain, thatdecond may be incited to action by the firg,ttfird by the

second, and the fourth by the third and first,hsed bne be both Agent and Patient in a differespeet. That which
is observed of Iron rings held together by a Magmet joined by mutuall contact may be seen likewighese
Fires. For the Elementary like a magnet doth sertth its virtue through the second and third evda the fourth,
and joins one to the other by mutuall operations, @uses them to cohere together till interndibade effected
amongst the uppermost. The first is Elementary bath in Name and substance, the second is aariadllatile, the
third is watery or of the Nature of Luna, the fduig Earthy. There is no need of speaking of ttet fiecause it is
present to every man's sight and feeling. The dtiree are the Dragons, Menstruums, Waters, Siwdpdtur
Mercuryes. Dragons because partaking of venomdeegur Serpents of their own race and alter whateodyes
are mixed with them, that is, dissolve and coagula¢m. They are called Menstruums because thedepihers'
Infant is produced and nourished from them till tinge of his Birth. Lully in his book of Quinta Esstia, verse 3,
has a double menstruum, a Vegetable and a Min&iglley in the preface to his Gates has three wagree and
are but one in reality. For the generation of tifarit is made from them all, and white water presdts birth
which is not of the substance but of the supesflaitthe Infant, and therefore is to be separated.

They are waters because in Fire they show a watatyre, that is they flow and are liquid which prepertyes of
water. It is certain that the propertyes of Waterdiverse and wonderfull, some whereof do petrifygng
coagulated into hard stones suitable for buildigt unlike these are the minerall waters of thddbiphers, whic

grow harder and turn into a stony resistance.
They are likewise called Sulphur from the Sulphsreutue which they have in them. For the SulpHuXature is
mixed and made one with the other Sulphur, andvtbeSulphurs are dissolved by one, and one is atgaby twc
and the Sulphurs are contained by the Sulphurgxasidius says in the Turba. Now what Sulphurs Regdarisin
the same place declares in these words: Sulpheisoalts hidden in the four Elements, which beingaexed by
Art do naturally contain one another and are joitsggther. But if you can by water govern and \paliifye that
which is hidden in the Belly of the Sulphur, thadden thinge meeting with its own Nature rejoinitleven as
water with its like. Mosius also sayeth: | will ndell you what it is. One indeed is Argent Vive ahdt Fiery, the
second is a Body compounded in it, the third iswlager of Sulphur by which it is first washed, amted and
governed till the whole work is perfected. What baen said of Sulphurs, the same must be undersfamimany
Mercuryes, for so says the same Mosius: Argent MBambar, is Magnesia, but Argent Vive or Orpirrient
Sulphur, which ascends from a mixed compound. Bhiall produce no more Testimonyes because they are
infinite. These four Fires are included in four ©dr Spheres; that is, each has its particularr€émm which anc
to which their motions tend. But neverthelesse t#ireykept so bound together, partly by Nature awtypby Art,
that the one can operate little or nothing withithet other, so that the Action of the one is thesBasof the other,
and so the contrary.

Emblem XVIII.

Fire loves making thinges fiery, but unlike golddoes not make gold.



The Discourse:

Nature's way of working in all individualls of thmiverse is to use one single processe to comaletgerfect one

single motion. As appears in the Anatomy of mantdybin which one Muscle only serves for one matibat is
the Attractive, but another opposite to the ficstthe Expansive, so that if any member is to loaigpnt into a

bending motion it must be effected by various mesgut into a Circle. So the operation of firerige @nd single,
that is, to make hot or be fiery and to Assimilatéself and burn all thinges to which it is aggliif they be
combustible.

Hence Avicenna says inshbook of Congelation of Stones, What falls intth giés becomes salt, and what falls i

fire becomes fire, but some thinges sooner, sonte slowly according to the Power of the Actives agsistance

of the Passives. And there is a place in Arabiectvcoloureth all bodyes which exist in it of @&n colour. So eas

Naturall thinge possesses a virtue infused inly iNature by which it acts upon those thinges wiaighmixed or

applied to it by assimilating or altering their Neg¢ and form. That which in Vegetables and Animisligeneration
by the propagation of seeds, the same processmhesand simply mixed bodyes is the infusion oftié and

Assimilation.

Thus the Sun, the light of heaven, casts its rapes the Earth which, when collected into concardsurning
glasses, demonstrate themselves to be producedsfroma cause and to seem as if they were thecfildgeforms
of the Sun. From whence it is evident that the Rayfehe Sun are nothing else but a fiery flamemdéd and
dispersed into an ample latitude, which being ctdlé and condensed again into itself by concavBiaghanous,
circular and repercussive instruments such as Gonsaand Steel mirrors, do shine forth as a flantekaurn all
that approaches it.

In the same manner there is a certain Virtue dégukas a Vapor throughout every Elemented bodyhyHid be
gathered together and attracted into one, tureswater, and from that water into earth. Hence énita in the
place quoted before says that water becomes E&rth the Qualities of Earth overcome it, and sohencontrary.
But there is a certain matter which some ingenioaa use when they would coagulate to form a ththgeis Dry;
this matter is compounded of two waters and islaad! Virginis. So far that Author. There are sonteowthink
themselves able to double or further multiply tHeés of the Loadstone, one of which kind we hseen set in
Silver of scarce a pound weight which attracted laeld up an Iron Anchor of eight andemty pound; which it we
impossible for it to have done if its force had heen increased and strengthened, which undoubted\effected
by the revocation of the dispersed virtues into poi@t, or by the attraction of them from a gredtedy into a
lesse.

plants sprung from a small grain of seed do oftmes yield a thousand seeds or more, and so muéimd
propagate themselves; and so yearly Animalls adse ltheir product in greater or lesser Number, @liog to eacl
of their Natures. But Gold, Silver, Lead, Tin, Ird@opper or Argent Vive are never known to multiiigmselves
or their kind after that manner, although it iseoffound that one may be commuted into anothemnzamke more
noble. Nevertheless the Philosophers affirm thatpttinciple of ignifying is in fire, and so that Afirifying is in
Gold. But the tincture must be sought for by whivéermediation Gold is to be made. You must se&cthis in
its own proper principles and generations and méitinges of another Nature; for if Fire producEite, a Pear a
Pear, a Horse a Horse, then Lead will generate haddot Silver, Gold will Generate Gold and nat Thincture.
But besides all this the Philosophers have a pacGlold which they do not deny must be added tAtnéfick
Stone as a Ferment at the End of the Work, seelagds the thinge fermented into its own Naturighaut which

The Discourse:

The Poets feign that Geryon, King of Spain, coesigtf three bodyes, and that he had Oxen of a @ @plour and
that a Dogg with two heads and a Dragon with sewvere set over them to watch them. The same Gegyon i
reported to be the Son of Chrysaor, sprung fronbtbed of Medusa as the Dragon was from that ofiibypand
Echidna. But since all these agree neither withidtysnor the Truth, and yet fall in exactly witreti€hymicall
Allegories, we think we have reduced them to tliappr head by applying them to that Subject. Fathey
threefold body of Geryon we understand three Fhaebsgld in one Father according to the sense of Eleror as
others would have it four Faces, they having regattie four Elements, for a Triangle must be maick
Quadrangle as that was made of a Circle, and sarthst return into a Circle. Now there is so geeabnsanguinity
and naturall conjunction of the Bodyes of Geryotther Elements that one being overcome and slametst also
dye of themselves and putrefye without the appbicadf any Manuall Force.

As to thinges with two bodyes, it is well known tlo@e being dead the other Wastes and consumeg saw in
Italy of a boy of four years old who had two bodytee head of one Brother was hid within the bofithe other,
and was fixed to him just at the Navel, and so hdmgn from thence, and being much lesse than hiscaayed
about by him. If you pressed the hands or feehefiésser more hard than ordinary, the biggettielipain; nay,
and hunger too, when the belly of the latter wapyrfor want of Sustenance. And this is the Comtiimaand
Sympathy of Nature, whereby the members and padseand the same body, or of a body joined amd tith
another, are mutually moved and affected togethieereof if one be sound and unhurt it is not nesrgsthat the
others should so remain. But if one be grievousiy,ithe rest do also sympathise and perish bgdhge malady.
So if one Neighbour gains much money, yet no peafdrues thereby to another of his Neighboursiftha suffers



losse by Fire his neighbour receives much damiagerour affairs are in danger when the next hdwesetaken fire
Therefore it is in no way repugnant to Truth thatii the death of one of these brothers, the degiruof the rest
should happen. This may come to passe by divera@sneither because they were born at the sanmefiltirh one
father and mother, and therefore as they had tine &&ginning, so likewise they have the same paiddeir
dayes- which thinge (as we have read) has hapgerssine persons. Or perhaps by the inclinatioh®fStarrs, or
by being joined together not only in their Soul$ &lso in the Ligaments of their bodyes, or by asternation of
mind such as strong imagination in time of pestiéeror by the Vow of a League.

In the Indies, under the Dominions of the great Mdge that now reigns being the ninth successonfr
Tamerlane), there are certain Gentiles who go yName of Pythagoreans, among whom this Ancieribouis
observed: that if the Husband dye, the wife is bwith fire, or lives in perpetuall infamy desertieg all and
esteemed as a Dead woman. Which was thereforenedittiat wives might be afraid of poisoning theirsbands
unlesse they also are resolved to dye with them.

So in the Philosophickal Work when one brotherdadi the others perish by Fires, not compelled/bluntarily,
that they may not survive in infamy and sorrow.if@me be assaulted with a Club, Sword or Stone/iligaise a
Civil war with his brethren, as in those Gyantsusigr out of the Earth who were born from Dragongtid¢o
oppose Jason, and who at another time and plaeaipo® resist Cadmus. In this manner will allledrh fall by a
mutuall destruction of one another. For touch at him that carryes Air, and he will rise up agaitveo together
that are nearest him, namely against him whichesi/ater and him that carries Fire. And these avilboth sides
oppose themselves against him that carries Eadihiam that first promoted the quarrell, till thesve received
mutuall wounds of which they will dye. For it isukiresolved among the brothers that the more dfreesl
vehemently they love one another, so if once thegirbto hate their anger shall be more implacabteret be
appeased but by death. This can be compared swietest honey which, in a Stomach too hot or Léegrupted,
is turned into the most bitter Gall.

Kill him therefore that is alive, but so that yoayrbring him to life again when he is dead, othseniis death will
not avail you. For his death will be an advantagkim after his resurrection, and Death and dadenasd the Sea
will fly from him as Hermes testifies in Capituludnof the Tractatus Aureus, verse IX: And the Dragdwich
observed the Holes will fly from the rayes of thenSand our dead son liveth and the King cometimfitoe Fire.
Belinus in his Metaphor in the Rosary mentionssgame thinge: And let this be done when you havemrae
partly from my Nature, and my wife partly from Heature- you must then also kill the Natures, andaveeraised
up with a new incorporeall resurrection so thagrafards we cannot dye.

Nature teaches Nature how to subdue Fire.

The Discourse:
The common token and symbol by which the Philosophey know one another is: That Nature is guitkaght,



governed and subdued by Nature, as a SchollaiMigteesse, a Waiting Maid by her Lady, a Subjecalueen,
Daughter by a Mother or a Kinswoman by a Kinswonidre truth of this appears by daily experiencehin t
Education of Youth amongst men, the Institutiontedirning, Government and the like. Pliny writes of
Nightingales that one teaches, attends, obsemistés and overcomes another in singing, or beuggcome
laments, and that sometimes being Vanquished indh#ict and her throat torn with her notes sheghes and
falls down dead in the midst of her singing. We alse how all sorts of birds begin to instruct @cdustom their
young ones, being yet tender and not quite fleded, to flye. So it is not only Nature but Art abide that brings
them to the habit of flying, though Nature alonegaower and organs for the exercising of thatdctivithout
which no Art or Institution can find place or Foatidn. So Colts are taught to run by the Mare, \Whéb bark by
the Bitch, and young Foxes to be cunning by thein.INor is there any animated or sensitive Natuspecies of
Nature which does not guide, instruct and govewtlar Nature, which is its offspring, or else suffself to be
overcome by another Nature as a Parent.

We do not find such discipline in Vegetables, It tise and handywork of Man is observed to prevadh upon
them. For whilst the Corn is in thedlle it may be cleansed from Tares and unprofifabistles; whilst a tree is y
a Twig it may be bent and made to grow as you ple@sd so in Metalls and Philosophickal subjeats, mature
keeps, preserves and defends another Nature inaiSiie knavn to Founders and Refiners but especially to Ma
of Naturall thinges. Iron added to silver or gdiejng yet very tender and spirituall, mixed infiges with
Cadmia, Arsenick or depredating, devouring Antimdmgcomes very helpfull and perfornhe tpart of a midwife i
it be cast upon the minerals to be burnt in the BfrFurnaces. After the same manner, when Ireilf itsto be
changed into Steel, it is saved from burning by sevhite Stones that are found upon the Seashomee 8o cast
thepowders of Chrystall glasse or the gall of glagsenumetallick powder to be dissolved, that they matyperist
by overmuch Fire.

For this is the way and method of Nature, tendinthe perfection of any work. She deduces one éhfrgm
another and a more perfect thinge from an imperfaaking an Act out of a Power; but she does mastiiall in a
moment, but by doing one thinge after anothersitdarives at her End. Nor does she do this alomieshe likewis
in the first place constitutes herself a Deputwtmm she leaves the Power of life and death, thiite power of

Plato that most Excellent Philosopher was of thenop that those notions or Ideas which are thenBations of
Arts and Sciences are as it were actually engrameddmprinted upon the mind of Man, and that byRlepetition
and remembrance of them he can apprehend and Khmarner of learning. To prove this he introdueegbung
Lad, rude and uninstructed, and asked him such @eimall Questions that the Youth might be perceiteeanswe
right whether he will or no, and although beforeuneerstood nothing of the matter, yet by thessvarsseemed
have penetrated into the Depths of so abstruséeacgc From whence he concluded that in childrebiatipline
and Doctrine is not at first taken in and learnt, dalled to mind and brought by the memory, aligdby this to his
Annus Magnus or Great Year, of which he says thdy feight thousand solar Years agoe, before thlRgon of
the Heaven, the same persons, thinges and actienastien in being which are at the present timensbever that
is. But every person may perceive that these tisilg&e no more foundations of truth in them tharendeeams.
We do not deny that there are some sparks of rotiod mere powers imprinted in us, which must daaed into
act by institution, but we utterly deny that theg auch or so great as to be the Summaries ofafdsSciences
without any precedent instruction.

It will then be asked from whence Arts and Scierttage proceeded if men have not invented them hethver the
were not at first delivered from Heaven by the @bthe Nations. | answer by saying that burning|€oaay lye
hid under Ashes in so great a quantity that ifAkbes were but removed they would be sufficientlierdressing
of meat or warming oneself; but this is a differémibge from affirming that only some small spar&d there,
which before it can be of use and administer adafft heat must be cherished and nourished wéshffewell by
human Act, Care and Industry, or otherwise it wdaddeasily extinguished.

The Discourse:
As the statues of Mercury used to be erected wheee ways met, with inscriptions upon them to guddbious
Travellers into the true way, so there are seveeatlarkable sentences delivetey the Philosophers (although tt
be scattered up and down in their obscure booksbegorical writings) which will direct the Inqrs after Truth
and lead them as it were by the hand into the path. The present Emblematicall inscription is ohthese. The
meaning whereof is that Lead must be made of tliled®phickal Brasse, and Tin of that Lead whichGnber is
called White Lead, who likewise teaches us howwhghing, Saturn together with Mercury may passe Jopiter.

It is Air also which Tingesl@olours the
Golden Apples in the Garden of the Hesperidesiffbis well considered, the Ebullition of Watethereby raw
flesh is boyled till it be fit to eat is nothingsel but rarefaction of waters; which bubbles easilyish away, the Ai

betaking itself from the Waters to its own Sphara] the Water subsiding into its own Centre.

Emblem XXIII.

When Pallas was born and Sol was in Conjunctioh Wanus it rained gold at

The Discourse:



Unlesse it were to be understood Allegorically @uld be madnesse to affirm that Gold ever rainezhutpe Earth.
For there are no Gold-bearing Rivers, nor MinethnClouds that it may possibly be said to be pceduhere; nor
is gold of so little a weight that it may be thotith be attracted thither by Vapours. But a Trogmitts and
excuses all these thinges. For so truly as Patiamby sprang from the brain of Jupiter and Soéyeaned in
Adultery with Venus, so truly also fell Golden Shena- not as if we any ways doubt that both these happened,
but that we may remove the literal and vulgar sérma thinges that are spoken Allegorically. Fowi follow the
plain words of this Emblem there is nothing morswat, but if we attend to the meaning there candilking more
true. Now Rhodes is an island, at first called @paifrom the Multitude of Serpents, then Rhodesfitee Garder
of Roses which flourished there, and lastly Colossi from the Colossus of the Sun, which beingetveas
esteemed one of the sewsanders of the world. Hence the Ancient Philosephgeeing that their Mercuriall mal
when it is Crude has the resemblance of a serpenhafter it is prepared and decocted assumeseth ihe purple
colour of a Rose, have taken severall of their Bumies from this Island of Rhodes, and for the saeason
ascribed to it that Golden shower which fell upgmoho's conjunction with Venus.

This being at first spoken figuratively gave theoRbians a pretence to grow Naughty upon their insigin that
such great Deityes should desire to have an offggmonceived upon their Island, and therefore #regted an Idol
to the Sun of a most Stupendous Value and Magnifegiethat Colossus as History relates was sev@uabjts
high, and so placed that ships under full sail mjggsse between the legs. Its fingers were assbigdinary
Statues, and few men could embrace its thumb. TtistAvas Chares Lyndius the Disciple of Lysippusowvas
twelve years in the finishing of it. After it hatbsd fifty and six years it was overthrown by antBquake, and yet
as it lay prostrate was still thought wonderous ewthe Soldan of £gypt conquered Rhodes he istegpter have
laden nine hundred Camells with the Brasse ofStague.

What Sol is among the Planets, say the Philosoptiesis gold among the Metalls; and this is dhiappropriated
to the Sun in the respect of its Heat, Colour,d&rand Essence. Hence a golden rain is ascriltbé tgeneration ¢
the Sun, and little Suns are conceiv®y Venus. For Venus has a Rosy colour in her Rabish if it be infused int
the seed of Sol the offspring which is hence predunust really be born at Rhodes. For the Soneof th
Philosophers is beautifull, and like Roses He dramg allures the Eyes and minds of all men. Herdesdove,
therefore it is not strange that at his birth Miescshould happen, for he is afterwards to be mioas in all his
works and to raise up a shower of Gold. He is laotti Augias the Son of Sol who had oxen for higipeny, the
Dung of whom in one dayes time was purged away érgtles. He is also the Brother of Aetes who pessdbie
Golden Fleece later obtained by Jason.

Itis reported of Pallas that she was born fromBhan of Jupiter without a Motheand that she was called Tritol
because she was brought forth near the River Tr&be is feigned to be the Goddess of Wisdom andtis
undeservedly so esteemed, seeing she springs i@Brain which is the Seat of it. Golden showedslifliewise
signifye her birth day at Rhodes, that so the tiineer coming into this Light might remain in themory of
mankind. For as at the time of a publick rejoyciwdether it be the Coronation of a King or the Biof a Prince,
there are gold medalls thrown among the peopléhessame was done at the birth of Pallas. For £&ll&ophia or
Wisdom, who carries health in her right hand actes in her left, providing at the same time bothnfian's ease
and plenty. To Her Perseus brought the head of Bkedihich turned all thinges into Stone, and wasidhar its
appearance with serpents and vipers instead ofHalrich she afterwards placed in her shield toitusgainst her
Enemyes, that is to say Rude and Barbarous pedpeave therefore to be twd into Stones. And in truth Wisdc
or Naturall Philosophye renders its incredulous emdious condemners quite stupid and void of sande
understanding by the means of that same thinge Wwbence Chrysaor was borne who was the fatheeojd
who had three bodyes. That is by the means of épéditick Gorgonian blood, which is nothing elsd the
Tincture of the Philosophick Stone.

Emblem XXIV.

A wolf devoured the King, and being burnt it restbhim to life again.



The Discourse:

The Hunger and Voracity of a wolf is remarkably tume to be very great, insomuch that when his pgeyanting
he will feed even upon the Earth; with which hékewise said to fill his belly when he is aboutset upon large
herds of Cattle, that so being made heavier byttheten he may resist more strongly and not easilghaken off
from his hold. When he enters a fold he doth ndy &ill enough to satisfye his hunger but througbeglinesse
destroys the whole flock. He is Sacred to Apolld &atona because he stood by her when she wadwutafor
Latona could not have delivered young unlesse tebkan present. Hence likewise the wolf is thoagleeptable
to Apollo because he celebrated his birthday, s laécause his Eyes shine and cast forth ligtteimrtidst of the
night. Therefore the breathlesse body of the Kinpiown to the wolf when he is ravenously hungiot, to the end
that the wolf should wholly consume and annihitae King, but that by his own death the wolf shodstore
strength and life to him. For there is a certairmgorious Virtue in the Tayle of the Wolf which ifused into the
half dead King which makes him very desirable taran upon the recovery of His former Health andBg.

The Hyrcanians nourished Doggs for no other UséaHattthey might cast their Dead Bodyes to be deaby
them, as Cicero tells us. And so the Massagetesrgan that dye of diseases as a prey to doggsh8ut
Philosophers give their King to a Wolf, nor indeszé they pleased with the Custom of the Sabears caryed
out their dead in the same manner as dung and thesnKing upon the Dunghills; nor that of the Gladytes of
the Red Sea, who tyed the Necks of their dead méretr feet and hurried them along with Jestslaauhhter, and
so put them into the ground without any Consideratif the place of Buriall. But the Philosopherss#to follow
the Custom of the Magi, who did not bury their déadyes till they had first been torn to piecesliig beasts; or
of the Indians, who being Crowned and singing ttaases of the Gods commanded themselves to be dlivat
least old age should come upon them.

But these customs were imposed upon them all witaoy hopes of Resurrection or Renewall of Lifeingles are
far otherwise disposed among the Philosopherstheyrcertainly know that from their King devouregdwolf
there will appear one that is Alive, Strong and Nguand that the wolf must be burnt in his steaad.\#hen the
belly of the wolf is so gorged he will easily baigl, but although the King be dead he hath a MadiaCygnean
Virtue that he can neither be wounded nor consumed.

But where is this Wolf to be hunted, or whence Kiigg to be taken? The Philosophers answer thaivtiie
wanders up and down in the Mounteins and Vallegslile may seize his prey, which must be drawn bilteir
dens and preserved for Use. But the King beingdatl with the long journey he has taken from thet Balength
falls down, and his death is then hastened byieé$ geeing himself among Strangers, deprivedIdfialHonours
and so little esteemed as for a small price todieisto slavery. But it is necessary that the Whoifst be taken out
of a Cold Region, fothose that are bred in Cold Countryes are meredithan in Libya or Egypt by reason of tt
greater hunger occasioned by the externall coldckl¢he devoured King revives with the heart ofyarLand is
able afterwards to conquer all beasts. And althdwegls the meanest in Aspect among his six brotheisg the
Youngest of them all, yet after many miseries aitmitations he shall at last come to the most péwligKingdom.
Hereupon Gratianus in the Rosary saith: In Alchyhere is a certain noble body which moved from Maki

the same place says: There is one thing to be olmsgeof all, which is of a Livid Colour, havingctear liquid
metallick Species, and is a thinge Hot and Moisatédy and Combustible, and is a Living Oyle andngv
Tincture, a Minerall Stone and Water of Life of vaenfull efficacy.

It is not always safe for Kings to travell out bEtConfines of their Kingdoms, for if they endeavtmuconceal
themselves and yet happen to be known by their i&sdwies, they are taken for Spyes and imprisorideting
known they would proceed without an Army they aré¢hie same manner of danger. And so it has hapgertats
Indian King, or if he had not been prevented bytll@awvould so have happened. This capture isitke f
Sublimation, Lotion and Nobilitation which the Risbphers use, that the second and third may berpezdl with
more happy success. For the second and third withedirst are of no moment, the King being as yet
Pusillanimous, Drowsy and Sick. For He must fiestuire Subsidies and Tributes of his Subjects bighwvhe may
purchase himself garments and other necessaryegft@nwards he will be rich enough and able to nthe all
his Subjects as often as He pleases. For greaethineing generally sprung from small beginningsafterwards
raise up small thinges, or even suppresse greatibsech their pleasure be. As appears by soniesCivhich at
first were small but were governed by mighty Kingsd so from Villages became populous and Magmifice
Towns.

Emblem XXV.

The Dragon does not dye unlesse he be slain bpth@&rand a Sister, which are
Sol and Luna.

The Discourse:

In the acquisition of the Golden Fleece the Dragas first to be killed, which Labour having beervain
attempted by many men, they were overcome by thgd@r and destroyed with his deadly poison. Theoreass
because they were not sufficiently armed agairsVienom, nor instructed by what device he mighslaan. But
Jason the Physitian neglected no manner of Remesiesrall of which he received from Medea (thensedli of his
mind) and among them the Images of Sol and Lunghéyrue use of which he obtained the victory Wwhi@s the
Golden Fleece. Therefore the Dragon was slain by&bLuna, or by their Images, as the Philosopbées
observe.

So the Author of the Rosary out of other Writergdasmes says: The Dragon dyes not unlesse helbd ki the
Brother and Sister; not by one alone but by tweetbgr, to wit by the Sun and Moon. The Philosopdlidkercury
never dyes unlesse it be killed with his sisteat ik, it is necessary to congeal him with the MooSun. Note the
Dragon is Argent Vive extracted from bodyes, havimg Body Soul and Spirit; whereupon he saith Bragon
dyes not unlesse with his Brother and Sister,ith8bl and Luna, that is Sulphur extracted, hauiniself the
Nature of Moisture and Coldnesse by reason of tberMWith these the Dragon dyes, that is Argene\éxtracte:
from the same bodyes at first, which is the AquarR@ens of the Philosophers, which is made afteefaction
and after separation of the Elements, and thatniggtanother Name is called Aqua Foetida. So fagdes, with



whom all the rest do agree, and therefore | thinkihecessary to quote them.

The People of Epyrus worshipped a Dragon in theplemf Apollo in memory of Python that was slainHign.
There is by Nature a continuall war between thegprnaand the Elephant, at whose eyes and throdivag s
strikes, till the Elephant falling upon the groukills the Dragon with his Weight, from whence bymgas said to
come that Dragon's Blood which is imported intcsthparts. The Dragon's Eyes are of equall Valuie Jétvells.
His sight is very sharp and clear, and thereforis idaced as a guard over Treasures, as to trée@Gaf the
Hesperides and the Golden Fleece at Colchis. ThgeAts also joined him to Asculapius as a Hierdgblp

But the chemists appropriate Dragons to their Warkin reality but as an Allegorye. For a Dragowals denotes
Mercury, whether he be fixed or volatile. Hence Mey has two serpents about his Caduceus (forgodrs a
great serpent), and Saturn has but one which dsVosiTayle, as also has Janus. A Serpent is dedita
/Esculapius, the son of Apollo and the Inventor efdidine (the Philosophick Medicine), and it is beéd that he
was carryed in that shape from Epidauros to Rome tlzere always worshipped for the cessation optsilence
which (as they thought) was effected by him.

Now the Philosophick Dragon is always most Vigilantl Lively, not easily to be wounded both by reasbthe
thicknesse of his skin and sharpnesse of his seethVenom with which he is armed: for although¢benmon
Dragons are said to be without poison, yet thisiswithout it, venting it upon any one that comesr unlesse he
be managed warily. He therefore can rarely be @mreecby Force, unlesse the Craft of those who datedeto him
by consanguinity be added to it. For it is trulysebved by an Author that it is a safe and usuajl iwwaleceive und
the name of a Friend; but how safe or usuall soigveay be, it carries a Crime along with it. It yriae so in other
affairs, but it is not so in this. Jugglers and mebanks are said to kill worms and drive themadwhildren by a
powder made of such worms, that is to kill brotheith their brothers and sisters: so here the Dnagao be killed
with the Brother and Sister, which is Sol and Lundaence it appears that the Dragon is also onkeoPtanets, to
wit (as before showed out of the Rosary) Mercunyaeted out of Bodyes.

Some of the Grecians have told us that in the Refdterod King of Judea a Dragon fell in love wéhbeautifull
maid who was marriageable, and lay with her in lzexd} that Tiberius the Emperor delighted in anotitgich he
commonly fed with his own hand. So also the Phipdsokal Dragon if he be rightly handled leavesfléscenesse
and becomes a friend to man, but he is dangerased otherwise. Xanthus the historian as Plirgteslit, tells us
that a Dragon's young one being killed was by hiept brought to life again with the Herb callediBawvhich
notwithstanding | ascribe to a Philosophickal Alege rather then a true History. For only in Chyatliprocesse
Death happens to the live Dragon and life retuorthé dead one, and that by turns alternately.

But it may be enquired where and how the Dragon beataken. The Philosophers answer: The Mounteiuss g
Dragons to Rebis and the Earth Founteins. But gitdiemay be seen the way of taking him, and witlat\Care
and Industry many men watched to seize a very @esgon which had been observed in Africa, thatesanight
be carryed to Tiberius. For they found his accustbipath among Stones; this they enclosed, anddhaeihuced it
to a narrow compasse they then included him in amd netts, and tamed him by Clubs and Strifdest tést by
the help of many Land Carriages He was broughtecship which conveyed him to Rome.

Emblem XXVI.

The Tree of Life is the fruit of Human Wisdom.



The Discourse:

Tullius has excellently described the Essentidfedénce of Man whereby he is distinguished frohotier
animalls after this manner: As a Bird for flyingHarse for running, so a Man is born for Reasonkuay.as Lyons,
Bears and Tigers do exercise and delight themséivigsrcenesse, Elephants and Bulls in strengtboaly, Eagles,
Falcons and other Hawks in preying upon birds aviftreesse of wings, so Man excells them and aleoth
Creatures in Reason, Inferences and Understan8mnthere is no fiercenesse, no strength of bodgwifthesse in
Brutes so great, as not to be tamed, subdued addreuby Man's Reason only. For reason is notrgéhhumane
or proceeding from the Earth, but as the Poet sagérticle of divine breath sent from heaven Man. It is
sometimes called memory, sometimes the intellelctirtie to which, if use or experience be addedsddm
springs from thence; which is the most preciousgéithat a man can obtain. For use is said to beedsather and
Memory as the Mother of so generous an offspring.tBe Question is, what is true wisdom? and masthy of
man's enquiry, since the opinions concerning ifrdieite, every man transferring it to their ownaginations? It
may be answered that Wisdom (exception being alwagde of that which in divine thinges relates ® Welfare
of the Soul) in human thinges does not consisbiphsticall Arguments, Rhetoricall Speeches, Pa#ti®ound of
Verses, Criticall Subtility of the Grammarians. Niothe craft of heaping up Riches by violences)ydeceit,
perjuryes, oppression without any regard to thesgnd labour of the Poor. For wisdom is nothisg éut the true
knowledge of Alchymie joined with practice, whichaf the greatest benefit to mankind. This is tHeddm
surpassing all thinges, which with her right haedgtrates the East, with her left hand the WestEanbraceth the
whole Earth.

"Tis of this Wisdom that Solomon discourses so kxatty in his Book of Wisdom and shows us how Thiest are
acquainted have Eternall perseverance, and HexdBipartake of sincere pleasures. And he thatdilig enquiretl
after Her shall receive much Joy, for there isewtidusnesse in her conversation, but to be pregdntHer is mirth
and gladnesse. And though wine and musick chedraag of Man, yet Wisdom is pleasanter than bothshe is
the Tree of Life to all that lay hold upon Her, arapbpy is every one that reteineth her. Lactantiasefore calleth
her the food of the Soul. The wise shall inheribi@) and He that esteems wisdom shall be exaltdchanoured b
Her. She is more powerfull then all thinges and fmota a wise man more then ten mighty Princesadhain the
city. And to this worldly wisdom may be applied wigsaid by the Prophet Baruch: Where is WisdoreW is
strength and Where is understanding that thou rka@stv also Where is length of dayes and Life, whetée light
of the Eyes and peace. And as Solomon affirmsearBifiok of Wisdom, Great Pleasure it is to have FHerndship,
and in the works of Her hands are infinite Ricteag] in the exercise of conference with Her is pnedeand in
talking with her a good report.

Morienus the Philosopher speaking of it says: Thismowledge which draws him that possesses it fftarmisery
of this world and brings him to the knowledge af¢b good thinges that are to come. And he Affitnis be the
Gift of God: For this is nothing but the Gift of @onost High who committs and reveals it to suchisfservants
and faithfull as He pleases. They therefore ougliet Humble and subject in all thinges to the Omitgipt God.
And in another place: For it is convenient for yoiknow, O King, that this Magistery is nothingestsut the



Arcanum and secret of secrets of the most HighGmeadit God, for he hath recommended this secrastBriophets
whose Souls he hath placed in his Paradise. Iédscalled the Tree of Life; not that it hath Ettrife in it, but
because it doth as it were show the way to it, kaats fruit profitable for this Life which it canniee without, such
as Health and the Goods of Fortune and Mind. Ftrowit these a Man living is as if he were dead, rastdunlike
to a Brute, although outwardly he represents hiah tie ought to be, but is not in his better part.

Emblem XXVII.

He that endeavours to enter into the PhilosopRarsarye without a key, is like
him who would walk without feet.

The Discourse:

They write of Erichthonius that He sprang out @& Barth whilst VVulcan wrestled with Pallas the Geske of
Wisdom, and was born not with the feet of a manfawmed like a serpent. Such are those Persondyitioe
means of Vulcan alone, without the Wisdom of Pallzsbeget Offspring that are monstrous, withoat énd
abortive, which can neither profit others nor bé@rteEmselves. It is a miserable thinge for megdaipon all four,
that is upon his hands and feet; but worse alt@gette those destitute of feet who use Arms insbédoem, for
they seem to have degenerated into the Nature ofid/who go after the manner of reptiles.

But the two legs are the two organick members af,mathout which there can be no true walking, narenthen
seeing without eyes or grasping thinges tangibtbaut hands. So likewise medicine and every oparafiit are
supposed to have two legs, namely Experience aaddRe upon which they are to stand and withoueeith
which their Art is lame and imperfect in its Tradits and Precepts, nor can it arrive at the Epdojpposes. But
Chemistry chiefly has two subjects as its two legse of which is the key, the other is the bolttWWhese the
Philosophick Rosary although locked on every si@g tre opened, and free admittance given to subhwsa
Right to enter. But if one of these be wantingita that is about to enter therein, it will be tlere thinge as if a
Cripple should endeavour to outrun a Hare. Helidiout a key enters into the Garden which is eweay
enclosed is like a Thief who coming in the darkhmigan discern nothing that grows in the Gardengengoy what
he steals thence.

But the Key is a thinge of the meanest Value wipigperly is called a Stone, known in the ChaptesXhe Root
of Rhodes, without which no Twig is put forth, rdith a Budd swell, nor a Rose spring and send featbes in a
thousand fold. But it may be asked where this Ketpibe sought for? | answer with the Oracle: thexe to be
looked for where the Bones of Orestes are saic tiobnd, to wit Where THE WINDS, THE STRIKER, THE
REPERCUTIENT AND THE DESTRUCTION OF MEN may be fautogether. That is, as Lychas interpreted it,
in a Brasier's Workhouse. For by the Winds is méanBellows, by the Striker the Hammer, by thekstrBack
the Anvill, and by the Destruction of Men, Iron seto have been meant by the Oracle. If a man kinowsto
number well and distinguish the signs he will ceitafind this Key in the Northern Hemisphere oéthAodiack,
and the bolt in the Southern; and being Mastehesé it will be easy to open the Door and enter.



And in the very entrance he will see Venus andbeémved Adonis, for she hath tinged the White Rufse Purple
Colour with her Blood. In the same place a Dragso & observable- as in the Hesperian Gardens-wdtches
over these Roses. And the scent of the Rosesdidshk increased by Garlick planted near them tlhatby reaso
of the exceeding degree of Heat which is in Ganlitlereby it resists cold poisons, for the Rosest wanHeat of
the Sun and Earth before they can acquire a calodismell that is most Gratefull to the Eyes andthits.
Moreover the Fume of Common Sulphur makes Red Rt if it touch them, and so on the contrary Sparit
of Vitriol and Agua Fortis refreshes them with agdeor full Red Colour which endureth. For commotpBur is ar
Enemy to the Philosophickal Sulphur though it cardestroy it, but the solutive water is fi@ly to it and preserwvi
its Colour.

The Rose is sacred to Venus in regard of that Beauwvhich it surpasseth all Flowers; for it is &gfh which
Nature hath Armed that it might not be violatedheitt revenge and punishment. Violets are unarmddrad
under feet, but Roses lye among Prickles and hallew Hairs hidden within and a Garment of Greethaut. No
man can pluck them and separate them from thelBsithkt he that is Wise; if otherwise, he shall &8ting in his
fingers. So none but the most Wary Philosopherscndlp their Flowers, least in the Hives He shdiid Stings as
well as Bees and Gall instead of Honey. Many haeeetly and like Thieves entered the Rosary buk lesped
nothing from thence but Misery and Losse of Timd habour. Whereupon Bacusser saith in the Turba:Books
seem very injurious to those who read them onlyeardwice or perhaps thrice, for they will be frased in their
Understanding and whole Study. What is worse thi#lyalgo lose all their money, pains and time whibay have

spent in this Art, and a little afterwards, wheman thinks he has perfected and has the World,lhéng nothing
in his hands.

Emblem XXVIII.

The King is sitting in a Vaporous Bath, and is &éem the Black Gall by the
Physitian Pharut.

The Discourse:
As there are three concoctions in man, the firshénStomach, the second in the Liver, the thirtheVeins, there
are likewise as many universall Evacuati®mf Excrements which are correspondent to thedrdaily carry of thei
superfluityes; namely, the first by stool whiclpi®per to the first concoction, the second by Uriméch belongs t
the second, the third by Expiration through theepaf the Whole Body or by sweat which is pectuthathe third.
In the first the Chylus, in the next Chymus, in thied a Dew or dewy substance is Elaborated aptlexpto every
part of the Body. The Excrements or Faeces ofithedre Thick, Bilious and Fat, which are carryleugh the
Bowells backward, and if they be at any time olzt&rd they are gently, moderately or strongly exqoeby
purgations. The Excrements of the second are liqoate thin, bilious and saltish, which are broughit of the
Veins by the Kidneys and Bladders as Aqueducts.
The superfluityes of the third are yet more thid #merefore do for the most part expire of themsgkhrough the




smallest pores, or are carryed out together wighrum of the Humors as sweat. These dpetdy Sudorificks
as the former are by Diureticks. The Ancient Greskd Romans took a great deal of pains for theuatan of thi
latter sort of Faeces, and to this End did so nspoyts and exercises, such as the Chafing of i pathe
morning, Anointing with oyle and Wrestling, FencirRunning, Hand-ball, Tennis, daily Washing andhag in
Rivers or Artificiall Baths. And for the conveniemof these thinges so many Magnificent structureevibuilt at
Rome, which we may rather admire than imitate; sagtvere the Baths of Dioclesian, which are fomtust part
still remaining (and unlesse | am mistaken dedtédethe Arch Angels), an Aspiring, Superb and Sgie Work.
The same kinds of concoction as we have beforeiamet are likewise in the Elaboration of Metallsr fhe first
is made after its manner in the Magnus Annus aatgrear, that is in the Revolution of the Highesh&e, the
second in the Revolution of the lowest spherethivd in that of the middle one.

As the Salamander lives in fire, so also the Stone.



The Discourse:
There are two Elements in which Animalls live, Amd Water, and as many in which nothing that isweatied can
remain, to wit, Earth and Fire; for as the former af a temperate and middle Complexion in the &rel second
qualitiyes, so these latter are of an extreme onare bodyes either too thick or too subtile,sd the thicknesse
does not admitt some bodyes, and the subtilety iholeed admitt some but then it penetrates andstthiem. But
that men can live in Subterraneous Caves is oawagdiby the Air descending thither and filling thqdaces least
there should be any Vacuum. But here we speakerfyedslement apart. In the Water Fishes live inéddble
numbers, variety and fruitfulnesse, and even thgdst of all Animalls. In the Air live Men, fourfted Beasts,
Birds, Worms and Insects. Whatsoever is said afitSpivandering in the secret parts of the Eartimisther thinge,
for they are not Animalls.
But as for the Fire, there are no Animalls saitiv® in it except the Salamander. Now the Salameaisdacreeping
worm not much unlike a Lizard, but of a slower pduigger head and different Colour, such as | rebr@mseeing
in the Alps under the mountein Spulga coming ouhefRocks after Thunder and Rain and lying invihg. And &
Country man of the place told me it was called Mivich; it had round about it a clammy and viscousstmesse,
by the Virtue of which it freely passes though Hiee without Harm.

But the Salamander of the Philosophers is verguifit from this, although it be likened to it. Foat of the
Philosophers is born in Fire. This is not so with tommon Salamander, but if it falls into the Biyereason of its
extreme coldnesse and moisture it is not preséutigt, but can freely passe through the Flameishidot and Dy.
This common Salamander is Cold and Moist, for evleiryge participates of the Nature of the Mothexsnb and

resembles the place and country of its productiine. produces nothing but what is Hot and Dry dadpéke to
itself; on the contrary, the Moist and Cold CaveshRocks being full of water send forth this masid cold
Vermin. The Philosophickal Salamander by the Stodié of its Nature rejoyces in Fire; the commoraSainder
by the Contrariety of Nature extinguishes it orgome time repells its force.
They say that the Fly Pyraustes is generated andfid flyes out of the Brass Furnaces in CyprusnBuman has
believed this to be true but in an Allegorye. FoeH it be continued destroys and corrupts thdyas of any
Animalls whatsoever, seeing it can burn Earth (Btasse and the most solid Timber and all other aamged
thinges into Ashes, some few excepted to wit sschra Mercuriall, which either wholly remain or vilgdly away
out of the fire without any separation being mafitheir parts. For Vulcan is a most cruell Execnépwho calls
all thinges that are mixed and compounded of Eléstenhis Tryall and Judgement. Some few only acepted
from his Tribunall by the speciall Privilege andiingence of Natw, who is Empresse of all thinges. Over thes
has no right by himself alone, unlesse he joirnstothe Areopagites as other assistant JudgesSafainanders
are such as are above his Violence, which theyotdesar.

Avicenna in his Porta reckons up the various Te@pents of bodyes which are all unequall and thegefo
corruptible by Fire and other injuries. But He affg that there is one exactly equall which has ashideat as
Cold and as much Drynesse as Moisture, not acaptdiiVeight but Justice as the Physitians term@n} this is

that which is more Patient then Agent, in whickiile endeavours to resolve Water its adversaryAitovhich is
its Familiar, the Earth does not admitt this Resotubecause it is incorporated with Water. And lititernall Fire
of the Compound doth by its suffrage approve thitgnce of the Earth, because he is the intimagadrof the



Earth. Therefore Vulcan's Judgement ceases, andd®eyet another Intrigue by endeavouring to buerEarth int
cinders as he is accustomed to do. But Water atth&siEarth brings exceptions against him and shbaitsshe is
united to the Earth and the Air, as the Fire by side is to the Earth. Therefore he that would cedhe Earth to
Ashes would likewise reduce the other Elements,sandulcan being disappointed suspends his Judgdesesi

He should become ridiculous.
This Body is like the Truest Salamander, in whith Elements are Equalled by the Balance of theirdPa
Concerning this Rosarius out of Geber saith: Lileanthe Philosopher would have the Substances afuvier
mortified, but naturally his Mercury is in that lEnable Stone as is plain to all men. And a littigHer on: Also th
Philosopher would have the Substances of Mercugdsias ivident because he teacheth the ways of Fixinlg
many Cautions and Devices. But who can doubt thestaace of that Precious Stone to be most Fixed@iGly nc
man that knows it. By which it appears that then8tis by Fixation to be reduced to the Nature ef$alamander,
that is to the greatest Fixednesse which neithelirais nor refuses Fire. For it is no Salamandiet tias learnt to
endure Fire with the utmost patience, which mustemfessitye be effected in long processe of time.
Hereafer in the 35th Emblematicall discourse it will figowne how Achilles and Triptolemus were by nighatpd
under embers of Fire till they could endure the mvehement Heat, thus by use and custom attaiwiriget
propertyes of a Salamander. For Custom is a sedahate. But unlesse Nature communicates the Pougeas a
Mistresse begins the Alteration, Custom will beeatiol do little or nothing. And thence it is impdssito fix Ice at
the Fire, but to fix Christall is possible becads#ure has begun it. The same must be thought oéivand
Volatile Mercury, which in its own Nature cannotBieed but by the Marriage and Coition of Sulphuhjch is the

Emblem XXX.

Lunais as reqU|S|te to Sol as a Hen is to a Cock.

The Discourse:

Avicenna in his Book de Anima does severall timisrais this admonition: That no Eggs should betaky the
Artist unlesse they were of such Hens as had bredrbly a Cock. That is that the Female subject irdvalue
without the virtue of the Male, and so on the cantthat the Cock is of no use without the Hen. these two
sexes are to be joined in the Philosophickal Caog,that so multiplication may from thence procdad.the
Philosophers do more especially use this similitoifde Cock because he has a nearer correspondéhcev
Power of the Sulphur than the Male of any othedlohBird, seeing one Cock can preside over marnystad
does not easily endure any Rivall upon the Tegréerof his own Dunghill, for He knows and esteeimssklf to be
sufficient for all his mates. He is the Bird of Mamade as the Poets feign by the transformatitimeoboy Gallus,
whose businesse it was to watch the Sun leastdwddshspye the Adultery which Mars committed witbariis; and
He is very Martiall in war, for He will fight withis Enemy even till death. In the Philosophickalkoe represen
the Sun, as the Hen does the Moon For there isaime necessitye of joining Sol with Luna as thekGuith the



Hen. The Cock is likewise raised to the Sun, witfom He both rises and goes to sleep. He often lopks
Heaven and erects his Tayle on high, which falth@shape of a sickle. He fights for kiens against Serpents,
is the forerunner of Light and is Loved by Latorecéuse he was present at her delivery. For Latamaght forth
Sol and Luna, from whence the Cock is appropriateti to the Mother and the Son.

But Sol, Luna and Latona agree with Chymicall satsi@nd so do the Cock and Hen, for these two carmef
Eggs and do likewise produce eggs, from whence @td@ckens may be Hatched. So likewise the Philbeophav
their Eggs, which will passe into birds of the sddamel if they are nourished with a temperate heahsas the heat
of a Hen that setts, remaining upon them contigu&lbr whereas among other Birds the male setts tipwEggs,
the Cock only shows himself to be free from thdicefand Burden, and all the care and labour aftiag the
Chickens and breeding them up must lye upon the Yéaerein her Diligence and Industry is very renadk:;
with what haste she eats and drinks and perforhtseahecessaryes of Nature, that she may run todoér Eggs
least they should grow cold. Then with Force angdeaesse she defends her Chickens; with how laaice like
that of a Bell she calls and clucks them togetwith what Endeavour she Bruises and Cutts withHikkias with a
Knife the harder crumbs or grains which she adnerssto them. All of which is the work of Naturedaworthy of
our admiration. And all this is done least Eggsusthdde wanting for the food of mankind or the proiiten of
Chickens.

After the same manner the Philosopher or Artistesdlke provision for all his operations. For héhgas his Eggs
from such places where a Cock has been treadindiigeintly searches least there be joined egder #iat he
cleanses, separates and disposes them in his ¥egs@h Nests; he administers proper heat to thewhich from
day to day the subjects commixed among themselvesudually Act and Suffer, till after a long timagsing
through various colours they at last arrive at @oéour and Essence. In which work Solution, Coatiuta
Sublimation, Ascension, Descension, DistillatiomJdhation and Fixion must be performed as interiated
operations. For what is hard and compact cannattbeed, therefore Solution must precede and thdtreay grow
soft and liquid. But when a thinge is dissolvedititenust be Coagulated not to its former Hardnésgdo a
Tractablenesse proportionate to that of Honey. Bdilimation separates the Pure from the Impurenaatkies
what was Vile become Honourable, advancing infertoua superiour. Whence this cannot be wantingisblike
the mistresse and governesse of all the rest. VithideSublimation is performed some parts mountanol®, which
is Ascension, and others fall downwards which isd@asion: afterwards, Distillation being often ratee clarifies
the whole, and that which remains at the botto@alkined. Then both are fixed and the work is prefe. But a
man may in truth reduce all these speciall opematto one generall, which is Coction. For as séV€fdckens
which run about are clucked together under onewtemis their Mother and Nurse, so these varioussasiand
methods of operation run all into one, which iswwrk of the woman: that is, Coction.

It is the Moon that must be exalted to the Subliesse of the Sun, and all these thinges are tramstmt her sake.
That is the finall intent: a durable Marriage bedweéhe Sun and Moon, and when that is accompliated
embassies, contracts, congresses, mistrusts sivallam End. There will be one bed and one fleghloe mutuall
and constant, the league indissolvable, the petaceadl. The Sun without the Moon is of no greateem, and the
Moon without the Sun is of an abject condition &filé Originall. But it is from her Husband the Stivat she
receives Splendour, Dignity and Strength or Firnssaéoth of Mind and Body. And the Sun obtains fthen
Moon the Multiplication of his Offspring and thedpagation of his Kind. Hence Rosarius says, iféheere only
one of them in our Stone the Medicine would nel@wrfeasily nor give the Tincture; nor if it did givt, it would
not Tinge but for as much as was in it, and theaiader and Mercury would Fly away in Smoak, because
Receptacle of the Tincture would not be in it. ABeber in Libro Examinum proves that if Sol and Lana
incorporated together with Art they are not eatilpe separated.

Emblem XXXI.

The King swimming in the Sea cryes out with a LMaice: He that delivers me
shall have a great reward.

The Discourse:

The first Rudiments of all Discipline were ancigrthe knowledge of swimming and the institutioneifers; and
from thence it used to be said of a rude unpolishad that he could neither swim nor read. For theiénts
considered that swimming would of ten times prowveeans to save and deliver the Body from the dangfathe
Water, as the knowledge of letters would the mimidat all the waves of Fortune. Swimming is as Beagy in
War as Learning is at home in times of peace. Ad@observe that Brutes have their Weapons inrresse and
provided by Nature, but that Man instead theresfhia wit and hands given him against all exterRatkce, that as
one contrives his Arms so the others may use tkerthe same beasts have the faculty of swimming aiit
implanted in them, which man has not. For the Woyng often will escape from those waters in wtttoh
strongest and most skillfull man will be drownetdwhs therefore needfull to enjoin the exercisevaifnming to
children, it being usefull towards the preservatiétheir lives, so that what was wanting by Natonght be
supplyed by the Use of Art.

The same Exercise has been used by Noblemen, ®ancdeKings for the safeguard of their Personsthiey who
are descended from Noble blood are not wholly Exedhfrom the chances of fortune, but exposed tmtags well
as other Men. If Dionysius had neither understamidnening nor letters when he was driven out of hisg€lom of
Sicily as a Tyrant, he would have perished in tlaweg of the Sea when he was shipwrecked in thextB@n gulf.
Neither could he have come to Corinthus, theretaig a School to teach boyes and profess humarng. Fron
a King being made a Schoolmaster and wielding ansigad of a Scepter, the proverb originated:ristus of
Corinth'. In like manner, if the Royall Son of tR&ilosophers had not been able to swim, no mandiuzaNe heard
his Voice nor retrieved him, he being long sincevared in the Waters. Swimming therefore is necessaa
usefull to all degrees of men, for altho' it canpsently deliver a man from the surges of thet @agan, yet it
gives him time of Life whereby he may be saved thers.

But this King of whom we speak sustains himselfltrgest time of all and cryes out even to this, dag' he be
seen or heard by a very Few, by reason of the ¥as&of the Sea and his remotenesse. For by cliesaémming
he hath touched upon a Rock or a Very great Stdreerhe may remain if the Waves prevail. But it rheyasked
what kind of Sea this is? | answer it is the Ergghn or the Red Sea, subject to the Tropick of Caimcehose
Bottom there lies the most abundant Quantity of Mg, It is not safe for ships compacted of oriadih Iron to



sall in it, for they may easily be drawn to thetbot by the Force of the Magnets. Which the Kingobefmentione:
being ignorant of, and the rest perishing wherr thieip sank, he alone escaped by swimming. A Cratidin
remained upon him, shining like Glorious Rubieswhjch he might easily be known and restored td<iriggdom.
But what are these good things which this Royatli Boable and willing to bestow on him by whom hewdd be
restored to his own Kingdom? Certainly not suchamels as Ptolemy the last King of Egypt bestowe®ompey,
by whom his Father was restored to that KingdomyitpPerfidiousness and Death. Rather, he besktaedth, the
removall of diseases, the preservation of life freen the burden of things necessary, and the ldbRlenty with
Love and Honour- which being things not mean amlinairy, but the chief Vitalicks and ornaments a$ thife.
Who, except he be stupid would not desire them? Winad not swim to Him? Who would not stretch fohiils
hand and draw him into the Boat? But care musakert least in rescuing this Prince his Diadem shtall into
the Sea. For then He would scarce be acknowledgetid King or received by his Subjects, becausa thould
perish the Pyropus Venerabili, and the Bezoar StoneriagsHealth to all men would Vanish quite away. Eeithe
Rosary quotes Aristotle in these Words: Choose @lfigsStone, that by which Kings are revered inrtbéadems,
and by which Physicians can cure their Patientsab&e it is near to the Fire. For without a MedilliNirtue a
Crown would be of no Value.

But what is to be done to the King when he is diveled? First from those Waters he had receivademmust be
relieved by Sudorificks, from Cold by the Heat afef- from the Numbnesse of his Limbs by Baths matidy Hot,
from Hunger and want of food by the Administratmfira convenient Diet and from other externall madady thei
contraries and Health-restoring Remedies. Then mé&siyall match be provided, from which in due tithere
shall arise from him an offspring most desirablestrbeloved by all men, most beautifull and masitfiull, who
shall excell all his Ancestors in Strength, Kingdddominions, People, Riches and Wealth, and shallige his
Enemyes not by War but Gentlenesse, not by Tyrdah¥lemency, which is genuine and peculiar to Him.

As Corall grows under Water and is har

dened bh,eso Iso is the Stone.

The Discourse:

The Philosophers call their Stone a Vegetable Isecdau/egetates, grows and is increased and mialipke a
plant. This indeed to the ignorant seems strandecantrary to the Truth, it being as they think ifest that Stoes
do neither Vegetate nor grow after this manner that this can any ways appertain to such Metallsay be
liquefied or melted. But they are deceived in tlieidgements; for whatever is unknown to them, tthey believe
not to be in Nature, measuring the immensity ofinéverse by their own Capacities. For who wouldrdvave
believed that a Stone should grow under waterspbarat there generated should become a Stone senles
Experience and the credible testimony of Writerd tanfirmed it? Where does that petrifying, wheoesithat
tingeing Virtue which hardeneth and tingeth Corakist? Whether in that Water or in the Air? We mesgsonably
believe it to be as they affirme a soft and flegiplant whilst it is under the Waters, yet of awearthy Nature,
which when it is cut and exposed to the cold winesomes hard and may be broken like a Stone. Eoxdltery



parts which abound are dryed up by a cold and dryfér Northern Winds bring drynesse along witletti), and
the Earthy body which remains, having cold and dsge as its qualities, is congealed. For consmidr the
binding faculty is the Earth's alone; it does nasein the Water or Air, as each element hasétsuine or proper
gualities.

The Sea likewise in oth@laces produces three Medicinall Stones, takemygfaoim the Vegetable kind, partly frc
the Animal, or rather from the hidden Secrets ofuk® as Pearl, Amber and Amber Gryse. The Prooluct
Pearls and the way of taking them is known to W not of the rest. Amber is gathered upon theGessts of
Scandinavia after a most Vehement north-westenhdviias blown, which without doubt drives it througk
Waters to the Shore after it has boyled out of&agh into the Veins of the Sea. For we have seares/eins of
Iron and Silver growing in the Amber, which thingutd not be done but in the Earth. But that Fliesatts,
Spiders, Butterflies, Froggs and Serpents shoukkka in some pieces of it (we ourselves havinglRadeads
turned out of Amber, which did every one contaimed-lies, Gnatts, Spiders and Butterflies; andafrteem, not
without a singular miracle of Nature, had ninelarh together) happens by the influence and imagimaf the
Heavens, as we have elsewhere demomestrdthat Amber Gryse is found after the same mampen the Shores |
the East and West Indies cannot be denyed, anddhw declare it to be the Juice or Gum of Tregshi@y do the
Amber before mentioned) yet they who conceive hiegroduced out of the Veins of the Earth do jutigee
probably. For Trees that bear Amber or Amber Ghgee not been seen in any place, although if suebsibe
they must certainly grow in open Air, and not undeter. We therefore ascribe both sorts of Amber to
Subterraneous Veins or Stones, as we do Pearlsoph¥ra or Plant-animals, and Corall to the Vedetab

The Stone of the Philosophers is likened to thesd,especially to Corall. For as Corall grows i& Yaters and
draws Nutriment from the Earth, so also the Phiick Stone is concreted out of Mercuriall wated &as taken
thence whatever is worthy in it towards its own fentation, the Superfluous Moisture having expifdte Red
Colour likewise is raised upon the Corall by thegualation which the Ancients call the Tincture afr@lls, and so
it is in the Physicall Stone, which becomes rethanlast Congelation and appears like the red Catath is the
Tincture. But the Corall grows hard by the Cold ange, the Stone by the Hot and drye, which beingn@ented it
likewise dissolves: contrary to the Nature of otS&rnes, which do indeed dissolve, but run integgawhich
thinge is in no wise agreeable to this.

And as Corall is prepared into severall Medicinegreat Virtue, so also hath the Philosophickalalldransferred
into itself the virtues of all Herbs, and can al@egforme as much as the medicines of all VegetaBler the
Celestiall Sun who infuses a medicinall Virtue défi¢acy to Vegetables has given more to this Sohisthan to al
others. This is the Philosophickal Corall, vegetabhimall, and minerall, which lyes hid in the VY@&gean and is
not known, unlesse it be put into the hands andeqgb to the Eyes of the Ignorant. But it must leoffuwhilst it is
under the Waters, and that with Very Great Caut@ast it lose its juice and blood and nothing rentmit a
Terrestriall Chaos without its True Forme. For hep®onsists all the difficulty of gathering Cordly these Waters
| understand the Superfluobamidity which kills the Stone, which does not sufthe Coralline Rednesse to apy
and which admitts of no Coagulation, unlesse iségarated.

Emblem XXXIII.

The Hermaphrodite, lying like a dead man in darkeewants Fire.



The Discourse:

It is remarkable in Nature that at the coming ol\ifiter Froggs and Leaches lye under Water a®if there dead,
and in the Spring by the Operation of the Sun'$ fever sense and motion so as to be able torpethe
Actions of a sensible life. But if in the Wintente they be found in the Waters and brought intorkVair or a
Stove, immediately they begin to move as in Sumifenm whence it appears that nothing is wantindpéon but
Externall Heat to excite the Naturall Internall head bring it to Action.

After the same manner do the Philosophers spetileafHermaphrodite. For if he appears dead agdw®ih
darknesse he then requires the Heat of Fire. Big &id to lye in darknesse as being left in & dawd most cold
Winter's night, that is he remains in Blacknesdgctvis a sign of Cold, from which he ought by aajer intensity
of Fire to be brought to Whitenesse and by a grestiteto Rednesse. For without Heat, as Bodilluthe Turba
says, nothing is generated. And a Bath of intelese tauseth a Body to perish, but if it be colitites it away. Bt
if it be temperate it becomes agreeable and plé&sane Body. Bonellus likewise says: "All thindt live do als
die according to God's pleasure. Therefore thatilddtom whom moisture is taken, when it is expdsgdight,
seems like a dead man; and then that Nature wiaatdlifthe Body and Spirit of it be turned int@ih, and then it
becomes dust like a dead man in his Tomb. Thesgghieing accomplished God restores the SpiritSand to it,
and all infirmity being taken away our Nature isrdorted and amended. It is requisite thereforeutm that Matter
without fear." Fire therefore, which destroys dher things, repairs this and is its life as ithisir Death.

One only Phoenix there is, which is restored bg Fienewed by Flames and revived out of Ashestkiadbeing
known only to the Philosophers, is burnt and restdo life, whatever otherslfalously may report of a certain B
that never yet was seen or had any Being. LikewigeHermaphrodite of which the Philosophers spsak a
mixed Nature, Male and Female, one of which paisdeghe other by the Operation of Heat. For frofermale it
becomes a male, which ought not to seem strantpeitWork of the Philosophers, since if History niieyCredited
severall examples of it may be found. The Poetgimethe sex changes of Cenea, Iphin and Tirestandescribe
by Pontanus and Ausonius. Likewise, when LiciniuasSus and C. Cassius Longinus were Consuls a &sy w
made of a Virgin, and Licinius Mutianus as he istgal by Pliny relates that he had seen one Aristorwhose
name had been Aristusae and that she had beenemabut thashe soon after had a beard, and manhood app
the same person became a Husband. Pliny himsealftsayin Africa he saw Lucius Cossicius, a Citinén
Tisdritanum, changed into a man upon the day ofrfaigriage.

These things are true and might be proved by mémr &xamples if there were occasion, for it igaierthat by
the increase of heat the genitall parts are tlousof the Body: for seeing a Woman is much cottlan a male, ar
has those parts hidden within which a man has adtwahereupon Nature being dubious whether shaldho
generate a man or a woman expresses a woman olytwhad inwardly she intended a man. For whiclsoeraas
heat and motion increase with Age the hidden fmedak forth and become apparent. After the sameaneranis
with the Philosophers, for by the increase of lle@ir woman becomes a man; that is, their Hermajiteréoses ths
female sex and becomes a man stout and grave ghaothing in him of Effeminate Softnesse and Levg we
sometime since saw a noble youth that was an Hémrodjte changed, or rather promoted into a perfeart not
uncapable (as it was hoped) of getting Childrenafblew Passage was made through the Yard whictedame,



and the other appertaining to the Woman was stophedi this piece of Surgery was performed by Caspar
Tagliacotio, that famous Surgeon of Bologna.

The Philosophers are not without these manuallatjpers, for when the coldnesse and the moistndsbe dloon
appears, that they call the Woman; and when theamehdrynesse of the Sun appears, that is the Waen all
these four qualities are present together thaieis Rebis or Hermaphrodite, and thus conversiah@iWoman-
that is, of coldnesse and moisture- may Easily hderinto the Man, whicts done by the Sole Heat of Fire, as t
been said. For Heat sequesters and separategtrdgityes of Moisture and will Establish the Idefethe
Philosophickal Subject, which is the Tincture.

Emblem XXXIV.

He is conceived in Baths, born in the Air, and genmade Red he walks upon the
Waters.

The Discourse:

The Opinion or Flattery of men has attributed salevonderfull Births or Originalls to some persaisove others,
but they are certainly fatious. So it is said that Alexander the Great watshegot by Philip King of Macedonia t
by Jupiter Hammon, Romulus and Remus were begbtdrg, and Plato sprang from the Virgin Perictiopwh
conceived by a Phantasme of Apollo. So the Heathwinidd demonstrate themselves to be born from thasGas
also Thessalus the Son of Hippocrates the Physietautdd among other things persuade the Atheniaaishid was
born from Apollo. But we give no credit to thesentfs, for we know that they from whom they wouldidee their
Originall were neither men nor Gods, and if theerevany Heroes among Mortalls who might have bepated
Divine we think it to have proceeded from the #aytof their subjects or disciples, speaking anitinvg great
things of them however false to gain a reputatibthhem in the world.

But it is a different thing that the Philosophessrébe an unusuall Conception and Nativity to tis&in, for he hath
something above all other things born in the Wadidd;he is conceived in Baths, and born in the ¥Afe know that
Women being barren by reason of too much coldnasdelrynesse are much helped by hot baths, sotesrtade
able and fit for conception, but that such coneeptiught to be or can be in such Baths is a thivigeard of that
seems to be peculiar to him alone from the wondlgrbwer of Nature, which is far different from aithers. In
other places they say that his conception oughetm the bottom of the Vessell and his birth ia Alembeck:
which opinion is still more clear. For the watefdhe Baths, if there be any, will neither be ie tp nor in the
middle but in the bottom of the vessell, and in Ahembeck will be vapours that are aeriall.

Therefore when conception is made he ascendshiatdlembeck and his Birth appears in a White Colour
Blacknesse rules in the bottom, of this saith thedry: "It is conception when the Earth is dissdlireo a black
powder and begins to retain somewhat of the Merdonthen the male acts upon the female, thatasth upon
the Earth." And a little after: "Conception and [@assation is made in Putrefaction in the bottorthefVessell, an
the generation of things is made in the Air, to, witthe Head of the Vessell that is the Alembe&nd conception
in Baths is nothing but putrefaction in Dung, foe tsame Rosary proceeds, "The Body does nothirgsmit be



putrefied, and it cannot be putrefied but with Megt; and again, "Let putrefaction be made with test gentle
heat of warm and moist dungnd by no other thing so that no thing ascendf finy thing doth ascend there wo
be a separation of the parts, which ought not ttilltee male and female be perfectly joined tdgetand one
receives the other, whose sign of perfect soluidilacknesse in the superficies.” His birth istehivhich is made
on the Top of mountains, that is, in the Air or flembeck. This is explained by Rosinus ad EuticidAfter this
manner the wise man said, take things out of thaies and exalt them to higher places, and semd tigam the
Top of their Mountains and reduce them to theitsoBy Mountains he signifies Cucurbites, and &y Tops of
Mountains Alembecks, and to send after that wagpefking is to receive the Waters of them througBAlambeck
in a Receiver, and to reduce to their roots isatwycback to that from which they proceed. And akscCucurbites
mountains because Sol and Luna are found in mogtsd also in their Mountains, which are Cucugyiteeir Sol
and Luna is generated." And so far this AuthoreAftards: "The Son of the Philosophers becomesmnédagins
to go upon the Waters, that is upon Metalls mditgéFire which stand in the form of a Mercuriall WatFor he is
the Lord of Waters, upon which he exercises Authi@s Neptune is King of the Sea and possessormofik4ins."
Stories tell us of Xerxes King of Persia, who beipgn an expedition into Greece sent an Embasthet8ea and
to the Mountain Athos, so that they would do himwrong, either that by its waves or this by theséof Fire,
otherwise he would be revenged upon them bothttguTale was told to them that were deaf, for treedrowned
some of his Ships, and Athos destroyed not a fetlweyh by Fire. Hereupon the King being angidyak Lord of th
Sea and Mountains command a certain number ofeSttipbe inflicted upon the first, and a great pathe
mountain to be cast into the Sea. But these thdegsonstrate rather the rashnesse than prudenoggoéat a King.
But he concerning whom we speak purgeth all Wdters Obstacles and Impurities, not only by his Caamih but
by his Actions, and freely passes through them;vaima is still more wondrous congeals them, thatsiime
Waters in which Ships sailed before may by theidhasse endure his charriot wheels. He levels Maositwith
Valleys and fears not the flames of Fire, and tfoeeemarches without opposition from the Columnsiefcules to
the utmost coasts of India, where are seated then@s of Dionysus.

Emblem XXXV.
As Ceres accustomed Triptolemus and Thetis accest@mhilles to abide Fire,
so also doth the Artist the Stone.

The Discourse:

Lycurgus that Famous Lawgiver of Sparta explaimethé people in the Theater by a familiar instamoe
prevalent Custom will be, whether it is good or bidd brought two whelps, both from one litter, dredween them
placed a pot full of pulse and a Hare. One immedtlidéeft his Food to follow the Hare because thed been his
Custom as well as Nature, the other fell on angalthed his porridge because that was what he el tired to
do. Behold, said he, what Education and early Gndtom youth upwards can effect in those whom Nahath
produced both Equall and alike.

After this manner, therefore, it is convenient toesad and direct Nature to the best things, forisipdiable as Wax



either to Vice or Virtue. What they demonstratedé¢ctrue in Politicks, the Philosophers do agreeettrue also in
Physicks. The Examples of the whole world show lsagtom prevails over Man and Beast, and severallroc
likewise in Vegetables, but in Mineralls and Méatklbodyes we have not so much experience. NeJvegbe it is
by much Use and Custom that the Philosophers &x 8tone in Fire proper for it, and this they deelin
abundance of their Writings. For it must be nowhy fire as a child by milk upon its mother'sasts. Hence
Emiganus says, "Behold the Infant sucking and hihita not". And Bodillus says, "The babe being bisrn
nourished by Milk and Fire alone, and by little ditiie whilst he is Very Young, and the more hdignt his bone
are strengthened untill he is brought to Youth, hadng attained to that he is able to providetionselfe." Arnold
in the Rosary, Book 2 Chapter 7 says, "Yet the kiadimust be long time roasted by Fire and noudistsea child
by the breast."

The Ancient Philosophers would demonstrate thesgthéngs by the Allegories of Triptolemus and Alds, and
their lyeing under Fires to be hardened by thenteseach of them denote nothing Else but the Cledindabject,
for otherwise it would be an insipid fable unfithe applied to morality and not worthy of the cdesation of the
learned. Ceres as aif$e nourished Triptolemus all day with her milklat night placed him in the Fires, by wh
means the boy being very well grown his Father &leat a certain season took notice of it. Heree£killed
Eleusius and gave the boy Triptolemus a charriatvdrby Serpents, in which he passed through thentrall
parts of the world and taught Mankind how to sowrC®low this Triptolemus is the Philosophick Tinetu
nourished by Fire after the same manner, whichgbegmried by serpents, that is Mercury, taught imam the
Philosophers should cast their seeds into the Earth

These same things are ascribed to Osiris, who meend the Earth for the same reason as we haverdgrated in
another place, and to Dionysus who travelled thihahg world to teach men the Use of Wine. For thiesee,
Triptolemus, Dionysus, and Osiris have one desighdadfice and indeed are one thing, as is likewiskilles, who
was the strongest man that was sent to the Trojan Mis Father was Peleus, that is the Earth ovkbigntain
Peleus. His mother was Thetis or the Goddesseedbdla or Waters, and from these Achilles was iRuhat their
Nuptialls the Apple of Eris or discord was produeddch was the first cause of the Trojan War. Aessiltherefore
being sprung from such a marriage, no wonder lidéhe chief Instrument of that war. Achilles lelvise said to
be hardened by his Mother after the same manngrigi®lemus was before, and of this we have treatddrge in
the sixth book of our Hieroglyphicks.

Therefore the Nutriment of the Stone is Fire, big not from thence as some Vainly think thasiektended into
length, breadth, and depth, nor receives increaseight, for it acquires only Virtue, Maturity a@blour from the
Fire. All other things are Vitalicks and Provisitirat it brings along with itself. For when from dige places its
parts are gathered, purged and conjoined, it haisiags requisite for it in itself. Whence thisrge of the
Philosopher in the Rosary: "This stinking watertedms everything it needs". For from the Beginnioghe Very
End nothing that is foreign is added to it, unles®® Homogeneous, and nothing is separated bat ish
Heterogeneous. But every man ought to take catééhbe very well acquainted with those Dragonsdhato be
joined to the Charriot of Triptolemus before he emdke any thing, for they are Winged and Volatled if you
desire to know them you will find them in the Pkitphickal Dung. For they are Dung and generated fboing,
and are that Vessel which Maria affirms not to eilmantick but that Regiment of your Fire withadnich You
will effect nothing. | have disclosed the Truthou which | have gathered out of the monumentfhiefAncients
by incredible labour and the expense of many years.

Emblem XXXVI.

Epigram 36:

The Stone that is Mercury, is cast upon the

Earth, exalted on Mountains, resides in the

Air, and is nourished in the Waters.

Discourse 36:

All persons that have once heard of the name oepoWthe Stone, unless they are altogether intoeduask
presently where it may be found, that so they nuaydirectly to it. The Philosphers answer is twdfdtirst Adam
brought it with him out of Paradise, that is, iruyand in me, and in every man that, birds flyingndpit with them
out of far countries. Secondly, it may be foundhie Earth, Mountain, Air and Rivers. Which pathréfere must b
taken? | say, both, but in a different respechaalgh the last pleases us best, and seems mast safe

It is said to be thrown upon the Earth, becausé&tbment of Earth does first appear in an obscodelbdack body.
Then, because it is vile and of small price, igltupon in the path of the Traveller, and in they\dung itself.
Hence Rosarius says, " Although | should name itbame, the fools would not believe it to be Tiéng. " And
Morienus, in his answer to Calis,

" Whither is much of it to be found? " " If thig:ik not there unless, as the wise man says,bokieto the Poor and
Rich, to the Liberal and the Covetous, to him ti@th as well as sitteth. For this is thrown inway and is
trampled on in it's dunghills, that they might extrit to themselves, but they have been deceived.

Mundus likewise in the Turba says, " If they whdl gdut did know it, they would not sell it so eaply. " And
Arnoldus affirms that the Stone may be had gratiss great plenty as any man can desirigheewill he be forces
to ask for it. All which things are true; for whatta Churl will deny Earth and Water to him thétsafor it? The
ancient Cimbri, as history tells us, when they waznied the benefit of these two things by the Rsnantered
Italy with large Armies, and slew several thousaoidthe Romans, together with the Consuls. FoilEeh as the
Mother of all things, is most precious as it iseTast Matter of things putrefied, is most viler, fathing can be
viler than mud or dirt, which yet is nothing elsgt Earth mixed with Water. What is more common tha®lod of
Earth?

But Euripylus, the son of Neptune, offered it te #rgonautical Heroes as a Present, and they fusting it, but
accepting it gratefully, and Medea having dissolited water, divined many good things by it; fois necessary
that Earth be dissolved in water, otherwise neitimer nor the other will be of any value.

After this manner, the Stone is said to be cashupe Earth, in which notwithstandingdoes not remain as a thi



abject, but is exalted into the Mountains, suchti®s, Vesuvius, Aetna and others, that send feldimes, many
whereof are to be seen in diverse parts of the #yéot in these burns a perpetual Fire, which subs the Stone
and exalts it to the highest dignity. As it gromsmountains in a rude form, from Sulphur and Argéing, so it is
perfected and brought to maturity upon the topmofintains, where also grows that Herb without wiliehFire
cannot be temperetlecause this, being cold and moist, and so thratanthe Fire, repels the vehemence of it b
contrary nature. From the mountains it passesti@d\ir, where it finds a habitation. For the Agriis house that
encloses it, which is nothing else thihat it is carried in the belly of the wind, aisdorn in the Air, which ways ¢
speaking we have explained before.

At last he is fed in Rivers, that is: Mercury igl i waters; and then, as the Athenians celebicdgdin Feasts in
his honour, which they called Hydrophoria. For thatter of the Philosophical Stone is water, aiRbgary saith,
and is understood by the waters of those threayffiich reason Mercury is said to have three hesglbeing
Marine, Celestial, and Terrestrial , because lpedsent in the Water, Earth and Air.

He is said to be educated by Vulcan, and givehigvéery because Mercury is taught to be accustaméite,
which is volatile and carry away whatever is mixeth it. He gave Laws and Discipline to the Egyptaand
anciently instituted the religion of the Thebarepts, and the great part of the world besidestieEgyptians had
this policy and sacred rites from Chemical Insiiug, from them the Grecians received them, artty/|te
Romans, as we have in other places abundantly derated.

He slew Argus with a piece of a rock or Stone, tamded Battus into a Touchstone . What need of margs? All
the volumes of the Chemists are nothing else Ipétittons concerning Mercury, and they sufficiergnfirm his
power by this one verse: IN MERCURIO EST QUICQUINAERUNT SAPIENTES: What wisemen seek in
Mercury is found.

Here therefore he must be sought, for ill he mafob@d, whether he remain in the Air, the Fire, ater, or the
Earth. For he is wandering, now running hither, ribither, to perform the Services of the Chemicld&o

He is their Footman, which is declared to be hagppr Office, hence some men ascribe to him a Dauglailed
Anglia.

Emblem XXXVII.

Epigram 37:

Three things are sufficient for the Magistery: Weite Fume that is Water;

The Green Lion that is the Brass of Hermes; andafeaetida.

Discourse 37:

As there are three things essentially nhecessahetbuilding of a Fabric, so that either of thermmabsent, there can
be no perfection in it, and these are the Foundatiee Walls, and the Roof, so the same numbeujsisite for the
compounding of the Philosophic compound, whichhemes named by their proper names. The author ofraur
speaking of the separation of the Elements in B'sChapter says, " The Earth is left there that themthree
Elements may be rooted in it. For if that were thetre, they would have no foundation whereupon thight build
a new repository for their Treasures."

This Foundation is here called Aqua Faetida, wiidhe mother of all Elements, as Rosarius declémes which,



by which, and with which the Philosophers prepéréhht is their Elixir, both in the beginning aimithe End.
Their water is called Faetida, because it sendb BbSulphurous Stink, like that of SepulchressTibithe water
which Pegasus struck out of Parnassus with his fraich Nonacris, a mountain of Arcadia, produgeshing ou
of a Rock at the Top of it ) and can be perceiv@dathing but by the hoof of a Horse, by reasoitsahost
excessive Strength.

This is the water of the Dragon ( as Rosarius dajlsvhich ought to be made by an Alembic, withadding any
other thing, in the making lerof there is an extraordinary stink. Some persmsunderstanding these words, h
betook themselves to the distillation of the Dufi¢ylan, or other animals, in which operation theygeéved a very
vehement Stink, but found nothing else but dunipéir dung.

But do not suppose the Philosophers to be Beéttgsmork in Dunghills, for you must know that thenk, if it be
any, is presently changed into a great Fragrarei ully asserts of his Quintessence, to which, lifei rightly made
he ascribes so sweet a savour that, being plactétedop of a house, it allures to it Birds that apon the wing,
and causes them to stay there.

But he places his Quintessence in Dung, by whospdeate Heat the Fragrancy follows. Some men héadt this
with wine, but in Vain, and therefore have accuseltly of vanity, whereas they were rather to berosed for theil
Folly, that never talked of this wine of Lully. Btite Aureus Poeta understood Lully much better wiretine
eleventh book of his Chrysopae, he sings thusye @fter the Aqua Faetida comes, the Green Li@oricerning
which, Rosarius says, " You have sought after Gress1supposing that Brass was a Leprous body, $echthat
greenness which it hath, and therefore | declay®tn that whatsoever is perfect in Brass, is ¢fiaeénness alone
which is in it, because that Greenness is, by cagistery, suddenly turned into our most true Gatdj this we
have experienced. "

But you can no way prepare the Stone without Dugngeeen and liquid, which is seen to spring inmimes. O
Blessed Green that dost generate all Things! Fgoaknow that no Vegetable or Fruit appears imitgl without ¢
green Colour, so in like manner the generatiomisfthing is Green, wherefore the Bkbphers call it the Bud, a1
so far Rosarius, " This the Philosopher's Gold Braks and Stone. " noted in Chapters, " A Fume Wapod
Water "; the Spittle of Luna, which, joined to thight of Sol, this Green Lion fights with the Dragdut is
overcome, and in process of time devoured by hitd;the Lion being putrefied, Sweetness is expeittgaoceed
out of his mouth ( as if had been slain by Samsdtime) Dragon getting the upper hand, to fill hinhgéth the Lion's
flesh, and a while afterwards to burst of himsell ®ie. From which, seeing the Lion's Fat can déilyitself, cure
Fevers, and make Grace and Favour mutually spprigetween King and People that are anointed thdnethiere
may be made of it a most excellent Medicine, whidlhbe most healing in many Maladies.

In the third place follows the White Fume, whiclitibe coagulated, becomes Water, and perform®ffiee of
Water, in washing, dissolving, and taking away splite Soap. This, the Fire Against Nature, whike care that
you find out, is so called because it is contrariature, undoing and destroying that which Sh#) Weér diligent
Care, hath compounded.

This is a Fire not kindled from a spirit of wine, ail, but from an incombustible matter of Equatation and Heat,
and is a Fire without Light and combustion, of grétue and Efficacy, which seeing it does notnghicannot
without difficulty be found in the Dark, but it &ill more hard to apply it rightly to the work, ke circumstances
and properties we have sufficiently described iredi places.

Rebis is a Hermaphrodite produced from the two rteine of Mercury and Venus.

Discourse 38:

Socrates being asked what Countryman he was, aedweat he was Cosmopolite, or a Citizen of the ldydoy
which his intention was to signify that, thoughvas born at Athens as to person, yet in his minddudd freely
run through the whole world, all things containedtj and look upon that as his Country. For theennan that
lives well is at home everywhere.

So if any man ask the Philosophers what Countrythein Hermaphrodite is, they answer that he beldodke
World, or is in all the Corners of the World wheihe Elements can be found as being the Sons df/tbe, and
consequently has a Country common with them.

But in as one man is not born twice or oftener,emers into this light in diverse places, butire @nly, as Socrat
the Athenian is acknowledged to have done, so Rehii®ught to be the Inhabitant of Two mountatosyit, of
Mercury and Venus, from whence the Name of Hermaglite is derived to him, from both his Parents.

His house is Mountainous, and his Country is hagig therefore he exists by things got in a HigleglaA Noble
and large Country are no small helps towards tifopeance of great Actions, for these men are ptechto
public offices and need not lie in obscurity, alsappens to Persons born in mean places, wherdifficult by
their proper merit and Virtue, to arise from a drf@mttune to be a glory to their Country.

In this manner these mountains, unknown to many, meguire fame from the Hermaphrodite, by reasdmof
lllustrious actions and Name, famous throughouthedlworld. For who, though never so little vergethe Books
of the Philosophers, hath not heard of the nanRRebis? Who hath not seen and considered Angrogyitigwo
heads? His fame has been known even amongst tta$nénd is dispersed farther than that of Aleganilany
go from far Countries to see and discourse witsaned man, or one particularly famous for Wagror other Art
or Science. But many more would travel to the Maurg of Rebis if they could know where they maydend.
Morienus testifies in his book, with what Care &tddy he departed from Rome, to make diligent $eafter
Adfesus Alexandrinus, and at last found him, arnitiésefore to be accounted more happy and accepial@od, in
that he had a Living Teacher, and not Dumb Mastengreby he might learn and behold this thing wiiéctine
Native place of Rebis.

Nor must they use less diligence and assiduity mhthemselves, through Reason, and out of booksldnseek
for this Country. For though there seem to be sole&rness in them sometimes, yet are they so Vaitddclouded
with intricacy and Obscurity, that it is very difilt to distinguish one thing from another. Wherefawe must
cautiously proceed with them, lest they which aeppred for remedies, may be used for poisons.

They are an immense Ocean, in which expert marisaitng by Astronomical Instruments, may know Haditude
or the Elevation of the Equator above the Horizba,Magnet showing the North Pole. But as for tbaditude, or
how many degrees they are distant from the firsidia which is next to the Fortunate Islands, thagnot
discover. From whence they are uncertain in whadepthey are between East and West. What is thierefde
done?

That which the same Mariners used to do: consyteEgnce with Reason, and thereby learn how tahite a
long Voyage by particular Signs, Promontoriousridig and other things that they may not, for wéint o



consideration, fall upon Sands and Rocks.

But here is less danger if the thing do not prospet if it does, these are hopes of greater gham those whose
goods and life are all lost in an hour.

Now this mountain of the Philosophical Mercury @& Nonacris, nor Atlas, where sometimes it is réggbto be
brought forth, but Parnassus with two Tops, in ohehich Hermes, and in the other Venus. Here lgpollo
and the Muses, and Hippocrene the Fountain of Regaad Laurels that are always green. It is ongntain in
Name, but in reality it is two, as Hermaphrodits®¥eheld with two heads and two members in one BBdiywhat
Man of a Thousand persists in the ascending t@ ¢ipeof this Mountain? Who does not stop at thedmtbeing
hindered by variety of Obstacles? Who is there atrttmat attains to the Middle of it?

Wherefore it is no strange thing if one in Ten thand undertake these Herculean Labours, so astteegeFoot or
the Top of the Mountain, and enjoy the immortal aesvof a Laurel garland.

Which all those that are upright, ducible, and etédi to Learning and Virtue, may receive with Jmyt that those
that are [not] may be deprived thereof, is also mache hoped for and desired.

Emblem XXXIX.

Epigram 39:

Oedipus having overcome Sphinx and killed his fatteséus, marriedhis mother.

Discourse 39:

Bacasser the Philosopher in the Turba, " That whizthseek for, " says he, " is of no small valee you seek the
greatest Treasure and most excellent gift of Goul larn ye, Students, that which the Philosophave
longtimes intimated, saying that Truth is not disegl but by Error, and that nothing begets moref goi the Heart
than Error in this work, for when a man thinks lae kdone and hath the World, he shall find nothinigis hands. "
The Ancient Philosophers would intimate the sanegt) under the Emblem of Sphinx, and her propmssti
whereby the might set forth the Obscurity amd aaity of this Art. Hence the Egyptians, in their@asiaca,
which were celebrated in Honour of Osiris, by ndtfriests with their heads and all parts of thetlybshaved, and
clothes with a white and linen garment down torthekls, that these solemnities night not be knomaiscovered
to the common people, they erected a Statue afi&levhich was called Sigalion, in the front of i&r, the
assistants being enjoined to keep silence andleineyes to that Image. And for the same redseyn added the
Effigies of Sphinx at the Corner, which did reprasthe physical knowledge of sacred things, as®wodus does
from Ancient writers demonstrate.

For Sphinx is a kind of monster, proposing the nodstcure Riddles to the Thebans, and not onlyamitbut as
she had done before to the Egyptians.

So afterwards to others that agpio Art, she lies watching in the Philosophicabk&y as she did before the gate
Thebes: If anyone pass by the monster, he sufteherm by it, but if through the presumption of W and
Courage he endeavour to resolve its riddles, andatgperform it, he acquires his own destructioticilis grief to
his heart, and damage to his affairs by his errdhis work.

He that refers the Allegories to true History itetly mistaken, for they will seem to be childisidaoolish tales if
they be aken literally, but otherwise they are signs aners of profound learning. ( There are said tonb&frica



certain wild beasts that have the name of Sphiakpbr discourse is not concerning them, thougrettigmatical
denomination of this fiction seems to be deriveahfrthem. )

The Sphinx of the Philosophers both used and utaEtdiuman speech, namely the Greek, and otheprigmse!
subtle sentences and enigmatical questions, inhnppears a singular sharpness of understandinipaming,
and such as are uncommon to men, from which coesglguBrutes must be very far distant.

All that are conversant in the assertions of théoBbphers, will easily discover them to be of th&gure. For wher
one thing is spoken and another thing is meante tBguivocation will beget Error, and this not ofdyniliar to the
Philosophers, but likewise the City of Thebes, hgween long perplexed with the Riddles of Sphatxast one
Oedipus appeared, who gave such answers that Spdiitck not restrain from throwing herself down franRock.
But who is this Oedipus? The son of the King of Gé® who was foretold by an Oracle that he shoeldl&in by
his son, and therefore when Oedipus was born heneovded him to be killed, who having a Cord run tigito his
feet and hung upon a tree and there left, was firemd thence and educated by a Countryman. Heftrere
growing to man's estate, had swollen feet, buicefitly declared the quickness of his wit befotieeo men by
resolving this riddle which Sphinx had proposechiBpis indeed reported to have had many RiddlestHis
offered to Oedipus was the chief,

"What is that which in the morning goeth upon féegt; upon two feet in the afternoon; and in therting upon
three? "

What was angered by Oedipus is not known. But they who intetgoncerning the Ages of Man are deceived.
a Quadrangle of Four Elements are of all thinggt fw be considered, from thence we come to theisfdrare
having two lines, a Right and a Curve, that igh®White Luna; from thence to the Triangle whiomsists of
Body, Soul and Spirit, or Sol, Luna and Mercurynkle Rhasis in his Epistles, " The Stone " says Isea Triangle
in its essence, a Quadrangle in its quality. " dAar 2£' Emblem and its Exposition relate to the same matte
But Oedipus moreover, notorious for Parricide amzkkt, which are two of the most detestable Vibasdan ever
be thought of, nevertheless they promoted himKingdom otherwise due to him, he having unawartsdhis
Father refusing to give way to him, and marriedGheen, the wife of Laius, his own Mother.

But this is not written for History or Example biing only feigned and Allegorically introduced te
Philosophers, to discover the secrets of theirrdwetFor in this work both these things happerm:the first
Efficient the Father is killed, and thrown out kg kffect that is his son, and afterwards the sBffert couples
second Efficient to himself, so long till it becosngne with him. Thus the Son is joined to his Motie
Matrimony, and enjoys his Father's Kingdom, asdtenby a Triple Right of Arms, Wedlock and Sucoassi

He has swollen because he cannot run, and is B&aa as having the Greatest Secret, or a Toad gath a Slow
Pace because it is Fixed, fixing Another, and hynd or dreading the Fire, which though it be adimen of a Mea
repute, yet the Philosophers can by no means teuitt.

Epigram 40:
Out of two Waters make One, and that will be the&taf Sanctity
Discourse 40:



The miracles of water are so great and so manythbgtcan scarce be comprehended in a large voleonegrning
which several Authors have treated up and dowheir tritings. But above all there are Two Philosophical vea
which are celebrated with that name, because theyotonly Rival, but also exceed the Virtues arapprties of
all the rest.

The Rivers Sybaris, Axus of Macedonia, and MelaBaxdtia make cattle Black if they drink of them.tBloe
Rivers Crathis Clitumnus of Mevaenia, and Cephisswke black cattle White. The waters of Sinuessa i
Campania take away barrenness from both SexeRivke Aphrodisius makes women barren. Cabiera,umntain
of Mesopotamia, hath a Sweet smell. The water ofgén, in the Peloponnesus, Stinks very much. Thanfain of
Jupiter Ammon is cold in the Day time, hot in thight, in the evening and morning lukewarm by Tum; to
mention many more.

All things although they be contrary one to theeotfare performed by the waters of the Philosopheaity speaks
of them in his book, " De Quinta Essentia distime3Inarratione . " And so there is, saith he, @bt consideratio
in Art, that is, from one Nature of one metal, tak®a two contrary liquors in composition: One thas la fixing,
congealing and hardening quality, the other th&otile, unfixed and soft. But the second ligishardened,
fixed and congealed by the first. From both whigudrs there results one Stone, congealed, fixelchandened,
which hath the Virtue of congealing that which & nongealed, of hardening what is mollified, ofllifiging what
is hard. From whence it appears what these tworg/ate, and why they are to be reduced to One wedeithe
Stone is said to be Water because it is fusiblé,cemthe contrary the water is called a Stone tmxdus frangible.
But these waters are drawn out of different plasemsjetimes by a long tract, as may be seen in Rbynide Aqua
Virginis, and other Artificial Fountains, and thérey are to be mixed by the confluence of theiranahat from
two may be made one. For if one be of a hot, aadther be of a cold Virtue, when these are mingether they
will acquire mixed Virtues, and will temper themses after a wonderful manner. From hence will attigemost
excellent Baths and medicinal Water, which willpB all sorts of Maladies and diseases, and restound health
to mankind.

Nature does indeed by her hidden Artifice of Conigms, confound and mingle many waters with theti¥s of
diverse minerals in the bowels of the Earth, whaod beneficial to many sick and infirm persons. Batrt be
added to with due Rules, so that not only the Eaticns of Nature that have been before, but thbgetavhich
are to come before, are totally effected so thagetthings which should be mixed are mixed amoamselves, th
composition will become far more efficacious. Whalthough it may seem Atrtificial, yet is meyeéllatural becaus
one simple Homogenous thing is made out of diwehich can never be effected by Art.

Art may cause a mixed use and confusion, but witttmihelp of Nature there can be no true and abtimion, for
that is made by Nature only. Indacle there is an Artificial mixture of Various glas, which is made by contriti
and fermentation, but no man will affirm it to b&atural composition, much less to be an Homogeierdicine.
As to the Artificial mixture of Substances, it inifest that the least particles do not enter atethe other, which
cannot be divided and separated again by the Indasany man whatsoever.

But as to the mixture of all Qualities, we must @ingf whether the first Treacles of all simples mags into one
Quintessence, or whether they remain still in tfiest substances or powders, as they did beforcaglents in
their Subjects, or Colours upon a wall. And theratuinust be said of the second, third, and fourthli®es?

It is probable that all Qualities do still adheoethieir proper Subjects, and that they are not camged among
themselves with a true and natural mixture; othsevif the qualities should leave their bodies,e¢heould be four
Quintessences in every Artificial compound, acaogdb the number of the Order of the Qualitied fisecond and
etc., that must be without their bodies, and sdparavhich thing is not so.

They write of the Coagulation of the Hare's Blotidt in a flux occasioned by thinness of bloodvitstbp, and as it
were, coagulate, but in coagulation and commixti@uts and dissolves the same, so there are cpmiparations
of Vinegar, and Lead, and many other things, adongrds their Use is diverse, because Nature haschthem so
wonderfully. And thus the Philosophical water hastse and contrary Virtues, because Nature bhéhe of Art,
has out of contraries mixed it into one indivisiBlebstance, which is nothing else but a Quintegsencespect of
other things that are to be mingled with it.

Emblem XLI.

Epigraph 41:

Adonis is killed by a Boar, to whom Venus hastitigges the Roses with her Blood.

Discourse 41:

Some of the Mythologists, when they would expl&ia Allegory of Adonis, say that He is the Sun, #rat the
Boar by whom he is slain is the Winter season, \Haith Frost. Others say that He is the seed ofbm, which is
six months under the Earth with Proserpine, andrgirths above the ground with Venus. But how imprbpthis
is done has been sufficiently shown by us in offfeces. For we affirm, and that by universal cohsiat by
Adonis is to be understood the Sol of the Philosaphaccording to this verse:

OMNIA SUNT IDEM DIONYSUS SOL DYONYSE ADONIS

Dionysus, Sol and Adonis are the same.

And Orpheus:

QUI VARIE CATARIS NOMINE ADONI

Adonis Honoured by a Various name,

GERMINUM ET IDEM AUTHOR PARITER PUER A--- PUELLA

Author of Buds thou art both Maid and Boy.

Now all these thingsannot be understood of the Celestial Sun, butleaynderstood of the Philosophical one:
this expresses both Sexes, whereas that doeswagpahese Mythologists attribute the same thongibnysus an
Sol, as they do to Adonis; and on the contrarysmlikewise, to Osiris.

But Adonis is slain by the Boar, ( that is, by Hierpness of Vinegar, or dissolving water, whicthterrible teeth
like a Boar ) and has his members loosened andftBut Venus endeavours to help her Lover; anénvHe was
dead, laid out and preserved him among Lettucehelisame manner Osiris is slain by Typhon andntatseveral
pieces, which Isis the wife of Osiris gatheredand having joined them together, buried them. EmesMourning
which Yearly followed the Death of Osiris in Egyptas also celebrated after the Death of AdoniSyina and
neighbouring Kingdoms when, after Weeping and Laimgrfor several days together, there were grepttession:
of Joy, with Dancing and other Ceremonies, as tidée been Conveyed into Heaven. From hence areséathity
of the Heathen Religion, or Superstition, which wastly increased by the Devils who thence toolasion to
promote it and to procure false Miracles.

Adonis was born of Cinyras ( accordingtbe Fable of the King of Cyprus and his Daughtgriias. ) He is said
be sprung from a detestable Incest, if we look uperHistory; but if we regard the Allegories, iasvso far from



being unlawful that in fact it was absolutely Nexaay. For in this Art nothing can be perfected ssli be born
from a conjunction between the Mother and the %ad,the Father and his Daughter. For here, by haehmeare
in blood, whether in the First or Second degre€arisanguinity, the married couple may be so mucte fraitful
they will prove; and on the Contrary, the farthemote, so much the more barren, which if takerdlitgis not to
be suffered.

Hence Oedipus married his mother; Jupiter hisrsiated so did Osiris, Saturn, Sol, Servus Rubeube®Red
Servant, and Gabritius.

Sol speaks thus of Adonis, that is concerning hiingethe Metaphor of Belinus, in the Rosary: "dmye " says
he, " that my Father Sol hath given me Power atadi@owers, and Clothed me with new garments of\Glor |
am his Only Son, and more like my Father, and éslivmy servants from their power and Nature, aothelthem
with my Beautiful splendour and Light which my Fatlyave me. For | am excellent and do Exalt and-&s=pall,
and none of my servantsabove me, but One, who is permitted to be repugmash Contrary to me, and to Desti
me, yet he does not destroy my Nature: He is Satunn separates all my parts; afterwards | go tavMother who
gathers together all my divided and separated mesmbiuminate all those things that appertain toeQand caus
Light to appear openly in the way from my FathetuBa and also from my mother who is an Enemy to'me
These words are so clear that they may dispel amirigss that is before the mindaoperson, never so little vers
in Reading, who may behold the agreement that tkdretween Things and Persons. For truths, althdidyunder
the Veils of Allegories have a wonderful consenbamthemselves, whereas those things which are faés
repugnant and inconsistent, both in themselvesraathers.

Emblem XLII.

Epigraph 42:

Nature, Reason, Experience and Reading must b&utie, Staff, Spectacles and Lamp to him that ipleyed in
Chemical Affairs.

Discourse 42:

There are innumerable accidents which may happ@&naieellers, especially if they are to walk in thight time
through dangerous and slippery places. But besldegsions and Strength of Body, there are fourghithat are
extremely necessary: In the first place a Skilfuid@ or Companion, for if the ignorant lead theagmt it may
happen either as to the Blind that they may bdthrfe the Ditch, or at least they both may rutoidifficulties and
Errors. In the next place, a Staff, by which a Réynmay be provided against the slipperiness ofuée. Thirdly,
good eyes, for else the way is almost as dangeodim®se that are dim-sighted as to the blind. fhdyra Lamp or
lighted Torch, by which several obstacles may hw@ded, so that if any Person applies himself tostberch of the
Philosophical Medicine, besides strength of Boayl Boney sufficient for his expenses, there are @her things
requisite, to wit: Nature, Reason, Experience aeddig; for if any of these are wanting the othetkbe of little
prevalence. For these are the four Wheels of tlilegeiphical Chariot, for which one of them cannetvanting,
and if it be left out it avails nothing.

Nature presupposes Natural Bodies; and Spirith@aStibjects; first ministered by Nature, upon whilchmay
afterwards exert itself by Preparing, Purifyingdaandering them Capable of having that producewh them,



which Art proposes for its end. So the Potter takath and Water; the Glassmaker ashes and S&dith Iron,
Brass, Lead, Tin, Copper, Silver and Gold; a TamaerHides; and so other Artists take other things.

The Chemist has regard to his Materials; theirkapsvn to them the very first day, but when he Beghis are
utterly unknown to him for many years, and perhfapis whole life. Nature does indeed lay its Bngipon the
matters; but there are many things which obscugéntipression of Nature, that it cannot be known.

Therefore the first intention must be to intiglgtcontemplate Nature and to see how she prodedus operation:
to this end that the natural Subjects of Chemistithout defect or superfluity may be attainedRoom whence let
Nature be thy Guide and Companion of so great mgyy and followher Footsteps. In the next place, let Reasc
like a Staff which may keep the feet steady anthFthat they may not slip nor Waver; for withouasening, any
person will be apt to fall into Error. Whence tha@l®sophers say, " Whatever you hear, reason uperhether it
can be so or no. "

For no man is forced to believe or Act Impossilatt unless he be of a Weak memory, Dull geniug faolish
Imagination to impose upon himself by taking falsieg for True, and rejecting true things as Fal$ey say
likewise that they take no care of the Words thatsaid, but rather of the Things as they may baetstood; and
that words are for Things, and not things for Wo#sks for example, if any man should ask if Glasyina made
malleable by the Philosophical Tincture? Well, vampuld | not believe it, provided reason vitiatés i

Thirdly, Experience will be as spectacles by wtiltdhgs may be seen at a distance. These are @ptiainents
invented and made by Art, to help and amend thé&me=s of men’s eyes. Not unlike these are all BExpts of
every kind, that have been tried about the Mingratter, whether seen or truly related, and the riwse remain
the Memory the more will be drawn from thence byan of Reason, who will compare them with themsglaad
other things, that he may see what is truth, anatwehnot.

Fourthly, Reading does as it were, kindle a cleanp in the Understanding, without which there wilerywhere
be darkness and Thick Clouds. But the reading afd3suthors ought to be often repeated, otherwigéliinot be
profitable.

Kenar Bacassar in the Turba saith, " He therefuaieis of an even Temper and exercises Patienbeuwtitegret,
will go in the right path of this Art. But he thiitinks himself able sooner to reap benefit fromBaoks, is
deceived, and it had been better for him not teeHawked into or touched them.

Emblem XLIII.

Epigraph 43:

Give ear to the Vulture’s words, which are in neevfalse.

Discourse 43:

We daily in many places hear Birds such as ParRasens, Daws and Pyes that prattle and imitateraa# Voice
Pliny writes that at the same time that he pubtishis History, Agrippina the wife of Claudius Caebkad a Thrush
that could speak, and that the young Caesars Baarling and Nightingales that were accustometiéc@reek and
Latin tongues, and daily spoke new things in a ltmgad of words or sentences. But in as at this Such Birds
are more frequently to be met with, they are nasg Mwondered at, for use and Custom will make anysBiapable
of speaking, if their Tongues are more broad thainary.



But that Vulture which the Philosophers mentiors hat learnt his words if he utters any by use:di#s Nature
expresses them tacitly. But the Philosophers satytth continually cries out with a loud voice, wdral What he is,
in which he imitates great Princes, who in the beigig of their public pronouncements will alwaysk&d&nown
what are their inheritances and Titles; not ouPfle, but that others, ( as well as themselveay) know what
Principalities they govern ( or what rights of Initeence they pretend to. ) So it is very necestaknow what
colours as Ensigns of Arms and Titles the PhilogoBird enjoys, and wherein he excels all others.

" | " saith he ( as the Rosary hath it from Hermésam the Black of white and the Citrine of R&d\nd such he
really is: For though he doth not as yet actuatlggess these last Colours, yet he expects thathiws of them.
Hereupon saith Rosinus in his book Divinarum Intetationum, " Take " saith he, " the Stone whicBlick,
white, Red Citrine: That admirable Bird which flieithout wings in the Darkness of the night, andhie Clearness
of the day. " For Colouration is taken from bittess existing in his Throat; but more water is taflkem his Blood,
as Alexander saith, " Take O my Son the Stone wf @olours. " The books of the Philosophers do dbatly
declare that the Stone has all these colours, wdrielPrincipations in a successive order.

But it may not be improper to declare why the Fulghical Subject is called a Vulture: Those vukusdich are
Black, have most Force and are rapacious, butfthesjowly because of the bulk of their bodies. ¥isay this bird
conceives without the help of the Male, and gemsratithout coition, and their offspring arrive tgreat age; even
an hundred years. They build in high Rocks, andhaa has touched their nests. Seldom more than ftittein
Young ones are seen. They are an assistance a§anmp&nts. They conceive by the East Wind. Wheyltlegin to
lay Eggs, they bring a thing out of the Indies, ethas a Nut has something within it that may be edpand
forthwith yields a Sound, which when they have &apit to themselves they produce many young dmetsone
only remains, which is called IMMUSULUS. We have tiestimony of Hermodorus Ponticus in Calius, that
Vultures are the most innocent of all Animals beeathey touch nothing that Mankind sows, plantieeds;
besides, they kill no living creature. They absfairm birds, though dead, by a certain instincAfiinity. For this
reason they were accounted the Signs in Divinatisrthe Foundation of the City of Rome may declahe.
Philosophical Bird, expressing almost all thesel@iaa of the Vulture, is therefore not undeseryectllled a
Vulture by Hermes and others. He is slow in flight of Colour Black. He conceives from himselfi($o0 Rosariu
towards the End . ) And he is the Dragon who matienself and impregnates himself and brings forthis own
Season. And Rosarius to Sarratanta, " And théieisSerpent, Luxuriant in itself, impregnating ifsehd bringing
forth in one day. " It lives and endures a verygltime, and multiplies itself. For what Virgil weis concerning the
Phoenix agrees likewise to this, for it is the sdired.

It is very difficult to climb the nest of this Birdt fights with the Mercurial Serpent, and over@mit, that is Sol.
With Luna it is conceived by the wind and carriadts belly, and born in the Air. The Stone Aetjtesntaining
within it the little stone sounding, is by many neailed Totium. One only IMMUSULUS is found in thest of th
Philosophes. The Philosophic Bird is also most Innocent beeduhurts no body; it is beneficial to all thauoky it,
and most excellent in Divinations.

But does he make a Nest on the mountains andgstttere cry out? Rosinus according to Rhasis, giviesanswer,
" Contemplate the Highest mountains, both thostherRight hand and those on the Left, and climithither.
There our Stone is found, and in another mountdiiclwvproduces all sorts of Printer's colours, apilitS or
species, there it is likewise. " Likewise Moriersags, " Ascend the High mountains covered with §rbecause
there our Stone is found and hidden. " And Hernag's,s' Take you the Blessed Stone and break inadl pieces,
and wash the Red Stone from which is extractedvihath is found in Mountains, and Especially in &lishks or
Shores. "

Emblem XLIV.



Epigraph 44:

Typhon kills Osiris by deceit, and disperses hishi. But the famous Isis gathered them together.

Discourse 44:

In the first book of our Hieroglyphics we have fudlyplained and reduced the Allegory of Osiris $atiitie Origina
which is Chemical. And though we shall not repbat,tyet we shall make a discourse parallel taligreby we
may retain Osiris within the bounds of Ancient Cligtny, all which has been so often sung of andrégwut by
the Ancient Poets. For you can never possibly pelsume that Osiris was a God, or a King of Egypt.té me the
contrary to both seems apparent from several cistaimees. He is indeed the Sun, but it is the Riyloisal one.
Now that name being often attributed to him, thdgduwho read it, and knew of no other Sun but Wiath gives
light to the World, interpreted it in that sense.

The Sun of the Philosophers has its denominatimm the sun of the World, because it contains tiposperties of
Nature which descend from the celestial Sun, oagreeable to it. Therefore Sol is Osiris, Diony&ecchus,
Jupiter, Mars, Adonis, Oedipus, Perseus, Achillegtolemus, Pelops, Hippomanes, Pollux. And Lunksis,
Juno, Venus the Mother of Oedipus, Danae, DeidapAialanta, Helena; as also Latona, Semele, L&akxpe,
Thalia. These are the parts of that compound wihétbre the Operation is called the Stone; and eyNAme of
every metal, Magnesia.

After operation it is called Orcus, Pyrrhus, Apolesculapius. The Adjuncts are Typhon, Python Bbar. The
Artists are Hercules, Ulysses, Jason, Perithoud.tAe labours and dangers which those Artists ungletrwere
innumerable. We may see the Labours of Herculesithors of Ulysses, the Dangers of Jason, the &mdes of
Theseus, the Remorse of Perithous. This is the godame of Matter and Doctrine, through which iregy page,
Saturn, Mercury and Vulcan do often occur: The fis Father of all, the Cause without which nothiag be
effected; the second as the matter or form; thi s the Efficient. Sol takes Luna his Sisteradcis wife, Jupiter
takes Juno, as Saturn Rhea, and Osiris does Isigy&lus is snatched out of his mother Semele, wd® brnt by
the thunder of Jupiter, that so he may come to ritgain the thigh of his Father Jupiter. Aesculapftom his
Mother Coronis; Dionysus being grown up shows niense of Wine, making an Expedition as far adridees;
Osiris and Triptolemus that of Corn, and how to $ipwnd Aesculapius that of Medicine. The Greeddsltim
Dionysus, the Latins Bacchus, the Egyptians Osansl, the Syrians Adonis. Oedipus killed his Fadret married
his Mother. Perseus slew his Grandfather; Typherblother Osiris; and the Boar, Adonis; Ceres thesal of
Triptolemus, his Father Eleusiris. Hippomanes oaere Atalanta by a Golden Apple; Tantalus the fatfi€telops,
obtained Hippodamia by overcoming her in a rac€tudriots. Osiris being cut in pieces, was joinegetber again
by Isis, his mother, sister and wife. The childdpslwas boiled and dressed, his shoulder eateret®ss@nd again
returned to life, an Ivory shoulder being addeditn. Achilles and Triptolemus were put under cadlfre by
Night, and in the Day time nourished by milk; oneQeres his nurse, the other by his mother Thathkilles and
Helena were the Causes of the Trojan War: Sheealrthulsive, he as thefficient cause. Helena was hatched fi
an Egg, and at the Nuptials of Peleus and Thetis fivhom Achilles descended, that apple of Eris¢bid] which
was the the first cause of the Rape of Helena,tiwasvn about. Pollux was assisting to the Argonauts are
supposed ( if ever they lived at all ) to havedia least fifty Years before the Trojan War begard both he and
Helena were produced out of one Egg, thereforertdeleas an old woman when she was ravished by Réedea



when an old woman, and without a tooth in her Head married to Achilles in the Elysian Fields (ess she
restored youth to herself, as she did to Aesoffiatieer of Jason, and as Ceres did to Pelops, fahwkason he is
said to have been twice Young. ) Perseus receivlythg Horse from Pallas, and in recompense brotigs head
of Medusa to Her to whom Mercury gave a Scymited the rest of the gods other Weapons. Ceres gave
Triptolemus a Chariot with flying Dragons. WhenIBslwas born of the Brain of Jupiter, and Sol was i
conjunction with Venus, it rained gold at RhodeadAlupiter in the form of a golden Shower lay vilénae, as a
Swan with Leda; as a Cuckoo with his Sister Jus@ Bull with Europa; as a Satyr with Antiope.

And so there is a concord in them all.

Discourse 45:

As a light kindled in a Round or Spherical Palackgétens all the wall above or below, except wheyme Table
or utensil in the middle obstructs its influences ikewise the Sun being placed in the vast AfcHeaven
illuminates with its Rays all the concavity of Heay and those Bodies which are contained in itahat
Diaphanous and capable of receiving light; thatlishe Stars, both the Wandering and the fixedepkwhere the
Thickness of the intermediate Earth prohibits @t there a black shade or Darkness, which is ciligtit, remains
so long till it is driven away by the Sun, and lighpoured out and beheld in its stead. Shadefie, or Night, is
the Privation or absence of Solar Light, and Dayhencontrary is the irradiation and CircumfusidiitoShade is
that which cannot endure the aspect of the Suntrerdfore absconds itself, and avoids it, sometimehis,
sometimes in another part of the Earth, accordintpe Sun is in opposition to it.

Afteintege and example of that great Sun and his stiagle,
Philosophers have observed that their Sun liketvdsea black cloudy flying shadow. Hence Herme saitly
son, extract its shadow from the Ray. " That is, tbat you bring your Sun round about by the PrinMioiile over
which Vulcan presides, that that part of the eaftich is now covered with a shady night may enfoy ¢lear light
of the Sun. For if the whole Firmament of Heaveithwll that is contained in it, were not carriedind in each
Natural day, that is in the space of four and twdwaturs by its first motion, but the Sun should edy its proper
motion, which is called the second or annual omese Antipodes who are below us would have nighalimost thi
space of six months, and we in the meantime shuaNé daylight, and so on the contrary so that thelevYear
would consist of One day and One night, as it i& nader both the poles as Reason and experiengessis But i
hath pleased Divine Providence to order it othezwighich therefore ordered Two motions of the PisriEhe first
and second, and so distributed the Year into mayg.d

Now the Shade and the Sun do together make a dagigint, which the Sun by itself alone could not Hds its
property to llluminate all Bodies and places that@pposite to it, but it is by accident only thatabsence makes a
Shade. So also the Philosophical Sun with its shaale a day that is Light, and Darkness or nigotwit, Latona



or Magnesia, whose shade ( as Democritus say® ibeginning of the 3 books of his Mensa Aurea )trhas
semeted and burnt up by a Fiery Medicine.

The use of Shadows in Astronomy is so great thitoui them that Science can scarce be accomplitiedo
shade likewise that the Chemist ascribes the p@feof his Art. For what is this Sun without a Sbav? The same
as a Clapper without a Bell, that indeed makeditsemotion to a sound; that is the Quill, thig tinstrument of
Music; that the Tongue, this the great Mouth . Ad&his the most contemptible thing, and next tarttamo Being.
So also the Philosophers shadow is a thing Blalelckler than Black as they call it, or viler thakvaed, ( not in
respect of itself, but in the opinion of men and fgitenty of it. ) What more useful than Fire? Mprecious than
Water? More amiable than Earth? Which yields fleneamd all things that are lovely? What more delighihan
Air? Which if it once be obstructed will make dlinigs cease to be pleasant, but because in thsirspgaeres they
are exposed to the common use of mankind by a pteqpus imaginationhey are thought to be of no value. In
manner both the common and Philosophical shaddisesteemed. They who have lived long in subteaane
shades, lose their eyesight if they are broughdenly to the clear light of the Sun; so they whmaé and work
only in the Philosophical shade, and do not jos$un to it are deprived of their judgement, whécthe guide of
their mind, and so can bring nothing to effect.

When the Celestial Sun is elevated to the HeigiNaain, the Heat is greater atigt Shadows less, so here wher
heat is mirrored the shade is less, and likewistherrontrary. We must therefore begin when thef@m the
Meridian call side bends itself again to the Topof Head in Capricorn, and the first operationneteeAries will
be finished. There begins the work of Women evelreto, and afterwards Labour proceeds from Labduthé
Year as a Serpent takes hold of the Tail with teady that is to say, is completed.

Emblem XLVI.

Epigraph 46:

Two Eagles come together: One from the East, amdtter from the West

Discourse 46:

Ciaro, in his book of the Nature of the Gods, dexdahe most Ancient Apollo to be the Son of Vuldae
Defender of Athens; which opinion is very true, wtas it ought to be, it is transferred to an Allggdé-or Vulcan
produces the Philosophical Sun which is Apollo. Bt opinion of his being the son of Jupiter hassailed. For
when Latona has twins in her womb, that is Apotid ®iana, which she had conceived by Jupiter, hemag
jealous, sent Python, a Serpent of a Vast magnitadeersecute and Vex her whilst she was withdcAihe
miserable woman, after many and tedious wanderimgs,at length carried by a ship into the Islan@®udf/gia, to
her sister Asteria, who governed these and thandislbeing almost wholly overflown with the Sea; gforded
place for Latona whilst she was in Travail; fromembe it was called Delos or, " Manifest ", whiclidve was,
[here a word in Greek] or " Not manifest. "

There she brought forth her children: The first tteme forth was Diana, and she did the office Mlidwife to her
Mother, who laboured in the birth of her brotherolp. From whence it came to pass women in Traselllupon
her Deity by the names of Diana, or llithyia, besmghe shows Light to Infants newly born, their€lyeing
opened. Apollo therefore being born and grown lgw $ython the Tormentor of his Mother, with higdws. He
likewise slew the Cyclops, because they made Thuioddupiter to destroy his Son, Aesculapius: iF@aras with
Thunder that Jupiter struck him down to Hell beealus had restored Hippolitas to life, that had beemin pieces
by Horses.

That these things are merely Chemical we have dstradad in many places. For Latona, Cynthia, Apatid
Python are requisites of this Art, which have stedhtions one to another, as have been declaredehéfor these
same things, being divulged in the Writings of thest Ancient Poets, as Orpheus, Linus, Museus amder they
gave occasion to the Ignorant to ascribe religiwasship and Veneration to Apollo, and to erect imewable
Temples to him, both in Europe and Asia. But thhicl was most celebrated was at Delos, where thasea Vast
number of Statues made of Solid gold and silvegreat weight and Artifice, being there espoilechimny Kings
and Princes, with other most precious gifts [wHield been] presented by all sorts of persons othtedrf peculiar
devotion.

Pausanius relates that there was a Bronze Skedésmirable workmanship hung up at the Top offtemple by
Hippocrates. There was likewise that famous Tripdsch Mulciber made and gave to Pelops, that Vitasveards



consecrated to Apollo by Pelops, when he marrigrpblilamia, the Daughter of Onomeus, King of ElidgsTtas
erected in the middle of the Temple where Pytlifing upon it, received the Inspiration of the Oidareaking fortt
from a profound Hollow, and being filled with itrgphesied and gave answers to those who enquitexrtiad
events of things to come. Delphos was seated hedpbt of Parnassus in Boetia; not far from thenpple was the
Divining Fountain named Cassietis, which extingakuch burning Torches as were brought neartiif they
were removed afar of, they suddenly took fire amtearekindled. The water of the same fountain gapewer of
prophesying to such as drank of it, but then tlinds were shortened by it. There being a concotlrsefore from
all parts of Europe and Asia to the Delphic Oradles Poets feigned that Parnassus was in the eniddhe Earth,
and that they proved by an example of Jupiter, dub made experiment of it by sending forth two EagBut this
thing not being supported by the Credit of any éfigit may not be repugnant to the Truth to ascitite Chemical
matters, especially in as Apollo, in all his Ciratances and his Original, has before been dectaree Chemical;
although afterwards the Devil confirmed the sujgostof men, and under that Name gave forth Prejase

The two Eagles are two Stones, one of which comues the East, the other from the West, as the Btyilbers
have many ways demonstrated. Jupiter has sentftrémas his Ensign-bearers. The Eagle seems inoeae the
Friend of Apollo, or Sol, because she proves hengoones by the Sunbeams, and disowns those gitinflate
who cannot endure them. Its feathers are reputetbrputrefy, although mixed with other things, @hdt they
devour the feathers of other birds, and that tleesfilypadmire of being gilded. It does not die af &lge or sickness,
but of Hunger. For the upper part of his Beak grewsrooked that he cannot feed himself, whichrgeast off,
he plunges himself three times in a fountain, anshid by these means to be restored to Youth dgaimce the
Psalmist says, " Thy Youth shall be renewed likd tf an Eagle. "

This of all birds is never affected with Thundémas war with the Dragon who therefore hunts afteEggs. All
these endorsements of its Nature have given oatésithe Philosophers in their Art, to extol thegleaand liken
their Stone to it. There are innumerable Examplekis Kind in their Books, which at present we Ehat
Mention.

Emblem XLVII.

[From 47 - 50 no epigraphs given]

Discourse 47:

The Philosophers in many places make mention ofStenes that are freely given to us, as Arnoldesick, and
others. Avicenna amongst the rest affirms that #reythrown out in the Dung, neglected by the Vylpat if they
be joined together, they perfect the magistery. &ertol the Occidental Mercury, which hath profterself
before Gold, and overcome it. But the author of@asilium Conjugi Solis and Luna, out of the Elgisf
Aristotle, does best of all describe the two Stomdsen he saith there are Two Stones, principalkisfArt, white
and red, of wonderful nature. At the Setting of $wa the white begins to appear upon the surfateeoiVaters,
hiding itself till Midnight, and afterwards descent the Bottom. But the red Operates otherwigeit feegins to
arise upon the Waters at the rising of the Sumeiin, and afterwards descends to the bottom. Thiesees
therefore are the two, Sent by Jupiter out of Dedplas we said before. Those also are the WolBbargdcoming



from different parts of the Earth, which Bite andrvy one another, and both become Mad. As Rhasisus in
his Epistles, " Those Stones are the most true @eadich comes from the East Indies, taken otheBellies of
wild Bests. The West Indies yield another, butesfs| Efficacy, and is called That of Peru, and takerof Tame
animals. " So, the East affordsrest fierce Wolf, the West a Dog Familiar to m@hat is: Sulphur comes from tl
Eastern as Mercury does from the Western Regidnghich the one is soft and tractable, the Oth&hsleric and
fierce. As soon they meet they fall upon one anotBet the Dog, being of a remarkable Size, obt#iesfirst
Victory by Prostrating the wolf, and almost killitgm. Then the wolf recovering his strength, Oveatls the Dog
and never Suffers him to rise again, but kills frinthe main. The Wolf receives suwounds from the Dog, that ¢
not less mortal than those he gave him, and soatewounded to death by one another.

Rosinus to Euthicia says, concerning the Wolf, thate is a Stout Soldier, Conqueror of Two, andnaich Esteer
and most intense Strength, that can perforate Badien he meets with them, and is white in Appearared by
Experiment, and is the male that took Luna to Wiféhich some men suppose to be Gold of a mostquieci
Connection, whose Congelation is never dissolvedfaotsteps or Imperfections ever defaced ) wicll has
bestowed upon the holy and Elect Philosophers. ost know that Nature has taken an Equal as an ¥riem
And a little after he says, that, " Sulphur is m®8bng, and fights against fire that it cains and is contained; for
most precious Colour proceeds from the two conpbiegether, and that Sulphur, which is Naturallyafite, can
never afterwards fly away, because the Soul hattoR¢ed it. And in like manner, the Tincture oétboul hath
perforated and Mixed with the Body, and the Bodthtentained the Soul and refrains the Naturahfjyof it. "
And then to one demanding which of the two Stonas ®trongest, he answers, " That stone which istblte, is
stronger than the Other Enemy. But if Red is Steorian that which hath Strengthened his Comparigiigs
Fortitude, the Oriental Wolf is therefore Strongfgan the Occidental Dog, although he does not oike Effect of
his Victory but by falling Together with his Enenty.

For the tingeing poison is produced from both. Differences therefore between the Wolf and the 3dgut
small, for a Mastiff or dog may appear with thenfioor kind of a Wolf, so as to seem to have beewléd w
Originally, but to have become tame running throaoginy Generations. After the same manner, Sulpiir a
Mercury differ but little from one another, becadd®t proceeds from This, and This from That: Meydndeed
begat Sulphur, but Sulphur Purged Mercury, andesadlit to itself.

The same Rosinus asks these questions,

" Whence comes its Colour? "

And answers, " From its Most intense bitterness. "

" Whence comes its bitterness and Intention?"

Answer, " From the impurity of the Metal. "

" Is its red Colour never Suporeminent? "

He answers, " Yes. "

And again he asks, " Is it never hotter than fire?

Answer, " Fire in respect of it is as water in respof fire. "

Again, Question, " Is it not stronger then fire? "

He answers, " Not, when then do you assert it tetlmnger than fire.

He answers, " Because Fires meeting together dooglame another. "

It is therefore manifest that one is the food aident of the other. And so much as the one In@gathe other
Decreases, till that which increases, Prevails,taadragon devours the Serpent.

In great Battles it Often happens that they whoeugad the greatest Slaughter, win the field andafictSo also,
though the Dog lie Prostrate, yet he was not sa@@wee at his death but that he could [not] holdEriemy so fas
that as the other could not live without Him, séher could he without the Other.

Emblem XLVIII.



Discourse 48:

Xerxes, that most powerful King of Persia, Leadnig)Army through dry and uninhabited Countrieshi@ mids of
Extreme heat, being very thirsty did not refuseaught of Muddy water Offered him by a Soldier, dtank most
plentifully and gave a Very large reward to himttheought it. And indeed if a man at this time (sasne of our
Latest Historians affirm ) should travel througle thomains of Persia, he would seldom meet with timins of
Fresh Water, for their Standing Waters are Brackisk the Soil itself upon the surface has a vesgtgSaltiness.
After the same manner, the King of the PhilosopHheegg tormented with thirst, Commands his seiwémbring
him plenty of fresh Water, which being brought hhme, drinks till he is Satiated, as appears by thegary of
Merlin: Divers Physicians undertook the cure of itieg that was Sick and discoloured. The Egyptians
administering their Medicine, stirred the Humoutsilgt they were yet crude; whereas Hippocrates gas must
be concocted before they be purged, unless [theglilring and fluxible, for then they must Immedig be
Expelled, lest they make an Effort and fall upoa thore Noble parts: Hereupon [are] dangerous Symgp#s
Happen to the King.

But the Physicians of Alexandria coming afterwaiats] being Esteemed more Successful in Chroniaskse
restored the King to his former health.

(Itis very well worthwhile to cure so great a irwho being made healthy, Extends a Liberal hand,a Serene
aspect to his physician. We have read how manysnteines have been Nobly rewarded by several Kaggthat of
Demonides by Policrates; Tyrant of Samos with talerits Erasistrati, who as Pliny writes, was tiseigie of
Chrysippus and the son of Aristotle's Daughtefikasvise Jacop Coeterius, physician to Louis tffeking of
France, from whence he received a Salary of fomuand crowns a Month; not to mention more Modern
instances. )

But the cure of this King is accompanied with aaethat is still far greater. For as Hermes andegén the
Rosary, " He that can once complete this Art, itheuld live a thousand Thousand Years, and EveyysHould
feed four Thousand men, he could not want. " Andi@econfirms this by saying, " He that has thier& from
which the Elixir is made, is so rich that he cake the man that has fire, give to whom he willd avhen he will,
and as much as he will, without his own Dangetherwant of it. "

The Father of Democritus was so Rich that he gdveast to the Army of Xerxes; and Pitheus, a mare&dingly
wealthy, offered the same prince that he wouldigayvhole Army and find them provision for five Mibs,
provided that the Youngest of his five Sons, wha ttee Comfort of his Old age, might Stay at homiawim and
not be forced to go into the King's Army. But tharBarous, Basely rejecting his petition, commarttiedy outh to
be cut in two pieces and impaled on Either sidinefHighway through which the whole army was tospas
Sabellicus relates in the Second Book of his Ensiead

But the wealth of these Men are Nothing to the Bécbf this King, which are witut Number or Dimension. Beil
cured and freed from the waters all the Kings anémtates of Other Regions have Honoured and fédanedand
when they would see any of his wonderful worksythet one ounce of Mercury, well washed, in a rlegiand
cast thereupon as it were, one grain of Millet sefeuis Nails or his Hair or his Blood, and blowiggntly with
coals, they let it cool with them, and found sucBtane as | know.



This is he of whom Count Bernard makes mentiort, ieacan give to his six courtiers as much of hirsgilom as
he himself possesses, provided they wait till lm®vers his Youth, in the Bath, and be adorned vattious
Garments, to wit: a Black breastplate, a WhitetShird Purple Blood. For then he promises to goraesof his
blood to Every One of them, and make them partadehnss riches.

Emblem XLIX.

Discourse 49:

Women that keep Company with many Men, Seldom deedédving Children, for Nature Very seldom admitsa
Superfaetation; Hence whatever Offspring is boimetier it be one or More individuals, they proc&edh one
Father and Mother.

There is a Remarkable instance in History, of Meegthe wife of Herman, Earl of Henneberg, whohie Year
1276, bore 365 dliren, which were all Christened; the males byriaene of John, the females yet of Elizabeth
died and were buried in the Church of Lausden ilidfd, about a mile from the Hague, towards the Aed in the
same place may still be seen the Brazen basin ichvthey were baptised, with an inscription of tiieole story.
The reason given for it is that the Countess, gegipoor woman with twins in her arms, called heAdultress, as
if it were impossible for more than one [child]bde conceived at one birth from one man. But yey tecessarily
spring from Divers; whereupon the poor woman, kmmnherself clear from any guilt, made this imprewatthat
the Countess herself might at one time by one roanaive as many Children as there were Days itlYdze. This
is a Miracle; but [yet] a Natural work, which haped by the Divine Vengeance.

But in the Philosophical work, that which is Othé&gvcontrary to Nature, is Easily admitted under\fieil of an
Allegory. For here One offspring is said to haveéehFathers, and likewise so many Mothers. HengenBad, as
cited by the Rosary, says, " Our infant has twdé&ia and two Mothers, and because he with his whalestance
tenderly Nourished in fire, therefore he never d&s Dionysus or Bacchus is called " Bimatur "haging two
Mothers; who when his Mother was burnt, beforettime of his Maturity was taken out of her belly sswved into
his Father's thigh, who thereupon became FatheMamther, too.

But these things are better declared in the Comarepf Orion, who is said to have been producethkyseeds of
Apollo, Vulcan and Mercury mixed together, and presd in the hide of an Ox for ten Months. Nowthis would
not Only be fabulous, but Monstrous, unless theeed Nature, that is not Obvious to all men, lég under it.
Lully in his Theoretica Testamenti, attributes anmand almost the same Fathers to his Philosdgttic to wit:
Sol who is Apollo or the Celestial Sun, the firaitAor of this Generation, who by his unspeakableu®@@nd
Astral power, works upon a Contained Matter knowthe Philosophers, as upon the Matrix of a Woraad,in
that produces a Son or Offspring like himself, toow afterwards he will lease and resign his Arnts Ensigns of
Virtue as belonging to him of by right of Inheritan that is: the Faculty of Maturating things imorat and the
Energy of Tingeing and purging things Not tingecparged. For whatsoever Sol perfects in a Thou¥aad, his
Son can perform in half an Hour.

Therefore that his Virtue may be 1000 times Strotigen that of Sol, his father delivers him to \ar¢ and the
Artist for Education, that his generous dispositmay be improved and multiplied in Strength by tihdeans and



Assistance. For it is Manifest to be very Advantageto be accustomed to a thing from [the timeaafhild. So
Achilles, Jason, and Hercules were for the sansirdcommitted to Chiron to be instructed. For Mile Crotoniar
who carried a Calf when he was a boy, by customedanie able to carry an Ox when he grew to be ia. Ma
Therefore, tis not without reason that Vulcan drelArtist are said to be the Fathers of this Clakiyell as Sol.
For as he was the cause of his Being at firstheset Make him such as he is and so great as harapgpée. No
Equivalent Reward can be made to Masters for Uuigiit, no more than to parents for Generation. &hikspose
the Body; they the Mind. And so no less recompéssiele to one than to the Other of them.

In the production of Orion, Mercury contributes teat Apollo the form; and Vulcan the Heat or Effint cause.
And so it is likewise necessary in the Philosophick that these Three Fathers should seem to Censgjether
for the Birth of one offspring, that is to be tharling of the Philosophers.

Discourse 50:

The Mansion of Dragons is in Caverns of the Edythi;of Men upon the Earth, in the Immediate Airjiethtwo
Elements are contrary and yet are appointed biPtilesopher to be joined together, that one maypeh the
Other. But by the Woman, Others understand theeiagl Basil in his Second Key, for tis not convehiesays he
for an Eagle to place her nest upon the Alps, texher Young ones would die by the coldness oStimv upon
the top of the Mountains, but if you add to the IEagcold Dragon, that hath a long time had hisitdéibn in the
rocks, and is crept out of the caverns of the Eanld put them both into an infernal Cell, therl Rllto blow, and
by his last, draw a Fiery Volatile Spirit from theld Dragon, which with its great Heat will burretBagle's
Feathers and Excite a Sudorifick Bath, as will nte#t Snow upon the top of the Mountains, and tuima Water,
from whence a Mineral Bath may be well preparedaietribute health and Fortune to the King.

This reward is wonderful, that a cold Dragon shotileld a fiery Spirit, yet Experience declaresitite true: in
Burnt Serpents that send forth a venomous flamispping those that stand by it. Nor is it withoeiason that
preservers of the Chemical treasures should bedcalFlaming Dragons "; and " Keepers of the GolEkece “;
[of] " The Garden of the Hesperides "; and tha€afimus and others.

For this Dragon lives in Strait places of SubteeamRocks, which you must take [of or from] thewed join it to
the Eagle, or Woman to her in her grave, or toQtteer ( if you would rather have it so ) in hermé&®r tis the
Nature of the Dragon sometimes to lie in wait fog Eagle's Eggs, and wage Mortal war with the Edgdlere are
Some Greek writers that Report that in times @aBtragon fell in love with a Maid, and lay with h&vhat wonder
then if the Philosophers would have their Dragont&ip in the same cavern with the woman? Greveias Red
and Black Dragons together in the Deep gulf ofrtfeaintains, and burns them with fire, and the blamés
perishing he saith, " The Keeper of the mountaiar&geth for them everywhere, and he brings thetheo
Mountain. " Merlin, in his Vision, if it be not Sppsitious, makes Mention of a White and Red Dradtmese
Dragons, whatsoever they be, whether one be a Womnd@male Dragon, do act Mutually until they bdik, and
Emit blood from their wounds wherewith they aretbBmbued.

But hereby the Dragon is understood [to be] therElet of Earth and Fire; and by the Woman thoseioaAd



Water. Whence the Clangor Buccine saith, " The Dnag the Matter remaining in the Bottom, after teger is
distilled from it. " And according to Hermes, " Thater of the Air, being between Heaven and Edstthe Life of
Every thing, for that water dissolves a body int®pirit, and makes a live thing of a dead thing] eonstitutes
Marriage between Man and Woman, for it makes thelevBenefit of the Art. " And of the Earth he salygs, "
And moreover, understand that the particular eattith we tread upon is not the true Element: Yeig, Elemente
from its true fifth Element. Nor doth the fifth EBlental Substance recede from its Elemented Bodly fwbich the
Earth is formed. " And a little after, " But thergin and true Element, which Fire cannot burnnithie Center of
the earth. This is the Dragon whereof we spealquasing itself, even into the Center of the eanthere the heat
being great, it conceives within itself a Flamirgah wherewith it burns the woman or Eagle. "

But the woman or Eagle is an airy water, which sealethe white or Celestial Eagle, and Endeavounéke it the
Common Mercury or Sublimed Salt, for there Men fieg@gn themselves as Quick Sighted as Lineus, faug]
indeed blind in this Art. But Count Bernard saysis Epistle, " Verily | say unto You, that No wateill dissolve ¢
Metallic Species by Natural reduction, but thatethtontinues with it in matter and form, and whilbl Metals
themselves can recongeal, and a little after. Ndin that water pertain to bodies in Solutions whioth not remail
with them in congelation. " And not far after, " Mg | say unto you, that the Oil which Naturallyderates and
joins Natures together, and Naturally introducesNtedicine into Other bodies that are to be tingedpt
compounded of any Other Extraneous thing, but ohthe Bowels of the Body that is to be dissolved.

The Eagle therefore and the Woman, as likewis®tlagon with almost all the Severals of the wholg Are
Understood by these precepts; which by openin@@tdsm of Nature We have perhaps so far Explained an
declared to the Sons of Learning, that so Gloryhtriig given to God.
