Then imbibe i t  as before is said and seeth him and coag-
ulate him, and ete.  t i1]  he be dry.  so do unt i l  he have drunk
all his vapour conserved for him. Put that part so dried into
a round earthen vessel ,  g lazed wel l  wi thout,  lute i t  and put i t
in the furnace fourty one days and nights, so that he remain con-
tinually in one equal heat more than before, t i l-1 the Spirit enter
the body by his regimen.

And when i t  is  aLl  d issolved, put

i t  into the f i rst  g lass.  And so do l i t t1e and l i t t le unto the

t ime that al l  the powder be dj-ssolved.

And when it is al-l- dissolved and put in our body, then l-ute

a bl ind head upon the mouth of  that  body Luto Sapientae. And

when the lute is dry,  set  that  sarne body with al l  the said matters

in a very hot balneo for seven days-Hoc Facto.

Take up that body and do away with the blind head, soft and fair,

that none of the l-ute fal-l into the body of the glass for hurting

of the work.  Hoc Facto.  Lute a good head of  g lass wi th Alembic

to the mouth of  the said body- luto sapientae- and set him in a

dry furnace with hot ashes; Sicut Primus and make first lent f ire

t i l l  that  you see the said body of  the said glass begin to wax

red. Then increase the f i re more and more unto the t ime that
your feces that lyeth in the said glass be dry,  then let  i t  cool .
HOC FACTO.

Take it from the furnace again and grind it upon a marble stone
as you did before wi th that ,  that  is  subl imed in the head. And
dissolve i t  in a new corrosive water made of  Ti  of  Sal  petre,  a
hal f  part ,  and one ounce of  Sal  armoniac,  drawn as you did before,
and ever remember that in all your drawing of your corrosive waters
that you put away your fa int  waters,  that  is  to s&V, the f i rst
water,  the which what be ipet ive l ike the colour of  whey. And
keep i t  in a g1ass, for  i t  wi lL serve for another work and not
for th is.  And alJ.  your corrosive water must be made under the
form before sai-d.

Then put your faeces so dissolved in the said body of  g lass a^rrd
in your corrosive water in balneo again seven days as you did
before.  And then congeal  h im and dissolve him unto the t ime that
you have him in an oiL.

Then put that  o i l  in a glass wel l  c losed and 1uted, Iuto sapienae,
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keen i t  bv himsel f .  Then take one ounce of  f ine Sol  and make

thereof th in plates.

Then take a great cruse (crucible?) and put therein as much

lead as you wi l l  and melt  i t .  And then lay a broad thin plate

of l ron fu l - l -  of  smal l  holes upon the said cruise,  and upon the

sarne plate of  I ron lay your th in plates of  SOL, plate by plate,

so that none of  them touch each other (Stratum Super Stratum),

and turn them often t i -mes.

And look that the said cruise wi th your lead may stand very

hot and l iquid.  For the fervent heat and the spir i t  of  the hot
lead wi l l  cause the said plates of  SoL to break into powder.

Then when i t  is  so br i t t l -e that  i t  is  somewhat brought into powder,
gr ind that powder of  Sol  upon a marble stone very smalI ,  but  not
hard for grinding of the stone amongst the So1. Then take that
smal l  powder of  Sol  and dissol-ve him in the corr is ive water,  before
said,  made with SaI amoniac,  sal  petre and roman Vi t r io l .  And
congeal  h im and dissolve him unt i l  the t ime that i t  be an oi l .
Hoc Facto.

P'rt the first oi1 and the oil- of sol together and put them in
a body of  g lass wi th a bl ind alembic wel l  luted-Iuto sapientae;
and set him in balneo hot 5 days natural ;  and then let  i t  cool ;
Then take i t  up and set i t  in a c i rc le f i re,  not  too hot 5 days,
and then put him again in balneo another 5 d.ays, grad.us primus,
and then put him into a c i rc le f i re another J days, s icut  pr imus,
and so do as i t  is  before said.

himsel f  and then hast thou thy lune as dense and as heavy as Sof.

Take of  thy Saturn prepared and mel- t  h im and quench him in strong

Vinegar and so do 9 t imes. Then take of  thy dense lune two parts

and melt  h im and when i t  is  melted cast in 2 parts of  thy saturn
l-ast  prepared and have ready by thee a vessel  wi th two parts of
Vinegar and one part  of  Sal-  ammoni-ac dissolved in the same Vine-
gar: i  And in that  l iquor quench thy metal  and so mel_t  and quench

9 t imes, and when thou hast done so r  then set him in a test  and
f ine out the saturn t i l l  thou have thy lune clean by himsel f ,  and
at al l  t imes look that thy test  be r ight  hot or thou put thy
matter therein.

This lune wi l -1 abide cementat ion Roya1, l ike as Sol  wi l - l  and is
calIed AUREUM ALBA.

Then take one ounce of  Sol  and one ounce of  the said aureum alba
and 4 ounces of  Venus and melt  them together and. plate the metal
into th in plates and 1ay them in cementat ion in a crucible wi th
these mater ia ls:

Then temper him with honey and make him like a paste and then

make thy cementat ion wi th the plates between 2 crucibles and lute

him fast ,  and dry him wel l  and put him into the f i re 24 hours.

Note wel- I  that  thou cement him t i I ]  a l l  the Venus be wasted

and have no more but the weight of  the 2 pr inciple bodies.  Then

melt  h im with borace and thou shal t  have the fai rest  So1 that

ever thou sawest,  the which wi l l -  abide cementat ion Roya1.

A good way for Sol: Take one ounce fine Sol and one ounce fj-ne

l-une and + ounce of  f ine Venus, melt  them together and wash him

in stale wine (urine) after that you have cast him in ar.I ingot.

And beat him into th in plates and keep him to the cementat i -on.

Then t inc.  l  part  of  Roman Vi t r io l  and make powder thereof and
temper him with chi ld0s ur ine and boi l  h im together t i l l  thou

see him r ise up green and ye1Iow, then take hirn of f  the f i re and
grind hin with tinc. l part of Sal- ammoniac and one ounce of
Sal gemme and temper him with strong Vinegar unto the time that
he be as th ick as paste,  and then cement the plates wi th that
paste and melt the metal and cast him in an ingot and thou shalt
have good Sol and gentle in working.
