Briatic’ plane would be rather masculine than feminine and resumed by a
Splritual flgure hardly visible. The headdress winged, the body cloud veiled,

wrapped-in mist as if clouds were obscuring the outline and scarcely showing
the legs and. feet.-It represents the Spirit of Aether.

In the Yetziratic: world it would be like a warrior with winged helmet, face
angelic but rather fterce body and arms mailed, buskins and wings attached.

In Assiah, the same 1etter Alpeh is terrific energy and represents as it were,
mad force. The shape of the letter is almost that of the Soasticor.,

On the human plane it would represent a person who was a lunatic,

Translated to the elemental planes, it would represent a form whose body
fluctuates from the human to the animal and indeed, the Assiatic type would
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be a most eerie one with a face something like a bird or a demon. The letter
Aleph representing spirituality in high things when translated to the plane below
Assiah is normally something horrible and unbalanced because it is so opposed
to matter.

The v1bratmg Dlvme Names operator should first rise as much as possible to

Then formulate the letters of the name required in your heart in brilliant white
light and feél them written there, Be sure to formulate in brilliant white light
not merély in dull whiteness which is simply the colour of the Apas Tatva.
Then, emitfing your breath, slowly pronounce them so as to vibrate them within
vou and imagine that your breath in quitting the body swells afar so as to fill up
space and pronounce the Name as through and to the Universe.

All practical occult w-c;'r"k.ﬁhich is of any use tires the operator or withdraws some
magnetism and therefore if you wish to do anything important, you must be in
perfect magnetic and nervous condition.

When you are using a name or drawing a sigil from the Rose, it will be remem-

bered that the Sephira to which the Rose and Cross are referred is Tiphereth
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which answers to the heart. The sigils are, therefore, to be drawn in the heart.

It is not always necessary to formulate before you in space the Telesmatic Angelic
figure of the name. Also, as a general rule, pronounce any Name as many times
as there are letters in it. Thus Sandalphon shotld be pronounced seven (7) times.

Having done this, try to attach yourse],f to your Kether and m'xaglne you ‘see a
white light there. Having got the idea of that pure white Tight, formulate these
letters before you, take a deep breath, emiit the-breath slowly, endeavormg as
you do so to make the letters flash in White Brllhance.

This done, invoke the. Téle‘Smanc I‘mage, approprl.ate, and you assume it as

filling the Universe before you, a. g'lga.ntlc figure and. gradually endeavour in
vibrating the name, to absorb as it were;. this figure before you, indrawing it

into your own atmosphere, and as if clothmg yourself therewrth - still pronouncing
the Name, until you feel as if your aura radlates with whiteri¢ss.
