PASSIVE SYI{BOLIST

There are tro k inds of  synbol isns: one is act ive ,  the
other passive.  Act ive symbol ism is the basis for  natural  Uagic or
any systen at ternpt ing to carry out dn act ion upon the Invis ib le.
3e r i l l  s tudy this later.  The funct ion of  passive syrrbol ism is to
transmit  Knor ledge from the vis lb le to tbe Invis ib le and vlce-
versa. In our ror ld,  access to passive symbol ism can only occur
through the intel lect  and only progressively can re get r id of
th is temporary support .

Passive symbol ism is essent ia l ly  graphic (a point ,  a l ine,  a
curve, a polygon).  Ms bound by str ict  ru les vhich are,  in a
sense, ref lect ions of  universal  archetypes. I t  is  based in
space, contrary to act ive symbol ism rhicb is based in t ime.

ACTIOT OF THE SY}IBOLS

Before ee cont inue, re should speci fy that the synbols re
studied in the previous lesson have a def in i tc ef fect  despi te
their  passive spacerharacter I  st  ic.  le shal l  l l lustrate tbeir
ef fect  through an analogy. Take a black stone rest ing on sone ice
ln the sun. The black stone nornal ly doesntt  produce heat but
under the ef fect  of  the sun, i t  stores the solar heat and returns
i t .  Therefore there is ice melt ing just  around the stone. In the
sane ray, the synbol (here tbe black stone) tuned to an energy
(here the sun) acts as a receiver and transni ts tbe energy to
the closest operator (here the ice).

This should help to better understand the scale of  passive
symbol isr0,  To be very c lear,  letrs fake again the drawing of  the
pentagon associated r i th level  5,  for eranple.  The operator who
concentrates on this synbol hopes to receive, through the symbol,
the reinforced energies of  Hars.  In ef fect ,  th is planetrs
energies are concentrated in the fo l louing forns:

0bservat ions:

For the uork on polygons l ike for the york on the planetary
synbols there is no obl igat ion to fol lor  the sequence glven for
the reek. I f  you feel  better about rorking in the oratory at  a
giuen day, perform then the rork indicated for the neditat ion of
the day. But i f  you decide to fol lor  the ceek planning, you
should start  e i tb Saturday.

As you probably not iced, the meditat ions of  the reek do not
tol lor  the order of  the levels.  In th is eork,  re do not cal l  for
any energy. Otheruise, i t  yould be i rnperat ive for us to fol tor
the numerical  order,  in order to avoid I inding ourselves in very
unconfortable troubles. Thus, in tbe erercises re indicated
above, there are only passive manifestat ions,

Concerning the tsubjects to t reat i  i t  is  better not to use
them as e reason for meditat ion.  That is,  do not take the r isk of
ncrystal l iz ing'  them. I t  is best for the rueditat ion to be
'r l thout any speci f ic object. '  As a natter of  fact  and as a
funct ion of  the rule of  the Second Causes thich are at  play here,
a neditat ion is spontaneously or iented tocard the subject ehich
needs to be deal t  n i th.

For psychic or inner resul ts,  there is a good chance that
the informat ion of  the experlence t l l l  be connunlcated through
netal  syrnbols chich of ten f igure ei ther in the set-up or through
the direct  presence of  the netal  sucb as gold,  s i lver or mercury.

This
Dhenomenon occurs throuqhout Nature. This is the essent ial  key to
this lesson.

Another eranple,  rhich is rel l  kDoen about the vibratory
effects ar is ing dur lng resonance Is that of  the crystal  glass
rhich breaks yhen soneone sings certain notes at  an appropr iate
frequency, Flnal ly as a last  eranple,  tbe ef fects of  muslc on
the psyche. Husic is not elpressed through an intel lectual  code
as is speech, l t  ef fects us through the resonance produced by the
enit ted vibrat ions on var ious elements of  our psyche. the ef fect
can eeen attain a Ievel  of  physical  percept ion, for eranple,  at
the level  of  the solar plerus.

For aI I  pract ical  purposes, here are sone rules of  resonance
in music.

This nunber 2 does
not modify the character of  the v ibrat i .on but impels i ts
evolut ion.
