For what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole wrld, and lose his own 
Health (The Bible). 

The Ruler of the mightiest Kingdom on ea..~, in bed vi th broken health, would 
gladly give his kingdom for the Good Health of his lowest slave . 

Good Health is the very Foundation of Success. And we have heard that Goed 
Health is man 1 s birth- right. That is another grie'YOus error. Good Health is the 
Reward received by him who earns it. 

It is in order to infonn the reader that this author knows something about the 
Rules of Health. He was born February 7, 1878, and now in his 83rd year feels as 
fit as he did at forty. He had one slight illness of influenza when he was a boy of 
10 , was never vaocl.nated nor inoculated, and is ext~ely fortunate that his body 
was never p::>isoned with the vile substanooa called "medicint,." 

Who could be more competent than he to teat!h the great subject of Health to 
those who appreciate the value of Health? And the pressing need of reliable Health 
¥.nowledge eonstrained him to begin fifty years ago t o wri te on that subject, r elat­
ing such knovledge as he gained by experience in h is quest for that Light which leads 
none astray. 

This aut hor is a graduate of all the drugless schools, and walked away with his 
d i pl omas in his hand, wiser in what t he doctors know, but disapp::>inted in vbat be 
wa nted to know. 

He was fortunate to be a student under or . Willard Carver, who in 1906 founded 
~t :Jklaboma City the first chartered Chiropractic College in the VTorld, and who was 
t~e world 1 s Greatest Chiropractor. He died in 1943 at the age of 80 .. 

He discovered that doctors are not taught rules of Health. They ar e taught 
certain methods to treat those who have lost their Health. This means that the 
doctors know as little about How To Live for Health as do their patients who have 
lost theirs. 

The subject-matter of this work has been the consideration of every eminent pen, 
f rom the days of Moses to the present. To say anything strictly new vould be im­
possible; but it is possible to shed more Light on what has been ~aid and written 
by othe r s , by stressing certain vital points which have been passed over lightly,al­
most unnoticed, because of their commonli ty and simplicity. 

Here is the firs t big mistake. What would be mor e connnon and simple than to 
plant a tiny seed and watch it grov and produce a beautiful flower? Yet, the great­
est scientist cannot duplicate the process, nor logically analyze the details of it. 

A certain man lived 120 years, and when he was 108 be wrote a book about it. 
He knew so little as to the reasons of his longevity that he passed lightly over , 
with little notioe, the vital poi nts responsible for his 120 years in the flesh. 

Thi s man, Goddard Diamond, vas born in Plymouth, Mass. May 1, 1796, and died in 
San l!ranci.sco in 1916. All of the Pres idents of this country, from George iolashington 
down to Woodrow W.ilso~ lived and labored during the days of Diamond. 
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His book bas been long out of print. We read it f1:rty years ago. The mention 
of his ease in our writings created a demand for the book. Health Researcb found a 
copy after a long search, and bas now republished it with a Prologue and an Epilogue 
by this author. 

In the Epilogue we stres3ed the vital JX~ints in Diamond's life which were large­
lY res}X>nsible for his longevity, explaining hov and why they oontributed to his 
long life. 

The libraries of the world are filled with great tomes by leading doctors on 
the subject of Health and the "cure of disease . 11 The doctors who vrote them knew so 
little about the basic principles of their subject, that not one of them lived long 
enough to draw special attention for his state of longevity. Most of them died 
comparatively young. 

We can destroy with five simple words the value of these books on the subject 
of ndisease aDd its cure." These -words are, REMOVE THE CAUSE OF ILlNESS. 

The sad experience of five thousarrl years proves there is no 11disease ." Con­
sequently there is no 11 cure. 11 The world 1s great doctors have made the same state­
ment in different words. In 1835 Dr. Samuel Dickson, of Edinburgh , published a work 
in which he asserted that all diseases "are one and the same 11 (Wilder's Hist. of Med. 
1901, p. 357). 

That simple, truthful, factual statement swept into oblivion as frivolous and 
ab&~, the whole complicated and inconsistent classification of diseases, with their 
multifarious names and stupid distinctions, exposing the horrific system of medical 
murder and plunder which is supported by centuries of fraudulent teaching, by wh ich 
a profession of supposedly honorable men has created a false and dangerous psychology 
of Rdisease," that senU.s thousands to early graves each year, while yielding fat 
profits for its exponents . 

There are just two conditions of the body, and they are Good Health and Bad 
Health. The symptoms of Bad Health are what doctors are trained to study, group 
together, and give them empty names (diagnosis) Hhich mean nothing, and term them 
11diseases'1 that may kill the -r:atient unless treated and 11 cured 11 acaording to the 
teachings of medical art. 

We v.Tite from experience and knowJ..edge, not from theory and speculation. For 
fifteen years we treated in our sanitarium patients from all over t he country, the 
majority of them given up by other doctors as hopeless and ineurable .

Under the Law of Creation, nothing thnt is less than Perfect can come into 
existence. Hodern science finds that to be the case. 

The first living creatures of every kind corresponded to t his Law Of Perfection 
when they first appeared on earth.

The Universe and all living th ings are constantly undergoing a series of changes, 
of adjustments, of metamorphosis, and those living things wh ieh possess a limited 
capacity of adjustment, slowly degenerate, die out and disappeal'. 

On the other hand, the experience of millions of years has shown, that when 
the earth became the home of Man, it became a partner of a being that is not only 
the King of Life and the Climax of Creation, but is as eternal as the vecy elements 
of which the suns , s tars, and earth are composed. Prof. Hotema declares in his re­
markable work, The Glorious Resurrection~ t hat Human Life is more eternal than the 
Sun.

He is going to progress beyond 
Perfection, and thinks that. is improvement. That is what he is taught by the 
sordid institutions that live on darkness and thrive on ignorance. He has heard of 
the Kingdom Within, but thinks that is just poetry for childish minds.

Keep the v&st lung surface of the 
body supplied with fresh air, and observe all other health rules, and there is, 
s-c±mrtif; M 11 y speaking, no knowr reason vby roan should ever die n (Prof. J .S. 
Haldane o£ England, in Respiration).

"Hardly any one urrlerstarrls this science (of breathing), which all should knew 
and practice. It is the air that renews our blood and carries vitality t0 all our 
organs. It is the air that helps to give us balance aro to keep our physical am 
psychic functions in proper order ••• Most men use only a third, a quarter, or even 
a fifth part of the lungs 1 total surface" (Prof. Edmond Szekely). 

Various theories have been advanced by science to explain the cause of aging 
and dying. One of the latest is that of Dr. Ross A. McFarland, Professor of En­
vironmental Health arrl Safety at the Harvard School of Pulbic Health. He 0pines 
that aging results from a decreasing supply of Oxygen in the body. He found that 
subjects, when deprived of Oxygen, lost capacity for sensation, perception and judg­
ment. '~'l'bese symptoms, 11 said be, "parallel those in ag~ persons • 11 

The respiratory capa~ity increases from about the 15th to the 35th year, and 
then it djminishes at the rate of about one and a half cubic inches per year. This 
means the capacity of respiration of a man of 6o Yould be about 30 cubie inches leas 
than that of a man of 40, of the same height and weight (Hutcbi05on.) 

Why the decrease? Lung-cells ruined by FOlluted air , and respiratory capacity 
lost by lack of exercise to make one breathe deeply. Szekely stated that "most men 
use only a third 1 a quarter, or even a fifth part of the lungs t total surface ." 

Breath ing from birth is not only an essential function, but a life-long process. 
Living is Breathing, and the death of the body comes with the last feeble exhalation. 

Eating and drinking are voluntary, controlled functions. Respiration is an 
automatic, involuntary process, so far beyond man's conscious control that he breath­
e s when unconscious in sleep, or from injury, even better and deeper, more regular­
ly and r hythmically, than when conscious and awake . 

Respiration is the primal function of the organism. All other functions are 
secondary, and designed to keep the body fit to perform respiration. 

The lungs are definitely designed for and adapted to their work. The stomach 
is simply an enlargement of the alimentary canal and nothing more. The lungs are 
specific organs, l argest by far in the body, filling the thorax from collar bone to 
lower~ost ribs, and from sturnum in front to spine in back. They are strictly the 
Organs of Life. When we stop breathing we stop living; and when man dies, he goes 
gasping for air. Man cannot die as long as he ean breathe. 

In the beginning of Man on the earth plane, air was his only need that Yas 
external to the Kingdom Within, and all his other needs rose from unnatural desires 
that created vital adjustment. And the air maR needed was free and abundant, re­
quiring for its possession no other labor than that of breathing.

That question gets a surpn.swg answer from Prof. Hotema in his work titled The 
name Divine. That answer will startle the reader. 

The less Man needs the more he beeomes like gods, who use nothing and are im­
mortal--said the Ancient Masters . 

Want, poverty, sickness, degeneration, all rise from the faulty work of Man. 
He reaps as he sows. These are the natural products of his sowing, his habits whieh 
correspooo with his desires. He increases his burdens as he increases his wants. 
And the sordid institutions which live and thrive on human wants, are constantly 
working to increase those wants. 

Advanced scholars point out that there would have been in Man 1 s physi cal be­
ginning no unfilled wants; otherwise physical existence bad been impossible . They 
show by Logical reasoning that the only way to improve physical man, is to reduce 
his wants and decrease his economic burden.

Abrams, 
Chairman of the Board, Standard Oil Co. of New J ersey , made an address before the 
National Citizens Commission for Public Schools, which Has published and widely 
circulated at the time . Among ot her things, he s aid: 

"There can be no doubt that He are talking about something very fundamental 
to busir.ess when we talk about education ••• If only to maintain and expand its 
markets, the business world has at least as big a st~ke es anyone in the achieve­
ment of an educated , productive and tolerant society ••• There is a definite cor­
relation between education and the consumption of commodities. Educat ion has done 
more to create markets for business than any other force in .America. 11 

There it is direct from the business world. We see that one big purpose of 
education is to maintain and expand the markets of business , and to create a demand 
for comrnod:ities, 1.rhile not a word is said about promoting Health and prolonging 
Life . And while billions of dollars are expended annually in the education of the 
children of America, the purpose is not for the betterment of humanity but for the 
promotion of business . 

The act and science of natural, healthful living are so lightly regarded, that 
they re ceive little attention. He who is so far ahead of the multitutde as to op­
pose the social oattern by teaching the Law of Creation, i s promptly silenced, dis­
graced and liquidated. And t be press carries large headlines, proclaiming that 
another enemy of social progress has been found and jailed for the protection of 
the Peaple. And the mind-conditioned masses believe it. 

One's teaching may be in perfect accord \-lith the Law of Creati on, but such 
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teaching fails to harmonize with oivilization1 s arti£icial world, or to support its 
social pattern, hence it cannot i!le accepted or tolerated by any institution o.r any 
form of government. It must be and it is crushed "for the good of the people ." 

Tell us how long Man 1 s ereated wants and unnatural desires will mean profit £or 
Commercialism, and we'll tell you hov long Man will remain in his present state of 
degeneracy and economic slavery. 

It vill surprise the orthodox and the mind-eondi tioned lllBSses to be told that 
as man moves back from his vaunted "progress" toward Primal Perfection, his health 
improves, his life lengthens, his wante decline, and his economic burden decreases. 

We thus learn what these burdens, are, when they came , and what they dG to 
humanity. We see them as the produet of Man's created wants and unnatural desires 
which Perfect Man had not, and tbat 1s why he was Perfect. Man has produced them, 
and he can destroy them. they have produced his misery, and he wants to keep them 
and find remedies and cures for the misery they produee. 

Not until Man began to form habits and adopt practices which created wants and 
unnatural de sires, did be begin to decline and degenerate. He vas deceived them 7 
as he is nov, by the illusion of process as he developed new habits and increased 
his wants. He believed then, as he does nov, that each ne\.J invention was a eign 
of progress, while be and his doctors were sorely puzzled by the fact that his 
health continued to decline and his life-span to decrease. We ean r emedy all this, 
shouts Medical Art 7 i£ more money is supplied for 11medical research. 11 

Economic freedom is the first step back toward Man's high estate of Primal per­
f ection. Every animal, in its native state, bas eeonomic freedom. Man is t he only 
e conomic sla ve and s ickly creature on the earth. He has rnade himself what he is by 
his unnatural wants and acquired desires, and only he can eorrect the distressing 
s ituation. 

In complete freedom from every want, to be dependent upon nothing but what the 
Law of Creation supplies, then Man's mind and senses are under control. He is re­
l e ased from the consequences of action, which are the bonds and chains that bind 
jown those who are the slaves of want and de sire.

When you stop bi:"eathing you stop living, nell matter how 
good your heart may be. Most case:!! of death from so-called heart failure are due 
to the paralyzation of the breathing center in the brain by polluted air. 

The network of blood capillaries in the lungs are distributed everywhere in the 
tiny space8 between the billions of air vesicles, and envelope their walla with~ a 
Tascular screen. 

The blood flows thru the lungs in billions of small streams, a1lnost in direct 
contact with the air in the lungs.

A great physician in Paris declRred in t.he 19th century t hat of all the causes 
of human ailments, vitiated air is the l eader. 

In the polluted air of this civili zation, where a breat h of really pure air 
cannot be found, when the poisoned blood stream in your body f lows to the lungs for 
purification, no purification can t ake place. There i s simply an exchange of 
1XJisonous gases . 

Prof. Hotema covered this subject in particular in bis work in 1923, titled 
Unity & Simplicity of Disease, now sold out and out of print. 1bat is another 
reason why he devoted soecial attention to the subject in his great work titled 
Man 1 s Higher Consciousness, vh ich should be studied by e-very person.

Other related works the student should study are The Facts of Nutrition end 
Fasting Story #II by Prof. Hotema.

Chapter 3 

Secrets Of The Body 

It is in order to notice a s tate so vital in Man's life, that it is responsible 
for his continuity upon the earth while other living creatures perish and vanish. 
And yet this important, mysterious condition i s so lightly regarded by medical art, 
that my systemati~ resear~ has ever been made to determine how it operates or what 
effects it has upon the organs and glands of the body. 

One of the greatest anthropologists of th i s century, Dr. Alexis Carrel, i n his 
remarkable book, Man The Unknown, gave to t he world the best data on this subject 
that have ever come t o out att.P.ntion, and we can do no better than to notice some 
of the things he said. 

Carrel pointed to the important fact that the cause of evolution is the inher­
ent quality of all living organisms toward a higher level of developnent. This 
natural, persistent urge , in order to preserve the body and prolong its existence, 
results in the adjustment of the organism to its environment and to the evil habits 
of man. 

Said Carrel: 11 Tbere is a striking contrast between the durability of a body 
and the transitory character of its elements. Man is composed of e soft, alterable 
material, susceptible of disintegrating in a few hours; but he lasts longer (on 
that account) than if made of steel. Not only does be last, but be constantly over­
comes the difficulties and dangers of the outside world (environment). He aceom­
modates himself, much better than (all) other animals do, to the changing conditions 
of his environment. He persists in living, despite physical, economic and social 
upheavals. 

11Sueb endurance i s due te a particular mode (and change) of activity in his 
tissues and humors. The body seems to mold itself on events. Instead of wear ing 
out (disintegrating) it changes. Our organs always improvise means of meeting evecy 
new situation; and these means are such that they tend to give us a maximum (pro­
longed) duration (life). 

"The phya~logical prnccsses, which are the substratum of inner time (aging 
process), always incline in tbe di rection leading to the longest survival of the 
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Secrets of the body 

individual. This strange function, t h is watchful automatism, with its speeifie 
characters, makes possible human existence. It is called adaptation" (pp. 191-2). 

This extraordinary, automatic ability of t he organism is responsible for Man's 
being on the earth today, after having lived to see pass into oblivion of the 
animals, including the giant Dinosaur, which were on the earth when he firs t emerged 
ss a visible being from the Invisible Realm, as Prof . Hotema related in his Cosmie 
Creation. 

This amazing condition of Vital Adjustment is erroneously and stupidly ealled 
Vital Resistance by medical art, the purJX>se of which falsity is to deceive both 
doctors and laymen with its tricky t erminology, invented to provide a place for the 
doctor, his vaccines and serums. 

The Law of Vital Adjustment may properly be extended to include the Law of Cure, 
as Carrel stated in his book. For it is this inherent power which sustains t he 
body in health when its course is UNOBSTRUCTED, and which RESTORES the sick body to 
health, if restoration occurs a t all. And , as a rule, this restoration must take 
place by overcoming the blundering, hindering, damaging work of the doctor and his 
dangerous methods and poisonous remedies. 

Scientifically speaking, the proper term of the Lavl of Adjustment is the Law 
of Correspondence , concerning which the great evolutionist, Herbert Spencer, wrote: 

"Perfect Correspondence would be Perfect Life . Were there no changes in the 
environment but such as the organism had adapted changes to meet, and were i t never 
to fail in the efficiency with which it met them, there would be eternal existence 
and eternal knowledge" (F:U·st Principles) . 

Cf Spencer 1 s observations, Henry Drummond said: 

"He is analyzing vrith minute care the relations betHeen Envirorunent and Life 
(Not Life but the body}. He unfolds the principles a c cording to which Life is high 
or low, long or short{ showing why organisms live and why they die. And finally 
he defines a (perfect) condition of things in v1bich an organism (not Life) would 
never die--in which it would enjoy a perpetual and perf-ect life11 (in the flesh) 
(Natural Law in the Spiritual ~lorld). 

In his work , Celestial Correspondence (1926), Coulson Turnbull refer s to this 
eoirlition, calling it the Science of Correspondence , and , in tracing back to fu.OOa­
mentals, he finds t hat thiE is actually the Science of Astrology, t he only Science 
of Man the world has ever had, which "reveals the meaning and time arrangement of 
electrons, atoms , molecules, cells, their creation, motion and related position to 
one another, whether in nebulae , s tar, sun, archangel, or atom. The Law of the 
Universe is One, eonstantly repeated by the ancient Seers , Masters and Adepts" 
(p.l2). 

Returning to Carrel, be said: "All physiological act ivities are endowed with 
the property of being adaptive. Adaptation, therefore, assumes innumerable aspeets . 
But these aepeets may be grouped into two- categorie~ , intraor ganic and extraorganic. 

11 Intraorganic adaptation is responsible for the constancy of the organic medium 
and of the relations of tissues and humors. It brings about the automatic repair 
of tissues and the cure of disease." 
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Seerets of the body 

There we have it, direct from one of the greatest medical doctors of modern 
times, THE LAW OF CURE, leaving no plaee for the doctor, his treatment and remedies. 
He continued: 

'~xtraorganie adaptation adjusts the individual to the physical, psychological, 
and economic world. It enables him to survive in spite of the unfavorable oonditions 
of his environment (and his evil habits, and the poisonous remedies of medical art). 

nupon these two aspects (disregarded by medieal art), the adaptive functions 
are at work during each instant of our whole life. They are the indispensable basis 
of our durationn (p.l92). 

Now we ean begin to see why this great scientists was 11 kicked out11 of the 
Rockefeller Inati tute of Medical F.esearciJ very soon after the publication of his 
book, in which he bluntly said: 

11The more eminent the (medical) specialist 1 the more dangerous he is ••••••• 
Medicine has been paralyzed by the narrowness of its doctrines11 (pp.46,2S3 ). 

Evil environment and evil habits have caused man 1s body to suffer great and 
serious adjustment, in order to survive, from its primal perfection, causing a loss 
of many of its higher powers, which fade out first. 

Traces and marks of the changes that have occurred in the body 1 s structures 
and functions, due to such adjustment, appear to a blind science in the form of more 
t h an a hundred organs end glands, now dormant or semidormant, which were originally 
functional and useful, but now practically useless and functionless, which means a 
loss of physiological activities and psychical powers that has reduced man to a 
very low level of Consciousness. 

And a stupid science regards these dormant organs and vestigial glands as signs 
which indicate man 1s ascension from the ape stage. Contemplate if you can the 
destiny of him who is led by that kind of science. Or by a religious system which 
declares that God so loved the world, just a tiny speck in space, that he gave his 
only begotten Son, just another human being, that whosoever believeth in him should 
not perish, but have everlasting life (John 3:16). No law involved; Life i3 ruled 
by what a man believes. 

We pick up a publication and in it see an advertisement, with pictures of great 
men of past ages, who were noted for their remarkable ability, and with this 
question: "What Secret Power did they possess?" 

These men rose above the multitude because of the possession and the good use 
of those qualities which most i:rrlividuals have lost as a result of physical and 
mental degeneration, and a system of medical treatment for illness which has been 
corrlemned as dangerous by the best doetors of the land. 

Consciousness 

We are what our Conaciousness is, and Prof. Hotema, in b is work titled ¥an 1 s 
Higher ConseiO"nsness, gives tbe reader an inkling of what Man was competent to do 
ages before the state o:f Vital Adjustment, made necessary by his evil habits and the 
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artificial, destructive corrli tion called "civilization," reduced him to the lowly 
l evel of Consciousness which now generally prevails . 

Man 1 s state of Consci ousness can be no better than the state of his body. 

Man 1 s body, serving as radio and television on the physical plane, is eompoaed 
of trillions of cells, eaeh cell being composed of millions of atoms, and each atom 
a min.iature solar system, "With "planets" in the form of electrons arrl protons, re­
volvi ng at tremendous speed round a common center of attraction, the nucleus. 

Each atom and each cell in the body is Intelligized by Cosmic Consciousness 
and Vitalized by Cosmic Force. Thru the Infinite Atom man's Consciousness comes 
directly f'rom the Cosmic Source, and is limited by his limited capacity to receive 
and express it. 

This is the Secret Power, almost unknown, whicll rules men and arranges them in 
many classes , from the highest to the lowest. Those of each class nanifest a state 
of Intelligence according to the condition of their body, the radio. The better the 
body ' s condition, the greater the Intelligence it will manifest. There is no known 
way to put much Intelligence into the degener ate brain of a dunce. 

There in a nutshell is -the secret vhy certain men possess greater po'Wers of 
Consciousness than others do. It is not a question of a ttuning oursel ves to the 
"Wisdom of the Ages, 11 a s stated by the advertisements in the magazines, but of :Un­
proving the state of the body, the ins trument of reception and manifestation. 

We should be wise an::l treat our body as \ole do our radio and television set when 
they fail to function. \ole have ·them r epaired by a eompetant mechanic who knows his 
bus iness. But where would we find a doetor who is competent to repair a body whieh 
he knows so little that he cannot make even one d rop of blood , nor explain how the 
body makes it. 

Every doctor v1ho treats the sick should be a Creationist, a Naturist, an 
Astrologist, an Anthropologist, a Biologist, a Psychologist, and a Physiologist. 
Then he would kno'W \>That be is doing in treating the sick and vlhy he is doing it. 
For he 'Would then know that illness is .not a foe to be combatted, but a friend to 
be carefully aided. 

It 'Would appear a little short of ludicruousness to suggest to the brainwashed,, 
mind- conditioned masses that birds and beasts possess a higher degree of Conscious­
ness t han does modern man; but such are the findings of unprejudiced experts in the 
field of psycho-bio-physiology. 

Some facts on these things , discovered and recorded by unbiased researchers , 
areb. presented by Prof. Hotema in his work t itled Man 1 s Higher Consciousness, in 
w 1ch be describes a high degree of Consciousness in the lower animals tha t is in­
explicable and enigmatical to physical science . 

These experts have attempted to analyze the peculiar Consciousness of migratory 
f~wls that fly great distances in the fall, sometimes non-stop, over hundreds of 
m1les of open ocean, returning in the spring by entire ly different routes to the 
very spot~ from 'Which they departed months before. 

Desl.andres said that the homing-sense of birds appears to be the quality of an 
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electric perception. Nothing strange about that, for all perception by living 
organisms is electrical, as -we shall show in Chapter 8. This is what Deslandres 
said: 

''Birds can home over territory that offers no visible landmarks. I've seen a 
pigeon released from a baloon 5000 feet high. The bird was carried in a closed box. 
As soon as r eleased, it rapidly described two circles around the baloon and then, 
without desitation, darted off in the direction of its dove-cot, 250 miles away. 

Mr. A. W. Neal, his wife and three children, lived in Ovensboro, Ky . 
a dog, called Lassie, and had owned him since he vas a pup. In September, 
the family removed to Los ~les, leaving Lassie with Mr. Neal 's brother, 
Owensboro , to be shipped to them later when they were settled. 

They bad 
1959, 
in 

The children cried when Lassie was left behind, and Lassie was sad too. The 
family had been gone fvom Owensboro about a month when the dog disappeared. He \Jas 
also going to Los Angeles . 

As Mr. Neal was in down-town Los Angeles in March, 1960, be chanced to see a 
brown dog running toward him. It was Lassie . He called the dog, aoo it ran up am 
j umped at him. Neal was astounded. He said, "I couldn 1t believe it. 11 

Lassie had found his friends 2000 miles a\Jay, in a place Yhere be had ne~r 
been before. He bed travelled for weeks over mount ains and desert, across rivers 
and thru cities, in the winter times 

That event t o us, with our limited , five-sense-powers , seems like a miracle. 
~ut i t is common to birds and beasts with their seven-sense-powers. 

In Chapter 8 we shall shoH that the science of psycho-hie-physiology rests 
~pon the evidence of the astral realm, the world invisible to us on the limited five­
sense- plane . In the case of living creatures with the sixth and seventh sense pow­
ers in action, the element calleQ distance (space) obstructs nothing. They can 
detect vibratory waves unknown on the five-sense-plane. 

The Bible mentions the Seven Powers in allegorical terms . It refers to s Lamb 
>li tb Seven Horns and Seven Eyes, which are the Seven Spirits sent forth into all 
the world (Rev. 5:6), but only Five of them appear in action in most men. The horns 
and the eyes represent the Seven Astral Powers of Action and the Seven Astral 
Powers of Perception, says Prof. Hotema in Son Of Perfection. 

Our conscious knowledge results from electrical waves of vibration. The whole 
scheme of materialism, whether animals or rocks, suns or planets, is reducible in 
the ultimate to one single existence waves of Astral Light or Cosmic Electricity. 
What we think we hear, see, feel , smell, taste, exists only as vibratory waves, as 
we shall show in Chapter 8. 

The body is our tomb and our eyes are the windoYs of our tomb. Our ears are the 
radio of our tomb; our function of feeling brings emotions to our tomb; and odors 
and flavors enter our tomb over our nerves and the effect is registered in the brain. 

And our physical apparatuses deceive us by making things appear the opposite 
of what they really are. This accounts for most of the errors that create- the cern 
fusion in l-rhich physical scientists live airl labor, traveling in a cirale but Dever 
getticg any nearer to the center, and calling tbat "progress. n 
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We regard the visible world as being external to us. But all we know of that 
world is registered within us, within our brain, within the Kingdom (Luke 17:21). 

Damage the brain and we may still live, but we 1d have no conscious lmowledge 
of anything but our own existence, and may be not that much. 

Damage the brain less, and our conscious knowledge expands f:l ccordingly. And 
give us the undamaged brain of the bird, arrl our conscious knowledge of the world 
would be the equal of thet of the bird's. 

And thus we observe that we do not rise in Consciousness by attuning ourselves 
to the Wisdom of tbe Ages, but by the improvement of the Tomb in which ue, the God 
of the earth, duell upon the earth plane. 

Yes, the God of the whole earth, with dominion over every living thing, and 
with a degenerate brain that reduces him to the lowest level of Consciousness of all 
the animals upon the earth. 

Man is conscientized by vibratory impressions, received as Astral Light or 
Cosmic Electricity, direct from the Universal Source, and this makes modern man, 
in his present degenerate state, very low in the scale of Consciousness. Listen 
again to whet the great Carrel said: 

"Our civilization, like those preceding it, tas created certain conditions of 
existence which ••• render life itself impossible ••• Since the natural conditions 
of existence have been destroyed by modern civilizatio~, the science of man has be­
come the most necessary of all sciences. 

'~efore beginning this work (book), the author realized its difficulty, its 
almost impossibility. He undertook it merely because somebody had to. For men can­
not (continue to) follo~.>r modern civilization along its present course, as they are 
(constantly) degenerating. They have been fascinated by the revelations of the 
sciences of inert matter. They have not understood that their body and conscious­
ness are subjected to natural laHs, more obscure tban, but as inexorable as, the 
laws of the sidereal world. 

'~e are beginning to realize the weakness of our civilization. Many want to 
shake off the dogmas imposed upon them by modern society. This book has been written 
for them, and also for those who are old enough to understand the necessity not 
only of mental, political{ (religious), and social changes, but of the overthrow of 
industrial (and religious) civilization and of the advent of another conception of 
human progress 11 (PrefRce, pp. xiii-xv, pp. 28 ). 

Strong and pointed language, coming from one standing so high in the world, and 
knowing so well what we have and what he was saying. And that 11civilizationu 
against 1vhicb he uttered this bitter blast, did not take those well~irected blows 
"on the chin11 in a calm, peaceful attitude. For within nine years after his book 
appeared, Carrel died suddenly in prison of a "heart attack. 11 

Nan today is dependent upon his five physical senses to contact the Astral 
Light of the Cosmos, and ttese senses are more or less degenerate and deficient, 
while his Five Astral Senses of the Kingdom of the God Within have been dormantized 
and rerrlered practically useless by the polluted air of his environment, as Prof. 
Botema shows in 11Man 1 s Higher Consci.ousness," in which Hork the student will learn 
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ebout the Holy Seat of tbe God Within the Five Chambers of the Golden Bowl. (Eeel. 
12 :6), und the function of these Holy Chambers is still unknown to modern seience. 

These Five Cr.arnbers the Ancient Masters called the Five Stars of the Microcosm, 
end they are symbolized in various ways in the ancient scriptures by certain Fives, 
es the Five Golden Emeralds, the Five Loaves, etc.--1 S. 6:4; Mat.l4:17). 

The Sankhys doctrine stated that the Five Physical Senses of conscious man are 
the exteriorized products of the Five corresponding Astral Chambers in the Golden 
3owl, and these are listed and described by Prof. Hotema in 11Man 1s Higher Conscious­
ness." 

Who can be found in the polluted air of this civilization with undamaged, 
:~nctional Astral Ch ambers in his Golden Bowl? 

The first organ that reacts to polluted air is the nose, and the reaction is 
called a "simple cold. 11 Yes, simple , but a sign of grea t i'llJX>rtanoe. It appears

The Mysterious Glands 

The skilfully prepared propaganda of the big book sellers proclaims in per­
~uasive tones that we must attune ourselves to the Wisdom Of The Ages i f we would 
ecquire the Secret Power that leads to the Path of Success . 

The class caught by that brand of bait constitutes the mind-conditioned masses 
~~at fa)l to l earn the trick of thinking. For the thinker realizes that the proper 
-:ove to make is to discover how and where those Masters got their Knowledge who gaTe 
the world the Wisdom Of The Ages. And where else whould we search for that SecTet 
but in the Brain, the marvelous Organ that lifted up to a High Level of Conscious~s 
those Masters who gave the world this Ageless Wisdom. 

Of thet mysterious Dynamo of the Human Orgunism the eminent Anthropologist and 
Siologist, Dr. Alexis Carrel, said ~ "Our intelligence can no more r ealize the 
immensi ty of the Brain than the extent of the sidereal Universe 11 (Man the Unknown, 
p.95). 

Science informs us that the most intelligent men of the r aee utilize only ten 
r-ercent of their cranial capacity, which means that the best of us are 9rJI, ignorant. 
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Mysterious glanda 

The Ancient Nesters taught that we are what our Consciousness is, and our State 
of Consciousness is goverBed by the activity of the.Brain. This means that the 
Consciousness exercised by the best of us is 90% belmr the maximum level. 

This fact makes it easier for us to understand the amazing Consciousness of the 
fowls of the air, as mentioned in the preceding chapter, and should direct us ~here 
to search for the ways and means of increasing our Consciousness and expanding our 
knowledge of ourselves and of the world in which we live. 

The Bible also aids us in this quest by stating tbGt the Kingdom of God is 
within (Luke 17:21). Then, whereelse but within should we search for the great 
things we want? And why do our leaders and teachers ignore this ancient advice? 
Simply because to do otherwise t-rould upset their clever schemes of controlling the 
masses. 

Within The Organism 

Aristotle, the femous Greek sage and philosopher, related in his 1'Book Of 
Secrets11 that - 11There is a medicine called tbe ineffable glory and treasure of 
philosophers, which completely rectifies the ~hole body. 

Where shall we find that Elixir of Life? Han, science and medical art make 
the mistake of looking for it in some brew or concocotion that comes from without. 
Perhaps some strange herb growing wild in the Himalayas. Or the mineral salts and 
vitamins of commercialism. Or the "wonder drugsrr of medical art. But Aristotle 
knev better. He said that - 11 it lay 1.Jithin the body, wDiting only f or human in­
telligence to make it available. 11 

We realize that feiv will follow us now, Hhen we direct the Mind to the centers 
within the Kingdom of God where the Elixir of Life is generated, being guided in 
this course by the fact that thousands of years before the days of Aristotle, the 
Ancient Vmsters said: 

Man shall Renew his Youth like the eagle 1 s (by the use of the substances gener­
ated within the Kingdom of God. For we shall 11 ask now the beasts, and they shall 
teaoh thee; and the fowls of the air, and they shall tell thee 11 (Ps.l0J:5; Job 12:7, 
12 ). 

Aristotle knew that the great things which men most desire corne from within, 
not from without. He found that secret in the teachings of the great Hermes of 
Egypt; and modern science has at long last discovered a little of what the Ancient 
Masters knew so well. 

Behold, within the realm of the marvelous Endocrine Glands of the body lies the 
glory and treasure of Creation which completely rectifies the organism, promotes 
its vitality, increases its consciousness, and prolongs its days. 

Yes, at long last one valuable discovery has actually been made by our boasted 
science. It has found that the Endocrine Glands are tbe Master Chemists of tbe 
organism. \.Jhat their products do has amazed the world of science. For these pro­
ducts st imu1 ate the functional a cti vi ty of all the vi tal organs, wb i cb function 
properly only in response to such stimulation, while the Endocrines themselves re­
ceive their own stimulation direct from the Cranial and Abdominal Brains . 
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By the aid of our late disco~cies we have finally been able to interpret sone 
of the strange symbols and puzzling parables of the Ancient Scriptures, and ha~ 
thus discovered that the Ancient Masters possessed.profomd kncwledge on the subject 
of Endccrinology. Yet, it is mly within the last half rentury that our b03Sted 
science has found the very first: nuggets of this precious kncwledge in the rich 
lod:s of Creation's Golden Hills, unco~ring secrets of the body which not cnly en­
able us to begin dimly to interpret these ancient synbols and parables, but anaze 
us to behold how far ahead of us the l1asters were in the Science of Anthropology, 
Biology, Psychology and Physiology, a field in which we ha~ practically no science 
at all, according to the declarations of cur greatest scientists in this field of 
research. 

A srrall group of occult students, by the aid of this newer knCMledge, has been 
astonished to find th3.t the last book of the Bible is devoted exclusively to the 
physiological ?rooosses of the body on a plam of Consciousness so far abo\Aa any­
thing we have ever knovm, that it fills us with enbarrassnent and humiliation to 
see our sad error in believing that the Book of :Revelation treated, as the noted 
mystic Swedenborg wrote, "not at all of worldly things, but of heavenly things; not 
of empires and kingdoms, but of heaven and the church.

11Every one can see trat the Apccalypse can by no rreans be explained but by the 
Lord alone; fer each War'd the1.-ein contains c3!'Cana, which would in no wise be known 
withart a particular enligjltenrrent, and thus revelation; 01 which account it has 
pleased the l .. crd to open the sigjlt of ny CSWedenborg's) spirit, and to teach rre. 

11:00 not l::elieve, therefore, that I ha~ taken anything herein from nyself, nor 
from any angel, but from the Lord alene. The Lord also said to John through the 
angel, 'Seal not the words of the prophecy of this Bock' (Chap. 22: 10); by which it 
n-eans that they ~ to be nade rranifest." 

Old Sweci=:nborg was not shy nor nnc:Est in the rratter of casting bolJ:luets at him­
self and professing to be on such in.tirrate terms with the Loro. And his "Lard11 

krew as little about the subject-matter of Revelation as the clergy, as shown by 
Prof. Hotena in his work titled Son of Perfection. 

Hoterra shows that the Apccalypse deals, in synibol and parable, with the fable 
of the Garden of Eden rrentioned in the first chapters of Genesis, and follcws up by 
showing that this fable treats of the deepest functions of the Endocrine Glands of 
the bcdy. 

Nel>l, think of the fraudulent !lEI1I1er in which the Pious Church Fathers have 
knel>lingly and deliberately presented to the world at large as theological dogma., the 
Sacred Scciptures of the Masters that refer to no God but Man, and deal with ce~ 
tain psycho-bio-physiological processes of the body. 

And. then see what else these crocks did: They ted< the head-sign of the Piu;;­
'ient Zodiac, Ari.es, the Ram, and changed it to the I..anb of God, thus inventing "the 
"only beg:rtten Son, that whoscever belie~th in him shoUld not perish, bUt have 
e\l'erlasting life" (John l: 29; 3: 16) . 
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A few occult students no\·1 know that the Apocalypse is the Great Parable of the 
Bible. Of it , one noted author said : 11 The Apocalypse is one of the most 8'bl.perrlous 
allegori es ever penned by the hand of man." 

Discovery of Endocrinology 

Dr. Theopbile Bordeu of Paris appears as the first in modern t ime in the field 
of Endocrinology. In 1776 he published two small volumes , titled 111'tesearchee into 
the Mucous Tissues or Cellular Organs," and the other, "Analysis of The Blood ." 

He began with observations on the chAr~cteristics of eunuchs and capons, also 
on spayed female animals. He recorded the conception of se~l secretions, taken 
up by the blood, that give to male or female the Jllaleness or femal eness of character 
of the individual. How accurate was his observation and how shrewd his reasoning 
which led t o his conclusions, are clearly evident from the findi ngs of modern re­
search on this subject . 

And then the marvelous discoveries of this doctor received no notice from 
medical art because no pecuniary possibilities were presented. And so the secret of 
the Errlocrines languishee in darkness u!ltil a literary as Hell as a physiological 
gen:us in Paris , Claude Bernard, began to dilate on which he termed the internal and 
external secretions of the glands of the body, emphasizing the marked difference be­
tween them. 

Then in 1855-6 came the publication of Bernard 1 s "Lectures on Experimental 
Physiology, 11 ond the effect of this was such as to move medical art, and a syste­
matic study of the Endocrines and their function followed . 

It was not until then that medical art beean to ma!-:e a little progress in the 
mystery of the body and its functions . Out of this study evolved the discovery that 
the body ~as dual direct~g Centers, termed the Cranial and the Abdominal Brains. 
The importance to the body of the former is far better known than is that of the 
latter. 

The Abdominal Brain is termed the Pregenital or Reproductive Center. But this 
tern is inC01Dplete in t hat it suggests only one function. While it is true that 
Reproduction is its best known function, there is another not so well known to 
science , but equally as important , if not even more so from the viewpoint of the 
individual. 

It was chiefly to this latter and little- known angle that the Ancient Masters , 
those "super stitious heathens of antiquity, 11 devoted so much \o~ork and attention, be­
cause of its high importance to the individual, that they ca~e to te called Sex 
Worsh ippers by those who desired to discredit them, and phallic symbols in ancient 
art came to be quite common on that account. 

This secondary and mysterious function of the Pelvic Dynamo of the Organism is 
what the Masters discovered to be of primal importance in the development of Man t s 
H i gber Consciousness. 

After years of research, the Masters found that the elements of these internal 
secretions , when absorbed by the blood and not oonBumed in masturbation or fornica­
tion, impart to man his :m.asc:ulinity, his virili ty , his quality of badership, and 
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even his IU:~ture as God of the earth in all resJ_::ects, not inferior to the fowls or 
the beasts in his Powers of Consciousness. 

And here ~as Aristotle 's "ineffable gl ory and treasure of philolsophers, which 
completely rectifies the whole body •11 

The particular grou~ of glands with which we are not mostly concerned, are those 
termed ductless. While not served with ducts to convey their pr oducts to a definite 
part of the body, they 1X'ur their products directly into the blood stream, by which 
the products are conveyed to all parts of the body. In this way an unhealthy concU­
tion of one or more of these glands , or the unlawful consumption of their products , 
affects the whole body. 

Tbe gl ands most L~timately involves include (1) the pineal and (2) pituitary 
in the brain, (3) the thyroid and parathroid in the neck, (4) the thymus in the 
thorax, (5) the suprarenals in the abdomen, (6) the prostate and epididimis in the 
pelvis , and (7) the gonads i n the scrotum. 

This leads directly to that mysterious Book with Seven Seals mentioned in the 
Bible (Rev. 5) . 

The book of Revel ati on was compiled from a Hindu scroll that was written thou­
sands of years before the world ever beard of the gospel Jesus, which means that 
all mention of h im in Revelation are fraudulent interpolations of the biblical makers. 

This Hindu scroll 'Was given to tbe great Pythagorean philosopher of the first 
century, Apollonius of Tyana, \·Ihen he visited India about 45 A.D. On his return 
to Asia Minor he r etired to the isle of Patmos and made a copy of the scroll, 
interpol ating certain statements to make the work harmonize vlith the conditions of 
his country and the customs of his people . 

He went to India for the purp0se of studying t he Hindu religions system, ar.d 
spent the rest of the days of his 98 years in t eaching that system to his people.

The Roman Emperors, in his lifetime, sought him for advice, and after his death, 
they adorned their temples with statues of this great est philosopher and teacher of 
the Roman Empire. 

Then came the establishment of the Roman Catholic Church i n the 4th century, 
and the Church Fathers compiled their New Testament from the voluminous writings of 
Apollonius , going so i"ar as to make him the Jesus of the Gospels , the Paul of the 
Epistles, and the Jolun of Revelation, according to the writings of J. M. Roberts, a 
wise American lawyer, whose manuscript was published in 1894, afteP his death, and 
titled Antiquit y Unveiled, now a very r are book, an abridged edition of which is 
offered to the public by Health Research, MOkelumne Hill, California.

Here are the Seven Secret Reasons why the :last Book of the Bible has been calle:l 
the Book of Sevens . These Sevens are rentioned again arrl again in various mys, all 
of which Prof. Hotena has expJa.ined in h i s Son Of Perfection. 

As the symbols and fd.rables of Revelation deal definitely wi th these Seven 
M3.jor Nerve Ganglia of the organism, an:l not with heaven arrl the crurch, he who 
would l earn how to increase his Consciousness, and control, influence and dominate 
others, should familiarize himself with them and l earn how to develop them to a 
high Clegree .

The ancient scribe, who was Apollonius in thi::; case, :narred the Seven Synago­
gues: (1) Ephesus ·(2) S~na, (3) Per~s, (4) Thyatira, (5) Sardis , (6) Philadel­
phia, arrl (7) Iaa:licea (Rev .

The cities of the Seven Synagogues were on the rrainlard , rot far from the isJ.e 
of Patrros, where sat the authctr' as he copi ed the Hin:l u Scrolls • 

These cities were selected because of sorre well-known characteristic, or sane­
thing for mich each c i ty was noted, thus calling to mind of the esoteric the 
sorratic center it represented . The cities are liste::l in t"te sane order in the 
Ap<X!alypse as are the Chal<ras in the Hirrlu Upanishads . 

1. Muladhara , the sacral ganglic:n, is represented by Ephesus. This center is 
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at the base of the spiral ccrd, being thus at the power pole of the cerebro-spinal 
system, and the uf-Ward starting-point of the living Fire.

2. Sva::lhis hthana, the trostatic ganglion, was represente:l by Smyrna, note:i fer 
the fig in:lustry. The fig is preeminently a _Ij1allic syrrbol. This is the starting­
;:oint of the Ida an:l Pingala Nadis, called the "two witnesses" arrl also the two 
.5ol.den pipes (which) enpty the Golden Oil out of themselves (Zech. 4:12; Rev. 11:3). 

3 . Manipura, the solar ganglion, W3.S repres entai by Perganos, celebrate:! for 
i. t s temple of Aesculapius . This is the chief center of the synpathetic nerve system, 
=-.. -rl the seat of nan t s epi thunetic nature, representerl in the Bible by the Great Red 
:::ragon, li.hich stoo:l before the WJm:m, who was ready to be delivere::i, for to devour 
=-:er child as soon as it was bam (Rev. 12: 4) . 

This is the Beast, says Hoterra in The ~eat Re::l Dragon, which is devouring you 
") j :inches, sapping your vitality, shortening your lifespan, ani pushing you into 
:::>scuri ty . You must first conquer this Beast if you would acquire the Secret PCY.oler 
::'"!at lifte::l up to a Higher Level of Consciousness those M:tsters who gave the world 
::-:e Ageless Wisdom. 

To h.im who will b3.nish all the aninalistic propensities from his oon nature, 
a...:d Y.Ork his way up to the pure region of Astral Light, "I will give to eat of the 
::Jdden Hmna, arrl will give him a White Stone, an:l in the Stone a new rane written,

r:ord Of C-<:x3, a s f alsely r ecorded in the Bible (Rev. 19: 13), but the Son of light. 
?or he was then an Initiate of the Ancient Mysteries, a nember of the Great Order of 
~'le Ancient M3.sters, the Children of the Sun, the Order of ~lchize::lec, the Gospel 
::>~ which ms preached for thousands of years to every creature which is under heaven;

This is the center in ti"le throat which is directly related to the generative 
centers, as shown by the change of voice at the tiae of puberty, arrl the castrato 
voi ce of the eunuch. 

This is where the biblical nakers got their notion of a Gcd who performEd the 
niracl es of creation by speaking the wrds which pro:l~ed what he wante::l, and giving 
the world in the first chapter of Genesis a childish story of Creation which rule:i 
all Europe until the 18th century. 
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6 . Ajna, the cavernous ganglion in the center st· the Iorehead, was represented 
by Philadelphia, a city which was repeatedly destroyed by earthquakes. 

The manifestation of the ascending Living Fire at this ganglionic center in the 
brain is especially violent, and the Bible describes the opening of the sixth seal , 
-which refers to th is ganglion, as being accompanied by a 11 great earthquake" (Rev. 
6:12). 

This cranial center is the Pituitary Gland, the seat of tbe sixth sense, 
Premonition, and from him in whom this power is functional at par, the chief cap­
tains and bondmen bide themselves from his face, and he sitteth on t he Throne (ReT. 
6 :12-17) . 

7 . Sahasrare , the conarium ganglion, the Pineal Gland in the Brain, the All­
Seeing Eye, was represented by Laodicea, noted for the manufacture o~ the so-called 
Phr ygian Po-wder, which was esteemed a sovereign remedy for weak or sore eyes, pre­
smnably the "eye- salve" r.1entioned in the Bible (ReT • .3 :1.4- 21). 

When the Living Fire of Creation, elaborated and refined at the base of the 
spine, i s conserved and not consumed in masturbation, fornication or procreation, it 
flows up to t he Golden Bowl (Ecc1.12 :6), and such mall sits down with the Father , the 
Glor ious Sun o~ the Universe , upon the Throne of the God of .the whole Earth. He has 
conquered his animalistic nature , risen to tbe high level of the angelic plane 
mentioned in the Bible (Mark 12 :25), and become truly the Son Of Light (Rev. 21 :7) . 

Let us go back and notice again the Order of Melchizedec . This was the very 
ancient Order of Sun Worshippers , the most sacr ed and most sublime society of the 
highest-minded men that the wor ld has ever known, and their Gospel, as Paul said, 
was preached for thousands of years in all of the lands of the ancient world. It 
vas the Univer sal Philosophy, but, in t ime, was perverted and corrupted by t he cunn­
ing pr iesthood. 

To be accepted for initiation in that ancient Order, tbe candidate bad to proTe , 
by severe mental and physical tests, his worthiness to be entrusted with the secret 
of the Higher Consciousness which the Masters understood and communicf:l t ed to t he new 
initiates at the time of their 11raising. n 
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Chapter 6 

T E T R A 'G R S M M A T 0 N 

In the Great Mystic Symbolic Tetragrammation of the Ancient Masters we have 
one of their deepest secrets, and there we find the element which formed the basis 
of the most fraudulent book in all the history of the world. That book, called the 
Word of God, was compiled by the thrickiest set of men that ever united their labor 
in the art of deception, and no other book on earth has ever done so much harm to 
humanity as it has done. 

In their prolonged study of Created Phenomena, the Masters discovered what they 
came to call the Sacred Four Elements, as theY. found that these elements enter into 
the constitution of everything known . They saw for thousands of years that (1) 
Soil . {2) Solar Heat. (3) Air and (4) Water are the elements that produce every 
formation, every object, and every organism. 

The Masters then invented an appropriate Symbol to embrace the Sacred Four Ele­
ments . That Symbol is known to us as the Sphinx, the image of which has been found 
in all the lands of the ancient world, and just as far back in the night of time as 
it is possible for us to go, as related by Prof. Hotema in his work titled The 
Mysterious Sphinx. 

In his History of Magic {1853), the great French Mystic and Kabalist Alphonse 
l~uis Constant, who wrote under the pseudonym of Eliphas Levi, who was always on the 
edge of excommunication and even worse because of his flaunting of papal authority, 
and who was called the last of the Great Magicians, mentioned the Sphinx as follows: 

"This symbolical tetrad, represented in the Ancient Mysteries by the four forms 
of the Sphinx,-~rnan, eagle, lion and bull--corresponded with the Four Principal 
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Elements of the Universe ,-earth, water 1 air and fire. 

"These four zodiacal signs, with all their analogies, explained the one WORD 
(of God) hidden in all the sanctuaries (of the ancient world) •••• Moreover, the 
Secret WORD was never pronounced; it was always spelt, and expressed in four word!, 
which are the :5acred woras Yod-He..Jf au-He. 11 

Of this WORD, Webster 1 s Unabridged Dictionary says: "The Four Consonants form­
ing the Hebrew 1 incommunicable name 1 of the Supreme Being, ~.>Jbicb in the later Jewieh 
tradition is not pronounced save vJith the vowels of Adonai or Elohirn, so that the 
true pronumeiation is JHVH, JHWH, YHVH, YHWH. Numerous attempts have been made to 
represent the supposed original form of the word, as Jahaveh, Jahvah, Jahva, Jahveh, 
Yahve, Yahveh, Yah we, Yabweh , etc." 

A lot of nonsense about alQost nothing; and badly mistaken are they who believe 
that this WORD represented the 11 incommunicable name of the Supreme Being, 11 meani:lg 
the church of God of course, and that was known as a fact by the tricky biblical 
makers . For they knew that WORD represented the Sacred Four Elements in objects 
and phenomena of quite different categories, between which the man of darkness seee 
no'lliing in common, the Initiate saw the anal&gy between all objects and all phenome­
na, and was convinced that the Universe and everything in it are constructed and 
constituted according to the same law and the same design. This was the chief goal 
of Kaballistic uhilosophy. 

The concept is clear: If the WOfu!, the Ineffable Name whieh represents the 
Four Slements, is in everything, then everything should be analogous to the whole­
the atom analogous to the Universe, and all analogous to tbe 1tlORD, the Ineffable 
Name, JRVH, 11 the Word (that) was with God, and the Word was God", says the bible 
(John 1 :1). 

This knowledge discloses hoYT the Bible caine to be o8lled the Word Of God. But 
it is not exactly the Word of God in the manner in which the de~ived masses are 
taught to think of it. 

Confusion vanishes an1 mystery fades YTben we are presented with the background 
of the church God, and the Hord of this God, which was very God himself. 

In the Word which represenued the Saered Four Elements, we have found only part 
of the hidden meaning of the Mystic Symbolic Tetragrammaton. That part whiclJ we 
have found is the ext~rnal aspect which deals with the Four Elements, Fire, Air, 
Water and Earth. 

A greater -mystery is connected with the internal phase of the Symbol, Jibich 
dealt with the astral aspects that rise as the products of the functions of these 
Four Elements in the created body of man. These products are anothe:::- one of the 
great mysteries of the Universe. They appear as the astral qualities of (1) 
Vitality, (2) Consciousness, (3) Mind, and (4) Intelligence, and attain their elimax 
in Man, the God of Creation. 

Who will analyze their constitution? Most authors who write about Universal 
Mind and Cosmic Consciousness are wandering in the wilderness. 

Mind is a term invented by sci.enoe- and has no concrete meaning. The distinc­
tion between 'l1ind and Ma.:Lter bas been the focaJ point upon whieh scientists have 
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ERRED FROM THE BEGINNING. They have argued pro and con regarding things in their 
visible aspects, their appearances, their modus operandi, and have neglected the 
more important counterparts of these phenomena, viz., the invisible. Yet, in the 
realm of the invisible resides the real essence of Matter not only, but of all that 
exists. 

Consciousness is another riddle to science. Harold W. Percival said: 

"CONSCIOUSNESS is another mystery, the greatest and most profound of all 
mysteries. The word Consciousness is unique; it is a coined English word . Its 
equivalent does not appear in other languages ..... 

"Consciousness is the ultimate, the final Reality. It is that by the presence 
of which all things are conscious. Mystery of all mysteries; it is beyong compre­
hension (like the Christian God--Hotema). Without it, nothin can be consciousness; 
no one could think; no being, no entity, no force, no unit, could perform any func­
tion. Yet Consciousness itself performs no function. It does not act in any way; 
it is a presense, everywhere. And i t is because of its presence that all things are 
conscious in whatever degree they are conscious, 

"Consciousness is not a cause. It cannot be moved, or used, or in any way 
affected by anything. It does not increase nor diminish, expand, extend, contract, 
or change, or vary in any way'' (Thinking & Destiny, pp. 25-6). 

The Consciousness about which this man writes, is unknown to us. We have seen 
unconscious people, and can render a man unconscious with a blow on the head. There 
are people who are more Conscious than others, and there are insane persons who are 
Conscious of almost nothing. 

The evidence proves that Consciousness rises as a function of the brain, the 
higher is the degree of Consciousness expressed by that person. 

According to Percival, Consciousness does not increase nor diminish . In that 
case. all men should manifest the same degree of Consciousness. But they do not. 

Much of the teachings of the Ancient M~ters centered around man's State of 
Consciousness, they asserting that man is what his Consciousness is. Such teachings 
would constitute time and labor if all men possessed the same degree of Consciousness 
or if Consciousness did not increase nor diminish. 

We have said that the Four Astral Qualities expressed by the created body are 
connected with the internal phase of the Tetragrammaton. They are not Entities but 
Products, and they spring from the Tree of Life, a mystery of which Percival was 
unaware. The Tree has its roots deep in the Endocrine Glands, its trunk is the 
Spinal Cord, its branches are the Nerve System of the body, called the Fiery Man by 
Prof. Hotema in the Flame Divine, and the ruling agency is the Cranial Brain, the 
Throne of the Most High Ego, the God Spirit that dwells in the Temple, as stated in 
the Bible (l Cor. 3:16). 

We are now dealing with Astral Man who is unknown to science and is referred 
to by science as un Unknowable Real ity, these being the exact words used by one of 
the truly great scientists of modern times, Dr. Alexis Carrel, who said: 

"Each man is made up of a procession of phantoms, in the midst of which there 
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strides an Unkno'Nable Reality .•• • • Our knowledge of the human body is, inetruth, most 
rudimentary. It is impossible, for the present, to grasp its constitution. We must, 
then, be content with the scientific observation of our organic and mental actities, 
and, without any other guide, march forward into the unkno\Jn11 (Man The Unknovn, pp. 
4,109). 

Scienee and medical art can make little nrogress in the study of Anthropology, 
Biology, Psychology, Fhysiology and Pathology until the nature of the Unknowable 
Reality, the Astral Tetragrammaton, has been determined. In fact, it is stupid and 
absurd to talk about progress until we know where we are, \./here we are going, and 
why. 

Marching forward into the unknown, as stated by Correl, is a fra~~ admission of 
facts to prove that science knot./s but little about Man. The only Science of Man the 
world has' ever had, was that developed by the Atlantean Astrologers over a period 
of fifty thousand years, and destroyed by the Mother Church in the 4th, 5th, and 
6th centuries to hide the true nature of Man and the source of its religious system. 

Tbe Sacred Four Elements, Fire, Air, Water and Earth, are the joint-creators 
not of man, but only of his physical body. This is the point ~here science gets 
lost and confu~ion arises. 

Prof. Hotema shmJS in The Glorious Resurrection, that the Ancient Masters 
taught that man is constituted of t~o bodies, and in the Bible they are termed 
Terrestrial and Celestial (1 Cor. 15:40). But science only sneers that assertion 
and calls it 11heathenish superstition, 11 while contemporaneously confessing that man 
is composed 11of a -oro cession of phantoms, in the midst of ~hich there strides an 
Unknowable Reality, 11 as Carrel said. 

Here \le ha-ve an admiss.:on by science of the known existence of an element in 
man that is a mystery to science, &nd at the s&~e time science refuses to investigate 
that mystery in an attempt to determine the constitution of the Unknowable Reality. 

The ways of science with respect to man are peculic.r and puzzling • . The evidence 
shows on its face that there must be a deep plot to keep man in darkness as to his 
true nature. And there is a reason for this. If man 1s true nature were generally 
known as shown by Prof. Hotema in his work titled The Soul 1s Secret, it would mean 
the end of religion and of medical art, and the end of the sweetest rackets on 
earth. This means there 111 be no true science of man taught in tbe schools and 
colleges as long as religion and medical art can prevent it. 

O•Jr purpose hero io to do the best we can in determining the true nature of tbe 
Four Astral Qualities of man that constitute Carrel's Unknowable Reality. 

We have briefly referred to one of them, Consciousness, and observe that it 
appears as a state of brain function. The same may be said of Mind and Intelligen~, 
for these three qualities instantly vanish when a man is knocked unconscious. Some 
authorities assert that they are all just the various phases of one state. 

The fourth quality, Vitality, seems to be of a somewhat different nature. The 
unconscious man knows nothing. His Consciousness, Mind and Intelligence, are gone, 
but he still lives and breathes. This evidence indicates tbat Vitality depends on 
some other part of the brain, and research shows that part to be the l.fedulla Ob­
longata. 
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The Medulla is t he uprer, enlarged portion of the Spinal Cord, being the ex­
tension and prolongation of the Cord into the cranium or skull. In the substance 
of the Medulla are situated the great ganglonic centers 1.1hich control respiration, 
deglutition, vomiting, etc. Pressure on the Medulla, and not simple strangulation, 
is held to be the actual cause of death in the process of judicial hanging. 

From the interior portion of the Medulla, and under the suxface of the Cerebrum, 
rise the Cranial Nerves , which emerge from the cranial cavity tbru openings in the 
base of the skull. These are distributed to various parts of the head and back, to 
the organs of special sense, and to some of the thoracic and abdominal organs. 

In the posterior and lowest por tion of the substance of the Medulla, are 
:ocatcd the original source of those certain nerves 1.1h i ch indirectly control the 
or gans and functions of respiration. 

This is the tbrone of the Vitality of the body. Living is breathing; and liv­
ing ends when breathing stops. 

And so, we observe that the four astral qualities of Vitality , Consciousness, 
~-lind and Intelligence, are aspects of brain function; that the seat of Vitality, 
jeing so important, is better protected from damage than are the rest . 

There is a bighly important factor involved here that must not be overlooked : 
·Jb i le Conseiousness, Mind and Intelligence are entirely brain function aspects, 
1 i t ality is not exactly so. In addition to brain function, there must be suitable 
air t o breathe , or Vitality end;. And Vitality ends quickly if the air one breathes 
is badly p:>lluted. 

In the case of slightly polluted air, the kind that is breathed by man in this 
civilization from the cradle to the grave, Death creeps on slowly, by imperceptible 
degrees, as Prof. Hotema has explained in detail in his great work titled, Man 1s 
~igher Consciousness. 

And these sinking stages exhibited by the body, as H s lo1.1ly settles toward the 
51' ave, app3ar as symptoms of distress as the body struggles to live under conditions 
which the great Carrel said made life itself impossible. We quote him here: 

11 In truth, our civilizati on, like those pre ceding it, has created certain con­
:l i tions of existence which ••• render life itself imposs ible11 (p. 28). 

Theoc are the exact words of one of the greatcot doetora of thic century. And 
these symptoms of distress as the bocy settles to1.1ard the grave, are given various 
names by medical art which mean nothing at all, and are treated by the doctors as 
tho they were actual entit ies that were attacking the body and trying to destroy it. 
They are called 11disease;' and medical art br ags about the "bitter 1.1ar11 it is "waging 
against disease. 11 Just give us more millions of your dollars for research, says 
medical art, and we 1ll rid the world of disease . 

If a man desires to increase his State of Consciousness, and rise to the high 
leve l vlhere he is able to control, influence or dominate others, he is here learning 
how that is done. He must firs t improve the condition of his own body and brain in 
order to increase his o1.1n Consciousness , and that is the seeret to which Prof. 
Hotema devoted his attention in his work just mentioned, Man 1s Higher Consciousness. 
That work should be studied by all who desire better health, longer life, and a high­
er level of Consciousness.

Chapt.er 7 

Science of Sensology 

Due to the l imitation of man's or ganism to receive, register and report rela­
t ive knowledge, there are states of Force and Matter lying beyond his reach . 

In the acquisition of relative Knowledge, man in general bas w.ade only limited 
use of his well-known but little-understood recording devices , his Five Senses, in 
the quest of observi ng and examining the nature of Force and Matter in their vary­
ing stet es. This is not his own fault, but that of those by whom he is controlled 
and governed . Their first t ask seems to be to keep man 1 s Knowledge l:imi ted and keep 
him in darkness , thus making it easier for lhem to make him believe what they teach 
and tell him. 

That is another reason why h1.m1anity is composed of two classes , (1) intelligent 
men without religion, and (2) religious men without intelligence . 

It would be impossible to make an intelligent man believe thefuiry tal e , that 
some God , way off up in the sky somewhere, so loved the world , a tiny speck in 
space, that be gave bis only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should 
not perish, but have everlasting life (Jn. 3 :16) . 

Science has finally made a great discovery . What is called Matter exists in 
solid, liquid and gaseous states . And yet these states &~~ only varying degrees of 
one cosmic substance , universal electricity . 

In the changes of solids to liquids 1 arrl of liquids to gases, due to the limi­
tation of man's Five Senses, science hes had to resort to exact mathemati es to be­
come aware of the existence of states of Hatter which the Five Senses do not and 
cannot r ecord. 

Science has l earned of the existence of states of Matter which the eye cannot 
see , of colors which the eye cannot distinguish , of sounds which the ear cannot 
hear, of odors which the nose cannot de t ect, of f l avors which t he tongue cannot 
taste, and, in general, of the existence of solids, liquids, gases end atomic ele­
ments which the Five Senses can not record. In the process of acquiri ng Knowledge 
of t hese various substances , science has finally learned that an exact law of 
mathematical sequences is operative in all phenomena. 

Ages ago the Ancient Masters diseovered that all manifestztions of r elativity 
are divided into multiples o£ Seven as a fundarnent~l application o£ natural mathe­
matical l aw, and that each division of Seven again has its Seven mathematical 
variations, and so on adinfinitum . 

By deduct ion and analogy, the old Masters also accounted for the presence in 
man of Seven Sense Organs, and determined the possi ble range of the function of the 
two extra senses . And what does science do in this field of Higher Knowledge? 
When any evidence of the existence of t hese two extr a sense powers appears, by 
accident or chance , scientists pr omptly dismiss the subject by terming it Intuition, 
which explains nothing, but does indirectly admit the existence of sensory powers 
which they cannot analyze. 

Her e is wher e the '1superstitiDus hesthens11 of the ancient world show us some-
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t hing . They located the centers of these two extra sense powers, learned how to 
Ectivate them, and also determined the approximate extent of their function. Arrl 
due to the fact that these senses are activated by vibratory manifestations not yet 
reduced in our system of relative phenomena, this Force has been called Spirit by 
the religionists. 

The Ancient Masters called it Astral Light, a term that means something and is 
understarrla.ble, whereas the term Spirit, invented by the religionists, means nothing, 
and is not understood even by those who invented it. 

As man on the earth plane is a structural pattern of all Creation, we know by 
deduction and anal ogy that he is not limited to Five Sense Pouers, but possesses 
Seven. 

Yet , "'het do 1:1e know about the Sixtr and Seventh Sense Powers? Practically 
nothing at all. Science even denies their existence. And yet the last book of 
t he Bible deals exclusively, in s~~bol and parable, with the Seven Sense Powers of 
=an, --thus revealing how well the secret of these two extra sense powers was known 
to the Ancient Masters thousands of years ago, and still we oall them 11superstitious 
heathens. 11 

The occultists have found that with the Sixth Sense , due to the chemistry of 
the seven minute organs of that sense-organ-group which are activated by vibrations 
equivalent to the speed of Light, man is able to receive , translate and transmit 
7ibratory impulses that reverbrate, apparently without diminishing for ce, for 
~housands of years, thru which man can rogioter and ±epeet tny previous set of 
vibrations sent out over the same instrument, or by voluntary control or adjustment , 
t he vibrat ions sent out by others \.Jhich we know as memory in its many phases . 

In its negative or receptive phase, the Sixth Sense Organ, the Pituitary gland 
~n the brain, picks up these vibrations and correspondingly activates the entire 
nerve system of the organi sm, to give man Knowledge in terms of repeating the im­
pulses of the other Five Senses . 

The Seventh Sense Organs , the Pineal gland in the brain, permits direct contact 
'..J i th c.osmic vibration in controlled concentrations, and may be regulated to dupli­
cate ?.ll vibratory manifestations in Creation, according to cosmic law. 

The reader should understand that we are dealing with vibration originally mov­
ing at the speed of Light, and reduced in corresponding scales of lower rates re­
flected in the atomic chart , or being increased by the reverse process. 

In tbe activation of the Sevent h Sense Organ, it picks up vibrations which are 
calculated mathematically to es tablish speeds of varying degrees , corresponding to 
the varying degrees of the speed of Light squared . 

In its functional state, the Seventh Sense Organ uses the vibrations of the 
Sixth to attract free atoms and reoroduce atomic forms duplicating any phenomenon 
composed of atoms. 

In all this work, oocultism accounts for man' s functioning on Seven Planes of 
Existence. Hovever , the mathematics of these Seven Planes indicate the presence of 
two still higher planes, hence Perfect Man has his source af eternal erlstence in 
the N intb Plane. 
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That being the case, Perfect Man is not subject to change f'rom any force or 
combination known to mathe:natics. In that aspect, Man is Perfect and Eternal as an 
expression of the Universal Living Fi:re. 

Number Nine 

We here discover why No . 9 was of such high importance to the Ancient Masters. 
They taught that each of the three elements which constitute the hu~an body is 
ternary: The water element containing earth aro fire; the earth element containing 
igneous and aqueous substance; ann the fire element being tempered by globules of 
fluidal and terrestrial corpuscles which serve to feed it. 

None of the three elements being entirely separate from the others, all material 
objects and bodies are corr.posed of these three elements, whereof each is triple, 
and rnay be designated by the figura tive number of three times three, which was the 
ancient symbol of all forrr.ations of bodies. Hence the name of the ninth envelope 
given to Matter. 

Every material extension, every ci:rcular line, had for its representative sign 
the No. 9 among the Pytbagoreans, '~ho had observed the property which this number 
possesses of r eproducing itself incessantly and entirely in every multiplication; 
thus offering to the mind of man a very striking symbol of Matter, which is in­
cessantly composed before his eyes, after having passed thru thousands of decompo­
sitions. 

Two times 9 are 18, and l and 8 are nine. Three t imes 9 are 27, and 2 and 7 
are nine. Four times 9 are 361 and 3 and 6 are nine. Five times 9 are 45, and 4 
and 5 are nine. And so on. 

In Grecian mythology, No. 9 was consecrated to the Music of the Spheres and to 
the Nine Muses in Hannony, which refine and polish human nature. They were the 
Nine Daughters of Jupiter and Mnemosyne (Memory). Each was assigned to preside ~ver 
one particular department of literature, art or science. CalJiope presided over 
epic poetry, Clio over history, Euterpe over lyric poetry, Melpomene over tragedy, 
Terpsichore over choral dance, Polymnia over sacred song, Erato over love poetry, 
Ur ania over astrology, ant Thalis over comedy . 

Tbe 9th Hebrew letter was 'l'eth, one of the simple l etters, and was connected 
with the zodiacal Sigh Leo, the heart of the Grand Zodiac Man. 

The basic meaning of Teth is a serpent, and as 9 was the number of Initiation 
in the Ancient Mysteries, an Initiate was called a Naga or Serpent of Wisdom (Gen. 
3 :1). 

Another reason for the applica~ion of this term to the Initiate was , that as 
the serpent changes and renews its outerskin, so the Initiate changed and renewed 
his personality; that is, he shook off and emerged from the limitations of the old 
personality when he became an Initiate. No . 9 also completes and shakes off the 
old digits , which may be compared to the peroonali ty, aDd emerges in the new m.nnber 
10. 
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And just as the newly emerged se~nt is the old serp3nt which has renewed its 
youth like the eagle's (Ps.l03:5}, so does the Initiate retain the old, but rejuven­
ated ar:rl youth ified, with all the new povers added . For in his long pilgrimage to­
'Ward the 9th Gate of Life, he has gradually transmuted the old body, am, atom by 
atom, cast off the seeds of decay, and surmounted the fear of Death by the acquisi­
tion of the Higher Knowledge as to its nature , learn:illg that Death is really the 
Gateway to the Future Life, as explained by Prof. Hotema in 'lbe Glorious Resurrec­
tion. 

The 9th card of the Ancient Tarot is ealled the Hermit. In it are expressed 
ell the ideas of Initiation; for it presents the picture of an old man 'Who , in spite 
of the fact that as he walks he l eans upon a staff, yet he is vigorous and upright, 
with glittering eyes, gazing steadily ahead. He is elad in a long Mantle ar:rl in his 
uplifted right haoo carries a Lantern, illuminated by the Living Fire of the Inter­
laced Triangles, the S:ix Pointed Star, the Great Symbol of Solomon that r eflects 
Man aboTe as the Man below. 

The symbology of this card is clear : The age of the Hermit does not denote 
seoili t y , but the strength of cosmic maturity, he nee experience, discretion and 
wisdom. 

If i t were possible to rescue Man from his lo'Wly, m.irrl-ootxl.itioned status in 
order that he could become aware of his Higher Nature and of the Higher lfoowledge, 
it would be just too bad for despots and r eligionists, and no one knows that any 
better than they do. For that man would fear Death no longer, knowing that it is 
the natura l Gate'Way to the FUture Life, as taught by the Aneient Masters in their 
famous fable of the Crucified God and hie Resurrection. For that God is Man, and 
his Reaurreetion to the Future Life can oeeur only tbru the natural process of the 
Jeath of the body. 

And "'e are also l earning tbat at the higher rates of vibration, man is able to 
transcend the limits of space in incomprehensible fractions of what we eall Time . 
Then knowingly, wilfully and by predetermination, he can Rgain manifest as a relative 
being in other particular environment, or planetary bodies . 

In view of wh at science has determined by mathematical sequences in creative 
process and cosmic la'W, scientists have reached the mathematical conclusion that 
humanoids exactly like us , but closer to our sun and more in line with the source of 
cosmic radiation, have learned in demonstrated fact whet we know in mathematical 
theory. 

This newer Knowledge shows we should not manifest surprise that foreign 
humanoidal beings, even in great n1.m1bers, may visit our planet, and establish 
appropriate vehicles of transportation, when they contact our atmosphere , and assume 
grosser physical vehicles of manifestation like our own, to advise and warn us that 
our stupid violations of coSllliC law may destroy all of us , leaving our earth to be 
re-JXllulated by other creatures adapted to the new condition. This has bap~nee in 
the past , when the giant animals of primitive days perished and vanished because of 
changes in elimate and atmosphere to which their organisms were not adapted . Why 
ehould it not happen again? 

We have already altered the conditions of the atmosphere so that the doctors 
are fiirling a constantly increasing rrum.ber of malformed babies being born, vbicb, 
or cour-ne, means lllOre increase in our downward eourse of degeneration, 'Which some 
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think bas already reached the bottom. 

Jaeques Loeb, the famous invest igator, stated that possibly the primal element 
of Life is so infinitely small, that it may travel on waves of light to other vorld~, 
which appears very feasible. 

T'nus the Ego, after such a journey, may ~sume existence in physical form in 
some other world soon after its release from the body on our earth. On an object 
mea~uring one-hundredth thousar.rls of an inch total s'U.lfuce; gravitation and light­
pressure are equal. Reducing the size still more may entirely free the Ego from 
gravitation entir e ly. 

Sir Arthur Eddington, in his book "The Nature uf t!<Je Pbyslcal World," estimates 
that t he electrons and protons of a man's body, his flesh, bones and blood, if r e­
duced to a solid mass, would be just visible with a magnifying glass as a tiny speck. 

We shoul d ever remember that man is an astral entity as well as a material 
entity. As a mathematical postulation, no line of demar eation can be drawn between 
the two ; for the mat er ial ia the astral condensed, as ice is condensed vapor. The 
terms material and astral, terrestrial and celestial, mean only different degrees 
of the same phenomena. 

Man is const antly eeeking greater Knowledge, but f ails to use what he already 
has. To p1t it more correctly , the Knovledge,is bere:i.for which nmn ia sea.reh.ing. 
but the1 l?owere 'Ibnt Be keep him in darkness as to its na t ure and presence. 
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Man is what his glands mak~ him, says seience . But the glands \lOUld be life­
less and useless wi t.hout the Nerve System, called the Fiery Man by Prof. Hotema in 
his wor k titled The Flame Divine. 

All organs, glands and systems of the body are subsidiary to the Nerve System, 
tbru whiclJ Aatr !l.l Light manifests the f:migmi:ltici:il ~t.ates called Vitality, Conscious­
ness , Mind and Intelligence. 

The science of psycho-bio- IiJysiology is based U}:'On the evidence of things un­
seen . We cannot see light waves, but as they are transformed i nto nerve im~es 
a nd we i nt erpret them, we acquire the evidence of the existence of objeets, and say 
that we see them. That is illusion. What we see is a mental impression of the nerve 
impulse s created by t he waves of the objects. 

The function of tissues, muscles, organs, glands, and systems of the body is 
dependent upon the Nerves that supply them with tha t Cosmic Force which the Ancient 
Masters called Astral Light and now called Cosmic Radiation. 

Human beings and the other higher animals seem to be equally favored as t o the 
Nerve System up to the point where the Spinal Cord enters the skull. From there on , 
man 1 s superior brain devel opment elevates h im high above the animal kingdom, exalts 
him t o the angelical level, and he ean look down wi tb seorn on the less fortunate 
lover animal s . 

But t hat high state of man does not prevail today. We shall present evidenee 
to show the sad truth, that this SuJ:€rior Being of the terrestriaJ. plane has gradu­
elly declined, tbru a l ong process of degeneration, to the point where only a scatter­
ing few now occasionally appear who exhibit a degree of intellig€nce above the lov 
level of the brain-washed, mind-conditioned multitude, who ar e on a lower ~vel 
psychically than the beasts of the field 8lld the f owls of the air. 

Among the kno'Wn 25 organs of the body which e laborate, refine and secrete sub­
stanance necessary for the conservat.ion of its internal. equi.J..ihrium and the activ.a­
t ion of its structures , ten may be corutidere<i as the cardinal glands in vhich we are 
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now interested. These are the thyroid• parathyroid , spleen, pancreas, suprB.rE!nals, 
thymus, prostate, gonads , pit uitary and pineal. 

It is well to s tate in advance that all people in our grand civilization begin 
t o undergo a slow process of degeneration, called aging, that extends from the cradle 
to the grave, as Prof. Hotec:a has explai ned in his work titl ed Man 1 s Higher Con­
sciousness; and this condition of degeneration, aging, dying naturally affects every 
part of the body and all its organs and glands. 

And so , the logical result is that there is obviously not one of the endocrineB 
which is not in a state of degeneration , worse in some persons than in others, and 
the glands involved in the higher functions of the body, the higher Consciousness, 
are the ones that fade out first and lapse into a dormant or semi-dormant state. 

There are five of these special ganglionic centers in the body and two in the 
br ain which are of such importance, that the last book of the Bible is devoted ex­
clusively to them, and they ar e mentioned as SeTen Seals beeause in the average in­
dividual they function much below par. 

The Book with Seven Seals mentioned in chapter 5 of Revelation is Man' s body 
end the SeTen Vital Centers which we beve mentionea. The amazing effect on body and 
mind produced by the normal activation of these seven important ganglionic centers 
is the r emarkable story related in kel.ation, in symbol, and allegory, and the student 
will fine an inter pretation of these symbols and allegories in Prof. Hotema 1 s Work 
titled Son Of Perfection. 

1. Thyroid - Located in the neck, astride of the Adam 's apple . It exerts 
speci al influence on the general metabolism. While it does not built so much like 
the Pituitary (anabolism ), it disint egrates (cataboli sm), for it facilitates actiTity 
involving the utilization of oxygen in the general exchanges of the body ' s chemis­
tries. 

Many physical disorders result from hypothyroidism (decreased t hyroid activity). 
Those ~~ffering with thyroid difficulties are inclined to be sluggish, indifferent, 
lack ambition to accomplish and are irritable in disposition. Thyroid i nactivity 
appears more frequently in those past 30 because of gpeater degeneration. 

2 . Parathyr oid - Next to the Thyroid is closely colonized a quartet of much 
smaller endocrines, called the Parathyroid Glands because of their proximity to 
their larger neighbor, two on each side of it. I t is the duty of these tiny organs, 
each about the size of a millet seed, to regulate the amount of caleium in the blood 
and tissues. They help to maintain a balanced condition of the body, and play an 
important part in brain, nerve and sex functions . 

The Thyroid, Parathyroid, Laryngeal and Pharyngeal regions are ruled by the 
Vishuddha Chakra, which is the hie~est of those belonging strictly to the sympa~etic 
nerve system, those above be i ng in the br ain. The effects on body and mind of the 
activation of this ganglionic center are described on body and mind of t he a ctiva­
t ion of this ganglionic center are described in symbol und allegory in verse 8, 
chapter 6, of Revelation. 

3. Spleel'!. - Not eonsidered by some as a ductless gland. I t is situated in the 
left upper quadrant of the abdomen, and is one of the roost important filtration 
stations of the body. It operates under the vibratory control of the Pituitary, 
"the builder crf the Temple," in camb:il:lation with the Parathyroid, forming an opera­
tionaJ. Triad . 
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4. Pancreas - Si tuathd in back of the upper part of the al:rlomen. It regulates 
insulin, sugar, starch, alooholictoxins , etc. It also receives and precipitates 
minute quantities of niton gas from sunligh t or atmospheric gases that have been ex­
posed to sunlight. 

5. Suprarenals- A duo gland situat ed just above the kidneys, the central por­
tion of :which regulates adrenslin, the activating fluid of the body, preparing roan 
to flee or figh~ in tbe case of da~r. 

The JX>tmding of the heart, the stronger contraction and more complete evacua­
tion of its chambers, the quickening of the breath, the hair standing on end, the 
rise in blood pressure, the alteration of the blood so it clots mor e easily--all that 
complicated pattern of reaetion to a sudden change in the environment wh ich threatens 
the stability of the or ganism may be traced to the ubiquitous wires of the sympathet­
i c nerve system as they are affected by adrenalin. 

The Pancreas and the Supra..,_.enals are ruled by the Manipura Chakra, located in 
the Solar Plexus , and its ruling principle is Electric Fire . vWhen the Yogin 
activates this ganglionic nerve eenter, known as the Fire Dharana, the killer of the 
fear of death , then 'fire cannot barn nor burn the Yogin. 1"-Kundalin1, p .44. 

6 . Thymus - Mor e familiarl y known as the neck sveetbreads , is situated in the 
thorax, extending from the throat down to the heart. The gland grows progressively 
and c01Tir.lensurately with the body as a whole, generally, until the completion of 
adolescence, after which it gradually atrophies. 

Called "The Gland of Youth, 11 medical art says 
gradually as the genital or gans develop and become 
Like most medical theories, this one is erroneous . 
t bru life, and 5bows some activity. 

the gland is supposed to disappear 
inactive after the age of 21. 
A t r ace of the gland remains all 

Creation is a Haster Economist and Constructionist, makes nothing that is not 
needed, and makes no glands to become atrophied and inactive . There is a definite 
cause when glands atrophy and lapse into dormancy , and that cause lies in man ' s un­
natura~ environnent and evil habits. For one thing, the unnatural practice of eat­
ing cooked and salted food has had much to do in damaging the body and its glands, 
as Prof. Hotema shovTs in his wor k , Man's Higher Consciousness. 

There is mystery about the Thymus that apparently has not been discovered in 
modern t imes, but was known to the Ancient Masters. I t is true that this gland, as 
now known, is lar gest and roost active during ch ildhood, but it still functions in 
adulthood. When we cons ider that it is not reasonable for any of the glands of t he 
body to atrophy. and shrink in size and decline in activity without a definite cause , 
we are constrained to assume that this condition of the Thymus is unnatural. 

It seems here that we are entering the field of generation. In his work t i tled 
The Great Red Dragon, mentioned in Chapter 12 of Revelation, Prof. Hotema says that 
long ages have passed since parthenogenesis was the regular process of human propaga­
tion; and some traces still remain to show the reason why animalistic generation 
succeeded virgin.alistic propagation. 

Between the ages of po:berty arrl the menopause, it is usual now for voman to 
expel from eacb ovary in turn, at monthly i.n.te.rvals, matured ova. This is termed 
crvul..at.:ion, end consists in the enlargement of the Graafian FalJ ilU.e of the ovary. 
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The enlargement protrtrles in the form of a sac filled with fluid and an ovum. Fin­
al.J.y the sac ruptures, and the fluid and ovum now on to the uterus , and, if ferti­
lized by the male element, the ovum adheres to the uterine- wall and developes into 
an embryo. OtbeiVise it perishes and is eliminated. 

Leading physiologists hold that ovulation, :!_ike menstruation, appears as an 
abnormal condition. It is not usual in the lower female animals, and no reason but 
degeneration is knovn why woman should be an exeeption to the rule. In the days ef 
Moses where were so many non-menstruating women that a special law applied to them, 
to-wit: 11If she be cleansed of her issue, then she shaJ..l number to herself seven 
days, and after that she shall be clean" (I.evi .l5:28).

Here appears an important point on human development and the Thymus seems to be 
inTolved. Experiments show that the gland acts as a "check valve" en the gonad 
glands . This was markedly iirlicated in the ease of rats. When their Thymus gland 
was removed, the result was increased sexual activity, greater propagation, faster 
deterioration, and shorter life. This reTee.ls one cause of humanal degeneration, 
and, \.tithout question, it bas been in oper ation for thousands of years. And that 
cause is the effect of another cause. 

V.fJJy do we degenerate and age? Be cause the end£lcrines deteriorate and atn>phy? 
And wty is this l!!O? There are many reasons arrl many causes . 

Deterioration and atrophy of tbe Thymus seems to produce that change of puberty, 
resulting in the atrophy of the male elements in the female, causing excessive 
development of the female elements at the expense of the male. She declines from a 
Unit to a Semi-Unit. 

Scienee finds that all infants are bisexual in the embryonic stage, but this 
condition begins to vanish before birth, being succeeded by an unbalanced degree of 
either maleness of femaleness. 

In cbildhoos ~ the Thymus still appears developed , norroal, and functional, show­
ing that Creation always observes perfeetion as long as it can do so. Then the vork 
of man begins to disturb the balance. And so, it is assumed that in the early days 
of the race, the Thymus was developed and functional all thru life until l ater 
crippled by degeneration, 

Biologists hold that 'When atrophy of the Thymus first began, females first 
appeared as the priln.axy step in the de-generative course.

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HIGHER CONSCIOUSNESS 

We have no'-l come to the body 1 s glands that are more vi tally concerned in the 
quest of Higher Consciousness, and this subject is so important that they cannot 
receive too much attention. 

7. Prostate - Not defintely regarded as one of the endocrines. Mueh of its 
function is still unknown. It lies near the base of the spinal column, is bigger 
than a bents egg, contacts the lower portion of the bladder, and tbru it passes the 
urethra as it extends from the bladder. It elaborates most of the fluid in vbicb 
the spermatozoa of the Gonads float, and its rhythmic pulsation during ejaculation 
in copulation propels the fluid and the spermatozoa into the vagina. 

8. Gonads - The Haster Glands of the endocrine system. \fuen the function of 
these glands is better known, it will be understood why the Ancient Masters paid so 
much attention to Sexuality that they were smeared by their enemies with the term 
Sex Worshippers. They had no part in the sexual orgies mentioned in ancient history. 

The Gonads are the Refining Center of the Living Fire, the Vital Electricity, 
the Essence of Life, the Fruit of the Tree which produces his own right.

There have been no changes in Universal Law since Man ~irst appeared 
upon the earth; but we grant, as science suggests, that there may have been some 
change in the process by which Man is Transformed, not Created, f~cm an Invisible 
Entity of the celestial world to a Visible Entity in the terrestrial world, as these 
worlds are designated in the Bible. 

The stupid story in the Bible of the areation of Man makes a good fairy tale 
for children, and that is the exact attitude of the MOther Church in respect to the 
brain-washed, mind-condi ti.oned masses. 

One of the golden secrets of the Ancient Masters is shown by Prof. Hcrtema .in 
his Son Of Perfection, to be connected with the Gonads, and cons.iBted in the con­
servation of the precious Fruit of the Tree in the center of the Garden, mentioned 
in the Bible (Gen.2:17). 
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The student will find a scientific account of the 11 creation11 of Man in Prof. 
Hotema ts two works titled Oosmi~ Creation and Pre-Existence of Man, and he will fim 
a s cientific account of the Future Life in Hotema 1 s works titled The Soul 1 s Secret 
and the Glorious Resurrection. 

The Gonads are located in the scrottnn of the male and in the pelvis of the 
female. The secretj.on of the male Gonads consis ts of active motile spermatozoa 1 of 
spermatic granule s arrl of mucus. The latter is secreted by the ducts of the Epid idy­
mis and the vas deferens, while the Gonads furnish only the spermatozoa, the spenn­
atic granules and a small amount of liquid, just sufficient in quantity to float the 
spermatozoa of the Gonads into the ducts. 

In addition to refining tbe superior essence thMt produces a New Person, the 
<:;onads al so elaborate glycogen arrl lactic acid, two of the feH substances that 
stimulate and activa te the brain cells , indicating that proper brain function large­
ly depends upon the product of the Gonads, thus partially explaining why insane 
asyltnns and the world a t l ar ge are filled with idiots and imbeciles , vbo are such 
because they have dissipated their Vital Ese ence in masturbation and fornication. 

Procreation is the only phase of the function of the Gonads to which science 
ha s given attention . This is a serious error. And that function has been condemned 
all thru the Bible . It is corrlemned in the secorrl chapter of Genesis . It was con­
demned by Paul in the New Testament (Rom .7:8-24). He regarded marriage as the lesser 
of two evils (1 Cor . 7:9) . 

The Ancient Masters r egarded Procreati on as a "destructive11 function. It robs 
the progenitor of the Vital, Creative Essenee which is passed on to the progeny. 
The sBlJle l aw prevails in the veget al kingdom. It is a Principle of Creation in 
operat i on throughout the Living tforld, know11 to the Masters thousands of years ago, 
but not d iscovered by science until the 20th Century. 

In 1937 experiments were conducted in the botani cal laboratories of the Indiana 
University . It was found that 11 plants keep continuously young by preventing the 
bearing of offspring," said the repert. Prof. D .M. Mot tier, in expl aining the ex­
periments, said, 11 The results iP.dicated that the r;lant will not die so long as there 
is no offspring." The plant under study was the Prothall ia o:( the Ostrich Fern. 

Here is the evidence to prove wh at the Ancient Masters knew and fracticed in 
their work. Procreation is a serious drain on the Creative Essence of the organism. 
When this drain is prevented , the Creative Essence thus conserved, confers on the 
body great benefits of the highest order. The individual is exal ted to the high 
level o i' the biblical angels (Mat. 22:30 ), and such were given a New Name. They vere 
called The Sons of Light (Rev.19:13) . 

We have briefly sketched the intimate relationshi p existing between the Thyroid 
and the Gonads. A still higher relationship exists between the Gonads and the 
Pituitary, the function of the latter being understood so well by t he Ancient Masters 
that it is termed in the Bible , "the builder of the Temple11 (Zech.4:6-14). 

The Gonads are controlled largely thru the vibratory plane of force of the 
Pit uitary, the chief gland ruling the dBValapment of the body, and they are also 
under the control of the radiant force of the Pineal. Thus, these two glands of the 
brain, v:ia the Gonsds.y are in control of all the glands of the body. 
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One of the most striking examples that can be cited to impress the student of 
the remarkable effect on the development of the body of the internal secretion of 
the Gonads, is that which appears in the developnent of a horse. 

No one can look at a pedigreed stallion without admiring, if not actually stand­
ing in awe of its splendid physical force, beauty of form and graee and power of 
action. He is the physical ideal of the horse family. 

The physical features one notes as peculiar to the 5tallion ar e , f irst , the 
great br eadth and depth of chest, and great mass of shoulder and hip muscles, the 
high , arched neck, the fiery eye, and the luxuriant mane and tail. Second , the 
functional features next noticeable are the greater alertness and constant physical 
exuberance, as manifested especially in the gait and the frequent whinnying. 

The intelligent observer at the horse Who-w or on the r anch cannot but compare 
these animals with the gel ding. Two colts on a ranch may be full br others, from 
the same pedigreed s t allion and same r.edigreed dam. 

At the age of two years these horses may be as alike as two peas in a pod . One 
of these promising young animals is chosen t o remain unmutilated as a progenitor of 
its kind. The other is subjected to the veter inarian's knife and ecraseur, and 
deprived of its Gonads. From the day of this operation these two animals, in every 
resp3ct alike except that one is castrated while the other is not, develop along 
radically different lines. 

Within two years , the s t a l l ion dev el ops into the great, £iery-eyed, f irm­
muscled war horse, such as the General of an Army deli ghts to ride , as he leads his 
battalions into battle, confident that his horse will carry him right up to the 
belching mouth of a eanon if he wishes to go there . For the stallion is absolutely 
fearless and tireless. 

The gelding, on the other hand, develops into an animals that is in every re­
spect a neuter. Physically, he develops a body almost identical with that of the 
female of the same species. Temper amentally, he is a patient, plodding beast of 
burden; and , under good grooming, he may show consider able ener gy under the control 
of his dr iver, who gives h im an occasional touCh of the ~hip, he seldom shows any 
interest in other members of the horse fami l y, either male or female; and in pasture 
or stable, his neuter gender is ever apparent. While he may contend mildly for a 
place at the feeding trough, he never essays the defense of any weaker member of 
the herd; and one stallion would put to fligh t a hundred like him. 

\.!hat has made this radical difference in the development and temperament of 
these two animals? From the beginning of puberty to the appear ance of senile de cay, 
the stallion derives remarkabl e benefit from the r efined fluid of the Gonads. This 
internal secretion is absorbed by the blood and lymph, is carried to the spinal 
cord, nerve system and brain, to the muscles and the other glands, and that is the 
r eason of the Frofound difference irrlicated abQve. The gelden has been deprived of 
this internal secretion. 

~lh at is true of the horse applies with equal force to man. The young man at 
puberty begins to r eceive from hi s Gonads the internal secretion which leads to the 
development of his manly powers . The sum total of the qualities peeuliar to ma.Dhood 
is called Virility. For the want of a better word, this term has been applied to 
the male qualiM.es of any animal wbetsoever; so that the ma.le qualities of the 
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stallion are also compassed in the term Virility. 

An exact parallel of the conditions of the horses described above, can be 
found in the eunuch. Males who are castratep before puberty, may be described as 
spineless, namby-pamby molly-coddles, whos0 temperament manifests the qualities of 
cringing servitude and lack of initiative. 

There is a curious tendency on the part of these people to put on festoons of 
fat on chest and hips, presenting a pitiable similitude to the general outlines of 
a woman's figure. These creatures are as different from a virile man as a gelding 
is from the stallion. The seeret of this remarkable difference lies in the fact 
that they have been deprived of the benefit of the refined Life Essence of the Gonads. 
While tber·e ls some d.l:fi'e:rence, there is not !:! great deal, in the case of the non­
castrated man who dissipates his Life Essence in masturbation and fornication. 

Man bas the privilege and the knowledge to choose between constructive and 
destructive practices. But modern civili~ation and the present code of moral trend 
to stimulate the Gonads almost continually, seriously depletes the physical and 
mental level of the race. And if you want to find yourself in prison, just raise 
your voice in public against it. 

The Ancient Masters called the Gonads the Constructive and the Destructive 
glands, depending, of course, on how they are used. They discovered that the 
Creative Essence of the glands has a dual purpose. It may be consumed on the lov 
level of animalistic propagation, or conserved to illuminate the Mind and create a 
higher state of Consciousness. They regarded the Creative Essence as the Living, 
Conscious, Vital Electricity of the Universe, and taug..~t that it could not be less, 
since it performs the noble 1.sork of Creation in the production of a New Person. 

This knowledge proved to be a wonderful discovery. Some day MOdern science may 
give it serious attention. This discovery inspired the Masters to write the great 
allegory concerning the Garden of Eden and the Tree of Life. It constrained them 
to realize that if the process of procreation be suppressed and restrained, the body 
and brain are greatly benefitted as a result. 

When the Living Fire is not cons~ in propagation, masturbation or copulation, 
it flows up the Spinal Cord, activating, in turn, each one of six vital nerve 
ganglionic centers above the Gonads listed in Chapter 5, thereby causing these 
etheric vortices to rotate at terrific speed, and resulting in increased energy to 
flow into the brain and nerve centers of the boqy, with the happy r€sults described 
by Prof. Hotema in Son Of Perfection. 

These amazing results proved the Masters Here right. The Vital Electricity 
invigorated the body and illuminated the Mind, exalting the lviasters to such a higb 
level of Consciousness that the world has marvelled at their work, which enabled them 
to discover that the Kingdom of God is not located way up in the sky, but is actually 
"Within the human body (Lukel7:21). 

For the Kingdom of God is not meat and drink, nor a place in space, 11but 
righteoUBnese and peace" (a contented, elevated state of the Nind ). And they taught 
that man is transformed and rises to a higher plane by the reneWing (:improving) of 
his Mind, not by believing in a mythical Jesus (Rom.l2:2; 14:17). 
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The scope of the world in which man lives depends on the state of his Conscious­
ness . How l arge would his world be 'Without his Five Senses? How large is his vorld 
when he activates the dormant and semi-donnant extrasensory JX)Vers termed Premoni­
tion and Clairvoyance? 

And so, man enlarges his world as be expands b is Consciousness; and the expan­
sion depends upon the force of the Living Fire, generated and refined by the Gonads 
at the base of the spine . When conserved and raised up to the brain, it improves 
the Mind and increases the Consciousness by activating billions of dormant or semi­
dormant brain cells. 

It has ever been a known fact that botb the impulse and the motive power of 
propagation of one 1s own kind, lies in the Progenitals; and that is just as far as 
science has ever gone in its study of the Master Glands . 

In fact, s cience has never seen anything in Sexual ity but its r elation to man ' s 
purpose of oropagatich on the animalistic plane . To suggest that it has a higher 
purpose in the individual, and a definite relation to man 1s State of Consciousness , 
would do no more than to elicit from our smug science a scornful sneer . 

So const antly and consistently has this erroneous opinion been exploited by 
s cience, that Sexuality bas never yet been analyzed, as a principle, to moder n 
intelligence. It bas been taught by science in its physical functional capacity 
only, and its higher, psychical function is utterly unknown to scienoe. 

This is a serious error of science which is reflected back upon society tbru 
false literary and social doctrines, involving sexual questions and relations. 

The Anciertt Masters who have been disparagingly called Sex Worshippers, dis­
covered in their long l'esearcbes, that Sexuality is much more than a purely physical 
function. They found that it plays a higher role in mao 1 s lif'e than the mere per­
r.etuating of the species. They saw in Life more than feeding ar.d breeding, and they 
opined that Man has a nobler destiny in store for him than that advocated by the 
despots Bnd religionists, of rearing the largest number of progeny, to be used as 
soldiers by the despots and as slaves by the priesthood. 

When be visited India about 45 A.D. to study the Hindu Religious System, 
Apollonius, the eminent Pythagorean Philosopher, the great man of his time in Asia 
1-linor, who became the God of the natives, the Jesus of the Bible, the Paul of the 
::pistles, and the John of Revelation, was informed by the Hindu doctors that for 
thousarrls of years they bad known of the exceptional value of the Gonads, arrl bed 
been grinding up dried Gonads into powder, ~bich they gave to their parents in their 
work of improving the body and restoring its vigor. 

These doctors knew ages ago what we are just learning. They knew that dynamic 
vitality derives most of its foree from the Kundalini Fire prQduced by the Gonads, 
a nd yet medical art appears to know almast nothing of it . Men and doetors go right 
on wasting the most precious fluid of the body in masturbation, copulation and 
propagation. 

The Prostate and Gonads are ruled by the Svadb.isbtbana B.Dd Muladhara Chakras 
mentioned in Chapter 5, and the effects on body and Mind of the activation of these 
gang11onic centers are described in aymbo.l ard allegory in verses 2 and 12-17 of the

6th chapter of the last book of the Bible, which was origi.n.ally compiled by ApoD.on­
ius, long before the vorld ever beard of the gospel Jesus, from a precious Hindu 
Scroll given him when be visited India as mentioned above.

Hotema in his work titled MYstery Man Of The Bible. 

Ancient Secret of 
Personal Power 

Chapter 10 

TElEOLOGY 

Wbe:~. man invented the radioJilone and televisional mechanisms , be was proud of 
his accomplishments. He had moved deeper into the darkness of the invisible world, 
vhicb science stubbornly claims does not exist. 

As man copies the mysteries of Creation, it aids us i n understanding the f une­
tions of the various glands of the body. Some glands perform these functions, but 
in a much higher degree than man ' s inventions, as demonstrated by birds and beasts, 
mentioned in Chapter No . 3. 

In referring to these Higher Powers of Consciousness, the great scientist of 
this century, Dr. Alexis Carrel, said: 

11 The existence of finality within the organism is undeniable. Each part (of the 
organism) seems to know the present and future needs of the whole , and acts according­
ly. 

"The significance of Time and Space is not the same for our tissues as for our 
Mind (Note : The big question ifl , Why not? The body is a Unit mrl the Mind, organs, 
glands and tissues are all intimately connected arrl related-Hotema.) 

"The body perceives the remote as well as th8 near, the future as well as the 
present (Note: Evidence appea:-s in ancient records sho-wing that the Ancient Masters 
possessed these extrasensory po-wers, and were called Seer--Hotema). 

11The teleological correlation of organic prG>cesses is evident in the rege"'lera­
tion of blood after a hemorrhage • •••• lndividual cells (in the ~y) appear to act 
in the interest of tbe whole, just as bees work for the good of the hive. They seem 
to lrnow the future, and they prepare for it by anticipated changes in their structure 
and funetion° (MBn The Unknown) 
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More than thirty years ago Dr. G.R. c·lements presented similar evidence in. these 
words: 

11 The body is not a finished product \.lith variant and definite limitations, but 
a living process vith almost infinite possibilities. 

"There is a Prevision and a Provision within the living organism by which it 
may rise superior to environment as well as to heredity, until it meets and masters 
tbe condition of a progressive or an established acbieV!ement. 

The Prevision is the power to visualize and realize the ultimate effect of the 
unnatural use of any substance, and guard against this effect by vigorous reaction, 
yielding to the inimical influence tbru the Power of Vital Adjustment only when the 
primary reaction is disregarded, as the smoker who persists even after the first 
smoke made him sick. 

The Provision is the power of selective adaptation, which is operative not 
along in the conscious, but also in the unconscious r egion. Adaptation involves 
selection, and the po\.ler e~f selection places the organism on the plane of Mind. The 
ultimate act of Mind is tbe appropriation or rejection of the present materials of 
supply. Appropriation is in order to assimilation, and implies the qualities of 
intelligence, sensation, and volition, represented by three points of the Solar 
Cross of the Masters. Tejeetion is in order of self-preservation, and implies the 
same qualities. 

11 Tbe living organism is, therefore, self-consening in the highest degree. 
There is reason and purpose in all of its structures and functions, and these are 
created and designed to accomplish specific results. 

"The wise doctor opines that all organized bodies exist as such by virtue of 
a final cause; that purpose alone rules supreme as the law governing all processes 
in organic Nature; that in organized bodies nothing is in vain. Net to know the 
law nor the purpose of function of an organ, does not subvert the facts, nor make 
necessary or legitimate any procedure contrary to the f a cts 11 (Law of Life & Health, 
1926). 

Now we shall notice the glaBds chiefly responsible for 11The existence of finali­
ty within the organism, 11 as stated by Carrel. 

There are two of the body's glaoos that are the leaders in this respect. They 
are located in the brain and are called the Pituitary and the Pineal. Science has 
discovered some of the remarkable functions of the former, but knows almost nothing 
about the functions of the latter. 

9. Pituitary - Located in the front pert of the brain, between the top of the 
ears, in a closely fitting bony chember, within the skull. This tiny chamber was 
poetitally designated the Sella Turcica, or Turkish saddle, by its first deseribers 
i n modern times, the metaphor suggested by the bony flares Gf its sides. The third 
Tentricle of the brain extends into the stem (infundibulum) and the rear of the 
glalrl. The occultists assert that the rear part is the: Throne of Astral Man, and 
the front part is the Throne of the Psychic Body which controls the involuntary 
f'ullct.ions of tlle body. 

The gland has two lobes, the anterior lobe regulating the cllemistry of growth, 
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maturation, and sexuality, producing several ill!porta.nt harmones. The posterior lobe 
regulates the fluid content of the body, contracts the muscles, governs blood pres­
sure, urine flow, excretion of milk, etc. 

If the secretion of the anterior lobe is diminished during childhood, dis­
proportions of the skeletal deve lopment occur. If the secretion is increased, the 
results will differ, depending on the time in life at which this appears. Should it 
be manifested during puberty, the figure of the circus giant results. 

All of these variations in functions of the gland were known to the Masters, 
and in the Bible, 4th chapter of Zechariah, appears an interesting fable relating 
to this gland, there symbolized as Zerubbabel, the builder of the temple (human body~ 

The PituitarJ is also the region of tbe Ajna Chakra , the central area between 
and just above the eyebrows, where the head of a Serpent protrudes in the picture of 
the Egyptian Masters, ixxiicating the activat ion of the Sixth Sense, and showing they 
were aware of this superior state of Consciousness. 

Rishi Singh Gherwal wrote: "The Ajna Cbakra is the source of all Sidhis. (The 
Living Fire) reaching here, the Yogi controls all the finer forees of the body. He 
rises above the cosmic elements and is one with Atma, above the world's miseries. 
His mind listening to the inner sould of the Nada--it is the joy that can be known 
only by him who has attained this (conscious) state" (Kundalini, p.78) . 

The effect:~ on body and mind of the activation of this great nerve plexus are 
described in symbol and allegory in the 9th , lOth, and lith verses of chapter 6 of 
Revelation interpreted by Prof. Hotema in Son Of Perfection. 'The clergy know noth~ 
ing about these psycbo-bio- pbysio.J.Qgical p~sses, thinking the book of Revelation 
refers to God and Heaven. 

If all the facts were kn~wn, they would show that all the discussion about God 
and Heaven in the Bible was never copied from the Ancient Scrolls, but are fraudu­
lent interpolations of the biblical makers . 

Another important function of the Pituitary is its powerful influence on the 
rebuilding and repairing functions of the body thru its control of the actions and 
reactions of tne other glands and organs, whose duty it is to build, repair and 
revitalize the organism as a whole.

The story describes in deep symbol and allegory the psychic emotions arrl phy­
sical sensations experienced by the Neopyte 'When initiated in the Ancient Mysterie s 
and his Higher FoYers of Consciousness 'Were a'Wakened. 

That Neophyte i n this case was Apollonius, the great Pythagorean Fbilosopher of 
the first century. He wrote the fable some tvo-hundred-fifty years before the 'World 
ever heard of the gospel Jesus, which means, of eourse, that all references to this 
Jesus are fraudulent interpolations of the biblical makers. 

What is the basic source of Personal Power? The great Kingdom Within. Man is 
~hat his Consciousness is, consequently Consciousness becomes the pivotal point of 
our discussion. 

What Consciousness is and its source ere big questions which science bas never 
been able to ansver. 

Experience shows th2t Consciousness is not a stable, changl ess entity, ae moet 
authorities believe. If it were, it could not be in.e:reased nor decreased, and could 
never be absent while man is alive. And yet a man may be unconscious, devoid of all 
Consciousness, and know nothing at all for days and veeks, and still be alive . 

Research by leading scientists disclose tbat Consciousness is a product of man 1 s 
br ain , nerves and glarrls. That makes these structures higbly sacred parts of the 
body, and they wer e so revered from all antiquity, and symbolized again and again in 
all philosophies and religions of the world. 

The Ancient Masters discove red that they could increase their Consciousness by 
improving the ir brain, nerve system and glands . Modern literature on this subject 
is practically nil. And there is a good reason. Masters can1t be enslaves, there­
fore Masters ar e not wanted . 

The nerve system is dual, but functions as a unit. It is composed of (1) the 
cerebro-spinal system, consisting of brain and spinal cord, and (2) the sympathetic 
or ganglionic system, consisting of a series of ganglia, which are small centers of 
vascular neurine , strung along each side of the spine, from the head down to the 
coccyx. 

The cerebro-spinal system may be termed the extrinsic system, in that its major 
function consists of keeping man aware of the external world and the adjustment of 
his organism to extr aneous influences. 

The sympathetic system deserves the term intrinsic, as it rules and regulates 
the automatic functions of major importance within the body proper. It is the adjust­
ment system by means of which function and disturbances of function vithin the body 
are maintained at a proper balance in their r elation tbe one to the others. For in­
stance, if one organ is getting too much blood and another too little, tbe sympathet­
ic system promptly makes due adjustment f or the proper balance of such eondi t ions . 

In am.alyzing the psycho-bi.o-i=bysiologic.al -processes that produce and regulate 
man Is Consciousnesa, we must consider the ganglia of the sym:patbetie system and the 
forces a.ssocia:ted \lith them. Due to a paucity of literature on this vital sutject, 
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in spite of millions n1 dollars spent in medical research, we must go back for the 
data ve vant to the ancient Upanishads of the 11 sup3rotitious heathens." Therein ve 
find man's psychic nature more fully elucidated than in any other literetura avail­
able. For in those ancient days the vi tal knowledge of Life and Man \.,ras not con­
cealed as it has been sinee the Mother Church was founded in the 4th eentury. To­
day even the better doctors are unable to analyze the great mystery of Life. 

Dr. Robert A. Millikan, world renowned scientist, head of the California 
Institute of Technology, authority on Cosmic Rays, said: 

ur cannot explain •rhy I am alive rather than dead. Fbysiologists can tell me 
much about the mechanical and chemical processes of my body, but they cannot say 
why I am alive" (Collier's, Oct. 24, 1925). 

Scientists are in that dark state of ignorance as to Life because they refuse 
or fail to recognize the existence of the element which causes a grain of corn to 
grov, when planted, and reproduce itself. 

In those very ancient scriptures of the 11sur-ersti tious heathens11
, these ganglia 

are called Chakras, meaning disks or wheels, and we are told that they revolve with 
terr:'.fic speed. Forty-nine of them are counted, of which FiYe Key Centers appear 
along the spine, and two in the head. These are listed in Chapter 5 of this work. 

When seen clairvoyantly, the Chakras resemble electric sparks. Each of the 
Seven bas six of lesser importance surrounding it, thus forming six-pointed stars 
diagrammatically, but in the body the centers are not arranged in starlike order. 

Of the Seven Che.kras, tbe Conarium ol' Pineal Glo.nd in the brain is the one 
chiefly concerned in the Higher Consciousness. It closes and fills the gap in the 
Universal Link between the Microcosm and the Macrocosm, binding the Created to the 
Creator as stated by Prof. Hotema in The Flame Divine. 

Thru this channel, Cosmic Consciousness, as Astral Light, flows from the Astral 
Realm into physical man, and in him becomes individualized on the terrestrial plane. 
But the function of the Pineal in this work depends upon the activity of the other 
Six Key Centers, and largely upon the Ajna or Cavernous Plexus. 

It requires the Living Fire from the base of . the spine to activate the Pineal 
in this work. As the arc of that Fire, from the Ajna Cbakra, contacts the Pineal, 
phenomena occur which are quite startling to the Neophyte. These phenomena include 
fla3hes of temporary ClaL-voyance, exhibited by certain persons. 

The work of making these two centers of Higher Consciousness function together 
constantly, requires a career consecrated to the highest development of psycbo-bio­
physiological living and training. That was the goal of the Ancient Masters. 

Reading books to learn how to live the higher life is one things, but leading 
a life that lifts you up above the common level of the brain-wesbed, mind-condition­
ed masses is another. 

It must be done in secret. It cannot be done publicly, for you are outlawed
1 

ostracized, and condemned if you fail to conform and refuse to live in harmony with 
the orthodox soci.al patter. 
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And the misled muJ.titu:le that believes the ruling institutions of the land are 
working for the good and betterment of bUillBllity, ask vhy the Masters don't ehov them­
selves and publicaly teach the secrets of the Higber Consciousness. There is an 
old saying that when the 3tudent is prepared and ready, tbe teacher appears . 

10. Pineal - The most peculiar, most mysterious and most celebrated of all the 
bodyts gl ands . Anatomically, it is a small, dark-r-ed , acorn-shaped struoture, 
attached by a tiny stalk to the rear boundary of the 'WOnderful, fluid-filled cleft 
in the brain, termed the third ventricle, 'Which holds the geography of the Throne 
of the emotions and instincts, and the met abolie centers related to them, aceording 
to science . 

The first information we find is the fact , that this marve lous gland is now 
considered by s cience as useless in man. It is assumed by modern anatomists to be 
the vestige of an atrophied eye, 6lld hence i s termed by them the 11unpaired eye • 11 

They even assert that the Pineal is supJX)sed to begin to atrophy in man at about 
the age of seven years , but 11this involution is not really eomplete until puberty," 
says one authority . 

And so we l earn that, under our gay vay of :I..:Ue, the most important glatxi in 
the entire body begins to waste away at the early age of seven years, and at puberty 
it ha s a trophied to the stage where it becomes a "rudimentary structure , 11 regarded 
as of ro value to man in his present stage of 6VOlution, acco~ing to science. If 
that type of evol ution can continue long enough , man himself will disappear a l ong 
wi th his gl.atxis . 

But adds scien<:le , "in certain vertebrates it attains a much higher degree of 
develop!lent than i t does in man. " Arrl why not'? We should understand that Crea tion 
makes nothing in vain, and the present ves t igial structures app:!aring in the human 
body are the remnants of organs and glands that were once developed and funetional 
before man had suffered the degree of degeneration that now afflicts the r ace. 

Tbat"mucb higher degree of developnent" of this important gland in the lower 
animals , accounts fhr the mysterious state of Higher Consciousness 1 exhibited by 
them, which our smug science brushes Off with little notice under the meaningless 
term Instinct . 

n In the lamprey, lizard, etc., 11 say science 1 
11 i t (the Pineal) is present in the 

rorm of the so-called Pineal Eye . In structure its r esembles, in these animals, 
an invP.rtebrate eye, and it possesses a long s t alk, in whicll nerve-fibers ere de ­
veloped. Further , it is carried thru an aperture in the cranial wall, am conse­
quently lies close to the surface of the dorsum of the head between the parietal 
bones11 (Cunningham' s Text Book of Anatomy, p . 612) . 

The better development of t he Pineal in the lower animals is, vitbout doubt, 
the inexplicable reason why migratory fovls can fly great distances in the fall with­
out a compass to guide them, over hundreds of miles of open ocean, direotly to a 
frieooly region in the south, which Instinct t ells them is their proper pl ace of 
safety from the killing blizzards that grip the frozen larrl of ice atxi snow, often 
'ur"inging death to hundreds of people in one season who are not guided by the 'Wisdom 
of the birds . 

And these f o\Jls know, by Instinct , when i t is time for them to return to the 
north in the sp:ri.ng, 'Which they do regularly, and usu.al.ly via ent.i.rely different 
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routes, to the e:xact spats from t.Jhich they de pa._-M:ed nonths befor-e. Uncanny but 
true. 

Science regards this display of Higher Consciousness so lightly, that it nakes 
no definite attempt to determine the reason of it. That sort of research presents 
no app3rent pecuniary possibilities, hence science is nat irrt:erestes. 

In their researches of the 19th centur'Y, biologists found that in certain 
reptilian creatut'es, currently exenplified by certain lizards, the Pineal is as­
sociated with the pr:'esence of retinal tissue, and so nay have mce fur.ctioned as 
a third or Cyclopean eye as well as a gland. 

This fact constrains sorre to say that -y:e have discovered the Single Eye 
referred to in the Bible, which fills the "whole body full of light" (M:lt . 6:22). 

Rene Descartes, the nathena.tical philosopher who said, "I think, therefore I 
am," conferred upon the Pineal the high distinction of being the na:::hanical center 
of the play of forces in the cranium, and hence decided that it was the locus of 
the abode of the !JrnDrtal Ego. And that i mportant gland begins to atrophy in 
JJPdern man at the tender a ge of seven years. 

It is logical to assert that if rran were equipped with t he nornal glands 
which he ooce had, he 1 d be the wonder of the age . For he 1 d rise far above the 
present level of Consciousness, provided of course that he did not becorre, like 
he nCNJ is, a trustful victim of the sordid institutions engaged in the work of 
brain-washing and mind-conditioning, and do it so slyly that rrodern nan believes 
these institutions are interest ed in his betterrrent and e nlighterurent . 

That is another reason why rran 1 s state of Conscio,..lSness is at such a lew ebb. 

To JTO<:ern science, the Pineal &ld its functions are a Jlo/Stery. I t is kna,m 
that when it becorres disordered in children, practically always nales, the child 
becones affected by a striking sexual and sorretirres intellectual preccci ty. The 
child develops s uddenly, overnight as it were, the sexual organs enlarge and be­
cone a:!tive, and a rrental agility and rrt'iturity nay be displayed far beyond the 
years of the individual. And his decline is alJIDst as sudden. He ages rapidly 
and has a short life. '!hat is part of t'l-)e ans-w"er to the question, 1rwhy do we age?' 

Science has found that extracts of the Pineal, injected into successive gener­
ations of ani.nals, will prcduce sexual precccity, with a ccncomitant retardation 
of gr>a-rth, for gr>owth and sexuality are antagonistic . Ps sexual fl..li':ction is the 
precess of Creaticn that corres into action for ·the purpose of preserving the spec­
ies before the individual pl~a:iucer gees to the grave . It nay be called the last­
minute effort of Creation to produce "Y:hile there is yet tine . 

These anin:als, subjected to the injection of extracts of the Pineal, are in 
fact the rrost fantastic c1v;rarfs ever experinentally produced in the laboratory. 
Rats the size of one 1 s thurrb have been produced, with br03.d face and round head, 
bulging eyes and short snouts. Altogether, these Pineal Produced L'warf Freaks 
confirm completely the conclusions drawn by clinicians years ago, concerning the 
influence of the Pineal in the functional balarce of the organs of the body. 

vle are told that the Pineal is dire:=tly responsible for rrenmy, expectation 
and anticipation. little wcnder that nnst rren have such poor rreJOCJries and so little 
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expectation and anticipation. 

We are fUrther told that if it were not for the Pineal, we 1d have no kno'Wledge 
of the past or the future. Most of the mirrl-condi tioned masses have very little 
now, and will never have more so long as it can be prevented by the institutions 
which rule our civilization. 

Man with his atrophied glands and deficient Consciousness cannot improve his 
eondition by attuni.ng h.imsell' to the Wisdom of the Ages, as reeommended in the ad­
vertisements of the big book-sellers. That man cannot grasp the inner power of his 
Mind when his glands, responsible for Mind and Memory, are atrophied and defective. 

The ancient Hindus regarded the Pineal as the seat of the psychic faculties 1 the 
capacities of intuition and supersensory wisdom, \ol"hich certain oddly 11gifted11 per­
sons display. The appearance of being oddly "gifted,.. indicates a bet'Wr condition 
of their endoerine glands. And why do these oddly "gifted" persons sink to the 
common level in time? Beeause of a mode of living that produces degeneration of the 
'Whole body, including the glands. 

It has been found that deep concentration stimulates the Pineal if its atrophy 
has not gone too far. The more we black out our Consciousness by concentration, the 
deeper we move into the subconscious department of the Mind. 

We are told that only one-tenth part of the Mind is conscious, the balzmce being 
subconscious. By deep concentration, we voluntarily inel"ease the scopy of our Con­
sciousness by drawing from the subconscious department. 

This may be accepted as the esoterie meaning of the advice in the Bible, to 
enter into thy closet iJhen thou prayest (Mat. 6:6). And prayer should always be 
directed to a deep desire for more knowledge of ho1.or to use what we already have 1 and 
never to asking for more of anything-but Knowledge. Detennine to make better use 
of what we have, and to improve ourselveS., is the Royal Road to Success. 

We are not bound and limited when we knowingly grasp the depth of the great 
Law of Infinity. Then we realize that our own higher development depends entirely 
upon ilur own well-directed efforts, not uiOn receiving more from some external 
source, but upon better development of what we already have, of the whole Kingdom 
of God within. That means all. Where shall we search for more? 

There is no more. The body has all it needs. Everything in the Universe is 
represented in the body itself. But much of what the body bas is in a serious state 
~f degeneration due to the fact that man reaps as he sows (Col.6:7). This degener­
ate condition is not improved by asking in prayer for more of anything exeept 
KNOWlEDGE AND UNDERSTANDING (Ps.ll9:34). 

The Bible wisely says to ask the beasts, and they shall teach thee; and the 
fowls of the air, and they shall tell thee (J&b.l2:7). 

Go not to those engaged in the task of brain-washing and mi!rl-¢enditioning, 
erroneously called education; but go to tbe bugs and the birds, who are guided by 
the law of the Universe, and wtrich .knovledga appears in tbe lover animals as In­
stinct. let them tell and teaeb you how to live in order to improve and make better 
use of ~at you have.

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Chapter 12 

The lest book of the Bible is a wonderful f able. It describes in symbol and 
allegory the psychical sensations and physical emotions exper ienced by the ~ 
during his i nit iation in the Egyptian Mysteries in the Great Pyramid Temple. 

This particular Neophyte was Apollonius, the great Pythagorean Philosopher of 
the first century , from whose voluminous writings the New Testament was compiled . 
He proved his worthiness to become an Iniate by hanging on a Cross until be was un­
conscious. Such a man would never reveal the Sacred Arcana of the Ancient Masters 
thru fear of torture . It was be who wrote that fabl e 1 and , after his demise a t the 
age of 98, he was worshipped as a god by the people of Asia Minor. 

In tracing down the stories and statements in the New Testament, it is found 
that every one of them is an embellished, magnified, exaggerated , fraudulent account 
of events wh ich act ually happened . And this knowledge reveals why the ancient 
s crolls and libraries were burned by the MOther Church. Consider how simple it was 
to change this actual Cross Experience of Apollonius to the fraudulent Cricifixion 
Story of Jesus. 

The great scientist, Dr . Alexis Carrel, considered man a god , and said, ~an 
3t ands above all things. Should he degenerate, the beauty of civilization, and even 
the grandeur of the physical universe, would vanish 11 (Man The unknown, Pref. p .xiv. 

Dr. Arthur A. Beale of london, referred to Man as 11 The Living God, 11 ment:ipned 
the vanishment of the old materialism in science and the rabid dogmatism in religion. 

This change repr esents the passage of man from the dar kness of the fanat ical 
religionists , which enveloped all Europe for more than a thousarrl years, to the 
Light of Universal Law, Common sense and Reason of moder n t imes . 

When we contemplate the "bfaauty, complexity , mystery and perfection of the human 
body as a Temple, incorporating and including all the cosmic forces operating in the 
Universe, microcosmic in size and extent, i nvolving. various systems of operation 
and action, each more or less complete and sufficient in itself, yet working jointly, 
and all these numerous systems intermingled , blended and built into one another, and 
correlated so as to fonn a Grand Unit of activity, ve are overwhelmed with stupendous 
wonderment. 
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There is a perfect system of motors in the muscles of the body, a perfect vir­
ing system in the nerves for outflowing· conduction, a multiplicity of condensers 
and transformers, l arge and small, even representatives in each cell action, result­
ing in grades of higher and lower tension according to tbe requirements of the body. 

The circulation of nervo-electro-motive force can be tested and proved by deli­
cate galvanometers, producing evidence of a circulation ultimately flowing out into 
the air in spite of a perfect insulation system of skin. 

In the higher cerebral departments, the cortex or surfaces of the cerebrum and 
cerebellum, are the terminal dendrons, acting as aerials conducting by a 'Wireless 
system, waves to and from the brain, to and from the higher mental centers outside 
the brain in the psychic auras, the invisible part of man 1s constitution. 

Herein we are able to link up an invisible, transcendental mentality, function­
ing in its own super-etheric realm, in one of the higher astral encasements of the 
human entity, corresponding in man to the Astral Light of the Universe, one layer of 
which registers as the subconscious memory, all the activities flowing from the body. 

The Ancient Masters discovered that Astral Light holds the memory of its 
activities which can be~ and are , tapped by certain psychic and sensitives, clair­
voyants, and clairaudients. That is another reason why Astr al Light, currently call­
ed Cosmic Radiation, was so highly esteemed by the Masters, who said tbat i s 
quaternary qualities, heating, cooling, disaolving and coagulating, when directed 
by man 1 s will, can modify all phases of natural phenomena, producing life or death , 
l~ve or hatred, wealth or poverty, in accordance with the given impulsion. 

The body presents various degrees of tenuous structure, starting from grossly 
physical, with clear-cut form, varying in different persons according to size and 
ehape. And the Masters knew that behind and beyond , both in extent and subtlety of 
substance, there exists a ghostly replica 'Which pe~sists after the demise of the 
physical body, and can be seen by certain sensitives and clairvoyants, especially in 
cemeteries, hovering over the graves of the decedents. The Hindus regarded this as 
the Astral Body, the Model, the Archeus, which is described by Prof. Hotema in Pre­
Existenee Of Man. 

Everything known to us in the human body and visible from the outside , has a 
corresponding astral replica, identical in shape but ethereal in structure, and hence 
invisible to our physical sight . 

There is blended in man, a compound of all the various kingdom:!! of the Universe. 
In his ·:~rain are functions part physical, pa;rt astral, and part mental. The brain 
itseli is a mighty S'Wit.chboard that receives vibrations from above the supersensuous 
realm, and from below from sensuous realms in the body, transmitting ti:em in ootb 
directions; the upper as a direct, controlling, inspiring creative force; and tbe 
lower as a flov of experience, impressions, lessons, that are transmitted to those 
superse~itive states of astralistic, as a record of all the events thet happen; the 
'Whole system representing a dual circulation, (a) the circulation of the grand cos­
mos, and (b) the cosmos of man. 

From the cranial switchboard in the bead, the system is continued down into the 
body by Ti tal elect.rcHnagnetic omves, ca.lled nerve impul.sea, to nerve plexusee whi.cb 
are recei~ing atat.i.ons, and. vbere directions are changed. 
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Then there is the wonderful system of synapses where the ne~ fibrils or 
derrlrons terminate, ani hook up vi th others by an elactrieal arrangement of oppos­
ing fibrils, where the currents of vibration are transmitted over a gap by a process 
od induction, as in an induction coil. 

In Chapter ll we mentioned tvo nerve systems. Most of t he electric currents 
f rom the brain are sent down the spinal cord, f'rom vhicll they are distributed to 
the body by the nerves, the conveyers of messages from and to the brain; the effer­
ent nerves belonging to the motor department and the afferent to the sensory. This 
combination is called the cerebro-spinal nerve system. 

The other nerve system, separate from but working in perfect harmony with it, 
is the sympathetic system, which rules the automatic actions, controlling the vital 
organs, respiration, circulation, digestion, defecation, assimilation, elimination, 
etc. 

Man 1 s Mind, that great mystery to science, rises from the action of Astral 
Light on certain br ain centers created for that purpose, and, in order to contact 
safely our vi tal organs, the powerful Astral Light requires a. process of 11 stepping 
down, 11 similar to a voltaic current of regular electricity that is transformed to 
mee t the requirements of a small motor. 

Such transfo?mation is the task of the psycho-mental apparatus, the agent or 
do\oiil\l'ard projection of the Ego. This is the individual, intellectual or brain-min:1, 
and resides in, or is invested in, the astral part of man--not exactly in the brain 
but in direct cont.act with the brain, end working thru it by a connecti on with the 
wonder ful Pineal Gland . In other words, Astral Light is the acti ve force and the 
brain and its organs ere the instruments which r espond . 

The Pineal has direct connection with t he Pituitary as we have seen, and the 
latter, the recognized hierarchy of the endocrines, is constituted to receive and 
transmute the current of Astral Light into those elements that ar e suitable for the 
other endQcrines on a lower level of psycho- physico-physiological function. 

The next station of transformation is the Thyroid, and so on thru the entire 
endocrine system, each gland performing its allotted part and constituted to do its 
work perfectl y. But the pr esent degenerate s t at e of the human body r eflects t he 
sad state of its vital or gans and glands, and surprises us to see that it does so 
well and lives as long. 

We have seen that from all the endocrines there are emitted the elements called 
hormones, which enter the blood and lymph, pass thru the body in a complicated 
per egrination and interaction, thus stimulating and aetivating the verious endoc­
rines according to their constitutions. 

We think little of the common process by which light is made to f low from a 
globe when powered by en el ectric wire. But we are astcunded when told that 
Consciousness flows from the brain when powered by Astral Light. And yet man is the 
imitator while Cosmic Creation is the Originator. 

Man had consti tuted the globe to produce the element called light, am the 
.Ancient Masters d~ove:red that Creation ea.n make organa that produce Consciousness 
Mind and Intelligence. 
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In this ehapter we are presenting additional data concerning those mysterious 
qualities of man which pc.zzle science. The student is informed that Conseiou:mess 
rises from a transformation of Astral Light by the endocrines of the body, 'Whieh 
are made for that purpose. And the brain is not Mind nor Consciousness, but a 
sw-itchboard thru vbicb Astral Light makes Man aware of his ovm existence and of the 
vorld in which he lives. 

Astral Light is another name for Cosmic Electricity, the greatest and most 
universal paver known. It is this electro-magnetic force 'Which the religionists, 
in bevilderment, foolishly call God. Then they forget in time how they got their 
God, bow dewn and worship their Idol, and even claw that for their idollc God noth­
ing is impossil:Jle. 

Man, the clever imitator, regards it as a common event nov to make radios and 
television sets that resrond to cosmic radiation arrl bring him messages and pictures 
from all over the vorld. For millions of ye~rs Creation, the Grand Originator, bas 
been making instruments that respond to cosmic radiation and bas oovered the earth 
with then. 

Creation makes a body and equips it with organs and glands for the definite 
purpose of operating as an instrument, when povered by Astral Light, to produee 
Vitality, Consciousness 1 MiDi and Intellect. It is highly inconsistent to reject 
that statement as absurd, in viev of 'Jhat we know by experience that man, the cle-ver 
imitator, can do. 

But scienee adopts that very course. It pities as ignorant those who make such 
~ssertions, while it bas sought for a century, and in vain, to solve the riddle of 
Life and Consciousness on the basis of physics and chemistry. Its f ield of pbysies 
and chemistry is littered with unsolved problems, and its weakness to explain any­
thing' basic in matters of biology and psychology is extreme. It could hardly be 
vorse. 

Referring to this ignoranee of science, the great Dr. Alexis Carrel exclaimed : 
"The illusions of the mecbanicists of the nineteenth cehtury, the dogmas of Jacques 
loeb, the childish physico-chemical conceptions of the human being, in which so 
many physiologists arrl physicians still believe, have to be definitely abandoned'' 
because time and experience prove they are erroneous (Man Tne Unknown, p.lOB). 

In all of its orderly operations, Creation presents an eternal pattern that 
remains fixed and permanent. It never Taries nor cbanges. To form a comprehensiTe 
understanding of the innumerable phases of the processes, makes it necessary to 
strain to its utmost, the greatest human intellect. Even then it becomes apparent 
that the countless operations which oceur are so varied, that only a small percentage 
of them can ever come under direct observation; and even these vhich do are the 
lesser important ones, as tbe greater take places in the astral realm of the unseen. 

Had we been told forty or fifty years ago about the electrified state of the 
atmo~phere surrounding the earth, which we accept today as a proYen fact, of course 
ve had refused to believe it. 

Aro there· is evidence in the anci.ent scriptures 'Jhich shows that the Ancient 
Masters lmew all this, but that evidence vas not understood by us until cur recent 
d:is.aTeries in the fie l.rl -Of .Astral Ligi:Jt,. Cosmic Electricity, or &Jsmic Radiation,.

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We realize no-w that we do live, and move, and have our being in a seething sea 
of ele ctrification. And this Electrified Sea is the Living Fire 'Which the Bible 
calls God. "For our God is a Consuming Fire" (Heb.l2 :29, etc.).

Life and Death, the Origin and the End of every material thing known. It is Divine 
Substance 11 .-SlaTatsky, Secret Doc. I, 146 . 

11 The Essence of the Divine Ego is Pure Flame, an Entity to Ybich nothing can 
be added and from which nothing can be taken11 (Curtiss, Key Of The Universe, p.263). 

" Fire Philosophy is the foundation of a ll r e ligionso ••• Without Fire e~ the 
r e sultant heat, there could be no existence •••• The whole round of peculiar emblems 
which so puzzle antiquarians, and which are f ound in all countries, point to the 
ancient belief in Fire a s the Fi rst Principl e 11 (Clymer, i n Philosopher Of Fire). 

We devoted much of Ch apter 11 to a dis cussion of Astral Light, the Universal 
Power which may be called Cosmic Radiation, Cosmic Electricity, Pure Flame, Cosmio 
Flame, or Living Fire . Due to its high importance, w shall gi ve the subject :nore 
atte ntion here. 

In Cosmic Crea t ion Prof. Hotema shows tha t Fire transforms all e lements into 
one Universal Substance, called Ineandeseent Gas, the First Principle, the Universal 
Element which contains in itsel:f everything , and which produces of itse lf everything , 
making every object and every organism the pr oduct of Condensed Incandescent Gas. 

This SUD!Dlarily prese nts in pointed terms t he mystery of t he One Universe, the 
One Principle, the One Substance, the One PoYer, and the One Law, all of Yhich com­
bi ned the religionists stupidly call God. Much too simple for science, much too 
profound for religioni sts, much too compleJC for evolutionists, and mucb too abstruse 
for laymen. 

The Living Fire makes a-vepYt.hing and does everything known and unknown. It is 
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Creator and Vital.i.zor . It I;}akes man and an:imates his frame . It forms his brain, 
organs and glands as speci fic agencies thru which to manifest Vitality, Cons titut ion, 
Mirrl and Intellect, the quaternary qualities of man ·..mich are such an enigma to 
e cience . 

The Universal Power so great that it can do all things, that it can create a 
New Per son, tha t t he s cope of its work and the extent of its operations are u.nli.mi.ted. 
is certain to per form marvelous myster ies when conserved in the body and not con­
sumed in mast urbation, copulation and procreation. 

The s t udent will a ppreciate mor e the weight of this assert ion by reviewing 'What 
we said in Chapter 9 about the remarkable difference that develops i n two male 
horses when nothing more is done to one of them than removing tbe gonad glands . 

The higher functions of the body produced by the Living Fire when. i t is con­
served and refined by the gonads, was one of the profound mysteries t o which the 
Mast ers devoted so much at tention, that their enemies smeared them with t he term 
Sex Worshipper s; and this epi thet has been greatly magnified and exagger ated t hru 
the centuries by the Church, in its constant campaign to diseredit the work of these 
Wise Men, whose scri ptures it stole and distorted to make its Bible. 

When this Universal Power is conserved as stated, it then f loYs up the Spinal 
Cord to the Br ain, and the final result is the Seers of the Ages , Yhose vor ks of the 
past continue to fill us with woroern:ent as the centures roll by. 

We must notice some of the det ails t hat have escaped destruction and descended 
to us f r om the distant days. 'When the ascending Stream of Living Fire passes from 
one ganglionic center of the s pinal cord to the next, its voltage increases, each 
ganglion act ing l ike e l ectric cells coupl ed for intensity. Moreover , in eadb 
ganglion, or Chakra as they were cal led by the Ancient Hindu~, i t liberates and 
part akes of the quality peculiar to that center, and is then said by the H:ilx1us te 
"conquer" the Cbakra . Hence , in Sanskrit mystical scriptures, ft~r older t han the 
most ancient Hebrew wri tings, great s tress was placed upon the "conquer i ng" of the 
Seven Chakras , desi gnated as the sacr al , the prostatic, the solar, the cardiae, the 
phryngeal, the caver nous arrl the conarium, listed in Chapt er 5. 

The channels thru wh ich the Living Fire flows up to the br a in are called nadis, 
pipes or tubes. They are mentioned in the Bible as Olive Trees , Olive Branebes , 
arrl Golden Pipes . This fabl e , known in all oountries of the encient world , appears 
in Ze char iab as f ollows : 

"For who bath despised the day of small things? For the y shall rejoice , and 
shall see the plummet in the hand of Zerubbal with those seven (Chakras we have 
listed above) . 

"Then answer ed I, and said unto him, What are these two op.ve trees upon tbe 
right side of the candlestick of all gold (s pinal cord) and upon "the left side? And 
I answered again, and said unto him, What be these t wo olive br anches 1.1h i ch thru the 
two gol den pipes (Ida and Pingala nadis) empty the golden oil (Living Fire ) out of 
themselves? 

"Jl.rrl he answered me am saj.c4 .Kmvest thou not what these be? And I said No 
my lord. Then said he , The-se are t he two anointed ones (Ida and Pingel a nadi.s ~ ' 
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that stand by the lord (Man) of the \lhole earth" (Chap. 4:10-14). 

An ancient fable , the interpretation of \lhich is beyond the knowledge of the 
cl ergy, who think it deals vitb their God and his Son Jesus. 

As the Living Fire beoomes speciallzed in the Seven Ganglionic Centers, it is 
termed the Seven Breaths, the Seven Spirits before the Throne, s~ce they become the 
differ entiations of the Great Breath of the Universe. (Rev .1 :.4). 

When the Living Fire begins to rise from the Saerel Plexus at the base of the 
spine, it flovs thru the Ida and Pingala nedis1 the two Golden Pipes mentioned in 
the Bible, forming e positive and negative current along the spinal cord. 

As these dual currents reach the Cavernous Plexus in the brain, they radiate 
right and left along the line of the eyebl'O'W's. When this occurs, the Neophyte ex­
periences such a mental shock that his mind becomes blank, and he is conscious only 
of blind terror. This is febulized in the Bible as a great earthquake; the sun be­
came black as sackcloth c.f hair, and the moon became as blood; the stars fell upon 
the earth, and the heaven departed as a scroll 'W'bea it is rolled together, etc. 
(Rev . 6 :12-11). 

There is also a third current, making the currents triple . The third flovs 
thru the Sushumna, a tiny tube passing thru the spinal cord, called the Kulamarga 
(Main Road) or Brahmanadi (Tube of Brabma). 

It seems strange that the Luke gospel symbolizes these three eurrents in the 
picture vhi~ it presents of Jesus on the cross to represent the Sushumna nadi, and 
on either side of him the tvo malefactors, who represent the Ida and Pingala nadis 
(Luke 23 :32). 

There vas hardly any limit to what the cunning biblical makers did in the 
compilation of their Great Book, designed to enthrone the Chureh and to enslave the 
masses . No book has ever done humanity so much harm as the Bible. 

As t he Sushumna current, starting at the sacral plexus, flovs along the spinal 
marrov, its pe~sage thru each section thereof corresponding to a sympathetic gang­
lion, is accompanied by a violent mental shock, or rushing sensation, due to the 
accession of the force or increased "voltage , " until the current reaches the 
conarium plexus, the Pineal Glaoo, arrl thence passes outvard thru the Brahma-randhra, 
depicted by the Hindus as a Serpent protruding from the top of man's head. 

When this super.im .. ~~siological process <:~ccurs , strange things 
happen, and they a:x:e described in symbol and allegory in chapters g to 11 inclusiTe 
of Revelation, an interpretation of which appears in Son Of Perfection by Prof. 
Hotema . 

For instance, due to the inc:reased activation of the glands arrl eells of the 
brain, in the initial stage the Seven Psychic Colors of the rainbo.w a1>e seen. AOO. 
when the Sushumna current impinges on the brain there follows the lofty Con.scio~ss 
of the Seer, the mystic Third Eye now becoming, as it bas been poetically expreseed, 
"a vindov into space," and mexitioned in the Bible as "a door opened in beaTen" (Re-Y. 
4:1). 

Tbe mystic Third Eye 'W'a~ the Unpaired Eye OL the Cyclopean. Eye of the Ancient 
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Masters, for when thus activated it is an organ of consciol.4! viaien, as shovn by 
Prof. Hotema in the case of Apollonius and desC!:'ibed in The Mystery Man Of ~Bible .. 

The AlL-Seeing Eye was sometimes symbolized by the peacock, as this fovl has 
symbolical eyes in all of ita feathers. And in honor of the All-Seeing Eye , the 
monks of all countries shave off t heir hair over the sp:>t where it is supposed to 
look out, that spot of the skull being called the Fontieulus Frontalis, as stated 
by :Prof. Hotema in The Flame Divine. 

In the next s tage, as the brain cells are "raised from the deed" (aetiTated) 
by the Living Fire, the Seva:1 Astral Sounds (of music) are heard in the taMS and 
vibrant aura of the Seer. 

In tile succeeding stages, seeing am bearing become blended into a single sense, 
by which colors are beard and sounds are seen, or eolors and sounds blend an:l be­
come united , and are perceived by a sense that is neither seeing nor hearing, but 
both. 

S:irn.ila.rly, the psychic sense of taste and small become unified; and, nem, 
these two senaes thus reduced from four, are merged into the interior, intimate 
sense of touch, which in turn fades into the spistamonic (intelleetual) faculty, 
the great gnostic po\ler of Seership, exalted above all sense-perception, able to 
eogni.ze eternal realities, a state of Consciousness attained by only a few who are 
able to rise above the level of tbe brain-w~shed, mind-condition masses, and they 
had better hide and keep silent for the sake of their own safety. Read their writ­
ings but seek not to find them in person. 

The Bible says that when the Seventh Seal (of the human organism) was opened, 
there was silence in heaven for about the space of half an hour (Rev.8:1). This 
silenoe indicates tha t at this point the teachings were not for the exoteric, but 
reserved ·strictly for the Neophyte and the esoteric. 

We are told that tbe great importance of the Sushumna Current lies in the faet 
that those who are taught how to control it can halt the flight of time. For such · 
man, nthere shall be time no longer11 says the Bible (Rev.l0:6). 

V e.sant G. Rele says that by consciously controlling the function of these 
sympathetic cords, it is possible to put a stop to the katabolic activity of the 
body, s.nd adds : 

"This conscious control over them, which could be achieved only thru the 
Sushumna, suspends the general wear and tear of the tissues of the body, and serves 
to prolong life. When the Ida and Pingala nadis are thus devitalized by the Sus­
humna, there is said to exist no night or day for a Yogi" (Mysterious Kundalini, 
p.21). 

The Higher Consciousness is the sole theme of Revelation, heavily veiled in 
symbol and allegory, and that is the reason why this book bas never yielded its se­
cret mess~ge to the mere man of letters, and why it has ever been a riddle to the 
brain-'Ja.shed, mind-conditioned religionist.

Living Fire. 

In their scriptures, the Hindus postulate Seven Grades of Being, the four 
lower, technically denominated the nquaternary," viz., (l) physical body, (2) etherio. 
double, (3) astral vehicle, said to be tbe seat of the emotions, and (4) lower 
manas or concrete mentality. These pertain to the phenomenal order, while the 
three upper ones, the "ternary,11 viz., (l) higher manas or abstract intellect, (2) 
buddhi or intuition, and (3) atma or pure Ego, are noumenal and innnortal. 

This super-phenomenal triad is symbolized in the Ancient Mysteries by the sun; 
and the "journey to tbe sun11 is only a symbolical designation of the process of 
reniering fully actual, the latent potentialities sf these three transcendental 
microcosmic principles. 

Similarly, the 11 journey to the moon" desig:'lates the much less arduous attain­
ment of the highest grade of merely natural evolution, so far at least as human and 
earthly denizens of our solar system are concerned. 

In the Egyptian Mysteries these two goals, 11 sun" and "moon," corresrorrl re­
spectively to the King 1s and Queen1 s Chambers in the Great Pyramid of Cheeps, 
aceepting the current identification of that ancient structure as a Temple of 
Initiation. 

When these two symbolical goals are both gained by the Neophyte, according to 
Blavatsky, it is the result of the concomitant activation of the Pituitary and Pineal 
Glands. 

Manly Hall refers to the ascension of the Living Fire from the Sacral Plexus 
up to the brain, describing its color as dull-red at first, gradually turning to 
orange, and then appears as a fine line of yellow fire. He continues: 

"These colors extend somewhat outward along the nerves which branch off from 
the spinal cord between the vertebrae. A little higher the yellow becomes fleeked 
with green, and thru the cervical section the stream becomes faintly electric blue. 

11 Thru the Ida and Pingala, the two lateral tubes thru the spinal cord, paral­
leling the central tube (Sushumna) on either side \called two Olive Trees and Two 
Witnesses in the Bible-ZeclJ.4:12), the stream of (living) fire flows up and dovn 
incessantly. The farther up it goes, the thinner and less brilliant its hues, but 
the purer and more beautiful the colors, until finally they meet in a seething, 
molten mass in the pons of the Medulla Oblongata (of the brain), where the fire be­
gins to permeate the third ventricle (of the brain) and agitate the Pituitary Gland. 

"The Pituitary is the negative pole, yet it plays many roles in the develop­
ment of spiritual (astral) Consciousness. In one sense of the word, it is the 
initiator, for it 'raises' the candidate (Pineal). Being of feminine polarity, the 
Pituitary lives up to its dignity of being the eternal temptress. 

"In the Egyptian myths, Isis, who symbolizes the Pituitary, conjures Ra, who 
represents the Pineal, to disclose his sacred name, which he finally does. 

"The physiologieal process by the means of which this is accomplished is 
worthy of detailed consideration. (Under the influence of the Living Fire) the 
Pituitary begins to gloVI faintly and little rippling rings of light flow out from 
around the gland, gradually fading out a short distance away. As the process 
continues, the emanating rings around the gland grov stronger. They are not equally 
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distributed around the Pituitary . The circles are elongated on the side feeing the 
third ven1Iicle (of the brain) and exterxl out in graceful parabolas toward the Pineal. 
Gradually, as the rings of light be come more powerful, they approach every closer to 
the slumbering eye of Shiva (Pineal), tinting the form of the gland with a golden­
orange light and gently coaxing it into activity. Under the benign radiance of the 
Pituitary Fire, the divine Egg (Pineal) thrills and moves, and the magnificent 
mystery of occult unfoldment occurs • 11 

Hall bas the habit of making his statements somewhat ambiguous, espeoially for 
the exoteric. Blavatsky gives plainer details in these words: 

11'l'he are (of light from the Pituitary) mount upward more ond more toward the 
Pineal, until finally the current s triking it, just as when the electric current 
strikes some solid object, the dormant (Pineal) gland is awakened (activated) and 
set all aglowing with the akasic (electric) fire . 

"This is the psycho-physiol ogical i-llustration of two or gans on the physical 
plane which ar e the concrete symbols of and represent , respectively, the metaphysical 
concepts (of the Hind:us) called Manas and Buddhi. The latter (Pineal, 7th sense), 
in order to be oonscious (activated on th i s (physical) plane, needs the more differ­
entiated fire of Manas (Pituitary, 6th sense); but once the sixth sense (Manas , 
Pituitary) has awakened (activated) the seventh (Buddhi , Pineal), the light which 
r adiates from it (Pineal), illuminates the fields of infinitude; and for that spaoe 
of time, Man then becomes omniscient. The Past and the Future, SpaM and Time , dis­
appear (as in dreams) and become for h im the Eternal Present. 11 

That is the high level of Seership. In the ancient scrol ls , this attainment 
of the Higher Consciousness was called the Hermetic Marriage of Sun and Moon, of 
Hermes arrl Aphrodite , of Ra and I sis . The bibl ical makers called it "the marriage 
of the Lamb11 (Rev.l9 :7). The Church calls it the Marriage of J e sus and the Church. 

This carefully guarded Sacred Wisdom of t he Ancient Masters would have eome to 
us from Egypt, the land of the Winged Globe, bad the anoient scrol ls not been so 
comple tely destroyed by the Church in the 4th, 5th, and 6th centuries. It vould not 
now come to us from India had the Church been able to get there and burn the Hindu 
scrolls as she did in all the countries she could reach . 

Had the ancient Hindu scriptures been lost or destroyed, the world today would 
~rhaps be destitute of the Sacred Wisdom which the Hindus give us dealing with 
man's Higher Consciousness .

Chapter 14 

Macrocosm ani Microcosm. 

'•As above, so below, 11 said the Ancient Masters who developed the Ageless Wis­
dom. They did not teach that a God was above and a man was below. 

These Masters discovered that all organizations are constituted of charged 
particles of one substance which they called Astral Light, consisting of radiation 
from the Astral Bodies of the Universe. 

They began with the Atom, tho smallest Unit that cannot be broken up by chemi­
cal means. The word Atom is derived from the Greek, meaning 11 thet which cannot be 
cut up. 11 

Below the Atom are the electrified elements of which the Atom is constituted; 
and above the Atom are the diverse organizations composed of Atoms . 

All formations above the Atom are an aggregation of Atoms, and every quality 
exhibited by these formations are those of the Atom. 

No organized form, including man, can express qualities that are not atomic. 
Vitality, Consciousness , Mind and Intelligence are atomic qualities, produced by 
Astral Light acting on and tbru organized forms 1 including man. 

The great Dr. Geor ge w. Crile toiled for nearly thirty years to solve the 
mystery of Man. The result of his researches appeared in his book in 1926, titled 
11 A B ir.olar Theory of Living Processes." I n substance, he discovered that -

1. All living creatures are biJX>lar mechanisms, created, constructed and 
operated by electrical force (Astral Light). 

2. Everything known consists of electricity, exhibited in two phases, (a) 
Concentrated electriei ty as particles called electrons and protons, and {b) 
electricity in rapid motion in the form of radiation. 

3. The application of electricity to muscles , glands and nerves of the human 
body will cause them to per form their natural functions. 

4. In structure and function, the unit cell of living forms 1-~ adaptoo to 
elaborate, conservate, and dissipate electricity. This is also true of the proto­
pla3m itself. 

5. Man's body, as a whole, is a bipolar, electric mechanism, bearing the 
pattern of the unit eells, which cells are constructed on the pattern of the Atom. 

6. The normal and abnormal phenomena exhibited by man and animals can be 
interpreted in electrical terms. 

7 . When Electrical Condueti vi ty flows from one pole to the other, a living 
process is present. In the absence of such flow, the living process is absent. 

The fundamental qualities e.xhib:tted by man are those of the Atom raised to the 
top level knovn to us. l'bese quali:t:ies are uni-versal in <:haracter and unlimited at 
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the source. They are limited at the point of expression by the body tbru -whi ch ex­
pressed. 

Greater expression depends upon a better organism, or a better condition of the 
organism. 

Man is what his Consciousness is , and he must improve the state of his body to 
increase the state of his Consciousness. 

What is the Mind? Crile said that it is a product, created in the brain by 
a Power System of Generation snd Distribution, consisting of four quadrillion of 
individual dynamos, and a distribution system vastly greater than all the commercial 
linElO of communica tion now in existence in t.he wlmle world. 

Crile further stated that the brain of animals and of man emit short wave and 
infra-red radiations , which cause the ejection of electrons from the brain proto­
plasm, and these form the electrical current responsible for our thinking and 
reasoning processes. 

Practically the same findings were presented in 1895, thirty years ahead of 
Crile, by Sir Hm. Crookes, one of the world 1 s great scientists, 'Jho declared that 
the Atom possesses the Consciousness, Mind and Intelligence to choose i :.s own path, 
(1) to reject and (2) to select, and possesses the properties of (3) sensijtion and 
(4) volition. 

This knovledge carries us \-lay back to the Ancient Symbols. These four proper­
ties of the Atom had been discovered by the Masters , who symbolized them in their 
Solar Cross, invented a million years ago. 

The Hasters found that these quaternary qualities of the Atom are resJX>nsible 
for the ereation, animation, consciousness and intelligence of everything on the 
earth . 

Not yet have we discovered anything unknown to the Masters. We have only in~ 
vented a new terminology. They knew the A tom is the Infinite Creator. This is the 
Creator the Mother Church bas taugbt . its dupes to call God. 

The Masters said, 11As above, so belov," meaning the Created, the Microcosm, 
is tru.ly m.ade in the image am likeness of the Creator, the Maeroeosm. 
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The Universe emerged from a huge galaxy of incandescent gas, as explained by 
Prof. Hotema in Cosmie Creation, and still is gas in condensed formation. 

Nothing ean be separate from Cosmic Gas as it fills all space. 

We have been taught that our physical body is matter, made by a God of the dust 
of the ground (Gen.2:7) . That story was never copied from the ancient scrolls. 

Matter is composed of chemicals, which are composed of molecules, which are 
composed of atoms, which are composed of electrons, which are whirling vortices of 
invisible gaseous substance. 

We are prisoners of our Five Senses, and they deceive us. Joshua determined 
to liberate himself from the prison. So he alew these Five Kings which enslave man, 
cast them into a cave, and hid great stones in the cave's mouth (Joshua 10:22:27). 

The Church expounds that allegory as a factual event. The Bible is a book o! 
symbols and allegories. Very little of it should be taken literally. 

Due to the deception created by the Five Kings, we live in a world of illusion. 
We look down a railroad track, and the rails seem to come together in the distance. 
This is illusion. We know in our Mind that they do not come together. We should 
not be guided by what we see but by what we know. 

Knowledge based on truth dispels illusion. The origin of illusion is i gnoranee. 
The facts acquired by the Mind of Creation dispel tbe ignorance that produces 
illusion, and illusion vanishes. 

For the bra.in_,-aabed, mird-conditioned masses who are prisoners of their FiTe 
Senses., Eternity is an indefinte concept. It is taken as a limitless extension of 
Time. But Time has no existence save in the imagination of the ignorant. 
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Time is the subject of Card 14 of the Ancient Tarot. The principal features of 
the symbolism of this card are designed to appraise the Neophyte that for him the 
element termed Time is non-existent, says Prof. Hotema in his \olork titled Land of 
Light . 

The angel pictured in this card holrls in his ha:OOs two cups, one of silver and 
one of gold. Between them there flows a stream that shows all the colors of the 
rainbow. It cannot be determined by sight from wbich cup the stream flows nor ·into 
which it is flowing. 

One cup represents the Past , the other, the Future. The stream between them 
represents the Present. The interpretation of the symbolism shows that Time is not 
what t~e prisoner of his Five Senses thinks it is. It is just another illusi on. 

Everything is; but everything is constantly changing, producing movement .from 
wh ich rises the concept called Time. 

Nothing is static but Eternity. There is one eternal Present, the Eternal Now. 
Time is only a state of perception of the "World by our Five Senses . 

When the Neophyte attains the Higher Consciousness of Seership the activation 
of the Seven Ganglionic Centers , he rises above the illusion of Time, and for him ~ 
Bible says, 11There shall be Time no longer" (Rev.l0:6). 

Time is not an entity nor an element per se. Nor is Eternity merel y Time 
indefinitely prolonged. TL~e is only a mental concept rising from the consciousness 
of change in the phenomenal world; whereas Eternity is noumenal, changeless, extend­
ing neither into the past nor the future, and is, therefore, t he lmmP.aRn-rahle Present. 

In the initial stage of the develo~~ent of the Higher Consciousness , the seven 
psychic colors are seen, as we have said. In the next atage the astral sounds are 
heard. In the succeeding stages, sight and hearing blend into a single sense; and 
in the final stage, space and time vanish and Past arn Future disappear, as in 
dreams, and become the Eternal Present. 

For that man, there is nothing covered tha t shall not be revealed; and nothing 
bid that shall not be known (Mat.l0:26).
