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Chapter 1
HIDDEN LIFE OF JISUS
"Startling and shocking!"

Orthodox Christians, smug in their conceit, little know that
their Jesus is not what the literal statements in the Bible teach.

Was the gospel Jesus man or myth? Did he live as a man, or did

bhy does the Bible contain no dates as to his birth and death?
Why was the date of his birth not known nor fixed until 532 A.D.?
Ard why was December 25th selected as the date?

Why was it that the figuwre of a Lamb appeared on the Christian
Cross until 680 A.D., when the Sixth Ecumenical Council, held at
Constantinople in that year, ordained that, in place of a lamb, the
figure of a Man should be portrayed on the Cross?

By these facts of history, we learn when and at what pericd of
time the story of the alleged crucifixion of Chrisc was formulated.
We see that this story did not appear in the Bible wntil the year 680 A.D.

For sixteen hundred years the church. after it was fcunded in
325 A.D., has taught that Jesus was not only a man, a great man, the
greatest who ever lived, but that he was the Savior of Mankind, "and
washed us from our sins in his own blood” (Rev. 1:5).

It is strange that a man SO great should have ro history at all
outside of the New Testament. It appears the only reason why the
N. T. was written was to bring this Savior into being and give him
some senblance of history.

There is strong suggestion of the Mystery Drama in the II. T. In

the gospels the stage is set, Jesus appears, speaks his lines, and
makes his exit.

But no actor, no mythical man, and no actual man has ever affected
the world so profoundly as Jesus has.

Many pgreat men have lived, and many pages of history are devoted
to them, but none of these ever affected mankind so deeply as Jesus
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has, and yet he has no history except a brief story in the N. T.

Little is said of his birth and infancy. Then the gospels are silent and
no mention is made of Jesus except in the Luke, when he was 12 years old. After
that, the pospels are silent again until he is 30. Then for three short years

he preaches to a few thousand people in a small region around Galilee, and dis-
appears.

From all the evidence it is certain that Jesus was not a man. It is just
as certain that someone called Jesus was invented for a definite purpose,
and that such invention was the work of a great power with great wealth.

Only as such, with wealth and power back of him, could this character
called Jesus have affected the world so widely and so profoundly. That fact
we shall clearly show in this discussion of the MYSTERY MAN OF THE BIBLE.

The reader will be amazed to see how skilfully the Ancient Masters saved
their Secret Science of Life from destruction and preserved it, in symbol and
allegory, in the Fictitious Life of the Fabulous Christ Jesus.

Many despots and tyrants in the past had made vigorous efforts to crush
the Sacred Science into oblivion. Constantine the Great was determined to
have the job well done. He would invent a new religion, sell it to the people

of his vast empire, and by this means weaken and destroy the Ancient Aracne
Science.

But the Masters were toc clever to be outwitted by this Roman Tyrant. They
met him at his own game, and prepared the New Testament as he directed,--but
they skilfully wove into the life of the gospel Jesus the Secret of the Stars,

the Glory of the Sun, and the mysterious symbology of the Magic Wand of the
God Hermes or Mercury.

For the blind exoteric, Jesus was the Lord and Savior of Mankind; but for
the esoteric, he was the Symbol of Cosmic Principles and Spiritual Processes,
one of which is revealed in his being crucified between two thieves.

There was nothing new about that. The sacred scriptures of the Masters

always contained several meanings,--one intended for the masses, and the others
intended for the initiates and disciples.

For sixteen hundred years the church has made billions of dollars by giving
the world the exoteric message contained in the New Testament.

This work has been prepared to give the deceived reader the esoteric mes-
sage of the Masters contained in the Hidden Life of Christ Jesus.

WEW TESTAMENT CODE CRACKED

After resisting all attacks of the critics for sixteen hundred years, the
puzzling New Testament Code has at last been cracked.

The fact has at last been uncovered that the gospel Jesus was invented
for a specific purpose, but not for that purpose preached by
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the clergy.

The Masters made him appear to the exoteric as a man, while to
the esoteric he appears in the true form as definite--

Spirito-psycho-bio-physioiogicul processes of the body.

The Masters said, "as above, so below." They tauzht that the

?rocesses in the body of the averzge man are practically dormant
dead) in their most vital centers, and could be"resurrected™ by
certzin secret methods taught by them.

They never used the term "resurrecticn” to mean the return to
life of a dead body. It was used to indicate the re-activection of
what they termed the "dead spiritual centers of mén."

It was the church that first used the term "resurrection™ to
mean the return to life of a dead body. Daily experience proves that
to be false, No dead body ever returns to life.

The Masters said, In the "resurrection"™ (higher conscious state)
men do not marry but are (withcut carnal desire) as the angels in
heaven (Mat. 22:30), 2 subject we covered in The Red Dragon.

So the term "resurrection™ means the re-activaticn of the dormant
spirito-psychological centers of man, which causes his state of
Consciousness to be raisec, not from the dead, but from the dormant,
narrow limit of the common five senses to the higher state of Seven
(Seven Loaves), as are "the (consciousness) of the angels in heaven,"

The top secret of the Masters was their discovery of how to
"raise" man up from the Five Sense Plane to the rare Seven Sense
Plan; thus giving him the powers of Clairzudience and Clairvoyance,

when "there is nothing covered,that shall not be revealed; and nothing
hid, that shall not be known" (Mat. 10:20).

Chapter 2
CHRIST JESUS
‘lhen was Jesus born?
Matthew: #In the days of Herod" (2:1).
Luke: "hen Cyrenius was governor of Syris® (3:1-7).

Not one of the Evangelists gives the date of the birth of Jesus,

but nearly every biographer gives the date of his subject's birth,
Vhere do they get it?
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Matthew and Luke attempt to give the time approximestely. But
between these two attempts there is a discrepancy of at least ten
years; for Herod died 4 BC, while Cyrenius did not become governor
of Syria until 7 AD.,

Matthew clearly states that Jesus was born during the reign of
Herod. Luke states that Auzustus Caesar issued a decree that the
world should be taxed; that "this taxing was first made when Cyrenius

was governor cof 3yria,™ and that at the time of this taxing Jesus
was born.

According to latthew, Jesus was born at least five years before
the beginning of the Christian ara; according to Luke he was born at
lezst six years after the beginning of the Christian era,

At least ten different opinions regarding the year of the birth
of Jesus have bteen advanced by Christian scholars, Dodwell places
it in 6 BC., Chrysostom 5 BC,, Usher, whose opinion is most ccmmonly
received, 4 BC,, Irenzeus 3 BC.,, Jerome 2 BC,, Tertullian 1 BC. Some
modern authorities place it in 1 AD,, others in 2 AD., and still
others in 3 AD.; while those who accept Luke as infallible authority
must place it as late as 7 AD,

Matthew says that when the wise men visited Herod, he inquired
of them as to the time when the star first appeared which announced
the birth of Jesus.

When Herod determined to destroy Jesus and massacred the infants
of Bethlehem and the surrounding country, he slew those "from two
years old and under, according to the time which he had diligently
inquired of the wiss men," clearly indicating that Jesus was at this
time approximately two years old.

In attempting to reconcile Matthew's visit of the wise men to
Jesus at Bethlehem with the Luke narrative, which makes his stay there
less than six weeks, it has been assumed that this visit occurred
immediately after his birth, whereas, according to the Ifatthew, it
did not occur until about twe years after his birth.

Date of Birth

In what month and on what day of the month was Jesus born?

Not one of his many biographers is able to tell, Primitive
Christianity did nct know. The church was never able to determine

this. A hundred different opinions regarding it have been expressed
by Christian scholars.

What determined the selection of the date?

There was a double reason for it. In the first place, that
date had been observed from a hoary antiquity as an encient festival,
following the longest night of the winter solstice, and was called
"the Birthday of the Unconquerable Sun."

As we explained in the Ancient Sun God, at the time of the birth
of the Sun, the sign Virgo; the Virgin, is rising on the eastern angle
of the planisphere, Hence, all the Sun Gods are represented as being
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born of a Virgin,

Rpother fact is that all the Mothers have names which mean or
symbolize the sea, the Great Deep, thus: Mary, Maia, Maria, Meris,

Myrrh, Mariam, Maritala, etc, The names all begin with M, which is
also the symbol of the sign Virgo.

The fathers are all artisans of some kind,~--carpenters, smiths,
modellers, etc., indicating the active, creative power of the Sun,

focussing the ruling aspect of the Creative Force of the Cosmos upon
all Nature.

In all cases the birth takes place while the mother has been on
a journey, So the Luke has Joseph and Mary travel Mout of the city of

Nazareth, into Judes, unto the city of David, which is called Beth-
lehem™ (2:4).

astronomically, the great star Spica (arista) rises in the con-
stellaplon Virgo, which rules Bethlehem (the House of Bread), with her
companion Joseppe, in the constellation Bootes, and travels to a

pesition in the heavens corresponding to the journey from Nazareth
southward to Bethlehem,

Hence, the birth of the Sun Gods is announced by the appearance
of a great star. And they are always visited by the Vise Men of their
time who accord them divine honors and present gifts.

It was not until 532 AD that Dionysius Exigus, an Abbot and
Astronomer of Rome, was commissioned by the Roman Catholic Church to
fix the date of the birth of Jesus. then when December 25th was
decided on, the Armenians and Syrians accused the Roman Church of
Sun worship, because it adopted the date of the solar event--which

was also the birth-date of the Sun God Mithras, of Tammuz, and all the
other ancient Sun Gods,

So the doctrine of the Virgin Birth did not become a part of the
gospels until the middle of the sixth century. The Disciples never
mentioned it, and Paul, the greatest of the Apostles, never heard of it,

If Jesus had been born miraculously, 21l of Asia Minor would have

known of it, and the zncient literature would be filled with accounts
of it.

At the time of the winter solstice, after midnight on December
21, when the Sun has reached the lowest point of its descent into the
souther hemisphere and begun its upward journey, the whole ancient
world celebrated the birth of the New Year, and it is the same today.

On the first moment after midnight on December 24th, nearly all
of the ancient nations celebrated the accouchement of the "Queen of
Heaven" of the Celestial Virgin of the sphere, and the Sun GCod.

So it was an excellent scheme of the church to adopt and to cele-
brate on that day the birth of the physical Light-bringer in Nature,
the Sun, And as one old belief after another was draped round the
name of Jesus over the first five centuries of our era, so the
Christian religion grew up in the likeness of the old., The ancient
baliefs were hung on a new peg, called by different nemes, and the




educated people were quite familiar with the sourcee when they came.

The second reascn was, that at Rome the days from the 17th to the

23rd of December were devoted te unbridled merrymaking. These days
were called the Saturnalia.

The church was always anxious to meet half-way the "heathens,"
whom it had converted or was beginning to convert, by permitting
them to retain the feasts they were accustomed to, but giving them

a Christian dress, or attaching a new and Christian signification
to them.

Gibbon said: "The Raman Christians, ignorant of the real time
of the birth of Jesus, fixed the solemn festival on the 25th of

December, the winter solstice when the Pagsns usually celebrated the
birth of the Sun,"

What precludes the acceptance of this date?

Luke: At the time of his birth, "there were in the same country

sheperds abiding in the field, keeping watch over their flocks by
night" (2:8).

Shepherds did not abide in the field with their flocks at night
in mid-winter,.

The Rev. Cunningham Geikie said: "uUne knows how wretched even
Rome is in winter, and Palestine is much worse during hard weather,®

Dr, aAdem Clark wrote: "The nativity of Jesus in December should
be given up."

The inability of the Christians to determine the date of the

birth of Jesus is one of the strongest proofs of his non-existence
as a historical character,

Were the story of his miraculous birth and marvelous life true,
the date of his birth would have been preserved and would be today
the best suthenticated fact in history.

i/here was Jesus born?
Matthew and Luke: In Bethlehem of Judesa,

Aside from these accounts in Matthew and Luke as the nativity,
which are clearly of later origin than the remaining documents com-
posing the books and which many Christian scholars reject, there is

not one word in the four gospels to confirm the clazim thet Jesus was
born in Bethlehem,

Every statement in the four gospels, &s well as in the Acts,
concerning his nativity, is to the effect thet Jesus was born in
Nazareth of Galilee, He is never called Jesus of Bethlehem, but
always Jesus of Nazareth, Also, histories and encyclopedias state

that at the time of the nativity of Jesus there was no town nor city
called Nazareth.

Vhen Paul asked him who he was he answered: "I am Jesus of
Nazareth" (Acts 22:8). Y



It was said that many of the Jews rejected Jesus because he was
born in Galilee, and not in Bethlehem., "Others said, This is the
Christ. But some said, Shall Christ come out of Galilee, Hath not
the scriptures said, That Christ cometh out of the seed of David,
and out of the town of Bethlehem, where David was"?--Jn, 7:41, 42).

That the man Jesus, if he existed, was not born at Bethlehem is
affirmed by all critics. That he could not have been born at Naz-
areth is urged by many. Nazareth, it is asserted, did not exist a2t
thet time, Christian scholars admit that there is no proof of its

existence at the beginning of the Christian era outside of the New
Testament,

Philip said to Nathanzel, "l/e have found him of whom Moses,..and

the ?rophets did write, Jesus of Nazareth, the son of Joseph" (Jn.
1:45).

"Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life:
and they are they which testify of me" (Jn. 5:39).

The miraculous conception was in fulfillment of what prophecy?

Matthew: "iNow all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which
was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, Behold, a virgin shall

be with child, arfl shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his
name Emmanuel® (1:22, 23).

This is esteemed the "Gem of the Prophecies,' and appears in the
seventh chapter of Isaiah.

The facts are these: Rezin, king of Syria, and Pekah, king of
Israel, had declared war againstu Ahaz, king of Judah, God assured
khaz that they should not succeed, but that their own kingdoms should
be destroyed by the Assyrians.

To convince him of the truth of this, he requested Ahaz to de-
mand a sign., "But Ahaz said, I will not ask, neither will I tempt
the Lord...Therefore, the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold,
a virgin shall conceive, 2nd bear a son, and shall call his name
Emmanuel....Before the child shall know to refuse the evil, end

choose the good, the land that thou abhorrest shall be forsaken of
both her kings."

In the succeeding chapter the fulfillment of this prophecy is
recorded: "And I went unto the prophetess; and she conceived, 2nd
bare a son. Then said the Lord to me, Czll his name Mahersholsl-
hash-baz. For before the child shall have knowledge to cry, My
father, and my mother, the riches of Damascus (capital of Rezin's
kingdom) and the spoils of Samaria (capitel of Pekah's kingdom) shall
be tsken away before the king of Assyriz."

Rezin and Pekah were overthrown by the issyrians before 720 BC,
Thus the two kings whom Ahzz abhorred were out of the way.

By using the symbolical term "Emmanuel™ Isaiah assured them that
"God is with us," for that is the meaning of the name given to the
child, But [Mary's child was called Jesus as the Lord instructed
Joseph in his dream, and was never called Emmanuel,
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Isaiah's prophecy of the virgin birth was fulfilled during the
reign of fhaz, and had no reference to Jesus and his mother. The con-

clusion is that Matthew falsely applied the prophecy to the birth
of Jesus.

Virgin Birth

One of the most convincing proofs of Christ's divinity, with
many people, is the supposed fact that he was born of a virgin and
that his miraculous birth was foretold by a prophet seven hundred
years before the event occurred.

There is not a passage in the Jewish Scriptures declaring that a
child should be born of a virgin. The word translated "virgin" does
not mean a virgin in the accepted, literal sense of the term, and
that fact is stated in the Catholic Encyclopedia. It means a young
woman, whether married or not.

The whole passage is a mistranslation. The words rendered "a
virgin shall conceive and bear a son" should read, "A young woman
is with child &nd beareth a son,"

In this so-called prophecy there is not the remotest reference
to a miraculous conception and a virgin-born child.

Next to the preceding, the following is most frequently cited

as 2 llessianic prophecy: "The scepter shall not depart from Judah...
until Shiloh come" (Gen. xlix, 10).

If Shiloh refers to Jesus, the prophecy was not fulfilled., For
the scepter did depart from Judah 600 years before Jesus came,

But Shiloh did not refer to a llessiazh, nor to 2ny man, It was
the seat of the national sanctuary before it was removed to Jerusalem.

This so-czlled prophecy, like the preceding one, is another mis-
translation. The correct resding is as follows: nfhe preeminence
shall not depart from Judah so long as the people resort to Shiloh."

"For unto us 2 child is born, unto us a son is given; and the
government shall be upon his shoulder; and his name shall ke declered

Wonderful, Counsellor, The Ilighty God, the everlasting Father, the
Prince of Peace" (Isa. 9:6).

Prof, Cheyne, the highest authority on Isaiah, pronounces this
a forgery.

It is a self-evident forgery. No Jewish writer could have written
it. To have declared even the llessiah to be "The mighty God, the
everlasting Father" would have been the rankest hlasphemy, a crime
the punishment of which was death.

The 2lleged iMessisnic prophecies in the Bible are Christian and
not Jewish. Christian trenslators and exegetists have altered and

distorted the biblical passages and perverted their meaning to try
to meke them refer to Jesus.

Christian theologians pretend to recognize in the Uld Testament



two kinds of liessianic prophecies: (1) Upecific predictions con-
cerning Jesus which were literally fulfilled; and (2) Passages in
which the author refers to other persons or events, but which God,
without the author's knowledge, designed as types of Christ.

The fallaciousness of the former have been exposed--it having
been shown that there is not a text in the whole Jewish Scriptures

predicting the coming of Christ--they now rely chiefly upon the
latter to support their claims.

These "prophecies" are almost limitless; for a firm believer in
prophecy can, with & vivid imagination, teke almost any passage and
point out a fancied resemblance between the thing it refers to and
the thing he wants confirmed; apparently oblivious to the fact that
the passage is equally applicable to a thousand other things.

Had the Mormons accepted Joe Smith as a Messiah instead of a
prophet, they would have no laeck of prophecies to support their
claims; and by translating and revising the scriptures to suit their

views, as the church fathers aid, these prophecies would fit him as
well as they do the Christ.

House or Stable

Was Jesus born in a house or in a stable?

Matthew: "and when they were come into the house, they saw the
young child with Mary his mother® (2:2).

Luke: "And she brought forth her first born son, and wrapped
him in swaddling clothes, &nd laid him in & manger™® l2:7).

Luke's account concerning the place of Mary's accouchement has
been received, while that of lfatthew has been ignored.

Christ's birth in a barn and his death on the cross are the
lodestones that have attracted the sympathies of the world, and kept

him on the throne of Christendom; for sentiment rather than reason
dominates mankind,

Referring to the Luke story, the "Bible for Learners" says:

"Such is the well-known story of the birth of Jesus, one of the
most deeply significant of 211 the biblical legends. That it is only
a legend, without the smallest historical foundation, we must, of
course, adnit" (Vol. 3:pp.54).

Justin Martyr stetes that Jesus was born in a cave, and this
statement Farrar is disposed to accept: "Justin Martyr, the Apolqgist,
who, from his birth at Shechem, was familiar with Palestine, and who
lived less than a century after the time of our Lord, places the
scene of the nativity in a cave.

"This is, indeed, the ancient and constant tradition, both of
the eastern and western churches, and it is one of the few to which,

though unrecorded in the gospel history, we may attach a reasonzble
probability" (Life of Christ, p.3).
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In the Ancient Sun God we wrote: %All solar gods and.saviors
are represented as being born in a cave or a dungeon. This scene
symbolizes the darkness from which the Sun rises in the morning.

"As the Dawn springs fully armed from the forehead of the cloven
sky, so the eye first discerns the blue horizon of heazven as the
first faint arch of light gleams in the east, This &arch is sym~-
bolized by the Cave in which the infant is born.,"

Jesus was taken by Nazareth, Uhy? Matthew: %"That it might be

fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, He shall be called a
Nazarene" (2:23).

The Bible contains no such prophecy rleetwood admits that
"the words are not to be found" in "the prophetical writings,” and
Farrar says, "It is well known that no such passage occurs in any
extant prophecy" (Life of Christ, p.33).

The only passage to which the above cén refer is Judges xiii,>5.

Here the child referred to was not to be called a Nazarene, but a
Nazarite.

The suthor of the llatthew knew that ‘'"Nazarene™ and "Nazarite"
were no more synonymous than "Jew" and "priest."

A Nazarene was a native of Nazareth., A Nazarite was one con-
secrated to the service of the Lord, The author of the Matthew
likewise knew thet this Nazarite referred to in Judges was Sarpson.

John the Baptist is said to have been the person sent to announce
the mission of Christ, Vho was John the Baptist?

Jesus: "This is Elias, which was for to come" (llat. 11:14).

John: "And they asked him (John the Baptist), what then? Art
thou Elias? And he saith, I am not" (Jn. 1:21).

Here is a question of veracity between Jesus and John.

The Twelve Apostles

Twelve Apostles are named in the three synoptic gospels, but not
in the John, This important omission is admitted to be a grave
defect in the fourth gospel.

From the synoptic gospels the conclusion is inevitable that if

there was one disciple whom Jesus esteemed higher than the others,
it was Peter.

John, on the other hand, assuming that he wrote the fourth gospel
as claimed, takes frequent occasion to impress us with the idea that
he was the particular bright star in the Apostolic galaxy, Four
times (13:23; 19:26; 20:2; 21:20) he declares himself to be M"the
disciple whom Jesus loved,"

If John wrote the fourth gospel, this self-glorification proves
him to have been a despicable egotist; if he did not write it, then
the fourth gospel is a forgery. The first assumption, if correct,



impairs its credibility; the latter destroys its authenticity.
Chapter 3
LIFE OF APOLLONIUS

. If Jesus was a myth, who played the humanistic role assigned to
him in the gospels?

That great philosopher, mystic, and magacian, Apollonius of Tyana.

The church destroyed so thoroughly and so well all writings by
Apollonius and all writings regarding him, that what was written
about him by his beloved disciple, Damis, we can never know; for

even such portions of it which Philostratus used in his biography of
Apollonius have not been permitted to come down to us.

thile there is clear evidence of suppression more or-less con-
siderable in extent all through the work by Philostratus, there is a
gap of twenty yeers in the Life of apollonius by Philostratus which
covers the part of it during which he was more active and gained

most of his great renown as a prophet, preacher, medium and worker
of mirecles.

llost significant of all, this gap it is that covers nearly the

whole of what was celled the period of the teachings of Jesus, which
the Apostles later continuecd.

Had the Memories of the Life of apollonius be Damis, and the
biography of Apollonius by Philostratus, been permitted to come down
to us as they were written, there would not. today be & vestige of
Christian superstition in existence.

The one work has been entirely destroyed, and the other mutilated
in the most diabolical manner, in order to hold the human mind in
the thrall of a delusion that has prevented mankind from rising
above the plane of heartless selfishness, despairing ignorance,
grovelling debasement and inhumarn tyranny.

The leo-Platonist

Plotinus was a member of the school known as the leo-Platonic,
but which was also called the Eclectic,

The founder of this school was Ammonius The Peripathetic;but the
person who really furnished the materials for the school was Apol-
lonius; and all the ideas which that school gave forth under Potamon,
Ammonius Saccaes and Plotinus were gathered from the originals of the
school of the famous Hindu, Deva Bodhisatoua.

His writings were the foundation, combined with some Platonic
writings, which formed the whole of what the Eclectic school taught.

In the first place, the whole history of Jesus, so-called, was
started by that Hindu representing the life of Buddha, and after-
wards taught by Apollonius, who was the real Jesus of the New Testa-
ment, But that Hindu works were destroyed by the church.
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In other words, the original source of all that is called Chris-
tianity was the Scriptures of Buddhism, introduced into Asia HMinor
and Europe by Apollonius, and later modified by Amonius the Peri-
pathetic, Potamon, Amonius Saccas, and Plotinus himself.

Pope Gregorx VII, in the 1lth century, had destroyed the Library
of the Palatin Apollo, which conteined all the writings of the School
of Alexandria from the early part of the first to the middle of the
fourth century, the excuse offered being that he did not want the

clergy to have their minds diverted from their "holy" work by study-
ing heathen literature,

But the real reason was that there were recorded in that library

all the facts which would prove that no such person as Jesus of
Nazareth ever existed.

‘lho YYas Jesus

J. M. Roberts, 2 lawyer who was born in HMontgomery Ca, Penna.,
in 1821, was one man who appears to have dug deeper than any one

else in his efforts to discover the facts about Christianity znd
its Jesus,

In 1878 he founded his weekly journal titled Mind and Matter,
and in it he published from time to time his findings on the subject.
After his death in 1688, these findings were published in 1894 by

the OUriental Publishing Company, and the book of 608 pages of rather
small type was titled "Antiquity Unveiled."

This work shows that Apollonius of Tyana was the Jesus of the
gospels, the Paul of the Epistles, and the John of Revelation. But
the worﬁ failed to show that Jesus was also an actor, and played
many parts on the Stage of Life, as shown by Kenyon klamonti in his
great work of five volumes titled "Awsken the World Vithin."

Apollonius was born February 16, the year 2 A.D., of wealthy
parents, He was educated, until his 26th year, in general philosophy
and literature, and served six years under Euxenes of Heracleia,
learning the Fythagorian philosophy.

After acquiring all he could learn from the teachings of that
philosopher, he went to Antioch, and from there to Jerusalem.

Un account of some wonderful physical manifestaztions of spiritual
power taeking place thru his then young mediumship, which persons
living in Jerusa2lem hed heard of, his entrance to that city was
hailed, as it was alleged the entrance of Jesus was hailed, with
hosannas and songs of praise to one who came in the name of the
Lord., This took place when he was 33 years old.

Nine epistles were given to him by Phraotes of Taxila, between
Babylon and India, who was a satrap in those days. These epistles
contained all that is embraced in the present epistles claimed to
have been written by the biblical Paul.

Apollonius retired to the isle of Patmos, remaining there during
the years 69 and 70, and while there he copied and edited a Hindu
scroll that became the Book of Revelation in the New Testament.
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Danis

Damis, mentioned in the Bible, was the becloved disciple of

Apollonius, and wrote a biography of his Master which was destroyed
by the church fathers,

Damis was an Ephesian, born in the city which wes the chief seat
of the worship of the Great Diana of the Ephesizns,

Apollonius and Damis were both mediums, and in their presence

materielized spirits appeared, ‘/hen both were together, the spirit
manifestetions thet occurred were stronger.

Damis reports that Apollonius made two journeys to India, the
first about 36 AD and the last about 45 AD. un these journeys to
India he obtained extracts from the Hindu gospels.

The first attempt of Apollonius to introduce the religion of
Krishna in Western Asia was made shortly after his return from Indie,
et Nazarita, a small village near Gaza. He there formed a community
according to the Cymnosophic ideas and practices. The principle of
initiation is expressed in that famous text in the Bible where it
is said, "Thou art a priest after the order of Melchisedec."™ The
originai meaning of that was, "A priest 2fter the order of the Sun,"

It was also the Parsee worship and was derived from the "Golden
Rule™ of Hermes Trismegistus, whose writings contained the expression,
"Thou art a priest lMechel forever after the order of the Sun."

Damis wrote memoirs of Apollonius from 34 to 80 AD, and these

were mutilated by the Greek followers of Prometheus. Damis was
called Timotheus by the Thesalonians,

Apollonius was the founder of the Nazarite sect said Damis. The
word Nazarite meant to clear off the head bare.

In referring to the Essenes required the candidate to pass thru
two flezmes, one a bright one and the other a pzle one,

The reason that Josephus made no mention of Apollonius was due
to the fact that they were initiated in the secret order called the
"Sons of the no external relation to one another, so that if the
brethren of the order had occasion to favor one another, or afford

mutual protection in times of trouble and danger, their secret
relations should not be known.

Very little can be gleaned from biographical or historical sources
concerning Damis, and very little of that can be relied upon, on
account of the efforts that h:ve been mzde by the church to conceal

everything possible that was true in relation to Apollonius and his
Nazarite disciples.

Damis was a Greek historian, of Assyrien origin, He wrote in
the first century AD, and was an inhabitant of New Nineveh, He
joined Apollonius in that city, and accompanied him in his journeys.
He wrote an account of these in which he inserted the discourses and
prophecies of his Master, This work seems to have served as the
basis of the Life of Apollomius by Philostratus.
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Damis was a compenion of A pollonius during his first imprisonment
at Rome (AD 41), called by him his fellow laborer, Syneagos, in
Philemon, 24; see also Col., 4:14.

It is impossible now to judge how far the writings of Apollonius
came into the hands of Marcion and Lucian in their original shape.
Those two men being none other than Mark and Luke of the synoptical
gospels, It is equally impossible to know to what extent the latter
altered them before they fell into the hands of Eusebius of Caesarea,

the first Christian historian, and his contemporaries and coadjutors
of the Nicean Council.

It is enough to know that in spite of all this changing and
modifying by the priests of Prometheus, and the fathers of the church,
the Apollonian or Essenian Christosism of India is shown to pervade
it from beginningz to end, and theét there is nothing original or true
connected with it as a distinctive or original religion,

It seems certain that threcugh the testimony of Damis, we have
been taken to the source of Christianity, which we find to hzve been
India, and thet instead of its having any relation to Jesus of
Nazareth, it relates to the Hindu savior Krishna; and was taken to

the Roman empire by Apollonius about the same time when it is alleged
the mission of Jesus Christ began.

Father of Christiegnity

Who was the Father of Christianity? HMarcion (lf2rk). He began
the movement which led up to the founding of the Romén State Church.

He discovered at Antioch the so-called Pauline Epistles and took
them to Rome, where he revised, changed, distorted and interpolated

them to suit himself, for his own benefit and personal aggrandizement,
he said.

Being a scholer, and realizing that these epistles contained
facts not known to the world at large, he saw that they presented a
rare opportunity to offer them as his own and m2ke him great,

S50 he copied and edited the epistles from the originals by Apol~
lonius; and in order te disguise the identity of their real author,

he interpolated that description of Paul which was later copied by
Lucian (Luke),

The principal foundation of the epistles was the zodiac sign
Aries, the Ram or Lamb; and the early Christians worshipped a Lamb
on a cross insteed of a man, as previously stated,

S50 Marcion (Mark) was the first one to introduce these epistles
to public notice, which he did about 130 «.D,

Thus the epistles attributed to Paul by the church were actually
the epistles of Pol, Polos, Apollo, Apollonius, and were found by
Marcion at Antioch some thirty years after the death of Apollonius
about 102 A,D, HMarcion took them to Rome, and by their use he hoped
to become the head of a new religion by establishing a new canonical

scripture, The new religion was formed, but not until after his
death,
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The writings of Apollonius werc in the Samaritan tongue, and were
not available to the Greek and Latin scholars of that time., It re-
quired an educated Cappodocian, as Marcion was, to translate them

into the Greek and latin tongues, with both of which he was as
familiar as with his own.

The gospel of Marcion (Mark) is the originel from which the
church fethers fabricated the Matthew and the Luke.

b iEhere was a Gospel of Paul (Pol), and apollonius was the author
o .

This gospel was Apollonius' version of the Sanserit Gospel of
Jave Bodhisatoua, obtained by him at Singapore, and modified by him
in accordance with his own philosophic views.

It was this Buddhistic gospel of Apollonius that was still further
modified by Marcion in the gospel which he preached in Rome. And it

was still further modified some years leter, and labelled the Gospel
according to Luke,

In speaking of the loss or destruction of the evidence, Charles
B. Vaite wrote:

"Christianity has suffered no greater loss, than that of the
writings of Marcion, the great theological thinker of the second
century--the compiler of the first complete gospel--the collector of

the epistles of Paul--the editor and publisher of the first New Testa-
ment.

"/hile the elaborate work against him, written by Tertullian,
who called him a 'hound', has been preserved, and the work of
Cpiphenius, who bestowed upon hia the euphonius appellation of 'beast',
the writings of Marcion heve perished, except such &s are found in
the references and citations of his #dversaries, His works have
shared the common fate of those of the heretics of the second century,

none of which, in their origiral form, heve bheen permitted to ccme
down to us.

"Marcion was an educated men, and a profound thinker, &and no
relic of Christian antiquity, next to the epistles of Paul, would be
more valuable than his uritings., Being himself a collector of
gospel and New Testament manuscripts, his writings upon those sutjects

would forever set at rest the question as to whet gospels were then
in circulation,"--Ant, Unveiled, pp. 156.

Iucian (Luke)

Lucian (Luke) an educated Greek Satirist, received his description
of Paul from FHarcion; but was known to Lucian as Apollos in the
Greek and as Paulus in the Roman tongue.

It was understood by all scholars at the time he wrote, thet

his writings referred to the life, travels and mirecles of Apollonius,
the oracle of Vespasian.

He merely followed the statements of liarcion, although he knew
his statements were not correct, and never suspected that his de-
oy i




scription of apollonius would be seized upon by Christians in after
ages to perpetuate their fraud.

He was of a satirical disposition of mind, and it made no dif-
ference to him whether what he wrote was true or false. It was with
him as with subsegquent dramatic writers; and it mattered not what

events he sought to use, whether sacred or historical, so he could
make them suit his purposes.

Lucius of Cyrene

Lucius was one of the disciples of Apollonius, and had three
different names, owing to the different langueges in which it was
written-~Lucius, Lucas and Luke.

He was the writer or transcriber of the Life of Apollonius, as in-
dicated by Damis, who wes the beloved disciple of Apollonius, He
helped Damis to write all those epistles in the New Covenant.

Lucius is referred to at first as Lucius of Cyrene in Acts 13:1.
The second place he is referred to is in Rom, 16:21. He is also

referred to in Col, 4:14L as "Luke the beloved physicien,™ and in
¢hil. verse 24, as luccs,

There is not a version of what is zalled the ilew Testament that
is older than the latter half of the fourth, or the beginning of the

fifth century. If there were older versions of the K. T., what have
become of them?

It is evident that the oldest versions now extant were derived

from the older versions, but no one knows how closely they followed
the older versions from which they were copied.

A Dangerous DBook

Vle have mentioned the Life of apollonius by Philostratus, which
he wrote in the early part of the third century.

After the gospel Jesus was invented in 325 AD,, the first act
of the church fathers was to burn all writings they could find, es-
pecially those of the first three centuries, which mentioned Apol-
lonius as the great spiritual leader of the first century.

Thot is the reason why the ancient libraries were burned in-
cluding the famous Alexandrisn Library, which was burnt under the
edict of the Emperor Theodosius.

The chief Librarian, being warned of the plot, secretly removed
from the library some of the most valued writings and s2nt them to

the east for safety. Among these was the Life of Apollonius by
Philostratus.

From the burning of the Alexandrisn Library until the suppression
of Blount's first English translation of the Life of Apollonius, the
church had made every effort to destroy this work, but failed,

During the Dark Ages this work was preserved by the Arabs, and
was not introduced into Europe until eerly in the 16th century, when
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it was immediately put under ecclesiastical ban, with the result
that at this time, even among the well educated, there prevails in

the western world a general ignorance of the very existence of the
Creat Master of the first century,

The "Life of Apollonius™ was not permitted to be published in
Curope until 1501 AD,, when Aldus Ilanutins printed the first Latin
edition; and it was not until 1680 that Charles Blount mede the

first English translation of the first two of the eight manuscripts
viritten by Philostratus,

Blount's notes on what he translatecd raised such a storm, that
in 1693 the translation was condemned by the church and further
publication prohibited.

Concerning the effects of Blount's translation, F., A. Campbell
wrote:

"Fierce passions were let loose. Sermons, pamphlets, and volumes
descended upon Blount like firebzlls and hailstones, and his ad-

versaries did not rest until the church had forbidden him to publish
the remaining six manuscripts.M

So excited was the priesthood by the translation into the modern
tongues of Europe of the "Life of Apollonius™, thet it cast discretion

to the wind and floundered into the very bog from which it was their
chief aim to escape.

All that Blount said in his notes was to point out that we must
admit the truth of the apparent miracles of Apollonius as well as
those of the gospel Jesus, or, if the former were feclse, there was
less ground to believe in the latter.

It was not until 1809 thet Ldward Berwick made the first complete
English translation of the "Life of apollonius,™ The church burnt
the books so fast that in 1907 two London book shops of world-wide
reputetion searched and advertised in vain for & copy.

llodern encyclopedias give apollonius but a short parcgraph,
stating thst--

"The nerratives of his work are so full of the miraculous, that
many have regerded him as an imaginary character. The work of Philo-
stratus, composed at the instenee of Julia, wife of beverus, is
generally regarded 2s a religious work of fiction™ (Ency. érit.
vol. 1-2, p. 188).

Thus are we deceived -by our histories and our encyclopedias,

The Christians know thet encient histories contain numerous
accounts of Apollonius and his work but they do not so much as mention
the name of the gospel Jesus,

Apollonius did much of his preaching and teaching in Ephesus,
and there he was last seen on earth,

To make more certain the destructicn of his writings, and of all
memory and trace of Apollonius in and around Ephesus, history states
e




that "None of the ancient cities have been so completely destroyed
as was Ephesus.™

That is more evidence to show how greatly the church feared the
work and memory of the man whose life was used as that of the gospel

Jesus, and whose writings it used as the Pauline Epistles and the
Book of Revelation.

In his "Candid Vords to the Christians," Hierocles declared that
the history of Apollonius was the original of the stories of the
gospel Jesus which, with the epistles and other writings of Apol-
lonius (reinterpretin§ yet older writings), formed the basis of the

Christian (Kristosite) scriptures that were used to make the New
Testament.

This bold charge by Hierocles showed that the fraudulent work
of the church fathers had been discovered, and caused them to see the

urgent need of using every means at their command to conceal their
fraud.

So the writings of Hierocles were destroyed by Lusebius, and all
we know of them appears in the reply of Tusebius to the charge, from
which one can judge the nzture of the accusations Hierocles made.

Spirituel Visicn

Apollonius displayed the activity of the sixth and seventh sense
powers and the faculty of spiritual vision while preaching at Ephesus,
when the Roman tyrant Domitian was assassinated and saw the deed done,

At first his voice dropped as if were terrified, Then, with less
vigor, he continued to preach as one who, between statements, saw
glimpses of something foreign to his subject, Finally he lapsed into
silence, as one interrupted in his discourse,

Staring at the ground, he unconsciously advanced a few paces
from his pulpit, and cried: "Courage, Stephanus; smite the tyrant,™
not as one who derives from a mirror 2 faint image of the event, but
as one who sees it with his own eyes,

Then after a short pause, he continued: "Rejoice, my friends,
for the tyrant dies this day., Yea, the very moment in which I was
silent, he paid for his crimes., lie dies,"

The announcement was later confirmed by a messenger from Rome,

At another time, while sailing up the Nile from Alexandria to

the very confines of Ethiopiz, they met a bark steered by a youth
named Timaison.,

Apollonius asked the boy to give some account of his life, but
Timaison blushed and said nothing. Then Apollonius, by the power

of his sixth and seventh sense faculties, told his disciples the
whole life history of the boy,

The youth, greatly amazed, confessed that it was true.
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Chapter L
CUNSTANTINE THE GREAT

From Julius Caesar down to Constantine, the Romans had permitted

thg conquered countries to follow their religions and worship their
gods.

.T@is course continued until the time came when the discordant
religicus waves of the east and the west met with a riot at Rome,

The bishops of the Kristosites (so-called Christiens) of the east
‘became worr;ed by the increasing weves of doubt that flowed in upon
their teachings from the Hesusites of the west.

By the end of the year 324 Ay the conflict and confusion had be-

come so intense and dangerous that something had to be done for the
good of the Empire,

When Constantine had gained the throne of the Czesars, this was
the religious state of his Empire. He saw that he had to take

vigorous action to bring a more stable peace to his subjects in order
to make his vast Empire safer,

The correct details of this strife 2nd struggle have not been
permitted to come down to us., They have been kept out of history
books and encyclopedias. They were well known at the time, and were
explained in the writings of Bunomius. That is the reason why his

writings were not only destroyed, but also those of the Christian
writers who attempted tc aunswer him,

Two hunared long years after the Nicene convention, which wve
shall soon describe, the church so greatly feared the light of truth,
that it uould not afford to have the knowledge of Eunomius even
remotely known. So by decree, the priestly rulers of Rome, ever the

cowards of light? sought teo destroy forever all trace of the terrible
secret revesled in his writings.

That damsging evidence was the fact that the Roman Catholic
Church is a monstrous sacerdotal fraud, a blighting bequest of the
Roman Lmpire to the world, invented in & politico-religious con=-
vention, and forced upon the people by the combined power of the
political and priestly rulers of that mighty nation.

tlhen politics and religion are joined, the object is greater
control of the masses.

Those selfish servants of fraud did not dream that truth cannot
be concealed forever, and thet in spite of their efforts to hide
their fraudulent work and silence all opposition, the time would
come when archeologists would dig from ancient ruins that evidence

which would expose their black villainy to the eyes of an amazed
world.

Justice may slumber long, but it always awakes, and retribution
follows.,

Truth mey be buried ever so deeply beneath the ruins and dust




of the ages, but the time always comes when its penetrating light
bursts forth with resistless power, striking terror to the hearts
of its enemies and oppressors.

The real controversy which the Council of Nicea sought to settle,
was whether the Hindu Kristos of the east should prevail over the

Druidic Hesus of the west, or both be recognized &nd worshipped
accordingly.

That is the secret reason why no record was kept of the dark
proceedings and fierce debates of that first and most memorable
Christian council.

It has ever been a puzzle to Christian authors and critics why
no publie record was preserved of the details and action of that
council,

It is certain that such a record was made; but for good reasons
the church never allowed the light of day to strike it, In the
musty vaults of the Vatican, along with other forbidden records of
ancient religions, it sleeps in quiet repose.

First Council of Nicea

Constantine first tried the policy of conciliating the subjects

of the western provinces by adopting their god Hesus as well as the
god Kristos of the east,

That policy failed and the controversy grew so dangerous between
the religious factions, that Constantine was constrained to summon
the leaders of the various sects to meet in council at Nicea, where
and when he would submit for consideration his pet scheme of adopting
the gods of both the eastern and western sects, uniting them in one
god to be known as Hesus Kristos, and the new god to teake the place
and combine the characteristics of both gods.

The Great Religious Council, called by Constantine was convened
at the city of Nicea, in the Roman province of Bithyania, a country
in Asia Minor, It was considered safer for the scheme not to have

the convention anywhere near Rome, nor to have the people know any-
thing of its real purpose,

Socrates Scholasticus says that the council was convened on the
20th day of May, A.D. 325, and it seems to have been terminated on

August 25th; but some say the struggle was so fierce that it lasted
into September,

We are told that some 1800 bishops were present, and Sabinus,
bishop of Heraclea, stated in a letter to a friend that, with the
exception of Constantine and Eusebius, the 300 bishops who finzlly
voted to support the motion to join the names of the two gods were

"a set of illiterate, simple creatures, who understood nothing much,"
to quote his words.

And it was by these ignorant prelates, subject to every kind of
motive, such as fear of being called heretics, desire to agree with
the powerful Emperor and win his favor, anxiety to bring the lengthy
proceedings to a close, who, simply by their votes, decided under
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duress on the name of the New God who would represent the New Religion
(Rhys, p.67).

Eusebius Pamphilus, of Caesarea, the first and principal orator
at the council, had the first seat on the right hand,and in the name
of the whole synod addressed Constantine, who sat in a golden chair,

Upon the formulation then and there of the Christian creed, which
up to that day hed no existence whatsoever, the whole work of Chris-
tiandom from that time on, was to destroy, to conceal, to oppose,
everything which did not agree with that false, impious, and infamous

sacerdotal prescription, engen ered in falsehood, sustained by fraud,
and propagated by lies.

There was no alternative,

It meant death to refuse to embrace
that Christian creed,

Under the vigorous leadership of Eusebius, ably assistcted by
Aphanasius, who was made bishop of Alexandria the following year for
his strong support of Constantine's scheme, the assembled bishops,

afﬁer a fierce and bitter debate, finally voted to adopt Constantine's
scheme,

Uf the 1800 bishops present, only 300 supported the fraud on the
first vote, This made Constantine and Busebius furious.

The leader of the opposition was one Arius, His facticn drew up
a declaration of their objections and presented it to the Council.
As it opposed Constantine's scheme, his supporters promptly tore it
to pieces, and declared it to be spurious and false,

So great was the uproar raised in this "holy"™ Christian con-
vention, and so bitter and black were the reproaches cest upon the

Arian faction, that Constantine had to call his Roman guards to
restore any semblance of order.

Then with the support of Constantine #nd his armed guards, his
Faction all steood up and excommunicated Arius and all his followers
on the spot, They were ordered from the meeting, and marched from

the hall by the armed guards, Then by edict-of éonstantine, Arius
was sent into exile.

This trick is as old as man, and has ruled all conventions and
always will, Concentration camps in Europe and Asia have always been
filled with political and religious prisoners, Smzall minorities in
conventions create our governmental and religious systems. The
people have no choice but to accept what these minority groups invent.

After Arius snd his 1500 followers had been driven from the con-
vention, Constentine's scheme was again presented to the 300 bishops

who supported it in the first insteant, and it was given unanimous
support.

And that is the way the Christian world got its Christ Jesus,

%he savioy of mankind vho "“"washed us from our sins in his own blood"
Rev, 1:5).

Thus was instituted the wholesale destruction of all literature




that bore upon the subjects of theology and history from the earliest
times down to 325 AD,

The fragmentary manner in which any part of the literature of
that period has been permitted to come down to us shows, that it
must have contained much that was inconsistent with and damaging to
the Christian cause; and the church, from the time of Constantine
until the 16th century, monopolized the literature of the werld,
both sacred and profane,

It is this concatenation of corrupted and falsified ancient
literature that is piously called by the church, "The Holy Scriptures
of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ."

Falsification

In line with the reguler practice of the church, the subject of
the Arius controversy was falsified in Christian history, as well as
all other facts that expose the frauds of the church.

According to such history of this controversy as the church
fathers have prepared for us, "this impious opinion of Arius should
be anathematized, with all the blasphemous expressions he has uttered,
in affirming that--

"The son of God (Jesus Christ) sprang from nothing, and that
there was a time when he was not; saying, moreover, that the son of
God was possessed of free-will, so as to be capable either of vice
or virtue; and call him a creature and a wori,"--Dead Dudley, p.73.

Very clever; very deceptive and misleading. The facts are, that
the Arian and Athanasian controversy was a fight over the combining
of the names Hesus and Kristos. These facts do not appear in the
history that Christianity has permitted to survive.

"This impious men" (Arius), says Christian history, "having thus
been expelled from the church (with 1500 of his followers}), a con=-
fession of faith, which is received to this day, was drawn up by
unanimous consent; and, as soon as it was signed, the Council was
dissolved" (Dudley).

"Most of the bishops who signed," says one writer, "did not con-
sent to it in sincerity, but only in appearance." They had seen what
happened to Arius and his followers, and had no desire to suffer a
similar fate, So they signed and went home,

Caracalla, bishop of Nicomedia, privately declared that he did
not believe there were half a dozen bishops present who believed in
the doctrines and dogmas there formulated. He said that it was then
and there agreed anong the bishops who signed the creed, to destroy
all writings that threw any light upon the fraudulent origin of
Christienity. But the writings were not destroyed. They are in the
dusty, moldy files of the Vatican at Rome.

Constantine solemnly confirmed the Nicene Creed as soon as it
was signed, and he threatened with exile all who would not sub-
scribe to 1it.
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At the conclusion of the council, he raised all decrees of the
assembly to the status of Laws of the Empire; declared them to be
"aivinely inspired"; and in several edicts, still partially extant,

he commanded that they should be most faithfully observed by all his
subjects (Dudley, pp.l07).

Thus.was born the Jesus Christ of the N. T, Thus was produced!
by M™unanimous consent," that "confession of Christian faith which is
received to this day," Thus was perpetrated one of the most colossal

frauds and deceptions in the annals of history, Thus did Constantine
force Christianity upon the world.,

The promoters of Christianity were careful to destroy everything
relating to the Druidical and Hindu religions, and their gods Hesus
and Kristos; while every effort was made by succeeding popes and
emperors, after Constantine, tc destroy all evidence as to the origin
of Christianity end its Jesus Christ.

Dr. Westcott calls the first three centuries the "dark age of

Christian literature," so scant are its remains. The facts are, there
was no such literature,

During the dark ages, when the church was in power, research
workers in the ruins of the past had to contend with serious oppo-
sition of the priesthood in everything that would throw any light
on the origin of Christianity and its Jesus Christ, If they found
anything, they did not dare to publish it on penalty of death.

When it became safe to do so, Rabbi Wise went to Jerusalem for
the purpose of learning whether the gospel account of Christ's trial
before Pilate was true, The learned docter searched thru the old
records of Pilate's court, which are preserved by the state author-
ities, for the trial of Jesus, but found nothing about it on record.

This is the menner in which XKristosism became Catholicism to
settle a dangerous religious dispute.

The wars in those days had for their chief object the establish-
ment of one religion over another. Religious hatred was bitter and
intense. Ve get an illustration of this in modern political wars.
It's all the same, whether religion or politics,

This is the revelation of the mystery that has puzzled the world
for 1600 years, This is the secret story of the fraudulent menner
in which the gospel Jesus came into being so long after the scriptures
were written that were used to compile the N. T., that the name had
to be interpolated wherever it appears; while the four gospels did
not appear in their present form until after the 4th century. Even
then the fraudulent scheme of revising the gospels continued until
it was ended by the art of printing.

The neme Jesus Christ unknown until after the Nicene council in
325. It appeared in no writings until that time. Farrer, in his
life of Christ, is forced to concede and deplore the dearth of evi-
dence as to the subject of his pen. He observes:

"It is little short of amazing that neither history nor tradition
should have embalmed for us one certain or precious saying or circum-
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stance in the life of che Savior of mankind, except the comparatively
few events recorded in the four very brief biographies.™

Jesus was habitually called "Jesus of Nazareth," according to the
gospels. This leaves the impression that Nazareth of Galilee was
the hone of Jesus. The synoptic gospels represent that thirty years
of his life were spent there. But according to history, there was no
city nor village of Nazareth in that age. The Encyclopedia Eiblica,

written by theologians, the best bibliczl reference work in the
English language, states:

"We cannot perhaps venture to assert positively that there was a
city of Nazareth in the time of Jesus."

The compilers of the gospels did not xnow their geography &nd
were strangers to the land about which they wrote, The fourth gospel
says thet Bethsaida was in Calilee (Jn. 12:21). According to history,
there wzs no such town in that district and never was. Bethsaida

was on the east side of the sea of Tiberias, whereas Galilee was on
the west side of that sea.

according to the gospels, John was born at Bethsaida; but the

fourth gospel shows thet he doesn't know the geographical location
of his own birth-place.

The Greeks changed the name Kristos to Christos, and the Romans

changed the name Hesus to Jesus, vhile the English changed Christos
to Christ.

Behind the falsified canonical accounts of the gospel Jesus
Christ lies & lurid background of history in which such accounts are
cleverly designed to conceal and distort.

Those who confine their research to the N. T, and to such history
as the Christians have prepered for the public, cannot be expected

to understand the peculier conditions and antecedents that gave to
the world Christianity and its Jesus Christ.

Furthermore, true history is seldom found. That is especially
so with reference, to any account of the religious world prepared by
Christians, DNo dependence can be put in any of it, For it is all
designed to mislead and deceive,

Chapter 5
HESUS KRISTuS

In the religion that came from the east, the most prominent god
was Krishna, Kristos, Cristos, Christos.

Apollonius spent some years in India studying the scriptures of
their god, and took copies of these back with him when he returned
to Antioch, where he came regarded as "an eloquent men, and mighty

in the scriptures" (Acts 18:24), and where he taught the doctrines
of the Hindu god.

In the religion of the Druids to the west of Rome, the leading
god was known as Hesus, or Hesous, or Iseous, a word which, traced to
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its source, came from "Nous," meaning Mind or Intelligence, first of

the Eons, beginning of all things, first revelation of the Divinity,
or "Only Begotten" (Pike, p.560§.

The Celtic Druids, wrote Godfrey Higgins, "were the priests of
oriental colonies who emigrated from India," They were "the builders

of stonehange or Carnac, and of other Cycopean worke, in Asia and
Europe."

Kristos is a name derived from Kris, meaning the orb of the Sun.
Krishna or Kristos was the Hindu Son God., In the ceremonies of the
Indian Mysteries, Kristos was the incainate spirit of the Hindu God
Brahm, who in the course of time became the Chaldean Ab-Ram of the

Jewish scriptures (Gen, 11:27), the same signifying Father Brahm
or Father God.

The Druidical ceremonies came from Indiz; and the Druids were

originally Buddhists. They worshipped the 3un (XKris) under the name
of Hesus,

Apollonius is mentioned in the Bible as &?Ollos, "an eloquent
men, and mighty in the scriptures (Acts 18:24), The statement that
he was a Jew, born at alexandria, is another falsehood used to con-
ceal his reai identity. As he was destined to becocme the Jesus of
the Bible because of his extrezordinary work in religion, his true
identity was carefully ccncealed,

Apollonius brought the Hindu religion into the Roman provinces
to the east of Rome., He was known also by 2 name that meant the
Son of Apollo--Apollo in turn meaning the Sun, the same as Kris,

The name Apollo means the same as Sol, Saul (Acts 7:58), and was

frequently abbreviated into Pol, Paul, PFolos, Paulus. He is the Paul
of the Bible,

In the Acts, these names are changed in the spelling to suit the
purpose of the author, and to conceal the fact that they were of
the same meaning, and related to Apollonius, the greatest propagator
of the Hindu religion in Rome in the first century AD; and beyond
all question the author, expounder, and advocate of the Hindu theology
set forth in the New Testament, no part of which ever had the re=-
motest relation to any Jew or ﬁebrew theology,

S0 careful were the politico-religicus founders of orthodox
Christianity to conceal everything relating to Hesus of the Druids,
that little mention of him can be found, and that little is con-
tained in that valuable bock, "The Celtic Druids," by Godfrey Higgins

(London, 1826) Under the heaé, "The Druids Adored the Cross,™ he
wrote:

"Having shown that the Cross was in common use in all religions
long before the time of Christ, by the continental neticns of the
world, it is only necessary now to show thet it was equally in use
by the Celtic Druids in Britain and Irelend, in order to overthrow
the arguments used to show certain monuments as being of Christian

origin from the circumstances alone of their bearing the figure of
a Cross.
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"Shedius, in his treatise "De Mor, Germ." 24, speaking of the
Druids, confirms all I have said on this head., fie wrote thet the
Druids seek studiously for an oak tree, large and handsome, growing
up with two principal arms, in the form of a Cross, beside the main
stem upright., If the two horizontal arms are not sufficiently
adapted to the figure, they fasten a cross-beam to it.

"This tree they consecrate in this manner: Upon the right branch
they cut in the bark the word, Hesus; upon the center or upright
stem, the word, Taramis; upon the left branch, Belenus; over this,
2bove the going off of the arms, they cut the name of God, Thau
(the Mark of Ezek. 9:4); under all, the same repeated Thau,

"This tree so inscribed, they make their kebla, in the grove
cathedral, or summer church, toward which they direct their faces in
the offices of religion, as to the amber stone or the cove in the
temple of Abury; like as the Christisns do to any symbol or picture
at the Altar® (Antiquity Unveiled, p.372).

llhen the church fathers made this discovery, they interpolated in
Deut. 21:23, "For he thet is hanged (on a tree) is accursed of God,"

then interpolated in Gal, 3:13, "For it is written, Cursed is every
one that hangeth on & tree,™

Here the evidence is preserved and rendered plain that the Druids
of Gaul, Germcny, 3Britein, Irelard and Scandinsvia had a trinity,
of which Thau (Thoth of the pre-Egyptiens) was the supreme God,
Hesus the human executor of the will of the first, and Belenus, the

solar light and heat thru which all life was believed to have origi-
nated and to be preserved.

These were the thres perscnificatioas of the Trinity. Hesus in
the trinity occupied the same position snd represented the same
theological function as the Kristos of the Rindu trinity.

Furthermore, the Druidic Hesus was connected with and attached
to a natural, not an artificial, Cross, and that much nearsr were
the Druids to the worship of the true God, the God of Nature, than

the Christian idolators who bow in adoration before the carved
crucifix,

According to tradition, the Druidic Hesus and the Hindu seriptures
reached Harseilles about 800 BC, being taken there by the Fhoenicians,
who visited and traded in that region, and carried their religion
with them, The name of their god, Hesus, was derived from the word
Hes, meaning fire, fire-god, or sun-god, the Son of God.

The doctrines of Hesusism were propagated among the nations west
of Rome, It was not until 1500 years later, about 700 aAD, that
Kristosism was introduced there by the Christizn priesthood, and
then it was resisted even by resort to arms.

Hesusism had gained great ascendency and had some of the finest

schools in Gaul, Germany, Britain, and Ireland, and it was ardently
taught by St, Patrick and others.

The group that appropricted the Druidic god Hesus under the name
of Hesus Christos, sought diligegtly to conceal the facts by de-
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gtroying the evidence as to the source oif their spurious deity Jesus
hrist,

Chapter 8
NEW TESTAMENT

After the Nicene Council had established the Roman Catholic
Church and invented its god, Hesus Kristos (Jesus Christ), suitable

1it§r3ture to support the new religion and its new god was urgently
needed,

So Eusebius went into action, znd collected such writings as
were available that could be revised, distorted and made to fit into
the Christian scheme. These writings were those of Apollonius.

There is much mystery as to how the writings of this extraordinary
teacher became available for use in the Christian scheme., It was
due to the sly plagiarism of one Marcion (Marcus, Phil, 1:24), the

Mark of the second gospel, a native of Cappadocia, the country of
Apollonius.

Apollonius, the greatest oracle and philosopher of the Roman
Empire, never made public his translations of the Hindu scriptures
received by him while in India, He wrote them in the Samaritan

tongue, and they were not available to Greek ard Latin scholars of
the time .

The great city of Antioch, built about 30C BC, was the capital
of the Greek kingdom of Syria, and long the chief city of Asia Minor.
Here Apollonius spent much time preaching the gospel of Chrishna

the Hindu savior. This is how the N, T. composers in 325 AD tola
the story:

"Then departed Barnabas (real name Damis, disciple of Apollonius)
to Tarsus, for to seek Szul (Apollonius); and when he found him, he
brought him into Antioch. And it ceme to pass, thet a whole year
they assembled themselves with the church, and taught much people.

And thee?isciples were called Christiens first in Antioch" ?Acts
11:25,26).

Marcion was a scholar and a thinker. He was an influential
Cappadocian, whose native tongue was the Uzmaritan. He went to
Antioch after the great Apollonius had been dead about twenty years.
and there found his valuzble manuscripts, which Apollonius had never
made public, Being an educated man, llarcion saw that the writings
contained rare secrets of Nature and Creation unknown to the world

at large, and he regarded this a grand opportunity to become great
at the expense of another man, now dead.

So Marcion secretly appropriated the writings of Apollonius, and
altered and interpolated them to suit this purpose, and thus became
the actual Father of the New Testament.

To conceal the source of the writings, and to hide his own
identity, Marcion interpolated that descriﬁtion of Paul (Apollonius)
which was later copied by Lucian (Luke). e translated the writings
into Greek and lLatin, with both of which he wasas familizr as with

.




his own, then took them to Rome and introduced them to public notice

for his own benefit and aggrandizement. This happened somewhere
between 130 and 150 AD.

Of course the names of Jesus, Jesus Christ, or Jesus the Christ
did not appear in these writings until later inserted therein by
Eusebius and his assistants after 324 AD. Before that, in those
writings, which originally came from India, appeared the neme of
the lindu god and savior, Chrishna,

It is a matter of history that the people of the Antioch area
worshipped Christos, the Hindu Savior, and sang hymns to him, Fliny
wrote about the people "singing hymns to Christos.™

This Chrishna became Christ, and the Christosites became Chris-
tians, The change in the words was so slight &s to attract no

unusual attention, Thet easily was the terrible fraud perpetrated
by the priesthood,

Hormisdas admitted that as late as 525 aD the writings of Marcion
were still in existence; that they were copies of the writings of
Apollonius, and that he helped to destroy them.

Charles B. ‘/aite, in his "History of the Christian Religion to
AD 200", showed beyond all question of doubt that the author of
Marcion's gospel, the Mark, Luke and Pauline Epistles, was one and
the same person. He declared that from these writings, the New
Testament was fabricated by Christian plagiarists.

Some of Marcion's writings appear in the present Mark gospel, in
which there is no reference to the virgin birth, and Christ (Chrishna)
appears only as a singularly gifted magician. The last twelve verses

of the last chapter of this gospel were added by Eusebius and his
assistants, or at a later time,

The Matthew which, in its original form, was copied from the Mark,
said nothing unusual about the birth of Christ. The first two chap-
ters are an afterthought. This gospel originally began with the
3rd chapter, in a2 tone similar to the [Mark. Eusebius &nd his helpers
prefaced it with one of the two genezlogies of Jesus, Then they
added a short sccount of how Jesus was bern (1:18-25). Lastly, they

added the legends of chapter 2, which was copied from those of
Chrishna.

It is not known who wrote the Matthew, nor when the work was
accredited to Matthew. In its original form it was hesded as the woxk
of Mathieuo, who was said to be the principle disciple of Deva
Bodhistaous, a Buddist prophet. But Mathieuo was not the name of a
man, It is a compound word thet means the following: "Ma" means
spirit as it exists in the body; "thieu" is analogous to the Greek
"theus™; and "O" is the eternal Circle that symbolized God in the

encient religion, The word Mathieuo means the Spirit of God working
in a ecircle.

The church fathers changed iflathieuo to I'atthew, then made it
falsely appear that this was a men Jesus saw sitting at the receipt
of custom; "snd he saith unto him, Follow me., And he arose, and
followed him" (Mat. 9:9).
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Lucian, a Greek scholar and satirist, wrote the Luke gospel, but
not as it appesrs in the N.T,

Lucian wrote a fable, and said so,

He did not weave it around
the gospel Jesus.

For in his day this mythicel character was unknown,

When Lucian addressed his epistle to Theophilus, to tell him "the
certainty of those things, wherein thou hast been instructed," he had

in mind had been preached by the greatest philosopher and theologian
of the first century--Apollonius of Tyana.

Demas was the beloved disciple of Apollonius, @nd is mentioned in

Col. 3:13, and Philemon 1:24., Lucius of Cyrene {Acts 13:1), was his
secretary.,

To him Demas dictated a long account of his Master's life, travels
and teachings, which Lucius transcribed., He also helped Demas write
practically all of the epistles of the N.T

L ]

Lucius Apuleius, a philosopher and follower of Lucian, stated
that in his day the belief was general that apollonius was a rein-
carnation of Gautema Buddha, and that specizl efforts were made by
the followers of Apollonius to promulgate his teschings, as they con-
tained all that scholars considered good and useful in all religions
and philosophies, then known, Their purpose was to promulgate a
religion of peace among men, and their course was ably followed by
Potamon, Ammonius Saccas, Plotinus, and others, He said that the
mythical gods of his day, such as Jupiter, Orpheus, Apollo, etc.,
were but substitutes for Hesus, Chrishna, Buddha, Osiris, etc.

Apuleius furnishes the key that unlocks the mysteries that
attended what has been called the "Christianity" of the first three
centuries of this era. It was the effort mzde by the followers of
Apollonius to spread his teachings, as they contained all they con-
sidered good and useful in all religions and philosophies then known.
And his teachings were based on those of the Hindu Masters as con-
tained in their "Code of the Initiated.,"

It is a revelation to learn that Apollonius was regarded as a
reincarnation of Gautama Buddha. This discloses the secret of his
visit to the Masters in the ™Mountains of the Wise," and the dis-
tinguished honors conferred upon him by the Buddhist Masters.

This is the remarkable man whose extraordinary teachings Lucian
had in mind when he addressed to Theophilus his epistle which was
destined to become the third gospel of the N,T., To him, Apollonius
was known as Apollos in the Greek tongue, and as Paulus in the Roman;
and it was understood by all scholars of the time, that he was re-

lating, in fabulous form, the life, travels end miracles of Apol-
lonius.

Lucian knew that many of his statements were not factual truths,
and admitted it. But that made little difference to him, for he was

engaged in writing a fable to mazke even greater the great work of a
great man,

We do that today in the case of George Washington, hbraham
Lincoln, and our other heroes,
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Like dramatic and poetic authors, he exaggerated and used events
that suited his purpose, such as raising the dead, etc., regardless

of whether true or false., For those who could not raise the dead
were not gods.

Lucian attempted to justify his work by asserting that all men
are selfish, so far as securing the necessities and comforts of life
are concerned, and in gaining prominence over their fellowman. That
has been done in all ages, and always will be., "In fact," said he,
"that is not so bad a quaiity of humén nature as some might imagine.

To attain prosperity and avoid adversity is a necessary incentive to
humen effort." He was a practical man,

Lucizn further said that, by comparing notes with Grecian, Roman,
Samarltan and other authors, it was found that one and the sane fable
ran through the religious systems of 2ll nations--as to their gods
being born of virgins, The idea became so prevalent that laws were
enacted to the effect that death would be imposed upon women who
claimed to have been overshadowed or impregneted by God or the gods.

So Lucian followed the regular path of other authors and made his
god the son of a virgin.

Gods and virgin mothers, divine sons and stable births, persecut-
ing monarchs, angelic annunciations and foster-fathers, appear in
the scriptures of all ancient religions, There are scores of legends
of the miraculous birth of gods, demi-gods, and heroes in the ancient

world. It was so common as to be & prerequisite condition to bring
the hero within the scope of the god realm,

When Lucien wove his fable around a mythiczl god, he believed
rationazl men were sufficiently intelligent to know that he was re-
lating a fabulous tale 2nd not a factual one, He did not pretend to

be writing the "word" of God, but was simply relating an allegory to
attract public attention.

Nor can we blame him bhecause we are such suckers as to swallow

his feble as the "word" of God, and upon it bzse our hope of a future
life.

Long after he was dead, the scheming forgers distorted his fable
and interpolated the name of their mythical god in the place of his,
then tock the sword in one hand and his fable in the other, and to
the people said, Swallow this dose as the "word" of God--or die!

The fables of all gods are the same. That of Chrishna resembles
that of the gospel Christ so exactly, that an early Christian
missionary, to India was astounded to make this discovery, and ex-
pressed the opinion that most parts of the Chrishna and Christ legends
came from a common source. That is zbsolutely correct.

The tragedy comes when the church and state join hands and, on
penalty of deesth, make their subjects and slaves swallow as factual
truth these ancient fables, traditions and legends of these mythical
gods, Then the church authorities scare these subjects and slaves
into believing these fables by publishing such wild statements as
that of the Bishop of Manchester, England, who wrote:
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"The very foundation of our faith, the very basis of our hopes!
the very deerest of our consolaticns are taken from us, when one line
of that sacred volume (bible), on which we base everything, is shown
to be untruthful and untrustworthy® (Bible Myths, p.l1l7).

The first three books of the MN. T. are called the synoptic gospels
because so closely related in language. Much of their lenguage is
almost identical, regardless of their contradictions, showing that
they are largely copied from the same document,

The Mark is the shortest, the simplest, and the oldest of the
four. It has no prologue, like the John, no preface, like the Luke,
and no story of the infancy, &s have the Matthew and the Luke,

"It is impossible to pass from the synoptic gospels,™ writes the
Rev, B.F. Westcott, "to the fourth without feeling that the tran-
sition involves the passage from one world of thought to another. No
familiarity with the general teachings of the gospels, no wide con-
ception of the character of Jesus, is sufficient to destroy the

great contrast thzt exists in form and spirit between the fourth and
the three preceding gospels.™

When the forging compilers of the N.T. said that the Lth gospel
and the Revelation were written by the same man, they had the evi-
dence to prove this to be 2 fzct, EBut they knew they were lying when
they said thzt man was John, the disciple whom Jesus loved (Jn.20:2).

The fourth gospel and the Revelation are the work of a scholar,
a philosopher, a lMester; whereas both Peter and John are definitely
described as ™unlearned and ignorant men" (Acts 4:13). This fact
is confirmed by the statement that they were "fishers" (Mar,,:18,21).

Such men are not noted for learning and wisdom; otherwise they would
not be "fishers."

The internal evidence of the gospel itself is conclusive against
the theory that John wrote it. Some of the most important events in
the life of Jesus were witnessed by John, the synoptic gospels de-

clare, yet the author of the John knows nothing about them and never
mentions them,

The John gospel, the Revelation, and the Pauline Epistles, are
the work of Apollenius himself. The first two named were prepared
toward the close of his life, when his knowledge of Nature and the
creative processes of the Universe was more ripened and mature, It
is there that he relates allegorically the doctrines tsught him by
the Hindu Masters; while the allegories of the Revelation are drawn
from every great religion of the ancient worid. The drama there un-
folded is synthetic a2nd includes the profound teachings of the ages.

The same tone appears in the John and the Pauline Epistles, vhere
Apollonius tells the world thet God is spirit, and that it is the

spirit that animates the flesh (Jn.6:63). He continues in the same
vein: "Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit
of God dwelleth in you" (1 Cor, 3:16; 1 Cor. 6:193. Then he explains
the difference between the natural and the spiritual body (1 Cor.l5:4L4).

Lastly, he dimly refers to the great mystery of the Ifasters in the
last eight verses of 1 Cer. 15:50-58. Then he says: "Flesh and
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blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God." Yet the Christian forgers
make Job say, "In my flesh shall I see God" (Job 19:26), a falsi-
fication necessary to support the physical resurrection of Jesus.

The entire John gospel has been badly interpolated and distorted.
It contradicts the other gospels., It mezkes Moses and Aaron cut as
liers by declaring, "No man hath seen God &t any time' (1:18). Moses
talked to GCod face to face (Ex. 33:11; Deut, 5:4). This gospel
evidently ended originally with the llth chepter. From the 12th
chapter on the story prepared the way for the end of the drama by
the crucifixion, Until these chapters were added, the early church
fathers declared the John was spurious, and had no place in the N.T.
But that defect was remedied by the addition mentioned.

The whole fraudulent story of the mythical Jesus Christ is interpo-
lated in the N.T. merely as a mosaic composed of differently colored
bits of stone from the quarries of the older religions.

In those days, before the invention of the printing press, all
books were hand-written, and he who wanted a copy of & book, hired
a public scribe to write it for him (Mark, 2:6). It was then very
easy for the priesthood or any one to interpolate in the scriptures
anything desired, and that was done on a large scale as overwhelming
evidence shows, In fact, one cannot believe anything in the so-
called Vord of God unless well supported by relizble evidence.

This fraudulent work was freely used all through the Uld Testament,
with interpolations here and there to meke it appear the ancient
scriptures predicted the coming of the gospel Jesus, A typical
example of this fraud appears in the following interpolstion:

"Behold, & virgin shzll conceive, and bear & son, and shall call
his name Immanuel” (Isa., 7:14).

All literature of the first three centuries AD had to pass thru
the censoriel hands of such Christian zuthorities as Pope Sylvester
I, Eusebius, and their coadjutors and successors who, from the Lth
century to the time the art of printing ended it, were assiduously
engsged in interpolating, distorting, forging, mutilating and de=-
stroying all traces of evidence within their reach, that might reveal
the true origin and nature of Christianity.

Consternation reigned in the Christian camp when the art of

printing was invented. That would end the altering and distorting
of biblical passages.

In the year 144} Caxtcen published the first bock ever printed in
England; and in 1474 the then bishop of lLondon, in a convocation of
his clergy, said, "If we do not destroy this dangerous invention, it
will one day destroy us" (Biblical Myths, p.438).

Due to the concealment of Marcion and the Christian writers who
followed him, nowhere in the N.T, appears one definite reference to
Apollonius, 1f we except a few verses reading, "For while one saith,
I am of Paul; another, I am of Apollos. Who then is Paul, &and who
is Apollos, but ministers by whom ye believed" (1 Cor. 3:4,5).

The studied avoidance of the compilera of the N.T. to mention
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Apollonius definitely, is proof that his recognition by Christian
authors would be fatai to their scheme,

The first Christian writer to mention Apollonius by that neme,
is Urigen, in his work against Celsus,

Apollonius had been dead nearly a hundred years when Celsus wrote
a8 work called "The True Vord" against Christianity, which mentioned
Apollonius as a great philosopher, oracle, and magician, and which

work was destroyed by the Christian fathers. Crigen claims to give
quotations from it.

Dr., Lardner admits that all thru the 3rd century, frequent mention
was made of the name and teachings of Apollonius. But it was not
until lierocles, in the 5th century, boldly charged upon the Chris-
tian priesthood their plagiarism of the writings of Apollonius, thet
the priesthood resorted to every conceivable means to concezl the
truth which Hierocles proclaimed with such portentous force,

Hierocles was an author of note and enjoyed a great reputation,
For his truthful charge against the priesthood, he was thrown in
prison, cruelly flogged and threatened with death unless he recanted;
and his writings were flercely destroyed by the Cnristian fathers,
who took extra care to see that the works of this formidable exponent
of truth and opponent of Christian fraud did not survive to inform
the people how basely they were deceived by the church.

After Greenly cxamines the New Testament and comments thereon,
he summarized his findings as follows:

1. There is no external svidence of an historical Jesus, No

historical Jesus is known to Paul. No historical Jesus is known to
the authors of the Didache.

2, No historical episodes of action can be extracted from the
gospels with any reliability, The "Nazareth" problem is extremely
obscure, and it is doubted that such a village existed at the time,

3. The Twelve Apostles are unknown to Paul, and are clearly
mythical in the gospels, An ethic deriving from an historical Jesus

is unknown to Paul, and in the gospels is either late or of external
origin.

L, A definite Christian teaching eludes us in the gospels. The
style of the Gospel Jesus is not that of a real and living person.
The closing scenes, when scrutinized, break down as history. They
are interpretable as drama, and only as drama.

5. Parallels to every salient episode of the gospels are dis-
closed by Comparative Iiythology.

6. Various scattered clues indicate a real development behind
that which appears upon the face of the gospels.

Dr. Greenly didn't know the half of it. He saw almost nothing

of the "real development™ contained and concealed in the gospel
parables,
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It is known now that the N.T. is the work of the priesthood. It
was written, compiled and perpetuated by and for the priesthood, to
fulfill g?e "prophecy" that "Ye shall be unto me a kingdom of priests"

Ex. 1G:6).

Michaelis says that "no manuscript of the N.T. now extant is
prior to the sixth century," and Dr. Hooykaas says: "The gospels
can hardly be said to heve authors at all., They had only editors or
compilers, Then these works, from time to time, were distorted by
introductory matter or interpolations from the hands of later persons"
(Bible for Learmers, p.29).

Rev. B.F. Westcott writes: ™"For-hundreds of years the scriptures
were in the hands of the clergy only, werce all written by hand, and
they had every opportunity to insert or change whatsoever they pleas-
ed; thus we find them distorted and full of interpolations,"

As evidence of this distortion, in ilat. 11:19, it is said: "From
the days of John the Baptist until now (as if that were a long time)
the kingdom of heaven suffereth violence."

This statement contains evidence in itself to show that it was
not written until years after the "days of John the Baptisth"; yet
in Mat. 3:13, we read: "Then cometh Jesus from Galilee to Jordan
unto John, to be baptized of him,"as if that were but a few days off."

The general ignorance of those who wrote the four gospels as
they now appear in the N. T.,not only of the geography and statistics
of Judea, but even of its language--their egregious blunders, which
no writers who had lived in thet age could be conceived of as making,
prove that. the authors were not Jews, had never been in Palestine,
and neither lived at nor at anywhere near the times of which their
narratives seem to refer,

The early church fathers knew better than to place much reliance
upon the genuineness and accuracy of the scriptures in their posses-
sion; while critics of every shade of opinion are agreed that many
of the early Christian scriptures are, or contain, the deliberate
fergeries of zealous monks who saw little harm in thus attempting to
strengthen the cause they had at heart.

Fortunately for historicel truth, older writings, stone tablets
and monuments have been discovered and deciphered in recent years,
which enable us to detect the alterations, interpolations and
additions that the later scribes made to the N.T. Furthermore, the
documents themselves contain internal evidence, such as unguarded
references to later events, which show that they were written, as

we have them, by those who lived much later in time than the reputed
authors.

Critics show that by the 16th century there were no less than
1822 texts and versions of the N.T., all different. There were 129
N. T. uncials used by the different churches between the 4th and
8th centuries. These manuscripts were all different. Each of the
129 writers had s2ltered God's "word" to make it say whet they wanted

t to say.

Man built bibles to deceive the masses and support his church,



Then he called it the "word" of God to intimidate the ignorant masses
and constrain them to support the church. The contents of the bible

were not altered and revised to make a record of facts, but to state
what the priesthood wanted it to state.

As late as 1800 Christendom believed the four gespels were con-
posed independently of each other by different authors, in spite of

the fact thet the first three of them agree verbatim, verse after
verse.

At the beginning of the 19th century the darkness bhegan to 1lift,
and the true history of the N.T, began to unfold. It slowly seeped
into the more liberal minds that the four gospels were taken from

a common source, and were based on the legends of the ancient gods
end saviors,

Thus the archeologists are digging from the debris of the ages,
a damaging chepter of biblical history which the church fathers
supposed they had entirely obliterated forever from the records of

the world, so that no mén would ever know that Christology is the
biggest fraud on earth,

"Every dogma of Christianity has been eaten away by the attrition
of the remorseless current of increasing knowledge."

Chapter 7
MORE EVIDENCE OF CHRISTIAN FRAUD

The evidence which proves that Christianity and its Jesus are
frauds is overwhelming.

'le shall notice that of Euthalius, a Greek theolozian of the
fifth century, who was a commentator on the so-called Pauline Epistles

He said it was generally known in his day by the leaders of
Christiznity, that the writings from which these epistles were com-
piled were brought from India by Apollonius, and that the John gospel
was written by Apollonius himself toward the close of his life, when
he retired to the isle of Patmos (Rev. 1:9), to end his days in
isolation from humanity, and that while there he also wrote the long
parable known as The Revelation.

The John gospel, according to Euthalius, was & blending with
what the inspired Seer hoped for, 2nd the knowledge which he feared
to impert in such terms as uneducated men could understand,

The Acts of the Apostles, continued kuthalius, related to the
work of Apollonius and his disciples, and this fact was fully under-

stood by the Gnostics and Neo-Plstonists up to the time of Eusebius
of Caesarea.

Ammonius Saccas, Plotinus, Porphyry and their followers, accord-
ing to Euthelius, were Gymnosophists, Gnostics and deo~Platonists
combined, They were sincere teachers and philosophers, and had no

idea nor intention of promulgating anything but thst which they re-
garded as facts and truth,
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Their teachings had relation to the Brghmanical end Buddhistie
canonical narratives concerning the Hindu savior Krishna, who was
said to hezve been born 3670 BC, and was worshipped as an incarnation

of Brahma, or the Spirit of the Universe, Brahmanism is Nature
Worship,

The canonical epistles, according to Euthalius, were all derived
from the writings of Apollonius, who, to conceal that fact, was called
Saul, Pol, or Paul, or Paulus. The names Peter, John, James, and
Jude, were added to the other epistles that were sent to communities
too insignificant to be mentioned,

All of these writings of Apollonius, which were based on Brah-
manical and Buddhistic Nature liorship, were appropriated by Eusebius
to promote his Christian scheme, to do which he personified the
symbols and literalized the allegorics of the Hindu religion, But he
died before he was ahle to complete the worki end Euthalius, re-

gerding this as a grand opportunity to gain fame, finished the work
Eusebius had begun.

Euthalius put the Hindu writings of Apollonius into the form he
desired, and then eliminated from them all mention of Apollonius,

Krishna, and Buddha, and substituted the nsmes now contéined in the
Bible,

This fraudulent work of Eusebius and Buthalius became the better
assured in proportion as the original writings and all traces of
them were destroyed. However, they were not destroyed, but were con-
cealed in the library of the Vatican.

According to Euthalius, the gospel according to Matthew embodied
the Phoenicisn idea of a god-savior.

The originel name affixed to this gospel was Mathieous, "Ma"
meant spirit as it exists in the humen form; "thieu" is analogous
to the Greek "theus" (god); and "O" is the eternal Circle which

symbolizes God. The word Mathieuo meant the Spirit of God working
in a circle,

These things were known to Dr, Georgius Faustus in the 16th
century and were published by him. As a result, the priesthood
charged that "he had sold himself to the devil," So when Goethe
presented the salvation of Faust (Faustus), he went contra to the
reports of the church, "which always made the damnation of Fsust the
legitimate result of his compact with the devil.m

Here is the secret reason why the priesthood imprisoned him,

confiscated his property, and suppressed his publication. In a World
of Fraud it is always a serious c¢rime to tell the Truth,

The Mathieuo gespel was originelly written in the Syro-Chaldiac
tongue, not in Greek as the priesthood cleimed., The other three
gospels, as they appear in the Greek, are equally copies of older
originals in other languages., As they appear in Greek, they are the
work of Marcion snd Lucizn, who were educated in Greek.

It was about AD 350 that Christian priesthood began the attempt
to bring over the Armenian worshigpers of the Hindu Kristos (Hesus
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Kristos), by canonizing and adopting the Buddhistic-Armenian gospel
of Mathieuo, changing the ncme to Matthew,

This gospel attempts to make it appear thet this was the Hatthew

who was "sitting at the receipt of custom,™ and rose and followed
Jesus (Mat, 9:9). More fraud,

The gospel of Matthew was written by Apollonius at an early
period of his career, and the John near the close of his life, after
he had matured his theological concepticns,

It is evident from his writings that the theological and phil-
osophical theories of LApollonius changed as he advanced in his re-
alization of the Spiritual Department of Natural Forces and Causes,
and hence the more pronounced is the Spiritual Nature of his later

writings as compared with the less spirituzlly developed character-
istics of the first gospel,

There is a singular analogy between the name cf Apollonius and

John, They are both designations of the Light that lightest all men
coming into the world, the Sun (Jn. 1:9).

Among the ancient Greeks, the Sun was alike designated Apollo
and Ion ?l Car. 3:5,6)., ION is the Greek name of the Sun, etymologic-
ally speaking . “Ih means One, and "UN" means Being--Une Being, God.

The Ionic branch of the Greek race were "children of the Sun."

The word Freemason comes from the Egyptian Phree-Massen, which
means "Son of Light.*

Eusebius and his Christian successors, who labored so hard to
conceal the source of Christianity and deprive Apollonius of the
credit of his amazing work, substituted Ion or John for Apollonius.

Being an initiate of the Indian Mysteries and a student of their
scriptures, Apollonius wove into his writings the theological and
philosophical teachings of Brahmanism and Buddhism, the gods of which
were Kristos (Greek-Christos) and Gautama Buddha, which gods are
known in various other languages by still other names, 3But regardless
of names or where found, they all go back to the lMysteries of India.

Euthalius completed the interpolation and distortion of the
scriptures which Eusebius begen., He acknowledged that he broke the
Epistles and the iActs of the Apostles into chapters and verses, in
order to add to, or omit from, the context of the writings. He
collated them with the copies in the library of LCusebius Pamphilus
at Caesarea, and was fully acquainted with the alterations that had
been made from the originals by Eusebius.

‘EButhalius admitted that in his day the Hindu writings, as copied
by Apollonius, were in the Pamphilian library at Caesarea, and that
he modified them to suit his own theories, and eliminated the names

of Apollonius, Buddha and Krishna, and substituted the name of Paul
and the Jesus idea.
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Chapter 8
THE MYSTIC SLEEP

Then they also which are fallen asleep in Christ are perished
(1 Cor, 15:18),

Just another distorted statement in the Bible.

Various references to "falling asleep" appear in the Bible. As
the ancient writings were distorted, when not destroyed, the layman
knows nothing of the "Mystic Sleep™ taught by the Ancient lasters,

The Mystic Sleep parable appears in the 1llth chapter of the John.
Being omitted from the other gospels, it may be the parable was un-
known to their authors, otherwise they had mentioned it; for it is

the most amazing exhibition of supernatural power displayed by the
gospel Jesus,

The Cosmic Circle

In ancient symbolizm, the vertical line of the Cosmic Cross
divides the Cosmic Circle into lsteral halves, called male and fe-

mzle., The horizontal line divides the Circle into upper and lower
halves, called heaven and earth.

The Cosmic Generator (Osiris) rules the upper half (heaven)
while the Cosmic Generatrix (Isis) rules the lower half (earths.

In his descent from the upper half (heaven) to the lower half
(earth), man symbolically falls from his celestial state into a

terrestrial prison, the dense earthly body, the lower half of the
Circle.

The church, for profit and power, twisted the f{able so it would
mean the actual fall of men into sin and the loss of his soul, (sol).

Man does not fall into sin, nor lose his soul (solar spark).

In the upper half (heaven) of the Circle, man is invisible Spirit
In the lower half (earth) he is vested, robed in a carnal body, thus
corresponding with his environment.

Hz now becomes "lost" in the physical world of change, on the
tempestuous "Sea of Illusion®, across which he must sail (symbolically
to Mt, Ararat, the port where he sheds the "corruptible™ (body) and

;puts)on incorruption, and this mortal puts on immortality"(l Cor,
5:53).

The Masters taught that birth in the physical world is the
descent of Spirit into Matter; and that death in the physical world
is Birth in the Spiritual Vorld,--the Born Again process (Jn. 3:3,5),
the return to man's original status,-%statu quo ante physical birth."

Sense Powers

Man's Sense Powers are definitely Spiritual Powers, But as
Spiritual lian becomes robed in a physical body, he usually loses
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his omnipotent, omnipresent, and omniscient Spiritual Sense Powers,
and loses contact with the spiritual realm, In the change, he be-

comes equipped with limited sense powers that meke him harmonize
with his physical environment.

. In this change, the memory of his antecedent spiritual life grows
dim, and usually fades out entirely, leaving in its place, in some
cases, that strange intuition of Immortality.

Antecedent Incarnations

Amazing cases are recorded of people who appear to have retained
so much spirituzl memory, or memory of their spiritual life, that
they remember some evente that occurred many centuries before.

Colonel Roches, of France, used hypnotism to take his subjects
back thru what seemed to be a series of antecedent incarnations.

A. R. Martin, of Pennsylvania, claimed no psychic gift, but was
able to take the seeker back thru entecedent experiences. He made
a study of hypnotism, and became interested in the work of Dr. Cannon,

who could send the subject's memory back to the moment of birth, but
no farther,

In his book, "Researches into Reincarnation and Beyond," Martin
recounted some fifty of his thousands of cases.

Not every subject could be sent back thru his preceding incar-
nations. The ability to relax physically and mentally is vital.

A certain orthodox minister visited Martin, and was sent back
thru some of his previous incarnations. GSome of the experiences
caused him to burst into tears, and he asked whether it were con-
ceivable that he had lived thru so much,

Martin replied, "If all that were not in your mind, it could not
be coming out."

The preacher sew himself in the past as a ruler of 2 tenth
century Chinese province, During this review he lectured on Buddhism,
chanting in Chinese. lLater he saw himsel{ in a Swiss chalet as an
old man, futilely trying to comfort a distraught daughter,

More amazing was the fact that in all these instances, his present
physical body assumed, as if by magic, the posture, tone and bearing
suitable to the character that he was in previous incarnations.

Unce he appeared to suffer such agony from thirst, that a doctor
present could hardly be restrained from administering to the "dying"

man, But when he came out of the hypnotic trance, he did not want
a drink.

Some psychologists hold that these visions of antecedent in-

carnations are caused by contact with Universal Mind father than by
personal experience,

But Individual Ifind is only a phase of Universal Mind, the former
being limited in the physical body of man by his Sense Powers or by
his State of Consciopusness, -39~




Man's knowledge of himself end his environment is limited by his
State of Consciousness, which is limited by his Sense Powers, which
are often quite faulty, and almost always below par.

Mind Power is potentially omnipotent, omnipresent, and omniscient.
It may be increased to the point where man can see objects and hear
sounds anywhere on earth, and even to the point where "there is

nothing covered, that shall not be revealed; and nothing hid, that
shall not be known" (Mat, 10:26),

Incarnation

The Masters fabulized Incarnation as death and burial of Spirit
in Matter, They said, "The Soul becomes 'cribbed, cabined, and
confined' in the limitations of the carnal body, as it loses a
dimension of Consciousness at each step on the éescending path, It
becomes bound in the sensual and palpable, after previously having

had the power to range at will throughout limitless space and Uni-
versal Thought.™

According to the Masters, when the Spirit descends into its
physical temple, on its approach and at the moment of its divulsion
from its celestial abode, there ensues an intermediate or preparatory
stage, a diminution of Consciousness, termed a swoon.

In the Tibetan Book of the Dead, a rare work which the church
failed to find and destroy, the celestial body is represented as
retrograding step by step into the lower state of Consciousness. Each
step by step into the lower state of Consciousness. Each step down-
ward to incarnation is preceded by a swooning into unconseciousness.
This swooning on the descent, from the upper (heaven) to the lower
(earth) part of the Circle, is comparable to falling asleep.

This is the ancient Mystic Sleep Fable from which the church

fathe?skstole the story that Jesus was notified that Lazarus (Ausares)
was sick,

Jesus said, "This sickness is not unto death" (Jn. 1l:4).

According to the biblical account, an emergency call for help
o

was sent to Jesus, but he calmly tarried "tw ays still in the same
place" (Jn, 11:6),

Then Jesus said, "Lazarus (Ausares) sleepeth; but I go, thet I
may awake him out of (the Mystic) Sleep"™ (Jn., 11:11).

Since that story appeared in the Bible, the gullible masses have

gyﬁiluwed the fable as freely as children swallow the Santa Claus
able,

Ausares

When the neophyte was initiated in the Egyptian Mysteries, he
was shown the figure of Ausares (Osiris) on its funeral bier, At
the head stood Nephthys, and at the foot, Isis, the "two sisters of
Lazarus," who weep for him., Hovering over the body, symbolizing
the Soul, was "a dove with ont-strgtched wings" (Budge).
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This scene was used to teach the neophyte how the celestial man
looks down on the body of terrestrial men in its demise,

The New from the uld

Lazarus "had lain in the grave four days" (Jn, 11:17), That is

the usuezl time required for grain to germinate and the new plznt to
appear,

That (seed) which thou sowest is not quickened, except it die
{1 Cor, 15336},

As the New rises from the old grain that is buried, so the New
rises from the demised body of man,

Buried grain becomes not extinct. In the birth of the New, the

material part of the grain disintegrates and returns to cosmic gas.
The Life of the grain goes on.

In death, the demised body of man never rises from the grave in
its organized form, Not even the body of the gospel Jesus. But the

Life, the Spirit, goes on, to reappear in due course in another
material body.

According to the Masters, the rule is that man must go thru seven
incarnations in order to reach the state of Consciousness so perfect

that Individual Spiritualization becomes complete and further in-
carnation is unnecessary.

Jesus said Lazarus was not dead but sleeping, and needed to be
awakened,

Life in the grain is not dead but sleeping, and needs to be

awakened b¥ the process of germination, set in action by burial in
the grave (ground) for four days, usuaily.

On the fourth day New Life appears. On the fourth day Lazarus
was raised (Jn. 11:17).

Egyptian Drama

In the Cgyptian drama, thousands of years before the Christian
erz, Horus raised his "dead" father Ausares (Usiris) at Anu, by
calling unto him in the cave to rise and come forth.

Thousands of years later, Jesus "cried in a loud voice, Lazarus
(Ausares) come forth" (Jn. 11:43).

Vhen this Egyptian fable was literalized in the New Testament,
Horus became Jesus, Ausares became lLazarus, and Anu became Bethany.

In the Egyptian drama, the two sisters, Isis and Nephthys, were

present. In the gospel narrative they become lMary and Martha,
"sisters of Lazarus."

The evidence shows that the church fathers culled the contents
of the New Testament from many sources, The llth chapter of the John
was excerpted from the Egyptisn Book of the Dead, which shows that
e




five thousand years ago, the Egyptian God Ausares Usiris) said:

"I am the resurrection and the Life" (Budge). The church fathers
put that statement in the mouth of their Jesus (Jn. 11:23).

He that believeth not these literalized fables in the Eible, shall
be damned (Mk, 16:16).

The church fathers put that statement in their Bible, and then
used it as their authority for murdering more than seventy million
people for refusing to believe in the literalized fables in the Bible

Soul (Solar Body)

The symbolical sleep of the Soul (Solar Body) in the material
body is the reign of physical man,

But there is no actual sleep of the Solar Body; it is only
apparent, For the Life of the body is the activity of the Soul, and
the functions of the body are the work of the Soul.

We must go back to the Zodiac and Astrology for the lMasters!
fable of the Soul, a term thet means Solar Body

The Galaxy, says HMacrobius, crosses the Zodiac in two opposite
points, Cancer and Capricorn, the tropical points of the glorious
Sun's course, ordinarily called the Gates of the Sun by the Ifasters.

These two tropics, before the time of Macrobius, corresponded
with these Constellations, but, in his day, with Gemini and Sagit-
tarius because of the Precession of the Kgquinoxes,

However, the signs of the Zodiac remained unchanged; and the
Milky Way crossed at the signs Cancer and Capricorn, but not at
those Constellations.

Cancer symholized the Gate of Physical Birth, Thru this gate
the Soul descended to Earth, and, at the death of the body, it re-
ascended thru Capricorn to its Spiritual Home. The former gate
was termed the Gate of Earth, and the latter the Gate of Heaven.

In its descent, until the Soul reached the sign of Cancer, it
had not left its spiritual home. As it passed down and reached the

sign of Leo, it commenced its apprenticeship for its approaching
state on Earth.

The Solar Body, descending from the spiritual limits where the
Zodiac and the Galaxy unite, loses its spherical shape, the shape

of all Cosmic Principles, and lengthens into a cone, as a point is
lengthened into a line,

And then, being the unitary Ifonad before it divides and becomes
& Dued,--that is, Unity becomes division, disturbance, and conflict,

resulting from the Principle of Polarity which inspires the struggle
of the divided parts to re-unite.

Then the Soul begins to experience the disturbance that reigns
in the Physical Realm, to which it joins itself, becoming, as it were
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intoxicated by draughts of grosser matter, of inebriation, the Cup
of Bakchos, the bottom half of the Zodiac called the Bitter Cup. It
is for the Soul the Cup of Forgetfulness.

. ."The Souls (Solar Bodies) assemble in the fields of oblivion,"
said Plato, "to drink there of the River of Ameles, which causes the

§0u1 of men to forget everything of its spiritual home."™ This fable
is also found in Virgil.,

Macrobius said, "If Souls took with them into the material bodies
they occupy, all the knowledge which they had acquired of Divinity
during their sojourn in the Spiritual Realm, men would not differ in

opinions as the men's origin, But some forget more, and some less,
of that which they had known,

. We may smile at these material images and allegories, at the
1d§as of man struggling for utterance, the great speechless thoughts
which they envelope,--but have we in modern times found any better

way of presenting to ourselves the Soul's origin and its advent into
the physical body?--Pike, 438.

~ The highest and purest portion'of Matter, partaken of in Divine
Existence, the poets termed Nectar, the beverage of the gods.

The lower, more disturbed and grosser portion, is what intoxicates
the Soul. This the Masters symbolized as the River of Ameles, the
dark stream of oblivion,

How can we explain the Solar Body's forgetfulness of its ante-
cedents? or reconcils that utter absence oi remembrance of its former
state with its essenticl Immortality? It is largely due to the
teaching and training men receive on earth,

Dragged down by the weight produced by this inebriating draught,
the Soul descends along the Zodiac and the ITilky Vay to the lower
spheres, and in its descent it not only takes, in each sphere, a
new envelope of the material composing the bodies of the planets, but
receives the different faculties which it shall express and exercise
while it dwells in the material body, called man,

From the Sun it receives the senses and imagination, which pro-
duce sensation, perception and thought.

From Saturn it acquires the power of reasoning and intelligence,
or what is termed the logical and contemplative faculty.

From Jupiter it receives the power of action, Mars gives it
valor, enterprise and impetuosity. Mercury gives it the faculty of
expressing and enunciating what it thinks and feels; and Venus in-
spires it with desires,

On entering the sphere of the Moon, it acquires the power of
generation and growth.

The Moon, being the lowest and basest of the celestial bodies,
is first and highest to terrestrial bodies. And the lunar body
there assumed by the Soul, being, as it were, the sediment of ce-
lestial matter, is also the primary substance of animal matter,
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The celestial bodies, the Stars, the Planets, and the other divine
elements, ever aspire to rise., The Soul, reaching the region in-

habited by mortality, tends toward terrestrial bodies, and is fabled
to die,

Macrobius said, "Let no one be surprised that we so frecuently
speak of the death of the Soul, which we call Immortal, But it is
neither annulled nor destroyed by such death, It is merely im-
pricsoned and enfeebled in the body for a time, and does not, thereby,
forfeit its prerogative of Immortality. For afterwards, freed from
the body by the process termed death, it is re-established in all

its privileges and glories and returns to the luminous abode of its
Immortality.™

Un its return journey to its Celestizl Home, it restores to.each
sphere thru which it ascends, the passions, properties and physical
faculties received from them in its descent.

The doctrine of the Pre-Existence of the Soul (Solar Man) as ‘
pure and celestial substance, is one of the very greatest of antiquity,

a fuller discussion of which the reader will find in our Pre-Existence
of HMan,

Lactantius said thet the Masters sould not determine hou it was
possible that the Soul should exist after the demise of the physical

body, if it had not existed before,--hence its nature was independent
of the body.

Thus, the secret science and mysterious elements of initiation

in the Ancient Mysteries were connected with the Soul, the Spheres,
and the Constellations,

This connection must be studied by him who would understand the
teachings of the Masters and learn how to interpret the ancient
allegories any symbols, and explore the meaning of them, in which
the Masters endeavored to delinate the thoughts that struggle within
them for utterance, and could be but insufficiently and inadequately
expressed by languzge, the words of which are images of those things

thst can be grasped by and are within the domain of the five physical.
senses of man.

The Universal Soul, motive power of the lacrocosm, receives its
creative power chiefly thru the medium of the Sun, during its revo-
lution along the signs of the Zodiac, with which signs unite the
paranatellons that modify their influences, and concur in supplying
the symbolic attributes of the Great Solar Luminary thet regulates
Nature and is the depositary of Cosmic Powers.

The action of the Universal Soul (Solar Body) is displayed in
the movements of the Spheres, and, above all, in that of the Sun, in

the successions of the risings and settings of the Stars, znd in their
periodic returns,

By these, according to the ilasters, are explainable zll the
metamorphoses of the Scul, personified as Jupiter, as Bakchus, as
Vishnu, or as Budda, and all the various attributes ascribed to it;
and also the worchip of those animals that appeared as Symbols in
the “odiac, and were consecrated in the ancient Temples, represen-

tatives on Earth of the Celestial Signs of the Zodiac, and supgoscd

to receive by transmission from them the rays and emanations which
in them flow from the Universal Solar Body.

In The Perfect Way, 4. B. Kingsford wrote:

"The Soul is a Spiritual Sun, corresponding in all things with
the Solar (rb. Wherefore, all they who, by virtue of their consti-
tuting for men a full manifestation of the power of the Soul, have
been to them as a redeeming Sun--have been designated Sungods, and

invested with careers corresponding to the appsrent annual course
of the Sun,

"Between the phenomena of this course and the actual history of

the Soul there is an exact correspondence, requiring for its recog-
nition but due knowledge of both,

"And it is because the Soul's history is one, and this is a
history corresponding with the Sun's, that all those who have earned
of their fellows the supreme title of Savior of men, have been in-
vested with it, and represented as having exhibited the same phe-
nomena in their own lives...and being the history of the Soul of
the Man Regenerate, it corresponds to that of the Sun,--the vitalizing
center of the physical systemﬁ-—and has accordirgly been described in

terms derived from the Solar Phenomena as indicated in the gzodiacal
planisphere.

"Thus the Soul's history is written in the stars; and the heavens

are her chroniclers....The Zodiac is the first and most stupendous
of Bibles,"

Crucified God Myth

The Crucified God Myth is another ancient symbol that represents
a Cosmic Principle.

It symbolized the impriscnment of Cosmic Spirit in the Human
Body, which occurs as the germ in the mother's womb expands into
human being. Or as Cosmic Spirit envelopes itself in a Mantle of
Matter called Ian, formed by the materialization of Cosmic Rays, as
explained by Prof. Lakhovsky in his Secret of Life.

Man's body, with arms extended and feet together, forms the
Cross that was used by the Ancient Masters to teach the neophyte that
we "hand on the Cross for evil purposes."

In other words, we use the body to satisfy our lusts for sen-
sation, vanity, greed, hate, jealousy., hence we are M"cursed" by our
own conduct as physical beings, There is no other punishment.

The Masters taught that in producing Man, God sacrifices Himself
by becoming a prisoner in the Jail of Matter that constitutes the
body; and Man, in the production of children, also sacrifices his
vitality and years of his life, as shown by modern science.

The Law of Compensation is universal and rules creation and pro-
duction., Propagation involves compensatery sacrifice, which even
God cannot escape. That is the ancient secret of God Sacrifice,--
another Cosmic Principle, :
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The ancient allegory of God Sacrifice for the sake of Man was
literalized by the church in the 4th century, and used it for profit
and power, Then it protects the fraud by controlling the Mind of

%ts s%ave?. It bans books that teach the Truth which sets Man FREE
din, 8:32).

The esoteric phase of Ancient Philosophy involves Cosmic Princi-
ples and Cosmic Processes. That secret is concealed from the masses
in the Zodiac and the Symbols of the Masters, and is revealed by a
correct interpretation of Ancient Symbology.

Books on such subjects by orthodox Christian authors are pur-
posely prepared to mislead and deceive, in order to hide the true

meaning of Ancient Symbology &nd to conceal the Christian "Skeleton
in the closet."

According to the Masters, incarceration of Cosmic Spirit in the
Terrestrial Cross (human body) is the process that forms and fixes

as an eternal entity, the Individual Consciousness of each person
on the Astral Plane.

Chapter 9
SECOND CCMING OF CHRIST

The church fathers had to destroy ancient literature covering

astrology and the zodizc to hide the nature and source of their "Lord
and Ssvior,"

"Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sins of the world"®

(Jn. 1:29), Let us see where and how this Lamb of God fits into the
ancient Picture.

In their study of istrology, the Ancient Ilasters traced imaginary
pictures all over the dome of heaven, to which the different stars
were assigned, Chief among these, were the stars that lay along the
path the Sun travels as he a2scends toward the north in summer and
descends tc the south in winter,--lying within certain limits and

extending equal distances on each side of the line of equal days and
nights,
sl



This belt, curving like a serpent, was termed the zodiac, and
divided into i2 parts or signs.

At the vernal equinox in 4589 B.C,, the Lun entered the zodiac
sign and constellation of Taurus,

From Taurus, the Sun passed thru Gemini, Canccr, and recched Leo
vhen he arrived at the terminus of his northward journey. Thence
thru Leo, Virgo and Librs, he entered Scorpio at the autumnal equinox,
and journeyed southward thru Scorpio, Sagittarius and Capricornus to
Aquarius, the terminus of his journey south,

_The path in which the Sun travelled thru these signs became the
Ecliptic; and that which passes thru the two equinoxes, the Equator.

llhen the Sun began its trend southward, people north of the
equator knew that shorter days, longer nights, much darkness, cloudy

weather, barren fields, storme and cold were coming., This knowledge
made them sad.

The Sun, the great regulator of mundane things and events, was
the God of Light, of the Barth, of the Seasons, of the Harvest, of
the Pecple. Our God is a consuming fire (Ex. 24:17; Deut. L:24;
Ps. 50:3; Heb. 12:29, etc.) Without him, all were lost,.

So the ancient Egyptians rajoiced and celebrated when the Sun,
reaching its farthest point in the southward journey, seemed to stop
and begin to ascend after the winter solstice, apparently struggling
against the malign influences of Aquarius and Pisces, while amicably
received by Aries, the Ram or lLamb, as "he, the Lamb of God, opened

the equinox to deliver and save the world from the wintry reign of
cold, darkness and barrenness."

This ancient celebration came down to us as Christ-mas, &nd,
instead of the celebration being in honor of the birth of the Sun of
God, it became the "birth of the only begotten son of God."

A little change in words makes a big change in meaning. It was
that easy for despots to deceive the victims of darkness.

The earth entered the zodiac sign of aries (Lamb) in 2,433 B.C.,
and the cycle extended to 276 B.C., vhen the cycle of Pisces begen.

During the 2,160 years the earth was in the cycle of Aries, the
Lamb was an object of great adoration when, in its turn, it appeared
to open the equinox and thus "deliver and save the world™ from the
wintry reign of cold, darkness &nd barrenness.

And the people lamented when, after the autumnsl equinox, the
evil influence of the venomous Scorpio, the vindictive Archer (Segit-
tarius), and the ill-omened He-goat (Capricornus) appeared to drag
the Sun down toward the winter solstice.

Arriving there, the Sun was fabled by the ancient Egyptians as
being slain, and p2ssed to the realm of darkness {HadesT.

Remaining in darkness three days (ifat. 12:40; 27:63; IMk. 8:31),
he rose (from the dead--Lu. 24:3) and began to ascend northward in
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the heavens (Ik, 16:19), to redeem the earth and the people (savior

of the world) from the gloom, darkness and barrenness of Winter.
"Our Redeemer."

Thus the ancient Egyptians personified the Sun, and worshipped
him under the neme of Osiris.

They transmuted the legend of his descent among the winter signs
of the zodisc into & fable of his death, his descent into the infernal
region, and his resurrection.

Now the time came when this fable evolved into a fact with

millions of people, and the fabulous part of the picture faded en-
tirely from memory,

So Osiris (personification of the Sun) came to be regarded as
the God and Savior of Egypt, the masses forgetting that the mis-
fortunes and tragic death of Osiris, related in Egyptian scriptures,
were only allegory relating to the Sun,

In 1922 there was published the sixth edition of a work titled

"The Second Coming of Christ."™ The author was one Clarence Larkin,
and he began with the statement:

"There is no fact in history more clearly established than the
fact of the 'First Coming' of Christ, But as His 'First Coming' did
not fulfill all the prophecies associsted with His 'Coming,' it is

evident that there must be another 'Coming' to completely fulfill
them, "

Of course the many who have investigated the matter know that

there is not a scrap of reliable evidence on earth to show that such
a man ever lived as the gospel Jesus,

Christ's Second Coming is based on this statement which the
writers of the New Testament put into the mouth of their hero:

"In My Father's House are many mansions; if it were not so, I
would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go
and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you
unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also" (Jn. 14:2,3).

This Second Coming is also mentioned in Acts in these words:
"Ye man of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up into heaven? This same
Jesus, which is taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in like
manner as ye have seen him go into heaven" (Acts, 1:11),

When Constantine founded the Roman State Church in the 4th century,
the fables of the nature gods of the Egyptians were Jiteralized in
the New Testament, and Constantine "decreed as to how the N.T. Record
should be worded," wrote Livingston (Book of David, p.140).

So the church fathers adopted the fable of Usiris, worked it
over, and it became that part of the New Testament, the name of
Osiris being deleted and that of Jesus substituted, and the allegory
distorted to make the story of the Sun toil and travels appear as
those of a man,
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But in preparing the N.T., the compilers were clever enough to
make it contain dual messages, one for the esoteric and one for the
exoteric, weaving their narratives eround the symbolism of antiquity.

_In this psrticular case they wove their story around the sym-
bolism of the Zodiac, the ancient Wheel of Life,

The™many mansions" in my Father's House are the twelve houses
(mansions) of the Zodiac.

~ The gospel Jesus here represents the head sign of the Zodiac,--
Aries, Ram, an old Lamb,--the Lamb of God (Jn. 1:36).

When Jesus has twelve apostles, he represents the Sun of God,
and the apostles represent the tweive "mansions™ of the Zodiac. But
when he is the head sign of the Zodiac, he has only eleven apostles,
OUre had to be disposed of to make a place for him, and the church

fathers very cleverly got rid of Judas, all of which is understood
by the esoteric.

I 1/ill Come Again

Now for Christ's Second coming: In its Great Circuit, the Earth
passes thru the range of a Constellation, represented by a cycle of

2,160 years, In each Grand Cycle of 25,%80 years the Earth passes
thru all Twelve Mansions of the Zodiac.

This means that every 25,880 years this Christ (Aries) comes,
and reigns each time for 2,160 years., Thus the biblical statement is
true when properly understoocd,

The Earth entered Aries,in 2,432 B.C. From that time until 276
B.C. the Ram (Lamb) was the object of adoration by the ancients when,
in its turn, it opened the equinox for 2,160 years,--

"To deliver the world from the wintry reign of cold, barrenness
and darkness,™ ss the ancients termed it in their annual celebration,
which event the church adopted and Christ-matized.

During those centuries, the people living north of the eguator

?alled Ar%es "the Ilamb of God which taketh away the sins of the world"
Jdn. 1:29},

That is the correct interpretation of the statement, "I will

come again," The Lamb comes every 25,880 years, and each time reigns
2,160 years.

Now for that "heaven" mentioned in Acts 1l:11. That is just more
spurious interpolation by the pious church fathers.

It is assumed the book of Acts was written by Paul, Thet is
erroneous, The book was compiled by the church fathers from the
writings of Damis, favorite disciple of Apollonius of Tyana, in which
Damis described the work and travels of this greatest philosopher
and teacher of the first century, This Daemis (Demas) is mentioned
in Phil, 24; Col., 4:14; 24 Tim. 4;10).

Let us assume that heaven, kingdom of heaven and kingdom of God
are synonymous terms  Uf this kingdom the gospel Jesus said:
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"The kingdom of God is like a grain of mustard, which, when sown
in the earth, is less than all seeds, but grows and becomes greater
than all herbs" (Mat., 13:31; Mk, 4:31)

The Luke says the kingdom of God is within us (17:21); and Paul
(Pol, Polos, Apollo, Apollonius) said we are the temple of God, and
the épirit of God dwells in us (1 Cor, 3:16). Then at another time

he said: "For the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but right-
eousness, and peace, and joy" (Rom. 14:17),

In other words, the kingdom of God and Heaven is a state of Mind,
and not a place in space,

Biblical testimony directs us to look within the Temple of God
for the Kingdom of God, But Catholics and Christians look for it

up in the sky, like the men of Galilee who stood gasing M™up into
heaven,"

Biblical evidence shows clearly that Acts 1:11 is a rank interpo-
lation, inserted to mislead the "faithful™ into forming an erroneous
conception of the statement "I will come again,"

The kingdom of heavsn of the Ancient Masters was the Mind of man,

the power of which is potentially omnipctent, omnipresent, and
omniscient,

The Mind crosses the Time-Space barrier; it rises to the sky,

to infinity, to eternity. Nothing can bar its passage. It pene-
trates steel as readily as space.

Past and Future merge in the Mind and become the eternal Present,
Eternity is here and now,

The 0ld man looks back into the past and sees himself as a boy
in the old swimming hole. The engineer gazes into the future and
sees the skyscraper he plans to build, filled with goods and people.

Truth and Falsehood

It is almost impossible to read one paragraph in the Bible and
find in it either truth or falsehood separately stated. Each false-
hood is so inseparably connected with an undeniable truth, and the
true and the false are so intricately and delicately interwoven,

that is is absolutely impossible for the unprepared mind to separate
the one from the other.

The Bible has gone out to the world and chained in darkness and
ignorance a larger number of people than any other secular book

has ever done, just exactly as was intended by those who prepared
the Bible from ancient literautre.

These unfortunate victims must live in that darkness and error
until they evolve to such mental ability that they can winnow the
true from the false in this book and come to understand its falseness.

Chapter 10
CHRISTIANITY

A full and correct account of the birth and reign of Christianity

can never be written because its fraudulent nature caused the foundirg
fathers to destroy the records,

. 1. The Christisn Era may bte roughly divided into five parts, the
first extending from 325 AD to 500. That period witnessed the birth
and establishment of the Holy Roman Church.

2. The next period, from 5C0 to the year 1000, was the Christian
Nightmare. Not even the most ingenious Christian writer has been
able to dissipate the darkness and mitigate the horrors of that real
and only Christien Era, --when the Pope was the supreme ruler of
Europe, and his bishops ruled the provinces of the Roman Empire, and
grew rich on graft., Historians fix the 8th, 9th, and 10th centuries

as the period of greatest darkness,--and the church was then the
dominant power in that period.

3+ The third period, from 1000 to 1500, is the Awakening from the
Christian Nightmare. In the bloody struggle to hold its decreasing

power, the church increased its work of slaughter and murder of
Theretics."

This Age of Christizn Savagery was followed by the Thirty Years
War in Germany, which reduced the living standard of the German people
to the necessity of eating their dogs and cats in order to survive,

Millions of heretics were executed, but not until the Spanish
Inquisition in 1478 did church torture reach its climax,

Every instrument of torture that men could devise was used by
the church upon those who questioned the church doctrines.

These outrageous tortures functioned until 1834, The executions
usually took place on Sunday, amid great religious ceremonies, cal-

culated to arouse the sentiment of the Christian mob against the
victims.

By the middle of the 1l4th century, hardly a hundred years after
the first Turks had pitched their tents in lMesopotamia, the lMo-
hammedan civilization was so much superior to that of Christendonm,
that thousands of Greek and Roman Christians fled to il and embraced

Islam, to escape from the terror and horror of the "perfect religion"
called Christianity.

4, The fourth period, from 1500 to 1800, is the real discovery
of the Christian fraud.

In that period Martin Luther started the revolt which led teo
the birth of Protestantism, which is just a branch of the main trunk
of Catholicism, somewhat modified from the original,
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In its bloody battles to hold its fading power, the church murder-
ed millions of "heretics." 1In Spain alone, between 1600 and 1670,
the church inquisition burnt alive 31,912 "heretics."

Queen Isabella, writing to the bishop of Segovia of her work to
promote Christianity, seid, "I have caused great calamities, I have
depopulated towns and provinces and kingdoms (by having people
slaughtered) for the love of Christ" (Hist. of Inqui. p.l2h?.

Hordes of Huns, Goths and Vandals were imported from the north
by the church to replace the murdered population., They were per-
mitted to enter and take possession of the property of the slain

upon taking an oath to believe in the gospel Jesus and support and
defend Roman Catholicism.

That is the real story of the Fall of Rome. The false historic
account prepared by the church is the one that Gibbon wove into his
works, Whether he knew the actual truth probably no one knows.

By 1816 outraged public sentiment rose so high against the
murderous work of the church, that a pspal bull was issued, "to put

an en? to torture and death at the stake for opinion's sake" (Wall,
p.31+1 .

As a result of Luther's courageous work in the 16th century,

Europe began slowly to arouse from the death-like trance resulting
from church authority.

For more than 1200 years the church had reigned supreme over
Europs. The Pope was the dictator not only of man's religious life,
but also of his political and intellectual activities,

Men were denied the right to think outside of the narrow limit

of Christianism. If they did, they were tortured and burnt "at the
iron stake for opinion's sake,"

A book on Canon Law, approved by Pope Leo XIII, says, "The death

sentence is a necessary and efficacious means for the (Catholic)
Church to attain its ends."

With the establishment of the church in the 4th century, all

schools were closed, libraries demolished, research work banned, 2nd
science was branded as "magic.,™

The church promptly dug the grave of Ancient Uisdom, and banished
the ancient philosophic forms of culture, poetry and science, while
the Initiation Drama of the Ancient Mysteries was anathema,

In the 4th century all search for truth and knowledge came to
an end. The church would tolerate no scientific study and research,
The church led men away from the Masters of the ancient world, and
from the ethical rituals of the Mystery Schools, which for ages
had disported their educational and philosophical dramas in the
great temples of Egypt, Asia Minor, Greece and Rome.

The church scorned the Wisdom of the Ancient Masters, and ground
their science and philosophy into dust with loud cries of "heresy."
It scoffed at secular learning, and civilization plunged blindly
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forward under its control and leadership into the greatest abyss of
darkness and ignorsnce that men hes ever known.

In the so-called Middle Ages appear a series of lurid pictures
in which the Lights of Ancient Wisdom flicker out, one by one; all
the way from the days of the First Gouncil of Nicea in 325 AD, thru
the Crusades, the "Holy Inquisition," the persecution and slaughter
of "heretics," to the days of Queen Elizabeth of DLngland (1533-1603).

During these dark dcys of church dominance, no intellectual and
scientific activities were permitted. In the 1lth, 12th, 13th, and
l4th centuries the people of Europe sank to the very lowest ebb of
thought. The social life of the masses was wretched in the extreme,
The majority of the people lived in hovels of squalor and filth. The
laboring classes were regarded as serfs of the church, To them were
unknown the glory of ancient Greece and the grandeur of ancient Rome;
while the great land of Egypt was branded as the *lLand.of Darkness."

During these dark ages, when filth was sacred to the church,
epidemics, plagues and physical distress in Europe took millions of
lives, By the 13th and 1l4th centuries, people were perishing so
fast thet the plague was called Black ﬁeath,——a condition that Chris-

tian historians falsely allege originated in Asia and spread over
Burope.

The plague was almost continually present in London until late in
the 17th century.

Out of this stete of misery and distress was born another fraud,
termed Medical Art, which attempts to justify its existence by
pointing back to the condition of the people in those dark centuries.

In time this fraud became a "profession,” and the great Dr. R.T.
Trall wrote that it was a sad day for humeénity when that occurred.

Science Disappears

After the wanton destruction by the church of iAncient Science

and its valuable records, the Sun of Science sank to rise no more for
a thousand years,

Then came Copernicus, Galileo, Bruno, Kepler, Descartes, Newton,
Buffon, Goethe, Lamarch, Darwin, Spencer, Huxley, Haechel and Fiske.

Galileo swept the sky with his telescope and said, "The World
Moves." Darwin examined the animals of earth and ocean and showed
that all living creatures are related, and live and move and heve
their being by reason of.a common Creative Power.

These astounding discoveries shocked the Christian world, and
were met by the church with a storm of obloquy, abuse, ridicule,
and scorn, MNo one should believe them; they were preposterous, If
you did believe them, it was at the risk of your life.

With the persecution and slaughter of those who attempted to
develop a science, it was not until the 17th century that science
began to bud, at the time when church power had begun to decline.

The vanguard of this budding science was imprisoned and burnt to
stifle the reviwal of learning. =53-
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After Servetus, Bruno and Galileo, there came the archeologists,
who began digging in the ruins of ancient cities and temples, most
of which ruins were the work of the church,

The discoveries of the archeologists amazed the world, They found
that 2000 years before the earliest writings of the Uld Testament,
there had been inscribed on Babylonian bricks the same stories of
Creation related in Genesis, of the Flood and Noah and the Ark, with
depictions of a man, a woman, a snake and a tree.

Doom of Christianity

5. We now reach the fifth period, which began about 1881, when
the Earth entered the Air Sign of the Zodiac.

This period has already witnessed the destruction of a large

part of the papal dominion, and a shocking decline in church atten-
dance,

Une writer declared that in the USA less than fifty million
persons belong to church; while Dean Inge, famous spokesman of the
Church of England, said: "Doctrinal Christianity is doomed,™

Another writer said: "The reign of Christianity as a system of
doctrines is over."

The press of July 9, 1948, quoted the Bishop of Norwich, Dr. P.M.
Herbert, as stating:

"The great number of churches standing dusty and unused all over
England is scandalous,”

He made no estimate of the total number of empty churches, but
cited examples. In his diocese, he said, there were three idle
parish churches within a quarter of a miie of each other,

Prof., Barry E. Barnes shows in his work, "The Twilight of Chris-
tianity," that it has entered the declining stage.

Ernest H. Cherrington, who reviewed and criticized Barnes' book,
admitted that the reasoning and logic of Barnes are sufficient to
demolish Christianity, and would lead to atheism.

How can there be a sensible, logical, reasonable argument against
a "perfect religion® establisheé by God?

Evolution

The birth of the theory of Evolution in the 19th century was the
result of the Mind of man emerging from the fog of the Dark Ages

and grasping anything to replace the ridiculous anthropomorphic God
of Christianity.

With Ancient Wisdom lost, without any knowledge of Cosmic Science,
the budding of modern science regarded the theory of Evolution as

the answer to the mystery of Creation, and caused millions of think-
ing people to turn from "doctrinal Christianity.™

Iias vanished from the face of the earth?"

Why did the church fear the printing press when its invention
made it possible to supply the world with books?

The then Bishop of London in 1474, in a convocation to his clergy,
said, "If we do not destroy this dangerous invention, it will one

day destroy us" (Bible Myths, p.438)., He voiced a prophecy that is
coming to pass.

If you are of that cless-which obeys the church order forbidding
the reading of.certain books, this work is not for you; for the Facts
it contains would strike you dumb.

This work is intended for thet small class of sincere folks
earnestly seeking Light and Truth, and not for the gullible masses
that are looking for evidence to support whet they are taught. Blind
belief in popular teaching cannot face cold facts.

If this were the 17th century, and this author lived in Europe,
he would be burnt at the stake as an enemy of God.

It has taken one thousand six hundred long years to do it, but
diligent archeolorists heve finally dug from ancient ruins that

damaging evidence which exposes the most colossal fraud in all the
annals of histery.

It was in the year 325 AD when the button was pushed that plunged
all Europe into the blackest night the world has ever known.

The man who pushed that button had just become the despotic

ruler of the greatest empire since the sinking of Lemuria in the

Constantine the Great, mighty ruler of mighty Rome, hands red
with human blood, had just gained the throne of the mighty Caesars,
and was determined to be in history, greater than the Great Julius,
who made the charming Cleopatra;%ueen of Egypt.




Teachers of Truth and Virtue may be great men in their work, but

Being only human, intoxicated with his success in sleying his
rival, Maxenthius, and craving greater power, Constantine decided
to rule the religlous life of his subjects as well as their politecal
life, never realizing of course that he was starting a movement
which would ruin the very empire of which he was the proud ruler.

With his plans before him, in 325 AD Constantine called that now
famous convention of the leading bishops of his realm, which became
known in history as the First Council of Nicea. The evil that grew

out of its work will continue to blacken the pages of human life for
centuries yet to come.

The purpose of the convention was to “invent" a2 New Religion that
would give the despot greater power over the people, For good reasons
a report of the proceedings of the council was never made public.

But fragmentary references to the proceedings, contained in private

letters of many who attended, show in substance what was done and
how,

The New Religion was invented in a very easy manner, It was
accomplished by simply literalizing the leading fables of the ancient
religion, and personifying its principal symbols,

The New Religion became known as Roman Catholicism, and its

spread over the Roman provinces was vigorously pushed by those put
in charge of the campaign,

When it became known at Rome what had been done, it made Con-
stantine so unpopular that he found it expedient to move his head-
quarters to his new city of Constantinopolis on the Bosphorus; and

that is why and how the latter city became the Capitol of the Roman
Empire under Constantine.

This fact is not correctly recorded in our histories and encyclo-

pedias, for they give the world only what the church ordera and per-
mits.

Prof, Max Muller wrote: ™"Beware of all versions of history that
come from Christian hands."

It was not easy to force on the people of the countries under
Roman control, the New Religion with its utterly unknown and strangely

"erucified god,"™ who was wrapped in swaddling clothes and laid in
a manger when born (Lu, 2:7, 16).

Helena, mother of Constantine, being deeply interested in the

matter, was unable to find in all Jewry anyone who had ever heard of
this "c¢rucified god.®

Some think that may be the main reason why Constantine had her
assassinated. The New Religion had to be protected at all cost.

T. W. Doane writes: "Not so much as one single passage pur-
porting to be written as historysgithin.the first century of the



Christian era, can be prcduced to show the existence at or before
that time of such a person as Jesus of Nazareth, called the Christ,

or any such set of men as could be accounted his disciples or
followers"™ (Bible Myths, p.564).

The Rev. Dr. Giles says, "Great is our disappointment at finding
nothing in the works of Phiio (Jewish writer contemporary with the

gospel Jesus, about the Christians, their doctrines, or their sacred
books.,

About the books we need not expect any notice; but about the
Christians and their doctrines, his silence is more remarkable,
inasmuch as he was about sixty years old at the time of the cruci-
fixion, and living mostly in Alexandria, so closely connected with
Judea, and the Jews could hardly have failed to know something of
the events (recorded in the gospels) that had taken place in Jerusalendf
(Hebrew & Christian Records, vol. 2, p.tl). They never took place.

Uhen the strange story of the gospel Jesus was first introduced
among the Greeks and Romens, they were inclined to mock at the "Lord
and Savior" of the manger, That mocking ceased as the% discovered
how dangerous it was when the Emperor promulgated the Faith in
official decrees, which the police and soldiers enforced .

Little did these Greeks and Romans dream that they and their
children, for fifteen hundred yeers, were fated to see rivers
reddened with their blood because of the gospel Jesus whom they had
mocked, while their proud Empire would crumble into dust and darkness
as the Romen Hierarchy rose in power, and, with Bible in one hand

and bloody sword in the other, gradually clamped its galling yoke
upon the countries controlled by Rome.

Little did Paul (apollonius) and his group know that '"the gospel
which was preached of me is not after man" (Gsl, 1:11,12), would
be revised and revamped to make a man of a mystic symbol, the Spirit
(Sun, Spark of Life) in all men (Col, 3:11), and make the Spiritual
Resurrection to which he referred as a mystery (1 Cor. 15:42, 51),
the literal resurrection of a human corpse.

Vhat a shock it would have been to Paul had he known that the
kingdom of God which he declared could not be inherited by "flesh
and blood" (1 Cor. 15:50), and which the Luke said was within man

(Lu., 17:21), would later receive into its folds the "flesh and blood"
of the gospel Jesus, who is made to say,

"Behold my hands and my feeti that it is I myself; handle me,

and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have"
(Lu, 216-39) .

The Ancient Religion, which had prevailed in all parts of the
world for a hundred thousand years, had to be suppressed; ancient
history and philosophy had to be destroyed; ancient temples had to

be razed; the Masters of the Ancient Religion had to be converted

Then came the journey of Columbus in 1492, showing that the earth
is round, not flat as was taught by the church.
