Pre-existence ofMan 

LIFE 

If a man die, shall he live again? Is life temporal or eternal? (Job. 14:14 2 Cor. 
4:16 ). 

For these burning questions the church and modem science have no answer. 
Science knows no more now about Life than it did a thousand years ago. 

Science has explored Life down to a single cell of living matter, but what makes 
the cell alive is a mystery to science. 

The great cosmic ray scientist Millikan wrote~ "I cannot explain why I am alive 
rather than dead. Physiologists can tell me much about the mechanical and chemical 
processes of my body, but why 1 am alive they cannot say". (Collier's, Oct. 24, 1925.) 

It is interesting and enlightening to review scientific speculation on this question. 

Bichat opened his celebrated" Recherches Physiologiqucs sur la Vic et is Mort" 
by defining Life as "The sum of the functions by which death is resisted". 

That tells nothing and is just a circuitous way of asserting that Life is nothing 
more than the ability, quality, and property of being able to live. Or to resist " death." 
Which implies that "death" is an entity, a demon, constantly waiting for a chance to 
destroy Life. 

Fletcher, defined Life as: "Life consists in the sum of the characteristic actions of 
organized beings, performed in virtue of a specific susceptibility, acted upon by specific 
stimuli". 

To Fletcher, Life was just the body 's activity. Richcrand said the same in these 
words: "Life consists in the aggregate of those phenomena which manifest themselves in 
succession for a limited time in organized beings". 
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Now comes the renowned Osler, greatest physician that America ever produced, 
and he "scientifically" defined Life in these words: "Life is the expression of a series of 
chemical changes" (Mod. Med. 1907, p.39). 

Osler did not define Life. Like all the rest, he merely described the process of 
Life. 

If the tem1 Life simply means the attestations of its processes and presence, the 
signs of Life and nothing more, these great scientists have done about as well as the 
subject permits. 

Prof. LeConte took a tum at the puzzle. Listen to what he said: 
"In all cases, vital (Life) Force is produced by decomposition. Whence do 

animals derive their vital (Life) Force? I answer, from the decomposition of their food 
and tissues". (Conservation ofEnergy, pp 175, 188). 

According to this wild theory, Life rises from decaying matter. From stinking, 
rotting vegetables and animal flesh there comes forth the exalted principle called Life. 

That mysterious, unlimited, eternal Force, which forms plants, animals, and man, 
and endows them with various powers, that gives man an intellect by which he could 
raise himself far above the low level to which his mis-education and controlled mind have 
reduced him,--that potent force is "produced by decomposition". So says science. 

It is unbelievable to think of serious minded scientists presenting and espousing 
such a preposterous proposition. 

That is what our children get in the schools and colleges. That is the shoddy bill 
of goods being sold to the masses in newspapers and over radio and television in the 
catchy slogan: "Better schools build better communities". 

lt required centuries of careful scheming to fix the educational institutions of the 
world so that each rising generation would be trained to run in the rut prepared by those 
who live and thrive on the ignorru:ce of the deceived masses. 

BIOLOGY 

The noted astronomer J.B. S. Haldane said: "We are at present almost completely 
ignorant of biology, a fact that often escapes the notice of biologists.

Pre-existence of Man 

Haldane shows that science has no Jaw of biology, no law of psychology, no law 
of physiology. He inveighed against "the belief that biology will consist merely in 
physical and chemical d iscoveries as applied to man, animals, and plants" (Daedalus, p. 
50). 

He opposes the theory that science can reduce Life to a mere physical and 
chemical basis. He believes that Life is more than "the expression of a series of chemical 
changes". 

Dr. Robert Walter said: "Chemical Affinity, under control of Vital (Life) Force, 
works constructively. But as soon as Vital (Life) Force departs, the same Chemical 
Affinity works destructively and destroys what is previously aided in building up . Vital 
(Life) Force, being the highest order of force known, employs in its service all agencies 
beneath it; but it neither falls to the level of its servants nor lifts them up to it's own 
level". (Vital Science, p.l 87) 

The great Carrel also opposed the chemical theory of Life. He declared that Li fe 
is more than physics and chemistry. He said that while the laws of mechanics, physics, 
and chemistry are applicable to inert matter, they are not to man. Then he shouted: 

"The illusions of the mechanists ofthe 19th Century, the dogmas of Jacques Loeb, 
and the childish-physico-chemical-conceptions of man, in which most physiologists and 
physicians still believe, have to be definitely abandoned". (Man The Unk.nown,p.l08) 
Then he quickly added: 

"How nai"ve our speculations! Our knowledge of the human body is, in truth, 
most rudimentary. It is impossible, for the present, to grasp its constitution. (Man The 
Unknown, p. 109). 

That frank confession by a truly great scientist of modem times shows how silly 
and stupid it is for us to look to modern science for help and guidance in our search for 
Light. 

NATURE OF LIFE 

Biologists vie with one another in confessing their ignorance of the Nature of 
Life. 

Biology cannot pose as a science as long as its leading lights confess ignorance as 
lhc Nature of Life. 
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Biology consists almost entirely of nothing but a description of the phenomena 
and conditions of Life. The Nature of Life itself, biologists declare, is unknown to them. 

That is erroneous. The Nature of Life is known and understood by its work, but 
material science stubbornly refuses to admit it. Man is cognizant of the Nature of Life by 
observation, experience, and consciousness. 

We live, we are alive, therefore the Nature of Life is known. 

POTENTIAL BEING 

The Masters said that the center of Light is the Supreme Being. In their words, 
the Supreme Being united with Sophis (Wisdom) and communicated to it The Germ of 
Transformation, and the Material world was the result. 

The Masters held that the Immaterial (Spiritual) Structure exists before the 
Material---the theory of Archetypes of Telearche. 

Accordingly, Thought Forms, Pre-existence, Potential Being, visible image of the 
invisible Eternal, emanating from Cosmic Mind as the activating Germ, unfolcleci as Mr~n 
(evolution), clothed in the gam1ent of the Cosmos, corresponding in color, number, and 
vibration to the Solar System as it is at the moment of the beginning of the transformation 
of the Invisible Man to the Visible Man. 

Dr. Gustaf Stromberg, noted astronomer, presents in "The Soul of the Universe" a 
theory of creative processes which he demonstrated to be sound and correct. He begins 
with the Circle and makes his theory harmonize with cosmic principles. 

The Ancient Masters used a Circle to symbolize the Creative Center. They knew 
that creative processes work in circles. The products are circles. The Universe is 
composed of circles. Man's body is composed of circles. The body cells are circles, 
composed of circular atoms, which is composed of electrons that are circles and move in 
circles. 

The atom is composed of an orbit of electrons revolving around the nucleus 
center as the planets revolve round the Sun. The electron is a center of whirling force and 
revolves round the nucleus, the central sun in the atom. 
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ELECTRICAL FIELDS 

Stromberg asserted that "In the living world there are organizing fields (composed 
of whirling centers of force), which determine the structure and functions of living 
orgarusms. 

These fields are definite and well defmed. They expand during embryonic 
development, attain full size at maturity, and, at death, the Ego that inhabited the 
organized form, the body, contracts to a point and vanishes in the astral (invisible) world. 

Stromberg demonstrated the theory of potential being to be a fact. He showed by 
experin1ents that an immaterial, invisible, pre-existing form is back of every material 
form, back of every cell,--a theory presented by Lakhovsky. When the cell is what we 
call dead, that immaterial form lives on. He wrote: 

"The structure and functions of a cell, a nerve system, a brain, are not due to the 
collected molecules of the cells, but to an electrical field with definite properties, 
structural as well as functional". 

He experimentally studied the electrical field to see if there were any around a 
tadpole. With an exceedingly sensitive electrical instrument he explored the electrical 
field in the water surrounding the tadpole. When the animal was undergoing 
metamorphosis, changing from tadpole to frog, the effect was startling. 

He found that the structure of the future animal was already in existence as an 
immaterial (spiritual) forrn before it had acquired or changed to a material substratum. 
The fonn was there before the pattern wherein the molecules had become incorporated in 
the material form. 

Stromberg said, "The substance, which was the Soul in the solution, clicked into 
place, and (presto chango) an animal came into physical being". 

Carrel wrote, "An organ develops by (mysterious) means, such as those attributed 
to fairies in the tales told to children .... It cannot be explained in the light of our present 
concepts" (Man the Unknown, pp. 107-8). 

The immaterial, spiritual structure, the Potential Being, not only comes first and 
exists first, but it lives on and remains after the material form has disintegrated and 
disappeared. Not only in the case of man, but of every living thing. 
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THE ZODIAC 

The ancient Zodiac, a map of the stany sky, is an imprint of the physical sheaths 
of man's body and indicates, like a clock, the plane of Will and Consciousness in which 
Solar (Soul) Forces works thru the body. 

Man, the peak of all creation, greatest of all creators, contains within himself all 
the potential powers, systems, planets, and globes of the universe. The body cells are 
composed of atoms; and the atom is a tiny universe in itself. 

Man's body is a mass of millions of suns, stars, planets, organized into systems of 
cells, molecules, atoms and electrons, all whirling in the body at terrific speed, producing 
great power which is the power of the body; and that power emanates from the electrical 
fields described by Stromberg, and these fields are emanations from the mighty Sun, the 
God of the Ancient Masters, who said: "For our Bod is a Consuming Fire" (Reb. 12:29). 

Man, the Microcosm, is the image of the Macrocosm (Gen. 1 :27). The Masters 
aid, "That which is above is like that which is below." 

Man embodies the Seven planes of Being: (1) electronic, (2) atomjc, (3) 
molecular, (4) cellular, (5) organic, (6) Human, and (7) Divine. 

COSMIC CYCLE 

All things and elements move in circles, from the invisible to the Visible and back 
again, it the eternal process of construction and destruction, of integration and 
disintegration. That work is called Creation, but the more correct term is Transformation. 
Things are transformations not creations. 

Littlefield writes, "All visible fonns have their counterpart (pattern) m the 
invisible world." (p. 180). 

He holds that the visible world is a materialization of Cosmic Thought Forms 
existing in the Spiritual World. Thought Forms are the origin of all living things on earth 
(Way ofLife, p. 76). 

He further says that living forms are entirely dependent upon the Life Principle, 
the living form being only an expression of the Life Principle, not productive of it (p. 
359). 
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The Masters taught that what appears as the Life Principle rises from the effect of 
Solar Electricity, generated by the Sun,: Ani-ma is the Life; Ani-mare means to animate," 
wrote Dunlap. 

The Law of Thought Forms, existing in the Invisible World, was expressed by the 
Masters in these words: Every plant of the field (was in the air) before it was in the earth, 
and every herb of the field (was in the air) before it grew. (Gen. 2:5). 

The church fathers, without doubt, omitted men from the Law of Potential 
Existence when they copied, edited, and distorted the ancient literature for their Bible. 

SOLAR RADIATION 

LIFE is not a chemical function nor a physical factor, as claimed by science. 

LIFE did not originate in the sea, nor come from a single cell, as claimed by 
evolutionism. 

LIFE is a Cosmic Principle that emanates from the might Sun. It charges the air 
and flows thru the air, hence the Ancient Masters termed it the Breath of Life, while Paul 
wrote: "For Our God is a Consuming Fire" (Gen. 2:7; Heb. 12:29). 

The Bible further says, "A fire gocth before him (the Sun) and bumeth up his 
enemies round him. His lightenings enlighten the world. The earth saw, and trembled. 
The hills melted like wax at the presence of the Lord (Sun)" (Ps. 97:3-5). 

Solar Radiation makes possible radio, radar, and television. Tt is the mysterious 
substance of the atom with its terrific power. 

See the flowers of the field follow the glorious Sun. In the morning, the Sun 
Flower is facing east, and in the evening it faces the west. The Nature of Life is known, 
but material science refuses to admit it. 

If the mighty Sun would fail, the earth would sink in total darkness, would be as 
barren as a rock, and the gods of all races and all times would be utterly helpless. The 
gods need the Sun, but the Sun needs no gods. 

Solar Force, Solar Radiation, Solar ElectJicity, call it what you will, acts on inert 
matter; and thru organized forms it manifests certain and definite mental, emotional, 
volitional, and sensational qualities that arc not chemical nor physical and are different in 
every species of animal and plant. 
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This is conclusive evidence to show that One Life animates all living things and 
that the organized form, not the Life Principle, governs the character of the 
manifestations. 

The time will come when these material biologists must take due cognizance of 
the Psychic and the Mental as well as the Physical and Chemical Principles. 

The psychic qualities of Life in animals and man are never fully apparent. They 
lie in wait, as it were, for the opportunities and occasions of expression. They are there 
and ready to act when the conditions for action are present and appropriate. 

When external and internal circumstances are suited to the expression of the 
Psychic Qualities of Life, the expression responds, is caiJed forth from the mysterious 
realm of the unseen. 

This Primal Law of Expression accounts for the flTSt appearance of living forms 
on the cooling surface of the young earth. 

THE GODMAN 

Life is an omnipotent force, a cosmic principle, a phase of Solar Radiation; and 
when conditions become suitable for living forms to appear, then the primal bacteria, 
fungi, and protozos naturally came from the invisible realm, to be followed in due order 
by all the higher species from amoeba to man, each entity being a presentation, as it were, 
from the astromental region of the universe above the physical plane. 

The theory of evolution, the idea that higher species ascended from the lower, is 
an impossibility on the face of it. 

That which is superior is invented and superadded to that which is inferior. The 
superior nature of man is invented and superadded to the inferior anthropoid nature-­
according to the theory of evolution. 

Man is a person, and his personality developed by increments of Mind and 
Emotion that result from his superior brain development. 

Cosmic processes produced the personality, and the superior Mind, the result of a 
superior brain, have endowed that personality with mental faculties, emotions, and ideals 
far above the nature of other animals. 
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In possessing the Cosmic Power of Creation, man is a creator in his own right. 
His is a free agent, and independent creature, and is responsible for his own conduct. 

Man is the God of his own being and existence. He has within himself the power 
of propagation and perpetuity. He can never become extinct. His pre-existence is plainlv 
evident. 

Nor were there magic powers given to men or bestowed upon him by some 
imaginary god. They are an inherent part of him, of his very being, and cannot be given 
to him nor taken from him. 

Man has within himself all the potentialities of his own existence. He is the only 
true God. That God dwells in man and man in him, as the Bible says. And they are on 
the earth, not in the sky, not in "that home above." 

The Bible says, "Know ye not that your body is the Temple of the Holy Ghost, 
which is you?" ... Know ye not that ye are the Temple of God, and that the Spirit of God 
dwelleth in you?" (1 Cor. 3:16; 6:19). 

No effort of concentration nor degree of reflection, no matter how long continued, 
can make man conscious of a personal identity in himself that is not himself- that is 
separate from his body and distinct from his own brain. 

That fact is conclusive evidence to convince a rational mind that the Spirit of God, 
said to be dwelling in man's body, is none other than Man himself. 

Mao could not come into the visible world if he did not exist in the invisible 
(spiritual) world. 

It is axiomatic that something cannot come from nothing, regardless of what the 
church says, or what it made its god say. 

In harmony with cosmic law, occult science holds that actual existence rises from 
potential existence; that physical existence is the materialization of spiritual existence. 

Under the Law of Cosmic Radiation, physical man appears as the materialization 
of his spiritual duplicate. Man's visible form is a replica of his invisible frame, says Prof. 
Lakhovsky. 

Clear, invisible light is an example of Potential Existence. In that clear light there 
exist all the various colors of the rainbow, and they materialize and become visible when 
proper conditions are supplied. 
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Likewise the invisible frame of man, under proper conditions, materializes into a 
visible form. 

That is Transformation, and not creation as the church sells it. 

Under the Cosmic Law ofBeing, man could not be the God of the visible world if 
he were not the God of the Invisible World. Man would have to be the God of the 
Invisible World in order to become the God of the Visible World. 

That is the reason why the Ancient Masters said that "the kingdom of God is 
within you" (Lu. 17:21). That is literally true. It is not j ust a figure of speech. 

Man is supreme over all institutions and not they over him. He has natural empire 
and dominion over all things and institutions. They are for him not he for them. But the 
church, for profit and power, has reversed this natural law and order. 

These facts appear simple, and all intelligent men should assent. But man is not 
easily convinced of the truth. For the subtle intellect of the professional schemer can 
weave his mist over the clearest vision. 

Man is the only God the world will ever have, find, or discover, and Man is an 
Eternal Being in his own right. 

True Being is not the result of organization but the cause of it. It is not an 
aggregate of modes of motion, nor a succession of phenomena and perceptions, but the 
cause ofthem. 

True Being is a Living Spirit, a Spark of the Great Central Light that enters into 
and dwells in the body to be separated therefrom in the process called death and return to 
its original source. 

True Being is an independent state of eternal existence. It does not disperse nor 
end at death, like breath or smoke, nor can it be annihilated. It still exists after the death 
of the body as it existed before the birth of the body. 

CREATION- TRANSFORMATION 

Creative processes are really transfonnative processes. 
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What is called creation is the transfom1ation of potential existence into actual 
existence, spiritual existence into physical existence. The process had no beginning and 
has no end. It is in constant and eternal operation. 

The starting point on the physical plane is the atom. It contains twelve particles 
and a nucleus of solar electricity. 

The nucleus at the center activates the atom, and the aggregation of atoms 
produces fonn. 

The twelve pa1tides consist of six positive and six negative in polarity. The 
positive revolve clockwise, and the negative, anti-clockwise. 

These particles are powered by the attraction (positive) and repulsion (negative) of 
the nucleus. 

The nucleus of the atom occupies a position analogous to the Sun. The motion of 
the planets of our solar system is ruled and powered by the attraction and repulsion of 
solar force, not by so-called gravity as claimed by science. 

ln their particular timing in their orbits, all twelve particles of the atom contact the 
central nucleus regularly, to sustain their motion. 

Like the Sun, the nucleus, powered by solar electricity, possesses infinite power, 
and power can be drawn from it indefinitely. 

The atom is a miniature unjverse, and the nucleus corresponds to the solar center 
of the universe. The work of each is creative, transformative, and the power of each is 
infinite. 

Principles of Existence 

The causes of things are the Principles of Existence, and these Principles operate 
according to law and order. 

Every Principle of Operation is and Invisible Force and has an unchanging order 
of work. The force, being recognized by the mind, becomes a Principle of Science, which 
produces, governs, and being understood, explains every phenomenon that follows. 

Transformative Forces are invisible as the transformativc principles in a seed, a 
bud, a gem1, an egg. 
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Existence is the unfolding, the evolution, of Transformativc Principles, which 
mould the visible things in Nature from the invisible substance of the umverse-as 
invisible gases form water, then ice, and back again to invisible gases. 

This order of operation was declared by tbe Ancient Masters (Rom. 1 :20), and 
confirmed by science, without a possible fact in the universe to controvert it. 

The cluck is not the development of the visible material of the egg but of an 
invisible principle of Life that transforms the material to a chick- building from the 
material an organism that corresponds with the parent organism- from the duck, a duck; 
from th~:; hen, a chick; but fron1 an infertile egg, explosive gases. 

Recognizing this truth, we observe that Like begets Like, each after its kind. 

An interior, invisible Principle of Existence is a necessary conclusion of the 
human intellect and confirmed by the analogies of Nature in every department of 
existence. 

The arguments admitted to sustain this conclusion yield an exactly similar and 
equally important one, which, though just as logical and certain, may not be so readily 
admitted, though we cannot see now any thinker can doubt it, viz., that the cause, whether 
first or last, or anywhere along the line of causes, must be the comprehensive equal of the 
effect; anci, conversely, the effect must be the comprehensive presentation of the cause. 

lf a millionth portion of an atom can be added to the universe beyond the 
sufficiency of the cause, there is no reason why the whole universe shall not exist 
independently of a cause; and if the universe is causeless, all its parts must be equally so, 
and every principle of science must consequently fail. 

If the slightest increase of the effect beyond the sufficiency of the cause can be 
secured, every relation of Cause and Effect must fail, and not only Science, but the 
human mind be proved incompetent to any conclusion. 

If the cause is not the equal of the effect, then some part of the effect is causeless, 
and if a part is without a cause, why not the whole? 

Consistency of thought demands that we proceed m our processes in a direct 
course thru infinite time to infinite results. 

If dead, decaying matter can produce Life, if unintelligent matter can produce 
intelligence, if unconscious matter can produce consciousness, and mind, there is no 
reason why man shall not progress to infmitc capacity by virtue of the power residing in 
the circumstances of his Environment; and if infinite results can be obtained by progress 
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in one direction, we are for the same reason justified in concluding that all visible things 
come from nothing. 

Life only from Life, each after its kind, is the order of organic development. 

The facts of observation confirm the deductions of reasons and the inferences of 
analogy, without a fact in the universe to cast any doubt upon the conclusion. 

Life is a dynamic, energi7-ing, determining Principle of Existence; and that Life is 
what? Its work reveals its nature. 

Life first shows its presence in protoplasm, indefinite, organless, living matter, 
which, though alive, is not Life. For we may see dead as well as living protoplasm, 
proving that Life is an Infmite Force distinct from either. 

Though organless, Life produces all organs, as all observers agree, and still it is 
the fixed and unchangeable order of each after its kind. 

Life only from Life; ducks only from ducks; com only from com; and man only 
from man- not man from ape. 

Vegetable protoplasm wi ll not produce animals; animal protoplasm will not 
produce man; the protoplasm of a black man will not produce a white man. 

Life, as an indisputable, observed fact, is not the result nor the elfeet, but the 
cause of organisms. 

Organisms produce protoplasm. Certainly reproduction is one of the great facts of 
the universe; but reproduction only because of an inherent quality in living things that 
makes reproduction possible. 

Man produces progeny only because be is the product of Life from the Original 
Source and endowed with the capacity to make reproduction thru him possible. 

Be not confused nor misled at thi s point. Man is not a producer of progeny, 
though it so appears. We do not see what we think we see. 

Man is the product of Life Force and cannot produce what has produced him. 

Reproduction, as the tenn is used and understood, is a myth and a misnomer. 
Nothing ever reproduces itself. 

Living things cannot reproduce what they cannot originally produce. But they are 
so constituted that they are competent to supply conditions in which the Primal Force of 
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Existence will lay hold of Invisible Elements and mysteriously weave them into various 
and definite forms, thus transforming Invisible Forms or Patterns into Visible Organisms. 

Infinite Source 

The Original Source of Living Existence must be recognized as an Infinite 
Source-infinite in duration, in power, in character, in quality. 

The reason that concedes the Original Source to be necessary also concludes that 
the Original Source shall be the equal of all that follows-the equal of the infinite 
capacity to which all things tend. 

The character of the Original Source is described by the things made as stated by 
the Ancient Masters (Rom. 1 :20). 

The lesser can never produce the greater. Progress is the great fact of all ages, but 
progress beyond the Original Source is an impossibility- a dream of a disordered mind. 

Progress will continue thru infinite existence but will never and can never exceed 
its Source, any more than existence, as we have it, could have come from something 
infinitely beneath it, and fina11y, from nothing. 

Upward to the cerulean heaven, and not down to the slimy mud at the uutlum uf 
the sea, must we look for the origin of living things. 

If something cannot come from nothing, then of necessity the something from 
which things come must be the equal, at least, of all that comes. And that which comes 
describes with great clearness the character of that from which it comes. 

The requirements of human reason necessitates the conclusion that: 

1. Every effect indicates a cause; 

2. The cause is and must be anterior to effect; 

3. The cause is and must be interior to the effect, as the term evolution suggests; 

4. The cause is invisible, as Principle perpetually unfolding to results; 

5. The cause must be the efficient and sufficient equal of the effect. 

6. The cause must answer to the requirements of all things just as each 
subordinate cause does to its effect. 
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7. Conscious Being, the highest order of all existence, must nse from the 
Original Source and be illustrated by all such processes as necessarily are 
inherent in Mind. 

CROSS OF LIFE 

The esoteric fail to comprehend biblical symbolism because it bas an esoteric 
meaning that finds explanation only in Cosmic Laws. 

Each cell of the body is bipolar, has a nucleus of solar electricity, and IS 

dominated by magnetic force. 

The polar properties of attraction and repulsion are very marked. Cells unite and 
separate exactly as do two electrified bodies, showing that the ce11s are charged with 
clectrici ty. 

The cell expresses two other functions, viz., volition and sensation. 

These four fundamental functions of Life, of the body cell, which modem science 
fails to notice, result from the action of solar radiation on the poles of the cell, producing 
all phenomena called Life, with each organ and gland of the body performing its allotted 
work. 

And the endless search for a mysterious Life Principle goes on and on, because 
the searchers ignore the Nature of Life and know not for what they are searching. 

Let us imagine an upright bar with negative and positive poles. To this upright 
bar we affix a cross bar with volition and senation poles. 

The Ancient Masters termed this the Cross of Life. This ancient symbol presents 
a clear picture of the four phases of solar radiation in relation to the human body. 

Three salts, phosphates of lime, magnesia, and potash, will give expression to 
solar radiation as Life, and build the Cross of Life, each of the four points of which give 
expression to each of the four phases of so-called vital force. 

The Cross of Life may be built experimentally by the same combination of 
phosphates of lime, magnesia, and potash as found in the body cells, thru which Solar 
Radiation manifests the four functions mentioned. 

Transformative processes exhibit these four fundamental functions ofLifc, which 
inheres in the atom and appears In the body cells. 
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Without these four fundamental functions, there would be no creation, no 
transformation, no universe, no organized forms, no Life. 

COSMIC INTELLIGENCE 

Modern science has somewhat discovered the power of the atom, and the 
magnitude of that power shocks the world. 

Science lags far behind the Ancient Masters in its failure to recogruze the 
INTELLIGENCE ofthe atom. 

Atomic intelligence rules the vegetable kingdom. For instance, if trees are 
watered in dry weather, their roots will tum up toward the surface of the ground for that 
water but will go deeper down for moisture if not watered. This conduct shows that 
atoms know their work and how to do it. 

Carrel declared that the "existence of Intelligence is a primary datum of 
observation" (Man the Unknown, p. 121 ). Then he cited an example of the work of 
Cosmic Intelligence. He wrote: 

"Isolated cells have the singular power of reproducing, without direction or 
purpose, the edifices characterizing each organ. If a few red blood corpuscles, impelled 
by gravity, flow from a drop of blood placed in liquid plasma and form a tiny stream, 
banks are soon built up. These banks then cover themselves with filaments of fibrin, 
forming a tube, thru which the red cells glide just as in a blood vessel" (p.l 07). 

Cosmic intelligence is exhibited in the work of the atom. The aggregation of 
atoms produces cells; and cosmic intelligence is exhibited in the work of the cells of the 
body; but that intelligence is intensified with all the combined power of all the atoms in 
the cell. 

The aggregation of cells produce organs; organs from the body and cosmic 
intelligence appears in the body as biologic, psychologic, and physiologic intelligence, 
ri.sing from the atom, intensified with the combined power of all the atoms in the body 
and producing what we call the unconscious or subconscious Mind, lying beyond the 
reach of the will-power of the five senses. 

From the subconscious Mind rises the Conscious Mind, appearing as man's sense 
powers, and being Cosmic Intelligence manifesting thru the brain in Man's three­
dimensional world. 
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BOOK WITH SEVEN SEALS 

Revelation, last book of the Bible, deals with the psychic phase of Cosmic 
Intelligence, which is a manifestation beyond the power of the common five senses, and 
raises man to the fourth dimensional plane of being. 

Pre-existence of Man 

Super-consciousness, a rare state found in the cases of true clairvoyance, ts a 
union ofthe power of the conscious and the subconscious phases of Mind. 

Due to the thorough manner in which the scheming church fathers ciestroyed all 
ancient literature in order to hide their fraudulent work, it has taken many ages to 
discover that the original Scroll of the last book of the Bible came from India. 

Kundalini Yoga teaches all about the Book with Seven Seals. The book 
represents man's body, and the Seven Seals represent the seven major nerve centers of the 
body. 

The Lamb, standing in the midst of the throne and looking like it had been 
sacrificed (Rev. 5:6), does not represent the gospel Jesus as the stupid clergy think, but 
the Candidate who has been tried, tested, and accepted for initiation in the Ancient 
Mysteries, where he will be taught how to open the Seals of his body and activate the 
sixth and seventh sense powers of his brain, as so well explained by Klsmonti in his 
remarkable work titled "Awaken the World Within." 

That greatest teacher and magician of the first century, who later became the Jesus 
and the Paul of the New Testament, went to India about the year 36 AD, was initiated in 
the Hindu Mysteries, and given the Scroll that became a part of the Christian Bible. 

In baffling symbol and allegory, the Scroll described the strange effects that man 
experiences when he follows the Regenerate Life taught in the secret work of Masters. 

When this renowned teacher returned to Asia Minor, his native land, be retired to 
the isle of Patmos and spent considerable time there revising and editing the Scroll to 
make the context harmonize with the conditions of his country and the customs of his 
peopl~. The Work was tilled the Apocalypse, a Greek term that means "disrobing or 
unveiling," and hence translated Revelation in the Bible--but revealing nothing but 
confusion lo the esoteric. 
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THE BIBLE 

As this Scroll, Revelation, appears in the Bible, it is filled with spunous 
interpolations and clever distortions. It begins with the false statement: 

'The Revelation of Jesus Christ. which God gave unto him." etc. 

We shall cite an example to show how skillfully the cunning compilers of the 
Bible distorted the ancient scriptures: 

Correctly translated from the Greek, this passage reads: "For the evidence of 
resurrection is the power of seership." 

In the Bible, it reads: ''For the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy." 
(Rev.l9: 1 0). 

That passage refers to tbe resurrection of the dormant glands of the sixth and 
seventh sense powers of man, and the evidence of their resurrection or activation is the 
power of seership, that strange power of the senses which raises man from the common 
five to the rare seven sense plane of consciousness. 

The Apocalypse treats quite fully of the spiritual and psychic forces in man, but 
nowhere gives even a clue to the process by which these forces can be resurrected or 
activated. That was the top secret of the Masters and was never committed to writing. 

The most remarkable feature of the Bible is the skillful manner in which the 
scheming church fathers wove facts and falsehoods together. 

We defy any one to read one chapter or one paragraph in the Bible and find in it 
either truth or falsehood separatedly stated. Each falsehood is so inseparably connected 
with an undeniable truth, and the true and the false are so intricately and delicately 
interwove, that it is absolutely impossible for the unprepared mind to separate the one 
fmm the other. 

The Bible has gone out to the world and has chained in darkness and ignorance 
more people than any other secular book has ever done, exactly as it was planned by the 
cunning church fathers. 

These deceived people must live in that darkness until they evolve to such mental 
ability that they can winnow the tme from the false in this book and come to understand 
its fraudulent character. 
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The distortions in the Bible are so numerous and so cleverly made that they can be 
detected only by an expert in the Ancient Arcane Science. 

The Masters who developed this science knew that the creative or transformative 
Intelligence is phenomenon that rises from the orderly operation of polarized atoms, and 
this polarization they represented in the Caduceus by a white (positive) and a black 
(negative) serpent, also called the Good and Bad Serpent. 

Cosmic Intelligence of the atom attains its highest point in man, making him the 
Supreme Being of all organized bodies in both the visible and the invisible worlds. 

The anthropomorphic god of theology is an imaginary entity invented by the 
church and in which they centered and combined all the powers and principles manifested 
in the lawful processes of polarized atoms, plus solar radiation, the animating principle. 

Man can never rise above his present low level and emerge from the fog of 
illusion until he is made to realize that he is the Lord of the whole earth and the God of 
the Universe (Zech. 4:14). 

DEATH 

The words "die" and "death" in the philosophy of the Ancient Masters did not 
imply extinction. They used these terms to designate Renovation, Re-Birth. 

For the Life Power in man is the same as that which constantly renews vitality in 
all the realms ofNature, as explained in the Bible. 

That which thou so west is not quickened, except it die ( 1 Chor. 15: 36). 

Then the dying process is illustrated in the planting of grain. The grain does not 
die. The physical form disintegrates and returns to dust, as the Life Principle in it lives 
on again in the new plant. 

On Life; Eternal Life animates all living things, as stated under Solar Radiation. 

Recent discoveries that physical matter is condensed spiritual substance have 
shocked material science. 

We can now comprehend somewhat the teachings of the Masters that the invisible 
things are clearly understood by their visible manifestation (Rom. 1 :20) and that Birth 
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and Death are names applied to the Visible changes occurring constantly in the 
Cosmic Cycle. 

We must not be Jed astray by what we see. Appearances are illusions. We reason 
from what we think we sec and say that man dies, or that the Sun rises. Man only appears 
to die, as the Sun only appears to rise. 

The Bible says "We shall not sleep (in death), but we shall all be changed (to 
spiritual immortality). And so death is swallowed up in victory." 

The immortality of Life was common knowledge with the Ancient Masters and 
will be again when the false teachings of the church have been exploded by proper 
education of the masses. 

"As we have (all ) home the image of the earthly, we shall (all) also bear the 
image ofthe heavenly." (I Cor. 15.49). 

This declaration is not conditioned on any belief It includes all men, regardless 
oftheirbelief. (Mk. 16:16). 

THAT MYTHICAL JESUS 

The gospel narrative of the biblical Jesus is largely an allegorical story of the Soul 
but distorted and literalized to make it appear as the story of a man. 

The story was brought to Asia Minor from India by that great teacher of the first 
century, previously mentioned. 

The story alluded to the life of Krishna, who symbolized the Sun. The Hindus 
called the Sun "Kris." 

The four stages of earthly being, infancy, youth, maturity, and death, are 
represented in Nature by the four seasons of the zodiacal year; thus the astronomical 
significance of the allegory. 

The allegory was dramatized in the Ancient Mysteries to teach the neophyte the 
path of Life. 

The parallel of man's earthly life was represented as the Fall of Spirit from the 
celestial realm of Light into the terrestrial realm of Darkness, in which the Celestial Body 
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is imprisoned in its physical envelope (1 Cor. 15:40); its defilement therein by desire and 
lust and its purification in physical death and its return to its celestial home. 

This dramatized allegory was distorted and literalized in the New Testament to 
change the life of Krishna, symbol of the Sun, to that of Jesus as a man, which, joined 
with the original Hindu fable of Krishna, became the fabulous Life of the gospel Cluist, 
Christos, Kristos. 

ANCIENT INITIATION 

Dr. Angus wrote: "Initiation proper into the Ancient Mysteries was considered a 
physical death from which the Initiate rose through rebirth (born again). The hour of 
midnight was often chosen as the appropriate time for initiation. There was a familiar 
word-play on the words "initiation" and "dying." "To die is to be initiated," said Plato. 

ln the ceremonies of lnitiation, the neophyte was shown the mummied form of 
Asarus (Osiris, and called Lasarus in the Bible-Jn. 11), lying on its funeral bier, and to 
him the Hierophant said: 

"Cast thine eyes upon this motionless figure; after death thou wilt resemble it." 

When the neophyte was "resurrected" fTom symbolical death, as practiced in the 
third degree of modem Masonry, he knew by that experience the great secret of initiation, 
and what occurs in physical death. He learned by actual experience that Life is eternal 
and did not have to rely for the inforn1ation on the empty jargon of a preacher. 

In the oldest of all Bibles, the Egyptian Book of the Dead, the Spirit, in the form 
of a Dove with outstretched wings, hovers over the body and is made to say to the 
candidate: 

"I have the power to be born a second time (Jn. 3:3). As Spirit I enter the body 
and come forth again as Spirit and look down upon my physical fonn, which is that called 
man." 

That is incarnation and was taught by tbe Masters as the burial of Spirit in Matter. 
They called it a living death- a state that carries life on but under conditions dramatized 
as Death in the Ancient Mysteries. 

Cicero said that the Initiates nol only receive lessons which made life more 
agreeable, but drew from them the ceremonies happy hopes for the future life. 
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Socrates said that those admitted to the Mysteries possessed, when dying, the 
most glorious hopes for eternity. 

Pindar wrote: "Happy is he who has passed through the Mysteries. He knows the 
origin and the end of (terrestial) life." 

In the finale, initiation in the Ancient Mysteries was the presentation of 
knowledge of the remarkable CHANGE that occurs at death. 

Paul shouted: "Behold, T show you a mystery: We shall not sleep (in death), but 
we shall all be changed" (to spiritual immortality) (1 Cor. 15:51). 

Death is the natural, final rite that releases Spiritual Man from his physical prison. 
The Ancient Masters said: 

"The Real Man is never born, nor does he die. Unborn, undying ancient, 
perpetual, and eternal, he has endured and wi ll endure forever. The body dissolves and 
returns to dust, but He who hath occupied it remaineth unhanned and unchanged." 

THE FUTURE LIFE 

The Ancient Masters taught that what we call death is a state of transition wherein 
man's spiritual consciousness n tles supreme because it is released from the limitations 
imposed by the physical organism. Man is then able to see both sides of his dual nature 
and to sense his spiritual self as the Real Man and his physical self as the shadow man. 

At transition ( physical death), the substance of the visible body falls entirely out 
of the range of the Great Comic Circuit of Life, and, under the law governing inert 
matter, it disintegrates into gases and fluids. But the subconscious Mind (Spiritual Man) 
remains intact, unaltered, unharmed by that mysterious change. 

In the unconscious state, man's conscious Mind is blank and inactive. Suspended 
are the faculties of seeing, hearing, smelling, tasting, and feeling. If we upen lhe eye of a 
dead man, he cannot see anything. The senses of the physical plane are then incompetent 
to register impressions conveying any intelligence. 

The Supreme Universal Consciousness maintains its perpetually active state so 
lhat the physiological processes of the unconscious body continue uninterruptedly. In 
fact, the S. U. C. is so alert that if the unconscious body is removed from a comfortable to 
a chilly room, the body temperature automatically changes to meet the hostile conditions 
of the colder envirorunent. 
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In like manner other disturbances are met. If the arms or legs of the unconscious 
body are artificially exercised, the physiological processes quicken to supply the 
additional energy required. That illustrates the power of the Subconscious Mind to 
protect the unconscious body, despite the fact that the unconscious body is unaware of it. 

This unconscious state is only temporary. At transition (physical death), a similar 
condition occurs but remains permanent. 

Transition (physical death) is the end of physical consciousness and the 
Subconscious Power rules supreme, being no longer bound and limited by the physical 
consciOusness. 

Modem science studies the physical side of man only and sees nothing but his 
visible form, which it mistakes for the Real Man. In the end, it is left empty-handed, for 
the physical man is only the shadow man. 

There is one striking feature of the reports of those who have been on the border­
line of transition but did not pass over (Ps. l 04:9). These reports all agree. 

The little girl was just able to talk, and she described in a childish way what she 
experienced in her unconscious state. She had never heard the things she related, yet her 
report was identical with all the others. What did they report? 

The secret of what occurs in man's mind at the moment of transition and later was 
taught in the Egyptian Mysteries. 

The rites of these ancient dramas, "commencing in gloom and sorrow, and ending 
in light and joy, dimly shadowed forth the strange passage of man from physical 
mortality to spiritual immortality." 

Traces o f these things appear in the Bible, but only occult students understand. 

"I will ransom them from the power of the grave" (Hos. 13: 14). "In the twinkling 
of an eye, the dead shall be raised incorruptible and we shall be changed. For this 
corruptible must put in incorruption, and thii; mortal must put on im mortality" 
( 1. Cor. 15:52, 53). 

These dark passages appear in clear light when we know the esoteric meaning. 

A certain man lay dying. A man noted for the trusting curiosity of his mind. He 
was a Free-thinker. Many were the nights he had sat thrashing out with his friends the 
great question- What comes after death? 
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t\ow, in dying, he was only seconds away from the answer. Suddenly, his eyes 
opened. They seemed to penetrate thru the ceiling and beyond. 

A happy smile lit his face. As the last breath left his body- "Ah!" he 
whispered ... "The Great Secret at last!" 

What was the Great Secret he saw unfold as he slipped out of this life? 

This is the story told hy those who have been on the borderline of transition, but 
did not pass over: 

There is at first a sense of surprising levity of the body. That appears as the first 
factor which impresses the subconscious mind of the unconscious man. 

Long before the unconscious man is willing to let nurse or doctor know that 
strange things are happening, he begins to sense that he is not lying so heavily. 

At first he thinks it is the imagination. Then he begins to sense a pleasant 
warmth, and to feel that he could rise from the bed and nothing could stop him. 

The room that was only a few feet distant begins to appear farther away. It is not 
due to fading eyesight, as he still recognizes those present. 

It is the secret of the Fourth Dimension. Man begins to sense himself in a world 
devoid of both space and time, which means existence in the Fourth Dimension. But 
none of the persons mentioned, except the philosopher, had ever heard of the Fourth 
Dimension. 

Then the voices of the persons present begin to grow dim until it seems as if they 
were at the very end of the hall. This is a great moment for the unconscious person, for it 
indicates a fading out of physical impressions. 

Eventually, the unconscious man could see nothing but his body on the bed. Not 
with his physical eyes, but with his spiritual sight. He seemed to be several feet above 
this body, gazing down at it. 

Between him and his body appeared a dim haze. The philosopher described it as 
the aura. Another said it looked like the Silver Cord mentioned in the Bible (Eccl. 12:6). 
Still another described it as being similar to the umbilical cord but not so solid. 

The fact is, they all saw something between them and their body, as they could 
feel the separation slowly taking place. 
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Another feature is, they had no desire to return to their body or to stop the 
separating process. But they did have a feeling of deep sorrow for those weeping around 
the body. 

They sense that sorrow and feel they must return to relieve it. But as for 
themselves, the sense of levity, of great freedom from all pain and suffering, the thrill of 
the new existence, give them an impelling urge to let the changing process continue and 
become permanent. 

All accounts agree that there seems to be a dual power present: One trying to hold 
them in the body and the other trying to draw them away; and in the perplexing state, 
some ofthem waver. 

Finally, as to those who go through the experience and return, they are drawn 
back into their body. They feel themselves cramped, shut in, and crushed; and at once 
their physical sensations begin to return. 

They begin to feel uncomfortably wann instead of the pleasant cooling sensation. 
They begin to feel heavy and weighted down, as if there were a weight on their chest. lt 
is difficult to breathe. Their eyelids are hard to open, but they slowly do-and that is the 
first sign that they are returning to consciousness. 

Sometimes it may be several days before they are able to talk. But they know all 
that is occurring around them. 

That is the strange story of the border-line state. The stories not only all agree, 
but they relate the same understandable events. 

Such arc the secrets of the Future Life, discovered by the Ancient Masters and 
taught to their disciples. 

ASTRAL PROJECTION 

We shall notice some more border-line cases. In 1936, Ju liette Nee!, of Texas, 
underwent an operation. When she inhaled the ether to make her unconscious, she says a 
strange thing happened, which she thus describes: 

"I heard the doctor talking in low tones as he ordered instruments, and suddenly I 
was no longer conscious of being in my body. I seemed to be above my body looking 
down on the operation. 
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T saw the doctor insert instruments into my body. Then I spoke and said, "I know 
what you are doing to my body." 

The doctor and nurses were startled and did not move for a moment. I went on 
describing the operation and trying to prove that I was conscious of everything and was 
not in the body. 

When the operation was over, I returned to my body. There was an interval of 
unconsciousness, and when r awoke, I found the doctor and nurses were amused by my 
description of the operation told to them while under the effect of the ether." (Condensed 
from Fate Magazine, Oct. 1956). 

Margaret Linden, writing in Fate Magazine, said: 

"I am certain that Life continues after (physical) death, because I was once 
permitted to cross the threshold between them." 

She became ill and was rushed to a hospital for an operation. About two hours 
after the operation, she says: 

"I was back in bed and was reviving from the effects of the anesthetic and heard 
myself cry despairingly, over and over, "Don't send me back!" 

She continues; 

"I can further remember trying frantically to move my inert body and being 
restrained by the doctor who held both my hands. 

"He was speaking quietly, insistently, striving to impress on my subconscious 
mind that it must hold fast to the remembrance of why I was begging not to be 'sent 
back.' 

"The next day when I returned to full consciousness, the doctor was there and 
asked me, 'Did I remember?' I did, and do now. 

"At some time during the operation, 1-my spirit- left my body. I remember that 
I was t1ying and knew this was no dream. For I had died. I knew it, and I welcomed it. 

"Jt was far more wonderful than any dream. I was no longer imprisoned in my 
body. 1 was free and lighter than thought. I had no weight, no substance at all. I knew 
that I was no longer a (physical) person. 

"I was just an essence, a vital spark, equipped with thoughts, feelings, and senses. 
The feeling above all else was that of extraordinary happiness. 
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"I could hear sweet music, and it seemed that I was the center of it." 

"As I was savoring this ecstasy in its entirety, a voice in me commanded: 
'You must go back; you must go back.' 

''I felt as if I were being pushed downward, and I cried, I implored, but again 
came the command: 'You must go back."' 

"Down I came, faster and faster, until, with a crash, I felt myself being pushed 
into what seemed to be a coffin of lead, which my spirit knew was my body. 

"After I told this to the doctor, he infom1ed me that toward the end of the 
operation, I had no pulse, no heart beat, no breath. l was apparently dead. He had 
immediately inserted his fingers through the incision in my body and was able to massage 
my heart, hoping to start its action. 

"He succeeded- and I am alive again" (Condensed from Fate Magazine). 

Life in the physical body is wonderful; and how grand is transition. 

The levity of the body, the freedom of all restraints, the absence of time and 
darkness and of all disagreeable sensations. 

This knowledge lifts the veil and reveals the arcane sctence of the Ancient 
Masters. 

By conducting the candidate to the very border-line state in the initiation, "the 
abode of (physical) death," he was taught that when man dies physically, the Living 
Spiritual Man is withdrawn from the material counterpart under spiritual conditions in 
that "New Life beyond the grave, which is everlasting."

The net result of each is a little sugar, a little fibrin, a little 
water-ca:rbcn, potassium, sodium, and the like. 

We plant them in the ground; the rains m::)5ten them, the s un shines m 
them, and slenoor shoots spring up arrl gray- and what a miracle is the nere 
grcwt:h, --the force, the capacity by which the feeble shoots, which a little 
wonn can nip off with a s ingle snap of its m:mdibles, e:tt:rncts frcm the earth, 
the air, and the noisture the different elenents, so learned cataloged by 
science, with which the plant increases in stature and rises tcward the sky . 

One plant gra.;s to a slender, fragile , feeble stalk, soft of texture, just 
an ordinary weed; another a strong bush, of woody fiber, a.:rned with thorns 
and sturdy enough to defy the winds; the third a tend=r tree, subject t o 
dan:ige by frost and lod<ed dcNm upcn by all the forest; while another spreads 
its rugged arns abroad and cares for neither frost nor ice, nor the sna.Js that 
lie armmd its roots for nx:nths • 

Out of the brown earth the colorless invisible air, the limpid rain-water, 
and the sunlight, the chemi.cal pc:wers of the seeds have extracted various­
shades of green that paint the leaves whi ch put for<th in the spr:ing upon the 
plants, the shrubs, and the trees.

The sane e3I1:h, air. tr:3:ter, and 
light have been made to furnish a differe..T'lt flavor to each fruit, a different 
perfl..nre to each frci t not mly, but to each £lONer. 

Is it any m:Jre of a problem whence come thocght and Hill md perception 
and a.11 the phenOJF-na of mind, tha this, ~~hence come the colors, the perfurres, 
the flavor of the fruit and the flcwer? 

And in each furi. t it seeds , c..J.Ch gifted with the S<3l.Jre wmdr<Jus power of 
reproduction-earn with the sare w:nircus forcas c<:ncealed in it, to be aga:m 
in turn evolved. Forces that li~d three thousand years in the grain of wheat 
fcund in the wrappings of an Egyptian munmy; forces of mien learning, science, 
and wisdan knew no ll.Dre 'b'1an they do of the nature and 1&75 of Creation. 

What can we knrn of the nature, and hew C2I'l ~ uneerstand the pa>~ers and

Or hew the waves of the air stri..Jdng t.:pon the tyrrl;)anum of the ear--thooe 
thin, invisible waves--produce the equally wondrous phe::orr.e.non of hearing end 
becane the roar of the tornado, the crash of the thunrer, the ~ice of the 
ocean, the chirping of the cricket, the sweet notes of the n:odcing-bird, or 
the n:agic nElody of the violin of Paganini? 

At this point Pike o:uld well have adCed that we knew nothing about h<:Nl 
solar electricity, flaving into the brain thru the Sil ~r Cord midl -..e shall 
notice later, produces the st:renge phe.nOIIEI1c:n tenred Life, whose work in the 
brain exhibi ts the mind of the master, the intelligence of the prufessar, the 
ccnsciousness of the doctor, or the logic of the lawyer. 

Or hew the mind rises superior to the TinE- Space ele!rent, as in drearrs, 
and takes us back in a m::ment for rrore tl-tan half a century in a.w life to the 
days when -..e were young and were fighting with rur c:::mre.des in the Hri.Eppine 
insurTeeticn in 1899, 1900, and 1901. 

Or hew the clairvoyant rises to t1-!e fourth d.imensicnal mind and is able 
to see the past life of a certain individual, or hew the hypnotist can send 
his subject back 1:hru the days of his life to the point of anteced:mt incar­
nations , as Morey Berns-tein did in the case of Bric:Ey Murphy. 

Our senses are mysteries to science, and we are mysteries to rurselves. 
Science h.:.s taught us nothing but ~ as to the nature of Otrr' sensatims, 
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our peroepti.ans, our cognizalC"'-S, the origin or 0\..Ir' thougn'tS ane1 ~dea.s . 

The great carrel eecla...~d that 11\31) diffuses thru space and that the 
psymolog:i.cal frontiers of the individual in s~ and tine are obviously 
suppositions and nat actualities (Man The Unknown)• 

What dc:es science knew of Substance? Men even doubt whether it exists . 
Philosophers tell us that our senses make kna.m to u:; only the attributes of 
substance, extensicn, expansion, harchess, col or, and the l:ike; but not the 
thing itself that is extended, solid, black, or whitE. 

Vhat a wondrous mystery there is in heat and light, existing we k::na.-1 not 
h&, with certain li.mi ts, narrcNJ in compariscn with infinity, beymd which, m 
every s i de, stretch cut infinite space and bla.d<ness of un:imaginable dali<ness, 
and the intensity of the incanc:eivable cold.

Another author stated: ''The imrortal Augcedies, or Solar Body, is of 
atomic, nm- rrolecular substance . 11 

Elizcbeth Tame observed: "'There is a real Sun Center in us, the Soler 
Plexus • . . The Solar Plexus is the point where life is born--where the 
Uncreate tecanes Create; the unorganized bec.:::JIEs organized; the uno:nscious 
becares conscious; the :invisible beCCieS visible, t:he imreasurable becares

"Fran substance o::nta:ined in the (gases of the) blood plasna, they 
synthet:ize the building llE.terial and even the buileers" (p. 108). He CO'ltinued: 

"'Ihe C"'-.lJs seem to reme.rnber their origi...nal unity, even when they becx::>rre 
'the clerrents of an inntlllEr'able nrultirude . They know sp:ntaneously the 
.functions attributed to them in the organized wholP. (bodv) .

cavities in the body. Hoterra) . 

"The bloodstrean na.J asstlT!Es the fonn of a capi.ll.a.Iy (blood) vessel , en­
veloped in a layer of contractile cells. 

"And thus, the isolated red and white corpuscles (of the blocd) oonstuct 
a segrrent of circulatory apparatus , althrug.l) there is neither heart, circula­
tion, nor tissue to be irrigated." (p . 107) . 

The Intelligence which directs and performs this magic ¥.:orl< is the

A..da:pt aticn involves selecticn, 2nd t l-}e pc;we r of selecticn places the bcdy 
en the "f:lane of Mind. ~.e ul t inBte act of Mind is the appropriaticn or 
rejection of the present rrB.teri.als of supply, whic.~ 2.ets imply t:l-,e qualities 
of .intelligence, sensation, and voliticn .

Or.e of the greatest of t'l.ese, Dr. Alexis Carrel, con'.lueed 33 years of 
brilliant biological research at the Rod<efeller Institut8 in 1939, and wrote 
a valuable beak of 34-6 pages, published in 1935, which he titled '"Man, The Un­
known, " in his effort to s'l.JilliE.I"ize in a fell words t'1e o:nclusion he had reached 
ccnce...-rning man as a result of his long years of labor. On page four he said : 

''Jr. fact, our ignorance (of ll\3n) is profOliDd. Most of the questicns put 
to therrsel ves by those who study hi..IJlEn l::eings remajn wi t"lcut cns...Jer. Imrense 
regions of rur inner world (of m3!1 1s body) are still unkna-Jn." 

The tcne of this frB:nk admission sounds quite different from the boasting 
propagc:-.da. isstEd by the nedical world about th.e conquest of disease~ the im­
rrn.mizatim of the body against disease, and s imilar stat:=rr-cnts that are n:Jthing 
JIDre than a drama of words used to c:nceal ignorance end nri.Blead the rrasses. 

A Physical Vehicle 

What is the body? It is tJ-,e comron error of mcx:~m science to iderrtify 
the physical body wi t:h man~ whereas the body is simp:J..y a V'2hicle for expressicn 
en the p.r.'1ysical plaHe, and is dis~~d whell no lcr.ger needed. 

The Bible rrentirns bodies as a:lestial and t errestrial. Paul said there 
1.s a natural body and a spiritual (relest:ial) bo&J (1 Cor. 15:44). 

The na.-rural body is siJ!lllY a vehicle of manifestation, appropriate to the 
conditions and the env-i_rcrure;Tt in which oi..II' lives are cast . 

Men, beasts, fishes and birds all have bodies s pecifically coesig~.ed to fit 
them in their enviroruiElt, a:1d to ftmctian a.Cequa.tely in the elem:mt iJ1 whic.h 
they are prcxh.lced and plaa:d. 

The body is not ide..T"~ti cal with the force which arimates it . The body is 
the inst:rurrent cnly. 

What Is reath 

We nust realize that death rreans mly the dissolution and disintegraticn 
of the physical vehicle. 
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When Paul said "t:he last enenv to be eestroyed is eeath11 (1 Cor. 15: 26) , 
he ITEant that liED TruSt drive from his mind the false imoressicn that death is 
the end of life . · 

According to the Bible, man lives to die and dies to li ~. That is what 
the biblical scribe JIEant vmen he wrote: Except a mm be born again (.in the 
process called <Eath), he cannot see the .invisible Kingdcm of Life (Jn . 3:3,5, 7). 

The SallE thought was expressed in these words: For our light afflictim 
(death), which is but for a rnc:mmt, worketh for us a far rrore exceeding and 
eternal weight of glory ( imrortali ty) ( 2 Cor. 4: 17) , 

What walld you say if you could see man leaving his body in the proress 
called eeath? 

You do not understand that dying i s a physiological process which is gov­
erned by cosmic law just as truly as is the process of birth. 

You cb not realize that the precess of dying is not the end of man, but 
the end of his body cnly. 

Job made a rni...stake when he said, "If a man die, shall he li~ again 11 

(14: 14). 

Other ancient scribes voiced· the truth when they wrote: 11Your heart (Soul) 
shall live forever. I shall not die , but li ~. We shall net die" (Ps. 22: 26; 
118 : 17 ; Hab. 1: 12 ) . 

Ma1 longs for eternal life. He has spent billicns of dollars to oover the 
earth wi. th synagogs, temples and dturches in which he seeks to learn the Secret 
of Life; but his teadlers fail him. 

L'1 these halls of wors..lrip, JT\3l1 has had millions of se...rm::ms shouted at him 
to have faith. He has read beaks en why he should have faith. They all tried 
to argue him into a belief of Ilmortali ty. 

But not a priest, nor a preacher, nor an author seened to knCHJ enough about 
the Secret of Life to cite any lew to support their argurrents . 

If Imrortality is a fact, it is governed by cosmic law. For every condi­
tion, every action, every cause, ev-ery effect, - all are ruled by fixed and un­
dtanging lows. 

The Bible says : "Behold, I sh<M you a mystery; w-e shall not sleep (in 
death), but we shall all be CBANGED (to Inm::rrtality) in a IIOirent, in the twink­
ling of an eye" (1 Cor. 15:51, 52). 

That staterrent is true; it is scientific; far it is eased en a eefinite 
law; and that law is the Cosmic Cycle • 

'This biblical "mystery" is solved by a discovery of the law .

The great things of the universe are always simple ; too simple to be

To them the Circle represented 
Eternity, and the Dot represented the Creative Principle tho.-t dwells in a grain 
of corn, in every li villg thing, from mustard seed to man. 

The Circle has no beg::inning ar.d no end; and the Dot ma-y be expanred and 
extenO:d to infinity and contracted to infinity. 

These simple, uneerstandable pri...nciples ccnsti tute the Kingdom of Creaticn 

Creati. ve processes war:< in circles, called the Cosmic Cycle . The products 
are circles.

If the magnifying glass were increased to ir.fini te pcwer, even the elec­
trcns would vanish into seething nothingness, and nothing would appear to be 
le.ft but the ether, which is i.mp:rrceptible to the senses even when cic'ed by 
the strongest :inst:n..mEnts in t:he laboratory of the scientist. 

In ather won:Js, the apparent solidity of objects is rrerely re.l2:ti'.R end 
compa:rat:i. ve . 

The Four Principles 

Thousands of years of obse_rvat.ian and e;..'perience sha-7 that: ( 1) soil, ( 2) 
solar heat, ( 3) air, and ( 4) water cover the faa= of the earth with the ~getal 
and animal kingcbms . 
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The Ancient Masters called these the Fo...zr Principles of Creation and 
syrrbolized them in the Sphinx, in the Four Fixed Signs of the Zodiac, and in 
the Book of Thoth, the Egyptian Tarot, which has descended to us as a deck of 
ordinary playing cards . 

Card 4 shews the Emperor, seated oo a thn:ne, decorated with four rams' 
heads. 

"I am the Great l..3T, " said the Einperor'. "I am the Secret Word, the 
Ineffable NanE. The Four letters of the Nane an= in I1E, and I am in everything 

"I am the Four Pr:inciples; I am the Four Seasons; I am the Four Quarters 
of the earth; I am the Four Signs of the Tarot. I am action, resistance, 
completi.oo, and result. 

"For him who has found the way to see rre, there are no mysteries on the 
earth . 

"As the earth cmt:ains fire, water, and air, as the fourth letter of the 
Ineffable Narre (Yod-He-Vau-He) ccntains the first three and itself becares the 
first, so II¥ scepter contains the c~lete triangle and bears in itself the 
seed of a new trialgle" (Myster>ioUB Sphinx, p. 19 

In all creative processes the Ancient Masters saw that two principles 
were involved: positive and negative, initiative arrl receptive, JIE.Sculine 
and fem:in:ine. 

We call this the I...cw of Polari. ty; and the law is synbolized in the Tarot 
by two colon:: red and black, while the Four Pri_nciples are syrrbolized by the 
four suits: CUps (Hearts); Swords (Spades) ; Wands (Clubs); and Pentacles 
(Diamonds) . 

TINISIBLE GASES 

With the "splitting of the atcm11
, there dawned a new era that produced the 

doom of IIEterialism and evolutionism and the rebirth of the invisible ~ld of 
the Ancient Masters.

w"hy wcs that ancient phi::..csophy and literature eestroye~? That is a 
C=ep secret, well cmcealed fran the JIE.sses but nON exposed rn our v2r::.ous 
writings , under various titles, which cartain The Lost Wisdom of The Anc i e.'lt 
Masters . 

SEVDl BODIES 

. AccOI:'ding to the ancient t:hilcsophy, man has seven bodies or seven grades 
in what seems to be me body. 

Of the seven grades of Being represEnted in tl-}e hUliJCin microcosm, the t:hree 
higher ones, the ternary or tr:l..ad, are nCUJIEnal and :imrrortal. 'These are 
(l) higher manas or cbstract intellect, (2) buddhi or intui.ticn, end (3) atma 
or p\JI"e ego. 

This supe_.T'I...phenarenal triad i s syntxJlized ir ancient religions by the 
Sun; and the: fabled journey to the Sun is nothing mre nor less than a sym­
bolical designation of the process of rendering fully acrual the .Latent 
potentialities of these three trenscende.'1t microcosmic principles. 

The fcur lc:wer grades of Being t:erta.:in to the phenOJIEna.l order and are 
technically denominated t'"le quaternary, viz., (1) J'TISntal body, (2) ast:rel body, 
( 3) ethereal double (body) , and ( 4) physical body. 

These Four Principles of Creation are symbolized in various ways in 
ancient literature and ancien-:: philosq:ily. They a..re the F Ol.l!' Suits of the 
Tarot and the Four Beings of the Sphinx. 

In the Bible they are usually referred to as the Four Beasts, and they are 
the Fa.tr Beasts before the Throne mmtiored in Revelation ( 4: 6- 9) . 

In ~r to mislead and receive the IIESses , me biblical references to 
the Four Principles of Creatim appear in sensatima.l descriptions as me Four 
Living creatures that ~ out of the "midst of the fire11 (Ezek. 1: 4-14); the 
Frur Great Beasts that "carre up fran the sea" (Dan .

(Dc:n . 7:17). 

The Bible says the body of men is made of the dust of the gruund, but thct 
is wrcng (Ge.-'1. 2: 7) . The Ancient ~!esters never nE.de that state.'Je'1t. 

The Bible also says t~t t'1e breath of God made man a living soul (Gen. 
2: 7). That is also wrmg. 

The Bible is wrong cgain when it says that the life of the flesh is in 
the blood (Lev. 17: ll). Tnat assertioo is repudiated by a staterrent in the 
New Tes tan:e.'1t that it is the Spirit which anin:ates the flesh ( Jn . 6 : 6 3) . 

The four e.lerrerrts that a:nsti tute Man are divided by varirus authors into 
the Ce.nse bcdy, the water body, the ethereal body, and the solar body. This 
di vis ian is rrore imag:i..nary th211 real . 
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Let us first notice the water J::x:xiy, also called the et'"lereal double · A 
pin cannot penetrate t:he flesh anyw:ta'e withrut draWing fluid frDm 'the body . 
That fluid is corrpcsed of blcx::x:l and l)'Ill!i1 , whid1 are liquefied air. 

Here are listed the three departrrents which consti. tute the rense body; 
and they are a:mpcsed of liquefied and solidified air; and air is nat the 
' ' dust of the ground. " 

Air is canpcsed of many gases, whic.'& are cornpcsed of atOIIS, and which 
makes the O=nse body nothing Jrore than an aggregation of atcm:;. 

We 1)0;.1 c::ore to the fourth b<:dy. Engencering, sustaining , vitalizing, and 
informing these three eepartrrents whid1 ccnsti tute the eense body' is the SolBI' 
Body, which interpenetrates aJl substances , causing various rates of vibration 
in the different densities. 

The fourth body, the fire body, the electric body, the astral body, the 
solar body, the vi tal force of the body, the life of the flesh , give it any 
name or eesignatian that you will, is what mckes rren a Living Sool en the 
earth plane. And when any obstructicn hinders its natural flCHl and operation, 
the cl:mse bcdy beg:i.nS to decline, regenerate, with cxmplete dissolution 
(somatic death) as the end result. 

Because of its suprene inportance, the Solar 8ody shall be noticed in 
nore detail. 

Cllapter No. 23 

'THE SLN 

The earth, in its great circuit, pcsses thru the range of a Cmstella:ticn, 
represented by a cycle of 2,160 years. During that ti.rre, the annual birrt:h of 
the Sun occurs in the sane zodiacal sig;t. 

In each grand cycle of 25,920 years, the earth passes tlm:JugJ"l all twelve 
houses of the Zodiac, just as the Sm goes thru them in 365 .26 <k.-ys. 

The Sun, with its attendant planets, also m:Jces a grand cycle . It, an:l. 
its f amily of planets, is rroving tiuu space at a speed of 200 miles a second, 
traveling around the center of gravity of its cosmic system. At this speed it 
requires 220 , 000,000 years to canplete just one revolution of its gigantic 
orbit. 

H0o1 many times the Sun has circled its crbit cannot even be accurately 
estimated. Sorre authorities think i t must have II6de thousands, while others 
assert that it has made hundreds of thousands. 

Ncne of the synbols of antiquity are more impartant in their s ignification 
or rrore extensive in their applicaticn than these of the sun . 

The two principal sources of ancient mythology were a wild adn.iration of 
the sun and an inordinate respect paid to the rremory of pc:werful, wise , and 
virtua..Ls ancestors , especially the founders of Jci.ngdans. 

To the latter cause we IIl.c.)' attribute the euhe.rrerism of the Egyptians, 
Hebrew-s , Greeks , and Romans. But in the farner we find the origin of sun­
worship, the oleest and by far the JIOSt prevalent of all ancient re.ligims. 
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The prirrEval race of Aryans worshipped tl-)e solar orb in his various nxmi­
festatims as the producer of light and life. 

In the Veda there are cnly three deities: Surya in heaven, Indra in the 
sky, and P..gni on the eart:: . These three all refer to the same abject, the sun, 
the sky bright from its light, end the fire derived fro.'ll its rays . 

In the profo..md ~tic idees of the Vedic hynns appear perpetual allusion 
for the sun with his life-bestaving rays . 

Everywhere in the East, amidst its brilliant skies, the sun c.lai.rrEd the 
adoration of those pecple. The Persians, the Assyrians, the Egyptians, the 
Oi.al<:Eans- all worshipped the sun. 

The Greeks gave a poetic fonn to the grosser idea and adored Apollo or 
Diooysius as the sun- god. 

In India the Sun was the Great Divinity. '!he celebrated Labyrinth was 
built in hen or of the Solar Orb. Its twelve palaces, like the twelv-e sut:er 

colurms of me Temple of Hieropolis, covered with syui:>ols relating to the ~1 ~ 
zodiacal signs, end the oca.ll t qualities of me elerrerrts, we....-e o::nsecrc.-ted to 
the Twelve Gods or 'futelary Genii of me Si!?JlS of the Zodiac. 

'Ihe twelve signs of the Zodiac, as the twelve Great Gods of Egypt, are 
found everywhere in the ancient t .. -orld. They were at:bpted by the Assyrians, 
the Hebre-NS, the G:c-e.eks, and the Ron:sns. 

There is no 110!""€ stri..J<ing prcof of the universal adoration paid to tl-)e 
Sun, the Stars, and the CDnstellatians, than the arrangei!E1t of the Hebrew 
camp in the I:esert and the a.l.legory relating to the Twelve Tribes of Israel, 
ascribed in the Hebrew legends to Jckob. 

The c.air!J was a quadrilateral, in sixteen mVJ.sJ..ons, or which the central 
four~ ocmpied by synbols of the four elerrents; fire, air, water, and 
earth. 

The four divisions at the four angles of the quadrilateral exhibited the 
fcur zodiacal signs that the astrologers called fU<ed, ar.d which they regarded 
as subject to the influence of the four great Royal SL:ars, Regulus in :.eo, 
Alde.bar2Ii in Taurus, hltares in Scorpio, and Faralhaut in Pisces, on which 
f alls the water pcured cut by Pquarius; and of which o::nstellations the 
Scorpion was represented in the Hebrew blazcmy by the Celestial Eagle that 
rises at the sane t:i.nE with it and is i i:s paranate.lkn. The other si~ were 
arranged on the foor faces of the quadrilateral and in the parallel and 
interior divisions. 

The Vernal and Auturmal Equinoxes the ancients ca.lled tl-)e Gates to Heaven. 

The ancients l.aJrented when, after the Aut:urrnal Equinox, they saw the 
malign influence of the venc:m:Jus Scorpirn, the vindicti~ Archer , and t~e 
filthy r{e-Goat "drag" the Sun dcwn t ONaro the Winter Solstice. 

Arriving there, they said that he (SLID) had beo_n slain and gene to the 
realm of daricness . 
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Remcin.ing tr...ere three cio.-ys , he (Sun) rose again and ascended northward in 
the heave1s to redee.m the earth fran the glcxm and cl.a!i<ness of winter, which 
was enblematical of evil and suffering; as the Spring, SUJ!lrel', and Auturrn were 
errblerr5 of happiness and irrnortality. 

The Egypti ans persarified the SLID and 'MJrshipped him uncer the narr.e of 
Osiris and transmuted the legend of his desCEnt am:mg the Wmter Signs of the 
Zodiac into a fable of his death, his descent into the infernal regims, and 
his res urrection. From that fable cam= the story of the crucifixion, ooath, 
and res urrecticn of the gospel Jesus. 

The Egyptians syrrbolized as gcx:ls the stars cxmposing the zodia.c, the sub­
divisions of the zcx:liacal signs into de cans, the horosc:op= and the stars that 
presided therein, end which we..re terned the Potent Oriefs of Heaven. 

Syrrbolizing the Sun as the Great God, higl1 above all other gods (Ps. 7:17) 
(e tc.) Architect, and ruler of the World, they eXplained not cnly the fable of 
Osiris and Isis, but generally all their sacred legends by the stars, by their 
appearance and disappearance, by their ascension, by the phases of the m:x:n and 
the increase and decrease of her light; by the !rerd1 of the Sun, the division 
of tirre and the heavens into dlal parts, one assigned to darkness and the 
othe r to light. 

Clenents of Alexa1dria assures us that the four principal sacred animals , 
carried by the Egyptians in their processions, ~ emblems of the four cardinal 
points of the Zodiac which fixed the seasons at the eauinoxes and solstices and 
divided into four parts the heavenly march of the sun: 

The Egyptians worshipped fire and water and 'the Nile, which river they 
styled Father and Preserver of Egypt. 

They also revered the other elerrents; and the Great Gods, wh:Jse names ere 
fa.md inscribed on an ancient colunn, are the Sun, the MCXJn, the Air, the 
Earth, night and day. And, in fine, as Eusebius said, they regarded the 
Universe as a great rEi ty, canposed of a n1..l!Iber of gods, the different parts 
of i tself. 

This s aJIE worship of the Heavenly Host by the Egyptians extenood · into 
Asia H:i.nor and prevailed in every part of Euro~ . 

Sun worship is the olrlest religious system en earth, and the Bible says 
"Our God (Sun) is a consuming fire11 (Heb. 12:29). 

The Psalmist said: Clruds end darl<ness are round about him (Sun); a fire 
gceth before him (Sun), and bumeth up his enemies . His (Sun' s ) lightnings 
enlightened the world; the earth saw end trembled. The hills mel ted l.ike wax 
at the presence of t'1e Lord (Sun) . The heavens eeclare his (Sun 's) righteous­
ness, and all the people see his (Sun 1 s) glory ( Ps . 9 7: 2- 6) . 

The A--1cient Masters said: "The Sun illumines all, Cel.ig]lts all , from it 
all proceed, to it all rrust return; and it alone can irritate our intellects ." 

Again they said: "All 'things are the progeny of cne fire . ... For the fire 
whic.'1 is first beycnd did not shut up his parer in matter by 'MJri<s, but by 
Mind; for the :franer of the Fiery 1-.brld is the Mind of Mind, who first sprarge 
from Mind, clothing Fire with Fire . . .. The Un.i verse is IIEde of fire and water and 
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earth and the all-nourishing ether. n 

In his 11Pri.mi ti ve History," Williams said: ''Noah 1s the Aim of Nonnus; 
and Aim is the Sun, with frur wings, representing the four seasons." 

~Dde..'ITI scienc-e takes up the sarre line of philosophy and teaches t'"la.t the 
earth, with all things physical and psychical, which contribute to make the 
earth what it has been, what it is, and what it is to be, was originally in the 
Sun and wculd soon disappear into its original elene.'1ts but for the Sun. 

Every physical and psyc.rucal reality t<.Oich at any tine has entered into 
the earth's history, and that: of the other pl2nets, w-ere in that vast, flCNring 
revolving globe of gases, which is said to have been, at one ti.Jre, crt least 
fiVA billion miles .in diam=>t:er. 

Until ccmpara:tively recent tinEs, thru all the theological history of_ 
humanity, the sun was alnost universally regan:Ed as a god. Manifestly, Wlth­

out it there could be no life on earth; and its annual recurTing rrotions are 
sue.!) as to produCE the impressicn of Birth and Ieath~f birt.~ by ascension 
i.'1to the heaven of the S'I.J!Il!Ter solstice, and of death by descension into the 
grave of the winter solstire. 

The gods of all su:pe!"-na:tu..Y'alistic interoreta:tions of religion are so many 
creations at the dan:incnt class, and spuricus~ revelations we........-e put intc their 
rrouths by their rrekers for the purpose of keeping mankind ignorant and can­
tented. 

The representations of the Bible ccncenring t:he origin and history of m2n 
are largely fictitious impositions, not historiccl corrposi tians. · 

The God interpolated in the Bible by those who compiled tile book for their 
cwn. use end Pur'!XlSe is not en objectivity. He lS a subjectivity existing in 
the imagination of orthodox C....=<tholics and O"lristicns. 

None of the gods of the super-na:tura2.istic interpretations of religions 
are objectivities. The lesser ones are ge;erally the ghosts of eead rren, and 
the greater cnes .are versicns of t'le sun rqyth. 

In itseli, the sun !llftll, as syrrbolism, is not only pc:etically beautifully 
bu-t scientifically true. As literal ism, it is, in the case of the ignorcnt, 
supe.."Y'Stitim, and in the case of the learned, self-deception or hypocrisy. 

All the c01Scious, personal, creator-gcds, ees troyei"-gc:xJs , saviour-gods, 
and illuminator-gods, with all their angels, heavens, and hells, ar-e so m:my 
Tllf1hs-creations of the .inE.ginaticn, subjective ficticns, not oojective 
realities. 

The saviOI"-gods are essentially the sare mythical pe!'Sonifications of 
the sun and of the happy events of its annual career because from it the earth, 
wi. th all the planets, had their origin, and beC<lliSe fran it the earth, and all 
the planets, have the heat, light, and fol:'CE which makes Life possible . 

Henry Salt, eminent English t:raVBller, said: "There is no antiquaricn, 
no inscriptionist, no linquist, but absolutely I.ElcET'Stcnds that all historic 
religioos, either thru relics, nonl..lilE!1ts, or scrolls, have t}}eir origi."l in the 
sun; end that all ancients, al±b.ough their religions l'!BY be diversified, 
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started m that cent:ral pi vat .. .. the Sun . " 

1HE PRIESlliOOD 

When the priesthood Ovel"'C211e the philosophers at the Nia:an Cawention in 
the fourth century A. D. , then it made its Bible and put in the IJI)uth of its 
God this stat:eirent: 

"Na.~, therefore, if ye w-ill obey my voire 2l1Cl keep my oovenants , then ye 
s.-,all be a peculiar' treas~ unto rre above all people; for all the earth is 
mine . .And ye shall be unto IIE a kingdom of priests and an holy naticn" 
(Ex. 19: 5,6). 

''Ye shall be narred the Priests of the Lord; rren shall call you the 
Ministers of rur God; ye shall eat the ridles of the Gentiles , and in their 
glory shall ye boast ycurselves" <Is. 61: 6) . 

These. makers of the Bible put in the Old Testarr.ent the G:xl of the Jews. 
'This sane God is rejected and repudiated in the New Testarent. 

The Old Testarrent God had a lcng disrussicn with Hoses and shaved Moses 
his ''back parts" (Ex. chapte....rs 3-14). 

The New TestanEnt Gcd is said to be a spirit and that "no man hath seen 
God at any time" (Jn. 1: 18; 4:24) . 

Then anthropcrrorphism in time invested the Nature Gods of the ancients 
with human form; . 

when the doctrine was pram.J.lgated that the gcds were originally ren wl"Dse 
virtues had elevated them to the sky, old Eel-Saturn, t:he oldest and chief 
god, the Great Spirit of antiquity, would l ogically be the "First M.cn." 

As the Great Spirit appeared as "First Man," so the biblical Ad.an, by the 
doctrine of Euherrerus , was raised to the rank of gcd . A.s first god, he was 
euherrerized into First Man. 

In this wey the Priesthccd dispcsed of the sun-gods. The Hebrew Priest­
hood transfonred them into Patriarchs . Adam, Ab-Ram, and Israel were narres 
of the Sun. 

In the making of their Bible, the Priesthood covered the account of the 
creaticn dJwn. to Noah's flood in eleven chapters , and then eevoted fourteen 
chapters of Genesis to Ab-Ram, his family and his work. 

Ab-Ram was a 01alclean, born in Ur of the Qlaleees (Gen. 11: 26 , 28). Ur 
was dedicated to the Moen-God Sin, whenre CJrrES the nam: Mt . Sinai; and Ab­
Ram llEI'ries Sa-Rai • 

The Fire- God of Ur was Ab-Ram. 1he Hebrew word Ab rreans Father, and Ram 
(head sign of the Zcx:iiac) Ire2nS ~st Higjl . 

So Ab-Ram, the Fire-G:xi, marr.ie.d Sa-Rai~ the ~.c:cn-Goddess ~ and they beca.IIe 
the original parents of the Hebrews . 

Then la:ter, in on:ler to hiee the facts , Ab-Ram' s name was changed to 
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Abraham; a1d "a father o f m:my naticns have I rrade thee" and Sa-Rai 's narre 
was changed to Sarah (<?en. 17 : 5 , 15) • 

In his Spirit HistorJ of Han~ S. F. D..Inlap wrote: "Sahra is the t-':ocn .•.. 
I t was usual with the old Arabians to regard Saturn and lili-Ram as their 
progenitors; and while regarding Saturn as their father, they clai...Ired Sahra 
(P..sarah, Asherah, Venus) as their M.:rt:her; f ar the Mccn is the Mother of the 
KOSiroS , and the ~ wrote that 'all things are born of Saturn and Ve.r1us ' " 
(p. 76). 

And here is ho.v the v:orld gat the bibl ical 01rist . The Hindus called the 
Sun Olris. The Greeks c.~anged it to Olris tos; the Romans changed it to 
Olristus ; and the English called it Christ the Sun G::xi . 

When the Priesthcxxl TIEde i tE Bible to enthrore the dHJrch and enslave the 
IMSses, C"lrist the Sal G:::x.:i be canE Olr.ist the S~.m of God. 

k3 late as -the sixth century A.D., the words "OUR LORD 1HE StN" were pre­
served in "the Olrist::i..an li. turgy; and it was not until the seventh century that 
the figure of a m3Jl appeared on the Olristian Cross. 

At the Sixth Ea..menicsl Council held at Ccnstantinople in 680 A.D., it v.es 
ordained that in place of the La!rb the figure of a Man should be portrayed en 
the Cross; and thereafter the worship of the I..a1:rb on the Cross was prohibited 
and that of a t-"..an was substituted in its place . 

These facts of history d:.m::mstra-te the evolution of 01r.i..stianity. The 
Lamb on the Cross represented Aries, the Head Sign of the Zodiac; and after 
t."'le Lamb was replaced en the Cress wi.th the figure of Man, the gospzl Jesus 
was the..T'l tenred ''the Lamb of G:xJ. which taketh 0Wc:1"'Y the sin of the worldu 
(Jn . l:2S). 

That statem:nt was interoolated in the Bible sane tinE dur.ing the seventh 
century A.D. -

In his ~rk titled "Back t o the Sun, " Dr. Charles Whitby wrote: 

"In his dark hotrr', when doubt, fear, and perplexity are eve~ere J'lEI1i­
fest, it is well to reiiEirber that the fate of this earth and its inhabitants 
i s not really at the rrercy of OI..I[" paltry human endeavors. 

''To see in Out" present plight mly a Jre3lringles s uprooting, levelling, end 
Cerrora.li.zing process, without purpose or pmnise at the center of it, i s to 
be the purblind dupe of illusion" (p. 15).

Cosmic Radiation 

Cosmic Radiation is nCW" a canrrcn term; but it has been cnly a quarter of 
a century since the late Sir Janes Jeans, F.R.S . , first drew a:ttention to the 
effect of cosmic rays upon l1El1; whereas, the .Ancient Masters had t."'lis subject 
well covered in their astrological system, which w-o.S decl2.red v.orthless by 
science, but which is new being discovered cs a science that goes into the 
realm of .:rtcmism, a field so startling because of its pCMter and force t"iat the 
world stands arrBZed and astounded. 

Astrology is that ancient science which treats of the effect and influ:mce 
of the suns and stars of the sky UJXln the earth and everyt~ing m the earth, 
including the vegetal and animll kingdans. 

In 1939 Prof. P. M. S . Blackett, F. R.S. , stated that "the e~Lh (is) being 
bcrnba...rded by atanic particles of surprisingly high energy." 

.And right here before us, in the confusion of scie-nce, like the source of 
anirnation, of Life, that strange elem::nt which makes 1ffii1 a " living soul;" and 
yet so completely unkna.m and unnoticed that the r=, ... ncwned scientist Millikan 
frankly admitted: "I cannot explain why I a!n alive." (Collier 's, Oct. 24, 1925). 

In 1951 Edward S. Smith, C.B.E., F .C. S., wrote: 

"Ccsmi.c radiation provi~s the rrost :P€.r1etrati.T1g rays recognizable at 
present . 1he won:l 'radio. tim' covers the particles (rays), the electron-val ts 
carried by sare of them, and the electro-magnetic waves with whim they are 
associated." (Prana. of Yoga, p. 23). 

'The late Dr. Rebert A. Millikan, just ITEI1tionec aboV"e, was said to have 
been ''the generalissi.Jro of .A.-rerican Scie.."'lce in World War I, II and the miD wr,o 
coined the term "Ccsmic Rays." He made this obse..'l"'Vati.on: 

"Ccsmi.c red:i.a.tion pe.'1etrate.s practically a thousand feet into the earth's 
crust . . . Ccsmic rays reaching tl-te earth at the Equator must contact the 
e arth 's nagnetic field (aura) as electicns of 110re than 10 nri.J.licn volts -=.nd 
nore than six million ~lts in latitudes of abo\.'e 34 degrees nort:h" (Cosmic 
Radiation, Colston Papers , 1949) . 

1he resistance of the earth's electro-magnetic field to cosmic radiaticn 
in latitudes of above 34 degrees north i s said to equal that of alnlt six feet 
of lead. 

But these scientists ove!"'lcck the fact that ilismic Radiation is equal rn 
all portions of the earth 's Sur'face. It is only solar rediation that is 
grea.-ter at the Equator end decr-eases each way fran that point tn.~ard the poles . 

THE EARIH ' S AURA 

~ ele......""1:ro-magnctic field surrcunding the earth, called the e~..h 1 s 
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aura, extends approximately 4300 miles thru to outer space. 

When cosmic radiation strikes the centrip:!tal and centrifugal forcEs of 
the earth's aura, me of the effects is the creation of the electro-magnetic 
field, described by Stranberg in his "Scul of the Uni~e," and referred to 
by us in Part I of this "WOrk . 

This field cmsti tutes what occult science calls the Astral World, the 
~rld of strange phenarena, the world of the so-called Ast:ra.l Body of man. 

Ocailt s cience teaches that the astral body of man is the ethereal body 
that is capable of projection to a distance. The great Carrel referred to the 
IT\3.tter in these ~: 

"Persmality is rightly believed to extend outside the physical cxntiuum 
••.. Each one of us is certainly far larger and rrore diffuse than his bcdy • •.. 
Obviously, man projects m all sides beyond his anatanical frcntiers . . . 

"But man diffuses thrc:ugh space in a still IIOre positive way. In tele­
pathic phenarena, he instantanerusly sends rut a part of hirrself, a sort of 
emanation, which joins a far-a.~ay relative or friend. He thus expands to 
great distances . He may cross oceans and cmtirents in a ti...nE too short to 
be estimated" (Man, The Unknown, pp . 258, 259, 260) . 

Arnther writer says: ''\-Jhen man passes into the Astral Realm and becanes 
a:nscious of it, he is then really in the rrental bc:::dy" (Astral World). 

In Part I of this work we stated that Stranberg dem::nst:rated by e~ri­
rrents that in the electro-ITBgnetic field s UITCUndi.ng the earth there exists 
the .inmaterial, invisible e.11tity which expands, develops, and bemnes a Living 
Being, in a physical form m the Material Plane . He said: 

'"The structure and the ftmctians of a cell, a nerve system, a brain, ere 
not due to the collected rrolerules of the parts (nor to the fcod one e.:rt:s) , but 
t o an electrical f i eld of definite properties, structural as well as nmctional 
( Scul of t:1e Universe) .

"Or ever the Silver Cord be loosed, or the Golden Bowl be brcken" (Eccl. 
12: 6 ) .

Testament and is not referred to in the New, probably because it so flatly 
contradicts the fantastic interpolations of these who c~iled the Bible fran 
the ancient scrolls . 
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Ecclesiastes means speaker, debater, preacher; and t.."le book ("_Cfl~ 
nEI1Y sensible stateJJEnts . It declares that whic.f) appears to be mysterJ..es is 
mly natural results fran natural causes . That Li..~e cau:;es prcduce like 
e ffects; that birth and death are incidents in the plan of events governed by 
a f':Do'=d and never dlanging -paNei' that rolls an fore~. 

•'Tile bock is so different from the rest of the ' Word of God,' and so 
revolutionary in preadlm::nts, the wonder in how the bible builders ever C2.r'lE 

to !rake it a part of the bible, 11 wrote Wm. tt:Carthy, who adds : 

"Editors have fOI""ged additions and inte:q:olations to give the bock a 
s imilit:u:le to Proverbs, but fortlmately for the truth, these forgeries can be 
s ifted out . As exarrples, 2:26; 5:3,4,; 7:5 ,6; 8:12; 12:13,14" (Bible, Omrcl), 
and God, p. 418). 

McCarthy said nothing ccncerning the Silver Cord and the G:::>lden Bcwl in 
his brief review of Ecclesiastes . The symbology was perhaps over lod<ed by 
him. And the statem:nt appears s o casual that the priests and preachers have, 
ro doubt, thrught it referred to je~liy and ornarrents and let it go at that. 

Perhaps the Silver Cord was a necklace far the q t..>een and the G:::>l<i:.T'l Bowl 
wc.s a gcblet in which servants prepared special dci.nks far the king. 

Who would ever thi.nk that the Silver Cord had any relation to a process 
of Creation? Or that the GJ:l.den Ba.;rl had any relation to JIEn' s body? 

But these are the very things v;e should think: of i£ ~ were taught tha-t 
· Man is the subject of the Bible and that Perfect Men is the Hero of the Bible . 

Another stra1ge state.TTE..TJ.t appears in the Bible: "Behold ! a deer op=.ned 
in hea"Ven" (Fev. 4 : 1). 

This port of entry into eternal bliss may bear soJTE relation to -dle Silver 
Cord. The Cord rray be a cable for IIEn to scale in his ascent to his celestial 
1xnrE. Perhaps the gospel Jesus used it when "he was recei\ied up into heaven 
and sat en the right hand of God" (M<. 16 :19) .

By, with, and frun the Silve r Cord the natural world canes into being; and 
man i s a part of it. He is famed by t"~Ie sane creative p::JWer, the Brain and 
Spinal Corel forming first, as i£ by IIEgic . 

The formation results under the lao; of vibration, by which the invisible 
becares visible and the potential bec::ones actual.

Bible. 

To f crm any conceptim of the Silver Cord, we IIDJSt have rrore kncwledge 
of the body, its c:x::nsti tution , its functims , and its nerve system than mod­
ern science has , and that fact is frankly admitted by the great Carrel. 

Ps the s tream of Cosmic Electricity F€J1etrates the head, its vibratory ra:t:e

For the man who has found truth, said the Ancient ~1asters , new suffering 
a.~ai ts him when he finds the path to Etemi ty and the understanding of the 
Infinite (Tarot Card 12, Sphinx~ p. 25). 

As a Cosmic Unit, the God of the whole earth energes from the electro­
rragnetic field, slides da-m the Silver Cord thru the "door opened in heaven," 
called the Gateway of the Sail, and <Esoends into the material world, where 
the God expands , davelops , and becorres the greatest mystery in the universe.

Science has sha..n t':.at the various living forns all start from .,.;hat 
appears to be the s2llE ic€!1tical substance . 

Prof. Henry Dn.nnrond said: ''Take the ovule or me wonn, the eagle , the 
elephant, the m:m. Let the oost skilled observer apply the rrcst searching 
tests to distinguish one from the other and he will fail. 

"But there is sorrething oore surprising still. Compare next the two sets 
of gems, the ve~table end the animal; and still there is no differe11ce. Oak 
and palm, wonn and ffi3I1 all start in life together. 

"No ma.tter into wha:t strangely different forms they may a....-Fterwards 
eevelop, no Irc-tter whether they are to live en sea or land , creep or fly, swim 
or walk , tt'U.nk of vegetate, in the eJJ'bryo, as it f irst meets the eye of 
Science , they are indistinguishable" (Ascent of Man) • 

Prof. Licnel S. Beale wrote : "There is a period in the developrrent of 
every tissue of every living thing knCkm t o us wmn they are actually no 
structural peculiarities wh.:rt:ever-when the whole organism consists of trans­
parent, structureless , se.rni- fluid bioplasm. - when it would be bnpossible to 
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distinguish the growing, rrovit•g I'Tlo.-rter which was to evolve the ock, fran that 
which wc.s the germ of a verto-brate ani.m3.l •..• 

''Neither by studying bioplasm under the microscope nor by any kind of 
physical or c:hemi.cal investigation kna.J!l can we form any notion of the nature 
of the substance which is to be formed by the bioplasm, or what will be t:he 
ordinary result of the living." 

What appears as ~ beginning of physical man (body) is tenred the Parent 
Cell, which is said to result fran the unicn of the male and female genn cells. 

What does that union really cb? It seems to create a cmditian that 
activates the Creative Principle, causing i t to bring into being what may be 
terrred the Magic Cell, cx:nsidered as the starting point of man's body. 

This prinal beginning of man is a II'o/Stery to s cien c:e • Dr . vlillard carver 
described it thus : 

nrran the instant of the entrance of the SJ:erma:tozcx:n (male element) into 
the ovum (female element) , rrarked ·changes occur in its germinal part as well 
as in that of the male germinal part. 'These i.nlrediately begin a eefini te 
state of conduct wholly distinct and· different fran that so far exhibited . 
The elelrents of the ovum approach the sperm:rtozocn in what is te.nred the zrne 
of at:tracticn, as thou@ welcoming its entrance and atterrpting to make safe 
and easy its path of ooverrent. 

'"The germinal eleJrents, from being concentrated, separate into their 
particles; and the general cytoplasm of the ovum begins to be organized with 
relation to what are now called the rnale pro- nucleus and the female pro­
nucleus, and as this arrangenent occurs , the ga.Iretes or pro-nuclei travel 
toward each other. 

"By the tirre they care near to each other, certain elements of each stand 
cut separately as though influenced by sane electro-magnetic force; and coming 
nearer, these separate , individiaul particles rrerge and fuse , as it were, into 
each other, leaving a clear field in which nothing can be seen . The.n, after 
a period of seeming quiescence, granulation begins to take place at the point 
occupied by the garetes when they fused and vanished. 

''The granulation point is the beginning of the new person and is called 
the Zygote. 

"It will be seen that where the garretes, floating in their fluids, differ 
fran lymph corpuscles, for instance, is at the entrance of the spei1!Etozom 
into the OV\..Ull.

"The temptaticn to enter the realm of sr:eculaticn as to what this new 
vitality is, whim IIB.nifests itself at this -iuncture, will be repressed; far 
it has not yet been give.~ man to kna.<" (Psycho-Bio-Physiology, pp. 194-S).

This exhibition of differe.T1t ccnduct is evieence to sha.< that it is dif­
ferent material and is not the material brought fran the parents in the 
garretes. 

Then from whence did it cx:me? We shall see . 

The next point is the "new vitality." Its na-rure and its sotJrCE Carve!' 
refused to discuss, ceclaring that as yet it had not bee."'l gi ve.'1 man to kna.~. 

The "new vitality" appeared to corre fran ncw'here and assurred with full 
authority and ability the inexplicable task of producing a new person-the 
greatest mystery en earth.

''The plastic matter undergc:es changes so rapidly and yet so purposeful in 
their succe.ssioo that they can be compared with the woii< of an e xpert rrtel<i=ller 
upon a lump of soft cle.y . 

"As with an invisible tr<:Hrel, the ITB.SS is divided and subdivided into 
smaller and srraller particles until it is re<i.lced to an aggregation of granules 
not too large to build the firest fabrics of the nascent organism. 

"And then, it is as t."lough an invisible finger traced out the line to be 
occupied by the brain and spinal cord and to proceed with its work so 
artistically that, after watching the proress hour by hour, one is possessed 
of a noticn that sare s trmger aid to vision than an achr<:matic would reveal 
the hideen artist, with his plan before him, working with skillful ITBni.pulations 
to perfect his task ."

It begins cs a call and is mgeneered by cells, whi.c.f), 
to all appearances, have a (previru.s) knc:wledge of t'1e future edifire end 
synthetize fran substances crntained in blood plasma the building material and 
even the w"Ori<:.ers" (Man .The UnknOl;)n, p . 10 8). 

GOD OF CREPITION 

We have new reached ~~at point where the reacEr should da1 his best 
clothes and his best deportrnent, for w-e are going to lead him directly up the 
aisle to the very Throne of GOO end shock him by shaving that he is actually 
the Temple of God and that the Spirit of God a...-ells in him, as the Bible says 
(1 Cor. 3: 16). 

Carrel cleared up the fl"o/Stery of Ib.mm::nd' s Hideen Artist; but there is 
s-till some question as to the source of the naterial of which the ner,.; organism 
is built and which Carver assured came pr.i.rne.rily from the parents in the 
garrEtes . 

1. The Hidden Artist, called Lite by Drurmond, abides right in the 
rraterial itself. 'The Hidden .Artist i.s not a separate, distinct entity as 
Drurrm:nd asswred, but is shewn by Carrel to be the electrized, intelligized, 
and pol..arized properties inherent in the building material . 

2 . P.nd that Hideen Artist is "the Master Architect of the Cosnos , t"f-)e 
Creator of the Universe, the anthroporrorphic God of the church. 

3. 01ristiarri:ty says : "By a paradox which <:Efies the reasoning facul­
ties, but which is readily resolved intuitively, God is said to be apc.rt frcm, 
end independent of, the universe, and yet to perrr.eate. every atcm of it" Cp. 9) . 

And we have shewn you here, Mr. Catholic and Mr. Oiristian , that your 
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mysterious Gcd eoes perrreate every atom of the lhiverse, not as a t:ersonal 
entity but as a ccsmic farce . 

4. Carrel erred when he .;ssurred that the building rrsterial, in whidl the 
Crea.ti. ve G:xl ~l.ls, is canpcsed of the used and seccnd- hand el.enents syn­
thetized fran substances o:ntained in blood plasma. 

5 • Those substances are -the used elerrents whidl have served their purpose 
and given up their c:reati ve properties .

6 . The used elements are what Carver said was 11the material brought frcm 
the parents in the garre tes . " 

7. Cosmic Creation dces nat use semnd-hand rrsterial in building new 
bodies . That new building rraterial canes not from the parents nor from the 
blood plasma, but from the electro-IIBgnetic field, as we have said.

N~ we shall notice another importa1t point which sh~s h~ m::x:)ern science 
is lost in the jungles of c:nfusicn. 

According to the enrine.11t Dr. Berman, the "Hideen Artist" JlEiltioned by 
Drl.lllTlOl1d seerrs to work like this : 

"Our chemical factory ccnsists of cells (which v.;e have been discussing), 
!IEI1ufacturing special substances that act upon the other cells of the body 
and so start and determine the countless processes which we call life . Life, 
body and Soul errerge fran the activity of the magic ooze of their silent 
chemistry ." 

In explaini.ng and analyzing the properties of Life and Soul, that state­
rrent is just as logical and enlightening as the staterrents of preachers, as 
they describe the glories of God's kingdan, the pcwers of Chri_st, and the 
mysteries of the Soul . 

Drunrrond assurred that Life was a distinctive entity, but Berman says it 
is not. It is just the processes of the body. That is exactly what the great 
Osler said. 

And the Scul, that strenge entity which, acmrding to the church, is 
either SAVED OR LOST, depending on one ' s ''belief," "eJrerges cs a process frcm 
the activity of the rragic ooze of the cells ' silent chemistry . 11 

From whence car.-e the cells of Bem.an •s factory? And how did they becorre 
orgaU.zed to form his factory? These are minor retails which he eeerrs are too 
unimportant to be noticed. But after he gets his nagic factory orgcnized and 
in operation, then great things happen, and the mysteries of Life are solved. 

Those who desire to folloo further this line of thought should read our 
wor'.r< titled "Facts of Nut:ri ticn. " 

Man's body is not built of food as science teaches , but of cosmic ele­
rrents tha1: fl<:NJ frcm tile elect:rical field; ond man hirrself, "the Ego, is the 
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life forr:e, vital force, nerve force, w"'hic.'1 pe.Detr2tes the body thru the 
brain, spinal mrd, and nerve system. 

The Life Fora:~ also tenned the Life ?-.cinciple, is the Solar Bcdy that 
inte:rpe_Detrates all the substances which ccnsti tute the physical body, causing 
va_rious rates of vibration in the different densities. 

The dllef seat of the Ego is said to be in the frontal sinus of me head 
(Golden Bcwl) and is terned the Throne of the Divine Man and symbolically re­
ferred to in the Bible as the 'Throne of the God and of the Larrtl (Fev. 22 :1). 

1tJhen the church fathers interpolated that staterrent in their Bible, they 
kner.-1 it did not rrean what the c.hurch teames the masses it rreans.

We stated in Part I of this work that Stranberg exp=r:i_rrentally studied 
ihe electro-magnetic field to see whether there was any surra.mding a tadpJle.

Lactcntius said that the Masters cruld not ccnoeive how it were possible 
that Man shruld exist after tffi derrri.se of his body if he did not exist before, 
i .e., if his true nature were not independent of the physical bcdy.

The Silver Cord may be very appropriately compared to the \.mlbilical coro 
that links 1he erroryo to the rrother. 

For it is the Cosmic Cord that links the physical body to the astral 
bcrly, which Paul called the spiritual body (l Cor. 15:44). 

It is the Cosmic Cord that links the Microcosm to the Mac:rcx:osm; that 
links the Son to the Father; that links the Prcx:iuct to the Producer. And we 
have said that the ouali ties of the Product C:scri.be with great exactness the 
qualities of the Producer. 

Man, the peak of all creation, contains with:in hirrself all the pcwers, 
systerrs, planets, and globes of the universe. The cells of his body are Suns 
ccrnpcsed of electrized, int elligized, and polarized atans, and the atan itself 
is a tiny universe . 

Man's body is a mass of mi.llims of S\.D1S , stars, planets, organized into 
systerrs of cells, rrolecules , atam, and electrons, all remlvi..11g in the body 
at terrific speed; and that propelling pcwer is not the product of focx::i nor 
the e~ssion of rrn lecular rearrangerrents and ccntlinations nor of a series of 
chemical changes, as stated by the greatest physician that Arrerica has 
produced. 

That pc::wer em3I1ates from the electro-rregnetic field described by 
Strorrberg, and that field is produced by solar radiation. 

We can form a better conception of the Silver Cord by thinking of a radio 
beam that extends for miles into the ether and almg which airplanes may be 
gui<:Ed accurately and safely . 

In the fables for children, the fairies slide dcvm a rrconbeam. These 
ancient fables and reyths usually real with profOW1d secrets of life.

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elect:ricity called radio and radar, but little susrects that his a..n bcdy is 
produced, developed, prese~d, ~cted, a:d controlle d by a phase of 
solarical electricity called tr.e Silver Cord. 

Dr. Beale maee sorr.e i.Tlteresting cbservaticns m the Silver Corel. P.e said: 

"There have been IIE11Y cases, eve.TJ. in the knowledge of this writer, w-here 
patients have left their bodies and were able to look dcwn en the unconscious 
shell Ctt.eir body) from above. 

"In su::..l-t experiences, the C<J!Tl)lete e.Tltity (mind, astral brain, and other 
parts of the solar body, all in fact) is sepcrated or extracted or evu!.sed 
from the physical shell and yet remains anchored to it by a tenuous cord of 
astral substa1ce , by n:eans of which the entity is able to return to and 
activate the shell again, provieed the cord is not brcken.

"This is not i.rragery, for, apart from the stated e xperience of the person 
hi.rroelf, were a traired occultist, cr even a clairvoyant, present at the t:i.rre 
of the phenare.na, he would be able to see and describe the comatose physical 
body and tl-te divorced or separated entity hoveri_ng over it, joined by the 
(silver) cord (like an untlilical cord of the ner.v-born child)" (Evolution of 
l1ind, pp . 45 , 46), 

In Part I of this work, ~,o;e cescr...bed the dying precess , stating that 
m:m, as he leaves his boqy, ca1 see his body and also a dim haze between him 
and his body • 

That dim haze is described by scme as t'"!e body's aura. This is erra1eous, 
for the aura disappears at c'eath. 

That dim haze is the Silver Cord which contai.11s the Ego, the Cosmic 
Unit, the Peal Man; and he leeks out thru it ·as me leeks thru a fine veil 
over cne 1 s face .

It is as natural to die cs to be born. J:ying is painless . It 1s like 
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pc:s::;ing cut of daii<ness inro the da-m of day . It is a physiologica.J. process 
as natural as breathing and as painless as eating. 

A certain doctor wrote: "The roorrent i.mrediately preceding death fran 
disease is that of utter i.nse.nsibili ty to all pain, or of a delightful 
passivity, or of the C:Ofrl>lete relaxation of all things pertaining to the 
physical candi tion." 

As the life force fades from the external portions of the body and cm­
centrates in the vital interiors, one suddenly rerrernbers having gone thru the 
s arre e~rie11ces in antecedent incarnations. This state results from the 
fading aut of the cbjecti ve mind as our consciousness passes to the subjective 
mind. 

P..s the life foro: fades still rrore frcm the external portions of the body 
and concentrates into the deeper exteriors, there is a pleasant relaxing 
sensatioo, due to gradual parting of the etheric fibers as this portion o£ 
the body disengages itself from the nurrerous ne~ fibers of the physical body. 

Sla.;ly the body sinks into that profound sleep fran which it never 
awakens again.

The typical ex­
perience of the infant ~ and i.JmEdiately after the precess of being born 
of the rother" (Bad< to the Sun, p . 114) . 

In the dying process, everything becares clearer. The mind becc:m=s rrore 
lucid than ever before~ the head be<Xl!I'es intensely brilliant, like a glittering 
Goleen BcwL 

The Masters knew what they were doing when they called the Skull the 
Gold:n B<fi.ll (Eccl . 12 : 6) . 

At the sane tiJre the Silver Cord grcws stronger to protect the Ego; end 
"the et:heric tx:xl.y," says cne author, "flews out thru tl-te Cord lil<e a rapidly 
moving ::luorescent light, inperceptibly extracting the body 1s vitality more 
and rrore, sarewhat as a suction, and the Ego passes out of the body bru the 
top of the head as a radiant etheric light" (Cosmic FiN, p . 86) . 

That i s a eescciption of the dreaded, terrifying physiological precess of 
dying, whic.l-t is all over, says the Bible , "in the twinkling of an eye" (l 
Cor.

They are spurious interpolations, inserted by the churc.i-t fathers to bring their 
"Lord Jesus ilirist" into the picture , to increase tf)e cmfusion, end to 
ee cei ve the masses . 

1HE COS?-ITC UNIT 

vle have described the Four Princioles of Creaticn and shewn that nan ' s 
bcdy is ccr.sti tuted of t'l-tese four prina ples. 

We mrre now to the Cosrric Unit whic.'l-t ell'Erges from t'1e electrcr-rragnetic 
field, flews dcwn the Silver Cord thru tl-te "door opened in heaven," called the 
Gateway of the Scul, and appears en earth cs Man.

Zcdiac Circle and a grrup of scer.es oopicting the eeath and res \.JI"'I'ection of 
Osiris , woo says : 111 am the resurrection and the life" (Budge, vol. 2, pp. 126, 
141, 312) . 
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l'bdem preachers den' t bON that it was there where the church fathers 
found these statements, which they put in the mouth of their c.haracter called 
Jesus when they nade their Bible (Jn. 11: 25). 

Nurre reus cases have been cited of oersons wro have been out of their 
body and gazed dONn upcn it while unee~oing an operaticn or when on the 
verge of dying and recovered. 

In fate Magazine of October-1953, Margaret Lineen ga~ an interesting 
account of passing out of her dense body and returning to it again . She was 
ill and rushed to a hcspital for an operaticn. Not rrore than a couple hours 
after the operation, she said: 

"I was back in bed a1d was reviving from the effect of the anaesthetic 
and heard myself crying o~r and over, 'Don't send me back!' 

"I can further renEJnber trying frantically to move ITo/ inert body and of 
being restrained by the doctor, wro held both my hands . 

"He was s~aking quietly, insistently, striving to i.rnpress on ITo/ suba:m­
scious that it must hold fast to the rerre!IDrance of why I was begging 'nat to 
be sent back . ' 

'"The next day when I returned to full consciousness, the ecctor was 
there and asked rre, 'Did I rerre.!nber?' 

"! did, and I do n~. 

"At SatE tine during the opere.tion, I--~ spirit--left my body. I was 
flying, and I knew this was no dream. for I had died. I knew it, and I 
welcorre:i it. 

"It was far rrore wonderful than any dream. I was no lmger ~risoned 1.n 
my oody. I was lighter than thought; I had no weight, no substance at all. 
I knew I was no longer a (physical) person. 

''I was just an essence , a vital spark, equipped with thoughts , feelings, 
and senses . The feeling abO\>e all else was that of extre.ord:irusry happiness. 

"I could hear rnagnific<>..ILt music, and it seerre d that I was the cer:ter of i-t . 

"fls I was savoring tlris ecstasy in its e.11tirety, a voice in rre crnunaneed: 
'You must go bac.l<; ycu must go back. ' 

"And I felt as if I w-ere being pu:;hed do.vnward . I cried, I implored, but 
again can:e that o:::>milaild: ' You rrust go back .' 

"Dcwn I cane, faster and faster, until, with a crash, I felt myself 
pushed into what seel'!'ed to be a box of lead, which my spirit kneN was my body. 

"After I told this to the doctor, he informed nE t'lat tcward the end of 
the operation I had no pulse, no heart beat, no breath . I was apparently 
deed. He had i.mre.diately inserted his fingers through the ine1.s1.on in my 
body and was able to rrassage my heart, hoping to start its action .

THE COt110N ERROR 

Whe.rt the Silver Cord is locsened and the Feal Man has been released from

It is no torture to pass out, but it is torture to be dragged back into 
the dense body, to endure further s uffering . 

S<JrrE who have passed out have told investigators that they had, in that 
wey, been kept dying for hcurs end had prayed that their relcrt:i ves would cease 
their mistaken kindness end let them die.

THE S.AHASRARA 

In our work titled Son of Perfection , we presented the secret of the 
body's Electric Battery with its Seven Cells , called Chakras by the Hindus . 

According to t~ Hindu doctrine , these Chakras are differing co._nters of 
consciousness end vi t a.J..i ty . The sixth is said t o be the center of the subtle 
rrental principle; end the seventh, the Sahasrara, while not properly a . C1akra, 
is called the aboc-e of Shi va and also the Brehmarandhra , the ''hole of 
Brahma, " or the soft spot in the crcwn of a baby ' s head.

Tne ossifying process going on in these bones spreads to the fibrous 
rrerrbrane of the fonticulus f rmtalis , and the aperture is usually closed 
between the second and fifth years, but in sore cases i t never clcses . 

In honor of this sacred spot , which has been pcetically expressed as a 
"windcw into space, " the monks of all ancient nations s haved off the hair 
over this sp::>t whic.l) is supposed to leek into the sky. 

All writers on Yoga have translated Braruna- Randhra as ''hole . " The term 
could better be translated "cavity. " 

In the ancie.rtt Sanscri t. this port of entry •.;as called "the gateway of 
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Lhe Soul~" end is the natural point of in~ss ~d egress. 

This cavity, the abode of Shiva, is t..'1e pcsit:i.ve, !'!ESculine principle of 
creation. In its inner center is the mystic Great Void worshipped by the 
Ievas in secret (the Nigruna Shiv a within the Parobindu) . 

In this cavity the fernc..le creative principle (Kundalini Shckti) rreets and 
unites with its oppositE (Shiva) after its ascent thru the chakras of the 
spinal colurm from the generative center at the base of the spine. 

'This union is rrentimec in the Bible as "the ITErTiage of the Lamb" (Rev . 
19: 7) and is falsely presented by theology to make it appear as the narriage 
of the gospel Jesus and the church. 

In the Sahasrara, according to the Ancient Masters, occurs t'le llo/Sterious 
transformrtic.n of the etheric Silver Cord to the physicalistic Spinal Cord of 
the material body of man. This is the point wrere the invisible Solari cal 
Man beccmes or inters the visible physical man. 

The Silver r.ord and the Spinal Cord are actually cne, being a continuation 
of each other, with the vi_sible portirn in the visible body and the invisible 
portion in the invisible bcdy . 

At the la.;er end of the Cord, in t'1e visible body, is the creative pa..<Or 
of Tll2l1 in the visible world; and at the upper e..Tld of the Cord, in the electro­
magnetic field discovered and described by Strorrberg, is t~e creative pa.;er in 
'the invi_sible world. 

This is the secret of the Silver Cord, so closely guareed by the Ancient 
Masters . 

'This is anott'ler secret of the body 's ccnstituti.on about which mcdem 
science mews nothing. 

The gree:t: Carrel declared that 1':i.mrense regions of cur imer world (of 
cur body) are still unknCNm 11 (Man The Unknoum, p . 4 ) , and this is one of them. 

GKrEwiU OF ThE S01TL 

N5 stated above, the 11Ibor opened i,") the Sky11 is the entrance into ti-Je 
intercomrunicating cavity of the fcur ventricles of the brain and is con­
tinuous with the central canal (Chitra) of the Spinal Cord, in which is 
lccated the rnfSterious Sushunna nadi, strangely syrrbolized in the Bible as the 
gospel Jesus cruci£ied between two thieves (Jn. 19: 17, 18). 

Oca..llt students knew that the two thieves represent the Ida and Pingala 
nadis , as we hal.€ explained in Son of Perfection ; while Jesus, as v:e explained 
in tnai: work, represents the Sushumna nadi, called that "wcnderful Nature Ray" 
by Dr. Eeale (Evolution of Mind, p . 53). 

The Cosrrri.c Fire in t he generat:il.€ region a i: the base of the spine, wren 
conserved and not consuned in ll'.asturbatian or copulation, ascends thru the 
Sushunna to the brain and fla.;s thru the cavity to the Gateway of the Soul; 
and in such cases those who developed the pcwer to liberate therrselves 
voluntarily from their body are rrentioned in the Bible as being i,, the Spirit. 
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P.nd so Apollcni. us said, "I was in the Spirit in the Lord's Day ," and 
"i..IrnEdiately I was in the Spirit" (Rev. 1:10; 4:2). 

Just what occurs in such instances? It is all very si.Jrple wren the 
principle is uneerstood: Only a change of Ccnsciousness . 

All that happens when man dies i s just a change of Consciousness, from its 
focal point in the material body to the focal point in the Solar Body. 

It is not neressary for man to die in order to produce this change . In 
the Ancient Mysteries the neophyte was taught hew to do it. He was instructed 
in the secret of how to blade- out the Objective Mind entirel y and let himself 
relax and sink mmpletely into the cmtrol of the Subjective Mind. 

That was what Apollaniu:; did, and he t enred it being in the Spirit . 

In that case mm rises to the four'th dimensional plane and liberates him­
self from all physical limitations of the five senses, which changes the focal 
point of his ccnsciousness from -the natena.t to the Solari cal Body. 

And for that period of tinE man is omnis cient: Solid objects bemrre 
transparent and may be seen inside and out, past and futur"€ , space and tine , 
disappear, and beClJIIE the eternal present (Son of PerfectionJ Pt . II , p. 89) 
(Available fran Health Fesearch 

All of this neans that while the Ego is still attached t o the dense body 
by the Silver Cord, the Ego rises superior to the earth plane, as in the case 
of the t:ne Clairvoyant, or leaves the bo<ly as nne does in dream; .:md enters 
the f rurth ci:iJrensional plane (invisible wor ld) and yet is attached to the body 
by the Silver Q:>rd, which is capable of practically infinite extension, as we 
have said. 

This was me of the top secrets of the Masters, and details of the prin­
ciple involved were never c:rnm:i.tted to writing, save in the eee~st syrrbolism, 
as in the case of the last bock of the Bible, which we have interpreted in 
Son of Perfection. 

Manly Hall has described t he rising Ccsmic Fire as follCNJs : 

"In the disciple, this force ca1 be seen ascending the spine with a glc:w 
of ligpt, which finally protrudes fran the cra-m of the head (at the Fcnticulus 
fr<Jntalis ) in the form of a long pencil-like shaft" (Supe r Pacuz.ties, p. 36). 

This protruding shaft of Radiant Etheric Lig!lt , visible to the true 
Clairvoyant, is a portion of the Silver Coro, rising from the "door opened in 
heaven," and by Beale ternEd a "Stream of Cansciousness11 (Evol:u . of Mind, p. 54) .' 

That protruding shaft of Etheric Light is Solar Man (Soul of Man), ron­
stituted of Four Seed Atoms . 

We can understand that smallness TIEans little since we have been shewn the 
terrific p~r of the hydrogen 1x:rnb, with rrore pcwerful banbs yet t o OOITE. 

Material Science and the Evolutionists assert that man has no Scul ; and 
here the Soul appears in a form that i t is pa:;sibl e for the true Clairvoyant 
t o see . 
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The lining JTembrane of the inp:>rtant brain cavity leading to the Gatev1ay 
of "the Soul is cmtimously excreting a precious fluid called the Nectar of 
Life, lrel1tioned in the Bible as--

A river of the Water of Life, clear as crystal, flcwing cut of "the throne 
of the God (Golren Bcwl, Brcin, S'J(ull); and en each side of the river was the 
Tree of Life , producing twelve fruits according to the m:::nths, each yielding 
i u; fruit ; and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the people--and 
me accursed (function of animalistic propagation) shall be no rrore (Rev. 
22:1- 3). 

The generative function of the physical body, which CQ1S1..ll'TeS the Creative 
Cosmic Essence at the base of the spine, is strictly nothing but an animal 
function and can never be anything else . 

The functions of the physical ba:iy are left ll1 that body by the Solar 
Body, and in the Solar Body this "accursed" function dces not exist. The only 
true creative function is that of the Nous, the solar:ical faculty of Fonnative 
Thought . 

Of the precious cerebro-spinal fluid which the Masters called the Nectar 
of Life , Dr. A. T. Still, Father of Osteopathy, w-rote: 

''All nerves drink from the waters of the brain ... The cerebro-spinal 
fluid is the hig!lest kna.m e lement in the ht.mla!l body" (Philosophy o f Osteopathy 
1899). 

The Nectar of Life , also called the Golden Oil in the Bible CZec'I. 4 :12), 
is the Wa:ter of Life excreted by the brain (Throne of the God) 2nd fla,.,·s dcwn 
the Spll'lal Cord to the Solar Plexus (cave, rnanger-- Lu. 2 : 4) , and there it is 
activated by the Sun (Helics, Holy) Breath (Ghost) , and the Seed (Son) is born. 

Every 29~ days (rronth) i11 the life of man and woffi311 after puberty, whe.T1 
the rrccn is in the s ign the Sun was in at the tiJre of cne ' s birth, there is a 
psycho-physical Seed (fruit) born in the Solar Plexus, which in the ancient 
text is tenred ''House of Bread," because it lies behind the stanach. 

So, Jesus was born in Bethlehem (Mat . 2 :1). Bethlehem is from Beth, 
House , and Leche.'tl~ Bread; and Jesus thus becam= the 11 Bread of Life which cane 
cam from heaven (brain) (Jn. 6 : 35' 41). 

Water synbolizes the bo:iy fluid that carries the Seed, w-ith the fishy 
odor. So it was in order for the disciples to be fishenre.'l , working aroi.IDd 
the wa:ter. The early Christians med a Fish as their secret sign . 

After birth, Jesus is taken cJo...n into Egypt . This represents the descent 
of the Seed into the dark, l::.hVer part of the body, symbolized by the !'lasters 
as Egypt , which was called be "La1d of Darkness"; a->d there it re..rnains until 
the neophyte subdues his epithurretic nature, syrrboli.zed in the Bible as the 
eeath of Herod. Then "Out of Egypt have I called my Sm" (Mat. 2:14, 15). 

At the end of the brain cavity l eading to the Gateway of the Soul, there 
is an orifice which C:Oflnects what the Yogi call the internal cavity of Prana 
wi t'l the external cavity of Akasha, surrounding the brain and Spinal Cord, 
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and te:rrred the sub- arachnoid space, which is bathe d in the Nectar of Life. 

According to Yoga, the Stm is the kama-rupc., or eesire body, of Akasha, 
the second aspect of Brahma. (Cosmic Fire , p . 1046) . 

Tiffi.C:NE OF UBERA.TION 

The Yogins term the Sahasrara Chakra (door q:Jened in heaven) the 'Ilm:ne 
o f Liberation of Solar Man fran his terrestrial Priscn, thru the Silver CoreL 

According to Yoga, the Sadhaka who has l<na-m the mys-ric Great Void of the 
Sahasrara, is freed fran rebirths (Sarrsara) . He cannot be bound in any of the 
three worlds, the physical, ethereal, and astral. He is forever free of his 
e arthly poison and can fly thru the sky a:t will. 

r-Ieat, cold, fire, and water have no e ffect on Solar Man. 

An interesting allegory in the Bible, not uncErstood by the clergy, refers 
t o these mysteries in these words: 

"After this I locked and~ l:ehold. a door opened in heaven: and the first 
voiCE which I heard said Ccne up nither, and I will sha.; thee things 
which must be hereafter. 

"And imrediately I was in the spirit; and, behold, a throne was set in 
heaven, a1d (the G:xl) sat an the throne. 

"And he that sat (m the t:hrcne) was to look uocn like an opal and a 
carnelian, and a rai.nba.T encircled the throne in apf,earance like an eiiErald" 
(Rev. 4 : l - 3). 

We have ~scribed the "door> opened in heaven." The "thrcne set in heaven" 
is the protruding shaft of colorful etheric light, Solar Man h.irrself; and it 
was he that sat m the throne . 

The colors surrounding Solar Man and the thr<ne were the electrical ema­
nations of Solar Man and the Silver Cord. 

"I will sha.; thee things which rrust be herea...-1=-ter" refers to a peculiar 
blending of the pa.;ers of seeing and hearing that occurs wren Solar M.an is 
liberated fran the lirni tations of his five senses, as we have explained in 
"Sen of Perfection," as foll<MS : 

•'When the solar electricity has activated the Pituitary and Pineal glands 
(in the brain) , seeing and hearing blend into a single sense , by which cOlors 
and sounds are both seen and heard. 

11That is the functim of the sixth and seventh sense pc:wers which rise 
above the tirre-spare elenent ; and so Apol.lcrrius , while preaching in Ephesus, 
saw the assassination of the tyrant D:::lmi. tian in RollE, many miles awey11 (Part 
II, p . l).

THE t1Y'STIC SLEEP 

WP.e.Tl the church fathers prepared the Bible for the use of the church, 
they usually presented the fables of the Anoent Masters as factualities. 

One of these is the fable of the ttrstic Sleep, where the gcs~l Jesus ~s 
pictured in the startling drama. of raising Lazarus from the dead. 

TI-.e Masters fabulized the process of Birth in the Flesh as the ::eath and 
Burial of Solar Man in a physical prison. They said: 

"The Soul beo:mes 'cri::>bed, cabined, and ronfined' in the limitations of 
the carnal body, as it loses a dimension of Consciousness at each ste? on the 
c.le::;c.:enc!ing path. It becanes boLmd .in the sensual and palpable, after pre­
viously having had the pcwer to range at will thru limitless space and 
universal thought. " 

Acoording to the l-i..asters, when Solar Man d:sce.rlds into the terrestrial 
terrple , on the approach and at- the JIDITEnT of his divulsion rrom his celestial 
abode, there ensues an intemediatE or preparatory s t age , a dimi.J1ution of 
Ccrlsciousness, termed a swocn. 

In the Tibetan Bock of t'tte Ceaa, c. rare work wi'lich the church failed to 
find ar.d eestroy, the Celestial Man is represe.11ted as retrograding step by step 
into the lcwer state of Consciousness . Each steo dcwnward to inC5ITlation is 
COJrq?arable to falling asl.eeo . · 

TIU.s is the ancient fa!)le of the Mystic Sleep of Solar }'1' .. .:m in the d=...'1Se 
body. This is the fable fran which the churc.'l fathe..rs stole the sto:y that 
Jesus v.·as notified that Lazarus (JIJ.lSares) was sid<. 

Jesus said, "Tlris siclo.ess is not unto death" (Jn. 11: 4). 

Acrording to the biblical account, an ernergency call for help was sent to 
Jesus, but he calmly tarried "two days still in the sarre place" (Jn. 11: 6) . 

TI-.e.11 Jesus said, "Lazarus (Ausares) sleepeth; but I go , that I rre:y awcke 
him out of (the rrystic) sleep" (Jn . ll: ll). 

P..s the fable is presented in the Bible, it has caused the gullible ITESses 
to swallcw it as :freely cs c.hildren swallcw the Santa Claus fable . 

AUSARES 

When the neophyte was initiated in the Egyptian t1ysteries, he was t aught 
the secret of life by Deing shown the figure of Ausares (Osiris) m its ft.meral 
bie!". At the head stead Neophythys, and at the foot, Isis, presented in the 
Bible cs the "two sisters of Lazarus, " who weep for him. 

Hoveri.11g over the body was "a dove wi 1:h rutstretched wings" (Budge) , ~-~hic."l 
synbolized tt.e Soul, the Ego, leaving the body at ceath . 

This scene was used to teach t.'1e neophyte hew Celestial Man locks dam 
on Terrestrial Man at eeath. 
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'IRE NEW FROM THE OLD 

Another scene was presented in the Egyptian Mysteries -ro teach the neo­
phyte hew the New rises from the Old, and Paul (Pol) u...c:ed it in his w"Ork . He 
said, "That which thou sowest is not quickened, except it die" (1 Cor. 15: 36) . 

As the New Life rises fn:m the old grain that is planted, so the Ne,.;r Life 
rises fran the demised oody of man . 

Planted grain becanes not extinct . In the birth of the New, the rraterial 
part of the grain disintegrates and returns to ccsmi.c gas . But the Life of 
the grain gees on. 

The dead body never rises fran the grave in its organized form, as so 
falsely presented in the Bible in the case of the gospel Jesus . 

Jesus said that Lazarus was not read but sleeping end needed to be 
cwakened. 

The Masters said that the Soul in the body was not <:Ead, but sleeping . 

In the Egyptian drama, thousands of years before the world ever heard of 
the gospel Jesus, the ' 'body" of Ausares (Osiris) was mtemed in a cave , and 
Horus "raised11 his "dead" father at Fnu by calling unto him to rise and care 
forth. 

Thousands of years later , Jesus "cried in a lrud voice , ''Lazarus (Ausares) 
come forth" (Jn. 11: 43) . 

When the churdl fathers presented this Egyptian fable in the Bible, Horus 
be care Jesus, Ausares be care Lazarus, Pnu beca.rre Bethany , and the two sisters 
becarre Mary and Martha. 

It is m3I1 in his body who is really asleep . Paul said: "Pwak.e, thou 
that sleepest and arise from the dead" (Eph . 5:14) . 

Again Paul said: ''You have the narre that you are alive, but you are 
dead" (Fev. 3 : 1) . 

Physical waking consciousness is rrerely a sleepy form of li£e . The 
Ancient Masters called it a form of aea:th. Plotinus declared: "IE-ath to the 
soul is to descend into 111a-tter and be entirely subjected to matter. " 

The "sleep" of the Soul in the body is the reign of physical man. But 
there is no actual sleep of the S.:Jul; it is only apparent . For the Life of 
the body is the Life of the Scul, end the functions of the body are the work 
of the Soul . 

THE BAAIN 

One author states that in the wmderful cawolutic:ns of the brain we have 
an image of the Universe . 

The great Carrel wrote: "We pcssess no tedmique capable of penetrating 
the mysteries of the brain arrl of the harmmi ous associa:tion of its cells. 
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Our mind ... is bewildered when it contemplates the stupe.TJ.cbus mass of 
cells, hurrors, and c::nsciousness which liEke up t'1e incividual" (Man The 
Unknown 

Mind and Ego are identical . Man is Mind incarnated. In Oriental phil­
osophy, Mind is called Manas, a w"'rd having for its root Man . 

M.an has a sevenfold na:tur:'€. The three self- C:Gnscious enti. t ies in the 
East called Atma., Buddhi, an C. Manas , are irrm:::>rtal. The other fcur are termed 
Kama- monas (desire mind) , Prcna (animating pri_nciple), Linga- sarira (astral 
or etheric nodel body) , and Sthula- sari.r a , or physical body . These lest four 
are rortal . 

All are part of the whole man . This canposite nature of man invol~s the 
cc:ncept of Seven Grades of Ccnsciousness , the Sixth Sense being a full, self­
cor>.scious immrtality, living in the cosrros as a god, until lastl y there is 
ccqui.red ~erfect self-conscicusness, or mnsciousness of the sell; anc this 
becanes me sevent'1 sense • 

The three higher (the higher triad) are all separately self-ccnscious, 
each roe in sequ:mce canmunicating with and illuminating that inferior to it . 
The quatew .a..ry of four gre.Ces of substance intenni)(ed, constituting physical 
!!'211 on earth, eac.l-t grade with its a-m rate of vibration, and so permitting 
var.i.cus grc.des of ccnsciousness to operate tl-tru them. 

This quatemary represents m:n cs w-e knew him en the earth plane, where 
he is dcminated by a Stream of Consciousness, caning via the Silver Cord frcm 
the higher triad. 

While m the ear'th plane, the Peal Man dwells in the brain, the rest of 
the dense body consisting of extensicns and expansions of t i"'le Real Man. 

Many ages ego, when the ancient Yoga system of the Orient was at its 
height , there existed the Crnsciousness which causes the Yoga stu.dent to sey 
to h.irrself : 

''When ti)ou dcst ini'--Jale the air merged with ?rena (solar electricity), 
when thou dost send this breath of air into ti)y head, then canst thou canpre­
hend the Jl¥Steries of the Universe in' the likeness of this universe ( t1'1e 
microccsm), in the special extension of the nerve system in thy head. " 

This was the original Yoga and nat that which prevails now in a cecadeni: 
form. 

1HE BODY Kf DEATH 

Co not cremate nor errbaJm the read body until at l east three days after 
c>eat.'t1 because the vital bcdy should be g:Lve.TJ. t'1at much t::i.rre to f ree i tself 
entirely from the Cen.se body. 

To cremate or enbalm t:he body t:efore that rrudl time has elapsed tends to 
disintegrate the vital body, which should be kept intact until the panorama of 
the past life has been etched irrto the desire body .

REDJCARNATION 

In the Tantrik Manual (Shat - Olakra-Nirupanam), a document most difficult 
to obtain and written in Sanscri.t, it is said that the pericarp of the 
Muladhara chakra is a triangle or Kanda, in which tennina:t:es the lcwer part of 
the Spinal Cord. Just above it, en a level with the lcwer end of the spinal 
canal, the Kundalini ( Cosmic) fire is said to be sleeping, closing the rrouth 
of the Brahlnaa.tara (Sushtmrna nadi). 

(Note: A fuller explanation of these and other ancient secrets appear 
:m cur worl< titled Son of Per-fection in two parts . - Hoterna. ) 

Extending upwaro fran the sleeping Kundalini , otherwise called Kula­
Kundalini, a fiber, described by the Yogins, glitters like a chain of brilliant 
lights in the cavity of the Muladhara. 

From the edges of the dormant Kula- Kundali there starts another Kundalini , 
which ascends along the Sushunna and readies to a point (Bindu Shiva) that is 
bathed in the Nectar Life from the Eternal Bliss (Brahmarandhra ), and illumi­
nates by i"tS radiance even the kMest cavity of this bodily universe, the 
microo::>Sm. 

It will thus be seen that Kunda.lini extends from the brain dcwn to the 
lCHlest chakra of the spine (Mulaclhara ) and is divided into dual parts by the 
Kula- Ktmdali whic.'"l rests m the lcwer end of the spinal canal, the Brahmad­
wara, or the l cwer gate of Brahma.. 

'The Kmdalini, :i..n the lcwer gateway of Brahma, is said to be in an inert 
state, but a:t the upper gateway of Brahma the "cbor opened in heave.'l. , 11 it i s 
in an acti 'lie state capable of being stimulated . 

Accorcing to Yoga, the Muladhara chakra end the Fonticulus Frontalis 
refine the limits of Kundalini, or the Pararreshwari of lives that breathe- ­
that is, the physical body. For the Solar Body clo:s not breathe and may go 
unhanred thru fire and wa:ter. 

When the Kula-Ktmdali is awakened or activated, it ''burns" a passage up 
thru the vcrious 01akras, as we have explained in Son of PeT'fection, inciting 
them to action; and, as it rises step by step, the Mind be cernes stronger and 
clearer. Whe.'l. it reaches the brain, wonderful visions and peculiar pcwers 
corre to a Yogi, and the Soul finds itself free in all respects . The Yogi is 
liberated fran his body but still attached t:o it: by the Silver Cord. 

Kundalini , called the Mar...her of the Universe . then joins her LOra Pare.­
Shiva, who has the form of a dot, or 0-Bind:u-Rupa, the Cosmic Unit mmp:sed of 
the Four Seed A torrs and si tuat:ed in the rredulla oblongata. 

Kundalini thus oonnects herself with Brahrra-randhra, or the cavity in the 
brain where the Brahma (Solar M.an) is located and crnscious knONledge of which 
the Yogi see.lcs to attain. 

This cavity ( cave ) is guardea by five cbors , and Kundalini is said to be 
the only kr,own pcwer that can open them. 
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It is in this cavity whe..re Prana (solar electricity) c:e.·rrt:ers all i tc; 
activities ; where Solar M&1 resires ; where the unruly C1itta (lONer mind) is 
captured end mrrtrolled by the process of Pranayarm. (certain breathing exer­
cises) . 

It is here that the Oritta is s ubrrerged in Prana, the submersion bringing 
to rest all the acti. vi ties of Mind and Prana . 

The OU tta is ruled by b e five senses; and these are syrrbolized in the 
Bible as the "five kings (wno) fled and hid in a ea--ve 11 (Jcs . 10: 16). 

Then Joshua srrote the five kings and slew them (Jos . 10 : 26) , and the Soul 
(Solar Mal) , thus set free fran the thraldcra of the five senses , feels its own 
joy and sees itself uso 'ham" i.e . , "I am That, 11 or 1r1 Pro He 11

; literally, 
11'Iha.t .Am I." 

.And the Old Tes tarrent God told M::Jses that his nanE was "I Am That I .Am" 
(Ex. 3: 14) . 

Acmrding to Yoga, when the: Mind and Frena act as two conflicting enti­
ties , they run riot and keep the Soul in the bondage of the Maya (the sur­
rounding cbjects of the five senses ) . 

CORD OF DESIRE 

Max P.eineel said, "As long as IP.al entertains the c!esires connected with 
earth life, he lll.lSt stay in his desire body; and as the progress of llEI1 re­
quires that he pass on to the higher Regions, the existence of the Cesire 
World IIUSt necessarily becorre purgative, te...T'lding to purify him £rem his hinrling 
eesires" (Rosicrucian Cosmo-Conception, p. 104). 

Altho the Soul is freed fran the shackles of 01itta and Prana, it is 
still forced to re.m:rin in its physical priscn by tl-J.e current of Vascna (Cord 
of J:esire), which is guarding the. orifice of this cavity in tne bre.in. 

These desires of the five senses revert the Srul to the control of Oli tta 
a1d Prana, and the results are successive rebirths (reincarnation). 

Reincarnation is the physical prism which the Yogi strives to escape. 
He wants to be free of the physical world, and that freedom can be gained 
cnly by &ever::i..ng the Cord of I:esire and bringing Kundalini under conscious 
control. 

When Kundalini is IIE.~ to obey the call:ings of the Soul, the Soul then 
escapes fran "h'1is cavity and occuoies another cavity called Akasha, which 
surro.mds the bra.l.n and Sp111al Cord, as we have said. 

Furthermore, the Soul, when freed fran the control of 01itta, Frana, and 
Vasana, dwells .::utside of the Sahasrara 01al<ra, which we have descri_bed in 
Son of Perfect1:on, and i s said to pervade the whole universe. 

when the Yogi has attained this state, he is said to be in the Nirvikalpa 
Sanadhi (Seedless Sarnadhi) , by which he attains corrplete harmony with me 
Infinite and escapes fran the process of reincarnation. 

what ore we to understand by the term Vasana which leads man to suc­
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cessive rebirths? 

To knanr the proper rrecni.ng of the term, acrording to Hindu Philosqlhy, 
we shall have to eeal with Karma of the errbodi.ed man, the Jivatma of a being . 

Karma of an individual 1.s <::anprised of desire (Vasana}, knavledge (Jn2!1a), 
and acticn (Kciya) • 

'!he ~ressions unconsciously left on the mind by actions in past 1i ves 
(Vffiana) start a Cli"'"e'1t of thought, which is ronveyed to the Jivatrna, and is 
then translated, thru this age.T"lcy, into actions, good or evil. Our good 
actions lead us to happiness, while the evil ones to misery. 

Karma is of three kinds . Sanchi ta Karma, the outcome of Sanskana (im­
pression of antecedent incarnations), and desires (Vasana), is all the ac­
Cl..ID1Lllated and unexhausted Karma of orevious lives with which an individual is 
born and which is still to bear frul. t . 

Prarabdha Kanra. is that part of the Sanchita l<anna which is worked rut 
and the result of which is m3de knaNn to us in our present life. 

Kriyarrana Kanna, either Vartaman or Agami, is that which a l!l3l1 is con­
tinuously cmserving by his present and future actions . 

It will thus be seen that the vicia.JS circle of Vasana, by ccntinuously 
weaving a web around the Soul, forres it to remain errbodied for liberating and 
experiencing th~: past Kanna. So, its final emcncipation rould be achieved 
a"lly by putting a stop to the generation of new Kara by cmquering our Vas.:na 
or desires. 

\>Jhen this is dcne, there is nothing left to generate new Karma, and the 
Ji vat:J:na is liberated from reincarnaticn. 

On the physical plane , this can be done cnly by controlling the Cord of 
I'esire, the V~ nerve (Kundalini) , by cmsciously controlling all the in­
voluntary actions of the body which are in sorre sense or other uneer the 
cantrol of the Vagus nerve . 

By subnersion of the VDluntary and involuntary actions of the body into 
OU.tta and Vasana, all the functions of the body are brought to a state of 
automatism. 

Finally, the enbodied Sa..ll (J ivatma), being fued from the activities of 
the body, rrerges into the Suprene Soul (Pararnatma.) outside the body and gains 
its final emancipation, i.e., liberation from reincarnation.

'IHE LOST WISroM 

The Secre-ts of Life contained in this work have been culled with great 
care from the fragrrents of ancient philosophy that eseo.-ped the destructive 
hands of the church fathers who founeed Roman Catholicism in the fourth 
century.

In this Bible the JT'.asses were given a God- m:m, born ot a virgin, a Savior, 
a Son of a 1Ilft.Ucal God. His life was prese.11ted as the aare of ideal per­
fection, and his pcwer· was eenved directly rrom Divinity itself. Then he 
"died en the cross" to save the sinners :t:rom the ~ust penalty of their evil 
transgressions. 

The church fathers knetv t~e stories of 13uddha and his incarnations; m e 
rrry-J1 of Krishna, JIXJSt popular of the Hindu gods , usually held to be the eighm 
incarnation of the god Vishu; the illustrious record of Apollcnius, whom the 
people of As i.e. Minor worshipped as a god; the sacred legends of Osiris, the 
god and goddess of Egypt . 

It was ecsy to canbine all this in the New Tes1:a.rrent gc:s-p=ls and to give 
the world a p:!rfect character in the form of Jesus and, in his nare, to rni te 
the religious worship of all the people of the Foman Errpire. 

And the eeceivea world has worshippea f or centuries at the shrines of a 
relig:ior: that was fabricated by the priesthood from the llo/IDS of antiquity. 

Li tt 1e did the Gree.l(s and Rcmans dream that they and their children, f or 
fifteen hundred years, were fated t o see rivers reddened with their blood 
because of that Jesus , whcm they had m::d<ed and ridiculed, while their proud 
~ire ~'Ould crunble into darJ<ness cs the Reman Hierarchy rcse in pcwer and 
with Bible in me he!"d end bloody S\oX)rd in the other, gredlE.lly cJ.a.rrped its 
galling yd<e upcn the cnmtries ccntrolled by Porre .
