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TilE GREAT RED DRAGON 

Chapter 1 

ANCTINI' SCRIPI'URES 

PtolEmy Philadelphus (309- 246 B.C.), rul4iT of Egypt , ~sa learned man. 
He offered a rich rewm:i for the best religious scrolls and manuscripts for 
his great l::i.brary. 

Impelled by a desire for this ~ard, wise men of many nations went to 
Alexarrlria with t heir precious writirgs; ani Pto::..Emy secur~ sane 280,000 
scrolls arx1 nanuscripts of the ~rost valuable \<ritings in the ,.orld. 

In canpal'ing the various \-larKs, Ptolemy made the rrost startling dismvery 
of the age. To his aruazanent he fourrl that all systems of religion were the 
same in basic principles. 

fuw could it have been othenvise? All men spring from the same soorce; 
they all inhlbit the same Universe, in which all elements aro forces, all suns 
arrl stars, all nt>untains arrl men, all \o:ater arrl w::mten, are basically the same. 

Churchward said that inscriptions on stone tablets found all over the 
war'ld indicate that all the earth vas ori.gin:llly colonized by one people, fran 
one soorce, arrl that vas the lost oontinent of Mu or Lemuria. 

Furthenrore, the evidence s"OOws that all religious systens are but copies 
of one original systen, and vary in different countries only as the cuetoms of 
of the people vary. 

So all ancient religions, based on this Grarrl Cosn:ic Unity, were basic­
ally the same for all nations arrl for all races, .. -one prarrl, hanronious system 
of warship. Ani Ptolemy had inscribed over the doo:rn:1y of his chief Temple 
this sentence: "EXper-ien::e is the guide of all rrora1ity," 

The eviderce sh::lws that this Gram Unity of Religion prevailed in prin­
ciple through the ages until the 4th century A.D. Then there came a sroclcing 
-change wrler the leadership of Constantine the Great, in his fotmding of the 
Roman State Church. 

Then the "Fathers of the Chur'Ch" went into vigorous action for the success 
of their newly created institution, and for the suppr>ession of all competition. 

To Alexan::lria they went, ard culled what they \\anted fn:vn Ptole:my' s vast 
library of scrolls an::l manuscripts. 

They copied, interp:>lated, twisted ani distorted these ancient writings 
for the making of their Bible. To make their work rrore effective, they person­
alized the aocient symtols an::1 literalized the ancient allegories . 

Under their ~ han:ls startl~ changes OCCI..l!Ted. The Sun of the 
Universe became "the only begotten Son of Gcxi" (Jp. 3:16). 

The twelve signs of the ancient Zcrliac became the t\.K!lve apostles of 
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their gospel Jesus (Lu. 6: 13) • 

The Redemption of Man became a blood-wash~ IrQCess, in which all scrts 
of criminlls an::l. murderers were cleansed of t heir sins by their belie£ in a 
"crucified savior" (Mk.. 16:16; Rev. 1:5). 

To aid in the pra!!Otion of the new relie;ion, Constantine issued an edict 
free~ all cr:ilnin:Us and slaves upon cordi tion that they enl::n:'ace the new re­
ligion. 

This was only the beginning of the atrocious w::>rk:. Fat" a th:rusard years 
the people of Europe were to witness arrl to suff er the rrost taTible catastro­
phe ever re(X)roed in the annals of history. Read the ''1--bly Inquisition, 11 ard 
"The Bible, Church an.:i God" by Wn. t1cCarthy. 

To enforce this newly irwented, unscientific an:l pre{X>sterious religion 
UJ:On the masses of the Ranan world, required the destruction of ancient lit­
eratur"e an:i ancient history, the l::urning of maruscripts an:l libraries, the 
derolition of ancient 1lneples, the slaughter of rrore th3.n s eventy million peo­
ple, ani the pl~ing of the Ranan Dnpire into a state of intellect\.L:'ll dark­
ness that lasted roore than a toousaro years. 

Then ancient history ms re-written by the church, to serve its en:ls an::l 
to hide the facts; an:l that is the history contained in roodern ~lope1ias. 

'That ~ld-wide crime a:>uld not forever be coocealoo. Fragments am tra­
ces of the Grand Unity of Areient Religion were preserved by inscriptions on 
stone m:murnents a rd temples of aJ.l nations, ard in symtol ard allegory which 
coold be interpreted only by Initiates of the Ancient Mysteries. 

Cr>eative Power 

In a-1 ages the JOC)St a~re-inspi.ring attr~e in t he Universe is the Crea­
tive Power. The mysteries of Life hold ro greater secret than that of procrea­
tion. Th3.t J::ONei" nc.tturally inheres in all living things in all kingdans of 
existence. 

In every age, this deepest mystery of Life attracted the attention of t he 
great philosophers an:l scientists . The Key to the Secret of Life, opined they, 
lay in the Creative Function.

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~tor was that magic p:>~ given to rran, or bestowed up:>n r.im by sane im­
ag.in:rry god. It is an inherent }:k3rt of him, of his very being, ani canrot be 
given to him ror taken fi'CIIl him. 

The Creative Power in r1an is as eternal as the shining sun, the father 
of all Creation. 

The Christian Bible 

Ue have said that the Bible ...as compiled fran the writw.,gs of the ancient 
wise men. Such t,'ll"itings did not tre3.t of an anthrop.:vrorphic God !lOr' a fabu­
lous He3.ven. It dealt with t he p,reat mystery of Life; M3.n and his Creative 
Powers. 

The Bible ...as rot prepai'Ed for the msses, but fOI" the church. It t..as 
rot prepared to enlighten the illd.Sses, but to enslave the masses. And that 
job res been well done. 

Thru greedy political influence and the ultimate ctomi.T'lanCe by a selfish 
and mercenary priesth:xxl, the D:lctrine of the Ancient t·1asters ~s gradually 
discaroed and debased, arrl in the succeeding centuries a system of dogmatic 
theology t--as formulated a rrl developed from a literal interpretation, the dead 
letter, of the ancient symbols and allegories, being corr\lpted by spurious 
.interp:Jlations and ascititious distortions, many of which are so obviow:; an:l 
glari.ne; that a sixth grade student can detect them. 

These interpolations and distortions so badly cloud and obscure the con­
text of the Bible~ th3.t it is a c.orrrron saying! ' 'No body can understand the 
Bible." The reason is clear: A literal interpretation of the Bible does rot 
make sense. 

Another reason why it is difficult to grasp the correct roea.ning of the 
context of the Bible is the fact that slight c'l1a.mes creep into the r:1eanine 
of v.K)ros an::i phrases from age to age, and in the course of two or three thou­
sand years, these ~es becoll!e so great tha.t a literal translation of the 
ancient literatur'e w:>uld leave us in darkness as to the orieinal mean:i.nf,. 

There is still arvther factor too imJ.X>rtant to be disregarded: The con­
tents of the Bible were translated from foreign languages unkrmm to us, an::l 
it is imJ;:Ossible to translate one language to another by a mere change of 
t<Jards. The best that can be done is to express the sense ani meaning of an­
other language, that is, to interp!:'et, explain, or recapitulate. 

At this p:>int grave danger enters in the v.K)rk of translation. It p.1ts in 
the hands of the translator the pcMel' to express, in his own way an:i acroroing 
to his cwn views, bias an::l prejudice, the sense and meaning of the material he 
is translating; and we take what the translator gives us, 

The arcient scriptures were translated by a ez-oup of men t-Tho were prepar­
ing literature for their own Bible; and it ....as their desire, intention a:rrl ptrr'­
J.X>Se to make their Bible te3.ch wtet they t-arrt:ed it to te3.ch; Hhat they were 
instructed to have it te3.ch. 

That they tried- to do, arrl that they did do; arrl that is the reason why 
the result of their v.K)rk is such a maze of puzzling pictures, that "ro body 
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can 1.m:ierstan:l ttle Bible." And so --

''The ways of heaven are dark and intricate, 
"Puzzled with mazes, ard perpelxed Y.ti.th error." 

-- Addison. 

The best that any man can do, in his se3I'Ch for the secret of the Science 
of the Ancient t1asters , is to select such parts of the Arcane Doctrine in the 
Bible as are cautiousl:t unveiled, ani then, in a consistent and steadfast course 
trace them d01-m to theJ.r logical conclusions • 

The Edenic Garden 

The Masters studied Man a.s a Creative Being. Their rrotto was: "Man,

I t is sufficient here to state that ¥~ithin himself man contains all the 
universes, systems, planets ard globes. 

Man is the t1icrocosm of the t1acrocosn. He is the epitome of all t-7orlds 
arrl all rowers. fie is the focusing ard cordensing p:>int of ca.urt:less electro­
magnetic currents which~ in energizing, becanP. what may be called the living, 
conscious, vital electricity, of incredible voltage, but hardly canparable to 
the form of electricity known t~ physicists . 

As condensed and refined in the l.al::oratory of the hl..lm3.n body, this vital 
electricity is so ~ful t:ha.t, when rot controlled, it can "hum one to 
death," figuretively speaking, -- ard that is exactly ""ihat it is doing today.

Acts 7:30). 

This :p::>werful force is a double-edged sword. th:lt cuts both ....ays. It ex­
alts or degrades, ]mproves or destroys, depen:ting on the corrlitions. If act­
ivated unnaturally with:)ut the power to control, it Y.Quld give its deadly 
sting to him in whan it were so unwisely awakened. 

That is the main reason why secrecy was always maintained regarding the 
Sacred Science. 

The J1ysterious 'rr'ee 

We meet up with the Sacred Science in this esoteric passage: 
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"Of ~ery tree of the Garden trou may est freely eat: Put of the Trf>e of 
the Knowledge of Good and Evil, th:>u shalt rot eat of it; for in the day tret 
thou eatest th~eof thou shalt surely die" (Gen. 2:16, 17). 

First, \o7e must realize that we are dealing with ancient symbology and 
allegory. It is obvious that the subject here is Man. 

The Golrden represents man's tody, called the Temple of Q::xl; arrl the care 
thereof ¥-as the great lesson of Life with the Ancient Hasters. 

The allegory deals wi. th +-he care of the b:xly. The Trees sylnbol.ize the 
parts and processes of the l::ody. t1an may freely use arrl enjoy all parts an:l 
processes of his l:ody, ~~vital exception. 

Not only is man told these things, but he is defWtely W3rned as to 
wret the pemlty or consequences will be if he uses th3.t one excepted vital 
function. 

The Mture of tha.t excepted function is revealed in the phrase "l<Ixlt.vlec:lge 
~~~Evil,''

Little children are "as the ~els in heaven: because thoughts of Good 
ani Evil have oot yet entei'ed their angelic min<!. 
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Pube£ty 

N:>w canes the chmge. Puberty literally means t'l-)at time in man's life 
when physical developnent causes hair to appear on the external genitalia. 
It is that time marked by the aml<:ening of seXUal consciousness, impelling 
the Mirrl to reoognize the existence of Good ani Evil. 

Watch a group of boys and girls at this time. l'btice the marked ~e 
in con:iuct (l) after they have reached Puberty, ard ( 2) Sexual. Consciousness 
has opened their eyes, and (3) the carnal Min::l be<:ones active. 

No nore are these children "as the ~els in heavE'n." Sexual Conscious­
ness is no longer dormant in their brain. Their eyes are opened; they have 
cane t o Jmo\.1 Gcxx1 and Evil. Fiun tlri.s time on rrost of then wiJ.l live on the 
an:imalistic plane and beoc:oe slaves of the carnal mind. 

Matters are made ~se by the carnal corrl.uct of parents. Sexual oonsc­
i.ousness &oakens early in many children and is exceedingly powerful because 
nothers indulged sexually during the gestatory pericx:l. A crime that is ag­
ainst unborn children, arrl an evil never a::mni.tted by any animal below man. 

Chapter 2 

TREE OF LIFE 

When stripped of all false tr:inrnings, Sp.JI'ious interpolations, pious forg­
eries, arrl ll"Televant statenents, biblical tea~s boil down to a s'I:J:'ang:e 
story of the ¥~rk of the Ancient Masters, in their effort to RIDED1 MANKIND 
fran the sins arrl evils of fornication, cop..Uation, propagation, -- rising 
fran generation on the animalistic plane, in obedience to the cxmm3.1'ldnent, 
"Be fruitful, arrl multiply, and replenish the earth" (Gen. 1:27). 

Redemption canes rot fran the fabulous crucifixion of the mystical sav­
iars, but from amn's own corouct (Gal. 6:7). hlhen man's inner world cha.rees, 
his outer ~rld ~es also. 

A o:::mra.rXlrn.ent is rot a law, and may be broken with:>ut damaging results. 
Such is not the case as to cosmic law. 

An:l this partiallar c:xmnardnent is followed by arx:>ther, which appears to 
rullify the first; for it informs man that if he did eat of the Tree of Life, 
the result v.nJl.d be degeneration arrl early death (Gen. 2:17). 

I t appe9.r5 also that scrolars have failed to realize that a deep story 
appears to be ba.ck of the phrase~ ''Replenish ~ ~·" 

According to the dictionary, Replenish means to fill again after hav~ 
diminished 01:' emptied; to stock anew. H~e, it would seem that the human 
race was nak:i.ng a new start, to succeed a previous race that had disappeared. 

In tret case, legen:i arrl tradition ~ul.d contain accounts of such antece­
dent race and its extioction. This infarnetion would pass on to the succeed­
ing race, and warn the intellectuals of the reasons why the race disappeared. 
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The Ancient Masters appear to have been basing their statenents on sourd 
evi.den::e, when they definitely declared th:lt the fate of mankind vx:ruld be de­
generation and early death as the result of IID.lltiplying arrl replenishing the 
earth. 

The Master's knew, \-lha.t sane m:xiern scientists have discovered, that the 
effect of propagation on all liv~ things, when left to their own resources, 
is degeneration arrl extin=tion. 

In the case of sane plants and animals, degeneration runs so far that 
sane species becane ext:inc:t in this day an:l time. Stocl<men must constantly 
keep procuring high-class male animals to prevent their herds fnJn degenerating. 

There is ro evidence of recarU to stx:lw that either plants or animals ever 
un:i€rgo an:l experience Regeneration (Redemption), except under the care of man. 

The creative urge supersedes all other psychic for'ces. Cosmis Law puts 
perpetuation of the species a bove regeneretion of the species. The Creative 
Force ruling propaeation is the all-pc:Merful f orce in all living things. 

And propagatioo. beget& degeneration. Pt'oduction means sacrification. 
The New rises fran the ru.i.ns of the Old. A Jrost serious subject, an:l worthy 
of the very best attention. 

The Roots of the Nerves of the Tree of Life, in the Sacral Plexus of the 
bcd.y, direct am control the whole of IMn' s corporeal frame, 

These ranarkable discoveries of the Ancient Masters fill the Bible. To 
preserve then fran destl'Uction by despots, they were concealed in symool and 
allegory, which can be interpre-t~d only by an expert in the Sdence of Man. 

This excludes rrodern doctors, whose i.grorarx:e of the constitution an:i 
function of the body is profoun:I, and so admitted by that great sciem:ist, 
Alexis Carrel <Man the UnJ<:n:)wn, p. 4). 

'These doctors darkeneth counsel by w:::>rds wi t.l-))ut \-Jisdan (Job 3 8: 2) • 

The Sacred Ark 

The Sacred Ark of the Covenant was arother ancient Symbol. Man is the 
Sacred Ark, with the eternal Covenant written in his Brain, - that Covenant 
involving the Redemption of Man fran the evil of the accursed fun:tion of Sex­
ual Propagation (Gen. 2: i'TJ.-

As we ~te sexually, we degenerate physically and spiritually, As 
we consume our Life Essence in creative action, we weaken our lxxly arrl brain 
in canpensation. We sacrifice by producing and reclean by abstaining . Sel£­
denial in all things is perfection <Ma.t. 16: 24). 

The c:r&:ltive urge, deeply seated in the blood, conquer~ all living 
things below nan, and conquer~ m::>st men ard most races of men, is mentioned 
frequently in the Bible, arrl symbolized as the Great Red Dragon <rsa. 27:1; 
51:9; Ps. 74:13; Ezek. 29:3; Rev. 12:3). 

The masses at this ~, as they h:lve been for long ages , are in the grip 
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of the Great Red Dragon. Conditions are ~se in sane coontries than in others 

To redeen man fran this terrible fate, to save him fran this degenerative 
farce, t he Masters devoted their time arrl attention. Theil' discoveries shc:M 
that man can rise to his Greatest Glory only by conquering the Great Red Dragon 

'l'r'ee of Knowledge 

In the Edenic Parable it is said that in the day man eats of the Tree 
(Gen. 2:17), then his eyes slrul be opened, ard he shall be as gods, krowing 
Good and Evil (Gen. 3). He did e-at, and he did learn his lesson the :ha:ro way, 
rut he has failed to profit by his experience. 

That book of t he Bible devoted exclusi vely to this subject, \ihen a1l srur· 
iDus interpolations are disoovered and discaroed, is the Ap:>oalypse (Revelat­
ion). 1-l.ad that took been written in clear language, it ~uld un::ioubtedly have 
been destroyed; am it certainly ~uld never have been given a place in the 
Christian camn. 

The church has frau:iulently presented this book as a rure an::1 true Reve­
lation, reve:U.ed by God to Christ, by the latter to ''his ~el," by the angel 
to John ,ani John to the seven eastern chtu:'Ches. 

Origen, one of the chl.lrch 's earliest teachers, said: ''Who 'Wr'Ote Revela­
tion, God only l<nJws." 

In the oldest rranuscript, the title is ApJcalypse, a Greek~ which 
means "unveiling," an1 is a substitute for OJX>pteia, meaning initiated into 
Seership. 

Scores of scoolars have tried in vain to interpret Revelation. Sweden­
lx:>rg, a praninent Mystic, tried it in a b::>ok of 1200 p:tges. In the Preface 
he said: 

"Every one can see that the Apocalypse can by no means be explained but 
by the Lc:rd alone; for each ~rd therein contains arcana, which ~ld in ro 
wise be ~without a particular enl.ightennent, a.rd thus revelation: On 
which acoount it has pleasa:i the lord to open the sight of my spirit, arrl to 
teach me. Do rot believe that I have taken anyt~ herein fran myself, oor 
fran any ~el, but fran the Loro. alone," 

SWedenlx>rg sailed along thru 1200 pages with that sort of "spiritual" 
ronsense. Instead of explaining anything, he increased the confusion. He 
believed that the AJX)Calypse treats of "heaven am the church. II The Master 
who wrote it knew of synagogs, 1:::ut never hean:l the ~rd "church;" and he knew 
that ''heaven" is a state of Mind, rot a place in space, anj said so (Rem. 
14:17). 

Every reference in Revelation to the gospel Jesus i s spurious inter'JX>l­
ation. 

The original copy of Revelation was written thousands of years before 
Moses met the chur'Ch god on Mount Sinai (Ex. 3:13), ard is one of the most 
stupen:lous allegar'ies ever prnpared by man. 
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Arcane Science of Man 

Revelation is the Key to the symboli.cal arrl allegor:ical teachings of the 
Bible; and oo 'lo.U!'k in all literature is ITOI'e heavily veiled. 

To amere tyro in the Arcane Science, the general meaning of the Apocalypse 
is clear>. To the conventional scholar or material scientist, it is a ~zle, 
as the subject-matter, veiled in symb::>lical language, deals with the Myster­
ies of Life as taught in the Ancient Mysteries, which it was unlatvful to dis­
close to any one rot entitled to receive the same. 

The ba.sic subject of the Bible is Han. The Eook \-Jith Seven Seals is his 
body <Rev. 5). The seals are symbols of the Seven Major Uerve Ganglia. (chak­
ras--wheels) of the spinal column a1"rl brain. 

The great Pythagorean philosopher Paul (Pol, Polos, A:rollo, Apollonius) 
brought the AJ:OC<llypse fran India. A copy ..,.:ra.s given him when he visited that 
country ard \as made a Master in the Indian '~'1ysteries. He re-wrote it while 
on the isle of Patrros, and interp::>lated changes to make the story hantonize 
with the places and practices of Asia l'1inor , his native land. 

So the Seven Seals are desi.grated by the rnmes of Seven Asian cities .. 
These are listed in the SdJIVO! order as are the chakras (nerve ganglia) in the 
Upanishads; an:l each city, by sane well-knot.m characteristic for which it was 
noted, calls to mind the Sanatic Center of the Bo::ly it represented. 

The Seals are opene:i by the force of the u~ flow of the Serpentine 
Fire. 'fuere is little left in the average man to flow u:pw:mj, because it is 
consumed ani dissipated in masturbation and cop..tlation. 

The Seryentine Fire 

In the Bible the Serpentine Fire is referred to as Oil arrl Golden Oil 
(Zech. 4:12; f-iat. 25:3,4,8). 

The startling effect of the upward flow of the Golden Oil is the activa­
tion of the Sixth an:l Seventh Sense Pcx.le!'s of the Jrain, together with an in­
crease in all of the other sense pcMers. 

These sense powers are symbolized as loaves an::i fishes in the New Testa­
ment CMa.t. 14:17; 15:36) . Five loaves represent the five senses of the aver­
age man, and the Seven Loaves represent the Seven Senses of the t'laster . 

The activation of the higher brain po-wers is symbolized as "a new heaven 
(brain) ani a new earth (body), the ooly city, new Jerusalem" (Rev. 21:1,2). 
In plainer ~ros, the disciple is raised to Seer ship. 

The allegory refers back to the Edenic Parable, dealing \o.ri.th the psycho­
bio-physiological processes of the bod.y-the Sac:xed Science of Creation which 
is scorned by the Reman State Church as Phlllic Warship, while it stole the 
ancient lit erature of that science aOO. uses it to prea.c._ll a false religion. 

The Destructive Force 

The Great Red Dragon, symbolical of the JOOst ~ul farce in Natur>e, 
eternally st.ards befar:'e w::man, on the verge of partur>ition, recrly to devour 
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the child as soon as born. 

The Ap:>ealyptic nunber of this :rorce, Epithumi.a, is 555. 

In the Ancient Mysteries in Greece, this stage of the telestic w:)l']< was 
quite baldly represented as the cop.llative act. In the Apccalypse the subject 
is oore delicately harrll.Erl, by substituting the psychic OOdy. 

In fact, the Inmaculate Conception is here irdicated by the opening of 
the adytun and disclosure of the Ark. Occult students know that the enblESIS 
contained in the Ark symbolized the genitals. 

B3.ttle in the Sky 

The church res made rruch out of the sky battle between MiJ<ael and the 
Dragon (Rev. 12: 7) • This event merely allegorizes the exclusion frc:m the Mind 
of all imp..lre th:>ughts, especially those relat~ to sex. 

The Bible is a J:x:x)k of Phallism, Sexualism, of Redanption based on the 
oonquest of carnal lust . 

Traces of this ancient teaching still live in Masonry, but the force of 
it is gone. 'The carrlidate for initiation, when asked Why he applied for msnb­
ership, is coached to say, "To learn to subdue my passions." 

In the Ancient Hysteries, that meant exactly what the ....-ords imply. In 
rrodern &sonry it means rothing at all. 

The struggle to sul:rlue carnal lu5-t is a battle in the Mind, in Heaven, 
between the higher and lower departments of Li£e. 

Paul said that he saw in his body another law, toaiT~ against the law 
of his MW, dragging h:iJn down into captivity to the law of sin in his geni­
tals. In despair he cried out, "0 wretched man that I am! who shall deliver 
me from the body of this dea.th?" (Rem. 7:23, 24) . 

In those days sane saintly men sul:mitted to castration as a~ to 
deliver then from sin in their generative organs. In the Dible they are called 
eunuchs. 

"And there be eunuc-..hs, which have made thE!nselves eunuchs for the kingdom 
of heaven's sake" (l1at. 19:12). 

Bitten by the Seryent 

"He that ccmnitteth fornication (cQIU].ation or masturbation) sirmeth 
against his own body" (l Cor'. 6 :19) • 

If we listed a tenth of the degeneration aiXi misery tha.t follows fran 
ooJ:U].ation arrl/or nasturba.tion, it ~uld shock the ....orld. 

Pathological effects o£ masturbation arrl cop.Ilation are synonynous. The 
fanner does JIOre danEge because the act is carmi.tted by children an:l those 
urxler maturity, arxl is nore often repeated. Arrl this at a time when the gr>aJ­
ing OOdy needs I005t the Li£ e :essence lost in this va.y a 
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Prof. Berger says, ''Mast:ur-bation is such a frequent practice, th:l.t fully 
eighty percent of t he boys arxi girls are addicted to it." 

Medical authorities assert that masturbation is the lrest harmful arrl 
ll'OSt natural way t o get relief fran "a fullness of the seminal vesicles and 
auxiliary glarrls" which eXcites the "erection center" in man. They hold that 
celibacy is an evil; that asceticisn is absurd, and that one wh::> practices 
rigor and self-denial in worldly plresures is a fool. 

Masturbation makes children peevish, irritable, reserved in conservatioo, 
apathetic in manner, hesitant in action, contradictory, quiet , reticent, ab­
sent-minded, forgetful, ron-companionable. It leads to anemia and its sequels. 

In time, masturbation leads to depression, vertigo, palpitation of the 
heart, weakens the will-power, degrades the character arrl creates an infer­
iority canplex. Weak minds ard insanity often result. 

Dr. Fowler says that young w:rnen are dying by t:hoo.sands of various dis­
orders, of female ccrnplaints , of nervous and spinal ccrnplaints, of general 
debili t:y, and other ostensible ccmplaints innumerabl e , sane of insanity, all 
due to rr:asturbation. 

Tis sot says that masturbation results in general deterioration of body 
and brain~ debility of the senses, an::1 of all faculties of the mind; the loss 
of imagination, of I'JleJOC)ry; imbecility. 

Sane children begin masturbating when very young . Dr. A. Jacobi mentionai 
the case of a girl of three years , who Md a peculiar form of slight convuls­
ive affections, Which were reported by her m::rther to have lasted a consider­
able t:ime. The spells ~uld occur at irregular intervals, often when the child 
ms playing on the f loor. Redness of face, slight twitching al::cut the eyes, 
with a deep sigh row arrl then, were all the symptoms enumerated. 

The child was well formed, pale, and face saneWhat bloated. She w:1s apt 
to keep her thighs closely joined, or to cross her legs. She IOOVed and rubbed 
her Umbs violently, got p.!r'ple in the face , began to perspire, to twitch atout 
her eyes, which often looked excited, and leaned back exhausted, sighing or 
breathing rapidly. 

The pr'ess in October, 1955, carried the picture of a woman of 21 in South 
America, and her son of 16, who was torn when she was only five years old. 

Dr> . Hunt mentioned the case of a boy of six, with staggering ~£lk, unable 
to control his l egs , screamed in his sleep, tongue hung out of his nouth, aOO. 
was considerErl an idiot. Masturbation was proven as the cause by the fact 
that c:i..rcum:ision led to a t'e.COvery. 

Lellenand reiX'rted the case of a boy who began rnasturbat~ at the age of 
9, and from the perioo of piberty suffered from nocturnal emissions, sometimes 
tw:> or three a night. This was followed by paralysis of the legs. 

Harelot reported the case of a girl of a, thin, l egs agitated by !I'PVement 
over which she had little contn>l; twitching of nuscles of eyes and face,-- a 
victim of rrastur'bation. 
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Tissot mentiOned the case of a wanan wto brought him her son, age a, who 
had lost the use of his legs for several nxmths. The l egs were fixed, drawn 
together, all rxuscles contracted. The boy W3.S thin a.M his intellect much dis­
turbed. His IIPther had discovered only a few weeks befor>e that he was a vic­
tim of masturbation. 

There are many good l:ooks on this subject, a.M they sb:>uld be read by 
all. 1...earn of the terrible~ of the Gre:it Red Dragon, archeneny of man to 
which the Masters devoted their attention, as shown from the first book of t he 
Bible to the last. 

Chapter 3 

TIDU SHALT SURELY DIE 

The New rises fn::m the ruins of the Old. The length of life itsel£, to 
a large degree, is dependent on certain restrictions or in:iulgen::es of the 
furction of generation. 

It appears as a rule with various lower forms of animals, that the rranent 
of propagation is also the manent of expiration. 

Sane insects life is just long enoogh to propagate, then die. {>lith scme, 
the act of propagation is the act of expiration. 

Frequently, in the l ower trough canplex forms of animals, the p;rr"ent 
literally resolves its whole substaoce into :propagative material, the maturing 
of this material resulting in the death of the parent. 

For instance, in certain very low forms, the parent becc::mes a mere shell 
to hold the progeny, and when they mature, bursts open to free them, and thus 
expires. 

This is the oase with the simple Orth:mectid which, when mature, is little 
m::re than a rup of eggs • 

In certain forms of eggs, the fenale breaks up upon liberating the egg­
cells; arrl even as high as the insects, the parent is, in sane cases, sacrificed 
by the developing· of offspr~. 

Pm:mg the vast rrajority of insects, their whole existence appears to be 
but the preparati.on for a brief Iroment of transcen::lent life - folio~ a..lJoost 
imnerliately by total extirv::tion. 

A maggot emerges fran the egg of a fly; from that: of many forms of beetles, 
a soft grub; fran that of the butterfly, a caterpillar, wiw_,less, earthbound 
~, with voracious appetites, eating their way thr0ugh the world and storing 
up a supply of food for changes to come. 

Sanet:imes, grow~ so rapidly that their skins beccrne too small, they 
split ard crawl wt, often devour~ the castoff skin to satisfy their appeti­
tes. This rroultirg rray occur several times durirg the creature's larval life. 

The larval stage lasts but a few days or weeks with sane insects. In 
others, it persists for a year, While others require several years to pr-epare 
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themselves for the J:Upa stages. 

When ready for the next crenge, the l.arva loses its appetite, grows rest­
l ess, and then spins a silken cocoon arourxi itself, or else wraps itself in 
leaves, or ships, or dust, ar hlries itself in the earth, or in sane other vay 
pr>epares for that period of external inaction. 

After a definite time in this stage, a new creature anerges. Winged, act­
ive, beautiful, it flashes about in the sunlight for a short time, often only 
a few rours, and then expires. 

The butterfly flits about for a time in the trorning sun, and nates and 
dies. The male am fanale meet each other in flight in the all>; they embrace, 
and after a brief pericd, their love-flight errls in death. 

After several months of preparation for this fleeting expression of its 
existence, the supreme sacrifice is made, and the ct'eature falls to rise no 
zrore. 

The male butterfly, totally exhausted by this final supreme act, passes 
from the highest delights to an inexorable death. 

The fenale flies al<B.y 1 and after de{X)sit~ her eggs up:m sane plant, the 
foliage of which serves the p..trp:)Ses of her offspr':i.ng , which she is destined 
never to see, she also !)3.SSes frun the field of action aro falls in death. 

Among plants, there are many that die .inmediately after canpletion of the 
means of propagation. They grow, mature, blossan, produce seed, and die. 

Fruit trees that begin bearing young, soon exhaust themselves and fail to 
attain proper growth. Porticul turists rerrove the flower buds from yotmg trees 
to prevent this. 

Early ma:turity of plants and trees means early death, and excessive bear­
ing means early exhaustion. 

Peach trees mature early, bear early, a.rrl die early. Apple trees grow 
slower, bear later, and live longer. 

Prupagation in both the vegetal an::l animal realms represents sacrifice. 
In a modified fann, this rule prevails in all parts of the world of life. 

Br-eeders of birds krow that those used for breeding ~ses have a much 
shorter life than those oot bred, all other things be:irg equal. 

In the case of canaries, the facts sh::M tha.t the functions of generation 
shortens the life-span approximately fifty to sixty percent. 

Cockatees am parrots that do oot lreed attain a very gx-eat age. Fishes 
that produce the least Il\..D1lbei' of offspr~ are the longest lived. 

Long-lived plants arrl animals begin to produce late in life. In Bulgaria 
where there are many people p:iSt the century mark, the people marry late in 
life. In India, where child-rrarriage is a.lm::>st the rule , the life-span is the 
lowest on e3rth. 
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In recapitulating the foregoing facts, it appe3rs thlt: 

L The ultimate ~se of every liv~ form is to perpetuate itself. 

2. vlhen grc:Mth is rapid arrl maturity soon reached, the generative func­
tion is exercised early, a.rrl early decay arrl early death result. 

3. If growth is sloo aro maturity ccmes late, the ggnerative furction 
is exerciserl late, an::l slow decay arrl l.o~ life t'eSUl t. 

4. If propagation is prevented in arrimal.s and plants, growth is ptamted 
and life is prolonged. 

5. Methuselah lived 187 years befcre he begat Lamech, arrl died at the 
ripe age of 969. NahJr was only 29 when he begat Terah arrl died at the early 
age of 148. 

6 . The eviderce in:licates that the law of production an:i the la4 of 
longevity are reciprocal am ccmpensatory, am rule with practically~ 
force in l::oth the vegetal and ani.Jra.l. kingdoms. 

7 • And so the Arcane Science of the Masters begins to unfold. 

Chapter 4 

ACT OF PROPAGATION 

vJe have briefly noticed the effect of the wor'k an:l act of prop3gation on 
plants and animals. It is ~11 to consider the effect on man. 

This brings us to the final phase of Female Degeneration. In this we seen 
to reach the errl of human devolution. To go lower seems impossible. 

As ~ produced man arrl he developed and gained JX'IY'ei" over the l'bther 
of the race, he resorted to sophistry and superstition to force her to yield 
to his lust. 

To make matters more effective, he wr:'Ote and used the spurious ''Word of 
God" to deceive YOnan into believing that her desire srould be to ma.n, am 
that he was divinely ordainerl to rule over her {Gen. 3:16), 

In spite of all the destructive ~k the ancient priestl-ood carmitted to 
conceal the past, there still remain traces of a rencte tradition trat gods, 
saviors and supe:rnen were the progeny of undefiled V:irgins, instead of bei.rg 
the camon offspring of \oOJ!en, v.ho knew their husl:>aros and conceived, as Eve 
did (Gen. I.J:l) . 

In this fact appears the renains of evidence, apparently indicating a 
time when man was not shapen in iniquity am conceived in sin (Ps. 51:5). 

It seems to be the echo of a remote age, When the sinless "sons of God" 
had not yet seen the "daughters of men" (Gen. 6: 2). 

It appears as an ecoo of the early days before ~appeared (Gen. 2: 22), 
when Man, canplete in OOdy arrl perfect in function, was actually OO:rn of the 
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Cre:itive Principle of the Universe, and rot of sinful farnica.tiro (l Cor. 
6:18} ard t hat he propagated in the same manner (Gen. 5: 3). 

John, Whose true name vas Atx>llonius, seens to have h3d evidence of this 
ancient tradition. He Wl"ites of man as being bOrn of God; that his seed re­
mained in him, and he did rot sin (1 Jn. 3:9, 10). 

Great was our loss when the an::ient priesth:xxl, in its scheme to subju­
gate \omlan, destroyed the evidence thi'ough which John acquired this marvelous 
infornation. 

It was necessary, to bring w:man uooer the male yoke, to hide fran her 
all Jcna.lledge that propagation ~s JX>ssible without sul:mitting to cai'n3.l COPJ­
lation, as Eve did. 

Biologists assert that the superhum:m gods of ancient tradition fell from 
grace through the practice of pederasty (Lev. 19:22, 23: Ran. 1: 26 ~ 27). 

This degr-ading oorduct quickened the process of degeneration, resulting 
finally in the appearance of a degenerete being which the biblical scribe says 
the superman called 11\>b-man, "because she was taken out of the ....unb of Han" 
(Gen. 2:23). 

This makes tt~ the direct descerdant of a superman; hence, she is a s tep 
higher than m::xiern man, a direct descendant of hers. This assertion is confirm­
ed by the f Wings of modern. science. 

As t ime passed, JYa'e of these degenerate beirgs (w:men) were born, an:1 
they were called "the daughters of tre:n," arrl the supermen took then as wives 
(Gen. 6:1,- 2). 

This course~ result in a decr>ea.se of pederasty arroi1S the supermen, 
with a carrespm:ling incr'ease in cop.1l.ation with the ~€Il~ &l.t the sexual 
organs of the w::m:m, a degenerate superman, were faulty and ill-adapted to the 
act of coit ion, ~ surgical operations necessary. 

1'1any ages have J;:essed since then, and coition between those of the so-cal­
led opJX>si te six has been occurring for trousarxis of years. In spite of this 
fact, the act still brings ruch misery to both man and \oallan. 

The Biblical scribe states that the present oourse of pr>opagation is an 
emergency mea.sl.ll"e, instituted to meet changed con:litioos (Gen. 3:16), It has 
been in operation so lo~, that roodern science ~d scorn any assertion tlat 
it is not the pdmcrdial law of propagation. 

Medical art conterrls th3.t ooition between man and~ is an act neces­
sary for propagation. 

If that view is oorrect ard co~lusive, then (1) it brings man down to 
the purely beast plane, (2) rerrlei's canparatively useless his superior intel­
lect, ard (3) nakes discussion of a higher life appear ridiculous. 

vJhy eJXiow man with higher intelligence than the beast' if it is rot: for 
the purpose of leadi.rg him up to a higher plane than the beast-plane? 
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Me:lical art proves by its 11.0rk that it is a roar guide. Its own members 
are living examples of its ino::mpetency. Its lead~ manbers are its bitterest 
accusers of emptiness. Its errors are described on every pt:i€e of its history. 
We leave it as a guide for the stupid ones who ca.nn:>t think for themselves. 

Five primary reasons appear to support the ancient legends that gods, sav­
iors arrl supennen were rom of uroefiled Virgins, arrl that in the beginning 
the Pr:inxm::lial Race of Gods, by self -begotten, super>-human ~, produced 
progeny und~ the Law of Aganogenesical Reproduction, wherein it is said that 
Man was born of the Gcxis. Under the law of Arrherotokoos Reprcrluction, the 
offspring vas the autcnorphic counterpart of the p:irent. 

The five reasons are: (1) The oonna1 virgin is frigid arrl free of lust; 
(2) the birth-canal of the normal virgin is closed with a tough merilbt>ane; (3) 
the suffer~ an:l miseries arising fran coition; (4) the injuries an:i dis;m:iers 
arising fran coition; arrl (5) the instances of death arising fran or following 
coition. 

A surprising fact faces us when we invest~ate to learn whether> copll.ation 
as to mnkird is pl'i.marily a natural act like breathing. 

It is generally agreed by gynecologists that in a large majority of cases, 
the healthy virgin is norm:llly frigid arrl free of lust, with no desire for cop­
ulation. Dr. Napheys writes: 

"A distinguished medical writer divided w::>men into thr'ee classes as to the 
intensity of their sexual instinct. He asserts that a largE!!' 1'"ll..m:lbet"' than is 
generally supJX>sed have little or ro sexual feeling" (Physical Life of vbmen, 
p. 74). 

It is said the healthy virgin is free of sexual desire. In contemplating 
mar'I'i.age, she looks forward oot to any :imagirery pleasure to arise from coi­
tion, an:l enters the nuptial chamber as a bride ~rith a feeling of anxiety. 
She is seeking an enjoyable ro"'lpanionship, such as that feeling existing between 
h:m::lsexuals who are pure m heart. 

For a yc>1Jr€ virgin to have a marked desire for coition is eviden:e of sane 
abrr:mtality, border~ on cymphanania. Any form or symptom of abnarnality rray 
be expected in this age, wren we realize the generelly disordered corrliticn 
of civilized ~. 

The enslaved~ has been subjected solo~ to nan's lust, that it is 
Jltt'e surpris~ to fi.OO a w:rnan who is at all free of sexual desire. The body 
will adjust itself to anything fran long pr-actice, arrl even crave the deadliest 
of IOisons, such as nicotine. 

The sexual desire more often appears in vanan of nervous tenperament arrl 
vivid imagination, especially if ciD:>Used by suegestive language, such as ap­
pe3.I"s in fictitious tales of romance, written by novelists wh:> th.ls exhibit 
their own abronral. nature by venting their passion :in the :p:tges of their books. 

Cop..Uation between beasts may be necessary for the propagation of beasts; 
rut man believes that he is above the beast. If th:lt belief ~s well-fourded, 
then it is erronoous to told tl-a.t man is subject to the same curxiuct that is 
beccming to beasts, 
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It appears th3.t there is an anatanical reason why coition~ ap}:a!'ently 
retural for lower animals, \>aS rot originally interrled to be so for :rren. This 
reason is th:it w:nan appears as the only farale anirial with a manl:lrene closing 
the vaginal orifice. 

The rea.son for the presence of the hymen in the hum:m ferrele has rot been 
satisfactorily explained by scientists, who usually rave little to say alx:ut 
it, as a.OOut all other t~s of which they are ignorant. One biologist says: 

"Hhy should cosnic irrtelligerce seal 'WOtan's sexual organ with this man­
N-a.ne, the rupture of which by force:i entrance of the rr-.ale organ is a painful 
experience, if it were :intende:i th3.t v;oman soould engage in copulation for the 
purpose of prop3gation? 

"In the case of all other aninals, the greatest irducanent is provided 
for them to copulate and thus multiply. V.Jhy then should this obstructing man­
brane be placed at the entra.r;::e of t.X:liila.11' s generative organs? 

"Th.e:r'e is only one scientific answer to these. quesitr>ns: W:::anan, as dif­
ferentiated from other fanale animals, was never intenderl to ef€:age in cop.Ua­
tion for propagation or for any other purpJse, but w:ts intended to generate in 
a rrarmer different from that of other an:irrals. n 

Gynecologists contend that coition is the chief cause of leucorrhea ard 
the hemorrhage called menstnlation. They shew that m.une:rous women never suf­
fer from these dioorders until after marTiage, arrl that menstruation disappears 
in many~ who have lost or been separated from their husl::arrls, and there­
after p..!I'SUed a rour'se of chastity. 

George H. Napheys, M.D., wrote: 

''The first conjugal approaches (coition) are usually accanp:mied by slight 
flooding •••• this great change ronetimes produces swelling and inflarrmation of 
the neck glands" (Physical Life of Waran, p. 70). 

It seems strange that science, seeing all the suffering arx:l. misery result­
ine fn::.m a rondition that "generally is the grave of love," fails to realize 
t:hat it l'ises from a c~e that has occurred in the original state of the race. 

Chapter 5 

COITION AND CONVULSIONS 

The nasters taught th:it the act of coition itself is rrorbid in character, 
and bears close resemblance to an epilepti£onn convulsion. 

Denocritus said th:lt "roition is a kind of epilepsy," and Haller wrote: 

"It is a violent action, similar to a convulsion, arx:l. ar:azin.gly weakens 
and badly affects the whole nervous system." 

The buck rabbit, after coition, may be observed to fall on its side in 
a sort of epileptic fit. The whites of its eyes are rullerl up, it gives sev­
eral spasoodic twitches with its hin1 legs, and lies panting for several 
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rranents, while the br-ain an:i nervous system reoover equi.libriun. 

Noquez refeiTed to coition as a oonvulsion, and said, "It disp:>ses the 
nerves to spasm:xlic actions, which are excited by the le3St cause." 

Borelli stated: ''The act is accanpanied by a sort o£ convulsive action 
tllat p:lWerfully affects the brain arrl nerves." 

Dr. Ryan said, "Coition M.s been cx::mpared to a fit of epilepsy, or to an 
electric shock. It entirely ~ages roth mirrl and body; we neither hear oor 
see; ard sane persons have lost their lives in the crisis. It is for this 
reason that ooi tion has I%'JVen oortal after severe woun:l.s, heroorrhages, etc. 
When too often repeated, it injures the \-Jhole vital ecarony." 

Hutchinson reooros cases of temporary blindness, all in men, resulting 
from cop..llation after marriage. 

Serac attributes to tanporary exhaustion of the nervous system, the weak­
ness trat follows ooi tion. 

One reason that also contributes to the debility of the nervous system is 
the i.n::reased anount of blood in the brain during coition, which has been den­
onstrated, and has several times produced apoplexy. 

Hoffman states that a certain soldier, much addicted to the act of ooi tian, 
finally died in the act, am the cerebrUn w:ts foun::i full of blood. 

This increase of blcxx:i in the brain explains tmy excesses produce mania. 
As this excess of bloocl oppr>esses the nerves, it weakens them making than IWre 

susceptible of impression, arrl hence their debility. 

We kiPw that paroxysms of epilepsy, when acccmpanied by an emission of 
saninal. fluid, leave the patient more exhausted than in ordinary cases. 

Coition is an excitinr; cause of these fits, in those who are subject to 
than; aro Van Swieten attributed the great exhaustion of r:atients to this cause 
if the attacks are frequent. 

Dides reported the case of a man of Montpelier who always had a fit of 
epilepsy soon after coition. 

Van Swieten knew an epileptic person who ~s attacked with a fit the 
night he married. Hoffman knew a very lecherous w:nan who generally had a fit 
after each act of coition. 

Boerhave, in his work titled "Diseases of the Nerves," stated that in 
coition all the nerves of the body are affected, an:i sanctimes to such extent 
as to prove fatal. He relates the case of a YOnan wh:> fell into a long synex>pe 
after each act of ooition, and that of a man who died in the first act of coi­
tion, the fOI'Ce of the S}?aSliiS producing complete paralysis. 

Saugave mentions the case of a man who, in the m.likile of the act, \aS 

seized with a spasn that rerrlered his whole body stiff, an:i the condition con­
ti.nue:l for ten years, with loss of sensation arrl conscioosness (Catalepsy). 
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Tisrot states that the J;Xonpt itude with \<Jhich the weakness follows the 
act, and t he debility of all those affected with corMllsive disaroers, prove 
that weakness is produced by the orgasn. 

The violent palpitations that scmet:imes accompany coition ariE! also a 
oonvulsive ~tl:m. Hipp:lC!r'ates speaks of a young nan in whan excess in wine 
and coition had produced, aiiDJ"€ other symptans, oonstarrt: palpitations. 

Dr. \<.ln • .Action observes: "I n sane cases the termination of the orgast:l 
i s accx::mpani.ed by a convulsion of more or less severi ty. This is often suc­
ceeded by a great am:>unt of prostration. There are sane men in~ this sort 
of epileptiform orgasm occurs ooch time ooition is iroulgerl in. 

"Napoleon I is said to have been subjected to epilepsy when he irrlulged 
in oop..tlation. 

" No doubt exists that deaths have arisen from this cause act~ upon a 
h ighly sensitive organi sm. Entanological ~ks arourrl with cases in which the 
male dies after the act of oop.ll.ation." 

By caus~ a loss of the body' s most precioos fluids an::i chemicals , ooi­
tion saps the vitality and causes premature death. 

Act of Death 

"For in the day that thou eatest thereof thru shalt surely die. 11 

Not only is the act of coition a cause of degeneration, but for insects, 
for sanP. animals , arrl for scme human be.irgs, it is the act of death. 

I n the realm of the lo~ animals, where mat~ between male and fanale 
appears necessary for propagation, the cevitalizing effect of the act is appar­
ent, 

Animals fall in a faint, aoo often die as the result. Young bulls ani 
young stallions have fallen in a faint at the first copulation, Boars are 
similarly affected, and rreres h:Uie been krPwn to drop dead. 

Dr. Robinson says that when the yotmg stallion cohabits with the mare for 
the first time, the stallion is apt to fall in a dead faint at the errl of the 
act . The :irritation goes right on fran the cervical nerve ganglia over the 
carotid to t he vascul.ar area of the brain, and there induces anemia a rrl faint ­
ness. 

Robinson goes on to say that he knew of a mare's fall~ dead after coi­
tion, due to rupture of the left middle cereb:'al artery. 

It is frequently observed that the y~ bull faints at the first connec­
tion with a COW3 and may be so exmus ted that he will sneak off to a quiet 
corner or lyine down for a couple of lnurs . 

The boar, as a rule is frequently very weak after coition and apparently 
exhausted for a oouple of hours. 

Medical reoords alx:m'rl with report where death has resulted fran coition, 
sane persons dy~ dUI"ing the act or shortly thereafter. fust of these are 
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men, for' whan the act appeal'S ITOI'e devita.liz~ due to the greater loss of 
seminal fluid, but sane are t-..orren. 

Concerning this, Dr. Robi.r.son writes : ''During coition, men occasionally 
faint, vomit, defecate, urirete, or die." 

The press of Mcm:!h 2, 1933, said: "Senator Walsh died of heart disease 
Thursday near Wilson, n.c. (on the train) as he \<as returning with his bride 
of five days to Washington." 

Dr'. Johnson re}X)rted the case of a wanan he treated for three weeks \-lith­
out improvement. Suspectir.g the cause, he inquired, and the wanan admitted 
that she arrl her husban:i indulged several times t-Jeekly. Uhen this vas stopped, 
the "-ona11 prcmptly recovered. She \<aS destroying her health in the act of 
coi tion but knew it rot. 

revelock Ellis stated tl"at sane of the evil effects of coition are les­
ions of various Clr'gans, rupture of the spleen, arrl cerebral herorrhage with 
paralysis. 

'These are sane of the imnedi ate effects of coition. In addition to this, 
there is that long list of ailments' from ueneral debility to insanity' all 
of ~ch develop so insidiously that even medical art has failed to connect 
them with the devitaliz~ act of coition. 

Man was endowed with superior intelligence to ereble him to rise al:ove the 
vegetal curl an..irral planes, and vas solemnly warned by the Masters to avoid 
eating of the Tree "in the midst of the Garden", on penalty of death. 

Mcd.ern science has pr'OVen the truth of the biblical statement: "For in 
the day that thou eatest thereof trou shalt surely die." 

Science says that "Reproduction in the case of man is the beginning of 
Death." 

Chapter 6 

PTIUITARY 'ruMORS 

Halter Timne, M.D., of Ntw York City, in 1934 presented to the American 
Neurological Association some firrlings slnv~ the connection between Psychic 
Tre\.llre. and Pituitary Tumors. 

'The pituitary glan:l in the brain is roth mysterious arrl impcrtant. The 
Ancient Masters knew nuch about this glairl and its furctions, and in their 
allegories they ternted the glarrl Zeru.bbabel, the builder of the "tanple" 
(Hag. arrl Zech.). 

In the allegory, Zer.Jbbabel appears a s "the son of Shea.ltiel, goverror 
of Judah" (Hag. 1: 1). Judah, in this case, represents t:he human body. 

Zerubbabel \-aS a symbol of the Pituitary, Master Gland of the Erxbcrine 
Systan. It elaborates arrl excretes }X)tent elanents that control and prod 
other glands into action. 
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Hoder'Tl science thought it had found sanethirg new, when it discovered 
that the Pituitary controls arrl regulat es l:cdy functions , growth, tony struc­
tui"e, developnent, metarolism, cheuical can:p:mrrlirg, etc . 'lbat even man's 
thoughts, erntions and senses are under its direction. 

In allegory is written: "Go up to the nnuntain (brain), and bring wood 
(building mat erial), a..Tld build the house (human body); aro I (man) will be 
glorifiedn (Hag. 1: 8). 

Again in allegory i t is vlr'itten: 11Beh.Old a can:llestick all gold (spinal 
ooro), ~.-ith a Da·7l up:m the top of it (head, skull, brain), \.Jith seven lamps 
thereon (seven great nerve ganglia of spinal rord), and seven pipes to the 
seven l amps (seven erea.t nerve trunks); and uro olive trees by it, one upon 
the right of the ro-11 , and the other upon the left the.."'eef (Ic!a ani Pingala 
Na.dis extenJ-ing frau CL'eative centers at: b•3.se of spinal cord to w,e brain)" 
(Zech. 4:2,3). 

All this, only scrae of the secrets of Hhich modern science is just discov­
eri...-1g, the Ancient I"'asters knew so well, that they described it in symrol arrl 
parable in writings 00\\1 b the Bible, but not un:ierstood by priest nor preacher. 

1-Io one DOH understands the Bible because the writings of the Ha.sters in 
symbol and f:arable, deal -;.1it:h things concerning t he body and its functions tha.t 
lie beyond the reach of r.1o::lerr: science. 

The ~eat Alexis Carrel exr:osed this i.enorance when he wrote: "In fact, 
our igoorance (of the body and its f unctions ) is profound" (Han the Unknot.Jil, 
p . 4). 

Ca."Tel t-1ent a little t.:JO far. His v.ork was published in 1.935, and nine 
years l ater he died suddenly in prison of "heart a ttack. " Be careful Hha.t you 
do, or you may r egret it too late . 

Dr. Timne presented ;information concerning the vital relationship of the 
pituitary and the a ct of copulation that shruld be known to every person. He 
said: 

"It is a quite prevalent idea • •• • that if, durin2 intercours e , the occur­
rence of the orgasm can be preve."1ted, conception will not occur. As a result 
of this, it is not surpris ing to find that inn1..llller'able instances come to the 
atte•·1tion of the physician of such a ttEnpts at inhibition. 

"In this particular' group of patie.11ts now to be described, numbering five, 
a frank confession of t he desire to be free of the results of intercourse was 
made, and the method to attain such freedan was to prevent the orgasm hum 
occurring at the critical juncture . 

"In each case there was added the interesting and important statement that 
this attempt at inhiln_tion was made with all the 'mental IX?wer' tha.t could be 
brought to bear in ordor to delay the orgasn. 

"A'1d further, th:lt suddenly during this attempt, there occurred a queer 
feeling in the head, as of sor.ething teari.ne or breaking within it, acoompan­
ied by severe pains, and , in tw:> cases, of nausea as well . 

"In all of the five cases, within a faN days following, the.I'e was roticed 
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a gradual change of feature, beginning in four of the cases in Lhe face , with 
a gredual spreading and enlargement of the malar (cheek) l::ones . In the other 
cases, the c~e was one of beginn.:i.ng obesity. 

''These ch3.l1ges were rapidly progressive, in four to a distinct acn:rnegaly 
(a disorder that enl.Cirges the tx:mes of the extrani ties), in the remaining one 
to a marked pituitary type of obesity. 

"'1\.;o of the cases we:"lt to 5\1I'8ical intervention, t-1i th the I'Em:)Val of a 
pituitary adenoma (glarrlular turor) , in the one, arrl the find~ of an ino~.r­
able pituitary mass in t he other . 

"One died, refusing operation, of what was indubitably a pituitary neo­
plasm (abrormal growth, as a tunor), with all tite c l assical signs an:l symptans. 

"One disappeared frur:l observation, rut rot before ex-ray examination of 
his skull an:1 a canplete physical status was compiled, gi ving certain evidence 
of a pituitary neoplasm. 

"And finally, one is still alive , acrcmegalic in the extreme, with ro 
advance of the condition, but v:ri.th frequent headaches and visual disturbances. 

"Of the five cases, four were women and one a man. Three of the cases 
t-Jere umarried. The ages at \·Jhich the initial symptoms were inaugurated t--1ere 
all in the 20s, or early 30s. 

"To surrmarize therefore: Five cases are presented, four women, one man, 
who developed pituitary neoplasma fall~ directly up::m what ~t be called 
psychic tra\.Jlla, called forth by psychic inhibitory attempts to avoid the oreasrn 
of intercourse." 

Tinme mentioned experiments on the pituitary, viz., those in which a sl ight 
irrluction current sent through the base of the brain at the pituitary causes 
ejaculation in r ats ; that directly after intercourse, or soon thereafter, the 
urine contains large am::>unts of antE'r'ior pituitary-like substance, all of which 
goes to sho.J the eoonrous effect of the i:1tera.ction between the pituitary an:i 
cop.llation. 

Higher Powers of Consciousness 

The sixth-sense ~' premonition, rises fran the fun:!t i cn of a normal 
pituitary glarxi, while the seventh- sense power, clairvoyarce, rises frc:rn the 
fl.lrX::tion of a nonnal pineal glan:i , as srown trore in detail in our ~k, ''The 
Magic Wand." 

These higher sense pcx.ers, rarely found in ma:lern times, depend upon the 
n:mnal function of rormal endocrine gl.arrls, consisting of the gonads , the pros­
tate, the pituitary an:i the pineal. 

Of this chain o£ ~laMs, the ones t.lat usually fall below par £irst are 
the pituitary arrl the prostate. Arrl ro matter lrM good the corrlition of the 
pineal may be, it cann:>t perform the furction of clairvoyance witrout the help 
of a rormal pituitary, the female, the negative pole, the pine:ll being the 
male, positive pole. 

In the Bible the Pineal is called t he. L:mlb, \<trile the Pituitary is called 
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the bride and wife (Rev. 21:9). The church says the lamb is the gospel Jesus 
while the bride is the church. The author of Revelation ~ di~ussi.ng the 
tocly of man, not saviors arrl churches. 

The Ancient Masters were IJ'O.ll'dered, their scriptures burned~ and their 
temples destroyed because they taught the evil effect of copulation, -- cor­
rectly a s s erting that in the day that man eateth of the fruit of the Tree of 
Life, dying he shall die (Gen. 2:17). 

False Prophet 

A certain doctor believed that copulation did not damage the bcx:ly ~ and 
mentioned the "exquisite pleasure" of the act. Trot remark sh~ed that, so f ar 
a s the eff ects of copulation are concerned, he is still in the elemen"tary grade. 

The Ancient Masters taught, an::i correctly so, that the greater the pleasure 
experienced thru t he physical, the greater the damage suffered by the mental. 

No better example of the ttuth of this teaching can be found than in t he 
seromary and lasting effects of copulation and masturbation. 

The ~ld is filled with f eeble minded as the r esult of t hes e damaging 
acts. 

Fals e prophets mentioned in ancient scriptures referred rot to men but to 
the sensati ons of the body. 

In t he Edenic parable t he Serpent a ppears the Fa lse Prophet, where it be­
guiles ~. There it syr;-.bolizes carn3.l l ust, the Great Red Dragon, one of 
the strongest forces in life. 

The False Prophet also t'epresents the pleasurable sensation rising from 
this farce in cr>eative action (cop.llation). It deceives its victims by yield­
ing "exquisite pleasure," while destroy~ OOdy arrl mi.rd . 

The Bible is filled with symbols and fables relating to this subject, ap­
pearing chiefly in Genesis, Ezekiel, Isaiah, Haggai, Zechariah, Revelation. 

The Bible is a book of Phallic W:>rship , arrl delis \-Uth the propagative 
powers of t he l::ody. The chief characters r epresent cosmic elements arrl :impart­
ant funct i ons of t'le body. They are often, but n:1t: always, symbolized as s er­
pents, sharks, dragons, etc. 

Be careful atout acts which produce pleasure in the physical organism. 
It is the secondary effect of these acts that appears in sufferir'..g and misery. 
The pleasure is flee.ting, while the damage is permanent . 

The reverse appears on the higher plane, the mental plane. To do good 
for our fellownan may actually bring us inconvenience arrl disccrnfart, so far 
as tl1e physical i s concerned, but consider the joy "We feel because of \.Jhat we 
have done. 

That pleasure cernes thru the mental, and is invigorating, lltlile that ~ich 
comes thru the use of the physical is enervatinr; and weakening. That is true 
whether it be coJ:W.ating, eating, drinking, ffilOJdne etc. 
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He who seeketh plf'..asltl'e thru the physical, pays for' it thru the mental. 

Chapter 7 

SIN UNTO DEATH 

Modei'n theology pays little attention to the solemn warnings of the Mast­
ers that have echoed down thru the ages:--

What fruit held ye then in those things (fornication) whereof ye are now 
ash3.med? Far the errl of those things is death. The wages of sin (fornication) 
is death <Gen. 3:17; Rom. 6:21, 23). 

To be carnally minded is death (Rom. 8:6). Thel."e is a sin (fornication) 
unto death. fut \o;hosoever is born of God (virgin birth) doth not conmit sin-­
for his seed rerraineth in r..im" (1 Jn. 3:9, 5:16). 

The first five c~"lpters of Genesis contai11 three different accounts of 
the creation; and the first eight chapters are oomposed of fragments of earlier 
wri tings and earlier traditions, the esoteric teachings of VJhi.cl-, vler'e unJ<no\....lf'l 
to arrl could not be appt"eciated by the church fathers who compiled their Bible 
fran these ancient scriptures. 

TI-a.t is the reason why, says Doane, that ""'!e may pass through the whole 
Pentateuch arrl other books of the Old Testament, clear to the end, and find 
that the fable of the Ganien of Eden is hardly alluded to, if at all" (Bible 
Myths). That un:impartant in the life of m.m the church fathers considered it. 

When the esoteric teachings of the Edenic parable are unfolded, the reader 
sees ~; certain it is that the "letter" in which spiritual truth is enshrined 
often has a deadly effect on the 1·1ind, as Paul said (2 Car. 3: 6). 

H<M shocking it is for the reader to discover that the chUI"Ch, supp;:>rted 
by the wealth of nations, has taken the external letter of the Edenic parable 
arrl plunged the Christian W::>rld into a prison of darkness; then with bitter 
speech aro bitter reproach, denamced those who ,.nu rot join it in the dungeon. 

tbdern science has rendered little aid in unoovering the esoteric teaching 
in the b::lok of Genesis. It concerns itself with t.'l1e evolution of physical nan, 
arrl seeks to analyze the physical processes by which the physical organisn is 
evolved, and traces physical effects to :inagin:lry causes that are thought to 
create the phenomena of anirration and developnent. 

Practically all the church left for us of the teachings of the Ancient 
tE.sters on the Redemption of Man, appears in the Pauline Epistles. 

It is difficult for the layman to sift out this teaching, because the con­
text of the epistles contains so many spurious interpolations, and is often 
distorted, as the "holy church fathers" prepared their fraudulent copy for the 
New Testament. 

The reader ><nll qui&J.y rotice these inteJ:"''::olations and distortions when 
he I"eTTIE'!!1bE:s that eNery reference in these epistles to the gospel Jesus is a 
sp..1rious inter'pOlation; for the facts of history show that the epistles were 
originally written by Apollonius sane two htll'ld!"ed years before the charecter 
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called Jesus \>aS invenred. 

As we persue these epistles ~ are struck by the frequent references to 
carn:U lust and fornication. 

''Wherefore God also gave them up to l..ll');:1eanness through the lusts of 
their hearts, to disooror their own bodies between themselves1

' (pederasty, 
sodomy) (Rom. 1:24). 

"Even their w::lmen did ch:mge the ratural use into that Which is against 
nature •••• The men, leaving the natural use of the ~, burned .in their lust 
tor...ard one another; men with men w:>rking that whlch is unseemly" (Ran. 1:26, 
27). 

All of v.'hi ch sounds very mcrlern. Paul continues: 

"Let not sin (fornication) reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey 
it in the lusts thereof •••• Neither yield ye your Jl'l6l'lbers (sex organs) as instru­
ments of unrighteousness unto sin (fornication) ( Rom. 6: 12 ~ 13). 

"The rrotions of sins (fOJ:'rl.ication), ~ich were by the law (be fruitful 
and multiply) did y;ork in our (gener'ative) menbers to bring f orth fruit (Pro­
geny) unto death" (Gen. 1: 28); Rom. 7: 5). 

11'The ccmuaroment:, which was ordained to life (be fruitf ul and multiply) , 
I found to be unto death" (Ran. 7:10). 

"&.lt sin (fornication), v.or-Jcing death .in me hy tha.t which is good (be 
fruitful and nultiply); that sin by the corrrnarrlment (thou shalt surely die­
Gen. 2 : 17) might become exceeding sinful. I f i.ro then a lat-1, that, when I 
would do good (be fruitful) , evil is present with me" (Rom. 7:13, 21). 

11! see another law in my (sexual) manbers , warning against the ( spi.ri tual) 
law in my mirrl (chastity), and hr~ing me into captivity to the law of SI?·l in 
my (sexual) menbers (be fruitful) (Rom. 7: 23). 

"0 wretched man that I am! Wh::> shall deliver me fran the l:xxiy of this 
death?" (Rom. 7: 24). 

"For to be carnally minded is death. Because the carnal mind is emnity 
against God; for it is rot subject to the law of God, neither can be (Ran. 
8:6, 7). 

"It is rep:>rted ccrmnnly that there is fornication anong ~u. flee for­
nication. Every sin th:it a man deeth is witrout the body; but he tha.t o::fllmit­
teth fornication sinneth against his own body (1 Cor. 5:1, 6:18). 

"The body is not for fornication. It is good for a man not to touch a 
...una.n" (1 Cor. 6:13' 7: 1) . 

11! say to the unmarried arrl wido..JS, it is good for theTI if they abide 
(single) even as I. But if they canrot cartam (their p:LSsions)! let t hen 
narry, fOI' it is better to rrarry than to burn ( i1·1 lust) (1 Cor. 7 : 8, 9). 

"Behold, I was shapen in iniquity; arrl in sin did my Jrother conceive me" 
(Ps. 51:5). 
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~~soever is l:Jor'n of God (virgin bi...vth) doth rot ccmnit sin; for his seed 
raraineth in hi"!t; arrl he canmt sin, because he is oorn of God. In this the 
children of Gcx:l. are manifest ••• Arrl there is a sin unto death" (1 Jn. 4:9, 10; 
5:17). 

Virgin Birth 

The foregoing language strongly indica.tes that there W3.S a time when hunan 
propagation was the result of p;rrtherogenesis, an:i that in pr'ep:U'ing the Bible, 
the church fathers sought to omit all direct references to the fact, and to 
ambiguate what little infomation they excerpted fn:m ancient. writings bearing 
on the question. 

They had tWJ chief reasons for that, one of which 1£5 to make it appear 
that no one but the:ir Jesus ">£S eve=r the product of parthenogenesis • The other 
loSS to rrake it appear that it was in harmony with cosmic law for people to 
''rran:y" and live in legalized adultery. They even said that "marriage is h:>n­
orable in all, and the bed is urrlefiled11 (Heb. 13:4). 

It h3.d never been necessary to make that statement, if marTiage had always 
been a o::mron custan. For against that assertion appears the testirocmy of Paul 
trat "the OOdy is oot for fornication; u that it is w=ll for the single to re­
main unrnarr'ied; and that u it is good for a man not to touch a wanan." 

Modern science is of little help in this field, as it believes not in par­
thenogenesis; and yet cases of parthenogenesis are reported here and there. 

One instance recently appeared in the press in July, 1956, the report rom­
ing from London, where a vx::rnan of 30 claimed to have prcxiuced an "unfathered" 
child, a girl row 11 years old. 

"Life without father" is the Manchester Guardian's phrase of it. 

The WJ~Ian, Drmimarie J ones, 11claims tr.at her daughter, 11-year-old ~nica, 
was conceived wi th)ut the aid of a man. 11 

To prove her claira, she sullnitted to six m:mgnt of testing by "a research 
team of eminent Br>itish doctors," whose ven:lict was: 

"We h:lve been unable to prove that any nan took p:wt in the creation of 
this child. All our results are consistent with a case of virgin birt h. We 
fOillld rothing in the child that could have rome fran any>ane but the m::>ther." 

The account adds: "Actually, Hrs. Jones was one of 19 mothers who came 
fon.ard with cla:Uns of virgin birth in response to an appeal fu::Jn the Surxlay 
PictOI'ial, in which it is also said that biologists have suggested that one 
t-X:llffin in 1,600,000 might produce a fatherless child." 

One case is sufficient to show what is possible in a million others. 

Dr. Helen S:puro..ay, wife of scientist J. B. S. R.aldane, has a laboratory 
in London's University Colleee, in which she coooucts various kinds of exper­
iments in the field of parthen:>genesis. 

Her fin::iings :indicate that "male seed is oot necessary to cause an egg to 
develop into an embryo." She says: 
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"Many different stin'n.lli will cause an egg to begin developnent. The 
w::>rrler is that virgin birth (in w::tnen) occur's so ral'ely ." 

W::men are afraid to report or claim such things, as ro one will believe 
than. So they just hide it. 

And here we have m::x:iern testim::my ani reliable evidence to indicate th:tt 
the men qooted in the Bible had good grourrls for asserting that "the body is 
not far' fornication," arrl that "it is good far a man rot to touch a wanan. 11 

The reader sha..lld row Wlderstan:l why man was told that he may freely use 
arrl enjoy all IEI'f:s and ~esses of his w::>nderful body, with one vital excep­
tion; arrl v1hy he was definitely -warned as to Mo:tt the oonsequen:::es w::>uld be if 
he used that one excepted function. 

The history of humanity sha-15 that it is the "Sin unto death." 

That vas the basic doctrine of the Ancient Mysteries and the Ancient Re­
ligion in every country. That is the wholE' sum and substan:::e of the teachings 
of the Bible. 

l"loi'e pages of the wd tir@; of the ancients that have been pr'eserved to 
our times, are devoted to that basic doctrine than to the developnent of snp­
ires, the reason being that it goes to the very Soul arrl Spirit of Man.

To them was revealed the mystery of universal equilibrium, arrl they then­
selves were the symbol arrl expression of that equilibrium. 

'IWo triangles~ canposed of the three elements of the positive and the 
three elene.Dts or the negative, were united in them into a six-pointed star, 
two bow-shaped magnets merge:i into one ellipse. 

High above them I saw floating in the air the Genie, who, unseen, guided 
than, arrl vJhose presence they alvays felt. 

And I noticed a tree, on which golden fruit was ripening, down the trunk 
of which a serpent slid, and whispered in the t.anan's rer; arrl the wonan list­
ened, smiled at first in:::redulously, then with curiosity. Then I saw her speak 
to t he man, and he also smiled, p::>inting with his hard to the ganl.en all around 
them. Suddenly a cloud appe3red and hid the picture fran me. 
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''This picture symbolizes Tanptation," said the Voice. "But what consti­
tutes that Temptation? Can you understarrl its nature?" 

''Life is so gran::l," I said, "arrl the ~rld so beautiful, the three king­
dans of Na:ture an::l the Fa.Ir Elanents so obedient, that they wished to believe 
themselves the lords an:l masters of the WCir'ld, ard they could IPt resist this 
temptation." 

"Yes," said the Voice: ''The wisdan that crawls on the groo.n:l said to than 
that they knew thanselves ~t is Good and what is Evil. An:i they believed 
this, beoause it was pleasant oo to think. And then they ceased to hear the 
guiding voice. Equili.briun vas destroyed. The erx::.hanted w::>rld was closed to 
then. Everything appe3!"ed to then in a false light." 

This symbol, Temptation, has suffered many variations, as might be ex­
pected fu::m its subject, an:l Dr. Pa~s missed the main point. 

In '"The Key to the Universe," the author cernes closer, and it is inter-est­
ing to p.JrSUe wrat he says: 

"This can1 is called ''The U:>vers," and pictures a young man standing nn­
tionless at a point where U..U roads meet, the ''J'w:) Paths; 1 the straight and 
narrow path that leads to life everlasting, and the broad road leading to the 
City of Destruction. 

"His anns are crossed upon his breast in an attitude of deliberation, ••• 
Before him starrl n.u vonen, each with harrl upon his sh:>ulder, while with the 
other harrl each is pointing to one of the p:lths. 

"The ~ on his right hand has a circlet of gold upon her head. She is 
true Love, p:>inting him to the Path of Duty which winds up-hill all the way. 
The wcman on his left is disheveled arrl crowned with vine leaves. She points 
him to the Path of Pleasure and Dissipation. 

'These ~ wanen represent Virtue and Vice, or the angel messenger of 
Love to link him to the Divine, and the messenr,er of Evil, the link \ot\ich will 
bind him to the seduction of the senses." 

(Note--This author canes close, but appears to miss or shun the vi tal 
p:>int. These same ~ w;:,men are mentioned in the Bible, arrl we shall soon 
rotice them under "The Fourth Seal."). 

"Above their heads there floats a radiant f i.gure sur'r'O..lnded by the rays 
of the Sun, m whose hand is a OOw an::l arrow drawn ready to strink.. 

''This caro is a true symbol of the zodiac sign Taurus; for at this point 
the Soul II'R.lSt meet all the seducticns of the senses, Which are ruled by Venus, 
the dual Planet. It also contains the figure of Justice, with his bow arrl 
arrow p:>inted at Vice" (p. 215). 

As stated above, this author' fails to focus direct attention UIX>n the JOClSt 
vital point. He is swayed by the teachings of the church, that "we begin to 
die the nanent we turn away frcm Divine Love, and only When death his done its 
w::>r k can we, through the p:JWer of the Christ-fcrce, be resurrected fran the 
grave of matter and live fcr"evenrore." 
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And that concluding statement, in qootation marks, is rot~ but nonsense. 
The author' fails to define "Divine Love" ani "Christ-force" am fails to ex­
plain the statenent, "Be resurrected f~ the grave of matter and live forever-
JIOI'e. II 

Srurrls like the JOOde:rn minister-~ to the gullible congregation. 

The Great Temptation clearly set forth in the Bible, was the Forbidden 
Fruit (Gen. 2:17). If man ate thereof, many eivls he ~d suffer, sane of 
which are listed as foll~: 

"I (Cosmic Law) will greatly multiply thy sorrow aro thy con::eption; in 
sor'I'OW thou shalt bring forth childr'en; ••• cursed is the ground for thy sake; 
in sorrow shalt tlY;)u eat of it all the days of thy life" (Gen. 3:16 , 17>.

~Je grasp the esoter-ic meaning better when we watch a group of little boys 
and girls at play. Their thoughts are free of the l ust of the carnal min:l. 
Their sex consciousness is still asleep (eyes rot yet opened), and they l<row 
not Good and Evil. To then there is yet ro Evil to mar their mind (l!eaven) 
(Ran. 14:17). 

Puberty 

Puberty literelly means that pei'ioo in human developnent when there canes 
that change which causes hair to appear on the external r;enitalia. It is the 
time marked by the aTMlke~ of sexual consciousness, :impelling the Spiritual 
Mind (Good) to sink to the beast level, where rules the carnal miOO (Evil). 

By yielding to the Tenptation of the oal'l1i'il mind, man sinks to the beast 
level, and is no longer "as the angels in heaven."

The Fourth Seal 

It is interesting to see ~ this impcrtant subject is presented in 
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symbol ard allegory in the Bible. 

The Book with Seven Seals symbolizes man's body (Rev. 5). 

When the Foorth Seal is opened, a "pale " (chloros, yellowish) horse canes 
forth, ard its rider is Death, accanpanied by Hades . They are given power over 
one-quarter of the earth, t o kill with sword, famine and death, arrl by wild 
beasts (Rev. 6: 8) . 

'This scene symbolizes Virgo, the astrological sign of the vonb. In the 
New Testament, as in the Upulishads and other mystical literature, "Death" is 
the term frequently applied to the physical, generative ~rld, in which birth, 
decay an::l death hold sway. 

Virgo plays a dual part. In her character as the ''bad virP,in," "a queen 
and not a \olidow," Virgo pel'forms in the AJX)Cal.yptic drama in the role of the 
\Jc:man in scarlet , who is seated on the Red !)r1agon, a symbol of the epithumetic, 
passional nature. 

art here Virgo is asscx::iated with a higher center of the human l::xxly, 
wrich relates to the psychic consciousness, and therefore Hades , the psychic 
realm, is said to ride with Death; and the evil thoughts, desires, and pass­
ions of the psycho-physical consciousness of mankind devastate the earth (peo­
ple) to the extent that they dcminate,--which is given as "one quarter of the 
earth" (people) • 

v.'hen that aller;ory was written ages ago, that estimate may have been close 
to being correct, but in this rrodern civilization the estimate \o.Ould still be 
too low if set at three-quarters of the earth (people) . 

The "bad virgm, " ~:he Wcrna.n sitting on a scarlet bea.st (Red Dragon) has 
up::m her forehead a n31lle \olr'itten, "Mystery, Babylon, the Great , the Mother of 
Harlotsu (Rev. 17). 

Babylon here syrnl:olizes man's bcdy, and a Mystery it certainly is. The 
anatanists, biologists, psycoologists an:l physiologists have gained more kn:lw­
ledge of the Divine Life Element manifested in the physical ~rld, and have 
conferred vastly greater benefits on mankind, than have all the exoteric re­
l igionists vtlo have msted their lives in fo:nnulatirg fantastic theOlogies 
in coercing their fellow-men into the \\X)rship of that figment of the unenHght­
ened mind--the personli God of the church. 

art Babylon symbolizes 100re than the b:rly of flesh and blcx::rl. It symbol­
izes also the general principle of procreation, of life oonfined in the phy­
sical bcx:iy. 

As a Goddess, the infernal Aphrodite, the depraved Virgo, Babylon symbol­
izes the lower elanent of r..an, mich is saturated with sexuality. 

The Red Dragon~ t he epithumetic, t:assional nature, is the principle which, 
in close alliance with the Beast (phrenic mi..rrl) , impels the soul to incarnate, 
and he thus sustains the Hanan, who typifies physical beinp; . 

The seven heads of the Dragon are, like those of the Beast, the seven car­
dinal desires, b.lt in the one they are mental, while in the other, instinctual. 
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. And the. sev~ m:>unt~ are the Seven Seals of the Body, thru which they 
~est ~llr'l.Ilg ~non! the~ then being seate:l on then, an::l they 
cb:ninat~ Ul turn the seven llr.ar'Mt1ons thru which the neophyte rrust pass in 
conquermg thgn. 

The exhortations aro lamentations that follow the declaration concerning 
the fall of Pabyl on, are of a general nature, applying to the aggregate of 
humanity. 

The fall of Babylon referred to is the fall into nortal occupation, the 
desecration by hurnani ty of their physical bodies , which they have converted 
into holds of iniquity. 

&.lt, as ~aining to the Conqueror, the fall of Babylon is the exact re­
verse of this; for it means the conquest, subjugation and purificati on of the 
OOdy. 

Chapter 9 

INTIR-SEXUALITY 

Inter-Sexuality is a condition in which the person is neither male nor 
feMJ.e. There are multitu:les of these cases. In fact , a corrlition of inter­
sexuality, roth physically and psychically, appPars mare or less in every person. 

"It is prot-ably th:lt one hundr'ed percent 'maleness' or 'femaleness ' does 
not exist - far in every individual there i s SCt!le leaven of the character of 
the opposite sex" (Your Mysterious Glands , p. 59). 

That is a damaging statanent against those who oold that "there are t\olO 
sexes ," an::i that men and \o011ei1 are distinct types, ~se "sex organs are rigor­
ousl y made the one for the::>ther," It appears that t her-e is one sex, one main 
trunk, with variations in sane i.'1Stances exten:ling in the dli'ection of maleness, 
and in the directioo of femaleness in other instances. 

Otto Weininger, a German genius, in his "Sex arrl Chare.cter," a m:ml.Dlleilt 
of erudition and encyclopaedic information, \olOrked out an absolute fonrula., 
proving that ccmposite male and female characteristi cs, in varying proportions 
exist in every :indivi dual. Furtherm::xre, medical literatur'e reports numerous 
cases in which certain individuals, after a careful medjcal examination, were 
prorounced female, whereas , the opposite condition was later JX'OVen. 

These records contain e'"idence to show, that sexual differentiation is 
simply certain variations of one main trunk, an:i rot due to t he creation of two 
distirrt types. The evidence clearly shows that sexual variation a.OO differen­
tiation are the result of certain degenerative c.~es. with many Wividuals 
representing, in a nvre or less degree, both sexes in one body. 

The last assertion is supfOrted by the research work of biologists, They 
produce evidence to show that man is really a degenerate wanan. 1'The male is 
secoodary to the female," says Swiney (p. 12). To be JTOre specific, the male 
is a malfonned fem:Ue, with the cause of such malformation arisi.r€ fran the 
action of Devolution. 

This undeveloped, degenerate female is sterile, barren, unproductive. It 
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canrot create itself , nor procreate itself. It rrn..lSt depend for its eXistence 
an::l perpetuation up:m the fertile, functiora.l female that unfortunately pro­
duced it. \<Jhen she rises out of her present degeneracy and regains her lost 
~ to reproduce herself absolutely instead of relatively, she will then give 
birth to no JTO:'e degenerate, sterile, barren, unproductive offspr-ing, an:i the 
degenerated, deformed organism that to~e call male will disappear. 

The dawn of that day is appearine; . Leading biologists are sensing its 
approach. Dr. David Causey, University of Arkansas , before the American As­
sociation fa!' the Advancenent of Science, on January 1, 1936, at St. Louis, 
Mo., read a paper entitled '"The Decadence of the Hale in the Animal Kingdom," 
in which he cited nt.nnerOus facts to supp::>rt his assertion, that "a twilip,ht is 
settling over masculinity in the animal mrld, arrl the mal~ of all species is 
sl<:Mly beromi.ng extinct. t• He adds: 

"Sexual repr'Oduction ap?e<U's to be an aftertoought of Nature that she is 
slowly trying to forget. SoJre species already shovi evidence of swinging back 
to the time lvhen life was perpetuated without the benefit of masculine supp:>rt. 

"I worder in those days long ahead, 1-ri.D your dau~:hters and my daughters 
~ day point with amusement, in some great museum of the future, to the 
beautifully preserved specimen of the last man, standing alongside the great 
auk and the dodo?" 

This is not the observation of the "ignarn.nt and superstitious ancients," 
but of a rrooern biologist. Nor do we believe that the "ancient myth" of t he 
Virgin B:irth constrained or influenced Dr. Causey to make these remarks. We 
do rct believe that he was influenced by the rumors of the Dark Ages that 
"the Devil an1 his imps ft'e<Jliently cohahitfrl with v.nmen, and that children 
resulted frum such unions. t! 

Let us observe another imjX)rtant feature . If the time should be when 
partherogenesis is the rule of propagation, men will be reduced to the status 
of "drones." Wa!'se than t hat "V1il.l come to JESS: It \·Jill inean the disappear­
ance of Man. Blood and \-Jar, unrighteousness and wickedness, fornication arrl 
ferrale slavery (Gen. 6:2-5), \vill come to the final errl . There will be only 
a happy hanronious, harosexua.l group cf friendly, fruitful beings, in whcrn 
the quality of sexual conscicusness, by reason of non-use, will again lapse 
into dormancy, an:1 t:he race will rise from its Edenic Fall . Then the quality 
called love will have no rrore relation to the organs of generation, than it 
had in the case of Jesus and in others of tha.t exalte:l class (Chapters 163-4). 
This is the heaven described by the Ancient Masters (Rom, 14:17>. 

Under the law of parthenogenesi:s there will be no s terile men, no separ­
ation of the sexes, no differentiation of type. The organism is then of the 
frui:tful kird, having been regenerated arrl resurrected fran its previous ster­
ile ard semi-sterile state. This fact of Nature is proven by the experirnerrt:s 
of m:xiern biologists . Dr. Gregory Pincus of P.arvard proved it in the case of 
rabbits. 

At a recent Washington meeting of the American Society for Esperimental 
Biology, states the press of April 5, 1936, Dr. Pincus presented a paper in 
which he disclosed his m:Jre recent work in this mysterioos field. He put the 
ovum of a fanale rabbit in a salt solution, arrl, lo, the egg, when transplanted 
into a fanale rabbit, grew into an embryo. He found th:it even the salt 
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solution could be discarded. fiigh tenperature (-13 degrees F.) was sufficient. 

In this ~rk Pincus made arother discovery that proves our philosophy: 
He found that Asexual Reproduction in manmals resulted always in the produc­
tion of fenales . He says, 11Without the sperm of the male, human society would 
consist of f anales. 11 

· And so Dr. Causey is rot exactly cra:.zy in his assertion th:lt a "twilight 
is settli..~g over masculinity in the animal \>Orld, an:i that the male of all 
species is slowly bec:orn:irg extinct." He says that there is evidence that we 
are ~ back to the.~~ life ~ perpetuated without ~ benefit ~ 
rrascull.ne sup~ •11 He inchcates t:Fiat""there was a time li1 hl.mlan h~story when 
the :rrrm3.culateonception and the Virgin Birth were the regular order of human 
generation (Is. 7:14), and that the race even now shONS si.gns of swinging back 
to t hose fcrr.1er days, t.Jhen the earth vas free fran sterile , barren, dOI"lTTaalt , 
dege:1erative males, and was inh3.bited only by fertile, pt"OOuctive organisms, 
like the Adam that l ived 130 years and begat a son in his jm:jge arrl likeness 
(Gen. 5: 3). 

This de-claration by Dr. Causey conf~ our statement to the effect, that 
it is impossible far the Creative Principle to produce a sterile organism, aoo 
that the coroition of sterility in an organism appears as the result of degen­
erative changes (Cahp. 227) . 

Unbiased investigation will show t:hat there is much nore science than 
non- sense and superstition in certain parts of the Bible. This rem3!'k does 
oot mean that theology correctly inter>prets the esoteric teaching of the Bible , 
nor that the Bible oontains oothing that is absurd and ridiculous. But tc be 
free frcar, pr>ejudice, \-Je must give credit vt1ere credh is due. Hhen modern 
science makes disooveri es and pr-esents evidence that confirm certain things 
contained i..1 the Bible, we should be bl:Uarl-mirrled erough to admit that the 
ancients t-3ere not so dumb and superstitious as rood em science pruclaims. 

The Adam described in Chapter five of Genesis appe3I'S to be neither rrale 
nor female, but t.-."as both in one super>ior organism, an:1 generated under the Law 
of Agam::>geneSis ard the further Law of Arrehenotokous Reproduction, mar-ing the 
offspring the aut<ll'Dr'phic counterpart of the parent, as stated by the ancient 
scientists. 

This opinion is suppouted. by ancient legends a..'1d Dr. Causey appears sat­
isfied tha't these legerds are base:::l upon scientific principles in Nature as 
yet ~n to modern science, which arrogantly s ets aside the Law of Creation, 
and produces living creatures by the unsound and unscientific process of Evo­
lution. 

How can t·le question the car'l'ectness of this philosophy when we see fetlales 
degenerating into males right before our eyes? Medical literature cites mm­
erous instances of this anazing pheranenon. Students in many lards have sent 
Clements na.~Spaper clippings of accounts of cases of such transfarn~tion. Sane 
of these have bee.. mentioned (Chap. 153). 

On March 30, 1936, the '{Y'eSS contained the picture of a girl who changed 
to a ooy' arrl under the picture stated: 

uAt 18, this Turkish girl, Ines Mi treni, was a student at t he Italian 
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Girls' College in 'fur key. That was b-0 weeks aeo. Today 'she' is a :toy, Nashim 
l1itrani.. Dr. Avni Mustafa Aksel made the transformation in Istanbul." 

On Decenber 28 , 1935, the leading rapers of the v.m'ld rep:>rted a case in 
which a girl "athlete changed sex ard beromes a man. 11 One of these reports 
reads: 

"Prague, Czechoslovakia, Dec. 28.- Zdenka Koubl<ova, 24 , who ~n athletic 
fame as a girl , has had her sex changed an:l row is \>.Orkirg as a rran the Prager 
Aberrl Zeiturg said today." 

The change of sex the press states , was due to a slight surgical operation, 
but failed to give the reture and details of it. If m:xiern men ard vO!len \>lere 
rot the degenerate descerrlants of a cormon, bisexual ancestor, ro minor nor major 
sureical operation could crange a v.ure.n into a man. 

Accounts of this girl athlete cha~ing into a man recall a simiJ.ar case 
that occurred in Cinci.nrati, according to Dr. Raym:>rrl Hlls~er, deputy county 
coroner, as reported in the Ckinnati Post of December 30 , 1935, which says: 

"l'he Cincinnati case was that of a young WJ~J~an v.no, as she reached adoles­
cence, developed masculine ch:lracteristics . She urrleNent an operation, became 
a m:m, rrarried, ard .... a s the father of six children. 

"In the Cincinn:l.ti case, as in similar cases, Dr. Hilsinger stated, the 
'girl' v-as barn with dual characteristics (of creation like Adam--Clanents) . 
During youth, the less danimnt t:raits of the fEminine sex rule, he said. As 
adolescence approaches , dormant masculine traits appear . A surgical operation 
brings the new personality to the fore , leaving the old iractive." 

Only a fool W)uld doubt the theory of Evolution if he thus saw rronkeys 
ttlr'ni.r€ into men. That event oould then be a fact of observation v1hich ro one 
b.lt an ignoramus oould attempt to de.ny. No surgical operation can make a man of 
a nonkey. Not even the breeding of men with female apes has been able to pro­
duce the ''missing link" of the Evolutionist (Chap. 138) . 

"There is ro man that is all man, nor is there a ~ who is all w::rnan," 
declares Dr. nnil 1-l'ovak, praninent biologist of the Gynecological Department, 
Johns Hopkins Hedical School. 

Dr. Novak made that statement on June 1'+, 1935, in a pa.per read before the 
Section on Pathol ogy arrl 'Physiology at the 86th anrual convention of the American 
Medical Association, Atlantic City, N.J . Clements has been able to procure a 
copy of this paper, a pr-inted booklet of 20 pages , in which Novak says: 

''There is no l'l'Dre interesting biological or clinical problem t han that of 
intersexuality. What , as a matter of fact , does one mean by sex? Biologists 
answer th:it there is no such biologic entry am tM.t the concept of sex is con­
fused with that of the sexes. The latter tenn, again, merely i.rrlicates rur corcept 
of what constitutes maleness on the one hand an:i fanal.eness on the Other, arrl op­
inions are quite apt to vary on this point. 

''To begin with the absurd, a visitor to e3I'th from sane sexless planet 
might soon deduce that the males of our population are those wea:rinp; t:lX>Users 
and the fanal.es those wear~ skirts. &lt the trousered Marlene Deitrich on the 
one hard arrl the kilted Scotch Highlaroer on the other 'lo;()uld later convince him 
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of the fallacy of such generaliza:tion. 

"Such sex attril::utes as hair distribution, character of voice arrl lxxly 
contour are certainly unr'eli.able criteria, for many fanales of the "virago" type 
exhibit extensive hairy overgrowth, possess deep voices an:l show the large frame 
flat breasts an:i angular body contour, conm::>nly associated with the nale. Con­
versely, one sees the effen:ire.te ' pansy ' type of man, with little or oo beard, 
a r>ounded figure , l.arge fat breasts. ani a soft , high-pitched voice . • . • 

"The external genitalia are not safe c::Titeria in the dist:irction between 
t he sexes , for typically female external organs have been fourrl in iOOividuals 
in \.Jhcm the goreds, arrl pel."'l"'.aps the only gonads , were testes. Furthermore, in 
sane intersexual conditions i t is difficult to determine whether the external 
genitalia are prirrarily of TT'.ale ar of fE!llale type. " 

These statements be:ing resed on facts of observation arrl experience, Shel ton 
is either igrorant of these thi.rcs ar was in..~uenced hy blirrl prej uGice when he 
state.:! that: 

"There are U..C sexes . They at~e cor!!p lements of each other •.• The sex organs 
of nan and wcman are r igorously made the one for the other, and there is hanron­
ical, mechanical, mathematical accord between them." 

Shelton and other scientists seem to be ruled by the same prejudice dis­
played by Paul. He ...arned his audieoce in advance that he t->as "determined not 
to k:oow anything among you, save Jesus Christ , an:::l him crucified" (l Cor. 2: 2). 
t1cxlern science is determined--rot toki1~ anything arrong us , save u-o se')(es that 
are comolements of each other . - - -- - - ------

Like Paul, the mind of scifmce is closed. It is not seeking truth. It 
suppl"esses every fact that fails to support its as&ertions , Paul said: "be.i.ng 
CTafty, I oought you with guile'1 ( 2 Car. 12 : 16) • So with similar craftiness 
science beguiles the credulous masses . 

Science enters the field of sexology with its belief already famed and 
fixed, like Paul. His only desire was to sustain his belief, even trough he 
must resort to guile. And so scieoce winks at facts and law, am works diligent­
ly to twist i ts firoir.gs to supp:>rt its assertions and suppress truth. art the 
evidence of prhurdial Bisexualism is too {X>sitive and conclusive for scierce to 
silence the assertions of the thinkers. 

Reverting to rbvak's paper: 

"Even the character of the gon:lds, on which the decision of actual sex has 
been ccmronly based in doubtful cases, is an incorrect criterion, as the bio­
lo8ic studies of recent years have shown. It is really this consideration, oore 
than any other, that has served as the incentive for the preparation of this 
?J.per. 'I'he usual classification of hermaphrodites arrl pseudo-hermaphrodites, 
that originally suggested by Klebs, is based on the coocept of gonadal characters, 
and, if recent studies of sex determination and dex differentiation are to be 
accepted, this classification is incorrect arrl sl'Ould be abarxloned. 

11It is Trrf pul'IX>Se in this paper to review, at least sketchily, sane of the 
newer biologic points of view co~ the general question of sex, JOOre part­
icularly as they bear on clinical problens in the same field . Biologic krowledge 
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in this field is still lamentably incomplete, a.n:l tl)e s tudy of this question in­
volves methods of approach which those of us who are primarily clinicians do rot 
f irrl it easy to grasp. And yet certain general truths seem to be crystalizing 
out fairly sharply, and familiarity t-ri.th these should be of great practical int­
erest aOO. value to the clinician." 

Dr, Alexis Carrel states that "the science of man" has net yet been written 
(Man~ the Unl<l"own, p. 42) . Dr. Novak asserts that biologic knowledge in this 
field of sex "is still lamentably incanplete." Then by ~t authority do v.Titers 
presume to declare that imperfect unisexuality is the normal state of humanity, 
or th:it Bisexuality is "an absurd proiX>sition" to which "no scientist can give 
CI'edence" -- Wall , Sex Worship, p. 59 . 

Scientists are only :nen. Like other men, they are saturated with the pre­
judices of their envirorment and of their ep:>ch, They will~ly believe that 
facts which canrot be explained by current theories, do not exist. They quickly 
suppress evident facts t"'lat have an urorthodox appearance. By reason of these 
difficulties, the inventory of the things that could lead us to a better under­
standing of humanity, has been left incomplete (Carrel, p . 40). 

Darwin, Huxley, Causey, Novak, ard others h3.ve presented evidence that will 
solve the problen of human developm:~rrt if properly considered. In the case at 
hand, Novak offers surpr-ising information on the question of sex. His paper con­
tains the account of a girl 19 years old, considered in early life as a nonna.l 
fenale. As she developed, her instin cts had been typically fan:in:ine . She had 
well-marked libido toward males, a .rrl had "frequently noted turgidity of the clit­
oris. 11 She had a strongly developed maternal instinct . But when menstruation 
failed to occur, and masculine qualities conmenced to appear he was consulted. 

An examination of the external genitalia disclosed no marked irregularit­
ies, except an enlarged clitoris . The vulva was well developed, with a srrall 
vaginal orifice, protected by an intact annular hymen. 

Rectal examination sha.1ed an apparently complete absence of the uterus , 
although nvo oval bodies , evidently the ovaries , could be palpated at the usual 
site. 

An operation was performed, disclosing an unusual picture in the pelvis . 
There was a complete absence of the uterus and tubes. In the broad-ligament 
structure, at the usual site of the ovaries, were foun:i two glands "vmich grossly 
suggested testes rather than ovaries, Curled over each gonad was a structure 
that gi'OSSly SUf,Be5ted an epididymiS • II ( p , 5) , 

Her-e is the case of a person who, to all apprerances , is a wanan, bu't having 
testes instead of ovaries. Shall we dismiss such str~e incidents as "freaks" 
in Nature? as corrlitions inexplicable? To do so is unscientific. Yet the ~rld 
of science merely regards them as monstrosities that cannot be accounted for, an::i 
asserts that there are "tvJO sexes." 

In the case at: harx:l, the gonads were removed by an operation, and so was 
the hypertrophied clitoris. Follwing this , the external feminine qualities 
inrnediately began to assert themselves, \,ti.th a corresiX>rrling retrogression of 
the masculine. 

In other words , men and wanen are !Mde to order while you wait by a simple 
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surgical operation. "Ther:'e are ~ sexes," say science and Shelton. But it is 
the wrk of man, rot of God ar Nature, trat p!'OOuced the pr-esent divided corrlition 
of humanity. To pr'Oduce "tw:> sexes" it is necessary for surgeons to ~rk the 
body over ard resort to operations an:1 thus change the fonnation of Creation. 
The "tiD sexes" are rot made by God or Nature. They are a myth of rrodern s cience. 

Medical records teen with accounts of persons who were neither male ror 
fan:Ue, being made the one or the other by surgical operations, sanewhat similar 
to the case at hand. No one 'J<n:)w"S hew long this has been going on. The further 
back we search, the mare frequently we find accounts of it. 

When we observe that persons nrust be worked over to make them either male 
or female, it discredits the assertion of science that man and woman are tiD posi­
tive and distinct types, and that there are 111:\.K> sexes." 

'Jllis artificially made wcman, some time later, in a letter to the surgeon 
wrote: 

"Every normal desire that a vonan ever red is doubly strong in me na-r. 
Naturally, the fact tl">dt I can never have my own children is probably the most 
p:>ignant and greatest disapp:>intment of my life." 

In his o::mnent on this case, Novak observes: 

"Every zygote is bisexual, though the characters of one sex dominate and 
those of the other are sul::mei"ged. This bisexual potency is carried through life, 
and its results are illustrated in the occurrence of organs and tissues, which 
are exactly hcm:>logous in the two sexes. For example, every 'M:>rran has a poten­
tial testis in the rete ovarii; every man has a potential uterus (the uterus 
nasculinus in the floor of the prostatic urethra); the ~"Oman has a vas deferens 
(Gartner's duct) , and so on11 (p. 12), 

If every~ has a p:.ltential testis in the: rete ovarii, the developnent 
of this potential or rud:imentary testis Y.K)Uld result in a corrlition of Bisexual­
ism, and reproduction W)uld occur under the Law of Parthenogenesis. The solution 
of the problem lies in a discovery of the cause that prevents the developnent 
of this rudimentary organ. 

Leading biologists assert that the ini ti.al cause for the failure of proper 
develorment of any organ of the body is pr-inarily the work of degeneration, and 
th:it the queer cases of Intersexuality represent reversiorery attempts of the 
forces of the organism to revive an:1 restore the original perfect forms. By 
adopting this vie-: of the matter, we firrl an answer inmediat:ely to many ot:herwise 
mysterious problens that appear in the present physical arrl psychical corrlition 
of the race. 

Chapter 10 

~MAN APPEARS FIRST 

vJe have said that rrodern religion is exclusively masculine (Ch:lp. 203). 
In man-made religious philosophies and theoretical dissertations, the masculine 
principle arrl the male organism are pr-imary in the cosmic scheme. The feminine 
principle arrl the feminine organism are secondary. But !Jatural Law, at all JX)ints 
reveals the fact "that origirelly arrl normally all things center, as it were, 
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aJ:x:>ut the female. In a 'M>rd, "life begins as female" (Ward, P. 313). ~es 
Swiney says: 

"Life is feninine. On the physical plane the first living organisn vas a 
rother-organisn, the first organic substance was rrother substance, the first 
stan:lard of form \Wl.S the rrother-form, and the one p.rrpose througrout creation is 
to bring, relatively, all units approximately to the full developnent of the po­
tentialities that creative life possesses; ro evolve the highest e>qression of 
the forces of life through tile creative ~s ard the transnissive functions of 
the fem:lle" (Wanan & Natural law, p. 10). 

Clement Wcod en:iorsed the al:;ove assertions: 

"The Fenale Sex is Primary, the Male Secondary, in Life - Originally an::1 
rmmally all life center's atout the fem:Ue. The male, rot necessary in the scheme 
of life, was developed \..l!rler> the operation of the principle of advantage, to se­
cure organic progr>ess through the crossing of strains . This explanation, s"ta.g­
ger>ing un::ler> the pon:lerous title of the Gynaeconcentric or w:::mm-centered the:lry, 
is the most impressive contribution to the trought of the ~rld of Prof. Lester 
F. Ward , the great scciologist who taught so long at Brown University" (Evolu­
tion of Sex, p. 8). 

"The female sex, which existed from the begi.nni.ng, continues unchanged; 
the male sex, which did not exist at the beginning, makes its appearaoce at a 
certain stage, h3.s a certain history and developnent, but never becones univer­
sal. There are probably r..any nore living beings without it (the male - Clanents) 
than with it (the male - Clements) , even in the present life of the globe. 

"The fanale is t:he primary and t he original sex, and continues 1:hrougb:>ut 
as the main trunk. The Jn3le e lenent was added afterwards for p.li"ppSes of varia­
tion" {Evolution of Sex, p. 19). 

Swiney again remarks: 

"l'he f errale organisn is the: one on which Nature h:ls bestowed the rrost care, 
prevision, and attention. This is only logical when it is considered th3.t Ol'gan­
ized forms begin their existence in the elenentary wc:rnb of the all-nother-the 
center of nutrition, of conservation, and of self-reproduction. Life is fanin­
ine, formative, arrl organic forms begin with the single rother-cell." •••• 

''Modern science asserts that in the mysterious evolution of sex, the male 
element was first ron-existent; and oo its initial appearance was primarily an 
excresence, a superfluity, a waste prcduct, discharged or expelled by the form­
ative fanale or IIOthet' organism, and, unless reunited to the parent perishes" 
(p. 19). 

Geddes and Thanpson wr'i te: 

"At the very threshold of sex difference, we f:irrl that a little active 
cell or spore, unable to develop of itself, unites in fatigue with a larger, 
trore quiescent individual" (Evolution of Sex). 

Prof. Bj en:-egaan:l observes; 

"All facts p:>int to the Fenini.ne as the primary arrl furrlamental basis of 
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organic existence. Moder>n biological studies have also shown that the masculine 
is secondary'' (Eternal Feminine). 

Prof. Drunm:md en:iorses this view: 

"Li£e is exalted in propJrtion to its organic ari1 functiorel ccrnplexity. 
vJaran' s organism is rrore complex, and her totality of function larger than those 
of any other creature i..nl-ebiting our earth. 'Therefore her position in the scale 
of life is the most exalted, the sovereign one. 11 

Not only do Jrodern scientists admit that woman appeared on earth many ages 
before ma.n, but they admit th3.t wooan is "the main trunk, 11 a more substaritial 
type, a higher order of being. t'}n. J. Fielding writes: 

"vloman is the Eternal Pr:imitive. "bman is closer to pr.im::m:lial nature, and 
is therefore more primitive than man" (p. 6). "V.b!ran is mai--e in harmony with 
nature than man" Cp. 47). 

Over-whelming evidence compels modern science to admit th3.t --
1. Li£e is ferr.inine (creative, constructive); 
2. The fEID3.le is primary; the male is secorrlary; 
3. The female is the main trunk of the race; 
4. The female produced the male by :[X!.rthenogenetic generation; 
5. The female is superior to the male; 
6. The fern:Ue is closer to Nature than the male; 
7. The female is more in h:mnony with Nature than the male. 

The "superstition of a higher feninine nature" is well founded, as we have 
seen. \o..lJ1en the facts are known, this universal "superstition" is not so super­
stitious and stupid as it may appear to modern scien:oe. Every unprejudiced in­
vestigation discloses the fact tha.t wona.Y) is of a higher order than man. 

tJhy srould this not be so? In the book of Nature, fn:>m the lowest to t lie 
highest organism, the whole work of creation a::ld propagation rests upon t he fer­
tile feJIB.le. She fills a higher function than the rrale. It is only logical t hat 
she should be of a higher oroer than the male. It is only reasonable that Nat­
ure ha.s devoted the greatest solicitude to the fanale. 

\;}oman is of a higher order than man because of the fact that man is the 
product of degenerative influences that affected his Virgin l'1other. Man is mere­
ly a degenerate woman. His existence is due to a corrlition of degeneration. 
Under adverse influences the formative female suffered certain degeneratioo, arrl 
man came i.-:to being as a result, just as vonan came into being as the result of 
adverse influences that affected her godly progenitor'. 

Corrlitions of degeneration suffered by the parent, as transmitted to the 
offspring in an augmented degree (Darwin), Such affecte:i offspring fails to 
develop normally. In this case, the affected offspring failed to develop in a 
functional degree, the bisexual qualities of creation. The offspring developed 
into an infra-rormal,- semi- sterile creature, p:>ssessing in an atrophied ard rudi­
mentary state the fruitful organs of its ancestry. This CTea.ture is present man, 
as admitted by Darwin when he said: 

''There is a parallel resenblance in the sexep that proves and shews their 
conformity in essential parts to sane remote ancestor or pt'Ogenitor, which pre-
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ceded than before division of the sexes" (Origin of Species, p. 2ll; this call'Se, 
Oep. 147). 

''When any deviation of structure or constitution is camon to the parent_, 
it is also transmitted in augmented degree to the offspring; hence we may feel 
sure of the theory of descent with roodification" (Origin of Species, p. 102; this 
course, Chap. 148). 

There is the conclusion of science that explains the separation of the 
sexes. The oon::lition of degeneration JrOCiuced an abrormal, unbalanced condition 
of the body. The Dual qualities of creation did rot develop evenly and harnnn­
iously. The positive <male) qualities of the organism continued to develop, but 
the receptive (female) qualities withered and atn>phied. The sex hornone excre­
ted by the positive glarrls pr-cm::>ted the develo!l' • .ent of these glardul.ar qualities. 
fut the sex hormone excreted by the receptive glands was deficient as the elarrls 
wer-e deficient, and the reeeptive (female) qualities \oaSted and withered, because 
of their rot b~ furnished with sufficient oourishnent. The unbalanced sexual 
deficiency continued the atrophy of the receptive qualities, until there finally 
came a time when the receptive qualities appeared as latent, dormant, rudimentary 
traces of that perfect corrlition which once had been, 

"'Ihis transformation," says vliggam, Wood and Ioodern science, "was accanplish­
ed only by slow stages thr'ough:>ut long eons of time." V~ tr'Ue, but the law of 
this narvelous and mysterious transformation, which so ocmpletely confuses nrx:lern 
science, is clearly revealed by arrl in the sexual changes suffered by lower crgan­
isms, when they are subjected to unfavorable influences. 

Under the Law of Devolution, the male appears, long ages after the female . 
In t:his finding of scieoce is revealed the truth of the aocient legerrls ard. tra­
ditions of the Virgin Mother. 'The male appears after woman had been on earth for 
many ages, and he appears as the product of degenerative influences. So asserts 
rrodern scieoce. &lt it ccnm:j ts the error of maJci.ng man superior to his V :irgin 
Mother un::ler the "drive called Evolution," tmch is alw:iys "u~ into new, IOCII'e 
canplex arrl higher fonns. '' 

Research ~kers in the field of health agree that humanity is in a deca­
dent state. Dr. Alexis Carrel says that present humanity is degenerating, arrl 
adds that "the groups ani the nations in which .in:iustrial civilization has attain­
ed its highest develo:pnent are precisely those which are bec<:ming we:Jker" (Man, 
the Unkn:lwn, p. 28). · 

Diseased and degenerate creatures are not progressing "u~ into new, 
JIDre ccmplex and higher fonns." They are devoluting, going down, like di.se3Sed 
fruit trees. The race is generally diseased. It has been so for thalsands of 
years. Hence it has been devoluting for t:b:)usands of years. 

Under the law of Devolution, the weakening formative females -were slowly 
rut surely transformed into semi-sterile males. These riBles still possess, unto 
this day, the irrlelible evidence of their descent, under the law of rh::lification, 
fran their remote Virgin Mothers, as l:),an-1in, ftJxley, an:l other leading scientists 
have sha.m. 

This is the first logical arrl oonsistent explanation offered in m:xlern times 
of the "unsolved mystery" of the I'ei!Son why ''l1other Nature ever took a husban:i." 
This explanation is supp:>rted by the find.~s of science, and it i.s in harmony 
with the established facts of Nature ani the krown laws of the universe, It is 
igrored by science because it disagrees with the theory of E.\tolution. 
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Ch::lpter> 11 

mE DB3ENERATE ~MAN 

A thorough study of humanity is in:lispensable. The emptiness of scientific 
data arises fran the fact that scientists have never apprehended Humanity in its 
entirety with sufficiently penetrating effort. 

To learn saneth.ing of Man in {:est ages requires toot we must do more than 
consider the aspect of him at a certain period of his history7 in certain concii­
tions of his existence. 

To know him, we nust grasp him in all his stages of devel.opnent and in all 
his activities 9 those that are ordi.n3rily apparent as well as those that renain 
}X)tential. 

Such infonnation can be had only by looking carefully not only in the pre­
sent, but in the past, for all the manifestations of his organic and mental pow­
ers. Also by an e.x.amin:ttion, roth analytic and synthetic, of his oonstitution 
and of his physical, chEmical, and mental relations with his env.ironnent. 

There is no privileged terr-itory. In the constitution and the construction 
of the h1.Jnan orgar.ism everything has a meaning. Y.7e canrot reach our goal by chas­
ing only toose pa..-nts that please us, accoroing to the dictates of fancy, em' im­
agination, the scientific a.nd philosophic fonn of our mirrl. 

Because a subject is difficult aril obscure, it must rx:>t be neglectoo. Dar­
win, Huxley and wallace, whose discoveries canmt be desCI':ibed in algebraic form­
Ulas, were as gt'eat: scientists as GalUeo, Newton, aoo Einstein. Their discover­
ies should be as faithfully oonsidered. 

Darwin, tilxley an.1 other scientists ha.ve s~, that the rudimentary organs 
in man indicate that Bisexuality "was the primitive, first. or ecrliest corrlition 
of the sexual apparatus or retr'Qductive organsi Mrl that unisexua.lity is but the 
result of partial abortion of the other sex," 

In other words, man is merely an lll'lbal.anoed organism by reason of the fact 
that the nale element is hypertro!hia:l tothile the fem:Ue element is at:n:>phied. 

This view seens to offer' a reasonable cause as to the developnent of tw::> 
imperfect unisexual organisms fn:m a priat" corrlition of Bisexua.lism. 

Mooern rren arrl >«:~Mn are both degenerates. M the fact that w::rnan is 
still fruitful while man is stel"ile, is conclusive evideoce of greater degener­
ation in t:he rral.e organism. Were it not for \<DI\3n's treductive capacity, the 
race ~d end with the ero of the preserrt generation. 

The capacity of CI'eation is lost in organisns nnst seriously deterioreted. 
Man is degenerated to such extent that his organs of fecurdity are atrophied arrl 
functionless. His !MII1nai'Y glan:ls, as we have seen, may occasionally develop to 
an active stage; but his fructiferous glarrls are unable to ~errler> the child 
that he might be able to suckle at bt'east. The total extent of his fructifen>us 
capacity is that of the very m:iror aid which he can render waran in the function 
of fertilization. Take fran him this rni.n:rr' fwctiont arrl he becanes a useless 
figure. 
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The sexes do not form tvD distinctive groups. 'l'h€y shade gradually into 
each other, roth psychically an:1 physically, like daylight to darkness, with the 
hetero-sexual wanan at one extrene, and the hetero-sexual man at the other. 

But it is absuni to assert that this developnent of man arose as "a mere 
after-thought of Nature," who app3I'ently forgets to canplete her ~rk, like a 
thoughtless chi_ld. 

The only logioal conclusion to be derived fran the facts pr-esented is, 
that man is a degenerate woman, for (1) w:::m3n appeared fli'st, and (2) rnan evolved 
:frcm wana.n under the Law of Devolution. 

We assert, an! we believe, that the Supreme Principle of Creation not only 
is, but that it is a self-genere.ting U:1it. Therefore, the first farms engerrlered 
by the Creative Principle ~uld necessarily and lawfully be self-gener-ating 
Units . For under the law of Heredity, it would be :impossible for the creative 
Prin::iple to produce a OOrTel1 sterile organism. Nor was a sterile crganism ever 
produced until that corrlition was caused by degeneration. 

The same law that rules the Principle of Creation, reaches down and governs 
every living organism. 

Under the Law of Heredity, ~, a ron:al, fruitfu:!. female, canrot JXC>duce 
nor' reproduce any type other than her kind. Under the law of like begets like, 
w:m:m, who has produced all humanity an::i still produces all humanity, could not, 
canrot, give birth to a distinct type, a sterile creature, such as nan. 

"Life begins with the ferrale (fruitful) organism and is carried on for a 
l ong d i stance by means of the fana.le alone" (Ward, p. 313). 11Here we a:>me f ace 
to face with a lo~-forgotten truth," says Swiney, who adds, ''The first male, 
the first son of the mother, was ever virgin born" ( p. 11) • 

Man has always been born of woman. She is still his. Irotlier, and he is 
still her son. Un:ler the Law of Eeredi ty he bears in his body, and will alvays 
bear in his body, certain anatcm.ical marks an:1 certain psychical manifestations 
as evidence to pt'OVe that he is born of .... urran. 

Because of the newness of the thought presented, it may be difficult for 
the student to grasp the deep significa:oce of these stat~ts. But as a rratter 
of fact and of law, we behold, no doubt with same surprise, that the male is only 
a semrrlary fsnale, a degenerate, sterile, barren, unproductive female (Swiney, 
p. 12) • Swiney writes: 

"If the fana.J.e sex is the reproductive, the fertile, sex, the male the fer­
t1.LI..Zer, is aloo fEm3le, but a differentiated, incomplete female organism, un­
developecf'Tn -:a1e d~stinctive creative organs and functions of the female. Thus 
there is only one sex, the female" (Mystery of the Circle, p . 28). 

Wiesmann, in "The Germ Plasm, 11 recognizes the basic unity of the sex by the 
:implied deduction that the male is but a disintegrated part of the fanale; while 
Ward points out the obvious fact, that the rrother fCI['!!lS the son, the mle in 
rrost organisms gradually asstmting rrore importance arrl ult:inately approaching the 
size arrl general nature of the fa:nale. 

Due alone to the fact that ~has been abused, enslaved, an::l treated as 
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an inferior for so many ages, Prof. Ward asserted: 

"The idea that the female is na:tura.lly arrl really the superior sex seems 
irx:redible, and only the nost l.i.bei"al arrl ara.ncip:tted minds, possessed of a large 
store of biological :infonnation, are capable of realizing it." 

''That which might mturally SUI"'pr'ise the philosophical observer is rot that 
the female is usually superior to the Male, but tffit the male should ffive advanced 
at all beyon:i its primal estate as either a fertilizing organ attached to the fe­
male, or, at most, a minute organism detached fran her but devoted exclusively to 
the same p.wpose. In other YX>ros, while female superiority is a perfectly natural 
coroition, male developnent requires explanation" (Pure Sociology). 

But m::>dern science has made no logical effort tc explain the ''male develop­
ment." It has been left for us to perfonn this task, a task which modern science 
rejects because a logical explanation of "male developnerrt" upsets the scientific 
theory of Evolution. 

The process of creation operates according to fixed law. &.tt when the pro -­
cess is obstructed by any cause, its tMJrk will be faulty, and the organism will 
fail to produce its kind absolutely. The resemblance will be relative only, arrl 
the offspring appears as a new type. 

The product of faulty function should be what we W)uld reasonably expect. 
It tMJuld be an abnormal, deformed, nE.lfotnled creature iXJSSessing the ferrale ele­
ments in a rudimentary state, while the rrale elanents W)uld appear in a hypertro­
phied state. This would be a decline of the fruitful organs in the direction of 
barrermess, a positive indication of degeneration. 

In conditions of decay, the higher, formative, productive qualities suffer 
first and rrost. Frutiful IOC>thers are healthy rrothers. Diseased v;omen are barren 
or partially so, depending upon the degree of their decadence. Their sterility 
is the surest sign of their degeneracy. Their creative organs are atrophied. The 
law of balance maintains the equilibrium of the organism by diverting to t he male 
elements the nutrition rot needed nor used by the atrophied female elements. For 
this reason we find riEleness appearing in v.omen as they advance in age ard their 
fonna.tive organs atrophy. 

This briefly describes why present men and l.o.Dlllen appear as the t\.D unl::al­
anced and undeveloped halves of a former balanced, developed, self-generating 
Unit. In the course of time all knowledge of the previous condition of Bisex­
ualism would be lost and forgotten, and the unbalanced organisms, called male, 
and female, t.X:>uld become a racial charactet'istic, arrl be regarded as rvrmal struc­
tures. 

This statement agrees \o..ri th the Law of Modification, "that when any devia­
tion of strJ.cture of constitution appears in the parent, as the result of degen­
erative influences or other causes, it is tram:mitted to the offsprill; in an 
aug}!lented degree" (Darwin). 

Under this law, a time \oKluld eventually ccme when the IOOdified creature 
~uld assume such a marked variation from the original type, that it w:::>uld be 
ronsidered a "new variety," as Danri.n says. &lt under the Law of Heredity, this 
rrodified creature, which we row call man, could be notlri.rg 1ltt'e or less than a 
wcm:m, presenting supernormal m:lle qualities and infranmnal feiJBle qualities. 
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To be mare exact, this nnii.fie::i creature w:>Uld be nothing IIK)t'e or less than a 
degenerate 11-U'l'lan. 

Under the law of Atavism, there v.ould be occasional returns toward the UXJr'e 
original type through partly nndified descerdants, such, for instance, as those 
queer creatures called Hennaphrodi tes, who are such a mystery to science rot rot 
to the student of Nature. In these peculiar persons we behold physical evidence 
of the efforts of the Creative Pr~iple' s attenpt to revive, restore, aro re­
surrect that which has been. 

Atavistical reversion uay reach back to the very beginning of hunanity, and 
~ qualities of the first Great futher nay appear in the child of today. 

It is amther law of Nature that Hermaphrodites could never be, had not 
the origi.n:l.l type of humanity possessed in one supr>eme body the dual elements of 
Creation. Nothing can be that never was, an::i anythirg that has been can never 
entirely disappear. 

In attempting to account for the appearance of man, Clement W:lod observes: 

'The adult male represents a reversion to an inferior early type, which 
in man means a more beastial type" (Evolution of Sex, p. 9). 

\txxl, consistent with the Theory of Evolution, has exactly reversed the 
order of develo}JT1erlt , and irdirectly admits it by assert~ "that~ after ~ 
fenale had ~ ~ ~ itself, ~~developed" (Ibid). 

The Evolutionist must constantly contradict himself to supp:>rt his theory. 
He fails to account for the appearance of wanan, but asserts that she came first, 
an::l that man descended from w:::man by the process of the Imna.culate Con::eption and 
the Virgin Birth. Then Wcod says that man "represents a reversion to an infer­
ior early type, a rrore beastial ~·" Such as the ape, for instance, from which 
man ascerded, we assume. 

J::bw can this opinion be true, if~ appeared on e3I'th first, an::l man 
deSCended fran her? If man desce:OOed from wanan, as science asserts, he did not 
ascerd fixm an ape. If man is an inferior type, as compared to ~, the infer­
iority arises fran degeneration, arrl not fran reversion. 

When man reverts toward the type of his ancestry, he does not becx:me an 
ape. He develops his donnant an:i rudimentary fanale qualities, ard beoanes an 
Hermaphrodite. This is Atavistical Reversion. This fact of observation is more 
proof of the correctness of our philosophy of Devolution, a.rrl oore proof of the 
~neousness of the theory of Evolution. 

Equally as imJ:ortant, this fact of observation shows that to reach the 
Higher Life, nan must first rise aboVe the Law of Sexuality. He 1m1st revert to 
a vanan, arrl then revert to a god by the developnent of the Dual Elanents of 
Creation. 

1~ is Regeneration arrl this is the only plan of Salvation," says Dr. 
Raleigh (p. 109). These are the stages through ~ich man has passed in his descent; 
an:i these are the stages through \otri.ch he nust pass in his ascent. Only by re­
ver>sing the process can man ascerd to the Higher> Life fran which he has fallen 
urder> the force of the Law of Devolution. 
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Our doctrine is the Lesser' from the Greater', the !...ower fran the H:i..gher; 
man fran~, ani waran frun a god. If :rresent nan represents an improved age, 
why has he stopped short in his ascend~ ~ss? If man came up fran rot~, 
then he has within himself the ~ to develop into the Infinite by virtue of 
the f~e of Evolution. 

We hold that if man has ever' improved in the slightest degree fn:m his ori­
ginal start~ !X)int, then, as we have said, every relation of Cause and Effect 
nust fail, ani rot only Science but the human min::i be proved in:xmpetent to form 
any conclusion. 

Chapter- 12 

Since modern trought has ~eas~y enCOUI'aged our doubts in the object­
ivity of knowledge, it w:::>ul.d rot be amiss to approach with great caution every 
problem of Living Existence. 

The one-sided via-t expressed by nodern science as to the developnent of 
hunanity, le3.ds to such a vast aroount of confusion, that a new theory offered on 
the subject, if considered wi trout prejudice, may rrake it necessary to re-write 
the history of humanity. 

Science states that "the fena.le is the primary ard the Ol":i..girel sex," and 
that "the first male, the first son of the (virgin) Jrot:her', was ever virgin-l::orn." 
'"The female is the fertile sex, and whatever' is fertile is looked upon as fe­
male" (Ward). At this point Swiney says: 

"In the second stage of reprcduction, the female produces a fertilizer. 
· Instead of en:ll.ess daughters, she forms an organism that is unlike herself, but 

made by herself, of herself-, to meet a certain eni. It has no pa.rer, like the 
daughters , to reproduce of itself, but yet the llPther of the fertile sex, dest­
ines it to be a fertiliZer' (p. 27). 

"If the female sex is the ~prcduc~, the fertile sex, the male (generated 
in her OOdy), the fertilizer', is also fanale, l:.ut a differentiated, incanplete 
fena.le organism, undeveloped in the distinctive cr>eative organ and functions of 
the female. 

''nus there is only one sex, the female - sex differentiation being a 
transitory phase of existerce to attain certain ends in the variation of type and 
species. The male, the :i.nm:lture; (the degenerate organism-- Clenents) is pro­
duced by the female, of the female, fran the fana.le, for the female alone" <Mys­
tery of the Circle and the Cross, p. 28). 

In the primary state of reproduction when the argani.sn is perfect, the 
function of generation is performed by one supr'(>llle Unit, in which the duaJ. ele­
ments of creation appear in a fuoctional degree. In this stage the offspr'ing is 
produced by the perfect process of partherogenesis. 

As ages cx:me and go, a COUI'Se of degeneretion adversely affected the Unit, 
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The perfect organism is weakened; it must have aid or the race will em. Eternal 
Intelligence is equal to the occasion. It develops "help-meets," as we have said, 
to assist their kin arrl kind to perpetuate the race. 

The "help-meets" appear as ":inmature organisms," says Swiney, and their 
ft..trct ic:n is that of fe..-rtilization. 

Here appears the "secorrl stage of reproduction" (Swiney). The function is 
nCM perlonned by tw::> :imperfect unisexual halves. They must co-operate, co-oro­
irate and copulate with each other in on:ler to perform the creative ..ork that 
was pr'e'J'iously performed by a nore perfect and ~ful Unit. The ~halves 
represent the positive and the receptive elements of creation th:it were present 
in the original Unit. 

It ic shown by all the facts bearing upon the subject, that in this stage 
of existence, the "fertilizer" was origin:Uly, and still is, produced 11by the 
female, of the female, from the fanale," and that "the fertilizer is also female, 
but a differentiated, incomplete fanale organism, urrleveloped in the distinctive 
creative organs arrl functions of the (true) ferrale" (Swiney). 

In very early tfules the male much resembled the female in appearance. Many 
scholars have observed this arrl fuzzacott says: 

11The ancient Egyptian l<i.P.gs had prorounced feminine features, rorroborat­
ing the fact that bisexuality existed to a large extent at some rem:>te period of 
pre-h\.UI\an existence. True, such is an abnorm3l happening today; but the evidence 
is irrefutable that, at the beginning of human history, it was a I1.Cll1n:ll event, 
indicating that evolution from the bisexual to the partial and separate state 
was gradually developed, evolved and acquired" (Mystery o f the Sexes, p. 173). 

Modern science declares that the fertile fem:lle is not only the primal and 
ori.gzinal sex, but continues throughout human existence as the main trunk of the 
race. This being a fact, the conclusion is that any variation fran the "main 
trunk" must be considered as conditions of abronnality and malfunction. 

Out of these conditions came forth the proud creature called Man, making 
him a direct product of degeneration arising from an unfavorable environment ard 
evil habits. Therefore Han is an inccmplete, undeveloped, degenerate female. 

Acoording to law, Like begets Like. The bisexual organism, urrler favorable 
corrlitions. produces its kind. The first imperfect, positive, male cell, and 
the first male" organism, as an entity separated from its bisexual ancestor, was 
an initial failure on the p:ll'1: of such ancestor to reproduce its kin:l. 

Sane sch:>lars rold that this "was due to a chanical deficieocy in the meta­
bolism or the physique" of the ~estor. 

In "The Evolution of Sex," by Geddes and Thompson, arrl in "The Detennin::ltion 
of Sex," by Prof. Lenhossek of :&ldapest, this fact is insisted up:m with constant 
reiteration and daronstration. 

Biology has shovm that the female i s superiar' to the male. It has s~ 
that the sanatic cells of the female contain l!m'e chrorrosomes than those of the 
male. 

The nuclear lines of protoplasm that carry the hereditary aoo the individ-
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ualistic qualities of the unit, are more m.une!'Ous in the cx:mplex organism of the 
fanale than in the more undeveloped organism of the male. In sane species the 
male-cell has ten chl:Dnosomes mile t:he fenale has twelve; in another, the female­
cell has 38, while the rrale has only 35, Due to this anatanical fact, Professors 
Hurst and Castle, of the Merdel school of biologists, observe: 

"FeiMleness is due to the presence of a chl'orrosome absent in the !Mle •••• 
We rray, therefore, regarU. the female as of I'IX:lre canplex organization than the 
male. And, in that sense, the fenale may be said to be physiologically the sup­
erior seX. 'We may thus further conceive th3.t either the fenBle is an extra-de­
veloped ma.lel and has arisen by the addition of a new factor to maleness, or per­
haps more probably, that the rrale has arisen as a defective variation from the 
female" (Mendelism & Sex, Nerrlel Jour., October, 1909). 

Corrmenting on this phase of the matter, Swiney remarks: 

"The male-cell therefore, is a va!"'iant daughter-cell not developed to the 
full potentiality of the female." -- Wanan & Natural Law, p. 19. 

Physiologists are at last grasping the anatcmical truth, that man is only 
a degenerate 1i<Dman. Prof. Al.brecht, Y-Tlt:ing on the obscure diseases of men, 
clearly avers. that "males ~rudimentary females." 

T. H. l1ontgcmery concludes, from a general review of the leading facts of 
developnent, physiology, and anatomy, that the male is less developed cmd more 
embryonic than the female. He draws attention to the fact, that when one sex is 
rud.linentary in corrq;arison v-rith the other, it is al.Jrost al.....ays the rrale. 

Some scholars and students of Nature have long recognized the fact that 
man is only a degenerate \\XJil!al1. They assert that "the distinctive sex organs of 
the rrale are the organs of the female placed outside the OOdy'' (Swiney). 

Galen said that 'M:>man had the same sexual parts as man, only, on account 
of their colder, more apathetic reture, they are placed within her l:xxl.y. The 
ovaries .are testicles and furnish female seed. 

He said that there are as rrany cavities in the uterus as there are in the 
mamnary glands. This is the theory of Uterine cotyledons. 

Averrohoes (1120-1198 A.D.) believed the fanale testicles to be useless: 
they merely secreted nnisture for lubricatirg the vagina during coition, new 
referred to by some as 11sympathy fluid." 

Fallopius, about 1523, A.D., first recognized the similarity in the struc­
ture and the fonnation, as the erogerous zone, between the clitoris and the penis. 

Vesalius about the S&lle t:ime taught that the seXUal organs of the male and 
female were alike, OP.ly, those of women were within the l:xxl.y. 

Lelan::l says that "the prostate in nan is simply a wcmb out of employment" 
(Alternate SeX, p. 33). 

John Fernelius, about 1558 A.D., called the ovaries "female testicles," and 
believed that they prc:xiuced seed. 
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It was not. until arout 1562 A.D. that Eustachus gave Jrodern science the 
first correct description of the uterus. 

During the long Dark Ages, when the church v1as all-powerful, dissectioo of 
the human body was prohibited under strict peral ty, on the grounds that it was 
sinful for man thus to attempt to pry into the secrets of God. 

Biologists declare that the fertile organism alone has been the crucible 
and workshop in which has been formed the handi~>Prl< of Creation. 

Obviously, it oould be the fertile Embryo that "OOuld suffer fran a change 
to unfavorable conditions ani w:Juld accoroingly appear as an incanplete and un­
developed organism, thus being "transformed from a ronnal to an abnormal phase of 
being -- abno:rmll, until by repeated hereditary transmissions over a long period 
of time, the changed condition or structure has become a racial characteris-ric" 
(Swiney), misleadif€ to the Evolutionist who knCMS not the origiral state of hu­
manity , and who considers as nonnal the :pr'esent unisexual organism. 

The male is because the organism is more masculine and less feminine; be­
cause t'le receptive (female) element is under-developed, while the positive 
(male) element is over-developed. 

IBrwin and Huxley believe that this abnomal, urbalanced state arises fran 
the excessive use of the one set of organs to the neglect or ron-use of the other. 

Some scoolars tirinl< that the unbalanced state begins in the embryonic per­
iod, and results from unfavorable corditions. The latter vieto~ is supported by the 
weight of authority. 

fut con:litions of degeneration may work certain c1-anges in the l:OOy, even 
after birth, and the develoJ?llent of the rody ID.ay be affected by the Mind, as we 
shall later see. 

The fact that separation of the sexes is not the ideal state is shown by 
sexologists, who point out that there is a continual struggle on the part of both 
imperfect sexes, seeking for c:Jmpletion. The physical expression of the law un­
der which this occurs is called Polarity or Chemical Affinity. 

When a c.ouple units in marriage under the influence of this law, such union 
is trore likely to be harm:mious if the "r;a.n" is approximately eighty percent 
"maleness" and the "~" IDSSesses twenty percent of this quality. Such couple 
wuld IDSSess between them the evenly balanced ~entage of the positive elanerrt 
and the receptive elanent, which is required to form a hanronious union. 

As few of our imperfect uni-sexual individuals fall in this class, it is 
easily understocrl why "marriage is a failure." 

When a man and a w::::rnan unite who do not come in this class, there is thit 
condition of one sex largely predominating over the other. 

This lack of b:llance is ever being felt, although unrecognized by roodern 
science as to its real character. Consequently, there is a continual stn.Jggle 
on the part of both sexes, seeking for ccrnpletion. \·Jhen the balance is absent 
fran a uniOh, there will be partings arrl new efforts, e:1ch seeking the lacking 
portion. 
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Until the law of Polarity was recognized and urrlerstcxxi, the peculiar at­
traction between t'1e sexes, with all its accompanying vagaries and variations, 
seemed unaccnuntable arrl arbitrary. Sexologists nJW recognize that it is Nature 1 s 
vay of seeking to restore the disturbed balance arising fran a separation of the 
sexes. 

George Berl'1d!U Shaw states: 

"Sexually, wc:rnan is No ture 1 s contrivance for perpetuating its hig.~st ach­
ievement. Sexually, Han is ltlcrnan 1 s contrivance for fulf :illing Nature's behest 
.in the rrost economical r.,;ay . She krlows by instinct that far back in the evolution 
process she invented him, differentiated him, created h:irn in order to prcx:luce 
sanething better than the single- cell precess can prcduce" (Man & Supermen). 

There is ro disagreer.1e:rt arrong scholars as to whether the rrale or the female 
appeared first. They all invariab::..y assert that the fenale preceded the ITBJ.e not 
only, but that the female produced the nale . At this paint confusion arises because 
consistet•cy is disregarded. 

In eVer"J consideration, man atter.tpts to sh:>w that worcan is his inferior. 
In this atter.tpt he has no respect for the (l) law of Heredity, and the (2} L3.w 
of Cause and Iffect . He disregards ·the fact that (1) Like begets Like, and that 
(2} the Effect can never rise superior ·to its Cause . He ignores the fact that 
Man, as the offspring of \:loman, rray ris e to her level under the law of :improve­
ment, but that he can never rise above the bei;1g that gave him birth. 

Conditions of Degeneration 

We have nbser•;ed the surprising s imilitude of the sexes, and "the hidden 
meaning of the rudiJ!;entary organs • He have seen how the psychical and the phy­
sical states gradually vary from f~e to masculine and vice versa . vJe have 
seen that the gulf between the heter<:>-sexual man ard the hetero-sexucJ. w::::man is 
filled with types that e2n be classed as neither male nor female. We shall ro.-1 
notice more in detail sooe of the peculiar conditions of degeneration that show 
how sa-u3.l variation and differentiation rise out of certain abnormalities and 
ma.lforrne.tions . 

Brodhurst tells of the absence of the vagina and the uterus in a girl of 
16. At the age of four the p3.tient showed signs of pubescence , for the mons vene­
ris was cover-ed with hair. At the age of 10 the clitoris was three irches long 
and two inches in c.i.rcumf erence - a regular penis , The breasts were well deve­
loped but the lips of the vulva exp:tnded into folds , resembling the male scrotum. 

To complete this attempt at transformation requires only a uniting of the 
lips of the vulva t o form the scrotum, with its raphe or seam that marks the line 
of union, follcwed by a descent of the ovaries into the scrotum, where they be­
come testes - - and. this girl becomes a boy. 

Nature is not only ''a prodigious economist," as Johnsons says , but a marve­
lous mech3.nic. ~lhen the form which she is shaping wil.l not make "the main trunk" 
(fertile female), she produces some variations from the "main trunk" and thus at­
tempts to transform what would be a useless, barren faTale, into a fertilizer , 
called the rrale. 

If this attempt fails, as it frequently does, the form is neither male nor 
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female. It falls in that class of hybrid types that fill the gulf existing be­
tween the tw::> extremes. 

Sanetimes a SUI'gical. operation parti.ally completes wt>.a:t Nature attenpts, 
an:i then the "neuter organisn" becomes either male or fenE.le, as the case may 
be. &.lt such creatures are usually barren and sterile - a condition of dege­
neration. 

In these few w:>rds appears the secret of the separation of the sexes -
a condition so mysterious to science, and yet so simple th:lt only the wisest will 
be able to grasp this great truth arrl accept this philosophy. 

It will enlighten the student to observe mere instances of these strange 
03.Ses so little known to the layman. 

Lieutaud and Rickerarrl dissected fanale subjects in wh::!n no uterus could 
be f ound. 

Many other examples are recorded in medical rec~s. Phillips speaks of 
two sisters, both narried, who shewed congenital absence of the wcrnb. Sedgwick 
t ells of a family of five daughters of whan three had this anamalous condition. 

Ferguson examined an 18-year old prostitute and found that there vas oo 
vagina, uterus, nor ovaries. Coitus had been affected through the urethra, which 
ms much disterrled. 

V icq-d 1 A:z.yr is rep::>rted to have seen tm smcilar cases where the vagira was 
absent. The ~ copulated via the urethral canal, leading to the bladder, in 
consequence of ~ch it was greatly enlarged. 

Since we find no autrorities who assert that there is an erogenous zone 
in the urethra, it is plain that these wanen copulated to please their lovers 
arrl rot because they experien'"ed arry sexual pleasure fran the act. 

Fournier tells of a Venetian prostitute who had an osseous (bony) clitoris. 
nus organ nay grow so large as to prevent coitus, making its circUIICision nec­
essary for the act. 

Otto of Breslau reported seeing a negress with a clitoris measuring 4-l/2 
inches in length and 1- 1/2 inches in diameter. It projected from the vulva, and 
wl"-.en relaxed, completely covered the vaginal orifice. 

Rogers described a 25-year-old wcman who had an enorm::>us clitoris. Adroit 
questioning elicited. the fact toot she had masturbated considerably. 

A n1.llllber of other observers ha.ve described cqses where excessive develop­
ment of the clitoris was due to continued masturbation. 

As an organ is enlarged by use, it nay have been the practice of fenale 
masturbation that fi.n3lly developed the clitoris into the male penis. Sane auth­
orities declare that the Edenic parable is an account of masturbation and ~st. 

The perverterl practices that had become habitual with the tribades and 
subigatrices (passive tribades) in Rane, led to an enl.argement of the clitoris 
in nany of these ~. Tulpius tells of a \olOman who was publicly flogged and 
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then banished fro.'Il the city for h:lving misused an excessively large clitoris. 

Various travelers have reported excessive development of the clit oris as 
being quite camron in the Orient. Jacobs, for example~ tells of the frequercy 
of tribadism arrong Balinese ~n, many of whan have an enlarged eli tor is. Berth­
erarrl cites instances of enlarged eli tor is in flrabian ~. 

Dr. Paul Eram, who practiced for rrany years in the Orient, says that tri­
hadism "is a conditi_on extremely comron with the young girls in the Orient. ' ' 

Arn::mg the Hottentots no secret is made of the practice, and in the stories 
and f ables of the rou;·-rtry it is continually mentioned. The practice is rep:>rted 
to be as '..Jide-spread arroJl?; the girls of Europe and America as in the Orient. 

Some \~men have a eli tor is that is larger than the male penis. Kaufmann 
quot Es the case of a toy of 12 years v,·hose penis v.as only three-fourths of an 
inch long, ~-rith the diameter of a goose-quill. Binet speaks of a rrature rran in 
his f i fties , whose genitals were no larger U ian those of an average toy of 8 or 
9. The peni s was about t he s~ ze of a little finger, and the testes were not 
ruch larger than a couple of peas . 

The student will observe that in the female the urinary canal opening is 
just tack of the clitoris ("meatus urinarius''). I n same rrales there is no uri­
nary canal in the penis, hence their penis is purely an enlarged clitoris. 

Hyp:>spadias and epispadias are designations used to describe this malform­
ation, in which t he wall s of the urethra are deficient either above or below. 

These anomalie s are frequently found in male hermaphrodites, the fis sure 
giving the appearance of a vulva, since the scrotum is sontet:imes included, and 
even the perineum may be cleft in continuity with the other p3rts, thus increas­
ing the deception. 

Heurewann describes a fami ly of females who for generation had pnoctuced 
rrales with hyp:lspad ias (congenital opening of t he urethra on the under side of 
the penis). Belloc mentions a rran with a urethra termin:l.ting in the base of the 
frenum who became the father of four sons showing the same defonnity. 

Broudarnel published several cases to prDve that in:lividuals afflictEd wit h 
hypos!)adias are rot necessarily sterile. 

One instarce cited was that of a servant who appeared to be, and was brought 
up as a girl, bUt who practiced tribadism with one of her female com:p:;1nions and 
caused her to become pregnant. The latter gave birth to a child showing the same 
malformation of the genitals as the girl-father. The hereditary transmission of 
the mliformation re.IJ'K)Ved all doubt as to the paternity and excluded all sup.,gest­
lons of collaboration. 

Penis palme is the rame given by French physicians to toose cases in which 
there is a single skin envelope for the penis arrl the testicles. The penis ad­
heres to the scrotun by its inner face, only the glands being free. This makes 
erection ~possible. 

Chretien described an instance in a 25-year-old man, and Schrumpf reported 
an example in a baby toy. The penis and testes were enclosed in a comrron sac. 
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At the uppex- part of this strangely formed scrotum there waE a projection atout 
one-fourth inch long, representing the glans (head) of the penis. 

Polyorchidism (extra testes) is a condition that exists rrore frequently than 
is genere.lly krown. The Medical Recoro in 1895 r-ublished a report signed with 
the name of A. M. Davis, Recruitirg Officer, relating the case of a nan who red 
four' testicles, three on the left side an:i one on the right side. 

1\.rru-thnot Lane operated on a roy of 15 bearing a small, painful growth in 
the rig.'tt portion of the scrotum, arrl found an extra testicle (Clinical 2ociety, 
November 23, 1B94). 

In 1896 Pean performed an operation to remove a neuroma of the scrotum and 
uncovered t\.Jo right testes, se:parated. arrl regular in form. The left testicle was 
oormal. 

Dr. Sun:iaresa Ayzer of the British India Medical Corps tells of a native 
male, age 19, who h3d ~ testicles on the left side, one arove the other. 

\o1i.c:Ih3J.in reports the case of a man 47 years of age with t:w::> testicles on 
the left side. Fernel speaks of a family vJhose nale members presented this od­
dity. Sinibaldi relates a similcu ... fact al::out a family of Bergano, aJ.liDst all of 
whose male members were triorchids. 

Just as there are ananalies through excess, there are others frcm deficiency. 
Many hermaph:rodites have been labeled anorchids (without testes). But double 
anor'Chidisn is rare, although cases have been roted and verified by autopsy. In 
the living subject, it is imp::>ssible to distinguish it from bilateral cryptorch­
idism (failure of the testes to descerrl into the scrotum). 

Gruber, in his mem:>:irs, rotes eight cases in ~tlhich no seninal glan:ls wer-e 
pr'esent. The first is tr.a.t of a soldier hanged for hav~ raped a young g:irl. 
The autopsy shaved that ther·e were no semi.'1al glands p.."'esent in the eXearted man. 
Dr. cabanes uses these instances as evidence to show that the testicles "h3.ve no 
influence UlX)n the sexual appetite, " an::i adds: 

"Are we to infer that individuals afflicted with double arorchidisn are not 
comparable to eunuchs?" (Erotikon, p. 198). 

It appears that castration is a cause of irrtJ:x:rt:ence only when it has been 
effected in early childhood. 

Tha.lgh eunuchs castrated at an adult age are perforce sterile, they quite 
often retn.J.:in cupable of coitus, a dual peculiarity known for a long time, ani one 
~ich Juevnal repaM:s as hig.llly esteaned by ceM:ain Reman ladies. 

The penis of the eunuch~ deprived of his testes in childhood, remains un­
developed am a"tn>phied like the clitoris of the fffiale. The general ch::l:mcter-­
istics of such persons are feminine. 

Numerous authors tell of cases in which the testes fail to descend irrt:o the 
scrotum, stopping instead at sane i..TJ.termediate poi.T'lt. If there is merely a h:Ut 
in this descent, and the testicle renains inside the al::dcminal cavity in the lum­
bar region, it is called alx:kminallumbar ectopia. If the gl.anl remains in the 
iliac fossa, it is an example of the abdaninal iliac ectopia. vlhen it lies in 
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the inguinal canal, it is an inguinal ectopia, and, lastly, if it stops just be­
low this canal, it is a case of cruroscrotal ectopia, etc. (Dr. Oraison). 

In !"larch, 1643, an election was contested at Salisbury, Conn., on the al­
legation that the V..lJU.e; Party h3d includro a t-.aT.an am:mg the electors. Dr. Bary 
was appointed to make the investigation. He examined the suspected elector and 
ver-ified that the penis t.as rot perforated, but that he found a testicle. He 
concluded that the person was a nan. Several days later, it was learned that 
this "man" had 111.arried as a vonan and had feminine tastes. A further examinat­
ion shcwe:i the presence of a menstrual peri cxi , a uterus, a.'!d that which Dr. Bary 
had regarded as a testicle was recognized t o be a herniated ovary (p. Brouardel 
Le Mar:iage , p . 18). 

Dr. Tourneux and Gasperoux tell of a 17-year-old person who was considerro 
as a fer.:ale, a.'1d 1.-1ho '\.JaS one of the ballet-cJ.ancers at the Theatres des Nouveau­
tes. She had entered the hospital for a painful swelling of the right lip of 
the vulva, which had developed about ten days after some unsuccessful attempts 
at coition. The chest was broad with fa:irly well developed manmary glands. The 
pubis \>las covered wi t'l an aburda.nt growth of hair that also spread over the ex­
terral genital organs. At first glance, there was nothing to indicate that one 
was not in t.h.e presence of the feiT'.ale sex, for one could discern the existence 
of Th"' normal sized labia ma.jora, the right lip bearing a small tumor as big as 
a pigeon's egg, hard, quite painful to the touch, and extending along the whole 
length of the inguinal canal by a sort of cord the size of the index finger. 

The impression was totally altered when the genital region was examined . 
On spreading a):Brt what repres ented the labia majora, it was found that the in­
ner lips (labia minora) were entirely absent, and that under a somewhat overde­
veloped hood there was a flat-headed genital organ about the size of the tip of 
the little finger. There was ro urinary rr.eatus at its base, but n.~ srral.l folds 
were observed leading to a vulviform openit1g situated in t:he middle of the perin· 
eurn, and the insertion of a catheter showed that this was nothing other than the 
extremity of the urethral ca..-.al. There was ro vaginal orifice, and no uterine 
body could be felt up:>n examination of the rectum. 

These findings showed that the examiners were confronted with a case of 
perineal hypospadias with rudimentary penis , vestiges of a urethral canal, and 
a cleft scrctum cor,taini.11g a right testicle. 

Exploration of the abdanen revealed no trace of a uterus, but on the left 
side, towards the inner opening of the inguinal canal, was discovered another 
testicle which, like the one on the right side, had a deferent duct leading up 
to the rudimentary prostate glard . 

The &liletin Medical of Jan. 28, 1912, described a case where the "secre­
tion of sperm occurred thn.::ugh the urethra of a wcman." 

Magnus Hirschfeld and E. &.Irchard r eported the case of a wc:rran, aged 20, 
who had no menstrual pericxis, and, at the time of veneral orgasm, ejaculated 
semen through t:he urethra 'Nhich contained living spermatozoa (Deutsch, Med. 
hbch., No. 52) . 

Just: as in the case of supernumerary testes, so in ~men there have been 
found instances of extra ovaries. Wickler, De Sinety, Paladino and others have 
given accounts of such cases. 
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There are cases where men have suckled infants. T1edical literature mentions 
many cases where the male breast- may attain the size of a '1<0-nan' s arrl beccJne fun­
ctional. Buffon states that --

'The breasts of men may furnish milk like those of o;..,anen. We have 'Md &:N­
eral examples of this sort, arrl the oorrlition seems to occur particularly at the 
age of puberty. I have seen a young man of 15 expel a tables{X'On of real milk 
fran one of his br'easts" (Erotikon, p . 209). 

A farrous French medical encyclopedia of GO volumes, says: 

11Scar.etirnes the mamnary glards (of the nale) swell aro 1:>ecanE.. painful. YOUI'g 
toys have been seen who could discharge through the nipples a \<tri. tish, serous 
fluid preserrt~ all the physical properties of milk. 11 

Von Ifumboldt and Auzias-Threnne tell of ha.virl; examined men whose manmary 
glands excreted milk {Coorrier Medical, 23, Janvier, 1910) . 

In a letter written by the Bishop of Cork to the Earl of I@Iont appears an 
account of an old man aoout 70 years of age who h:id suckled a child of his own 
after his wife died when the child was only tw:::> m:mths old. He gave the child 
his breast to suck to keep it quiet, and the suc.Jd.ng of the child an>used the 
glands into activity to such an extent that he had milk to rear the child. The 
reJ;Ort states that the man's nipples were larger- than those of rrost v..omen. 

In 1798 Dr. Juan Castelar reported a case in which a wonan gave !>irth to 
twins, with not enough milk for lx:>th. The father sought to quiet the crying young­
sters by alternately letting them suck his breast, with the result that milk ap­
peared and he helped to suckle the children for five rronths. M. lbnplard later 
exanined the man's breasts and "fourrl than wr:inkled like those of t.Dnen h<M have 
nursed children." 

Em instance of the !!\3Y'Velous pov1er of Mind over i"'latter, and the manner in 
~ich Nature resporos to meet conditions coP£ronting her, appear in the case of 
a "young Chippeway Indian (na'"!led Ogenawwah Chack) who became separated fran his 
tribe on a beaver hunt, accompanied only by his wife, then in her first: pregnancy.'' 
H3rve and De La.noye report the case as follows: 

"After giving birth to a son, the woman died in the desert. The husband 
was inconsolable, and took a vc:M to rerre.in a widower. His grl.ef over t he deced­
ent was soon oomplicate::l by anxiety over> the infant's welfare. Not wishing to 
neglect anything that might PJssibly save the child's life , the father undertook 
to fill all the maternal duties, degreding as these appeared in the eyes of an 
Indian wave. After wr>apping the baby in a pelt lined with soft JOC>ss, he suspend­
ed it fran his sh:>ulders, after the fashion of a squaw carrying a papoose. He 
fed it on broth prepared with his cwn harris, but in a nanent of desperation, find­
ing hirnseJ£ lln3ble to quiet the infant's Y.ailing, he offered his breast as a 
m:rther ~ld have oone. The '{:Ower' of p:tter>nal l ove then pr'Cduced a pheronenon: 
milk began to flCM fran the Indian 1 s breast, permi tti.ng him to save an:i rear the 
child." - Erotikon, p. 212. 

In the Gazette l1edicale de Paris (t. IV, p. 689; 1836) Dr. Bedor, chief­
surgeon of the Hotel-Dieu at Troves, expressed himself thus: 

"OVer a pericd of sane twenty years I have often been called to participate 
in the medical inspection of the military training school in the Aube deJ:arlment. 
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During that t:ime I came across three instances of this very peculiar aronaly, 
Despite the deii\3.00 for soldiers under the Dnpire, these three young men were de­
clared unfit for sET'Vice, since the un:i£orms buttoned over their chests were 
unbearably ]:Sinful and oppressive." 

Nelaton tells of a young man of 23 whose marrmary glands produced milk. 
Jean-Beroit Edand.ellius tells of a "dirty little beggar" toy of 9 "~1ho could 
expel a stream of milky fluid from his breasts by canpressing them." Horteloup 
reports the case of a man 79 years old who discharged fran his breast "tvx> glas­
ses of thick, creamy, whitish liquid having the physical, chemical and micro­
scop:ial characteristics of milk." 

Dr. Renaudlin reports the case of a nan 24 years old wit~ m:mma.._ry glan:is 
like a w:::snan. Dr. Daday tells of a nan of 44 whose m:umary glands pr<xiuced milk. 

Further evidence that man is a degenerate wcinan appears in the fact that 
in addition to havjng fe."T'.a.le breasts in many instances, there are also cases in 
which they are 11 ::rubject to regular menstruation," says Dr. Cabanes. 

Barth and Leri tell of a p:ltient aged 7 5 who entered the wamn' s ward of 
the hospital. Examination showed that the patient was a rran. But, strange 
though it may seem, this "man11 had menstrual periods, "regular and prolonged., 

Dr. Leboeuf ~~as called to examine the shepherd of a dairy-farm who had 
fallen arrl injured his breastbone. The patient admitted that for more than "tw::1 
years he had beer:. subject to a menstrual discharge as well regulated as there­
volutions of the noon. The flow came through the urethral canal and lasted tiD 
clays. Lebeouf made sure of the sex organs, arrl found them very well formed. 
What amazed him rrore was tc learn that there were 15 brDther>s and one sister in 
the family, all of whom me.'1struated, and that their father showed the same pec­
uliarity (Anec. hist. med. t. II, 68-70). 

Gloninger reports the case of a 36-year old man who had regular signs of 
menstruation from the middle of his 17th year. Each period was accanpanied by 
pains in the back arrl the lo~ part of the abdomen, feverislmess, and a sanguin­
eous discharge via the urethra s~ung all the characteristics of the menstrual 
flow (Amer. Med. Rec. , Phila. , 1819) • 

Pinel mentions the case of an army captair, Who red a regular m:mthly dis­
charge from the urethra. If expcsed to fatigue, cold, privation, etc., the man 
showed symptoms of catamenial suppression, just as comronly happens in ~n. 

Tne theory that nan is a degenerate mrren is verified by the follow~ 
scientific facts: 

l. The female is the primal and origiral sex, and produced the male. Un­
der the law of Heredity this actually makes the male a deformed ferale. 

2. r1a1eness results from excessive development of the positive qualities 
ani a corresporrling atrophy of the receptive qualities. 

3. The male penis is an excessive developnent of the female clitoris. 

4. The male scrotum is fonned by a union of the lips of the vulva an::l 
the:ir expanding into folds, leaving a raised seam (raphe) that divides the scro­
tum into tw:> parts, and extending from the anterior portion of the anus to the 
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extrEmity of the penis. 

5. The testes appear as herniated ovaries, with the positive elsnent of 
the ovaries developed to a functional degree, while the receptive element is rudi­
merrt:ary arrl atrophied. 

6. The mamrary glands of man occasionally develop to a functional degt'ee 
an:i produce milk as in w:man. 

7. The diseased ex>n:lition of menstruation appears in sane men as well as 
in sane 'M)l'Ilen. 

8. The prostate glarrl in man is a rudimentary uterus. 

9. Sane people appear with the nale and the fanale qualities so equally 
developed that they are neither man nor wonan. 

10. I£ man and w::::mJan were distinct types, neither would possess the qual­
ities of the other so fully developed, m sane instances, that they canrot be 
classed as either nale or female. 

When the sex problem is properly presented and considered, we observe that 
the mystery of the sexes becanes so simple as to solve itself. All the scientific 
confusion existing as to tre various phases of sexual consciousness, which are 
such an en.igna to science, is readily an:.l easily disp::>sed of, and scientific know­
ledge takes the place of confusion. 

Chapter 13 

AHALYSIS OF HOI'1)SEXUALITY

Before we allow Oll!'selves to become overwrought up on the subject of haoo­
sexuality, it might be well to consider this phase of human behavior in the light 
of nature and also take an agelong view of its developnent. 

For minds oo:nnalized to present day standards, the only erotic attraction 
considered natural must take place between a male and a fenale • Perhaps this 
was oot always so arbitrary -- arrl perhaps it may not continue always in the fu­
ture as evolutionary ~es pr'Ogress, br~ing developnents, perhaps even struc­
tural, along bi-sex lines. 

To determine 100re fully the possibilities behind this idea, we might with 
pn:>fit to our' un:ierstan:iing, consider what ''ma.le" really means -- an:l also "fe­
male." 

To begin wit~, the v.ords themselves are strikingly similar. \-!e :merely add 
tm letters, 11f-e" to distinguish one from the other. The root of "fe" means to 
canpensate or to "v.ork with." 

There are deep philosophic meanings core~ the male and female elements 
in cosnic r.:~:t:Ul"e, wch may be dealt with to a fascinating degree in an:>ther art­
icle. Suffice here to state the fact that to be wholly male or fenW.e is an im-
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p::>ssibility. Every plant arrl every cr~ture, including the h\.Jmant is bi-sexed, 
fundamentally. 

If you doubt this, consider as one very convincing example the treasts of 
the rrale . There you always find tm undeveloped milk nipples . Also, in the ex­
terior female sex organ we oote a small replica of the penis, arrl this the seat 
of pleasurable f eeling in copulation. 

There are hundreds of other indications showing that each individual is 
both Ttasculine ard feminine. LTJ. fact, philosophical anthropologists assure us 
that there \as a time in the far- pre-historic past on this earth, mile the forms 
we now kncM were in the pr-veess of formation - - rerhaps un::ier the very design of 
the Deity himself, when sex: was so evenly balanced that each individual OOdy 
carried within itself complete, the functions of both sexes. 

As t:ime went on, they tell us, scme became so 11lopsidedn in this regard 
that they ten:ied toward much greater strength in their male tributes, While others 
over- anphasized their femi.nir:e qualities. Gradually, age after age, this diver­
gence increased until t'1ose. who were most abnormal (speaki.•g bi- sexually) were 
forced to seek arother OOdy ·..mich had attained excessive developnent on the side 
which they themselves had almost lost. 

Of course, for a bi- sexed tody to grow so weak in its male powers as tore­
quire the co-operation of a. body intensely masculine (and correspondir€;1 y we3.k 
in its female aspect) would terd to rapidly atrophy in the sex which, already 
weakened, it now ceased to exercise at all, within itself. 

A reconstr-ucted picture of that transition period, v.-hich doubtless occ..1pied 
millions of years, tt10uld be the observance of bi-sexual bodies having the prepond­
erance of fenale qualities, seeJr~ to obtain semen (which they no longer posses­
sed the ability to secrete to any practical extent) from other bodies in >vhich 
there was an over production of semen. 

These specialists in supplying semen -- at the expense of their feminine 
half, finally became so overwhelmingly masculine, that they ceased to recognize 
or remember that they had ever possessed fem:lie chatac.terist:ics. 

Of COUl"se, incalculable periods of t:ime W"Juld be required to bring this 
developnerrt: down to our present strictly one-way corrlition. Yet there is suffic­
ient evidence remaining, even row, to show that both sexes are present in every 
body, despite the extent to mich one OI' the other has apparently wholly disap­
peared. Even in human psychology there is evidence which crops out \-Jhenever a 
man or ~ ref ere to the wife or husband as the "better half." 

'This theory offers the only consistent explanation of the hermaphroditic 
"throw back" known to T!ledical investigation, this being further indication in 
support of the theory. 

The ecstacy produced by sexual ccmnunion Y.Duld be seen as having grown up 
from that sense of satisfaction and relief which ~d naturally have been exper­
ienced by one bi- sexual, upon receiving :fiXJ'!l arother the magnetism, the activities 
arrl secretions in which "he" OI' "she" had grown distressingly deficient. Sex 
attraction, likewise, Y.Duld be precisely what it is as a result of an age-long 
pr-actice of bi-sexuals admiring those so amazingly developed in the very attrib­
utes which were well- nigh extinct within "himself'' or "herself." 
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fi:m::>-sexual terxiencies are IOOre understan::iable in this light. In fact, the 
con:ti.tion termed h:m>-sexual is in reality an extreme case of that vmich. is ~ 
sent in rroderation, in all people. Every w::rnan has some interest in viewing the 
rude tody of a.rother \Dilal'l, whether she expresses it in contempt arrl disgust or 
adniration an::1 desire fOI' contact. And of course this same is true of ~. 

Sex inter-est may be quite subconscious in sane, and is only termed "hcm:>­
sexuality" when it reaches a degree sufficiently active to be rea:>gnized. 

Furthenoore, the man who adn:ires boys arrl men sexually, is rot really a 
case of "male attracted to nale." 

On the other hand, the Lesbian is simply a case of the nan-element arousa:l 
in a 11w:Jman11 and directed towan::l the feminine qualities in an:>ther YOnan whose 
masculine qualities are Jna["e canpletely inert. 

The subject grows a bit more involved \-..'hen we follow it to discover the 
fact that a ~ wlv loves an effeminite man, is as nuch a hcm:>-sexual as her 
Lesbian sister. It is the masculine part of her nature aroused arrl dil:'ected to­
ward those qualities in the man which cause him to be considered effeminate. Of 
course the same reasoning applied to the case of a man in love with a nasculine­
type v.anan. 

\-!hen sex acts are practiced between trose of the same sex (as we n::>w arbi t­
rarily divide it) this always means at least a temp::>rary relinquishnent of the 
"typed11 sex by one of the ~ies concerned, and the adoption, in its place, of 
the qualities of the sex which is recognize:i and dormant within. 

Deep students of cyclic law assure us that the human ba:iy will regain, in 
time, its bi-sexu.ll life, and power. In tha.t case, the despised rcn:o-sexua.lhits 
are today' s pioneers on this very long and very dark road. They are now what 
they are because of the stird.r>.g within them of reture itself, beginning evolu­
tionary ~k. Of course they are abusing the pr.i.n::iple, rut what else can be ex­
pected when the wrole subject is buried in misumerstarding an:i rot even open for 
discussion. 

With the growing light upon sex matters, bravely offered in sincere publi­
cations, humanity shall yet gather' courage to look at the subject squarely. 1ben 
irrleed, great improvement arrl un:ireamed benefits will begin to accrue. - Sexology 
Magazine. 
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
