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FREEDOM OF SPEECH AND OF THE PRESS 

We beli~ve in the inalienable and cons·titutional right of 
rdigious liberty, and ·freedom of speech and of the press 
as a means of education and conveying God's message 
to our fellow man, as is .guaranteed by the first amend­
ment to the Constitution, ·,~hich reads: 

"Congress shall make no law respectittg an established 
religion, or prohibiting the free exercise thereof; or 
abridging the freedom of speech or the press; or the 
right of the people peaceably to assemble, and to petition 
the government for a redress of grievances." 

The five Supreme Court Justices of the State of Florida 
appeared to be in harmony with this amendment when 
th!!Y showed in a case before them "what is really in­
volved in any at~mrt to throttle free speech or to choke 
the press." Concurring in the decision with the others, 
Judge Chapma.n rendered a separate opinion, in which 
he said in part: 

"The liht'rty and freedom of the press under our funda­
mental law is not confined to newspapers and periodicals, 
but embraces pamphlets, leaflets, and comprehends every 
publication which affords a vehicle of information and 
opznwn. The perpetuity of Democracies has as a found­
ation an informed, educated and intelligent citizenry. 
An unsubsidized press is essential to and a pd"tent factor 
in instritctive information and education of the people 
of a democracy and a well-informed people will per­
petuate our constitutional liberties." 

Quoted in "Liberty," Vol. 37, No. 1, First Quarter 1942, P. 31. 
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INTRODUCTION 

What is Life? For seventy years we have searched through the books 
and the Bible for a solution of t his bewildering enigma , and our f indings 
are uncertain and indefinite . 

With reference to Life the Bible says: 

1. God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his 
nostrils the breath of life; and man became a livi ng soul (Gen. 2:7). 

2 . It i s t he spirit that quickeneth , the fles h profiteth nothing 
(John 6: 63). 

3 . The first man (body) is of the earth, earthy ; and the second man 
( animative principle) is th~ Lord from Heaven (I Cor. 15:47). 

These biblical passages fail to identify clearly and distinctly the 
nature of Life . And when we consult science we encounter these assserva­
tions: 

1. Life is the expression of a series of chemical changes within the 
organism. (Dr. Wm. Osler,l907) . 

2. Energy available for building living beings or for the use of liv­
ing beings comes from the Sun (Dr. George W. Crile, 1926). 

3 . Man is made up of a procession of phantoms, in the midst of which 
strides an unknowable reality (Dr. Alexis Carrel, 1935) . 

We look to science f or guidance and knowledge, and we find the scien­
tists are in the same position we find ourselves. They know no mor e about 
the nature of Life than the ~an in the street. 

When we t urn aside and consider the subject of Death, we face a strange 
situation. While no one appears to know definitely what Life is -- almos t 
everybody seems to think they know what Death is •• •• 

The r eal meaning of t he te rm Death is not what the world thinks it t o be. 
The masses are taught to believe that Death means the extermination of Life. 
However, the Apostle Paul declared this opinion t o be erroneous . He s aid : 

"Behold, I show you a mystery: We shall not sleep ( in death) but we 
shall be changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye." (!Cor. 15:51, 52). 

According to Paul, there is no Death as that t e r m i s generally under­
stood by the world. What i s regarded as Death is a transformation in which 
definite elements separate, like water falling from .clouds; and in that sep­
aration t he phys ical body returns to dust, and the animative principle , call­
ed Life, returns to t he Spiritual World from whence it came. 

What is the natu~e of th~ Animative Princ iple? Where is t he locality 
of the Spiritua l World? 

These burning questions we shall conside r and answer definitely 
and clearly for the first t ime in human history. 



It is well to narrate that from the beginning, of civilization the tdev­
er prie~thood has ruled the mind of the masses and asserted, accordihg to 
the Bible, that it was the will of their God. ·; The Bible says: 

uAnd ye shall be unto me a Kingdom· of Priests; and an: holy nation. 
These are the words which thou shall _speakunto "!;he Cbi_lpren, of I s rael ." 
(Exodus 19:6). - · · · 

The priests have made man believe. that he _ is a lowly worm of the dust, 
crawling to a myt~ical God for forgiveness. Then the low~r man sinks ~ental­
ly in the scale of humanity, the stronger his emotions affect his mind, and 
the more he beco~es influenc~d by the super~titi on created by the teachinos 
of the priesthood. 

That is the clever ruse employed by the priesthood that controls the 
deluded masses , and that is the -.basic foundation and the primary prupose of 
religion . 

So of fear , ignor:mce . and forgiveness was . r eligion born .-- When the cur­
tain rose on the stage of history at the dawn. of civilization in Ihdia , 
Babylonia and Egypt, there were _long establishe d religions with priesthoods 
teaching queer and _weird beliefs _and- customs' . and it was the office of the 
priesthood to make int~rce~sio~ to an~im~ginary God to do ~ood to the people 
and keep evil away fro!" them .:.·. 

The instinct of fear, ·:workin~{'with tine. in~tinct · of -sup~rstilbn hacl giv-
-en rise to these elaborate r.e1·igious developments . These religious phenomenon 
prevailed among the Jews. In .f act; pRrhaps nn penpl e .were ever more dominated 
by their priests than were the Jews a~ ~hown· by ' the Bible they wrote and 
which was adopted by Christia~ity in the 6th ceQtu~y ~.D. -· . . . . -

Now it is for us to realize that Christianit y which came from the Jews 
with certain modifications, is an ancient inheritance from tha superstition 
hopes and fears of ancient civilization.

Born a nd nurtured in ignorance and practice , as we. now know it was, it 
is now for us, through our gre~ter khbwledge and understanding bf Nature to 
see religion f or what it is an_d replace ,it J.;l,i th C9Jl)[llO~- ~ense .. and reason . 

Since t he recent dawning of the 'Space Age, knowleqge concerning the 
mysteries of Nature has increa~ed at a remarkably rapid rate . A certain pub­
lication in its l a test - i ssue mentione~ th~ matter in . the~a words: 

- - -.. · : . . : -

"The amount of knowledge which·· it took · man to acquire du:dng the last 
lBDD years has doubled during the last · century ; At the pre~ent time it is 
estimated to be doubling every three , years .. If "the pres~nt rat~ c ontinues , 
i t is estimated that man ' s f~nd of kno~ledge_ wil l be ~oubling every three 
months by 1g75 . Such a prospect staggers the imagination . " · 

Thi s vast increase in knowledge is largely .t he result of the great de­
crease i n the influence of t 8e priesthood , and the l iberat ion of t he mind 
of man from the effect of reli gious superstition . -

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Chapter No . 1 

LIFE 

"God f ormed man of t he dust of the ground , anq bre athed into his nos ­
t r ils t he BREATH OF LI FE, and man became a Living Soul. ' (Gen . 2: 7), 

The Bibl e signifies tha t Life in t he body i s the e ffect of the inhala­
tion of air . Th~t appears t o be a f act , as man s tops living when he stops 
breathing. However , we must not be deluded by what we see f or what we see 
i s ofte n deceptive . 

Breathing is just a function of the body and body- f unction is not Life 
The re mus t be a de finite force t o cause the lungs to f unction The Bi ble c on­
f i rms this postulate by stating that 11 I t is the Spirit that quickenet h (ani­
mates) ; the flesh profi teth nothing . " ( John 5:53) 

To discover t he true na ture of this animative Spirit wi l l disclose the 
secret of Life , and that is a mys tery which the world has ne ver been able to 
fathom . 

For seventy years we have searched the book s in our effort to find a 
definite statement as to the character of that animat i ve Spi rit which is the 
caus e of l ung func tion, but have never been able to f ind such a s tatement .. 
Not even the Bible presents any definite data on this point 

A volume entitled 11 The Book of Popul ar Science" begins with the a sser­
tion tha t iiScie nce is r emaking our lives , ,; and pre sents the f ollowing state­
ment: 

;'What i s Life? That is another que stion and the answer is one of the 
profound mysteries of t he Universe . Science has expl ored Life down t o a 
single cell -- but what makes the cell alive is not known '' 

The great scientists of the world have freely admitted that they cannot 
dete rmine the nature of the animat ive Spiri t 

l Dr J ohn 8 S Haldane , f amous British scientist , i n hi s book en­
titl ed ;, Secret of Life , 'I said : 

What is Life? I am not going to answer that que s tion . I n fact, I doubt 
tha t it will ever be possible to give a full answer to that question " 

If we did not f eel certain tha t we c an :: give a f ull answer to t hat ques ­
tion, "we would not now be engaged i n wri ting t his volume 

2 Or Robert A Millikan , world r enowned sc ientist, la te head of the 
Cal i fornia Ins titute of Technology, authority on Cosmic Ray s , declared: 

'' I c annot expla i n why I am alive rather than dead. Phys iologists can 
tell much about the mechani cal and chemical processes of my body, but they 
cannot say why I am alive . " (Collier ' s Oct .. 24, 1925) . 

3 . Dr. Alexi s Carrel , one of t he l eading sci entis ts of this century, 
in hi s r emark able book , MAN, THE UNKNOWN, published in 1935, stat es: 

"Those ( sci entists) who i nves t i gate the phenomena of Life are as i f 
lost in an inextricable jungle, in the midst of a magic fo rest, whose count­
less trees unceasingly change t heir place and the i r shape : They are c rushed 
unde r a mass of facts which they can describe but are i ncapable of defi ning 
in algebraic equations . •• • Man is ma de up of a procession of phantoms, in the 
mids t of which s trides an unknowable r eality . I n f act, our ignorance (of Li fe 
and Man) i s profound . " (PP. 1,4). 

- 1 -
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That expression of ignorance by Carrel indicates how far away from its 
goal is that science which is re-making our lives. 

4. Dr. Francois B~chat (1771-1802), eminent French anatomist and phys­
iologist, the founder of scientific histology and pathologic anatomy, began 
his celebrated ''Recherches Physiologique sur la Vie la Mort, " by defining 
Life as t:!The sum of those functions by which death is resisted.'' 

This great scientist did not realize that body functi ons are not the 
cause of Life but are the effect of an eternal force called Life . 

5. Dr. Horace Fletcher said: "Life consists of the sum of the character­
istic actions of organized beings, performed in virtue of a special susce pti­
bility, acted uponbby specific stimuli. " 

6. Sir William Osler, greatest phys~cian America ever produced, made 
this declaration: "Life is the expression of a series of chemical changes 
within the organism." (Mod Med. 1907, P . 39). 

Not one of these six eminent scientists was competent to advance a reas­
onable and f actual definition of Life. They mentioned certain signs of the 
action of living things; the effect of the power of Life, or the manifestation 
of Lif2 in matter. 

If we shall :understand by the term"Life" merely the attestation of its 
appearance and operation, the signs of Life and nothing more, these authors 
have done as well perhaps as the subject permits. 

All considerations of Life that are accredited a scientific standing, 
regard Life as a state of activity. However, they fail to recoqnize and iden­
tify the force responsfuble for the action. Holmes said: 

"Life is the state of organized beings in which it maintains or is capa­
ble of maintaining its structural integri ty by the constant interchange of 
elements with the surrounding media. " 

Herbert Spencer, the great evolutionist, devoted the third part of his 
Elements of Psychology to a consideration of Life, and by slow and steady 
strides he reached this conclusion: 

"The broadest and completest definition of Lif e will be, the continuous 
adjustment of internal relations to external relations ." 

These definitions only refer to the EFFECT OF LIFE ACTION, or to the ex­
pression of Life in organized bodies . As definitions of Life itself, that of 
Holmes is erroneous, as it makes Life merely a state of organized matter, by 
which means Life sustains itself. 

That of Spencer is defective in considering Life as changes that occur in 
correspondence with external things only. 

It is reasoning in a circle to hold that Life is the state of change of 
matter, and that the state or change of matter is Life. Scientists are blind­
ed by the theory of materialism which declares that "All is physical matter 
and physical force ." 

The definition of Life must comprehend the element attested. It must re­
cognize and expound the CAUSE responsible for the changes that occur in matter, 
otherwise, it is not a definition of Life, but merely a description of the 
manifestation of Life. 
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Just as definitely as the theor y of a God has the religionists blinded, 
so also the the ory of Ma terial ism has; the scientists blinded, presenting a 
clear case of the bli nd l e ading the blind, and t hey all fall into the ditch . 
(Matt. l5:14L

Chapter No . 2 

FROM THE WATER 

"And t he earth was without farm, and void, and darkness was upon the f ace 
of the deep, and the Living Spirit moved upon the face of t he waters." (Genesis 
1:2) . 

Living things seem to have first appeared i n the water that covered the 
young earth . However, we must go back beyond the water for the first visible 
appearance of Living Things . Far water was only the condition of their appear­
BOO!!!, and not the ctause of it. 

We can learn some of the processes of Creative Acti on by considering the 
f or motion of wate r . 

Water comes f r om clouds, the clouds evolve from air, and ai r is atte n­
uated electricity, called Fire by the ancient scribe . 

In the seas of a ir that surrounds the earth is the Spiritual World i n 
which abide the primordial substance and entities that populat e the face of 
t he earth . In the sea of water that c overed the young earth was the condition 
essential f or the production of living things . That was the basic reason why 
Hippocrates said t hat "Life is a Flame burning in Water, 11 

Even unto this day t he tiny seed from which t he human body evolves is 
constituted of the primordial Solar Spark, surrounded by water and so remains 
until it is born of the mother. We discussed this matter in detail in our 
work entitled 11 The Magic Temple . " 

The f i ndings of modern s cience indicate that Hippocrates (460 B. C. ) r -
presented a factual picture by this stat ement . 

Dr. George W. Crile expounded the r eason why t he fir s t living things 
appear in wate r . He sai d : 

11 Li fe exists only in water, as water is a non-donductor of electric e n­
ergy, the a~idating property of which expels that of any other medium, and be­
ing also the only medium with which can be formed from the common earthy salts, 
the electrelytic solutions essential to life in which the cells (batteries) are 
suspended." (Bi polar Theory of Living Processes, P. 219) . 

In his book entitled 11 The beginning and Way of Life , " published in 1919 , 
Dr . Chxles W. Littlefield presented further reasons why l iving things appear 
in water . He wrote: 

"Along with the law of apportionment and grouping of element.s which con­
trol all forms from s uns t o men, t here nets another influence which , whi lR one 
and the same everywhere, yet i s diverse in its expr essions as is ma tter in its 
f orms. T:he farm , t o a certai n extent , controls t he expression of this force . 
Nothing in the world was known c oncerni ng this mode of energy until my disc overy 
of it in t he beginning of my research . 

"I therefore venture to refer to it under the name of Vi t al Magnet ism s ince 
it acts similar t o el ectro-magneti sm, but i s pr oduced in an entirely different 
manner. 

"Vital magnetism rise s from t he evaporation of water, that is, by the 
breaking up of water into its molecules of varying degrees of heat. Thi s indi­
cates that it is universal, both on sea and land, and so far as my experime nts 
have gone, seems t o be the Vital Force of all living things. Not only t hi s , 
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but seems to be the c onnecti ng l ink between mind and matter "" (P. 75). 

It has been generally believed by science that no power, except mechani­
cal energy could prevent any mineral salt from forming its natural crysalline 
structure . Not until we realize what titanic power is ·exerted by molecular 
attraction in such crystal formation, can we comprehend the amoun t of energ0· 
required to prevent it . 

One example will illustrate what molecular attraction is : We know of the 
force exerted by saturating a hemp rope with water causing it to expand in 
diameter a nd c orrespondingly contract in l ength . By this mea ns it may be made 
to lift fummense weight, or , if the rope is flTnst made fast to immovable objects 
at both ends, it will tear itself apart . · 

Great as this molecular power is, it is subdued by the power generated 
by the evaporation of water . 

From the water csme the first living forms. They appeared as sea weeds 
and s hell fish . As yet, no trees nor land vegetation of any kind existed: 
No land animals trod the barren shores . Nothing u~sible but bleak, grey wat­
er and beaches . For l and at this time was nothing more than beach . It was 
the young earth appearing above the waves of the water. 

Then came the ancient astrologers , postulating astrological bases for 
portra ying creative processes. They symbolized the birth of the human body 
in the Zodiacal house of Virgo, and the animating Spirit in the opposite 
house of Pisces. 

These signs were considered the houses of the two Mothe rs of Living 
Things , The first was the Virgin Mother (Virgo) , the primeval symbol of the 
Virgin Mary many thousands of years .ago . 

Virgo gave man hi s natural birth by water, and became known as the Water 
Mother . Pisces (Fishes by name) gabe him his birth by the Fish, and was con­
sidered the Fish Mother . 

Certain authorities assert that Jonah, Hercules and other fabulous char­
acters personified the Sun , and a huge Fish s ymbolized the Earth . The Earth, 
represented by a big Fish , is one of the most prominent ideas of Polynesian 
mythology. 

As to the fable of Jonah ' s going to Ninevah and preaching to the inhabi­
tants , it seems the "Myth of Civilization" so-called , is interwoven here , and 
that, in this respect, J onah symbolized the Hindu Fish Avatar of Vishnv, pr 
the Chaldean Dannes, depicted as half man and half fi sh , 

As his first Avatar, Vishnu is alleged to have appeared in form like a 
fish, or hal f man and half fish, j ust as Dannes and Dagon were represented 
among the Chaldeans and other nat i ons " 

There was also among the Hind~s a Durga , a fish deity, represente d as 
a man emerging f rom the mouth of a f i sh 

All virgin mothers were identi fied with water as a symbol and thei r var­
ious names were such as Meri , Mary, Venus, Tiamat, Typhon and Thallath -- al l 
designations for water . 

Virgo represented the Mother of Birth by wate r , or the birth of man the 
first of earth, earthy . Pisces represente d the Mothe r of Birth by Spirit or 
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fire, as the birth of man the second, mentioned by Paul as the Lord from 

Heaven . (I Cor. 15:47). 

Virgo was the Water Mother or physical man, and Pisces ~a the fish 
Mother of spiritual men. 

We shall consider soma Hidden Knowledge relative to the indications of 
the fish symbol in the Zodiac and in the ancient scriptures. 

Water is the type of the natural birth of man sa it was considered that 
all natural birth proceeds in and from water. . . . . 

All first living forms originated in the water. The fish is a birth in 
water, end represents patently the generic type of organic life rising from 
inorganic . ' · · · · 

The Devonian ·apoch was the age of fishes. Organic life was bern out of 
th~ water, and was the primal birth ; · Water was the Mother of physical beings, 
end organic substance was the Mother or Spiritual Beings. 

Water was the type or another factor which is still ·more germinal or liv-
ings things, namely water.·. . ·· · -- ,. 

Hatter wee regarded as the Virgiri"Hothar·· of all living things in the or­
iginal genesis. All living things are generated in the womb of primordial 
metter, the 'old · ganatri>c 1 of ancient _ Egyptian nayth~logy. _· 

It is by consideration -or the nature or Matter and its evolution that 
enables us to arrive at the real meaning of the double motherhood of living 
things. For matter exists in two etatea, in each or which, it becomes the 
Mother of living things at two different levels. 

Primordial Matter'r which to us is the uast see of apparently empty space, 
is the original Mother of all living things. This is the primal abyss of the 
weter of Genesie.when the'Spirit moved upon the face or the waters• . 

The latin word for Mother i! Hatter, with one T omitted ~- thus, Meter. 
How close is Hater to Water? Organic substance is the second Mother, the 
parent of Spiritual Man. 

In the ancient scrolls the two Mothers were groupad in pairs, and were 
sometimes termed the Divine Sisters, appearing under the names of Juno, 

Venue, Isis, Ishtar, Cybels, or Hylitta. 
< 

· In ancient Egypt they were first Apt and Naith, and later Isis and 
Naphthys. An ancient nama for Isis was Marl, from which cama tha word Mary, 
basic for the Latin Mare, the sea. ~ Egyptian plural of Meri was Marti. In 
the Latin feminine form this became Hartaa. Im Hebrew it resolved into what ~ 
was rendered Hertha in English. 

All births in the physical world ia by or in water. Palentology dis­
closes that the first protozoan Living things emanated from tha· water. The 
human foetus today develops in a watery sack in the mother. The baby emerges 
from water into air, and water is condensed air •

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Chapter No . 3 

BAPTISM 

"I indeed baptize you wi th water unto repentance; but he that c ometh 
after me is mightier than I • • • • • he shall baptise you with the Holy Ghost 
and wi th"fire . '1 (Matt. 3:11) . 

This biblical quotation is a fabul ous passage that refers to the double 
motherhood of living things. Ma ssey s aid: 

"Birth from the element of wate r was represented in the Ancient Mysterie s 
of Amenta by rebirth of the Spirit f rom the water by baptism. " 

It was from the pri mordial "waters of space'' that the fi r st forms of 
l ±ving things were gene rated . From the infinite bosom of Watery Night there 
fl a shed out the Rays of that Light which was to be ~he LIFE OF ALL TIHINGS. 
God said, Le t there be Light; and there was Light , says the biblical fabl e 
(Gen . 1:3) . 

The de ities had t o be incubated in the water like the f e tus in t he wat­
ery egg . The Souls that appear to populate the earth were born of the Lake 
of Sa , one of the two lakes of the fabulous Par adi se which contained the Wat­
ers of Life. 

One meaning of this short word Sa is Spirit . It was a lake or body of 
primordial essence , spiritual s ubstance from which spirits were drawn as snow­
balls from a bank of snow. The word i s part of the name for the spiritual 
body, the Sahu . 

The water symbol yields a serie s of spe~ial astr ologi cal and t heological 
interpretations, a knowledge of which corrects much misc onception . 

It is questionable whether today any hierophant of orthodox r eligion has 
the fa i ntes t conception of the e soteric meaning of t he rite of Baptism. 

People in general receive baptism and i mpose it upon their children with 
a sanctimonious acqui escence, but with heads emp t y of t he r eal comprehension. 
It i s vaguely felt t o be token an outpouri ng of di vine grace upon the r~eGipient " 

This may be conceded~to be part of the meaning . But in the form in which 
i t is conceived by the participants , it is not i n the faintest degree an i mage 
of the hidden meaning . 

The profoundest understanding flows from the knowledge that it i s the god 
himself who is the ~reoipient of the baptism. As long as it is a bap tism with 
water, i t i s not the baptism of the living god, unless the water be t a ken as 
the astral wellspring of Life . 

Bluntly , water is a symbol of phys ical life , the body being l argely water 
in compos ition . Also, water s ymbolizes man's second psychol ogical principle , 
emotion, as it is intimately l inked with the body . It is the god 's immersion 
in the waters of generation that is the theme of the baptismal ritual . 

That this s t atement embodies the c orrect view is attest ed by the zodiac­
al signatures used in the typology. The Sun in the lower half of the Zodiac 
is ~ymboliea~ly pictured as being immersed in a sea of water ; and accor ding 

to one de rivation, the word, ' Gal ilee ' signifie s ' wate r whee l ' . 

The Sea of Gal ilee s ymbolically represents the physical world -- the wat­
ery body i tself--through which the Solar Spar k must pass in rounding its cycle s 
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The statement of Heraclitus (540- 475 B. C. ) that '1man is a por t i on of cos­
mi c fire, imprisoned in a body of earth and wa t er " is apt here. Earth and wat­
er symbol i ze t he physical and emotional aspect of man . 

The Spirit in its cycles must dip down into an exist ence that is irration­
al , motivate d by elemental i mpulse s t ha t are no t amenable to reason. It comes 
under the sway of the instinct of Life itself and is overwhelmed by the s ur ging 
tides of elemental being. 

This is its Bapt ism, its going i nto water . It ~s not by chance t hat t he 
Gali le3 was givon t o tho l ake or sea of phys ical life i n the Hebrew adaptation 
of t he uranograph . For on it , in the f able , the symbolical savior had to quell 
or quiet t he r aging stor m of sensual passion. 

The storm symbolizeR a mythography of t he sweep of the forces that are 
active in the lower segment of man ' s constituti on . As t hey blow through hi s 
existence, for the l ong firs t cycle of his evolution , in nearl y uncontrolled 
intensity. 

A pr ofound significance not f a thomed by the exoteric attached to that 
ringing sta t ement of the Gospel Je s us to Nicodemus: 

"Excep t a man be born of wat e r and of t he spirit , he c annot enter into 
the kingdom of God . ~ (John 3:5). 

Herein lies the secret of the twice-born experience of man . Hermes des­
cribed the form of the second birth: 

"He that looketh upon that ( part of man) which is carried upward as Fire, 
that which i s carried down as earth (physical body), t hat which i s moist as 
water, and that which 8ioweth or is s ubject to blasts of air, how can he sen­
sibly understand that (part of man) which is neither hard no r moist , nor t an­
gible nor perspicuous , seeing i t is only known i n power and operation?~ 

In the ancient scriptures , the baptism, the crossing of water, the death 
(of the Spirit) by drowni ng (in the body of water), and the transformation · 
f r om a being water-born to one born of fire, are all intimately i nterwoven in 
various depictions. Confusi mn> has come to the exoteric because of this ad­
mixture .

Chapter No. 4 

MATERIALISM 

"Men or science know not where they are going •••• In various ways science 
knows of the spiritual world , but which, by defini tion, it i s forbidden to en­
ter. " (Dr. Alexis Carrel, in Man, the Unknown) . 

Mater i alism is the rock on which phys ical sc i enti stshave wrecked their 
ship . I n their searches and stujies they have eliminated forces and their 
operat i ons by contending t ha t ''A force is t he result of atomic movements . " 

Very true---al l forces are--exc ept that strange , primordial f orce wh i ch 
FIRST STARTS ATOMIC MOVEMENTS. 

There is but the one FORCE . It operates i n many w~ys and through many 
channel s such as light , heat , gravity , cohesion, electri city , etc . 

This is the Primeval Power which phys i cal scientists have never found , 
and the very existence of which t hey refuse to recognize , claiming it i s an 

illusi on, a phantasy , a postulate of t he imagination, The result is that they 
have built thei r cast le on a f oundation of a ir and naturally thei r concept s 
change with the wind . 

Physical scientists c onsi der only t he sequential energy that rises from 
atomic movements. And this energy resul ts f r om t hemmotion of matter, inpel­
led into action by the Primeval Power of the Universe . Energy i~nmerely the 
product of the ac tion of this Universal Force . 

The movement of atoms a re like cogwheels in a piece of machinery_ One 
turns the one into which it is meshed , and this one , in turn , turns the others , 
and so on ad infinitum .

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Chapter 5 

CRY STALL IZA TION 

"We look not at the things which are seen , but at the things which are 
not seen; for the things which are s een are temporal, but the things which are 
seen are e ternal. rr (I I Cor . 4: 18). 

The Bible refers to a beginning .. It says, rr In the beginning God created 
heaven and earth . " (Gen . 1-:n . 

Unti l the beginning of the 19th century A. D. , it meant courting death 
by burning at the iron stakes to questi on publicly t hat liternal statement . 

One would na tural ly ask , uwhat existed before that beginning? Whence 
came the God who did the work of creating? What did he use to create heaven 
and earth? Where did he get i t? 

These pertinent que stions have no sensible answers . They are entirely 
fabulous s tatements, and we a re no longer c ompel led to believe them. Most of 
the people in the Christian World are taught from childhood to accept and 
believe all the stories in the Bible are true -- because they are in the 
Bible . 

The word 'create • means the act of making something from nothing; it 
is the act of causing something to exist; to produce ; to bring into being 
from nothing. 

The word ' create• does not apply in this case . Visible objects are the 
product of invisible substance, and the process is transformation -- not 
creation . Tr ansformation is the crystallization of cosmic r adiation to pro­
duce the visible world and all it contains. 

According to the dictionary, crystallization means the process by which 
the parts of a solid body, separated by the intervention of a fluid, or by 
fusion, again coalesce or unite to form a solid body . This process is "the 
effect of refrigeration and evaporation . " 

Visible phenomena, called Nature, are not created by a God . They are 
the products of crystallization of eternal, or invisible radiation into cor­
poreal, visible objects. 

The cosmic process has alw~ys been in constant operation, and it will 
go on forever . This feature was symbolized by the Ancient Magi in Tarot 
Arcanum No . X, entitled "Wheel of Fortune . " 

The Mother Church deliberately planned that the scrolls containing this 
Age less Wisdom was to be lost to us when the great libraries of the Roman 
Empire were burned in the 4th, 5th and 6th centures A.D . The result of this 
action sank the Empire into intellectual darkness when the Christian religioos 
system was being evolved . It was a thousand years before the Light of Know~r: 
ledge was to again appear . In the interim the great Sir Isaac Newton arrived. 

Sir Isaac Newton was born in 1642 while the Mother Church still~:: ruled 
Europe with an ir~ru' hand, and not long after it had burned Giordano Bruno 
for teaching certain facts relative to Creation t hat di d no t agree with the 
Biblical account. 

When Newtonarrived, t he unenlightened masses had been well mind-con­
ditioned to believe that an imaginary, imnipotent, omniscient God had created 
everything out of nothing as stated in the Bible . 
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That fabulous account intensely affected the great mind of Newton . As 
the Priesthood could c ite nothing definite about this God, nor where he was 
locat ed, nor how he came to be, Newton thought it possible to fathom the 
mystery, and to pin-point such an omnipotent personality . 

At the conclusion of hi s prof ound researching, Newton, being afraid 
of what the Church would do to him if he publicly announced that his find­
ings did not agree with the Bible, privately inf or med his nearest friends 
that h~ had found an Automatic Universe, with powers and substances under 
the rule of definite laws to account for all that appears , making unnecessary 
and useless the work and existence of the widel y heralded God . 

The findinQs of modern science i n this century have confirmed Newton's 
announcement and have presented the matter in a plainer light - It has been 
discovered t hat we live in an electrified world . Dr David J _ Caliochio of 
Boston, a wi se man, said: 

"The entire Universe is moved by the positive and negative fqrces of 
electrified action " All the operations of Nature in the Earth and its ele­
ments are c arried f orth by the same power . 

"Whether it be crystallization or putrefaction, the growth of vegeta­
tion or its decomposit ion -- motions and cbanges in air and water--or the 
crumbling of the mountain rock -- all the motions visible and invisible that 
occur in the mineral, vegetal, and animal kingdoms , and in all t heir multi­
farious operations, are produced by electricity which is the universal agent 
employed to ~atntain h~rm~~gmand order of t he Universe . " (Electronoloty, 1953, 
P. 39) . 

Electricity appears vi s i ble i~ the form of lightning and science asserts 
that i t has been the universal shaper and sculptor of Living Things since 
the f iery beginning of our planet . 

Crystallization is the process we shall consider; logic is the proces s 
of our consideration and Natural Science will be the description of our con­
s ideration . We shall present a unique volume in Symbols ~hcl~translate them 
into l anguage , and we shall endeavor to simplify the language to the cap­
acity of ordinary conception . 

I n the great field of Universal Transformation, Natural Science and 
Logic , we have object , subject and process , all di ssolubly connected, il­
l ustrating t he same princples and inclining in the s ame c onclusions : 

The pr oducts of Crystallization are the visbile object s that exist 
Natura l Science is a description of their product ion and logical reasoning 
is the process of the description . 

The forces and elements of Tr ansformati on exis t in the products . How 
the work is done , how it builds the human body , grows a tree, produces 
fruit, , presents the states of good health and bad health . I n order to un­
derstand how t he work is done and how t o control the results , is the task 
before us . 

Natural Science is a mental description of both proe sses and products . 
I t i s based on facts . Nature is constitute d of fac ts, bas ed on principles 
and t he produc ts of principle s . 

I n Nature and Natural Science there are two classes of facts, composed 
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of facts observed and facts inferred . It i s the work of Natural Sc~ence to 
trace by logical processes the relations between these two classes, showing 
what Causes produce certain Effects, i n order that we may obviate, produce , 
control or at least expound the effects. 

In every department of natural existence, work is done . There are no 
means of doing work, producing effects, performing f unctions, except by the 
use of Force, and the power t o do always precedes t he objects to be accom­
plished. 

Phenomena could not exist without the Force of production . This Force 
must be controlled a nd directed to its accomplishme nt . Tho proccos i s motion , 
the produc t is Crystallization , and both exist according to law. 

Science asserts that the world is composed of blind and unknown forces . 
This is just another of the many errors of science . 

If the Universe were the product of "blind forces ,"the orderly arrange~~ 
ment of its parts would be the most stupendous miracles ever presented for 
human contemplation . 

The world, and all it contains, are the product of a definite farce in 
accordance with, and under the direction of inexorable law. In every age the 
discovery of the l aw of operation has accomplished t he knowledge that has 
solved the known problems of the Universe . 

We must realize that the work done describes the nature of the force 
that does it . There is no other measure of force known except t he work it 
does and t here is no means of distinguishing the kind of f or ce employed , but 
by the func~ion it performs . 

The school that asserts the Vital Function of the Living Organism is the 
product of physical force, as medical art does , draws deeply on imagination 
for i ts theory. This is the brand of assumption and speculation that fills 
the books which st~dents study in schools and colleges , including medical ~ 
schools" 

Every Cause produces its Effect . When t he Effect has be en produced , t he 
power that pDoduced it , appears in the Effect . 

Causes and Occasions must be defi nitely distinguished from each other, 
and that distinction must always be consistently and r igidly maintained. 

If a Cause is tha t by t he Power of which a thing is , an Occasion is not 
t he power . Every effect that appears in Nature involve s both Cause and Oc­
cationo It involves the Power that operates, and the Occasion for its opera­
t ion. The confounding of these terms produces the mos t stupid conclusions 
whibh are farmed by scientists . 

Force is invisible and intangible , and is known only by its work . 

Force and Motion are another poi nt where science goes astray. The dis­
t inction between Force and Motion must be maintained if we would have s cience . 

Force is the Cause and Motion i s the Effect. Motion is the work and 
Force is the power that does t he work . 

Science asserts that body funct ion is Life . Body Function i s the motion 
and Life Force is the Cause of the Motion . 
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Energy and Motion seem to be identical . Scientists use the terms in­
ter changeablyo It is Energy or Motion that performs the function, but it 
is Force that produces the Energy or Motion . 

We must keep thise point in mind when we come to consider the prin­
ciple of Life and the functions of the body. 

Chapter. No. 6 

ELECTRIFICATION 

"The entire Universe is moved by the positive ;: 
and negative forces of electrical action. And all the operations 
of Nature in the earth and its elements are carried on by the 
same power. 

~whether it is crystallization or putrefaction, the growth 
of vegetation or theiD decomposition, motions and changes in air 
and water, or the crumbling particles of the mountamn rock, --­
all the motions visible and invisible that occur in the mineral, 
vegetal and animal kingdoms, and in all their multifarious oper­
ations, are produced by electricity which is the universal agent 
employed to keep up the harmony and order of the Universe . 11 

(Dr. David J . Calicchio, in Electronology , 1953, P. 39). 

As we pursue the pu~zling proposition of Life, we shall build a foun­
dation that will firmly support our postulate. In order to do this, we must 
reach out, far into the great i nvisible Universe and discover and recognize 

the strange power that produces the physical world. 

It is certain and definite that the power which produces the physical 
world is the power which is accountable for all the various kinds of activ­
ity that appears therein. The blind religionists think that power is their 
God, and the equally blind scientiststhink it is mechanical and chemical en­
ergy. 

Universe means 'Unit' . That Unit is constituted of One Law, One Source, 
Once Force and One Substance . From this Universal One there develops variety, 
each a world in itself, impelled into motion by One Force . We shall learn 
that this One Force is the Universal Energy called Electricity . 

The first recognized formati on of subst anc e is the Atom . The work of the 
atom indicates the existence of innate intelligence. The atom is constitut ed 
of ener getic particles which are constituted of energetic particles which are 
still more infinestesimal . 

In trnis sphere r1df minute particles we face a new world, and we observe 
phenomena just as we do in the physical world by which we are surrounded . 
We know so little about this new world tha t we must advance with extreme cau­
tion, and study each step we take. 

The orderly productions of Creation demonstrat e the work of an invisible 
force,· directed by eternal intelligence, and performed according to definite 
pattern . 

Dr . E. L. Gardner mentioned these things in his book "Web of the Universe . " 
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Dr. Robert Walter referred to them in his book "Vital Science " Dr. Alexis 
Carrel noted them in his book "Man, the Unknown . " However, none of them 
seemed capable of expounding th3 mystery involved in Creative Action . 

Dr . Calicchio was able to see further and deeper th~n those t hree auth­
ors mentioned. I n his book from which we have quoted, he advanced the opin­
ion that "electricity is the efficient cause of all c onvulsions i n nature - ­
its calms and s tor ms, and of al l the pleasing and terrifyi ng phenomena that 
occur on earth , in air , in water , in the mineral , vegetal , and animal king­
doms. So , as man is an epitome of the cosmos, it is the same electrical 
force that produces all the changi ng phenomena external t o man and within 
his body . " Then he added: 

11 It's now genera lly and scientif i cally conceded that el ectrical f orce 
is at work i n the universe, and electricity has accordingly been divocdmby 
scientistss into two distinct classes: (1) c oncentrated e l ectri c i ty in the 
form of elect rons and prot ons, and (2) waves of electricity classes a s radia­
tion·. 11 

Modern phys icists have found t hat all of t he various systems contain 
one electron for each proton , and these element s are imbued with electr ical 
and intellectual properties. 

Under the great law of polarity, every particle of s ubstance in the uni­
verse i s either a ttrac ted or r epelled . This i s one of the foremost aspects of 
Creative Activity . 

Science has f ound that all substances , ~hether solid, fluid, or gaseous 
are consti t uted of electricity , Every particle of matter in the human body 

i s crystallized electricity . One drop of blood cont ains sufficient electri­
city t o unfold an ordrunary t hunde r storm. 

It appears that so far we have discovered nothing c oncerning electricity 
that was unknown to the Ancient Magi . A r ecent publication s t a tes that lat e 
excavations in Asia Minor have thrown surprising light on "advance d civiliza­
tions of the past . " The Ba ghda d Muse~m had just placed on exhibition an~elec-
tric engine indicated to be 4500 vears old , and i t still ·-~· --

A certain esoteric source asserte d that 245 feet unde r the Gr eat Pyramid 
of Gizeh there is a secret room containing a giant generator t hat is still 
functionable . 

I n his History of Magic, Eliphas Levi stated that the Ancient Magi were 
not only familiar with electricity , but knew how to generate and direct it - in 
ruays unknown to us . He added : 

11All the Assyrian symbols are connected with the Science of Electricity . 
which was the great secret of the Magi . " (P. 65 ) . 

The Ancient Magi seemed so well versed in t he matter of electricity that 
they could wr ite an occult scroll in which they described in s ymbol and alle­
gory the strange effect man experience d when the Seven Major Electric Ba tteries 
of his body were more2highly activated by the proce s s of r egeneration which 
t hey taught t he Neophyte in the Ancient Mysteries , as expounded in our work 
entitled , "Son of Perfection . " 

This occult message appears in the Book of Revelation , and Dr . Stanley 
Simpson said t hat the s ymbology and allegory of Revelation was drawn from 
all the great philosophies of the anc ient world . "The mys terious drama 
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therein described i s synthetic and includes the principal par t of the secret 
teaching of all ages. " 

According to recent findings , electricity appears as a stream of elec­
trons, flowi ng in one direction from one atom to the next one . It is said 
that electrical force flows like a stream of water, and is called current 
electricity . 

In his book, "Secret of Life, 11 Dr . George Lakhovsky gave the scientif-
ic world more strange da ta on elect r icity and radiation. He declared that 
the Universe is bound together by a plexus of electri cal rays , and that all 
forms of substance , from r arefied gas ~o the mountain rock, are varying de­
grees of condensation of this plexus . He said, "In electrical radiation every-
thing lives, moves and has its being. " 

Lakhovs ky agreed fully with Dr . Calicohio in the matter of ele ct rici ty . 
He undoubtedly found his data in the works of the Ancient Magi. They called 
el ectricity Astral Light, and said , "In As tral Light we live , and move and 
have our being." s 

Then the later biblical scribes took over, put their mythical god into 
the picture and said , urn him we live, move , and have our being." Acts 17:28 " 

Of course, t his last statement is ridiculous , for the God is an unknown 
object or being, existing onl y in the imaginat ion of the religionis t s . 

Then came the late Dr . George W. Crile, who stated: 

"Ele c tricity keep s the Flame of Life burning in the cells of the body . 
The Flame (oxidation) s upplie s the electricity that is the vital f orce nf 
the living organism.. According to this conception, the cell i s an automatic 
mechanism, and Life , as we view it, is an expression of the activi t y of thi s 
mechanism . " (Bipolar Theory of Life, 1926, P. 15) . 

According to Crile, el ectrici ty is the correct name of t he power that 
· f l ows through the nerves and is called Vital Force . 

The New York Times of Nov . 25 , 1932, carried an article stating that 
Crile had discovered in the center of every cell of protoplasm , a tiny foci 
of energy which he ter me d 11hot points 11 or "radiogens 11 with estimated temper a­
tures of 3 , 000 to 6 ,000 degrees of heat . 

Crile said that protoplasm omitted radiation of various wave l engths, 
some as powerful as those emitted by the sun . " 

According to Crile, if we could vi ew protoplasm with an eye capable 
of infinite magnification, we'd see radiogens , spaced like stars, as suns 
of infinite miniature . 

This concep t may be t aken to mean that within human fl esh there burns 
the spark of the sun , and in t he human body t here f l ows infinitely small 
counterparts of the stars . 

Crile discovered that the human body i s a complete, perfect, bipolar, 
electrical mechanism , composed of billions of batteries . 

The Ancient Magi were fully aware of this secret , and Revelation, t he 
las t book of the Bible is devoted to this same subject . The book of Seven 
Seals, mentioned in Chapter V, is t he human body and its Seven Major Bat­
teries, five situated in t he body and two in the brain, as described in 
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our work entitled , uson of Perfection . u 

Crile ' s finding s are taking us back t o the Doctrine of the Ancient 
Magi . They agree wi th t he teachings of the Ancient Magi that atoms which 
consitute the cell s of the body are i dent i cal with the a toms that form 
t he suns stars of the Universe . That is why the y said, uAs above , so below. u 

Crile ' s discovery received little attention from the prejudiced scien­
tists, who, accord2ng to William G. Allen, electrical engineer , ar e old­
fashioned bigots. He wrote : 

uTheir goal has a fanatical , egocentric quality, characte rized by dis­
dain and intolerance for anyone or any value not associated wi t h a special 
area of intellect ual activity.u (Enigma Fantastique ) . 

Cril e ' s discovery of data that have been lost for two t housand years , 
indicates the f undamental authenticity of the Ancient Solar Myth from which 
evolved the ancient Fire Philosophy . 

Chapter No . 7 

THE SOLAR GOD 

"I n hi s bosom man has a t iny Spark of the Sun " .• • A Spark of Solar Fi re 
resides deep down in t he interior of every atom of his body . " (Rosicrucians , 
Thei r Rites and Mysteries, Jennings , 1872, P. 211). 

The Ancient Magi regarded man a s a chi l d of the Sun, and every nation 
has passed t hrough the stage of Sun worship. 

Every morning a s the darkness of night f aded away, pr imi t ive man beheld 
a huge ball of fire rise and shine f orth from the distant horizon, lighting 
up the world, and a new da y was born . 

This event still occurs r egul arly every 24 hour s , and is one of t he 
miracles of Creat ion . People have had sound reasons to conside r it to be 
of the highest significance . 

In remote ages poepl e honored a nd worshipped the mysterious f orces dis­
pl ayed in Nature, and the most magnificant of them all was the Sun . 

Primitive people logically endowed wit h preternatural powers the r egular 
success ion of day and night, the seas ons of the year, and other celestial 
and terrestrial events associated wi th the Sun . 

The ancient nations accor dingly personified the Sun with various appel­
l ations such as Brahma , Amun, Ra , Osirits, Bel , Adonis , Malkarth , Moloch, 
Mithra , Shamash, Hercules, Thor, Odin, Apollo, etc . 

Then came the day when the sil y pries thood moved in . It was a grand op­
portunity f or them and t hey took advantage of i t . They pre pared literature 
de voted to t he gods, and virgin-born, crucified and resurrected Savi ors . The 
birthday of these f i gments of the i magination was gene rally fixed as Decem­
ber 25th. 

The ancient Astrologers discovered that the motion of the earth caus ed 
the Sun to appear to move nort h until June 21 , and then stop there before it 
began to move south until December 22 . The former was called the Summer Sol­
stice, and t he lat t er , the Winter Solstice. 
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Then after a period of three days, the Sun again began its northern 
movement which was December 25th . This was called the birthday of the Sun , 
and celebrated as such by the ancient world . 

According to ancient history , in Rome , a week before December 25th , 
the people made extensive preparations for a great feast on that day . They 
regarded December 25th as the Birthday of the Sun, and wrote t hat data in 
gol den letters on their c al endars . 

Every year , at t hat time, the Sun halted in its souther n journey and 
was ' born again ' t he peopl e said . This woul d put an end to t he short days, 
and l ong nights , and t he miseries of winter . So , t he people, accordingl y, 
made a great feast in honor of the occasion . 

This feast was general with all nations , and was t hen t housands of years 
old . The origin of the practice was lost in the mist of time. 

During these celebrations by the Hebrews, an effigy r epresenting t he 
"dead body'' of the Solar God, Adonai, was washed , annainted , and pr epared 
for burial amid great sorrow and lamentation. On the fol lowing day , the ef­
figy was raised on high amid great jay and acclamation the tumult shout­
ing : "The Lard has risen, the Lord has risen . " 

This was the original meaning of the Resurrection of a God , and that 
is the source of the data which the priesthood put in the Bible relative 
to the figure of Jesus . 

Just outside of Rome there was a t emple to the Persian Gad Mithra . At 
midnight, the first minute of December 25th, the temple was lit with candles 
and with priests clad in white garments at the al tar, and bays bearing incense 
exactly as i n oar time when we see the modern Roman Cat hol ic Church at mi d­
night of December 24th. 

The Egyptians in Rome also had a temple, and their God was Horus. He 
was symbol ically born of s ~irgin i n a stable on December 25th . I n the tem­
pl e there was a statue of the i nfant-god Horus , lying i n a manger , and a 
s tatute of his Virgin Mother , I sis , standing beside it . Just as now in the 
Roman Cathol ic Church an Christmas Day , there is a stabl e or cave built with 
the infant Jesus in a manger and the figur e of Mary standing by i t . 

All over t he Easter n World on December 25th , the annual feast of Yule , 
or the Wheel , which symbolically meant that the Sun stopped in i ts souther n 
journey and turned back, like a wheel which would redeem the peopl e once more 
from the miseries of winter. 

This data reveals where the priesthood got the conception that J esus was 
the Saviour of the World-

Furthermore , the Egyptian analogies to the Christi an epic are so similar 
as to suggest a n Egyptian origin of the various Christian dogmas. 

The ancient Hindu al legory , known as the descent of the Sun , literally 
translated , shouod be termed the Glory of the Setting of the Sun. This, the 
transl a tor said , was the onl y exoteric physical envelope of t he occul t mean­
ing which is the Divine Lustre of the Descent (Incarnation) of Him who took 
Three steps , i . e., Vishnu or t he Sun, and the later Krishna or Hindu Apollo . 

A great mystery is i nvolved here : These three steps of the Sun do not 
indicate its rise , ze~ith, and setting, but o somewhat i nverse cycle, i .e .

its going down, i ts period of darkness , and its r1s~ng again, as portrayed 
by the Interlaced T~iangles , or del tas symbolizing the union of the Spirit­
ual Body a nd the Physical Body which Paul called the Celestial Body and the 
Terre s tri al Body. (I Cor. 15:40) . 

To the Ancient Magi, these mystical Three Steps symbolized the mystery 
of bi rth, death and resurrection . This was the descent of the Spirit into 
t he Body, and the liber ati on of the Spirit by the death of the Body . The 
period of darkness were t he days the Spirit inhabited t he body. 

The ancient Egypti ans have preserued i n t he i r Scripture s some remnants 
of the natural awe experienced when they saw t he brilliant SOLAR God s l owly 
r i sing from the darknes s of ni ght , seemingly raising itself by its power, 
higher and higher, until the Sol ar God stood t riumphantly on the Arch of 
Heaven, and the n slowly descended in i ts fiery glory into the dark abyss of 
the heaving sea . 

In the hymns of tha Veda , the poet wonders whether the Solar God will 
rise again when it sinks out of sight . He asks how the Sun can climb the 
Vault of Heaven . Why does it not fall back? Why its path is clear? When 
the glowing rays of the rising Sun rouse him from sleep and call him back 
t o new life , when he sees the sun stretching out its golde n arms, to bless 
the wor ld and save it f r om the terror of darkness, he exclaims: "Arise, our 
Life, our Spirit has come back; the dar kness has vanished and the light com­
e th . " 

If we would find the gods anj goddesses of the ancient world, we must 
l ook to the sun, the moon, the stars, the sky, the earth, the sea, t he dawn, 
the clouds, the lightning, the wind, t he s t orm, etc . These they personi fied 
and worshipped in the i r temples. T~y had no other gods nor saviours. But 
these na t ural Gods and Saviours were di scarded by the Priesthood , and replac­
ed by t heir Gods and Saviours. 

The ancient t erms which had denoted nat ural phenomena would denote not 
mer el y living things, but also living persons. From t hat point personif ica­
tion to deification, the steps would be short and few . This process in the 
hands of the cunning Pri esthood would accomplish the resul t desired to exal t 
the Priesthood and reduce man to a worm of the dust . 

All the expressions which had attached living f orce to natural oboect s 
would remain as descriptions of personal and anthropomorphic gods. Every 
word would became an attribut e, and all ideas, once grouped around a simple 
object, would bra nch off into dist inct personificati ons . 

The Sun had been the Lord of Light, t he driver of the chariot of t he 
sky. He had toiled f or man, and sunk down to r est after a hard battle. Now 
the Lord of Light would be Phoebus Apollon, whi l e Hellos would r emain en­
t hroned in the Fiery Chariot, and his labor s and death struggle would be 
t ransferred to Hercules . 

There would be many othe r express ions which woul d still remain as f l aat­
ing phrases, not attached to any definite deities. These would be gradually 
converted into incidents in t he life of t he heroes, and be woven at length 
into systematic scriptures . Finally , these gods and heroes, and t he incidents 
of their mythical career, would each receive a habitation and a name . These 
woul d remain as real history ages after the origin and the meaning of t he 
wards ha d been f orgotten either e ntirely or in part. 
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Chapter No. 8 

F I R E 

"By fire we can alter solids, part them , powder them, melt them, drive 
them out to more and more delicate and impalpable textures, firin g the in­
visible mol ecules or imponderables into cl ouds, into mist into gas, out of 
seeing into smell ing , out of smelling into the invisible world. " (Dr R.s . 
Clymer, Philosophy of Fire, 1942, ~. 204). 

The ancient wise men appeared to use the terms Fire and Astral Light 
for what we term electricity . 

More than 2500 years ago, Anaximander (511-454 B.C.) stated that in the 
process of Creation, fire was the original of all other elements. He said 
fire gave birth to gases , and these to air which produces water as tempera­
tures fall, and water, slowly coagulating forms all tbe more solid matter, 
including the earth . 

Anaximenes (380-320 B. C. ) expounded the proposition in more detail by 
asserting thatfire becomes rair when exceedingly attentuated, when more con­
densed, wind, a still further condensation produces clouds, greater compres­
sion changes clouds into water , fur ther pressure produces the earth and fin­
all y, stones are formed as matter becomes still more condensed, these suc­
cessive changes being produced by motion which is constant . 

The assertions of these Greek philosophers was confirmed by the results 
of the ~scent splitting of the atom, when science was shocked to see matter 
transformed into radiation and vanish from sight. That was a sad blow to ma­
terialism. 

The Sacred Flame of the Ancient Magi symbolized the Divine Fire . Now 
their Fire Philosophy lies buried beneath the ruins of their Temples of the 
Anci ent World. It was necessary to bury that philosophy in order to give 
birth to the God of Christianity. 

In the humblest hut of the East there i s always a light -- a Flame that 
never fails, neither physically nor symbolically. 

A Light constantly burns before the Holy Ark of the Synagogue. There is 
one over the altar of t he Mother Church, and one illuminating the Crescent 
of the Mosque . 

In its majestic sweep, the Fire symbol rises above all other elements in 
grandeur and impressiveness. A full implication of its meaning elevates the 
mind into reaches of luminous suggestiveness in regard to the splendor of the 
glorious experi ence awaiting us in future areas of our evolut ion. 

Fire i s the emblem of our highest nobility , and even as a mere figure it 
possesses certa in power to incite dim intimations of the magnificence of that 
remarkable reality of which it dimly hints . 

The baffling mystery of Life lies back of that energetic displar of Fire, 
consuming all substance and melting all metals . 

The mystery become s more awesome as we realize that our very Life is 
more analoge ous to Fire than to anything else , for the Ego within the body 
is a Spark of the Eternal Flame . 

The word 'Pyramid ' is derived from the Greek words, PYRE, meaning Fire , 
and MIDOS, meaning 'Measure'. 
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Massey sgid that Midas stood for the ten original measures or arcs trac­
ed by the ancient God of Fire, t he Sun, through the Zodlcal circuit. 

i 

As the great Pyramid of Gizeh, and also t he others, . seem to have been re­
l ated to sidereal measurements, this theory indicates a "ten-fold measure of 
Fire," a figur~ of the Ancient Magi for manifest Life. 

The Gree~ PVt~ stems from the Chaldean UR, ancient word for Fire~ Dunlap 
said "the Fire God of Ur was Ab-ram. The Hebrew word AB meant Father, and 
Ram (Head Sig~ of the Zodiac) meant Most High . 

So , accoiding yo the Bible , t he f irst emanation, Ab-Ram (Abraham) came 
from Ur, the P:rimal Fire of Creation . (Gen . 11:31). 

The Sanscrit. AGNI, Gbd of Fire, i s traced by Massey · t o the general root , 
AG, meaning: tQ move quickly . As this derivation links it to the Greek THEOS 
(God), who by ietymology i s· t he 11Swift Runner," Agni, God of Fire, it may well 
be connected with Theos, the God whose symbol everywhere was the Swift Darting 
Flame, whethe~ in the Sky as lightning, or in the realm of intelligenca. 

A 11 flash ~f intelligence" is the sign and token of the swift activity of 
the Ego withi~ us. (Luke 17:21) . 

The Fire klement is patent in everything , including wood and stone, re­
qubing force , ~ blow, or heat to make tt manifest its presence. Hit a stone 
with a hammer .and sparks of fire flash forth. This could not be if the fire 
were not late n t within the stone . 

Africanus. tells his son that Souls were furnished to man by the Eternal 
Fires which are constellations and stars. Virgil sa id that in the souls of 
me n there i s a potency like Fire. 

Some two t housand years ago, Heraclitus of Ephesus (540-475 B. C. ) Greek 
philosopher and the real founder of Metaphysics, said that throughout the 
Universe there, exists a Pri:me Substance which he called the Fiery t!ther . 
He said: 

11The Uni v.erse is made neither of gods nor of men, but ever has been and 
ever will be an actual Living Fire, out of which , including even the Soul , 
growsby way of quasi condens ation, and into which all things must in the 
course of tim~be again ~eturned . " 

The Ancient Magi held that all things are formulated of Fire by rare­
f ac tion and condensation, the one active, the other pass ive, the one synthet ­
ic , the other analytic . 

Pythagoras r egar ded Fire as constituting the heart of the Universe, the 
Monad . or First~ Form. He said that Fire extended from the earth t o the limit­
l ess r eaches of the cosmos. All things were derived from Fire and s trive ever 
t o re t urn t o Fire . 

~-

Dr. A. Be,l,.l asserted that the Ancient Astrologers promulgated the only 
r easonable science of Creation which the world has ever had. They regarded 
the Universe a~ Fire in t he process of transformation. They said: 

"From Ear~h and back again, an infinite number of worlds are born, only 
to suffe r annibilation in due course, succeeded by reconstruction and re­
destruc.tion wfthout end. 11 

Dr. E. A. Waite quoted f rom an ancient work on Fire as follows: 
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11When thou dost behold the very Sacred Fire with dancing radiance, 

flas hing forml ess through the depths of the world, 'then harken to the 
voice of Fire. 11 

_ Anaximenes advanced the hypothesis that Air is the First Principle of 
all cosmic phenomena, and that "all things are generated by a certain con­
densation and rarefaction of Fire . 11He said: 

"Air is the nearest to an immaterial substance, for since we are gener­
ated in the flow of air, it is necessary that air should be infinite and lim­
itless, so that it is never exhausted nor diminished. 11 

He held that air is .an animate essence, in ceaseless motion, and is 
thus constantly changing its forms , generating new things - - things not con­
tained, as such, in the primitive homogen~ous substance . 

It was considered that Force is an innate attribute of primordial, liv­
ing substance; hence air is, according to this Greek philosopher, the crea­
tive cause of the world and all it contains, including man. "Thus ~~~e all 
things come into existence, and thus shall be generated all the things that 
ever will be . 11 

The Bible does not teach that ancient doctrine. It claims that a God 
did the generating and creating. This variation clearly shows that the first 
chapter of Genesis in the Bible was not based on th~ teachin~ of the ·Ancient 
Magi, and that the ancient r aces knew nothing about _the Biblical God. He was 
a l ater invention of the priesthood.- He was man-made . 

Chapter No. 9 

BURNING 

"Mammals, from nice to men, live in regions where the outside tempera­
tur~ ranges from 50 below zero to 120 ~bove . Vet, inside our bodies th~ tem­
perature holds to· almost exactly the same , between 98 and -99 degrees F. " 
(Dr . Vo Bunak, Russian Anthropologist) . 

Chemically, all living processes are a form of burning. All de~ompo~i­
tion is a burning, as in the case of f ire burning a stick of wood . 

Disintegrati on of a composite by operatic~ of a superior potency is a 
burning operation. Hence , all energetic ac tivity among the elements is r e ­
garded as the work of Fire. 

Scientists have known this for years, but a full and detailed expounda­
tion of the process has never been made, to our knowledge. 

The body produces heat from the food we eat, f~om work performed by our 
muscles, and from complex processes which rebuild ahd repair our body and 
keep the cells functionin g. 

Even when we sleep , our heart muscles, the muscles of our lungs, and 
the billions of cell s keep on working, warming us. We would literally burn ,. 
with fever if the body did not have an inner thermo-regulation system . 

Only in the last few years have scientists began to grasp wha~ a fan­
tastic system is at work in every living thing. 

All over our body heat 'pick-ups' ·measure the temperature in every part 
of all organs . Millions of "bits" of information pour into the brain. If the 
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ge neral temperature rises eve n a tiny part of a degree, the brain signals for 
a correction .· 

Then we may perspire to cool down, or start shivering to warm up. This 
goes on constantly . We do not usually notice t hese· amazingly delicate body 
changes. They ar e so f ast , so exact, t hat they baffle the scientist s . 

"Ma nslife is cast in the midst of a veritable welter of fiery force s . 
Egyp t desc r ibed the work as a Lpke of Fire , "The Crucible of t he house of 
Flame" and 11 the Pool of Double Fire. 11 (Deut. 4:20; Jer. 11:4) . 

"Higher f ires and l ower f ires , 11 or r ays of cosmic t hought and the purely 
chemical energies embosome d in mat t er, by the Egyptians called "The Eleven 
Uraeus Divinities," unite on earth in a combat and interf usion which cons titut­
e s "the f iery f urnace 11 of theological mythology . 

The god came he re to trans mute both himself and his animal protege in t o 
a higher nature. He was t o burn out the dross and r efine t he material of t he 
c oarest sheaths , those of earth and water, to make possible t he unfoldment t o 
the funct ion of the princ iple of mind. 

This i s t he type of spiritual combusion that was origi nally meant by t he 
purging by f ire and the winnowing by air . 

The word , Pyre , meaning with a Funeral Fire, i s the base of t he Pyr amid 
(Greek Pyrami d) , and tl1e Pyrami d or Cone was apparent ly at one t ime a unive r ­
sal symbol of t he Primal ~ire . 

The Br uhmins symbolize Siva , the God of Fi re, by o Pyr ami d , and in the 
Buddhis t Temples oF Japan t he Four Primal Elements, Fire, Air, Water and Earth, 
were denoted by a Crescent, Pyramid, Spher e , and Cube. 

Plutarch sai d , "The element of Fire is the Pyramid .•• of the Pyramid every­
body will recognize t he Fiery and Movable character. " 

I n ant iquity the Fir Cone was the symbol of the Fire of Life, because 
the Fir Tree was f ormed like a flame . It . was thus regarded ashthe Uni versal 
Root , the foundati on of all things, and the boundless Power by which allr f l e sh 
was s ustained . 

We must postulate a r oot, FU, meaning fire , to account for s uch words as 
f eu , fuoco , f uego, f use , fuzes, f euer , feve r, f i r e, etc. 

Pan was known i n some localities <Js Faunus , i. e. , Fa Unus , the "One Fire ." 

The wor d Fawn i n Old French was Faon of Fan , and the articl e known as a 
Fan was apparently thus named because it radiates like t he rays of the ri sing 
or setting Sun . 

The f abulous Phoenix , said to ha ve been born of f ire , resol ves into fo en 
ix, t he One Cosmic Fire. 

The Hi ndu Si va was the God of Vehement Fire . J ove was a s ynonym for ZEUS; 
and one of t he f orms of Jehovah was J ahve, symbolizng the "Ever Existent Fire 
of Life . 

To purify is to make cl ean by Fire . Burning out or bl owing out the chaff 
of the animal compound in us by t he Divine Fire of the Spirit, or the Divine 
Af flat us of the Spirit , was t he unive rsal s ymbol of our divini zation . Comi ng 
wi th h i s Fan in hi s hand , he will purge the fl oor. 11 

· The Floor is the phvsical base of life. The higher potency will clean 
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The Egyptian ritual harps on the Soul's "acquiring dominion over his feet . 
The rite of feet-washing can be divined as a type of cleansing the lower na­
ture of man. This act is symbolized in the Bible, when Jesus washed the feet 
of his disciples (John 13:5 ) . 

fexts of the ritual stated that he who has won dominion over his feet 
has dane all ~ ;he needs to do to insure salvation. 

Said Isaiah: "And I will turn 
thy dross and take away thy sin." 
his wheat into the garner; but the 
(Isaiah 1:25; Matthew and Luke). 

my hand upon thee and purely purge away 
After purging his floor, "he will gather 
chaff he will burn with fire unquenchable." 

fhe l ower fires burn with smudge and murk; they must be transmuted to 
pure f lame. Fire there will be; its quality is the vital concern. 

Chapter No. 10 

COSMIC FIRE 

"And the Angel of the Lord appeared unto Him in a Flame of Fire out of 
the midst of a bush; and he looked, and, beh~ld, the bush ·burned with a fire , 
but the bush was not consumed." (Exodus 3:2). 

Who wrote that Biblical passage? It was not Moses for the story is 
about Moses, and was written by someone else. The author knew the secret of 
the Fire of Life. He may have told more, but the Biblical makers who did not 
consider it expedient put more of the story in the Bible . 

Abundant evidence contained in the Bible indicates that the Ancient Magi 
knew that the living organism burns with fire, but is not consumed. The Bible 
says that God is a Consuming Fire (Heb. 12:29). That tells us what God i s , ac­
cordiQg to the Ancient Magi and that God is very different from the God des­
cribed by the priests and preachers . 

The Fiery God of the Bible is t he mysterious force called Life. Accord­
ing to the ancient Greek philosophers, Air is transformed to Fire when it be­
comes exceedingly attentuat ed (Anaximenes) . 

As we gaze at dark clouds in the night , we wi t ness fleeting flashes of 
Lightning. The mind-conditioned masses do not realize that they behold in 
that electrical activity the mysterious power that the religionists call God 
but know nothing of His nature. 

The human body is ~he mo~~ perfe~t and most intricate mechanism known . 
It is a transformer and consumer of astral radiation which is found to pre­
sent the phases of mechanical, chemical, thermal, and electrical energy. 

Prof. Heney C. Jones said , "The electron is the ultimate unit of matter. 
Positive and negative electricty are dual aspects of Electrical Radiation 
which constitutes the phases of attraction and repulsion between these t wo 
primordial elements, causing them to form and change and to reform into di­
verse systems, presenting even higher modes of expression . 

"The elementary units unite_ to form atomic nuclei, around which electrons 
circle to form atoms. The atoms in~torn, unite by virtue of their externally 
directed fields of force , and form molecules , and these again form what we 
call substance. 
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"Finally, t here res ults a combination in which the manifestation of ani­
mation appear s , that of asymmetr y and, hence , a greater tendency to change. 
Thus , the living organism, like inor ganic matter, is evolved from the two 
primordial elements, positive and negative electricity. But the constellations 
of the atom in t he molecules of organic matter are unique . " 

The evidence indicates that the Ancient Magi were f ar ahead of us in 
thi s cosmic field , and bheld in Cosmic Fire the mysterious things which we 
are oust beginning to discover . They said that out of Fire all c ome, a nd back 
to Fire all go . All come from and pass back into t he lap of Astral Light ,Cos ­
mogonical Radiation, r eferred to by Carrel as theU~knowable Reality . 

The Primordial Four Elements of the Ancient Tetragrammaton, Fire , Air, 
water and Earth, rising as four phases of Astral Radiat ion appear first as 
Fire, which produces gas which becomes air , which condenses into water as t em­
perature fall s , and water, slowly coagul at ing, forms the Earth . 

In this activity of Cosmic Fire we witness Creation at work , exposing t o 
him with an open mind who can understand , its mysterious, eternal processes , 
not to be recognized by the religionists and the men of darkness . 

The Wise Ancient Magi regarded i t safer for t he secrets of Creation to 
be concealed from the world at large. "The Key of the Magic Cr ypt i n which the 
secrets are locked , is for initiates only , who seek in good fai th , the Light 
of Wisdom." 

The firs t philosophy of Crea tion of which we have any acc urate record was 
that of Atlantis. It wa s the Fire Philosopy, and r ef erring to it , Pliny wrote : 

"The Temple of Luxor (Egypt) was a shrine of t he Sacred Fire . And as 
mighty asnthat Temple was , it was exceeded by the Temple of Karnak. The dis­
tance be tween the two was approximatel y 8 , 000 f eet , and along this 60- f oot 
avenue, between t he two, ther e was a double row of Sphinxes , place d 12 feet 
apart." 

The ancient Sphinx s ymbolized the Sacred Four Elements , Fire, Air , Water 
and Earth. 

This was the great school of the Ancient Magi, founded by the Atlanteans 
In the heyday of its glory , this 60- f oot avenue presented the most impressive 
spectacle the world, perhaps , has ever witnessed. 

Here was t aught the secrets of Creation , and, if we were capable of pre­
senting from the fiel d of imagination the grand pro~ession of Neophytes, march­
ing t hrough and e ngaging in the ceremonies of initi~ti6M , WE WOULD BE POWERLESS 
t o produce the grandeur of the environment and the impressive exhibition of 
color and magnificent trappings of those who participated in the august rites. 
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Chapter No. 11 

THE COSMIC BEAM 

11The brain of man possesses all of the characteristic we would expect 
to find in any electrically charged substance. 11 (Dr . David J. Caliochio, in 
Electronology , 1953). 

In the beginning of t he development of the fetus in the mother , the 
f irst organ f or med is the brain. After the complete body has been built, if 
the brain wer e lifted from it, nothing would remain but a mass of lifel ess 
flesh and bone. 

This indicates that the secret of Animation is right in the brain. But 
the brain is just a mass of matter, similar in ma~y respects to the r est of 
the body, and it does not possess the power to Qfnduce Life. 

To discover the nature and origin of Life, it is necessary tc go back 
beyond t he brain. We must l earn what gives the br~in its complex functional 
activity, and what makes it act. 

As stated, t he brain is only matter, and matter cannot act unless acted 
upon by a force. A particle of matter cannot move except something CQmes in 
contact with it. It is begging the question to follow the trail of physical 
science and assert that chemical action produces the activation of the brain, 
and that this activity of the brain is Life. 

There is no other logical solution to this problem than to assume there 
is some power which is superior t o visible matter, tissues, and organisms that 
i mpels the brain to function. 

The sensations and capacitie~ ur the body are not attributes of matter, 
nor can they be of a purely material organismo These properties transcend so 

. greatly t he qualities and abilities attributed to matter as to reveal definite­
ly they are dis tinctly superior to material potency , as much as a telegraphic 
dispatch transcends the inherent ability of a copper wire . 

The Silver Cord referred to in another place may be the answer to the 
question. In our long search we have been unable to find anything very defin­
ite as to i ts nature and purpose. It seems that for s ome good reason t he bib­
lical makers considered it better not to reveal the mystery of the Silver 
Cord. 

Prof . Max Heindel mentioned the Silver Cord in his book, "Rosicrucian 
Cosmo-Conception , 11 published in 1909, but seemed to know little about it . 

ThE Silver Cord was noticed by the great Manly P. Hall, in his book, 
"Initiates of the Flame," and he said: 

11 In the spreading of the bones between the eyes, called the f rontal 
sinus, is the Seat of the Intellectual Divinity in man. There, in a peculiar 
gaseous substance, exists the fine essence which we call Mental Spirit . This 
is the Lost City in the Sacred Desert , connected to the lower world by the 
Rainbow Bridge , or the Silver Cord. 11 

Thi s i s all that Manley Hall tol d the world about the Silver Cord, and 
he may have f ound that data in some book . That fabul ous statement reveals 
nothing definite as to the actua l nature and purpose of t he Silver Cord. 

The marvel ous Eliphas Levi , in his book, 11History of Magic, 11 oublished 
in 1851, refers to Electricity as Astral Light . He wrote: 
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''Astral Light is represented by gigantic sphinxes , havi ng bodies of 
lions and heads of Magi , Considered as an instr ument made subject to magi­
cal power , Astral Light is the Golden Sword of Mithra , used in his immol a­
tion of t he sacred bull., It is the arrow of Phoebus which pierced the ser­
pent Python. We know that most savage animals quail before the s teady gaze 
of a human and seem to tremble a t the sound of the huma n voice . The explana­
tion is t hey are paralyzed and awe-stricken by pr ojections of the Astral 
Li ght . " 

It appears from our long researches tha t the Silver Cord i s a n invis­
ible stream of electrified power , and Levi' s mention of Astral Light may 
r efer to the Silver Cord. 

In splitting the atom, sci e nce discovered Cosmic Radiation, and was 
shocked to l earn that what it call ed matter is crystalli zed radiation . That 
radiation is the Universal Electricity. 

Some interesting inform~tion in this r e spect appear s in Dr . Caliochio' s 
book , "Electronology , " in which he wrote: 

"Modern physici s ts have not only discovered there is an immutable s ub­
stance pervading the physical universe , but also have affirmed that this 
Prima Materi a is Electricity ,:: P. 84 . 

It seems tha t we are discovering s omething . According to t he best and 
latest evidence , the bibl ical Sil ver Cord is a stream of Cosmic Electricity 
fl owi ng from the Astral World and producing human beings on t he earth . By 
the creative process of cr ystallization it builds the brain, the body, and 
the s pinal cord , f r om which nerves extend to all parts and organs of the body. 

Similar to a radar beam , the Silver Cord, after t he body i s built, pen­
etrates the skull at t he fonticulus frontalis, t his being the s uture be tween 
the parietal and occipital bones , and conveys into the body the mysteri ous 
power called Vital Force by science, t he nature of whic h i s no~ known 

As we learn mor e about e l ectricity , l eading scientists have div~ded 
the force i nto t wo parts -- concentrated electric ity in the form of elec trons 
and protons, and waves of electricity c lassified as r adia tion . 

We are discovering what the Ancient Ast rologers knew- - that al l things 
in the Universe are made of one substance and according to one pattern . The 
Sun , Moon, Stars and Planets , vege t ation , animals and humans , are all r elated 
and a re composed of electricity and animated by t he same power. 

Science has demonstrated that each one of the billions of cells in t he 
body is a t iny e lectric battery, carrying an elect rical charge. 

c It i s surprising how true is the aphorism, even though on the surface 
i t appears to be a speculative assumption, that Nature is an open book. But 
th i s i s only parchment , symbolically speaking, must be read with both the 
phys ical eye and the mebtal eye . 

The physical eye can see matter i n a state of compounds and mmixtures , 
and that i s the poi nt where physical science has stopped because it can go 
no furt her, and has accordingly s upported i ts sta nd by claiming the re i s 
nothing beyond the atom. 

It has fl atly denied the existence of an invi s ible world and f illed its 
fuook s with that data . Now i t has discovered with amazing surprize that beyond 
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thi s microscopical VlSlon therB really exists a universe of such grandeur, 
with such an imposing greatness a nd s ublimity, that when once unfoldBd t o the 
mind, its order and magnitude are awe-inspring. 

The great Apos tle Paul knew that the material world i s just a r eflection 
of that grand, invis ible Spiri tual World, and he said : 

'We look not at the things which are seen, but at t he t hings which are 
not seen; for the things which are seen a re tempora l (shadows), but the things 
which are not s een are eternaL " (II Cor . 4 :18). 

Wha t science see s and calls Life in living things is just t he effect, 
in the case of man, of astral electricity, flowing from the universa l source 
a s an ~nseen Beam of electrified radiation, called the Silver Cord , 

Great men havB declared that Life is a Solar Spark'"that builds , ani­
mate s and energizes the body, making the body wha t advanced scienti s t s term 
a mechanism opera ted by electri cal power " r 

It is now conc~ded that the human body, a mass of blood , bone s and flesh, 
is conatituted of billions of intelligized and electrified atoms, or, more 
definitely speaking, of liquefied and solidified Solar (Soul) Quintessence , 
whic h, at the death of thE body, dissolves back into the origina l element s 
of dust particles a nd returns to the Cosmic Reservoir for further use in sub­

In the ancient Book of Thoth that strange document which has descended 
to us as a deck of ordinary playing cards, appears a wonderful symbolism not 
understood by the exoteric" 

This book is known to the modern world as the Tarot, and Arcanum IV 
thereof symbolically presents the FIRE OF LIFE . Dr" Po D. Ouspensky describe d 
that symbolism in these word~: 

11After I had studied the firstthree Arcanum (of the Tarot ), it was given 
unto me to understand the great Law of Four -- the Alpha and Omega of all. 

ni saw the Emperor seated on a high throne which was described with four 
rams' heads. 

"A golden helmBt gleamed on this brow. His white beard fell over his 
purple mantle. In one hand he held a sphere, the symbol of his possessions, 
and in the other, a sceptre in the form of the Egyptian Cross--the sign of 
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hi s powe r over birth . 

" n 1 I AM the Great Law , ' said the Emperor, 

"'I AM the Name of God 

"' The four l etters of His Neme are in Me and I AM in everything. 

"'I AM in the Four Princi ples ; I AM in the Four El ements (Fire , Air , 
Water and Earth) . I AM in the four seasons. I AM in the f our ·.qaarters of 
the earth. I AM in the Four Si gns of the Tarot. I AM ac tion , I AM resistance, 
I AM completion , I AM result. 

"' For hi m who knows the way to see me, there are no mystericc on the 
earth. 

'"As· the eart h ' contains FiFe; Water .,al:ld 'Air ;· as ·the fourth' letter of the 
name contains the first three , and ·i tself becomes the firs t , so my sceptre 
contains the complete tr iangle and bears in itsel f the seed of a new triangle . ' 

"Af ter t his, when I saw the Sun, I understood that it is in i tsel f the 
expression of the Fiery Word and t he Sign of t he Emperor .'' (A new Model of the 
Universe , 1944 , P. 206). 

Accordingly, the Bibl e s ays, "Our God is a consuming Fire . " (Heb. 12: 29) . 

I n the Knballa appears a fable that· i n each Solar Sys tem t he Soul, in 
i ts eons of cycles , dwells successively on s ix planets , and spends its sev­
ent h aeon on the Sun of that System. 

This presents an analogy of the Soul in the human body. ror therei n it 
succ essi vely energize s , f r om the lowest to the highest , from the spinal ba se 
t o the brain , the s ix physical r anges of power, t he six sub-spiritual psychic 
centers of the body, befor e it ascends into the supreme flowering of the Sol­
ar Fire in the br a in. 

Cosmic lightning, a symbol of the flashing of the universal powe r of 
Life , was pictured by t he anc ients as Seven-Barbed. This practice est ablished 
i t definitely as a figure for the Seven Forked emanations that engender e d 
Creat i\Le Acti on. 

It is the type of a Fie ry Power resident in the latent f orm in air and 
water elements . Many ancient nations had Thunder Gods , and the Bible is full 
of allusions to thunder. (Re v. 6:1, 10:3; 14 : 2) . 

The Flame that ramifies in Seven Tongues i s the ori ginal figure of the 
Seve n Branched Candlesti ck me ntioned in the Bible. 

The Seven Powers of the Spi ritual World by which the physical worl d is 
gove rned, are ment ioned in works of Magic as the Seven Olympian Spiri ts. 
The ir names in the Olympian language s we r e : 
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1 . Arthron, the celestial spirit of Saturn , 
whose day is Satur day. 

2 . Dch , the master ~f t he Sun, whose day 
is Sunday 

3 Be thor , the angel of Jupiter, whose day 
was Monday , 

4 . Phaleg , the prince of Mars , whose day 
was Tuesday. 

5. Ophiel, the spirit of Merc~ry whose; . rl~v 
was Wednesday. 

6. Phul, the administrator of the affairs 
of the Moon , whose day was rhut.sday . 

7 . Hagith, the sovereign of Venus , whose day 
was Friday . 

It was said that each of these Seven Solar 
Sp irits sould be invoked by magic and by t he air 
of preparation s and ceremonies. To the right 
is a picture of t he Ancient Symbol of the Seven 
Solar Spirits . 

Chapter No. 13 

ELECTRICAL RADIATION 

Ch 12 , P. 3 

"As e l ectricity is t he efficient cause of al l convulsions in Nature , 
its calms and storms, and of all the pleasant and terrible phenomena that 
occur on earth, in a ir, i n ocean, or in the mineral or vegetable kingdoms , 
so, as man is but an epitome of the Universe , it is electricity that pro­
duces all the changing phenomena external to man or within himselF. 11 (Dr . 
David J . Caliochio, in Electronology , 1953 , P. 12). 

Had it not been for the amazing knowledge as to the hidden nature of 
force and matter r evealed by the splitti ng of the atom, the baffling mys­
tery of Life may not have been solved during t he days of this civilization. 
And as we advance deeper into the Space Age , more surprising secre ts rela­
tive to Cosmic phenomena are being uncovered. 

The press of June 1 , 1957 , reported that two doctors , working on radar 
development duri ng World War II, were shocked to find that i n less than a 
minute Rada~ Beams can kill a man . 

In ten seconds a technician in an electronic plant in Los Angeles, 
standing in the beam of a radar transmitter , f elt uncomfortable sensations 
of heat in his abdomen. I n less than a minute the heat made him move out of 
the r ange of the rays. 

In fifteen days the man died . The surface of his body s howed no signs 
of i njury , but , according t o the report, 11His insides we r e cooked. A hole 
as big as a silver dollar were burned in hi s small bowe l . " 

The doctors declared tha t micro- waves emitted by a ~Bdar transmitter 
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~a~ pierce the walls of a building . 

This d~scovery may di sclose the secret nature of t ha t electric beam 
casually mentioned in t he Bibl e as ' the Silver Cord (Eccl. 12 : 6) . 

It appears cer tain that the Ancient Magi had knowledge of mi cro-wa ve s 
but we have been unable to find in our researches any data r e l ative t o this 
secret that might have been permitted to come to us. 

Atoms a r e too tough to be smashed by human means . However, t hey have 
been split, hacked into two parts by neutron beams. Neutrons are particles 
within the atom. 

Oy spl itting thB a tom into t wo j.lal'ts , tl18 r elease of energy, while the 
grestest t ask that man has yet achieved in uncovering the mysteries of Crea­
tion , is , as yet , nothing compa r ed to that whic h would occur -if all the num­
erous particles of an uranium atom were sent flying in all directions. 

It is known that in chemical agti on, of whi ch combust i on is one for m, 
e l ectrons shift orbits and produce energy in _the form of heat. They c an alsc 
be libera t ed to produce the form of force called electrici ty. 

Man has known how t o liberate electr ons since the days of Benjamin 
Franklin . The use of these freed electrons is what distinguishes the science 
of electronics , and is what produces r adio , televi s i on , radar, etc 

Splitting the atomic nucleus produces the energy potential not . of the 
electrons , but of the protons and neutrons wh i ch a r e appr oximately 2 , 000 
times larger than electr ons. Further , the nucleus densities are so much 
greater, the nucleus , itself , is so much more concentrated , that its energy 
potential is at least one million times more than that of the electron . 

Scient ists have realiz3d for years that if all the heat-energy gener­
ated by the Sun came f rom Simple combustion , t he Sun would have burned it­
self out a million age s ago Actually , the Sun "burns" t hrough the break-up 
of atoms , releasing t he giant energies that power the Solar System. T~e star 
1 burn ' in simi l a r fashion . 

As the uranium atom explode s , it gets hotter. Heat makes t he released 
neutron~ move faster Since only slow-moving neut rons can crack an atom, 
the explosive process automatically shuts, itself off-- in t heor y, at any 
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Chapter . No. 14 

THE ELECTRONIC MECHA NISM 

Each of the billions of red blood cells in man is a tiny battery, carry­
ing an electrical charge with its life-giving oxv9en. Scientists have measur­
ed this charge, and report that if t he electric~ty of the blood cells of a 
man could be made t o pass through a 25-watt electric bulb, he could read by 
its light for at l east five minutes.'; (Dr . David J . Caliochio, in Electron­
ology, 1953 , P . 23) . 

Scientists were amazed when the splitting of the atom revealed it to be 
a body cons tituted of electrical radiation , and they saw that radiati on vanish 
into space before t heir sta rtled gaze . 

Previous to that experience, scientists had regar ded space empty and void 
containing nothing at all . Then, in the twinkling of an eye , that empty space 
changed into a reservoir containing everything that appea r s upon the fac e of 
the earth . 

In that empty space scientists discove red the Spiritual World, a mighty 
realm , the existence of which , they had c onsidered to be just a f i gment of the 
imagination of superstitious heathe ns. 

Prior to the splitting of the atom, science did not c onsider it expedient 
even to notice astral radiation . In 1940 a prominent British physician said : 
"We know very little about the effect of Cosmic Radiation on human beings. 11 

Now, the evidence proves that t he human body is an electronical mechanism 1 

animated and operated by El ectrical Radiatioh. Up to this time , s cience had be­
lie ved t hat the body was animated and oper a ted by physico- chRmical energy . 

In the ultimate analysis , the human body is a f ormation of crystalized 
radiation . It is composed of cells, which are composed of a toms, which ~re 
composed of electrical r~diation. 

The source of that radi ation, according to the Ancient Magi, i s the giant 
Solar Disk, the Cosmic Generator, which emits powerful rays that materialize 
and cover the face of the earth with everything known . 

Science is unwittingly producing the evidence which reveals why the an­
cient nations worshipped the Sun : 

In the Ancient Science ~f Astiology, i he ~ol~r b;b was the Master Uni t of 
the Universe . The ancient races called the Sun, Hercules, Phoebus, the GloriouE 
the Shining, the Enemy of Night .and Evil . 

The Hebrews called their God a Consuming Fire, and the y worshipped the Sun 
under the na~es of Baal, Moloch, Chemosh, etc. , (Heb .

INFLUENCE ON HUMANITY FOR EVERY HOUR OF EVERY MONTH OF~HE YEAR . (Doane , Bi ble 
_Myths , P o 547) G , --

The gods and godd8sse·s of the Phrygians .,, Phoenicians, Bab'ylonians, and Per 
sians .were personif~aations of the Sun,. Stars;: Mmol), the elements, e tc. Sisuth­
rus, the Babylonia~ ' Noa9 was the Sun in th~ zodiacal sign of the Wat er man . 

The anci~nt Persian Kings , l~ng y~~rs b~fore the biblical Moses , wors hippe 
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the Sun, and sai d, "In it are: contained all the e lements of the ear th . " 
(He ndrick , Mys tery & Power of Light) . 

In that early unknown epoch when t he ancient ancestors of the Persians 
were stil l uni ted with t hose of the Hi ndus, t hey were worshippers of Mi thra, 
a ppercsooification of the Sun . His birthday was celebrated on December 25th, 
and "no festi~al wa s eve r more splendi d than the 'Annual Salutation of Mi thra ,' 
during which 40 days were set apart for t hanksgiving and sacrifice . " 

The procession to salute the Sun God, Mithr a, f ormed l ong before t he 
ri s ing of the Sun . The high priest was in t he lead , and was f ol owed by a 
long train of the Magi , in whi te robes , chanti ng hymns , and carrying Sacred 
Fire on s ilver cens ers. 

Then c ame 365 youths , clad in s ca r l e t gowns , symboli zi ng the 365 days 
of t he year and the col or of the Sun . These were followe d by the Chariot of 
the Sun, emp t y, decor ated wit h gar lands , and dr awn by wh i te horse s har ness­
ed with gol d . Next , came a s uperb whi te horse of magni ficent size, i ts for­
head blazing wi th gems, in honor of the Son God, Mithra. Close behind r ode 
the King i n a Cha riot of i vory , i nlaid with gold , f ollowed by his royal kin­
dred in embroidered robe s, and a l ong line of nobles riding camels r ichly de­
cora t ed and comp~risoned . 

Records of the ancient world recovered by r e searches s how t hat Adam, 
Seth, Enoch, Moses , Noah, Abraham, Melchizedek, David , Solomon, and all the 
early Biblical c haracters of t he Sun Cu:l;-.h 

Holy Bible c ome s f rom the Greek, Helios , Biblia, meani ng Sun Book . Holy 
Ghos t and Holy Spi rit means Sun Breath . The Bible was compi led f r om t he scip­
tures of the Sun Cult. Every passage i n it referring t o man's redemption deal s 
allegorically wi th Sol ar Fir e. 

Prof . E. H. Starling opi ned t hat the appearance of Life on the Earth was 
due t o t he format i on of s ome compl ex s ubstance that had the abi l ity to abs orb 
t he Sun r s Rays . 

Dr. George Lakhovsky , French scientist,:, considered the huma n body as el­
ectrical mechanism. 

In his book, entitled "Secre t of Life, 11 he s tated tha t the body c ell .. i s 
c ompose d of nucleus contai ning chromosomes, s urrounded by cytopla sm and a cell 
wall . Ha s aid t he cells ara bipolar mechani sms, and the chromosomas are tiny 
r adio antennae , which pi ck up or receive Sol ar Rays a nd convert t hem int o vi to­
electric c urrents in accor dance with the Law of Animat ion. 

For t he first time i n human hi stor y t hi s great scientis t fo rmula t ed a 
l aw of biology, psychology , physiol ogy and pathology -- knowledge that modern 
scientists ·dich·1t wanL For no t hing attracts t he ma sse s more and makes money 
faster than mys te r y surrounding lif e and man . For t ha t r eason his book had a 
great diffic ul t y getting into this c ountry . We managed to ge t a copy f r om one 
of our readers i n Fr ance . 

Elect rici ty i s an eternal , uni versal, primal power, a nd our loc al Sun is 
a giant generator that supplie s the earth with some, but not all, of i ts el ec­
ticity. 

Compa red to the earth , our Sun is large , but the Red Giant, Antares, is 
ove r 450 t imes t he diameter of our Sun , a nd has 4 ,000 t i mes its candlepower . 
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I ts mass, of course is some hundreds of thousands th at of the Sun. The big­
gest and brightest Star ( Sun) known to us, i s 5 . Doradus, which is 500, 000 
times brighter than our Sun. 

Crile, Osborn, Secor, Gilbert, Gray and scores of othe r scienti sts assert 
that the cells of the human body are electrical mechanisms , and tha t confirms 
the f i ndings of Lakhovsky . 

Crile said the human body is operat ed by electricity, and the cells are 
designe d f or the accumulation of electric charges. That this i s a f act has 
in turn, been s hown i n the biophysical laboratory by Hugo Fricke . 

Dr . Osborn asserted t hat "Our distinctive characte ris itcs and f unctions 
ar e due to the influence of the Sun . "r: 

Dr . Secor said the f unctions of the body "ar e the result of solar r adia­
tion, ruled by the intelli gence inherent in the body cells . " 

Sir William Crookes, one of t he gr eat scientists, said in 1895 that the 
a t om possess es the consciousnes s, mind, and intelligence to choose i ts own 
path, to select and reject , and has the qualities of sensation and volition . 

These four prope rties of the atom f orm what the Ancient Magi termed t he 
Cross of Life. These four properties of the atom are the c ause of the pro­
duction of all created things, including the human body . These a re t he Uni­
ve rsal Creative Principles, and without them there would be no creation, no 
transformation, and no organize d forms . 

The atom is a living entity, a vibrant world, and man's body is a mas s 
of atoms. 

Chapter No, 15. 

RESPIRATION 

"God f ormed man of the dus t of the ground , and breathed into his nostrils 
THE BREATH OF LIFE , and man became a Living Soljl." (Gen. 2: 7 ). 

This i s an attractiue fable for children and for adults whb~are not pe r­
c eptive . That bi blical postulat e f ails t o survive a careful analysis of t he 
fundamental f acts. 

I t is our i ntent ion t o show, by reliable and scientific evidence , that 
the Cosmic Life Ray, ca sually c alled the Silver Cord, in the Bible, i nfuses 
into the body the electric power that make s man a Living Soul 

Respiration is a dual process . Inspiration draws the Breath of Life into 
the lungs, and expirat ion drives i t from t he lungs into the outside a t mosphere . 

Science knows no t there are two streams of blood i n the body. One is call 
e d the a rterial and the other i s called t he venous . 

The arterial blood is t he s tream of life from the l -ungs through t he heart 
and to all the billions of cell s of the body. The venous blood i s the r:s t r eam 
of 'death' from the cells of the body, through the heart, and onward t o the 
cells of the lungs. 

These dual streams of blood have deluded science. Scientists think there 
is onlv one blood stream with two names and believe s t he blood circulates 
through the body. 
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Dr . John C .. Dalton , professor of anatomy and phys iology in the College 
of Physicians and Surgeons of New York , wrote a book on Phy siology, publ ished 
in 1910 , in which he describe d the circulation of the blood as fall ows : 

" In its circuit of t he body , t he blood flows from bhe heart outwards 
through the aorta and the a rterie s for the nutrition of the tissues , and from 
the ti ssues it flows back again to the heart, to be r enewed and purifi ed by 
the air inhaled i nto the lungs. 

·'The time required for the blood to cir culate t hrough the body and r e­
turn again to the heart i s not more t han 25 to 30 seconds . From thi s it can 
u~ understoou l1 uw soon any impurity in the blood from deficient respiration or 
otherwise , will be felt in all parts of the body." 

Dalton 's opinion of the cir culation of the blood was based on the asser­
tion of Dr . William Harvey, who shocked t he medical world in 1616 with the 
startl ing announcement of his discovery of t he circulat i on of the blood. 

Harvey could not determine how the blood flowed from the arteries into 
the vei ns. No c onnecting tubes could be seen by the aid of the best microscope 
available . He assumed that the blood fl owed from the arteries i nto the ueins , 
t han back to the heart . 

Here is a striking example of science based on assumption and speculation . 
We shal l present r eliable evidence to show t hat the circulation of the bl ood 
is just another sci entifiic i llusion 

Harvey knew not t here are two di ffer ent streams of blood i n the body. 

The blood that leaves the heart and f l ows to all the cells and tissues 
of the body through the arteries, is not t he same stream tha t flows from the 
cells and tissues back to t he hea rt through the veins . But it would have to 
be IF the blood circulated through the body . 

The blood that flows from the heart through the arteries is compo sed of 
t he subst ance that supports t he cells . That blood is consumed enti~elv by the 
cell s and does not return t o the heart . 

The blood that flows to the heart ft~om the eells and t i ssues i s an en­
tirely different stream. That stream is composed of the poisonous gases t hat 
are generated by cell activityo Those gases for m the str eam that goes to the 
lungs , where t he gases are exhcled into t he outside atmosphere . That is the 
terminal of the venous blood stream. 

Dr . David J . Calicchio, an exceptionally wise doctor of Boston, discov­
er ed that the blood did not circulate through the body . He menti oned it in his 
book , El ect ronoi ogy , publ i shed in 1953 , and titled his article 11 New Concept of 
the Circulati on of the Bl ood. 11 In part, he ' said : 

"It is well to emphasize there would be no advantage i n having a four­
chambered heart, were the blood to flow f r om the heart through the arteries , 
t hrough the capillaries, into the veins by way of t he venul es, a nd back to 
the heart , constituting the so~called circulation . 

11What actually takes place between the capillaries f r om the art eries to 
the cells, and the capillaries f rom t he cell s to the veins, i s an exchange of 
gases , f luids , and other toxic substances that are extracted from the cel ls 
and tissues through the process of osmosis. At the same time the ·oxyhemoglobin 
delivers to the cell s and tissues its oxygen in the arterial blood . 
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Thi s deposit of oxygen di spl aces the hemoglobin car bamat e fr om t he cell s 
a nd tiss ues , and carb6n dib~idegas is c arr i ed back t o t he heart and t o the 
lungs by t he venous blood stream , where i t i s exhaled into the outs ide a tmos ­
phere. 

"Hence t he main and perhaps t he only f unct i on of the ar terial system i s 
t o carry oxygen t o t he cel l s and t i ssues of the body after the hemogl obi n i s 
charged with oxygen in the l ungs." (P. 93). 

Cal i cchi o failed to expound hi s s ubjec t very cl ear l y . Maybe i t wa s not 
defi nitel y c l ear to him . He seemed not to know that the arter ies do not con­
tact th~ cell s of t he body, for t he a r te r i e s t ermi nate i n t he capillar i es ex­
ten d i ng to t he c e l l s. 

The tiny t ubes called capillari es are so excee dingly smal l , tha t Har vey 
coul d not see t hem wi th t he aid of his power ful microsc ope The arter i es c on­
nect with t hese l i ttl e t ubes , which are too sma l l fo r fl ui d t o f l ow t hr ough 
them, So, the bl ood he r e r ever t s t o t he original gaseous stat e , as i t was i n 
the capi llar i es jof t he lungs , i s passed on as gas , and ab sorbed by t he cells. 

Thi s i s the termi nal of t he arteri al bl ood s tream f r om t he heart . This 
blood leaves the hear t to be consumed by t he cell s and t i ssue s , and i s not s up­
pose d t o re turn t o t he hea rt . Hence, t he bl ood does not c irculate in t he body, 

Sc i ence appears not t o know that t he ce lls ar e served by a dual set of 
capillari es One s e t conne cts t he arteries wit h t he ce lls, and t he other con­
nec t s t he cel ls wi t h the veins. The cells are the point of originr.~f the ven­
ous blood s tream that t lows t o the heart f r om a l l part s of the body. 

We have shown t hat t he venous blood system be gins in t he cel l s and f lows 
t hr ough the cap i l l arie s t o the ve ins. The veins merged i nt o l a r ger and l arger 
t r unks unti l they bec ome the t wo venae cavae and t he coronary ve i n tha t enters 
the r ight upper auricl e of the hear t . From t here t he venou s blood passe s t o t he 
right ventricle , and f l ows to t he lungs thr ough t he pulmonary art ery . 

Thi s a r t ery should be called a vein , a s it car ried venous blood t o t he 
l ungs. And when t hi s blood enters the l ungs , i t has a ve r y dark, purp l e col or , 
a l most bl ack , due t o t he pois ons i t cont ains. 

Th i s venous blood , compose d of poi sonous gases , flows i nto t he l ungs and 
i s exhai~Mr- 0 int o the outside atmo sphe re . And that is t he te r mi na l of t he ven­
ous blond . I t origina t es in t he cells, flows t hrough the capil laries i nto t he 
ve ins , 8nd terminates in the lungs. 

( !1 

Fr om t he gase s of the ai r i nhaled into the l ungs , a new s upply of arter­
i al blood is produced wi t h every breath ma n t akes . Th i s i s t he origin of t he 
arteria l bl ood . 

We wi t ne ss the occur ence of t hi s c r eative proce s s of c ondensation and , · 
liquefact i on of the a i r gases when we see c l ouds for m and rain , s now, or hail , 
fal l upon the earth . 

The lungs are provided by Creat ion t o perfor m a s i mi l a r process wi th the 
gases of t he ai r i nhaled into those ai r organs. The i nter minable pr ocess of 
c ondensat i on and l i quef ac t i on i n the lungs of the ai r gase s , ma i ntain pefect­
ly t he unifor m qual ity and proper quant i t y of a rterial b lood t ha t flows f rom 
the hear t t o t he cel ls of the body " That i s the manner in which t he a r t erial 
blood or i ginates. 

A s tupi d scienc e t eache s tha t t he blood i s c omposed of wha t man eats. 
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If it we re , its quality in particular would change each time man ate a; meal . 
Al so there woul d be little reason . • to evacuate the bowels one or more 
times a day of its filth. ONLY THE GASES IN THE FOOD MAN EATS ARE TRANSFORM= 
ED I NTO BLOOD 

As grasses and grains el abor ate their own various substances from the air 
gases , so does the human body . The prot ein man eats , for i ns t ance , does not 
become any part of his flesh . The body makes all of its own elements just as 
the grasses ans grai ns do. 

You may never have heard of the BREATH OF DEATH . An adulL poisons ne~rly 
a barrelful of a ir at each exhalation. These poisons c onsist of carbonic , l ac­
tic, hydrochloric , phosphoric , and o ther gases . 

Each cell of t he body must receive a volume of gaseous substance at l east 
20 , 000 t imes its own volume , in or der not ~o be danger ously poisoned within a 
short time by the poisonous gases generated in its regular work. 

When t he blood flows f rom t he heart t hrough t he arteries to the cells , it 
is a brilliant scarle t in color. The color of t he bl ood that flows to the 
heart from the cells t hrough the veins is entirely a different stream. Its col­
or is a deep , bluish-purple , almost black , due. to the fact t hat it is compos­
ed of the poisonous gases generated by cell act i on. 

The most deadly of these poisonsis carbonic acid gas . This gas has the 
distinction of killing man quicker than any other poison known . 

The presence of this deadly gas cannot be detected by the five senses . 
It is col orless , odorless and tastel ess. Combined wi th hydrogen gas, i t forms 
t he common fire- damp that sends many a miner to his death , and i s the most 
f eared rrof all under-ground enemies. 

This gas is heavy and s inks to t he ground , and is f ound in l arge amounts 
in low , marshy l and , and in well s ~nk in t hat kind of l and , One author said: 

"A man went into a well in t he s i ght of his family . He failed to r espond 
to a call, and t hey found him dead. His demise had been instantaneous. Many 
of such cases have occurred and are occurring . 

"The gas in sewers is also dangerous due to the presenceof t his same poi­
sonous element . A man went t hrough a manhol e i nto a sewer only a few f eet un­
der gr ound l evel. Not returning i n due time , a companion went down to see 
what was the t r ouble. When he f ail ed to r eturn, a third statted t o enter , but 
was stopped by a fourth. An investigation s howed t he first two were dead , hav­
ing died in a second' s time from inhaling carbonic acid gas . " 

When not promptly eli minated through the lungs in exhalation , carbon di­
oxide ·l e aves a deadly t rail of damage in its pa th through the body. I t adverse­
ly affects eve ry cell . It i s in the cells where deteriora tion occurs tha t ends 
only i n death. Every 24 hours the lungs exhal e enough poison to kill 12 l arge 
el ephants , it is said ~ 

The primary symptoms of carbonic dioxide poisoning are nervousness , drow­
s iness , sneezing , coughing , he adache , colds , influenza, penumonia and tuber­
culosis . Of course , the only remedy is fresh, outside air. 

This i s the l eading r eason why pati ents in hospi t als develop pneumonia, 
especi ally f ollowing surgery. Their bodies ar e poisoned with the anestheti cs, 
admini stered tu uull the nervous system s uffi cientl y t o make the victim 
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i nsens ible to pa i n and, in addition, t o t hi s poi soning of t he body , is the 
c arbon di oxide i n t he a i r ~he victim breathes. 

Sixty t ~. , etghty times a mi nute t he dark , pur ple , poi sonous bl eed f r om 
t he cells f l ows from t he heart t o t he l ungs , i nt o the millions of t iny air­
cell s that f or m the uast network of meeting places for the bl ood and the a ir . 

The walls of the c apillarie s in t he air cells of the lungs are thinner 
t han t he wall s of soap-bubbles . The very thinnest film separ ate s the a i r f r om 
t he blood i n the lungs . Through this f ilm the poi sonous ga ses of the blood go8 
ou t and f r e sh a i r gas es c ome i n . 

Respir~tion i s a f unction of the body. But body f unction is NOT Life . 
There is a power that makes the body breat he , or the r e woul d be no r espirator y 
process . THAT POWER IS THE LIFE RAY. What i s its nature? Whence its s our ce? 

I f we c an de t e r mine the na ture and source of thi s power , tha t da ta wi ll 
s olve one of t he great mysteries of Creation. 

Tha t s ecret is unknown t o sci ence ; it was unknown to the Ancient Magi , 
a nd unknown t o t he world . 

As t he a ir i n the modern world i s pol luted beyond descript ion , and a s 
a r t e r i al bl ood i s c omposed of c onden sed and liquef i e d a i r, tha t me ans pol l ut ­
ed arterial blood , which me ans a polluted body. It al s o mea ns a degenerate 
body tha t f unctions onl y on the l owe st physical level . 

Re spir at i on doe s no t f urni s h t he body with the powe r of Lif e . It produces 
a rterial bl ood to s us tain the body a s we have s hown . I t protects t he body from 
self-poisoning as we have also s hown. 

The ignorance of science i n regard to t he purpose of r e spiration is i l ­
l ustrat e c in t he erroneous belief t hat , up to t he 18th centur y, the purpose 
of i nhal a t ion was "t o draw a i r i nto the body to c ool t he blood .;; For the 
hear t was r egarded as a : f urnace t ha t gener ated the hea~ of the body . 

Tha t pr eposter ous theory, advanc ed by Ar i s totle (384-322 B.C. ) great 
Gr e ek Philosopher , s pawned the ridicul ous Gal eni c doctri ne (131-210 A.D. ) . 

· t hat 11 a i r i ntroduced i nto the body by breathing , served t o r egulate , to main­
t a in , and to temper and r efriger a te t he heat of the heart. 11 

That l udicrous postulate of respi r ation pr evail e d i nt o t he mi ddl e of this 
20th Century , and f urni shes definite e vi dence t o prove t he general i gnorance 
of science a s t o the processes of the l i vi ng organism. 

We e nc o unter more s cientific ignoranc e in t ho t h e ory tha t t h o heart i s 
a pump . The blood i s pr opelled in i t s c ourse by what is calle d nerve f or c e , 
no t heart ac t i on . The heart is a central bl ood sta t i on , a nd serves as a mix­
ing and measuring chamber t o bl end the vari ous e lements of the blood.

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Chapter No . 16 

A LIVING SOUL 

0 God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into hi s nostrils 
the breath of life; and man became a living soul. 11 (Gen . 2: 7). 

The biblical fable was ~nvented to account for the appearance of man and 
to attract the attention of Childre n and adults whb'· indiscriminately accepted 
it. 

The Apostle Paul made an attempt to analyze that Biblical passage. He re­
ferred to the dust of the ground as the terrestrial body, and the breath of 
life as the celestial body . 

In a further attempt he called the dust of the ground the first man of 
the earth, earthy; and he said the breath of life was the second man , "the 
Lord from heaven ." (I Cor . 15:40,47). 

It appears from these statements that Paul knew no more about the actual 
constitution of man than the modern priests and preachers and scientists do. 

The clergy rely entirely upon the biblical statement in reference to the 
mystery of man, and the scientists regard man as nothing more than a physical 
format ion that is activat ed by a series of chemical changes within the organ­
ism. 

Dr. Alexis Carrel, one of the truly great scientists of this century at­
tamped to describe man. He said: "Man is made up of a procession of pb~6t~m~, 
in the midst of which strides an unknowable reali ty." (Man, the Unknown, 1935 
p. 4). 

A "Phantom" is an optical illusion, anrl Carrel knew that the body of man 
is a far cry from being what physical science thinks it is. The "unknowable 
reality" was that '' second man" which Paul mentioned as "the Lor d from Heaven." 

]he "unknowable reali t y" and "the Lord from Heaven 11 refer to the anima­
tive principle which makes the body a Living Organism. That Animative Prin­
ciple is one of t he great mysteries of history. 

The evidence available shows that the Breath of Life does not make man a 
Living Soul . The baby in its mother's body is a Living Soul before it is 
born, and before it breathes. 

Breathing is a f unction of the body, and body function is not Life but 
the effect of a strange power within the body which Carrel called a n "unknow­
able reality" and whiwh Paul called "the Lord from Heaven . " 

The breathing function of the body is the effect of a power that make s 
the lungs expand to draw in air, and to contract to drive out air. What is 
the nature of that power? What is the source of that power? The books do not 
tell us, and science says there is no such power. Science claims tha t the func­
tions of the body are the resolt of a series of chemical changes within the 
body. 

We are going to locate and define the strange power, the "unknowable re­
ality" and "the Lord from Heaven." 

It is common knowledge that we cannot press a pin i nto the body without 
touching a nerve, and pain usually results . 

Nerves are a peculiar part of the body . Science knows almost nothinQ about 
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definite about them .. They appear as sinews which carry a mysterious f orce 
that activates all parts of the body and causes all parts to function . Cut 
off that force by severing the spinal cord in the back of the neck, and the 
living organi sm becomes a corpse instantaneously. 

Thc:t evidence definitely proves that the "unknowable reality '' and the 
Lord from heaven '· are in the nervous syst em of the body 

The nature and origi n of that force is another mystery to science . 
Scientists claim the force is secreted by the brain . Listen to what Dr, S . E. 
Sutherland said in his book, entitled Human Electricity : 

awe are just learning wha t iS'.! t he Spark of Life . All an imals are endowed 
with an inherent electricity, properly ~djusted to their economy which, sec­
reted by the brain , resides especially in the nerves by which it is communi­
cated t o every part of the body .;, (P . 5). 

Sutherland understood the nature of the force, but he erred i n asserting 
that it i s secreted by the brain . It does f l ow from the bra in, but not as a 
s ecretion . The brain in this case i s the receiving station , and it transmits 
the force it receives from the ultimate source . 

The brain is just a mass of flesh and incapable of secreting the myster­
ious force carred by the nerves . 

The nervous system of the body is the greatest part of the organi sm_ It 
consists of millions of miles of cords and we would be amazed if we could view 
the system in its entirety" When we gaze in a big mirror that reflects the 
whole body, we see only the form of flesh. 

Now for another scientific illusion. Phys ical science c l aims the nerves 
originate in the brain. If they did , then man's vitality , mind , consciousness 
and intelligence would be another one of the baffling mysteries of the world 

In ~he primal formative stage of man in the mother's body , the brain is 
formed r:rst . The strange power that does that worki s the same power that 
animates the body of the mother, and it f lows from the same source. To locate 
that source means that we must search for i t beyond the world of physical mat­
ter. 

In our work, entitled "The Empyreal Sea'' we stated that the earth floats 
in an ocean of atmospheric gases which i s said to extend into space some 
6 ,000 mi l es , and then gradual ly fades into finer particles called ether. With­
in this 6,000 miles of seemi~gly empty space there exists the mysterious Spi r­
itual World in which originates every living thing· upon the earth. 

Physical science unwittingly discovered that world · in the splitting of 
the atom. Now t he scientists are feverishly toiling, interpolating and distort­
ing the books, i n an effort to "save face 11 and make some sort of agreement be­
tween the old theories and recent facts revealed by the spl itting of the atom. 

The unexpected discovery of the Spiritual World discl osed t he source and 
origin of the strange Silver Cord mentioned in the Bible (Eccl. 12 :6).It is 
t he Solar Ray that crystallizes and buil ds t he brain, the body, the nervous 
system and all or~sns , tissues, a nd cells of the body . 

As the bony frame is built around the brain, forming the skull, there is 
a fontanel , called .the fonticulus frontalis , through ~hich ~ the:S~lv~rr Cord passes 
into the brain . This fontanel, the largest of seven in the skull, remains open 
for some time after birth , and presents rhythmic pulsations that accord with 
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the beating of t he heart i n the body . 

The Solar force that flows into the brain from the Silver Cord r po-th 
duce s the virility of all l iving things , and supplies the body with the · 
qualities of vitality, mind, consciousness and intelligence. 

The human body i s under the control of the brain by means of the ner­
vous s ystem . Without his five sense organs , served by t he brain and nerves 
the body could exhihl:i t no functions. Then man would have no knowledge of t he 
world, and would not e ven be aware of his own earthly existence , 

The brain and nerves liber ate Sol ar Man whi l e in t he body from a t omb 
of silence and darkness , but he knows not the cause of that liberation . His 
mind has been conpitione d by ages of false teaching in order to keep him in 
ignorance of mrs~r8alrnature . This i s the reason why the masse s rarely de­
velop more than 10% of their potential men tal power , and only 30% of their 
physical power . 

The brain is regar ded as the center from which ari se though t , voliti on , 
sensation, emotion, etc . But , t here i s a power behind this brain cent~r 
which uses the brain to express the qualities that originate begbnd t he brain 
center of manifestation. 

Dr . Henry Tuttle said: 11 In an hour's il,lness man l oses all his intelli­
gence . In advanced age he enters a second childhood, as helpless and simple 
as the first. With the decay of the brain, also decays the reason, and with 
the l ast breath, the body expires the same as a l amp when the oil is gone . " 

The analogy in the l ast statement i s good, but an important point is 
not noticed_ As the oil in the lamp keeps the lamp in action, wha t keeps 
the body in action, and why doe s breat hing cease? 

Here is t he gap where religion moves in to giva all credit to its God . 
The anthropomorphic God is only a myth in the imagination of the mind-con­
ditioned masses. 

The dead hancl of materialism rests too heavily upon modern science to 
permit it to advance beyond the limi t of the material world 

Chapter No. 17 

THE ANIMATIVE BEAM 

"The human body, itself, has proved t o be a unit difficult to understand , · 
and a snag for research scientists to arrive at a solution to its intricacies . 
It would take a lifetime just to explain the growth of any one organ of the 
body. Yet , the wonder of this or ganism lies i n i ts invi sible sphere and not 
in its anatomical structure." (Dr. David J. Calicchio, in Electronology , l953, 
p 0 85) . 

Never has the modern world e ver known the secret of Life, and the strange 
processes of the Macrocosm in building the Microcosm. Never have modern scien­
tists been capable of solving the mystery of Spiritual man, neither have they 
known the true nature of the Spiritual World. 

We shall now learn for t he first time in this era how t he Microcosm is 
built by t he Macrocosm, and also that man is not independent of the cosmos , 
We shall learn that the rhythmic pulsations of the living organism corres­
pond with those of the cosmic bodies. 
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Science ha s discovered the X-Ray, the Radio- Ray, the TV-Ray, and other 
Cosmic Rays, but it has failed to f ind the Ani mative Ra y. 

We s hall now learn there is an Animative Ray, and t hat it builds the 
mechani sm through which it operates . We shal l also learn that science is 
lost when it asserts that Animation:.is just the manifestation of a series 
of chemical sha nges occurring within the living organism. 

For thousands of years the Christia n World has believed the Biblical 
story tha t the Breath of Life makes man a living soul (Gen. 2:7). It has re­
mained for us to discover and present the sensational evidence to show that 
the Biblical assertion is erroneous . 

Scientist s wonder as they wi tness the rhythms of cosmic forces, but s ee 
not that the same rhythms appear in t he processes of the living organism. 
They never realize that the same rhythms exhibited by the c osmic bodies also 
flow into the human body as the mysterious Silver Cord (Eccl . 12: 6) . 

Science knows not that the Silver Cord and the Spinal Cord of the body 
are mutual extensions of each other. Neither dries science know t hat the Spin­
~l t;Gbrd is for med by the cryst allization of the Silver Cord, making the Spin­
al Cord a phys ical continuity of the Si lver Cord from t he Spiritual World. 

The nerves of all organs and parts of the body a scend to t he brain as the 
Spinal Cordi pass into the medulla oblongat~, and are said by science t o ter­
mi nate i n the brain . 

As t he nerves of the Spinal Cord enter the medulla , they fan out and pe n­
etrate various part s of the brain, growing small er and f~ner until, at last, 
they metamorphose from physical fibers into astral rays , and form the Silver~ 
Cord that extends into the Spiritual World. 

That is the unknown link that connects man and his physical organism 
with the Spiritual World . He can never be separated from the Spiri tual World ;

The Animative Beam, streaming frdm the Spiritual World as the Silver 
Cord , supplies the vibrations that cause the heart to beat , the l ungs to ex­
pand to draw in air, to contract to drive out air, the f lowing of the body 
fluids and all pulsation of the_organism , its glands, tissues and cells. 

Physical science a ttributes the functions of the bodif to wha t it c alls 
nerve force, and thinks the force originates in the brai n.

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A~ ~e!~av~ : said~ - it-lowers Spiritual Man from the Spir itual World in­
to his terrest rial pri son whe re he hangs on the symboli cal cross f or evil 
purposes , hi s days on earth, f i lled with l ust for sensation, glamour, gr eed, 
gl uttony , hate , jeal ousy, e t c. ConcerniQgth is , the Bible says: 

"And God saw that t he wickedness o:fi ma n was gr eat on earth , and t hat 
every imagination of the t houghts of his heart was only evil c ontinually . 11 

(Gen . 6 : 5) . 

When man ' s materialistic mode of living on eart h has ma de his physical 
pri son unfit for f urther habitation , t he Silver Cor d lif t s him from his fi lthy 
prl:su11 i.J y tha L t.,;l'e ai.. ivs process , called Death , and takes him back t o his Spir­
itual Home through the "door opened in heaven " accordi ng to t he Bible . ( Re v. 
4:1 ) 0 

This feature is symbolized in t he Bible as angels descendi ng and ascend­
ing on Jacob ' s Ladder. 

Spiritual Man is the Pngel who descends into t he physical worl d in the 
process call ed birth, and ascends to the Spiritual World in the Bor n Agai n 
process , call ed Death (Gen . 28 :12; John 3 :17) . 
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Chapter No. 18 

THE LEADING GLANDS 

''The hands of Zerubbabel have laid the foundation of this house (human 
body); and his hands shall also finish it . " (Zechariah 4:9) . 

It was not until about 1860 that the ductless glands of the body final­
ly appeall3a so important that medical science considered it essential to make 
a systematic study of them . It was then discovered for the first time in mod­
ern history that two special glands are the leaders . 

These two specialized glands are situated in the brain and ar e called 
the Pituitary and t he Pineal . Some of the remarkable functions of the Pituitary~ 
have been discovered, but almost nothing is known as to the purpose and func­
tion of the Pineal. 

The Pituitary is situated in the front part of the brain, between the top 
of the ears, in a bony chamber, poetically designated the Sella Turcica, or 
Turkish Saddle, by its first describers in modern times, the metaphor being 
suggested by the bony fl~res on its sides . The third ventricle of the brain ex­
tends into the stem (infundibulum) and rea~ of the gl and. 

The Pituitary has two lobes, the anterior lobe regulating the chemistry 
affecting growth , and the posterior lobe controlling the fluid content of the 
body. 

If the secretion of the anterior lobe is decr eased during childhood, dis ­
proportions of the skeletal growth occur. If the secretion is increased, the 
effects will vary, depending on the time of life when this occurs.If it oc­
curs during puberty, the huge figure of the circus giant r esults • 

.... 
As sh~wn above, these funct ions of the Pituitary were known to the An-

cient Magi, and are mentioned in f abulous form in the Bible, where the gland 
is symbolized as Zerubbabel, the builder of the temple . 

The gland has a powerful influence on the building, rebuilding, and re­
pai ring functions of the body by its control of the actions and reactions of 
the other glands and organs whose duty it is to build and repair the body as 
a whole. 

The Pineal is the most important, most peculiar, and most mysterios _pf 
all the body's glands . Anatomically, it is a small, dark-red, acorn-shaped 
structure, attached by a tiny stalk to the reaD boundary of the fluid-filled 
cleft in the brain, termed the third ventrible, which holds the geography of 
the Throne of the Immortal E.~~-

Dr. Rene Descartes (1596-1650 A. D.), French philosopher, said, 11 1 think 
therefore I AM." He regarded the Pineal as the center of the function of the 
farces of the brain, and acco~dingly opined that it was the locus of the abode 
of the Ego. 

The Pineal is also called the Third Eye . The Bible mentions it thus: 
"If thine eye be single, thy whole body shall be full of light . 11 (Matt.6:22). 

This means that if the Pineal functions as it shsuld, the Light of un­
derstanding and knowledge will cove r everything that man should know about 
himself and his true relationship to the Universe. 

The fable of Cyclops, with a single eye in the center of the forehead, is 
symbolical of the Spiritual Giant with the Pineal gland functioning normally . 

The Pineal is the cent er of spiritual memories which means that man not 
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only perceives events spatially remote, but also past and future occurrences, 
such as antecedent incarna tions . 

The Ancient Magi had memories of their preceding incarnations, and the 
scribe of Revelation indicated that he was in his sixth incarnation. The 
Bible says: "And there are seven kings (incarnations); five are . faller, and one 
i s , and the other i s not yet c ome; and when he cometh, he must continue for a 
s hort s pace. '; (One lifetime) (Rev. l7:1DL 

The ancient Hindus regarded the Pineal as the seat of intuition and sup­
er-sensory perception, which certain oddly gifted persons exhibit , such as 
cloir~oyonce ond cloiroudience . 

In his big book of 1014 pages , Prof . Harold W. Percival , who died in 1953 
a t the age of 86, presented some strange information relative to the Pineal 
and Pituitary glands . He said that sexual generation has rendered practicaly 
dormant the W~neal, and seriously ~ffected the Pituitary. He wrote: 

"With the closing of these inner organs (in the brain) the eyes become 
blind to all but human physical things. The LIGHT goes out (of the brain) 
throUgh the sexual organs and is lost to nature, " (P . 515). 

Sexual generation is the e3ting of the forbidden fruit (Gen . 2:17). It 
is the supreme sacrifice that ma n makes in the production of progeny. The 
Law of Compensation is involved in all conduct at all times, 

This law was observed in the ceremonies of Initiation into the Ancient 
Mysteries. The Neophyte had to take a solemn oath'to refrain from all sexual 
generation the rest of his days. He had to allow that part of hi s body "to 
be dead and buried, " so the resurrection of his Higher Spiritual Consciousness 
c ould take place. 

We covered this great subject in our correspondence of 85 lessons en­
titled SECRET OF REGENERATION written 40 years ago . 

If the precious essence elaborate d by the gonad glands is conserved and 
not consumed in sexual activity, it flows ~p the straight and narrow path, t he 
urod" of the Spinal Cord, a stream of refined energy, of fiery fluid. 

As the stream moves higher , it becomes golden gas, mentioned in the Bible 
a s Golden Oil CZech. 4 :12), being the symbolical oil wi th which the brain of 
David was annointed. When it reache s the brain it activates the Pineal and 
Pituita ry glands. 

Much biblical allegory refers to this subject. The stream or vital energy 
that flows from the gonad glands upwards to the brain to form the "crook" of 
the symbolical ': stafP of David 1 s Good Shepherd Prayer becomes "Thy r od and 
Thy staff , they comfort me.,; The Pituitary than becomes the "cup that runneth 
over . " Psalm 23:1.,,5) " 

This was symbolized by the Sacred Headed Cobra on the forehead of the an­
cient Egypt i an royalty" 

The ductless glands of the physical bodycontrol all activities therein. 
They are also the spiritual c enters, the ingr~ss and egress points of contact 
for spiritual powers. 

Revelation mentions Seven Churches which symbolize the five main spirit­
ual centers, ih the body and thE two in the brain (Rev . 1:11). 
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:Phe phgsical' booy·-is the Microcosm reflecting the Macrocosm, and the An­
cient Magi said: "As above, so below," symbolized by the interlaced triangttes 
of the Star of David . 

"Man, know thyself'1 is the meaning of the knowledge that the physical 
body is not Man" 

Chapter No. 19 

FOUR BODIES 

;,Man has a physical, an emotional, a mental and a spiritual body, each 
finer one interpenetrating successively its coarser substance and being bound 
in linkage to it by vital affinities . '' (Prof. Alvin B. Kuhn, The Lost Light, 
1940' p. 39). 

According t o astrological tradition, the Universe and everything in it is 
composed of four primal elements, known as Fire, Air, Water and Earth. The hu­
man body is a condensation of these four elements. That is the reason why 
Dr . Alexis Carrel said man is composed of "a proce s sion of phantoms .. " 

The fourfold physical body, according to Prof. Harold W. Percival, con­
sists of an astral body, an airy body, a fluid body, and a solid body which 
becomes visible because of the compacted mass of its cells. The astral, airy 
and fluid bodies are intra-cellular and connect all the partsof the solid body 
with each other. 

Some authorities designate the fourfold physical body as the spiritual 
body, the ethereal body, the fluid body, and the dense bqdy. 

The fluid body is also called the ethereal double because the fluid body 
consists of condensed air . 

Every part of the dense body is interpenetrated by air, termed the ether­
eal body. The bony fnme of the physical body and the densest part of it, is 
built by the blood, making the bones solidified blood, and blood is liquefied 
air. In fact, the three departments which constitute the dense body are com­
posed of liquefied air. 

Air is constituted of gases, and gases are composed of atoms which makes 
the dense body an aggregation of atoms. 

Engendering, sustaining and vitalizing the three departments of the dense 
bpdy is the Spiritual Body which interpenetrates all substances, causing var­
ious rates of vibration in the different densities 

The 5pi~i~ual Body is 5pi~itual Man. He contacts the realities of each 
plane by means of the body indigenous to each plane. His focus of conscious­
ness may pass from one to the other of the four bodies under the pressure of 
the influence of his interests . 

The secret of the contemporary existence of these bodies within the space 
of the physical body, may occasion some increduality in regard to the ancient 
postulate. Mode~n science, however, has recently opened the door of explana­
tion of this ancient secret.It is a question of fin~ness of the molecular par­
tices and interstitial spaces. 

Physical science has recently discovered that certain rays can pass through 
apparently solid substance as their electrons revolve in minute orbits amid 
larger ones. 
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It i s secr etl y known that the atomi c substance , of which each of man !s bodies 
i s composed , is in str uctural e ssence , a subl imati on of the one which it in­
ter pe netr ates. Each OBe i nterpenetrates its coarser neighbor , and is also• inter­
penet ra t ed by i t s nex t f i ner associ ate . 

While the fo ur bodi es ar e un i ted in a single unit , occupying t he same 
t hree- dimens i onal space , there i s a gulf between each one , the abys s of their 
di fferences being i n electronic vibration , wave l ength , freque ncy and radial 
orb i t. 

This is the cosmic , unseen gulf which separ ates each world from t he othe r 
t hree . It is not a chasm of spatial distance , but a hi stus , a gap , be tween 
vibrat ional f requences , wave length , and other f orms of potency. 

To bridge t his gap and step from one world to t he other as clairvoyants 
do , i t is essent i al that man be abl e to tune up , or down , the pitch of his 
consciousness , as exempl ified by the tuning-in of a radio . 

Afte r considering vari ous applications of t he t yping , i t appears advan­
tageous to form a more condense d gr ouping of the four, primal elements under 
t he · heads of Fire and Water . Tr i s will be the Flame burning in Water, and these 
two will do double duty in carrying the burden of t he symbolism of the Anc ient 
Magi . 

This simpli fied the process by reducing the fourfold el ements of Man to 
the generali t y of dualism, or the compound of t wo elements, the Fi re and Water 
in ono body . 

Let Fire be taken to refer to our higher segment , and Water to our lower 
portion . Or let Fire connote t he Lord from Heaven as stated by t he Apostle 
Paul , and Water t he earthly man , the first Adam. The body is actually about 
BD% fluid ( I Cor . 15 : 47) . 

In his comme ntary on t he First Book of Aris t otle ' s Physics , Simplicius 
sad : 

"Matter is t he mutation of sensibles, with r e spect to intelligi bles , de­
viating from thence and carried down to non-being. These things which are the 
properties of sinsi bles are i rrational, corporeal, distr ibuted into parts , 
and passing into bulk and divulsion through an ul t i mate procession i nto gener­
ati on, viz. , into ma tter . For matter is always t he l ast sediment ~ Hence also 
t he Egypti ans call t he dregs of the First Life which they s ymbolical ly denomi na­
ted Water , Matter being , as it were , a certain mir e . " 

According to this view~~ter i s to be considered a kind of sediment that 
is deposited on the lowest l evel of the crystall i zation of ethereal r adi ation , 
as snow is the sedimentary deposit of vaporous states of water , subject to a 
reduction of temperature . Creative processes as pr esented in Na t ur e , provide 
a pefect analogy of every fac t , and it mus t be that way. 

An anc i ent s ymbolic te r m £o~ ear thly life is t he Sea of Generation ; and 
Iamblichus joined Her aclitus i n r egar di ng generation as a water symbol, that 
of a r iver, as ~sing always in f lux " I t was the Ri ver of Lathe , f lowing 
through the dark meadows of Ate , as Empdocles said. I n its swirling cur~ents , 
tt r epresented the voracity of matter and the l ight-hating worl d , as the gods 
said , and the windingstr.eams unde r wh i ch may are drawn down, as t he Chaldean 
Oracl es asserted. 

The condition of a meadow to symbolize ear t hly life is seen in its l ying 
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in a low, marshy place, continguous to a stream. It t ells of l and and water 
in juxtaposition and , therefore,matches mire in its suggestiveness. 

Plotinus (204-170 A.D . ,) leading representative of Neoplatonism, con­
sidered man's birth as a fall into mire . The Hebrew Psalmist said: 

"Save me, 0 God, for the waters are come into my soul. I sink in deep 
mire , where t he re is no standing ~ I am come in unto deep waters where the 
floods overwhelm me .••• 

Deliver me out of this mire, and let m~ not sink . Let me be delivered 
from them t hat hate me. Let not the water-floods overwhelm me, neither let the 
doop swallow ms up . " (Psalm 69:11-15) . 

Another type of this biblical fabulosity appears in the mire and filth of 
the Augean Stables, cleansed by Hercules . This solar hero turned into them the 
two rivers which symbolically signified those of Spirit and Water, and from 
the interworking of these two does purgation eventually appear. 

Air and Water, united, provide much data for symbology. There is air in 
water, and it needs only the ~pplication of the still more energetic element 
Fire , to beget most of the other forms of Life symbolism . 

In ice or in cold water the energies of t he Spirit remain inert. Let 
Fire be applied and the resultant energization exhibits a faint suggestion of 
the whole meaning of the entry of the Spirit into the province of the less ac­
tive subs tance. 

Fire plunged into water dramatizes the basic import of the entire incarna­
tion procedure. 

The Spirit, a fiery nucleus of noetic intelligence, is plunged into the 
flui dic habitat of a body of watery flesh . The moral fight is a combatbetween 
the Fire of Spirit and the Water of Emotion . Fire wins the Vic tory by eventual­
ly drying up and converting into steam, the heavy, humid nature of the terres­
trial body. 

The Biblical symbology indicates that the Fire of the Spirit must dry out 
a path across the Sea of Ge neration so that it may cross this Reed (Red) Sea 
out of Egypt, as also the Jordan River, into the Holy Land, t he body. 

The Spiritual Fire invades the watery parts of the body , already permeated 
by air in hidden form. Heat converts the water into vapor, which, becoming an 
airy form of water, suggests the birth of Mind out of Emotion" 

It is written, 11 Dh, the Being dormsnt within tho body , making his burning 
in flame , glowing within the sea of his vapor. Come, give the Fire, transform 
the vapor of his 8~ing. 11 

Vapor was a type of the Breath of Life (Gen. 2:7), air conta i ni ng moisture 
a symbol of the Spirit rohat was linked with Emotion, It was a plea for the god 
to come and subli~ate the emotional element of the lower self , water , by unify­
ing it with air, mind" 

Each higher body of the four bodies i s able to raise the potential of the 
one below it and refine it . So earth ( sense ) is raised and purifi ed by water 
(emotion); water by air, and air by fire ( Spirit) . 

By their simple application in various ways, many strange meanings of the 
Bible may be resolved into comprehensible reading. 
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Fire, Air, Water and Earth, the Four Creative Elements symbolized by the 
anc i ent Sphi nx , ar e found to supply interesting correlat ions when two or- more 
are seen in interplay. 

There is almost no end of the allusions to each of these separately in 
the tomes of the Ageless Wisdom. 

The earth eiem~nt at the bottom .need not ~e dealt with a t great length . 
It is readily sean for what it is -- t he n~thermost stratum of substance to 
which the Spirit mus t descend to manifest in the visible . world. 

The mineral ldngdom, the physical base of the body, marks the nadir of 
the downward sweep and the turning point or pivot. On its descending ark, the 
Spirit suffers a s ubjection of i ts finer forces to sluggish , iner t matter, on 
t he analogy of Fire be ing plunged i nto water. 

The physical world is thus the opposite pole of the Spiritual World, as 
ma tter is the oppos ite pol e of Spirit . Between these two extremes of positive 
and negative being , eternally plies the tireless shuttle of the Spi rit, build­
its kind accordin9 to the pattern. 

The ultimate significance of all this is the profound mystery of Being . 
One of the Spirit's processes is the cycl ic periodicity of the creative func­
tion, its cycle around the wheel of birth of the body, growth of the body, 
maintenance of the body, and .wha t seems to be t he death of the body. But --­
as the body was NOT alive , it cannot DIE! · 

The Cosmic Spirit , the Consuming Fire (Heb. 12:29), r hythmically institu­
t e s a progressive order , runs i t course, perfects i ts products and annihilates 
t hem to outward sense , l eaving their seeds of New Life to grow and bloom in 
the succeeding cycle, EACH AFTER ITS KIND . 

We must remember that the supreme entity termed Man, being the god of 
t he physical world, with dominion over all living things , is a nd must be al­
so the god of t he Spiritual World as t he Bible definitely states. 

Man was never made by divinity, but , according to~ the Bibl e , he existed 
f rom everlasting , or ever the earth was (Prov . 8:23). And Science estimates 
t he earth is billions of years ol d. 

The theory of man ' s oe i ng made by God was a clever scheme of the founders 
of religi on, des i gned to serve the clergy and to enslave humanity . Because of 
the constant mind-conditioni ng , the idea succeeded beyond expectat ions. 

Unto this day, the mind-conditioned masses believe that man is just a worm 
of the dust, crawling to God for forgiveness, to save hi s soul which was never 
lost and cannot be los t . 

Man does not POSSESS a Soul; he I S a Living Soul according to fact and alsc 
t he Bible (Gen. 2:7) . He is a Solar Spark of the Spiritual World from whence 
he c ame to the phys i cal worl d, and to which he returns when he sheds his phyai­
c al garment. 

When the author , or maybe the inter pre ter of the ancient s criptures wrote : 
"The Kingdom of God is within you" (Luke 17 : 21) -, had he operat ed on a level one 
s t ep higher in unders t a nding , he would have omitted the one word, 'within', 
making the passage read , THE KINGDOM OF GOD IS YOU. Then human history for the 
last sixteen centuries would have been far different from what it has been . 
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Chapter No. 20 

EGO AND PERSONALITY 

"And unto Adam God said, 'When thou was under subjection to Me (and gen­
erated spiritually), thou hadst a Bright Nature within thee, and couldst see 
things afar off. But after thy transgression (sexual generation) thy Bright 
Nature (Pineal Gland in the brain) wast withdrawn from thee (dormantized); 
and it was not left unto thee to see things afar off, but only near at hand, 
after the ability of the flesh; far it was brutish' 11 (Prof. H. W. Percival, 
Thinking and Destiny, 1946). 

Little does the orthorlox r.lerQy rRRlizR that this importAnt m8tter which 
made such a change in Man, is briefly allegorized in the Bible in these words: 

11 For in the day that thou eatest. thereof (generate sexually) thou (dying 
by degrees) shalt surely die. (Gen. 2:17). 

The Epistle of John mentioned the matter as follows: 
11Whosoever is born of God (Spiritual Generation) doth not commit sin; 

for his seed remaineth in him, and he cannot sin, because he is born of God. 
'' •••. In this the children of God are manifest .•••• there is a sin unto death. 11 

I John 1:9,10; 2:16). 

In our corresporidence course written forty years ago, entitled SECRET OF 
REGENERATION, we explained these two laws of generation mentioned in the Bible 
--the (1) Spiritual Law and the (2) Carnal Law. iRe Apostle Paul recognized 
these dual processes of Generatidn, referring td them in these words: 

"Isee another law~ (of generation) in my (sexual) members, warring against 
the (generative) law in my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the(genera­
tive)law of sin (carnal copulation) which is in my (sexual) members. 11 Rom.7:23). 

The true Fall of Man was his abandonment of Spiritual Generation in favor 
of Sexual Generation. The entire Book of Revelation, in profound allegory, is 
devoted to this identical subject, and we have interpreted that great allegory 
in our wol:k entitled 11 Son of Perfection. 11 

When the precious cr2ative essence, elaborated by the sexual glands is 
conserved and not consumej in copulation, it is converted into brain substance 
and vital energy, ascends to the brain and imrpoves the condition of the won­
derful Pituitary and Pineal glands. 

Rev. Wayne Trubshaw realized that the Bible is the ancient story of Man, 
and he said: 

11 The first and most important 'Key' in understanding the Bible is to know 
that it is not of this world. In it, nothing can be found actually pertaining 
to anything but the Soul and Body of Man. (Chrysalis Magazine, Oct. 1968). 

Due to the intimate relationship, it is well to refer again to what we 
quoted from Percival in the preceding chapters: 

"With the closing of these inner or~ans (in the brain) the eyes became 
blind to all but physical things. The Light went out through the sexual or­
gans and was lost onto nature. 11 

The only Science of Man the world ever had outside of the Bi ble, was por­
trayed by the wise Ancient Magi in the strange symbolism of the Zodiac. There 
are several vital reasons why there were 12 Tribes of the Israelites and why 
the Zodiac was divided into 12 Signs. 
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Diligent and unpre judice d r e sear chers have discovered many of t hem . 
There is still a very i mportant one hidden f rom the world , and t hat one deal s 
directly with t hB Spark of Life·,. the Ego, as to which the Bhagavad Gi ta 11 

s aid : 
11 Yes, it (Ego) is a port i on of myself, that, as an apparent separate 

Soul, doth draw around i t self the five senses , and the mind , tha t i t may 
obtain embodiment in a mortal frame , and that it may leave this frame agai n. 
And the Ego carrieth this mind and these senses to whatever body he inhabits, 
and c arrie t h t hem away again when he l eaves that body . 11 (P . 120) . 

Man i s conscious that he is conscious . But he is unconscious of that 
which is conscious . He i s not c onscious that his body is not him . He is cons­
cious of his fe eling, des iring, thinking and his identity . He i s consc i ous of 
11 I 11 but not of. the r eal 11 1" which is unknown to hi m. He knows not hi s real 
self . 

The physical personality s ays to i t self , 11 I s ee, I hear, I taste , I small , 
I t ouch. 11 Real l y i t does nothing of the kind, and man does not know it. 

The sense of s i ght l ooks through t he eyes, sees t hrough the eyes , and 
makes on t he personality a record of wha t it sees . The personal i ty c onveys 
the impress i on to the f eeling of the Ego . The desire aspect of the Ego pass ­
es the i mpressi on to t he body-mind , t o have i t translat ed and i nterpreted in 
terms of feeling the impression produced by the s ense of sight . 

The n t he f e e ling of t he Ego . being a l l t hroug h the person a lity , i dent i ­
f ies itself with the sense of s ight which does the seeing and says to itself , 
ni see ," which is err oneous, for it is only the conscious of what is seen, 
hear d , tas ted , smelle d , and contact e d by t he s enses . 

Man i s not c ons0ious tha t his physical personaltiy is a mas k , a robe , a 
gar ment t hat c orr es ponds wi th the physical world. I t i s the embodied Ego 
which uses the pe rsonalit y , acts a t its behes t , and c onceive s that it is the 
pe rsonal i ty . 

The combinat ion of the personalti y and the embodie d Ego constitutes t he 
human being which erroneously ident ifie s itself as the knower . Thereby, i t 
s huts off t he possibil i ty of being advised by thinking t hat thi s is i n error . 

Its f eeling , des iring and thinking a re done f or na ture . It is not cons ­
cious of t r ue feeling and dffsi r e, or of true t hinki ng, which are done by t he 
Ego f or its e lf, a part f r om nature. 

The human being doe s not i dentify hi ms el f mith the atmos phere and the Ego 
outside and inside of the physical body , The ''1 11 of which the body i s consc ious 
i s a f alse "I" . 

The personaltiy , as a whole, does not r e-exist. Parts of it does. The 
r est i s dissol ved befo re the Ego r e - exi sts i n a new personalit y . 

The Mic rocosm i s an individualized portion of the Macrocosm, and natur ­
ally the rhythmic puls ati ons of the Macrocosm appear in the Micr ocosm. 

Limited by the ph~9ical o=gans and served by them, the Ego in the body 
c an enter into communi cati on with things i n the physical wor ld only by t he 
inte r media t ion of the organs of the personality . 

The pers onaltiy is an envel ope , adjusmd to t he phys ical environment . By 
c onf i ning t he Ego wit hin the p e rsonality, mak e s t he Ego ' s a c tivi t ies possib le 
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in the phys ical world . 

In the creative proces s called death which usually frightens the human 
be ing , the four-fold body returns to the essence of the four worlds from 
which it was drawn . 

The essence of the personaltiy is dissipated into the four states of 
matter of the universe , termed fire, a ir, water and earth. These transient 
units return to nature and continue to travel through the astral bodies and 
t he bodies of minerals, vegetables, ani mals and humanals. 

The Ego, the real 11 1~ which was embodied , returns to the Spiritual World 
from whence it c ame. It will have its next embodiment when its turn comes. 

These are some of the mysteries of the universe that man knew before he 
fell into the error of sexual generation, thus robbing the Pituitary a nd Pin­
eal glands in the brain of much of its sustaining s ubstance, causing these 
glands to lose portions of their power ~o that they could no longer see thing~ 
afar of f . 

Some of this strange power still partially appears in the case of true 
clairuovance and clairaudience. Leading authorities assert that these higher 
powers of consciousness, in prime condition, once were common to all men be­
f ore man fell into t he brutish s tate of sexual generation. 

The lower man s inks mentally in ~: the scale of intellectuality, the strong­
his emotions affect his mind, and the more he is influenced by superstition . 
That is the clever ruse employed by the cunning group that controls the masses; 
a nd that i s the basic foundation and primary purpose of- religion. It was in­
vented by the priesthood to serve the priesthood. 

Chapter No . 21 

GENES 

"In each cell (of the body) there are GENES . The Genes are your ancestors. 
Every ancestor from Adam and Eve to yourself is in you in the form of Genes 
which are literally every ancestor incapsulated in ycu;.ll (Rev . Wm. L. Bless­
ing, in Showers of Blessing , December, 1968) . 

Chromosomes are the small bodies into which the chromatin of a cell­
nucleus splits previous to karyokinetic division of the body cell. The chromo­
somes are composed of invisibl e particles called Genes. These very minute ag­
gregates of chemical elements are of capital importance as they possess the 
future of the individual and of the race. 

The characteristics of each person have a double origin . They come simul­
taneously from the constitutuion of the ovum, from which a person originates, 
and from his development and his history. 

Before fertilization by the male element , the ovum expels hclf of the nuc­
leus, half of each chromosome, tha t is , half of the her editary factors, the 
Genes, which are arranged im.a linear series along the chromosomes. 

We know how t he head of the male spermatozoon penetrates the ovum, after 
having lost half of its chromosomes, and how the body , wi th all its character­
istics and tendencies, derives from the union of the male and female chromosomes 
within the nucleus of the fert ilized egg. 
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At this moment the individual exists onl y in a potential state. He con­
tains the dominant factors responsible for the visible characteristics of 
the parents , and also , the recessi ve factors wh i ch have remained hidden dur­
ing their entire life. According to th~ relative position in the new individ­
ual ' s chromosomes, t he recesqi ve f actors will manifest the i r activity or will 
be neutral ized by domincnt factors . 

These r e l at ions are described by the science of genetics as the laws of 
here dity . They merely express the origin of the i nherent characteristics of 
each human being. ·However , these characteristics are nothing but tendencies 
or potent i ali ties . · 

Ac cording to t he circumstanc es encountered by t he emt;J;r yo, t he fetus , t he 
child and the adole Bcent duri rry t lre.il' development, t hese tendencies become ac­
tual or r emain virtual . Each person's history is as unique a s were the na ture 
and arrangement of his constitutive Genes when he was an egg . So , the original­
ity of man depends both upon heredity and development. 

I t is opined t hat individual ity rises from these dual sources . But it is 
not known what part each of them plays in our f or mation . 

Is heredity more i mportant than developm-ent , or vice- ver sa? Watson and 
the behavi orists bEli eve that education and envi ronment are capable of impart­
ing to man any desired form. In that case, education would be everything and ... 
heredity nothing. 

Ge ne tici sts beli ve , on the contrary, that her edity imposes witself on man 
like ancient fate , and that the salvation of the r ac e· lies not in education, 
but i n eugenics . Bot h school s f6~g~t that. s uch a program cannot be solve~ by 
argum3nt, but only by observati~n and experiment. 

Observation and experiment t~ach. us that the parts of heredit y and ~f dev­
elopment vary in each person , and - that generally their respec~ive values canno~ -
be deter mined . -

Childr en conceived by the same parents , r aised together anc in t he same 
manner , present striking difference s in form , s t a t ur e, nervous constitution, 
intellectual aptitudes , and moral qualiti es. It i s obvious t hat these differ~ 
ences are of ancestral origin , some are not util ized, the others develop . 

We know not what influence the Genes, those particles of nuclear substance 
originating from our ancestors , exert on the formation of the individual , in the 
building of the body and the consc i ousness . 

Many observations and experiments have s hown th~t certai n aspects of the 
in rl ivirlual are already pre sent in the ovum, and that othcrc ore onl y potential. 

The Gene s exercise theiD influence e i ther in an inexorable ~anner by im­
posing on the individual definite charac t eristics which develop f at ally , or 
in the form of tendencies which -become, or fail to become , effective , accor ding 
to the circumsta nces of dGvelopment. 

Ps t o Egos , t he sp iritual wor l d swarms wi th them. They ar e universal un­
til tre e vent of their incarnation , and then they become individualized , This 
individualization restricts them to a certain line of activity. 

That apparently is the reason why a certailln Ego appears i n a particular 
person. Each incarnation seems to establish a magnetic attraction that subse­
quently rules the activity of each specific Ego t hereafter. 
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Chapter No . 2~ 

ANIMISM 

"Man i s not of Nature's making , but a special creation. He came fully 
developed in form and mind, but required experience for mental evolvement . 11 

(Dr. Jame s S. Dana . ) 

Dr. George E. Stahl, (1660-1734), German chemist . and physician, was an 
exceptionally wise man, and years ahead of his time. He was court physician 
to the Duke of Weirmer i n 1687 , and lived during the declining days of the 
Dark Ages , when it meant courting deatQ by buuning at the iron stake t o ques­
tion publicly anyllte ral statement in the Bible. 

Stahl postulated the doctrine of Animisn, which means tha t the living 
phenomena of organized bodies are produced by an actuating or vital principle 
distinct f r om the substance of the bodies . 

Animism holds t hat Life is the directive principle in the evolution and 
growthof the body. It contgnds that all cannot be t r aced back to chemical and 
mechanical processes as claimed by physical science, but there is a directive 
agency which guides and control s t he vital energy without alte r ating its power. 

Thi s doctrine indicates the existence of a Spiritual World apart from 
the physical world, and was vigorously s upported by Dr. Edward B. Tylor, Eng­
lish Anthropologist. 

In 1871, TTtyl or ' s book was published , entitled 11 Researches into the Dev­
elopment of Philosophy , Religion & Mythology , which book, at once, became the 
standard general treatise on Anthro~ology . 

In Chapters 11-17 of thi s book, Tylior's doscussion of Animism mas espec­
ially elaborate. He dete rmined . the limts of the province of Anthropology which 
i ncluded 11 The Gene.'r.cil Doctrine of Souls and Other Spiritual Beings. 11 In 1896 
he became the f irst professor of Anthropology at Oxford . 

In the 19th century physical science was completely sold on the t heory of 
Materialism , and leading scientists claimed that 11All is physical matter and 
m~chanical energy . 11 That is the t heory contained in the books ~tudied by schol­
ars in the schools and medical colleges . 

However , the failure of physical science to prove this proposition is con­
fessed by every scientist who has made a personal investigation of these matters 

Prof . William Crooks , F.R .S. , and Alfred R. Wallace, in pa rticular, s tarted 
thei r own investigation i n a skaptical attitude of mind. Every experiment and 
dogma of physical science known to them, was opposed "to the postulate of spir­
itual force and of physically di sembodied intelligence. 

Both of these men entertained the belief that the complete exposure and 
utter route of Animisn and Spiritualism simply depended upon a f ew scientific 
tests directed by the rational mind of a physical scientist. 

The results of these tests are too well known to discuss i n detail . Both 
of t hese prejudiced r epresentatives of materialism frankly confessed failure. 
Both admitted publicly that the phenomena of Animism and Spiritualism are def­
inite facts in Nature which defy any analysis of expoundation of physical 
science. More than this, both agreed that s uch phenomena are due to super­
physical forces and to phgsically disembodie d intelligence . 

Having employed and exhausted every test known to physical s~ience and 
reason, these master minds of physical s cience satisfied themselves that the 
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Doctrine of Animism and Spiri t ualism, which extends so far back in the mist of 
time that all record of its origin is lost, definitely appears to r est on a 
solid foundation. 

And how did the wor:d of materialism meet t hat patient inquiry and cheer­
ing message? Just exactly as the worl d received t he messages of CoperniEus , 
Galileo , Harvey, Franklin, Gray Arago, etc. 

Prof . Crookes and Alfred WallaC.ewere overtly ridiculed and declared to 
be insane . This is the usual remard that intelligent men receive for report­
ing honestly and frankly upon t heir investigations . And, the workss of Prof . 
Hilton Hotema will ~otbe any exception to this r egular rule. 

The Spiritual World is just as tangible And visihle to srirituRl mAn AS 

the physical plane is to the physically embodied man . 

The doctrine of a s~iritual wotld is one of those unt h i nkatle propostions 
which discredits the th~cry of Materialism and r efutes t he books which are 
based on material ism . 

The Spiritual World is as truly material as the visible world in which we 
live while embodied . It is an invisi bl e world of fine r particles and more 
rapid vibratory action that t he visible world. 

Physically embodied intelligence cannot succeed i n passing the limitations 
of substance As far as physical science has penetra t e d, it finds both substance 
and intelligence in their natural order. It finds intell igence everywhere man­
ifesting as t he positive agency in nature acting upon substance . It find s t hat 
substance i s the negative pol e of Na ture, being act ed upon by intel ligence . 

Another surprising factor disclosed itsel f t o t he unprejudi~ed investi a­
tor. The Spiritual World has l ocality. It encircles the earth as the atmosphere 
and extends some s ix thousand miles into space . Some term it the earth ' s aura , 
and from it comes everything that appears on the earth . · 

The earth, itself, is constituted of crystalized r adiation and when i t had 
a ttained the proper condition for living things to appear thereon, they came 
from the invisi~le, Spiritual World . 

Those famil i ar with the seance room will r ecall how often a clairvoyant 
medi um mentions the aura of certa in visitors . At one time the medi um may al­
lude to a phys ically embodied visitor, a t another t o a spiritual visitor. In 
both insroances the medi um sees spiritually those vibrations of spiritual mag­
netism emanating from the person in the physical body , or out of it, as the 
ca se may be . 

Here appea r s the explanation of the Halo ror nimbus s urrounding Angel s who 
have for all ages been mentioned by mediums, or written about , or picture d by 
artists . 

With the data presented, the student is equipped to j udge as between t he 
theory of scientific skepticism and a rational philosophy of life deduced from 
knowledge and e vidence based on the principle of phys i cal and spiritual e xis­
tence . He is prepar ed to decide which of these two schools is the more likel y 
t o be right -- the one thzt i l logically explains a smal l part of the physical 
fac t s of Na ture , or the one tha t consistently ~xpounds a wide range of physi­
cal facts and metaphysical or spiritual phenomena a l so. 

The student s hould decide between two conclusions which are di ame trical­
ly opposed to each other. - 56 -



CHAPTE:R NO. 23 

SPIRITUAL WORLD 

"What is calle.tl space through which the earth moves around the sun i s 
matter more closely compacted than the earth itself. In this invisibile s ub­
stance the earth floats like a fish in water.;; (Prof. Harold W. Percival, in 
Thinking and Des tiny, 1946). 

The dawn of the Space Age is still young, but already it has produce d 
human achievements that have shock~d the world. These include shooting me n 
into space to orbit the earth and shooting rockets to the moon . 

In our work, entitled, ;'The Empyreal Sea" we mentioned the remarkable 
data sent back to the ta'I'th by t he rocket C'Eilled Mariner II, Venus Probe , 
which disclosed that the Earth f l oats in a Cosmic Sea of Electrified Radia ­
tion, 11 ari ocean in the accepted sense of the word, ;r wrote Johh Leer, science 
Editor of the Saturday Review of January 5, 1963 . 

Until quite recently science knew nothing at all of the bast sea of As­
trological Radia tion surround the Earth, and regarded space as be ing empt y 
and void . Then science got a shock when it discovered that in one breath of 
this Empyreal Sea there is enough Electrified Radiation to power an airplane 
for a month. 

Thi s invisible Sea of Electrified Radiation is so dense , that it pro­
duces enormous pressure upon the Earth, amounting to nearly 15 pounds per 
s quare inch at sea-level . 

This pressure exerted un the Earth and its inhabitants is 2016 pounds 
per square foot . Man is unaware of that pressure on his ·body because of equal 
and countervailing p~essure of gsses and fluids within his organism. 

Man lives at the bottom of this gaseous Sea, thousands of miles deep, 
existing as precariously as a marine animal in its natural habitat of war, 
a sub-element of air (two gases com~~ned) . 

The Spiri tual World and its locality are a great mystery. Science r e­
cently s olved t hat mystery . The Spiritual World begins right where the phys ­
ical world ends . There are no gaps iri na ture. Where something ends another 
something begins . 

The physical world ends at ground level. That is wher~ the Spiritual 
World begins . It is said t o extend into space some 6,000 miles and then 
gradually fade s i nto finer particles called ether. 

Thi s really means tha t everything on the Earth above gnuund level ex­
ists in the Spiritual World . Our feet on the earth are in the physical world 
indicated by the zodiaca l s ign Pisces (fishes) . Our head i s in t he Spiritual 
World, indicated by the Zodiacal s ign Aries (Fire) . 

Both worldsare intimately related, and both are produced by the same 
creative process , being the product of crys tallized radia tion . The Spiritual 
world, as stated, is constituted of much finer particles . 

The Spiritual World is the resetvoir of the primordial ~ssence of eve ry­
thing that appears on the Earth . This essence is the source of vi s ible forms, 
and the forms are produced in the same way and accor ding to the same law that 
produced the spiritual a nd physical worlds . 

In every living form in natur e, the physical and the spiritua l are con­
j oined . The spiritual is the active, building power, and the physical form 
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is the passive product. It i s th~ Spirit that quickeneth ; the(form of )flesh 
~rofite~h · nbthing. (John ~ : 63) . All forms are f ashioned according to a defin­
itE des ign ; and the human form is the habitati on of the Spiritua l Spark call­
ed the Ego •. 

The Ego emerges from the Spiritual World a s a Universal Element , and· by 
the creative process of incarna tion it is transf ormed into an individualized 
Principle . It is eternal ~nd has no beginning a nd no ending . 

When properly expounded and clearly comprehende d, all creative action is 
just a s r e gular and simple as that whiph produces a thunder storm in a space 
in the sky ~hat was clear arid bright. so~e hours before the storm was formed . 

The clouda and the rain ar e physical substance , but the lightli11Jny d iiLl 

thunder are spiritual essence . The Spirit is the active principle in all phen­
omena that occurs in the vi sible world . The Spi ri t of everything i s the essence : 
the motiva tive force, the heart and core . 

Whe nce come the clouds , the wa ter, the lightning and thunder? Wha t caused 
the forma tipn of the storm? 

Such s imple , periodic occurrences of creative action should be common 
knowledge but , instead of that, they are profound mys teries, and sci ence can-
not expound them.. - I 

Furthermore, we should r emember that nothing ever begins but the form , 
and nothing e ver ends out the form . The form of the storm begins and ends , 
but the essenc e of the form has · no beginning and no ending~ -

The eter na l mystery. of the e~isteQce of man is simplified and sol ved by 
t he knowing and applying this cosmic law to the huma n body . The body i s c om­
posed of matte r as to i ts form, and the f or m i s animate d by the Fiery Spirit 
of Life . 

The f orm of the body begins and ends, but the esseoc8 ·of the f orm and 
the anima tive Spirit had no be ginning and no ending . The form of the body re­
turns to primordial dust , • and the ariimative Spirit re t urn's to the Spiritual 
World . 

The Biblical scribe knew tha t , and he wrote : "! (Spirit) was se t (exi s t ed) 
from eve rlasting, from t he beginning, or ever ·t he earth was. " Prov. 8 :23) . 

The poe t Longfellow rec~gnized that s t a t e and wrot e : 
0 Life is r eal, life i~ earnest; 

And the grave is not its goal; 
Dust thou art , to dust returnest, 

Wa not spoken of the Soul." 

Science was amazed when the . splitting of the atom revealej the s ecret of 
the exi s t e nce of the Spiritual World. That event di sclosed the border l ine 
which bounds t he universe of visible matter and the i nvis ible 3ubstance and 
animative For ce of the Spiritual . 

The phys ica l scienti s t , us ing his phys ical means , is l ogi cally l imited 
in his investigation and demonstr ation to the r ealm of v{sible mat ter. He ha s 
to stop a t t he border lliine be tween the phys ical and spiritual worlds , and i s 
constraine d to admit it . He says : 
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11 I ca n go no f urther . The ins truments at my command are not fi ne enough 

nor s uff i cientl y s ubtle to tes t the properties and qualiti e s of those t hings 
which lie beyond the range of phys i cal matter . They exc lude the me thods of 
physical science a nd a l l t he means at my command." 

At thi s point the spiritual sc ient i s t enter s t he game . He t akes up t he 
t hread of research and ca r ries i t f orward by natural r easoning beyond t he bor­
der line of physic s into the realm of met aphys i cs. I n hi s ability t hus to 
cons i der the pr operties of both wurlds, his amazing advantages are i nconceiv­
able tocthose phys i cal scient i sts whose sense of visi on i s limi ted to t he worl d 
of s t rictl y physical matte r . 

At t hi s line extending be tween t he t wo worlds , the s pirit ual s cien t i st 
me ntal ly c onsiders eve r y l aw a ffecti ng phys i cal ma tter as bei ng concatenated 
t o its correlati ve law rul ing s piritual s ubst ance. Thus , t he i nvi sible link 
i n t he law is supplied, s howing t he law extends, unbroken, from t he worl d of 
phy sical matter directly to t he world of spiritual substance without i nterup­
tion , jus t a s the physi cal ner ves of the spinal cord enter the physical brain, 
a nd c ontinue wi thout i nterrupt i on a s an invisibl e bean directly int o t he spir­
itual world , mentioned in the Bible as the Silver Cord ( Eccl. 12 : 6 ). I n this 
r egular c ontinui t y he rec ognizes the ma j est y, the capacity , and the potential­
ity of th i s uni versal l aw. 

The qualifi ed student of Spiritual Science underst ands hi s own envol ve­
ment in conformity with the Laws of Creation. He realizes t he dual nature of 
ma n which phys ical sc ience r e fu se s to r ecognize , c laiming t hat s uch i s not the 
case . He accepts as a working cor ollary t he bas ic fact s pre sente d by creative 
rocesses He comprehends the premi se that man, a s s tated i n the Bible, i s con­
s tituted of wha t Pa ul terme d a t errestrial body and a cele stia l body (I Cor . 
15 : 40) . Physi cal science scornful l y r ejects thi s biblical evi dence a s t he sense­
less jar gon of super s t i tious heat hens. 

The Bi bl ical pr emise i ndicates that man is constitut e d of a physical body 
and a ~piritual body. The f ormer is the form and the l a t te r i s t he animati vw 
power Accepting this premise a s a worki ng principl e , t he spiritual scientist 
proceeds t o demonstrate by rational means and scientif i c me thods the r ela t i on­
ship of t he dual bodies " 

The s trange l aw which he obse rves t o give~hi s demonstration is the co smi c 
law of radiation , di sc overed by phy s i cal science in the splitting of the atom. 
Radia t i on i s now known t o be the ul t imate source tha t provide s the univer sal 
ess e nce of b oth t he physica l and the spi ri tual worlds. 

All created object s , i ncluding t he human body , a r e formed of crystallized 
radia t i on . The par t icl es which become c oarse in t e xture move a a correspond­
ingly low r a te of vi brat ory ac tion, and t he y form the human body, provided 
wi th sensory organ s t o ac qua int man with t he nature of hi s environment , 

Cr eative proce sses conditi on t he se specialized organs to receive and re­
gi ster the vi brations of phys i cal ma t te r and spiritual subs~ance . I n the case 
of modern man, the two s uperior CJ r gans in t he brain which were pi.>Dvided t o re­
ceive a nd r egister t he subtl e vibra t i on s of t he Spiritual World have become 
semi - aor mant due to the degenerated c ondition of hi s body , bec ause of his evil 
habi ts and his polluted environment . 

So the Ego i s not cogniz ant now of the exist ence of the Spiritual World 
as it use d to be several t housands of years ago. The natur al human mind can 
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comprehend onl y those things which the five external senses can perceive--the 
world of physical things--the world that is known through seeing, hearing, 
smelling, t asting and touching 

These semi- dormant organs in t he br ain do occasionally f unction suffi cient­
ly, i n the case of clair voyants a nd clairaudients , to acquaint these r are per­
sons of many strange things unknown to other people . 

Even the five regular sensory organs are not now a dapted to a l l of the 
vibrations of physical matter , Their combined powers embrace only a limited 
scope of vibrations . This r ange includes just t he vibrations of physical mat­
ter on the same level of refinement and vibratory action as that of the physi­
cal organism .. 

For the physical scientist who views his intellect as supreme, this log­
ically means that the material universe is the limit of al l possible knowl edge 
and thus the l imit of '311 "l egitimate " scientific endeavor. The idea of s uper­
natural knowledge , a s in the case of clairvoyants , is totally re jected. 

The physical scientist is then nagged by the question of how accurately 
he is able to compr ehend the mate r ial world. From his experience he i s sus­
picious of t he limitations and exper iences of his physi cal sense s . He even do 
doubts their realiability . Therefore , he is forced to conclude t here can be '' 
;' no p:rfect knowledge and no perf ect knower ;; 

The universe c ontains scores of things man cannot feel, odors he can not 
smell, flavors he cannot taste . For as much man knows , the physical worl d 
could be inhabited by another race of beings, who pursue their course unknown 
to h i m, and perhaps he unknown to t hem. 

Or dinar ily , the physical body , in its coarser state , is opaque to its 
own embodied spiritual sensory organs , as we have s hown in our work entitled , 
;; Spiritual Vision. '' 

Chapter No . 24 

BEHOLD THE GOD 

"And God created great whal es , and every living creature that moveth 
which t he waters brought forth abunda~tly, AFTER THEIR KIND, and every winged 
fowl AFTER HIS KIND .. .. And God said, :>Let the ear th bring forth the living 
cr~ature AFTER HIS KIND, cattle and creeping things , and beasts of t he earth 
AFTER HIS KIND ••• And God ~ade the beast of the earth AFTER HIS KI ND , and cattle 
AFTER THEIR KIND , and every thing that creepeth upon the earth AFTER HIS KIND.~ 
(Gen. 1 : 21-25). 

~ccording to this bi~lical evidence and to the fact of natural law, each 
living thing repDoduces p~ogeny AFTER ITS KIND . Each KIND has varie ties , as 
many kinds of f i sh, fowl and beast . Fi s h never r eproduce fowl, rabbits neve r 
r eproduce squirrels, monkies never r eproduce men, etc. 

It is very important to consider t ha t in the case of Man, a distinctly 
different order of creative action appears . 

"And God said , Let us make Man in Our Image , aft er our l ikeness •• So , 
God c r eated Man IN HIS OWN IMAGE, IN THE IMAGE OF GOD CREATED HE HI M. " (Gen. 
1:26, 27) . 

Here a singular God suddenly becomes plural--the Elohim. The term comes 
from Alhe im, meaning a Council, a Council of gods .. The numerica l value of the 
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word , Alheim is 3.1415, the relation of a diameter to the circumference of 
a circle, or her e the Zodiac. 

The Elohim wer e , inferentially, twelve in number, since there were 
twelve Titans i n the Greek Myth that created man and twelve powers of the 
Zodiac. 

In thi s passage the Bible indicates that Man was here from t he very be­
ginning, and this is confirmed in the f ol l owing words : ar (Man) was set up 
(§Xisted ) from everlasting , f rom t he beginning , or ever the earth was. ;, (Prov. 
8: 23 ) _ 

There are three widely different hypotheses in regard to the appearance 
of the being called Man upon the eartho One is that of the orthodox evolution­
i st , another is that of the orthodox rel igionists , and the third is contained 
in the Bible. 

The evolutionist classifies man in the animal kingdom and r egards him as 
ascending from t hat kingdom . However , there is in man ' s constitution a strange 
power that i s re sponsible for his evolvement far beyond all other creatures . 
Tha t power is in the brain, and this subject has been expounded in our work 
entitled "The Magic Temple . '' 

8 Man's superior cephalic power never evolved from the beast of . the field , 
The most ancient r ecords r eveal this fac t i n hi s manufacture of implements 
of t he chase , f or defense in warfa re, in the construction of buildings in

We marvel at the apparently boundless extent of .human intelligence. When 
modern man rose above t he darkness ·created by the Roman Catholic Church which 
occurred in t he 19th Century A.D. , what he has acc omplished in that c ompara­
tively short space of time is amazing. 

We are astonished by the sight of the great stone structures of the an­
cient world, built l ong ages before the Church was ever born , and s ome of which 
the Church has destroyed to conceal the great work of man in t he earlier ages .

the baneful power of the Church, it was not until the 18th Cen­
i t became somewhat s afe for man to study the history of the 
Only a century ago the imagination of the Christian World had 
six thousands years since t he appearance of Man .

Know ye not that your body is t he Temple of the Holy Ghost (Spirit) 
which is in you (and which i s you), which ye have of God, and ye a re not your 
own.(body) ?" (I Cor. 6:19) 

These Biblical passages prove t hat . man is not what he thinks he is ~ ~ ­
and ·for thi s r eason . He has been taught by the priest s and preachers t hat 
mh]cfu ~ is· c ohtFary to t he fact that man is not hi s body, but the indwell ing 
Spirit which builds the body so the Spirit may appear in the phys ical world 

The Bible a l so states tha t ~ffihe Kingdom of God i s within you ,. 1
' Luke 

i7 :2l) . It i s understood that God abides in His Kingdom , By no effor t , or 
study , or thought , ever so long continued , can we become con scious of any 
Enti ty within our body t hat is separate from us, or from our mind . 

In support of these Biblical passages, H P. Blavatsky wrote : 

"Throughout t he whole r ange of mys t ic liter ature of the Ancien t Woril! d , 
we detect the same idea of Spiritual Es~terici sm that t he personal God exi sts 
only within the body of the worshipper, and never without.· That personal Deity 
i s no vain breath, nor fiction of the imagina tion, but t he Immortal Entity 
inhabiting the body .. " (Sec . Doc . ) . 

Acc ording t o the evidence presented , both qiblical and scient ific, man 
i s the God of the physical world 

CHAPTER NO " 25 

ETERNAL EXI STENCE 

"Occultism teaches that no f orm can be assumed by a nything whose type 
does not already exist on the subjective plane The human form has existed 
in the Eternity as Ethereal Prototype . These supersens uous moulds contained 
bes ides the ir own, t he elements of a ll the ve getal and an imal forms on this 
planet . Therefore, man's e t ernal form has passed t hrough every vegetal a nd 
animal body before i t (attaine d perfection and) a ssumed the humanal form. '· 
(H . P. Blava tsky, i n Secret Doctrine , I, P" 303) . 

That contention of Eternal Existence a ppears reasonable and plausible , 
for i t is certa in that somethi ng cannot come from nothing. The aible recog­
nizes that to be a fact and says so i n t hese words : 

uAnd every plant of the f iel d (exi s ted) before it was (visible) in the 
earth , and eve ry herb of the f i eld (exist~d) bef ore it grew. (in the earth) . 1• 

Gen . 2: ~ 5). 
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The things which are seen in the physical world are the temporal reflec­
tion of the eternal things in the Spi ritual World . 

Dr. P. O. Duspensky referr ed to eternal existence as follows: 

"Ordinary views are based upon the assumption t hat the life of a man 
arises from nothing and vanishes into nothing. It is very difficult t o think 
that this Baing existed before birt h in t he physical world. People are never 
taught how to begin thinking i n t hat directi6n . " (New Mode~ of the Universe.) 

Ages of observati on and experience indicate that the regular course of 
al l physical formations is always downward from invisible radiation to visi­
ble condensat ion . 

The Ancient Magi represented thi s cosmic order by the lower point of the 
Int erlaced Triangles , the Archaic Symbol of Creation . They held that the pri­
mordial prototype existed eternally. 

Thought Forms, Potenti al Existence, visible images of the invisible Eter­
nal, emanates from the Spiritual World as the activating principle, and unfolds 
as man , clad in a garment of the Cosmos, corresponding i n color , number, and 
v i bration to the Sol ar System as it was a t the moment of the beginning of the 
transform~tion of the Invisib~e Archetype to physical man . 

The ~ncient Magi employed the Circle to symbolize creative action. They 
saw that 6reative processooperates in cycles, and so do t he products. Man 
moves in a cycle . The Cosmic Cycle brings him into the physical world and takes 
him back to ~e Spiritual World. 

Dr . Gustaf, noted astronomer, wro te a book entitled , 11 The Soul of the Uni­
verse," in which he presented a theory of creative processes which he actually 
demonstrated to be sound and f actual. 

He postulated that 11 In the living world t here are organizing fields i n 
which ther e potentially exist the ethereal prototypes of al l things which ap­
pear in the pnysical warld. 11 

He demonstrated the postulate of potentialexistence to be a fact . He 
showed by his experiments that the archetypal farm is reflected in every physi­
cal form. He s tudied the electrical fiel d to determine' whether there was a 
spiritual prot9type back of a tadpol e . 

Wi th an exceedingly sensitive electrical instrument, he explored the field 
i n the water in which the tadpole was placed. When the animal was undergoing 
metamorphosis, changing from t adpole to frog , the effect on his instrument 
wa s startling. 

He was amazed to find that the prototype of the future animal was in 
existence as a spiritual form before it had changed to the physical form . 
The spiritual form was there as a pattern . 

Stromberg said: "The substance, which ruas the soul of the s olution, cl ick­
ed i nto place, and an animal came into physical being . " 

Dr. Cbarles W. Littlefield wrote : "All visible forms have their counter­
part in th~ invisible world ." (P . 180). 

He hel d that the visible world is a ma terialized product of Cosmic Thought 
Forms which exist i n the Spiritual World . Thought Forms are the origin of all 
living things on the ear t h (Way of Life, P. 76) . 
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Thi s agr ee s wi th t he passage we quoted on the lastt page f r om t he Bibl e . 
However, t hat pa ssage incl uded onl y plant s and herbs" It i s possible that 
the Bibli cal scribe , under orders , omitted t he an imal and humanal ki ngdom s 
f rom the law of e t e r nal existence . 

According t o t he l aws o f na ture , ther e i s no be gi nning and no ending 
Eve rything is e ternal, even the dus t of the ground Everything that has eve r 
been, still exists Every t hing changes, but nothing ever become s ext inct . 
The Bible confirms that in these words: 

~The t hing tha t ha t h been , i t i s tha t which s hal l be ; and that which i s 
done is t ha t which s hall be done; and there is no new thing under the sun . 
Is there anything whereof i t may be said, ' See, thi s is new? ' It ha th been 
elreody in o l d time , whichi•'W6S before u s " " (Ec c l . 1 :9,10) .

EXPIRATION

Religion is ba sed on t he great fear of death . Remove that fear with the 
knowledge t hat no t hing dies , teach the prole tariate that vital fac t , and r e­
l igion woul d disappear . 

President George Wash ington -- Treaty wi t h Tr ipolo, 1797 said, "The 
gove rnment of the United St ates of America is NOT in any s e nse founded on the 
Chr istian r e ligion . 

President Thomas J effer son Place reason fi rml y i n her sea t , t hen br ing 
to t ribunal all que stions , e ven the existence of a God. Should you f ind there 
i s no such God , f ear no penalty ther efrom, but r a ther the pleasure i t will 
bring you by t he association with others who are of the same opinion. 

President John Adams -- This woul d be the best of worlds i f t here ~ere 
no religi on in i t . 

Doctors secretly report numerous instances where patie nts, during an 
oper a tion , actually leave t heir body and look down, viewing the unconscious 
shell . 

Ir1 such instanc es, the Ego i s avulsed f rom 1 t s physical prison, and ye t 
r emains united to i t by t ,e Silver Cord so the Ego can return to reactivate 
t he shell . 

An exceptionally attractive account appeared in a certa in magazine c on­
cerning a man who lay on his deat h be d . He was noted for the trusting cur­
ios ity of his mind . He was a Free Thinker, and many were the evenings he had 
spent , di scussing wi th f riends t he seri ous question: ' What comes af te r death? ' 

Now, i n his dying moments , th i s man was . only seconds away from t he ans ­
wer . Suddenly , hi s f ading e yes gl istened . They seemed to penetrate the ceil ­
ing. A happy smile spread over hi s f ace. As t he l as t breath was leavi ng his 
l ungs he sai d , "Ah , at last the great secret is r eveal ed . " 
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Wha t was t he g~eat secret divulged to him as he slipped away from his 
expiring body through the "door opened in heaven?" (Rev . 4:1) . It was t he 
same s tory di sclosed to many who have been on the brink of transition, but 
did not pass over . We shall expound it~ 

At first, there is a strange sensation of le·vity of the body Before 
the ' dying person is willing to let nurse or doctor know what peculiar things 
a re occurring i n his mind. he begins to sense that he is not lying so heavily. 
Then he feels tha t he could rise from his bed and nothing could stop him . 

The room in which he is lying, begins ~o appea~ to be further away Then 
a new !IJOrld slowly unfolds, devoid of Tillll!l and Space . Tha t indicates existencE 
in the Fourth Dimension. 

' Next, the voices of those present begin to fade,. until it seems they are 
at the far end of a long hall . 

This is a great moment for the dying person, for it signifies a f ading 
of physical impressions and the dawning of psychical sensations. 

Then the dying person sees noth:tng at all but his own body . However, he 
sees not with physical eyes, for phy.sical sight has been succeeded by psychi­
cal sight. He seems to be abov.e the bed, gazing down at his body. 

Between him and and hif;!body a dim haze appaars. This is caused by. the 
Silver Cord in which he 1 the Egq is connected. It eppears as a fine veil over 
his face . 

The ancient Egyptians taught that tha death of the body liberated the 
Ego into a new life in the world which ie bavond the grave. 

Dr. Arthur A. Be~l~ of London, wrote in hs book certain interesting ob­
servations about the Silver Cord that- f it in perfectly at this point. He 
saitl: 

"To my personal knqll!le.dge. there have been manv cases in which patients 
have l eft thexr bodv and could look upon the unconscious shell . 

~In such cases, the entity is separated from the physical shell, and yet 
remains anchored to it by a tenuous cord of astral substance, by means of 
which the entity is able to return to and reactivate the shell . 

"This is not imaginary, f or, apart from the stated experience of this 
wri ter , were a t rained occultist, or even a clairvo.yant~ p.resant at the time 
of the phenomena , he. could aee and describe the comatose physical body and 
the divorced or separated entity hovering ova~ it, joillled· to. it by the Sil­
ver · Cord like an umbilical cord of thE! new-born cmUd." (Evolution of Man's 
Mind) . 

The mystery of the Ego' a lij·aving, tme body h dea.th has been described 
by those persons who have recovered from a d·eath-like swoon. They all agreed 
that it was similar to strugglin~ through a dark~ narrow tunnel, and coming 
out into a big, brightly U.ghted StJ'ace ~ That is the typical experience of 
the baby during and immediately foll;~ing being born of its mother~ 

It is inter esting to learn that all these· persons ;;JQJ'eed tha.t the mind 
of the dying person gr ows keener and- clearei? than euar before du:ring their 
entire l ife , and the head becomes· intensely brilliant, like a. golden bowl. 
In the Bible the Golden Bowl is mentioned. in connection with Silver Cord 
(Eccl. 12 :5). 
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The Silver Cord becomes more powe r f ul, to prot~ct the Ego , as the Ego 
i ~· Deleased From the fonticulus front a lis in the ·top of the skull, and ap­
pearing to a clairvoyant like a rapidly flowing fluorescent l ight at the 
s ame time imperceptibly extracting the body ' s vitality , like a suction pump . 

When the Silver Cord no longer penetrates the brain , the body is dead. 
This is a time of great importance . It cannot be too strongly urged that it 
is a crime against the Living Spark to give at this time the regular expres­
sions of loud lamentations. 

At this moment the Ego is engaged in a process of great importance, and 
much of the value of the earthly existence of the Ego depends upon the at­
tention i t can give to the matter at this t ime. Loud lamentations of t hose 
present seriously disturb the Ego ' s attention . 

Also , it is a crime against the dying per son to give stimulants to 
force the departing Ego back into the body whic~ gives a great shock to the 
dying person. It is peaceful for the Ego to l eave the body, but torturous 
to be forced back into it by stimulants which imposes more suffering on the 
body. · 

Relatives make a mistake when they think they are aiding t he dying by 
trying to· keep the bodY. alive. In that stupid ·manner many p.ersons are kept 
in t he pr ocess of dy i ni for hours , thus prolonging the suffering of the body. 

Death would frighten .no one if the f acts were known and taught to the 
world . However , th is has never been done , or will be done , for such hidden 
knowledge would ruin the grand money-making schemes based on fear. 

It is natural to di e as tq be born and ~uch better. Birth confines the 
Ego in a physical prison, and death releases it. Death of the body is in­
dispensable to liberate the Spirit from its physical prison so it may return 
to its happy home . 

Dying is as painless as eating and as natural as breathing . The uni­
.ve r sal powers that provide for our comi ng into the physical world, also pro-
vide for our l eaving that world. , . 

According to . t he Bible, what ~ciually h~ppens in the death process is a 
chang~ of consciousness bf th~ Ego from ' its f ocal ~oint iri the physical body 
to i ts focal point in th~ Spiritual World1 The Bible r @fers to this change 
and call s it a ' mystery' (I Cor. 15:51). 

Psychic authdri ties· assert that death is just a change to another di­
mension , to another realm of existence alongside the material real m, but 
invisible under ordinary ~ircumstances . 

In r e f erring to these mysterious things , Prof. Justin E. Ti t us wrote: 

"Now, the Silver Cord is loosed (in ·the death of the body) and the 
Spirit i s free of the physical· body. This i s· (the anc i ent meaning of) the 
Resurrection. The Spirit has been raised out ·or the physical body, the house 
of clay . 

"The dying individual is Born Again (John 3 : 3) out through the top of 
his head , and, while in a perpendic ular position , · assumed his new and more 
tenuous form above and at right angles to the prone physical body . He is now 
clad in an astral robe and lovingly met and cared for -- e~en as the hew- born 
babe is tenderly attended upoh its arrival here ••••• 
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·'one of the early experiences of the newly ascende d Spirit is to be re­
uhited • with loved relatives and friends who have preceeded him into the 
great beyond.·' (Orion Magazine). 

Science knows not that the visible image we see and call man is the 
physical body inhabited by the Ego which is never born and never dies . The 
Bible r e veal s this secret in these words : 

11 ! (man) was set ( e xisted) from everlasting ••• or ever the earth 
wa s .. 11 (Prov . 8 : 23) . 

11 1 (Ego) am he that liveth , and was dead (in the body); and behold, I AM 
alive forever more . Amen ; and have the keys of hell and heaven." (Rev. 1 :18) . ,. 

The creative process of returning the Ego to its Spiritual Home occurs 
when the body expires and liberates the Ego from its physical prison. 

We referred to this mystery in our work entitled "The Soul ' s Secret. ;, 
Thos e in the ancient world who knew that death of the body liberates the 
Spirit has tened the process by committin suicide .

Theognia said , ''Life is but deception and misery 11 Sopholes said, "The 
first evil is to be born , and the first good is to die as soon as possible . " 

However , nothing dies . When' the Ego leaves the physical body, the regular 
process of decomposition transforms it t o dust particles, and it returns to 
the Spiritual World from which it came in the form of electrical radiation.
