Coming to the land of that sturdy

man of God. John Knox. 1 am remind-

ed of his able contention for the doc-

trine of Election—its Scripturalness

and its demonstration of the greatness,

majesty and sovereignty of the Lord
our God. We surmise, however, that

the good man's heart must frequently

have been sorely distressed with the
logic of his own argument; that tiie

eternal woe of nlne-teutbs of our race
was as unalterably fixed In advance
of their birth as was the eternal Joy
of the blessed handful predestinated

to be saints and to share the heavenly
glories. We may well thank Qod, dear
friends, that In the clearer light now
shining upon the Scriptures we may
discern the errors handed down to na
from tbe dark ages, without losing our
appreciation of Divine foreknowledge
and Divine sovereignty.

While it is true thai it would be diffi-

cult to estimate tbe value of tbe doc-

trine of Divine foreknowledge taught

by Brother Knox, not only in this na-

tion, but also throughout tbe world, in-

culcating a reverence for the Almighty,

It Is also true that It would be difficult

to estimate the amount of damage
which has resulted to Christendom and
throughout the world from his teach-

ings respecting tbe Divine treatment

of the non-elect. This serious error

has alienated tbe hearts of thousand'

from God and from his Book. Let us

look together at the doctrines of Elec-

tion. Predestination and Foreordina-

tion, from the Scriptural standpoint,

that we tna.v note their beauties and be
drawn the nearer to the Lord and to

his Book in true reverence and wor-

ship.

Foreknown and Predestinated.

Our text declares that whom God did.

foreknow them he also did pi-edestiuate;

but we notice that the predestination la

stated only as respects the Church and
not in respect to others. This fact does

not escape the attention of others, but

they havfc reasoned erroneously,—that

If God foreknew an elect Church, for

whom he predestinated special bless-

ings and'hoiiors, this would imply that

the remainder of mankind non-elect

wore to be tortured eternally. The
logic ot this position is unsound and
it Is quite unscriptural to say. that all

of the non-elect v\ ill be consigned to an
eternity of torture at the bands of fire-

proof demons in fulfillment of a Di-

vine predestination fixed before crea-

tion. There Is no Scripture whatever

to this effect, and Brother Knox and
others were in error to the extent that

they wove Into their theories matters

not ScripturaJIy stated.

According to the Scriptures, as well

as according to human judgment as ex-

pressed in the laws of civilization, the

highest, the severest penalty to he en-

forced, is the death penalty, the taking

away of the life not used in harmony
with the Creitor's reasonable, righteous

requiretuents This is the Scriptural

declaration to which; for so long a time,

w^e were blind: "The wages of sin is

death:" "The soul that sinneth, it shall

die;" "All tbe wicked will he destroy;"

"They shall perish as brute beasts;"

"They shall be destroyed with an ever-

lasting destruction" (the Second Death).

—Romans vi, 23; Ezekiel xvili, 4; Psalm
cxlv. 20; II Peter 11. 12; II Thessalo-

nians i. 9.

Thus seen the very severest results

possible to non-election would be ex-

tinction—the Second Death. But the

Scriptures clearly show that God has
gracious purposes, not for the "elect"

only, but also for the non-elect, and that

In his due time the non-elect shall be
brought to a clearer knowledge of the

Truth and to a full opportunity of har-

mony with their Creator and through
Christ Jesus the re-attainment of all

that was lost in Adam, ail that was re-

deemed by the precious sacrifice of

Christ Thus, as the Scriptures de-

clare, there is a "common salvation"

(Jude 3) in which all of Adam's chil-

dren shall be privileged to have a share.

There is also a special salvation, a
"high calling" of God in Christ, which
is referred lo as "so gr^at salvation

which began to be (preached) spoken
by the Lord, and was coniirmed unto
us by tbem that heard him." (Heb. 11,

8.) This special or great salvation Is

the one which our Lord has provided
for the "Elect," while the "common
salvation" Is his provision for the non-
elect

Does It not seem strange that
Brother Knox and others, his coadJa>
toc8, in getting away from mnch of
tbe smoke of the "dark ages," failed

to even think of a salvation of the
non-elect as a part of God's proTidence?

iTbeIr eyes, beholding tbe awfnl and
blighting errors respecting eternal tor-

Mient, totally blinded tbem to God's
proTlslons for tbe non-elect; for tber
Ireasoned tbat If God bad predestlnat-

«d tbem to eternal torment and bad

then surely he could hare no plan of
salvation for them. The entire prem-
ise was wrong. The death into

which they went was not eternal tor-

ment but the tomb, as represented by
the Hebrew word 8heol and the Greek
word Hades. And they can have no
release from the tomb, no return to
coDsciousuess or pain or pleasure until

the Second Coming of the Redeemer
In the morning of the Resurrection.

Thank Gcd. then, for the roiling

away of the mists of darkness and
error which permits us to see In the
Bible that the "common salvation,"

God's provision for the world, will be
a Restitution, a restoration to human
perfection In the rejuvenated earth, a
world-wide Paradise! Thank God for
the promises to the effect that then
"the knowledge of the glory of God
shall fill the whole earth as the waters
cover the great deep" and that "tbe
Sun of: Righteousness shall arise with
healing In his beams;" that "nothing
shall hurt or destroy or injure in all

God's holy Kingdom;" that "tbe way-
faring man, though simple, need not
err therein." and that a broad high-

way shall be there as a way of salva-
tion—a much traveled way—and that
all the redeemed of the Lord shall

be privileged to go up thereon out
of sin and death conditions to con-
ditions of life everlasting. We thank
God. too. that those who shall re-

fuse to make proper progress and
shall fall t>f that "common salvation"

because of willful sin will not be
permitted to live endlessly In sin, nor
In tonnent but wll! be utterly de-
stroyed In the Second Death; because
God is able to destroy t>oth soul and
body In Gehenna, tbe Second Death.
We thank God also that the elect

Church, under Chttet. the Captain of
their salvation, are promised a share
In that glorious work of the Redeemer.
In blessing all tbe families of the earth
In bringing to them that common (gen-

eral) salvation

Your High Calling.

If once we dreaded to think of God's
grace towasd us In accepting us as
members of his elect Church, because
of the opposing thought of the damna-
tion of the nonelect. we may now cor-

respondingly rejoice the more In our
privilege of election, seeing that it

means our privilege of sharing in the

world's uplift under the direction of

Emmanuel, our Lord, during his Mil-

lennial reign. The Apostle speaks of

the prospect of the; elect as "our High
Calling;" and again, "our heavenly
calling." The thought is that we are

called to a very high honor and won-
derful distinction and that on a heav-

enly plane. The Gospel Church is in-

vited to experience a change of nature

from human to divine, from the high-

est of the earthly natures to the high-

est of the hea\enly natiures—far above
angels and principalities and powers
and every name that Is named—"joint

heirs with Christ" "partakers of the

Divine n:irure.'' members of "the

Bride, the Lamb's wife."'

Truly do the Scriptures tell that not

many would be able to bear, to appre-

ciate, to understand, to accept this

high calling. The Divine arrangement

of the call is elective, selective. It

appeals to some and does not appeal to

others, it has an attraction for some
and not for othei-s.

If we had here a box of sawdust and
scattered through it a paper of tacks

until the latter were quite hidden from
view, surrounded and covered in the

sawdust, we know that we could take

a magnet and. by passing it to and
fro amongst the sawdust, the magnet
would attract to itself every tack. It

might indeed exercise a still further

attraction upon some of the sawdust,

but the hold would be so slight that

we could blow it off, while the tacks

would be firmly held by reason of their

responsiveness to the magnetic inUu-

ence. The box of sawdust represents

tue world of mankind. The tacks of

the illustration represent a small class

of humanity, zealous at heart for God
and for righteousness. The magnet
represents the Gospel Invitation which

is now passed up and down, hither and
thither throughout the civilized world,

and to some extent. Into the heathen

world.

It is not the design of the Lord to

elect, select, choose, gather all man-
kind (the sawdust) by the magnet;

merely he would now gather the true-

hearted, represented by the specks of

steel, the tacks. The Illustration might

be enlarged by supposing some other

tacks of other metallic composition not

so subject to the magnetic Influence as

the steel. The Illustration of these

would represent mixed characters, such

as we see about us In the world every-

where. The Illustration might be ex-

tedded to include good tacks covered

with dirt or other foreign substance

which would binder tbem from re-

sponding to the influence of the mag-
liet and this wonid represent true char-

acters encmsted with tbe cares of tbls

Hfe, the deceltfnlness of rlcbes, etc.

•Elect according to tbe foreknowl-
edge of God through sanctlflcatlon of
the spirit and tbe beUef of tbe Tmtb."
writes the Apostle. God designed tb«
election of tbls Age. He desired t»

separate to blmself a peculiar people,

to ba tbe asMciatQs of Jams, thalr

Radaemer, In bla wrbawyiant work of

uplifting the willing and obedient of
the world of mankind. But God bas

not predestinated nor desired the elec*

tion of any except a sanctified class,

a class not sanctified through strlpea,

not thnnigh force or compulsion, but

BuiictifiiKl through a knowledge of tbe
Truth Su<^h are drawn to God In de-

votion through a knowledge of his

glorious purposes and heart sympathy
therein, suflicient to induce them to

sacrifice tbeir all, so far as earthly

matters and Interests are concerned.

These are the elect whom tbe Lord
has been searching for and testing

with the magnet of hla Truth, and the

manner of their response to It through-
out this Gospel Age determines wheth-
er 'They shall be mine, salth the
Lord, in that day when I come to

make up my jewels."

"Wham Ha Did Foreknow."
It Is not for ua to quibble respecting

the Divine power of foreknowledge—
to question the ability of our Creator,

to have foreknown, had he chosen to

do so. and foretold every member ot
the elect class. The Divine is so far
above the human that It Is Impossible
for the human mind to measure tlie

infinite or to comprehend his power.
We iuu:st merely accept the Divine
statement. However, nothing in the
Word of God tells ns that we were
foreknown individually — personally.

Rather the intimation Is that Ood pr*.

destinated the election of a Cbnrcb,
predetermined the number of persons
who would be accepted aa members of
that Church, the Body of Christ pi»-

deternnned what characters they most
ha\e and what tests of character
would be necessary to demonsttata
tbeir loyalty and to prove the indl-

Tidual worthy a place In the fore-

ordained class.

It is in full harmony with this that
we read that many are called to the
few who will be chosen, and tbat
again we are exhorted to "make our
calling and our election sure." We are
assu.ed that "Faithful hi he that caU-

eth ^\ott, who also will do If—do all

that he has promised—keep his part of
the contract This being so, all of tlw
called ones have the determining of re-

suits in their own cases. God is faith-

ful. If they are faithful at heart to

the terms and conditions of their Cove-
nant they will be of the elect—other-

wise t'oL

"Ha Also Old Pradaatinate."

We come now to the particular

clause of our text which has seemed
to fortify tbe error. "Them he also

did predestinate." Ah. say many, that

fixes it: There Is no option, nothing
dependent upon it God predestinated

everything. Not so, we answer. In

the past we have been prone to read

our text disconnectedly and thus doing

we ha\e overlooked its clear teaching.

We thought of it as though It read,

"God predestinated the elect" but not

so. The declaration Is that God pre-

destinated that all that would be of

the elect class must be copies of his Son.

The predestination of this verse re-

lates not to Individuals, but to a cer-

tain character which all of the elect

Irdividuais must attain to—otherwise
they will not be of the elect.

How beautifully simple and plain

this makes it all.' Nor would we ask

the matter otherwise. "Just and true

are thy ways. Lord God Almighty!"

The great honor, the liigh distinction

which God proposes to confer upon
the '-very elect" In the First Resur-

rection at the Second Coming of Christ

is so grand that the very highest pos-

sible test of character Is appropriate

to those who would be granted such

honors and immortality. Our Lord
Jesus said to his disciples. Sit down
first and count the cost of dlsclpleship

and If you determine that It Is worth

the price, come, "take up your cross

and follow me."' As a reward 1 prom-
ise you that "where 1 am there

shall my disciple be." "To hlm that

overcunieth will 1 grant to sit with me
In m.\ throne."

Those who attain the character like-

ness of Christ Jesus will have the

character likeness of the Father, of

whom the Son Is the express image
and character likeness. Hence the ap-

propriateness of our Lord's words, "Be
ye like unto your Father which Is in

heaven."

All Thing* Work Good.

So direct an application as we are

making of these words may appall

some of the Lord's people who have

been thinking carelessly that if they

were once in grace they would always
be in grace—if once elect they would
never fail. 1 desire to awaken such to

a realiz.ition of the heights of our call-

ing and of the necessity of our obedi-

ence to the terms of the calling, if we
would make our calling and our elec-

tion sure—certain. However, it is well

to remark here that the perfection to

which the called ones are exhorted Is

not a perfection of the flesh, which
would be an impossibUity because of

Its natural blemishes, Its hereditary

taints and weaknesses. It Is the heart
the will, that the Lord is inspecting,

proving, and not the flesh. "Blessed

are tbe pure In heart" said our Sav-

iour. And we may be sure tbat the

pure in heart the pure in intention

and endeavor, will make considerable

progress In overcoming the weaknesses
of the flesh. The Lord will expect

them to prove their faith and their

loyalty by such good works as are

possible to them in their weakness and
under their environments.

It is to this class that our text re-

fers, assuring us that "all things work
together for good to them that lore

God, to the called ones according to

bis purpose." So we should expect
These called and chosen, begotten of

the holy Spirit, are "children of God,

and if children, then belrs—heir of

God and Joint-heirs with Jesus Christ

tbeir Lord" (Romana Till, 16, 17).

Could we expect less tbaa that tbeir
