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Kentucky Revised Statutes. 158.178.

Ten commandments to be displayed. - (1) It shall be the duty of the superintendent of public instruction, provided sufficient funds are available... to ensure that a durable, permanent copy of the Ten Commandments shall be displayed on a wall in each public elementary and secondary school classroom in the Commonwealth. The copy shall be sixteen (16) inches wide by twenty (20) inches high. 

(2) In small print below the last commandment shall appear a notation concerning the purpose of the display, as follows: "The secular application of the Ten Commandments is seen clearly in its adoption as the fundamental legal code of Western Civilization and the Common Law of the United States."

When Moses told the children of Israel that he received the two tables of the commandments from the hands of God, they were not obliged to believe him, because they had no other authority for it than his telling them so; and I have no other authority for it than some historian telling me so. The commandments carry no internal evidence of divinity with them... 

William Rehnquist, now the Chief Justice of the United States, thinks public schools in Kentucky - and who knows where else? - should display the Ten Commandments in every classroom. In 1980, when the US Supreme Court struck down the Kentucky statute quoted above, on the grounds that "the pre-eminent purpose for posting the Ten Commandments on schoolroom walls is plainly religious in nature... and no legislative recitation of a supposed secular purpose can blind us to that fact" [1], Justice Rehnquist (along with Justices Burger, Blackmun, and Stewart) dissented and filed an opinion. 

Chastising the Court's majority for its finding that the Decalogue [2] is "undeniably a sacred text," Rehnquist argued that "It is equally undeniable, however, as the elected representatives of Kentucky determined, that the Ten Commandments have had a significant impact on the development of secular legal codes of the Western World... Kentucky has decided to make students aware of this fact by demonstrating the secular impact of the Ten Commandments."
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
