Basically, your Numerology Profile consists of five Core Numbers: your Life Path 
Number, your Destiny Number, your Soul Number, your Personality Number, and 
your Maturity Number. Taken together, these five numbers paint a singular portrait 
of who you are-both the secret you and the you who everyone else sees. 

The energy of the numbers is all around us, and we'll show you how to find the num­
bers for your Personal Years, Personal Months, and even Personal Days, as well as 
how to live in the house that's right for you, figure the numerological synergy of your 
relationships, or choose a name. With numerology to guide you, you can direct your 
life by the numbers. 

How to Ust This Book 
You don't need a thing to go with this book except for the two pieces of data we've 
already mentioned-your birth name and birth date. We lmow you won't read this 
book cover to cover at first, but will instead figure out your five Core Numbers and 
go straight to those chapters. That's fine with us, but we'll bet you'll want to learn 
more about the other numbers once you read about your own.

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Numerology is the study of what names and numbers mean and is based on the idea 
that your birth name and birth date paint a detailed portrait of who you are and what 
your potentials and challenges are.

You play a unique role in the scheme of things and numerology is a system for know­
ing the path for your time here on Earth. We've all been given a choice-to go 
through life aware and conscious, or to live this life unaware and unknowing. With 
numerology, you can discover gems of wis­
dom so that you can live consciously-aware 
of the plan. 

Whether it's an architectural blueprint or a 
Feng Shui floor plan, we look to symbols to add 
meaning and vision to our lives. Numerology, 
as a system of symbols, is as simple as the num­
bers in your birthday and the letters of your 
name. 

Not So Ancitnt History 
The science of names and numbers, as nu­
merology has been called, has its origins in 
the ancient cultures of Greece, China, Rome, 
and Egypt, and it also has ties to Jewish, 
Christian, and Islamic traditions. Even Plato 
accepted that certain keys for solving nature's 
mysteries are held in the numbers. 

As we move forward in the Aquarian Age, the 
astrological era that corresponds with the new 
millennium, numerology emerges as an impor­
tant tool for understanding intuitive and psy­
chological self-knowledge, as you will see. But 
let's start at the beginning.

Feng Shui is the ancient 
Chinese art of placement, based 
on the belief that a home or 
build i ng is a definable map of 
energy influencing our dai ly lives. 

By the Numbers -----, 

Astrologers refer to the 
Aquarian Age as a time of 
heightening our awareness to a 
broader perspective and awak­
ening us to g reat change. This 
Age of Aquarius, as it's also 
called , is thought to cover the 
next 2 ,000 years and began 
approximately at the new mi llen­
n ium. 
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Tht fathtr of Math-and Numtrolo4)y 
Pythagoras, a sixth-century B.C.E. Greek mathematician and mystic, is considered the 
father of Western numerology. Based on his precepts that nature is a set of numerical 
relationships, divine law is defined and accurate, and that all of this can be computed 
through numbers, he developed the "science of names and numbers." His central 
thought was the idea of order: All of life has a system and an order-a mathematical, 
musical, ethical, social, and cosmic order. 

Merlin's Notes 

Pythagoras d idn't explore only numerology. He's also considered the father of modern 
mathematics (remember the Pythagorean theorem?) and is responsible for the first known 
exploration of musical harmony. Interestingly, he connected h is two main interests in a 
concept called "The Music of the Spheres." According to th is theory, everything vibrates 
to its own special harmony which then in turn blends into one great sphere of "celestial 
music . "  

Pytha9oras's ldta of Numbtrs and Vibration 
Pythagoras's philosophy goes something like this: The higher an object's vibration, 
the more spirit force it contains, hence the more positive its nature. When the rate 
of vibration is lower, however, the object contains less force, and so is more negative 
in its action. When taken all together, the vibration of everything great and small 
creates an absolute, undivided unity. 

It is said that the first to use Pythagoras's ideas extensively were the Brethren of 
Purity, a tenth-century proto-lsmaili group from Basra. Annemarie Schimmel, author 
of The Mystery of Numbers, comments that "for the Brethren of Purity, numerology 
was a way to understand the principle of unity that underlies everything. It is a sci­
ence that is above nature and yet is the root of all other sciences." 

It was Pythagoras's belief that numbers are the measure of form and energy in the 
world, which led to his system of numerology. One of the main contributions to 
numerology given by Pythagoras is the theory that the numbers 1 through 9 are 
symbolic representations of the nine stages of the human life cycle. 

Mrs. L. Dow Ballittt 
In early 1900, an ardent student of the Bible, Pythagoras, Plato, and other philoso­
phers, Mrs. L. Dow Balliett introduced her own unique teaching of the system of 
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numbers. Credited with originating Western numerology, Mrs. Dow Balliett pio­
neered teachings that were spiritual in nature, and focused on awakening people to 
the knowledge of themselves as divine beings. 

Mrs. Balliett (back in the days when this was how "ladies" preferred to be addressed) 
was an influential speaker in the New Age Thought Movement and was a profound 
influence on one Dr. Julia Seton (who was also the mother of] uno Jordan-we get 
to Juno in a minute). While Mrs. Balliett is credited with westernizing numerology, 
Dr. Seton is credited with modernizing the name of the study of numbers into 
"numerology." As a result, this 2,500-year-old system was integrated into the move­
ment toward enlightened thinking. Not surprisingly, Mrs. Balliett's teachings were 
rooted in the Pythagorean theory. 

Dr. Juno Jordan 
In the early twentieth century, a group of women in southern California began to 
explore Pythagoras's theories in earnest. These women, led by Dr. Juno Jordan 
(the daughter of the esteemed Dr. Julia Seton), formed the California Institute of 
Numerical Research and studied every aspect and nuance of numerology for 2 5  years. 
According to Dr. Jordan, they studied "every phase of the science of names and num­
bers: testing, proving, and disproving." Dr. Jordan herself (a doctor of dentistry from 
Denver Dental College in 1905) continued to teach and write about numerology until 
she passed away, two months before her one-hundredth birthday, in 1984. 

Every authority on numerology today is grounded to one degree or another in these 
women's findings, especially in the writings of Juno Jordan. Some authorities try to 
"liberate" themselves from the teachings, some are straight "party line," and some just 
flat out change them, saying their infor-
mation was "channeled" from higher Easy as 1 -2-3 ------, 

sources. 

We believe that Juno Jordan, along with 
her California Institute ofNumerological 
Research colleagues, as well as a number 
of modern-day numerology experts such as 
Carol Adrienne-who wrote the foreword for 
our book-have much to offer us, and we've 
found their information to be both straightfor­
ward and reliable. 

One of the most important 
th ings to remember about 
numerology from the outset is 
that it's a symbolic system .  This 
means that the numbers, in and 

of themselves, do not make 
things happen. At the same time, 
however, as Dr. juno jordan her­
self pointed out, "Numbers do 
not lie. "

Nu­
merology fits our time. 

While today we look to a therapist to solve the mystery of relationships, or consult a 
financial advisor to guide us to a secure plan for our lives, there's not really anyone 
to tell us about ourselves. Where, for example, can we get insight into who we really 
are, or the purpose of our life, or why we feel drawn in a certain direction, or find out 
if we're on the right track? Eventually, nearly every one of us comes to wonder if 
we're missing something.

Your personal set of numbers symbolically represents the vibration that comprises 
your essence. Not only is your name filled with numbers, your birthday reveals a 
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whole set of numbers telling of the themes of your life. You might think of these 
numbers as components of your "light," or, the full spectrum of light you put out. 
\Vhen your "light" is on, you express the positive aspects of a number. \Vhen your

numbers. The most significant ones are called Core Numbers. There are five Core 
Numbers in anyone's Numerology Profile. Some numerologists say there are four 
Core Numbers, but we say there are five. 
That's because we are including the Maturity 
Number, a number some other numerologists 
simply ignore either because they aren't 
aware of it or perhaps they discount its signif­
icance since its full impact isn't fully operative 
until after age 3 5.

As you learn your numbers, record them on one of the 
worksheets we provide for you. Photocopy the worksheets to figure and create Num­
erology Profiles for those dear to you. 

Your Birthday Numbtr 
Throughout this book, you'll find many exercises to help you put the numbers to  work 
for you. You'll probably want to begin a notebook journal for this purpose, although 
we've provided spaces for you as well. 

We know you're eager to get started, so we're going to begin with an easy number you 
can find right this minute: your Birthday Number or the number of the day you were 
born. This number, quite simply, is the sum of the digits of the day you were born. 

Let's say you were born December 4. Your Birthday Number is 4. This one is easy 
because it's already a single digit; in numerology, remember, we reduce numbers to 
their sing_le-digit root numbers bv adding them together. If you were born on Decem­
ber 1 3 ,  your Birthday Number also is 4; 1 + 3 = 4. Were you born on December 22?  
This, too, i s  a 4 Birthday Number (2 + 2 = 4). The 4 is  the root number for all three 
of these birthdays and is called the Birthday Number. 
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O r  what if you were born on the 28th? That's 
easy, just reduce the 28  by adding the 2 and 8 
together to get 10. Now reduce again to a 
single digit: Add 1 + 0 = 1 .  You have a 1 
Birthday Number. Got it? 

To put it simply, you want to look at two ele­
ments when considering the meaning of your 
day of birth: the actual number(s) of the day 
you were born, like the 4th or 2 8th, and the 
Birthday Number (the sum of the numbers of 
the day you were born.) 

By the Numbers ----, 

In numerology, a root 
number is the result of sequen­
tially adding numbers together 
until the result is a single d ig it. 
Birthday Numbers are reduced 
to a single digit by adding the 
digits together. The number 26, 
for example, would reduce as 
2 + 6 = 8 .  

I f  you were born on the 1 1 th or 22nd, your birthday has special significance. These 
two birthdays are Master Numbers and there is much energy associated with them. 
When calculating for the Birthday Number, a Master Number birthday is still re­
duced to a single digit, but you will want to read about these Master Numbers in 
Chapter 7 as well as the brief description of the 1 1  and 22 birthday here in this 
chapter. 

Okay, what's your Birthday Number? Let's do one more example to clarify the guide­
lines for figuring this number. Simply use the day you were born: only the day! If it 
is a single number like 6, that is your Birthday Number. If the day you were born is 
a number like 1 8, add the 1 and the 8 together to get 9-then 9 is your Birthday 
Number. 

Write your Birthday Number in the cake in the following illustration. 

Now read on to discover the meaning of the day you were born.

It's important to remember that, in spiritual numerology, the belief is that your soul 
chose your birthday because that day reflected what you need in this life to help you 
achieve your destiny. To find the hidden meaning in your Birthday Number, look for 
the date of your birthday. 

Birthday Numbtrs (I ThrouCJh 9) 
Your Birthday Number is 1: If your birthday is the 1st, lOth, 19th, or the 28th 
day of the month. You have an independent spirit, a desire to lead the pack, to be 
original, and usually are known to have courage. More than anything else, people 
whose birthdays add up to a 1 are pioneers. 

+ A 1 birthday indicates you want to be first . . .  and here you are, leading the 
month! Individuality is number one with you, and you are both forceful with 
your ideas and good at giving orders-but not at receiving them. If your Birth­
day Number is 1 ,  you already know that "Innovation" is your middle name.

to change the energy in your home or office, and 
thereby change your life, numerology can help you 
understand how to live in accordance with your own 
natural energy or how to change it. 

This means that once you become aware of the 
principles of numerology and the meanings of the 
numbers, you'll have a code to change the energy 
surrounding your life to a harmonious vibration that 
allows you to be more successful and reach your 
highest potential. 

The universe is based on the fundamental reality that all things are related, and 
within that underlying notion of unity, all things are energy. It's our relationship to 
this energy that defines our lives. Numerology is about the relationship of numbers 
and their influence on our lives. 

The act of giving something or someone a name isn't a superficial act; it comes from 
our intuitive feel or connection to this person or object. Numerologists maintain that 
each of us carries the perfect name-a name that reflects our inner nature. Even if 
you argue that your name or date of birth are a matter of chance, or even that they 
were an accident, you'll most likely agree that your name and your birthday have an 
effect upon your life. 

Numerology, as one of the metaphysical sciences, is a search for understanding. Even 
though ancient in its origin, numerology is enormously useful in its application to the 
search for direction in everyday life today. 
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DiHtrtnt Strokts for DiHtrtnt �olks 
As we mentioned in Chapter 1 ,  we all have five Core Numbers. If you pick up any of 
the numerology books in a bookstore today, you'll find the authors calling these five 
Core Numbers by other names. \Vhat's important is that even though there may be 
different names for these five Core Numbers, all of them are figured the same way. 
We're all really talking about the same thing-some folks just call them something 
else. 

Numerology Rule: The most important numbers in numerology are the Core 
Numbers. There are five of them: The Soul Number, Destiny Number, Personality 
Number, Life Path Number, and Maturity Number. 

So that you don't become confused by all the different names for the Core Numbers 
when you are consulting other numerology books (and we do encourage you to use 
at least three resources to get a full understanding of your numbers), we've devised a 
handy chart to sort this out. Here's a list of the five Core Numbers, what they've been 
called in various numerology books, and a quick reference for how to get them.

One thing that has remained consistent is the name for the Birthday Number: Every­
one seems happy to call the number of the birthday just that! When we talk about

the Birthday Number, we're referring to only the 
day of the month of your birth-such as the 6th or 
the 29th . 

Just as there are different views about what to call 
the five Core Numbers, there are different philo­
sophical approaches to the study of numerology. 
Numerology as a study might be approached from 
a variety of angles. However, because it's called the 
"science of names and numbers," we shouldn't be too 
surprised to find a large part of what goes on to be 
focused on name analysis. 

Here are some of the different specialties found in the study of numerology: 

+ Names analysis 

+ Biblical numerology 

+ Character analysis 

+ Spiritual numerology 

+ Predictive numerology 

+ Numerolinguistics (the language of numbers) 

Spiritual NumtroloCJy-lt's Our Way 
Spiritual numerology is based on the premise that we're more than the physical mani­
festation of our collective gene pool-we are spirit. Spiritual numerology suggests 
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that the interpretation and analysis of numbers emphasizes growth of higher con­
sciousness, and shows how to use the numbers to grow in your awareness and advance 
spiritually. 

Spiritual awareness means being tuned to 
the larger picture, to the idea that there's a 
greater plan, awareness, and source than our­
selves, and that the numbers hold symbolic 
information that spell out a path of spiritual 
guidance. 

Spiritual numerology embraces the idea of 
reincarnation; that is, that the soul is ongoing, 
while the physical body is temporary. The idea, 
then, would be that you are a soul having a 
physical experience in this lifetime. It also sug-
gests that your soul was somewhere else before 
it came here to this lifetime (incarnation). 

By the Numbers ---. 

A way to frame an indi­
vidual's journey on Earth as one 
of meaning and purpose, spiri­
tual numerology is based on the 
idea that each of us carries a set 
of vibrations, a blueprint for our 
l ife. This blueprint can be discov· 
ered from a Numerology Profi le. 

Now, if your soul was somewhere else before, what was it doing? Spiritual numerol­
ogy would say that your soul was learning and growing, getting ready for your time 
on Earth now. This information is revealed in the Soul Number. 

In spiritual numerology, we also look to see 
what karmic debts you came into this life 
with. These would be lessons you didn't learn 
in past lives, or even lessons you refused to 
learn, and represent unfinished business 
you've come back to finish. We look to the 
Karmic Debt Numbers, specifically 1 3 ,  14, 16, 
and 19, for the nature of the karmic debt and 
information about how you might relearn or 
finally learn what your soul needs to grow and 
advance. The number 10, while also a Karmic 
Number, is not about a karmic debt to be paid 
back, but instead indicates that karma has been 
completed. 

By the Numbers ----, 

The Karmic Number 1 0 
is not really a debt. It is referred 
to as a karmic number but no 
debt is owing. In fact, it is the 
opposite: The 1 0 indicates that 
karmic debt is complete. It is a 
good karma number, so to 
speak. 

When working with Karmic Debt Numbers 1 3 ,  14, 16, and 19, a person is given 
another opportunity in this life to complete any debt owed with regard to relation­
ships, health issues, previous abuses of love, and power. These numbers give insight 
into previous abuses you have committed (failure to do the right thing) from a time 
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before--or, as we like to say, your karma "in another life." We'll be covering the 
Karmic Numbers in more detail in Chapter 8. 

Spiritual numerology is only one approach to this fascinating subject, and, as there 
are different approaches, there are differences of opinion about how to figure the 
numbers. If you're interested in exploring other approaches, you can check out some 
of the books listed in Appendix A. 

Nort Than Ntrt Numbtrs 
Numerology is concerned with the primary numbers 1 through 9 and their symbolic 
meanings, which we'll explore in depth in Part 2 of this book, where we'll also dis­
cuss the unique Master Numbers 1 1 , 22 ,  3 3  and the Karmic Numbers 10, 1 3 ,  14, 16, 
and 19. 

The science of numerology shares certain beliefs with other metaphysical sciences, 
including astrology, Tarot, palmistry, and handwriting analysis. Some of those shared 
beliefs include . . .  

+ Your birth date has a definite effect on your life. 

+ A person is born into a certain life at a certain time with a certain name, all of 
which influence his or her life. 

+ Nothing happens by chance. 

+ People have reincarnated into this life for spiritual growth. 

+ You have a destiny for this lifetime. 

In addition to all that, numerology can help us discover what lessons we came to 
learn in this lifetime-and when it's best to take action and when it's not. 

By the Numbers ----. 

As with a l l  the meta­
physical sciences, numerology 
subscribes to the concept of rein­
carnation, which is the belief that 
the soul is reborn into different 
physical incarnations, a l l  of 
which are interconnected karmati­
cally. 

Not only does numerology tell us about ourselves, 
it can illuminate our understanding of others in our 
lives as well: 

+ For parents, numerology can help you under­
stand why your children are the way they are 
and the best ways to encourage their growth. 

+ For mates, numerology explains personality 
quirks, what your partner truly desires in life, 
his or her soul vibration, and how best to 
achieve harmony in relationships. 
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+ For teachers, numerology is a way to 
understand your students as unique indi­
viduals. 

+ For businesses, numerology gives insight 
into employees and partners and offers 
counsel about productive periods as well 
as slowdowns.

It's our belief that no one science of this nature gives the whole picture, and so, 
numerology need not be studied alone. Each metaphysical science offers a unique, 
specialized focus of self-discovery, and, while numerology can stand alone, it can be 
enhanced when used in conjunction with other disciplines. All that you are or anyone 
is, and how any two individuals will do as mates, is told only in part through one of 
the metaphysical sciences. Numerology is an excellent resource if you want insight 
into the five Core Numbers that represent core parts of yourself-illuminating your 
challenges, and giving you insights for living intentionally, fully conscious of who you 
are, and the direction for your highest potential. 

Numbtrs as Mirrors 
Numerology gives us a mirror into the soul. In the numbers 1 through 9, we find all 
the experiences life can present. We become privy to the Soul Number of each individ­
ual, as well as each individual's Destiny and 
Lifo Path Numbers. Such information is con­
sidered sacred knowledge and tremendously 
valuable to those who wish to make the jour­
ney. These numbers reveal a direction, a map 
for achieving happiness and success in your life. 

We study numerology to become aware of who 
we are and to understand a time of change. The 
numbers affirm who we are and where we are 
in time. One of numerology's greatest gifts is

that it teaches us tolerance and acceptance of others, as well as an explanation of the 
timing of events. As your self-awareness increases, you'll achieve a more objective 
view of your life, and from this you can make better choices for how to live it. 

Numerology is a comprehensive system from which you will learn the following: 

+ Your Life Path Number: The special path that you walk in this lifetime. This 
number shows the natural gifts and talents that will allow you to fulfill your des­
tiny. 

+ Your Destiny Number: The purpose and direction of your life. This number 
represents your calling and mission in life. 

+ Your Soul Number: This is your heart's desire and your inner motivation, what 
feeds your soul, and reveals what you long for in the depths of your being. 

+ Your Personality Number: This number shows how others see you. It is the 
outer look you wear, your preferences, and how others define you.

+ Your Challenges: These are the four doors through which you must pass to 
reach your highest attainments. The numbers representing the four doors define 
the difficulties and challenges you must confront. 

+ Your Major Cycles: These are the three divisions of your life that tell of the 
major themes governing your time here on Earth. These three numbers help to 
give meaning and focus to your Pinnacles and Challenges. 

+ Your Personal Year: This number tells you where to focus your energy for 
each year. The Personal Year Number indicates what you must face and accom­
plish to live in harmony with the natural flow of the year. 

+ Your Personal Months and Days: These numbers tell you what to expect and 
how to organize around coming events, and identify the theme for each month 
or day. 

+ Your Birthday Number: This number indicates a special talent you possess. It 
also shows a particular lesson you're trying to learn in this lifetime.

We'll be  using numbers 1 through 9 through­
out this book. Why? Because numerology is 
based on the prime numbers 1 through 9. A 
nine-year-cycle rhythm is very important to the 
numerological cycle you are currently in. The 
philosophy behind this is that all the experi­
ences we can have in a lifetime are symbolized 
in the numbers 1 through 9.

A numerological cycle 
is a nine-year cycle that happens 
again and again in one's l ife-
time, but with a different theme 
rul ing the cycle each time. Pin­
nacles and their corresponding 
Challenges define four major 
phases (and themes) of a 
lifetime-in nine-year cycles. 

In this book, we're using Western numerology, in which the numbers 1 through 9 
have definite, unique, symbolic meanings that correspond to the evolution of a per­
son's life. All of us experience this nine-step evolution and the only variation is the 
level of consciousness with which we do it. The steps are basically very simple: 

l. Beginning 

2 .  Connecting 

3 .  Creating 

4. Building 

5. Changing 

6. Nurturing 

7 .  Reevaluating 

8.  Expanding 

9. Completing 

Right now, you are somewhere in this nine-step cycle. If you want to learn where you 
are right now, you can go to our exploration of your Personal Year in Chapter 1 7. 
The thing to remember is we all move through the cycle of numbers, from 1 to 9, 
over and over again, throughout our lives. 

Nint-Ytar (ydts 
Numerologically, your life is operating on repeated nine-year cycles. Every year has a 
number, and each number has a particular meaning. This meaning is your theme for 
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By the Numbers -----., 

Your Personal Year iden­
tifies which year in the n ine-year 
cycle you are in now. It's figured 
by adding your birth month and 
day to the current year. 

By the Numbers -----, 

The Universal Year, the 
reduced number for any given 
calendar year, is the energy 
under which the entire Earth is 
vibrating for that year. 

that year (called your Personal Year). In nine years 
you will have completed a specific cycle, which also 
has a specific lesson to be learned. In addition to the 
Personal Year, there are four Pinnacles to a lifetime, 
and four Challenges, that are figured in nine-year 
cycles. 

Tht Univtrsal Ytar 
In the larger scope, besides the Personal Year Num­
ber, we want you to be aware of the Universal Year 
Number. The Universal Year is the actual year we are 
in, like 2004, which vibrates to the nurturing energy 
of the 6, or 2006, which vibrates to the expansive 
energy of the 8.  The Universal Year is, quite simply, 
the calendar year. If the year were 2012 ,  all of the 
planet Earth would operate under the 5,  indicating 
a time of change. 

To figure the Universal Year, just add the numbers together. For example, let's look at 
the year 2008, or 2 + 0 + 0 + 8 = 10. Reduce 10  and you will find it is a 1 ( 1 + 0 = 1). 
This means that the whole planet is functioning under the vibration of the number 1 
Universal Year. Actually, because this 1 Universal Year number came from 10, we are 
reminded again that the 10  is a Karmic Number (see Chapter 8 for a discussion of 
Karmic Numbers), and is written as 1 0/1,  representing both the full value of the 1 0  
and its reduced number 1 ( 1  + 0). Therefore, we might say the Universal Year 2008 is 
a 10/1 year, a year of karmic rebirth and a time of a new beginning without the bur­
den of previous karmic debt. 

What does it mean to be in a 1 Universal Year? It's a time of new beginnings, a time 
for starting over and planning for the future. It's a time to stand up, to feel confident, 
persevere, be assertive, take charge, and get results. We would say, then, that this is 
what would influence all of us at a collective level, globally and locally, in a 1 Uni­
versal Year, and represents the energy that would surround us. However, don't con­
fuse this with your Personal Year, because that's another story. 

Ztro Ain't for Nuthin' 
The number 0 shouldn't be ignored. It represents an energy that's unformed and 
pregnant with potential: After all, it's full and empty at the same time. The 0 is the 
symbol of an open channel to higher forces. 
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We see the zero in numbers like 10, 240, 
and even 2000. When you have a 0 be­
hind a number, the idea is that this mag­
nifies the number ahead of it. If, for 
example, you have a 30th birthday, the 0 
magnifies the 3 .  This birthday might em­
phasize learning to speak your truth, to express 
yourself, make good friendships, or to use your 
creative energy and all of these will be magni-
fied by the O's vibration. 

Easy as 1 -2-3 ------, 

Remember, the l Universal 
Year is the first year of a n ine­
year cycle. Any Os amplify the 
effects of the numbers they 
accompany. So you can't have 

a 0 Universal Year or Personal 
Year, even if it feels l i ke it ! 

The year 2000 had three Os. Humanity won't see three Os for another thousand years. 
The presence of the tri-fold energy of the Os in year 2000 heralded the ominous new 
beginning of a new vibration. The Os, three in succession, emphasized that this new 
time of living under the influence of 2 energy is yet to be formed and is open to the 
influences of the great mystery of life and its unseen forces. 

All through the years 2001 through 2009, and in subsequent years 2010 through 
2090, the presence of Os enhances and magnifies the qualities and challenges of the 
2 vibration: resolution of duality; peaceful, unified co-inhabitation of planet Earth; 
a deeper sensitivity and loving kindness for all; living a slower rhythm that is more 
in tune with nature; honoring the feminine; and highlights the need for cooperation, 
relationship, and connection. The 0 in any number signals an intensification of the 
vibration and energetic properties of the number it follows. 

In the next chapter, we will take you through how to calculate numbers and a closer 
look at the meanings of numbers 1 through 9, Karmic Numbers 10, 1 3 ,  14, 16, and 
19, and Master Numbers 1 1 , 22 ,  3 3 ,  and beyond.

Enough history and philosophy! We know you really want to know what 
numerology can do for you. Numerology can teach you a secret code for 
unlocking the mystery hidden in the numbers surrounding your life. 

In this chapter, we'll be showing you how to do just that by performing 
the simple calculations you'll need to discover what your numbers are. 
We'll show you how numerology works and discuss different methods of 
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adding and reducing the numbers, and then we'll look at your birth name and begin 
the process of compiling your personal Numerology Profile. 

Pick a Numbtr, Any Numbtr 
Calculations for numerology are really quite simple: You either add or subtract. 

The main idea behind the manipulation of the numbers is to find the single base 
number. This base (root) number is usually a reduced number that comes from a 
double-digit number, but the single number will tell the story-unless of course, it's 
a Master Number. (We'll get to that in a few pages.) The method for adding the 
numbers is indeed the most controversial question in numerology. The trick is how 
you add the numbers together. 

Numerology Rule: Reduce numbers to a single digit. Add the numbers together 
to get a single root number. 

You've already calculated your Birthday Number in Chapter 1 by using numerology's 
rule of reducing. For example, if your birthday is on the 14th day of the month, add 
1 + 4 together to get the reduced number 5. You've got a 5 Birthday Number. 

Numerologically, there are essentially four ways to add the numbers: 

1. Add across. 

2 .  Reduce as you go. 

3 .  Add down. 

4. Add double digits. 

Let's look at each of these individually, so you can see the differences for yourself. 

Addition Ntthod I# I :  Addin9 Across 
One way to add the numbers is to add straight across. Here's a quick example. 

Let's use the birth date example of July 6, 1944. If you're adding the Date of Birth 
Numbers (we're talking about all of your birth numbers), you might think to add 
them like this: 

7 + 6 + 1 + 9 + 4 + 4 = 3 1 

3 + 1 = 4 
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The single number 4 is the root number (also called the reduced number). The rea­
son we don't like to use this method for using Date of Birth Numbers is that when 
the add-straight-across method is used, you lose the chance of finding Master Num­
bers, which is the case in our example, as you'll see. 

Numerology Rule: Don't add all the numbers straight across! The numbers 
within a number are important as well, as you'll find out when we calculate your 
five Core Numbers in Part 3 .  

Let's look again at the July 6 ,  1944 birth date when reduced before it's added. When 
we do this, it reveals a Master Number! To do this for July 6, 1944, you'll reduce 
1944. Guly is a 7 and the day is a 6, so no reduction is necessary for calculating the 
numbers of the month and day-only the year needs reduction in this birthday.) 

To find the year's reduced number, add 
the numbers together: 1 + 9 + 4 + 4 = 18 .  
Now, you'll reduce again, to arrive at the 
single-digit number 9 (1 + 8). Once you 
have reduced the year number, add all the 
reduced numbers together (but remem­
ber, in this example, 7 and 6 can't be re­
duced). Add: 7 + 6 + 9 = 22 .  Our new way of 
writing the sum of this date of birth will be 22/4. 

Easy as 1 -2-3 -------, 
We endorse Addition Method 
#2, reducing as you go. It 
ensures the d iscovery of Master 
Numbers. 

Voila! 22/4 reveals a Master Number. You would have missed it using the add­
straight-across method. 

Addition Ntthod ##2: RtducinCJ �irst, AddinCJ ToCJtthtr 
Another method for adding numbers is to reduce as you go along. Here's an example 
to illustrate this method. The date of birth December 16, 1972, might be written like 
this: 1 2  + 16  + 1972. If reduced first, it looks like this: 3 + 7 + 1 = 1 112 . 

Reducing before you add is fast. Some numerologists swear by this system, and it's 
certainly the easiest method for beginners. Notice in our example that we have 
uncovered yet another Master Number, the 1 1 . We'll be explaining what that means 
in a few paragraphs. 

We recommend reducing as you go. It's faster-and you carry less weight (something 
we all desire!). 
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Numerology Rule: Watch for Master Numbers when reducing to a final num­
ber. Remember, the Master Numbers 1 1 , 22 ,  and 33  have special meanings. 

Addition Ntthod 1#): AddinCJ Down 
A third method for calculating numbers is to set it up like a simple math problem. 
For example, to figure composer, singer, and songwriter Paul Simon's date of birth, 
October 1 3 ,  1941 ,  we would write it like this: 

1941 

+ 1 3 

+ 1 0  

1964 

Then, we'd reduce 1 964 to the root number 2 (1 + 9 + 6 + 4) = 20; 2 + 0 = 2). This 
method reveals that the Life Path Number (the sum of the birth date numbers), one 
of the five Core Numbers, for Paul Simon is 2 ,  intensified by the presence of the 0, 
the eternal circle of life. (See Chapter 1 2  for everything about the Life Path Num­
ber.) 

We use this method as a tie breaker when trying to determine if we are really dealing 
with a Master Number. We would use Method #2 first, then try Method #1, and last 
of all try Method #3, to see if two of the three methods give us the same answer. 

Here is an example: Angela thinks she might have a Master Number birthday. Her 
birthday is February 12 ,  1 941 .  Let's see how to use the different methods to deter­
mine whether her birthday numbers add up to a Master Number. 

Using Method #1,  adding straight across for Angela, we find: 

2 + 1 + 2 + 1 + 9 + 4 + 1 = 20 

2 + 0 = 2  

Not a Master Number, though the presence of the 0 intensifies the energy of the 2 
for Angela as it does for Paul. 

Using Method #2, reducing first, then adding together, we find: 

2 + 3 (1 + 2) + 6 (1 + 9 + 4 + 1 = 15 ,  or 6) = 1 1/2 

1 112 is a Master Number. 
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Using Method # 3 ,  adding down, we find: 

1 941 

1 2  

+ 2 

1 955 

1 + 9 + 5 + 5 = 20; 2 + 0 = 2 

Again, not a Master Number for Angela. 

Therefore, we would conclude that Angela doesn't have a Master Number after all, 
and neither does Paul Simon. 

Adding across for Paul Simon, October 1 3 ,  1941 :  

1 + 0 + 1 + 3 + 1 + 9 + 4 + 1 = 20; 2 + 0 = 2 

Reducing first, then adding together for Paul, we find: 

1 (1 + 0) + 4 (1 + 3) + 6 (1 + 9 + 4 + 1) = 1 1 , or 2) = 1 1/2 

We can only be sure of a Master Number result if we use all three methods to verify. 
Remember--you want two out of three methods to agree to get a true Master Number. 

Going back to our original example of the 
July 6, 1944 birthday, let's try the third method 
to confirm our Master Number result of 22/4: 

1944 

7 

1957 

1 + 9 + 5 + 7 = 2214 

Of course, it's necessary to try all three addition 
methods only if you're working to confirm a 
Master Number result. 

Merlin's Notes 

The nature of Master Numbers is 
such that those who carry them 
are usually extremely sensitive to 
extrasensory perception, i ntuition, 
and Higher Guidance. They also 
carry a special responsibi l ity to 
mankind to leave the world a 
better place by helping the race 
to evolve to a h igher conscious-
ness. 
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Mtthod #It: Doublt-DiCJit AddinCJ 
This method is almost the same as Method #2 because it reduces first, then adds to­
gether. When doing numerological interpretations that involve adding your Date of 
Birth Numbers or Name Numbers, hold onto the double-digit number when adding. 
For example, let's look at the birthday for Josh Groban, the young singing phenome­
non known for his spectacular operatic tenor/romantic balladeer voice who was dis­
covered at the 1 999 Grammy Awards dress rehearsal while singing a duet with Celine 
Dion. Josh's birthday is February 27, 1 98 1 .  

In the double-digit method, we reduce all double-digit numbers to their single digits 
and then add each single-digit number together for the combined number total. The 
combined number total will be two digits, or a double-digit number. In this method, 
we hold onto the double-digit numbers for additional information. 

To start, we need to reduce two numbers in this birthday to single-digit numbers 
before we try to figure out the total, double-digit number. First, we reduce the year 
number in this birthday: 1981  to 19  ( 1 + 9 + 8 + 1 ), and continue to reduce 1 9  by 
adding 1 + 9 to 1 0  and reduce a final time for the single-digit number: 1 + 0 = 1 .  Next 
we reduce the day of birth number, 27, because it has two digits: 2 + 7 = 9. The 
month in this birthday doesn't need to be reduced because it is only one number, 2 .  
Finally, we add all of  the single-digit (reduced) numbers together for our final total: 
2 + 9 + 1 = 1 2 .  The number 1 2  is the double-digit total for Josh Groban's birthday. 
To make things more clear, it might help to write out the steps like this: 

2 + 27 + 1981  

2 + (9) + ( 19) 

2 + (9) + ( 10) 

2 + 9 + 1 = 1 2  

If we were to reduce the 1 2 ,  we will find a single-digit total of 3 .  In using this double­
digit method, it is important to consider both the double-digit number and the re­
duced total number, so we would write the total 1 2  separated by a I and then write 
the 3 .  The birthday total will then look like this: 1 2/3 . We can then say Josh's Date of 
Birth Numbers add up to a 3 .  

By holding onto the double digits, we can see what numbers lie behind the total (the 
1 and the 2 are what are influencing the reduced number 3 ,  in other words). In our 
example here, it's pretty important, because Josh has a 3 Life Path, the path of enter­
tainment, drama, and expressing oneself in a creative way. However, the double-digit 
influence suggests that he will have to assert his independence and strong principles 
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(1) in using his natural artistic, rhythmic gift (2) to overcome tendencies of shyness, 
sensitivity, and the desire to please others (2) as he pursues a lifetime path of enter­
tainment and creative self-expression (3). So here we can see that the double-digit 
numbers ( 12) tell more ofJosh's story than just the 3 .  

RtducinCJ Is Not a Ditt Plan 
No matter which method of addition you choose, you'll have to add your numbers 
together and then reduce. The reduced number gives the simple, root number from 
which an interpretation can be made. 

Choose the method that feels right for you. Try them all and see which one gives 
you the most information. Don't be dismayed by all of these choices. Your method 
of calculation is one of the most important decisions you'll make in your study of 
numerology. 

If you're not sure, start with Method #2 and reduce first. It's our favorite method. 
The more you work with the reducing methods, the easier it wili be to find the one 
that works for you. Just like diets-sooner or later, you find one that reduces per­
fectly! 

Tht Lowtst (ommon Dtnominator 
You've already seen us refer to Master Numbers using two numbers: for example, 
22/4 or 1 112 . \Vhen writing a Master Number, you'll have two numbers to consider: 
the Master Number and the reduced number. Therefore, it helps if you write Master 
Numbers like this so you will be conscious of working with both of the numbers 
involved: 

+ 1 112 for the Master Number 1 1  

+ 22/4 for the Master Number 22 

+ 3 3/6 for the Master Number 33 

The same would be true for all of the Master Numbers. In a Master Number, the 
lower, or reduced, number is equally as important as the higher number and it is 
important to read the meaning of both numbers. If you see a Master Number written 
as 1 1  or 22 or 3 3 ,  it is still a Master Number, you just aren't as conscious of both 
numbers and their vibrational quality when it is written as 1 112, 22/4, 3 3/6. 
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\Vhether you're working with a Master Number or any other double-digit number, 
you'll be interested in the meaning of both numbers-it just gives you more informa­
tion. If your result is the Master Number 22/4, for example, you'll want to interpret 
both the 22 and the 4. In the advanced study of numerology, you might want to con­
sider interpreting the meaning of other double-digit numbers in your chart much like 
we did in the example of Josh Groban's birthday. 

WorkinCJ with Doublt DiCJits 
Some numerologists give a lot of credence to the double-digit number. This is be­
cause a number with two or three digits gives added information to the root number 
in consideration. Double or multiple digitizers write these numbers as 2 1/3 , 1 7/8, or 
1 03/4. Both the single root number and the double number are considered for 
numerological analysis. For example, let's look at the 1 5 . 

\Vhen we reduce 1 5, we add the 1 + 5 to find the root number 6. Now, let's say you 
wanted to know the Life Path Number for your son. You would add up the numbers 
of his date of birth, say, February 18, 2002, and, reducing as you go, find that it adds 
up to a 1 5/6. 

2 + 9 (1 + 8) + 4 (2 + 0 + 0 + 2) = 15/6 

The number 6 tells us that this young man will have a path to walk in this life that 
brings responsibility, duty, nurturing, and care for others. However, if you look at the 
1 5, you note that both the 1 and the 5 are to be considered; they show how he'll go 
about his Life Path 6 duties. In other words, he may be facing responsibility and duty,

but will want to be independent (the 1 )  about the 
way he goes about these duties, and will also demand 
freedom from time to time (the 5). 

Getting the full numerological energy of the root 
number is actually much easier than it might appear 
at first glance. First, look to the reduced number for 
your interpretation. Then, look at the double-digit 
number to see what other influences are involved. If 
working with the double-digit number is too much, 
too soon, and you're not ready for it, just concen­
trate on the single root, or reduced number-there's 
plenty there! 

Now that you've got the basics of how to figure your numbers, it's time to see what 
these numbers can tell you. 
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Numerology Rule: Don't reduce Master Numbers! They tell of special attrib­
utes. 

Tht MtaninCJ of Numbtrs 
The key to numerology is: Each number has a specific meaning. We introduced you 
to the numbers in Chapter 1 and we'll give our in-depth analysis of the distinct mean­
ing and message of each number in Part 2 of this book, as well as the special mean­
ings of the Master and Karmic Numbers. For now, though, here's a detailed handy 
guide you can use for quick reference to the meanings of the numbers.

The most important numbers to know are your five Core Numbers, which we intro­
duced to you in Chapter 2 ,  and are the subject of all of Part 3 of this book. You can 
find the meaning of your name and date of birth using numerology. Your birth name 
alone is composed of three of the Core Numbers: the Soul Number, Destiny Num­
ber, and Personality Number. 

Your Date of Birth Numbers give you a wealth of information. As you will see, they 
tell you what lesson you're working on at a particular age, what your potential is for 
achievement, what the theme is for each year of your life, and what's influencing you 
as you live out each year. To understand this information about yourself, all you have 
to do is add! 

Next, let's look at the name and see how it adds up. How, you ask, can I add up my 
name? There are no numbers in my name! Ah, yes, but there are. 

Alphabtt Soup: Lttttrs into Numbtrs 
In Western numerology or Pythagorean numerology, whenever we calculate a word, 
such as your name or the name of the street you live on, or when we want to discover 
the meaning of a word, we assign numerical values to letters of the alphabet. 
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Remember that when Pythagoras first devised the system of numerology, he noted 
that everything in the world is made up of numbers, and so applied numbers to the 
Arabic alphabet. Using the numbers 1 through 9, he came up with a chart that 
allowed him to decipher the meaning of any name.

It just 
takes practice! 

Once Pythagoras had the numbers to fig­
ure a person's name, he had a tremendous 
tool for seeing into the hidden essence of 
that person, and so it was thought that 
anyone who knew this method of decod­
ing a name could see into the soul. That's 
why this numerological information was care­
fully guarded and taught only in the Mystery 
Schools to devoted students sworn to secrecy. 
But now you know the secret!

In ancient times, esoteric schools, called Mystery Schools, in i tiated leaders of humanity 
into ways of knowing the laws of Universal Principle. These schools trained initiates in 
the h idden meaning of the mysteries of life. I t  was an intense spiritual tra in ing .  Pythag· 
oras founded h is Mystery School in approximately 500 B.C . ,  where he taught self­
perfection, phi losophy, science, social reform, music, astrology, astronomy, numerology, 
nutrition, hygiene, medicine, and leadership-all mysteries of the time. 
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Oprah Is a It 
An easy way to start is to look at how to calculate a first name. Do we know any 
Oprah's? Let's say your first name is Oprah. Using the letter chart, we find the corre­
sponding numbers for each letter of her name: 

0 = 6  

P = 7  

R = 9  

A = 1 

H = 8  

When you add up all of the numbers, you will see that 3 1  is the total for Oprah. 

Unless you arrive at one of the Master Numbers, as we've said before, you reduce any 
two-digit sum by adding the numbers together. In this case, the sum for Oprah is 3 1 ,  
or 3 + 1 = 4, so the name Oprah is a 4. 1n numerology, it's thought that a person's first 
name reveals her or his most personal lessons. We will discuss more about the mean­
ing of names in Chapter 10, when we talk about your full name as your destiny. Now 
let's look at the meaning of the name Oprah. 

The name Oprah adds up to a 4, so we know that certain things are true about this 
name. For example, because the 4 is symbolic of the builder, you can expect that a 
woman with the name Oprah will want to build her life around security and perma­
nency. All that she undertakes is done to build toward something. She can work hard, 
but has a high need for security, and sometimes can be more controlling and rigid 
than she would like to be. She has excellent abilities to organize and manage projects 
and as a 4, she will use a practical, honest approach to anything in her life. You can 
turn to Chapter 5 for a detailed analysis of the number 4. We get to know all that­
and more-from just one number! Sound like an Oprah we know? 

Tht Namt You Wtrt Born With 
Later, when you will be figuring four of the five Core Numbers of your Numerology 
Profile-your Destiny, Soul, Personality, and Maturity Numbers-you'll be working 
with some aspect of the name you were born with. We're talking about the full 
name appearing on your birth certificate, even if you don't like it or never use it. 
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Numerology is working with your very essence, which means your original, pure 
vibration. We can get that only with your original name. 

There are a lot of wonderful stories about names given out at birth, such as Carol vs. 
Carole, where the "e" was left off the birth certificate and she went through 50 years 
of her life thinking she was someone other than who she really was; or a baby in a 
hospital given another baby's name. 

The philosophy behind using the name given at birth is that there are no mistakes. It 
follows that the name given to you at birth was not a mistake. However, clerical 
errors do occur and if this is the case for you, use the original birth name that was 
intended for you when you are doing numerological calculations. Just be sure to 
check the spelling on your birth certificate! 

The numerology school of thought goes something like this: You were given the very 
name you got because it is the correct set of vibrations you will need to achieve your 
destiny, to work on your karmic lessons, and for your soul to express itself fully in this 
lifetime. 

It's also thought that you selected your parents when you were back in "soul land," 
and they agreed to be a channel for your birth and life on Earth. The name decided 
for you was meant to be-existing as an intuitive moment for your parents. Even if 
you were named after your great uncle Leopold III, the point is: Your name is not a 
mistake. 

Universal Law: All things happen according to a Master Plan or Master Design. 
We all have free will to make choices for how we live the Master Plan. 

Adopttd Namts and Namt (hanC)tS 
When you don't know your original name, 
you'll figure the numbers of your Numer­
ology Profile with the name you were given 
at adoption, because this name is the essence 
or vibrational pattern you grew into. 

So what if you don't know your birth name? 
You will simply figure a profile for the adopted 
name. However, if you should have both a birth 
name and an adopted or changed name, then 
use the original name for the pure essence of

This 
second profile will show who you have become. 

Not surprisingly, the question of a married name is often brought up. The married 
name is figured separately from your original birth name, and shows what energy or 
lessons you added to your life during the period you carried that name. 

All of your five Core Numbers remain the same as they were at birth. The married 
name is what energy you drew to you-that you needed to learn the next step. Always 
figure your married name separately from your birth name. It is not part of your 
original Numerology Profile. You'll find out more about all the ramifications of nam­
ing by the numbers in Chapter 20. 

What Your Birthday and First Namt Numbtrs Say About You 
As you learned in Chapter 1 ,  your Birthday Number is the number of the day of the 
month you were born. Like the name on your birth certificate, it cannot be altered, 
although you can choose to go by a different name or age in your public life. Perhaps 
your birth name is Alice but you always go by Ali, and yes, you give your birth year 
as 1969, not 1959-and most of the time, you actually get away with it! But that 
won't work in your Numerology Profile, where you need to use the name and date 
recorded at your birth. 

Note that your Birthday Number is not one of your five Core Numbers, but its influ­
ence is potent all of your life, and it's particularly potent between your 28th and 56th 
birthdays. The number for your first name is only one piece used to interpret the 
whole energy of your Destiny Number. 

So what are the numbers for your Birthday Number and First Name Number? Let's 
begin the process of revealing your numbers and what they mean. We'll start with 
your Birthday Number, which you identified in Chapter 1 .

Then there are the 
Master Numbers 1 1 , 22 ,  and 3 3  that resonate to still higher frequencies, 
and the Karmic Numbers 10, 1 3 , 14, 16, and 19  that present some lessons 
all their own.

If you want to light a fire under a project, get a 1 on board. If you want a 
patient, supportive, detailed team player, get a 2 on your staff. If you want 
a quick, clever, contagiously fun person to lighten up the scene, get a 3 .  
Each of these three numbers has clearly identifiable qualities and is unique 
in its energy. The 1 ,  2 ,  and 3 reveal a sacred cycle: 1 ,  the number of cre­
ation; 2 ,  the number of assimilation; and 3 ,  the number of expression. 
This triad creates a three-stage action of the mind or way of thought 
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formation: 1 ,  the number of impression; 2 ,  the number of re-impression, and 3 ,  the 
number of expression. 

In this chapter, we examine various facets of the numbers 1 ,  2 ,  and 3 including the 
energy of each number, a peek at life with each of the numbers (should you be living 
with one of these three), as well as the spiritual essence, special abilities, and places of 
growth for each number. We also thought you would want to know some key words 
associated with each number, as well as the astrological equivalent, the matching 
Tarot card, the letters, and the polarity, colors, gems, and flowers, so we've created a 
chart for each number that shows its correspondences. 

Numbtr 1 :  Ltadtr of tht Pack 
What makes a leader? Knowing what one wants, having the courage to go to the head 
of the pack, having strength of will, and having the wit, intelligence, and quickness to 
execute the plan. 

Independent and headstrong, the 1 is both ambitious and determined. Never afraid to 
try something new, the 1 will "boldly go where no one's gone before"-but seldom 
"goes with the flow." 

He or she will begin it with flare and a burst of enthusiasm. The 1 assesses what 
needs to be done with the speed of light and then executes the plan in about the same 
amount of time, all the while ordering everyone around. He or she means no harm­
he or she is just into the power of his or her 1 energy. The drive and focus he or she 
will bring to the job-any job-are hallmarks of the number 1 .

Merlin's Notes 

Tarot cards, another metaphysical tool ,  present a symbolic picture of the elements of l i fe. 
The Tarot deck is divided into two parts: the Major Arcana and the Minor Arcana. The 
Magician card, card 1 of the Tarot's Major Arcana, has the abi l ity to create his or her 
own real ity, and sometimes represents the need to find a new direction in  life. Simi larly, 
the act of creating one's own reality is very much i n  the domain of the i ndependent, 
self-di rected 1 .  The Aces in all four of the suits of the Tarot are represented by a perpen­
d icular Cup, Wand, Pentacle, or Sword . The meaning remains the same for al l  four: A 
new beginning is foretold . 

Tht Intr9y of tht I 
The energy of the number 1 is intensely active, with a driving determination to get 
ahead. There's a mental vigor here, and it results in the goal-oriented, masculine 
expression of active, forceful, courageous energy. It is a direct and directed energy. 

The basic meaning of the 1 is energy in a state of perpetual motion. The 1 has the 
power to create, develop, and govern all things pertaining to this earthly life, like the 
Tarot card, The Magician. The 1 however, requires a complete overcoming of self 
before it attains its highest success. 

Tht Timin9 of tht I 
The 1 is the number of new beginnings. It always signals a new time is about to 
begin, that new opportunities can be expected, and that all will be done with courage 
and the intent to get the job done. This is the number of initiation. In it's drive to get 
things done, the 1 will initiate, "move on it," and is often impatient to get going. 
Waiting isn't the 1 's forte, unlike the 2 .  

You can think of the 1 as energy that begins all action, who leads the way to a new 
direction. 
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Lift with tht I 
As with all the numbers, life with the 1 can bring both blessings and challenges. The 
1 's insistence on action can mean it won't tolerate any dillydallying, and its strong 
opinions can sometimes make it contrary. A 1 ,  however, won't care much if others 
find him or her contrary or forceful, because both of those are very much a part of 
who a 1 is. 

Tht Bltssint of tht I 
The blessings of the 1 are its confidence, creativity, and vital energy, as well as its 
feisty, self-starter spirit. People with strong 1 influence in their Numerology Profiles 
will find it easier than any other number to initiate things and to get results. It's this 
independent spark of the 1 that's so inviting. 

Tht (halltntt for tht I 
The weak side of the 1 is lack of self-esteem, self-consciousness, and the struggle to 
believe in the higher self. The 1 needs to learn to believe that he or she is capable of 
meeting the challenges of life, to have courage, and to be determined-even when 
there's doubt within. 

Tht Ltsson of tht I 
The lesson of the number 1 is that this person will be required to overcome the 
negative expressions of self to attain his or her highest success. This is most promi­
nently seen in the opinionated 1 who offends everyone with tactless, strongly stated 
opinions. 

The 1 's aggressiveness, for example, is often a cover for its aloneness and lack of self­
confidence. The lesson for the 1 is that it must seek the right environment in which 
its strengths can thrive. You've got to put the 1s  in with the grounded 4s, or the 
head-honcho 8s, rather than the timid 2s, or the idealistic dreamer 9s. Not patient 
themselves, 1s need to learn to surround themselves with people more patient than 
themselves (6s have a lot of patience), who at the same time will not be afraid to stand 
up to the 1 when necessary. 

Individualistic, innovative, and original, nothing's going to get by the 1 .  Under­
standing the 1 's need to be first goes a long way toward understanding its tendency 
to push everyone else out of the way to get there. Similarly, understanding all the 
nuances of the 1 can help you learn to live with its forcefulness-whether you're 
the 1 ,  or someone you love (or don't!) is. 
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Relationships with the I 
Despite its ability to stand alone, the 1 can make a good friend, and often uses its 
sense of humor to get over the rough spots (quickly!). The 1 is also a good conversa­
tionalist, often using wit, intelligence, and insight to spice up favorite topics. Like the 
7, one-on-one relating is its preference. However, in groups, the 1 will stand apart, it 
doesn't really like people it doesn't know. In the end, the 1 remains a loner at heart, 
because the 1 considers him- or herself different from the others. 

\Vhen seeking relationships, the 1 looks for attractiveness in others, as well as a 
strong personality, strength of character, and a self-confidence that can match its own. 
The 1 doesn't like boredom, anything ordinary, or anyone who demands too much of 
it-the 1 likes to be the person doing the demanding! 

At the same time, the 1 is very sensitive to other's 
approval or criticism, and if it senses any dis-

n approval, no matter how minor, it may 
become angry and resentful. A little praise

remember that praise is a two-way street, not a 
one-way alley! 

The 1 likes to be in charge, so it can appear 
bossy, and it needs a mate of a strong character 
who's warm, patient, and capable of standing on 
his or her own. Love and affection are very 
important to the 1 ,  and in fact the 1 won't 
reach its potential unless it's understood at home. 

What's Important to the 1 
Approval, activity, and ambition are of primary importance to the 1 .  In addition, the 
1 prefers to work alone and likes to be the one exploring and trying out new things. 
The 1 needs to be creative and is often the trendsetter or future forecaster. The 1 also 
values obedience, the new, independence, and matters of principle. 

Not a physical laborer, the 1 lives on the mental plane. The creative 1 strives for orig­
inality in its thinking and has the courage to be original-the "pioneer." Action­
oriented 1s are also good in business, and can do well with finances when it's about 
the good of others rather than personal prestige. 

The 1 is especially qualified to head up just about anything-as long as there are oth­
ers there to keep the ball rolling once the 1 has got it started: 1 s  like to start it, but 
not to stick around and manage it. 
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As a high-powered vibration, the 1 is the thinker and planner, quick-witted and ready 
to start now!

Once we know what a number's energy translates to, we're also aware of the numero­
logical "vibe" we're getting from someone or something. The vibes you might pick 
up from a person with strong 1s  in their five Core Numbers (we discuss the Core 
Numbers in Part 3); or from a 1 house number (we discuss the numbers for your 
house and apartment in Part 5); or in a 1 Personal Year (we discuss the Personal Year 
number in Part 4) are as follows:

Spiritual numerologists believe that each number represents a universal principle, 
which is a step in the cyclical evolution of all things. Every number vibrates to an 
inner meaning, and it should be no surprise that the 1 vibrates the spirit of all things, 
as if the 1 were the "spirit" of the organization, or something was done with the right 
"spirit." 

HiCJhtr Ground 
The number 1 symbolizes the spirit at the center of all things. It stands for "spirit," 
which, we should note, is not the same as the "soul": Spirit is the masculine spiritual 
principle, the fire, or the spark; and soul is the feminine spiritual principle. 

Easy as 1 -2-3 -------., 

In numerology, odd numbers as 
considered to be yang, while 
even numbers are considered 
to be yin .  

The French say it  is /'esprit de coeur, or "the spirit of 
the heart," and in America we say he or she is a 
"spirited one." The 1 is the essence of the vital, pul­
sating imprint of beginning energy, which penetrates 
all things which are about to be brought into reality. 
This new beginning comes complete with a spark 
of spirit. 
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The 1 represents the prime masculine principle, the yang, which in tum signifies the 
law of polarity. Masculine, active, forceful, courageous, and powerful are aspects of 
yang polarity. 

RaisinCJ tht Vibration for tht Numbtr I 

The yin/yang symbol repre­
sents the oneness of all (the 
1) through duality (the 2), 
creating wholeness and unity. 

The cosmic vibration is the energy a number gives off. The energy of any given num­
ber can be expressed positively or as a higher energy. The higher energy of the num­
ber 1 is seen as leadership, strength, courage, keen perception, and establishes a 
strong identity. When the 1 is positively expressed it is tough, forceful, determined, 
knows its mind, and self-aware. 

On the other hand, when the 1 is expressed with a lower vibration it is aggressive, 
pushy, willful, demands its own way, wants instant gratification, is opinionated, egotis­
tical, can be domineering, and acts as a know-it-all. 

We could go on, of course. The point is: The 1 doesn't like to be told what to do, so 
leadership is a natural channel for the 1 .  In addition, when the 1 doesn't understand 
itself or isn't self-aware (or when others aren't understanding), it can become shy, vac­
illating, self-conscious, or even reticent to express its opinion or resonate to its more 
natural bold, decisive, and confident self. 

The 1 will have trouble with anything that seems haphazard. Carelessness, lack of 
logic, inattention to order-all of these are contradictory to the 1 's natural need to go 
straight from point A to point B. 

Whether expressed as either consciously or unconsciously, the 1 is a potent vibration. 
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A Mtditation for tht Numbtr 1 
Sit quietly in a room where you won't be distracted or disturbed. Close your eyes and 
take three deep breaths, exhaling slowly. Begin to visualize yourself as a radiant being 
of light. Your light is becoming brighter and brighter. You are strong, vibrant, per­
ceptive, and aware. Your light is strong. 

Think of something you would like to begin. Let your mind bring in ideas for this 
new beginning and focus on the energy rising as you think about it. Once you have 
a strong sense of this new beginning, state your intention. You might want to say to 
yourself, "I am beginning this (name what you are beginning) with clarity, strength, 
and purpose." You might want to begin to repeat an affirmation to crystallize the 
vibration of this new beginning. You can create one of your own, or use ours, "I am 
confident, clear, and determined as I begin this new venture." Repeat this affirmation, 
or your own affirmation, at least three times slowly, breathing deeply with each state­
ment. 

When you are ready, open your eyes, let yourself refocus, and then write your state­
ment of intention for this new beginning in your journal. Stay focused on your intent 
for your new beginning; know that it is part of your life purpose. 

Tht Numbtr I in Your NumtroiOCJY Profi lt 
A number 1 person will mingle with the world, but is never really one of  "them." 
If you vibrate to the 1 ,  whether it's your Birthday Number, Pinnacle, Challenge, 
Personal Year, Soul Number, Destiny, Life Path, Personality, or Maturity Numbers, 
you must learn through personal experience that as we have indicated, a 1 has to 
overcome self-absorption, self-interest, and selfish focus. To do this the 1 has to real­
ize that to love without thought of holding out for what one gets in return is what 
allows the 1 to become a happy individual, rather than a separate, lonely one. 

By the Nurpbers -----., 

If a number is repeated 
many times in a name, that qual­
ity is a marked trait in a person, 
and a possible talent. At 
the same time, it can present a 
challenge to have an over­
intensification of a number. 

It's time to use your journal. As you work with your 
Name Numbers, keep in mind that the letters, A, ], 
and S are the " 1 "  letters. For example, the name 
Sara has 3 letters that are the " 1 "  energy: S, A, and 
another A. It is considered normal to have 1-3 in a 
full name, so Sara has all of hers in her first name, 
and if she has other 1 s in the rest of her name she 
will be working with a lot of the assertive, driven 1 
energy. If you have more than four of these in your 
name you are considered strong and independent. 
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If you have six or more, or an over-intensification of ls, you are considered head­
strong, and too independent and might be prone to headaches, as some numerologists 
believe.

The 6 is romantically inclined and leans toward the ideal in matters of the heart, 
therefore the 6 is likely to have some ideal notions about marriage partners. For this 
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reason, the 6 can find it hard to have a partner live up to his or her high standards 
about how the ideal partner "should" be-and we emphasize "should" because 6s are 
big on shoulds. 

Everything in a 6's life must be harmonious, for this number, above all else, requires 
balance in its life. If there should be a quarrel or disruption, a 6 will have an urgent 
desire to put things right in the home. That's because the home is the nest for the 6, 
and if there's any discord there, trust the 6 to rush in to set it right. A 6 will spend 
much of his or her leisure time planting flowers, remodeling, or doing home projects, 
preferably with his or her spouse.

The number 6 governs counseling and teaching and people will be drawn to the 6 
for advice or problem solving-talents at which this number excels. It's not unusual 
to find a 6 with a home-based business, especially a therapist or counselor whose 
clients will not only get loving advice, but will be nurtured by the environment of the 
caring 6. 

6s are very responsible, and are often responsible for other people's stuff where there's 
no need to be. It's this desire to put others before themselves, their nurturing nature 
plus their need to be responsible, along with a strong sense of duty that leads 6s to 
overcommit and then find they're out of balance in their lives and relationships.

The blessing of the 6 is that he or she is wise and lives according to guidance from 
the heart. The ability to make a full commitment, to take on great sums of responsi­
bility, and to execute it competently and with love is the blessing of the 6. But the 6's 
greatest gift is his or her loving nature. 

No other number holds a candle to the 6 in terms of loving and nurturing, and the 6's 
warmth and comfort can be felt in the simple rush to pour you a hot cup of tea, close 
the blind from the glaring light, or bring you a blanket to ward off the cold-all with­
out your asking. The 6 will establish a cozy home, complete with good food and 
warm hearth, close, loving relationships, and beautiful working environments. 

The ChallenCJe for the 6 
The challenge for the 6 is to not be the long-suffering martyr and to remain realistic 
in matters of the heart.

In the 6's desire to be loved and to love, to care for others and be responsible, the 6 
may not be seen as the strong, resilient force it truly is.

When 
this happens we might look to one of the following as the cause: high ideals about 
marriage and love; early disappointment in love; a deep sense of loyalty to father, 
mother, or family due to a well-established sense of duty and responsibility. However, 
love may come late in life for the 6 as a reward for a life of service and sacrifice. 

Learning to receive is one of the hardest tests for the 6. 6s are so competent at giving 
to others and so busy giving that they often don't realize they have abdicated their 
own needs.

reality, the 6 needs you to love and to praise 
him or her!

The worry 
is that someone might think he or she doesn't care!

When the 6 is positively expressed it is 
giving, loving, sympathetic, understanding, honest, comforting, and balanced in its 
giving and receiving. 

But even the 6 has its downside, and it can be clearly seen in some of the 6's classic 
traits.

The 7 needs a great 
deal of time alone-to meditate, think, re-examine, 
or rejuvenate. The 7 isn't comfortable with a lot of 
people, especially people he or she doesn't know. 
Actually, the 7 does best in one-to-one situations 
rather than in groups.

Procrastination is not uncommon and the strict adherence to 
timelines is just not part of the 9s timeframe. It dwells in the zone of possibility, 
therefore, it has to have time to contemplate and dream. 

Lift with tht 9 
It's not uncommon to find the 9 marching in civil rights demonstrations, working for 
the World Hunger Project, or helping with welfare reform. It's their concern for the 
betterment of all people on this Earth that lives in the soul of the 9. That's because 
the 9 is the number of compassion, tolerance, and philanthropy. 9s are both inspired 
and inspiring, and some are exceptionally gifted artistically. They're enterprising, 
imaginative, and quick thinking. 

Easy as 1 -2-3-----------------------., 

What the 9 learns from the 8 is that reward isn't gained through ambition, recogn i­
tion , power, or money. There's more to life, the 9 realizes: There's spiritual atta inment 
and inner confidence, both of which have far-reaching benefits. just look what hap­
pened as we moved from the 1 980s (the 8 embodies power, money, and ambition) 
to the 1 990s (the 9 manifests the search for spiritual connection , global concern, 

and unparal leled prosperity). 

For the 9, there has to be a soul realization that love equals giving, and through un­
derstanding and acceptance of all people without prejudice or thought for oneself, 
personal love, purposefulness, and abundance will begin to build up in the 9's life. 
This in turn brings spiritual protection and great reward, both emotionally and mate­
rially. 

The 9 is the number of reward for all the hard work done in numbers 1 through 8, 
and the rewards are both material and spiritual. At some point in the life of the 9, he 
or she realizes that his or her soul's expression is vital to living a whole and balanced 
life. You could think of the 9 as the 6 grown wiser and much more tolerant-but the 
9 is also more emotional. The 9 rules the emotions, which can be experienced in the 
extreme. You'll find vacillation from intense anger to great tolerance, from passionate 
outcries to detached observation, from outrageous jealousy to sympathetic under­
standing.

The challenge for the 9 is to love unconditionally and to live with tolerance and com­
passion. Lessons may be learned through tears and pain as well as moments of great 
joy and ecstasy. Health issues can challenge the 9 because of its highly sensitive and 
emotional constitution. 

9s have to open their hearts to urges to be intolerant, possessive, unsympathetic, self­
ish, or greedy. To balance this challenge, the 9 needs to turn these lower energies into 
creating a talent for sympathetic understanding, inclusiveness, compassion, selfless 
service, and trust in the universe to deliver his or her just reward. 

Tht Ltsson of tht 9 
Lessons for the 9 include: learning to accept, forgive, and let go; learning to detach; 
to open his or her heart to all, regardless of labels; that its most valuable asset is a 
heart filled with love big enough to melt resistance; and most of all to love and for­
give itself.

The 9 is the number that learns there's great satisfaction in giving. The healing aspect 
of the 9's energy is felt when the 9 gives of him- or herself from this loving space and 
shines his or her considerable warmth and understanding on those seeking assistance. 
A 9 might be mistaken for a bleeding heart, a pushover, or someone to be taken ad­
vantage of, because its loving concern for the good of all can make the 9 overly gen­
erous or gullible.

With the number 9 ,  it's a time to finish, draw to a close, complete-and then to let 
go. The 9 rules the principle of surrender, "letting go and letting God." This is the 
higher ground of living with faith in a divine plan. 

In the Chaldean system of numbers, an older numerology system, the number 9 
wasn't used because it was thought to be the number of God. Instead, the Chaldeans 
based their system on numbers 1 through 8. In modern numerology, the 9 is included 
in the system of numbers because it is thought to include the energy of all of the 
numbers 1 through 8, thus giving it great power. 

The number 9 is both powerful and potent, and, because it's privy to the wisdom of 
spiritual law, it's conscious of the needs of humankind and has the talent to bring 
these two together in a living testimony to the oneness of all life. The 9 also has the 
power to choose to live with a higher purpose or to suffer the grief and pain of sepa­
ration from what it intuitively and psychically knows. 

The 9 understands that there's only one people, one religion, one race, one nation, 
and one creed-universal unity. The service of the 9 is to promote, in small and large 
ways, the unity of humankind.

The 9 symbolizes spirit as a fully conscious energy, that is, wisdom attained. The 
power of the 9 is the fusion of a fully conscious spirit with the material world. The 
9 is the kundalini force of yoga, symbolizing the surge of energy from the base of 
the spine to the brain. (If you look at the way the 9 is written, it looks like a spinal 
cord curving up to a head.) The goal of the 9 is universal love for all, carrying forth 
its spiritual wisdom into all human experience on Earth.

The vibration is the energy a number gives off. The energy of any given number can 
be expressed positively or as a higher energy. The higher energy of the number 9 is 
always picking up on more than meets the eye, and it's really challenging to have such 
a keen sense of the beauty of life, and then to see poverty, bombings, and children 
starving. 9s continuously learn the lesson of surrender-to let go and leave that which 
cannot be fixed to a higher source or greater plan than can be seen from the vantage 
point of the emotional 9. Unless you understand compassion, you cannot understand 
the 9. 

Forgiveness is the key for the 9, and this is its life lesson: to forgive all wrongdoing 
and intolerance and become impartial, impersonal, and detached from its emotions so 
that it can live with compassion and wisdom. 

A Ntditation for tht Numbtr 9 
Sit quietly in a room where you won't be distracted or disturbed. Close your eyes and 
take three deep breaths, exhaling slowly. Begin to visualize yourself as a radiant being 
of light. Your light is becoming brighter and brighter. You are strong, vibrant, percep­
tive, and aware. Your light is strong. 

See yourself sitting on a beach. The sun is shining brightly, sparkling on the water. It 
is peaceful here.

Or "I am the creative power in my 
world and all dreams are possible." Repeat this affirmation, or your own affirmation, 
at least three times slowly, breathing deeply with each statement. 

\Vhen you are ready, open your eyes, let yourself refocus, and then write into your 
journal your life-dream vision. \Vhat is the secret you have been given from the 
Universe? Now write your statement of intention in your journal. Throughout the 
day, stay focused on your intention for your life dream; know that it is part of your 
life path and purpose. 

Tht Numbtr 9 in Your NumtroiOCJY Profi lt 
If you vibrate to the 9 ,  whether it's your Birthday Number, Pinnacle, Challenge, 
Personal Year, Soul, Destiny, Life Path, Personality, or Maturity Number, you must 
learn through personal experience that, as we have indicated, a 9 has to guard against 
going to extremes with emotional responses, intolerant judgments born out of idealis­
tic notions, and the hardest of all, to let go. A certain amount of detachment is essen­
tial for the 9. To do this the 9 has to contain his or her emotions, idealistic notions, 
utopian dreams, and intense love for the humane causes, the world's wrongs, and the 
down and out. 

It's time to use your journal. Look for 9s in your name. As you work with your name 
numbers, keep in mind that the letters, I and R are the "9" letters. The average num­
ber of 9s in a name is two or three (after all, 9 is the number of compassion and 
benevolence and humankind needs more of this energy, not less.) It indicates humani­
tarian concern and creative ability. If you have one 9 it indicates little awareness of 
others' feelings and a restricted point of view. 

If you have no 9s, it indicates a self-centered focus and in this life you will be learning 
the lessons of tolerance, compassion, and selfless giving.

In this chapter, we address Master Numbers, with special focus on 1 1 , 22 ,  
and 3 3 .  Each of the Master Numbers requires a particular kind of, well, 
mastery. As you'll learn, each Master Number reveals a particular kind of 
potential, as well as increased responsibilities. 

Do you have Master Numbers in your Numerology Profile? It's time to 
find out. Master Numbers are double-digit numbers that repeat them­
selves and at the same time come from a single root number. For example, 
1 1  is a Master Number in which the 1 is repeated. At the same time, the 
reduced number of the 1 1  is 2 ( 1  + 1 = 2). The 2 is the root number and is 
an equally present vibration in this number. 
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Thrtt ThinCJs You Want to Know 
About Nasttr Numbtrs 

For all Master Numbers there are three things you should keep in mind. First, each 
of the Master Numbers is called by an esoteric name that gives insight into its purpose

And third, there are as many Master Numbers as can be configured from repeating 
the numbers 1 through 9. All of the following are considered Master Numbers: 1 1 , 
22 ,  3 3 ,  44, 55,  66, 77, 88, and 99. However, we'll be confining our discussion to the 
three most commonly found numbers: 1 1 , 22 ,  and 3 3 .  

A full list of Master Numbers and their meanings can be found a t  the end of this 
chapter. 

It's Not (asy BtincJ a Nasttr Numbtr 
All of the Master Numbers indicate an opportunity for learning and integrating 
spiritual information. This learning, however, often comes through trials, tests, or 
stressful circumstances. The bottom line is, if you're using spiritual, philosophical, 
universal, or metaphysical principles, you're operating at the Master Number level, 
which we call working with the higher vibration of the Master Number ( 1 1 ,  22 ,  or 
3 3). If, however, you're focusing yourself on ego, the material world, or lower 
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energies, then you're working within the confines of the base vibration of the Master 
Number (2 , 4, or 6). This is the case only with Master Numbers. 

Numerologists believe that, if you have a Master Number, you've made a kind of con­
tract (back when you were still in spirit form) to come back and help humankind in 
this lifetime. All of the Master Numbers have volunteered to come back to assist the 
world in moving to a higher vibration and are doing it because they want to learn 
more at the soul level. 

Spiritual Gifts 
Master Numbers indicate spiritual gifts that make them highly sensitive to intuition, 
extrasensory perception, and the world of higher guidance, including celestial beings, 
other life realities, and universal spiritual 
law. Master Numbers have a greater abil­
ity to be in touch with their own higher 
guidance, because they're more fully 
developed spiritual souls (when they are 
listening). 

The only problem is, a lot of Master Number 
people don't live up to their spiritual potential. 
In part, it's because it's so hard to live life as 
highly sensitive individuals-and they must 
live in balance. This requirement for balance 
extends to the physical, emotional, and men­
tal aspects of their lives, and, quite frankly, 
it's a tall order. 

Any Master Number's natural spiritual affinity 
has to find its place in our world of violence, 
negativity, materialism, and personal gratifica­
tion. When it does, it can bring much needed 
knowledge to a soul-weary world. At the same 
time, however, for the Master Number to live 
in our world is very taxing emotionally, men­
tally, and physically. This means those who 
carry a Master Number are constantly having 
to adjust, filter, fine-tune, and remember his or 
her spiritual origins. 

Easy as 1 -2-3 --------, 

Master Number ind ividuals are 
thought to be old souls who 
carry much wisdom and spiri­
tual knowledge, which has 
been learned through many 

l ifetimes. The Master Numbers 
carry wisdom of the mysteries of 
l ife and death . 

Sixes and Sevens 
The girts of the spi ritu­

a l ly attuned Master Numbers cre­
ate tension, extreme restlessness, 
i l lness, and physical problems if 
their energies aren't channeled 
in to service to humankind . It 
doesn't matter what form the serv­
ice takes; it's i ust that it must be a 
service that in some way will 
help humanity elevate its con­
sciousness toward living with spir­
itual awareness. 
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Another reason why it's hard to live as a Master Number is because the ideals and 
goals of master vibrations are high and the Master Number's inner guidance is devel­
oped enough to be a strong presence. This causes the Master Number person to lean 
toward perfection and to live in a heightened state of awareness, which means that 
person is not always able to accept what he or she sees. 

The Master Numbers have been called "testing" numbers, where life seems to be a 
series of tests to live up to, so that they can demonstrate all that they know and have 
the potential to be. Master Numbers have an innate ability to help others overcome 
their challenges, as well as an extraordinary ability to assist with the challenges of 
humankind. We like to think of Master Number people as a kind of light, a very 
bright star shining among all the rest of us stars. 

What Nasttr Numbtrs Shart in Common 
While each Master Number has unique characteristics (which we'll discuss a few 
pages ahead), they share the following: 

+ Vibrations of tremendous power and energy 

+ The innate ability to achieve fame 

+ The need to work on a large-scale level to bring about greater good to 
humanity 

+ The demand for self-mastery 

+ The responsibility for the great power Master Numbers possess 

+ Idealism 

+ High creativity 

+ Natural leadership ability 

+ The frequent need to be alone, to recharge, to find their spiritual center once 
again, and to detoxify 

+ The mission to serve in their own way, in their own field 

+ High introspection and sensitivity 

+ The need to constantly control their direction 

+ The expectation that they will do more and set higher standards than the aver­
age person 

+ Extremes in emotions 
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+ The need to perform personal tests of mastery, including experiencing both the

All of the Master Numbers are challenged to live according to spiritual principles and 
higher consciousness. Most will have numerous tests and challenges to overcome in 
an effort to develop their mastery.

Not all those with Master Numbers are sterling folk. Some have taken the path of 
least resistance, showing disregard for the humanistic and spiritual principles. It's not 
uncommon to find alcoholics, drug addicts, or vagrants among those who share 
Master Numbers. For some, the higher vibration is too much of a challenge, and, 
having free will, they'll choose not to rise to the challenge. Others choose to disre­
gard their original contract to help advance the race this time around. These choices 
create karmic debt, which is no escape but merely a postponement. We devote an 
entire chapter to discussing karma and karmic debt next.

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The challenge and test of this Master Number is for personal transformation through 
suffering and sacrifice so that one's energy and love can be available to all nations and 
all people for teaching and sharing of wisdom.

The challenge for this Master Number is to make soul contact through silence and to 
achieve inner wisdom and transmute it into cosmic love through personal application. 
The test may take them to the ends of the Earth, but understanding the mysteries is 
the goal. This number is required to make continual analysis and choice with full 
knowledge of living according to spiritual principles.

This Master Number is a karmic vibration that brings the opportunity and challenge 
for a new awakening that aligns the use of power and authority with the spiritual uni­
verse to link and reform the affairs of the material world. The demand here is for 
self-mastery for control of the power of thought and emotion. This number is learn­
ing about the right use of material resources. 

9919 Master of Universal Compassion and Love 

This Master Number assumes great burdens for humanity. With the ability to moti­
vate others, this number is the leader of leaders and teacher of teachers. The chal­
lenge is to sacrifice itself and personal love, for the greater, altruistic form of universal 
love. It must serve with compassion and tolerance and bring the light of love to all 
relations. This number is a powerful vibration for transformation of itself and others. 
The challenge and achievement inherent in this number is for health and purity of 
mind and body so that he or she may give love purely as the most potent healing 
force of the universe.

Do you seem to pick the same kind of guy or girl over and over? Or do 
you never seem to learn to save money even though you're often on the 
brink of bankruptcy? 

The last of the numbers we'll be defining for you are the Karmic Num­
bers. These numbers represent life lessons you haven't yet learned, and 
which you are destined to repeat over and over until you do learn them. 
Knowing what your Karmic Numbers are can help you understand why 
you have the patterns you do--and then help you break them as well. 
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What Is Karma? 
Karma is the belief that one reaps what one sows. In esoteric literature, karma is 
thought of as the universal law of cause and effect, which is played out over many 
cycles of rebirth, and so the playing out of karma can take place over many lifetimes. 
Obviously, this belief system subscribes to the notion of reincarnation: The soul of 
an individual is reborn again and again into different physical bodies, and karma is

worked out through each incarnation. There i s  both 
good karma and bad karma. 

Karma is a term used to designate thoughts or 
actions of the past which show up in the present and 
require retribution, or, to put it colloquially, "pay­
back time." The idea is that all life is connected, and 
so what you do, say, and think will eventually come 
home to roost. 

While the word karma comes from Eastern philosophy, we have a similar saying from 
Western culture: "What goes around, comes around" (which originates from the 
Christian teaching, "You reap what you sow"). Basically, both mean the same thing: 
That there is some labor of the soul that has to be righted. Karma is a belief that says, 
quite simply, each of us is responsible for our actions and thoughts. 

Karmic Dtbt 
First, we want to introduce you to the idea of karmic debt (not to be confused with 
karmic lessons). Karmic debt is a kind of a debt people accumulate, whether it's a debt 
of abuse of love or of power. Similarly, numbers 1 3 ,  14, 16, and 1 9  (Karmic Debt 

By the Numbers ------, 
The Karmic Debt 

Numbers- 1 3 ,  1 4, 1 6, and 
1 9-represent past l ife abuses 
which must be addressed in this 
lifetime. 

Numbers) are about selfishness in love, power, work, 
or freedom in past lives, and indicate a total disre­
gard for others, for consequences, or moral concern. 
The idea is that if you were self-serving, lazy, cruel, 
irresponsible, or greedy in the past life, now, in this 
lifetime, is your chance to set the record straight. 

The number 1 0  is a different story. It is not a Karmic 
Debt Number, but it is a Karmic Number. We will 
explain the number 1 0  in a minute. 

Each of the metaphysical sciences have a unique way of identifying your karmic 
responsibility. In the Tarot, for example, we see the karma story played out in the 
cards from the Major Arcana: Card numbers 1 0  through 1 9  are considered to be 
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karmic cards. Note that the Karmic Debt Numbers are 1 3  (the Death card), 14 (the 
Temperance card), 16  (the Tower card), and 1 9  (the Sun card). The number 1 0  (the 
Wheel of Fortune card) is a good karma number. In astrology, your karmic pattern is 
told in the South and North Nodes. 

While there are several kinds of karmic indicators in numerology, in this chapter 
we're concentrating on only two of them: karmic lessons and Karmic Debt Numbers. 

Karmic Lessons 
Karmic lessons are indicated by the numbers missing in your birth name. When a num­
ber and its vibration are absent from your birth name, it's an indication of an energy 
that you haven't experienced in a previous life, and so is a vibration missing in your 
energy field at birth. In this life, you are given the opportunity to experience this 
energy. 

Whether the missing energy was purposely 
avoided in past lives, or whether circum­
stances prevented you from including this in 
your field of experience is open for debate 
among numerologists. Nonetheless, the missing 
number(s) will make a significant mark on your 
life this time. The experience of the missing 
number or vibration will show up in your life 
over and over again, until you finally master the 
energy of that number. 

By the Numbers ------, 

Karmic lessons are 
things you must learn in th is l ife 
because you haven't experienced 
or addressed them in past lives. 

Your Karmic Ltssons by tht Numbtrs 
Your Karmic Lesson Number or numbers identify the specific action, thought, or 
understanding you want to pay attention to in this lifetime. You can think of karmic 
lessons as a way to learn what's out of balance in your vibrational pattern or your 
makeup: Once you know what number or numbers are missing from your name, 
you'll know what to work on. It's kind of a neat system for bringing balance to your 
life. Of course, while you're doing the work, it won't seem so spiffy! 

But just think, you might get it together this time! When we make the effort, life 
flows. And what if you have no missing numbers? Lucky you! This means you have all 
of the challenges-or none. You have complete free will in this lifetime. Bill Clinton 
has no missing numbers; you might say he has created new karma for himself. It's a 
lot of responsibility to have 0 karmic lessons. 
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Ntttin9 Your Ltssons-Not A9ain! 
To find your Karmic Lesson Numbers, find the missing numbers in your birth name. 
Note that you can have more than one number missing, and in some cases, there 
might be as many as five numbers missing. The fact that you're missing numbers in 
your name means it will be necessary to use these numbers' specific energies to deal 
with the situations life brings you this time. 

Numerology Rule: To find your karmic lessons, look for the missing numbers in 
your birth name. 

The important thing to remember is that missing numbers represent vibrations miss­
ing in your overall essence, a part of yourself you would want to reclaim so that you 
might be whole. 

Finding the missing numbers in your birth name requires that you lay out your birth 
name, assign the appropriate numbers to the letters in your name, and then deter­
mine which numbers are missing. You're looking, of course, for numbers 1 through 9 
only-no letter will have a number higher than that. 

Merlin's Notes 

Whether you have to start from scratch and develop the missing qualities indicated by 
the m issing numbers in your name depends on whether any of these Karmic Lesson 
Numbers show up i n  your five Core Numbers. If you do have any of your Karmic 
Lesson Numbers in  your Core Numbers, then the overall effect of the karmic lesson is 
lessened . This means that you have an innate abi l ity to handle these karmic situations as 
they arise-unless, of course, you're expressing the negative qual ities of the number. 
Then the karmic lessons will prove to be obstacles. 

A Karmic Ltsson for 6tor9t W. Bush 
First, let's write out George W. Bush's full birth name and each letter's number: 

G e o r g e  W a l k e r  B u s h  

7 5 6 9 7 5  5 1 3 2 5 9  2 3 1 8  
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In George W Bush's case, we find one miss­
ing number: the 4. This means that in this 
lifetime, George W. is working on the lessons 
of the 4: learning to be practical, reliable, and 
disciplined without becoming controlling, rigid, 
or stubborn. Since issues of security are indica­
tive of the karmic 4 lesson, setting boundaries 
and fear-based thinking will also be lessons for 
Mr. Bush in this lifetime. In addition, the 
missing 4 will bring lessons around money: 
practicality, careful planning, frugality, and 
accountability. 

.,.wit Sixes and Sevens 
l. l We can acquire some 

very personal and private infor­
mation about a person with 
numerology. We remind you 
once again that this i nformation 
is considered sacred, and all 
who dip from this well are called 
to do so with respect and honor. 

How do you think he's doing? Of course, we can't know George W Bush's personal, 
inner work, only what the media shows us-but we'd say he's working on these les­
sons every day, just as we're all addressing our own karmic issues. 

6ettinCJ It RiCJht This Time 
Remember, these are karmic lessons, so it's implied that you'll be working on your 
karma with other people in the picture, very likely karmic souls from another life. 
There's speculation in metaphysical circles that 2000 presidential candidates AI Gore 
and George W Bush were doing some kind of a karmic dance. Were they possibly 
opponents in a past life who betrayed each other? Or, perhaps, competitive warriors? 

Karmic Dtbt Numbtrs 
The second karmic aspect we look for in numerology is the presence of Karmic Debt 
Numbers in a Numerology Profile. These numbers will show up as your Birthday 
Number or one of your five Core Numbers. No matter where they show up, how­
ever, it's a signal that you're working with issues from the past. The number itself will 
tell the nature of the issue you are facing. 

FindinCJ Karmic Debt Numbers 
As we described in Chapter 3, when you're figuring your birth name or birth date, 
you reduce first and then add across. It's precisely this process you'll want to check 
again to see if that final total included any Karmic Debt Numbers ( 1 3 ,  14, 16, or 19) 
before you reduced them to 4, 5, 7, or 1 .  Got it? Look to see if you have Karmic 
Debt Numbers hidden in your name or birth date, or if you have a karmic Birthday 
Number. 
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Remember, a karmic debt is owed because of something that occurred in a past life 
where there was misuse of power or love-and now it's payback time. In other words, 
some action you took in a past life is now requiring you to set matters right. 

Merlin's Notes 

Karmic Lesson Numbers and Karmic Debt Numbers are not the same th ing !  The num­
bers m issing from your birth name represent the karmic lessons-experiences you didn't 
have or master previously. Karmic Debt Numbers, however, are found in your five Core 
Numbers, or your Birthday Number: Look for numbers 1 3 , 1 4, 1 6, or 1 9. I n  both 
cases, you'll be called to consciously address them or unconsciously encounter them . 
When working with Karmic Debt Numbers remember that it is the double-digit number 
that tells if it is a Karmic Number or not. 

Payback Timt 
Chances are you're already familiar with this concept, whether because the same peo­
ple keep showing up, or the same situations keep repeating themselves. Either way, 
it's clear you're meant to be learning something. 

The Karmic Debt Numbers 1 3 ,  14, 1 6, and 1 9, are defined like this: The number 1 
in each number signifies selfish abuse of the number that follows. The number fol­
lowing the 1 indicates the arena in which the debt was created: 

+ The number 3 in 1 3 :  creativity energy and joyfulness turn into frivolity, superfi­
ciality, and using words to hurt others-that old sharp tongue routine. 

+ The number 4 in 14: discipline, hard work, accountability, and stability turn into 
rebelliousness, irresponsibility, and indulgence, all in an effort to escape what's 
required. 

Easy as 1 -2-3 ----......, 

As you reduce any number, 
watch for Karmic Numbers. By 
the same token, when you find 
the final reduced number is 1 ,  
4, 5 ,  or 7, look at its double­

digi t orig in ,  which may reveal a 
Karmic Debt Number. When a 4 
is a reduction of 1 3 , a 5 of 1 4, 
a 7 of 1 6, and a 1 of 1 9, a 
Karmic Debt Number is present. 

+ The number 6 in 16: love, commitment, and 
responsibility have been forsaken. 

+ The number 9 in 19:  wisdom, spiritual knowl­
edge, and power have been used for personal 
gam. 

Numerologists write these numbers as 1 3/4, 14/5, 
16/7, and 1 9/1 ,  because the reduced number or the 
root number tells where the debt lies and what the 
remedy is for releasing the debt. But we'll discuss 
each of these in depth in a few pages. 
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One thing to keep in mind with these Karmic Debt Numbers is that it's believed that 
anyone with one of these numbers has taken on an additional burden in order to learn 
the necessary lesson. This burden will offer opportunity to repay the karmic debt. 
These four Karmic Debt Numbers take on great significance if found in the numbers 
of the . . .  

+ Life Path. 

+ Destiny. 

+ Soul. 

+ Birthday. 

Numbtr 10:  Tht Whttl of �ortunt 
Let's take a look at a Karmic Number that's not often listed with the Karmic Debt 
Numbers because it has a different sort of karma-good karma-and is not really 
about a debt yet to be paid. 

The number 10  means karmic completion, and is the number of rebirth. It suggests 
that the karmic debt has been paid and now the person is free to begin again, free 
from past debt. Look to see if this number shows up in your Numerology Profile. 
Remember, a 10  might be reduced to a 1 (1 + 0), so be sure to look at your 1s to see 
if any of them might actually be a 10/1 .  

No matter where the 10  is  found in a profile, it  refers to a kind of destiny. This means 
you'll encounter situations and people in this lifetime that will allow you to complete 
the karma present in those situations. The 10  gives you the opportunity to stand on 
your own and to use all of the positive traits of numbers 1 through 9. 

Merlin's Notes 

I n  the Tarot deck, the number l 0 is the Maior Arcana's Wheel of Fortune, which s igni­
fies a new cycle of luck is about to beg in .  In numerology, the l 0 signifies al l of the 
energy of the number 1 -a  new beginning, a time of planting seeds and starti ng 
again .  But it also carries the energy of the 0, which suggests there's something unknown 
about the new beg inn ing ,  which promises potential .  As you can see, the Karmic Num­
ber l 0 identifies a period of new growth-debt free! 
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In addition, the 10  indicates that you're now called to use courage, independence, and 
leadership to bring about the destined rebirth. It's a time when your life needs to link 
up with the universal. 

The 10 is considered a fortunate number and holds the promise of victory in difficult 
situations. This rebirth has been a long time coming. Go forth with courage! 

Numbtr 13: All Work and No Play 
While the number 1 3  is usually associated with bad luck, when it appears as a Karmic 
Debt Number, it's not about luck. Instead, expect hard work in all areas of your life. 
In fact, the 13 is one of the most misunderstood numbers of all. 

The purpose and goal of this vibration is to bring a spiritual consciousness into mat­
ters of how you express yourself (read this as: not being critical) and to develop disci­
pline. For example, when you "tell it like it is," you will have to learn how to do it 
without being abusive or hurtful in your presentation. The other part of the 1 3/4 
debt is to be disciplined in practical matters, such as not waffling on your commit­
ment to lower your cholesterol. It's not just a matter of you being "good" this time, 
it's about understanding that what you abuse now will eventually require retribution, 
either in this lifetime or the next. 

The 1 3  indicates that you are developing a spiritual conscience and beginning to see 
that all things are linked. With a 1 3/4 in your Core Numbers or as your Birthday 
Number, you'll have obstacles that have to be overcome again and again until the les­
son is fully learned and the debt completed. 

In numerology, the 1 3  is written 1 3/4 because if you add the 1 to 3 you get the re­
duced number 4. It's the number 4 that tells of the hard work, and a person with this 
number will face tests of d iscipl ine, i ntegrity, and hard work. The debt that's been in­
curred from the past is that of possible laziness, al lowing others to carry your share of 
the work, choosing frivolousness and superficiality as opposed to serious endeavors, 
and abusing the power you have with words (as in being a gossip, man ipulating others 
with words, or negativity) . 

At some point in their lives people with 1 3/4 will exhibit the negative side of the 
energy of the 4, which is . . .  

+ Being rigid. 

+ Needing to control. 



+ Being dogmatic. 
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+ Blaming others for limitations they feel.

In this lifetime, the 1 3/4 will need to accept limitations and restrictions and learn to 
work constructively through the hard work. If the 1 3/4 should resort to laziness or 
negativity Gust as the last life), then the problems only magnify. The lesson is to just 
hang in there, gut it out, and do the hard work. 

However, even if you were been born on the 1 3th of the month or have a 1 3/4 Life 
Path, do not despair. Many famous people (and companies, too) carry karmic 1 3  
birthdays: 

+ Thomas Jefferson (born April 1 3) 

+ Paul Simon (born October 1 3) 

+ Whoopi Goldberg (born November 1 3) 

+ Harrison Ford (born July 1 3) 

+ Microsoft (March 1 3) 

Even the queen mother of England (born 8-4- 1900) has a 1 3/4 Life Path. 

Wherever the 1 3  shows up, you'll be given the opportunity to succeed by focusing 
your energy. Usually there will be temptations in this life to take the shortcut or to go 
for the quick way out. But because this is the number of discipline and hard work, 
shortcuts are not recommended. 

To have success with this number, you must maintain order in your life (the 4 rules 
order). This means you'll have to keep your appointments, follow through on com­
mitments (yes, you'll have to be the chairman for next year's auction-you promised!), 
keep your house neat and tidy, and never procrastinate. 

With a 1 3/4 in your profile, you're here to learn this lesson of focus and discipline. 
But there's good news, too: If you make a steady and consistent effort, you will find 
reward and success. The key is to concentrate and direct your energies. 

What if you don't do it? What if you say, "Forget it, it's too much work"? Well, that's 
how you got into debt last time! If you choose (and we do mean choose, because we 
all have free will) to blow off the required focus or discipline, then know that you'll 
be doing this routine over and over again, in this life or in the next. Remember, this is 
karma: Debts have to be paid! 
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Numbtr llt/5: Tht Ttmptations 
The Karmic Number 14/5 involves past lifetimes where freedom was abused. The 
debt is to relearn the value of freedom and the discipline required to earn this free­
dom. In a past life, those with this number will have found freedom for themselves at 
the expense of others, and that's where the debt comes in: There was some kind of 
irresponsibility and lack of accountability in the past. 

Now it's your time to set things right. The 14/5 is the number of the rebellious free 
spirit who knows no limits to his or her desire for adventure, risk, and escape. 

As you may remember from our discussion in Chapter 5, the number 5 is also the 
number of sex and sensuality. So it follows that someone with the Karmic Number 
14/5 will take huge risks in the name of sexual or lustful pursuits. At the end of this 
chapter, we'll let you in on someone with a 14 in her profile who's had her 1 5-make 
that 14-minutes of fame.

There's also a tendency to pleasure oneself through 
physical sensations, be it food, sugar, sex, drugs, or 
anything else that meets your fancy. 

The 14/5 represents the craving for something new 
and exciting rather than doing the boring, hard work 
of discipline or building something by sticking to it 
and seeing it through (all traits of the 4). Eventually, 
once you see that this is not the road to freedom, 
you'll take a more constructive path. 

Let's look more closely at the root of this number, the 5. The 5, remember, is the 
number of change and freedom. That means that when the 5 shows up as the Karmic 
Debt Number 14, the issues will be about having to rein in any escape mechanism 
tendencies such as drug abuse, alcohol or food addictions, or overindulgence in sen­
sual pleasures. We're talking about past uses of these addictive behaviors as ways to 
escape (because you crave freedom) from the task at hand. 
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Now, in this life, you're required to become moderate-not with disregard for tomor­
row, but using temperance today. It should come as no surprise that the number 14 
card in the Tarot deck is the Major Arcana's Temperance. 

The key to this Karmic Debt Number is commitment, something that a person with 
this number will have found hard to do in previous lives. This means commitments 
will be hard to make until you've learned the 
lessons of the 4 in the 14, which says, "You've 
got to have order to your life to maintain 
clarity and focus." 

The 4 also suggests that mental and emotional 
stability are called for in order to hold a steady 
course as your life presents you with endless 
changes. You must commit to order and struc­
ture in your life, and being flexible and adapt­
able are at the very core of this struggle.

The thing to remember with the number 14/5 is temperance in all things. 

Numbtr 16/l: Tht Abust of Lovt 
The karmic debt of the 16/7 arises from past involvement in illicit love affairs that 
caused suffering to others: In some manner, love was abused. Quite simply, the 16/7 
indicates a failure in the past to act responsibly in matters of love, or to act responsi­
bly where you had made a commitment. 

As with all Karmic Debt Numbers, the 1 in this number indicates self-centeredness. 
The 6 in 16  suggests a lack of responsibility and distortion of loving feelings. Past 
abuses might have stemmed from a lack of integrity with regard to the feelings of 
others, including the notorious "love affair." 

dJIIIII Sixes and Sevens 
l. J Permanent relations are 

hard to maintain  with the 1 6/7. 
Remember, the 7 doesn't l ike to 
bother with having to relate to 
others if it appears difficult. 
People with this number meet 
with substantial difficulties until 
they can devote themselves to 
selfless, loving ways. With this 
number, it's not unusual (the 7 is 
unusual) to find that sudden , 
strange circumstances bring loss 
of friends and relationship. 

We write this Karmic Debt Number as 16/7, for it's 
the reduced number 7 where the remedy is for 
releasing the debt. Until they learn to act otherwise, 
people with a 16/7 number usually exhibit the of 
negative traits of the number 7 :  

+ Indifference 

+ Analytical aloofness 

+ Withdrawal 

+ Difficult to approach 

+ More concern for his or her own needs of pri­
vacy than for the feelings of others 

+ Intellectualizing emotions 

The influence of the number 7 is that it's the number of the mystic-one who goes 
within and relies on his or her higher guidance. The 7 requires that a person look to 
the source of all things as the guiding inspiration. It's only then that a 16/7 person is 
no longer tom by the outer world. Similarly, the goal with the 16/7 is to link the per­
sonal spirit with the universal spirit. Only then does the person's path become tran­
quil and the repetitive cycle of destruction and re-birth stop. 
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The Karmic Debt Number 16/7 is also the Major Arcana Tower card in the Tarot 
deck, which symbolizes destruction of the old and a rebirth of the new. When unfore­
seen and sudden events tear down what was established, this card-carrying 16/7 is 
forced to rebuild yet again. The Tower indicates an awakening to the spiritual truths 
that lie deep within, and the essence of the number 16/7 carries the same message: A 
spiritual rebirth is required to release the karmic debt. What happens is that there's 
usually some kind of fall from the "tower" in one's life. 

Destruction and rebirth are two interwoven themes of the number 16/7. Life presents 
the 16/7 with challenges that will humble the individual, and it's precisely this humil­
ity that's the key to future success. An individual with this number will learn to follow 
a course of higher consciousness that will come from the continual cycle of destruc­
tion and rebirth that dominates the 1617's life. 

The number 16/7 indicates that the person with this number has a tendency to use 
his or her highly intuitive and refined intellect to look down on others. The 16/7 
won't be a stranger to alienation and loneliness in this lifetime. 

You (an Run, but You (an't Hidt 
The number 16/7 is the path of personal development and spiritual growth. It pres­
ents the opportunity to transform, but it demands a kind of tearing down and rebuild­
ing of one's life to do so. The key word for the number 16/7 is "awaken": The person 
must awaken to the higher principles of living life on Earth. This number will take 
you down the path that "rises out of the ashes," reconstructing your life on higher 
ground. 

Remember, this number has great significance if you have a 16/7 Life Path, Soul, 
Destiny, or Birthday Number. If that's the case, your life will be a series of events that 
bring you to the bottom, only to rise up again, to fall again, and so on. The pattern 
will continue until you finally grasp the notion that you must honor the spiritual, 
higher nature of all things, and that now you must rebuild your life on those princi­
ples. That's the debt, the story, and the release of the number 16/7. 

Numbtr 19/1 : Abust of Powtr-and You Kntw Bttttr 
The last of the Karmic Debt Numbers is 1 9/1 .  With this number, you might think 
that the gods are not happy, because the 1 9/1 is a travesty against all that is sacred, 
compassionate, and spiritually correct. You can be sure there's been some kind of 
abuse of power when the 1 9/1 is present: The karmic debt of this number stems from 
past abuses of acting in a completely self-centered manner, blind to everything except 
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self-fulfillment of one's own desires. The basis of this number is learning to stand on 
your own and the proper use of power. 

The reduced number 1 of this number indicates that a 1 9/1 person will often exhibit 
the negative traits of this number, until the lessons have been understood. The nega­
tive traits are . . .

The 1 9  is made up of the numbers 1 and 9 and when reduced is written as 1 9  I 1 . The 
1 here indicates past l ife selfishness, and the 9 represents atta inment, particula rly of 
spiritual knowledge. In the old days, 9 was considered the number of God, and in cur­
rent times, it's still thought to be the number of h igh cosmic consciousness. The point is, 
i n  a past l ife this person has had the power of the universe at hand . Even with this 
knowledge and power, the person chose to pursue selfish ends, disregarding the rights 
of individuals or cosmic consequences. 

When you have this number, don't be surprised to find that throughout your life 
you're forced to stand up for yourself or, worse, are left to stand alone. Difficulties 
faced in this life will teach independence, consideration of others, and having to assert 
yourself rather than hang back and appear weak. Because of a tendency to stubbornly 
resist help from others, you may find yourself in a self-imposed prison. 

PayinCJ a Littlt Karmic Dtbt 
It is thought that the karmic debt of the 1 9/1 developed from the abuse of power in 
the past. In some manner, there was a life of selfishness-disregard of anyone else. 
The 19/1 indicates a past life where you had a position of power in some way, and in 
that position you chose to live life for yourself instead of for the good of all. In some 
way, you used your power to gain favors and status or satisfy personal desires. 
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In this life, 1 9/1s repeat these patterns until situation after situation arise that call for 
them to rectify these past abuses. Usually, the 1 9/1 person will be immersed in his or 
her own concerns and have difficulty 
becoming aware of the needs of others. 
The 1 9/1s are often surprised by others' 
negative reactions because they're so used 
to thinking of themselves that when they 
finally do see themselves through the eyes 
of others, they're surprised and often 
confused. The 19/1s just can't seem to see 
themselves realistically in relation to others. 

Easy as 1 -2-3 -------., 

As with al l the Karmic Debt 
Numbers, if the 1 9/ l shows 
up as your Destiny, Soul , Life 
Path, or Birthday Number, 
you' re deal ing with a karmic 

debt. 

Sometimes 1 9/1s may appear unable to act on their own. Unhappy with their depend­
ence, yearning to be independent, but unable to take action, they find solace in blam­
ing others or the environment for their own inability to stand on their own two feet. 

Success comes from looking past your own needs to the needs of others. When you 
work toward independence, resisting the urge to be dependent or feel weak, you'll 
begin to pay off this karmic debt. Of course, just being aware that you have a karmic 
debt will help you see a path for changing your life and changing your ways. After all, 
the 1 always promises a new beginning. 

A Littlt Karma in Rtal Lift 
One of the most famous and prominent figures in the free world has a 1 9/1 Karmic 
Debt Number. Former President "William Jefferson Clinton was born August 1 9, 
1 946, so his Birthday Number is the Karmic Debt Number 1 9. His fame, aside from 
having been president of the United States, we think in part originates from this 
Karmic Debt Number. 

There is more to this karmic story. Bill Clinton was named "William Jefferson Blythe 
at birth, and with this original name his Numerology Profile shows he has no Karmic 
Debt Numbers and 0 karmic lessons. However, he changed his name to "William 
Jefferson Clinton and with this name he brought the energy of a Karmic Debt Soul 
Number 14/5 and gained a karmic lesson of 6. 

So we begin to question, "Was Clinton's infamous affair with Monica Lewinsky (who 
happens to have a 14/5 Life Path) a karmic drama played out on the world stage so 
that Mr. Clinton might begin to pay off his karmic debt?" Were these self-serving 
interludes and Clinton's seeming inability to ask for help a repeat of a very old pat­
tern? 
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One wonders, with the intensity of this story, if in fact Lewinsky, possibly independ­
ent counsel Kenneth Starr, and of course, Hillary Clinton, might also be karmic fig­
ures reappearing to help Mr. Clinton face his karmic lessons. You don't have to have a 
Karmic Debt Number to play a role in someone else's karmic story. Perhaps, as might 
be the case with Hillary who has no Karmic Debt Numbers, you are here to help 
someone else make right karmic wrongs from previous lifetimes. 

Looking at his current name energy, William Jefferson Clinton, we note that he has 
the missing number 6. So part of his karmic journey involves the lessons of the 6: 
commitment, love, marriage (and divorce), responsibility, and duty. Of course, Hillary 
Clinton plays a role in Bill's karmic life. She just happens to have a 2 karmic lesson 
because there is no 2 in her birth name, Hillary Diane Rodham. The 2 karmic lesson 
is about reversing past life patterns of criticism, sensitivity to others, and cooperation 
within partnerships. With Bill's 6 and Hillary's 2 karmic lesson there is no doubt their 
karma, and the roles they play for each other in working out their karma, will be 
around issues of marriage and relationship. Metaphysically speaking, we might say 
that Monica was helping both Bill and Hillary work out their karmic lessons. 

Let's take a look at this karmic play and see what comes up. 

In this remarkable story of sex, scandal, abuse of power, and search-and-destroy men­
tality, we find it an equally remarkable coincidence that each of these players has a 
Karmic Debt Number influencing his or her life. Or is it a coincidence? 

Let's start with Monica Lewinsky. She has a 14/5 Life Path Number, which indicates 
indulgences of the flesh and a karmic debt to be repaid. 

Next, there's Kenneth Starr. He has a 16/7 Life Path Number, which represents an 
abuse of love stemming from an illicit love affair in a past life, and now, in this life, 
the karmic debt is to be paid (by having to wade through someone else's affair?). 

Last, there's former president Bill Clinton. He has a 1 9/1 Birthday Number, among 
others, which indicates an abuse of power for personal gain. He, too, is required to 
pay his karmic debt. 

It's believed that those with Karmic Debt Numbers have taken on an additional bur­
den in order to learn their lessons and pay off their debts. We'd say some kind of 
extra burden is at work in the lives of Monica Lewinsky, Ken Starr, and Bill Clinton. 

When a karmic opera such as this one is played out on a world stage, there is a reso­
nant note for all of us. Because the story is played out in a public forum, we are 
allowed to see the lessons and mistakes of these people and recognize them in our­
selves as well. This in turn calls forth our higher consciousness and reminds us to live 
with honesty and integrity in all of our dealings and decisions-avoiding further 
karmic debt. 
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+ Karmic lessons and karmic debts are not the same thing. 

+ Karmic lessons are numbers missing in your name. 

+ Karmic debts are past abuses of love, power, work, or freedom. 

+ The Karmic Debt Numbers are 1 3 ,  14, 16, and 19.  The Karmic Number 10  
gives you added resources to address your karmic debts. 

+ Karmic debts mean extra burdens, but also profound opportunities to grow and 
evolve in this lifetime.

\Vhile you can change your name, your birth date will never change (un­
less your parents got it wrong in the first place). Your birth date is all 
yours, so it has a tale to tell about you alone. Your birth date-that is, the 
month, day, and year you were born-is very important in numerology. It's 
called your Life Path. 

Here's one place to look for your career and vocational options-because 
your Life Path Number shows your inherent talents and abilities. If you 
feel as if you're on the wrong path, you'll want to read what your Life 
Path Number has to say-it's part of your Numerology Profile. Even if 
you know you're on the right path, your Life Path Number can help you 
understand why. 
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LtarninCJ to Rtad Your Lift Path Nap 
Some numerologists consider the Life Path Number to be  the most important number 
in your Numerology Profile. That's because it tells of the road you'll follow through­
out your life, and it's the number that indicates your talents and abilities that will 
help you along that road. These very skills are the ones that will help you reach your 

destiny-but we'll get to that in Chapter 10, where 
we explore your Destiny Number and discuss your 

By the Numbers overall purpose in life. 

Your Life Path Number 
reveals your inherent talents and 
abi l ities and shows the best 
career path for you to follow to 
use those skil ls. It's calculated by 
adding together al l the numbers 
of your bi rth date. 

�indinCJ Your Lift Path Numbtr 
You find your Life Path Number by adding together 
the month, day, and year you were born. To illus­
trate, let's look at how to figure this number for one 
of the legendary golf pros of all time, Eldrick 
"Tiger" Woods. 

Tiger Woods's birth date is December 30, 1 975, so we lay it out like this: 

Tiger Woods's Life Path Number Calculation: December 30, 1975 

Month of birth = December = 12 (1 + 2 = 3), so December = 3 .  

Day of birth = 30 (3 + 0 = 3), so the birthday is reduced to the number 3 .  

Year of birth = 1 975 ( 1  + 9 + 7 + 5) = 22/4. 

Life Path Number (add the reduced month, day, and year) = 3 (month) + 3 (day) 
+ 4 (year: reduce 22 here to its root number) = 1 0; = 1 + 0 = 1 .  

Tiger Woods's Life Path = A number 1 Life Path. 

We reduce the 10  by adding the two digits together to get one number, which in this 
case, is a 1 .  This means that Tiger Woods has a Life Path of 1 ,  and his path is one of 
independence, excellence in his field, and leadership. To find out more about the 
meaning of a 1 Life Path Number, read the definition for the number 1 Life Path 
that follows in this chapter. 

�indinCJ Your Lift Path 
Now, it's your turn. Let's review the steps for calculating the Life Path Number. Let's 
use the birth date July 22,  1 985: 
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I .  Find the number of the month. July, for example, is  a 7 month. We've provided 
a chart for you to find the number for your birth month.

Month Number Month Number 

January 1 July 7 

February 2 August 8 

March 3 September 9 

April 4 October (10) or 1 

May 5 November (1 1) or 2 

June 6 December (12) or 3 

2 .  If your birth day is a double-digit number, reduce it to a single number. If it's 
22 ,  for example, 22 is reduced to 2 + 2 = 4. (As you learned in looking at Tiger 
Woods's Life Path calculation, this is one time you reduce your Master Num­
bers.) Once you've reduced the day to a single number, add that number to 
the birth month number. So, for our example of July 22 ,  we add 7 + 4, for the 
month and day. 

3 .  Now, add the year numbers to­
gether to get a single number. For 
our example, we need to reduce the 
year 1 985: 

1 985 = 1 + 9 + 8 + 5 = 23 

Then, add 2 3 together: 2 + 3 = 5 

4. Next, add all three reduced numbers 
for the month, day, and year, 
together. 

7 + 4 + 5 = 16  

5 .  Last, reduce the final double-digit 
numbers. The final single-digit 
number is the Life Path Number. 

1 6  = 1 + 6 = a  7 Life Path 

(In this case, because the final double­
digit sum is 16, a Karmic Number, this 
16/7 represents a karmic Life Path.)

You'd 
make an excellent choice for a judge, head of hospital, president of the bank-or 
any job where you can utilize your superior skill of good judgment. In addition, all 



business-related work is ideal for this number, 
because the business environment is a place 
where you can organize and run things with 
authority.

A �tw Pointtrs for tht Road 
You're bound to have the same Life Path Number as someone else, but that doesn't 
mean you'll have the same experience. The difference will be found in the month, 
day, or year each of you were born. For example, if you have an 8 Life Path Number 
and your birth date is January 5, 1 964, you'll be influenced on your path by a 1 
Ganuary), a 5 (birth day), and a 2 (1 + 9 + 6 + 4 = 20 = 2). Your friend (also with an 8 
Life Path Number) may have been born February 27 ,  1959. He or she will be influ­
enced by a 2 (February), a 9 (birth day is 27,  which is 2 + 7 = 9), and a 6 (1 + 9 + 5 + 9 
= 24 = 6). That's just one example of how two people with the same Life Path 
Number will nonetheless have quite different journeys. 

You will have lessons along your path, which are spelled out in the month, day, and 
year you were born. The lessons of the first 28  years of your life are found in the 
month you were born. For example, for the person born 1 -5-1964, the first set of les­
sons will be about the number 1-learning to become independent. The second set 
of lessons for age 2 8  until age 56 are found in the day you were born. So, using our 
example, the lesson is in the 5, meaning that this person will be learning the lessons 
of the 5-to accept change. The last set of lessons from age 56 on-that is, for the 
rest of your life-are found in the year you were born. Once again using our example 
of 1964 (1 + 9 + 6 + 4), the number 2 tells us that he or she will be learning about the 
number 2-how to live in relationship with others. To sum it up . . .  
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+ The first 28  years resonate to the energy of your birth month number. 

+ From age 28  to 56, your lessons resonate to the energy of your Birthday 
Number. 

+ After age 56, you learn the lessons that resonate to the energy of your birth year 
number.

The Life Path Number works with the Destiny Number, or, to put it another way, 
the date of your birth works with the name you were born with.

out the direction for your life, and from your birth 
name, we can find your Destiny Number. In this 
way, the numbers of your birth name will give you 
your own personal cosmic code for success. 

Not only does each letter of your name have mean­
ing, each part of your name does as well, and a 
numerologist will see the individual talents and 
unique characteristics present in the name you were 
given at birth. Your name reveals a picture of the 
real you. Much in the same way you view an astrol­
ogy birth chart, you could think of your birth name 
number as a blueprint and a cosmic code of your 
potential. 

There's a wealth of information in your birth name: 

+ Your first name gives you the most personal 
lessons. 

+ Your middle name reveals hidden abilities that 
you don't necessarily like. 

+ Your last name tells of the characteristics you've 
inherited from your family.

+ The target you are aiming for in life. 

(For an 
in-depth discussion of the Life Path Number, see Chapter 9.) 

�indinCJ Your Dtstiny Numbtr 
The Destiny Number is calculated from the name you were given at birth. Tradition­
ally, whatever name appears on your birth certificate is the name that's used to figure 
the Destiny Number (as well as the Soul Number, which we'll be discussing in Chap­
ter 1 1  and the Personality Number, which we'll be discussing in Chapter 12). That's 
your full name-even if you never use it, hate it, or have spent years hiding this name 
from everyone! 

Let's go over the most often-asked questions about finding the Destiny Number. 

What Namt Should I Ust? 
The name on your birth certificate is generally considered the name to use when fig­
uring your Numerology Profile and specifically in calculating your Destiny Number. 
If you don't have a copy of your birth certificate, you may need to contact the office 
of vital statistics in the county where you were born. Records are also kept in hospi­
tals, although these do not always contain your name as it appears on your birth cer­
tificate. Once you've gotten your birth certificate in front of you, keep a few of these 
tips and warnings in mind! 

+ Clerical errors. Yep, mistakes are made on birth certificates. There are a lot of 
stories about somebody goofing up the name on the birth certificate. What to 
do? Here's the key: If your parents accepted the name goof or allowed the mis­
spelling of the name (or wrong name!) to remain on your birth certificate, then 
the name on the birth certificate, with errors, is used to find your Destiny 
Number. 

+ Spelling errors. It's always fun to check your birth certificate when you do this 
calculation because you may find out that the way you spell your name is not 
what's actually on your birth certificate. You may be someone other than who 
you thought you were! 
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Merlin's Notes 

Here's an example of a spell ing error on a birth certificate. Kay has a cl ient who for 50 
years spelled her name Carol . Then one fal l ,  when she went to visit her elderly mother, 
she happened to mention that she was doing her Numerology Profi le. When she 
showed her mother the calculations for her name, her mother said, "That's not how you 
spell your name. It's spelled with an 'e. "' When Carol went to the county courthouse 
and got a copy of her birth certificate, sure enough ,  there was her name in bold print: 
Carole. 

The spelling of your name does make a difference when figuring the numbers for 
your Numerology Profile (especially the Destiny Number, Soul Number, and 
Personality Number), so check carefully before you calculate your name numbers. 

Adopttd Namts 
If you were adopted and given a new name, and you know your original birth name, 
use the original name to figure your profile. You will, however, also want to figure a 
second profile for your adopted name. In this type of situation, no doubt you will 
have grown up living out the adopted name, and therefore you'll want to figure a 
Numerology Profile for your adopted name to see what energy has been influencing 
your life with this name. Then, with the two profiles, you can piece together the 
story of who you really are. 

If you have an adopted name and a different one on your birth certificate, consider 
the original name the true essence of who you are, and the adopted name the energy 
you drew to you to work within this lifetime. Give the most credence to the original 
birth name profile as your true essence, but consider the impact your adopted name 
has had on your life and all of your decisions. Think of it this way: You've been given 
multiple opportunities to achieve your destiny. 

If you don't know your original name and have only the adopted name to work with, 
you won't be working with your true essence, but rather with the influences of your 
adopted name. If this is the case, your Destiny Number will indicate the type of 
energy and influence your adopted name has brought you in this life. 

It's not unusual for adopted children (as well as adults) to feel unclear about who they 
are. Numerologists would argue that without knowledge of their original names 
(which also include the inherited traits of the family name) these individuals may be 
experiencing a "lost self." If at all possible, learn your original name and integrate it 
into your current life. In that way, you'll reclaim yourself and your original energy 
pattern. 
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Even if you've never used your original name (everyone's always called you "Kathy" 
instead of "Kathryn," or "Ted" instead of "Edward," for example), it's still the essen­
tial data that holds your cosmic code and blueprint for life. When figuring your 
Numerology Profile, it's best to use your original name. 

I Had That Namt for Only a ��w Days 
Some babies were given a name at birth and then their parents had a revelation and 
changed the baby's name within a day or two after their birth. If this is the case, 
the change must have been made official, that is, the birth certificate must have been 
changed shortly after birth. This new name is then considered your original name. 
You will, however, find it interesting to work out the "would-be" name and see what 
energy that name would have carried for you. 

Sacrtd Namts 
Many people have been given a name at confirmation. Or perhaps a spiritual teacher 
or guru gave you a sacred name. Such names are not used to figure your Numerology 
Profile and your Destiny Number. Like the earlier example, however, it will be valu­
able for you to figure this sacred name to see what new energy you've brought into 
your life. Figure this type of name separately from your original birth name. It repre­
sents a new influence in your life. 

Wort Than Thrtt Namts 
If you were given more than one middle name or last name, use all of the names you 
were given at birth. Some people from other cultures and many modern American 
families use a series of hyphenated or family names, and an individual may end up 
with up to six names. Whatever is on your birth certificate is the name to use. Re­
member to check the spelling-every letter counts! 

Junior, Stnior, or Tht Third 
If you have a name that has Jr. or Sr., or uses Roman numerals after your name, disre­
gard all of these addenda. For example, if your name is William Gates III we figure 
your numbers only on William Gates. We drop the "III" when figuring the Numer­
ology Profile. And yes, this means you will have the same name (and numbers) as 
your father or mother, or grandmother or grandfather. You will walk a different path 
however, as indicated by your birth date. 
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Easy as 1 -2-3 ------, 

Did you know that Bi l l Gates 
has three names, Wil l iam 
Henry Gates? More important, 
all three names are 7s, which 
could also be read as an  

abundance of  nerdiness, o r  as  a 
truly analytical ,  private guy. 

Marritd Namts 
Married names are not figured in the Destiny Num­
ber or the basic Numerology Profile. Note that we 
will discuss married names and their significance in 
Chapter 20. 

In case we haven't made it clear, you will use only 
your original birth name to do these Destiny 
Number calculations!

To illustrate how to figure the Destiny Number, former U. S. president Bill Clinton 
once again offers a unique example. First, he was born with another name: Clinton's 
birth name was William Jefferson Blythe, and the name we know him by-William 
Jefferson Clinton-is his adopted name. In keeping with what we've said about figur­
ing the Destiny Number, we must use Clinton's original birth name. 

First, figure each name separately, assigning a number to each letter. 

W I L L I A M  

5 9 3 3 9 1 4  

34 (3 + 4) = 7 

J E F F E R S O N 

1 5 6 6 5 9 1 6 5  

44 (4 + 4) = 8 

B L Y T H E

Next, add the reduced total of each name, first, middle, and last. In this case, we'll 
add: 

7 + 8 + 9 = 24 
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Because 24 isn't a Master Number, we reduce it to a single root number: 

2 + 4 = 6  

So, when we look at Bill Clinton's original birth name, we see he has a 6 Destiny 
Number. This is the destiny of one who's to be an advisor, such as a lawyer or coun­
selor of some type, who's sympathetic and understanding, and a hard worker who 
consciously wants to please and avoid conflict. Sound like anyone we all know? 
Perhaps more than we realize . . .  Hillary Clinton's Destiny Number also is 6. 

Now, even though President Clinton doesn't use this name, it is his original energy 
pattern that is present throughout his life. Just for fun, however, let's see what Destiny 
Number his adopted and current name gives him.

When we add together the reduced number for each name (7 + 8 + 6), we find that 
Bill Clinton has a 2 1  total, which is reduced to a 3 .  This means that Clinton's new 
Destiny Number is a 3 ,  the number of 
the optimist who has a gift with words. 
(And that's an understatement!) With a 3 
Destiny Number, success will be found 
whenever he can use his words to influ-
ence people: public speaking and appear­
ances, writing, or just communicating 
with folks. You can read more about the num­
ber 3 Destiny Number later in this chapter. 

Easy as 1 -2-3 --------, 

Remember to match your letters 
(and numbers) careful ly. One 
letter left out or assigned the 
incorrect number will make a 
big difference in your final 

result. 

Because Bill Clinton's adopted name brings him a 3 Destiny, it's considered to be 
additional energy that's added to the original Destiny Number 6. Since both of these 
numbers are emotional numbers, we can expect that an additional element of feeling 
is added to the way Clinton responds to situations and people. 

As you looked at our calculations for Bill Clinton, you might have noticed that the 
name "Jefferson" is a 44, a Master Number, and that "Clinton" is a 3 3 ,  another 
Master Number. This means that by changing his last name to William Jefferson 
Clinton, he has brought a second Master Number onboard. This name is a more 
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powerful energy than his original name, and the vibration of this new name will bring 
more demands and challenges, and of course, more potential. 

Another interesting element for President Clinton comes from the current name he is 
called by the public, Bill Clinton. When we look at the name "Bill," it equals an 8 
and "Clinton" equals a 6, and together we have 14/5, a Karmic Number! Read 
Chapter 8 for a full discussion of the 14/5. 

A 6 Destiny Number means service to the world will direct both personal and career 
choices. This is the number of the humanitarian and since is both Hillary and Bill's 
destiny, it tells that they have a similar mission in life that significantly bonds them 
as they address the concerns of humanity, especially care of the elderly, the welfare 
of children, and the nurturing of community and environment. With the same 6 
Destiny Number, you can trust that family will rate high on their list of priorities. It's 
just that Bill has that 14/5 energy to work around. Issues of truth, justice, idealism, 
and responsibility are the lessons of this pair's destiny path. 

When we consider Bill's Destiny pattern 6 along with Clinton's 1 112 Life Path (Re­
member? We figured it in the previous chapter.), it becomes apparent that this is a 
person with a very powerful and challenging energy. He will be constantly called on 
to be responsible, to rise to the higher vibration, to change addictive patterns, and 
will be required to follow the dictates of spiritual principles that are inherent in his 
Master Numbers. Hillary's Life Path happens to be a 3 ,  so her life journey will be to 
express her truth and learn to play, while moving toward her 6 Destiny of responsibil­
ity to family, home, and service to humanity. 

As you can see, using the system of numerology to uncover the mysteries in a name 
reveals fascinating and useful information about a person. Who would you like to 
know more about? You can figure anybody's numbers if you know his or her full 
name at birth. 

Numerology Rule: Use the following formula to find your Destiny Number, 
using your original name at birth: First name + second name + third name = Destiny 
Number. 

Some of us have only two names at birth, some have as many as six. The number of 
names doesn't matter, only that all of the names you use to find your Destiny are the 
ones (with the correct spelling) that were given to you at birth. 
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Reviewin4) the Steps for �indin4J Your Destiny Number 
Let's review the steps for finding your Destiny Number: 

1 .  Write out your birth name and assign the appropriate numbers to each letter. 

2 .  Add each name separately; you may get a double-digit sum. 

3 .  Reduce any double-digit sums you get 
for each name to its single-digit root 
number, but take note of any double­
digit sums that equal a Master Number 
or Karmic Number. 

4. Add the reduced numbers for your first, 
second, and third names together. 

5. Reduce the double-digit sum to a single 
root number-unless your result is a 
Master Number (1 1 ,  22 ,  or 33). 

You can read the meaning of your Des­
tiny Number in the section that follows. 
You might also want to look to see if your 
Destiny Number is a Karmic Number: 
1 0, 1 3 ,  14, 16, or 19. (See Chapter 8 
for an in-depth discussion of Karmic 
Numbers.)

Then, when adding these single numbers across your name, you will get a 
clear idea whether a Master Number is present or not.

The Soul Number is 
the number of your heart's desire.

Your secret thoughts and wishes are told in the Soul Number in numerology. This is 
the number that says, in your heart of hearts, what you long for, and what is your 
dearest desire. 

AdvandnCJ tht Soul 
In spiritual numerology, it's believed that in each lifetime, your soul has needs and is 
here to learn and grow. The thinking goes something like this: As an incoming soul, 
you determined what it is that you need to advance up the spiral path of soul evolu­
tion; so you chose a name that would give you the correct energy pattern that would 
attract certain opportunities to you so you could learn and grow.

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In business partnerships, understanding the Soul Numbers of your partners (as well 
as their Destiny Numbers) can help you understand what will motivate them and be 
the driving force behind all of their actions. That's because the Soul Number gives 
you insight into the inner nature of the person you're dealing with, regardless of how 
he or she appears on the outside. The Soul Number gives a more complete picture of 
who a person is, so it rounds out your perceptions.

findinCJ Your Soul Numbtr 
Just like the Destiny Number, the Soul Number is calculated from your full name at 
birth-the original name on your birth certificate. Unlike the Destiny Number, the 
Soul Number is found from the vowels of your name, which are the letters a, e, i, o, 
u, and sometimes y. We'll be taking a close look at that "sometimes y" in the follow­
ing section. 

Numerology Rule: To find your Soul Number, all you have to do is add together 
the vowels in your full name. 

Tht Y as a Vowtl 
When figuring the Soul Number, eventually you'll run into a name with a "y" in it, or 
sometimes more than one "y." What to do? Here's the trick: The "y" is considered a 
vowel (not a consonant) when it's the only vowel sound in the syllable. Sound compli­
cated? It's not really. 

In the name "Lynn" it's easy to see that the only vowel sound is the "y," making the 
sound "ih," as in "sit." Similarly, in the name "Yvonne," the "y" sound is "ee" as in 
"ether," so this "y" is counted as a vowel, too. To figure the Soul Number for Yvonne, 
you write it like this:

When we add Yvonne's vowel numbers, 7 + 6 + 5 ,  together, we get a total of 1 8, 
which reduced becomes a 9. This means that the name Yvonne has a Soul Number 9. 

Let's look at the name "Pythagoras" for another example:

Add the vowel numbers together: 

7 + 1 + 8 + 1 = 17 ;  (1 + 7) = 8 

Then reduce the final number. When we add I + 7 together, we get an 8. So, 
Pythagoras, the father of the science of names and numbers (and supposedly the 
father of mathematics), has a Soul Number 8, which is the number of self-mastery, 
leadership, and achievement. 

Now let's look at an example where the "y" is not figured as a vowel sound:

Why didn't we figure in the "y" in the name "Britney"? Because the "y" in this case is 
silent-the "e" produces the vowel sound. Because of this, we don't use the "y" to fig­
ure the Soul Number for Britney.

Now we'll use the consonants of your birth 
name to find your Personality Number.

To calculate your Personality Number, you'll once again lay out your birth name (all 
of your names), just as you did for the Destiny and Soul Numbers. To illustrate how 
this works, we're going to use the example of Oprah Winfrey, whose original birth 
name is Oprah Gail Winfrey. 

First, we write out the name and then we assign the appropriate numbers to each of 
the consonants in the name. (Remember to write the consonant numbers below the 
name.) Because the "y" in "Winfrey" is silent, we consider it a consonant and count it 
as such. (See Chapter 1 1  for more on how to determine if a "y" is a vowel or conso­
nant.)

We're not writing in this chapter about further Master Numbers as Personality Num­
bers because, while these Master Numbers do show up for the 3 3 ,  44, 55 ,  66, 77, 88, 
or 99 Personality, the body of knowledge is limited at this time. The reason we don't 
see these higher Master Numbers often is because in our culture birth names are tra­
ditionally two to three names long, so the consonant number count just doesn't get 
that high. Of course, there are exceptions, but not enough so that we have a clear 
idea of the true characteristics of these Master Numbers as personalities. However, 
in other cultures where there are four to six birth names, it is possible to see higher 
Master Numbers. 

As well, numerologists do not consider Karmic Numbers when figuring Personality 
Numbers. So except for the Master Numbers 1 112 and 22/4, all numbers are reduced 
to their single-digit root numbers for figuring the Personality Number.

Your Maturity Number is the number of the true you. Because it shows how your Soul 
Number, Destiny Number, and Personality Number work in concert with your Life

By the Numbers ---. 

You can think of your 
Maturity Number, the fifth of the 
five Core Numbers, as the ulti­
mate harmonic vibration of you . 
It's found by adding together 
your birth date and your birth 
name. 

Your Maturity Number becomes fully functional as 
you approach midlife, so as you age and mature, the 
energy of this number will become the dominant 
force in your life. The influence of your Maturity 
Number increases as you grow older. 

The underlying force of this number begins to sur­
face at around age 3 5  to 40, and emerges as you gain 
a better understanding of yourself.

Even though this number isn't at full throttle until after age 50 or so, its characteris­
tics are felt at an early age. That's because there's always going to be some kind of 
realization about your true inner nature, what we like to think of as an understanding 
of your soul energy. 

The Maturity Number always shows itself in the most important experiences of our 
lives. Another way to say it is that your Maturity Number will show its influence in 
the most important moments of your life, even before you have reached the midlife 
point. Because this number is the symbol of the compilation of your birth name and 
your birth date, it shows your true power, your highest development, and your real 
goal in life. 

Numerology Rule: Your Maturity Number is found by adding together the ener­
gies of all that you are: birth name + birth date = Maturity Number.

Your Maturity Number is the sum total of the vibrational pattern that is you. By 
adding together your birth name number (Destiny Number) and birth date number 
(Life Path Number), you'll find your Maturity Number, which equals your final, ulti­
mate goal. 

Calculatin9 tht Naturity Numbtr 
A simple way to remember the formula for the Maturity Number is . . .  

Destiny Number + Life Path Number = Maturity Number 
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Refer to Chapter 9 for how to calculate your Life Path Number and Chapter 1 0  for 
your Destiny Number. It's that simple! The final number is called your Maturity 
Number and tells of the true goal of your life. 

Juno Jordan, the "grandmother" of modem numerology, called this number the light­
house at the end of the road. The idea goes something like this: We'll all travel our 
own unique path in life (the Life Path) and as each of us works our way down the 
path (following our Destiny), there's at first, in the early years, a faint calling of a 
foghorn somewhere in the distance. As we advance farther and farther down the path 
(as we age), the sound becomes more and more clear, beckoning to us, "This way, 
over here." Finally, when we've been on our path for more than half of our lives, and 
the sound of the foghorn is no longer deniable, we begin to see that there is some­
thing out there-a lighthouse, beaming down on our path, clearly showing us the way. 
Thus, we find the reality of who we truly are and begin to live upon our path in full 
awareness of who we are and all that we can be. 

This is essentially the journey to the Maturity Number. It's your final attainment­
although it just may take you 50 years or more to get there. In the future, this num­
ber may prove even more telling for those who will be focusing on the second half of 
life, or in some cases, a second childhood. Since the human lifespan has added about 
30 years over the last century, the Maturity Number may be an indicator of what one 
might expect and the type of planning that would be helpful to allow one to live a 
fully authentic life.

Let's look at an example of how to calculate the Maturity Number. Oprah Winfrey 
has an interesting Maturity Number. Here's how we calculate it. We do it in two 
parts, birth name total (Destiny) and birth date (Life Path) total:

Sometimes, a number feels negative or too hard to deal with. If that's the case, check 
to see if you might have too many of this same number surrounding you-in your 
name (see Chapter 20), your house number (see Chapter 2 1), or just in the numbers 
that "come up" over and over in your life. An overabundance of any one number will 
be too much of that energy for anyone. While you can't change your birth date, you 
can change your name, house number, and even your phone number as a way to redi­
rect the energy of your future. 

You cannot, however, change your original Maturity Number because it's part of your 
original blueprint for life. If you change your name, you can add or subtract the 
intensity of energy from your original Core Numbers, but, your "real" code for life 
remains operational all throughout your life and your Core Numbers are the forma­
tive influences of your life. Like each of your five Core Numbers, the Maturity 
Number is part of your cosmic code, which is perfect in its design. 

If an imbalance seems to be present, it's best to examine the full meaning of each 
Core Number, both the negative and positive attributes, and see if you're exhibiting 
any of these attributes to an extreme. Remember that this particular Core Number is 
about maturity-something we all strive for!

When someone has your Maturity Number as a Destiny Number, the association may 
not be long lasting, because the relationship may have more to do with a particular 
experience you're having than a true heart connection. 
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By the Numbers ----, 

Relationship is a broad­
ly defined term .  It can mean 
friend, lover, marriage partner, 
business partner, mother-in-law, or 
chi ld, to name but a few. Think 
in  i nclusive terms, with broad 
application, when you read 
these descriptions. 

Often the Maturity-Destiny combination may not go 
beyond a social or business contact. The person with 
the same Destiny Number as your Maturity Number 
may find you interesting or inspiring--or some other 
quality he or she can use as a stepping stone along 
the road to his or her own destiny.

Its influence is felt throughout life, but will take the 
front seat in the second half of your life. This, then, will be the time when you can

We now come to the phase of numerology that predicts when to do what. In this 
chapter, we look at two of the three predictive indicators in your Numerology Profile: 
the Pinnacles and the Challenges. 

Your Ptrsonal Btst 
One set of numbers can guide you to your highest attainment, because they point the 
way for knowing what it is that can be achieved in a particular period of time. We're 
talking about the Pinnacle Numbers. 

Pinnacles tell of the road ahead, as well as the name of the road you're on right now.

The Pinnacle Number is one of the forecasting 
numbers in your profile. From it, you'll learn what 
to expect on the road ahead. Then, you can look 
ahead to what's coming for your life, as well as look 
back to see where you've been. 

Pinnaclts (qual Attainmtnts 
Each of us has four Pinnacle Numbers, each repre­
senting a distinct period in our lives that is governed 
by a singular theme. Each number shows the attitude 
and effort needed during the specified period, and all 
four of these numbers work together to help us work 
out our destinies. We'd suggest you view these Pin­
nacles in relationship to your Destiny Number. 

Here are two important points to remember about 
your Pinnacle Numbers: 

+ Pinnacles are instructive on how to live with the 
least amount of resistance. They point the way 
toward manifesting your best. 



Chapttr II,: Calculating Your Pinnad� and Chall�ng� Numb�rs Zit) 

+ Each Pinnacle demands that you live up to the qualities indicated by the number 
on that Pinnacle. Circumstances will present themselves that will force you to 
live up to the elements of your Pinnacle Number. 

Because they're based on nine-year cycles, Pinnacles can help you learn at exactly 
what age you should be doing what. Each of the four Pinnacles has a distinct meaning 
and a distinct length. The first and last Pinnacles are the longest, with the two middle 
ones being nine years each. Remember the concept of nine-year cycles, because it will 
come into play when you start to figure your Pinnacles. This is the significance of 
each Pinnacle: 

1 .  The First Pinnacle is one of the longest periods. It covers approximately ages 0 
through 27  (three nine-year cycles) at the least and can be up to 3 5  for some. 
The First Pinnacle varies in length for each person. 

2. The Second Pinnacle is a period of blossoming and ripening. It's the period of 
responsibility and family. It's nine years in length. 

3 .  The Third Pinnacle covers middle age and maturity, and is also nine years in 
length. It's a time of manifestation and reward. 

4. The Fourth Pinnacle represents a time of aging and wizening, of retirement 
and reflection, and spiritual wisdom. It's the harvest cycle and lasts at least three 
cycles of nine years (roughly from age 50 to end of life). With new technology, 
however, some of us will have up to six cycles under this Pinnacle Number, up 
to age 1 04 or so. 

Each Pinnacle is a time of development, each is accurately timed, and each is part 
of the blueprint of your life. It's all part of the master plan. Each pinnacle represents 
major growth for you that occurs along the lines of the designated number. Con­
sciously or unconsciously, your Pinnacle Numbers are operative and with the knowl­
edge of what your Pinnacle Numbers mean, you can achieve your goals, hopes, and 
dreams more fully and more quickly. 

FindinCJ Your Pinnadt Numbtrs 
To find your Pinnacle Numbers you will simply use your birth date-but have your 
Life Path Number ready, too, because we'll be using it later. Finding your Pinnacles is 
easy-you just have to follow the directions carefully. 
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Numerology Rule: Here are the formulas for finding your four Pinnacle 
Numbers: 

First Pinnacle = month of birth + day of birth 

Second Pinnacle = day of birth + year of birth 

Third Pinnacle = First Pinnacle + Second Pinnacle 

Fourth Pinnacle = month of birth + year of birth 

A Walk ThrouCJh a Samplt Pinnadt Chart 
Now, let's take it one step at a time. Using John F. Kennedy Jr. as an example, we're 
going to walk you through finding each of his four Pinnacle Numbers. As you read 
through the instructions and follow the steps, we'd like you to fill in the blanks for 
practice. When figuring the Pinnacle Numbers, keep in mind the following three 
guidelines: 

1 .  Don't reduce Master Numbers. 

2 .  Reduce all Karmic Debt Numbers. 

3 .  Reduce all double-digit numbers, unless they are Master Numbers. 

To find your Pinnacle Numbers, we will reduce all double-digit numbers, including 
any of the Karmic Numbers 10, 1 3 , 14, 16, or 19. Karmic Numbers don't apply here 
in the usual way because Pinnacle Numbers show the potential for attainment, not a 
debt owed. However, if you find a Karmic Debt Number, you might want to note 
that a karmic influence is possible here. 

Easy as 1 -2-3 --------, 

When figuring your Pinnacle 
Numbers, reduce all double­
digit numbers except Master 
Numbers. When a Master 
Number shows up, it h ighl ights 

the point that this is the time to 
show your mastery. Don't reduce 
Master Numbers for the 
Pinnacles. 

When the result of your calculations is a Karmic 
Debt Number you will reduce it to the root number. 
With Karmic Debt Numbers in the case of Pin­
nacles, and later on with our discussion of Chal­
lenges, you might want to make a note. It might 
indicate that you could be dealing with people and 
past patterns during the cycle, but the main focus of 
the Pinnacle Number will be the single root number 
and what it means. 

However, don't reduce the Master Numbers; rather, 
write them as usual: 1 1/2, 22/4, 3 3/6. Master 
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Number Pinnacles indicate that both the higher and lower vibration of the Master 
Numbers will be needed. The Pinnacle Number will show where your greatest op­
portunities lay as well as the nature of thought and effort that will be needed to satis­
factorily work out your Destiny Number. A Master Number Pinnacle indicates you 
will have an opportunity to move into greater awareness and live more consciously. 

Sample Chart for Jolm F. Kennedy Jr.'s Pinnacles 

1 .  John F. Kennedy Jr.'s birth date was November 25 ,  1 960. First, we'll reduce all 
of the numbers in his birthday to single-digit numbers. 

Birth date: 1 1  + 2 5  + 1 960 

Reduced to: 2 + 7 (2+ 5) + 7 (1 + 9 + 6 + 0) 

Note that each segment of the birth date has been reduced to a single-digit 
number, but make note that John Jr.'s Life Path is a 1 6/7, a Karmic Debt Num­
ber. For our purposes, we will use the reduced number 7. 

2. Now, to find the First Pinnacle Number, simply add the month and day of birth 
together, arriving at a single-digit number. For example: 

Month of birth + day of birth = First Pinnacle Number 

2 + 7 = 9  

So John's First Pinnacle was a 9. Write this number here. 

First Pinnacle Number: ___ _ 

Got the idea? Now let's try the second one. 

3 .  To find the Second Pinnacle, add the day of birth to the year of birth. 

Day of birth + year of birth = Second Pinnacle Number 

7 + 7 = 14/5 = 1 + 4 = 5 

So John had a 5 as his Second Pinnacle Number. (Note: John had a 14/5 or 
Karmic Debt Number here; however, for our purposes we will not use the 14, 
only the 5, to calculate his Second Pinnacle Number.) Write this number here.

4. To find the Third Pinnacle Number, add the number of the First Pinnacle to 
the number of the Second Pinnacle.

So JFKJr.'s Fourth and final Pinnacle is a 9. Write this number here.

So as you can see John F. Kennedy Jr.'s four Pinnacle Numbers are: 

First Pinnacle Number = 9 

Second Pinnacle Number = 5 

Third Pinnacle Number = 5 

Fourth Pinnacle Number = 9 

Clearly his path was one of learning the lessons of loss, helping humanity through 
philanthropic service, development of creative ability (the 9s); and in his productive 
years he was learning to take risks, to work with uncertainty and confusion about life 
purpose, and to curb impulsive and irresponsible behaviors (the 5s). Since both of 
these 5 Pinnacles are also Karmic Debt Number 14, we would know that past-life 
patterns were in some way operative during this time. 

By the way, the 5 just happens to be one of the numbers that rule publications, and 
we are reminded that during his 5 Pinnacle, John Jr. launched his own magazine pub­
lication. Wondering about the repetition of numbers 9 and 5? It's not unusual to see 
numbers repeated; it just means it takes some of us longer than others to get the les­
sons and achieve our goals. When a person ends his or her life with a 9 Pinnacle, it is 
thought to indicate that this period of time will be one of spiritual and material 
wealth. If John had lived, no doubt he would have finally reaped the rewards for all 
his previous challenges. 

�indinCJ Your Own Pinnadts 
We've provided space for you to figure your own Pinnacles. Take your time, follow­
ing the steps carefully. 
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1 .  Reduce each number in your birth date to 
one digit.

If your year 
of birth adds up to 22,  another Master Number, simply reduce this number to 
a 4 for this calculation. Both of these Master Numbers, then, are reduced to 
single digits in this position. You can, however, end up with a Master Number 
total. For Master Number sums, simply write the Master Number in the appro­
priate position as 1 112 , 22/4, or 3 3/6.

Once you know all four of your Pinnacle Numbers, the next step is to figure the 
length of each Pinnacle. Each Pinnacle will run for a specific length of time, so you 
can figure how old you'll be under each of these four numbers.

Here's where your Life Path Number comes in. The First Pinnacle lasts from birth to 
age 36, minus your Life Path Number. Hold on-we'll show you. It's easy, actually. 

Let's use our same example to practice. JFKJr.'s Life Path Number is 1 6/7 (a Karmic 
Number, you might want to note), but we'll use the reduced number 7 here instead of 
the 1 6  to determine how old he was when each Pinnacle Number was active. To find 
the length of each Pinnacle, we take his Life Path Number and subtract it from 36  
(36 i s  the standard number used to figure the length of the First Pinnacle Number). 
The number 36  is not about your age, it is a number determined in the traditional 
Pythagorean system of numerology to be used to calculate the length of the First 
Pinnacle.

Therefore, for John, age 29 was the end of the First Pinnacle, which means his First 
Pinnacle lasted from birth until age 29. We've started the following chart and filled in 
the first blank as 0 - 29.

To figure the age span for the Second Pinnacle, we add 9 (remember, the Second 
Pinnacle lasts one cycle of nine) to the number of John's First Pinnacle, in this case, 
29. For John, we find that the Second Pinnacle is a nine-year span from age 29 until 
3 8. Write these ages in the blank for John's Second Pinnacle. 

The Third Pinnacle is like the Second, in that it, too, covers a nine-year span. There­
fore, we'll simply add 9 to 38 .  John's Third Pinnacle, had he lived, would have taken 
place between the ages 38  to 47, so write these ages in the blank for John's Third 
Pinnacle. Just a note: John F. Kennedy Jr. died in the first year of his Third Pinnacle, 
which was actually a 14/5 Pinnacle. He was under a karmic influence associated with 
risk-taking behaviors at the time of his death. (Date of death was 7- 1 7  -1999.) 
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The Fourth Pinnacle age span is possibly the longest one we have, and is found by 
looking at the last year of the previous Pinnacle. For John, this figures out to age 47. 
We would then say that John's Fourth Pinnacle would have been from age 47 through 
the rest of his life. We write it as 47 with a dash showing that the Fourth Pinnacle 
goes from age 4 7 on.

+ The age and length of the F i rst Pinnacle are determined by your Life Path Number 
subtracted from the number 36.

The ChalltnCJt Number 
Another predictive tool in the Numerology Profile is the Challenge Number. The job 
of becoming whole in this lifetime means we have to face and conquer our "sticking 
points," and there are four challenges we must meet in our lifetime. 

Knowing your Challenge Number and understanding its meaning can make all the 
difference in your life. Instead of beating your head against the wall repeatedly, or 
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continuing to bring grief into your life, if you know and face your Challenge Number, 
you'll find life flowing in a natural rhythm, rather than in jerking fits and failures. This

is your opportunity to understand the major lessons 
you've come here to learn, and by doing so, you'll 
uncover the unique plan for your life, set in motion by 
your birth date-your own cosmic code for living this 
life well. 

Challenge Numbers are not meant to be overcome, but 
rather indicate what you must become. As in most chal­
lenging circumstances, we all would rather avoid the 
situation or resist what's presented to us in this chal­
lenging opportunity. However, resisting won't help, 
because this number demands that you pay attention 
and learn the lesson-even if you don't want to. 

Your four Challenge Numbers go right along with your Pinnacle Numbers, and cover 
the same years you calculated for your Pinnacles as well. You can look back on the 
years past and see your mistakes, challenges, and lost ground in a new light. You get 
more information about what that period was about and possibly even have compas­
sion for your struggle, now that you know the meaning of that period of time in your 
life. There are no mistakes-it is all part of your life path and purpose and it all leads 
you to higher ground if you choose to look and see.

The Challenge Numbers are found in your date of birth, and we use the month, day, 
and year of your birth. The difference here is, where the Pinnacles are found by 
adding up the numbers in your date of birth, the Challenges are found by subtracting 
them. 

Here's how you do it.

Numbers:

It's interesting to note that, had he lived, John would have experienced three Chal­
lenges of the number 5, through two different Pinnacle Numbers. All of the 5 Chal­
lenges mean he'd have been learning to adapt to uncertainty, changing circumstances, 
and working with risk-taking.

Note that, as we've seen, it is possible to have a 0 Challenge Number. Some numer­
ologists believe that this indicates the person is an old soul. We would say that if one 
of your five Core Numbers is a Master Number and you have a 0 Challenge as well, 
then it is indeed an indication that you're an old soul. In our example of ]FK]r., he 
had an 1 112 Soul Number and a 0 Challenge, so we'd say, without a doubt, he was an 
old soul. 

By the Numbers -----. 

Old souls are souls who 
have returned through many life­
times. They're thought to be wiz­
ened in  the ways of spiritual 
matters . 

A 0 Challenge Number would indicate that the per­
son will bring spiritual knowledge and universal law 
to assist him- or herself in working out of this 0 
Challenge. A 0 Challenge Number also means that 
you can have all of the Challenges and none of 
the Challenges. That is to say, you can have all of 
the Challenges of the numbers 1 through 9 and have 
to work through each and every aspect of these 
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numbers' negative and positive qualities, or it can mean that you have none of these 
Challenges. It's your choice-you can live Challenge-free. 

The main thing to keep in mind is, as always, you have free will-and it's up to you 
what you make of this Challenge Number: You can make things a Challenge or not. 
This is a very heavy responsibility and obligation for a soul, and not to be taken 
lightly. 

"With a 0 Challenge, it'll seem as though somebody threw away the guidebook, so 
you'll have to make it up on your own. Should I let money be my challenge? Power? 
Relationship? Integrity? Love? If you have 0 in any one of the Challenge positions, 
the choice is yours-you have it in you to live life free from complexities and strug­
gles that engage others during the 0 Challenge period of time. You've already mas­
tered all of this stuff in the last life, now all you have to do is remember what you 
learned!

Either way, be sure to have your Pinnacle and Challenge Numbers from 
the previous chapter in hand as you navigate these waters.

Now that you've figured your own Pinnacle and Challenge Numbers, it's time to take 
a look at what they mean for your life. Note that we've grouped each number's Pin­
nacle and Challenge together, so if you're looking for the number 6 Challenge, you'll 
find it right after the number 6 Pinnacle. 

Numbtr 1 Pinnadt 
A number 1 Pinnacle means that during this time in your life, you're striving to attain 
independence, self-reliance, and individuality. This is the main goal during this phase 
of your life, so all circumstances and people who cross your path in a significant way 
are teachers, who will help you move toward being independent. 

If the 1 is the Third or Fourth Pinnacle, you're being groomed for leadership. Your 
greatest attainment will be to lead and understand all that it means to be thought of 
as a leader: integrity, vision, courage, drive, and determination. 

Numbtr 1 (halltnCJt 
When 1 is your Challenge, you're learning to stand up for yourself, be true to your 
own beliefs and ideas, be self-reliant, and, finally, find the courage to lead. You'll have 
test after test to see if you've finally learned to stand firm and not compromise your­
self. 

When the 1 is the First Challenge, you're learning to recognize that you have a self, 
while in the other Challenge positions, it means that you're learning to remain true 
to this self and have self-confidence. 

Numbtr Z Pinnadt 
If 2 is your Pinnacle Number, your greatest attainment will be to learn how to have 
harmonious relationships without sacrificing yourself. This is the number of unions, 
partnerships, patience, and keeping things fair. It's not a period of independence-the 
focus is on working as a team. You may be learning to cooperate, share, and be con­
siderate of others. 

Because the 2 has a natural talent for relating facts, gathering and perfecting details, 
and knowing what's correct and right, the 2 Pinnacle may well be a time where you 
will find attainment in fields of work where precision and detail are valued. With 
these same talents, you'll have an abundance of opportunities to use these attributes 
in perfecting the art of relating.

There are extremely sensitive forces at work in the 2 Pinnacle. If you fail to 
identify and work with the complexities of relationships and partnerships, you will expe­
rience a good deal of pai n  as well as a devaluing your own self-esteem in the process. 
The 2 Pinnacle causes a person to turn to spiritual principles and to learn to trust h is or 
her own intuition .

Numbtr Z Chal ltnCJt 
The number 2 Challenge is one of the most common ones, for it emphasizes sensitiv­
ity to all human relations. In its negative form, the 2 Challenge can be about fear, 
timidity, or lack of self-confidence, making this Challenge very painful. There might 
be a struggle with subordination or undue attention paid to what others think. The 
value of this Challenge is that you become sensitive to the feelings and nuances of 
others-their needs-but do not suppress your own needs at the same time. 

Another aspect of the 2 Challenge is that it requires a constant vigilance to stay bal­
anced, because, remember, the 2 is the symbol for duality. This Challenge says you're 
trying to juggle two seemingly opposing forces. Eventually, you'll learn where the 
balance point is, and then it's up to you to maintain that evenness.

Instead of addressing the truth of what's in your heart, you may 
tend to use humor (or criticism) to cover your feelings. This is because when the 3 
is in the Challenge position, it's the negative uses of the 3 that must be overcome: 
superficiality, exaggeration, gossip, scattered energy, self-centeredness, moodiness, 
and talking just to hear yourself talk. 

What you're invited to achieve under the 3 Challenge is to use your creative energy 
to create a loving, encouraging, positive, and joyful spirit. It's particularly sad to waste 
the 3 energy, because it's what we all long for: pure, unadulterated happiness.

The 4 Pinnacle is the time for building your life with solid, stable foundations that 
will last. Usually this means it's a time of building a home, career, and family. En­
durance, hard work, and patience are all part of what you're learning in this Pinnacle, 
and planning, organizing, setting up systems, orderliness, and moving ahead methodi­

When you have a 6 Pinnacle in any of the four positions, it's a time for love, duty, and 
responsibility to family. These are the years of responsibility, when you're to care for 
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others, and the usual dominant choices for this period are teaching, counseling, and 
marriage. Your lesson is to learn to think of the needs of others and to work with bal­
ancing your life. If you do all the giving, are responsible for everyone else, and do all 
the work, you'll learn the difficult lesson of having to love not only others but yourself 
as well. You'll learn to give to and care for yourself. This number demands that bal­
ance be restored at home and within the family. 

This is very much the Pinnacle of home, children, and beautifying your surroundings. 
The 6 also carries with it the energy of community and humanitarian service, so in 
your 6 Pinnacle, you may find that your work centers on giving to the community, 
children, and animals. There is money to be made and happiness to be had when you 
focus your energy on some kind of service, although some of your money may need to 
be spent on family or loved ones under this Pinnacle. Under a First 6 Pinnacle, young 
people will tend to marry too early and feel a tremendous responsibility to the family. 

This is the love and marriage Pinnacle, the Pinnacle of babies and home. It can also 
be a period of divorce when commitment and responsibility to the marriage can no 
longer be sustained. You're ultimately learning about responsibility-when it's re­
quired and when enough is enough. This is a time for honoring what's in your heart­
because it's there that you must be truly responsible. 

Numbtr 6 Chal ltnCJt 
"\Vhen 6 is your Challenge, the lessons are about responsibility for others or feeling 
burdened by family obligations. You're learning to serve others and to find the bal­
ance between honoring your commitments to family and honoring those you make to 
yourself. You can't avoid giving and caring for others with this Challenge, however. 

Merlin's Notes 

If you have a number 6 Challenge and ideal ize beyond reasonable l im its, you'l l fi nd 
unhappiness and the loss of family and marriage. There's a tendency with this Chal­
lenge to be too stubborn and set in your opinions-especial ly on parenting issues. The 
lesson you're learning is to move the energy from the negative qual ities of the 6 to 
the positive: to create warmth, beauty, nurturi ng , and love in  your environment and 
home. 

The number 6 Challenge is also about codependency and giving for the wrong rea­
sons. Under the 6 Challenge Number, you'll learn when you're taking care of others 
in an unhealthy way. But no matter what, this Challenge is a domestic one. Because 6 
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idealizes things, you may be challenged to discover when loyalty, obedience, the de­
sire to be the head of household, and even love, have gone too far. 

Mumbtr 1 Pinnadt 
With a 7 Pinnacle, you're in a time of study, research, introspection, or soul develop­
ment. Under this Pinnacle, education, scientific interests, study, and specialization are 
not only favored but strongly recommended. There's a quality of the individualist, 
separatist, and the loner present under this number, and it's a time to be reclusive, and 
focus on the inner landscape. 

Country living is excellent during this period--or anywhere you'll have time to learn 
to be alone, learn about yourself, do research for areas of specialization, learn about 
mystical thinking, and understand the principles of right living. This Pinnacle brings 
much wisdom, and people come to you for 
your wisdom, because you develop a talent 
for explaining the unexplainable. Speciali­
zation in a field brings good money. 

As a First Pinnacle, the 7 can be difficult, be­
cause it usually means you feel alone or iso­
lated. Unusual circumstances bring you to a 
deeper understanding of life's mysteries, and 
you may have talent or special ability in techni­
cal or scientific fields. (The stereotype of com­
puter nerds comes to mind with this Pinnacle.) 
In addition, you'll be very selective about 
friends.

As a Second and Third Pinnacle, this 7 offers a chance to refine or specialize your 
skills-to move deeper in your chosen direction while, at the same time exploring the 
meaning of life on the inner planes. As a last Pinnacle, the 7 brings spiritual develop­
ment. This is a quiet, reserved time of inner analysis and gaining of knowledge, which 
eventually you teach to others.

There can be some kind of a 
secret, or something that happened within the family 
life, which is kept hidden or considered an embar-
rassment. 

The Challenge is to learn to discern reality from 
false notions. By being more real yourself, connect­
ing to others, and learning to listen within for inner 
guidance, you'll cultivate those keen powers of analy­
sis and observation that are particular to the num­
ber 7. The 7 Challenge promotes inner awareness 
through enhancing your intuitive skills, examining 
philosophical and metaphysical material, and learn­
ing the universal laws of nature. 

This is the Pinnacle where you learn to deal with the business world and authority of 
any kind, and to find your own sense of personal power. It's the Pinnacle of authen­
ticity and mastery, and you learn about money, power, and authority. Organization, 
responsibility, leadership, management of financial affairs, and efficiency are the es­
sential elements of this number 8. 

Under an 8 Pinnacle, your judgment is tested repeatedly, and the activities of this 
period of life bring you the opportunity to manage property and business and to 
advance your career. Achievement and recognition for your efforts are significant 
under this number. 

Home life may be of less importance under this Pinnacle, because career and success 
are usually your top priorities. This is not an easy Pinnacle-it requires a constant 
shoulder to the wheel, and you're required to demonstrate strength and courage, with 
no time for weakness. 

Often, there's a big expense to pay under this Pinnacle, but careful management of 
financial affairs, coupled with hard work, should bring reward-both monetarily and 
in satisfaction of a job well done. This is not a time to trust luck or to be misguided 
in placing your trust. The lesson you're learning under the 8 Pinnacle is to become 
your own authority, and to understand your true power and how best to use it for the 
good of all. You are developing self-mastery and authenticity under an 8 Pinnacle. 
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When the 8 is in the Challenge position, you're clearly being called to step up to the 
plate and achieve. You'll be challenged on material issues, either to have more or to 
get some-money is what we're talking about.

This is not an easy Challenge. Any attempts to misuse your power, to falsely claim 
authority, or to abdicate your power will only delay success and advancement. When 
the 8 shows up in the Challenge position, it often signals that this individual needs to 
stop giving away his or her power. It's a period of development where you're meant to 
take back your power and to learn to empower others, rather than defer to authority 
or dominate others. 

Number 9 Pinnacle 
When you have a 9 Pinnacle, you'll be expected to show a great deal of tolerance, 
compassion, and love, and you're meant to inspire and uplift others with your wisdom 
and deep loving nature. The 9 Pinnacle is known for emotional crises, partly because 
you'll have to end and release any matters in your life that have no further energy for 
you-no matter how scared you are. This Pinnacle is the time for maturation-and 
working through your emotions seems to be a part of this growth process. 

This is not considered an easy Pinnacle, partly because of the inherent endings, but 
also because it's not easy to have to be loving and tolerant all the time. However, tol­
erance and compassion will have to be learned or this Pinnacle becomes one of great 
disappointment. You're meant to develop a philosophical attitude-grounded in 
global consciousness, universal principle, intuitive knowing, and a great love for your 
fellow human. 

Merlin's Notes 

With the 9 Pinnacle there are many rewards, even the potential for money and fortune; 
but the lesson you' re learning is to yield and surrender to the un iversal order of all 
things, and in  doing so you begin to receive rewards beyond your most imagined ex­
pectations. You' re learning that you' l l  have to g ive and expect nothing in  return in order 
to receive, and that i ncludes the love you so dearly desire. 
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The 9 is not a personal number, and this is a period when you'll be called to think 
big-beyond your own comfortable little world. You're in a period of understanding 
and working with the human condition, and the following areas are where you might 
find your best success: the arts, drama, writing, higher education, healing work, spiri­
tual pursuits, philanthropic projects, international travel and business, and anything 
that advances global awareness and giving. 

As a First Pinnacle, this may be a time of early losses that bring early maturity. In the 
middle Pinnacles, it's a time of integration and giving back to the world. As a last Pin­
nacle, the 9 brings completion and material and spiritual wealth. But on all of the 
Pinnacle positions, the number 9 requires that you forget the self and grow into a 
true humanist.

There is no 9 Challenge possible using the simple numerology system we've de­
scribed in this book because 9 is the highest number and all other numbers are sub­
tracted from it. Instead, use the 0 Challenge Number, which we discuss next.

This number is also called the Cipher Challenge; it 
stands for all or nothing. As a symbol for the circle, 
the 0 Challenge contains all things: It can be full and 
empty at the same time. With this number, you have 
full free will-you have the right of choice-to drift 
in life or to rise above the problems of life to achieve 
greatness. You have the choice to create your own 
world as one filled with love, compassion, integrity, 
responsibility, vision, and to do great works. 

\Vhen a period of your life is governed by the 0 
Challenge, it should not be taken lightly, for some 
kind of selection must be made, and it should be 
done with clear consideration of your Destiny Num­
ber and the higher laws of universal order. Your test 
and Challenge, like the number 9, is to nurture a 
desire to make the world a better place. There's a 
great deal of responsibility with the 0 Challenge 
Number. 
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Metaphysics teaches that the soul migrates from past life to present life, and it's 
thought that a person who has a 0 Challenge is an old soul, especially if this same 
person is carrying a master number as his or her Soul Number. As an old soul, this 
person is thought to have lived many lifetimes and is open to utilizing soul knowledge 
in this lifetime. Under this 0 Challenge, a person is expected to make choices that 
honor this higher awareness and that foster spiritual growth on the material plane. 
There's a much greater chance for profound growth with this Challenge Number. 
The various tests and lessons encountered in this life are meant to advance your 
understanding of the meaning of life. 

Masttr Number 1 1/Z Pinnadt 
This Master Number Pinnacle may also be reduced to its lower vibration, the 2,  and 
for many, this Pinnacle will be experienced and lived as a 2 .  It's only when you're 
working at the level of the 1 1 ,  the higher vibration (which emphasizes the metaphysi­
cal, spiritual, and philosophical, rather than the material), that you'll be addressing 
the unique qualities of this number. 

Easy as 1 -2-3-----------------------, 

With an  1 1  /2 Pinnacle, there's a great possibi l ity you ' l l  become famous or be thrust 
into the spotl ight. Sudden changes often occur under this vibration as well, and mar­
riage is possible now-as long as you aren't so famous that you have no need for a 
partner. Work that's favored under this number includes art, psychology, poetry, pub-
lic speaking, media work l ike fi lm and television, or work that entai ls visionary, futur­

istic focus. 

An 1 1  Pinnacle is a challenging time because you will be at the high point of your 
intuition and sensitivity. Because this is a time of extraordinary sensitivity, you'll have 
to take measures to ensure balance under this volatile number. There's a wide-open 
channel with the number 1 1 , and it stretches between your personal consciousness 
and the realms of higher consciousness. This means that you will experience intense 
revelations, enormous personal and spiritual growth, and a compelling sense of being 
different, and you'll develop an uncanny ability to see into the soul of things. In an 
1 112 Pinnacle you have a message to deliver to people, and you'll have the desire to 
inspire, uplift, and share your revelations with those in your sphere. 

If the 1 1  is too intense a vibration for you, then you'll revert to the energy of the 2 
and the issues that will dominate this Pinnacle are those of the 2 .  But either way, sen­
sitivity is one of your major tests, and a radical change in consciousness is at hand.

Your keen organizational and managerial skills will be 
fully utilized under this Master Number. You will learn to apply practical solutions to 
problems. All that you've done in your life prior to this 22/4 period will be realized as 
experiences you've accumulated, so that now you can execute these masterful plans. 
This is a highly productive time; it's also a testing time, but you have the necessary 
endurance and vision to see yourself through any challenging periods. 

Because the 22 is also the vibration of two 2s, you'll want to take time to live fully 
balanced in your personal life, because, like the 1 1/2 , you're subject to extreme sensi­
tivities. One of your tests will involve learning to limit your workaholic capacity and 
to find the balance between your visions for making the world a better place and your 
need to manage boundaries for your own health. People look to you as an example 
under this Master Number vibration.

This is a time of service and brings great 
opportunity to master emotions. It will require self-sacrifice and numerous opportu­
nities to elevate your own consciousness and the consciousness of humankind.

A 3 3/6 Pin­
nacle is a time of teaching; you will find you are the teacher of teachers. Your sensitiv­
ity to the suffering of others and the needs of the planet will call for your courage and 
inspiration, which in tum will inspire others.

The last third 
of the predictive numerology triad is the Major Cycles. We'll be devoting the entire 
next chapter to their timing and lessons.

Another aspect of predictive numerology is your Major Cycles, which, like 
your Pinnacles and Challenges, are found within your date of birth. From 
your formative beginning, through your productive midlife, to your com­
pletion in your harvest cycle, your Major Cycles can help you understand 
the particular rhythms of your own life. 

In this chapter, we'll be looking at three of numerology's Major Cycles, as 
well as the interpretation of each number as a Major Cycle. Once you 
learn your own rhythm, you will better understand and be able to inter­
pret the major events and transitions of your life. After you understand 
your Major Cycles or the big picture, we will turn to your Personal Year 
which will be covered in the next chapter. 
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Major ( yclts 
Another predictive element in your numerology chart, the Major Cycles, also comes 
from your date of birth. Here's how it works: We work our way through our 
birthday-the month, day, and year of our birth-and find three distinct cycles with 
approximately 28-year chunks in each. The number of the month of your birthday 
is the First Major Cycle, the number of the day you were born is the Second Major 
Cycle, and the number of the year you were born is the Third Major Cycle. It's as 
simple as that. 

By the Numbers ----..,

The Major Cycles have great influence on our lives 
and our approach to life, and they also have a great 
deal to do with our destiny. Each cycle has its own 
distinct theme. The number of your cycle tells of the 
conditions and lessons you'll need to meet that will 
advance you down your path (Life Path Number), 
and assist you in meeting your destiny (Destiny 
Number). 

Like all good stories, your story has a beginning, a middle, and an end. Your story is 
told in the three large cycles of your birth date, and each cycle governs a distinct 
period of time in your life. 

+ First Major Cycle. This is your formative cycle. It governs approximately the 
first 28 years of your life, and its theme is found in the number of the month you 
were born. 

+ Second Major Cycle. This is your productive cycle. It governs approximately 
the middle years of your life, and its theme is found in the number of the day 
you were born. 

+ Third Major Cycle. This is your harvest cycle. It governs the later years of 
your life, and its theme is found in the reduced number of the year you were 
born. 

We'll be figuring the exact ages of these three cycles in this section. But first, there 
are a few things you should know about the Major Cycles. 

The rule of thumb in figuring the length of the Major Cycles is that your First Major 
Cycle starts at birth and lasts for approximately 28  years. The Second Major Cycle 
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runs for approximately the next 2 8  years, and the Third Major Cycle lasts from the 
end of the Second Major Cycle for the rest of your life. Lost? The following chart 
may help, because the Major Cycle is calculated using your Life Path Number. In the 
chart, find your Life Path Number to identify the ages at which your Major Cycles 
will start.

The change from one cycle to the next can be almost unnoticeable and easy, or it can 
be very dramatic and life changing. Big changes can occur as you move from one 
Major Cycle influence to another, especially if the numbers of those cycles are not 
harmonious, such as moving from a 3 to a 4. You always begin a new Major Cycle in 
your 1 Personal Year (see Chapter 1 7  for a discussion of the Personal Year). 

This is where we can see how all of these 
predictive numbers fit together. The 
Major Cycle is the grand theme and major 
lesson for a given period of time in your 
life (in 28-year chunks), and the Pinnacle 
and Challenge Numbers, which happen 
during a Major Cycle, are subthemes to the 
major theme. Underneath the Pinnacle and 
Challenge theme is the Personal Year theme, 
which tells you on a year-by-year basis what the 
focus is. It all weaves together to guide you to 
an expression of your higher and best self. 

Easy as 1 -2-3 --------, 

The advantage of knowing 
about the three Major Cycles 
and their influence is that you 
can prepare for them in ad­
vance, make sense of what's 

happening presently in  your life, 
and, finally, piece together the 
story of your l i fe with its many 
lessons.

This one is easy: To find the number of your Major Cycles, look no further than the 
month, day, and year you were born. 

The First Major Cycle is the number of the month you were born. For example, if 
you were born in July, your First Major Cycle Number is 7. If you were born in 
December, your First Major Cycle Number is 3 (1 + 2 = 3). 

Numerology Rule: The First Major Cycle Number is found in the reduced 
number of the month you were born.

The number of your birth month tells the theme of your first 28  years (approxi­
mately) of life. 

The Second Major Cycle-the productive years or achievement years-is found in the 
number of the day you were born. If, for example, you were born on the 8th day of 
the month, then your Second Major Cycle Number is an 8, which tells us that this 
period of time in your life is all about the issues of money, power, and success. You 
will learn your lessons in the business arena during an 8 Major Cycle. 
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Numerology Rule: The Second Major Cycle Number is found in the day you 
were born. If you were born on a double-digit date (such as the 17th, 2 3rd, or 
30th of the month, for example), reduce these double-digit numbers to a single 
number unless you were born on a date that is a Master Number-the 1 1th or 
22nd of the month. Don't reduce these Master Numbers; they have special signifi­
cance. 

The number of your day of birth tells of your Second Major Cycle theme. 

The Third Major Cycle Number-the harvest years-is found in the year you were 
born. If you were born in 1964, you will add these numbers together to get the single 
reduced number of 2 ,  which is the vibration and theme of your last Major Cycle. 

Numerology Rule: The Third Major Cycle Number is found in the reduced 
number of the year you were born.

Now that you've learned how to find your five Core Numbers, Pinnacles, 
Challenges, and Major Cycles, it's time to take a look at the Personal Year 
Number and how you move through the cycles of your life. Each of the 
nine numbers represents a year in a nine-year cycle, and each year carries 
its own unique vibration, identity, and demands. 

Each month and even each day have their own special numerological vi­
bration as well. We'll be adding those in the next chapter. But first, let's 
take a look at your Personal Years. 

What Is Your Ptrsonal Ytar Numbtr? 
Your Personal Year Number is a number that tells you what's happening for 
you, personally, this year. Every year has a number and carries with it an

energy that vibrates to that number. If you know how 
to read this energy-that is, if you know the number 
of your year-then you can direct your affairs for the 
best possible result! 

Your Personal Year Number can show you how to 
avoid difficulties, position yourself for what's coming, 
and, in addition, what you can expect during this 
1 2-month cycle. As one of the predictive numbers in 
numerology, your Personal Year Number is one of the 
most easily recognized numbers at work in your life. 

By knowing your Personal Year Number, you can know in advance what to expect, 
what obligations might lie ahead, and how best to prepare for this year. Once you 
know your Personal Year Number (or someone else's), events and situations make 
more sense, because you can put them in the context of the predicted pattern for the 
year. 

The Personal Year starts on January of any year, and runs through the entire 12  
months. Each Personal Year has a theme, so  you'll have nine Personal Year themes in 
a cycle (because Personal Years run in nine-year cycles). Some people feel the thrust 
and purpose of their Personal Years more toward their birthdays, especially if their 
birthdays are in the summer or fall, rather than at the beginning of the year. 

We're told there's a 
time for everything under the sun, and wise men and women will succeed (where 
others may fail) by reading their Personal Year Numbers and planning accordingly. 
Your Personal Year Number is one of the most significant numbers in your life, so 
it's worthwhile to spend some time getting to know your Personal Year Number and 
what it means. 

fiCJurinCJ Your Ptrsonal Ytar Numbtr 
It's quite simple to figure your Personal Year Number. Just remember one tip: You'll 
be using the current calendar year when you figure the Personal Year Number. Plus, 
you'll want to be sure to use all four digits of the year to get the right reduced 
number-no shortcuts allowed! You'll want to use 2000, not 00, or 1 999, not just 99. 
Also, Master Numbers and Karmic Numbers do not apply to the Personal Year. 

Numerology Rule: This is the formula for finding your Personal Year Number: 
Month of birth + day of birth + current calendar year = Personal Year Number. 
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Let's say you were born April 1 0, and that 
you want to know what this year's Personal 
Year Number is. Just add 4 (April) + 1 ( 10  
reduced) + the calendar year. 

If you were figuring the Personal Year Number 
for the calendar year 2006, you would simply 
add: 

4 + 1 + 8 (2006 reduced) = 1 3  = 4 (3 
reduced) 

This means that anyone born on April 1 0  in the 
year 2006 is in a 4 Personal Year. Get it? Let's 
try another example.

l. J One mistake frequently 

made when calculating the Per­
sonal Year Number is to use your 
year of birth instead of the cur­
rent ca lendar year. I t's the current 
calendar year that you need to 
figure your Personal Year Num­
ber. You drop the year you were 
born when figuring the Personal 
Year Number-and replace it 
with the current calendar year. 

If you want to know what year you were in for 1999, you would add 1999 together 
(1 + 9 + 9 + 9 = 1 )  to get the single-digit number 1 and then add that number to your 
month and day of birth (leave out your birth year). If you were born December 23 ,  
for example, i t  would look like this:

Day of birth 

Calendar year 

1 2  (reduced to 1 + 2) = 3 

2 3  (reduced to 2 + 3) = 5 

1999 (reduced to 1 + 9 + 9 + 9) = 28 =  1 0 = 1

Even though you repeat the Personal Year every nine years, the experience is not 
exactly the same.

Each number is like a multifaceted crystal. When you look at each number as a crys­
tal, you're actually viewing only one facet of the crystal at a time. When you've fin­
ished with one aspect of a number, you'll move to the next facet of the number. 
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Someone else may be looking at the same number (or crystal), but will be viewing a 
different facet. 

We're not all the same; each of us is working our way through our own blueprint for 
life, but all of us will go through nine-year cycles, one Personal Year at a time. That's 
why, when you and your friend are both in an 8 year, you may not be working on the 
same thing. While each of you will be learning about the basic characteristics of the 
8, you'll experience it differently, because whatever Pinnacle or Challenge you're in 
during your 8 year will influence and color that year. 

Study the basic meaning of each number, and you'll begin to see that each number 
has many facets. You're currently working on some facet of a particular number right 
now. For example, the number 6 is about nurturing and caring for others, service, 
romance, marriage and divorce, duty and responsibility, and balance. If you're cur­
rently in a 6 Personal Year, you may be working on caring for family members, while 
when you were in a 6 Personal Year nine years ago, you may have been working on 
marriage and/or divorce, or attracting a new love interest. 

This is what we mean by facets of the number: When a certain number comes up, 
you'll naturally be involved with issues of that number. We work our way around the 
facets of the crystal-the number crystal. 

Don't Miss Your Chanct 
What happens if you pay no attention whatsoever to your Personal Year Number? 
Well if you didn't know about your Personal Year before reading this chapter you 
already know that things will happen anyway! Whether you're aware of it or not, 
whether you choose to pay attention or not, your life is proceeding in a distinct pat­
tern, and moving through these cycles of personal growth. It's when you pay atten­
tion that you can make the most progress and gain a sense of mastery. 

Now that you've got this key, however, there are certain things about certain Personal 
Year Numbers you won't want to miss. You won't want to miss the 1 year, for exam­
ple, because it's the time to put yourself into a new start. A new time is forming. 

Merlin1S Notes 

Things begun in a 9 Personal Year don't tend to last; they're not supported by the natu­
ral energy flow of this number. Instead ,  if you start something in a 9 year, you are 
beginn ing when the tide is going out. Of course, there is another way to look at this: If 
you get married , or finally begin that novel, it may be a time of rewards-what's long 
been waited for. Then the new beginning is really more of an end to a long cycle of 
events . 
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You'll know a new start when it shows up-if you're paying attention. You'll feel the 
highly active energy of the 1 ,  as opposed to the more subdued energy of the 9, which 
feels quiet and reflective. 

Another year you won't want to miss is the 5 year. In a 5 Personal Year, change is 
afoot. This is a very significant time for personal transition, and setting yourself on a 
course of action that will affect the next four years (the rest of the nine-year cycle). 

Still another year you don't want to miss is the 7 year-it's the only full year you'll 
have in nine years to devote to turning inward and reevaluating. At the very least, 
you'll want to devote a good portion of this year to reevaluating where you're headed 
with your life. The 7 year requires that you pull back from others and have time 
alone. Solitude, nature, the woods, and the mountains all provide sacred places and 
quiet energy to restore you and allow you to listen within. Of course, you'll have a 7 
month every year, so if you miss the boat in this 7 year, at least you'll have a chance to 
do the 7 thing once or twice each year. (We'll tell you all about your Personal Months 
in the next chapter.) 

Tht ACJt Vibration: Harmonic Rtsonanct 
A subtheme to your Personal Year is found in the age you'll be during a particular 
Personal Year that is called your age vibration. Simply stated, how old you are during 
a Personal Year has a subtle influence on your year. 

To figure your age vibration number, just determine how old you'll be in the given 
year. If, for example, your birthday is March 3 0, 1 948, and you're figuring your 
Personal Year age vibration for the year 2004, 
simply subtract 1 948 (year of birth) from the 
current year, 2 004: 2004 - 1 948 = 56. 

Most of us are two ages in a given year. So, if 
you were born in March, you'll live almost four 
months of 2004 as 55 years old, and then on 
your birthday (March 3 0), you'll be 56. So 
we then say that in 2004 you were both 55 
and 56. 

We find your age vibration by taking these 
ages and adding them together. In other words, 
for this example, we add 55 + 56 to get 1 1 1 , 
which we reduce to a single digit, or 1 + 1 + 1 
= 3 .  During the year 2004, you would have an 
age vibration of a 3 .

you're figuring the year, you must 
use and reduce all four digits to 
come up with the right number. 
So use 2004, not 04, and

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It's important to look at the age vibration in relation to your Personal Year theme. 
Let's say you're in a 5 Personal Year and you have a 2 age vibration. The 5 means 
change and the 2 means relationship, so we might conclude that you will experience 
change along the line of relationship during the year. It also means that partnerships 
of all kinds are up for change. See how it works? All of the numbers work in relation­
ship to one another. 

"What if your birthday's in January? Well, you won't have many days of being two dif­
ferent ages so if you have a January birthday, just calculate the one age you'll be. For 
example, if you're turning 34 in January, just add 3 + 4 = 7, which means that you'll 
have a 7 age vibration that year. 

The Least You Need to Know 
+ Every Personal Year Number-from 1 to 9-has its own special message and 

demands. 

+ Finding your Personal Year Number is as easy as adding your month and day 
of birth to the current year. 

+ Knowing where you are in your own nine-year cycle can help you plan for the 
future-and understand the past. 

+ Your age vibration adds a secondary influence to your Personal Year Number's 
vibration.

Personal Month Numbers--even your Personal Day Numbers! Personal 
Year Numbers have the strongest influence, but laying out your year 
month by month can help you understand the natural rhythm of your 
year. 

According to its number, each month's theme has a rhythm of its own, 
and, once you know the meaning of your Personal Month Number, you 
can use it to know which tasks will go best in which months. In this chap­
ter, we'll show you how to do just that. 
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You'vt Got Ptrsonal Month Numbtrs, Too 
So what exactly is a Personal Month Number? Personal Month Numbers are found by 
adding the number of the calendar month to the number of your Personal Year. 

By the Numbers ----. 

Each Personal Month 
Number has a theme that is part 
of the rhythm of your Personal 
Year. The Personal Month Num­
ber is found by adding the num­
ber of your Personal Year to the 
number of the calendar month . 
You have l 2 Personal Month 
Numbers for each Personal Year. 

In terms of emphasis, the Personal Year is the most 
significant number. You can think of it as the main 
theme of the year. The Personal Month Number 
represents that month's particular influence within 
the greater Personal Year vibration. Every Personal 
Month Number has its own special energy, which 
infuses that month of the year with its unique oppor­
tunities and potential. For example, October may be 
your 7 Personal Month in a 6 Personal Year. In this 
case, the 7 Personal Month represents not only the 
opportunity to go within during your nurturing 6 
Personal Year, but also provides a sneak preview of 
the energy and issues surrounding your upcoming 7 
Personal Year. 

�iCJurinCJ Your Ptrsonal Month Numbtr 
Figuring your Personal Month Number is easy, once you know your Personal Year. 
(To review the calculation of the Personal Year, see the previous chapter.) You'll sim­
ply add the number of your Personal Year to the number of each calendar month. We 
won't be using Master Numbers or Karmic Numbers for the Personal Year Month 
calculations. Most numerologists don't consider them applicable. Master and Karmic 
numbers are more important when working with the Core Numbers. Here's a chart 
of the numerical equivalent of each month to get you started.

You've probably heard of biorhythms, which are your own natural physical cycles. 
Personal Years, Months, and Days act a lot like biorhythms, moving you through 
your own particular metaphysical cycles, and helping you to understand them and 
how to use them to work, play, or rest, at the times when these activities are best for 
you.

Biorhythm is the name 
for any biological cycle that 
i nvolves periodic change. Be-
cause biorhythms are cycl ical, 
l ike numerological cycles, they 
can be pred icted . 

This is not to say that you can't begin something in 
a 5 month or even a 9 month-but it does suggest 
that things begun in a 1 month will more closely fol­
low your own natural rhythm and therefore have a 
greater chance for success. If you must be social dur­
ing a 7 month, something will probably feel "off''­
just as if you try to have fun during a 4 month-or 
work hard during a 3 month. 

Knowing your Personal Months can help you time 
when to begin things and when to end them, and it 
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can also help you understand why sometimes, something just doesn't feel right or 
seems harder than it should. 

Match inC) Your Day with Your Numbtr 
The Personal Day Number is the least emphasized of the three numbers: Remember, 
the Personal Year Number, which provides the theme for the year, has the strongest 
influence, while the Personal Month Number 
adds its unique accent. Some people don't 
feel their Personal Day Numbers at all-
but there are places where you should pay 
attention. 

When your Personal Day Number matches 
your Life Path Number or your Soul Number, 
you should pay attention, because its subtle 
influence is added to what's already a strong 
influence in your life. These days will resonate 
more for you than other Personal Days. 

By the Numbers ------, 

Your Personal Day 
Number adds a certa in number's 
subtle energy to every day of 
your life. It's found by adding the 
number of the calendar day to 
the number of your Personal 
Month. 

The important thing to remember about Personal Days is that every Personal Day 
Number does have a subtle energy that it adds to the mix. These energies are more 
like little charged ions that add a certain spark to any given day.

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You can create an easy guide for finding your Personal Days. Write the number for 
each day directly on your regular calendar, once you've got them calculated. Simply 
add your Personal Month Number to the calendar day and write in your Personal 
Day Number. You might want to use a pocket month-at-a-glance calendar just for 
this purpose, keeping it as a handy reference for your Personal Days year round. 

For example, if you are in a 7 Personal Month, using your calendar, the first day of 
the month will be an 8 day for you (7 + 1 = 8). Write the number 8 on the calendar 
for the 1st of the month, then write in your Personal Day Numbers for each day 
thereafter. Remember, this 7 month and 8 day belong to your Personal Year theme. 
Look to see how they fit together. What are you learning this month? 

The Personal Months are indicators of the natural flow of your Personal Year theme. 
And like we've said before in this chapter, your Personal Month and Personal Day 
Numbers are guideposts for your journey throughout the year. 

Tht Ltast You Nttd to Know 
+ Each Personal Month Number has a resonance that is part of the rhythm of 

your whole Personal Year theme. 

+ The Personal Month Number = the number of the calendar month + the num­
ber of your Personal Year. 

+ Laying out the Personal Months in your year can help you understand the natu­
ral flow for the year. 

+ The Personal Day = the number of the Personal Month + the calendar day.

\Vhile your Personal Year Number can help you navigate the 1 2  months 
of the year, we thought you'd like to have some information to help you 
swim in the waters of relationship. By now, you've probably figured out 
that your relationships can be better understood when you look at what 
numbers you, your sweetie, and your family or friends have in common. 
How you and someone else will act and react in a relationship can be 
determined if you know how to read the numbers. Understanding the 
numbers helps reveal whether your relationship is likely to sink or float. 

Some numbers have natural relationships as well, and some of you may 
already know these numbers. The Concords of numerical harmony are the 
3 ,  6, and 9; the 1 ,  5, and 7; and the 2 ,  4, and 8. Each of these triads (group 
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of three numbers) has a special emphasis, one more numerological aspect that you 
can learn to use to your relationship advantage. 

FindinCJ Your Soul Matt 
There are some really simple formulas to use when it comes to finding the best rela­
tionships by the numbers. For example . . .  

+ When it comes to close, heartfelt relationships, you'll want to look to the Soul 
Number. 

+ For understanding what you can count on with someone, you'll look to the Life 
Path Number and the Birthday Number. 

+ To see if you'll get along with someone, the Personality Number is the one to 
check. 

+ If you're curious about growing old together, look to the Maturity Number for 
clues about late-life compatibility. 

Sixes and Sevens 
The Personal ity Number 

gives you an idea of how some­
one behaves and comes across 
in public l ife, but don't go sign­
ing on the dotted l ine when 
you' re looking for a deep, soul­
mated relationship. For that look 
to the Soul Number. 

+ If you want a spiritual relationship, look to the 
Soul Number-and especially for numbers 7, 9, 
or 1 112. 

+ If you want a partner you can count on to bring 
home the bacon and put a roof over your head, 
then look for a 4, 6, or 8 Life Path Number, or 
a 4 Destiny Number. 

+ If you're looking to play, live in a creative envi­
ronment, and laugh your way through life, then 
look for a 3 Personality Number or a 3 Soul 
Number. 

All kinds of things will affect your relationship choices, including karmic lessons and 
the Major Cycle and Pinnacle Numbers, which will show what the climate is for set­
tling down for life. In addition, the Challenge Number will tell you what Mr. or Ms. 
Right is struggling with, and ultimately what he or she must learn and grow into. 

When it comes to compatibility, look at the five Core Numbers as indicators of the 
essential elements of the person you want to understand. If you are trying to find 
somebody who is compatible, look to a person's five Core Numbers as well. If you 
want to know if the timing is right, or what the future holds, look at the Pinnacle, 
Challenge, Major Cycle, and Personal Year Numbers. 
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If you want to know if your new love interest can be loyal, open-minded, and appre­
ciative, look to the numbers in both the Personality Number and the Soul Number. 
A 4, 6, or 9 would be nice for these qualities, 
for example. If, on the other hand, you want 
someone who'll be compliant, supportive, and 
loving, find yourself a 2 Personality or Soul 
Number.

Master Number can have many 
simi larities, but they will also both 
share the intensity and sensitivity 
of the Master Number. It m ight 
not be a match made in heaven .  

When you look at compatibility, there are sev­
eral ways to examine your compatibility quo­
tient. The most compatible of all is when 
you're evenly matched-Soul to Soul. 

Every number can be counted on to have specific needs, and once you understand 
what each number's special needs are, you'll understand your potential for compatibil­
ity with a person who has that number. Here's a chart to help you evaluate the com­
patibility of each number. 

Choose one of your Core Numbers and look to the table for the interpretation of 
what that number needs in relationship. Now choose one of your partner's numbers 
and see what he or she needs in relationship. Do this for all of your Core Numbers 
and do the same for your Pinnacle and Personal Year.

To say the least, a Master Number is intense. Therefore, the person with the Master 
Number most likely won't remain at the intense level of the higher vibration (1 1 ,  22 ,  
or 33), but will revert to its lower vibration (2 , 4,  or 6). By operating at the lower fre­
quency, the Master Number person will be easier to live, work, or be friends with, 
but, be forewarned, that person must address these master level energies, so it will be 
a life of constant ups and downs. 

Merlin's Notes 

If you have a Master Number as one of your five Core Numbers and want to team up 
with someone else with a Master Number, expect the relationship to be both i ntense 
and volati le. On the other hand, you two will share an understanding that's not avail­
able to those who don't have a Master Number in thei r profi les. Most l ikely, a two­
Master-Number relationship will be spiritually connected, and you both will be leaders. 
I t  could be the most a live, h igh-energy, intense experience of your life! 

Whtn (ort Numbtrs Match Up 
In this section, we'll be talking about matching numbers, that is, when your number 
matches the number of someone else who has your same number in the same place in 
the five Core Numbers. 

Easy as 1 -2-3 ------, 

It's s imple: If you're looking for 
someone to be your lifetime 
companion, choose someone 
with your same Soul Number. 
Matching Soul Numbers a re 

the most significant of al l  of the 
compatibi l ity i nd icators. The trick 
is finding h im or her! 

If it's a permanent, committed relationship you're 
looking for, or one where you feel truly understood, 
then you'll want to look for the Soul Number. Re­
member, the Soul Number is also called the "heart's 
desire" number, and it's precisely the matter of the 
heart we're talking about here. 

\Vhen the Soul Number is the same for both of you, 
there's a strong emotional tie. It suggests that you 
both want the same things in your heart of hearts. 
\Vhen you have the same Soul Number as another it 
strongly suggests a long-time love relationship, and 
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even though other circumstances may cause problems or separation, the bond here 
goes on, because the tie between two similar Soul Numbers is a spiritual one, and 
possibly even a past-life relationship. 

However, just because you have found a matching Soul Number, doesn't mean the 
relationship won't have its bumps. If your mate's Personality Number conflicts with 
your Soul Number, you may both want the same thing, but won't necessarily act on it 
in the same way. 

Note that if you have a similar number in your Numerology Profile to one of your 
mate's, but not in the same Core Number position, then there's still a good degree of 
compatibility, because you both understand each other's energy through the charac­
teristics of that number. 

Lift Natchts 
The next most important number to consider for compatibility is the Life Path 
Number. When two people share the same Life Path Number, it points to a happy 
relationship with many shared interests, provided you are both living the higher 
vibration of this number. This association may have its roots in work or social inter­
ests connected to work, because the Life Path Number indicates successful use for 
your inherent talents. With similar Life Path Numbers, you and your partner can 
expect to find similar talents and abilities. Look to the specific number for details. 

Your Life Path Number tells of the path you'll travel in this lifetime, and with a love 
interest who has the same Life Path Number, you might expect to share a similar 
journey in life. While this attraction may lead to marriage, however, it doesn't prom­
ise smooth waters, because it's what's in your hearts (your Soul Numbers) that will 
determine the depth of understanding. 

Dtstiny Natchts 
The next important number to consider for 
compatibility is the Destiny Number. When 
two people share the same Destiny Number, 
the relationship may be comparatively happy 
because they live on the same level, have similar 
backgrounds, come from similar environments, 
and are headed in a similar direction. Even 
though this can be a comparatively happy mar­
riage or partnership, there will need to be other 
similar points of attraction for the union to last 
a long time and develop to its fullest potential.

J.. J While we wouldn't rec­

ommend basing a un ion on 
matching Personal ity Numbers, 
we would strongly recommend 
that you look at your partner's 
Personality Number anyway, 
because it will tell you a lot 
about what it wil l be l ike to live 
or work with th is person .  
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Maturity Matchts 
The last significant number to consider in finding a true partner is the tie between 
two who share matched Maturity Numbers. Usually, when this is the matching num­
ber, it suggests a late-life marriage or some kind of culminating partnership, so you'd 
want to either share this number or have a compatible number with your mate if 
you're wondering about the later years of life and the ultimate goal for your lives. 

P.rsonality Natchts 
The Personality Number isn't considered an indicator of successful love relationships 
because this number shows the external person, rather than what's in the heart. Re­
lationships based on Personality Number compatibility may feel great at first, but 
generally don't have the staying power of the other combinations. You know the old 
saying, "Don't judge a book by its cover"? Well, we want to encourage you to follow 
this advice, and to look more deeply than the Personality Number for your soul mate. 

Compatibility by tht Numbtrs 
What if you add up your numbers and your partner's and find that each of you have 
all different numbers? Naturally, you're wondering about the degree of compatibility 
you share. The secret is in the differences-the mathematical difference in your 
numbers. 

Numerology Rule: When figuring the compatibility differences between two 
people, subtract the numbers to find the key to resolving the difference. 

Some numerologists call this number the Stress Number, because it shows the nature 
of the stress in a particular combination. Finding the Stress Number can help you 
understand which energies you need to focus on to improve your relationship. For 
example, if you have a 2 Soul Number and your partner has a 9 Soul Number, the 
stress will be the issues around the energy of the 7 or the difference between these 
two numbers (9 - 2 = 7). The Stress Number here is 7. Therefore, you'd want to 
explore the number 7 to understand the ups and downs of this energy and to deter­
mine how you can work with it. 

Most likely, a lower energy vibration is being expressed if there's conflict between 
you, so you would want to look at the lower energies of all of the numbers involved, 
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such as the 9, 2 ,  and 7 in our example, and then look to the higher vibrations of each 
of these numbers and begin to emphasize the positive aspects, particularly the higher 
vibration of your difference number, in this case, the 7. 

Let's look at an example. Let's say you have a 4 Soul Number and your partner has 
a 5 Soul Number. The difference between these numbers is 1 (5 - 4), so the key to 
resolving differences will be in understanding that you must work together to honor 
the characteristics of the 1 :  independence, desire to lead and do things your way, a 
need to be self-reliant, and a need to assert yourselves. These are the traits you'll 
want to foster in each other for the 4 Soul to feel secure, and for the 5 Soul to feel 
free to change things. 

Of course, it will help enormously if you study the characteristics of each number. 
For this, please review the chapters in Part 2 on the meanings of each of your num­
bers. In addition to self-knowledge, you can gain valuable insight into your partner's 
needs. For example, if a 5 Soul doesn't understand that security and stability are vital 
to the 4, then you won't experience the connection you might long for-at least not 
on issues such as a steady income, accountability, and doing what you say. 

Usin9 Your Difftrtncts to Your Advanta9t 
So what's the difference? Once you know, you can use it to your advantage and to the 
advantage of your relationship, whether the relationship is one of love, family, work, 
or play. If you have a 2 Soul Number and your partner has a 5 Soul Number, 3 is the 
difference. Look to the 3 to show you how to resolve your soul-related differences. 
Consider the following for differences between any of the numbers in your Numer­
ology Profiles: 

+ When 1 is the difference. You'll need to honor the need for independence and 
individuality in the relationship. 

+ When 2 is the difference. You'll need to be sensitive to the person with the 2 ,  
and minimize conflict in the relationship. Honoring each other's sensitive points 
and working together as a team is key. 

+ When 3 is the difference. You'll need to communicate honestly, with no push­
ing anything under the rug. You'll have to say your truth and make it safe for the 
emotions that have been locked away to surface. 

+ When 4 is the difference. You'll need to resist the urge to be inflexible and 
rigid, especially if you happen to also have a 4 in your Core Numbers. Instead, 
this relationship will be about learning to set good boundaries, and keep them, 
with love and kindness. There's hard work here, and you'll have to discipline 
yourselves to make this relationship work. 
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+ When 5 is the difference. Change is required here-honest, well-thought-out 
change. One or both of you may have an extreme need for freedom, and, with 
this number, you'll have to find a way to give each other that sense of freedom 
without compromising the integrity of the relationship. 

+ When 6 is the difference. You'll have to give up stubbornness and dogmatic 
opinions. Something's out of balance when a 6 is the difference number. Restore 
the balance immediately for love is at stake. You may also be learning about the 
depth and commitment of love and about being truly responsible. 

+ When 7 is the difference. You'll need to honor the need to be alone, to have 
private time, and to examine the spiritual or lack of spiritual consciousness in 
the relationship. 

+ When 8 is the difference. There are power struggles with this number, and 
you'll need to empower each other rather than struggle with who'll be the boss. 
You'll want to work on softening your response to each other, and to find a new 
plan for the business of this relationship. 

+ When 9 is the difference. There are no 9 differences! 

Compatibility with Othtrs 
For love relationships, the Stress Number between your Soul Numbers is the one to 
examine first. \Vhen it's not a love relationship you're analyzing, but rather you're 
curious about other types of relating, such as sibling relationship, mother/daughter, 
father/son, father/daughter, mother/son, boss/coworker, or even best friend relation­
ships, examining the other person's numbers will give you tremendous insight into 
what you can expect (and what you can't expect) from this relationship. You can 
determine how compatible you'll be with others by looking at the five Core Numbers 
of someone's profile and comparing them to your own. You'll also want to identify 
the Stress Number and look at its higher and lower energy vibrations for clues to 
your potential relationship peaks and pitfalls. 

Use your differences to your advantage by understanding your numbers. If your 
differences are similar, there will be a greater basis for understanding and sharing 
complementary attitudes about life. 

LookinCJ at What's 6oinCJ On in Both Your Livts 
After you have your five Core Numbers and your partner's figured out, it's time to 
look at where each of you are in life. You might then want to look at how this time in 
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life is  going: What goals are important, what challenges need to be faced, and what 
Personal Year each of you is in now. It's especially fun (and informative, to say the 
least) to look to the following as indicators of what's cooking for your person of 
interest: 

+ Personal Year. This number tells what the immediate issues are, as well as what 
this year has in store for the other person. Compare this number with your own. 
Are you able to commit to that person when he or she has this kind of year 
coming up? What about next year? 

For example, if your guy has a 6 year coming up, or is in a 6 year, and you aren't 
talking marriage yet, you'll want to note two things: First, marriage or making 
a commitment may be coming up on the agenda for this 6 year; second, if mar­
riage isn't what you're looking at (or for), then you should know that this 6 year 
will require your partner to give most of his or her time and energy to the fam­
ily, because family obligations and responsibilities govern this year. And no, it's 
not negotiable. 

+ Pinnacle. For compatibility purposes, it's very valuable to look at what your 
partner will need to expend his or her energy on in this cycle in life. Remem­
ber, a Pinnacle is at least nine years long. You'll want to consider what's to be 
achieved, as well as how to time certain events and plans. For this, consult the 
Pinnacle Number of your partner. If the number you find on the current Pin­
nacle is the same as yours, then you'll have greater understanding and similar 
goals. But if the number is different, then you'll want to study the meaning of 
your partner's Pinnacle for clues about what to expect. 

For example, if you're in a 7 Pinnacle and your love is in a 7 Pinnacle, too, 
you'll know that this will be a cycle of introspection, soul searching, and a care­
fully evaluated direction for both of your lives. You shouldn't expect this to be a 
time for raising a family, building an empire together, or entertaining hordes of 
people. Instead, it's a quiet time, and anyone with a 7 Pinnacle will be moving 
toward more solitude, time alone, and quiet activities-at least that's the natural 
flow of energy. Now, if that's not the way one of these 7s is living it, then you 
can expect that person to be out of sorts, and possibly to develop health issues. 

It is also important to note that other numbers influence this Pinnacle Number. 
Look to the Major Cycle Number, the Challenge Number, and the Destiny 
Number for clues about other influences. 
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Merlin's Notes 

If you' re in an 8 Pinnacle and your sweetie is in a 7 Pinnacle, you' l l  have to make 
some adjustments. The 8 Pinnacle will be moving out into the world to work toward 
accomplishing recognition and material success, while the 7 won't find these pursuits to 
be h is or her cup of tea . F ind the d ifference between your numbers and work from 
there. For the 8 and 7 Pinnacles, the difference is a 1 ,  the number of individual ity, so 
let the 8 have its independence to pursue the business world, and let the 7 pursue its 
introspective analysis. The key is to honor the ind ividual path each of you is on.

In numerology, there are certain groups of numbers that naturally belong together. 
These are called Concords, and there are three of them. Each Concord has three num­
bers in it, three numbers that have similar characteristics. For this reason, Concords 
are another measurement of compatibility. 

The Concords, three separate groups of numbers that belong together, tell of a natu­
ral affinity for one another. Because these numbers go together naturally, it's useful to 
consider the Birthday Number of a would-be partner to see what group or Concord 
his or her number belongs to. 
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The three Concords are: 

• 3 , 6, 9  

• 1 , 5 ,  7 

• 2, 4, 8 

Look at these three Concords and select the one that includes your reduced Birthday 
Number. This is your Concord, your own number group. It is here that you will find 
like-minded kindred souls and compatible 
friends. For example, if your Birthday 
Number is a 6 or reduces to a 6 and your 
friend, love interest, or partner is born on 
the 12th (1  + 2 = 3) of any month, both of 
you belong to Concord group 3, 6, 9. This sug­
gests that you will have shared interests in the 
artistic, creative, and inspirational, and both 
of you will approach life from an emotional 
perspective.

Numerology Rule: Anyone with a 3 ,  6, 9, 12 ,  1 5, 1 8, 2 1 , 24, 27,  or 30 Birthday 
Number will find comfort and kinship in the Concord 3,  6, 9.

Look to those 
with these numbers for compatibility in business, for feeling grounded, for stability, 
and for career considerations. When your life needs order or you need to get back on 
track, the numbers in this Concord will help you refocus. Members of this Concord 
find solace in each other's no-nonsense approach to life. 

Numerology Rule: Anyone with a 2 ,  4, 8, 1 1 , 1 3 ,  1 7, 20, 22, 26, 29, or 3 1  
Birthday Number will find similar practical ability and temperament in the 
Concord 2, 4, 8.

Not only do your numbers give you good information about your rela­
tionships, they also reveal the nature of your name. Harry Potter and 
the Order of the Phoenix, James Bond Agent 007, Macbeth, McDonald's: 
Whether it's a book title, play, movie title, business, or your own personal 
moniker, names have meanings. You may think of a name as just so many 
words, but there's far more to a name when it comes to numerology. All 
names have energy and a special vibration, and that means your name, too. 

We invite you to think of your name as an energetic force field that carries 
your family heritage, your lessons in consciousness, your destiny, your per­
sonality traits, and your soul vibration. Each name given to you at birth 
provides information about your inherent strengths and weaknesses. 
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In this chapter, we'll look at what's in your name, including what the first vowel and 
consonant mean in your name. We'll also show you ways that you can choose names 
for babies, businesses, and even yourself-to maximize your success. 

What's in a Namt? 
Have you ever met someone whose name just seems "wrong" for that person? Or 
does your own name feel as if it should belong to someone else? When it comes to 
names, a perfect fit can be as important as the right pair of running shoes or finding 
the right relationship. 

When we look at a name numerologically, we can explore the form and the fit. Each 
part of your name tells of three different levels of information. 

Numerology Rule: 

+ Your first name tells of your physical conditions and mental acuity. 

+ Your middle or second name tells of the emotional aspect of your life. 

+ Your third or last name tells of your spiritual consciousness. 

Merlin's Notes 

What if you haven't got a middle name? If that's the case, your last name carries the 
combined story of your emotional and spiritual consciousness. If, on the other hand, you 
have more than one middle name, for this part of our numerology analysis, you' l l  treat 
them as one long middle name, which will g ive insight i nto your emotional l ife. Last, if 
you have more than one last name, str ing them together i nto one long last name while 
working with this section. This name will tell of the level of spiritual consciousness you' re 
deal ing with . The main thing is to consider each name separately for its own individual 
energy. 

With that background in mind, let's look at what's behind each of the names given to 
you at birth. If you figured your Destiny Number in Chapter 10, you already know 
the numbers of your first name, middle name, and last name, and you can use them in 
this chapter to further explore the significance of each name. We've also provided 
instructions and space to do the figuring in this chapter. 



Your First Namt 
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Numerologically, your first name tells us many things, including . . .  

+ The physical and mental influence of your direction for growth. 

+ How predictably you think, act, and behave. 

+ How you will interpret life's experiences. 

To understand this information, you'll look to the individual numbers that make up 
your name as well as the number total. For example, let's consider the first name 
L}nna-Stina. This hyphenated name is considered as one whole first name.

What can we tell about this person from her first name? First of all, notice that there 
are four 1s  in this name. This suggests that she's going to be a very independent per­
son, and, with three 5s, she'll want her freedom. The 2 and 9 tell us that she has men­
tal ability that is good with both details (the 2) and the big picture (the 9). The first 
name total 3 indicates a happy disposition, humorous, quick wit, creative, an emo­
tional nature, and someone who's good with words. 

The total from your first name also gives us 
your Growth Number. The Growth Number, 
as the name suggests, helps you know how 
to further grow as you move along your life 
path. We look at this Growth Number in rela­
tionship to the Life Path Number. For example, 
with a Growth Number 3 (we've added up the 
total letter value of this first name), Anna-Stina 
can expect to use her special gifts of creativity, 
self-expression, and way with words to assist 
her along her Life Path (an 1 112), which is 
about inspiring and uplifting others. This is a 
nice match. 

To find your Growth Number we've provided 
space for your calculation. We're repeating the 
"Letters and Their Numbers" chart to make 
this easier for you. 

By the Numbers ------., 

The Growth Number, 
sometimes called the Key, tells of 
the growth and development you 
can expect with this number.

It is believed that the ancients thought that the soul entered the body on the vibration 
of the first vowel of a name. That's not surprising because the Soul Number is calcu­
lated from the vowels in a name. No matter what, however, numerologists agree that 
the first vowel of your name holds great significance. 

The first vowel of your first name reveals 
valuable information: This is the letter 
that describes your natural and innate 
approach to life. The first vowel is con­
sidered your soul vibration, because it 
reveals character traits such as creativity, 
sensitivity, willpower, and determination. 
Will you approach life with timidity, tenacity, 
or as a pleasure seeker? The first vowel is 
thought to describe your spiritual approach to 
the experience of life as well. 

Easy as 1 -2-3 ------, 

Is your name "Yves" or "Yvon­
ne"? If so, that "Y" is the first 
vowel of your first name. If

Sandy's spiritual approach will be to seek a belief system 
where individuality is highlighted. All of this is told in the number 1 ,  which is the 
number of the first vowel (the "a") in Sandy's name.

Your middle name is thought to govern your emotional life and reveals your likes, 
loves, emotions, attraction to certain hobbies, and marriage suitability. It is a resource 
you can draw upon. Add together the numbers of the letters that make up your mid­
dle name.

Your Last Name 
Your last name, whether it  is  your birth name, adopted name, or married name, re­
veals the inherited traits of the family. The letters of your last name reveal your spiri­
tual nature, that is, your inner, subconscious response to life. Some letters in your 
last name are more conducive to spiritual growth than others. Again, we recommend 
examining the letters and number equivalents for your last name and then interpret­
ing the meaning of the numbers you find here. 

Your �amily Namt 
For many of us, the family name is our last name, which naturally carries with it a 
history and linkage to ancestral traits. In your family name are certain strengths and 
inherent weaknesses. It may seem odd, but just as we can inherit genetic characteris­
tics like hair color and nose size, we also inherit vibrational traits like attitudinal and 
ancestral history through our family names. If there are different spellings of your 
family name, you will want to consider the original spelling, and how many genera­
tions ago the original spelling was changed. A family name will have grown into its 
full vibrational force after three or four generations have held the name. Numerologi­
cally, inherited traits are calculated in the same way we figure any name, except that 
we work with only the last name at birth. 

Let's look at two famous names of our times to see what each has inherited. Here's 
the first one: 

K E N N E D Y

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In the Kennedy name, we see the traits of cooperation (2); sudden unexpected change 
(all those 5s); determination, hard work, and a sense of patriotism (4); and a sense of 
privacy and intellectual analysis (7). When the Kennedy name is added up, we find a 
Master Number 33 ,  which reduces to a 6. This, then, would be a name that promotes 
family closeness ( 6), while at the same time demands that those who carry this name 
endure the tests of a Master Number (33). 

Here's a second family name we've all come to know: 

G A T E S 

7 1 2 5 1 = 1 6, which reduces to 7 

In the Gates family name, we see the traits of the loner, the perfectionist, the desire 
to know everything and anything, the analytical mind, the need for privacy, the 
eccentric, and an aloof demeanor (7); independence and self-starting initiative ( 1 ); 
teamwork and partnership (2); the need for freedom and progressive thinking (5); and 
assertive leadership (1). The Gates family name adds up to inventiveness, intelligence, 
and yes, specialization in technology (7). As a 16/7, those born to the Gates name will 
also carry traits of being strongly opinionated (6) and the tendency to impose one's 
ego on others (1). Because the last name indicates the spiritual nature, we want to 
note that the Gates name is a Karmic Debt Number revealing a family history of 
learning through wake-up calls to develop a philosophical, spiritual, or metaphysical 
consciousness. Greatness can be achieved with this name and number as long as the 
ego isn't the motivating force.

A woman's maiden name is her family name. It is part of her original birth name and 
therefore part of her original cosmic code and blueprint for life. 

Whether you use your maiden name now or not, the energy present in that name will 
be with you all of your life. When you give up your maiden name in favor of a mar­
ried name (or any other name you may choose), you cannot deplete the energy of 
your maiden, or family, name, for it is your essence and belongs to your energy field. 
Any new name you assume will merely be an add-on-additional energy you bring to 
your experience of life. But it won't change the essence of who you are--or the story 
that your maiden name tells. 

Your Narritd Namt 
In numerology, we look at the married name as an additional energy. For some, it 
will be a number that's missing in the original birth name, and in that case, it would 
also be one of your karmic lessons. If that's the case, the married name may be as­
sumed to be bringing you a karmic lesson which you've needed to round out your 
learning experience while you are here on Earth. 

The married name does not replace your original birth name. The essence of who 
you are is determined by the name given to you at birth, which determines your 
major five Core Numbers. 

To determine the meaning of your married name, follow these instructions.

To interpret the meaning of your Married Name Number consult the chart showing 
Family Name Numbers and meanings we gave you earlier in this chapter. This will 
tell you what new energy you've brought to yourself by assuming your married name. 
It usually will bring another energy to your original name and vibration and often is 
one of your Challenge Numbers or karmic lessons. 

So, let us say it again, your original birth name is the most significant name: It tells of 
the essence of who you are. That never changes-not even if you add a married name 
or drop your original birth name. 

A word about divorce and name changes: If you marry but do not take your husband's 
name, you might ask: am I "rejecting" that energy, or does it add to my name whether 
I take it officially or not? The answer is: If you divorce and go "back" to your maiden 
name, you may be rejecting the energy of your husband's name intentionally because 
you found it incompatible with your own vibration. You may be rejecting this energy 
and wanting to be free from it. On the other hand, you may have gotten what you 
were supposed to learn from this energy and now you are finished with it and it is 
time to move on. For a name to have an impact on you, you have to take the name 
for yourself and use it every day for its energy to be felt. 

What if you divorce but keep your married name? Kay has kept her past husband's 
name, Lagerquist, because it brings her 8 and 3 energy, both of which have changed 
her life. Her maiden name, which she will not divulge, is powerful but lacks the en­
ergy needed to create and manifest in the world. So Kay has kept her married name 
to enhance her professional persona and the quality of her life. Besides, you've got to 
love a Swedish name like Lagerquist! 

Your Adopttd Namt 
While we discussed the adopted name briefly in Chapter 10 on your Destiny 
Number, we want to go into a little more detail here. If you were given an adopted 
name early on in life, it may be the only name you have known. If that's the case, fig­
ure your Numerology Profile on your adopted name, although if you are privy to 
your original name, for our purposes, the original name is best to use. 
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An adopted name may sometimes replace your original name, as in the case of your 
mother remarrying and your stepfather adopting you. For example, if you were born

Now we can see that this name has two Master Numbers, and he also has a Karmic 
Debt Number 16/7 as a middle name energy. This original birth name is very power­
ful. What happens when he changes his name?

Several things need to be pointed out in this situation. First, as we've said, the origi­
nal name remains as the essence and the basis of the Numerology Profile. David's 
Soul, Destiny, and Personality Numbers, and eventually his Maturity Number, will all 
be figured from his original name, David Yale Krug. However, with this new adopted 
name, a new energy comes into play, the energy of the 1 (Baker). 

So we might say that David has an additional positive vibration of independence, 
innovation, and self-reliance that comes to him through his adopted name. This new 
energy will serve him as long as he carries the name of Baker and lives up to the 
demands of this new name. Of course, free will determines whether the energy is 
used at a higher or lower vibration. The lower use of this new energy would be to use 
the 1 to bully, dominate, be aggressive, and operate from an ego-centered point of 
VIew. 
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Merlin's Notes 

It's interesting to note that David Krug's new name of Baker is a 1 9, which is also a 
Karmic Debt Number. This means that he now bears two Karmic Debt Numbers ( 1 6  
from his original name and 1 9  from h is new name)--and al l  that those numbers imply. 
While he has increased his debt load, i n  keeping with universal law, it would seem that 
there's no m istake. David must have needed to work with this kind of energy (both the 
1 9  and the 1 )  to advance his spiritual development. Nonetheless, he can't ignore the 
energy of h is original name which bears two Master Numbers: 22/4. His l i fe will de­
mand that he live up to h is name. 

The message is the same for adopted names as it is for married names. You'll use your 
original birth name and then figure your new names separately. However, you'll want 
to note your original last name, for it tells of inherited family traits, strengths, and 
weaknesses. 

When you have no other name except an adopted name, then all of your calculations 
will be done with the adopted name. This name represents the energy you're pres­
ently experiencing and the strengths and weaknesses that will accompany you through 
life. Note that there's less of an energetic impact if you change an adopted name than 
there is if you change your original birth name. 

Nicknamts 
While our nicknames or pet names bring a certain personal response, and carry a 
vibrational frequency, these names aren't to be considered part of the original five 
Core Numbers. Like any name you may add to your original set of birth names, it's 
just that-an add-on. So consider the nickname as an added energy you have brought 
into your sphere of energy. Of course, it is valuable to figure the number for this 
nickname and the meaning of that number, just as we have figured the married name 
or the family name. The nickname is an added energy and is figured separately from 
your original birth name. 

If you were named William but are called Bill or Billy, you might have fun calculating 
these name numbers to see how the energy changed for you at those times in your 
life when you went from being one name to being another. 

Let's look at a famous William who has taken the nickname Bill: Bill Gates Jr., 
founder of computer giant, Microsoft. Born as William, let's see what energy he 
has added by using the name Bill instead of William.

As you can see, Mr. Gates bears the energy of the 7 in the name William, the number 
of the loner, inventor, specialist, analytical technician (and dare we say nerd?). Yet, 
when he took the name Bill as his nickname, he added the energy of the 8, the num­
ber of power, money, and success. For a computer industry mogul, the combination 
of both the 7 and the 8 seems to be a nice fit. The 7 could have remained isolated and 
only a researcher, but the 8 brings forward the demand for doing something powerful 
and financially successful with his specialized field. Nicknames can add energy to 
your original energy pattern. 

ChoosinCJ a Namt 
At some point in our lives we all have to choose a name-either for a child, a new 
business, a pet, an e-mail name, and even a new surname (that's your last name) when 
the old one wears out for one reason or another. As we mentioned earlier in the book, 
the ancients believed that a name is a mystical code for the essential character of a 
person, and, because your birth name is your destiny, name changing should not be 
entered into lightly.

But beware­
changing your name means 
you're changing your power.

Your Namt 
There are several things you'll want to consider 
when changing your name. For example, there's a 
mistaken notion that a new name will mean a new 
life. The main thing to keep in mind if you're going 
to change your name is that you'll have two sets of 
numbers operating simultaneously. The first and 
most significant set is the numbers in your birth 
name-you're never without this cosmic code and 
vibrational pattern. The second is that a new name 
has a vibrational pattern also, and, with careful 
choice, this new name can enhance your original 
name energy. 
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If you're changing your name, keep these things in mind: 

+ Choose a name that feels right rather than a name that is cutesy, popular, or 
honors a relative or friend. When we say "feels right," we mean using your intu­
ition. Is this a name you would enjoy using today and in 10  years? Does your 
energy rise when you think or hear this new name? Use your inner sense of 
knowing to guide you in a new name choice. 

+ Choose a name that will attract favorable experiences-not more tests, karma, or 
aggravations. To do this, you'll have to calculate the meaning of this new name 
using the same steps we've outlined for you in Chapters 10 through 12,  espe­
cially if you are changing more than one of your names. You'll want to be aware 
of what your new name means and what kind of energy you're bringing to your 
life. You'll want to know what the vibration is for your Soul, Destiny, and 
Personality Numbers. Invest time in this important decision and take your 
time-you'll be glad you did. 

+ Avoid choosing a name that adds up to one of your Challenge Numbers or a 
Karmic Lesson Number, unless you've already conquered these Challenges. The 
same is true for a Master Number name-be sure you're willing to live up to the 
additional demands of the Master Number. 

+ For best results, select a name that has 
the same Soul Number and Destiny 
Number as your original birth name-
so the inner motivation and general direc­
tion for your life will be the same as your 
original blueprint. 

+ A new name carries the potential for new 
opportunities, but it takes approximately 
five years before the energy of this new 
name is fully integrated. 5 is the number 
of change, remember.

l. l Then again, maybe 

your origi nal name isn't so bad, 
and through careful calculation, 
you'l l learn a new appreciation 
for it. After al l , you could have 
been born with the name Romeo 
Montague-and "A rose by any 
other name might not smell as

+ Choose a name that harmonizes with your Life Path Number (your birth date). 
If you have a strong Life Path Number, you won't want to choose a weaker 
name number-it won't bring you the success promised in your birth date. 
Choose a new name whose vowels add up to a number that's compatible with 
your Life Path Number, and then also calculate the total name number (conso­
nants and vowels) to harmonize with your Life Path Number. Taking care to 
work out these numbers will pay off-you don't need to make life any harder 
than it already is! 
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+ Have fun with your new name but remember, you're expected to live up to your 
new name vibration as well as your original name. Name changing isn't for the 
faint of heart. Be sure you understand your original name's meaning before you 
give it up: You'll want to know who you really are before you become someone 
else. 

Finally, if you're in doubt about choosing a new name, consult a professional numer­
ologist. 

NaminCJ Your Baby 
Choosing the name for a baby is a very important step. You're choosing for another 
soul the pattern for his or her time on Earth. Needless to say, this must be done with 
careful consideration. 

Some numerologists refuse to influence the naming of a baby. The child's purpose 
and destiny in life aren't meant to be put in the hands of a numerologist or a stranger. 
Instead, it's generally felt that the responsibility for naming the baby is solely the 
parents'. 

It's hoped that the chosen name for the baby will be an inspiration coming from the 
parents. That's because it's believed that the parents have chosen to be a channel for 
this baby's birth and life on Earth, and if they'll only tune in to their own inner guid­
ance, and listen to their intuition, they'll come to a name that's just right for their 
newborn. This is all part of the great mystery, the secret of creation and belongs to 
the souls of those directly involved: the new baby and the parents. In other words, 
we don't recommend that you work on getting the numbers right for your unborn 
child-the number that results from the name you choose will be the one that's right 
for that soul! 

Easy as 1 -2-3 ---------., 

We strongly recommend that 
the final selection of the name 
for the new baby not be made 
unti l you're in the presence of 
this incoming spirit. If you can 

still the inner clamor, the baby 
will help you to know the perfect 
name to choose. 

Parents who each have kept their own last names 
and need to decide which name to give the baby 
might want to work out the family name of each par­
ent. To interpret the number of each family name, 
you can use the chart showing Family Name Num­
bers and their meanings that we provided earlier in 
the chapter. If both family names are desired, you 
might want to hyphenate the baby's name. 

In the meantime, prior to the baby's birth, we sug­
gest you find a time every day to sit quietly and 
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listen in your own heart and mind. When the right name comes to you, you will 
know. Your energy will rise when you've hit upon the right name, and your intuition 
will signal that this is it-you've got the right one. The surname is usually the family 
name, which brings the new soul into alignment with the family inheritance-traits 
of similarity-that the newborn will share with those in his or her clan. In this way, a 
newborn can be held in the family vibration while the child begins to establish his or 
her own individual vibrational pattern. 

Naturally, after the baby is born, we recommend that you set up a full Numerology 
Profile for your baby to examine the meaning of the name you've chosen for your 
infant. But we don't recommend you try in advance to select a name that means 
"money and power" or that sort of thing. In addition . . .  

+ Don't pick a name for the qualities you hope to create with this name, but in­
stead, choose a name that feels right and know that this little soul's path will be 
just the right one for him or her. 

+ Trust the universal law that says everything works out perfecdy and at the right 
time. The soul of this incoming child knows what it needs. 

+ Don't block your inner guidance, your inner sense of knowing, by trying to 
force a name to fit a certain number. When a name comes to you that feels 
right, trust it. 

The time to check on the numerology of the new baby's name is after you've decided 
upon a name. 

NaminCJ Your Busintss 
The name of a business is equally important. Careful consideration of your business 
name will pay off because your business name gives off a vibration-and you want 
the right "vi be." When choosing the name for a business, you'll want to consider 
the nature of the business. Whether it's a product business, service business, research 
firm, educational institution, or business for the arts, keep in mind that it's the nature 
of your enterprise that should resonate to the number of the name. 

Here's a quick way to see numbers best suited for your type of business: 

+ Product businesses = 2 ,  4, 8 

+ Service businesses = 2, 3 ,  6, 9 

+ Research businesses = 2 ,  7, 9 

+ Educational businesses = 6, 7, 9 
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+ Arts businesses = 2, 3, 6, 9 

+ Music businesses = 2 ,  6 

+ Entrepreneurial businesses = 1 

+ Advertising, promotional, and publishing businesses = 5 

+ Financial businesses = 8, 9 

+ Health-related businesses = 4, 7 

Use the same tenets for choosing the name of your business as you would use for 
naming a baby (after all, your business is your baby, right?). Let your intuition be 
your guide, and choose a name that feels right first. Only then should you look to 
see what the name means. 

Here are a few other pointers: 

+ Don't use "Inc." or "Corporation" in the name calculation. 

+ Examine the Soul Number for this business name as well as the Destiny and 
Personality Numbers. (See Chapters 10 through 12  for an in-depth discussion 
of how to calculate and interpret these three Core Numbers.) 

+ If your business is family owned, the name should harmonize with the Family 
Name Number.

Utilize the steps we've outlined for choosing a name and you should be able to create 
a successful choice for your business name. We wish you the very best of luck with 
your new enterprise. May the numbers guide you to your highest and best! 

Names have meaning, whether it is a business name, a family name, a married name, 
or a child's name. There are many resources available for choosing names, and some 
give numerical meanings for names as well. All names have number equivalents, and 
all names have a vibrational frequency. Rely on your intuition-but let the numbers 
guide you as well.

+ Each of your three names-first, middle, last-presents a different dimension of 
who you are.

Our lives are surrounded by numbers. Some are more important than oth­
ers. Your house, apartment, phone, and city are among the most signifi­
cant numbers in your life and have an impact on your daily experience. 
Like all numbers, these numbers have meanings. Some people swear by 
the number on their house. One of Kay's colleagues considered it the sole 
deciding factor when she made a move. If you're a very busy career type 
with a good deal of stress, for example, a 5 house isn't the place for you. If 
you're having financial difficulties, start to turn them around by moving 
into an 8 house or apartment. And, if you're in a place in your life where 
you want to focus on studying or working on your spiritual path, a 7 house 
is perfect. 
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\Vhether for a house or an apartment, it's important to calculate the number before 
you move in. Naturally, there are many considerations in choosing a home, but your 
residence's energy, like your phone and city, is important and should resonate to your 
own personal energy. These numbers are significant factors in living your life con­
sciously! 

This chapter is all about the numbers of where you live. We'll show you how to fig­
ure the numbers for your house and street. We'll also explain the meaning behind the 
number of a house or apartment and even tell you about the challenges of each num­
ber. Next we will figure your P.O. box number, the number of the town where you 
live, and finally your phone number. Beyond the numbers of your Numerology 
Profile, the numbers that influence your life most directly are where you live and 
those constantly used digits-your phone number. 

FiCJurinCJ tht Numbtrs of Your Houst or Strttt 
In this section we tell you about house numbers and street numbers. If you live at 42 1 
Long Ears Lane, both the house number and the street name affect you. The same is 
true if you live on a numbered street. However, the number on the house will have 
the strongest effect. 

House numbers tell the essence or energy of the house. The street name (or number) 
tells the essence of the neighborhood. \Vhen the number of the house is reduced to a 
single digit, that number tells of the characteristics of the house and what goes on 
there. 

To get you started on seeing how this works, here's a sample address: 57 17  16th N.E. 

First, we figure the house number like this: 

5 + 7 + 1 + 7 = 20 

\Vhen we reduce this 20 to a single root number (the final reduced single digit you 
get after adding together all of the numbers of any name or address), we find the 
house number is 2 + 0 = 2 .  This 2 house, then, tells us that sharing and cooperation 
will be important for people who live there. 

Next, the street number is figured: 

1 + 6 = 7  

So 1 6th is a 7 kind of street: quiet, private, everyone pretty much keeping to them­
selves. 

N.E. = 5 + 5 = 1 0  = 1 
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Together then, 16th (7) N.E. (1)  as a street bears the energy of the 8. This is a street 
where money is made (good for real estate!), but you will be surrounded by independ­
ent, private neighbors. 

See? It's easy. 

Let's try another example: 578C Sunlight Beach Rd. 

Here's how to calculate the number for this house. First, the house number: 

5 + 7 + 8 + 3 (for C) = 23  

The 2 3  is then reduced to a 5 (2 + 3) .  The 5, then, is the number of this house. 

Any time your address has a letter on it, convert the letter to a number using this 
handy letter chart.

X ext, calculate the street name separately. This gives you the neighborhood's number. 
Let's look at how the street name appears exactly on the street sign.

Reduced, 7 + 0 = 7. So we have another 7 neighborhood, but with a 5 house. The 5 
house will be full of activity, much coming and going, and full of change. It will prob­
ably be a bit too active for the rest of the quiet, refined 7 street! 

Tht Numbtrs on tht Houst 
When we consider the numbers of a house, the reduced total number is only part of 
the energy of the home. The rest of the numbers that make up the house's address 
are important as well. Using our 578C Sunlight Beach Rd. address, we notice that the 
house number is comprised of a 5, a 7, an 8, and a 3 (the C). From these numbers, we 
note the following: 
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Easy as 1 -2-3 ---------., 

Occasionally, a house wil l be 
renumbered . If that happens, 
the change in numbers will 
also change the energy field of 
a home. 

+ The 5 is active, the 7 reclusive, the 8 brings suc­
cess and money, and the 3 brings social and cre­
ative influences. 

+ The busy 5 main energy of this house is 
enhanced and accelerated by the 8 and the 3 .  

+ The 7 allows for research or study at the house, 
but rest and retreat will be overshadowed by the 
more dominant, active energy of the 5, 8, and 3 .  

Needless to say, i f  you need quiet to study or  just to be  yourself, forget this house!

As we've mentioned, the full meaning of your place of residence is made up of both 
the house number and the street name or number. To calculate the meaning of either 
the name or number of the street, we suggest the following steps.

For example, Log Cabin Rd. (use Rd. instead of 
Road if it is written that way on the sign) corre­
sponds to . . .

Cabin = 3 + 1 + 2 + 9 + 5 = 20 (2 + 0) = 2 

Rd = 1 + 3 = 4 

Taking the final sums of Log, Cabin, and Rd., you get . . .  

7 + 2 + 4 = 1 3 

1 + 3 = 4 

Log Cabin Rd. is a 4 street. But, look again: Log Cabin Rd. is a 1 3/4 street. It's a Kar­
mic Number. A lot of hard work there! Karmic work! 

For a numbered street use only the number, not the word "Road" or "Street" unless it 
is clearly present on the street sign, because the street number is usually the name of 
the street. Look at this example: The street is 23rd and most often would be referred 
to as just 23rd rather than 23rd Street. 

2 3rd = 2 + 3 = 5 

We might say then, that 23rd Street is a 5 street-a lot of change here! 

Okay, now let's try a famous address. Let's look at the address of the Twin Towers in 
New York City, both destroyed in the terrorist attacks of September 1 1 , 2001 :  the 
North Tower, 1 World Trade Center, and the South Tower, 2 World Trade Center. 

First let's start with the name World Trade Center:

The number of the name of the World Trade Center is 14/5. Here we see a karmic 
influence present with this infamous building. The 5 is appropriate as the number of 
change, travel, and communication, and the karmic number 14 suggests that karmic 
energy was present here as well. The karmic 14 is "one of the great destroyer and 
transformation vibrations," as Jeanne points out in her book Numerology: Spiritual 
Light Vibrations (see Appendix A). This karmic vibration, like all of the Karmic Debt 
Numbers, suggests an awakening to a new way and an opportunity to finish some task 
or situation that was left undone was part of the vibrational force of this building. 
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It is significant as well to note that the World Trade Center complex had its own zip 
code in New York City: 10048. This zip code reduces to a 1 3/4, which is also a 
Karmic Debt Number, indicating an additional transformational vibration. 

Each individual Tower had its own vibration within the general complex of the World 
Trade Center.

As a result, the address of the World Trade Center North Tower 1 would be 14/5 
(World Trade Center) + 6 (North Tower 1). To add the two together, we reduce the 
14 to 5 ,  its root number, and add it to the 6 (5 + 6 = 1 1/2). The North Tower then 
was the master energy, the "Spiritual Light" energy, standing as a beacon of inspira­
tion. 

The address of the World Trade Center South Tower 2 would be 14/5 (World Trade 
Center) + 1 3/4 (South Tower 2). To add the two together, we reduce the 14 to its 
root number 5 and we also reduce the 1 3  to its root number 4. Adding the two, we / 

see that the South Tower's address was the vibration of the 9 (5 + 4), the energy of 
broad-minded thinking, global concern, and service to humanity. 

Metaphysically, it is a sad loss for everyone to have these two energies removed from 
our world.

Remember, the more you know, the 
more you grow. Knowledge is power. 

Universal Law: Life happens as it should. There are no mistakes and no acci­
dents. Its all part of the lessons of life directing you to your destiny and higher 
purpose. 

Your Apartmtnt Numbtr 
Not only does a house number have influence in  your life, but your apartment num­
ber adds or subtracts to the harmony of your life as well. Let's calculate the apartment 
number now. 

Easy as 1 -2-3 ------, 

If your apartment has a letter 
as well as a number, or is just 
a letter, use the Letters and 
Their Numbers chart shown 
earlier in this chapter to con­

vert it to a number. For example, 
apartment 38 equals a 5 ,  be­
cause B is a 2, and 3 + 2 = 5 .  

Usually, there are two addresses for an apartment. 
One is the building address, the other is the actual 
apartment number. Both numbers have significance. 
Figure each one separately, and then view them in 
relationship to one another. The number that will 
have the most influence will be the number of your 
apartment. For the meaning of the apartment num­
ber, you can use the meanings for house numbers, 
which we discuss next. 

Remember, if you're living in an apartment, your 
apartment number tells what is expected of you per­
sonally, under that number.

You can use the 
meanings of house numbers for your apartment number as well, although a house 
will vibrate more strongly to its number because it stands alone rather than within a 
building as an apartment might be. Once you've got the base number of your house 
or apartment, you can begin to understand the numerology of your home. 

Tht Number 1 House 
This is a house for independent, self-reliant people. The 1 house will encourage indi­
,;duality, courage, determination, and integrity for those who live there. It's an excel­
lent house for a person who wants to undertake an individualistic creative venture. If 
you want to follow your own instincts, this is the house for you.

Because 9 rules 
intense feelings that usually run to the extreme, we might expect to see this intensity 
unleashed in a passionate display of emotions. A marriage or relationship may experi­
ence difficulties if it's too limiting. The 9 also signifies detachment and impersonal 
love, because the energy is focused on the larger picture. In an effort to see the great­
est good for the greatest number, you may fail to see the individual you're living with.

There are three other numbers you will want to consider. They are your P.O. Box 
number, town or state number, and your phone number. When you are considering a 
change, these three are numbers you can be aware of and consciously choose for your 
life. 

We want to caution you against getting too concerned about all the numbers that 
surround your life. Some are more important than others. Your zip code, serial num­
ber on your car, and gym locker number aren't very significant in the scheme of 
things because their vibratory influence isn't strong enough to make a difference. It's 
the things close to you, things you interact with regularly, that will add or detract 
from your vibratory field (which is, numerically speaking, your Core Number ener­
gies). Ideally, we would want you to be surrounded by compatible, harmonious ener­
gy, and you can make that happen wherever you have a choice over the numbers 
involved. Here are three numbers you might want to choose carefully. 

Your P.O. Box 
P.O. boxes have numbers, too, and the number on your post office box is just one 
more number your life vibrates to. If you don't like what's going on, change the 
number! 

Here's an example. Kay lives on an island and has a P.O. address numbered 103 1 .  We 
add these numbers together: 1 + 0 + 3 + 1 = 5.  So Kay has a "5" mailbox- good for 
communication, publication, and promoting herself. So naturally, she'd love to hear 
from you. 

This is just one of the numbers Kay wants to be aware of. If a number, such as this 5, 
is repeated in her phone number, house address, or office number, she would want to 
take note of this influence. Does this number enhance or present a challenge to her 
five Core Numbers? Too much of any one number can be hard to live with. 
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Your Homttown 
By now you've probably figured out that cities or towns have their own name num­
bers, too, that can tell you what to expect to find there. Think of the possibilities: If 
you're planning a move, you might want to consider the number of the name for city, 
town, or state you're looking at. What can this city offer you? Can you live up to its 
requirements? What will you have to give up or gain in this city, town, or state? 

You could also use these numbers to find out if the number of your hometown res­
onates with who you are. Or you could find out a city or state's number before you 
plan your vacation, depending on what kind of vacation you want. No matter what 
you need, the energy's in the numbers! 

Each city or town name has its own vibration as shown by its numbers. Some of the 
questions to ask after finding out the number for your hometown's name include 
these: 

+ Does your city name number match any of your personal numbers in your 
Numerology Profile? 

+ Is the city name's number one of your karmic lessons? 

+ Is the number of this town's name the same as your Life Path Number? You will 
have good success when your environment is the same number as your Life 
Path Number. 

+ Is the number the same as your Destiny Number, Soul Number, or Maturity 
Number? 

If any of these numbers match your numbers, then this is probably a good place for 
you to be. After all, life will be easier for you if you harmonize where you live with 
your natural energy. 

How does your hometown match up with your five Core Numbers? 

Easy as 1 -2-3 -------., 

The name of the state where 
you reside also has a number, 
and so does your town or city. 
It pays to be aware of the influ­
ence these place name num­

bers have on your l ife. 

We're not suggesting you move if your town, city, 
or state number doesn't match one of your Core 
Numbers! However, by discovering these numbers, 
you will know the requirements and demands that 
are placed on your life by living where you do. Is 
your town compatible with you? The town, city, or 
state number tells if the energy there supports you, 
allows you to grow, fosters your success, or is just a 
start-up town for you. 
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Most metaphysical folks would say you're living where you are for a reason. Figure 
the numbers to learn the answer-and see if you agree. 

For an example, let's look at the state of Washington to find its number: 

W A S H I N G T O N  

5 1 1 8 9 5 7 2 6 5 = 49 = 1 3  = 4 

This 4 number tells us that if you live in the state of Washington, you can expect to 
find people who are hardworking, practical, honest, serious, realistic, determined, and 
cautious. They might also be a bit stubborn, rigid, and security conscious. Risk taking 
is not their favorite thing. 

If you were to live in this state, you would want to know this information. Because 
Kay is from the state of Washington and she just happens to have a 22/4 Life Path 
Number, we'd say she is living in the right place for her natural energy. But if 4 isn't 
your number and if you are the party type and like the laid-back life, you might want 
to relocate! 

Your Phont Numbtr 
As with other numbers in your environment, your phone number has meaning that 
should be heeded. When calculating your phone number, you'll be using only the 
three-digit prefix and the last four digits, not the area code. For example, to figure the 
phone number 37 1 -3 3 8 1 ,  add all the numbers together and then reduce your sum to 
a single-digit number. The total number here is 26 so we reduce it to 8. 

This 8 phone number brings an attraction for money and authority! It also means 
that in some way it's expensive to have this number. You can refer to The Meaning of 
Numbers Quick Reference Guide in Chapter 3 ,  or go to Part 2 for an in-depth look 
at any of the numbers. 

The last four digits have the most signifi­
cance. Add together these last four digits 
to find a single number. Let's look again 
at our example: 

+ 3 3 8 1  are the last four digits 

• 3 + 3 + 8 + 1 = 1 5  

+ Reduce to a single digit: 1 + 5 = 6

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There are two layers to consider in examining the last four digits of your phone 
number: 

1 .  The reduced root number. Checking out the meaning of the reduced number 
6 from our example reveals that this phone number will bring responsibility for 
caring and nurturing of others, as well as advising and problem solving. It may 
also bring a lot of family issues handled over this phone number, or it might be 
about a service business. The person at 37 1 -3 38 1  may find that many of the 
phone calls are about family (6 is the total of the last four digits) and money 
(8 is the total of all seven digits). 

2 .  The individual numbers. Our sample number, 3 38 1 ,  has two 3s, an 8, and a 1 .  
On this phone number, there will be a lot of communication, possibly emotional 
discussions (3s). There will also be challenging moments with those you con­
sider to be in authority (8), as you express yourself and establish your own sense 
of power (3 and 8). On the other hand, you might squander your power by en­
gaging in gossip or trivial conversations-the choice is up to you. The 8 and the 
3 in combination also suggest that you might have a tendency to be extravagant 
and spend money over the phone. (Cut up those charge cards now!) The 1 here 
reveals that you will be given opportunities to stand up for yourself and be self­
reliant. All of this while you work with the family, responsibility, and service 
issues of the 6! 

And you thought choosing a phone number was no big deal! 

What about the other numbers in the phone number? Here's the scoop: 

+ The area code. This is a widespread collective number shared by all of the peo­
ple in your area. Because it's widespread, its effect is general, unlike the specific 
set of four numbers, unique to you, and which you can choose for your phone 
number. For this reason, the area code is not used to calculate your phone num­
ber meaning. 

Sixes and Sevens 
When calculating your 

phone number, use only the three­
digit prefix and the last four d ig­
its, not the area code! 

+ The prefix. This number refers to your local 
area and, again, has only general significance. 
While the three-digit prefix is part of your 
phone number and is figured in, the number 
that counts most is found in adding together 
the last four digits. The prefix is used in figur­
ing the total vibrational force of your phone 
number. 
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Speaking of choosing a phone number: Yes, you can choose one. You have more con­
trol over your phone number than you do over a house or apartment number. You 
can pick your number or choose an alternate; however, some phone companies charge 
a fee for this service. Just ask for the bank of numbers available at this time, then take 
a few minutes and figure the numbers. It's worth the effort. Remember, it's the last 
four digits that count most.

In this book, we've tried to show how you can live harmoniously by knowing what 
your numbers' energy reveals about you, those around you, and the places and things 
you surround yourself with. The rest is up to you. May your numbers guide you to 
greater wisdom and purpose, and we wish you much joy and happiness-by the 
numbers!
