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I. Introduction

As the main religious text of Judaism, the Catholic Church, and all other Christian denominations, the Bible has been one of the strongest influences throughout history. It has instructed the formulation of laws and governments as well as the development of social norms and practices. 
 The exact interpretation of the Bible varies depending on denomination. The composition has also evolved over the centuries, based on decisions made by various religious councils, such as the hypothetical Jewish Council of Jamnia (AD 85-100), The First Council of Nicaea (AD 325), the Council of Trent (AD 1546), and the Hampton Court Conference (AD 1611) under the leadership of King James I of England.
 In the past, church leaders declared canons and decrees limiting or prohibiting biblical reading. In November of 1229 AD, the Council of Toulouse created a special tribunal known as the Inquisition, issuing the following decree:
 Canon 14. We prohibit also that the laity should be permitted to have the books of the Old or the New Testament; unless anyone from motive of devotion should wish to have the Psalter or the Breviary for divine offices or the hours of the blessed Virgin; but we most strictly forbid their having any translation of these books.
 On April 8, 1546, the Council of Trent also prevented laymen from accessing the Bible, stating that ordinary citizens must not rely on their own interpretations, but should refer to the ecclesiastical authorities for biblical guidance. On November 18, 1965, the Second Ecumenical Council of the Vatican, under the leadership of Pope John XXIII, issued a document called “Dogmatic Constitution on Divine Revelation” (Dei Verbum). This document declared God to be both the inspiration and author of the Old and New Testaments. The Council allowed the Catholic Bible to be read solely under a priest’s guidance, and declared non-Catholic Bibles off-limits to Catholics.
 Contradicting these determinations, in 1898, Pope Leo XIII decreed a threeyear indulgence of spiritual reading to anyone who read the Bible with great reverence for at least fifteen minutes a day. This decree was in line with the Handbook of Indulgences, which states that those who kiss the Gospel Book while reciting the following verses will be granted five hundred days of indulgences: “May our sins be blotted out by virtue of the words of the Gospel,” “May the reading of the Gospel be our salvation and protection,” “May Christ teach us the words of the Holy Gospel.”
 Since its conception, the Bible has been highly regarded and widely read, serving as an essential guide and reference for human conduct. Since so many view its passages as the word of God, the Bible is considered beyond reproach. A closer look at biblical writings; however, reveal failed promises and prophecies, along with major contradictions. 
 This book is written to make a list of the major historical contradictions, misquotations, borrowed statements within the Bible and from non-biblical sources, failed promises and prophecies, scientific errors, and non-existing books mentioned in the Bible. It also makes a list of the different names of God, the gods in the Bible, the myths and legends similar to the biblical stories and the arguments against Jesus Christ being the Messiah.
 Unless otherwise stated, the King James Bible is the Bible version used entirely in this book. 


II. Historical Contradictions and Absurdities
 1. Old Testament

A. The story of creation
 1. The chronological events of creation
 Genesis 1:1-2:25 “In the beginning God created …” 
Note: Genesis 1 and Genesis 2 have conflicting accounts of the chronology of creation.
a. Genesis 1:1-2:3 The first chronology of creation i. Day 1: Sky (heaven), Earth and light ii. Day 2: Heaven, water
 iii. Day 3: Plants
 iv. Day 4: Sun, Moon, stars 
 v. Day 5: Animals
 vi. Day 6: Humans 
 vii. Day 7: God rested

Note: How were days defined when days are defined in relation to the position of the earth and the sun? But the sun was created only on the fourth day?
b. Genesis 2:4-25 The second chronology of creation i. Earth and heavens 
 ii. Adam, the first man 
 iii. Plants
 iv. Animals
 v. Eve, the first woman (from Adam’s rib)

2. The creation of heaven and earth 
 On the first day 
 Genesis 1:1, 5 “In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. And the evening and the morning were the first day.” On the second day 
 Genesis 1:6, 8 “And God said, Let there be a firmament in the midst of the waters, and let it divide the waters from the waters. And God called the firmament Heaven. And the evening and the morning were the second day.”

Note: But heaven was already created on the first day. 
Genesis 1:9-10, 13 “And God said, Let the waters under the heaven be gathered together unto one place, and let the dry land appear: and it was so. And God called the dry land Earth; and God saw that it was good. And the evening and the morning were the third day.”

Note: But earth was already created on the first day.
3. The waters had to be separated from the waters?

Genesis 1:6-7  “And God said, Let there be a firmament in the midst of the waters, and let it divide the waters from the waters. And God made the firmament, and divided the waters which were under the firmament from the waters which were above the firmament: and it was so.”

4. When did God create the trees?

Trees were created before humans
 Genesis 1:12, 27 “And the earth brought forth grass, and herb yielding seed after his kind, and the tree yielding fruit…God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.”

Trees were created after humans
 Genesis 2:7, 9 “And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul…And out of the ground made the Lord God to grow every tree that is pleasant to the sight, and good for food; the tree of life also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of knowledge of good and evil.”

5. The plants were all created for human consumption

Genesis 1:29 “And God said, Behold, I have given you every herb bearing seed, which is upon the face of all the earth, and every tree, in the which is the fruit of a tree yielding seed; to you it shall be for meat.”

Note: If God created the plants and trees for human consumption, why are some plants and trees unedible and poisonous? 
6. When did God create the animals?

Animals were created before humans
 Genesis 1:25, 27 “And God made the beast of the earth after his kind, and cattle after their kind, and every thing that creepeth upon the earth after his kind…God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.”

Animals were created after humans
 Genesis 2:7, 19 “And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul…out of the ground

the Lord God formed every beast of the field, and every fowl of the air.” 7. Where did the birds come from?
 All the birds came from the waters
 Genesis 1:20 “And God said, Let the waters bring forth abundantly the moving creature that hath life, and fowl that may fly above the earth in the open firmament of heaven.” 
All the birds came from the ground
 Genesis 2:19 “And out of the ground the Lord God formed every beast of the field, and every fowl of the air.” 8. Was man created in the image of God?
 Yes, man was created in the image of God
 Genesis 1:27 “So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.” 
No, man was not created in the image of God
Genesis 2:7 “And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.”
Genesis 3:22 “And the Lord God said, Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever.”

Note: Man was created from dust and became like God after eating the fruit from
 the tree of knowledge of good and evil.
9. Were women and men created equal and at the same time?
 Yes, man and woman were created equally together and at the same time Genesis 1:27 “So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.” No, man was created first and woman was created later to be the helpmate of man Genesis 2:18, 23 “And the Lord God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him an help meet for him . . . And Adam said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man.”

I Timothy 2:3 “For Adam was first formed, then Eve.” 10. Was man created to have dominion over the earth?

Yes
 Genesis 1:28 “And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and
 over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth.” 
No
 Genesis 2:8-15 “And the Lord God took the man, and put him into the garden of Eden to dress it and to keep it.” Note: It is commonly believed that the Garden of Eden was situated somewhere between the rivers Tigris and Euphrates in Mesopotamia, presently called Iraq (see Genesis 2:10-14). 

11. All animals fear man

Genesis 9:2 “And the fear of you and the dread of you shall be upon every beast of the earth, and upon every fowl of the air, upon all that moveth upon the earth, and upon all the fishes of the sea; into your hand are they delivered.”

Note: However, this statement is not true in the real world. 
B. The story of Adam and Eve 1. God made the animals for Adam’s companionship and did not know that Adam needed a woman

Genesis 2:18, 20 “And the Lord God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him an help meet for him. And out of the ground the Lord God formed every beast of the field, and every fowl of the air; and brought them unto Adam... but for Adam there was not found an help meet for him.”

Note: God makes the animals and shows them before Adam to see if he would choose one of these animals to be his companion. After checking all the animals, Adam had to name all of them. The naming of several millions of species must have kept Adam busy for quite some time. If God is all knowing, why did God not know beforehand that the animals were not a good “help meet” for Adam? Did Adam name all the animals and did God require it? How long did Adam name all the animals? Did Adam name the animals according to kind or according to genus or specie? 

2. Who was deceived to eat the forbidden fruit?

Both Adam and Eve were deceived to eat the forbidden fruit
 Genesis 3:6 “And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food…she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.”

Genesis 3:13, 17 “And the Lord God said unto the woman, What is this that thou hast done? And the woman said, The serpent beguiled me, and I did eat. And unto Adam he [Lord] said, Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which I commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt not eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life.”

Only Eve was deceived
 I Timothy 2:13-14 “For Adam was first formed, then Eve. And Adam was not deceived, but the woman being deceived was in the transgression.” 3. Concerning the Serpent

Genesis 3:14 “And the Lord God said unto the serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life:”

Note: The serpent does not eat dust. How did the serpent move before tempting Eve? Did it walk with its legs? The argument about the serpent is one of the major contention raised by Clarence Seward Darrow in the Scopes Trial (1926). 

4. Did everyone come from Adam and Eve?
 Yes, everyone came from Adam and Eve
 Genesis 3:20 “And Adam called his wife’s name Eve; because she was the mother of all living.” No
 Hebrews 7:1, 3 “Melchisedec, king of Salem, priest of the most high God,” was Without father, without mother, without descent, having neither beginning of days, nor end of
 life; but made like unto the Son of God; abideth a priest continually.” Genesis 4:16-17 “And Cain went out from the presence of the Lord, and dwelt in the land of Nod, on the east of Eden. And Cain knew his wife; and she conceived, and bare Enoch.” 

5. Was Eve the mother of all living?
 Eve was already called the mother of all living when she was not yet a mother Genesis 3:20 “And Adam called his wife’s name Eve; because she was the mother of all living.”  
Eve gave birth to Cain
 Genesis 4:1 “And Adam knew Eve his wife; and she conceived, and bare Cain…” Note: Why was Adam’s wife called Eve (which means the mother of all living) when they were still in the garden of Eden, when she gave birth much later when they were already driven out of the garden?

6. God prepared some clothes for Adam and Eve and clothed them
 Genesis 3:21 “Unto Adam also and to his wife did the Lord God make coats of skins, and clothed them.” 
Note: Did God really made some clothes for Adam and Eve? Did God kill some animals to make those clothes? 
7. Why was the Tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil unguarded?

Genesis 2:17, 3:22-24  “But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it…And the Lord God said, Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever … he [God] placed at the east of the garden of Eden Cherubims, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life.”

Note: If God placed the Eden Cherubims to guard the tree of life, why did God not place the Cherubims to guard both the tree of knowledge of good and evil and the tree of life at the very beginning?

8. Both the first male and female were called Adam
 No, the woman was called Eve
 Genesis 3:20 “And Adam called his wife’s name Eve.” 
Both the man and the woman were called Adam
 Genesis 5:2 “Male and female created he them; and blessed them, and called their name Adam, in the day when they were created.” C. The sons of Adam and Eve
 1. Abel was a herdsman and Cain was a farmer
 Genesis 4:2 “And she again bare his brother Abel. And Abel was a keeper of sheep, but Cain was a tiller of the ground.” 
Note: The first peoples of the earth were hunters and gatherers and not farmers nor herdsmen.
2. God favored Abel, thus Cain slayed Abel 

God favored Abel but not Cain 
 Genesis 4:4-5 “And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of the fat thereof. And the Lord had respect unto Abel and to his offering: But unto Cain and to his offering he had not respect. And Cain was very wroth, and his countenance fell.”

Note: If God is fair and just, why did God favor Abel but not Cain?
3. Did Cain become a fugitive and a vagabond?

God said Cain will become a fugitive and a vagabond
 Genesis 4:9, 12 “And the Lord said unto Cain…When thou tillest the ground, it shall not henceforth yield unto thee her strength; a fugitive and a vagabond shalt thou be in the earth.”

Cain did not become a fugitive or a vagabond. Cain got married, had a son and built a city
 Genesis 4:17 “And Cain knew his wife; and she conceived, and bare Enoch: and he builded a city, and called the name of the city, after the name of his son, Enoch.” 4. Cain was afraid that another person will kill him after killing Abel

Genesis 4:14 “Behold, thou hast driven me out this day from the face of the earth; and from thy face shall I be hid; and I shall be a fugitive and a vagabond in the earth; and it shall come to pass, that every one that findeth me shall slay me.”

Note: Why was Cain afraid of other people when the only two people left were his parents?
5. Should death be repayed with death?

God protected Cain, a shedder of blood
 Genesis 4:15 “And the Lord said unto him, Therefore whosoever slayeth Cain, vengeance shall be taken on him sevenfold. And the Lord set a mark upon Cain, lest any finding him should kill him.”

A shedder of blood must die
 Genesis 9:5-6 “And surely your blood of your lives will I require; at the hand of every beast will I require it, and at the hand of man; at the hand of every man’s brother will I require the life of man. Whoso sheddeth man’s blood, by man shall his blood be shed: for in the image of God made he man.”

Note: Why was there a need to mark Cain when there were only three persons left after the death of Abel? The mark of Cain, also called the curse of Cain was believed to be the reason and justification of racism and slavery. Because Cain married a ‘foreign woman’ it is believed that the colored peoples of the world came from Cain.

6. Where did Cain’s wife come from?
 Cain got a wife who is not his sister
 Genesis 4:17 “And Cain knew his wife; and she conceived, and bare Enoch: and he builded a city, and called the name of the city, after the name of his son, Enoch.” 
Eve is the mother of all living
 Genesis 3:20 “And Adam called his wife’s name Eve; because she was the mother of all living.” Note: In Exodus 4:16, Cain lived in the land of Nod where Cain got a wife. There is no explanation where Cain’s wife came from. If Cain was able to get a wife who is not a descendant of Adam and Eve, Adam and Eve were not the only first couple that inhabited the earth. The Bible does not explain how Cain got a wife. However, in the Book of Jubilees, Cain took his sister Awan to be his wife and she gave birth to Enoch.

7. Cain and his wife built a whole new city in just two generations
 Genesis 4:17 “And Cain knew his wife; and she conceived, and bare Enoch: and he builded a city, and called the name of the city, after the name of his son, Enoch.” 
Note: How did Cain and his wife build a city in two generations? How many inhabitants were in that city?
8. Why should Lamech be avenged more?

Genesis 4:23-24 “And Lamech said unto his wives, Adah and Zillah, Hear my voice; ye wives of Lamech, hearken unto my speech: for I have slain a man to my wounding, and a young man to my hurt. If Cain shall be avenged sevenfold, truly Lamech seventy and sevenfold.”

9. Is Enoch the sixth or the seventh generation from Adam?

Sixth, Adam, Seth, Enos, Cainan, Mahalaleel, Jared, Enoch
 Genesis 5:3-18 “And Adam...begat a son...and called his name Seth. And Seth...begat Enos...And Enos...begat Cainan... And Cainan...begat Mahalaleel...And Mahalaleel...begat Jared...And Jared...begat Enoch.”
I Chronicles 1:1-2 “Adam, Sheth, Enosh, Kenan, Mahalaleel, Jered, Henoch ...” Luke 3:37-38 “Which was the son of Mathusala, which was the son of Enoch, which

was the son of Jared, which was the son of Maleleel, which was the son of Cainan, Which was the son of Enos, which was the son of Seth, which was the son of Adam, which was the son of God.”

Enoch is the seventh generation
 Jude 1:14 “And Enoch also, the seventh from Adam, prophesied of these, saying, Behold, the Lord cometh with ten thousands of his saints.” D. Noah and the Great Deluge
 1. Noah begat three sons in one year
 Genesis 5:32 “And Noah was five hundred years old: and Noah begat Shem, Ham, and Japheth.” 
Note: Were Noah’s sons triplets? Or did Noah’s sons have different mothers?
2. The existence of Nephilim before and after the flood

There were Nephilim before and after the Flood
 Genesis 6:4 “There were Nephilim (giants) in the earth in those days; and also after that, when the sons of God came in unto the daughters of men, and they bare children to
 them, the same became mighty men which were of old, men of renown.” Numbers 13:33 “And there we saw the giants, the sons of Anak, which come of the giants: and we were in our own sight as grasshoppers, and so we were in their sight.” 
The Flood annihilated all creatures other than Noah and his family
 Genesis 7:21 “And all flesh died that moved upon the earth, both of fowl, and of cattle, and of beast, and of every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth, and every man:” 3. Why did God annihilate everything when he was only displeased with men?

Genesis 6:5-7 “And God saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth…And the Lord said, I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the earth; both man, and beast, and the creeping thing, and the fowls of the air; for it repenteth me that I have made them.” 

Note: Why did God destroy everything when he was only displeased with men? Why did God repent making man on earth if God knows everything?
4. Because the human imagination is evil, what did God do?

God will destroy
 Genesis 6:5,7 “And God saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every imagination of the thoughts of his [man] heart was only evil continually… And the Lord said, I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the earth…”

God will not destroy
 Genesis 8:21 “And…the Lord said in his heart, I will not again curse the ground any more for man’s sake; for the imagination of man’s heart is evil from his youth; neither will I again smite any more every thing living, as I have done.”

Note: Why should the evil imagination of man be the reason for both his doom and salvation?
5. Noah was perfect?
 Yes, Noah was perfect
Genesis 6:9 “These are the generations of Noah: Noah was a just man and perfect in his generations, and Noah walked with God.”
Genesis 7:1 “And the Lord said unto Noah, Come thou and all thy house into the ark; for thee have I seen righteous before me in this generation.”

No, Noah was not perfect
 Genesis 9:20-21 “And Noah began to be an husbandman, and he planted a vineyard: And he [Noah] drank of the wine, and was drunken; and he was uncovered within his tent.”
6. God killed so many creatures because of so much violence on earth

Genesis 6:11-13 “And God looked upon the earth, and, behold, it was corrupt; for all flesh had corrupted his way upon the earth. And God said unto Noah, The end of all flesh is come before me; for the earth is filled with violence through them; and, behold, I will destroy them with the earth.” 

Note: Why kill the animals when the humans were the ones at fault?
7. How many animals were in the ark?
 Two of a kind
Genesis 6:19 “And of every living thing of all flesh, two of every sort shalt thou bring into the ark.”
Genesis 7:8-9 “Of clean beasts, and of beasts that are not clean, and of fowls, and of every thing that creepeth upon the earth, There went in two and two unto Noah into the ark, the male and the female, as God had commanded Noah.”
Genesis 7:15 “And they went in unto Noah into the ark, two and two of all flesh, wherein is the breath of life.”

Seven of a kind
Genesis 7:2 “Of every clean beast thou shalt take to thee by sevens, the male and his female: and of beasts that are not clean by two, the male and his female.”
Genesis 7:3 “Of fouls also of the air by sevens, the male and the female...”

8. Concerning animals that are clean and unclean
 God ordered Noah to take seven of the clean and two of the unclean Genesis 7:2 “Of every clean beast thou shalt take to thee by sevens, the male and his female: and of beasts that are not clean by two, the male and his female.” God declared what animals are clean and unclean
 Leviticus 11:4-47 “Nevertheless these shall ye not eat of them that chew the cud… This is the law of the beasts… To make a difference between the unclean and the clean, and between the beast that may be eaten and the beast that may not be eaten.”

Note: The law about clean and unclean animals was only declared in the Book of Leviticus, at a much later time than the time of Noah. 
9. Noah and his family entered the ark twice?

Noah loaded the animals in seven days, the family entered the ark and the rains came Genesis 7:7 “And  Noahwent in, and his sons, and his wife, and his sons’ wives with him,into the ark, because of the waters of the flood… And it came to pass  afterseven days, that the waters of the flood were upon the earth.”

Noah loaded the animals in one day, the family entered the ark and the rains came Genesis 7:13 “In the selfsame day  entered Noah, and Shem, and Ham,and Japheth, the sons ofNoah, and Noah’s wife, and the three wives ofhis sons with them, into the ark.”

10. Duration of Noah’s Flood
 A total of 40 days
 Genesis 7:12 “And the rain was upon the earth forty days and forty nights.” A total of 150 days
 Genesis 7:24 “And the waters prevailed upon the earth an hundred and fifty days.” Genesis 8:3 “And the waters returned from off the earth continually: and after the end of
 the hundred and fifty days the waters were abated.” 
Note: A worldwide flood most likely never happened. The story about Noah was most likely a local one. 
11. When did the earth become dry?

Six hundredth and first year, in the first month, the first day of the month Genesis 8:13 “And it came to pass in the six hundredth and first year, in the first month, the first day of the month, the waters were dried up from off the earth…the face of the ground was dry.”

Second month, on the seven and twentieth day of the month
 Genesis 8:14 “And in the second month, on the seven and twentieth day of the month, was the earth dried.” 
Note: It is commonly believed that after the flood, Noah's ark rested upon the mountains of Ararat in Turkey (see Genesis 8:4).
12. Noah killed one of every clean beast and every clean fowl after the flood
 Genesis 8:20 “And Noah builded an altar unto the Lord; and took of every clean beast, and of every clean fowl, and offered burnt offerings on the altar.” Note: After painstakingly trying to save a pair of each animal, he killed one of every ‘clean’ animal considering there was only one male and female of each (or was there seven) saved for each clean animal?

13. The curse of Canaan 

Genesis 9:22-25 “And Ham, the father of Canaan, saw the nakedness of his father, and told his two brethren without... And Noah awoke from his wine, and knew what his younger son had done unto him. And he said, Cursed be Canaan; a servant of servants shall he be unto his brethren.”

Note: Noah cursed Canaan for the fact that Ham saw him naked. Noah disrobed himself when he was drunk thus none of his sons were at fault for seeing him naked. The curse of Canaan (also called the curse of Ham) was used to justify racism and Negro enslavement. Because of a belief that the people of Black African ancestry descended from Ham, the curse of Canaan uttered by Noah is a justification for enslavement. Members of the Mormon religion of Black African ancestry were banned from priesthood until 1978 because of this belief. 

E. The Tower of Babel 1. How many languages were there before the Tower of Babel? 
 Many languages
Genesis 10:5,20,31 “By these were the isles of the Gentiles divided in their lands; every one after his tongue…These are the sons of Ham, after their families, after their tongue… These are the sons of Shem, after their families, after their tongues, in their lands, after their nations.”

One language
 Genesis 11:1 “And the whole earth was of one language, and of one speech.” F. The Time of Patriarchs 1. Who was the father of Shelah (Salah)?
 Arpachshad [Arphaxad] was the father of Shelah
 Genesis 11:12 “And Arphaxad lived five and thirty years and begat Salah.” 
Cainan was the father of Shelah and Arpachshad [Arphaxad] was the grandfather of Shelah
 Luke 3:35-36 “Which was the son of Sala, which was the son of Cainan, which was the son of Arphaxad.” 2. How old was Terah when Abram was born?
 Terah was seventy years old
 Genesis 11:26 “And Terah lived seventy years, and begat Abram, Nahor, and Haran.”  
Terah was 130 years old
Genesis 11:32 “And the days of Terah were two hundred and five years; and Terah died in Haran.”
Genesis 12:4 “So Abram departed, as the Lord had spoken unto him; and Lot went with him; and Abram was seventy and five years old when he departed out of Haran (Terah was already dead).” 

Note: Terah was 205 years old when she died. Abram was 75 years old when Terah died, therefore Terah was 130 years old when she begat Abram.
3. What was the age of Abram when he left Haran after Terah died? 

Abram was one hundred thirty five
 Genesis 11:26 “And Terah lived seventy years, and begat Abram, Nahor, and Haran.” Genesis 11:32 “And the days of Terah were two hundred and five years; and Terah died
 in Haran.” Abram was seventy and five years old
 Genesis 12:4 “So Abram departed, as the Lord had spoken unto him; and Lot went with him; and Abram was seventy and five years old when he departed out of Haran (Terah was already dead).” 

Acts 7:4 “Then came he out of the land of the Chaldaeans, and dwelt in Charran: and from thence, when his father was dead, he removed him into this land, wherein ye now dwell.” Note: Terah’s age when Abram was born (70), Terah’s age when he died (205), thus Abram was 135 years old when Terah died. But the Bible says that Abram was 75 years old when he left Haran after Terah died. 

4. Did Abraham know where he was going when he went to Canaan?
 Yes, Abraham left to go to Canaan
 Genesis 12:5 “And Abram took Sarai his wife…they went forth to go into the land of Canaan; and into the land of Canaan they came.” No, Abraham did not know where he was going
 Hebrews 11:8 “By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into a place which he should after receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not knowing whither he went.”

5. Abraham pimped his wife to the Pharaoh and to Abimelech, King of Gerar

Abraham did pimp his wife to the Pharaoh but God punished the Pharaoh instead Genesis 12:14-17 “When Abram was come into Egypt the Egyptians beheld the woman [Sarai] that she was very fair... And he [Pharaoh] entreated Abram well for her sake:
 and he had sheep, and oxen…and camels. And the Lord plagued Pharaoh and his house with great plagues because of Sarai Abram’s wife.” 
Abraham pimped his wife again to Abimelech but God did not punished King Abimelech
Genesis 20:2-3, 14 “And Abraham said of Sarah his wife, She is my sister: and Abimelech king of Gerar sent, and took Sarah. But God came to Abimelech in a dream…and said to him, Behold, thou art but a dead man, for the woman which thou hast taken; for she is a man’s wife... And Abimelech took sheep…and womenservants, and gave them unto Abraham, and restored him Sarah his wife.”

Note: Abraham pimp his wife to the Pharaoh to protect himself, and God plagued the Pharaoh’s house for taking Abraham’s wife. Why did God punish the Pharaoh instead of Abraham? Abraham also pimped Sarai to Abimelech but unlike the Pharaoh, God did not punish Abimelech. Sarai was approaching ninety years old and she was still desirable in the Pharaoh and Abimelech’s eyes? And, because of Sarai’s beauty the Pharaoh provided Abraham with sheep, oxen, he asses, menservants, maidservants, she asses, and camels, and Abimelech gave Abraham sheep, oxen, menservants, and womenservants.

6. Dan and Hebron
 The place called Hebron
 Genesis 13:18 “Then Abram…came and dwelt in the plain of Mamre, which is in Hebron,..”  
Joshua 14:15 “And the name of Hebron before was Kirjatharba…” 
The city of Dan
Genesis 14:14 “When Abram heard that his brother was taken captive, he…pursued them unto Dan.”
Judges 18:29 “And they called the name of the city Dan, after the name of Dan their father, who was born unto Israel: howbeit the name of the city was Laish at the first.”

Note: The place called Hebron was named Hebron at a much later date and the city of Dan was not named Dan until the time of Judges. 
7. Who spoke with Hagar?

The angel 
 Genesis 16:7-11 “He [angel of the Lord] said, Hagar, Sarai’s maid, whence camest thou? … And the angel of the Lord said unto her [Hagar], Return to thy mistress… And the angel of the Lord said unto her [Hagar], I will multiply thy seed exceedingly…and the

angel of the Lord said unto her [Hagar], Behold…”  
The Lord
 Genesis 16:13 “And she [Hagar] called the name of the Lord that spake unto her, Thou God seest me: for she said, Have I also here looked after him that seeth me?” 8. God requires circumcision as a covenant between God and man 
 Genesis 17:9-14 “And God said unto Abraham, Thou shalt keep my covenant therefore, thou, and thy seed after thee in their generations...” 
Summary: God requires every son who descended from Abraham and the son of his servants to be circumcised eight days after being born. 
9. An uncircumcised child must be abandoned
 Genesis 17:14 “And the uncircumcised man child whose flesh of his foreskin is not circumcised, that soul shall be cut off from his people; he hath broken my covenant.” 10. Abraham scoffed the idea that he is going to have a child

Genesis 17:17 “Then Abraham fell upon his face, and laughed, and said in his heart, Shall a child be born unto him that is an hundred years old? and shall Sarah, that is ninety years old, bear?”

Note: Why should Abraham be concerned if he can still father a child at age 100 when his father Terah had him when he was 130 years old?
11. Abraham circumcised himself and his entire household when he was 99 years old 

Genesis 17:24-27 “And Abraham was ninety-nine years old when he was circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin. And Ishmael his son was thirteen years old when he was circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin…all the men of his house, those born in the house and those bought with money from a foreigner, were circumcised with him.”

Note: In Genesis 14:14, it is mentioned that Abraham had a total of 318 servants.
 Abraham circumcised his entire household of 318 servants, his sons and himself when he was 99 years old.
12. Abraham fed God and God dined with Abraham

Genesis 18:1, 8 “And the Lord appeared unto him in the plains of Mamre: and he sat in the tent door in the heat of the day…And he [Abraham] took butter, and milk, and the calf which he had dressed, and set it before them; and he stood by them under the tree, and they did eat.”

13. Did Abraham sacrifice Isaac to God?

God prevented Abraham from sacrificing Isaac
 Genesis 22:12 “And he said, Lay not thine hand upon the lad, neither do thou any thing unto him: for now I know that thou fearest God, seeing thou hast not withheld thy son, thine only son from me.”

Abraham went down from the mountains without mention of Isaac
 Genesis 22:5, 16, 19 “And Abraham said unto his young men, Abide ye here with the ass; and I and the lad will go yonder and worship, and come again to you. And said, By myself have I sworn, saith the Lord, for because thou hast done this thing, and hast not withheld thy son, thine only son... So Abraham returned unto his young men, and they rose up and went together to Beersheba; and Abraham dwelt at Beersheba.”

14. How many sons did Abraham have?
 Two
 Genesis 16:15 “And Hagar bare Abram a son: and Abram called his son’s name, which
Hagar bare, Ishmael .”
Genesis 17:19 “And God said, Sarah thy wife Sarah shall bear thee a son indeed; and
 thou shalt, call his name Isaac and I will establish my covenant with him for an
 everlasting covenant, and with his seed after him.”
Genesis 21:2 “For Sarah conceived, and bare Abraham a son in his old age…” Galatians 4:22 “For it is written that Abraham had two sons, the one by a bondmaid and
 the other by a free woman.”

One
Genesis 22:12 “And he [God] said…for now I know that thou fearest God, seeing thou hast not withheld thy son [Isaac], thine only son from me.”
Hebrews 11:17 “By faith Abraham, when he was tried, offered up Isaac…his only begotten son.”

Eight, since Abraham later bore six children with Keturah
 Genesis 25:1-2 “Then again Abraham took a wife, and her name was Keturah. And she bare him Zimran, and Jokshan, and Medan, and Midian, and Ishbak, and Shuah.”

15. Did Sarah have faith that she would conceive?

Yes, Sarah had faith
 Hebrews 11:11 “Through faith also Sara herself received strength to conceive seed, and was delivered of a child when she was past age, because she judged him faithful who had promised.”

No, Sarah laughed at God
 Genesis 18:10-15 “Sarah thy wife shall have a son… Therefore Sarah laughed within herself…and the Lord said unto Abraham, Wherefore did Sarah laugh…Then Sarah denied, saying, I laughed not; for she was afraid. And he [Lord] said, Nay; but thou didst laugh.”

16. Abraham questioned God, “Shall not the judge of all the earth do right?”

Genesis 18:23, 25 “And Abraham drew near, and said (to God), Wilt thou also destroy the righteous with the wicked? That be far from thee to do after this manner, to slay the righteous with the wicked: and that the righteous should be as the wicked, that be far from thee: Shall not the Judge of all the earth do right?”

17. God helped in giving Abraham a son?
 Abraham begat a son with the help of God
Genesis 21:2 “For Sarah conceived, and bare Abraham a son in his old age, at the set time of which God had spoken to him.”
Romans 4:19 “And being not weak in faith, he considered not his own body now dead, when he was about an hundred years old, neither yet the deadness of Sarah’s womb”
Hebrews 11:12 “Therefore sprang there even of one, and him [Abraham] as good as dead, so many as the stars of the sky in multitude, and as the sand which is by the sea

shore innumerable.”

Abraham begat six more children without the interference of God
 Genesis 25:1-2 “Then again Abraham took a wife, and her name was Keturah. And she bare him Zimran, and Jokshan, and Medan, and Midian, and Ishbak, and Shuah.” 
Note: Why did God interfere in giving Abraham an offspring, when Abraham begat more children in the future?
18. Was Abraham justified by faith?
 By faith
 Romans 4:2 “For if Abraham were justified by works, he hath whereof to glory.” 
By works
 James 2:21 “Was not Abraham our father justified by works, when he had offered Isaac his son upon the altar?” 19. Who destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah?
 The angels
 Genesis 19:13 “For we will destroy this place, because the cry of them is waxen great before the face of the Lord; and the Lord hath sent us [angels] to destroy it.” 
God
 Genesis 19:24 “Then the Lord rained upon Sodom and upon Gomorrah brimstone and fire from the Lord out of heaven” 20. Was Sodom and Gomorrah the only destroyed cities?
 Yes
 Genesis 19:24 “Then the Lord rained upon Sodom and upon Gomorrah brimstone and fire from the Lord out of heaven.” No, Sodom, Gomorrah, Admah and Zeboim
 Deuteronomy 29:23 “And that the whole land thereof is brimstone, and salt, and burning, that it is not sown, nor beareth, nor any grass groweth therein, like the overthrow of Sodom, and Gomorrah, Admah, and Zeboim, which the Lord overthrew in his anger, and in his wrath”

Note: Sodom, Gomorrah, Admah, Zeboim and Bela (Zoar) are collectively called the Cities of the Plain. Lot escaped to Zoar after fleeing from Sodom (Genesis 19:22). The destruction of these cities was most likely caused by a volcanic eruption. Today it is widely believed that the Dead Sea is where these cities were once located.

21. Were Lot’s daughters virgins?
 Lot claims his daughters were virgins
 Genesis 9:8 “Behold now, I [Lot] have two daughters which have not known man...” 
Lot’s daughters were married
 Genesis 19:14 “And Lot... spake unto his sons in law, which married his daughters...” 22. Was Lot a righteous man?

Yes, Lot was righteous
 II Peter 3:7-8 “And delivered just Lot, vexed with the filthy conversation of the wicked: (For that righteous man dwelling among them, in seeing and hearing, vexed his righteous soul from day to day with their unlawful deeds;).” 

Lot, an upright man, pimped his daughters to protect his male visitors Genesis 19:1-8 “And there came two angels to Sodom (and Lot received them in his house and the men of Sodom went to Lot’s house to look for them and Lot replied) I have two daughters which have not known man; let me, I pray you, bring them out unto you, and do ye to them as is good in your eyes: only unto these men do nothing…”

Summary: Lot pimp his two daughters to protect his male visitors from the inhabitants of Sodom.
Lot lied about the virginity of his daughters
 Genesis 9:8 “Behold now, I have two daughters which have not known man.” Genesis 19:14 “And Lot... spake unto his sons in law, which married his daughters...”

Lot impregnated his daughters when he was drunk
 Genesis 19:33-35 “And they [Lot’s daughters] made their father drink wine… and lay with him... Thus were both the daughters of Lot with child by their father.” Note: The daughters thought that their father was the only man on earth.
23. Was Lot Abraham’s brother or nephew?
 Nephew
 Genesis 11:27 “Now these are the generations of Terah: Terah begat Abram, Nahor, and Haran; and Haran begat Lot…”
Genesis 12:5 “And Abram took Sarai his wife, and Lot his brother’s son …” Genesis 14:12 “…Lot, Abram’s brother’s son, who dwelt in Sodom…”

Brother
 Genesis 14:14, 16 “And when Abram heard that his brother [Lot] was taken captive, he armed his trained servants, born in his own house, three hundred and eighteen, and
 pursued them unto Dan…And he brought back all the goods, and also brought again his [Abraham] brother Lot, and his goods…” 24. How old was Ishmael when he was abandoned?
 More than thirteen years old
 Genesis 17:16 “Abram was eighty-six years old when Hagar gave birth to his son Ishmael.”
Genesis 17:25 “And Ishmael his son was thirteen years old, when he was circumcised in
 the flesh of his foreskin.”
Genesis 21:5 “And Abraham was an hundred years old …”

An infant
 Genesis 21:14-15 “And Abraham rose up early in the morning, and took bread, and a bottle of water, and gave it unto Hagar, putting it on her shoulder, and the child, and sent her away: and she departed, and wandered in the wilderness...and she cast the child under one of the shrubs.”

Note: Ishmael was already 13 years old in Genesis 17, yet he was carried as an infant in Genesis 21.
25. Who named the place called Beersheba?
 Abraham
 Genesis 21:31 “Wherefore he [Abraham] called that place Beersheba; because there they sware both of them.” 
Isaac
 Genesis 26:33 “And he [Isaac] called it Shebah: therefore the name of the city is Beersheba unto this day.” 26. The Philistines and Chaldeans
 The Ur of the Chaldeans
 Genesis 11:31 “And Terah took Abram his son… from Ur of the Chaldees…” Genesis 15:7 “… I am the Lord that brought thee [Abram] out of Ur of the Chaldees…”  
Note: But the Chaldeans did not come to the region of Ur until 1100 BCE, 700 years after Abraham’s supposed migration from Ur. 
The land of the Philistines
 Genesis 21:32 “Thus they made a covenant at Beersheba: then Abimelech rose up, and Phichol the chief captain of his host, and they returned into the land of the Philistines.” 
Note: But the Philistines did not come to the region of Canaan until 1200 BCE, 800 years after Abraham’s supposed migration from Ur.
27. Did Abraham know God’s name?
 Abraham named a place after God’s name
 Genesis 22:14 “And Abraham called the name of that place Jehovahjireh: as it is said to this day, In the mount of the Lord it shall be seen.” 
Abraham did not know God’s name
 Exodus 6:3 “And I appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, by the name of God Almighty, but by my name JEHOVAH was I not known to them.” 28. Abraham made his servant swear (by putting his hand under Abraham’s thigh) that he will not allow Isaac to marry a Canaanite

Genesis 24:3, 9 “And I will make thee swear by the Lord… that thou shalt not take a wife unto my son of the daughters of the Canaanites… And the servant put his hand under the thigh of Abraham… and sware to him concerning that matter.”

Note: Putting the hand under one’s thigh is a euphemism for holding one's genitalia (see Genesis 47:29). It is an ancient ritual of swearing and it signifies the importance of the oath. Although Abraham’s servant is unidentified, it is widely believed that he is Eliezer of Damascus (see Genesis 15:2).

29. Was Keturah Abraham’s wife or concubine?
 Abraham’s wife
 Genesis 25:1 “Then again Abraham took a wife, and her name was Keturah.” 
Abraham’s concubine
 I Chronicles 1:32 “Now the sons of Keturah, Abraham’s concubine:” 30. Who owns the sepulcher that Abraham purchased?

Ephron
 Genesis 23:13-20 “And he [Abraham] spake unto Ephron…I will give thee money for the field…I will bury my dead there...Abraham weighed to Ephron…four hundred
 shekels of silver...” Hamor (Emmor)
 Acts 7:15-16 “So Jacob went down into Egypt, and died, he, and our fathers, And were carried over into Sychem, and laid in the sepulchre that Abraham bought for a sum of money of the sons of Emmor the father of Sychem.”

31. Who bought the sepulcher from Hamor (Emmor)? 

Jacob 
 Joshua 24:32 “And the bones of Joseph, which the children of Israel brought up out of Egypt, buried they in Shechem, in a parcel of ground which Jacob bought of the sons of Hamor the father of Shechem for an hundred pieces of silver…”

Abraham 
 Acts 7:16 “And were carried over into Sychem, and laid in the sepulchre that Abraham bought for a sum of money of the sons of Emmor the father of Sychem.” 32. How much was the sepulcher?

Four hundred shekels of silver
 Genesis 23:13-20 “… And Ephron answered Abraham…the land is worth four hundred shekels of silver…and Abraham weighed to Ephron the silver…four hundred shekels of silver...”

One hundred pieces of silver
 Joshua 24:32 “And the bones of Joseph, which the children of Israel brought up out of Egypt, buried they in Shechem, in a parcel of ground which Jacob bought of the sons of Hamor the father of Shechem for an hundred pieces of silver: and it became the inheritance of the children of Joseph.”

Then Jacob gave Esau bread and pottage of lentiles; and he did eat and drink, and rose up, and went his way: thus Esau despised his birthright.”

34. Isaac visited the king of the Philistines
 Genesis 26:1 “And there was a famine in the land, beside the first famine that was in the days of Abraham. And Isaac went unto Abimelech king of the Philistines unto Gerar.” 
Note: But the Philistines came to live in the region 800 years after the time of Isaac.
35. Isaac pimped his wife to the same king (King Abimelech) that Abraham pimped Sarai 

Genesis 12:13 “Say, I [Abraham] pray thee, thou art my sister: that it may be well with me for thy sake; and my soul shall live because of thee.”
Genesis 26:7 “And the men of the place asked him [Isaac] of his wife; and he [Isaac] said, She is my sister: for he feared to say, She is my wife; lest, said he, the men of the place should kill me for Rebekah; because she was fair to look upon.”

36. Who was the father of Bashemath?
 Elon the Hittite
 Genesis 26:34 “And Esau was forty years old when he took to wife Judith the daughter of Beeri the Hittite, and Bashemath the daughter of Elon the Hittite.” 
Ishmael
 Genesis 36:3 “And Bashemath Ishmael’s daughter, sister of Nebajoth.” 37. Who were Esau’s wives?
 Judith, Basemath and Mahalath 
 Genesis 26:34 “When Esau was forty years old, he took as wives Judith the daughter of Beeri the Hittite, and Basemath the daughter of Elon the Hittite.”
Genesis 28:9 “So Esau went to Ishmael and took Mahalath the daughter of Ishmael,
 Abraham’s son, the sister of Nebajoth, to be his wife in addition to the wives he had.”

Adah, Aholibamah and Basemath
 Genesis 36:2-3 “Esau took his wives from the daughters of Canaan: Adah the daughter of Elon the Hittite; Aholibamah the daughter of Anah, the daughter of Zibeon the Hivite; and Basemath, Ishmael’s daughter, sister of Nebajoth.”

38. Who was the daughter of Elon the Hittite, who was Esau’s wife?
 Basemath
 Genesis 26:34 “When Esau was forty years old, he took as wives…Basemath the daughter of Elon the Hittite.” 
Adah
 Genesis 36:2 “Esau took his wives from the daughters of Canaan: Adah the daughter of Elon the Hittite…” 39. Who was Laban’s father?
 Bethuel
 Genesis 28:5 “And Isaac sent away Jacob: and he went to Padanaram unto Laban, son of Bethuel the Syrian, the brother of Rebekah, Jacob’s and Esau’s mother.” 
Nahor
 Genesis 29:5 “And he said unto them, Know ye Laban the son of Nahor?” 40. Jacob named a place called Bethel twice
 Jacob names Bethel before meeting Rachel
 Genesis 28:19 “And he [Jacob] called the name of that place Bethel: but the name of that city was called Luz at the first.” 
Jacob names Bethel before Rachel dies
 Genesis 35:15 “And Jacob called the name of the place where God spake with him, Bethel.” 
Jacob named a place Bethel that was already called Bethel
Genesis 12:8 “And he removed from thence unto a mountain on the east of Bethel, and pitched his tent, having Bethel on the west…”
Genesis 13:3 “And he went on his journeys from the south even to Bethel, unto the place where his tent had been at the beginning, between Bethel and Hai.”

41. Is Bethel and Luz the same place?
 Yes
Genesis 28:19 “And he called the name of that place Bethel: but the name of that city was called Luz at the first.”
Genesis 35:6 “So Jacob came to Luz, which is in the land of Canaan, that is, Bethel, he and all the people that were with him.”
Judges 1:23 “And the house of Joseph sent to descry Bethel. (Now the name of the city before was Luz.)”

No
 Joshua 16:2 “And goeth out from Bethel to Luz, and passeth along unto the borders of Archi to Ataroth”
Judges 1:26 “And the man went into the land of the Hittites, and built a city, and called
 the name thereof Luz: which is the name thereof unto this day.”

42. Jacob did not know he was sleeping with the wrong woman

Genesis 29:21-25 “Jacob said unto Laban, Give me my wife…in the evening, that he [Laban] took Leah his daughter, and brought her to him…in the morning, behold, it was Leah: and he said to Laban, What is this thou hast done unto me? did not I serve…for Rachel? wherefore then hast thou beguiled me?”

Note: Were Jacob’s eyes closed all the time that he did not see he was sleeping with a different woman? 
43. Rachel agreed to barter Jacob to have a night with Leah in exchange for mandrakes 

Genesis 30:15-16 “Rachel said, “Then he [Jacob] may lie with you tonight in exchange for your son’s mandrakes.“ When Jacob came from the field in the evening, Leah went out to meet him and said, “You must come in to me, for I have hired you with my son’s mandrakes.” So he lay with her that night.”

44. God wrestled with Jacob and Jacob won

Jacob prevailed against God so God dislocated Jacob’s joint
 Genesis 32:24-25, 28 “And Jacob was leftalone;and there wrestled aman with him until the breaking ofthe day… And when he saw that he prevailed not against him, he touched the hollow of his thigh; and the hollow of Jacob’s thigh was out of joint, as he wrestled with him. And he said, Thy name shall be called no more Jacob, but Israel: for as aprince hast thou powerwith God and with men, and hast prevailed.”

The Jews does not eat the sinew because of what happened to Jacob
 Genesis 32:32 “Therefore the children of Israel eat not of the sinew which shrank, which is upon the hollow of the thigh, unto this day: because he touched the hollow of Jacob’s thigh in the sinew that shrank.”

45. What should Jacob be called?
 God renames Jacob for the first time
 Genesis 32:28 “And he said, Thy name shall be called no more Jacob, but Israel: for as a prince hast thou power with God and with men, and hast prevailed.” 
God renames Jacob for the second time 
 Genesis 35:10 “And God said unto him, Thy name is Jacob: thy name shall not be called any more Jacob, but Israel shall be thy name: and he called his name Israel.” 
God calls Jacob, Jacob
 Genesis 46:2 “And God spake unto Israel in the visions of the night, and said, Jacob, Jacob. And he said, Here am I.” 46. Dinah’s brothers killed all the males in a city because Shechem defiled Dinah

Genesis 34:1-31 “…when Shechem the son of Hamor the Hivite, prince of the country, saw her [Dinah], he took her, and lay with her, and defiled her …(Dinah’s brothers deceivingly told Shechem to have him and all his people circumcised) …when they were sore…Dinah’s brethren…slew all the males...”

Note: Shechem the son of Hamor the Hivite, prince of the country loved Dinah dearly and slept with her and asked for her hand for marriage. But Dinah’s brothers does not like the idea that Sechem slept with Dinah to begin with, so they convinced all the males in the city were Shechem lived, including Sechem to be circumcised with the motive of killing all of them while they were still sore due to their circumcision. Then, Dinah’s brothers killed all the males and plundered the city.

47. Reuben slept with his father’s concubine
 Genesis 35:22 “While Israel lived in that land, Reuben went and lay with Bilhah his father’s concubine. And Israel heard of it.” 48. Who was Korah’s father?
 Esau
 Genesis 36:14 “And these were the sons of Aholibamah, the daughter of Anah the daughter of Zibeon, Esau’s wife: and she bare to Esau Jeush, and Jaalam, and Korah.” Eliphaz

 Genesis 36:2, 14 “Esau took his wives of the daughters of Canaan; Adah the daughter of Elon the Hittite, and Aholibamah the daughter of Anah the daughter of Zibeon the Hivite…”

A brother of Zibeon
 Genesis 36:20 “These are the sons of Seir the Horite, who inhabited the land; Lotan, and Shobal, and Zibeon, and Anah.” 
I Chronicles 1:38 “And the sons of Seir; Lotan, and Shobal, and Zibeon, and Anah, and Dishon, and Ezar, and Dishan.” A son of Zibeon
 Genesis 36:24 “And these are the children of Zibeon; both Ajah, and Anah.” I Chronicles 1:40 “…the sons of Zibeon; Aiah, and Anah.”

50. Who were the sons of Eliphaz?
 Teman, Omar, Zepho, Gatam, and Kenaz
 Genesis 36:11 “And the sons of Eliphaz were Teman, Omar, Zepho, and Gatam, and Kenaz.” Teman, Omar, Zepho, Kenaz, Korah, Gatam and Amalek

 Er, Judah’s firstborn was wicked in the sight of the Lord and the Lord slew him Genesis 38:7 “And Er… was wicked in the sight of the Lord; and the Lord slew him.” Onan, spilled his ‘seed’ and the Lord also slew him

Note: Judah asked Onan to impregnate Tamar. However, Onan spilled his ‘seed’. Thus, God slew him. Because of the story of Onan, many Christian groups bans the use of contraception and other non-procreational sexual acts (onanism).

Note: Tamar, the widow of Er and Onan, who were killed by God, bore two sons, Pharez and Zarah from her union with her father-in-law whom she deceived by dressing up as a prostitute. Pharez, one of the twins is an ancestor of Jesus.

55. Did seedtime and harvest stop for seven years?
 No
 Genesis 8:22 “…seedtime and harvest… and day and night shall not cease.” 
Yes
Genesis 41:54-56  “And the seven years of dearth began to come…as Joseph had said… and the famine waxed sore in the land of Egypt.”
Genesis 45:6 “For these two years hath the famine been in the land: and yet there are five years, in the which there shall neither be earing nor harvest.”

56. How many relatives of Jacob went to Egypt?
 Seventy
Genesis 46:27 “And the sons of Joseph, which were born him in Egypt, were two souls: all the souls of the house of Jacob, which came into Egypt, were threescore and ten.”
Exodus 1:5 “And all the souls that came out of the loins of Jacob were seventy souls: for Joseph was in Egypt already.”

 Moses

There were other writers

Note: In Genesis 12:6 and Genesis 13:7, how did Moses know that the Canaanites will leave their land, when the Canaanites left Canaan after Moses passed away? 

Numbers 12:3 “Now the man Moses was very meek, above all the men which were upon the face of the earth.” 
Deuteronomy 34:5-6 “So Moses the servant of the Lord died there in the land of Moab, according to the word of the Lord. And he buried him in a valley in the land of Moab, over against Bethpeor: but no man knoweth of his sepulchre unto this day.” 
Deuteronomy 34:10 “And there arose not a prophet since in Israel like unto Moses, whom the Lord knew face to face.”

Note: In the book of Numbers and Deuteronomy, Moses was being identified as a third person, which suggests that there were other authors. In Deuteronomy, how did Moses write about his death?

Moses predates the first king, King Saul
 Genesis 36:31 “And these are the kings that reigned in the land of Edom, before there reigned any king over the children of Israel.” 
Note: How did Moses know in Genesis 36:31 that there will be kings in the future when Moses lived long before the first king, King Saul? 
2. Moses said he has uncircumcised lips

Genesis 6:12 “And Moses spake before the Lord, saying, Behold, the children of Israel have not hearkened unto me; how then shall Pharaoh hear me, who am of uncircumcised lips?”

3. When did the Exodus happen?

During the time of Thutmosis III (1448 BCE)
 I Kings 6:1 “And it came to pass in the four hundred and eightieth year after the children of Israel were come out of the land of Egypt, in the fourth year of Solomon’s reign over Israel, in the month Zif, which is the second month, that he began to build the house of the Lord.”

Note: Solomon reigned from 971 to 931 BCE.  
During the time of Rameses II (1279 - 1213 BCE)
 Exodus 1:11 “Therefore they did set over them taskmasters to afflict them with their burdens. And they built for Pharaoh treasure cities, Pithom and Raamses.” 
Note: It is widely believed that the cities Pithom and Raamses were built during the time of Rameses II.
During the time of Rameses III (1187 - 1156 BCE)
 Exodus 13:17 “And it came to pass, when Pharaoh had let the people go, that God led them not through the way of the land of the Philistines, although that was near; for God said, Lest peradventure the people repent when they see war, and they return to Egypt”

Note: The Philistines settled in Canaan towards the beginning of the 12th century BC during the time of Rameses III. 
During the time of Ahmose I, around 1600 BCE, coinciding with the volcanic eruption of Thera 
Exodus 7:20-11:5  “And Moses and Aaron … lifted up the rod, and smote the waters and all the waters that were in the river were turned to blood... (The ten plagues of Egypt).”
Exodus 14:21-22 “And Moses stretched out his hand over the sea; and the Lord caused the sea to go back by a strong east wind all that night, and made the sea dry land, and the waters were divided.”

Note: The eruption of the Aegean volcano of Thera (Santorini) is considered as one of the most plausible explanations for all the plagues and crossing of the Red Sea. 

4. Did Moses fear the Pharaoh?

Yes
 Exodus 2:14-15 “And he [a Hebrew] said, Who made thee a prince and a judge over us? intendest thou to kill me, as thou killedst the Egyptian? And Moses feared… Now when Pharaoh heard this thing, he sought to slay Moses. But Moses fled from the face of Pharaoh…”

No
 Hebrew 11:27 “By faith he [Moses] forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured, as seeing him who is invisible.” 5. Did God appear to Moses in the burning bush?
 Yes
 Exodus 3:4 “And when the Lord saw that he turned aside to see, God called unto him out of the midst of the bush, and said, Moses, Moses.” No, an angel
 Exodus 3:2 “And the angel of the Lord appeared unto him [Moses] in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush: and he looked, and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and the
 bush was not consumed.” Acts 7:35 “This Moses whom they refused, saying, Who made thee a ruler and a judge? the same did God send [to be] a ruler and a deliverer by the hand of the angel which appeared to him in the bush.”

6. Moses gave instructions to the Israelites to plunder the Egyptians

Exodus 3:22  “But every woman shall borrow of her neighbour, and of her that sojourneth in her house, jewels of silver, and jewels of gold, and raiment: and ye shall put them upon your sons, and upon your daughters; and ye shall spoil the Egyptians.”

Exodus 12:35-36 “And the children of Israel did according to the word of Moses; and they borrowed of the Egyptians jewels of silver, and jewels of gold, and raiment: And the Lord gave the people favour in the sight of the Egyptians, so that they lent unto them such things as they required. And they spoiled the Egyptians.”

7. Who was the father-in-law of Moses?

Reuel
 Exodus 2:18-21 “And when they came to Reuel their father, he said.... And Moses was content to dwell with the man: and he [Reuel] gave Moses Zipporah his daughter.”

Raguel
 Numbers 10:29 “And Moses said unto Hobab, the son of Raguel the Midianite, Moses’ father in law.”
Jethro
 Exodus 3:1 “Now Moses kept the flock of Jethro his father in law.”
Exodus 4:18 “And Moses went and returned to Jethro his father in law...” Exodus 18:1, 5 “Jethro, the priest of Midian, Moses’ father in law...Jethro Moses’ father

in law…”  
Hobab
 Judges 4:11 “Heber the Kenite, which was of the children of Hobab the father in law of Moses...” Note: Moses married two women, an Ethiopian woman (Numbers 12:1) and Zipporah. The Bible did not mention the Ethiopian woman’s name, but Josephus (Antiquities of the Jews) identified the first wife of Moses as Tharbis, an Ethiopian princess whom Moses married for political reasons. The names mentioned above as fatherin-law of Moses are assumed to be the father of Zipporah.

8. Who was Hobab?

The father-in-law of Moses
 Judges 4:11 “Now Heber the Kenite, which was of the children of Hobab the father in law of Moses, had severed himself from the Kenites, and pitched his tent unto the plain of Zaanaim, which is by Kedesh.”

The brother-in-law of Moses
 Numbers 10:29 “And Moses said unto Hobab, the son of Raguel the Midianite, Moses’ father in law, We are journeying unto the place of which the Lord said, I will give it you: come thou with us, and we will do thee good: for the Lord hath spoken good concerning Israel.”

9. God wanted to kill Moses because his son was not yet circumcised

Exodus 4:24-26 “And it came to pass…the Lord met him [Moses], and sought to kill him. Then Zipporah took a sharp stone, and cut off the foreskin of her son…and said, Surely a bloody husband art thou to me. So he let him go: then she said, A bloody husband thou art, because of the circumcision.”

10. Who hardened the Pharaoh’s heart?
 God hardened the Pharaoh’s heart many times
Exodus 4:21 “And the Lord said unto Moses… I will harden his [Pharaoh] heart, that he shall not let the people go.”
Exodus 7:3 “And I will harden Pharaoh’s heart, and multiply my signs and my wonders in the land of Egypt.”
Exodus 7:13 “And he hardened Pharaoh’s heart, that he hearkened not unto them; as the Lord had said.”
Exodus 9:12 “And the Lord hardened the heart of Pharaoh…” 
Exodus 10:1 “And the Lord said unto Moses, Go in unto Pharaoh: for I have hardened his heart…” 
Exodus 10:20 “But the Lord hardened Pharaoh’s heart, so that he would not let the children of Israel go.” 
Exodus 10:27 “But the Lord hardened Pharaoh’s heart, and he would not let them go.”
Exodus 11:10 “…and the Lord hardened Pharaoh’s heart…” 
Exodus 14:4 “And I [Lord] will harden Pharaoh’s heart…” 
Exodus 14:8 “And the Lord hardened the heart of Pharaoh king of Egypt…” 
Exodus 14:17 “I will harden the hearts of the Egyptians, and they shall follow them: and I will get me honour.”

The Pharaoh hardened his own heart
 Exodus 8:15 “But when Pharaoh saw that there was respite, he hardened his heart…” I Samuel 6:6 “Wherefore then do ye harden your hearts, as the Egyptians and Pharaoh
 hardened their hearts?” Note: God was contradicting himself when He (God) hardened Pharaoh’s heart and sent the plagues against the Egyptians so the Pharaoh will let the Israelites go. Ironically, the Egyptians do not have a recorded history of Moses and the Israelites and the name of the Egyptian Pharaoh was never mentioned in the Bible. 

11. Who converted all the available water into blood?

Moses and Aaron
 Exodus 7:20 “And Moses and Aaron did so, as the Lord commanded; and he lifted up the rod, and smote the waters that were in the river, in the sight of Pharaoh, and in the sight of his servants; and all the waters that were in the river were turned to blood.”

The magicians of Egypt
 Exodus 7:22 “And the magicians of Egypt did so [convert water into blood] with their enchantments.” 
Note: After Moses and Aaron converted all the water to blood, there will be no water left for the magicians of Egypt to convert.
12. Who were the magicians of Egypt?

Exodus 7:11, 22 “Then Pharaoh also called the wise men and the sorcerers: now the magicians of Egypt…and the magicians of Egypt did so with their enchantments…”
II Timothy 3:8 “Now as Jannes and Jambres withstood Moses, so do these also resist the truth: men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith.”

Note: The book of Exodus did not mention the names of the magicians but Paul identified the magicians of Egypt as Jannes and Jambres.
13. All the horses of Egypt died earlier but there were still horses used to chase the Israelites

Exodus 9:3 “Behold, the hand of the Lord is upon thy cattle which is in the field, upon the horses, upon the asses, upon the camels, upon the oxen, and upon the sheep: there shall be a very grievous murrain.”

Exodus 14:9 “But the Egyptians pursued after them, all the horses and chariots of Pharaoh, and his horsemen, and his army, and overtook them encamping by the sea, beside Pihahiroth, before Baalzephon.”

14. The Pharaoh’s horses were all killed at least twice

Exodus 9:3 “Behold, the hand of the Lord is upon thy cattle which is in the field, upon the horses, upon the asses, upon the camels, upon the oxen, and upon the sheep: there shall be a very grievous murrain.”

Exodus 14:23 “And the Egyptians pursued, and went in after them to the midst of the sea, even all Pharaoh’s horses, his chariots, and his horsemen.” 15. God killed all the cattle twice and then killed all the firstborn cattle

All the cattle and horses in Egypt died because of a very grievous murrain Exodus 9:3, 6 “…there shall be a very grievous murrain…And the Lord did that thing on the morrow, and all the cattle of Egypt died: but of the cattle of the children of
 Israel died not one.” All the beasts (cattle and horses) in the field in Egypt died because of hail Exodus 9:19 “Send therefore now, and gather thy cattle, and all that thou hast in the field; for upon every man and beast which shall be found in the field, and shall not be brought home, the hail shall come down upon them, and they shall die.”

All the firstborn cattle died
 Exodus 12:29 “And it came to pass, that at midnight the Lord smote all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, from the firstborn of Pharaoh that sat on his throne unto the firstborn of the captive that was in the dungeon; and all the firstborn of cattle.”

Note: How can all the cattle be killed many times when all the cattle were already dead during the first time? How can the firstborn cattle die when all the cattle were already dead?

16. God will send plagues so people will know more about Him

Exodus 9:14 “For I will at this time send all my plagues upon thine heart, and upon thy servants, and upon thy people; that thou mayest know that there is none like me in all the earth.”

17. How long should the Israelites eat unleavened bread during the Passover?

Seven days
 Exodus 12:15 “Seven days shall ye eat unleavened bread.” 
Exodus 23:15 “Thou shalt eat unleavened bread seven days, as I commanded thee.” Deuteronomy 16:3 “Seven days shalt thou eat unleavened bread therewith, even the
 bread of affliction.”  
Six days
 Deuteronomy 16:8 “Six days thou shalt eat unleavened bread: and on the seventh day shall be a solemn assembly to the Lord thy God.” 18. All the houses in Egypt had at least one dead?

Exodus 12:29-30 “And it came to pass, that at midnight the Lord smote all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, from the firstborn of Pharaoh…and there was a great cry in Egypt; for there was not a house where there was not one dead.”

Note: Not all houses had children and not all houses had a firstborn. Therefore it is not correct to assume that every house had at least one dead.
19. Concerning the Passover
 Who can eat the Passover?
 Exodus 12:44 “But every man’s servant that is bought for money, when thou hast circumcised him, then shall he eat thereof.” Who cannot eat the Passover?
 Exodus 12:43, 45, 48 “And the Lord said…This is the ordinance of the passover: There shall no stranger eat there of: A foreigner and an hired servant shall not eat thereof.
 And when a stranger shall sojourn with thee…all his males be circumcised…no uncircumcised person shall eat thereof.” 
How to eat the Passover?
 Exodus 12:46 “In one house shall it be eaten; thou shalt not carry forth ought of the flesh abroad out of the house; neither shall ye break a bone thereof.” 20. Did God lead the Israelites to the land of the Philistines? 

No
 Exodus 13:17 “And it came to pass, when Pharaoh had let the people go, that God led them not through the way of the land of the Philistines, although that was near; for God said, Lest peradventure the people repent when they see war, and they return to Egypt.”

Yes
 Judges 3:3 “Namely, five lords of the Philistines, and all the Canaanites, and the Sidonians, and the Hivites that dwelt in mount Lebanon, from mount Baalhermon unto the entering in of Hamath.”

Note: The Philistines who descended from Casluchim (Genesis 10:14) migrated to Canaan at the beginning of 1200 B.C.E. as described in the book of Judges 3:3 about seven hundred years after it was called ‘the land of the Philistines’. 

21. It took the Israelites forty years to travel from Egypt to Canaan
 The shortest route from Egypt to Canaan is through the way of the land of the Philistines, a ten-day trip 
Exodus 13:17 “And it came to pass, when Pharaoh had let the people go, that God led them not through the way of the land of the Philistines, although that was near; for God said, Lest peradventure the people repent when they see war, and they return to Egypt.”

The route taken by the Israelites took them forty years
 Exodus 16:35 “And the children of Israel did eat manna forty years, until they came to a land inhabited; they did eat manna, until they came unto the borders of the land of Canaan.”

Numbers 14:33  “And your children shall wander in the wilderness forty years, and bear your whoredoms, until your carcases be wasted in the wilderness.”
Numbers 32:13 “And the Lord‘S anger was kindled against Israel, and he made them wander in the wilderness forty years, until all the generation, that had done evil in the sight of the Lord, was consumed.”

Note: The distance between Egypt and Canaan is a little over 200 miles and will take less than ten days to travel one way, but it took the Israelites 40 years to travel from Egypt to Canaan.

22. Why did the Israelites travel from Egypt to Canaan for forty years?

The Israelites might change their mind and return to Egypt
 Exodus 13:17 “And it came to pass, when Pharaoh had let the people go, that God led them not through the way of the land of the Philistines, although that was near; for God said,
 Lest peradventure the people repent when they see war, and they return to Egypt.” 
All the generation that displeased the Lord must be consumed 
Numbers 14:33  “And your children shall wander in the wilderness forty years, and bear your whoredoms, until your carcases be wasted in the wilderness.”
Numbers 32:13 “And the Lord’S anger was kindled against Israel, and he made them wander in the wilderness forty years, until all the generation, that had done evil in the sight of the Lord, was consumed.”

23. Where did Moses get water from a rock?

In Rephidim from the wilderness of Sin 
 Exodus 17:1-7 “And all the congregation of the children of Israel journeyed from the wilderness of Sin, ... and pitched in Rephidim: and there was no water...the Lord
 said...thou shalt smite the rock, and there shall come water out of it…And Moses did so in the sight of the elders of Israel...” In Kadesh from the desert of Zin
 Numbers 20:1-8 “Then...into the desert of Zin in the first month: and the people abode in Kadesh...there was no water...the Lord spake…saying, Take the rod...and ...Moses…smote the rock twice: and the water came out abundantly, and the congregation drank, and their beasts also.”

Numbers 27:14 “For ye rebelled against my commandment in the desert of Zin, in the strife of the congregation, to sanctify me at the water before their eyes: that is the water of Meribah in Kadesh in the wilderness of Zin.”

Deuteronomy 32:51 “Because ye trespassed against me among the children of Israel at the waters of MeribahKadesh, in the wilderness of Zin....” 24. Why was Moses forbidden to enter the Promise Land?

Because Moses struck the rock twice, instead of once
 Numbers 20:7-12 “And the Lord spake unto Moses…Take the rod...Moses lifted up his hand, and with his rod he smote the rock twice…the Lord spake unto Moses and Aaron, Because ye believed me not…therefore ye shall not bring this congregation into the land which I have given them.”

Note: The Lord spoke to both Aaron and Moses that they cannot enter the Promise Land because Moses struck the rock twice, was Aaron also punished for the misdeed of Moses? 

Because the Lord considered the whole generation evil including Moses Deuteronomy 1:34-37 “And the Lord heard the voice of your words…saying, Surely there shall not one of these men of this evil generation see that good land…Also the Lord was angry with me [Moses] for your sakes, saying, Thou also shalt not go in thither.”

Deuteronomy 3:23-26 “And I besought the Lord at that time, saying…I pray thee, let me go over, and see the good land that is beyond Jordan, that goodly mountain, and Lebanon. But the Lord was wroth with me for your sakes…”

25. God forbade Moses to enter the Promise Land even if Moses pleaded for it

Moses pleaded with God to allow him to cross Jordan and enter the Promise Land Deuteronomy 3:25-26 “I pray thee, let me go over, and see the good land that is beyond Jordan, that goodly mountain, and Lebanon. But the Lord was wroth with me for your sakes, and would not hear me: and the Lord said unto me, Let it suffice thee; speak no more unto me of this matter.” 

God only allowed Moses to see the Promise Land from afar
 Deuteronomy 34:1-4 “And Moses went up from the plains of Moab unto the mountain of Nebo… And the Lord said…This is the land which I sware unto Abraham, unto
 Isaac, and unto Jacob, saying, I will give it unto thy seed: I have caused thee to see it with thine eyes, but thou shalt not go over thither.” Note: Although Moses was God’s faithful servant that led the Israelites to the Promise Land, God refused Moses entry to the Promise Land. Moses, after devoting his entire life to lead an entire nation to their destination, was so painfully close, only to be refused entry, and was allowed only to see it from afar. 

26. Concerning Moses’ prayer and winning the war

Exodus 17:11-12 “And it came to pass, when Moses held up his hand, that Israel prevailed: and when he let down his hand, Amalek prevailed. But Moses hands were heavy; and they took a stone, and put it under him, and he sat thereon; and Aaron and Hur stayed up his hands, the one on the one side, and the other on the other side; and his hands were steady until the going down of the sun.”

Note: God required Moses to raise his hands in order for Israel to win the war.
27. Did God use an intermediary to give the law?

No, God gave the law directly to Moses 
 Exodus 20:1-17 “And God spake all these words, saying, I am the Lord thy God … Thou shalt have no other gods before me... thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s wife, nor his manservant...”

Yes, the law was ordained by angels in the hand of a mediator
 Galatians 3:19 “Wherefore then serveth the law? It was added because of transgressions, till the seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was ordained by angels in the hand of a mediator.”

28. God told the priests not to go up the steps to the altar and expose themselves 
 Exodus 20:26 “Neither shalt thou go up by steps unto mine altar, that thy nakedness be not discovered thereon.” 29. What are the Ten Comandments? Are there just ten?

The commandments from Exodus 20
 Exodus 20 “And God spake all these words, saying, I am the Lord thy God, which have brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage. 
 1. Thou shalt have no other gods before me. 
 2. Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that
 is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth. 3. Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain; for the Lord will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain. 
 4. Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy.
 5. Honour thy father and thy mother: that thy days may be long upon the land which the Lord thy God giveth thee. 
 6. Thou shalt not kill. 
 7. Thou shalt not commit adultery. 
 8. Thou shalt not steal. 
 9. Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbour. 
 10. Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s house, Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is thy neighbour’s.”

The commandments from Exodus 34
 Exodus 34:1-6, 10-28 “And the Lord said unto Moses, Hew thee two tables of stone like unto the first: and I will write upon these tables the words that were in the first tables, which thou brakest …
 1. For thou shalt worship no other god. 
 2. Thou shalt make thee no molten gods. 
 3. The feast of unleavened bread shalt thou keep. Seven days thou shalt eat unleavened
 bread, as I commanded thee, in the time of the month Abib: for in the month Abib thou camest out from Egypt. 4. All that openeth the matrix is mine; and every firstling among thy cattle, whether ox or sheep, that is male. But the firstling of an ass thou shalt redeem with a lamb: and if thou redeem him not, then shalt thou break his neck. All the firstborn of thy sons thou shalt redeem. And none shall appear before me empty. 

5. Six days thou shalt work, but on the seventh day thou shalt rest: in earing time and in harvest thou shalt rest. 
 6. And thou shalt observe the feast of weeks, of the firstfruits of wheat harvest, and the feast of ingathering at the year’s end. The first of the firstfruits of thy land thou shalt bring unto the house of the Lord thy God. 
 7. Thrice in the year shall all your menchildren appear before the Lord God, the God of Israel. 
 8. For I will cast out the nations before thee, and enlarge thy borders: neither shall any man desire thy land, when thou shalt go up to appear before the Lord thy God thrice in the year. 
 9. Thou shalt not offer the blood of my sacrifice with leaven; neither shall the sacrifice of the feast of the passover be left unto the morning. 
 10. Thou shalt not seethe a kid in his mother’s milk. 
 And the Lord said unto Moses, Write thou these words: for…I have made a covenant with thee and with Israel. And he was there with the Lord forty days and forty nights…And he wrote upon the tables the words of the covenant, the ten commandments.”

The commandments from Deuteronomy
 Deuteronomy 5:6-21 
1. “I am the Lord thy God, which brought thee out of the land of Egypt, from the house of bondage. Thou shalt have none other gods before me. 
 2. Thou shalt not make thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the waters beneath the earth: Thou shalt not bow down thyself unto them, nor serve them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me, And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love me and keep my commandments. 
 3. Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain: for the Lord will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain. 
 4. Keep the sabbath day to sanctify it.
 5. Honour thy father and thy mother, as the Lord thy God hath commanded thee; that thy days may be prolonged, and that it may go well with thee, in the land which the Lord thy God giveth thee. 
 6. Thou shalt not kill. 
 7. Neither shalt thou commit adultery. 
 8. Neither shalt thou steal. 
 9. Neither shalt thou bear false witness against thy neighbour. 
 10. Neither shalt thou desire thy neighbour’s wife, neither shalt thou covet thy neighbour’s house, his field, or his manservant, or his maidservant, his ox, or his ass, or any thing that is thy neighbour’s.”

Note: The Ten Commandments in Exodus 20 came from the first tablets. However, Moses broke the original tablets upon learning that the Israelites started worshipping other gods. Moses came back to the mountain to get another set of tablets. However, the Ten commandments in the second tablets listed in Exodus 34 are not the same as the first one.
 The Protestant’s Ten Commandments are slightly different from the Catholic’s Ten Commandments. The Catholic’s Ten commandments does not include the prohibition of graven images and qualifies the Protestant’s tenth commandment as two separate commandments namely: Thou shall not take thy neighbor’s wife and Thou shall not take thy neighbor’s goods. The inclusion of the commandment ‘Thou shalt not take thy neighbor’s wife…’ and not vice versa is an indication that wives are dealt with as mere properties.

30. Which mountain did Moses go to receive the commandments from God?

Sinai
 Exodus 31:18 “And he gave unto Moses, when he had made an end of communing with him upon mount Sinai, two tables of testimony, tables of stone, written with the finger of God.” 

Exodus 34:1-2 “And the Lord said unto Moses, Hew thee two tables of stone like unto the first: and I will write upon these tables the words that were in the first tables, which thou brakest…come up in the morning unto mount Sinai, and present thyself there to me in the top of the mount.”

Exodus 34:4 “And he hewed two tables of stone like unto the first; and Moses rose up early in the morning, and went up unto mount Sinai…and took in his hand the two tables of stone.”

Exodus 34:32 “And afterward all the children of Israel came nigh: and he gave them in commandment all that the Lord had spoken with him in mount Sinai.” Leviticus 26:46 “These are the statutes and judgments and laws, which the Lord made between him and the children of Israel in mount Sinai by the hand of Moses.” 
Leviticus 27:34 “These are the commandments, which the Lord commanded Moses for the children of Israel in mount Sinai.” 
Nehemiah 9:13 “Thou camest down also upon mount Sinai, and spakest with them from heaven, and gavest them right judgments, and true laws, good statutes and commandments.”

Horeb
 Deuteronomy 5:2 “The Lord our God made a covenant with us in Horeb.” I Kings 8:9 “There was nothing in the ark save the two tables of stone, which Moses put
 there at Horeb…” II Chronicles 5:10 “There was nothing in the ark save the two tables which Moses put therein at Horeb.”
Malachi 4:4 “Remember ye the law of Moses my servant, which I commanded unto him in Horeb.”

Note: Horeb is said to be the other name of Mount Sinai. However, it is disputed as to whether this is true since Horeb is said to be the name of the mountain and Sinai is also the name of the desert and the peninsula. Mount Horeb or Mount Sinai is also referered to as Mount Musa, Jabal Musa and Gebel Musa. 

31. Aaron must wear a bell whenever he enters ‘the holy place’ or he will die

Exodus 28:34-35 “A golden bell and a pomegranate, a golden bell and a pomegranate, upon the hem of the robe round about. And it shall be upon Aaron to minister: and his sound shall be heard when he goeth in unto the holy place before the Lord, and when he cometh out, that he die not.”

32. God gave instructions how to make and wear underwear
 Exodus 28:42 “And thou shalt make them linen breeches to cover their nakedness; from the loins even unto the thighs they shall reach” 
Note: God gave detailed instructions on how to make and wear underwear.
33. God appointed Aaron to become a high priest

Exodus 29:9 “And thou shalt gird them with girdles, Aaron and his sons, and put the bonnets on them: and the priest’s office shall be theirs for a perpetual statute: and thou shalt consecrate Aaron and his sons.”

Note: Only the descendants of Aaron are worthy of priestly duties in perpetuity. Therefore the priests of today who are not blood descendants of Aaron are not worthy of their positions as priests.

34. God required the first census and taxation

Exodus 30:11-16 “And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying, When thou takest the sum of the children of Israel after their number, then shall they give every man a ransom for his soul unto the Lord, when thou numberest them; that there be no plague among them, when thou numberest them. This they shall give, every one that passeth among them that are numbered, half a shekel after the shekel of the sanctuary: (a shekel is twenty gerahs:) an half shekel shall be the offering of the Lord... to make an atonement for your souls.”

Note: Every person twenty years old and above must pay a ransom for his soul to the Lord. 
35. If Aaron and his sons will not wash their hands and feet, they will die

Exodus 30:17-21 “… For Aaron and his sons shall wash their hands and their feet thereat: When they go into the tabernacle of the congregation, they shall wash with water, that they die not…So they shall wash their hands and their feet, that they die not: and it shall be a statute for ever to them, even to him and to his seed throughout their generations.”

36. Who created the molten calf?

Aaron created the molten calf
 Exodus 32:2, 4 “Aaron said…Break off the golden earrings, which are in the ears of your wives…and bring them unto me. And he [Aaron] received them…and fashioned it with a graving tool, after he [Aaron] had made it a molten calf.”

God accused the Israelites of making a molten calf
 Exodus 32:8 “They have turned aside quickly out of the way which I commanded them: they have made them a molten calf, and have worshipped it, and have sacrificed thereunto, and said, These be thy gods, O Israel, which have brought thee up out of the land of Egypt.”

Note: Aaron, the priest appointed by God made the molten calf himself not the Israelites.
37. Moses convinced God not to kill the Israelites
 God wanted to kill the Israelites
 Exodus 32:10-14 “Now therefore let me alone, that my wrath may wax hot against them, and that I may consume them: and I will make of thee a great nation.” Moses convinced God not to pursue with His plans to kill the Israelites Exodus 32:11-13 “And Moses besought the Lord his God, and said, Lord, why doth thy wrath wax hot against thy people…Remember Abraham, Isaac, and Israel…and saidst unto them, I will multiply your seed as the stars of heaven, and all this land that I have spoken of will I give unto your seed, and they shall inherit it for ever.”

God repented for what He said
 Exodus 32:14 “And the Lord repented of the evil which he thought to do unto his people.”
 Note: Does God change his mind?
38. Moses required the Israelites to drink the grounded calf statue

Exodus 32:20 “And he [Moses] took the calf which they had made, and burnt it in the fire, and ground it to powder, and strawed it upon the water, and made the children of Israel drink of it.”

39. God made the people kill each other for dancing naked around the golden calf

Exodus 32:25-28 “And when Moses saw that the people were naked (for Aaron had made them naked unto their shame among their enemies:)…And he [Moses] said…Thus saith the Lord…slay every man his brother…the children of Levi did… and there fell…that day about three thousand men.”

Note: The people were punished for following the orders of Aaron, but Aaron (who was appointed by God) went unpunished for giving such orders. 
40. God was not yet satisfied of the killing of 3,000 men, He plagued the people
 Exodus 32:35 “And the Lord plagued the people, because they made the calf, which Aaron made.” 
Note: God killed the Israelites for following the orders of His appointed high priest Aaron, but God did not kill Aaron the one who instigated everything.
41. Did Moses see God?
 Yes
Exodus 33:11 “And the Lord spake unto Moses face to face, as a man speaketh unto his friend.” 
Deuteronomy 34:10 “And there arose not a prophet since in Israel like unto Moses, whom the Lord knew face to face.”

Only His back
 Exodus 33:20-23 “Thou canst not see my face: for there shall no man see me, and live…And I will take away mine hand, and thou shalt see my back parts: but my face shall not be seen.”

42. Moses saw God but God mooned Moses 
 Exodus 33:23 “Then I will take away my hand, and you shall see my back, but my face shall not be seen.” 43. Who wrote the words in the second set of tablets?

God will write the words
 Exodus 34:1 “And the Lord said unto Moses, Hew thee two tables of stone like unto the first: and I will write upon these tables the words that were in the first tables, which
 thou brakest.” 
Moses wrote the words
 Exodus 34:27 “And the Lord said unto Moses, Write thou these words: for after the tenor of these words I have made a covenant with thee and with Israel.” 44. Moses covered his face with a veil to avoid scaring the Israelites
 Exodus 34:30 “And when Aaron and all the children of Israel saw Moses, behold, the skin of his face shone; and they were afraid to come nigh him.” 45. Was the golden altar in the Holy Place or the Most Holy Place?

The tabernacle has 2 rooms, the Holy Place and the Most Holy Place
 Hebrews 9:1-3 “Then verily the first covenant had also ordinances of divine service, and a worldly sanctuary. For there was a tabernacle made; the first, wherein was the candlestick, and the table, and the shewbread; which is called the sanctuary. And after the second veil, the tabernacle which is called the Holiest of all”

The golden altar was placed in the Holy place
 Exodus 40:26 “And he put the golden altar in the tent of the congregation before the vail.” The golden altar was placed in the Most Holy place
 Hebrews 9:3-4 “And after the second veil, the tabernacle which is called the Holiest of all; Which had the golden censer, and the ark of the covenant overlaid round about
 with gold, wherein was the golden pot that had manna, and Aaron’s rod that budded, and the tables of the covenant” 46. God killed the sons of Aaron because they offered ‘strange fire’

Leviticus 10:1-3 “And Nadab and Abihu, the sons of Aaron, took either of them his censer, and put fire therein, and put incense thereon, and offered strange fire before the Lord, which he commanded them not... And Aaron held his peace.”

Note: Aaron just watched his sons burned to death.
47. God gave the Israelites a feast, then God changed his mind and killed them with a great plague

Numbers 11:31-33 “And there went forth a wind from the Lord, and brought quails from the sea, and let them fall by the camp…and they [ the Israelites] gathered the quails…And while the flesh was yet between their teeth…the wrath of the Lord was kindled against the people, and the Lord smote the people with a very great plague.”

48. The whole congregation must stone one person for violating the Sabbath

Numbers 15:35-36 “And the Lord said unto Moses, The man shall be surely put to death: all the congregation shall stone him with stones without the camp. And all the congregation brought him without the camp, and stoned him with stones, and he died; as the Lord commanded Moses.” 

Note: The entire population of Israel must stone one person for violating the Sabbath.
49. Was Moses a meek man?
 Moses was a very meek man 
 Numbers 12:3 “Now the man Moses was very meek, above all the men which were upon the face of the earth.” Moses was a very cruel man 
 Numbers 31:15-17 “And Moses said unto them, Have ye saved all the women alive? Behold, these caused the children of Israel, through the counsel of Balaam, to commit trespass against the Lord in the matter of Peor, and there was a plague among the congregation of the Lord. Now therefore kill every male among the little ones, and kill every woman that hath known man by lying with him.”

50. Moses is the personification of the law
 Romans 10:5 “For Moses describeth the righteousness which is of the law, That the man which doeth those things shall live by them.” 51. Where did Aaron die?

Mount Hor
 Numbers 20:27-28 “And Moses did as the Lord commanded: and they went up into mount Hor in the sight of all the congregation. And Moses stripped Aaron of his
 garments, and put them upon Eleazar his son; and Aaron died there in the top of the mount”
Numbers 33:38 “And Aaron the priest went up into mount Hor at the commandment of the Lord, and died there, in the fortieth year after the children of Israel were come out of the land of Egypt, in the first day of the fifth month.”

Mosera
 Deuteronomy 10:6 “And the children of Israel took their journey from Beeroth of the children of Jaakan to Mosera: there Aaron died, and there he was buried; and Eleazar his son ministered in the priest’s office in his stead.”

52. God ordered Moses to vex and smite the Midianites but not the Moabites
 The elders of Moab and the elders of Midian asked Balaam to curse the Israelites based on Balak’s words
Numbers 22:2, 5-7 “And Balak the son of Zippor saw all that Israel had done to the Amorites… (Balak the Moab king was overwhelmed by the great number of Israelites and asked Balaam to put a curse on the Israelites so he can drive them away. But Balaam refused, so Balak asked the elders of Moab and the elders of Midian to convince Balaam.) And the elders of Moab and the elders of Midian departed with the rewards of divination in their hand; and they came unto Balaam and spake unto him the words of Balak.” 

Numbers 25:1-3 “And Israel abode in Shittim, and the people began to commit whoredom with the daughters of Moab. And they called the people unto the sacrifices of their gods: and the people did eat, and bowed down to their gods. And Israel joined himself unto Baalpeor: and the anger of the Lord was kindled against Israel.” 

Numbers 25:6-15  “And, behold, one of the children of Israel came and brought unto his brethren a Midianitish woman in the sight of Moses, and in the sight of all the congregation of the children of Israel...” 

Note: The Lord instructed the Israelites not to mingle with the Moabites and the Midianites because of their influence upon the Israelites to worship false gods. Phinehas killed Cosbi, the Midianitish woman and Zimri, the son of Salu to avert the Lord’s anger and punishment. Nonetheless 24,000 died from the Lord’s punishment, which is the plague. 

Numbers 25:16-18 “And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying, Vex the Midianites, and smite them: For they vex you with their wiles, wherewith they have beguiled you in the matter of Peor, and in the matter of Cozbi, the daughter of a prince of Midian, their sister, which was slain in the day of the plague for Peor’s sake.”

Numbers 31:9-10, 15-18 “And the children of Israel took all the women of Midian captives, and their little ones, and took the spoil of all their cattle, and all their flocks, and all their goods. And they burnt all their cities wherein they dwelt, and all their goodly castles, with fire…” 

Note: Both the Moabite and the Midianite elders tried to persuade Balaam to put a curse on the Israelites upon the instigation of the Moab king. Both the Moabites and the Midianites were instrumental in leading the Israelites to worship other gods. But God ordered Moses to smite only the Midianites and not the Moabites. It seems the editors of the Bible steered clear from making statements that the Moabites were punished because King David, an ancestor of Jesus was the son of a Moabite woman.

53. Who hired Balaam to curse Israel?

The elders of Moab and the elders of Midian paid Balaam to curse Israel Numbers 22:7 “And the elders of Moab and the elders of Midian departed with the rewards of divination in their hand; and they came unto Balaam, and spake unto him the words of Balak.”

The Ammonites and the Moabites paid Balaam to curse Israel
 Deuteronomy 23:2-3 “An Ammonite or Moabite shall not enter into the congregation of the Lord… because they hired against thee Balaam the son of Beor of Pethor of
 Mesopotamia, to curse thee.” Nehemiah 13:1-3 “On that day the Book of Moses was read…it was found written that no Ammonite or Moabite should ever be admitted into the assembly of God, because they had not met the Israelites with food and water but had hired Balaam to call a curse down on them...” 

54. Ban those who hired Balaam from the congregation for ten generations

Deuteronomy 23:2-3 “An Ammonite or Moabite shall not enter into the congregation of the Lord; even to their tenth generation…Because they met you not with bread and with water…and because they hired against thee Balaam the son of Beor of Pethor of Mesopotamia, to curse thee.”

Nehemiah 13:1-3 “On that day the Book of Moses was read aloud…no Ammonite or Moabite should ever be admitted into the assembly of God, because they had not met the Israelites with food and water but had hired Balaam to call a curse down on them. (Our God, however, turned the curse into a blessing.) When the people heard this law, they excluded from Israel all who were of foreign descent.”

Note: But King David is the son of a Moabite woman. How about the Midianites? The elders of Midian also hired Balaam to curse Israel.
55. God got angry with Balaam for obeying His order to go

Numbers 22:20-22 “And God came unto Balaam at night, and said unto him, If the men come to call thee, rise up, and go with them; but yet the word which I shall say unto thee, that shalt thou do. And Balaam rose up in the morning, and saddled his ass, and went with the princes of Moab. And God’s anger was kindled because he went: and the angel of the Lord stood in the way for an adversary against him. Now he was riding upon his ass, and his two servants were with him.”

Note: God got angry with Balaam for doing exactly what God told him to do. 
56. How many were killed for ‘committing whoredom’?
 Twenty and four thousand (24,000)
 Numbers 25:9 “And those that died in the plague were twenty and four thousand.”  
Three and twenty thousand (23,000)

Note: How did the Midianites thrive if all the males were killed? 
59. God ordered the capture of virgins to be kept as sex slaves 
 Numbers 31:18 “But all the women children, that have not known a man by lying with him, keep alive for yourselves.” 60. God ordered the genocide of Midianites 

Moses wanted all the Midianites to be killed except for the female virgins Numbers 31:15-18 “And Moses said…kill every male among the little ones, and kill every woman that hath known man by lying with him…all the women children, that have not known a man by lying with him, keep alive for yourselves.”

The plunder consists of: 675,000 sheep, 72,000 cattle, 61,000 donkeys and 32,000 virgins Numbers 31:32-35 “The plunder remaining from the spoils that the soldiers took was 675,000 sheep, 72,000 cattle, 61,000 donkeys and 32,000 women who had never slept with a man.” 

Note: God ordered the plunder and genocide of Midianites. The Israelites took all the women as captives and took all their possessions and presented them to Moses. Moses ordered all Midianites to be killed except the young virgins, which they will keep for themselves. How did they know who are virgins? Did they conduct some ‘medical inspection’ in order to decide whom to kill or not?

61. Humans were offered to the Lord and the ritual was performed by Moses and Eleazar 
 Numbers 31:40 “And the persons were sixteen thousand; of which the Lord’s tribute was thirty and two persons.” 62. Where did the Israelites go after Aaron’s death? 

Hor, Zalmonah and Punon
 Numbers 33:39-42 “And Aaron was an hundred and twenty and three years old when he died in mount Hor...And they departed from mount Hor, and pitched in Zalmonah. And they departed from Zalmonah, and pitched in Punon.”

Mosera, Gudgodah and Jotbath
 Deuteronomy 10:6-7 “And the children of Israel took their journey from Beeroth of the children of Jaakan to Mosera: there Aaron died…From thence they journeyed unto

Gudgodah; and from Gudgodah to Jotbath, a land of rivers of waters.” 63. Concerning the Moabites

Kill them
Judges 11:32 “So Jephthah passed over unto the children of Ammon to fight against them; and the Lord delivered them into his hands.”
Jeremiah 49:2 “I will cause an alarm of war to be heard in Rabbah of the Ammonites; and it shall be a desolate heap, and her daughters shall be burned with fire.”

66. God ordered a genocide

Deuteronomy 7:1-2 “When the Lord thy God shall bring thee into the land whither thou goest to possess it, and hath cast out many nations before thee, the Hittites, and the Girgashites, and the Amorites, and the Canaanites, and the Perizzites, and the Hivites, and the Jebusites, seven nations greater and mightier than thou; And when the Lord thy God shall deliver them before thee; thou shalt smite them, and utterly destroy them; thou shalt make no covenant with them, nor shew mercy unto them.”

 Be nice to them

Deuteronomy 4:49 “And all the plain on this side Jordan eastward, even unto the sea of the plain, under the springs of Pisgah.” Mount Nebo
 Deuteronomy 32:49 “Get thee up into this mountain Abarim, unto mount Nebo, which is in the land of Moab, that is over against Jericho; and behold the land of Canaan,

which I give unto the children of Israel for a possession.”
Deuteronomy 34:1 “And Moses went up from the plains of Moab unto the mountain of
 Nebo, to the top of Pisgah, that is over against Jericho. And the Lord shewed him all
 the land of Gilead, unto Dan.”

Note: A part of Mount Nebo is called Pisgah. The Bible use these names interchangeably.
69. Did the Israelites kill the trees in the places they invaded?
 They saved the trees
 Deuteronomy 20:19 “When thou shalt besiege a city a long time, in making war against it to take it, thou shalt not destroy the trees....”  
They killed the trees
 II Kings 3:19 “And ye shall smite every fenced city, and every choice city, and shall fell every good tree…” H. The Conquest of Canaan 1. Was Canaan the land of plenty?
 Yes
Exodus 3:8, 17 “And I am come down to deliver them… and to bring them up out of that land unto a good land and a large, unto a land flowing with milk and honey…”
Ezekiel 20:6 “In the day that I lifted up mine hand unto them, to bring them forth of the land of Egypt into a land that I had espied for them, flowing with milk and honey, which is the glory of all lands”

No, the land devours its inhabitants
 Numbers 13:32 “And they brought up an evil report of the land… saying, The land… is a land that eateth up the inhabitants thereof; and all the people that we saw in it are men of a great stature”

2. Was Rahab saved by faith?
 Yes, Rahab was saved by faith
 Hebrews 11:31 “By faith the harlot Rahab perished not with them that believed not, when she had received the spies with peace.” No, by works only Rahab the harlot shall live
 Joshua 6:16-17 “And it came to pass at the seventh time, when the priests blew with the trumpets, Joshua said unto the people…And the city shall be accursed, even it, and all that are therein, to the Lord: only Rahab the harlot shall live…because she hid the messengers that we sent.” 

No, Rahab was justified by works
 James 2:25 “Was not Rahab the harlot justified by works, when she had received the messengers, and had sent them out another way?” 3. Who was the father of Achan?
 Carmi 
 Joshua 7:1 “For Achan, the son of Carmi, the son of Zabdi, the son of Zerah, of the tribe of Judah, took of the accursed thing.” Zerah 
 Joshua 7:24 “And Joshua, and all Israel with him, took Achan the son of Zerah....” Joshua 22:20 “…Achan the son of Zerah…”

4. Was Ai inhabited after Joshua burned it?

No, Ai was totally destroyed by Joshua
 Joshua 8:25-29 “And so it was, that all that fell that day… all the men of Ai. For Joshua drew not his hand back, wherewith he stretched out the spear, until he[Joshua] had

utterly destroyed all the inhabitants of Ai…And Joshua burnt Ai , and made it an heap for ever, even a desolation unto this day... a great heap of stones, that remaineth unto this day.” 

Yes, Ai was inhabited
 Nehemiah 7:32 “The men of Bethel and Ai, an hundred twenty and three.” 5. Did Israel go to war against the people of Ai?
 Joshua 8:3-29 “So Joshua arose, and all the people of war, to go up against Ai…” Note: Historical records show that Ai was already an abandoned city during the time of the Israelites.The city where the battle may have taken place might be Et-Tell instead of Ai. However, Et-Tell was unoccupied during the time the battle mentioned in Joshua 8 took place. There are speculations that the battle mentioned in Joshua 8 never really happened.

6. Who captured Debir?
 Joshua 
 Joshua 10:38-40 “And Joshua returned, and all Israel with him, to Debir; and fought against it: And he took it, and the king thereof, and all the cities thereof…” Othniel
 Judges 1:11-13 “And from thence he went against…Debir…was [named] Kirjathsepher: And Caleb said, He that smiteth Kirjathsepher…I give Achsah my daughter to wife.

And Othniel the son of Kena…took it [Debir]: and he gave him Achsah his daughter to wife.” 7. Did Joshua and the Israelites capture Jerusalem?

Yes
 Joshua 10:23, 40 “And they did so, and brought forth those five kings unto him out of the cave, the king of Jerusalem…So Joshua smote all the country of the hills, and of the south, and of the vale, and of the springs, and all their kings: he left none remaining, but utterly destroyed all that breathed, as the Lord God of Israel commanded.”

No
 Joshua 15:63 “As for the Jebusites the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the children of Judah could not drive them out; but the Jebusites dwell with the children of Judah at Jerusalem unto this day.”

8. What was the former name of Debir?
 Kirjathsepher
Joshua 15:15 “And he went up thence to the inhabitants of Debir: and the name of Debir before was Kirjathsepher.”
Judges 1:11 “And from thence he went against the inhabitants of Debir: and the name of Debir before was Kirjathsepher.”

Kirjathsannah
 Joshua 15:49 “And Dannah, and Kirjathsannah, which is Debir.” 
9. Was the city of Ai rebuilt after Joshua destroyed it?
 No, it was never built again after Joshua destroyed it
 Joshua 8:28 “And Joshua burnt Ai, and made it an heap for ever, even a desolation unto this day.” 
Yes, it existed at the time of the Babylonian captivity 
 Nehemiah 7:32 “The men of Bethel and Ai, an hundred twenty and three.” 10. Which tribe received the cities of Exhtaol and Zoreah?
 The tribe of Judah
 Joshua 15:20, 33 “This is the inheritance of the tribe of the children of Judah ... And in the valley, Eshataol and Zoreah.” 
The tribe of Dan
 Joshua 19:40-41 “And the seventh lot came out for the tribe of the children of Dan according to their families. And the coast of their inheritance was Zorah, and Eshtaol.” 11. Can God drive out the inhabitants with chariots of irons?

Yes, God can drive out the inhabitants with iron chariots
 Joshua 17:18 “But the mountain shall be thine; for it is a wood, and thou shalt cut it down: and the outgoings of it shall be thine: for thou shalt drive out the Canaanites, though they have iron chariots, and though they be strong.”

12. What was the tribe of Aijalon?
 Dan
 Joshua 21:23-24 “And out of the trib of Dan ... Aijalon with her suburbs, Gathrimmon with her suburbs.”  
Ephraim
 I Chronicles 6:66, 69 “The tribe of Ephraim ... Aijalon with her suburbs, and Gathrimmon with her suburbs.” I. The time of Judges 1. God sold the Israelites into slavery

Judges 3:5, 8 “And the children of Israel dwelt among the Canaanites, Hittites, and Amorites, and Perizzites, and Hivites, and Jebusites ... Therefore the anger of the Lord was hot against Israel, and He [Lord] sold them [Israelites] into the hand of Chushanrishathaim king of Mesopotamia: and the children of Israel served Chushanrishathaim eight years.”

2. God delivered the Israelites by sending Ehud to disembowel Eglon, the king of Moab

Judges 3:15, 17, 20-22  “The children of Israel cried unto the Lord, the Lord raised them up a deliverer, Ehud…and by him the children of Israel sent a present unto Eglon the king of Moab...And Ehud came unto him [Eglon]... And said, I have a message from God unto thee…And Ehud…took the dagger from his right thigh, and thrust it into his belly…”

3. Was Sisera asleep when he died?

Yes, he was asleep
 Judges 4:21 “Then Jael Heber’s wife took a nail of the tent, and took an hammer in her hand, and went softly unto him, and smote the nail into his temples, and fastened it into the ground: for he [Sisera] was fast asleep and weary. So he died.”

No, he was standing
 Judges 5:26-27 “She put her hand to the nail, and her right hand to the workmen’s hammer; and with the hammer she smote Sisera…At her feet he bowed, he fell, he lay down: at her feet he bowed, he fell: where he bowed, there he fell down dead.” 

4. Gideon told God to wet a woolen fleece and make the ground dry and vice versa

Judges 6:36-40 “And Gideon said unto God…if the dew be on the fleece only, and it be dry upon all the earth beside, then shall I know that thou wilt save Israel by mine hand, as thou hast said. And it was so…And Gideon said…let it now be dry only upon the fleece, and upon all the ground let there be dew. And God did so that night.”

Note: Gideon was not satisfied with God’s answer, he told God to do the reverse if God really meant what He (God) was saying.
5. God wanted only those men who drank like a dog to join the war with Gideon

Judges 7:2-7 “And the Lord said…every one that lappeth…as a dog…him shalt thou set by himself…and the number of them that lapped…were three hundred men…and the Lord said…By the three hundred men that lapped will I save you, and deliver the Midianites into thine hand...” 

Summary: The Lord told Gideon to ask for volunteers to join his army. However God wanted only a small group of people to join the war against the Midianites in order to prove that the war was miraculously won. After convincing those people who volunteered but were afraid to go to war to just return to their homes, God told Gideon to test the remaining volunteers to drink from a nearby body of water. Only those who drank like a dog will be allowed to fight in the war against the Midianites.

J. The Amalekites 1. How many times were the Amalekites totally destroyed?
 First time
 Genesis 14:7 “And they returned, and came to Enmishpat, which is Kadesh, and smote all the country of the Amalekites…” Second time
 I Samuel 15:7-8, 20 “And Saul smote the Amalekites from Havilah…And he took Agag the king of the Amalekites alive, and utterly destroyed all the people with the edge of the sword… And Saul said unto Samuel, Yea, I have obeyed the voice of the Lord…and have utterly destroyed the Amalekites.”

Third time
 I Samuel 27:8-9 “And David and his men went up, and invaded…the Amalekites…And David smote the land, and left neither man nor woman alive, and took away the sheep, and the oxen, and the asses, and the camels, and the apparel, and returned, and came to Achish.”

Fourth time
 I Samuel 30:17 “And David smote them from the twilight even unto the evening of the next day: and there escaped not a man of them [Amalekites], save four hundred young men, which rode upon camels, and fled…”

Fifth time 
 I Chronicles 4:43 “And they smote the rest of the Amalekites that were escaped, and dwelt there unto this day.” Note: The Amalekites attacked the Israelites on their way to Egypt (Exodus 17:8) 400 years earlier. But in I Samuel 15:2-3, the Lord commanded Saul to destroy all the Amalekites. In I Samuel 15:2-3, 32-33 the Lord of hosts said, “I remember that which Amalek did to Israel… Now go and smite Amalek, and utterly destroy all that they have. . .” Then said Samuel, “Bring ye hither to me Agag the king of the Amalekites” Agag pleading for his life spoke to Samuel delicately. Agag said, “Surely the bitterness of death is past. Enough is enough.” Don’t you think Agag was right?

2. God ordered the total destruction of the Amalekites

Exodus 17:14 “And the Lord said unto Moses, Write this for a memorial in a book, and rehearse it in the ears of Joshua: for I will utterly put out the remembrance of Amalek from under heaven…Because the Lord hath sworn that the Lord will have war with Amalek from generation to generation.”

Deuteronomy 25:19
 “... you shall blot out the memory of Amalek from under heaven; you must not forget.”
I Samuel 15:1-3 “… Now go and smite Amalek, and utterly destroy all that they have, and spare them not; but slay both man and woman, infant and suckling, ox and sheep, camel and ass.”

Note: God wanted the Amalekites to be destroyed because in verse Exodus 17:8, the Amalekites attacked the Israelites without provocation. After about 400 years, the succeeding generations of Amalekites had to pay the price for what their ancestors did. Was God being fair?

3. The Amalekites were totally destroyed even before their ancestor was born
 The Amalekites were destroyed
 Genesis 14:7 “And they returned, and came to Enmishpat…and smote all the country of the Amalekites…” 
Amalek is the ancestor of the Amalekites
 Genesis 36:12 “And Timna was concubine to Eliphaz Esau’s son; and she bare to Eliphaz Amalek…”
I Chronicles 1:36 “The sons of Eliphaz; Teman, and Omar, Zephi, and Gatam, Kenaz,
 and Timna, and Amalek.”

K. The Ark of the Covenant
 1. Who made the Ark of the Covenant?
 Bezaleel 
 Exodus 37:1 “And Bezaleel made the ark of shittim wood.” Moses
 Deuteronomy 10:1-3 “At that time the Lord said unto me [Moses], Hew thee two tables of stone like unto the first, and come up unto me into the mount, and make thee an ark of wood. ... And I made an ark of shittim wood…”

2. What was the Ark of the Covenant made of?
 Shittim wood 
 Deuteronomy 10:3 “And I made an ark of shittim wood...” 
Shittim wood, gold
 Exodus 25:10-18 “And they shall make an ark of shittim wood… And thou shalt overlay it with pure gold…” 3. God punished the Philistines by giving them hemorroids in their private parts 

I Samuel 5:6, 8-9 “…the Lord was heavy upon them [Philistines]…and smote them with emerods… They…said, What shall we do with the ark of the God of Israel? And they answered, Let the ark of the God of Israel be carried about unto Gath…the Lord was against the city with a very great destruction…and they had emerods in their secret parts.”

Note: God gave the Philistines hemorroids in their private parts as punishment for getting and keeping the Ark of the Covenant. 
4. For the glory of God, the Philistines offered five golden tumors and five golden rats 

I Samuel 6:1-5  “And the ark of the Lord was in the country of the Philistines seven months. And the Philistines called for the priests and the diviners, saying, What shall we do to the ark of the Lord? …And they said…return him [Lord] a trespass offering…Five golden emerods, and five golden mice… Wherefore ye shall make images of your emerods, and images of your mice that mar the land; and ye shall give glory unto the God of Israel.”

Note: For the glory of God, the Philistines offered five golden tumors, modeled after their hemorroids and five golden rats based on the images of the rats that ruin their land. 

5. How long was the Ark of the Covenant kept in Abinadab’s house?
 20 years
I Samuel 7:1-2 “And the men of Kirjathjearim came, and fetched up the ark of the Lord, and brought it into the house of Abinadab in the hill, and sanctified Eleazar his son to keep the ark of the Lord. And it came to pass, while the ark abode in Kirjathjearim, that the time was long; for it was twenty years: and all the house of Israel lamented after the Lord.”

I Samuel 10:24 “And Samuel said to all the people, See ye him [Saul] whom the Lord hath chosen, that there is none like him among all the people? And all the people shouted, and said, God save the king.” 

More than 40 years
 Acts 13:21 “And afterward they desired a king: and God gave unto them Saul the son of Cis, a man of the tribe of Benjamin, by the space of forty years.”
II Samuel 6:2-3 “And David arose ... to bring up from thence the ark of God.... And they
 set the ark of God upon a new cart, and brought it out of the house of Abinadab that
 was in Gibeah...” 

Note: Prior to the reign of Saul, the Philistines took the ark. But some of the Philistines were struck dead because they looked inside the ark. Those who survived, requested the inhabitants of Kiriath-jearim to take custody of the ark. In I Samuel 7:1-2, The inhabitants of Kiriath-jearim took the ark to the house of Abinadab and kept it there for 20 years. Shortly after the ark was transferred to the house of Abinadab, Saul was proclaimed king in I Samuel 10:24.In Acts 13:21, Saul reigned for 40 years until King David took over as king after the reign of Saul.In II Samuel 6:2-3, the ark was moved out of the house of Abinadab after King David took over Saul. Thus, the ark must have been kept in the house of Abinadab for at least 40 years.

6. What was in the Ark of the Covenant?

The two tables of stone of Moses 
 I Kings 8:9 “There was nothing in the ark save the two tables of stone…” II Chronicles 5:10 “There was nothing in the ark save the two tables which Moses put

therein...” The tables of Moses, a golden pot with manna, and Aaron’s rod that is budded Hebrews 9:4 “The ark of the covenant overlaid round about with gold, wherein was the golden pot that had manna, and Aaron’s rod that budded, and the tables of the covenant.”

7. When did David bring the Ark of the Covenant to Jerusalem?

After defeating the Philistines
 II Samuel 5:19-20 “...And the Lord said unto david, Go up: for I will doubtless deliver the Philistines into thine hand. And David came to Ball-perazim, and David smote them there...”

II Samuel 6:10-11  “So David would not remove the ark of the Lord unto him into the city of david: but David carried it aside into the house of Obededom the Gittite. And the ark of the Lord continued in the house of Obededom the Gittite three months: and the Lord blessed Obededom, and all his household.”

Before defeating the Philistines
I Chronicles 13:13  “So David brought not the ark home to himseld to the city of David, but carried it aside into the house of Obed-edom the Gittite...”
I Chronicles 14:16 “David therefore did as God commanded him; and they smote the host of the Philistines from Gibeon even to Grazer.”

8. God struck Ussah dead when he touched the ark, trying to prevent it from falling down

God declared the Kohathites the keepers of the ark
 Numbers 3:27-32, 38 “The families of the sons of Kohath…their charge shall be the ark…and all the service thereof…and the stranger that cometh nigh shall be put to death.”

Uzzah took care of the ark
 II Samuel 6:6-8 “And when they came to Nachon’s threshingfloor, Uzzah put forth his hand to the ark of God, and took hold of it; for the oxen shook it. And the anger of the Lord was kindled against Uzzah; and God smote him there for his error; and there he died by the ark of God…” 

I Chronicles 13:9-10 “And when they came unto the threshingfloor of Chidon, Uzza put forth his hand to hold the ark; for the oxen stumbled. And the anger of the Lord was kindled against Uzza, and he smote him, because he put his hand to the ark: and there he died before God.”

Note: The ox stumbled and Uzzah touched the ark to prevent the ark from falling. Uzzah devotedly took care of the ark for at least twenty years. But because Uzzah is not of Kohath origin, God struck Uzzah dead for touching the ark.

9. Where did God smite Uzzah?

At the threshingfloor of Nachon
 II Samuel 6:6 “And when they came to Nachon’s threshingfloor, Uzzah put forth his hand to the ark of God, and took hold of it; for the oxen shook it. And the anger of the Lord was kindled against Uzzah, and God smote him.”

At the threshingfloor of Childon
 I Chronicles 13:9 “And when they came unto the threshingfloor of Childon, Uzza put forth his hand to hold the ark, for the oxen stumbled. And the anger of the Lord was kindled against Uzza, and he smote him.”

10. Why did God bless Obededom the Gittite but not Ussah?
 God declared the Kohathites the keepers of the ark
 Numbers 3:27-32, 38 “The families of the sons of Kohath…their charge shall be the ark…and all the service thereof…and the stranger that cometh nigh shall be put to death.” God blessed Obededom the Gittite for taking care of the ark
 II Samuel 6:11 “And the ark of the Lord continued in the house of Obededom the Gittite three months: and the Lord blessed Obededom, and all his household.” God slayed Ussah for taking good care of the ark
 II Samuel 6:6-8 “And when they came to Nachon’s threshingfloor, Uzzah put forth his hand to the ark of God, and took hold of it; for the oxen shook it. And the anger of the Lord was kindled against Uzzah; and God smote him there for his error; and there he died by the ark of God…” 

I Chronicles 13:9-10 “And when they came unto the threshingfloor of Chidon, Uzza put forth his hand to hold the ark; for the oxen stumbled. And the anger of the Lord was kindled against Uzza, and he smote him, because he put his hand to the ark: and there he died before God.”

Note: Obededom the Gittite is not a Kohatite, but God blessed him for keeping the ark. However, in the case of Ussah, God slayed Ussah for protecting the ark.

 I Chronicles 6:19, 28 “And these are the families of the Levites according to their fathers... And the sons of Samuel; the firstborn Vashni, and Abiah” Yes, Samuel offered sacrifices
 I Samuel 7:9 “And Samuel took a sucking lamb, and offered it for a burnt offering wholly unto the Lord: and Samuel cried unto the Lord for Israel; and the Lord heard him.”

Note: In Leviticus 17:1-5 and Numbers 18:6-8, only Levites can offer sacrifices.
2. Who was Samuel’s firstborn son?
 Joel
 I Samuel 8:2 “Now the name of his [Samuel’s] firstborn son was Joel.” 
Vashni
 I Chronicles 6:28 “And the sons of Samuel; the firstborn Vashni.” 3. About God choosing Saul to lead the Israelites
 Yes, God chose Saul
 I Samuel 9:17 “And when Samuel saw Saul, the Lord said unto him, Behold the man whom I spake to thee of! this same shall reign over my people.” 
God regretted choosing Saul
 I Samuel 15:35 “…the Lord repented that he had made Saul king over Israel.” 4. Was Saul a prophet?
 The spirit of God came upon Saul and Saul prophesied 
 I Samuel 10:10-12 “and the Spirit of God came upon him [Saul], and he prophesied among them… Is Saul also among the prophets?” The spirit of God was upon Saul and he prophesied while naked
 I Samuel 19:23-24 “And he [Saul] went thither…and the Spirit of God was upon him also, and he went on, and prophesied…And he stripped off his clothes also, and prophesied before Samuel… and lay down naked all that day and all that night.
 Wherefore they say, Is Saul also among the prophets?” 
Note: Saul was both a prophet and a king?

An armourbearer
 I Samuel 16:21 “And David came to Saul, and stood before him: and he loved him greatly; and he became his armourbearer…” 
A shepherd
 I Samuel 17:15 “But David went and returned from Saul to feed his father’s sheep at Bethlehem.” 
A food delivery boy
 I Samuel 17:18 “And carry these ten cheeses unto the captain of their thousand, and look how thy brethren fare, and take their pledge.” 8. What was the character of David?
 David obeyed God’s commands and statutes
 I Kings 3:14 “… walk in my [Lord] ways and obey my statutes and commands as David … did …” 
Acts 13:22 “… I have found David the son of Jesse, a man after mine own heart, which shall fulfil all my [Lord] will …” 
David’s heart was not perfect in the sight of the Lord
 I Kings 15:3 “And he walked in all the sins of his father, which he had done before him: and his heart was not perfect with the Lord his God, as the heart of David his father.” 
David’s only sin was his sin concerning Uriah
 I Kings 15:5 “Because David did that which was right in the eyes of the Lord… save only in the matter of Uriah the Hittite.” 
David always has the Spirit of God 
 I Samuel 16:13 “Then Samuel took the horn of oil, and anointed him in the midst of his brethren: and the Spirit of the Lord came upon David from that day forward.” David tortured and slayed thousands
 I Samuel 18:6-7 “When David was returned from the slaughter of the Philistine…And the women answered one another as they played, and said, Saul hath slain his thousands, and David his ten thousands.”

I Samuel 27:9 “And David smote the land, and left neither man nor woman alive, and took away the sheep, and the oxen, and the asses, and the camels, and the apparel, and returned, and came to Achish.”

II Samuel 8:2-4 “And he [David] smote…David smote also Hadadezer, the son of Rehob, king of Zobah…And David took from him a thousand chariots, and seven hundred horsemen, and twenty thousand footmen: and David houghed all the chariot horses, but reserved of them for an hundred chariots.”

David and Jonathan ‘loved’ each other
 I Samuel 18:1, 3-4 “…the soul of Jonathan was knit with the soul of David, and Jonathan loved him as his own soul. Then Jonathan and David made a covenant, because he loved him as his own soul. And Jonathan stripped himself of the robe that was upon him, and gave it to David, and his garments, even to his sword, and to his bow, and to his girdle.”

I Samuel 20:16-17 “So Jonathan made a covenant with the house of David, saying, Let the Lord even require it at the hand of David’s enemies. And Jonathan caused David to swear again, because he loved him: for he loved him as he loved his own soul.”

I Samuel 20:30-31 “Then Saul’s anger was kindled against Jonathan, and he said unto him, Thou son of the perverse rebellious woman, do not I know that thou hast chosen the son of Jesse [David] to thine own confusion, and unto the confusion of thy mother’s nakedness?”

David wanted to fight for the Philistines against Saul …but Achish refused I Samuel 29:9 “And Achish answered and said to David, I know that thou art good in my sight, as an angel of God: notwithstanding the princes of the Philistines have said, He
 shall not go up with us to the battle.” David wanted a young virgin to keep him warm
 I Kings 1:1-4 “Now king David was old and stricken in years; and they covered him with clothes, but he got no heat… So they sought for…Abishag a Shunammite, and brought her to the king. And the damsel…cherished the king, and ministered to him: but the king knew her not.”

David’s dying wish to his son Solomon is to murder Joab
 I Kings 2:9 “Now therefore hold him [Joab] not guiltless: for thou [Solomon] art a wise man, and knowest what thou oughtest to do unto him; but his hoar head bring thou down to the grave with blood.”

Note: In I Kings 3:14 David was said to have followed the Lord. However, what the Bible shows about David raises some doubts if David was indeed ‘right in the eyes of the Lord’.

Judah slew Ahiman, Sheshai and Talmai 
 Judges 1:10 “And Judah went against the Canaanites that dwelt in Hebron: (now the name of Hebron before was Kirjatharba:) and they slew Sheshai, and Ahiman, and Talmai”

Judges 1:20 “And they gave Hebron unto Caleb, as Moses said: and he (Judah) expelled thence the three sons of Anak (Ahiman, Sheshai and Talmai).” 
David slew Goliath

No, 100 foreskins
 II Samuel 3:14 “And David sent messengers to Ishbosheth Saul’s son, saying, Deliver me my wife Michal, which I espoused to me for an hundred foreskins of the Philistines.”

No
 I Chronicles 10:13-14 “So Saul died for his transgression which he committed against the Lord, even against the word of the Lord, which he kept not, and also for asking
 counsel of one that had a familiar spirit, to enquire of it; And enquired not of the Lord: therefore he slew him, and turned the kingdom unto David the son of Jesse.” 21. David wanted to fight for the Philistines against Saul after killing Goliath, a Philistine

I Samuel 29:9-11  “And Achish answered and said to David… the princes of the Philistines have said, He shall not go up with us to the battle. Wherefore now rise up early in the morning…and…depart. So David and his men rose up early to depart in the morning...”

Note: David had a falling out with Saul and fled to Gath and became a subject of Achish, a Philistine king. After the death of Goliath, a Philistine, David became a subject of a Philistine king and wanted to fight with the Philistines against the Israelite army. If David did kill Goliath and 200 Philistines to use their foreskins as dowry, why was David accepted by the Philistines and became a subject to their king?

 Three thousand and three hundred
 I Kings 5:16 “Beside the chief of Solomon’s officers which were over the work, three thousand and three hundred, which ruled over the people that wrought in the work.” Three thousand and six hundred
 II Chronicles 2:2 “And Solomon told out threescore and ten thousand men to bear burdens, and fourscore thousand to hew in the mountain, and three thousand and six hundred to oversee them.”

66. How big was Solomon’s temple?

It took 153,300 persons to build the temple
 I Kings 5:15-16 “And Solomon had threescore and ten thousand that bare burdens, and fourscore thousand hewers in the mountains; Beside the chief of Solomon’s officers
 which were over the work, three thousand and three hundred, which ruled over the people that wrought in the work.” Approximately twenty-seven meters by nine meters by fourteen meters I Kings 6:2 “And the house which king Solomon built for the Lord, the length thereof was threescore cubits, and the breadth thereof twenty cubits, and the height thereof
 thirty cubits.” II Chronicles 3:3 “Now these are the things wherein Solomon was instructed for the building of the house of God. The length by cubits after the first measure was threescore cubits, and the breadth twenty cubits.”

It took seven years to build the temple
 I Kings 6:38 “And in the eleventh year, in the month Bul, which is the eighth month, was the house finished throughout all the parts thereof, and according to all the fashion of
 it. So was he seven years in building it.” 
It took 100,000 talents of gold and thousand thousand talents of silver to be used for the temple
I Chronicles 22:14 “Now, behold, in my trouble I have prepared for the house of the Lord an hundred thousand talents of gold, and a thousand thousand talents of silver; and of brass and iron without weight; for it is in abundance: timber also and stone have I prepared; and thou mayest add thereto.”

Note: The size of the temple does not seem to match the time and resources used to make and run the temple.
67. What was the tribe of Hyram? 
 Naphtali
 I Kings 7:13-14 “And king Solomon sent and fetched Hiram out of Tyre. He was a widow’s son of the tribe of Naphtali, and his father was a man of Tyre...” Dan
 II Chronicles 2:13-14 “And now I have sent a cunning man, endued with understanding, of Huram my father’s, The son of a woman of the daughters of Dan, and his father was a man of Tyre...”

Note: Huram (Hiram or Hyram) Abiff, a master builder of King Solomon’s temple is a main figure in Free Masonry. Masonic rituals for new members are reenactments of Hiram’s murder and martyrdom for the Free Masonry cause.

 I Kings 7:15 “For he cast two pillars of brass, of eighteen cubits high apiece ”

 Two thousand baths
 I Kings 7:26 “And it was an hand breadth thick, and the brim thereof was wrought like the brim of a cup, with flowers of lilies: it contained two thousand baths.” Three thousand baths
 II Chronicles 4:5 “And the thickness of it was an handbreadth, and the brim of it like the work of the brim of a cup, with flowers of lilies; and it received and held three thousand baths.”

71. How many animals did Solomon sacrifice?

II Chronicles 7:5-9 “And king Solomon offered a sacrifice of twenty and two thousand oxen, and an hundred and twenty thousand sheep: so the king and all the people dedicated the house of God… for there he offered burnt offerings, and the fat of the peace offerings… Also at the same time Solomon kept the feast seven days…”

Note: About 14+ animals were killed per minute for seven days.
72. How many chief officers were put in charge of building Solomon’s temple? 
 Five hundred and fifty
 I Kings 9:23 “And these were the chief of the officers that were over Solomon’s work, five hundred and fifty…” 
Two hundred and fifty
 II Chronicles 8:10 “And these were the chief of King Solomon’s officers…two hundred and fifty …” 73. How many talents of gold came from Ophir?

Hiram brought 420
 I Kings 9:26-28 “And Hiram sent in the navy his servants, shipmen that had knowledge of the sea, with the servants of Solomon. And they came to Ophir, and fetched from
 thence gold, four hundred and twenty talents, and brought it to king Solomon.” Huram brought 450
 II Chronicles 8:18 “And Huram sent him by the hands of his servants ships, and servants that had knowledge of the sea; and they went with the servants of Solomon to Ophir, and took thence four hundred and fifty talents of gold, and brought them to king Solomon.”

Abijam was Asa’s father
 I Kings 15:8 “And Abijam slept with his fathers…and Asa his son reigned in his stead.” 3. What was the name of King Abijah’s mother?
 Maachah the daughter of Absalom
 I Kings 15:1-2 “… And his [Abijam] mother’s name was Maachah, the daughter of Abishalom.”
II Chronicles 11:20 “… And after her he took Maachah the daughter of Absalom; which
 bare him Abijah…”

Michaiah the daughter of Uriel
 II Chronicles 13:2 “He [Abijah] reigned three years in Jerusalem. His mother’ name also was Michaiah the daughter of Uriel of Gibeah…” 4. Did Asa remove the high places?
 No
I Kings 15:14 “But the high places were not removed: nevertheless Asa’s heart was perfect with the Lord all his days.”
II Chronicles 15:17 “But the high places were not taken away out of Israel: nevertheless the heart of Asa was perfect all his days.”

Yes
 II Chronicles 14:3-5 “For he [Asa] took away the altars of the strange gods, and the high places, and brake down the images, and cut down the groves… Also he [Asa] took away out of all the cities of Judah the high places and the images: and the kingdom was quiet before him.”

5. Did Asa reign peacefully?
 No
 I Kings 15:16 “And there was war between Asa and Baasha king of Israel all their days.” 
Yes
 II Chronicles 14:1, 5 “So Abijah slept with his fathers… and Asa his son reigned in his stead. In his days the land was quiet ten years... and the kingdom was quiet before him.” 6. In what year of King Asa’s reign did Baasha die?

Baasha died during the twenty-sixth year reign of Asa
 I Kings 16:6, 8 “So Baasha slept with his fathers, and was buried in Tirzah. In the twenty and sixth year of Asa king of Judah began Elah the son of Baasha to reign over Israel
 in Tirzah, two years…” Baasha invaded Judah during the thirty-sixth year reign of Asa
 II Chronicles 16:1 “In the six and thirtieth year of the reign of Asa Baasha king of Israel came up against Judah….And Asa in the thirty and ninth year of his reign was diseased in his feet...And Asa slept with his fathers, and died in the one and fortieth year of his reign.”

Note: How can Baasha be reigning during the 36th year of Asa’s reign when he (Baasha) already passed away during the 26th year reign of Asa?
7. How many years did Omri reign?
 Twelve years
 I Kings 16:23 “In the thirty and first year of Asa king of Judah began Omri to reign over Israel, twelve years: six years reigned he in Tirzah.” 
Seven years
 I Kings 16:23 “In the thirty and first year of Asa king of Judah began Omri to reign over Israel, twelve years: six years reigned he in Tirzah.”
I Kings 16:28-29 “So Omri slept with his fathers, and was buried in Samaria: and Ahab
 his son reigned in his stead. And in the thirty and eighth year of Asa king of Judah
 began Ahab the son of Omri to reign over Israel: and Ahab the son of Omri reigned
 over Israel in Samaria twenty and two years.”

Note: Omri started to reign during the 31st year of Asa king of Judah. However, Omri passed away during the 38th year of Asa.

Jehu was the grandson of Nimshi
 II Kings 9:2 “And when thous commest thither, look out there Jehu the son of Jehoshaphat the son of Nimshi and go in.” II Chronicles 20:31-33  “Jehoshaphat ... walked in the say of Asa his father, and departed not from it, doing that which was right in the eyes of the Lord. Howbeit the high places were not taken away.”

9. When did Elisha receive Elijah’s mantle?

Before Elijah is taken up into heaven
 I Kings 19:19 “So he departed thence, and found Elisha the son of Shaphat, who was plowing with twelve yoke of oxen before him, and he with the twelfth: and Elijah
 passed by him, and cast his mantle upon him.” After Elijah is taken up into heaven
 II Kings 2:11-13 “And it came to pass, as they still went on, and talked, that, behold, there appeared a chariot of fire…and Elijah went up by a whirlwind into heaven. And Elisha saw it…and he [Elisha] took hold of his own clothes… He took up also the mantle of Elijah that fell from him…”

Note: Elijah’s mantle was used to part the river of Jordan (see II Kings 2:8) in the same manner that the staff of Moses was used to part the Red Sea (see Exodus 14:16).

10. My father, my father the chariot of Israel and the horsemen thereof
 As Elisha watched Elijah being taken into the clouds he uttered a phrase II Kings 2:12 “And Elisha saw it, and he cried, My father, my father, the chariot of
 Israel, and the horsemen thereof. And he saw him no more: and he took hold of his own clothes, and rent them in two pieces.” As Joash, king of Israel watched Elisha on his deathbed, he uttered the same phrase II Kings 13:14 “Now Elisha was fallen sick of his sickness whereof he died. And Joash the king of Israel came down unto him, and wept over his face, and said, O my father, my father, the chariot of Israel, and the horsemen thereof.”

11. Forty-two little children were tore up by bears for calling Elisha bald 

II Kings 2:23-24 “And he [Elisha] went up…there came forth little children…and mocked him, and said unto him, Go up, thou bald head; go up, thou bald head. And he turned back…and cursed them in the name of the Lord…there came forth two she bears out of the wood, and tare forty and two children…” 

Note: If Elisha was indeed a man of God, why would he take the sneers from children personally and curse them to death?
12. A wall fell on 27,000 soldiers?

I Kings 20:30 “But the rest fled to Aphek, into the city; and there a wall fell upon twenty and seven thousand of the men that were left. And Benhadad fled, and came into the city, into an inner chamber.”

Note: A wall falling on 27,000 soldiers must have been a very big wall indeed. The spectacle of a wall falling on 27,000 soldiers sounds incredulous and physically implausible. 

13. Did Jehoshaphat remove the high places?

Jehoshaphat did not remove the high places
 I Kings 22:42-43 “Jehoshaphat was thirty and five years old when he began to reign; and he reigned twenty and five years in Jerusalem... the high places were not taken away;

for the people offered and burnt incense yet in the high places .”
II Chronicles 20:31-33 “Jehoshaphat ... doing that which was right in the eyes of the
 Lord. Howbeit the high places were not taken away.”

Jehoshaphat did remove the high places
 II Chronicles 17:5-6 “Therefore the Lord stablished the kingdom in his hand; and all Judah brought to Jehoshaphat presents; and he had riches and honour in abundance... moreover he took away the high places and groves out of Judah.”

14. When did Ahaziah begin to reign?
 In the twelfth year of Joram
 II Kings 8:25 “In the twelfth year of Joram the son of Ahab king of Israel did Ahaziah the son of Jehoram king of Judah begin to reign.” 
In the eleventh year of Joram
 II Kings 9:29 “And in the eleventh year of Joram the son of Ahab began Ahaziah to reign over Judah.” 15. How old was Ahaziah son of Joram, when he began to reign?
 Twenty-two years old
 II Kings 8:25-26 “…Ahaziah the son of Jehoram king of Judah begin to reign. Two and twenty years old was Ahaziah when he began to reign…” 
Forty-two years old
 II Chronicles 22:1-2 “Ahaziah the son of Jehoram king of Judah reigned. Forty and two years old was Ahaziah when he began to reign…” 16. How did Ahaziah die?
 He fled to Meggido and died
 II Kings 9:27 “And he [Ahaziah] fled to Megiddo, and died there.” He was brought to Jehu and slain
 II Chronicles 22:9 “And he sought Ahaziah: and they caught him, (for he was hid in Samaria,) and brought him [Ahaziah] to Jehu: and when they had slain him, they

buried him...” 17. How did God react to Jehu for the killings at Jezreel?

God told Jehu to do the killings and commended him for it
 II Kings 9:6-8 “And he [Elisha]…said unto him [Jehu], Thus saith the Lord God of Israel, I have anointed thee king… And thou shalt smite the house of Ahab thy master, that I may avenge the blood of my servants the prophets…the whole house of Ahab shall perish…”

II Kings 10:30 “And the Lord said unto Jehu, Because thou hast done well in executing that which is right in mine eyes, and hast done unto the house of Ahab according to all that was in mine heart, thy children of the fourth generation shall sit on the throne of Israel.”

II Chronicles 22:7-8 “…Jehu the son of Nimshi, whom the Lord had anointed to cut off the house of Ahab….Jehu was executing judgment upon the house of Ahab…he [Jehu] slew them.”

God condemned Jehu for it 
 Hosea 1:4 “And the Lord said unto him, Call his name Jezreel; for yet a little while, and
 I [Lord] will avenge the blood of Jezreel upon the house of Jehu, and will cause to cease the kingdom of the house of Israel.” 
However, the promise of the Lord to Jehu was fulfilled (Jehu, Jehoahaz, Jehoash, Jeroboam II, Zechariah)
II Kings 10:30 “And the Lord said unto Jehu, Because thou hast done well in executing that which is right in mine eyes, …thy children of the fourth generation shall sit on the throne of Israel.”

II Kings 10:35  “And Jehu slept with his fathers… And Jehoahaz his son reigned in his stead.”
II Kings 13:9 “And Jehoahaz slept with his fathers… and Joash his son reigned in his stead.”
II Kings 13:13 “And Joash slept with his fathers… and Jeroboam sat upon his throne.”
II Kings 14:29 “Jeroboam rested with his fathers… And Zechariah his son succeeded him as king.”
II Kings 15:12 “This was the word of the Lord which he spake unto Jehu, saying, Thy sons shall sit on the throne of Israel unto the fourth generation. And so it came to pass.”

Note: Jehu killed Jehoram the son of Ahab and Jezebel in Jezreel thru the instructions of Elisha claiming it is a commandment from the Lord. However, in the book of Hosea, Jehu was avenged by the Lord for doing what he was told to do. Jehu, son of Jehoshapat, reigned as king of Israel for 28 years.

18. Was Joash buried in the sepulcher of the kings?

Yes, Joash was buried in the sepulchres of the kings 
 II Kings 12:20-21 “And his servants arose, and made a conspiracy, and slew Joash … his [Joash] servants, smote him, and he died; and they buried him [Joash] with his fathers
 in the city of David: and Amaziah his son reigned in his stead.” No, Joash was not buried in the sepulchres of the kings
 II Chronicles 24:24-25 “… they executed judgment against Joash... his own servants conspired against him for the blood of the sons of Jehoiada the priest, and slew him on his bed, and he died: and they buried him in the city of David, but they buried him [Joash] not in the sepulchres of the kings.”

19. When did Jehoash become king of Israel?

In the twenty-third year of Joash’s reign
 II Kings 13:1 “In the three and twentieth year of Joash the son of Ahaziah king of Judah Jehoahaz the son of Jehu began to reign over Israel in Samaria, and reigned seventeen years.”

In the thirty-seventh year of Joash’s reign
 II Kings 13:10 “In the thirty and seventh year of Joash king of Judah began Jehoash the son of Jehoahaz to reign over Israel in Samaria, and reigned sixteen years.” 20. How long did Jotham reign?

At least 20 years
 II Kings 15:30 “And Hoshea the son of Elah made a conspiracy against Pekah the son of Remaliah, and smote him, and slew him, and reigned in his stead, in the twentieth year of Jotham the son of Uzziah.”

16 years
II Kings 15:32-33 “In the second year of Pekah the son of Remaliah king of Israel began Jotham the son of Uzziah king of Judah to reign. Five and twenty years old was he [Jotham] when he began to reign, and he [Jotham] reigned sixteen years in Jerusalem…”

21. How old was Ahaz when he became a father?

Based on the age of Hezekiah, Ahaz was a ten or eleven year old father II Kings 16:2 “Twenty years old was Ahaz when he began to reign, and reigned sixteen years in Jerusalem, and did not that which was right in the sight of the Lord his God, like David his father.”

II Kings 16:20 “And Ahaz slept with his fathers, and was buried with his fathers in the city of David: and Hezekiah his son reigned in his stead.”
II Kings 18:1-2 “Now it came to pass in the third year of Hoshea son of Elah king of Israel, that Hezekiah the son of Ahaz king of Judah began to reign. Twenty and five years old was he [Hezekiah] when he began to reign; and he reigned twenty and nine years in Jerusalem. His mother’s name also was Abi, the daughter of Zachariah.”

Note: Ahaz started to reign when he was 20 years old, and he reigned for 16 years. Hezekiah succeeded his father when he was 25 years old. Thirty-six minus twenty-five is equal to eleven. Ahaz must be about ten or eleven years old when his son Hezekiah was born.

22. Did the King of Syria conquer Ahaz?
 The King of Syria and the son of the King of Israel did not conquer Ahaz II Kings 16:5 “Then Rezin king of Syria and Pekah son of Remaliah king of Israel came up to Jerusalem to war: and they besieged Ahaz, but could not overcome him.” The King of Syria conquered Ahaz
 II Chronicles 28:5 “Wherefore the Lord his God delivered him [Ahaz] into the hand of the king of Syria; and they smote him, and carried away a great multitude of them captives, and brought them to Damascus…”

23. Was Ahaz buried in the sepulchres of the kings?
 Yes
 II Kings 16:20 “And Ahaz slept with his fathers, and was buried with his fathers in the city of David: and Hezekiah his son reigned in his stead.” No
 II Chronicles 28:27 “And Ahaz slept with his fathers, and they buried him in the city, even in Jerusalem: but they brought him not into the sepulchres of the kings of Israel: and Hezekiah his son reigned in his stead.”

24. Who is Adrammelech?
 A god
 II Kings 17:31 “… and the Sepharvites burnt their children in fire to Adrammelech and Anammelech, the gods of Sepharvaim.” The son of Sennacherib king of Assyria
 II Kings 19:36-38 “So Sennacherib king of Assyria departed, and went and returned, and dwelt at Nineveh. And it came to pass…that Adrammelech and Sharezer his sons smote him with the sword: and they escaped into the land of Armenia. And Esarhaddon his son reigned in his stead.”

Isaiah 37:37-39  “So Sennacherib king of Assyria departed, and went and returned, and dwelt at Nineveh. And it came to pass…Adrammelech and Sharezer his sons smote him with the sword; and they escaped into the land of Armenia: and Esarhaddon his son reigned in his stead.”

25. No other king like whom?
 Hezekiah
 II Kings 18:5 “He (Hezekiah) trusted in the Lord God of Israel; so that after him was none like him among all the kings of Judah, nor any that were before him.” Josiah
 II Kings 23:25 “And like unto him (Josiah) was there no king before him, that turned to the Lord with all his heart, and with all his soul, and with all his might, according to
 all the law of Moses; neither after him arose there any like him.” 26. Why was the sundial of Ahaz turned back by ten degrees?

To give Hezekiah a sign that he will be healed
 II King 20:8-11 “Hezekiah said… What shall be the sign that the Lord will heal me… And Isaiah said, …shall the shadow go forward…or go back ten degrees? Hezekiah answered…let the shadow return backward ten degrees…and he [Lord] brought the shadow ten degrees backward…”

As a sign that Hezekiah will be healed and Jer usalem will be delivered from Assyr ia Isaiah 38:5-8 “Thus saith the Lord…I will add unto thy [Hezekiah] days fifteen years. And I will deliver thee and this city out of the hand of the king of Assyria…And this shall be a sign unto thee… I will bring again the shadow of the degrees…in the sun dial of Ahaz, ten degrees backward.”

27. The dead soldiers woke up and realized they were dead

II Kings 19:35  “And it came to pass that night, that the angel of the Lord went out, and smote in the camp of the Assyrians an hundred fourscore and five thousand: and when they arose early in the morning, behold, they were all dead corpses.”

28. Armenia or Urartu?
 II Kings 19:37 “… they escaped into the land of Armenia.” 
Note: Armenia was named Armenia around 190 BC. The place where they escaped must have been called Urartu.
29. Josiah was punished for the misdeeds of Manasseh 

Josiah was punished because of his grandfather Manasseh
 II Kings 23:25-27 “…there no king before him [Josiah], that turned to the Lord with all his heart…Notwithstanding the Lord turned not from the fierceness of his great wrath, wherewith his anger was kindled against Judah, because of all the provocations that Manasseh had provoked him withal…the Lord said, I will remove Judah also out of my sight…” 

Manasseh asked for the Lord’s forgiveness and was forgiven
 II Chronicles 33:1-2, 12-13 “Manasseh…was evil in the sight of the Lord, like unto the abominations of the heathen…he [Manasseh] besought the Lord his God, and humbled himself greatly before the God…And prayed unto him: and he was intreated of him, and heard his supplication, and brought him again to Jerusalem into his kingdom.”

Note: Manasseh, the grandfather of Josiah mended his ways and asked for the Lord’s forgiveness and was forgiven by the Lord. Josiah was not yet born when Manasseh committed his evil deeds. Josiah was punished for the evil deeds of Manasseh when the Lord already forgave Manasseh himself. 

30. Where was Josiah when he died?
 He died in Megiddo and was brought to Jerusalem 
II Kings 23:29-30 “In his days Pharaohnechoh king of Egypt went up against the king of Assyria to the river Euphrates: and king Josiah went against him; and he slew him at Megiddo…And his servants carried him in a chariot dead from Megiddo, and brought him to Jerusalem…”

He died in Jerusalem 
 II Chronicles 35:23-24 “And the archers shot at king Josiah… and they brought him to Jerusalem, and he died, and was buried in one of the sepulchres of his fathers. And all Judah and Jerusalem mourned for Josiah.”

31. Who succeeded Jehoiakim (Jehoiakin)?
 His son Coniah succeeded him as king
 II Kings 24:6 “So Jehoiachim slept with his fathers; and Jehoiachin his son reigned in his instead.” 
He had no one to succeed him 
 Jeremiah 36:30 “Therefore thus saith the Lord of Jehoiakim king of Judah; He shall have none to sit upon the throne of David.” 32. How old was Jehoiachin when he started to reign?
 Eighteen years old
 II Kings 24:8 “Jehoiachin was eighteen years old when he began to reign... ” 
Eight years old
 II Chronicles 36:9 “Jehoiachin was eight years old when he began to reign... ” 33. How long did Jehoiachim reign in Jerusalem?
 Three months 
 II Kings 24:8 “…he (Jehoiachim) reigned in Jerusalem three months... ”  
Three months and ten days
 II Chronicles 36:9 “…he (Jehoiachim) reigned three months and ten days in Jerusalem…” 34. Who was the successor of Josiah?
 Jehoahaz 
 II Chronicles 36:1 “Then the people of the land took Jehoahaz the son of Josiah, and made him king in his father’s stead in Jerusalem.” Shallum 
 Jeremiah 22:11 “For thus saith the Lord touching Shallum the son of Josiah king of Judah, which reigned instead of Josiah his father, which went forth out of this place; He shall not return thither any more.”

35. What happened to Jehoiakim when he died?
 He slept with his fathers

37. What is the relationship of Zedekiah and Nebuchadnezzar?
 Zedekiah was the uncle of Nebuchadnezzar 
 II Kings 24:17 “And the king of Babylon made Mattariah his father’s brother king in his stead, and changed his name to Zedekiah.” Zedekiah was the brother of Nebuchadnezzar
 II Chronicles 36:10 “And when the year was expired, king Nebuchadnezzar sent, and brought him to Babylon, with the goodly vessels of the house of the Lord, and made Zedekiah his brother king over Judah and Jerusalem.”

38. Nebuchadnezzar or Nebuchadrezzar?
 Nebuchadnezzar 
 II Kings 24:1 “In his days Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon came up, and Jehoiakim became his servant three years: then he turned and rebelled against him.” 
Nebuchadrezzar
 Jeremiah 21:2 “Enquire, I pray thee, of the Lord for us; for Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon …”
Jeremiah 51:34 “Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon …”
Ezekiel 30:10 “…Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon.”

Note: Nebuchadnezzar whose real name is Nabukudurriusur is sometimes called Nebuchadrezzar in the Book of Jeremiah and Ezekiel.
39. When did the Israelites occupy Jerusalem?

During the time of Joshuah
 Joshua 12:7-10 “And these are the kings of the country which Joshua and the children of Israel smote ... which Joshua gave unto the tribes of Israel for a possession according

to their divisions...the Jebusites ...The king of Jerusalem...” Joshua 15:63 “As for the Jebusites the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the children of Judah could not drive them out; but the Jebusites dwell with the children of Judah at Jerusalem unto this day.”

After the death of Joshuah
Judges 1:8 “Now the children of Judah had fought against Jerusalem, and had taken it, and smitten it with the edge of the sword, and set the city on fire.”
Judges 1:21 “And the children of Benjamin did not drive out the Jebusites that inhabited Jerusalem; but the Jebusites dwell with the children of Benjamin in Jerusalem unto this day.”
Judges 19:10-11 “And when they were by Jebus, the day was far spent; and the servant said unto his master, Come, I pray thee, and let us turn in into this city of the Jebusites, and lodge in it.  II Kings 25:7 “And they slew the sons of Zedekiah before his eyes, and put out the eyes of Zedekiah, and bound him with fetters of brass, and carried him to Babylon.” Yes, Zedekiah saw the king of Babylon with his eyes
 Jeremiah 34:3 “And thou shalt not escape out of his hand, but shalt surely be taken, and delivered into his hand; and thine (Zedakiah) eyes shall behold the eyes of the king of Babylon, and he shall speak with thee mouth to mouth, and thou shalt go to Babylon.”

41. On what day did Nebuzaradan enter Jerusalem and burn the house of the Lord?

On the seventh day of the month

II Chronicles 16:10 “Then Asa was wroth with the seer, and put him in a prison house; for he was in a rage with him because of this thing. And Asa oppressed some of the people the same time.”

 II Chronicles 24:20-21 “And the spirit of God came upon Zechariah the son of Jehoiada...And they conspired against him, and stoned him with stones at the commandment of the king in the court of the house of the lord.”

Jesus said Zacharias was the son of Barachias
 Matthew 23:35 “Zacharias son of Barachias, whom ye slew between the temple and the altar.” 
Note: The name Barachias or Barachiah is not in the Old Testament.
48. The capture and burning of Jerusalem

II Chronicles 36:11-12, 14, 15-17  “Zedekiah…did that which was evil in the sight of the Lord…Therefore he brought upon them the king of the Chaldees, who slew their young men with the sword in the house of their sanctuary, and had no compassion upon young man or maiden, old man, or him that stooped for age: he gave them all into his hand.”

Note: The inhabitants of Jerusalem were punished for their sins. However, the very old and the very young children were punished as well.
N. The Babylonian Captivity 1. The total number of items is not equal to the sum total of items

Ezra 1:9-11 “And this is the number of them: thirty chargers of gold, a thousand chargers of silver, nine and twenty knives, Thirty basons of gold, silver basons of a second sort four hundred and ten, and other vessels a thousand. Note: The total number of items is said to be 5400. But the total count is just 2499.

 Ezra 2:2 “Which came with Zerubbabel: Jeshua, Nehemiah, Seraiah, Reelaiah, Mordecai, Bilshan, Mizpar, Bigvai, Rehum, Baanah.” 
Eleven 
 Nehemiah 7:7 “Who came with Zerubbabel, Jeshua, Nehemiah, Azariah, Raamiah, Nahamani, Mordecai, Bilshan, Mispereth, Bigvai, Nehum, Baanah.” 3. How is Zechariah related to Iddo?
 Zechariah was Iddo’s son
Ezra 5:1 “Then the prophets, Haggai the prophet, and Zechariah the son of Iddo, prophesied unto the Jews.” 
Ezra 6:14 “Through the prophesying of Haggai the prophet and Zechariah the son of Iddo.”

Zechariah was Iddo’s grandson

6. The currency called Daric

American Standard Version: Nehemiah 7:70-72 “The governor gave to the treasury 1,000 darics of gold, 50 basins, 30 priests’ garments and 500 minas of silver. And some of the heads of fathers’ houses gave into the treasury of the work 20,000 darics of gold and 2,200 minas of silver. And what the rest of the people gave was 20,000 darics of gold, 2,000 minas of silver, and 67 priests’ garments.”

Note: The Babylonian captivity happened in 586 BCE when the Kingdom of Judah fell to the Babylonian Empire. However the currency called Daric was introduced by King Darius at a much later date around 522-496 BC. Although the currency is nowhere to be found in the King James Bible, other Bible versions have included the Daric currency as early as in the book of Chronicles. 

O. The Persian kings
 1. Darius 

Ezra 4:5  “…all the days of Cyrus king of Persia, even until the reign of Darius king of Persia…”
Ezra 5:6 “The copy of the letter that Tatnai, governor on this side the river, and Shetharboznai and his companions the Apharsachites, which were on this side the river, sent unto Darius the king.”
Ezra 6:1 “Then Darius the king made a decree, and search was made in the house of the rolls, where the treasures were laid up in Babylon.”
Nehemiah 12:22 “The Levites in the days of Eliashib, Joiada, and Johanan, and Jaddua, were recorded chief of the fathers: also the priests, to the reign of Darius the Persian.”
Daniel 6:1 “It pleased Darius to set over the kingdom an hundred and twenty princes, which should be over the whole kingdom.”
Daniel 9:1 “In the first year of Darius the son of Ahasuerus, of the seed of the Medes, which was made king over the realm of the Chaldeans.”
Zechariah 1:1,7:1 “ In the eighth month, in the second year of Darius, came the word of the Lord unto Zechariah…in the fourth year of king Darius…the word of the Lord came unto Zechariah…”
Haggai 1:1 “In the second year of Darius the king, in the sixth month, in the first day of the month, came the word of the Lord by Haggai the prophet unto Zerubbabel…”

Note: The different books of the Bible have used the names Darius to refer to 
Note: The different books of the Bible have used the names Darius to refer to 405 B.C.) and Darius III (Darius Codomannus - 335-330 B.C.). Darius II lived during the time of Nehemiah, so the Darius in the book of Nehemiah is most likely Darius II. However, historians have varying opinions about the identity of the Darius mentioned in the other books.

2. AhaSuerus or Cambysses?

Ezra 4:6-7 “And in the reign of Ahasuerus, in the beginning of his reign, wrote they unto him an accusation against the inhabitants of Judah and Jerusalem. And in the days of Artaxerxes wrote Bishlam, Mithredath, Tabeel, and the rest of their companions, unto Artaxerxes king of Persia; and the writing of the letter was written in the Syrian tongue…”

Ezra 7:1 “Now after these things, in the reign of Artaxerxes king of Persia, Ezra the son of Seraiah, the son of Azariah, the son of Hilkiah.”
Nehemiah 2:1 “And it came to pass in the month Nisan, in the twentieth year of Artaxerxes the king…”
Nehemiah 5:14 “…from the twentieth year even unto the two and thirtieth year of Artaxerxes…”

Note: Some historians suspect that the Ahasuerus in Ezra 4:6-7 is actually Cambysses and the ArtaXerxes is actually Pseudo Smerdis, a magician impostor who pretended to be the brother of Cambysses.

3. Assuerus?
 In the Book of Tobit, Assuerus is identified as an associate of Nebuchadnezzar Douay-Rheims: Tobit 14:15 “…he heard of the destruction of Nineve, which was taken by Nabuchadnezzar and Assuerus: and before his death he rejoiced over Nineve.” 
Note: Tobit is not part of the King James Bible. Catholic writers insist that the Assuerus in Tobit 14:15 is actually Cyaxares I.
4. Xerxes or AhaSuerus?
 Ester 1:1 “Now it came to pass in the days of Ahasuerus, (this is Ahasuerus which reigned, from India even unto Ethiopia, over an hundred and seven and twenty provinces:).” 
Note: Some historians suspect that Ahasuerus and Xerxes are one and the same in the book of Ester. However, others disagree.
5. Did the Persian Empire have 127 provinces?

Ester 1:1-2 “Now it came to pass in the days of Ahasuerus, (this is Ahasuerus which reigned, from India even unto Ethiopia, over an hundred and seven and twenty provinces:) That in those days, when the king Ahasuerus sat on the throne of his kingdom, which was in Shushan the palace.”

Note: Ahasuerus was said to have ruled over 127 provinces. However, there was no such division of the Persian Empire. 
6. Did King Xerxes marry Ester after divorcing Vashti? 

Ester 2:17 “And the king loved Esther above all the women, and she obtained grace and favour in his sight more than all the virgins; so that he set the royal crown upon her head, and made her queen instead of Vashti.”

Note: In the King James Bible, it was King Ahasuerus who married Vashti and Ester. In other Bible versions, it was King Xerxes who married Vashti and Ester. There is no historical record indicating that King Xerxes had a wife named Esther nor Vashti. Some historians theorize that the real Ester is Amestris the wife of Xerxes I of Persia.

7. Ester had to enter a sexual competition in order to become a queen

Ester 2:8-9, 17 “So it came to pass, when the king’s commandment and his decree was heard, and when many maidens were gathered together unto Shushan the palace…And the maiden pleased him… And the king loved Esther above all the women… so that he set the royal crown upon her head, and made her queen instead of Vashti.” 

Note: The king decreed a sex competition and will choose the new queen among contenders to replace the queen. The king took another wife to become queen because queen Vashti refused the king’s order to show herself to his friends.

8. Was Haman an Amalek or an Agagite?

No, the Amalekites were totally destroyed
 I Samuel 15:7-8 “And Saul smote the Amalekites from Havilah until thou comest to Shur, that is over against Egypt. And he took Agag the king of the Amalekites alive, and utterly destroyed all the people with the edge of the sword.”

I Samuel 15:32-33 “Then said Samuel, Bring ye hither to me Agag the king of the Amalekites... And Samuel hewed Agag in pieces before the Lord in Gilgal.” 
Yes, Haman was a descendant of Agag an Amalekite
 Ester 3:1 “… Haman the son of Hammedatha the Agagite…” 9. The Persian king Xerxes allowed the Jews to attack his Persian subjects

Ester 8:11 “Wherein the king granted the Jews which were in every city to gather themselves together, and to stand for their life, to destroy, to slay and to cause to perish, all the power of the people and province that would assault them, both little ones and women, and to take the spoil of them for a prey.”

Note: There is no record of this event. It is also highly improbable that a king would allow foreigners in his own country to attack his own people.
10. Ester wants to hang the dead sons of Haman
 The ten sons of Haman were slain
 Ester 9:10 “The ten sons of Haman the son of Hammedatha, the enemy of the Jews, slew they; but on the spoil laid they not their hand.” Ester wants to hang the already dead sons of Haman
 Ester 9:13 “Then said Esther, If it please the king, let it be granted to the Jews which are in Shushan to do to morrow also according unto this day’s decree, and let Haman’s ten sons be hanged upon the gallows.”

Note: The Purim festival of the Jews, celebrates Ester’s victory over Haman.
11. Daniel’s statement about Jehoiakim and Nebuchadnezzar’s invasion of Judah 

Daniel 1:1-2 “In the third year of the reign of Jehoiakim king of Judah came Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon unto Jerusalem, and besieged it. And the Lord gave Jehoiakim king of Judah into his hand, with part of the vessels of the house of God: which he carried into the land of Shinar to the house of his god; and he brought the vessels into the treasure house of his god.” 

Note: Jehoiakim reigned as king of Judah from 609 to 598 BCE while Nebuchadnezzar reigned as king of Babylon from 605 to 562 BCE. During the third year of Jehoiakim’s reign, Nebuchadnezzar was not yet the king of Babylon. However, when Nebuchadnezzar invaded Judah, Jehoiakim already passed away.

12. Was Belshazzar a king?
 Daniel 5:1 “Belshazzar the king made a great feast to a thousand of his lords, and drank wine before the thousand.” 
Note: Belshazzar was a co-regent but not king.
13. Who was the father of Belshazzar?

Daniel 5:2 “Belshazzar, whiles he tasted the wine, commanded to bring the golden and silver vessels which his father Nebuchadnezzar had taken out of the temple which was in Jerusalem; that the king, and his princes, his wives, and his concubines, might drink therein.”

Note: Historical records show Nebonidus was the father of Belshazzar and not Nebuchadnezzar.
14. Did Darius the Median succeed Belshazzar?
 Daniel 5:30-31 “In that night was Belshazzar the king of the Chaldeans slain. And Darius the Median took the kingdom, being about threescore and two years old.” Note: Historical records show that Cyrus succeeded Belshazzar and Darius the Median is a mere fictitious character that never existed. Darius the Median is not the same as Darius I of Persia. Darius I of Persia came in power in 521 BCE, 17 years after the fall of Babylon. 

P. The men called Azariah
 1. The Lord smote Azariah for not removing the high places

II Kings 3-5 “And he [Azariah] did that which was right in the sight of the Lord, according to all that his father Amaziah had done; Save that the high places were not removed: the people sacrificed and burnt incense still on the high places. And the Lord smote the king, so that he was a leper unto the day of his death, and dwelt in a several house.”

Note: Even if Azariah did what was right in the eyes of the Lord, the Lord smites Azariah with leprosy for not having removed the high places.
2. God turned Uzziah [Azariah] into a leper for burning incense
 Uzziah [Azariah] 
II Kings 15:5 “And the Lord smote the king [Azariah], so that he was a leper unto the day of his death…”
II Chronicles 26:19-21 “Then Uzziah was wroth, and had a censer in his hand to burn incense…the Lord had smitten him. And Uzziah the king was a leper unto the day of his death…”

Azariah is a Levite 
 II Chronicles 29:12 “Then the Levites arose, Mahath the son of Amasai, and Joel the son of Azariah, of the sons of the Kohathites: and of the sons of Merari, Kish the son of Abdi, and Azariah the son of Jehalelel.”

Note: Historians believe that Uzziah and Azariah are one and the same person. Uzziah is not a member of the Levite family and therefore does not have the privilege of performing priestly rites such as burning incense. If Uzziah and Azariah are one and the same, how come Azariah is a Levite and Uzziah is not? It seems that Azariah the Levite is not the same as Azariah who is also named Uzziah.

3. Who are the men named Azariah?
 Azariah, king of Judah, son of Amaziah and Jecoliah
II Kings 15:1 “In the twenty-seventh year of Jeroboam…Azariah son of Amaziah king of Judah…”
I Chronicles 3:12 “Amaziah his son, Azariah his son…”

Azariah son of King Jehoshaphat of Judah, brother of Jehoram 
 II Chronicles 21:2 “And he had brethren the sons of Jehoshaphat, Azariah, and Jehiel, and Zechariah, and Azariah, and Michael, and Shephatiah: all these were the sons of Jehoshaphat king of Israel.”

Note: The name Azariah appears twice in the list of sons of Jehoshaphat.
Ahaziah king of Judah, son of Jehoram
 II Kings 8:25-26 “…Ahaziah the son of Jehoram king of Judah begin to reign.” II Chronicles 22:1-2,6 “Ahaziah the son of Jehoram king of Judah reigned.”

Azariah son of Zadok, the priest, a prince of Solomon
 I Kings 4:2 “And these were the princes which he [Solomon] had; Azariah the son of Zadok the priest.” 
Azariah son of Nathan and in charge of the twelve officers of King Solomon I Kings 4:5,7 “And Azariah the son of Nathan was over the officers. And Solomon had twelve officers over all Israel.” 
Azariah son of Ahimaaz, grandfather of Azariah 
 I Chronicles 6:9 “And Ahimaaz begat Azariah, and Azariah begat Johanan.” 
Azariah son of Johanan, father of Amariah

 I Chronicles 6:36 “…the son of Joel, the son of Azariah, the son of Zephaniah.” 
Azariah a prophet and the son of Oded who prophesied to Asa II Chronicles 15:1 “And the Spirit of God came upon Azariah the son of Oded.” 
Azariah son of Jeroham; one of those who overthrew Athaliah II Chronicles 23:1 “Azariah the son of Jeroham.” 
Azariah son of Obed; one of those who overthrew Athaliah II Chronicles 23:1 “Azariah the son of Obed.” 
Azariah the chief priest in the days of King Uzziah of Judah
 II Chronicles 26:17, 20 “And Azariah the priest went in after him…Azariah the chief priest…” 
Azariah son of Johanan and one of the Ephraimite chiefs II Chronicles 28:12 “Azariah the son of Johanan…” 
Azariah a Kohathite Levite with a son named Joel, one of those who cleansed the Temple in the days of King Hezekiah
 II Chronicles 29:12 “Then the Levites arose, Mahath the son of Amasai, and Joel the son of Azariah, of the sons of the Kohathites…” 
Azariah a Levite and a son of Jehalelel, one of the Merarites who cleansed the Temple at the time of King Hezekiah 
 II Chronicles 29:12 “Then the Levites arose…and Azariah the son of Jehalelel…” 
Azariah, son of Maaseiah, one of those who repaired the wall of Jerusalem during Nehemiah’s time 
Nehemiah 3:23-24 “After him repaired…After him repaired Azariah the son of Maaseiah…from the house of Azariah unto the turning of the wall, even unto the corner.”

Azariah son of Hoshaiah, One of those who ignored Jeremiah’s advice and left for Egypt
 Jeremiah 43:2 “Then spake Azariah the son of Hoshaiah…” 
Azariah one of Daniel’s companions 
 Daniel 1:6-7, 11, 19; 2:17 “the children of Judah, Daniel…and Azariah:…Hananiah…and Azariah, his [Daniel’s] companions.” Q. The man called Job 1. Did Satan visit God in heaven?

Job 1:6-7 “Now there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves before the Lord, and Satan came also among them. And the Lord said unto Satan, Whence comest thou? Then Satan answered the Lord, and said, From going to and fro in the earth, and from walking up and down in it.” 

Job 2:1 “Again there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves before the Lord, and Satan came also among them to present himself before the Lord.” Note: Satan came with the angels to visit God. Did Satan go to heaven with the angels? Satan keeps a very casual conversation with God, could that mean that Satan and God are pals? If the story of Job is non-fiction who overheard and wrote the conversation between God and Satan?

2. Who brought evil upon Job?
 Satan
 Job 2:7 “So went Satan forth from the presence of the Lord, and smote Job with sore boils from the sole of his foot unto his crown.” God 
 Job 42:11 “Then came there unto him all his brethren, and all his sisters, and all they that had been of his acquaintance before, and did eat bread with him in his house: and they bemoaned him, and comforted him over all the evil that the Lord had brought upon him.” 

R. The book of Isaiah
 1. God told Isaiah to walk naked and barefoot for three years

Isaiah 20:2-3 “At the same time spake the Lord by Isaiah the son of Amoz, saying, Go and loose the sackcloth from off thy loins, and put off thy shoe from thy foot. And he did so, walking naked and barefoot. And the Lord said, Like as my servant Isaiah hath walked naked and barefoot three years for a sign and wonder upon Egypt and upon Ethiopia” 

2. When did God kill the Leviathan and the sea dragon?

He will do it in the future
 Isaiah 27:1 “In that day the Lord with his sore and great and strong sword shall punish leviathan the piercing serpent, even leviathan that crooked serpent; and he shall slay
 the dragon that is in the sea.” He already did it 
 Psalm 74:13-14 “Thou didst divide the sea by thy strength: thou brakest the heads of the dragons in the waters. Thou brakest the heads of leviathan in pieces, and gavest him to be meat to the people inhabiting the wilderness.”

3. Rabshakeh said he was sent so people may eat their dung and drink their piss

Isaiah 36:12 “But Rabshakeh said, Hath my master sent me to thy master and to thee to speak these words? hath he not sent me to the men that sit upon the wall, that they may eat their own dung, and drink their own piss with you?”

S. The man called Jeremiah
 1. God told Jeremiah to wear a girdle, not to wash the girdle and hide it in a rock

Jeremiah 13:1-11  “Thus saith the Lord unto me, Go and get thee a linen girdle… For as the girdle cleaveth to the loins of a man, so have I caused to cleave unto me the whole house of Israel and the whole house of Judah, saith the Lord; that they might be unto me for a people, and for a name, and for a praise, and for a glory: but they would not hear.”

Note: God told Jeremiah to wear a girdle, and not to wash the girdle but to hide it in a rock, and then God told Jeremiah to dig for the girdle in the rocks. The girdle was ruined, then God compared the girdle to those who do not obey His orders, they too will be ruined.

T. The man called Ezekiel
 1. God told Ezekiel to eat a piece of scroll

Ezekiel 2:9-3:3 “And when I looked…an hand was sent unto me; and, lo, a roll of a book was therein…and there was written therein lamentations, and mourning, and woe…he said…eat this roll, and go speak unto the house of Israel. So I opened my mouth, and he caused me to eat that roll. And he said…Son of man, cause thy belly to eat, and fill thy bowels with this roll…Then did I eat it; and it was in my mouth as honey for sweetness.”

2. God entered the body of Ezekiel and made his tongue stick to the roof of his mouth

Ezekiel 3:24-26 “Then the spirit entered into me, and set me upon my feet, and spake with me, and said unto me, Go, shut thyself within thine house...And I will make thy tongue cleave to the roof of thy mouth, that thou shalt be dumb, and shalt not be to them a reprover: for they are a rebellious house.”

3. God required Ezekiel to lie on his right side for 390 days, and then on his left side for 40 days

Ezekiel 4:4-8 “Lie thou also upon thy left side, and lay the iniquity of the house of Israel upon it: according to the number of the days that thou shalt lie upon it thou shalt bear their iniquity…three hundred and ninety days…And when thou hast accomplished them, lie again on thy right side, and thou shalt bear the iniquity of the house of Judah forty days...I will lay bands upon thee, and thou shalt not turn thee from one side to another, till thou hast ended the days of thy siege.” 

4. God ordered Ezekiel to make bread based on God’s recipe 

Ezekiel 4:9 “Take thou also unto thee wheat, and barley, and beans, and lentiles, and millet, and fitches, and put them in one vessel, and make thee bread thereof, according to the number of the days that thou shalt lie upon thy side, three hundred and ninety days shalt thou eat thereof.”

5. God ordered Ezekiel to make and eat bread with human dung
 Ezekiel 4:9 “And thou shalt eat it as barley cakes, and thou shalt bake it with dung that cometh out of man, in their sight.” 6. God ordered Ezekiel to cut his hair, burn, smite, scatter and place some on his skirt

Ezekiel 5:1-4 “take…a barber’s razor…pass (it) upon thine head and…beard: then…divide the hair. Thou shalt burn with fire a third…when the days of the siege are fulfilled: and thou shalt take a third…smite about it with a knife: and a third…scatter in the wind; and I will draw out a sword after them. Thou shalt also take …a few…bind them in thy skirts. …cast them…and burn them in the fire; for thereof shall a fire come forth into all the house of Israel.”

Note: God ordered Ezekiel to cut his hair, burn a third, smite a third, scatter a third and place some on his skirt.
U. The man called Jonah
 1. Who threw Jonah to the sea?
 The sailors
 Jonah 1:15 “So they look up Jonah, and cast him forth into the sea.” 
God
 Jonah 2:3 “For thou [Lord] hadst cast me into the deep, in the midst of the seas.” 2. Fish or whale?
 Jonah lived inside a fish for three days
 Jonah 1:17 “Now the Lord had prepared a great fish to swallow up Jonah.” 
Jonah lived inside a whale for three days
 Matthew 12:40 “For as Jonah was three days and three nights in the whale’s belly.” 3. God spoke to the fish
 Jonah 2:10 “And the Lord spake unto the fish, and it vomited out Jonah upon the dry land.” 4. God created a shade for Jonah and then the next day God destroyed the shade 

Jonah 4:6-7 “And the Lord God prepared a gourd, and made it to come up over Jonah, that it might be a shadow over his head, to deliver him from his grief. So Jonah was exceeding glad of the gourd. But God prepared a worm when the morning rose the next day, and it smote the gourd that it withered.”

5. Did God destroy Nineveh?
 No, because they cannot tell their left from their right hand and there were too many cows
Jonah 4:11 “And should not I spare Nineveh, that great city, wherein are more than sixscore thousand persons that cannot discern between their right hand and their left hand; and also much cattle?”

Yes Nineveh was destroyed
 Nahum 3:7 “… Nineveh is laid waste.” V. About the Old Testament 1. Regarding the book of Proverbs
 Proverbs 25:1 “These are also proverbs of Solomon, which the men of Hezekiah king of Judah copied out.” Note: If Solomon wrote the book of Proverbs, why was Hezekiah mentioned in the said book? Solomon lived around 971-931 BCE while Hezekiah was said to have lived much later, sometime between 715-697 BCE.

2. Are the Old Testament laws still binding?

Yes, the Old Testament laws are binding forever
 Exodus 12:14,17, 24 “And this day shall be unto you for a memorial; and ye shall keep it a feast to the Lord throughout your generations; ye shall keep it a feast by an ordinance for ever... And ye shall observe this thing for an ordinance to thee and to thy sons for ever.”

Leviticus 23:14,21, 31 “It shall be a statute for ever throughout your generations.” Deuteronomy 4:8-9 “What nation is there so great, that hath statutes and judgments so righteous as all this law, which I set before you this day? ... teach them thy sons, and thy sons’ sons.”
Deuteronomy 7:9 “Know therefore that the Lord thy God, he is God, the faithful God, which keepeth covenant and mercy with them that love him and keep his commandments to a thousand generations.”
Deuteronomy 11:1 “Therefore thou shalt love the Lord thy God, and keep his charge, and his statutes, and his judgments, and his commandments, alway.”
Deuteronomy 11:26-28 “Behold, I set before you this day a blessing and a curse; A blessing, if ye obey the commandments of the Lord your God, which I command you this day: And a curse, if ye will not obey the commandments of the Lord your God.” 
I Chronicles 16:15 “Be ye mindful always of his covenant; the word which he commanded to a thousand generations ... an everlasting covenant.”
Psalm 119:151-2 “Thou art near, O Lord; and all thy commandments are truth. Concerning thy testimonies, I have known of old that thou hast founded them for ever.”
Psalm 119:160 “Thy word is true from the beginning: and every one of thy righteous judgments endureth for ever.”
Malachi 4:4 “Remember ye the law of Moses.”

No, Christians are not under the Old Testament law
Luke 16:16 “The law and the prophets were until John [the Baptist]: since that time the kingdom of heaven is preached.”

Romans 7:4, 6 “Ye also are become dead to the law by the body of Christ... We are delivered from the law, that being dead.”
Romans 10:4 “Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth.”
II Corinthians 3:14 “But their minds were blinded: for until this day remaineth the same veil untaken away in the reading of the old testament; which veil is done away in Christ.” 
Galatians 3:13 “Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law.” 
Galatians 3:24-25 “Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith. But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster.”

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Note: All the genealogies shown above are through the family of Joseph. However, Jesus is not the biological child of Joseph.
2. How many generations were there from the Babylonian exile until Jesus Christ?

Thirteen
 Matthew 1: 12-16 “And after they were brought to Babylon, Jechonias begat Salathiel; and Salathiel begat Zorobabel; And Zorobabel begat Abiud; and Abiud begat Eliakim; and Eliakim begat Azor; And Azor begat Sadoc; and Sadoc begat Achim; and Achim begat Eliud; And Eliud begat Eleazar; and Eleazar begat Matthan; and Matthan begat Jacob; And Jacob begat Joseph the husband of Mary, of whom was born Jesus, who is called Christ.”

Fourteen generations
 Matthew 1:17 “So all the generations from Abraham to David are fourteen generations; and from David until the carrying away into Babylon are fourteen generations; and
 from the carrying away into Babylon unto Christ are fourteen generations.” Note: However in Matthew 1:18, it is written that Jesus has no biological father.
3. How many generations were there from Abraham to Jesus?

Forty-two generations
 Matthew 1:17 “So all the generations from Abraham to David are fourteen generations; and from David until the carrying away into Babylon are fourteen generations; and
 from the carrying away into Babylon unto Christ are fourteen generations.” Forty-one generations
 Matthew 1:2-16 “Abraham begat Isaac; and Isaac begat Jacob; and Jacob begat Judas and his brethren; And Judas begat Phares and Zara of Thamar; and Phares begat Esrom; and Esrom begat Aram; And Aram begat Aminadab; and Aminadab begat Naasson; and Naasson begat Salmon; And Salmon begat Booz of Rachab; and Booz begat Obed of Ruth; and Obed begat Jesse; And Jesse begat David the king; and David the king begat Solomon of her that had been the wife of Urias; And Solomon begat Roboam; and Roboam begat Abia; and Abia begat Asa; And Asa begat Josaphat; and Josaphat begat Joram; and Joram begat Ozias; And Ozias begat Joatham; and Joatham begat Achaz; and Achaz begat Ezekias; And Ezekias begat Manasses; and Manasses begat Amon; and Amon begat Josias; And Josias begat Jechonias and his brethren, about the time they were carried away to Babylon: And after they were brought to Babylon, Jechonias begat Salathiel; and Salathiel begat Zorobabel; And Zorobabel begat Abiud; and Abiud begat Eliakim; and Eliakim begat Azor; And Azor begat Sadoc; and Sadoc begat Achim; and Achim begat Eliud; And Eliud begat Eleazar; and Eleazar begat Matthan; and Matthan begat Jacob; And Jacob begat Joseph the husband of Mary, of whom was born Jesus, who is called Christ.”

 Luke 3:27 “…which was the son of Salathiel, which was the son of Neri.” 5. Who was Joseph’s father?
 Jacob
 Matthew 1:16 “And Jacob begat Joseph the husband of Mary, of whom was born Jesus, who is called Christ.” 
Heli 
 Luke 3:23 “And Jesus himself began to be about thirty years of age, being (as was supposed) the son of Joseph, which was the son of Heli.” 6. How many generations were there from David to Jesus?

Twenty-eight generations
 Matthew 1:17 “So all the generations from Abraham to David are fourteen generations; and from David until the carrying away into Babylon are fourteen generations; and
 from the carrying away into Babylon unto Christ are fourteen generations.” Forty-three generations
 Luke 3:23-38 “And Jesus himself began to be about thirty years of age, being (as was supposed) the son of Joseph, which was the son of Heli, Which was the son of Matthat, which was the son of Levi, which was the son of Melchi, which was the son of Janna, which was the son of Joseph, Which was the son of Mattathias, which was the son of Amos, which was the son of Naum, which was the son of Esli, which was the son of Nagge, Which was the son of Maath, which was the son of Mattathias, which was the son of Semei, which was the son of Joseph, which was the son of Juda, Which was the son of Joanna, which was the son of Rhesa, which was the son of Zorobabel, which was the son of Salathiel, which was the son of Neri, Which was the son of Melchi, which was the son of Addi, which was the son of Cosam, which was the son of Elmodam, which was the son of Er, Which was the son of Jose, which was the son of Eliezer, which was the son of Jorim, which was the son of Matthat, which was the son of Levi, Which was the son of Simeon, which was the son of Juda, which was the son of Joseph, which was the son of Jonan, which was the son of Eliakim, Which was the son of Melea, which was the son of Menan, which was the son of Mattatha, which was the son of Nathan, which was the son of David, Which was the son of Jesse, which was the son of Obed, which was the son of Booz, which was the son of Salmon, which was the son of Naasson, Which was the son of Aminadab, which was the son of Aram, which was the son of Esrom, which was the son of Phares, which was the son of Juda, Which was the son of Jacob, which was the son of Isaac, which was the son of Abraham, which was the son of Thara, which was the son of Nachor, Which was the son of Saruch, which was the son of Ragau, which was the son of Phalec, which was the son of Heber, which was the son of Sala, Which was the son of Cainan, which was the son of Arphaxad, which was the son of Sem, which was the son of Noe, which was the son of Lamech, Which was the son of Mathusala, which was the son of Enoch, which was the son of Jared, which was the son of Maleleel, which was the son of Cainan, Which was the son of Enos, which was the son of Seth, which was the son of Adam, which was the son of God.”

7. We should avoid genealogies

I Timothy 1:4 “Neither give heed to fables and endless genealogies, which cause disputes rather than godly edification which is in faith.”
Titus 3:9 “But avoid foolish disputes, genealogies, contentions, and strivings about the law; for they are unprofitable and useless.”

Note: Matthew 1:1-17 and Luke 3:23-38 discusses about the genealogy of Jesus.
B. The Nativity 1. Was Joseph the father of Jesus Christ?

Yes, Joseph was the father of Jesus Christ
 Acts 2:30 “Therefore being a prophet [David], and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him, that of the fruit of his loins, according to the flesh, he would raise up Christ to sit on his throne.”

Acts 13:23 “Of this man’s seed [David’s] hath God, according to his promise, raised unto Israel a Saviour, Jesus.” 
Romans 1:3 “Concerning his son Jesus Christ our Lord, which was made of the seed of David according to the flesh.”
II Timothy 2:8 “Remember that Jesus Christ of the seed of David…” 
Hebrews 2:16 “For verily he [Jesus] took not on him the nature of angels, but he took on him the seed of Abraham.”
Revelation 22:16 “I [Jesus] am the root and the offspring of David.”

No, Joseph was not the father of Jesus Christ
Matthew 1:18 “When as his mother Mary was espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the Holy Ghost.”
Matthew 22:45 “Saying, What think ye of Christ? whose son is he? They say unto him, The son of David. He saith unto them, How then doth David in spirit call him Lord, saying, The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine enemies thy footstool? If David then call him Lord, how is he his son?” 
Mark 12:35-37 “And Jesus answered and said, while he taught in the temple, How say the scribes that Christ is the son of David? For David himself said by the Holy Ghost, The Lord said to my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine enemies thy footstool. David therefore himself calleth him Lord; and whence is he then his son?”
Luke 1:31-35 “And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring for a son, and shalt call his name Jesus .... Then said Mary unto the angel, How shall this be seeing I know not a man. And the angel answered and said unto her, The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee.”

Note: According to the scriptures, the savior had to be a biological descendant of David. But Jesus was not a biological child of Joseph whose ancestor is David. 
2. Did the angel visitation occur before Jesus was conceived?

No, after conception
 Matthew 1:18-21 “When as his mother Mary was espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child… the angel of the Lord appeared unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost. And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS…”

Yes, before conception
 Luke 1:26-31 “And the angel came in unto her, and said, Hail, thou that art highly favoured, the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou among women. And when she saw him, she was troubled at his saying…And the angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found favour with God. And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name JESUS.”

Note: The book of Matthew is the only book that mentions about the angel visitation to Joseph, and the angel visitation to Mary can only be found in the book of Luke. 

3. To whom did the angel spoke?

To Joseph
 Matthew 1:20 “But while he thought on these things, behold, the angel of the Lord appeared unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost.”

To Mary
 Luke 1:28 “And the angel came in unto her, and said, Hail, thou that art highly favoured, the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou among women.” 
Note: The book of Matthew only mentions the angel visitation made to Joseph and the book of Luke only mentions the angel visitation to Mary.
4. Was Jesus born during the time of King Herod?
 Yes, during the time of King Herod
 Matthew 2:1 “Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea in the days of Herod the King, behold, there came wise men from the east of Jerusalem.” 
No, during the time of Quirinius (Cyrenius)
Luke 2:1-2 “And it came to pass in those days, that there went out a decree from Caesar Augustus that all the world should be taxed. And this taxing was first made when Cyrenius (Quirinius) was governor of Syria… And she [Mary] brought forth her firstborn son, and wrapped him in swaddling clothes, and laid him in a manger; because there was no room for them in the inn.”

Note: King Herod died ten years before Quirinius became the governor of Syria. If Jesus was born during the time of Quirinius, his nativity must be sometime during AD 6. If Jesus was born during the time of King Herod, his nativity must be sometime on or before 4 BC because Herod the Great died during 4 BC. 

5. Where did Joseph and Mary reside prior to the birth of Jesus?

Bethlehem, traveled to Egypt and then moved to Nazareth
 Matthew 2:1, 14, 21-23 “Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judaea in the days of Herod the king… he [Joseph] took the young child and his mother by night, and departed into Egypt... And he arose, and took the young child and his mother, and
 came into the land of Israel…he turned aside into the parts of Galilee: And he came and dwelt in a city called Nazareth.” Nazareth, then traveled to Bethlehem
 Luke 2:1-4 “And it came to pass in those days, that there went out a decree from Caesar Augustus that all the world should be taxed... And Joseph also went up from Galilee,

out of the city of Nazareth, into Judaea, unto the city of David, which is called Bethlehem; (because he was of the house and lineage of David:).” 6. Was Jesus born in Bethlehem?

Joseph and Mary were already living in Bethlehem 
 Matthew 2:1-2 “Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judaea in the days of Herod the king, behold, there came wise men from the east to Jerusalem, saying, Where is he that is born King of the Jews? for we have seen his star in the east, and are come to worship him.”

Joseph and Mary had to travel to Bethlehem
 Luke 2:15-16 “And it came to pass, as the angels were gone away from them into heaven, the shepherds said one to another, Let us now go even unto Bethlehem, and see this thing which is come to pass, which the Lord hath made known unto us. And they came with haste, and found Mary, and Joseph, and the babe lying in a manger.” 

Note: Did Joseph and Mary really had to travel to Bethlehem to take part in a census and taxation? It is quite improbable that this ever happened. People are taxed based on where they are and not on where they come from. The census ordered by Quirinius happened at a much later date and it only happened in Judea not in Galilee. Also, it is highly unlikely that a very pregnant Mary could have traveled for 90 miles on a donkey without loosing her baby.

7. Who visited Jesus in his crib?

Astrologers, visited Jesus in a house
 Matthew 2:1-2, 11 “Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judaea in the days of Herod the king, behold, there came wise men from the east to Jerusalem, saying,

Where is he that is born King of the Jews? for we have seen his star in the east, and are come to worship him… And when they were come into the house, they saw the young child with Mary his mother”

Shepherds visited Jesus in a manger
 Luke 2:15-16 “And it came to pass, as the angels were gone away from them into heaven, the shepherds said one to another, Let us now go even unto Bethlehem, and see this thing which is come to pass, which the Lord hath made known unto us. And they came with haste, and found Mary, and Joseph, and the babe lying in a manger.”

Note: The wise men visitation is mentioned only in the book of Matthew, and the shepherd visitation is mentioned only in the book of Luke. Jesus was visited by the wise men in a house indicating that the visitation happened at a much later time.

8. Was the infant Christ taken to Egypt?

Yes, the family fled to Egypt
 Matthew 2:13-14 “And when they were departed, behold, the angel of the Lord appeareth to Joseph in a dream, saying, Arise, and take the young child and his mother, and flee into Egypt…When he arose, he took the young child and his mother by night, and departed into Egypt.”

No, the family did no go anywhere and there was no slaughter of the infants Luke 2:22, 39 “And when the days of her purification according to the law of Moses were accomplished, they brought him to Jerusalem, to present him to the Lord… And when they had performed all things according to the law of the Lord, they returned into Galilee, to their own city Nazareth.”

Note: John the Baptist must have been under two years old during that time but was spared of the infant killings. The massacre of the infants seems to have never happened. There is no historical account that such event took place other than the Bible. 

9. Massacre of the innocents

Matthew 2:16 “Then Herod, when he saw that he was mocked of the wise men, was exceeding wroth, and sent forth, and slew all the children that were in Bethlehem, and in all the coasts thereof, from two years old and under. ” 

Note: Aside from the Bible, there is no historical evidence that the massacre of the innocents ever happened.
C. Mary the mother of Jesus 1. Is Mary the mother of God?
 Yes, Mary is the mother of God
 Luke 1:43 “And whence is this to me, that the mother of my Lord should come to me?” Note: In the year 431 AD Mary was declared the mother of God. The Theotokos or the Mother of God dogma was declared in the Ecumenical Council of Ephesus in 431 AD. This dogma is based on Luke 1:43.

No, because Jesus Christ said he is not God
 Matthew 19:16-17 “And, behold, one came and said unto him [Jesus], Good Master, what good thing shall I do, that I may have eternal life? And he [Jesus] said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God.”

Mark 10:17-18 “And when he was gone forth into the way, there came one running, and kneeled to him, and asked him, Good Master, what shall I do that I may inherit eternal life? And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God.”

Luke 18:18-19 “A certain ruler asked him, ‘Good teacher, what must I do to inherit eternal life?’ ‘Why do you call me good?’ Jesus answered. ‘No one is good—except God alone.’” 

2. Is Mary an ever virgin?
 No
Matthew 1:25 “And knew her not till she had brought forth her firstborn son: and he called his name JESUS.”
Matthew 13:55-56 “Is not this the carpenter’s son? is not his mother called Mary? and his brethren, James, and Joseph, and Simon, and Judas? And his sisters, are they not all with us? Whence then hath this man all these things?”

Note: The verse “And knew her not till…” suggest that Mary was a virgin only up to the time of the birth of Jesus.
Yes
 Ezekiel 44:2 “Then said the Lord unto me; This gate shall be shut, it shall not be opened, and no man shall enter in by it; because the Lord, the God of Israel, hath entered in by it, therefore it shall be shut?”

Note: However, the Catholic Church declared Mary as an ever virgin. Mary’s virginity was also written in the following verse from the non-biblical book written about 150 AD, The Proto-Gospel of James:

Proto-Gospel of James 19:3 “The midwife went out of the cave and Salome met her. And she said to her, “Salome, Salome, I can describe a new wonder to you. A virgin has given birth, contrary to her natural condition.” Salome replied, “As the Lord of my God lives, if I do not insert my finger and examine her condition, I will not believe that the virgin has given birth.”

The book History of Joseph the Carpenter says that the six children of Joseph are from a previous marriage and not with Mary. Joseph was about 90 years of age when he was asked to take the hand of Mary who was 12 years of age at that time. They lived together for two years until eventually he took her as his bride when she was 14 years of age. Joseph passed away at the age of one hundred and eleven years.
 In the year 649 AD, the members of the Lateran Synod declared Mary as a forever virgin. The declaration of the virginity of Mary was based on Ezekiel 44:2.
3. Is Mary the Immaculate Conception?
 Mary was declared the Immaculate Conception, born and conceived without original sin 
Luke 1:28 “And the angel came in unto her, and said, Hail, thou that art highly favoured, the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou among women.”
Luke 1:48 “For he hath regarded the low estate of his handmaiden: for, behold, from henceforth all generations shall call me blessed.”

Note: In 1476, Pope Sixtus IV declared Mary as the Immaculate Conception and declared December 8 to be the feast day of the Immaculate Conception. Pope Sixtus IV also declared that the Immaculate Conception is not a dogma and therefore the disbelief for such does not result to committing heresy. The Council of Trent (1545-1563) also confirmed the Immaculate Conception and declared it not a dogma. However, on December 8, 1854 Pope Pius IX officially declared the Immaculate Conception as a dogma in his constitution Ineffabilis Deus. The passages in Luke 1:28,48 were used as the basis for declaring Mary as the Immaculate Conception.

But all have sinned and needs a savior 
 Luke 1:47 “And my [Mary] spirit has rejoiced in God my Savior.” Romans 3:23 “For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God”

Note: Why did Mary say she has a savior if she does not have the original sin and therefore does not need one?
4. Should Mary undergo purification for giving birth to the Son of God?
 Luke 2:22 “And when the days of her [Mary] purification according to the law of Moses were accomplished...” 
Note: Why should Mary undergo the purification rite? Was Mary defiled for giving birth to the Son of God?
5. Did Mary go to heaven body and soul (Dogma of Assumption)?

No
 I Corinthians 15:44, 50 “It is sown a natural body; it is raised a spiritual body. There is a natural body, and there is a spiritual body. Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and
 blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.” 
Yes
 John 14:3 “And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.” Note: Pope Pius XII declared on November 1, 1950 the dogma of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary also called Munificentissimus Deus. According to this dogma, Mary went to heaven body and soul. There is no biblical passage that supports the Assumption dogma. However, in 2004 Pope John Paul II quoted John 14:3 as the basis for the Dogma of Assumption.

6. Is Mary the mediator of mankind (The Mediatrix Dogma)? 
 No, only Jesus Christ is the mediator between God and men 
 I Timothy 2:5 “For there is one God and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus” Note: However, in 1891, Leo XIII mentioned that no one can come to the Father except through the Son but also no one can come to the Son except through the mother. And in 1904, Pope Pius X described Mary as the connector between the Head of the Mystical Body and its Members. In the Second Vatican Council, in November 21, 1964, Pope Paul VI gave Mary the titles Advocate, Adjutrix, Auxiliatrix and Mediatrix, a mediator between man and God.

7. Is Mary the Mother of the Church?
 The basis for the declaration of the Mediatrix Dogma
 Genesis 3:15 “And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.” Revelation 12:1-5 “And there appeared a great wonder in heaven; a woman clothed with the sun… And she brought forth a man child, who was to rule all nations with a rod of iron: and her child was caught up unto God, and to his throne.” 

Note: On November 21, 1964, Pope Paul VI issued the Dogmatic Constitution called Lumen Gentium and declared Mary as the Mother of the Church.
8. Should Mary be declared as Co-Redemptrix?
 Biblical passages were mentioned as reasons to declare Mary as co-redeemer of mankind
Luke 1:38 “Then Mary said, “Behold the maidservant of the Lord! Let it be to me according to your word.””
Luke 2:34-35 “Then Simeon blessed them, and said to Mary His mother, “Behold, this Child is destined for the fall and rising of many in Israel, and for a sign which will be spoken against 35 (yes, a sword will pierce through your own soul also), that the thoughts of many hearts may be revealed.”
John 1:14 “And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.”
John 19:27 “Then He said to the disciple, “Behold your mother!” And from that hour that disciple took her to his own home”
Galatians 4:4 “But when the fullness of the time had come, God sent forth His Son, born of a woman, born under the law”

Note: Signatures were gathered to urge Pope John Paul II to declare Mary as coredeemer of mankind. In 1985, Pope John Paul II described Mary as coredemptrix, a co-redeemer of mankind. 

D. John the Baptist 1. Was John baptizing in Bethabara or Bethany?
 John 1:28 “These things were done in Bethabara beyond Jordan, where John was baptizing.” 
Note: Some Bible versions renamed Bethabara as Bethany. If Bethabara is indeed Bethany, it is not beyond Jordan but in Jerusalem.
2. Was John in prison when Jesus went to Galilee and called Peter and Andrew?

Yes, John was imprisoned before Peter and Andrew were called
 Mark 1:14,16-18 “Now after that John was put in prison, Jesus came into Galilee... he saw Simon and Andrew…And Jesus said unto them, Come ye after me, and I will make you to become fishers of men. And straightway they…followed him.”

No, Peter and Andrew were called before the imprisonment of John
 John 1:40-42, 3:24 “One of the two which heard John speak, and followed him, was Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother. He first findeth his own brother Simon, and saith unto him, We have found the Messias…And he brought him to Jesus. And…Jesus …said, Thou art Simon the son of Jona: thou shalt be called Cephas… For John was not yet cast into prison.”

3. Was John the Baptist the reincarnation of Elijah?
 Yes
Malachi 4:5 “Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the coming of the great and dreadful day of the Lord.”
Matthew 11:13-14 “For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John And if ye will receive it, this is Elias (Elijah) which was for to come.”
Matthew 17:12-13 “But I [Jesus] say unto you, that Elias (Elijah) is come already, and they knew him not, but have done unto him whatsoever they listed. Likewise shall also the Son of man suffer of them. Then the disciples understood that he was spake unto them of John the Baptist.”

No, a woman’s son was raised by Elijah
 I Kings 17:17-22 “…the son of the woman, the mistress of the house, fell sick; and …there was no breath left in him... And he (Elijah) said unto her, Give me thy son... And he stretched himself upon the child three times, and cried unto the Lord…And the Lord heard the voice of Elijah; and the soul of the child came into him again, and he revived.”

No, a dead child was raised by Elisha
 II King 4:32-35 “And when Elisha was come into the house, behold, the child was dead …he went up, and lay upon the child …and stretched himself upon the child…and the child opened his eyes.”

No, a dead man was raised from the dead who happened to touch the bones of Elisha II Kings 13:21 “And it came to pass, as they were burying a man, that, behold, they spied a band of men; and they cast the man into the sepulchre of Elisha: and when the man was let down, and touched the bones of Elisha, he revived, and stood up on his feet.”

Note: Elisha the son of Shaphat of Abel-Meholah, was an attendant and disciple of Elijah (I Kings 19:16-19).
No, Jesus raised Lazarus, a maiden, a widow’s son and other people from the dead Matthew 9:23-25 “And when Jesus came into the ruler’s house… He [Jesus] said unto them, Give place: for the maid is not dead, but sleepeth… he [Jesus] went in, and took her by the hand, and the maid arose.”

Luke 7:12-15 “Now when he came nigh to the gate of the city, behold, there was a dead man carried out… And he[Jesus] said, Young man, I say unto thee, Arise. And he that was dead sat up, and began to speak. And he delivered him to his mother.”

John 11:43-44 “And when he thus had spoken, he [Jesus]cried with a loud voice, Lazarus, come forth. And he that was dead came forth, bound hand and foot with graveclothes: and his face was bound about with a napkin. Jesus saith unto them, Loose him, and let him go.”

Mark 7:6 “He answered and said unto them, Well hath Esaias prophesied of you hypocrites…”
Luke 11:40 “Ye fools, did not he that made that which is without make that which is within also?”
Luke 11:44; 12:56 “Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites… Ye hypocrites…”

God is likened to one who would destroy his enemies
 Luke 19:27 “But those mine enemies, which would not that I should reign over them, bring hither, and slay them before me.” Avoid anyone who does not hold the right doctrine
 II John 1:9-11 “Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He that abideth in the doctrine of Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son. If there come any unto you, and bring not this doctrine, receive him not into your house, neither bid him God speed: For he that biddeth him God speed is partaker of his evil deeds.”

Jesus told the apostles to go nowhere among the Gentiles nor the Samaritans Matthew 10:5 “These twelve Jesus sent forth, and commanded them, saying, Go not into the way of the Gentiles, and into any city of the Samaritans enter ye not.” 3. What did Jesus say about calling someone a fool?
 We should not call someone a fool
 Matthew 5:22 “… whosoever shall say, Thou fool, shall be in danger of hell fire.” 
Jesus called someone a fool
Matthew 7:26 “And every one that heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them not, shall be likened unto a foolish man, which built his house upon the sand.”
Matthew 25:1-12 “Then shall the kingdom of heaven be likened unto ten virgins, which took their lamps, and went forth to meet the bridegroom… five were foolish.” 

4. Jesus said a certain man was born blind so God can show off his ability to heal

John 9:1-3 “And as Jesus passed by, he saw a man which was blind from his birth. And his disciples asked him, saying, Master, who did sin, this man, or his parents, that he was born blind? Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest in him.”

5. What did Jesus say about salvation?
 Jesus said only few people will be saved 
Matthew 7:14 “Because strait is the gate, and narrow is the way, which leadeth unto life, and few there be that find it.”
Matthew 22:14 “For many are called, but few are chosen.”

Jesus implied that all will be saved
 John 12:32 “And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me.” 6. Should the gospel be preached to everyone?

No, the gospel should not be preached to the Gentiles and Samaritans Matthew 10:5-6 “These twelve Jesus sent forth, and commanded them, saying, Go not into the way of the Gentiles, and into any city of the Samaritans enter ye not: But go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.”

Matthew 15:24 “I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel.” Acts 16:6 “Now when they had gone throughout Phrygia and the region of Galatia, and were forbidden of the Holy Ghost to preach the word in Asia.”  
Yes, to everyone
Matthew 28:19 “Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.” 
Mark 16:15 “Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.”
Acts 8:25 “And they, when they had testified and preached the word of the Lord, returned to Jerusalem, and preached the gospel in many villages of the Samaritans.”
Acts 15:3 “They [Paul and Barnabas] passed through Phenice and Samaria, declaring the conversion of the Gentiles.” 
Acts 22:21 “And he [Jesus] said unto me [Paul], Depart: for I will send thee far hence unto the Gentiles.” 
Acts 28:28 “Be it known therefore unto you, that the salvation of God is sent unto the Gentiles, and that they will hear it.” 

7. What did Jesus say about being killed?

Jesus taught his followers not to fear being killed
 Matthew 10:28 “And fear not them which kill the body ...”
Luke 12:4 “And I say unto you my friends, Be not afraid of them that kill the body ...”

For fear of being killed, Jesus avoided the Jews
 Matthew 12:14-16 “Then the Pharisees went out, and held a council against him, how they might destroy him. But when Jesus knew it, he withdrew himself from thence: and great multitudes followed him, and he healed them all; And charged them that they should not make him known.”

John 7:1 “After these things Jesus walked in Galilee: for he would not walk in Jewry, because the Jews sought to kill him.”
John 8:59 “Then took they up stones to cast at him: but Jesus hid himself ...”
John 10:39 “Therefore they sought again to take him: but he (Jesus) escaped ...”
John 11:53-54 “Then from that day forth they took counsel together for to put him to death. Jesus therefore walked no more openly among the Jews ...”

8. What did Jesus say concerning swords?
 Jesus came not to send peace but a sword
 Matthew 10:34 “Think not that I am come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword.” 
Dispose of swords
Matthew 26:52 “Then said Jesus unto him, Put up again thy sword into his place: for all they that take the sword shall perish with the sword.”
John 18:11 “Then said Jesus unto Peter, Put up thy sword into the sheath: the cup which my Father hath given me, shall I not drink it?”

Note: John 18:11 was the basis for the formation of a group called Circumcellions (Agonistici). They would attack random travelers with clubs called 'Israelites' while shouting, "Praise the Lord!" in Latin hoping to provoke retaliation and being killed in order to achieve martyrdom. They would also leap off from high walls or cliffs in order to die as martyrs.

Sell you garment to be able to buy a sword
 Luke 22:36 “Then said he unto them, But now, he that hath a purse, let him take it, and likewise his scrip: and he that hath no sword, let him sell his garment, and buy one.”

9. Concerning the Christian yoke
 The Christian yoke is easy
Matthew 11:28-30 “Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls. For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light.”

The Christian yoke is not easy
John 16:33  “These things I have spoken unto you, that in me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world.”
II Timothy 3:12 “Yea, and all that will live godly in Christ Jesus shall suffer persecution.”
Hebrews 12:6-7 “For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth. If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not?”

10. Did Jesus say anything secretly?
 Yes, Jesus said he taught in parables, to intentionally keep his teachings secret from some persons
Matthew 13:10-11 “And the disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou unto them in parables? He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given.”

Matthew 13:34 “All these things spake Jesus unto the multitude in parables; and without a parable spake he not unto them”
Mark 4:11-12 “And he said unto them, Unto you it is given to know the mystery of the kingdom of God: but unto them that are without, all these things are done in parables: That seeing they may see, and not perceive; and hearing they may hear, and not understand; lest at any time they should be converted, and their sins should be forgiven them.”
Mark 4:34 “But without a parable spake he not unto them: and when they were alone, he expounded all things to his disciples.”

No, Jesus said he did not taught things secretly but openly
 John 18:20 “Jesus answered him, I spake openly to the world; I ever taught in the synagogue, and in the temple, whither the Jews always resort; and in secret have I said nothing.” 
Note: Unlike in other gospels, in the Gospel of John Jesus spoke in a more straightforward manner.
11. Jesus said beware of the leaven of whom?
 The Pharisees and Sadducees
 Matthew 16:6 “Then Jesus said unto them, Take heed and beware of the leaven of the
Pharisees and of the Sadducees .”
Matthew 16:11 “How is it that ye do not understand that I spake it not to you concerning
 bread, that ye should beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and of the Sadducees?”

The Pharisees and Herod
 Mark 8:15 “And he charged them, saying, Take heed, beware of the leaven of the Pharisees, and of the leaven of Herod.”
12. Jesus criticized the Pharisees for not killing their disobedient children

Matthew 15:1-4 “Then came to Jesus scribes and Pharisees, which were of Jerusalem, saying, Why do thy disciples transgress the tradition of the elders? for they wash not their hands when they eat bread. But he [Jesus] answered and said unto them, Why do ye also transgress the commandment of God by your tradition? For God commanded, saying, Honour thy father and mother: and, He that curseth father or mother, let him die the death.”

Mark 7:5-10 “Then the Pharisees and scribes asked him, Why walk not thy disciples according to the tradition of the elders, but eat bread with unwashen hands? … And he [Jesus] said unto them, Full well ye reject the commandment of God, that ye may keep your own tradition. For Moses said, Honour thy father and thy mother; and, Whoso curseth father or mother, let him die the death”

Note: The Pharisees criticized Jesus for not washing his hands, and Jesus criticized back at the Pharisees for not killing their disobedient children as required by the law (See Exodus 21:15, Leviticus 20:9, Deuteronomy 21:18-21).

13. Jesus compared moral character with personal hygiene

Matthew 15:16-20 “And Jesus said, Are ye also yet without understanding? Do not ye yet understand, that whatsoever entereth in at the mouth goeth into the belly, and is cast out into the draught? But those things which proceed out of the mouth come forth from the heart; and they defile the man. For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies: These are the things which defile a man: but to eat with unwashen hands defileth not a man.”

Note: Jesus compared moral character with personal hygiene.
14. Jesus told Peter to pay his taxes with a coin that he will find in the mouth of a fish

Matthew 17:27 “Notwithstanding, lest we should offend them, go thou to the sea, and cast an hook, and take up the fish that first cometh up; and when thou hast opened his mouth, thou shalt find a piece of money: that take, and give unto them for me and thee.”

15. Suffer the little children?

Matthew 19:14 “But Jesus said, Suffer little children, and forbid them not, to come unto me: for of such is the kingdom of heaven.”
Luke 18:16 “But Jesus called them unto him, and said, Suffer little children to come unto me, and forbid them not: for of such is the kingdom of God.”

Note: The Bible said “Suffer little children come to me…” Instead this passage should be “Allow the little children to come to me.”.
16. A camel or a rope?
 It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle
Matthew 19:24 “And again I say unto you, It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God.”
Mark 10:25 “It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God.”
Luke 18:25 “For it is easier for a camel to go through a needle’s eye, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God.”

Note: The Greek word for rope is kamilos and for camel is kamelos. An error in translation of the original text of the Bible is perpetuated in every Bible that is written. What Jesus could have actually meant was, it is easier for a rope (instead of a camel) to enter the eye of a needle than for a rich man to enter the kingdom of heaven. 

17. Jesus said call no man your father on earth
 Yes
 Matthew 23:9 “And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven.” No
 Exodus 20:12 “Honour thy father and thy mother.”
Deuteronomy 5:16 “Honour thy father and thy mother.”
Ephesians 6:2 “Honour thy father and thy mother.”
II Kings 2:12; 6:21 “And Elisha saw it, and he cried, My father, my father. And the king
 of Israel said unto Elisha, when he saw them, My father, shall I smite them? shall I smite them?”  
I John 2:13-14 “I write unto you, fathers.... I have written unto you, fathers....” 18. What did Jesus say concerning his believers and followers?
 Jesus said his followers will be killed
 Matthew 24:9 “Then shall they deliver you up to be afflicted, and shall kill you: and ye shall be hated of all nations for my name’s sake.” 
Jesus said his followers will not be killed
Matthew 16:28 “Verily I say unto you, There be some standing here, which shall not taste of death, till they see the Son of man coming in his kingdom.”
Mark 9:1 “And he said unto them, Verily I say unto you, That there be some of them that stand here, which shall not taste of death, till they have seen the kingdom of God come with power.”
Luke 9:27 “But I tell you of a truth, there be some standing here, which shall not taste of death, till they see the kingdom of God.”
John 8:51 “Verily, verily, I say unto you, If a man keep my saying, he shall never see death.”

19. Jesus told his disciples to eat his body and drink his blood

Matthew 26:26-28 “And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and blessed it, and brake it, and gave it to the disciples, and said, Take, eat; this is my body. And he took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of it; For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.”

20. What did Jesus say about bearing his own witness?
 My testimony is not true
 John 5:31 “If I bear witness of myself, my testimony is not true.” 
My testimony is true
John 8:14 “Jesus answered and said unto them, ‘Though I bear record of myself, yet my record is true…”
John 8:18 “I am one that bear witness of myself, and the Father that sent me beareth witness of me.”

21. Did Jesus receive testimony from man?
 Yes
 John 5:33-34 “You have sent to John and he has testified to the truth. 34Not that I accept human testimony; but I mention it that you may be saved.” 
No
 John 15:27 “And you also must testify, for you have been with me from the beginning.” 22. Did Jesus told his disciples all?
 Yes
 John 15:15 “For all things that I have heard of my Father I have made known unto you.”  
No
 John 16:12 “I have yet many things to say unto you, but ye cannot bear them now.” 23. Did Jesus come to this world to bear witness to the truth?

Yes, Jesus came to this world to bear witness to the truth
 John 18:37 “Pilate therefore said unto him, Art thou a king then? Jesus answered, Thou sayest that I am a king. To this end was I born, and for this cause came I into the world, that I should bear witness unto the truth. Every one that is of the truth heareth my voice.”

The truth has always been evident
 Romans 1:18-20 “For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who hold the truth in unrighteousness; Because that which may be known of God is manifest in them; for God hath shewed it unto them. For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse.”

24. Does the Gospel of Luke include all the works of Jesus?

No
 John 21:25 “There are also many other things which Jesus did, the which, if they should be written every one, I suppose that even the world itself could not contain the books
 that should be written.” 
Yes
 Acts 1:1-2 “The former treatise have I made, O Theophilus, of all that Jesus began both to do and teach, Until the day in which he was taken up.” 25. Luke admits that his writing about Jesus Christ is not a first hand account 

Luke 1:1-4  “Forasmuch as many have taken in hand to set forth in order a declaration of those things which are most surely believed among us, Even as they delivered them unto us, which from the beginning were eyewitnesses, and ministers of the word… wherein thou hast been instructed.”

H. The public life of Jesus 1. Was the crowd impressed with the miracle of loaves?
 No
 Mark 6:52 “For they considered not the miracle of the loaves: for their heart was hardened.” Yes
 John 6:14-15 “Then those men, when they had seen the miracle that Jesus did, said, This is of a truth that prophet that should come into the world. When Jesus therefore perceived that they would come and take him by force, to make him a king, he departed again into a mountain himself alone.”

Note: The feeding of the multitude by Jesus Christ is very much similar to the feeding of the multitude by Elisha in: 
II Kings 4:42-44 “And there came a man from Baalshalisha, and brought the man of God bread of the first fruits, twenty loaves of barley, and full ears of corn in the husk thereof…He [Elisha] said…Give the people [a hundred men], that they may eat… and they did eat, and left thereof, according to the word of the Lord.”

2. After the feeding of the multitude, where did Jesus go?
 Gennesaret
 Mark 6:53 “And when they had passed over, they came into the land of Gennesaret, and drew to the shore.” 
Capernaum
 John 6:17-25 “And entered into a ship, and went over the sea toward Capernaum…” 3. The disciples wondered how to feed a multitude just after feeding a multitude

Jesus and his disciples fed a multitude for the first time through miraculous means Matthew 14:16-21 “Jesus said unto them [disciples]…give ye them [the multitude] to eat. And they [disciples] say unto him, We have…five loaves, and two fishes... And he [Jesus]…blessed…and gave the loaves to his disciples, and the disciples to the multitude. And they did all eat, and were filled…about five thousand men, beside women and children.”

Mark 6:38,41-42,44 “He saith unto them, How many loaves have ye? go and see…they say, Five, and two fishes. And when he had taken the five loaves and the two fishes…blessed, and brake the loaves, and gave them to his disciples to set before them; and the two fishes divided he among them all. And they did all eat, and were filled. And they that did eat of the loaves were about five thousand men.”

The disciples were concerned how they can feed four thousand after feeding a multitude of about five thousand
Matthew 15:33 “And his disciples say unto him, Whence should we have so much bread in the wilderness, as to fill so great a multitude?”
Mark 8:4 “And his disciples answered him, From whence can a man satisfy these men with bread here in the wilderness?”

Note: The disciples wondered how they could feed a multitude of four thousand when they just recently fed a multitude of five thousand through some sort of miraculous means.

4. Where did the devil take Jesus? 

The devil took Jesus to the pinnacle of the temple, and then to the mountaintop Matthew 4:5-8 “Then the devil taketh him up into the holy city, and setteth him on a pinnacle of the temple, … Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high

mountain, and sheweth him all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them” 
The devil took Jesus to the mountaintop, then to the pinnacle of the temple
Luke 4:5-9 “And the devil, taking him up into an high mountain, shewed unto him all the kingdoms of the world in a moment of time... And he brought him to Jerusalem, and set him on a pinnacle of the temple, and said unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down from hence”

5. Did Jesus deliver his sermon on the mount?

Yes, Sermon on the mount
 Matthew 5:1-3 “And seeing the multitudes, he [Jesus] went up into a mountain: and when he was set, his disciples came unto him: And he opened his mouth, and taught them, saying, Blessed are the poor in spirit: for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.”

No, Sermon on the plain
 Luke 6:17-20 “And he came down with them, and stood in the plain, and the company of his disciples… And he lifted up his eyes on his disciples, and said, Blessed be ye poor: for yours is the kingdom of God…”

6. Coming down from Jerusalem and Jericho

Luke 10:30 “And Jesus answering said, A certain man went down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell among thieves, which stripped him of his raiment, and wounded him, and departed, leaving him half dead.”

Note: Although Jericho is way up north of Jerusalem; Jesus must be talking about the elevation of the place since Jerusalem is in a much higher elevation than Jericho.

7. To whom did Jesus recite the Lord’s Prayer? 

To the multitude
 Matthew 5:1, 6:9-13, 7:28 “And seeing the multitudes, he went up into a mountain: and when he was set, his disciples came unto him… pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name… but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen… the people were astonished at his doctrine.”

To his disciples
 Luke 11:1-4 “And it came to pass, that, as he was praying in a certain place, when he ceased, one of his disciples said unto him, Lord, teach us to pray, as John also taught his disciples. And he [Jesus] said unto them [disciples], When ye pray, say, Our Father which art in heaven…but deliver us from evil.”

8. Did the Samaritans receive Jesus?

No, the Samaritans did not receive him
 Luke 9:52-53 “And sent messengers before his face: and they went, and entered into a village of the Samaritans, to make ready for him. And they did not receive him...” 

Yes, the Samaritans received Jesus
 John 4:39-40 “And many of the Samaritans of that city believed on him for the saying of the woman, which testified, He told me all that ever I did. So when the Samaritans were come unto him, they besought him that he would tarry with them: and he abode there two days.”

9. Concerning Jesus’ followers

None will be lost
 John 10:27-29 “And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand. My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father’s hand.”

Some will depart from the faith
 I Timothy 4:1 “Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils.” 10. Did Jesus loose the son of perdition?

Yes
 John 17:12 “While I was with them in the world, I kept them in thy name: those that thou gavest me I have kept, and none of them is lost, but the son of perdition; that the scripture might be fulfilled.”

No
 John 18:9 “That the saying might be fulfilled, which he spake, Of them which thou gavest me have I lost none.” 11. Jesus said there is no ‘sign’ for this generation

No sign for this generation
 Matthew 12:39 “But he answered and said unto them, An evil and adulterous generation seeketh after a sign; and there shall no sign be given to it, but the sign of the prophet
 Jonas.” Matthew 16:4 “A wicked and adulterous generation seeketh after a sign; and there shall no sign be given unto it, but the sign of the prophet Jonas. And he left them, and departed.”
Mark 8:12 “And he sighed deeply in his spirit, and saith, Why doth this generation seek after a sign? verily I say unto you, There shall no sign be given unto this generation.”
Luke 11:29 “And when the people were gathered thick together, he began to say, This is an evil generation: they seek a sign; and there shall no sign be given it, but the sign of Jonas the prophet.”

Jesus gave signs 
Mark 16:20 “And they went forth, and preached every where, the Lord working with them, and confirming the word with signs following.”
John 3:2 “The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him.”
John 20:30 “And many other signs truly did Jesus in the presence of his disciples, which are not written in this book.”
Acts 2:22 “Ye men of Israel, hear these words; Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among you by miracles and wonders and signs, which God did by him in the midst of you, as ye yourselves also know.”

12. Did the centurion in Capernaum come personally to request Jesus to heal his slave?

Yes 
 Matthew 8:5-10 “And when Jesus was entered into Capernaum, there came unto him a centurion, beseeching him, And saying, Lord, my servant lieth at home sick of the palsy, grievously tormented...”

No, the centurion sent elders to ask Jesus
 Luke 7:2-10 “And a certain centurion’s servant, who was dear unto him, was sick, and ready to die. And when he heard of Jesus, he [centurion]sent unto him [Jesus] the

elders of the Jews, beseeching him that he would come and heal his servant...” 13. When did Jesus heal Simon’s wife’s mother?
 After curing a centurion’s servant
Matthew 8:13 “And Jesus said unto the centurion, Go thy way; and as thou hast believed, so be it done unto thee. And his servant was healed in the selfsame hour.”
Matthew 8:14-15 “And when Jesus was come into Peter’s house, he saw his wife’s mother laid, and sick of a fever. And he touched her hand, and the fever left her: and she arose, and ministered unto them.”

After curing a man with unclean spirit
 Mark 1:23, 25-26 “And there was in their synagogue a man with an unclean spirit… And Jesus rebuked him, saying, Hold thy peace, and come out of him. And when the unclean spirit had torn him, and cried with a loud voice, he came out of him.”

Mark 1:29-31  “…they entered into the house of Simon and Andrew, with James and John. But Simon’s wife’s mother lay sick of a fever, and anon they tell him of her. And he came and took her by the hand, and lifted her up; and immediately the fever left her, and she ministered unto them.”

14. Did Jesus heal all the sick?
 Yes, Jesus healed all the sick
Matthew 8:16 “When the even was come, they brought unto him many that were possessed with devils: and he cast out the spirits with his word, and healed all that were sick.”
Luke 4:40 “Now when the sun was setting, all they that had any sick with divers diseases brought them unto him; and he laid his hands on every one of them, and healed them.”

Jesus did not necessarily heal all sick
 Mark 1:32-34 “And at even, when the sun did set, they brought unto him all that were diseased, and them that were possessed with devils. And all the city was gathered
 together at the door. And he [Jesus] healed many that were sick of divers diseases, and cast out many devils; and suffered not the devils to speak, because they knew him.” 15. How many were possessed and healed in the Gadarenes (Gergesenes) incident?
 Two
 Matthew 8:28-33 “And when he was come to the other side into the country of the Gergesenes, there met him two possessed with devils...” One
 Mark 5:1-16 “And they came over unto the other side of the sea, into the country of the Gadarenes. And when he was come out of the ship, immediately there met him out of the tombs a man with an unclean spirit…”

Luke 8:26-36 “And they arrived at the country of the Gadarenes, which is over against Galilee. And when he went forth to land, there met him out of the city a certain man, which had devils long time…”

Summary: One or two men was/were possessed by the devils and Jesus ordered the devils to possess the herd of swine instead and the herd drowned themselves. 

Note: Jesus was concerned with the man (or men) possessed by the devils but was not concerned with the herd of swine that drowned and the fact that the herd of swine were someone else’s property.

16. Did the event took place in Gadarenes or Gergesenes?
 Gergesenes
 Matthew 8:28-33 “And when he was come to the other side into the country of the Gergesenes, there met him two possessed with devils...” Gadarenes
 Mark 5:1-16 “And they came over unto the other side of the sea, into the country of the Gadarenes. And when he was come out of the ship, immediately there met him out of the tombs a man with an unclean spirit…”

Luke 8:26-36 “And they arrived at the country of the Gadarenes, which is over against Galilee. And when he went forth to land, there met him out of the city a certain man, which had devils long time…”

Note: Did the event concerning the possessed man/men and the herd of swine took place in Gadarenes or Gergesenes? Gadarenes is most likely Gadara and Gergesenes must be Gerasa. These are two different cities a few miles away from the Sea of Galilee.

17. What was the name of the man Jesus saw at the tax collector’s office who became his disciple? 

Matthew
 Matthew 9:9 “And as Jesus passed forth from thence, he saw a man, named Matthew, sitting at the receipt of custom: and he saith unto him, Follow me. And he arose, and followed him.”

Levi 
Mark 2:14 “And as he passed by, he saw Levi the son of Alphaeus sitting at the receipt of custom, and said unto him, Follow me. And he arose and followed him.”
Luke 5:27 “And after these things he went forth, and saw a publican, named Levi, sitting at the receipt of custom: and he said unto him, Follow me.”

18. When Jesus met Jairus was Jairus’ daughter already dead?

Yes
 Matthew 9:18 “While he spake these things unto them, behold, there came a certain ruler, and worshipped him, saying, My daughter is even now dead: but come and lay thy hand upon her, and she shall live.”

No 
 Mark 5:23 “And besought him greatly, saying, My little daughter lieth at the point of death: I pray thee, come and lay thy hands on her, that she may be healed; and she shall live.”

Luke 8:41-42 “And, behold, there came a man named Jairus, and he was a ruler of the synagogue: and he fell down at Jesus’ feet, and besought him that he would come into his house: For he had one only daughter…and she lay a dying.”

19. Where was the woman from, who asked help from Jesus? 

Canaan
 Matthew 15:22 “And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou son of David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil.”

Greek
 Mark 7:26 “The woman was a Greek, a Syrophenician by nation; and she besought him that he would cast forth the devil out of her daughter.” 
Note: Jesus refused to heal the daughter of a non-Israelite. Was Jesus a racist?
20. Jesus called a Canaanite woman a dog

Matthew 15:22, 25-26 “And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou son of David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil. Then came she and worshipped him, saying, Lord, help me. But he [Jesus] answered and said, It is not meet to take the children’s bread, and to cast it to dogs.”

Mark 7:26-27 “The woman was a Greek, a Syrophenician by nation; and she besought him that he would cast forth the devil out of her daughter. But Jesus said unto her, Let the children first be filled: for it is not meet to take the children’s bread, and to cast it unto the dogs.”

21. Jesus healed a man by spittle

Mark 7:33 “And he took him aside from the multitude, and put his fingers into his ears, and he spit, and touched his tongue.”
John 9:6 “When he had thus spoken, he spat on the ground, and made clay of the spittle, and he anointed the eyes of the blind man with the clay.”

Note: Jesus who claims to be all-powerful would heal by using spittle? This is an indication that Jesus Christ was probably an herbalist. The medical conditions described in the Bible such as deafness and blindness may actually be medical conditions of lesser gravity such as Otitis Media (instead of deafness) and Conjunctivitis (instead of blindness) which may be cured by herbal means.

 After six days
 Matthew 17:1-2 “And after six days later, Jesus taketh Peter, James and John his brother…and was transfigured before them: and his face did shine as the sun, and his raiment was white as the light.” 
Mark 9:2 “And after six days Jesus taketh with him Peter, and James, and John…and he was transfigured before them.” After eight days
 Luke 9:28-29 “And it came to pass about an eight days after these sayings, he took Peter and John and James…And as he prayed, the fashion of his countenance was altered,

and his raiment was white and glistering.”
24. Who requested Jesus for a place in heaven? 

The mother of Zebedees’ James and John asked Jesus a favor for her sons Matthew 20:20-21 “Then came to him the mother of Zebedees children with her sons… And he said unto her, What wilt thou? She saith unto him, Grant that these my two sons may sit, the one on thy right hand, and the other on the left, in thy kingdom.”

James and John Zebedees asked Jesus a favor for themselves
 Mark 10:35-37 “And James and John, the sons of Zebedee, come unto him, saying, Master, we would that thou shouldest do for us whatsoever we shall desire. And he said unto them, What would ye that I should do for you? They said unto him, Grant unto us that we may sit, one on thy right hand, and the other on thy left hand, in thy glory.”

25. How many blind men asked the help of Jesus? 

Two
 Matthew 20:30 “And as they departed from Jericho, a great multitude followed him. And, behold, two blind men sitting by the way side, when they heard that Jesus passed by, cried out, saying, Have mercy on us, O Lord, thou son of David.” 

One
 Mark 10:46-52 “And they came to Jericho... blind Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, sat by the highway side begging…he began to cry out, and say, Jesus, thou son of David, have mercy on me.”

Luke 18:35 “And it came to pass, that as he was come nigh unto Jericho, a certain blind man sat by the way side begging.”
26. When did Jesus heal the blind man/men?

Jesus gave his disciples the power to heal
 Matthew 10:1 “And when he had called unto him his twelve disciples, he gave them power against unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all manner of sickness and all manner of disease.” 

The disciples cannot cure
 Matthew 17:14-16 “And when they were come to the multitude, there came to him a certain man, kneeling down to him, and saying, Lord, have mercy on my son…I
 brought him to thy disciples, and they could not cure him.” 4. Names of the 12(?) apostles

Lebbaeus whose surname was Thaddaeus is an apostle
 Matthew 10:2-4 “Now the names of the twelve apostles are these: The first, Simon, who is called Peter, and Andrew his brother; James the son of Zebedee, and John his brother; Philip and Bartholomew; Thomas and Matthew the publican; James the son of Alphaeus and Lebbaeus, whose surname was Thaddaeus; Simon the Canaanite, and Judas Iscariot, who also betrayed him.”

Judas the brother of James is an apostle
 Luke 6:14-16 “Simon, whom he also named Peter, and Andrew his brother, James, and John, Philip and Bartholomew, Matthew and Thomas, James the son of Alphaeus, and Simon called Zelotes, and Judas the brother of James, and Judas Iscariot, which also was the traitor.”

Mark 3:16-19 “And Simon he surnamed Peter; And James the son of Zebedee, and John the brother of James; and he surnamed them Boanerges, which is, The sons of thunder: And Andrew, and Philip, and Bartholomew, and Matthew, and Thomas, and James the son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus, and Simon the Canaanite, And Judas Iscariot, which also betrayed him: and they went into an house.”

Acts 1:13 “And when they were come in, they went up into an upper room, where abode both Peter, and James, and John, and Andrew, Philip, and Thomas, Bartholomew, and Matthew, James the son of Alphaeus, and Simon Zelotes, and Judas the brother of James.”

 John 1:45-49 “Philip findeth Nathanael, and saith unto him, We have found him, of whom Moses in the law, and the prophets, did write, Jesus of Nazareth, the son of Joseph…Jesus saw Nathanael coming to him, and saith of him, Behold an Israelite
 indeed, in whom is no guile! …Nathanael answered…Rabbi, thou art the Son of God; thou art the King of Israel.” John 21 :1-2  “After these things Jesus shewed himself again to the disciples at the sea of Tiberias; and on this wise shewed he himself. There were together Simon Peter, and Thomas called Didymus, and Nathanael of Cana in Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee, and two other of his disciples.”

Note: Nathanael is considered to be the same person as Bartholomew.
Cephas is an apostle
 John 1:42 “And he brought him to Jesus. And when Jesus beheld him [Peter], he said, Thou art Simon the son of Jona: thou shalt be called Cephas, which is by interpretation, A stone.”

I Corinthians 15:5 “And that he [Jesus] was seen of Cephas, then of the twelve” Note: In John 1:42, Peter and Cephas are considered the same person. However, in I Corinthians 15:5, Cephas is not one of the twelve apostles. Therefore, Cephas and Peter might be two different persons. 

James 
 James the son of Zebedee
 Matthew 10:2 “Now the names of the twelve apostles are these: …James the son of Zebedee.” 
James the son of Alphaeus
 Matthew 10:2-3 “Now the names of the twelve apostles are these: …James the son of Alphaeus.” 
James the Lord’s brother is an apostle
 Galatians 1:19 “But other of the apostles saw I none, save James the Lord’s brother.” 
Note: There are only two apostles whose name is James. But some passages in the Bible seemed to show that there are three. 
Matthias is an apostle
 Acts 1:26 “And they gave forth their lots; and the lot fell upon Matthias; and he was numbered with the eleven apostles.” 
Note: Matthias replaced Judas Iscariot through the drawing of lots. 
Paul appointed himself an apostle of Jesus
Romans 1:1 “Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, separated unto the gospel of God…”
Romans 11:13 “For I speak to you Gentiles, inasmuch as I am the apostle of the Gentiles, I magnify mine office.”
I Corinthians 1:1 “Paul called to be an apostle of Jesus Christ through the will of God, and Sosthenes our brother …”
Galatians 2:8 “For he that wrought effectually in Peter to the apostleship of the circumcision, the same was mighty in me toward the Gentiles.”

Note: Paul appointed himself an apostle of Jesus. Ironically Paul never met Jesus in person. In I Corinthians 15:7-9, Paul claims he saw Jesus or rather Jesus appeared to him in his visions.

Paul called Jesus Christ an apostle
 Hebrews 3:1 “Wherefore, holy brethren, partakers of the heavenly calling, consider the Apostle and High Priest of our profession, Christ Jesus.” 
According to Paul, Barnabas is an apostle
 Acts 14:14 “Which when the apostles, Barnabas and Paul …” 
According to Paul, Andronicus and Junia are apostles
 Romans 16:7 “Salute Andronicus and Junia, my kinsmen, and my fellow-prisoners, who are of note among the apostles, who also were in Christ before me.” 
Note: Junia, a woman was considered an apostle.
According to Paul, Apollos is an apostle
 I Corinthians 3:4-6 “For while one saith, I am of Paul; and another, I am of Apollos; are ye not carnal? Who then is Paul, and who is Apollos, but ministers by whom ye believed, even as the Lord gave to every man? I have planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the increase.”

Silvanus, and Timotheus
 I Thessalonians 1:1, 2:6 “Paul, and Silvanus, and Timotheus, unto the church of the Thessalonians which is in God the Father and in the Lord Jesus Christ: Grace be unto you, and peace, from God our Father, and the Lord Jesus Christ… we might have been burdensome, as the apostles of Christ.”

5. Where did Peter and his brother Andrew come from?
 Capernaum
 Mark 1:21, 29 “And they went into Capernaum… And forthwith, when they were come out of the synagogue, they entered into the house of Simon and Andrew...”

 John 1:44 “Now Philip was of Bethsaida, the city of Andrew and Peter.” 6. Should Peter be an apostle to the Gentiles?

No
 Matthew 10:5-6 “These twelve Jesus sent forth, and commanded them, saying, Go not into the way of the Gentiles, and into any city of the Samaritans enter ye not: But go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.”

Yes
 Acts 15:7 “And when there had been much disputing, Peter rose up, and said unto them, Men and brethren, ye know how that a good while ago God made choice among us,
 that the Gentiles by my mouth should hear the word of the gospel, and believe.”

9. How did Peter found out that Jesus was the Christ?

He just knew
 Matthew 16:13, 15-16 “When Jesus came into the coasts of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples, saying, Whom do men say that I the Son of man am? He saith unto them, But whom say ye that I am? And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art Christ, the Son of the living God.”

Thru his brother
 John 1:41 “He first findeth his own brother Simon, and saith unto him, we have found the Messias, which is, being interpreted the Christ.” 10. Peter denied Jesus three times
 Matthew 10:33 “But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before my Father which is in heaven.” 
Note: Peter denied Jesus three times (Matthew 26:69-75, Mark 14:66-72, Luke 22:55-62, John.15:18-27), Jesus must have also denied Peter before God.
11. Who should feed the flock?
 Peter
 John 21:17 “Jesus saith unto him [Peter], Feed my sheep.” 
Peter was exhorting others to feed the Lord’s flock
 I Peter 5:2 “Feed the flock of God which is among you, taking the oversight thereof, not by constraint, but willingly; not for filthy lucre, but of a ready mind.” 12. Is Peter the first head of the church of Christ?
 Yes, Jesus considered Peter the head of his church
 Matthew 16:18 “And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.” No, Jesus called Peter Satan
 Matthew 16:23 “But he turned, and said unto Peter, Get thee behind me, Satan: thou art an offence unto me: for thou savourest not the things that be of God, but those that be of men.”

Mark 8:33 “But when he had turned about and looked on his disciples, he rebuked Peter, saying, Get thee behind me, Satan: for thou savourest not the things that be of God, but the things that be of men.”

No, James made the decisions for the group in the Council of Jerusalem meeting Acts 15:4-24 “And when they were come to Jerusalem…the apostles and elders came together… And after they had held their peace, James answered, saying, Men and
 brethren, hearken unto me: Simeon hath declared how…” Note: According to some writers, the Council of Jerusalem was the first council and not the Council of Nicea. The book of Acts shows that James was the leader of the Council of Jerusalem and not Peter.

No, Paul mentioned James as the first pillar of the group
 Galatians 2:9 “And when James, Cephas, and John, who seemed to be pillars, perceived the grace that was given unto me, they gave to me and Barnabas the right hands of fellowship; that we should go unto the heathen, and they unto the circumcision.”

No, Paul mentioned about Peter’s behavior when the group came to Antioch Galatians 2:11-12 “But when Peter was come to Antioch, I withstood him to the face, because he was to be blamed. For before that certain came from James, he did eat with the Gentiles: but when they were come, he withdrew and separated himself, fearing them which were of the circumcision.”

Note: Paul accused Peter of eating with the Gentiles and withdrawing and separating himself from the group.
No, Peter considered himself an elder like the rest and not their leader I Peter 5:1 “The elders which are among you I exhort, who am also an elder, and a witness of the sufferings of Christ, and also a partaker of the glory that shall be revealed.”

J. The triumphal entry of Jesus 1. How many animals were with Jesus 

Two
 Matthew 21:2-7 “[Jesus] Saying unto them [disciples], Go into the village… ye shall find an ass tied, and a colt with her: loose them, and bring them unto me... And the disciples went…And brought the ass, and the colt…and they set him [Jesus] thereon.” 

One
 Mark 11:2-7 “And [Jesus] saith unto them [disciples], Go your way into the village…ye shall find a colt tied…loose him, and bring him... And they brought the colt to Jesus… and he [Jesus] sat upon him.”

Luke 19:30-35 “[Jesus] Saying, Go ye [disciples] into the village…ye shall find a colt tied…loose him, and bring him hither... And they brought him to Jesus… and they set Jesus thereon.”

Luke 19:30-35 “Saying, Go ye into the village over against you; in the which at your entering ye shall find a colt tied, whereon yet never man sat: loose him, and bring him hither...”

Yes, Jesus found the animal himself
 John 12:14 “And Jesus, when he had found a young ass, sat thereon.” 3. What did Jesus ride into Jerusalem?
 On an ass and a colt
Matthew 21:5-7 “Behold, thy King cometh unto thee, meek, and sitting upon an ass, and a colt the foal of an ass. And the disciples went… And brought the ass, and the colt, and put on them their clothes, and they set him [Jesus] thereon.” 

A colt
Mark 11:7 “And they brought the colt to Jesus, and cast their garments on him; and he sat upon him.” 
Luke 19:35 “And they brought him to Jesus: and they cast their garments upon the colt, and they set Jesus thereon.” 

An ass
 John 12:14 “And Jesus, when he had found a young ass, sat thereon.” Note: Riding on an ass and a colt is not physically feasible.

 The cleansing of the temple happened after Jesus’ entry to Jerusalem, towards the end of Jesus life
Matthew 21:12-13  “And Jesus went into the temple of God, and cast out all them that sold and bought in the temple, and overthrew the tables of the moneychangers...”
Mark 11:15-17 “And they come to Jerusalem: and Jesus went into the temple, and began to cast out them that sold and bought in the temple, and overthrew the tables of the moneychangers...”
Luke 19:45-46 “And he went into the temple, and began to cast out them that sold therein, and them that bought; Saying unto them, It is written, My house is the house of prayer: but ye have made it a den of thieves.”

The cleansing of the temple happened after the marriage in Cana at the early part of Jesus life

A house of merchandise

Note: Jesus was most likely arrested and executed due to the events that took place in the temple between him and the moneychangers. The moneychangers were conducting their business with due approval from higher authorities and thus considered legitimate. Jesus was questioned by the chief priests, scribes and elders and was asked to give an explanation for his actions and replied ‘Neither I tell you by what authority I do these things’.

6. When did the fig tree wither?

Immediately

Not immediately but the following day

 time of figs was not yet. And Jesus answered and said unto it, No man eat fruit of thee hereafter for ever. And his disciples heard it.” Mark 11:19-21 “And when even was come, he went out of the city. And in the morning, as they passed by, they saw the fig tree dried up from the roots. And Peter calling to remembrance saith unto him, Master, behold, the fig tree which thou cursedst is withered away.”

Note: Jesus might be violating an Old Testament law that says you are not suppose to destroy trees classified as fruit bearing trees as stated in Deuteronomy 20:20:

Deuteronomy 20:20 “Only the trees which thou knowest that they be not trees for meat, thou shalt destroy and cut them down; and thou shalt build bulwarks against the city that maketh war with thee, until it be subdued.”

7. Was the fig tree story an actual incident or a parable?

 John 19:38-42 “Joseph of Arimathaea... took the body of Jesus. And there came also Nicodemus... Now in the place where he was crucified there was a garden; and in the garden a new sepulchre, wherein was never man yet laid. There laid they [Joseph and Nicodemus] Jesus...” 

The Jews and their rulers 
 Acts 13:27-29 “For they that dwell at Jerusalem, and their rulers, because they knew him not, nor yet the voices of the prophets which are read every sabbath day, they have fulfilled them in condemning him… And when they had fulfilled all that was written of him, they took him down from the tree, and laid him in a sepulchre.”

2. Was Jesus’ body wrapped in spices before burial?

 Matthew 27:59-60 “And when Joseph had taken the body, he wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, And laid it in his own new tomb, which he had hewn out in the rock: and he rolled a great stone to the door of the sepulchre, and departed.”

Mark 15:46; 16:1 “And he bought fine linen, and took him down, and wrapped him in the linen, and laid him in a sepulchre which was hewn out of a rock, and rolled a stone unto the door of the sepulchre. And Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of Joses beheld where he was laid. And when the sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James, and Salome, had bought sweet spices, that they might come and anoint him.”

Luke 23:55-56 “And the women also, which came with him from Galilee, followed after, and beheld the sepulchre, and how his body was laid. And they returned, and prepared spices and ointments; and rested the sabbath day according to the commandment.”

Yes 
 John 19:39-40,42 “And there came also Nicodemus, which at the first came to Jesus by night, and brought a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about an hundred pound weight. Then took they the body of Jesus, and wound it in linen clothes with the spices, as the manner of the Jews is to bury. There laid they Jesus therefore because of the Jews’ preparation day.”

3. Did Pilate order the guarding of the tomb of Jesus?

Yes
 Matthew 27:62-63, 65-66 “Now the next day, that followed the day of the preparation, the chief priests and Pharisees came together unto Pilate, Saying, Sir, we remember

that that deceiver said, while he was yet alive, After three days I will rise again. Pilate said unto them, Ye have a watch: go your way, make it as sure as ye can. So they went, and made the sepulchre sure, sealing the stone, and setting a watch.”

No, nothing was mentioned about the guarding of Jesus’ tomb
 Mark 15:44-47 “And Pilate marvelled if he were already dead: and calling unto him the centurion, he asked him whether he had been any while dead. And when he knew it of the centurion, he gave the body to Joseph. And he [Joseph] bought fine linen… and laid him in a sepulcher… And Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of Joses beheld where he was laid.”

Luke 23:52-53, 55-56 “This man went unto Pilate, and begged the body of Jesus. And he took it down, and wrapped it in linen, and laid it in a sepulcher… And they returned, and prepared spices and ointments.”

John 19:38-42 “Joseph of Arimathaea… took the body of Jesus. And there came also Nicodemus, which at the first came to Jesus by night… Then took they the body of Jesus… laid they Jesus…”

Note: Since the women went to the tomb with their spices, probably there was no guard in the tomb.

Luke 23:56-24:1 “And they [the women] returned, and prepared spices and ointments; and rested the sabbath day according to the commandment. Now upon the first day of the week, very early in the morning, they came unto the sepulchre, bringing the spices which they had prepared, and certain others with them.”

The body of Jesus was already anointed with spices, the women did not enter the tomb John 19:39-40 “And there came also Nicodemus, which at the first came to Jesus by night, and brought a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about an hundred pound weight. Then took they the body of Jesus, and wound it in linen clothes with the spices, as the manner of the Jews is to bury.”

John 20:11 “But Mary stood without at the sepulchre weeping: and as she wept, she stooped down, and looked into the sepulcher.” 
Note: If Nicodemus already brought spices and anointed Jesus why should the women do the same thing?

It was still dark

Closed, the angel rolled back the stone from the door

Open, the stone was already rolled away

One angel, sitting down

There were two men, standing up in dazzling garments 
 Luke 24:4 “And it came to pass, as they were much perplexed thereabout, behold, two men stood by them in shining garments:” There were two angels sitting 
 John 20:11-12 “But Mary stood without at the sepulchre weeping: and as she wept, she stooped down, and looked into the sepulchre, And seeth two angels in white sitting, the one at the head, and the other at the feet, where the body of Jesus had lain.”

14. Where the men (angels) inside the tomb?

 Mark 16:8 “And they went out quickly, and fled from the sepulchre; for they trembled and were amazed: neither said they any thing to any man; for they were afraid.” 17. How did the women react upon learning that Jesus body was not in the tomb?
 They ran from the sepulchre with fear and great joy
 Matthew 28:8 “And they [the women] departed quickly from the sepulchre with fear and great joy; and did run to bring his disciples word.” Mary Magdalene told Peter that the body was stolen
 John 20:2 “Then she [Mary Magdalene] runneth, and cometh to Simon Peter, and to the other disciple, whom Jesus loved, and saith unto them, They have taken away the Lord out of the sepulchre, and we know not where they have laid him.”

18. What was the reaction of the people upon learning the resurrection of Jesus?

 the twelve, called Didymus, was not with them when Jesus came.”

 John 20:27 “Then saith he to Thomas, Reach hither thy finger, and behold my hands; and reach hither thy hand, and thrust it into my side: and be not faithless, but believing.”

27. What did the visitors do upon seeing Jesus resurrect from the dead?
 They ran to tell the disciples
 Matthew 28:8 “And they departed quickly from the sepulchre with fear and great joy; and did run to bring his disciples word.” They said nothing to anyone
 Mark 16:8 “But go your way, tell his disciples and Peter that he goeth before you into Galilee: there shall ye see him, as he said unto you. And they went out quickly…
 neither said they any thing to any man; for they were afraid.” 
They told the eleven and then the rest
 Luke 24:9 “And they remembered his words…and told all these things unto the eleven, and to all the rest.” The disciples went home, Mary Magdalene stayed outside weeping John 20:10-11 “Then the disciples went away again unto their own home. But Mary stood without at the sepulchre weeping: and as she wept, she stooped down, and
 looked into the sepulcher.”

John 20:19 “Then the same day at evening, being the first day of the week, when the doors were shut where the disciples were assembled for fear of the Jews, came Jesus and stood in the midst, and saith unto them, Peace be unto you.”

In a room in Jerusalem 
 Luke 24:33, 36 “And they [Cleophas and another person]… returned to Jerusalem, and found the eleven gathered together, assembled together… And as they thus spake, Jesus himself stood in the midst of them.”

Acts 1:3-4 “To whom also he shewed himself alive… being seen of them forty days… And, being assembled together with them, commanded them that they should not depart from Jerusalem…”

29. After resurrection, where should the disciples go?
 The disciples were not suppose to leave Jerusalem
Luke 24:49 “And, behold, I send the promise of my Father upon you: but tarry ye in the city of Jerusalem, until ye be endued with power from on high.”
Acts 1:4 “And, being assembled together with them, commanded them that they should not depart from Jerusalem...”

The disciples were instructed to go to Galilee right after the resurrection Matthew 26:32 “But after I am risen again, I will go before you into Galilee.” Matthew 28:7 “Then go quickly and tell his disciples: ‘He has risen from the dead and is
 going ahead of you into Galilee. There you will see him.’ Now I have told you.” Matthew 28:10 “Then said Jesus unto them, Be not afraid: go tell my brethren that they go into Galilee, and there shall they see me.”
Mark 16:7 “But go your way, tell his disciples and Peter that he goeth before you into Galilee: there shall ye see him…”

Q. The Ascension of Jesus Christ 1. When was the ascension of Jesus Christ?
 About a week
Luke 24:1-51 “Now upon the first day of the week, very early in the morning, they came unto the sepulcher,... And it came to pass, while he blessed them, he was parted from them, and carried up into heaven.”

Mark 16:9-19 “Now when Jesus was risen early the first day of the week... after the Lord had spoken unto them, he was received up into heaven, and sat on the right hand of God.” 

Several days after his resurrection
 Acts 13:31 “And he was seen many days of them which came up with him from Galilee to Jerusalem, who are his witnesses unto the people.” Forty days after his resurrection
 Acts 1:2-3, 9 “Until the day in which he was taken up...being seen of them forty days, and speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God:...while they beheld, he was taken up; and a cloud received him out of their sight.”

2. Where did Jesus Christ ascend? 

No mention was made about ascension, but Jesus’ last moments was in Galilee Matthew 18:16-20 “Then the eleven disciples went away into Galilee, into a mountain where Jesus had appointed them... and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. Amen.”

Near Jerusalem, indoors
 Mark 16:14-19 “Afterward he appeared unto the eleven as they sat at meat, and upbraided them with their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they believed not them which had seen him after he was risen... So then after the Lord had spoken unto them, he was received up into heaven, and sat on the right hand of God.”

From Bethany, outdoors
 Luke 24:50-51 “And he led them out as far as to Bethany, and he lifted up his hands, and blessed them. And it came to pass, while he blessed them, he was parted from them,
 and carried up into heaven.” From Mount Olivet, outdoors 
 Acts 1:9-12 “And when he had spoken these things, while they beheld, he was taken up; and a cloud received him out of their sight... Then returned they unto Jerusalem from the mount called Olivet, which is from Jerusalem a sabbath day’s journey.”

Note: Bethany is on the southeastern slope of the Mount of Olives.
3. How many people were present during the ascension of Jesus Christ?
 One hundred twenty 
 Acts 1:15 “The number of names together were about an hundred and twenty.” 
Five hundred
 I Corinthians 15:6 “He was seen of above five hundred brethren at once; of whom the greater part remain unto this present, but some are fallen asleep.” R. The return of Jesus Christ 1. When is the second coming of Jesus?
 This generation shall not pass, till all these things be fulfilled
Matthew 16:28 “Verily I say unto you, There be some standing here, which shall not taste of death, till they see the Son of man coming in his kingdom.”
Matthew 24:34 “Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass, till all these things be fulfilled. Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.”
Mark 13:30 “Verily I say unto you, that this generation shall not pass, till all these things be done..”

Those who are alive will meet him in the air

No, David had it 
 I Samuel 16:13 “Then Samuel took the horn of oil, and anointed him in the midst of his brethren: and the Spirit of the Lord came upon David from that day forward.” No, John the Baptist had it
 Luke 1:15 “For he shall be great in the sight of the Lord, and shall drink neither wine nor strong drink; and he shall be filled with the Holy Ghost, even from his mother’s womb.”

No, Elizabeth had it
 Luke 1:41 “And it came to pass, that, when Elisabeth heard the salutation of Mary, the babe leaped in her womb; and Elisabeth was filled with the Holy Ghost.” 
No, Zechariah had it
 Luke 1:67 “And his father Zacharias was filled with the Holy Ghost, and prophesied, saying…” No Simeon had it

2. When did King Herod intend to bring forth Peter to the people?

KJV: After Easter
 Acts 12:4 “And when he [King Herod] had apprehended him[Peter], he put him in prison, and delivered him to four quaternions of soldiers to keep him; intending after Easter to bring him forth to the people.”

Revised Standard Version: After Passover
 Acts 12:4 “And when he had taken him, he put him in prison, and delivered him to four quaternions of soldiers to guard him; intending after the Passover to bring him forth to the people.”

Note: Acts 12:4 either has Easter or Passover depending on the Bible version. However, Easter was first established as a religious feast at the First Council of Nicea (325 AD). 

U. Concerning Paul 1. Did Paul ever met Jesus?
 No, Paul allegedly met Jesus in visions
Acts 22:14 “And he said, The God of our fathers hath chosen thee, that thou shouldest know his will, and see that Just One, and shouldest hear the voice of his mouth.”
Acts 22:17-19 “And it came to pass, that, when I was come again to Jerusalem, even while I prayed in the temple, I was in a trance; And saw him [Jesus]saying unto me, Make haste, and get thee quickly out of Jerusalem: for they will not receive thy testimony concerning me. And I said, Lord, they know that I imprisoned and beat in every synagogue them that believed on thee.”

Paul said Jesus appeared to him 
 I Corinthians 15:7-9 “…he was seen of James; then of all the apostles. And last of all he was seen of me also, as of one born out of due time. For I am the least of the apostles,
 that am not meet to be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of God.” Paul said he is not sure of his visions
 II Corinthians 12:1-5 “It is not expedient for me doubtless to glory. I will come to visions and revelations of the Lord. I knew a man in Christ above fourteen years ago, (whether in the body, I cannot tell; or whether out of the body, I cannot tell: God knoweth;) such an one caught up to the third heaven. And I knew such a man, (whether in the body, or out of the body, I cannot tell: God knoweth;) How that he was caught up into paradise, and heard unspeakable words, which it is not lawful for a man to utter. Of such an one will I glory: yet of myself I will not glory, but in mine infirmities.”

Paul said he gets instructions from Jesus thru his ‘visions’
 Galatians 1:10-12 “For do I now persuade men, or God? or do I seek to please men? for if I yet pleased men, I should not be the servant of Christ. But I certify you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached of me is not after man. For I neither received it of
 man, neither was I taught it, but by the revelation of Jesus Christ.” Acts 9:23-24 “And after that many days were fulfilled, the Jews took counsel to kill him: But their laying await was known of Saul. And they watched the gates day and night to kill him.” 

2. When Paul fell on the ground on his way to Damascus, did his companions also fell to the ground?

No 
 Acts 9:4, 7 “And he [Paul] fell to the earth, and heard a voice saying unto him, Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me? And the men which journeyed with him stood speechless, hearing a voice, but seeing no man.”

Yes
 Acts 26:14 “And when we were all fallen to the earth, I heard a voice speaking unto me, and saying in the Hebrew tongue, Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me? it is hard for
 thee to kick against the pricks.” 3. Did Paul’s men heard a voice?
 Yes, but saw no man
 Acts 9:7 “And the men which journeyed with him stood speechless, hearing a voice, but seeing no man.”  
No, but saw a light
 Acts 22:9 “And they that were with me saw indeed the light, and were afraid; but they heard not the voice of him that spake to me.” 4. Did Paul saw Jesus on the road to Damascus?
 No, Paul did not see Jesus on the road to Damascus
 Acts 9:8 “And Saul arose from the earth; and when his eyes were opened, he saw no man: but they led him by the hand, and brought him into Damascus.”  
Paul claims that Jesus showed himself to him
 I Corinthians 15:8 “And last of all he [Jesus] was seen of me also, as of one born out of due time.” 
Note: Paul did not see Jesus on the road to Damascus. But Paul claims that Jesus showed himself to him.
5. Did the voice on the road to Damascus say on the spot what Paul’s duties would be?

No
 Acts 9:10 “And I said, What shall I do, Lord? And the Lord said unto me, Arise, and go into Damascus; and there it shall be told thee of all things which are appointed for thee to do.” 

Acts 22:10 “And I said, What shall I do, Lord? And the Lord said unto me, Arise, and go into Damascus; and there it shall be told thee of all things which are appointed for thee to do.” 

Yes
Acts 26:16-18 “But rise, and stand upon thy feet: for I have appeared unto thee for this purpose, to make thee a minister and a witness… To open their eyes, and to turn them from darkness to light, and from the power of Satan unto God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins...”

6. Did Paul advise the Christians to come together on Sundays instead of Saturdays?

Acts 20:7 “And upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread, Paul preached unto them, ready to depart on the morrow; and continued his speech until midnight.”

Colossians 2:14-17  “Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross; And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it. Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an holyday, or of the new moon, or of the sabbath days: Which are a shadow of things to come; but the body is of Christ.”

7. Paul became a ringleader of a sect of Nazarenes

Acts 24:5 “For we have found this man a pestilent fellow, and a mover of sedition among all the Jews throughout the world, and a ringleader of the sect of the Nazarenes.”
Acts 28:22 “But we desire to hear of thee what thou thinkest: for as concerning this sect, we know that every where it is spoken against.”

8. Paul was mistaken for a god
 Acts 28:3-6 “And when Paul had gathered a bundle of sticks, and laid them on the fire… (a viper came out and Paul was not harmed), [the barbarians] said that he [Paul] was a god.” 9. Did Paul went to Jerusalem immediately after his conversion
 Yes
 Acts 9:26 “And when Saul was come to Jerusalem, he assayed to join himself to the disciples: but they were all afraid of him, and believed not that he was a disciple.” No, Paul went to Jerusalem three years after 
 Galatians 1:16, 18 “To reveal his Son in me, that I might preach him among the heathen… Neither went I up to Jerusalem to them which were apostles before me…Then after three years I went up to Jerusalem to see Peter, and abode with him fifteen days.”

10. How many times did Paul go to Jerusalem?
 Five times according to the Book of Acts
 First visit to Jerusalem, right after his conversion in Damascus
 Acts 9:26 “And when Saul was come to Jerusalem, he assayed to join himself to the disciples...” Second visit to Jerusalem, to help for the relief of famine
 Acts 11:29-30 “Then the disciples… determined to send relief unto the brethren which dwelt in Judaea: Which also they did, and sent it to the elders by the hands of Barnabas and Saul.”

Third visit, to attend Council of Jerusalem
 Acts 15:2-5 “…they determined that Paul and Barnabas, and certain other of them, should go up to Jerusalem … And when they were come to Jerusalem, they were received of the church, and of the apostles and elders…”

Fourth visit, to keep the feast 
 Acts 18:21-22 “But bade them farewell, saying, I [Paul] must by all means keep this feast that cometh in Jerusalem: but I will return again unto you, if God will. And he sailed from Ephesus… and gone up, and saluted the church…”

Fifth visit, Paul was arrested and killed
 Acts 21:17, 30-31 “And when we [Paul and company] were come to Jerusalem, the brethren received us gladly. And they took Paul, and drew him out of the temple: and forthwith the doors were shut. And as they went about to kill him, tidings came unto the chief captain of the band, that all Jerusalem was in an uproar.” 

Three times, according to other books
 Paul did not visit Jerusalem immediately after his conversion
Galatians 1:17-18 “Neither went I up to Jerusalem to them which were apostles before me; but I went into Arabia, and returned again unto Damascus. Then after three years I went up to Jerusalem to see Peter, and abode with him fifteen days.”

First visit to Jerusalem, met with Peter and James
 Galatians 1:18 “Then after three years I went up to Jerusalem to see Peter, and abode with him fifteen days.” 
Second visit to Jerusalem, Paul met with Barnabas and Titus and had a confrontation with Peter
 Galatians 2:1 “Then fourteen years after I went up again to Jerusalem with Barnabas, and took Titus with me also…” Third visit to Jerusalem, Paul helped the poor
 Romans 15:25 “But now I go unto Jerusalem to minister unto the saints.” I Corinthians 16:3 “And when I come, whomsoever ye shall approve by your letters,
 them will I send to bring your liberality unto Jerusalem.” 
Note: Unlike in the Book of Acts, in the Book of Galatians, there was no visit to Jerusalem immediately after his conversion.
11. Whom did Paul meet in Jerusalem during his first visit?
 Barnabas
 Acts 9:26-27 “And when Saul was come to Jerusalem… Barnabas took him, and brought him to the apostles...” Peter and James 
 Galatians 1:18-19 “Then after three years I went up to Jerusalem to see Peter, and abode with him fifteen days. But other of the apostles saw I none, save James the Lord’s brother.”

12. A man was deliberately blinded by Paul 

Acts 13:9-11 “Then Saul, (who also is called Paul,) filled with the Holy Ghost, set his eyes on him [Elymas]. And said… behold, the hand of the Lord is upon thee, and thou shalt be blind, not seeing the sun for a season. And immediately there fell on him a mist and a darkness; and he went about seeking some to lead him by the hand.”

Summary: Elymas, a sorcerer was deliberately blinded by Paul. 
13. Paul was forbidden to teach in Asia by the Holy Ghost
 Yes, Paul was forbidden
 Acts 16:6 “Now when they had gone throughout Phrygia and the region of Galatia, and were forbidden of the Holy Ghost to preach the word in Asia.” But, Paul teaches in Asia anyway
 Acts 19:9-10 “He [Paul] departed…and separated the disciples, disputing daily in the school of one Tyrannus. And this continued by the space of two years; so that all they which dwelt in Asia heard the word of the Lord Jesus, both Jews and Greeks.”

14. What is the fulfillment of the law?
 Paul said, “Love your neighbor as yourself.” 
 Romans 13:9-10 “Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. Love worketh no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law.” Jesus said, “Love God with all your heart and love your neighbor as yourself.” Matthew 22:37-40 “Jesus said…Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the first and great commandment. And the second is…Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. On these two commandments
 hang all the law and the prophets.” Mark 12:29-31 “And Jesus answered him, The first of all the commandments is, Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God is one Lord: And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: this is the first commandment. And the second is like, namely this, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. There is none other commandment greater than these.”

15. Paul said that the gospel has already been preached throughout the world during his time
 Romans 10:18 “But I say…Yes verily, their sound went into all the earth, and their words unto the ends of the world.” 16. Paul was not sure if he baptized some people or not

I Corinthians 1:14-16  “I thank God that I baptized none of you, but Crispus and Gaius; Lest any should say that I had baptized in mine own name. And I baptized also the household of Stephanas: besides, I know not whether I baptized any other.”

17. Was Paul trying to create his own sect, cult or religion?
 I Corinthians 4:16; 11:1 “Wherefore I beseech you, be ye followers of me…Be ye followers of me, even as I also am of Christ.” 18. Paul asked if he should ‘make members of Christ, members of an harlot?’

I Corinthians 6:15-16 “Know ye not that your bodies are the members of Christ? shall I then take the members of Christ, and make them the members of an harlot? God forbid. What? know ye not that he which is joined to an harlot is one body? for two, saith he, shall be one flesh.”

19. Paul said that those who are circumcised must not be uncircumcised
 I Corinthians 7:18 “Is any man called being circumcised? let him not become uncircumcised. Is any called in uncircumcision? let him not be circumcised.” 20. Paul said if you eat and drink unworthily you will become sick and you will die 

I Corinthians 11:29-30 “For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord’s body. For this cause many are weak and sickly among you, and many sleep.” 

21. Paul said that all prophecies will fail
 I Corinthians 13:8 “Charity never faileth: but whether there be prophecies, they shall fail; whether there be tongues, they shall cease; whether there be knowledge, it shall vanish away.” Note: Paul made a prophecy that all prophecies will fail. If his prophecy is true, then all prophecies will fail even his own prophecy, thus making his own prophecy false.

22. Paul believed the story of Adam and Eve
 II Corinthians 11:3 “But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Christ.” 23. Paul said he robs other churches
 II Corinthians 11:8 “I robbed other churches, taking wages of them, to do you service.” 24. Who attempted to seize Paul?
 The governor under Aretas the king
 II Corinthians 11:32-33 “In Damascus the governor under Aretas the king kept the city of the damascenes with a garrison, desirous to apprehend me.” The Jews
 Acts 9:22-24 “But Saul increased the more in strength, and confounded the Jews which dwelt at Damascus, proving that this is very Christ. And after that many days were
 fulfilled, the Jews took counsel to kill him: But their laying await was known of Saul. And they watched the gates day and night to kill him.” 25. Did Paul try to please men?
 Paul said that if he pleased men, he should not be the servant of Christ Galatians 1:10 “For if I yet pleased men, I should not be the servant of Christ.” 
Paul said he pleased men in all things
 I Corinthians 10:33 “Even as I please all men in all things, not seeking mine own profit, but the profit of many, that they may be saved.” 26. Anybody who will teach anything contrary to Paul’s teachings will be accursed 

Galatians 1:8-9 “But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed. As we said before, so say I now again, if any man preach any other gospel unto you than that ye have received, let him be accursed.”

27. According to Paul, he was never taught by any man but by Jesus Christ thru visions

Galatians 1:11-12 “But I certify you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached of me is not after man. For I neither received it of man, neither was I taught it, but by the revelation of Jesus Christ.” 

Note: However, Paul never met Jesus Christ.
28. Did Paul use trickery?
 Yes
 II Corinthians 12:16 “But be it so, I did not burden you: nevertheless, being crafty, I caught you with guile.” 
No
 I Thessalonians 2:3 “For our exhortation was not of deceit, nor of uncleanness, nor in guile.” 29. According to Paul, if you do everything he says, you will be at peace with God
 Philippians 4:9 “Those things, which ye have both learned, and received, and heard, and seen in me, do: and the God of peace shall be with you.” 30. Paul said that the sufferings of Jesus Christ were insufficient and he will fill up for what was lacking
 Colossians 1:24 “Who now rejoice in my sufferings for you, and fill up that which is behind of the afflictions of Christ in my flesh for his body’s sake, which is the church.” 31. Paul said God’s wrath would come upon the Jews to the uttermost 

I Thessalonians 2:14-16  “For ye…have suffered like things of your own countrymen, even as they have of the Jews: Who both killed the Lord Jesus, and their own prophets, and have persecuted us; and they please not God, and are contrary to all men: Forbidding us to speak to the Gentiles that they might be saved, to fill up their sins away: for the wrath is come upon them to the uttermost.”

32. What did Paul say about himself? 
 Paul claimed to be just, holy and blameless
 I Thessalonians 2:10 “Ye are witnesses, and God also, how holily and justly and unblameably we behaved ourselves among you that believe.” 
Paul claimed he is the most sinful of all men
 I Timothy 1:15 “This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom I am chief.” 33. Paul advised not to drink water but to drink wine
 I Timothy 5:23 “Drink no longer water, but use a little wine for thy stomach’s sake and thine often infirmities.” 34. Paul gave a list of things that supposedly indicate the ‘last days’

II Timothy 3:1-5 “This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come. For men shall be lovers of their own selves… lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God; Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof: from such turn away.”

Note: What Paul indicated as a sign of the ‘last days’ is just all about the ugly side of human nature which is prevalent throughout history.
35. Did Paul violate a law in the book of Deuteronomy?

Paul returned Onesimus to his previous master
 Philemon 1:10-16 “I beseech thee for my son Onesimus…For perhaps he therefore departed for a season, that thou shouldest receive him for ever; Not now as a servant, but above a servant, a brother beloved…”

Do not return a slave to his master
 Deuteronomy 23:15-16 “Thou shalt not deliver unto his master the servant which is escaped from his master unto thee: He shall dwell with thee, even among you, in that place which he shall choose in one of thy gates, where it liketh him best: thou shalt not oppress him.”

V. The Kingdom of Heaven 1. Who went to heaven?

Enoch
 Genesis 5:24 “And Enoch walked with God: and he was not; for God took him.” Hebrews 11:5 “By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see death; and was not
 found, because God had translated him: for before his translation he had this testimony, that he pleased God.” Elijah went up to heaven
 II Kings 2:11 “And it came to pass, as they still went on, and talked, that, behold, there appeared a chariot of fire, and horses of fire, and parted them both asunder; and Elijah went up by a whirlwind into heaven.”

Note: However, in verse II Kings 2:15, it says that Elijah was just carried away to a different place:
II Kings 2:15 “And when the sons of the prophets… said, The spirit of Elijah doth
 rest on Elisha…” In II Chronicles 21:12, Elijah sent a letter to King Jehoram: 
II Chronicles 21:12 “And there came a writing to him from Elijah the prophet, saying, Thus saith the Lord God of David thy father, Because thou hast not
 walked in the ways of Jehoshaphat thy father, nor in the ways of Asa king of Judah” Moses (implied)
 Matthew 17:1-8 “And after six days Jesus taketh Peter, James, and John his brother, and bringeth them up into an high mountain apart, And was transfigured before them…And, behold, there appeared unto them Moses and Elias talking with him. Then… Peter…said…Lord… let us make here three tabernacles; one for thee, and one for Moses, and one for Elias.”

Only the Son of Man (Jesus) ascended to heaven
 John 3:13 “And no man hath ascended up to heaven, but he that came down from heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven.” An unknown man 
 II Corinthians 12:1-4 “I knew a man in Christ above fourteen years ago, (whether in the body, I cannot tell; or whether out of the body, I cannot tell: God knoweth;) such an one caught up to the third heaven. And I knew such a man, (whether in the body, or out of the body, I cannot tell: God knoweth;) How that he was caught up into paradise, and heard unspeakable words, which it is not lawful for a man to utter.”

2. Did Jesus say that you could drink wine in heaven?
 Matthew 26:29 “But I say unto you, I will not drink henceforth of this fruit of the vine, until that day when I drink it new with you in my Father’s kingdom.” 3. What Jesus said concerning heaven?
 Luke 20:35 “But they which shall be accounted worthy to obtain that world, and the resurrection from the dead, neither marry, nor are given in marriage.” Note: Did Jesus say that only those who never got married would go to Heaven?
W. The end of the world 1. Will the earth be forever?

No
 Psalm 102:25-26 “Of old hast thou laid the foundation of the earth…They shall perish, but thou shalt endure: yea, all of them shall wax old like a garment; as a vesture shalt thou change them, and they shall be changed.”

Isaiah 65:17 “For, behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: and the former shall not be remembered, nor come into mind.” Matthew 5:18 “…Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.”
Matthew 24:35 “Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass away.”
Mark 13:31 “Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass away.”
Luke 21:33 “Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass away.”
Hebrews 1:10-11 “And, Thou, Lord, in the beginning hast laid the foundation of the earth; and the heavens are the works of thine hands: They shall perish; but thou remainest; and they all shall wax old as doth a garment”
II Peter 3:10 “But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in the which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are therein shall be burned up.” 
II Peter 3:13 “Nevertheless we, according to his promise, look for new heavens and a new earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness.”
Revelation 21:1 “And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea.”

Yes
Deuteronomy 4:40 “That thou mayest prolong thy days upon the earth, which the Lord thy God giveth thee for ever.”
Psalm 37:29 “The righteous shall inherit the land, and dwell therein for ever.”
Psalm 78:69 “The earth which he hath established for ever.”
Psalm 104:5 “Who laid the foundations of the earth, that it should not be removed for ever.”
Ecclessiastes 1:4 “One generation passeth away, and another generation cometh: but the earth abideth for ever.”

2. Jesus gave a list of things that supposedly indicates the ‘last days’

Matthew 24:4-12 “And Jesus answered and said unto them, Take heed that no man deceive you. For many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many. And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars…And then shall many be offended, and shall betray one another, and shall hate one another... the love of many shall wax cold.”

Note: What Jesus is saying as signs of the last days have been happening all throughout history.
3. Is the day of the Lord close at hand?

Yes
 I Thessalonians 4:15-17 “For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep. ... Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.”

I Thessalonians 5:23 “…your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.” No
 II Thessalonians 2:3 “Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition.”

4. How will Jesus be revealed?
 II Thessalonians 1:7 “… Lord Jesus shall be revealed from heaven with his mighty angels.” 5. Jesus will punish those who do not know God 

II Thessalonians 1:7-9 “… [Jesus] In flaming fire taking vengeance on them that know not God, and that obey not the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ: Who shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the Lord, and from the glory of his power.” 

6. How will Jesus punish the wicked?

By consuming them with the spirit of his mouth and the brightness of his coming II Thessalonians 2:8 “And then shall that Wicked be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume with the spirit of his mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming.”

7. Is Satan all-powerful
 II Thessalonians 2:9 “…Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders.” Note: If Satan is all-powerful, is Satan as powerful as God?
8. How will Jesus look like upon his return?
 His hairs white as wool, eyes like fire, feet like brass and mouth with a two sharpedged sword
Revelation 1:14-16 “His head and his hairs were white like wool, as white as snow; and his eyes were as a flame of fire; And his feet like unto fine brass…in his right hand seven stars: and out of his mouth went a sharp two edged sword…” 

9. Are the false Jews but the synagogue of Satan?

Revelation 2:9; 3:9 “I know thy works, and tribulation, and poverty, (but thou art rich) and I know the blasphemy of them which say they are Jews, and are not, but are the synagogue of Satan… Behold, I will make them of the synagogue of Satan, which say they are Jews, and are not, but do lie…”

10. God has seven spirits, which have seven horns and seven eyes 

Revelation 3:1; 5:6 “And unto the angel of the church in Sardis write; These things saith he that hath the seven Spirits of God, and the seven stars…And I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God sent forth into all the earth.”

11. The locusts and the burned grass

All the green grass will be burned
 Revelation 8:7 “The first angel sounded, and there followed hail and fire mingled with blood, and they were cast upon the earth: and the third part of trees was burnt up, and all green grass was burnt up.”

The locust were told not to hurt the grass
 Revelation 9:3-4 “And there came out of the smoke locusts upon the earth: and unto them was given power, as the scorpions of the earth have power. And it was commanded them that they should not hurt the grass of the earth, neither any green thing, neither any tree; but only those men which have not the seal of God in their foreheads.”

Note: The locust cannot hurt the grass, but all the grass was already burned.
12. There will be locusts with human faces, women’s hair, lion’s teeth, and scorpion’s tails

Revelation 9:7-8, 10 “And the shapes of the locusts were like unto horses prepared unto battle; and on their heads were as it were crowns like gold, and their faces were as the faces of men. And they had hair as the hair of women, and their teeth were as the teeth of lions. And they had tails like unto scorpions, and there were stings in their tails: and their power was to hurt men five months.”

13. Four angels with a 200 million army will kill one third of the men in earth

Revelation 9:15-16 “And the four angels were loosed, which were prepared for an hour, and a day, and a month, and a year, for to slay the third part of men. And the number of the army of the horsemen were two hundred thousand thousand.”

14. An angel tells John to eat a book 

Revelation 10:9-10 “And I [John] went unto the angel, and said unto him, Give me the little book. And he said unto me, Take it, and eat it up…And I took the little book out of the angel’s hand, and ate it up; and it was in my mouth sweet as honey: and as soon as I had eaten it, my belly was bitter.” 

15. God will send an earthquake and 7,000 people will be killed

Revelation 11:13 “And the same hour was there a great earthquake, and the tenth part of the city fell, and in the earthquake were slain of men seven thousand: and the remnant were affrighted, and gave glory to the God of heaven.”

16. There will be a war in heaven between Michael and his angels and the dragon
 Revelation 12:7 “And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels.” 17. Those who receive the mark of the beast will drink of the wine of the wrath of God and will be tormented 

Revelation 14:9-10 “And the third angel followed them, saying…If any man worship the beast and his image, and receive his mark in his forehead, or in his hand… shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God… and…shall be tormented with fire and brimstone...” 

18. Concerning the winepress of the wrath of God

Revelation 14:19-20 “And the winepress [into the great winepress of the wrath of God] was trodden without the city, and blood came out of the winepress, even unto the horse bridles, by the space of a thousand and six hundred furlongs.”

19. The seven vials of wrath

Revelation 16:1-21  “And I heard a great voice out of the temple saying to the seven angels, Go your ways, and pour out the vials of the wrath of God upon the earth. And the first went, and poured out his vial upon the earth…”

Note: The seven vials of wrath: 1) a noisome and grievous sore upon the men which had the mark of the beast, and upon them which worshipped his image, 2) sea turned to blood, and every living soul died in the sea. 3) rivers and fountains of waters turned to blood, 4) people scorched with fire, 5) people gnawed their tongues in pain, 6) Euphrates dries up, 7) thunder, lightening, earthquake, and hail. 

20. Jesus will come like a thief in the night; therefore we must always wear our clothes all the time
 Revelation 16:15 “Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that watcheth, and keepeth his garments, lest he walk naked, and they see his shame.” 21. Jesus, whose clothes are dipped in blood, has a sharp sword sticking out of his mouth 
 Revelation 19:13, 15 “And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God. And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword.” 22. An angel calls all the fowls to feast upon dead bodies, and calls it ‘the supper of the great God.’

Revelation 19:17-18 “And I saw an angel standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the fowls that fly in the midst of heaven, Come and gather yourselves together unto the supper of the great God; That ye may eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh of captains… and the flesh of all men, both free and bond, both small and great.” 

23. The beast and the false prophet are cast into a lake of fire. The rest killed with the sword of Jesus and all the fowls were filled with their flesh

Revelation 19:20-21  “And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet… These both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone. And the remnant were slain with the sword of him that sat upon the horse, which sword proceeded out of his mouth: and all the fowls were filled with their flesh.”

24. When the thousand years are over, God will send Satan to deceive us all

Revelation 20:7-8 “And when the thousand years are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of his prison, And shall go out to deceive the nations which are in the four quarters of the earth.”

Note: The one thousand years are the years when Christ will reign before the final judgment. This belief is called Millennialism. 
25. God will send fire from heaven to devour people
 Revelation 20:9 “And fire came down from God out of heaven, and devoured them.” 26. Whoever isn’t found listed in the book of life will be cast into the lake of fire
 Revelation 20:15 “And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.” 27. The fearful and unbelieving will be cast into ‘the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone.’

Revelation 21:8  “But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.”

28. People were told not to change for the better

Revelation 22:11 “He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still.”


3. Unfulfilled promises and prophesies 

A. Concerning prophets making mistakes
 1. What does the Bible say if prophets make a mistake?

Prophets must be executed if they tell you to worship other gods
 Deuteronomy 13:1-5 “If there arise among you a prophet… whereof he spake unto thee, saying, Let us go after other gods, which thou hast not known, and let us serve them… And that prophet… shall be put to death; because he hath spoken to turn you away from the Lord your God.” 

Prophets must be executed if they speak for God and if God did not command them to Deuteronomy 18:20 “But the prophet, which shall presume to speak a word in my name, which I have not commanded him to speak, or that shall speak in the name of other gods, even that prophet shall die.”

2. Sometimes God makes his prophets lie

I Kings 22:22-23 “And the Lord said unto him, Wherewith? And he [a spirit] said, I will go forth, and I will be a lying spirit in the mouth of all his prophets. And he said, Thou shalt persuade him, and prevail also: go forth, and do so. Now therefore, behold, the Lord hath put a lying spirit in the mouth of all these thy prophets…”

II Chronicles 18:21-22 “And he [a spirit] said, I will go out, and be a lying spirit in the mouth of all his prophets. And the Lord said, Thou shalt entice him, and thou shalt also prevail: go out, and do even so. Now therefore, behold, the Lord hath put a lying spirit in the mouth of these thy prophets, and the Lord hath spoken evil against thee.”

3. The prophets prophecy are lies
 Jeremiah 5:31 “The prophets prophecy lies.” 4. Those lying prophets will be killed

Jeremiah 14:14-15 “Then the Lord said to me, “The prophets are prophecying lies in my name. I have not sent them or appointed them or spoken to them… Those same prophets will perish by sword and famine.”

5. Do not be afraid of false prophets

Deuteronomy 18:22  “When a prophet speaketh in the name of the Lord, if the thing follow not, nor come to pass, that is the thing which the Lord hath not spoken, but the prophet hath spoken it presumptuously: thou shalt not be afraid of him.”

B. The early biblical prophecies 1. Did Adam die after eating the forbidden fruit?
 God told Adam that he will die if he will eat from the forbidden fruit Genesis 2:17 “But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.” 
Adam did not die
 Genesis 5:5 “And all the days that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years: and he died.” 
Note: But then Adam and Eve ate the forbidden fruit from the tree in the middle of the garden. But did they die? Did God lie? 
2. What will happen to Cain?

God said that Cain will become a fugitive and a vagabond
 Genesis 4:9, 12 “And the Lord said unto Cain…When thou tillest the ground, it shall not henceforth yield unto thee her strength; a fugitive and a vagabond shalt thou be in the earth.”

But Cain did not become a fugitive or a vagabond. Cain got married, had a son and built a city
 Genesis 4:17 “And Cain knew his wife; and she conceived, and bare Enoch: and he builded a city, and called the name of the city, after the name of his son, Enoch.” 3. What is the covenant about the rainbow in the sky?

Genesis 9:9-11 “And I, behold, I establish my covenant with you…neither shall all flesh be cut off any more by the waters of a flood; neither shall there any more be a flood to destroy the earth...”

Note: After the Great Deluge during Noah’s time, the rainbow was placed in the sky as a reminder of God’s covenant – never will man be punished again by means of water. However, the existence of floods, tidal waves and tsunamis invalidates this statement. Does God break His promise? Does God forget? 

4. God promised Abraham the Land of Canaan, but Abraham died with the promise unfulfilled
 God promised Abraham the Land of Canaan
 Genesis 12:7 “And the Lord appeared unto Abram, and said, Unto thy seed will I give this land.” Genesis 13:12-17  “Abram dwelled in the land of Canaan… And the Lord said unto Abram, Lift up now thine eyes, and look from the place where thou art northward, and southward, and eastward, and westward: For all the land which thou seest, to thee will I give it, and to thy seed for ever... Arise, walk through the land in the length of it and in the breadth of it; for I will give it unto thee.”

Genesis 15:18 “In the same day the Lord made a covenant with Abram, saying, Unto thy seed have I given this land, from the river of Egypt unto the great river, the river Euphrates”

Genesis 17:7-8 “And I will establish my covenant between me and thee and thy seed after thee in their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be a God unto thee, and to thy seed after thee. And I will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee, the land wherein thou art a stranger, all the land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will be their God.”

However, Abraham died without receiving God’s promise
 Genesis 25:8 “Then Abraham gave up the ghost, and died in a good old age, an old man, and full of years; and was gathered to his people.” God’s promise to Abraham did not materialize
 Acts 7:2-5 “The God of glory appeared unto our father Abraham…And said unto him, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and come into the land which I shall shew thee... And he gave him none inheritance in it, no, not so much as to set his foot on: yet he promised that he would give it to him for a possession, and to his seed after him, when as yet he had no child.”

Hebrews 11:8-13 “By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into a place which he should after receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not knowing whither he went. By faith he sojourned in the land of promise, as in a strange country, dwelling in tabernacles with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise… These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth.”

5. God also promised the same to Jacob and it was also an unfulfilled promise

Genesis 28:13-14 “And, behold, the Lord stood above it, and said, I am the Lord God of Abraham thy father, and the God of Isaac: the land whereon thou liest, to thee will I give it, and to thy seed; And thy seed shall be as the dust of the earth, and thou shalt spread abroad to the west, and to the east, and to the north, and to the south: and in thee and in thy seed shall all the families of the earth be blessed.”

6. How long was the Egyptian captivity?
 400 years
Genesis 15:13 “And he [God] said unto Abram, Know of a surety that thy seed shall be a stranger in a land that is not theirs, and shall serve them; and they shall afflict them four hundred years”

Acts 7:6 “And God spake on this wise, That his seed should sojourn in a strange land; and that they should bring them into bondage, and entreat them evil four hundred years.”

430 years
Exodus 12:40 “Now the sojourning of the children of Israel, who dwelt in Egypt, was four hundred and thirty years.”
Galatians 3:17 “And this I say, that the covenant, that was confirmed before of God in Christ, the law, which was four hundred and thirty years after, cannot disannul, that it should make the promise of none effect.”

7. When did the descendants of Abraham return from the Egyptian captivity?
 Fourth generation
 Genesis 15:16 “[The Lord said] but in the fourth generation they shall come hither again: for the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet full.” 
Seventh generation
 Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Levi, Kohath, Amram, Moses
Genesis 21:3 “And Abraham called the name of his son that was born unto him, whom Sarah bare to him, Isaac.”
Genesis 25:19-26 “And these are the generations of Isaac, Abraham’s son: Abraham begat Isaac…(and Isaac begat a son) … and his name was called Jacob: and Isaac was threescore years old when she bare them.”
Genesis 35:23 “Now the sons of Jacob were twelve: The sons of Leah; Reuben, Jacob’s firstborn, and Simeon, and Levi, and Judah, and Issachar, and Zebulun.”
Exodus 6:16 “And these are the names of the sons of Levi according to their generations; Gershon, and Kohath, and Merari: and the years of the life of Levi were an hundred thirty and seven years.”
Exodus 6:18 “And the sons of Kohath; Amram, and Izhar, and Hebron, and Uzziel: and the years of the life of Kohath were an hundred thirty and three years.”
Exodus 6:20 “And Amram took him Jochebed his father’s sister to wife; and she bare him Aaron and Moses: and the years of the life of Amram were an hundred and thirty and seven years.”

Note: Moses is the seventh generation from Abraham and it was Moses who led the Israelites out of Egypt.
8. God promised Isaac that his descendants will be as many as the stars in heaven

Genesis 26:4 “And I will make thy seed to multiply as the stars of heaven, and will give unto thy seed all these countries; and in thy seed shall all the nations of the earth be blessed.”

Note: However, the Jews are still a minority to this day.
9. God promised to bring Jacob safely back to Israel from Egypt 

God promised to bring Jacob back from Egypt
 Genesis 46:3-4 “And he said, I am God, the God of thy father: fear not to go down into Egypt; for I will there make of thee a great nation: I [Lord] will go down with thee [Jacob] into Egypt; and I [Lord] will also surely bring thee [Jacob] up again: and
 Joseph shall put his hand upon thine eyes.” But Jacob passed away in Egypt
 Genesis 47:28-29 “And Jacob lived in the land of Egypt seventeen years: so the whole age of Jacob was an hundred forty and seven years. And the time drew nigh that Israel must die: and he called his son Joseph, and said unto him, If now I have found grace in thy sight, put, I pray thee, thy hand under my thigh, and deal kindly and truly with me; bury me not, I pray thee, in Egypt.”

10. God will bring Joseph safely back to Israel from Egypt 
 God shall bring Joseph back to Israel
 Genesis 48:21 “And Israel said unto Joseph, Behold, I die: but God shall be with you, and bring you again unto the land of your fathers.” Joseph stayed and died in Egypt
 Genesis 50:24 “And Joseph said unto his brethren, I die: and God will surely visit you, and bring you out of this land unto the land which he sware to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob.”

11. The King of Israel will be from the tribe of Judah
 The king will come from the tribe of Judah
 Genesis 49:10 “The sceptre shall not depart from Judah, nor a lawgiver from between his feet, until Shiloh come; and unto him shall the gathering of the people be.” 
But King Saul is from the tribe of Benjamin
 Acts 13:21 “And afterward they desired a king: and God gave unto them Saul the son of Cis, a man of the tribe of Benjamin, by the space of forty years.” 12. Is this a prophecy about Jesus?

Genesis 49:11-12 “Binding his foal unto the vine, and his ass’s colt unto the choice vine; he washed his garments in wine, and his clothes in the blood of grapes: His eyes shall be red with wine, and his teeth white with milk.”

C. The Exodus prophecies
 1. God promised not to plague Israel

God instructed Moses to conduct a census and God promised not to plague Israel Exodus 30:11-12 “And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying, When thou takest the sum of the children of Israel after their number, then shall they give every man a ransom for
 his soul unto the Lord, when thou numberest them; that there be no plague among them, when thou numberest them.” God got angry and sent a plague to Israel when David conducted a census I Chronicles 21:7-14 “And God was displeased with this thing; therefore he smote Israel... So the Lord sent pestilence upon Israel: and there fell of Israel seventy
 thousand men.” 2. What did God promise Moses concerning other groups of people? 
 God promised to drive out the Canaanites, the Jebusites and other groups of people
Exodus 33:2 “And I will send an angel before thee; and I will drive out the Canaanite, the Amorite, and the Hittite, and the Perizzite, the Hivite, and the Jebusite.”
Deuteronomy 7:1 “When the Lord thy God shall bring thee into the land whither thou goest to possess it, and hath cast out many nations before thee, the Hittites, and the Girgashites, and the Amorites, and the Canaanites, and the Perizzites, and the Hivites, and the Jebusites, seven nations greater and mightier than thou…”

God promised to destroy the Canaanites, the Jebusites and other groups of people Deuteronomy 7:24 “And he shall deliver their kings into thine hand, and thou shalt destroy their name from under heaven: there shall no man be able to stand before thee, until thou have destroyed them.”

Deuteronomy 31:3 “The Lord thy God, he will go over before thee, and he will destroy these nations from before thee, and thou shalt possess them: and Joshua, he shall go over before thee, as the Lord hath said.”

But the promises were unfulfilled
 Judges 1:21 “And the children of Benjamin did not drive out the Jebusites that inhabited
Jerusalem ; but the Jebusites dwell with the children of Benjamin in Jerusalem unto this day.” Judges 1:27 “Neither did Manasseh drive out the inhabitants of Bethshean and her
 towns, nor Taanach and her towns, nor the inhabitants of Dor and her towns, nor the
 inhabitants of Ibleam and her towns, nor the inhabitants of Megiddo and her towns: but
 the Canaanites would dwell in that land.”

Judges 1:34-36 “And the Amorites forced the children of Dan into the mountain: for they would not suffer them to come down to the valley: But the Amorites would dwell in mount Heres in Aijalon, and in Shaalbim… And the coast of the Amorites was from the going up to Akrabbim, from the rock, and upward.”

Judges 3:1-5 “Now these are the nations which the Lord left, to prove Israel by them, even as many of Israel as had not known all the wars of Canaan… And the children of Israel dwelt among the Canaanites, Hittites, and Amorites, and Perizzites, and Hivites, and Jebusites.”

3. God promised the Israelites that they would never be sick or barren

Deuteronomy 7:14-15 “Thou shalt be blessed above all people: there shall not be male or female barren among you, or among your cattle. And the Lord will take away from thee all sickness, and will put none of the evil diseases of Egypt, which thou knowest, upon thee; but will lay them upon all them that hate thee.”

Note: God also promised He will inflict upon the enemies of the Israelites.
4. What did God promise Joshua concerning other groups of people? 

God promised to Joshua
 Joshua 1:3-5 “Every place that the sole of your foot shall tread upon, that have I given unto you, as I said unto Moses. All the land of the Hittites…shall be your coast. There shall not any man be able to stand before thee all the days of thy life.”

Joshua 3:10 “Hereby ye shall know that the living God is among you, and that he will without fail drive out from before you the Canaanites, and the Hittites, and the Hivites, and the Perizzites, and the Girgashites, and the Amorites, and the Jebusites.” 

Joshua 17:17-18 “And Joshua spake unto the house of Joseph, even to Ephraim and to Manasseh, saying… For thou shalt drive out the Canaanites, though they have iron chariots, and though they be strong.” 

Joshua 21:43-44 “And the Lord gave unto Israel all the land which he sware to give unto their fathers; and they possessed it, and dwelt therein. And there stood not a man of all their enemies before them; the Lord delivered all their enemies into their hand.” 

But the promises were unfulfilled
 Joshua 15:63 “As for the Jebusites the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the children of Judah could not drive them out; but the Jebusites dwell with the children of Judah at Jerusalem unto this day.”

Joshua 16:10 “And they drave not out the Canaanites that dwelt in Gezer: but the Canaanites dwell among the Ephraimites unto this day, and serve under tribute.”
Joshua 17:12-13 “Yet the children of Manasseh could not drive out the inhabitants of those cities; but the Canaanites would dwell in that land. Yet it came to pass, when the children of Israel were waxen strong, that they put the Canaanites to tribute, but did not utterly drive them out.”

D. The time of Kings 1. How long was the drought during Elijah’s time? 

Three years
 I Kings 17:1, 18:1 “And Elijah…said unto Ahab, As the Lord God of Israel liveth, before whom I stand, there shall not be dew nor rain these years, but according to my word…And it came to pass after many days, that the word of the Lord came to Elijah in the third year, saying, Go, shew thyself unto Ahab; and I will send rain upon the earth.”

Three years and six months
 Luke 4:25 “But I tell you of a truth, many widows were in Israel in the days of Elias, when the heaven was shut up three years and six months, when great famine was
 throughout all the land” James 5:17 “Elias was a man subject to like passions as we are, and he prayed earnestly that it might not rain: and it rained not on the earth by the space of three years and six months.”

2. God promised Josiah a peaceful death

He will die a peaceful death 
 II Kings 22:20 “Behold therefore, I [God] will gather thee [Josiah] unto thy fathers, and thou shalt be gathered into thy grave in peace; and thine eyes shall not see all the evil
 which I will bring upon this place.” Josiah did not die a peaceful death, Pharaohnechoh slew Josiah in a battle II Kings 23:29-30 “In his days Pharaohnechoh king of Egypt went up against the king of Assyria to the river Euphrates: and king Josiah went against him; and he [Pharaohnechoh] slew him [Josiah] at Megiddo, when he had seen him. And his servants carried him in a chariot dead from Megiddo, and brought him to Jerusalem, and buried him in his own sepulchre…”

Josiah did not die a peaceful death , the archers shot at Josiah
 II Chronicles 35:23-24 “And the archers shot at king Josiah; and the king said to his servants, Have me away; for I am sore wounded. His servants therefore took him out of that chariot, and put him in the second chariot that he had; and they brought him to Jerusalem, and he died.”

Note: Is this a failed prophecy of Huldah the prophetess, or a failed promise of God?
3. The prophecy of Jeremiah about Jehoiakim
 Jeremiah prophesied that Jehoiakim will not have a successor
 Jeremiah 36:30 “Therefore thus says the Lord concerning Jehoiakim king of Judah, he shall have none to sit on the throne of David.” 
The son of Jehoiakim succeeded him
 II Kings 24:6 “So Jehoiakim slept with his fathers and Jehoiachin his son reigned in his stead.” 4. Zedekiah was promised a peaceful death

God promised Zedekiah a peaceful death 
 Jeremiah 34:2, 4-5 “Thus saith the Lord, the God of Israel; Go and speak to Zedekiah king of Judah, and tell him…Yet hear the word of the Lord, O Zedekiah king of Judah; Thus saith the Lord of thee, Thou shalt not die by the sword: But thou shalt die in peace: and with the burnings of thy fathers, the former kings which were before thee, so shall they burn odours for thee; and they will lament thee, saying, Ah lord! for I have pronounced the word, saith the Lord.”

But Zedekiah did not die a peaceful death
II Kings 25:7 “They killed the sons of Zedekiah before his eyes. Then they put out his eyes, bound him with bronze shackles and took him to Babylon.”
Jeremiah 39:6-7 “Then the king of Babylon slew the sons of Zedekiah in Riblah before his eyes: also the king of Babylon slew all the nobles of Judah. Moreover he put out Zedekiah’s eyes, and bound him with chains, to carry him to Babylon.” 
Jeremiah 52:10-11 “And the king of Babylon slew the sons of Zedekiah before his eyes: he slew also all the princes of Judah in Riblah. Then he put out the eyes of Zedekiah; and the king of Babylon bound him in chains, and carried him to Babylon, and put him in prison till the day of his death.”

5. God’s promise concerning David and Solomon’s kingdom

Solomon’s kingdom will be the wealthiest ever
 II Chronicles 1:12 “Wisdom and knowledge is granted unto thee; and I will give thee riches, and wealth, and honour, such as none of the kings have had that have been
 before thee, neither shall there any after thee have the like.” David and Solomon’s kingdom will be forever
 II Samuel 7:13, 16 “I will stablish the throne of his kingdom for ever. And thine house and thy kingdom shall be established for ever before thee: thy throne shall be established for ever.”

Psalm 89:3-4, 34-37 “I have made a covenant with my chosen, I have sworn unto David my servant, Thy seed will I establish for ever, and build up thy throne to all generations. My covenant will I not break, nor alter the thing that is gone out of my lips… Once have I sworn by my holiness that I will not lie unto David… His seed shall endure for ever, and his throne as the sun before me. It shall be established for ever as the moon, and as a faithful witness in heaven.”

Jeremiah 33:17 “For thus saith the Lord; David shall never want a man to sit upon the throne of the house of Israel.” Note: Solomon’s kingdom no longer exists today, the last king was Zedekiah and it was totally destroyed 400 years after Solomon passed away. The kingdom fell in 586 BCE to the Babylonian Empire.

E. The prophets’ prophecies
 1. Prophecies about Judah

The Lord told Isaiah to tell Ahaz that Judah will not be invaded
 Isaiah 7:1, 3-7 “In the days of Ahaz … the king of Syria, and Pekah the son of Remaliah, king of Israel, went up toward Jerusalem to war against it, but could not prevail against it… Then said the Lord unto Isaiah, Go forth now to meet Ahaz … and say unto him, Take heed, and be quiet; fear not, neither be fainthearted for the two tails of these smoking firebrands, for the fierce anger of Rezin with Syria, and of the son of Remaliah. Because Syria, Ephraim, and [Pekah] the son of Remaliah, have taken evil counsel against thee, saying, Let us go up against Judah, and vex it, and let us make a breach therein for us, and set a king in the midst of it, even the son of Tabeal: Thus saith the Lord GOD, It shall not stand, neither shall it come to pass.” 

Judah was invaded
II Kings 16:5  “Then Rezin king of Syria and Pekah son of Remaliah king of Israel came up to Jerusalem to war: and they besieged Ahaz, but could not overcome him.”
II Chronicles 28:5-6 “He [Ahaz] was also given into the hands of the king of Israel, who inflicted heavy casualties on him. In one day Pekah son of Remaliah killed a hundred and twenty thousand soldiers in Judah...”

Judah will be desolate and a den of dragons
 Jeremiah 10:22 “Behold, the noise of the bruit is come, and a great commotion out of the north country, to make the cities of Judah desolate, and a den of dragons.” 2. Prophecy about the River Nile 

The River Nile will cease to be a river
 Isaiah 19:5-7 “And the waters shall fail from the sea, and the river shall be wasted and dried up. And they shall turn the rivers far away; and the brooks of defence shall be

emptied and dried up: the reeds and flags shall wither. The paper reeds by the brooks, by the mouth of the brooks, and every thing sown by the brooks, shall wither, be driven away, and be no more.”

Ezekiel 30:12 “And I will make the rivers dry...” 
Zechariah 10:11 “… all the deeps of the river shall dry up: and the pride of Assyria shall be brought down, and the sceptre of Egypt shall depart away.” 
Note: However, the Nile is still a river, the longest river in the world and it never dried up to this day.
3. What will happen to Babylon?
 The Jews will be exiled in Babylon, but Babylon will be punished for it and will become uninhabited 
Jeremiah 25:8-9, 12 “Therefore thus saith the Lord of hosts; Because ye [Judah] have not heard my words, Behold, I will send and take all the families of the north, saith the Lord, and Nebuchadrezzar the king of Babylon, my servant, and will bring them against this land, and against the inhabitants thereof… And it shall come to pass, when seventy years are accomplished, that I will punish the king of Babylon, and that nation, saith the Lord, for their iniquity, and the land of the Chaldeans, and will make it perpetual desolations.”

Babylon will never be inhabited
Isaiah 13:19-20  “Babylon… It shall never be inhabited, neither shall it be dwelt in from generation to generation… ”
Jeremiah 50:39 “…it [Babylon] shall be no more inhabited for ever; neither shall it be dwelt in from generation to generation.”
Jeremiah 51:29 “And the land shall tremble and sorrow: for every purpose of the Lord shall be performed against Babylon, to make the land of Babylon a desolation without an inhabitant.”
Jeremiah 51:37 “And Babylon shall become heaps, a dwellingplace for dragons, an astonishment, and an hissing, without an inhabitant.”
Jeremiah 51:43 “Her cities are a desolation, a dry land, and a wilderness, a land wherein no man dwelleth, neither doth any son of man pass thereby.”
Jeremiah 51:62 “Then shalt thou say, O Lord, thou hast spoken against this place, to cut it off, that none shall remain in it, neither man nor beast, but that it shall be desolate for ever.”

Babylon will sink
 Jeremiah 51:64 “And thou shalt say, Thus shall Babylon sink, and shall not rise from the evil that I will bring upon her: and they shall be weary. Thus far are the words of Jeremiah.”

Note: However, there are no dragons in Babylon. Babylon, presently called Iraq, was never desolate and is very much occupied.
4. The nation or kingdom that does not serve Israel will perish
 Isaiah 60:12 “For the nation and kingdom that will not serve thee [Israel] shall perish; yea, those nations shall be utterly wasted.” 5. Hazor will be a dwelling for dragons, and a desolation for ever
 Jeremiah 49:33 “And Hazor shall be a dwelling for dragons, and a desolation for ever: there shall no man abide there, nor any son of man dwell in it.” 
Note: How can a place be desolate if there are dragons living there? Hazor to this day is well populated with people and not dragons. 
6. What did Isaiah say about the city of Damascus? 
 Damascus will cease to be a city
 Isaiah 17:1 “The burden of Damascus. Behold, Damascus is taken away from being a city, and it shall be a ruinous heap.” 
Note: However, Damascus is still a city up to this day.
7. The prophecies about Tyre

Tyre will be laid waste for 70 years
 Isaiah 23:1, 15 “The burden of Tyre. Howl, ye ships of Tarshish; for it is laid waste, so that there is no house, no entering in: from the land of Chittim it is revealed to them… And it shall come to pass in that day, that Tyre shall be forgotten seventy years, according to the days of one king: after the end of seventy years shall Tyre sing as an harlot.” 

Note: Tyre was never laid waste for 70 years.
Nebuchadnezzar will demolish Tyre
 Ezekiel 26:1, 7-21 “And it came to pass in the eleventh year, in the first day of the month, that the word of the Lord came unto me, saying, For thus saith the Lord

GOD… Behold,  I will bring upon Tyrus Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon, a king of kings… thou shalt be built no more: for I the Lord have spoken it, saith the Lord GOD. Thus saith the Lord GOD to Tyrus… I shall make thee a desolate city, like the cities that are not inhabited; … I will make thee a terror, and thou shalt be no more: though thou be sought for, yet shalt thou never be found again, saith the Lord GOD.”

Ezekiel 27:32 “What city is like Tyrus, like the destroyed in the midst of the sea?” Ezekiel 27:36 “The merchants among the people shall hiss at thee; thou shalt be a terror, and never shalt be any more.”
Ezekiel 28:19 “… thou [Tyre] shalt be a terror, and never shalt thou be any more.”

Note: But Nebuchadnezzar tried to invade Tyre for 13 years without success. In 332 BC, 240 years later, Alexander the Great succeeded in invading Tyre. After a siege of seven months, Alexander the Great successfully invaded Tyre, which was situated in a well-fortified island, by using ship-mounted ballistae and by creating a causeway connecting it to the mainland of Lebanon.

Ezekiel admits that his prophecy was a mistake and it was Egypt that Nebuchadnezzar will demolish instead
Ezekiel 29:17-19 “And it came to pass in the seven and twentieth year, in the first month, in the first day of the month, the word of the Lord came unto me, saying, Son of man, Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon caused his army to serve a great service against Tyrus: every head was made bald, and every shoulder was peeled: yet had he no wages, nor his army, for Tyrus, for the service that he had served against it: Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I will give the land of Egypt unto Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon; and he shall take her multitude, and take her spoil, and take her prey; and it shall be the wages for his army.”

Jesus went to Tyre
 Matthew 15:21 “… Jesus withdrew to the region of Tyre and Sidon.”
Mark 7:24-31 “And from thence he [Jesus] arose, and went into the borders of Tyre and
 Sidon, and entered into an house, and would have no man know it: but he could not be hid.” 
Luke 6:17 “And he came down with them… from the sea coast of Tyre and Sidon, which came to hear him, and to be healed of their diseases” Herod’s kingdom had a relationship with Tyre
 Acts 12:20 “And Herod was highly displeased with them of Tyre and Sidon: but they came with one accord to him, and, having made Blastus the king’s chamberlain their friend, desired peace; because their country was nourished by the king’s country.”

Paul and his companions went to Tyre
 Acts 21:3, 7 “Now when we had discovered Cyprus, we left it on the left hand, and sailed into Syria, and landed at Tyre: for there the ship was to unlade her burden… And when we had finished our course from Tyre, we came to Ptolemais, and saluted the brethren, and abode with them one day.”

Note: Tyre to this day is one of the largest cities of Lebanon.
8. Prophecies about Egypt

Ezekiel predicted that Egypt will be a desolate and wasted land
 Ezekiel 29:8-15 “Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I will bring a sword upon thee, and cut off man and beast out of thee. And the land of Egypt shall be desolate and waste; and they shall know that I am the Lord: because he hath said, The river is mine, and I have made it. Behold, therefore I am against thee, and against thy rivers, and I will make the land of Egypt utterly waste and desolate, from the tower of Syene even unto the border of Ethiopia.” 

Note: Egypt has never been a desolate and wasted land. 
Egypt will be uninhabited for forty years
 Ezekiel 29:11 “No foot of man shall pass through it, nor foot of beast shall pass through it, neither shall it be inhabited forty years.”  
Note: Egypt has never been uninhabited and man and beast have always walked thru it.
Egypt will be desolate surrounded by more desolate countries
 Ezekiel 29:12 “And I will make the land of Egypt desolate in the midst of the countries that are desolate, and her cities among the cities that are laid waste shall be desolate
 forty years...”  
Note: Egypt has never been a desolate country surrounded by more desolate countries.
The Egyptians will be scattered among the nations
 Ezekiel 29:12-14 “…and I will scatter the Egyptians among the nations, and will disperse them through the countries. Yet thus saith the Lord GOD; At the end of forty years will I gather the Egyptians from the people whither they were scattered: And I will bring again the captivity of Egypt, and will cause them to return into the land of Pathros, into the land of their habitation.” 

Ezekiel 30:23, 26  “And I will scatter the Egyptians among the nations, and will disperse them through the countries. And I will scatter the Egyptians among the nations, and disperse them among the countries; and they shall know that I am the Lord.”

Note: Egypt never had a diaspora.
Egypt will be the basest of kingdoms
 Ezekiel 29:14-15 “And they shall be there a base kingdom. It shall be the basest of the kingdoms; neither shall it exalt itself any more above the nations: for I will diminish them, that they shall no more rule over the nations.”

Note: Egypt is not the basest of kingdoms. 
Ezekiel predicted that Nebuchadrezzar of Babylon will conquer Egypt Ezekiel 29:19-20 “Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I will give the land of Egypt unto Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon; and he shall take her multitude, and take her spoil, and take her prey; and it shall be the wages for his army. I [Lord] have given him the land of Egypt for his labour wherewith he served against it, because they wrought for me, saith the Lord GOD.”

Ezekiel 30:10-11 “Thus saith the Lord GOD; I will also make the multitude of Egypt to cease by the hand of Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon. He and his people with him, the terrible of the nations, shall be brought to destroy the land: and they shall draw their swords against Egypt, and fill the land with the slain.”

Note: In 568 BCE Nebuchadnezzar tried to conquer Egypt but failed and Egypt survived with no significant damage.
Ezekiel and Isaiah predicted that Egypt will be sold to an evil nation
 Ezekiel 30:12 “And I will make the rivers dry, and sell the land into the hand of the wicked: and I will make the land waste, and all that is therein, by the hand of strangers: I the Lord have spoken it.”

Isaiah 19:4 “I will hand the Egyptians over to the power of a cruel master, and a fierce king will rule over them, declares the Lord, the Lord Almighty.” Note: In 30 BC, Egypt was conquered by Rome and Christianity was introduced sometime in the mid-first century AD. Was GOD implying that the Roman Empire who introduced Christianity to Egypt, the wicked nation? 

Ezekiel predicted that there will no longer be a prince in Egypt
 Ezekiel 30:13 “Thus saith the Lord GOD; I will also destroy the idols, and I will cause their images to cease out of Noph; and there shall be no more a prince of the land of Egypt: and I will put a fear in the land of Egypt.”

Note: The pharaohs ended their rule in Egypt sometime in 30 BC when the Roman Empire conquered it and became its province. 
Ezekiel predicted that Egypt would be burned Ezekiel 30:16 “And I will set fire in Egypt...” 
Note: Egypt did not burn. 
The land of Judah shall be a terror unto Egypt
 Isaiah 19:17 “And the land of Judah shall be a terror unto Egypt…” 
Note: Judah never invaded Egypt. 
The Canaanite language will be spoken in Egypt
 Isaiah 19:18 “In that day shall five cities in the land of Egypt speak the language of Canaan, and swear to the Lord of hosts; one shall be called, The city of destruction.” 
Note: The Canaanite language, which is now extinct, was never spoken in Egypt. 
The Egyptians will bow down to the Lord of the Israelites
 Isaiah 19:19 “In that day shall there be an altar to the Lord in the midst of the land of Egypt… And the Lord shall be known to Egypt, and the Egyptians shall know the Lord in that day, and shall do sacrifice and oblation; yea, they shall vow a vow unto the Lord, and perform it.” 

Note: Judaism is not one of Egypt’s religions. At present the Christians comprise about ten percent of the Egyptian population.
Egypt will have an alliance with Israel and Assyria
 Isaiah 19:23-24 “In that day shall there be a highway out of Egypt to Assyria, and the Assyrian shall come into Egypt, and the Egyptian into Assyria, and the Egyptians shall serve with the Assyrians. In that day shall Israel be the third with Egypt and with Assyria, even a blessing in the midst of the land.”

Note: The alliance between Egypt, Assyria and Israel never existed.
All those who will go to Egypt will die by the sword, famine and pestilence Jeremiah 42:15-18 “And now therefore hear the word of the Lord, ye remnant of Judah… So shall it be with all the men that set their faces to go into Egypt to sojourn there; they shall die by the sword, by the famine, and by the pestilence: and none of them shall remain or escape from the evil that I will bring upon them… when ye shall enter into Egypt: and ye shall be an execration, and an astonishment, and a curse, and a reproach; and ye shall see this place no more.”

Note: Those who migrated to Egypt did not die from the sword, famine and pestilence.
9. The prophecy about the Ammonites

Ezekiel 21:28-32 “Thus saith the Lord GOD concerning the Ammonites… I will pour out mine indignation upon thee, I will blow against thee in the fire of my wrath, and deliver thee into the hand of brutish men, and skilful to destroy. Thou shalt be for fuel to the fire; thy blood shall be in the midst of the land; thou shalt be no more remembered: for I the Lord have spoken it.”

Note: The Ammonites existed until the 2nd century AD.
10. The prophecy if Ephraim will return to Egypt

Yes, Ephraim will return to Egypt
 Hosea 8:11-13 “Because Ephraim hath made many altars to sin, altars shall be unto him to sin. I have written to him the great things of my law, but they were counted as a strange thing. They sacrifice flesh for the sacrifices of mine offerings, and eat it; but the Lord accepteth them not; now will he remember their iniquity, and visit their sins: they shall return to Egypt.”

Hosea 9:3 “They shall not dwell in the Lord’s land; but Ephraim shall return to Egypt, and they shall eat unclean things in Assyria.” 
No, because Ephraim, does not want to return
 Hosea 11:5 “He (Ephraim) shall not return into the land of Egypt, and the Assyrian shall be his king, because they refused to return.” 11. Amos’ prophecy about Amaziah

Amos 7:17 “Therefore thus saith the Lord; Thy wife shall be an harlot in the city, and thy sons and thy daughters shall fall by the sword, and thy land shall be divided by line; and thou shalt die in a polluted land: and Israel shall surely go into captivity forth of his land.”

Note: There is no evidence in the Bible that Amos’ prophecy about Amaziah came true. 
12. The prophecy about Nineveh

Jonah 3:4 “Jonah prophesies that in forty days Nineveh shall be overthrown. But it didn’t happen because God repented.”
Jonah 3:10 “And God repented of the evil, that he had said that he would do unto them; and he did it not.”

F. The prophecies and promises to Israel
 1. Israel will dwell in their homeland safely and securely 

II Samuel 7:10 “Moreover I will appoint a place for my people Israel, and will plant them, that they may dwell in a place of their own, and move no more; neither shall the children of wickedness afflict them any more, as beforetime.”

Ezekiel 28:24-26 “And there shall be no more a pricking brier unto the house of Israel, nor any grieving thorn of all that are round about them, that despised them; and they shall know that I am the Lord GOD. Thus saith the Lord GOD; When I shall have gathered the house of Israel from the people among whom they are scattered, and shall be sanctified in them in the sight of the heathen, then shall they dwell in their land that I have given to my servant Jacob. And they shall dwell safely therein, and shall build houses, and plant vineyards; yea, they shall dwell with confidence, when I have executed judgments upon all those that despise them round about them; and they shall know that I am the Lord their God.”

Ezekiel 34:28-29 “And they shall no more be a prey to the heathen… they shall dwell safely, and none shall make them afraid. And I will raise up for them a plant of renown, and they shall be no more consumed with hunger in the land, neither bear the shame of the heathen any more.”

Amos 9:15 “They [Israelites] shall no more be pulled up out of their land which I have given them.”
Zechariah 9:8 “Never again will an oppressor overrun my people, for now I am keeping watch.”

Note: However to this day, the Israelites never had a peaceful relationship with their neighbors and their land ownership still falls into question. 
2. God will kill all the people of Israel

Amos 8:2-3 “And he said, Amos, what seest thou? And I said, A basket of summer fruit. Then said the Lord unto me, The end is come upon my people of Israel; I will not again pass by them any more. And the songs of the temple shall be howlings in that day, saith the Lord GOD: there shall be many dead bodies in every place; they shall cast them forth with silence.” 

3. Predictions about Jerusalem

Isaiah’s prediction about Jerusalem
 Isaiah 52:1 “Henceforth there shall no more come into thee [Jerusalem] the uncircumcised and the unclean.” But many uncircumcised people have visited and occupied Jerusalem after this prophecy was made.” 

Jeremiah’s prediction about Jerusalem
Jeremiah 3:17 “At that time they shall call Jerusalem the throne of the Lord; and all the nations shall be gathered unto it, to the name of the Lord, to Jerusalem...”
Jeremiah 9:11 “And I will make Jerusalem heaps, and a den of dragons; and I will make the cities of Judah desolate, without an inhabitant.”

Note: Jeremiah prophesied that all nations would call Jerusalem the throne of the Lord. But this did not happen. Jeremiah also predicted that Jerusalem will be a ruinous heap and this also did not happen.

Micah predicted the destruction of Jerusalem
 Micah 3:12 “Therefore shall Zion for your sake be plowed as a field, and Jerusalem shall become heaps, and the mountain of the house as the high places of the forest.” 
Jeremiah said that the prediction of Micah did not come true because the Lord changed his mind
Jeremiah 26:18-19  “Micah the Morasthite prophesied in the days of Hezekiah king of Judah, and spake to all the people of Judah, saying, Thus saith the Lord of hosts; Zion shall be plowed like a field, and Jerusalem shall become heaps, and the mountain of the house as the high places of a forest. Did Hezekiah king of Judah and all Judah put him at all to death? did he not fear the Lord, and besought the Lord, and the Lord repented him of the evil which he had pronounced against them? Thus might we procure great evil against our souls.” 

Note: In 614 AD, Jerusalem was seiged by the Persians, and the looters took the True Cross where Jesus Christ was supposedly crucified. Jerusalem was seiged but not destroyed into ruinous heaps.

4. Jeremiah’s prediction about the length of the Babylonian captivity
 The Babylonian exile will last for 70 years
 Jeremiah 25:11 “And this whole land shall be a desolation, and an astonishment; and these nations shall serve the king of Babylon seventy years.” Jeremiah 29:4-5, 10 “Thus saith the Lord of hosts, the God of Israel, unto all that are carried away captives, whom I have caused to be carried away from Jerusalem unto Babylon… For thus saith the Lord, That after seventy years be accomplished at Babylon I will visit you, and perform my good word toward you, in causing you to return to this place.” 

Note: The Babylonian captivity only lasted for about 49 years and not 70 years as Jeremiah predicted.
G. The prophecies concerning Jesus 1. What should be the name of Jesus? 
 Emmanuel (or Immanuel)
Isaiah 7:14 “Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.”
Matthew 1:23 “Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us.”

Jesus
 Matthew 1:25 “And knew her not till she had brought forth her firstborn son: and he called his name JESUS.” 2. Was Jesus’ ride in Jerusalem a fulfillment of the prophecy of Zechariah?

Zechariah 9:9-13 “Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion; shout, O daughter of Jerusalem: behold, thy King cometh unto thee: he is just, and having salvation; lowly, and riding upon an ass, and upon a colt the foal of an ass. And I will cut off the chariot from Ephraim, and the horse from Jerusalem, and the battle bow shall be cut off: and he shall speak peace unto the heathen: and his dominion shall be from sea even to sea, and from the river even to the ends of the earth. As for thee also, by the blood of thy covenant I have sent forth thy prisoners out of the pit wherein is no water. Turn you to the strong hold, ye prisoners of hope: even to day do I declare that I will render double unto thee; When I have bent Judah for me, filled the bow with Ephraim, and raised up thy sons, O Zion, against thy sons, O Greece, and made thee as the sword of a mighty man.”

Matthew 21:2,4-5 “Saying unto them, Go into the village over against you, and straightway ye shall find an ass tied, and a colt with her: loose them, and bring them unto me. All this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying, Tell ye the daughter of Sion, Behold, thy King cometh unto thee, meek, and sitting upon an ass, and a colt the foal of an ass.”

John 12:14-15 “And Jesus, when he had found a young ass, sat thereon; as it is written, Fear not, daughter of Sion: behold, thy King cometh, sitting on an ass’s colt.” 
Note: The leader prophesied in the book of Zechariah was said to be warrior-like leader unlike Jesus.
3. Did the prophet Isaiah predict about the trial of Jesus?

According to Isaiah the Lord will not open his mouth before His accusers Isaiah 53:6-7 “All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the Lord hath laid on him the iniquity of us all. He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter,
 and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth.” Yes, Jesus did not open his mouth before his accusers
 Matthew 27:12-14 “And when he was accused of the chief priests and elders, he answered nothing. Then said Pilate unto him, Hearest thou not how many things they witness against thee? And he answered him to never a word; insomuch that the governor marveled greatly.”

Jesus opened his mouth before his accusers
 Mark 14:61-62, 15:2 “But he held his peace, and answered nothing. Again the high priest asked him, and said unto him, Art thou the Christ, the Son of the Blessed? And Jesus said, I am... And Pilate asked him, Art thou the King of the Jews? And he answering said unto them, Thou sayest it.”

Luke 23:34 “Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do. And they parted his raiment, and cast lots.”
John 18:33-38 “Then Pilate entered into the judgment hall again, and called Jesus, and said unto him, Art thou the King of the Jews? Jesus answered him...” 

4. The prophecy of angel Gabriel

Luke 1:31-33 “And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name JESUS. He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father David: And he shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom there shall be no end.” 

Note: Angel Gabriel appeared to Mary to foretell the birth of Jesus. He said that Jesus will be given King David’s throne and he will reign over the house of Jacob forever, and his kingdom will never end. However, Jesus was crucified and did not rule as a king.

H. Promises and prophecies of Jesus 1. Jesus said that if you believe in him you will be immune to snakes and any deadly poison

Mark 16:16-18 “He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned. And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.”

Luke 10:19 “Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you.” Note: Because of verses Mark 16:17-18 and Luke 10:19, religious groups in the Appalachian Mountains and other parts of the United States such as Alabama, Georgia, Kentucky, West Virginia and Ohio practice snake handling. Church services often include not only the handling of venomous snakes but also handling fire and drinking water laced with poison such as strychnine and arsenic.

2. Jesus said that whoever believes in him will have eternal life
 John 3:15 “That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.” Note: What about Enoch who went to heaven? 
3. Jesus promised he will grant anything to those who pray to him
 John 14:13-14 “And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will I do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. If ye shall ask any thing in my name, I will do it.” I. Prophecy of Jesus about the denial of Peter 1. What did Jesus say about Peter denying him?
 Jesus said Peter will deny him thrice before the cock will crow once
 Matthew 26:34 “Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, That this night, before the cock crow, thou shalt deny me thrice.” Luke 22:34 “And he said, I tell thee, Peter, the cock shall not crow this day, before that thou shalt thrice deny that thou knowest me.”
John 13: 38 “Jesus answered him, Wilt thou lay down thy life for my sake? ‘Verily, verily, I say unto thee, The cock shall not crow, till thou hast denied me thrice.’”

Peter will deny Jesus thrice before the cock will crow twice
 Mark 14:30 “And Jesus saith unto him, ‘Verily, I say unto thee, That this day, even in this night, before the cock crow twice, thou shalt deny me thrice.” 2. How many times did Peter actually deny Jesus and how many times did the cock crow?

Peter actually denied Jesus thrice before the cock crowed once
 Matthew 26:70, 72, 74 “But he denied before them all, saying, I know not what thou sayest...And again he denied with an oath, I do not know the man...Then began he to curse and to swear, saying, I know not the man. And immediately the cock crew.”

Luke 22:57-60 “And he denied him, saying, Woman, I know him not. And after a little while another saw him, and said, Thou art also of them. And Peter said, Man, I am not. And about the space of one hour after another confidently affirmed, saying, Of a truth this fellow also was with him: for he is a Galilaean. And Peter said, Man, I know not what thou sayest. And immediately, while he yet spake, the cock crew.”

John 18:17, 25-27 “Then saith the damsel that kept the door unto Peter, Art not thou also one of this man’s disciples? He saith, I am not. And Simon Peter stood and warmed himself. They said therefore unto him, Art not thou also one of his disciples? He denied it, and said, I am not. One of the servants of the high priest, being his kinsman whose ear Peter cut off, saith, Did not I see thee in the garden with him? Peter then denied again: and immediately the cock crew.”

The cock crowed twice, one after the first denial and the second crow after the third denial
Mark 14:66-72 “And as Peter was beneath in the palace, there cometh one of the maids…and said, And thou also wast with Jesus of Nazareth. But he denied, saying, I know not, neither understand I what thou sayest. And he went out into the porch; and the cock crew. And a maid saw him again, and began to say to them that stood by, This is one of them. And he denied it again. And a little after, they that stood by said again to Peter, Surely thou art one of them: for thou art a Galilaean, and thy speech agreeth thereto. But he began to curse and to swear, saying, I know not this man of whom ye speak. And the second time the cock crew. And Peter called to mind the word that Jesus said unto him, Before the cock crow twice, thou shalt deny me thrice. And when he thought thereon, he wept.”

Note: The Gospel of Mark has a slightly different version about Peter’s denial of Jesus.
J. Prophecies concerning the death, resurrection and return of Jesus
 1. When will Jesus resurrect?

Jesus predicted he will rise from the dead after three days
 Matthew 12:38-40 “Then certain of the scribes and of the Pharisees answered, saying, Master, we would see a sign from thee. But he [Jesus] answered and said unto them, An evil and adulterous generation seeketh after a sign; and there shall no sign be given to it, but the sign of the prophet Jonas: For as Jonas was three days and three nights in the whale’s belly; so shall the Son of man be three days and three nights in the heart of the earth.”

Jesus rose from the dead after less than three days
 Mark 15:37, 42-47 “And Jesus cried with a loud voice, and gave up the ghost. And now when the even was come, Joseph of Arimathaea… went in boldly unto Pilate, and craved the body of Jesus… Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of Joses beheld where he [Jesus] was laid.”

Mark 16:9 “Now when Jesus was risen early the first day of the week, he appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom he had cast seven devils.”
Matthew 28:1, 5-6 “In the end of the sabbath, as it began to dawn toward the first day of the week… the angel answered and said unto the women, Fear not ye: for I know that ye seek Jesus, which was crucified. He is not here: for he is risen, as he said.”

2. Jesus will be buried with others
 Yes, according to the prophecy
 Isaiah 53:9 “And he made his grave with the wicked, and with the rich in his death; because he had done no violence, neither was any deceit in his mouth.” 
No
Matthew 27:59-60 “Joseph had taken the body… And laid it in his own new tomb… he rolled a great stone to the door of the sepulchre, and departed.”
Mark 15:45-46 “… he [Pilate] gave the body to Joseph… and [Joseph] laid him in a sepulchre which was hewn out of a rock, and rolled a stone unto the door of the sepulchre.”
Luke 23:52-53 “This man went unto Pilate, and begged the body of Jesus. And he took it down, and wrapped it in linen, and laid it in a sepulchre that was hewn in stone, wherein never man before was laid.”
John 19:40-42 “Then took they the body of Jesus… wherein was never man yet laid. There laid they Jesus ...”

3. When is the second coming of Jesus Christ? 

Within the lifetime of Jesus 
 Matthew 16:28; 23:36; 24:34 “Verily I say unto you, There be some standing here, which shall not taste of death, till they see the Son of man coming in his kingdom…All these things shall come upon this generation…This generation shall not pass, till all these things be fulfilled.”

Matthew 26:64 “Jesus saith unto him, Thou hast said: nevertheless I say unto you, Hereafter shall ye see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven.”

Mark 9:1; 13:30; 14:62 “Verily I say unto you, That there be some of them that stand here, which shall not taste of death, till they have seen the kingdom of God come with power…This generation shall not pass, till all these things be done…And ye shall see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven.”

Luke 9:27; 21:32 “But I tell you of a truth, there be some standing here, which shall not taste of death, till they see the kingdom of God…This generation shall not pass away, till all be fulfilled.”

John 5:25; 10:16 “The hour is coming, and now is, when the dead shall hear the voice of the Son of God: and they that hear shall live…And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold: them also I must bring, and they shall hear my voice; and there shall be one fold, and one shepherd.”

Romans 13:11-12 “And that, knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep: for now is our salvation nearer than when we believed. The night is far spent, the day is at hand: let us therefore cast off the works of darkness, and let us put on the armour of light.”

James 5:8 “Be ye also patient; establish your hearts: for the coming of the Lord draweth nigh.”  
Before the gospel is preached to all the cities of Israel
 Matthew 10:23 “Ye shall not have gone over the cities of Israel, till the Son of man be come.” 
After the gospel is preached all over the world
 Matthew 24:14 “And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a witness unto all nations; and then shall the end come.” Note: However, Paul said that the gospel was already preached to the entire world during his time:
Romans 10:18 “But I say, Have they not heard? Yes verily, their sound went into all
 the earth, and their words unto the ends of the world.” Colossians 1:23 “If ye continue in the faith grounded and settled, and be not moved away from the hope of the gospel, which ye have heard, and which was preached to every creature which is under heaven; whereof I Paul am made a minister”

According to Jesus he will return during John’s time
 John 21:22 “Jesus saith unto him, If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee? follow thou me.” Paul expected Jesus to return within his lifetime
 Romans 13:11-12 “The night is far spent, the day is at hand.”
I Corinthians 1:7-8 “Waiting for the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ ... that ye may be

blameless in the day of our Lord Jesus Christ.” 
Philippians 1:10; 4:5 “That ye may be sincere and without offence till the day of
 Christ…The Lord is at hand.” 
I Thessalonians 3:13 “To the end he may stablish your hearts unblameable in holiness
 before God, even our Father, at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ with all his saints.” I Thessalonians 5:23 “And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God
 your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our
 Lord Jesus Christ.”
II Thessalonians 1:7 “… the day of Christ is at hand.”
I Timothy 6:14 “That thou keep this commandment without spot, unrebukable, until the
 appearing of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
Hebrews 1:2 “Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son....” 
Hebrews 9:26 “But now once in the end of the world hath he appeared to put away sin
 by the sacrifice of himself.” 
Hebrews 10:37 “For yet a little while, and he that shall come will come, and will not
 tarry.”

Paul said the ‘rapture’ will happen in his lifetime
 I Thessalonians 4:15-17 “For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep. For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.”

Note: The ‘Rapture’ best described in I Thessalonians 4:16-17 is a belief by some Protestant denominations that the elect will rise up on the air to meet Jesus Christ in midair during his second coming.

Right after the Revelation was written
 Revelation 1:1, 3; 22:10 “The Revelation of Jesus Christ…must shortly come to pass. Blessed is he that readeth, and they that hear the words of this prophecy, and keep
 those things which are written therein: for the time is at hand…for the time is at hand.” Revelation 3:11; 22:7, 12, 20 “Behold, I come quickly.” 
Note: John, the writer of Revelation, expected Jesus to return within his lifetime.
Paul changed his mind about the timing of Christ’s return
 II Thessalonians 2:2-6 “That ye be not soon shaken in mind…as that the day of Christ is at hand. Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;
 Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God…I told you these things? And now ye know what withholdeth that he might be revealed in his time.” Note: Paul said that Jesus Christ will return soon during his lifetime. However, upon realizing that Jesus will not return, Paul wrote some explanation why Jesus will not return as expected.

Jesus is not coming and an explanation was made
 II Peter 3:3-8 “…there shall come in the last days scoffers, walking after their own lusts, And saying, Where is the promise of his coming? for since the fathers fell asleep, all

things continue as they were from the beginning of the creation. For this they willingly are ignorant…But, beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing, that one day is with the Lord as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day.” 

Note: The author of Peter II tried to explain that Jesus is not coming because what is one day with man is equivalent to one thousand years with the Lord.
K. Prophecies concerning the end of the world 1. The end will come soon
 I Corinthians 7:29 “But this I say, brethren, the time is short: it remaineth...” I Peter 1:19-20 “But with the precious blood of Christ, who verily was foreordained before the foundation of the world, but was manifest in these last times for you.” 
I Peter 4:7 “But the end of all things is at hand: be ye therefore sober, and watch unto prayer.”
I John 2:18 “Little children, it is the last time: and as ye have heard that antichrist shall come, even now are there many antichrists; whereby we know that it is the last time.”

2. Paul expected the end of the world to come soon, there was no time for marriage
 I Corinthians 7:29 “But this I say, brethren, the time is short: it remaineth, that both they that have wives be as though they had none” 3. The writer of Jude believed he was already living during the last times
 Jude 1:17-18 “But, beloved, remember ye the words…our Lord Jesus Christ; How that they told you there should be mockers in the last time…” Note: These passages were written 2000 years ago to warn about the immediate end of the world. But all that generation passed away without any of the prophecies being fulfilled thus making these passages contradictions.

4. The world will not end
 Ecclesiastes 1:4 “One generation passeth away, and another generation cometh: but the earth abideth for ever.” 5. Nobody knows except the Father

Matthew 24:36 “But of that day and hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels of heaven, but my Father only.” 
Mark 13:32 “But of that day and that hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels which are in heaven, neither the Son, but the Father.”

L. Other prophecies 1. Is this prophecy about the alcohol prohibition in the United States?
 Isaiah 24:5-11 “They have ... changed the ordinance. There is a crying for wine in the streets; all joy is darkened, the mirth of the land is gone.” 2. Is this prophecy about the whole Bible or just the Book of Revelation?

Revelation 22:18-19 “For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book: And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.”

Note: The Bible has been modified and rewritten several times and in so doing, things have been added or deleted from it. Does the prophecy stated above refer to the whole Bible? The Book of Revelation was originally written without the intention of making it a part of the Bible, thus perhaps the prophecy was intended just for the book of Revelation.

In 1522, William Tyndale wrote an English translation of the Bible from the original Hebrew and Greek texts. Because of Tyndale’s English translation of the Bible, he was arrested, jailed, convicted as a heretic, strangled to death and burned while at stake in 1536 in Vilvoorde, Belgium with copies of his Bible. However, the succeeding versions of the Bible including the Matthew Bible (1537) – the first authorized English version, the Protestant’s King James Version (1611) and the Catholic’s Douay-Rheims Bible (1582-1609) are primarily based on the Tyndale Bible. 


III. Scientific Arguments, Errors and Oddities

A. Science is no explanation for God’s work
 Ecclesiastes 3:11 “… no man can find out the work that God maketh from the beginning to the end.” B. Genesis and the creation of the universe
 1. The earth was made in six days 

Genesis 1:31 “And God saw every thing that he had made… And the evening and the morning were the sixth day.”
Exodus 20:11 “For in six days the Lord made the heavens and the earth, the sea, and all that is in them…”

Note: The book of Genesis clearly states that the universe was made literally in six days. However, scientific evidence shows the entire creation evolved thru billions of years and not in mere six days.

2. There were days, evenings and mornings before the sun was created

Genesis 1:1-2:3 “In the beginning God created …” 
 Day 1: Sky, Earth, light
 Day 2: Heaven, Water, both in ocean basins and above the sky(!)
 Day 3: Plants
 Day 4: Sun, Moon, stars (as calendrical and navigational aids)
 Day 5: Sea monsters (whales), fish, birds, land animals, creepy-crawlies (reptiles,

insects, etc.)
 Day 6: Humans (apparently both sexes at the same time)
 Day 7: God rested

Note: There were ‘days,’‘evenings,’ and ‘mornings’ before the Sun was created on the fourth day. 
3. Plants were created before the sun was created 

Genesis 1:11,14-19 “And God said, Let the earth bring forth grass, the herb yielding seed, and the fruit tree yielding fruit after his kind, whose seed is in itself, upon the earth: and it was so. And God said, Let there be lights in the firmament of the heaven to divide the day from the night… And God made two great lights; the greater light to rule the day, and the lesser light to rule the night: he made the stars also. … And the evening and the morning were the fourth day.”

Note: How did the plants undergo photosynthesis without the sun?
4. Light was created before the sun and stars were created

Genesis 1:14-19 “And God said, Let there be lights in the firmament of the heaven to divide the day from the night… And God made two great lights; the greater light to rule the day, and the lesser light to rule the night: he made the stars also. And God set them in the firmament of the heaven to give light upon the earth, And to rule over the day and over the night, and to divide the light from the darkness: and God saw that it was good. And the evening and the morning were the fourth day.”

Note: But light was created during the first day. How can there be light on the first day without the sun and the stars? How can there be day one when the sun was created on the fourth day.

5. There were prophets during the beginning of the world
 Acts 3:21 “Whom the heaven must receive until the times of restitution of all things, which God hath spoken by the mouth of all his holy prophets since the world began.” C. Geometry
 1. What is the value of Pi?

I Kings 7:23 “And he made a molten sea, ten cubits from the one brim to the other: it was round all about… and a line of thirty cubits did compass it round about.”
II Chronicles 4:2 “Also he made a molten sea of ten cubits from brim to brim… and a line of thirty cubits did compass it round about.”

Note: The value of pi is 3.1416 and not 3 (ten cubits x 3.1416 = 31.416 cubits).
D. Earth Science 1. Sodom and Gomorrah

Genesis 19:24 “Then the Lord rained upon Sodom and Gomorrah brimstone and fire from the Lord out of heaven…”
Luke 17:29 “…Lot went out of Sodom it rained fire and brimstone from heaven, and destroyed them all.”

Note: Today the Dead Sea is commonly considered the place where Sodom and Gomorrah were once stood. The cataclysmic event that happened in Sodom and Gomorrah was probably a volcanic eruption. 

2. Continental drift
 Genesis 10:25 “And unto Eber were born two sons: the name of one was Peleg; for in his days was the earth divided.” Note: Peleg means division. The earth was divided during Peleg’s days. Is this a description of the continental drift? When the earth’s continents moved away from each other?

3. Earthquakes and other natural calamities are caused by God’s anger

Isaiah 13:13 “Therefore I will shake the heavens, and the earth shall remove out of her place, in the wrath of the Lord of hosts, and in the day of his fierce anger.” 
Jeremiah 10:10 “…at his [God] wrath the earth shall tremble…”
Nahum 1:5 “The mountains quake at him, and the hills melt, and the earth is burned at his presence, yea, the world, and all that dwell therein.”

4. What is the shape of the earth?
 The earth is a circle
 Isaiah 40:22 “It is he [God] that sitteth upon the circle of the earth, and the inhabitants thereof are as grasshoppers…” The earth is flat
 Job 11:9 “The measure thereof is longer than the earth…”
Psalm 33:14 “From the place of his habitation he looketh upon all the inhabitants of the

earth.”
Isaiah 24:1 “Behold, the Lord maketh the earth empty… and turneth it upside down…” Daniel 2:35 “…the stone that smote the image became a great mountain, and filled the
 whole earth.” Daniel 4:10-11 “… I saw, and behold a tree in the midst of the earth… the sight thereof to the end of all the earth”
Matthew 4:8 “Again, the devil taketh him [Jesus] up into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth him [Jesus] all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them”
Luke 4:5 “… the devil, taking him [Jesus] up into an high mountain, shewed unto him all the kingdoms of the world…”
Revelation 1:7 “Behold, he cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see him…”

The earth has ends, borders and corners
 Deuteronomy 13:7; 28:64; 33:17 “…from the one end of the earth even unto the other end of the earth…from the one end of the earth even unto the other …to the ends of

the earth.”
I Samuel 2:10 “…the Lord shall judge the ends of the earth.”
Psalm 74:17 “Thou has set all the borders of the earth.”
Isaiah 11:12 “…the four corners of the earth.”
Jeremiah 16:19 “…from the ends of the earth.”
Ezekiel 7:2 “… the end is come upon the four corners of the land.” Acts 13:47 “…the ends of the earth.”
Revelation 7:1 “…the four corners of the earth.”

5. What is holding the earth? 
 The earth is on top of pillars
I Samuel 2:8 “…the pillars of the earth are the Lord’s, and he hath set the world upon them.”
Job 9:6 “Which shaketh the earth out of her place, and the pillars thereof tremble.”
Psalm 75:3 “The earth and all the inhabitants thereof are dissolved: I bear up the pillars of it.”

The earth is fixed on a foundation 
 II Samuel 22:16 “…the foundations of the world were discovered”
I Chronicles 16:30 “Fear before him, all the earth: the world also shall be stable, that it
 be not moved.” Psalm 93:1; 96:10; 104:5 “…the world also is stablished, that it cannot be moved…the world also shall be established that it shall not be moved… the foundations of the earth, that it should not be removed for ever.”

Jeremiah 31:37  “…the foundations of the earth…” 
Micah 6:2 “…ye strong foundations of the earth…”
Hebrews 1:10 “Thou, Lord, in the beginning hast laid the foundation of the earth…”

The earth is upon nothing 
 Job 26:7 “He stretcheth out the north over the empty place, and hangeth the earth upon nothing.” 6. Does the earth travel around the sun?

No, the sun travels around the earth
 Job 9:7; 26:11; 38:4-6 “Which commandeth the sun, and it riseth not; and sealeth up the stars… The pillars of heaven tremble and are astonished at his reproof…Where wast
 thou when I laid the foundations of the earth? …Whereupon are the foundations thereof fastened? or who laid the corner stone thereof.” 
Ecclesiastes 1:5 “The sun also ariseth, and the sun goeth down, and hasteth to his place where he arose.” The Bible, Copernicus and Galileo
 Joshua 10:12-13 “Then spake Joshua to the Lord in the day when the Lord delivered up the Amorites before the children of Israel, and he said in the sight of Israel, Sun, stand thou still upon Gibeon; and thou, Moon, in the valley of Ajalon. And the sun stood still, and the moon stayed, until the people had avenged themselves upon their enemies. Is not this written in the book of Jasher? So the sun stood still in the midst of heaven, and hasted not to go down about a whole day.”

Psalm 19:1-5 “The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament sheweth his handywork...”
Psalm 104:1-5 “Bless the Lord, O my soul. O Lord my God, thou art very great; thou art clothed with honour and majesty. Who coverest thyself with light as with a garment: who stretchest out the heavens like a curtain...”
Isaiah 40:22 “It is he that sitteth upon the circle of the earth, and the inhabitants thereof are as grasshoppers; that stretcheth out the heavens as a curtain, and spreadeth them out as a tent to dwell in.”
Acts 1:11 “Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up into heaven?”

Note: Because of Joshua 10:12-13, Martin Luther called Copernicus “a fool who went against Holy Writ” in response to the Copernican theory about the Solar System. 

Tommaso Caccini, a Dominican priest cited Acts 1:11 as the basis for making statements against Galileo and his works. Galileo was tried and sentenced in 1633 for supporting the view that the earth revolves around the sun. Galileo was tried and convicted based on several passages in the Bible such as: Joshua 10:13, Psalm 19:1-5, Psalm 104:1-5 and Isaiah 40:22. In 1992, the Roman Catholic Church admitted their mistake exonerating Galileo. 

E. The heavens, the sky and the firmament 1. Heaven divides the higher waters from the lower waters
 Genesis 1:6-8 “And God said, Let there be a firmament in the midst of the waters, and let it divide the waters from the waters... And God called the firmament Heaven.” 2. The sun and the moon are attached to the firmament 
 Genesis 1:16-17 “And God made two great lights…And God set them in the firmament of the heaven to give light upon the earth.” 3. The sky is like a molten looking glass
 Job 37:18 “the sky, which is strong, and as a molten looking glass?” 4. The sky is a solid dome where the sun, moon, and stars are attached

Ezekiel 1:22 “And the likeness of the firmament upon the heads of the living creature was as the colour of the terrible crystal, stretched forth over their heads above.”
Ezekiel 10:1 “Then I looked, and, behold, in the firmament that was above the head of the cherubims…”
John 1:51 “And he saith unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Hereafter ye shall see heaven open, and the angels of God ascending and descending upon the Son of man.”

5. The heavens were opened unto Jesus during his baptism
 Matthew 3:16 “And Jesus, when he was baptized… and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him…” 6. Heaven opened and a sheet with four corners came down to earth
 Acts 10:11 “And saw heaven opened, and a certain vessel descending upon him, as it had been a great sheet knit at the four corners, and let down to the earth…” F. The sun, the moon and the stars
 1. The sun and the moon’s cycle were altered

There was darkness in the land of Egypt for three days 
 Exodus 10:21-23 “And the Lord said unto Moses, Stretch out thine hand toward heaven, that there may be darkness over the land of Egypt, even darkness which may be felt.
 And Moses stretched forth his hand toward heaven; and there was a thick darkness in all the land of Egypt three days...” Sun, stand stood still upon Gibeon; and the Moon, in the valley of Ajalon Joshua 10:12-13 “Then spake Joshua to the Lord… and he said in the sight of Israel, Sun, stand thou still upon Gibeon; and thou, Moon, in the valley of Ajalon. And the sun stood still, and the moon stayed, until the people had avenged themselves upon their enemies. Is not this written in the book of Jasher? So the sun stood still in the midst of heaven, and hasted not to go down about a whole day.”

Habbakuk 3:11 “The sun and moon stood still in their habitation…” The shadow returned backward ten degrees in the sundial of Ahaz
 Isaiah 38:8 “Behold, I [Lord] will bring again the shadow of the degrees, which is gone down in the sun dial of Ahaz, ten degrees backward. So the sun returned ten degrees, by which degrees it was gone down.”

II Kings 20:11 “And Isaiah the prophet cried unto the Lord: and he brought the shadow ten degrees backward, by which it had gone down in the dial of Ahaz.”  
The sun will set at noontime
 Amos 8:9 “And it shall come to pass in that day, saith the Lord GOD, that I will cause the sun to go down at noon, and I will darken the earth in the clear day.” 
During crucifixion
 Matthew 27:45 “Now from the sixth hour there was darkness over all the land unto the ninth hour.” Mark 15:33 “And when the sixth hour was come, there was darkness over the whole land until the ninth hour.”
Luke 23:44-45 “And it was about the sixth hour, and there was a darkness over all the earth until the ninth hour. And the sun was darkened, and the veil of the temple was rent in the midst.”

During the coming of the Lord
Joel 2:31 “The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the great and terrible day of the Lord come.”
Mark 13:24 “But in those days, after that tribulation, the sun shall be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light.”
Acts 2:20 “The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the great and notable day of the Lord come.”

Note: Events such as ‘the sun shall be darkened and the moon shall not give her light’ are most likely solar and lunar eclipses. Solar and lunar eclipses are normal occurrences. However the Bible considers solar and lunar eclipses as signs of the second coming of the Lord.

2. The moon has it’s own light

Genesis 1:16 “And God made two great lights; the greater light to rule the day, and the lesser light to rule the night: he made the stars also.”
Isaiah 13:10 “For the stars of heaven and the constellations thereof shall not give their light: the sun shall be darkened in his going forth, and the moon shall not cause her light to shine.”
Isaiah 30:26 “Moreover the light of the moon shall be as the light of the sun…”
Ezekiel 32:7 “… the moon shall not give her light.”
Mark 13:24-25 “In those days after that tribulation, the sun shall be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, And the stars of heaven shall fall, and the powers that are in heaven shall be shaken.”

Note: Jesus thought that the moon gives out light and the stars are like small objects that will fall to earth.
3. Can the moon harm you?
 Psalm 121:6 “The sun shall not smite thee by day, nor the moon by night.” 
Note: The moon does not have a light of its own. It’s light is just a reflection from the sun.
4. The moon will be as bright as the sun

Isaiah 30:26  “Moreover the light of the moon shall be as the light of the sun, and the light of the sun shall be sevenfold, as the light of seven days, in the day that the Lord bindeth up the breach of his people, and healeth the stroke of their wound.”

5. Without the sun, moon and stars there is still some light to be able to see 
 Matthew 24:29-30 “… the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light… they shall see the Son of man ...” 6. Stars fall to the ground and can be stamped upon
 Daniel 8:10 “And it waxed great, even to the host of heaven; and it cast down some of the host and of the stars to the ground, and stamped upon them.” 7. During the end of the world, the stars will fall from heaven unto the earth

Isaiah 34:4 “The stars will dissolve and fall from the sky…”
Matthew 24:2, 24 “And Jesus said unto them… the stars shall fall from heaven…” Revelation 6:13 “And the stars of heaven fell unto the earth…”
Revelation 8:10 “And the third angel sounded, and there fell a great star from heaven…” Revelation 9:1 “And the fifth angel sounded, and I saw a star fall from heaven unto the
 earth…”  
Revelation 12:4 “And his tail drew the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the earth.” 8. Jesus will hold seven stars in his hand
 Revelation 1:16 “And he had in his right hand seven stars.” 
Revelation 8:12 “And the fourth angel sounded, and the third part of the sun was smitten, and the third part of the moon, and the third part of the stars.” G. Wind and water
 1. Whenever it rains the windows of heaven are open

Genesis 7:11; 8:2 “…all the fountains of the great deep broken up, and the windows of heaven were opened… the windows of heaven were stopped, and the rain from heaven was restrained.”

Psalm 78:23 “Though he had commanded the clouds from above, and opened the doors of heaven.”
Revelation 11:6 “…power to shut heaven, that it rain not in the days…”

2. Water changes into blood
 Exodus 7:20 “And Moses and Aaron did so… lifted up the rod, and smote the waters that were in the river…and all the waters that were in the river were turned to blood.” 3. The sea parted with dry land in the middle and waters were walls on both sides 

Exodus 14:21-22 “And Moses stretched out his hand over the sea; and the Lord caused the sea to go back by a strong east wind all that night, and made the sea dry land, and the waters were divided. And the children of Israel went into the midst of the sea upon the dry ground: and the waters were a wall unto them on their right hand, and on their left.”

Note: The Red Sea where Moses and the Israelites crossed was most likely not the Red Sea but the Sea of Reeds. Some historians speculated that the parting of the Red Sea (or Sea of Reeds?) was caused by tidal waves due to the eruption of the Santorini volcano around 1600 BCE.

4. Water comes from a rock
 Numbers 20:11 “And Moses lifted up his hand, and with his rod he smote the rock twice: and the water came out abundantly…” 5. Sin is the cause why it does not rain, and when it does not rain the heaven is shut 
 I Kings 8:35 “When heaven is shut up, and there is no rain, because they have sinned…” II Chronicles 6:26 “When the heaven is shut up, and there is no rain, because they have sinned…” 6. An iron ax floats

II Kings 6:5-7  “…the axe head fell into the water: and he cried, and said, Alas, master! for it was borrowed. And the man of God said, Where fell it? And he shewed him the place. And he cut down a stick, and cast it in thither; and the iron did swim.” 

7. Snow and hail are stored for latter use for battle and war 

Job 38:22-23  “Hast thou entered into the treasures of the snow? or hast thou seen the treasures of the hail, which I have reserved against the time of trouble, against the day of battle and war?” 

8. Elias prevented rain for three and a half years by praying

James 5:17 “Elias was a man subject to like passions as we are, and he prayed earnestly that it might not rain: and it rained not on the earth by the space of three years and six months.”

9. Jesus and Peter walks on water

Matthew 14:26-29 “…the disciples saw him [Jesus] walking on the sea… Peter said, Lord, if it be thou, bid me come unto thee on the water. And he said, Come. And when Peter was come down out of the ship, he walked on the water, to go to Jesus.”

Note: Walking on water is highly improbable but not impossible. Explanations were offered such as Jesus probably walked on a piece of ice, a sandbar or on top of rocks. 

10. Jesus said you cannot tell where the wind blows
 John 3:8 “The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the Spirit.” 
Note: However today’s science and technology can determine where the wind blows.
H. Biology and Ecology 1. Overpopulation

Genesis 1:26-28 “And God said, Let us make man… and let them have dominion… over all the earth… and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth.” 

Genesis 9:1 “And God blessed Noah and his sons, and said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth.” Note: Overpopulation is one of the root problems of mankind. Overpopulation leads to ecological imbalance causing a speedy extinction of flora and fauna, shortage of food, scarcity of land, lack of potable water, over pollution, poverty and many others. 

2. Jacob’s odd Genetic Engineering

Genesis 30:37-39 “And Jacob took him rods of green poplar, and of the hazel and chesnut tree; and pilled white strakes in them, and made the white appear which was in the rods. And he set the rods which he had pilled before the flocks in the gutters in the watering troughs when the flocks came to drink, that they should conceive when they came to drink. And the flocks conceived before the rods, and brought forth cattle ringstraked, speckled, and spotted.”

Genesis 31:12 “And he said, Lift up now thine eyes, and see, all the rams which leap upon the cattle are ringstraked, speckled, and grisled: for I have seen all that Laban doeth unto thee.”

Note: Jacob altered the genetic make-up of his cattle by making them stare at some streaked rods.
3. Mythical animals in the Bible

Cockatrices 
 Isaiah 11:8 “… the weaned child shall put his hand on the cockatrice’ den.” Isaiah 59:5 “… They [evil people] hatch cockatrice’ eggs…”
Jeremiah 8:17 “For, behold, I will send serpents, cockatrices, among you, which will not
 be charmed, and they shall bite you, saith the Lord.” Satyrs
 Isaiah 13:21 “…satyrs shall dance there…” Isaiah 34:14 “…the satyr shall cry to his fellow…”

Unicorns 
 Isaiah 34:7 “And the unicorns shall come down with them…” 
Dragons 
Isaiah 27:1, 43:20 “…slay the dragon that is in the sea…the dragons (will thank God for water).”
Jeremiah 51:37 “And Babylon shall become heaps, a dwelling place for dragons...”
Malachi 1:3 “And I hated Esau, and laid his mountains and his heritage waste for the dragons...” 

Fiery flying serpent
 Isaiah 30:6 “The viper and fiery flying serpent.” Mythical sea demon (Rahab)
 Psalm 89:9-10 “Thou rulest the raging of the sea: when the waves thereof arise, thou stillest them. Thou hast broken Rahab in pieces, as one that is slain; thou hast scattered thine enemies with thy strong arm.” 

4. Unknown Beasts and Monsters
 The Behemoth
 Job 40:15-16 “Behold now behemoth, which I made with thee; he eateth grass as an ox. Lo now, his strength is in his loins, and his force is in the navel of his belly.” 
Note: The behemoth is said to be a large animal that lives on land and is most likely a hippopotamus, a dinosaur, a wildebeest, or a crocodile.
The Leviathan
 Job 41:1-34 “Canst thou draw out leviathan with an hook…”
Psalm 74:14 “Thou brakest the heads of leviathan in pieces…” 
Psalm 104:26 “There go the ships: there is that leviathan, whom thou hast made to play
 therein.” 
Isaiah 27:1 “…leviathan that crooked serpent…” 
Note: The Leviathan is a large creature from the sea and is most likely a whale.
5. Inaccurate facts about animals

The serpent talks and the woman engages in a conversation with the serpent Genesis 3:1-4 “…And he [serpent] said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden? … And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not
 surely die.” The serpent eats dust
 Genesis 3:14 “And the Lord God said unto the serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life.”

Isaiah 65:25 “…and dust shall be the serpent’s meat…” 
Note: How did the serpent move prior to the temptation of Adam and Eve, did it walk on some pair of legs? Or did it fly? Serpents don’t eat dust. 
Rods turn to serpents
 Exodus 7:10-12 “Aaron cast down his rod … and it became a serpent… every man his rod, and they became serpents.” 
Snails melt as they move
 Psalm 58:8 “As a snail which melteth…” Worms will live forever
 Isaiah 66:24 “… for their worm shall not die…” Mark 9:44, 46, 48 “Where their worm dieth not…” 

Every beast will fear man
 Genesis 9:2 “And the fear of you and the dread of you shall be upon every beast of the earth, and upon every fowl of the air, upon all that moveth upon the earth, and upon all the fishes of the sea; into your hand are they delivered.”

Note: Not every beast fears man as stated in the Book of Proverbs 30:30. 
Proverbs 30:30 “A lion which is strongest among beasts, and turneth not away for any…” An ass talks to Balaam
 Numbers 22:28, 30 “And the Lord opened the mouth of the ass, and she said unto Balaam, What have I done unto thee, that thou hast smitten me these three times? …And the ass said unto Balaam, Am not I thine ass, upon which thou hast ridden ever since I was thine unto this day? was I ever wont to do so unto thee? and he said, Nay.”

Horses fly like an eagle, are swifter than leopards and are fiercer than wolves Habakkuk 1:8 “Their horses also are swifter than the leopards, and are more fierce than the evening wolves: and their horsemen shall spread themselves, and their horsemen
 shall come from far; they shall fly as the eagle that hasteth to eat.” The wolf shall dwell with the lamb
 Isaiah 11:6 “The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid; and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a little child shall
 lead them.” 
Isaiah 65:25 “The wolf and the lamb shall feed together, and the lion shall eat straw like the bullock...” 6. The birds and the bees
 The bat is a bird
 Leviticus 11:13, 19 “… the fowls: … and the bat.” 
Birds have four legs
 Leviticus 11:20 “All fowls that creep, going upon all four.” Insects have four feet 
 Leviticus 11:21-23 “Every flying creeping thing that goeth upon all four… the locust after his kind, and the bald locust after his kind, and the beetle after his kind, and the grasshopper after his kind. But all other flying creeping things, which have four feet…”

Note: All insects either have six or eight legs. 
Eagles carry their young on their wings
 Deuteronomy 32:11 “As an eagle stirreth up her nest, fluttereth over her young, spreadeth abroad her wings, taketh them, beareth them on her wings…” 
Note: Eagles do not carry their young on their wings.
The Lord commands ravens to feed Elijah
 I Kings 17:4, 6 “And it shall be, that thou shalt drink of the brook; and I have commanded the ravens to feed thee there. And the ravens brought him bread and flesh in the morning, and bread and flesh in the evening.”

Ostriches are cruel animals
 Lamentations 4:3 “…the daughter of my people is become cruel, like the ostriches in the wilderness.” Ostriches are stupid animals that abandon their eggs
 Job 39:14-17 “Which leaveth her [ostrich] eggs in the earth, and warmeth them in dust, And forgetteth that the foot may crush them, or that the wild beast may break them.

She is hardened against her young ones, as though they were not her’s: her labour is in vain without fear; Because God hath deprived her of wisdom, neither hath he imparted to her understanding.” 

Note: Ostriches do not abandon their eggs and are not stupid or cruel animals.
7. The hare and the coney 
 The coney chew their cud 
 Leviticus 11:5 “And the coney, because he cheweth the cud, but divideth not the hoof; he is unclean unto you.”  
The hare chew their cud 
 Leviticus 11:6 “And the hare, because he cheweth the cud, but divideth not the hoof; he is unclean unto you.” 8. What is the difference between fish and whale
 Jonah lived inside a fish for three days
 Jonah 1:17 “Now the Lord had prepared a great fish to swallow up Jonah.” 
Jonah lived inside a whale for three days
 Matthew 12:40 “For as Jonah was three days and three nights in the whale’s belly.” Note: Whales are classified as Mammals while the fish belongs to the Pisces classification. Whales are warm blooded while the fish are cold blooded. Whales take oxygen from air, while the fish takes oxygen from water. Whales use a blowhole on top of their head, while the fish use their gills. 

9. All animals

All animals were vegetarians
 Genesis 1:30 “And to every beast of the earth, and to every fowl of the air, and to every thing that creepeth upon the earth, wherein there is life, I have given every green herb for meat: and it was so.”

All beasts, birds, serpents, and sea creatures had been tamed by humans James 3:7 “For every kind of beasts, and of birds, and of serpents, and of things in the sea, is tamed, and hath been tamed of mankind.” I. Inaccurate facts about plants 1. All plants are food

Genesis 1:29  “And God said, Behold, I have given you every herb bearing seed, which is upon the face of all the earth, and every tree, in the which is the fruit of a tree yielding seed; to you it shall be for meat.”

Note: However, some plants are poisonous.
2. When Adam ate the forbidden fruit, plants grew thorns and thistles
 Genesis 3:17-18 “Unto Adam he [God] said, Because thou hast eaten of the tree… cursed is the ground for thy sake…thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to thee… ” Note: Prior to Adam’s sin, there were no thorns and thistles.
3. Eating the fruit of a tree will give knowledge of good and evil

Genesis 2:17;3:5 “But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die… For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof [from the tree], then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.”

4. Eating the fruit of a tree will bestow immortality
 Genesis 3:22 “…take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever” 5. A voice comes from a burning bush
 Exodus 3:4 “…God called unto him out of the midst of the bush, and said, Moses, Moses. And he said, Here am I.” 6. Mustard seed

Matthew 13:32 “Which indeed is [mustard seed] the least of all seeds: but when it is grown, it is the greatest among herbs, and becometh a tree.”
Mark 4:31 “It is like a grain of mustard seed, which, when it is sown in the earth, is less than all the seeds that be in the earth.”

Note: The mustard seed is not the smallest seed and the mustard plant is never a tree.
7. Only dead seeds germinate
 I Corinthians 15:36 “Thou fool, that which thou sowest is not quickened, except it die.” Note: A seed has to be alive to germinate.
J. The time of Adam and Eve 
 1. Adam names all the animals 
 Genesis 2:20 “And Adam gave names to all cattle, and to the fowl of the air, and to every beast of the field…” 
Note: Naming all the animals will take years and years for Adam to accomplish.
2. God created a woman out of Adam’s rib 

Genesis 2:21-22 “And the Lord God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept: and he took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh instead thereof; And the rib, which the Lord God had taken from man, made he a woman, and brought her unto the man.” 

Note: Both sexes have 12 pairs of ribs. 
3. Did giants exist?
 Genesis 6:4 “There were giants in the earth in those days.” Deuteronomy 2:20,3:11  “giants dwelt therein in old time... nine cubits (13.5 feet) was the length thereof ”
Amos 2:9 “The Amorite whose height was like the height of the cedars…” 
I Samuel 17:4 “And there went out a champion… named Goliath, of Gath, whose height was six cubits and a span (9.5 feet).”

Note: There is no archeological evidence that giants ever existed. The giants referred to in the Bible may be humans with a pituitary disorder called acromegaly (pituitary gigantism). However humans with acromegaly could only be as tall as about eight feet. The giants mentioned were measured by cubits. The length of a cubit is derived from the elbow to the tip of the fingertip. This method of measurement makes the cubit different from one culture to another. But the standard cubit is 18 inch. There is a possibility that written accounts about how tall those giants were have been exaggerated. People suffering from acromegaly are said to be partially blind which possibly explains why the young David defeated Goliath.

4. Adam, an ancestor of Jesus Christ was created during the time the world began
 Luke 3:23-38 “And Jesus …the son of Joseph, which was the son of Heli… which was the son of Seth, which was the son of Adam, which was the son of God.” Note: If Adam was created on the sixth day during the time of the creation of the world, and Adam is only 76 generations away from Jesus Christ, it means that the world was just created a few thousand years ago. If the earth and the universe are more than 4 billion years old and Jesus Christ was born about two thousand years ago, the 76 generations from Adam to Jesus Christ does not add up. 

5. Before Adam sinned nobody died

Romans 5:12 “Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned.”
I Corinthians 15:22 “In Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive.”

Note: Death is part of the cycle of life and has nothing to do with Adam’s sin. The Old Testament never mentioned that sin and death for mankind was caused by Adam’s sin. It was Paul who wrote the concept of death and sin because of Adam’s sin. 

K. The time of Noah
 1. Was Noah’s ark feasible? 

Genesis 6:15-16 “And this is the fashion which thou shalt make it of: The length of the ark shall be three hundred cubits, the breadth of it fifty cubits, and the height of it thirty cubits. A window shalt thou make to the ark, and in a cubit shalt thou finish it above; and the door of the ark shalt thou set in the side thereof; with lower, second, and third stories shalt thou make it.”

Note: Noah was told to make an ark that is 450 feet long. An ark this size will need an iron brace to counter warping. The ark must only have one window. How did the ark have proper ventilation with only one window? The ark must only have one door, how can all the animals load and unload in a short time with only one door? If all the 2,000,000 to 5,000,000 animal species were taken aboard, how did it fit inside the ark?

2. All the animals were loaded in the ark in one day 

Genesis 6:16; 7:13-15 “A window shalt thou make to the ark, and in a cubit shalt thou finish it above; and the door of the ark shalt thou set in the side thereof... In the selfsame day entered Noah, and (his family) into the ark; They, and every beast after his kind, and all the cattle after their kind, and every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth after his kind, and every fowl after his kind, every bird of every sort. And they went in unto Noah into the ark, two and two of all flesh, wherein is the breath of life.”

Note: With only one door how did a pair of all the animals in the world enter the ark in one day?
3. Noah had to save only a pair of each animal to save each animal kind

Genesis 7:15-16 “And they [animals] went in unto Noah into the ark, two and two of all flesh, wherein is the breath of life. And they that went in, went in male and female of all flesh…”

Note: Saving only a pair (male and a female) of each species would have lead to mass extinctions. The idea of having each specie or animal kind survive from only a pair is highly improbable due to a degraded gene pool and the destruction of the food chain/food web.

4. The flood covered the highest mountains
 Genesis 7:20 “Fifteen cubits upward did the waters prevail; and the mountains were covered.” 
Note: Covering the highest mountains to a depth of 22 feet of water is not feasible.
5. It took only seven days to grow leaves

Genesis 8:8-11 “He [Noah] sent forth a dove… to see if the waters were abated (the dove did not find a place to land, then after seven days) … the dove came… in the evening, in her mouth was an olive leaf…” 

6. The rainbow in the sky

Genesis 9:11, 13 “And I will establish my covenant with you, neither shall all flesh be cut off any more by the waters of a flood; neither shall there any more be a flood to destroy the earth. I do set my bow in the cloud, and it shall be for a token of a covenant between me and the earth.”

Note: After the Great Deluge during Noah’s time, the rainbow was placed in the sky as a reminder of God’s covenant – never will man be punished again by means of water. However, the existence of floods, tidal waves and tsunamis invalidates this statement. Does God break His promise? Does God forget? 

7. Jesus and the writer of II Peter believed that Noah’s flood covered the whole world

Matthew 24:37 “But as the days of Noah were, so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.”
Luke 17:26-27 “And as it was in the days of Noe, so shall it be also in the days of the Son of man.” 
II Peter 2:5 “And spared not the old world, but saved Noah the eighth person, a preacher of righteousness, bringing in the flood upon the world of the ungodly.”

Note: Noah’s flood, if it ever really happened was most likely a local one.
L. Tower of Babel
 1. God was violated by tall buildings? 

Genesis 11:5-7 “And the Lord came down to see the city and the tower, which the children of men builded. And the Lord said, Behold, the people is one, and they have all one language; and this they begin to do: and now nothing will be restrained from them, which they have imagined to do. Go to, let us go down, and there confound their language, that they may not understand one another’s speech.”

Note: To consider the desire to build a tall structure is wrong and a violation against God does not make sense considering the ancient Egyptian pyramids and the skyscrapers that are being built today. 

2. One language
 Genesis 11:1 “And the whole earth was of one language, and of one speech.” 
Note: However, history and archeological evidence shows that different cultures have different languages.
3. How did language evolve?

Genesis 11:8-9 “So the Lord scattered them abroad from thence upon the face of all the earth: and they left off to build the city. Therefore is the name of it called Babel; because the Lord did there confound the language of all the earth: and from thence did the Lord scatter them abroad upon the face of all the earth.”

Note: However, research shows that language evolved slowly thru time and not because of a single event.
M. The Israelites and the Exodus
 1. The Israelite population grew from 70 to millions in a few hundred years
 Exodus 1:5, 7 “And all the souls that came out of the loins of Jacob were seventy souls...” Exodus 2:37 “And the children of Israel journeyed from Rameses to Succoth, about six hundred thousand on foot that were men, beside children.”
Exodus 38:26 “… every one that went to be numbered, from twenty years old and upward, for six hundred thousand and three thousand and five hundred and fifty men.”

2. Moses and the burning bush

Exodus 3:2 “And the angel of the Lord appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush: and he looked, and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and the bush was not consumed.”

Note: The burning bush described in Exodus might be any of the following: Dictamnus Gymnostylis Steven, Euonymus Alatus or Dictamnus Albus (Fraxinella).

3. The ten plagues of Egypt
 First: The river turns to blood
 Exodus 7:20-21 “…all the waters that were in the river were turned to blood. And the fish that was in the river died; and the river stank.” 
Second: The plague of frogs
 Exodus 8:6 “…and the frogs came up, and covered the land of Egypt.” 
Third: The plague of lice
 Exodus 8:17 “…all the dust of the land became lice throughout all the land of Egypt.” 
Fourth: The plague of flies
 Exodus 8:24 “…there came a grievous swarm of flies into…all the land of Egypt.” 
Five: The plague of livestock death
 Exodus 9:6 “…all the cattle of Egypt died.” 
Six: The plague of boils
 Exodus 9:10 “And they took ashes of the furnace…and it became a boil breaking forth with blains upon man, and upon beast.” 
Seven: The plague of hail
 Exodus 9:23 “… the Lord rained hail upon the land of Egypt.” 
Eight: The plague of locusts
 Exodus 10:14 “…locust went up over all the land of Egypt.” 
Ninth: The plague of darkness
 Exodus 10:22 “…a thick darkness in all the land of Egypt three days.” 
Tenth: The death of the firstborn
 Exodus 11:5 “Every firstborn son in Egypt will die…” Note: 
 The waters turned into blood because of the red tide algae. The red tide algae made the water red in color and it produced toxins that caused a fish kill. Because of red tide and fish kill, the frogs initially multiplied in numbers because the fish kill left the frogs with no natural predators. 
 However, the fish kill brought about an over polluted river which made the frogs leave the rivers. Eventually the frogs died due to lack of moisture. The insects increased tremendously, because there were no natural predators for the insects when the frogs died. The increase in number of insects brought about a large number of several insects including gnats, flies and locusts. The large number of insects brought about the plague of gnats, livestock disease, boils and locusts. 

The hail may have been a natural weather event independent of all the other plagues.
 The plague of darkness could have been one of or a combination of volcanic activity, sand storms or large swarms of insects.

The tenth plague may have been caused by food poisoning of whatever food is left. The firstborns were the most affected since traditionally firstborns had the highest pecking order when it comes to food rations and preferential treatment. 

The ten plagues were said to be caused by the eruption of the Santorini volcano. The volcano eruption led to earthquakes, a rain of volcanic ash for several days (causing three days of darkness) and a limnic eruption. A limnic eruption is the release of large amounts of carbon dioxide from the ground causing people and animals close to the ground to die of carbon dioxide poisoning. Although the volcano is in Greece, the land of the Egyptians were greatly affected because an earthquake fault line runs through Egypt, up to the Nile Delta. 

4. Did Manna came from heaven?

Exodus 16:14 “And when the dew that lay was gone up, behold, upon the face of the wilderness there lay a small round thing, as small as the hoar frost on the ground.” 
Psalm 78:24, 25 “And had rained down manna upon them to eat, and had given them of the corn of heaven.”
John 6:31 “Our fathers did eat manna in the desert; as it is written, He gave them bread from heaven to eat.”

Note: Is manna the lichen called Lecanora Esculenta? Is it the Coriander seed? Or is it the secretion of the tamarisk tree? 
5. The route taken by the Israelites took them forty years

Exodus 16:35 “And the children of Israel did eat manna forty years, until they came to a land inhabited...”
Deuteronomy 2:7, 8:2, 29:5 “… thy walking through this great wilderness: these forty years…the Lord thy God led thee these forty years in the wilderness…”
Joshua 5:6 “For the children of Israel walked forty years in the wilderness…”
Acts 7:36, 13:18 “He [God] brought them out…in the wilderness forty years… forty years in the wilderness.”

Note: The distance between Egypt and Canaan is a little over 200 miles and will take less than ten days of travel on foot.
6. Abstinence from food and drink for forty days and nights

Moses survived 40 days and nights without food and water
 Exodus 34:28 “And he was there with the Lord forty days and forty nights; he [Moses] did neither eat bread, nor drink water. And he wrote upon the tables the words of the covenant, the ten commandments.”

Elijah survived 40 days and nights without food and water
 I Kings 19:8 “And he [Elijah] arose, and did eat and drink, and went in the strength of that meat forty days and forty nights unto Horeb the mount of God.” Note: How did Moses and Elijah survive without eating and drinking for forty days and nights? In the case of Jesus Christ (see Luke 4:2, Matthew 4:2), he fasted from food for 40 days; but the Bible does not say if he also fasted from water. A human being can survive forty days without food but not without water. 
 Is it mere coincidence that Moses, Elijah and Jesus fasted for forty days and they were all participants in the so called Transfiguration of Jesus (see Matthew 7:1-9, Mark 9:2-8; Luke 9:28-36)? 

7. Moses spoke to all Israel

Exodus 35:4 “And Moses spake unto all the congregation of the children of Israel…” Deuteronomy 1:1 “These be the words which Moses spake unto all Israel on this side Jordan in the wilderness, in the plain over against the Red sea, between Paran, and
 Tophel, and Laban, and Hazeroth, and Dizahab.” 
Deuteronomy 31:1 “And Moses went and spake these words unto all Israel.” Note: For Moses to be able to speak to at least 600,000 would be a physical impossibility during his time. Exodus 12:37 indicate that there were 600,000 men aside from children.

8. God gave the Israelites a great number of quails that it filled the face of the earth

Numbers 11:31 “And there went forth a wind from the Lord, and brought quails from the sea, and let them fall by the camp, as it were a day’s journey on this side, and as it were a day’s journey on the other side, round about the camp, and as it were two cubits high upon the face of the earth…”

Note: Two cubits is approximately one meter high.
9. The walls of Jericho fell down

Joshua 6:5 “And it shall come to pass, that when they make a long blast with the ram’s horn, and when ye hear the sound of the trumpet, all the people shall shout with a great shout; and the wall of the city shall fall down flat, and the people shall ascend up every man straight before him.”

Note: An earthquake was commonly given as an explanation for this particular event. However, the crumbling of the walls of Jericho may also mean a figurative one. Perhaps what the scripture meant was the inhabitants’ loss of morale to fight and defend their ground against the Israelites.

N. Concerning Abijah
 Abijah spoke to 1.2 million soldiers

II Chronicles 13:4 “And Abijah stood up upon mount Zemaraim, which is in mount Ephraim, and said, Hear me, thou Jeroboam, and all Israel (Abijah spoke to about 1.2 million soldiers).”

Note: For Abijah to be able to speak to about 1.2 million people would be a physical impossibility during his time.
O. The seat of conscience, is it the heart or the kidney?
 1. Think with your heart

Esther 6:6 “Haman thought in his heart…”
Isaiah 10:7 “Neither doth his heart think so”
Proverbs 23:7 “For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he: Eat and drink, saith he to thee; but
 his heart is not with thee.” Matthew 9:4 “And Jesus knowing their thoughts said, Wherefore think ye evil in your hearts?”
Luke 2:19 “But Mary kept all these things, and pondered them in her heart.”
Luke 9:47 “And Jesus, perceiving the thought of their heart, took a child, and set him by him”
Acts 8:22 “… perhaps the thought of thine heart may be forgiven thee.”
Romans 10:9-10 “… believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.”
Hebrews 4:12 “For the word of God … is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.”

2. Feel with your kidneys
 Job 19:27 “… my reins be consumed within me.” Psalm 16:7 “I will bless the Lord, who hath given me counsel: my reins also instruct me…”
Proverbs 23:16 “Yea, my reins shall rejoice, when thy lips speak right things.”

3. Your conscience is in your heart and kidneys

Psalm 7:9 “…for the righteous God trieth the hearts and reins.”
Psalm 26:2 “Try my reins and my heart.”
Psalm 73:21 “Thus my heart was grieved, and I was pricked in my reins.” Jeremiah 11:20 “But, O Lord of hosts, that judgest righteously, that triest the reins and the

heart...” Jeremiah 17:10 “I the Lord search the heart, I try the reins, even to give every man according to his ways...”
Jeremiah 20:12 “But, O Lord of hosts, that triest the righteous, and seest the reins and the heart…”
Revelation 2:23 “…all the churches shall know that I am he which searcheth the reins and hearts...”

P. Body parts
 1. Joseph had horns like the horns of unicorns
 Deuteronomy 33:17 “His glory is like the firstling of his bullock, and his horns are like the horns of unicorns.” 2. Samson loses his strength if he looses his hair

Judges 16:17,19  “There hath not come a razor upon mine head; for I [Samson] have been a Nazarite unto God from my mother’s womb: if I be shaven, then my strength will go from me, and I shall become weak, and be like any other man. And she [Delilah] made him sleep upon her knees; and she called for a man, and she caused him to shave off the seven locks of his head; and she began to afflict him, and his strength went from him.” 

Note: Samson, being a Nazirite, was not supposed to drink alcohol nor have any physical contact with a dead body and should never have a haircut.
3. Absalom’s hair was as heavy as two hundred shekels
 II Samuel 14:26 “And when he [Absalom] polled his head… he weighed the hair of his head at two hundred shekels after the king’s weight.” 
Note: Absalom’s hair weighed about 6 pounds (2.72 kilos).
4. Disembodied fingers wrote on a wall
 Daniel 5:5 “In the same hour came forth fingers of a man’s hand, and wrote over against the candlestick upon the plaister of the wall of the king’s palace.” Q. Concerning leprosy
 1. Leprosy can be cured by bird and lamb blood

Leviticus 14:1-25 “And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying, this shall be the law of the leper in the day of his cleansing… And he shall sprinkle (bird blood) upon him…seven times… And the priest shall take some of the (lamb’s) blood... the priest shall put it upon the tip of the right ear of him that is to be cleansed, and upon the thumb of his right hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot...”

Note: God gave detailed instructions on how to cure leprosy by using bird and lamb’s blood.
2. A house infected with leprosy can be cleaned by sprinkling bird blood

Leviticus 14:49-53 “And for the cleansing of the house [infected with leprosy] he shall take two small birds…Thus he shall cleanse the house with the blood of the bird... So he shall make atonement for the house, and it shall be clean.”

Note: God gave detailed instructions on how to clean a house from leprosy with bird blood.
3. Dipping in the river Jordan seven times cured leprosy

II Kings 5:14 “Then went he down, and dipped himself seven times in Jordan, according to the saying of the man of God: and his flesh came again like unto the flesh of a little child.”

R. About birth, life and death 1. Man came directly from dust
 Genesis 2:7 “And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.” 
Note: Humans did not evolve directly from dust but from lower life forms.
2. Male and female
 Mark 10:6 “But from the beginning of the creation God made them male and female.” 
Note: However, single celled animals, where all life forms evolved do not have gender.
3. What is the maximum life span of humans?
 One hundred and twenty years
 Genesis 6:3 “And the Lord said, My spirit shall not always strive with man, for that he also is flesh: yet his days shall be an hundred and twenty years.” 
Life span of biblical characters:
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 * Enoch did not die because God took him 4. Life comes from blood?
 Leviticus 17:14 “For the life of every creature is its blood: its blood is its life.” 5. Virgin birth
 Matthew 1:20 “Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost.” 6. Bringing back the dead to life

I Kings 17:21-22 “And he stretched himself upon the child three times, and cried unto the Lord… the Lord heard the voice of Elijah; and the soul of the child came into him again, and he revived.”

II Kings 4:32-35 “When Elisha was come into the house, behold, the child was dead… and [Elisha] prayed unto the Lord… and the flesh of the child waxed warm… and the child opened his eyes.”

II Kings 13:21 “when the [dead] man was let down, and touched the bones of Elisha, he revived, and stood up on his feet.”
Acts 9:37-40 “she was sick, and died… But Peter …kneeled down, and prayed; and turning him to the body said, Tabitha, arise. And she opened her eyes: and when she saw Peter, she sat up.”

Note: Until most recent times the permanent cessation of biological functions also called death was hard to determine. Deathlike symptoms described in the Bible may actually be just a profound state of unconsciousness or coma.

7. Dried bones will come back to life

Ezekiel 37:4-10 “… O ye dry bones, hear the word of the Lord. Thus saith the Lord GOD unto these bones; Behold, I will cause breath to enter into you, and ye shall live… they lived, and stood up upon their feet, an exceeding great army.”

8. Zombies rose from the dead during the crucifixion

Matthew 27:51, 52-53  “Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up the ghost… And the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints which slept arose, And came out of the graves after his resurrection, and went into the holy city, and appeared unto many.”

Note: The book of Matthew is the only book that mentions about the rising of zombies during the time of crucifixion. Scientifically, zombies do exist and is actually caused by a concoction of toad venom and poison from pupperfish (tetrodoxin). Such poisoning is so severe that the victim will appear to be dead for several hours. The poison leaves a permanent damage to the brain such that it impairs the victim’s motor skills hence the so called zombie walk.Because the victim is usually buried after several hours of unconciousness, the brain is further damaged due to lack of oxygen. 

9. Melchizedek had no father, no mother, no beginning no end

Hebrews 7:1-3 “For this Melchisedec, king of Salem, priest of the most high God… Without father, without mother, without descent, having neither beginning of days, nor end of life; but made like unto the Son of God; abideth a priest continually.”

S. In health and in sickness
 1. Who causes diseases?
 God causes diseases
Exodus 4:11 “And the Lord said unto him, Who hath made man’s mouth? or who maketh the dumb, or deaf, or the seeing, or the blind? have not I the Lord?”
Exodus 15:26 “If thou wilt diligently hearken to the voice of the Lord thy God, and wilt do that which is right in his sight, and wilt give ear to his commandments, and keep all his statutes, I will put none of these diseases upon thee…”
Numbers 11:33 “And while the flesh was yet between their teeth, ere it was chewed, the wrath of the Lord was kindled against the people, and the Lord smote the people with a very great plague.”

Demons causes diseases
Job 2:7  “So went Satan forth from the presence of the Lord, and smote Job with sore boils from the sole of his foot unto his crown.”
Matthew 9:33 “And when the devil was cast out, the dumb spake.”
Matthew 12:22 “Then was brought unto him one possessed with a devil, blind, and dumb: and he healed him, insomuch that the blind and dumb both spake and saw.”
Matthew 17:15-18 “he [child] is lunatick.. And Jesus rebuked the devil; and he departed out of him: and the child was cured from that very hour.”
Mark 9:17, 25 “Master, I have brought unto thee my son, which hath a dumb spirit. Jesus rebuked the foul spirit, saying unto him, Thou dumb and deaf spirit, I charge thee, come out of him, and enter no more into him.”
Luke 9:39 “And, lo, a spirit taketh him, and he suddenly crieth out; and it teareth him that he foameth again, and bruising him hardly departeth from him.”
Luke 11:14 “…when the devil was gone out, the dumb spake.” 
Luke 13:11, 16 “…there was a woman which had a spirit of infirmity eighteen years… Satan hath bound, lo, these eighteen years, be loosed from this bond.” 

According to Jesus, sin causes illness 
John 5:14 “Afterward Jesus findeth him in the temple, and said unto him, Behold, thou art made whole: sin no more, lest a worse thing come unto thee.”
Acts 10:38 “…healing all that were oppressed of the devil.” 

2. What will heal you or prevent you from being sick?
 If you follow God’s commandments you will not be sick
 Exodus 15:26 “And said, If thou wilt diligently hearken to the voice of the Lord thy God… I will put none of these diseases upon thee…” 3. Staring at a brass serpent on a pole will cure snakebite

Numbers 21:8-9 “And the Lord said unto Moses, Make thee a fiery serpent, and set it upon a pole…every one that is bitten, when he looketh upon it, shall live. And Moses made a serpent of brass, and put it upon a pole…”

Note: This practice was probably derived from the symbol of the Greek god Asclepius. Today, instead of a single snake the symbol used for Medicine is a wand with two snakes also called Caduceus or wand of Hermes. 

4. Believing Jesus will make you immune to snakes and any deadly poison
 Mark 16:16-18 “He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved… They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them...” 5. Washing in the pool of Siloam restores a blind man’s sight
 John 9:7 “And said unto him, Go, wash in the pool of Siloam, (which is by interpretation, Sent.) He went his way therefore, and washed, and came seeing.” 6. Prayer and faith alone can cure your illness 

II Chronicles 16:12  “…Asa was diseased in his feet, until his disease was exceeding great: yet in his disease he sought not to the Lord, but to the physicians.”
Psalm 103:2-3 “The Lord ... healeth all thy diseases.”
Matthew 9:22 “But Jesus turned him about, and when he saw her, he said, Daughter, be of good comfort; thy faith hath made thee whole. And the woman was made whole from that hour.”
Matthew 10:1, 8 “Jesus called …his twelve disciples …to heal all manner of sickness and all manner of disease… Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils”
Mark 5:34 “And he said unto her, Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace, and be whole of thy plague.”
Mark 6:13 “And they cast out many devils, and anointed with oil many that were sick, and healed them.”
Luke 8:48 “And he said unto her, Daughter, be of good comfort: thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace.”
Acts 5:15-16 “The sick were healed just by touching the shadow of Peter.”
Acts 19:12 “So that from his body were brought unto the sick handkerchiefs or aprons, and the diseases departed from them, and the evil spirits went out of them.”
Acts 28:8-9 “…Paul entered in, and prayed, and laid his hands on him, and healed him. So when this was done, others also, which had diseases in the island, came, and were healed.”
James 5:14-15 “Is any sick among you? let him call for the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord: And the prayer of faith shall save the sick, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if he have committed sins, they shall be forgiven him.”

7. If you believe in Jesus you can cast out devils, speak new tongues and heal the sick 

Mark 16:17-18 “And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues… they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.”

8. Exorcism can cure mental and physical illnesses

Muteness 
 Matthew 9:33 “And when the devil was cast out, the dumb spake...”
Luke 11:14 “And he was casting out a devil, and it was dumb. And it came to pass, when
 the devil was gone out, the dumb spake; and the people wondered.” 
Blindness 
 Matthew 12:22 “Then was brought unto him one possessed with a devil, blind, and dumb: and he healed him, insomuch that the blind and dumb both spake and saw.” Epilepsy 
 Matthew 17:14-18 “Lord, have mercy on my son: for he is lunatick, and sore vexed: for ofttimes he falleth into the fire, and oft into the water…And Jesus rebuked the devil;
 and he departed out of him: and the child was cured from that very hour.” Insanity 
 Matthew 4:23-24 “And Jesus went about all Galilee… and they brought unto him all sick people that were taken with divers diseases and torments, and those which were possessed with devils, and those which were lunatick, and those that had the palsy; and he healed them.”

Mark 5:2-8 “there met him [Jesus] out of the tombs a man with an unclean spirit… But when he saw Jesus afar off, he ran and worshipped him… he said unto him, Come out of the man, thou unclean spirit.” 

Lameness 
 Luke 13:11, 16 “…behold, there was a woman which had a spirit of infirmity eighteen years, and was bowed together, and could in no wise lift up herself… And ought not
 this woman, being a daughter of Abraham, whom Satan hath bound, lo, these eighteen years, be loosed from this bond on the sabbath day?” 
Acts 8:7 “For unclean spirits, crying with loud voice, came out of many that were possessed with them: and many taken with palsies, and that were lame, were healed.” T. Angels and demons 1. Going to a pool stirred up by angels cured disease 

John 5:4  “For an angel went down at a certain season into the pool, and troubled the water: whosoever then first after the troubling of the water stepped in was made whole of whatsoever disease he had.” 

2. Angels open prison doors
 Acts 5:19 “But the angel of the Lord by night opened the prison doors…” 3. Demons causes troubles and problems
 Matthew 13:28 “An enemy hath done this.” U. Did Jesus Christ really die on the cross?

Matthew 27:45-50 “Now from the sixth hour there was darkness over all the land unto the ninth hour. And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice…yielded up the ghost.”

Mark 15:33-37 “And when the sixth hour was come, there was darkness over the whole land until the ninth hour. And at the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice… and gave up the ghost.”

Note: Jesus Christ was crucified only for several hours. Empirical evidence shows that it takes several days before a crucified person dies on the cross.
V. Did Paul suffer from sunstroke?
 Paul claims Jesus spoke to him in his trip to Damascus 

Acts 9:7-9 “And the men which journeyed with him stood speechless, hearing a voice, but seeing no man. And Saul arose from the earth; and when his eyes were opened, he saw no man: but they led him by the hand, and brought him into Damascus. And he was three days without sight, and neither did eat nor drink.” 

Note: Paul had walked for hours under the heat of his sun on his way to Damascus. After hours of traveling on foot under the sun on a hot midday Paul claimed to have met Jesus on the road. Paul’s symptoms hallucinations, delusions, and temporary blindness points to a medical condition called sunstroke.

W. Was it devil possession or food poisoning?

Matthew 17:15-18 “he [child] is lunatick.. And Jesus rebuked the devil; and he departed out of him: and the child was cured from that very hour.”
Luke 9:39 “And, lo, a spirit taketh him, and he suddenly crieth out; and it teareth him that he foameth again, and bruising him hardly departeth from him.”

Note: Symptoms attributed to witchcraft and devil possession may actually be ergot poisoning (ergotism). Ergot poisoning comes from the Claviceps purpurea fungus. Such contamination can occur by ingesting infected wheat, rye and other cereals. This fungus contains chemicals similar to the psychedelic drug called LSD. Symptoms of this poisoning include violent seizures, spasms, delusions, hallucinations, crawling sensations on the skin, headaches, nausea and vomiting.

X. UFO?

II Kings 2:11  “And it came to pass, as they still went on, and talked, that, behold, there appeared a chariot of fire, and horses of fire, and parted them both asunder; and Elijah went up by a whirlwind into heaven.”

II Kings 6:17 “And Elisha prayed, and said, Lord, I pray thee, open his eyes, that he may see. And the Lord opened the eyes of the young man; and he saw: and, behold, the mountain was full of horses and chariots of fire round about Elisha.”

Note: These passages in the Bible led to the belief that extraterrestrials have visited humanity and is the basis for the so called ‘UFO religions’ such as Raelism and Scientology.
 However, the heaven mentioned in II Kings 2:11-13 may actually just refer to the clouds. Elijah was taken to the clouds and transported to a different place, in a similar manner that Phillip was transported to another place in Acts 8:39-40. In II Chronicles 21:12-13 Elijah sent a letter to King Jehoram, which indicates that Elijah was still earth bound. 

Y. What was the star of Bethlehem?
 Matthew 2:2 “Saying, Where is he that is born King of the Jews? for we have seen his star in the east, and are come to worship him.” Note: According to Johannes Kepler, the star of Bethlehem was not a star but an alignment of the planets Jupiter, and Saturn. The alignment took place on three different occasions during 7 B.C., on May 7, September 15 and December 1st.

IV. Borrowed statements and stories? 1. Misquotations and borrowed statements within the Bible
 A. Misquotations and borrowed statements about the early life of Jesus 
 1. Magnificat and the Song of Hannah

Magnificat
 Luke 1:46-55 “And Mary said, My soul doth magnify the Lord, And my spirit hath rejoiced in God my Saviour. For he hath regarded the low estate of his handmaiden: for, behold, from henceforth all generations shall call me blessed. For he that is mighty hath done to me great things; and holy is his name. And his mercy is on them that fear him from generation to generation. He hath shewed strength with his arm; he hath scattered the proud in the imagination of their hearts. He hath put down the mighty from their seats, and exalted them of low degree. He hath filled the hungry with good things; and the rich he hath sent empty away. He hath helped his servant Israel, in remembrance of his mercy; As he spake to our fathers, to Abraham, and to his seed for ever.”

Song of Hannah
 I Samuel 2:1-10 “And Hannah prayed, and said, My heart rejoiceth in the Lord, mine horn is exalted in the Lord: my mouth is enlarged over mine enemies; because I rejoice in thy salvation. There is none holy as the Lord… the Lord shall judge the ends of the earth; and he shall give strength unto his king, and exalt the horn of his anointed.”

Note: It is widely believed that The Magnificat in Luke 1:46-55 had been derived from the Song of Hannah in I Samuel 2:1-10.
2. Matthew misquotes Isaiah

Matthew 1:22-23 “Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us.”

Isaiah 7:14 “Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel. Butter and honey shall he eat, that he may know to refuse the evil, and choose the good. For before the child shall know to refuse the evil, and choose the good, the land that thou abhorrest shall be forsaken of both her kings.”

Note: Isaiah was referring to a child who will be born during his time and not a future event. Also the original text was referring to a young woman and not a virgin living at the time of the prophecy. Thus in effect prophesying that Judah will be saved from the threat of Rezin and Pekah as shown in the following verses:

Isaiah 7:16 “For before the child shall know to refuse the evil, and choose the good, the land that thou abhorrest shall be forsaken of both her kings (Rezin and Pekah).” 3. Matthew said that Micah predicted that Jesus would become a ruler of Israel 

Matthew 2:5-6 “And they said unto him, In Bethlehem of Judaea: for thus it is written by the prophet, And thou Bethlehem, in the land of Juda, art not the least among the princes of Juda: for out of thee shall come a Governor, that shall rule my people Israel.”

Micah 5:2, 6 “But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou be little among the thousands of Judah, yet out of thee shall he come forth unto me that is to be ruler in Israel; whose goings forth have been from of old, from everlasting…. And they shall waste the land of Assyria with the sword, and the land of Nimrod in the entrances thereof: thus shall he deliver us from the Assyrian, when he cometh into our land, and when he treadeth within our borders.”

I Chronicles 2:50-54 “These were the sons of Caleb the son of Hur, the firstborn of Ephratah; Shobal the father of Kirjathjearim. Salma the father of Bethlehem, Hareph the father of Bethgader. The sons of Salma; Bethlehem, and the Netophathites, Ataroth, the house of Joab, and half of the Manahethites, the Zorites.”

Note: The Bethlehem mentioned in the book of Micah is about a clan mentioned in I Chronicles 2:50-54. While in the book of Matthew, the Bethlehem mentioned is a place. Micah also predicted that the future ruler would lead the Israelites against Assyria. But Jesus never led the Israelites against Assyria.

4. Out of Egypt have I called my son 
 Matthew 2:15 “And was there until the death of Herod: that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, Out of Egypt have I called my son.” 
Hosea 11:1 “When Israel was a child, then I loved him, and called my son out of Egypt.” Note: Hosea the prophet said ‘When Israel was a child, then I loved him, and called my son out of Egypt’ this was a reference to the exodus of the Israelites from Egypt, a historical fact during Hosea’s time. But Matthew mistranslated the statement as a prophecy of the future to refer to the flight of Jesus’ family to Egypt.

5. Is the ‘slaughter of the innocents’ a fulfillment of Jeremiah’s prophecy? 

Matthew 2:16-18 “Then Herod, when he saw that he was mocked of the wise men… slew all the children that were in Bethlehem … from two years old and under... Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by Jeremiah the prophet, saying, In Rama was there a voice heard, lamentation, and weeping, and great mourning, Rachel weeping for her children, and would not be comforted, because they are not.”

Jeremiah 31:15  “Thus saith the Lord; A voice was heard in Ramah, lamentation, and bitter weeping; Rachel weeping for her children refused to be comforted for her children, because they were not.”

Note: In Jeremiah, Rachel wept for her children because they were carried away not slaughtered as in the book of Matthew. There is no historical or archeological evidence that shows that the massacre of the innocents by King Herod actually took place.

6. There is no reference to a prophecy that Jesus will be called a Nazarene 
 Matthew 2:23 “And he came and dwelt in a city called Nazareth: that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophets, He shall be called a Nazarene.” Note: No statement exists in the Old Testament. Jesus being a Nazarene implies that he is from Nazareth. However, there is no archeological evidence that supports the presence of Israelis during Jesus time in Nazareth. 

7. The Devil quoted from the book of Psalm

Matthew 4:6 “And saith unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down: for it is written, He shall give his angels charge concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear thee up, lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a stone.”

Psalm 91:11-12 “For he shall give his angels charge over thee, to keep thee in all thy ways. They shall bear thee up in their hands, lest thou dash thy foot against a stone.” 8. Jesus alluded a statement in Deuteronomy

Matthew 4:10 “Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.”
Luke 4:8 “And Jesus answered and said unto him, Get thee behind me, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.”
Deuteronomy 6:13 “Thou shalt fear the Lord thy God, and serve him, and shalt swear by his name.”

Note: Jesus alluded from a passage in Deuteronomy in response to the Devil’s statement, which was quoted from the book of Psalm.
B. Misquotations and alluded statements from the book of Malachi
 1. Is John the Baptist the reincarnation of Elijah?

Matthew, Mark and Luke refer to John the Baptist as the reincarnation of Elijah Matthew 11:10, 13-14 “For this is he, of whom it is written, Behold, I send my messenger before thy face, which shall prepare thy way before thee. For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John. And if ye will receive it, this is Elias, which was for to come.”

Matthew 17:10-13 “And his disciples asked him, saying, Why then say the scribes that Elias must first come? And Jesus answered and said unto them, Elias truly shall first come, and restore all things. But I say unto you, that Elias (Elijah) is come already, and they knew him not, but have done unto him whatsoever they listed. Likewise shall also the Son of man suffer of them. Then the disciples understood that he was spake unto them of John the Baptist.”

Mark 6:14-16 “And King Herod heard of him; (for his name was spread abroad) and he said, ‘That John the Baptist was risen from the dead, and therefore mighty works do show forth themselves in him. Others said ‘That it is Elias (Elijah).’ And others said, ‘That it is a prophet, or as one of the prophets.’”

Mark 9:11-13 “And they asked him, saying, Why say the scribes that Elias must first come? And he answered and told them, Elias verily cometh first, and restoreth all things; and how it is written of the Son of man, that he must suffer many things, and be set at nought. But I say unto you, That Elias is indeed come, and they have done unto him whatsoever they listed, as it is written of him.”

Luke 1:13-17 “But the angel said unto him, fear not, Zacharias; for thy prayer is heard; and thy wife Elizabeth shall bear thee a son, and thou shalt call his name John… And he shall go before him in the spirit and power of Elias (Elijah) … to make ready a people prepared for the Lord.”

John the Baptist refused to acknowledge being the reincarnation of Elijah John 1:21 “And they asked him, What then? Art thou Elias? And he saith, I am not. Art thou that prophet? And he answered, No.” Note: The Bible strongly suggests that reincarnation is a fact by saying that John the Baptist is a reincarnation of Elijah. However in John 1:21, John the Baptist said that he is not Elijah.

Malachi prophesied the return of Elijah
 Malachi 3:1 “Behold, I will send my messenger, and he shall prepare the way before me: and the Lord, whom ye seek, shall suddenly come to his temple, even the messenger of the covenant, whom ye delight in: behold, he shall come, saith the Lord of hosts.”

Malachi 4:5 “Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the coming of the great and dreadful day of the Lord.” 
Note: However, Malachi prophesied the coming of the Lord as a great and dreadful day, which does not aptly describe the birth of Jesus Christ. 
2. The Messiah will suddenly make an appearance at the temple

Mark 11:15-16 “And they come to Jerusalem: and Jesus went into the temple, and began to cast out them that sold and bought in the temple, and overthrew the tables of the moneychangers, and the seats of them that sold doves; And would not suffer that any man should carry any vessel through the temple.”

Malachi 3:1 “Behold, I will send my messenger, and he shall prepare the way before me: and the Lord, whom ye seek, shall suddenly come to his temple, even the messenger of the covenant, whom ye delight in: behold, he shall come, saith the Lord of hosts...”

3. The Messiah will be the messenger of the covenant
 Luke 4:43 “And he said unto them, I must preach the kingdom of God to other cities also: for therefore am I sent.” Malachi 3:1 “Behold, I will send my messenger, and he shall prepare the way before me: and the Lord, whom ye seek, shall suddenly come to his temple, even the messenger of the covenant, whom ye delight in: behold, he shall come, saith the Lord of hosts...”

4. Did Matthew, Mark and Luke misquote the prophecy of Malachi?
 Matthew, Mark and Luke are referring to John as Elijah, the fulfillment of the prophecy of Malachi
 Matthew 11:13-14 “For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John And if ye will receive it, this is Elias (Elijah) which was for to come.” Many will be lead to righteousness by the Messiah’s forerunner
 Mark 1:3-5 “The voice of one crying in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make his paths straight. John did baptize in the wilderness, and preach the baptism of repentance for the remission of sins. And there went out unto him all the land of Judaea, and they of Jerusalem, and were all baptized of him in the river of Jordan, confessing their sins.”

Luke 1:16-17 “And many of the children of Israel shall he turn to the Lord their God. And he shall go before him in the spirit and power of Elias, to turn the hearts of the fathers to the children, and the disobedient to the wisdom of the just; to make ready a people prepared for the Lord.”

Malachi 4:6 “And he shall turn the heart of the fathers to the children, and the heart of the children to their fathers, lest I come and smite the earth with a curse.” C. Misquotations and alluded statements of Jesus
 1. Jesus said the priests who profaned the Sabbath were blameless
 Matthew 12:5 “Or have ye not read in the law, how that on the sabbath days the priests in the temple profane the sabbath, and are blameless?” 
Note: No work must be performed on the Sabbath day. However priests were instructed to do certain things during Sabbath as stated in the following verses:
Leviticus 24:8 “Every sabbath he shall set it in order before the Lord continually, being taken from the children of Israel by an everlasting covenant.”
Numbers 28:9 “And on the sabbath day two lambs of the first year without spot… This is the burnt offering of every sabbath, beside the continual burnt offering, and his drink offering.”
I Chronicles 9:32 “And other of their brethren, of the sons of the Kohathites, were over the shewbread, to prepare it every sabbath.”
Ezekiel 46:4 “And the burnt offering that the prince shall offer unto the Lord in the sabbath day shall be six lambs without blemish, and a ram without blemish”

Note: The statement made by Jesus refers to the priestly duties during Sabbath that are mentioned in the books of Leviticus, Numbers, I Chronicles and Ezekiel. These priestly duties contradict the law that says no work must be done on the Sabbath day.

2. Matthew 13:35 and Psalm 78?

Matthew 13:35 “That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying, I will open my mouth in parables; I will utter things which have been kept secret from the foundation of the world.”

Psalm 78:2-3 “I will open my mouth in a parable: I will utter dark sayings of old: Which we have heard and known, and our fathers have told us.” 3. Jesus said his ride in Jerusalem was prophesied in the book of Zechariah? 
 Matthew 21:4-5 “All this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying, Tell ye the daughter of Sion, Behold, thy King cometh unto thee, meek, and sitting upon an ass, and a colt the foal of an ass.” 
John 12:14-15 “And Jesus, when he had found a young ass, sat thereon; as it is written, Fear not, daughter of Sion: behold, thy King cometh, sitting on an ass’s colt.” Zechariah 9:9 “Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion; shout, O daughter of Jerusalem: behold, thy King cometh unto thee: he is just, and having salvation; lowly, and riding upon an ass, and upon a colt the foal of an ass …”

Note: The leader prophesied in the book of Zechariah was said to be a warrior-like leader unlike Jesus.
Zechariah 9:10  “And I will cut off the chariot from Ephraim, and the horse from Jerusalem, and the battle bow shall be cut off: and he shall speak peace unto the heathen: and his dominion shall be from sea even to sea, and from the river even to the ends of the earth.”

4. Jesus says ‘that the Scriptures of the prophets might be fulfilled’

Matthew 26:52-56 “Then said Jesus unto him… Thinkest thou that I cannot now pray to my Father, and he shall presently give me more than twelve legions of angels? But how then shall the scriptures be fulfilled, that thus it must be? … But all this was done, that the scriptures of the prophets might be fulfilled. Then all the disciples forsook him, and fled.” 

Note: However, there is no such prophecy in the Old Testament.
5. Jesus quotes a statement that is allegedly in the Old Testament 
 Mark 1:2 “As it is written in the prophets, Behold, I send my messenger before thy face, which shall prepare thy way before thee.” 
Note: No exact statement exists in the book of Old Testament. However, the following verses may be considered: 
Isaiah 40:3 “The voice of him that crieth in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make straight in the desert a highway for our God.”
Malachi 3:1 “Behold, I will send my messenger, and he shall prepare the way before me: and the Lord, whom ye seek, shall suddenly come to his temple, even the messenger of the covenant, whom ye delight in: behold, he shall come, saith the Lord of hosts.”

6. Jesus quotes a statement that is allegedly in the Old Testament 
 John 20:9 “For as yet they knew not the scripture, that he must rise again from the dead.” Note: No statement exists in the Old Testament.
7. Did Jesus misquote Isaiah?

Luke 4:16-19 “And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read. And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias. And when he had opened the book, he found the place where it was written, The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised, To preach the acceptable year of the Lord.”

Isaiah 61:1-2 “The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me; because the Lord hath anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound; To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord, and the day of vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn.”

Note: Isaiah was talking about his present condition and not about a prophet or messiah in the future.
8. Did Jesus call himself the Son of Man based on the book of Daniel?

Luke 17:22-24 “And he [Jesus] said…The days will come, when ye shall desire to see one of the days of the Son of man, and ye shall not see it. And they shall say to you, See here; or, see there: go not after them, nor follow them. For as the lightning, that lighteneth out of the one part under heaven, shineth unto the other part under heaven; so shall also the Son of man be in his day.” 

Daniel 7:13-14 “I saw in the night visions, and, behold, one like the Son of man came with the clouds of heaven…And there was given him dominion…that all people…should serve him: his dominion…shall not pass away, and his kingdom that which shall not be.”

9. Jesus claims that out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water
 John 7:38 “He that believeth on me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water.” 
Note: No direct statement exists in the Old Testament. Perhaps Jesus was referring to the following verses:
Isaiah 12:3 “Therefore with joy shall ye draw water out of the wells of salvation.” Isaiah 35:5-6 “Then the eyes of the blind shall be opened, and the ears of the deaf shall be unstopped. Then shall the lame man leap as an hart, and the tongue of the dumb sing: for in the wilderness shall waters break out, and streams in the desert.”

10. Did Jesus quote a passage from the book of Psalm?
 John 13:18 “I speak not of you all: I know whom I have chosen: but that the scripture may be fulfilled, He that eateth bread with me hath lifted up his heel against me.” 
Psalm 41:9 “Yea, mine own familiar friend, in whom I trusted, which did eat of my bread, hath lifted up his heel against me.”
11. Jesus mentions a ‘son of perdition’ that is allegedly in the Old Testament 

John 17:12 “While I was with them in the world, I kept them in thy name: those that thou gavest me I have kept, and none of them is lost, but the son of perdition; that the scripture might be fulfilled.”

Note: No statement exists in the Old Testament.
12. What were the last words of Jesus during crucifixion?
 The last words of Jesus according to the book of Mark and Matthew
Matthew 27:46  “And about the ninth hour Jesus cried…My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me?”
Mark 15:34 “And at the ninth hour Jesus cried…My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me?”

Psalm 22:1 “My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me?” 
The last words of Jesus according to the book of Luke
 Luke 23:46 “And when Jesus had cried…Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit: and having said thus, he gave up the ghost.” 
Psalm 31:5 “Into thine hand I commit my spirit: thou hast redeemed me, O Lord God of truth.” D. Misquoted statements of John about the crucifixion of Jesus 
 1. John misquoted Exodus, Numbers and Psalm

John 19:32-36 “Then came the soldiers... when they [soldiers] came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they brake not his legs: But one of the soldiers with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came there out blood and water. And he that saw it bare record, and his record is true: and he knoweth that he saith true, that ye might believe. For these things were done, that the scripture should be fulfilled, A bone of him shall not be broken.”

Exodus 12:46 “In one house shall it [Passover lamb] be eaten; thou shalt not carry forth ought of the flesh abroad out of the house; neither shall ye break a bone thereof.” 
Numbers 9:12 “They shall leave none of it [Passover lamb] unto the morning, nor break any bone of it: according to all the ordinances of the passover they shall keep it.”  
Psalm 34:19-20 “Many are the afflictions of the righteous: but the Lord delivereth him out of them all. He keepeth all his [righteous people] bones: not one of them is broken.” Note: John 19:36 claims that the bones of Jesus Christ were not broken as a fulfillment of a prophecy. But there is no prophecy pertaining to this event. What is written in Exodus 12:46 and Numbers 9:12 were not prophecies but set of rules on how to handle the lamb for the Passover. The passage in Psalm 34:20 was not a prophecy but a statement about righteous people.

2. Who was pierced?
 John 19:37 “And again another scripture saith, They shall look on him [Jesus] whom they pierced.” Zechariah 12:9-10 “On that day I will set out to destroy all the nations that attack Jerusalem. And I will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and of supplications: and they shall look upon me whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for him, as one mourneth for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for him, as one that is in bitterness for his firstborn.”

Note: Zechariah 12:10 points to a historical event during Zechariah’s time and not a prophecy about a future event. The verse in Zechariah 12:9 does not seem to point to the crucifixion and death of Jesus Christ since no nation was destroyed during the crucifixion of Jesus Christ.

3. Jesus quotes a statement that is allegedly in the Old Testament 
 John 20:9 “For as yet they knew not the scripture, that he must rise again from the dead.” Note: No statement exists in the Old Testament.
E. Misquoted statement about the potter’s field 1. Did Jeremiah write about the potter’s field?

Jeremy
 Matthew 27:9-10 “Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by Jeremy the prophet, saying, And they took the thirty pieces of silver, the price of him that was valued,
 whom they of the children of Israel did value; And gave them for the potter’s field, as the Lord appointed me.” Zechariah
 Zechariah 11:12-13 “And I said unto them, If ye think good, give me my price; and if not, forbear. So they weighed for my price thirty pieces of silver. And the Lord said unto me, Cast it unto the potter: a goodly price that I was prised at of them. And I took the thirty pieces of silver, and cast them to the potter in the house of the Lord.”

Note: Jeremiah did not say anything concerning the potter’s field, but Zechariah did.
F. The misquotations of Jesus and Paul
 1. Did Jesus and Paul misquote Hosea?

Luke 18:31-33 “Then he took unto him the twelve, and said unto them, Behold, we go up to Jerusalem, and all things that are written by the prophets concerning the Son of man shall be accomplished. For he shall be delivered unto the Gentiles, and shall be mocked, and spitefully entreated, and spitted on: And they shall scourge him, and put him to death: and the third day he shall rise again.”

I Corinthians 15:3-4 “For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures; And that he was buried, and that he rose again the third day according to the scriptures.”

Hosea 6:2 “After two days will he [Lord] revive us [Israel]: in the third day he [Lord] will raise us [Israel] up, and we [Israel] shall live in his [Lord] sight.” 
Note: Hosea was referring to the Israelites living during his time and not about a future prophet.
2. Did Moses mention about Jesus? 

Jesus said that Moses mentioned about him in his law
 Luke 24:44-48 “And he said unto them, These are the words which I spake unto you, while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning me. Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the scriptures, And said unto them, Thus it is written, and thus it behooved Christ to suffer, and to rise from the dead the third day: And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. And ye are witnesses of these things.”

John 5:46 “For had ye believed Moses, ye would have believed me [Jesus]; for he wrote of me.” Paul said that Moses mentioned about Jesus
 Acts 26:22-23 “Having therefore obtained help of God, I continue unto this day, witnessing both to small and great, saying none other things than those which the prophets and Moses did say should come: That Christ should suffer, and that he should be the first that should rise from the dead, and should shew light unto the people, and to the Gentiles.”

Note: There is no explicit statement stated by Moses about Jesus. The statement Jesus and Paul would be referring to might be Deuteronomy 18:15 which says: 
Deuteronomy 18:15 “The Lord thy God will raise up unto thee a Prophet from the midst of thee, of thy brethren, like unto me [Moses]; unto him ye shall hearken.” G. Other misquotations and alluded statements in the book of Acts
 1. Did Peter misquote the prophet Joel?

Acts 2:15-21 “For these are not drunken, as ye suppose, seeing it is but the third hour of the day. But this is that which was spoken by the prophet Joel: And it shall come to pass in the last days, saith God, I will pour out of my Spirit upon all flesh: and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, and your old men shall dream dreams: And on my servants and on my handmaidens I will pour out in those days of my Spirit; and they shall prophesy: And I will shew wonders in heaven above, and signs in the earth beneath; blood, and fire, and vapour of smoke: The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the great and notable day of the Lord come: And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall be saved.” 

Joel 2:28- 32 “And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions: And also upon the servants and upon the handmaids in those days will I pour out my spirit. And I will shew wonders in the heavens and in the earth, blood, and fire, and pillars of smoke. The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the great and terrible day of the Lord come. And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall be delivered: for in mount Zion and in Jerusalem shall be deliverance, as the Lord hath said, and in the remnant whom the Lord shall call.”

Note: Joel’s prophecy is a failed prediction. Peter was wrong in quoting Joel’s prophecy because it has nothing to do with Pentecost and Jesus. Peter was wrong because Jesus did not come back as predicted and Peter was wrong about being in the last days.
 The descriptions made about the sun and the moon changing its’ colors are eclipses which are today considered as natural occurrences with the scientific knowledge of Astronomy.

2. Did Peter misquote Deuteronomy? 
 Acts 3:23 “And it shall come to pass, that every soul, which will not hear that prophet, shall be destroyed from among the people.” Deuteronomy 18:15,18-19 “I will raise them up a Prophet from among their brethren, like unto thee, and will put my words in his mouth; and he shall speak unto them all that I shall command him. And it shall come to pass, that whosoever will not hearken unto my words which he shall speak in my name, I will require it of him.”

Note: In Acts 3:23, Peter said that whoever does not listen to the prophet will be destroyed. Was Peter quoting a verse in Deuteronomy? Was Peter referring to non-believers of Jesus Christ? 

3. Paul used a passage in Psalm 

Acts 13:33 “God hath fulfilled the same unto us their children, in that he hath raised up Jesus again; as it is also written in the second psalm, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee.”

Psalm 2:7 “I will declare the decree: the Lord hath said unto me, Thou art my Son; this day have I begotten thee.” 4. Did Paul misquote I Samuel 13:14?

Acts 13:22 “And when he had removed him, he raised up unto them David to be their king; to whom also he gave their testimony, and said, I have found David the son of Jesse, a man after mine own heart, which shall fulfil all my will.”

I Samuel 13:14 “But now thy kingdom shall not continue: the Lord hath sought him a man after his own heart, and the Lord hath commanded him to be captain over his people, because thou hast not kept that which the Lord commanded thee.”

5. Was Paul lying? 

Acts 20:35 “I have shown you all things, how that so labouring ye ought to support the weak, and to remember the words of the Lord Jesus, how he said, ‘It is more blessed to give than to receive.”

Note: Jesus never made such biblical statement.
H. More misquotations and alluded statements by Paul within the Bible
 1. Paul wrote about Christ’s superiority from angels

Paul said that Jesus Christ is superior from angels
 Hebrews 1:4-5 “Being made so much better than the angels, as he hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they. For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again, I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son?”

Christ did not glorify himself to be made a high priest but as Son of God Hebrews 5:5 “So also Christ glorified not himself to be made an high priest; but he that said unto him, Thou art my Son, to day have I begotten thee.” 
The passage in the book of Psalm
 Psalm 2:7 “I will declare the decree: the Lord hath said unto me, Thou art my Son; this day have I begotten thee.” 2. Did Paul misquote Isaiah 28:16?
 Romans 9:33 “As it is written, Behold, I lay in Sion a stumblingstone and rock of offence: and whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.” Isaiah 28:16 “Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD, Behold, I lay in Zion for a foundation a stone, a tried stone, a precious corner stone, a sure foundation: he that believeth shall not make haste.”

3. Did Paul misquote Deuteronomy 30:14?
 Romans 10:8 “But what saith it? The word is nigh thee, even in thy mouth, and in thy heart: that is, the word of faith, which we preach.” 
Deuteronomy 30:14 “But the word is very nigh unto thee, in thy mouth, and in thy heart, that thou mayest do it.” 4. Did the scripture say this?
 Romans 10:11 “For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.” 
Note: But there is no such statement in the Old Testament.
I Corinthians 9:10 “Or saith he it altogether for our sakes? For our sakes, no doubt, this is written: that he that ploweth should plow in hope; and that he that thresheth in hope should be partaker of his hope.”

Note: But there is no such statement in the Old Testament.
5. Did Paul misquote Psalm 68:18?
 Ephesians 4:8 “Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, he led captivity captive, and gave gifts unto men.” Psalm 68:18 “Thou hast ascended on high, thou hast led captivity captive: thou hast received gifts for men; yea, for the rebellious also, that the Lord God might dwell among them.” 

6. Did Paul misquote Jeremiah 31:32?

Hebrews 8:9 “Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day when I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt; because they continued not in my covenant, and I regarded them not, saith the Lord.”

Jeremiah 31:32 “Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although I was an husband unto them, saith the Lord” 

7. Did Paul misquote Psalm 40:6?

Hebrews 10:5-6 “Wherefore when he cometh into the world, he saith, Sacrifice and offering thou wouldest not, but a body hast thou prepared me: In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin thou hast had no pleasure.”

Psalm 40:6 “Sacrifice and offering thou didst not desire; mine ears hast thou opened: burnt offering and sin offering hast thou not required.” I. A misquotation in the book of James
 James 4:5 “Do ye think that the scripture saith in vain, The spirit that dwelleth in us lusteth to envy?” 
Note: This passage is nowhere to be found in the Bible.

2. Borrowed and alluded statements outside the Bible

A. The Lord’s Prayer?

Gospel of Matthew
 Matthew 6:9-13 “After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory for ever. Amen.”

Gospel of Luke
 Luke 11:1-4 “And it came to pass, that, as he was praying in a certain place, when he ceased, one of his disciples said unto him, Lord, teach us to pray, as John also taught his disciples. And he said unto them, When ye pray, say, Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done, as in heaven, so in earth. Give us day by day our daily bread. And forgive us our sins; for we also forgive every one that is indebted to us. And lead us not into temptation; but deliver us from evil.”

Note: The Lord’s Prayer may have been copied from The First Book of Adam and Eve, written around 150 years before the time of Christ. In Chapter 23 of the said book is the following prayer:

Our Father, Who art in Heaven, be gracious unto us, O Lord our God, hallowed be Thy Name, and let the remembrance of Thee be glorified in Heaven above and upon earth here below. Let Thy kingdom reign over us now and forever. The Holy Men of old said remit and forgive unto all men whatsoever they have done unto me. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from the evil thing; for Thine is the kingdom and Thou shalt reign in glory forever and forevermore. AMEN.

B. Epimenedes’ Cretica
 Epimenides Cretica
 Acts 17:28 “For in him we live, and move, and have our being …” 
Epimenides paradox
 Titus 1:12-13 “One of themselves, even a prophet of their own, said, the Cretians are always liars, evil beasts, slow bellies. This witness is true...” 
Note: Epimenides, a Cretan poet quoted this statement. If he is a Cretan, is he lying?
C. From Phaenomena by Solensis Aratus

Acts 17:28 “…as certain also of your own poets have said, For we are also his offspring.”
Phaenomena (1-5) “Let us begin with Zeus, whom we mortals never leave unspoken. For every street, every market-place is full of Zeus. Even the sea and the harbour are full of this deity. Everywhere everyone is indebted to Zeus. For we are indeed his offspring.”

Note: Also used by Cleanthes in Hymn to Zeus.
D. From Bacchae by Euripides

Acts 26:14 “And when we were all fallen to the earth, I heard a voice speaking unto me, and saying in the Hebrew tongue, Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me? it is hard for thee to kick against the pricks.”

Bacchae: Line 936 “Better to yield him prayer and sacrifice Than kick against the pricks, Since Dionyse Is God, and thou but mortal.” E. From Thais by Menander
 I Corinthians 15:33 “Be not deceived: evil communications corrupt good manners.” Thais: Frg. 218 “Evil communications corrupt good manners” F. From Apocalypse of Ezra

Romans
 Romans 5:12-21 “Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: For until the law sin was in
 the world: but sin is not imputed when there is no law…” Apocalypse of Ezra 3:21 “For the first Adam clothers himself with the evil heart, and transgresses, and was overcome (and not only so) but also all who were begotten from him.”
Apocalypse of Ezra 7:118 “Oh, what hast thou done, Adam! For though it was thou that didst sin, yet the evil was not thine alone, but ours also who are from thee!”

Revelation
Revelation 1:15 “And his feet like unto fine brass, as if they burned in a furnace; and his voice as the sound of many waters.”

Matthew 3:16-17 “And Jesus, when he was baptized…the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him: And lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.”

And from the temple of glory shall come upon him sanctification, With the Father's voice as from Abraham to Isaac.” Matthew 5:28 “But I say unto you, That whosoever looketh on a woman to lust after her hath committed adultery with her already in his heart.” 
Testament of Benjamin 8:2 “He that hat a pure mind in love, looketh not after a woman with a view of fornication; for he hath no defilement in his heart bec the spirit of God resteth upon him.”

Note: The 72 names of God were derived from Exodus 14:19-21. The term Shem Ha Mephoresh is substituted for the actual 72 names of God to avoid desecrating the actual names. The method of derivaton is called the Boustrophedon form. The 72 fold name of God is an important aspect of Quabalistic studies and is used in amulets and magick rituals of some occult societies such as the Golden Dawn. The Seventy-two names are also called the Seventy-two leaves of the Tree of Life. According to legend the said 72 names of God were revealed to Moses in the burning bush and were instrumental in the parting of the Red Sea. Only the purest of the pure are suppose to utter the 72 names of God and each triad of the 72 names are used for praying for specific purposes such as health, love and finances.

F. How changeable is God? 1. Does God change his mind?

Genesis 6:6 “And it repented the Lord that he had made man on the earth, and it grieved him at his heart.” 
Genesis 18:23-32 “And Abraham drew near, and said, Wilt thou also destroy the righteous with the wicked? Peradventure there be fifty righteous within the city: wilt thou also destroy and not spare the place for the fifty righteous… Peradventure ten shall be found there. And he [God] said, I will not destroy it for ten’s sake.”

Note: Abraham was able to convince the Lord to reduce the required minimum number of righteous people in Sodom to avoid destruction, from fifty to ten people.

Yes, Moses was able to convince the Lord not to destroy the people of Israel
Exodus 32:14 “And the Lord repented of the evil which he thought to do unto his people.” 
Exodus 33:1, 3 “And the Lord said unto Moses, Depart… Unto a land flowing with milk and honey: for I will not go up in the midst of thee; for thou art a stiff necked people: lest I consume thee in the way.” 
Exodus 33:14 “And he [God] said, My presence shall go with thee, and I will give thee rest.”

Note: In Exodus 33:3, the Lord said I will not go with you [the Israelites] and I might even destroy you. But through the convincing words of Moses, the Lord changed his mind and in Exodus 33:14, the Lord said, ‘My presence shall go with thee and I will give thee rest’.

Numbers 14:11-16 “And the Lord said unto Moses, How long will this people provoke me? …I will smite them with the pestilence, and disinherit them...” 
Numbers 14:20-21 “And the Lord said, I have pardoned according to thy word: But as truly as I live, all the earth shall be filled with the glory of the Lord.”

Note: In Numbers 14:12, the Lord said, ‘I will smite them with the pestilence and disinherit them.’ But after the convincing words of Moses, the Lord changed his mind and said, ‘I have pardoned according to thy word’.

Yes, God said he will not give the land of the Ammonites to the Israelites, but God changed his mind
Deuteronomy 2:19, 37 “When you come to the Ammonites, do not harass them or provoke them to war, for I will not give you possession of any land belonging to the Ammonites. I have given it as a possession to the descendants of Lot. But in accordance with the command of the Lord our God, you did not encroach on any of the land of the Ammonites…”

Zephaniah 2:9 “Therefore, as surely as I live,” declares the Lord Almighty, the God of Israel, “surely Moab will become like Sodom, the Ammonites like Gomorrah— a place of weeds and salt pits, a wasteland forever. The remnant of my people will plunder them; the survivors of my nation will inherit their land.”

Note: In Deuteronomy 2, God wanted the Ammonites to keep their land. But in Zephaniah 2:9, God decided to let the Israelites plunder the land of the Ammonites.

Yes, God repented making Saul a king
 I Samuel 15:11 “It repenteth me [God] that I have set up Saul to be king.” I Samuel 15:35 “… the Lord repented that he had made Saul king over Israel.”

Yes, God repented destroying the people
 II Samuel 24:16 “The Lord repented of the evil, and said to the angel that destroyed the people, it is enough: stay now thine hand.”  
I Chronicles 21:15 “The Lord beheld, and he repented him of the evil, and said to the angel that destroyed, It is enough, stay now thine hand.”  
Note: God sent an angel to destroy Jerusalem. But the Lord saw the calamity and destruction and changed his mind and told the angel stop.  
Yes, God said Hezekiah will not recover, but God changed his mind when Hezekiah prayed
II Kings 20:1-7 “Thus saith the Lord, Set thine [Hezekiah] house in order; for thou shalt die, and not live. Then he [Hezekiah]… prayed unto the Lord… Thus saith the Lord… I have heard thy prayer, I have seen thy tears: behold, I will heal thee... and I will add unto thy days fifteen years… and he [Hezekiah] recovered.”

Isaiah 38:1-5 “In those days was Hezekiah sick unto death. And Isaiah ... said unto him, Thus saith the Lord, Set thine house in order: for thou shalt die, and not live. ... Thus saith the Lord ... I have heard thy prayer, I have seen thy tears: behold, I will add unto thy days fifteen years.”

Note: In II Kings 20:1-7 and Isaiah 38:1-5, God told Isaiah that Hezekiah is sick and will not recover. Hezekiah prayed for his life and God changed his mind and gave Hezekiah fifteen years more to live.

Yes, God repented many times
 Jeremiah 15:6 “I [God] am weary of repenting.” 
Jeremiah 18:8 “I [God] will repent of the evil that I thought to do unto them.” Jeremiah 26:3 “That I [God] may repent me of the evil, which I purpose to do unto
 them.” Jeremiah 26:13 “The Lord will repent him of the evil that he hath pronounced against you.” 
Jeremiah 26:19 “The Lord repented him of the evil which he had pronounced against them.” 
Jeremiah 42:10 “For I [God] repent me of the evil that I have done unto you.” 
Amos 7:3, 6 “The Lord repented for this.”
Jonah 3:10 “God repented of the evil, that he had said that he would do unto them.”

No, God does not repent

 Numbers 31:40 “And the persons were sixteen thousand; of which the Lord’s tribute was thirty and two persons.” God orders a genocide 

Deuteronomy 7:1-4,16 “When the Lord thy God shall bring thee into the land whither thou goest to possess it, and hath cast out many nations before thee, the Hittites … seven nations…”

God gave instructions to the Israelites on what to do with their excrement

Deuteronomy 23:13-14 “And thou shalt have a paddle upon thy weapon; and it shall be, when thou wilt ease thyself abroad, thou shalt dig therewith, and shalt turn back and cover that which cometh from thee”

God hurled down rocks to kill the enemies of the Israelites
 Joshua 10:11 “And …the Lord cast down great stones from heaven upon them unto Azekah…” God sold the Israelites into slavery

Judges 3:5,8 “And the children of Israel dwelt among the Canaanites, Hittites…and Jebusites ... the anger of the Lord was hot against Israel, and He [Lord] sold them [Israelites] into the hand of Chushanrishathaim king of Mesopotamia: and … Israel served …eight years.”

God sent Ehud to disembowel Eglon

Judges 3:15, 17, 20-22  “…the children of Israel cried… the Lord raised them up a deliverer, Ehud …And Ehud…took the dagger from his right thigh, and thrust it into his belly…”

God said only those who drink like a dog will join Gideon’s army
 Judges 7:2-7 “And the Lord said…every one that lappeth…as a dog…(will join Gideon’s army.)…” Samuel called God and God sent thunder and rain
 I Samuel 12:18 “So Samuel called unto the Lord; and the Lord sent thunder and rain.” God withers, then restores, the hand of king Jeroboam 

I Kings 13:4 “When King Jeroboam heard what the man of God cried out against the altar at Bethel, he stretched out his hand from the altar and said, “Seize him!” But the hand he stretched out toward the man shriveled up, so that he could not pull it back.”

God sends two bears to rip up forty two little children for calling Elisha bald

Matthew 25:34-36 “Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world. For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in: Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye came unto me.”
John 5:29 “And shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation.”
Psalm 62:12 “Also unto thee, O Lord, belongeth mercy: for thou renderest to every man according to his work.”
Jeremiah 17:10 “I the Lord search the heart, I try the reins, even to give every man according to his ways, and according to the fruit of his doings.”
Ezekiel 18:27 “Again, when the wicked man turneth away from his wickedness that he hath committed, and doeth that which is lawful and right, he shall save his soul alive.”
Romans 2:13 “For not the hearers of the law are just before God, but the doers of the law shall be justified.”

Revelation 20:12-13 “And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life… and they were judged every man according to their works.”

Those who believe and do the right things will be saved
 James 2:17 “In the same way, faith by itself, if it is not accompanied by action, is dead.” 
Those who call the name of the Lord will be saved
Acts 2:21 “And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall be saved.”
Romans 10:13 “For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.”

Not everyone who calls the name of the Lord will be saved
 Matthew 7:21 “Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.” Those who are washed by the Holy Ghost will be saved
 Titus 3:5 “He saved us, not because of righteous things we had done, but because of his mercy. He saved us through the washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit”

Those who ask will be saved
 Matthew 7:7-8 “Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you: For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh
 findeth; and to him that knocketh it shall be opened.” 
Those who love will be saved
I John 4:7 “Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth is born of God, and knoweth God.”
Luke 10:25, 27 “Master, what shall I do to inherit eternal life? And he answering said, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy strength, and with all thy mind; and thy neighbour as thyself.”

Those who are more righteous than the scribes and Pharisees will be saved Matthew 5:20 “For I say unto you, That except your righteousness shall exceed the righteousness of the scribes and Pharisees, ye shall in no case enter into the kingdom of heaven.”

Those who keep the commandments will be saved
Matthew 19:17  “Jesus replied, ‘There is only One who is good. If you want to enter life, obey the commandments.’”
Revelation 22:14 “Blessed are they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city.”

Those who keep the commandments, give all their wealth to the poor, and follow Jesus Christ will be saved
Luke 18:18-22 “A certain ruler asked him, “Good teacher, what must I do to inherit eternal life?” … know the commandments: ‘Do not commit adultery, do not murder, do not steal, do not give false testimony, honor your father and mother.’“ “All these I have kept since I was a boy,” he said. When Jesus heard this, he said to him, “You still lack one thing. Sell everything you have and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven. Then come, follow me.”

Those who believe in Jesus Christ will be saved
 John 3:16, 36 “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life… He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting life: and he that believeth not the Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him.”

Acts 16:31 “And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house.” Those who hear the words of Jesus and believe in whoever sent him will be saved John 5:24 “Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life.”

Those who keep the commandments and believe in Jesus Christ will be saved Revelation 14:12 “This calls for patient endurance on the part of the saints who obey God’s commandments and remain faithful to Jesus.” 
Those who believe that God raised Jesus from the dead and confesses with their mouths ‘Jesus is Lord’ will be saved
 Romans 10:9 “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.” 
Those who have babies (for women) will be saved
 I Timothy 2:14-15 “And Adam was not deceived, but the woman being deceived was in the transgression. Notwithstanding she shall be saved in childbearing…” Only virgin men will be saved
 Revelation 14:3-4 “And they sung as it were a new song before the throne, and before the four beasts, and the elders: and no man could learn that song but the hundred and forty and four thousand, which were redeemed from the earth. These are they which were not defiled with women; for they are virgins. These are they which follow the Lamb whithersoever he goeth. These were redeemed from among men, being the firstfruits unto God and to the Lamb.”

Note: How can the women have babies in order to be saved if the men should be virgins in order to be saved? 
Only those who are converted and become like a little child will be saved Matthew 18:3 “And he said: “I tell you the truth, unless you change and become like little children, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven.” 
Only those who believe and is baptized will be saved
 Mark 16:16 “He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.” Only those who are born of water and spirit will be saved
 John 3:3, 5 “Jesus answered, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.”

Only those who are chosen, predestined, those God will call to himself will be saved Matthew 22:14 “For many are called, but few are chosen.”
John 6:37 “All that the Father gives me will come to me, and whoever comes to me I
 will never drive away.” Acts 2:39  “For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God shall call.”
Romans 8:29-30 “For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son… Moreover whom he [God] did predestinate, them he also called: and whom he called, them he also justified: and whom he justified, them he also glorified.”
Romans 9:11 “For the children being not yet born, neither having done any good or evil, that the purpose of God according to election might stand, not of works, but of him that calleth.”
Ephesians 1:4-5 “According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before him in love: Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his will”

Only those who are not rich or wealthy will be saved
 Matthew 19:23-24 “Then said Jesus, Verily I say unto you, That a rich man shall hardly enter into the kingdom of heaven. And again I say unto you, It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God.”

Only those who eat the body and blood of Jesus will be saved
 John 6:53-54 “Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you. Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day.”

Only those who are circumcised will be saved
 Acts 15:1 “Except ye be circumcised after the manner of Moses, ye cannot be saved.” 
Jesus implied that all will be saved
 John 12:32 “And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me.” 
Yet, some will not be saved 
Romans 9:27 “Esaias also crieth concerning Israel, Though the number of the children of Israel be as the sand of the sea, a remnant shall be saved”
I Timothy 4:1 “Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils”

2. Arguments against Jesus Christ as the Messiah
 The Bible contains verses that contradict themselves, leading to the possible conclusion that Jesus Christ is not the Messiah. The following are the contradictory verses regarding the messianic role of Jesus Christ: 
A. Jesus Christ denied he is God. The books in the Bible that say Jesus Christ is God were mainly written by Paul who never met Jesus in person. Jesus Christ himself admitted that he is just a man. 
 The following passages in the Gospels of Matthew, Mark, and Luke indicate that Jesus was a man and not a God:

Matthew 19:16-17  “And, behold, one came and said unto him, Good Master, what good thing shall I do, that I may have eternal life? And he said unto him, Why callest thou me good? There is none good but one, that is, God: but if thou wilt enter into life, keep the commandments.”

Mark 10:17-18 “And when he was gone forth into the way, there came one running, and kneeled to him, and asked him, Good Master, what shall I do that I may inherit eternal life? And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God.”

Luke 18:18-19 “A certain ruler asked him, ‘Good teacher, what must I do to inherit eternal life?’ ‘Why do you call me good?’ Jesus answered. ‘No one is good - except God alone.’” 

Only the Gospel of John implies that Jesus is God as in the following verse: 

John 10:30 “I and my Father are one.” Of the four Gospels, only the Gospel of John implies that Jesus Christ is God. However, the Gospel of John was written last, and is far different from the three other Gospels. The Gospel of John was said to be written about ninety years after the crucifixion of Jesus, and therefore cannot be considered a historically accurate book about Jesus’ life. 
 The people who knew and saw Jesus through the years were those from his own country, who said, “Is not this the carpenter’s son?”

Matthew 13:54-55  “And when he [Jesus] was come into his own country… they were astonished, and said… Is not this the carpenter’s son? is not his mother called Mary? and his brethren, James, and Joses, and Simon, and Judas?” 

Jesus claimed that he is not God. If Jesus is God, yet denied this, his denial would then contradict the Bible, which states that God cannot lie.

Hebrews 6:18 “It was impossible for God to lie.” B. The Bible states the God cannot be tempted, but Jesus Christ was tempted; therefore Jesus Christ is not God.
 If Jesus is God, he cannot and should not be tempted by the devil. In Mark 1:12-13, Jesus was tempted by the devil in the wilderness. But James 1:13 states that God cannot be tempted by the devil.

Mark 1:12-13  “And immediately the spirit driveth him into the wilderness. And he was there in the wilderness forty days, tempted of Satan; and was with the wild beasts; and the angels ministered unto him.”

James 1:13 “Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of God: for God cannot be tempted with evil, neither tempteth he any man.” Whether Jesus Christ is God or man, was discussed, argued, voted, fought, and died for by various sects, cults and councils for centuries, several hundred years after his lifetime. 
 Arguments regarding the nature and mission of Jesus Christ brought about the following widely varied doctrines:

C. Jesus Christ was baptized by John the Baptist for repentance.
 If Jesus Christ is God, why does he need to be baptized for repentance?

Matthew 3:11 “I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance.” D. The Bible explicitly says that the savior must be a biological descendant of King David.
 The following verses require the messiah to be a biological descendant of David: 

Romans 1:3-4 “Concerning his Son Jesus Christ our Lord which is made of the seed of David according to the flesh; and declared to be the Son of God with power according to the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead.”

Acts 2:30 “Therefore being a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him, that of the fruit of his [David] loins, according to the flesh, he would raise up Christ to sit on his throne.”

Acts 13:23 “Of this man’s [David] seed hath God according to his promise raised unto Israel a Saviour, Jesus:” But, according to Matthew 1:18, Joseph, a biological descendant of David is not the biological father of Jesus.

Matthew 1:18 “Now the birth of Jesus Christ was on this wise; When as his mother Mary was espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the Holy Ghost.”

The Bible does not show that Jesus is a biological descendant of David through Mary’s bloodline. Some theologians argue that the genealogy written in Luke 3:23-38, being completely different from the genealogy in the book of Matthew, is actually the genealogy of Mary. But the Bible explicitly mentions that the genealogy mentioned in Luke is the genealogy of Joseph, and not Mary.

Luke 3:23 “And Jesus himself began to be about thirty years of age, being (as was supposed) the son of Joseph, which was the son of Heli.” E. The curse of Jeconiah and Jehoiakim indicates that Jesus, being a descendant of Jeconiah and Jehoiakim, cannot and should not be considered a messiah. The curse of Jeconiah:

Jeremiah 22:30 “This is what the Lord says: “Record this man as if childless, a man who will not prosper in his lifetime, for none of his offspring will prosper, none will sit on the throne of David or rule anymore in Judah.””

The curse of Jehoiakim:

Jeremiah 36:30 “Therefore thus saith the Lord of Jehoiakim king of Judah; He shall have none to sit upon the throne of David: and his dead body shall be cast out in the day to the heat, and in the night to the frost.”

Jehoiakim is the father of Jeconiah an ancestor of Jesus
 I Chronicles 3:10-19 “And the sons of Jehoiakim: Jeconiah his son, Zedekiah his son.” The book of Matthew (Matthew 1:1-16) lists Jeconiah as an ancestor of Jesus which, according to this prophecy, disqualifies Jesus as the Messiah. 

Matthew 1:1, 12, 16 “The book of the generation of Jesus Christ…Jechonias begat Salathiel… And Jacob begat Joseph the husband of Mary, of whom was born Jesus, who is called Christ.”

F. The Messiah was said to be a military king who would rule ‘from sea to sea’.
 The Gospels of Matthew and John claim that Jesus Christ fulfilled the prophecy of Zechariah as the Messiah:

Matthew 21:4-5 “All this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying, Tell ye the daughter of Sion, Behold, thy King cometh unto thee, meek, and sitting upon an ass, and a colt the foal of an ass.”

John 12:14-15 “And Jesus, when he had found a young ass, sat thereon; as it is written, Fear not, daughter of Sion: behold, thy King cometh, sitting on an ass’s colt.”
Zechariah 9:9 “Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion; shout, O daughter of Jerusalem: behold, thy King cometh unto thee: he is just, and having salvation; lowly, and riding upon an ass, and upon a colt the foal of an ass.”

But Jesus does not fit the description of the said ‘King’ described in the subsequent verse:

Zechariah 9:10 “…and he shall speak peace unto the heathen: and his dominion shall be from sea even to sea, and from the river even to the ends of the earth.” Jesus was never a king with a kingdom and an army that had dominion from sea to sea and to the ends of the earth. Therefore, Jesus could not have fulfilled the prophecy of Zechariah.
G. The ruler of Israel was prophesied to come from the family of Bethlehem Ephratah.
 Jesus was born in Bethlehem (although this is widely disputed by historians and achaeologists) but he did not come from the family of Bethlehem Ephratah. 

Matthew 2:5-6  “And they said unto him, In Bethlehem of Judaea: for thus it is written by the prophet, And thou Bethlehem, in the land of Juda, art not the least among the princes of Juda: for out of thee shall come a Governor, that shall rule my people Israel.”

Micah 5:2,6 “But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou be little among the thousands of Judah, yet out of thee shall he come forth unto me that is to be ruler in Israel; whose goings forth have been from of old, from everlasting…. And they shall waste the land of Assyria with the sword, and the land of Nimrod in the entrances thereof: thus shall he deliver us from the Assyrian, when he cometh into our land, and when he treadeth within our borders.”

I Chronicles 2:50-54 “These were the sons of Caleb the son of Hur, the firstborn of Ephratah; Shobal the father of Kirjathjearim. Salma the father of Bethlehem, Hareph the father of Bethgader. The sons of Salma; Bethlehem, and the Netophathites, Ataroth, the house of Joab, and half of the Manahethites, the Zorites.”

The Bethlehem mentioned in the book of Micah refers to a clan mentioned in I Chronicles 2:50-54. But in the book of Matthew, the Bethlehem mentioned is a place. Micah also predicted that the future ruler would lead the Israelites against Assyria. Yet Jesus never led the Israelites against Assyria.
H. Jesus does not fit the description of the messiah mentioned in the Book of Isaiah. Jesus was not named Immanuel, and had nothing to do with Rezin and Pekah.

Isaiah 7:14 “Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel. Butter and honey shall he eat, that he may know to refuse the evil, and choose the good. For before the child shall know to refuse the evil, and choose the good, the land that thou abhorrest shall be forsaken of both her kings.”

Matthew 1:22-23 “Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us.”

Isaiah was referring to a child who would be born during his lifetime. The original text also refers to a young woman (but not a virgin) living at the time of the prophecy. In effect, this is a prophecy that Judah will be saved from the threat of Rezin and Pekah, as detailed in the following verses:

Isaiah 7:14,16 “Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel. For before the child shall know to refuse the evil, and choose the good, the land that thou abhorrest shall be forsaken of both her kings (Rezin and Pekah).”

Jesus was not named Immanuel, and had nothing to do with Rezin and Pekah.
I. Jesus Christ had some ‘unpure’ blood lines.
 Jesus had Ammonite blood

I Kings 14:21 “And his [Rehoboam] mother’s name was Naamah an Ammonitess.” I Kings 14:31 “And his mother’s name was Naamah an Ammonitess.”
II Chronicles 12:13 “And his [Rehoboam] mother’s name was Naamah an Ammonitess.”

Jesus had Moabite blood

Ruth 4:9-10, 13, 16 “Then Boaz announced to the elders and all the people… I have also acquired Ruth the Moabitess. So Boaz took Ruth and she became his wife… and she gave birth to a son…. And they named him Obed. He was the father of Jesse, the father of David.”

God declared that an Ammonite or a Moabite shall not enter into the congregation of the Lord. This was primarily because the Ammonites and the Moabites prohibited the Israelites from passing through their lands during the Exodus. 
 Aside from the unfavorable Exodus event, the Ammonites and the Moabites descended from the incestuous union of Lot and his daughters and had hired Balaam to curse the Israelites. 

Genesis 19:30, 36-38  “And Lot went up out of Zoar… he dwelt in a cave, he and his two daughters. Thus were both the daughters of Lot with child by their father. And the first born bare a son, and called his name Moab: the same is the father of the Moabites unto this day. And the younger, she also bare a son, and called his name Benammi: the same is the father of the children of Ammon unto this day.” 

Deuteronomy 23:2 “A bastard shall not enter into the congregation of the Lord; even to his tenth generation shall he not enter into the congregation of the Lord.” Deuteronomy 23:3-4 “No Ammonite or Moabite or any of his descendants may enter the assembly of the Lord, even down to the tenth generation. Because they met you not with bread and with water in the way, when ye came forth out of Egypt; and because they hired against thee Balaam the son of Beor of Pethor of Mesopotamia, to curse thee.”

Nehemiah 13:1-3 “On that day the Book of Moses was read aloud in the hearing of the people and there it was found written that no Ammonite or Moabite should ever be admitted into the assembly of God, because they had not met the Israelites with food and water but had hired Balaam to call a curse down on them. (Our God, however, turned the curse into a blessing.) When the people heard this law, they excluded from Israel all who were of foreign descent.” 

J. Jesus Christ, being a descendant of Judah is not of Levite descent.
 The following statements indicate that only the descendants of Aaron are allowed to perform priestly duties to God. But Jesus Christ descended from Judah, not from Aaron. 

Exodus 29:9 “The priest’s office shall be theirs [Levites] for a perpetual statute: and thou shalt consecrate Aaron and his sons.”
Exodus 40:13,15 “And thou shalt put upon Aaron the holy garments, and anoint him, and sanctify him; that he may minister unto me in the priest’s office. And thou shalt anoint them, as thou didst anoint their father, that they may minister unto me in the priest’s office: for their anointing shall surely be an everlasting priesthood throughout their generations.”

K. Jesus Christ was conceived out of wedlock.
 In Deuteronomy, God declared that a bastard shall not enter the congregation of the Lord.

Deuteronomy 23:2 “A bastard shall not enter into the congregation of the Lord; even to his tenth generation shall he not enter into the congregation of the Lord.” King David is a tenth-generation descendant (Luke 3:23-38) of Perez, a bastard son of Judah and Tamar. Tamar was Judah’s daughter-in-law who pretended to be a prostitute in order to seduce Judah, and in so doing bore a son named Perez, an ancestor of King David and Jesus. Aside from King David, Jesus Christ himself was conceived out of wedlock. 
L. The idea that Jesus Christ died for the atonement of our sins was most likely a belief derived from a Yom Kippur ritual.
 The Christian doctrine that Jesus Christ died for the sins of the world evolved from a Jewish rite held during Yom Kippur, as shown in the following biblical passages: 

Leviticus 16:10 “But the goat, on which the lot fell to be the scapegoat, shall be presented alive before the Lord, to make an atonement with him, and to let him go for a scapegoat into the wilderness.”

Hebrews 9:7,11-14,22  “But into the second went the high priest alone once every year, not without blood, which he offered for himself, and for the errors of the people: But Christ being come an high priest of good things to come, by a greater and more perfect tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, not of this building; Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us. For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh: How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood is no remission.” 

During the Jewish holiday of Yom Kippur, one ancient ritual involved placing one’s sins on a goat, then sending the goat to the wilderness or pushing it to a cliff. The idea behind this ritual was that if a person confessed their sins to a goat (called the ‘Goat of Azazel’) their sins would transfer to the goat and perish with the animal.
 This Jewish ritual bears a close resemblance to the Christian doctrine that states that we are cleansed of our sins due to the death of Jesus Christ. As stated in Hebrews 9, instead of having the blood of goats and calves for forgiveness, we now have the blood of Christ. 
M. Did Jesus Christ die on the cross?
 It is unlikely that Jesus died on the cross. Jesus was hanged on the cross for three to six hours, but this kind of torture is usually survived for at least three to six days.
N. The biblical writings which state that Jesus Christ was crucified for our sins were written after the fact by Paul, who never met Jesus.
 The statement that Jesus Christ died for our sins can be attributed to Paul, who was Jewish. Paul’s writings are based on a hodgepodge of Jewish traditions, superstitions and the writings of others. An analysis of Paul’s writings reveals that many of his ideas were borrowed from The Testaments of the Twelve Patriarchs and other ancient writings. 
 The Gospel of John also states that Jesus Christ is God; he is said to be the Lamb of God, who removes the sins of the world:

John 1:29 “The next day John seeth Jesus coming unto him, and saith, ‘Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world’.” Casting Jesus in the role of the ‘Lamb of God’ may have its origins in the book of Leviticus which describes how animal sacrifice, along with offerings, should be practiced for the forgiveness of one’s sins.
O. Why was Jesus crucified? 
 Several verses in the Bible explain why Jesus Christ was crucified. The following reasons are the most explicit explanation for his crucifixion:
Charge One: Public Disorder Jesus chased the moneychangers from the temple, and went to the house of Lazarus. After three or six days, (depending on which gospel), he came back, riding on a donkey, and was arrested.
 The chief priests even contemplated putting Lazarus to death, as stated in the following verses:

John 12:10-11 “But the chief priests consulted that they might put Lazarus also to death; Because that by reason of him many of the Jews went away, and believed on Jesus.” Charge Two: Blasphemy: Jesus claimed he was the Messiah, the Son of God
 The high priests decided to sentence Jesus to death for claiming that he is the Messiah, the Son of God. The following conversations eventually led to his execution:

Matthew 26:63-66 “And the high priest…said…thou tell us whether thou be the Christ, the Son of God. Jesus saith unto him, Thou hast said: nevertheless I say unto you, Hereafter shall ye see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven. Then the high priest…saying, He hath spoken blasphemy; what further need have we of witnesses? behold, now ye have heard his blasphemy. What think ye? They answered and said, He is guilty of death.”

Mark 14:61-64 “Again the high priest asked him… Art thou the Christ, the Son of the Blessed? And Jesus said, I am: and ye shall see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven. Then the high priest…saith, What need we any further witnesses? Ye have heard the blasphemy: what think ye? And they all condemned him to be guilty of death.”

Luke 22:70-71 “Then said they all, Art thou then the Son of God? And he said unto them, Ye say that I am. And they said, What need we any further witness? for we ourselves have heard of his own mouth.”

Charge Three: Sedition
 Jesus is accused of telling the people not to pay tribute to Caesar and for claiming he is king:

Luke 23:2 “And they began to accuse him, saying, We found this fellow perverting the nation, and forbidding to give tribute to Caesar, saying that he himself is Christ a King.” Charge Four: Violation of the Sabbath law
 Violating the Sabbath law during Jesus’ time is punishable by death:

Mark 2:27-28 “And he said unto them, The sabbath was made for man, and not man for the sabbath: Therefore the Son of man is Lord also of the sabbath.” John 5:18 “Therefore the Jews sought the more to kill him [Jesus], because he not only had broken the sabbath, but said also that God was his Father, making himself equal with God.”

P. The doctrine of original sin was declared in the Council of Trent on June 7, 1546.
 The original sin did not come from the book of Genesis, but was a declaration made by the Council of Trent on June 7, 1546. This doctrine was voted upon, based on a passage from the book of Romans, a book written by Paul around 58 AD:

Romans 5:12 “Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned.” Did the sin of Adam and Eve cause the fall of all mankind? The story of Adam and Eve is most likely a derivative of the Hindu folk tale about Adimo and Heva. This folk tale was written by Ramutsariar, in the book The Prophecies, at least fifteen centuries prior to the birth of Jesus Christ. It was copied and retold in the Bible as a true story. The biblical characters Adam, Eve, Shem, Ham, and Japeth are nearly identical to the earlier heroic Hindu characters Adimo, Heva, Sherma, Hama and Jiapheta.
 Jesus was proclaimed as the Messiah by those who had never met him, those who had never known him, as well as those who had their own personal agendas, invested in the belief of Jesus as God. 


VIII. Paul and the New Testament

Paul, the self-proclaimed Apostle of Jesus Christ, has the most writings in the Bible about Jesus, yet Paul and Jesus Christ never actually met. Paul’s only claim for such knowledge and authority are his ‘visions’. After Paul converted to Christianity on his way to Damascus, Paul claimed that he consistently received instructions from Jesus through his visions. 
 Paul wrote most of the books in the New Testament, however, claiming to have utmost knowledge and authority about Jesus Christ. These books include: Romans, First Corinthians, Second Corinthians, Galatians, Philippians, First Thessalonians, Second Thessalonians, First Timothy, Second Timothy, Titus, and Philemon. It is also believed that Paul also wrote the Ephesians, Colossians, and Hebrews. If Paul did indeed receive divine visions from Jesus Christ, why would Jesus choose Paul - who never met him in person, instead of any of the apostles, who were closest to Jesus during his lifetime? The Jesus Christ depicted in Paul’s writings is based only on Paul’s perceptions, without firsthand knowledge of the real, historic Jesus Christ. 
The following is a brief timeline and discussion about the man who, through his visions, claimed to know the most about Jesus Christ:
 1. Paul asks for letters from the high priest in Jerusalem to be sent to Damascus.

Acts 9:1-2 “Saul…went unto the high priest, And desired of him letters to Damascus to the synagogues, that if he found any…whether men or women, he might bring them bound unto Jerusalem.” 

This request is odd, since the high priest in Jerusalem had no jurisdiction in Damascus.
2. Paul takes pleasure in watching people die.

Acts 22:4 “And I persecuted this way unto the death, binding and delivering into prisons both men and women.”
Acts 22:20 “And when the blood of thy martyr Stephen was shed, I also was standing by, and consenting unto his death, and kept the raiment of them that slew him.”

3. Paul claims to have met Jesus on his way to Damascus. Paul’s first version of his encounter with Jesus on the road to Damascus:
 Acts 9:3-7 “And as he journeyed, he came near Damascus: and suddenly there shined round about him a light from heaven...” Note: 1) Only Paul fell on the ground 2) Paul heard a voice but saw no one 3) Jesus said, “Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me? …I am Jesus whom thou persecutest: it is hard for thee to kick against the pricks.” 4) Paul’s companions heard a voice 5) Jesus gave no details about tasks to be done in Damascus 
Paul’s second version of his encounter with Jesus on the road to Damascus:

Acts 22:6-11 “And it came to pass, that, as I made my journey, and was come nigh unto Damascus about noon, suddenly there shone from heaven...” Note: 1) Only Paul fell on the ground 2) Paul heard a voice but saw no one 3) Jesus said ‘Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me? I am Jesus of Nazareth, whom thou persecutest.’’ 4) Paul’s companions did not hear a voice 5) Jesus gave no details about tasks to be done in Damascus 
Paul’s third version of his encounter with Jesus on the road to Damascus 

Acts 26:13-18 “At midday, O king, I saw in the way a light from heaven...” Note: 1) Paul and his companions fell on the ground 2) Paul heard a voice but saw no one 3) Jesus said ‘Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me? it is hard for thee to kick against the pricks. I am Jesus whom thou persecutest …’ 4) Paul’s companions did not hear a voice 5) Jesus gave detailed instructions about the tasks to be done in Damascus 
 The different versions given by Paul about his encounter with Jesus on his way to Damascus raise doubts about the veracity of his claims. 
 In I Corinthians 15:5-8, Paul claims to have seen Jesus. But if Paul only heard a voice without seeing Jesus on his way to Damascus, in most likelihood Paul never saw Jesus at all.

I Corinthians 15:5-8 “And that he [Jesus] was seen of Cephas, then of the twelve…And last of all he was seen of me also…” Paul’s account of his encounter with Jesus on the road to Damascus may be a case of severe heatstroke, having traveled on foot for several hours during midday, in a place where temperatures can rise above forty degrees Celsius. 
 A person suffering from heatstroke is characterized by the following symptoms: high body temperature, rapid pulse, difficulty sweating, strange behavior, mental confusion, hallucination, agitation, disorientation, temporary blindness, seizure, and coma.
 Paul’s main foundation and basis for preaching Christianity was his single ‘strange encounter’ on the road to Damascus. 
4. Ananias meets Paul in Damascus.

Acts 9:11-17  “And the Lord said unto him, Arise, and go into…the house of Judas for one called Saul, of Tarsus…And Ananias went his way, and entered into the house; and … said, Brother Saul, the Lord, even Jesus, that appeared unto thee in the way as thou camest, hath sent me, that thou mightest receive thy sight, and be filled with the Holy Ghost.” 

Ananias said Paul saw Jesus. But Paul said he heard a voice but saw no one.
5. The apostles help Paul escape certain death.

Acts 9:23-25 “And after that many days were fulfilled, the Jews took counsel to kill him: But their laying await was known of Saul. And they watched the gates day and night to kill him. Then the disciples took him by night, and let him down by the wall in a basket.”

6. The apostles doubt Paul’s sincerity, rejecting him.

Acts 9:26-27  “And when Saul was come to Jerusalem, he assayed to join himself to the disciples: but they were all afraid of him, and believed not that he was a disciple. But Barnabas took him, and brought him to the apostles, and declared unto them how he had seen the Lord in the way…”

Galatians 1:12 “For I neither received it of man, neither was I taught it, but by the revelation of Jesus Christ.” Paul was rejected by the apostles who doubt his sincerity (although Barnabas vouched for Paul’s character); thus to support his case and say that he is indeed a disciple of Jesus Christ, he claims that Jesus Christ keeps giving him messages thru visions.
7. Paul continues to claim he receives instructions from Jesus through visions.

II Corinthians 12:1-4 “I will come to visions and revelations of the Lord. I knew a man in Christ above fourteen years ago, (whether in the body, I cannot tell; or whether out of the body, I cannot tell: God knoweth;) such an one caught up to the third heaven. And I knew such a man, (whether in the body, or out of the body, I cannot tell: God knoweth;) How that he was caught up into paradise, and heard unspeakable words, which it is not lawful for a man to utter.”

However, Paul admits he is not sure of his visions about Jesus Christ. Why should Paul be trusted if he himself is not sure of what he saw? In Paul’s statement about his divine encounter in Damascus, he says he saw no one, but heard a voice. 
8. Paul has a falling-out with Barnabas and the apostles.

Acts 15:39 “And the contention was so sharp between them, that they departed asunder one from the other…” After getting favors from Barnabas, Paul and Barnabas have a falling-out:
9. Paul appoints himself an apostle of Jesus.

Romans 1:1 “Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, separated unto the gospel of God” 
I Corinthians 1:1 “Paul called to be an apostle of Jesus Christ through the will of God…” Paul calls himself the Apostle of Jesus Christ, even though Paul never met Jesus. Paul is not the thirteenth Apostle and is not the replacement of Judas, since Mathias had already replaced Judas (Acts 1:26).
10. Paul claims he has worked more than any other apostle for the church of Jesus Christ.

I Corinthians 15:10 “But by the grace of God I am what I am: and his grace which was bestowed upon me was not in vain; but I laboured more abundantly than they all...” Paul disagrees with the apostles:

Galatians 2:11-13 “But when Peter was come to Antioch, I withstood him to the face, because he was to be blamed. For before that certain came from James, he did eat with the Gentiles: but when they were come, he withdrew and separated himself, fearing them which were of the circumcision. And the other Jews dissembled likewise with him; insomuch that Barnabas also was carried away with their dissimulation.”

11. Paul contradicts himself, saying he did not go to Jerusalem and has never met the apostles.
 Yes, Paul went to Jerusalem
 Acts 9:26 “And when Saul was come to Jerusalem, he assayed to join himself to the disciples: but they were all afraid of him, and believed not that he was a disciple.” No, Paul went to Jerusalem three years after 
 Galatians 1:15-20 “But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother’s womb, and called me by his grace, To reveal his Son in me, that I might preach him among the heathen; immediately I conferred not with flesh and blood: Neither went I up to Jerusalem to them which were apostles before me; but I went into Arabia, and returned again unto Damascus. Then after three years I went up to Jerusalem to see Peter, and abode with him fifteen days. But other of the apostles saw I none, save James the Lord’s brother. Now the things which I write unto you, behold, before God, I lie not.”

Paul claims to be specially chosen by God. He also claims he never met the apostles and was not in Jerusalem for the three years after his conversion. Paul swears he was not lying. Why does Paul contradict himself? What was the purpose of Paul’s contradiction; was it to hide the fact that he had a close call with death, escaping by hiding in a basket? Why does Paul volunteer that he never went to Jerusalem when no one had questioned him? Is it because he had a falling-out with Barnabas and the rest of the apostles? 
 Paul tried to be part of the Twelve Apostles of Jesus. Paul had disagreements with the apostles, which could explain why he denied even meeting them in person.
12. Paul’s definition of the fulfillment of the law is different from what Jesus said.
 Paul said, “Love your neighbor as yourself.” is the fulfillment of the law: 

Romans 13:9-10 “Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. Love worketh no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law.” Jesus said, “Love God with all your heart and love your neighbor as yourself.” is the fulfillment of the law:

Matthew 22:37-40 “Jesus said…Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the first and great commandment. And the second is…Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. On these two commandments hang all the law and the prophets.”

If Paul, received instructions from Jesus thru his visions, why is his definition of the fulfillment of the law different from what Jesus said?
13. Paul claims that Jesus Christ said, “It is more blessed to give than to receive.”

Acts 20:35 “I have shown you all things, how that so labouring ye ought to support the weak, and to remember the words of the Lord Jesus, how he said, ‘It is more blessed to give than to receive.”

There is no biblical evidence that Jesus ever made this statement. 
What was the motive behind Paul’s conversion to Christianity? To become the head of a religion he created.
 Paul sees the opportunity for a new religion; a new following he can create, manipulate, and claim as his own: 

I Corinthians 4:16 “Wherefore I beseech you, be ye followers of me.” I Corinthians 11:1 “Be ye followers of me, even as I also am of Christ.” Paul tries to be part of the apostles’ group by claiming himself an apostle. After some time, Paul claims he is “superior” to all Twelve Apostles because he allegedly keeps receiving instruction from Jesus Christ through his visions: 

II Corinthians 11:5 “For I suppose I was not a whit behind the very chiefest apostles. But though I be rude in speech, yet not in knowledge; but we have been throughly made manifest among you in all things.”

Galatians 1:11-12 “But I certify you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached of me is not after man. For I neither received it of man, neither was I taught [it], but by the revelation of Jesus Christ.”

Paul claims he will do anything for people to follow him:

I Corinthians 9:20-22 “To the Jews I became like a Jew, to win the Jews. To those under the law I became like one under the law (though I myself am not under the law), so as to win those under the law. To those not having the law I became like one not having the law (though I am not free from God’s law but am under Christ’s law), so as to win those not having the law.”

Paul claims that the suffering of Christ is still not sufficient for the salvation of mankind, and that he himself is suffering to make up for what is lacking in the suffering of Jesus Christ. 
 At this point, Paul is likening himself to Jesus Christ:

Colossians 1:24  “Now I rejoice in what I am suffering for you, and I fill up in my flesh what is still lacking in regard to Christ’s afflictions, for the sake of his body, which is the church.”

Paul claims the old law is dead and that he is the new law. Paul states, “All things are lawful unto me.”:

Romans 7:6 “But now we are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the oldness of the letter.” 
I Corinthians 6:12 “All things are lawful unto me, but all things are not expedient: all things are lawful for me, but I will not be brought under the power of any.” Galatians 3:10-13 “For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse: for it is written, Cursed is every one that continueth not in all things which are written in the book of the law to do them. But that no man is justified by the law in the sight of God, it is evident: for, The just shall live by faith. And the law is not of faith: but, The man that doeth them shall live in them. Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree”

Hebrews 8:13 “In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away.” Paul warns that people might be led astray if they believe other than what he teaches:

II Corinthians 11:3-6  “But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Christ. For if he that cometh preacheth another Jesus, whom we have not preached, or if ye receive another spirit, which ye have not received, or another gospel, which ye have not accepted, ye might well bear with him.”

Paul further says that anybody who contradicts him will be accursed:

Galatians 1:6-9 “I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel: Which is not another; but there be some that trouble you, and would pervert the gospel of Christ. But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed. As we said before, so say I now again, if any man preach any other gospel unto you than that ye have received, let him be accursed.”

According to Paul, if you do everything he says, you will be at peace with God:

Philippians 4:9 “Those things, which ye have both learned, and received, and heard, and seen in me, do: and the God of peace shall be with you.” Paul invented the whole concept of original sin. The “fall of mankind” attributed to the sin of Adam and Eve is stated nowhere in the Bible (not even in the book of Genesis), but in the book of Romans. The doctrine of original sin was defined in the Fourth Council of Trent based on Romans 5:12:

Romans 5:12 “Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned” Paul claims that our salvation is based on our belief in the death of Jesus Christ. Only those who believe in the death of Jesus Christ will be saved and accepted by God:

Romans 10:9 “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.” Paul expects the end of the world to come soon; there is no time for marriage:

I Corinthians 7:29 “But this I say, brethren, the time is short: it remaineth, that both they that have wives be as though they had none” Paul states that Jesus will be descending from heaven immediately. When, after some time, Jesus still does not return, Paul changes his mind and says Jesus will not return immediately:

II Thessalonians 2:2-6 “That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand. Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition; Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God. Remember ye not, that, when I was yet with you, I told you these things? And now ye know what withholdeth that he might be revealed in his time.”

Paul claims he is deceitful:

II Corinthians 12:16 “But be it so, I did not burden you: nevertheless, being crafty, I caught you with guile.” Paul claims he is the most sinful of men:

I Timothy 1:15 “This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom I am chief.” Paul says to drink not water, but wine:

I Timothy 5:23 “Drink no longer water, but use a little wine for thy stomach’s sake and thine often infirmities.” It is written in Hebrews that God failed to fulfill his promises to Abraham and all others who believe God talked to them and made promises:

Hebrews 11:13 “These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth.”

What makes Paul think that God is indeed talking to him?
 It makes one wonder how Jesus and Paul would have carried their conversation if they ever met in person based on Paul’s background and character. Perhaps the following verses can give us some answers:

Acts 23:6 “[Paul] cried out in the council… ‘I am a Pharisee, the son of a Pharisee.’” Matthew 23:15 “[Jesus said] Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye compass sea and land to make one proselyte, and when he is made, ye make him twofold more the child of hell than yourselves.”

Some of Paul’s writings may have been alluded to or copied from other writings, such as the works of Cleanthes, Euripides, Menander, and Epimenides, as well as other ancient writings, such as the Testaments of the Twelve Patriarchs. If Paul received his messages from his visions, why are his writings similar to other writers in more ways than one? It is widely believed that the doctrines introduced by Paul and other church leaders were mostly derived from the Mithra religion. The celebration of Jesus’ birthday on December 25th coincides with the birthday of Mithra. Like Jesus, Mithra died and was resurrected on Easter after three days.
 The Christian concept of being a ‘born-again’ is a Mithraic doctrine that can be found in a prayer addressed to Mithra:
 “Spirit of Spirit, if it be your will, give me over to immortal birth so that I may be born again - and the sacred spirit may breathe in me.” Prayer to Mithras
 The McGuffin of the whole Christian religion is not the crucifixion of Jesus Christ, but Paul’s hallucinations on his way to Damascus, and his writings based on his claims of receiving instructions from Jesus through visions. 


IX. Other Facts about the Bible

King Henry VIII and the Book of Leviticus
 Leviticus 20:21 “And if a man shall take his brother’s wife, it is an unclean thing: he hath uncovered his brother’s nakedness; they shall be childless.” Note: Because of Leviticus 20:21, King Henry VIII asked the dispensation of Pope Julius II before marrying Catherine of Aragon in 1509, a Spanish princess and his brother’s widow.

The Liberty Bell and the Book of Leviticus

Leviticus 25:10 “And ye shall hallow the fiftieth year, and proclaim liberty throughout all the land unto all the inhabitants thereof: it shall be a jubile unto you; and ye shall return every man unto his possession, and ye shall return every man unto his family.”

Note: The Liberty Bell that tolled during the reading of the Declaration of Independence on July 8, 1776 is inscribed with the words from Leviticus 25:10, “Proclaim liberty throughout all the land unto all the inhabitants thereof.”

Joan of Arc and the Biblical Clothing Law

Deuteronomy 22:5 “The woman shall not wear that which pertaineth unto a man, neither shall a man put on a woman’s garment: for all that do so are abomination unto the Lord thy God.”

Note: Deuteronomy 22:5 served as the technical reason for the execution of Joan of Arc.
Shibboleth

Judges 12:5-6 “Art thou an Ephraimite? If he said, Nay; Then said they unto him, Say now Shibboleth: and he said Sibboleth: for he could not frame to pronounce it right. Then they took him, and slew him at the passages of Jordan: and there fell at that time of the Ephraimites forty and two thousand.”

Note: Originally the term shibboleth refers to a flowing stream or part of a plant that contains grains (i.e. ear of a corn). However, the biblical passage in Judges 12:5-6 gave rise to a new meaning of shibboleth. It refers to any distinguishing practice that reveals the social, ethnic or cultural origin of the subject involved such as peculiarity of pronunciation, behavior or mode of dress.

The Longest word in the Bible – Maher-shalal-hash-baz
 Isaiah 8:1 “Moreover the Lord said unto me, Take thee a great roll, and write in it with a man’s pen concerning Mahershalalhashbaz.” The Legend of the Wandering Jew

Matthew 16:28 “Verily I say unto you, There be some standing here, which shall not taste of death, till they see the Son of man coming in his kingdom.”
John 21:22-23 “Jesus saith unto him, If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee? follow thou me. Then went this saying abroad among the brethren, that that disciple should not die: yet Jesus said not unto him, He shall not die; but, If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee?”

Note: The verses Matthew 16:28 and John 21:22-23 brought about a legend alleging that the Wandering Jew will continue to wander all over the world until Judgment Day or the second coming of Jesus. Music, novels and poetry were written in different cultures about the legend of the Wandering Jew. One famous work is The Wandering Jew by Eugene Sue. An enigmatic figure in the movie The Seventh Sign, the Wandering Jew is sometimes called Ahasuerus, Cartaphilus or Malchus.

The Spear of Destiny 
 John 19:34 “But one of the soldiers with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came there out blood and water.” Note: The verse John 19:34 is the basis for the legend about the Spear of Destiny also called the Spear of Longinus. It was the spear used by Gaius Cassius Longinus to pierce the side of Jesus Christ during crucifixion. The said spear changed hands from one political leader to another and was acquired by Hitler during World War II.

Psalm 46 and the name of Shakespeare

Psalm 46 “God is our refuge and strength, a very present help in trouble. Therefore will not we fear, though the earth be removed, and though the mountains be carried into the midst of the sea; Though the waters thereof roar and be troubled, though the mountains shake with the swelling thereof. Selah … spear in sunder; he burneth the chariot in the fire. Be still, and know that I am God: I will be exalted among the heathen, I will be exalted in the earth. The Lord of hosts is with us; the God of Jacob is our refuge. Selah.”

Note: The name of Shakespeare is said to be in Psalm 46. Count 46 letters from the beginning and from the end of Psalm 46 and you get the words shake and spear.


X Conclusion

The concept of having a messiah is a psychological characteristic of a beleaguered nation suffering from Lemming syndrome such as the Israelites during the time of Moses. The belief in a messiah is also created in the minds of peoples and cultures that are ‘lost’, as in the case of an out-of-luck, downtrodden person wishing for someone to give a helping hand. This type of mindset is both good and bad. It can be positive, since this way of thinking gives some form of hope to those in a seemingly hopeless, inescapable situation. But reaching for a savior can also be dangerous, giving false hope and encouraging complacency instead of self-reliance, inhibiting a person from embracing reality and becoming self-directed.
 History is full of kings and other rulers with hidden agendas who used religion as a control mechanism. Religion has been used to rule not just the body, but also the mind and soul. More wars have been fought in the name of religion. The world does not need religion, but a universal code of ethics that would settle differences in belief systems. 
 The Lemming syndrome and the Myrmidon complex are major characteristics of primitive societies who do not have a defined sense of direction as a group, government, or institution. We can still observe these behavioral patterns in economically distressed groups and societies that believe in an outside religious force that will rescue them from their predicament. 
 What we need is a universal code of ethics that could serve as a road map, settling differences and serving as a guide for all humanity. While some societies have already developed a sophisticated mode of governance, many are still in the dark, mired in ignorance, bigotry, and superstition. Why reinvent the wheel when we can share, compare, and grow from other people’s ideas and follies? More often than not, a law or code is passed because of an unprecedented event, misfortune, or tragedy of catastrophic proportions. How many tragedies does the world need before putting the proper order in place? We all belong to one body; the pain of one is the pain of all. The suffering of one nation reverberates throughout all mankind. Because we are all interconnected, all creation belongs to the oneness of life, the oneness of existence. 
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
