CHAPTERII.

2. Tradition.- For before there was equilibriumyuntenance beheld not countenance.

3. And the kings of ancient time were dead, anit trewns were found no more; and the earth wasldes

(The "kings of ancient time" mean the same thinthas'Edomite Kings;" that is, they symbolize warlof
"unbalanced force," which. according to the Zolpaeceded the formation of this universe. | havdairpd this
also in the Introduction, 841 and 56. This anditheediately following sections are supposed todride gradual
development of the Deity from negative into positexistence; the text is here describing the tithenthe Deity
was just commencing His manifestation from His @limegative form. Therefore, according to the gabehl
ideas, the universe is the garment as it wereeobihity; He not only contains all, but is Himsdlf and exists in
all.)

4. Until that head (which is incomprehensible) da$iby all desires (proceeding from AIN SVP, Airp8othe
infinite and limitless one), appeared and commuaitéhe vestments of honour.

[This Head, which is here described as proceedon the infinite and limitless One, the Ain Sophthie first
Sephira, the Crown Kether. otherwise called Arikip&, or Macroprosopus. the Vast Countenance. Ehisfirst
Sephira the other nine emanations are producealid éxplained all this in the Introduction, §38-birtreating of
the Sephiroth.]

5. This equilibrium hangeth in that region whichhegatively existent in the Ancient One.

[By the expression "This equilibrium hangeth inttregion which is negatively existent in the Andi€me," is
meant that the other nine Sephiroth (which areligaied by

their formation in trinities) are as yet not deyedd in the first Sephira. but exist within it ae thee exists in the
seed from which it springs. By "the Ancient Onefnitended the first Sephira, the Crown Kether. ohehose
appellations is Autkeqa, the Ancient One. From 8egphira, as | have before remarked, the ideagsdtie
existence depends back towards. the AIN.]

6. Thus were those powers equiponderated which marget in perceptible existence.

[These powers are the other nine Sephiroth. whiehas it were. powers of the first Sephira; aasmothey are
equated they become positively existent throughetation of force. The next two sections explai@ thanner of
their equilibration while yet negative entities,rather ideas ]

7. In His form (in the form of the Ancient One) stdth the equilibrium: it is incomprehensible sitinseen.

[But the first idea of equilibrium is the Ancient® (the first Sephira, or Crown Kether), becausetite first
potential limitation of the boundless light whictopeeds from the Limitless One. That is, the cépoat of
Kether is the equilibrium, because the balance doeget exist, the two opposite poles which foha balance not
being yet developed. We must not confuse the twadgequilibrium and balance. The balance coneistso
scales (Opposing forces), the equilibrium is thetreé point of the beam.]

8. Therein have they ascended, and therein doabegnd-they who are not, who are, and who shall be.
[Therein (in the equilibrium of Kether) have thescanded (developed when they became positivelyesi)s and
therein (in the equilibrium) do they ascend (hawartfirst existence), they (the Sephiroth) who raoe (exist
negatively), who are (then become positive), and aHnll be (exist permanently. because they aretedvalanced
powers). This triple expression "am not, are, dral e," also refers to the triple trinity of tBephiroth.] (See
Introduction. §8 52. 64, 65 and 66.]

9. The head which is incomprehensible is secrséanet.

[This head is Macroprosopus, the Vast Countenaaruejs the same as the Ancient One, or Crown Kalhisr
secret. for therein are hidden the other potetigalj

10. But it hath been formed and prepared in thenlidss of a cranium, and is filled with the crystalldew.

[The crystalline dew is the creative lux or Aur. RVproceeding from the Limitless One. The Mantuadéx calls
the skull or cranium the first, and the crystalldew the second conformation of Macroprosopus.]

11. His skin is of ether, clear and congealed.



12. (His hair is as) most fine wool, floating thgbuthe balanced equilibrium.

[The ether is the clear and insupportable brill@ofcis glory. The hair is white - i.e.; spotlessmool-to denote the
utter absence of matter and of shell. The Mantuashe® calls the ether the third conformation. aretthir the
fourth, which latter it refers to the Sephira Netzavictory.]

13. (His forehead is) the benevolence of those\ndances which are manifested through the praykttseanferior
powers.

[The supernal benignity which transmits their quigdi, powers and offices, to the lower Sephirdtle {hferior
powers). it must be remembered that each Sepldedves frons that which immediately precedes id, mansmits
to that which next follows it. Thus. each Seph#aaid to be feminine or passive as regards itdegessor, and
masculine or active in respect to its successee (Btroduction, 8§ 43 and 51.) The Mantuan Codasis this the
fifth conformation, and refers it to the idea o thinth Sephira, Yesod, foundation.)

14. His eye is ever open and sleepeth not, farritinually keepeth watch. And the appearance ofdher is
according to the aspect of the higher light.

[Were the eye to close (the directing thought Davio be abstracted from the Sephiroth), the whoieense would
give way, for its mainspring would be withdrawn.ddase the appearance (development) of the lowee (ni
Sephiroth) is according to (dependent on) the @agpaling thought) of the higher light (Kether, tfiest Sephira).
The Mantuan Codex terms this the sixth conformatibMacroprosopus, and refers it, as in the cagheofourth
conformation. to the primal idea of the Sephirazseh, victory.]

15. Therein are His two nostrils like mighty gaikey; whence His spirit rushes forth over all. (Mi@ntuan Codex
adds that this is the seventh conformation, whitrs to MLKVTh, Malkuth, or "the kingdom," the tén
emanation or Sephira of the Deity.)

[The creative spirit, or the " breath of life."]

16. (When, therefore, the Divine law beginneth) BB*ATH BRA ALHIM ATH HSHMIM VATH HARTZ,
Berashith Bera Elohim Ath Hashamaim Vaath Haar#tzthe beginning the Elohim created the substaridhe
heavens and the substance of the earth." (The ser&i® members were created, which are the simerations of
Microprosopus-viz., benignity as His right arm; sty as His left arm; beauty as His body; victasyHis right leg;
glory as His left leg; and the foundation as repiaiiye.) For instead of BRASHITH, Berashith, "iretheginning,"
it may be read, BRA SHITH, Bera Shith, "He credtselsix.” Upon these depend all things which ateve
(principally the Queen, who is the lowest paththar bride of Microprosopus, and all the three iiofieworlds.)
[The view which the Siphra Dtzenioutha here follawa is that the beginning of Genesis describe®nlytthe
creation of the world, but the development of Glod it considers the universe as the outward antriad
expression of the power of the thought Divine. Mmosopus is as it were the reflection of Macroppas, for as
Macroprosopus has six principal titles, so is Mppasopus composed of six of the Sephiroth. (Seednttion. §§
42. 47 and 77.) ShiTh, Shith, is the Chaldee fofthe® Hebrew ShSh, Shash, six. The queen is Malkthghtenth
Sephira. The three inferior worlds are Briah. Yifzj and Asiah. See Introduction, §8 57-60.]

17. And the dignity of dignity hangeth from the eexconformations of the cranium. (This is the bexrihe
venerable and Ancient One, which is divided intoi¢en portions).

[The Ancient One is the first Sephim, Macroprosomssl have before remarked. The beard, in coriaf the
symbolic representation of the head, is divided thirteen portions, which answer by Gernatria (s#®duction, 8
11) to the idea of unity. For AChD, Achad, unityglgs the number 13 by numerical value.]

18. And the second earth came not into the computafThat is, the kingdom of the restored worldhieh
elsewhere is called the Bride of Microprosopus, €aot into the computation when the six membergwsaid to
be created. Or otherwise, when in Genesis ivi2gaid in another way, "And the earth,” that e&thot to be
understood of which mention hath been first mattesesby the first is to be understood the kingddrthe restored
world, and by the second the kingdom of the destloyorld), and this is elsewhere said.

[The kingdom of the destroyed world is that of uabaed force. (See Introduction, §§ 41 and 56.asd note
Section 3. foregoing.) This refers to a period priothe development of the Sephiroth. and mustetbee be
referable to the Edomite kings.]

19. And it hath proceeded out of that which hattargone the curse, as it is written in Genesig%,.,'From the
earth which the Lord hath cursed.” (The meaning &t the kingdom of the restored world was forrfredh the
kingdom of the destroyed world, wherein seven kinad died and their possessions had been brokedrufhe
explanation of the world, of which mention is madeewhere, proceedeth from the kingdom of the dgstr
world.)

[These seven kings are the Edomite kings befordioresd in Section 3.]

20. It was formless and void, and darkness upoffeite of the deep, and the Spirit of the Elohinrafimg upon the
face of the waters. Thirteen (these words, fromvés formless" down to "of the waters," are thintéethe Hebrew



text of Genesis) depend from the thirteen (fornighe dignity of dignity (that is, the beard of thacroprosopus,
or first formed head).

[I have before remarked that the number thirtegaresses unity. The author of "The Book of Conceblgdtery”
here argues that the very number and order of trdsnin the Hebrew text refer to certain formstaf Deity. The
terms "face of the deep" and "face of the wateesirla striking analogy to Macroprosopus and Miaseppus, the
Vast and the lesser Countenances.

[Mercy and judgment are opposites, and from the sidudgment comes the execution of judgment, fwvigc
destruction.]

24. And at the end of the Formless and the Voidthadarkness (that is, at the end of the exile shiying shall
have place: Isa. ii. 11). And the Tetragrammatomealshall be exalted in that day (that is, in theetot Messiah).
[The Tetragrammaton (see Introduction, § 67) coimpnels the whole ten Sephiroth, and consequentiesges
their three trinities of balanced force also; capsntly, when the Tetragrammaton appears, the éssrand the
void and the darkness disappear, and form, fulrmesst)ight replace them.]

[Here is the origin of the well-known symbol ofergent holding his tail in his mouth, like a cirtle serpent of
Saturn. The reason that he raiseth his head béménshoulders of the bride (Malkuth) is becauseshgo to speak,
not only the executor of judgment, but also therdgsr; destruction as opposed to creation, deathpposed to
life. For the whole Sephiroth are represented agjlibe balance of mercy and justice, and the t8efibhira is
especially of the nature of justice, as also isuzaih, the fifth. He is concealed, because he isalted into action
till justice requires him. The term "decimal nunmera" of course refers to the ten Sephiroth. Thespnce of the
serpent when revealed, is an accusation, becasikevits that the balance is destroyed; just asaateh, if one of
the wheels be injured. irregularity is at once rfested.

(The great sea is wisdom, the fountaines€ynand
loving-kindness; which, if it sendeth down its irdhce, judgments are pacified, and the hurtful paféhe shells
is restricted); like as it is written, Ps. Ixxiv3:1'Thou hast broken the heads of the dragons dewtters."”

['The waters of the great sea." are the influerfdb® supernal mother, Binah, of whom Malkuth is teflection.
