The first Semiphoras was acknowledged by Adamestod created him and placed him in Paradise, wieeas
allowed to remain only seven hours. The name is,lahich name must be pronounced only in the gseated,
and then only with the most devout feelings towtagCreator. In this case you will find grace anceshelp.
The second Semiphoras, in which Adam spoke witlelBngnd which gave him the expressigeseraye, that is,
God without Beginning and without End, must be pramced when speaking with angels, and then youstigunes
will be answered and your wishes fulfilled.

Similar to a certain textxodus xiv, consisting of three verses whichalveays written
with seventy-two letters, beginning with the threerdsVaijsa, Vaiduo, Vaiot, which, when placed in a line, one
and three, from left to right, the middle one tramesed from the right to the left, as in a revenrsken constitutes one
name, the seventy-two letters of which are naGebeémhamphoras.
If now the divine namegl or Jod, are added, there will be seventy-two names Of @adh of them syllables, for it
is written: My angel goeth before me, behold hiar,rhy name is in him. These are seventy-two deacbtie five
departments of heaven, there are so many natiah®agues, so many bodily functions, working whbk seventy-
two disciples of Christ.

angel, througl8phaeram Solis, gives perspiculty and life, and reveals metals.gérticular Intilligcntia,
Raphael, was the representative of Isaac and of the yalifdbias, andPehel was the representative of
Jacob.

TETRAGRAMMATON SABAOTH, orAdonaij Sabaoth, the God of Hosts. His nhumberNgzaeh

(triumph and victory). To him is accorded the rigiitar and signifies eternity, the justice of Gaahd
avenger. He flows in through the orderRosfncipatum or through the Hebrew Elohem, that is, God in
Fohaeram Veneris (love and justice). He produces all Vegetable ghoawnd his peculiar Intelligentia,
Hamel, and the angeTernaiul, David's representative.

ELOHIM SABAOTHI, God of Hosts, not of war or wrathut of pity, for he has both names and goes
before his hosts. His number is callddd, that is, honorable confession, ornament, andwando him is
accorded the left pillar and he flows in througl trder ofArchangelorum, before the gods ifphaeram
Mercuri (adornment, safety, and unanimity), and bringthfanimals. His peculiar Intelligentillichael,
[was] the representative of Solomon.

SADAI, the Almighty, who does all things abundantynd Elhay, that is, the living God. His humber is
calledJesod (a foundation) and is denominated good sensermmetiten, and rest. He flows in through the
order ofAngelorum, in Hebrew Cherubin, i8phaerem Lunae to increase and decrease all things, supports
and contributes [to] the genius of man. His Ingedhitia,Gabriel, a representative of Joseph, Joshua, and
Daniel.

ADONAY MELECH (Lord and King). His number is callddalchat (kingdom and dominion), and is
termed the Church and House of God, and the dowssfin through the order @fimasticum of the
believing soul -- in Hebrew the life of princesand they are inferibr to the hierarchy. They afford
information to the children of men, of the wondéthings of knowledge, and guard them against
prophesies. For theAnima Messiah Meshia, or, according to others, the Intelligenfidetratron, which is
called the first creature -- the soul of the woflgho is] the representative of Moses, the fountdiall life.

The Nine Choirs of Angels

Divide Theology into Three Hierarchies

In the first hierarchy are the Seraphim, Cherutdng Throni. These, more than celestial spiritscafied gods or
the sons of the gods because they continually dehelorder of divine providence. Being foremosthi@ goodness
of God, they praise Him unceasingly and pray forthis second, in the being of God, according tenfaand the
third, in the wisdom of God, stand continually bef&od.

In the middle hierarchy are the Dominationes, Rates, [and] Virtutes as spirits of intelligencette the whole
world. The first command what the others perforime Becond steer that which interfere with the lafvGod. The
third oversee the heavens and occasionally perfpeat wonders. These six orders of spirits aremset upon the
earth.

In the lower hierarchy are the Principatus, Arctengt angeli, which are ministering spirits to tsee earthly
affairs.

The first, in general, provide for princes and rstigites, and care for kingdoms and countries, imalcis own
especial sphere, as Moses declares in his sond.(®eii, 8): "When the Most High divided to thetians their
inheritance, when he separated the sons of Adasetithe bounds of the people according to the eumwibthe
children of Israel." And Daniel says (x. 13): "Bhe prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood merity-one days.
And Jesus Sirach bears witness, that each nat®itshangel as a director." Therefore did the Ra@vatrall times
invite the angel of their country.

The second are engaged in divine affairs, instiuig regulate the worship of God among all men,medent the
prayers, offerings, end piety of men to God.

The third order all things of minor importance, a&th one is appointed as a protector to every man.

For this reason the fourth hierarchy are addetleddrmer as the souls of heavenly bodies -- Ani@agorum
Colestium, the souls of Hervos, vel Heroas, anghefMartyrum. They first control the light and tinfluence of the
strong so that their power may proceed from Gathédower regions. The second are the chosen ebtie
redeemed. The third are the souls of the innocemtyns and followers of God who offered up therel, amid pain
and suffering, out of love to God.

Since God the Father gave to the Son -- our Medi&&vior, and Redeemer -- all power in heavenamndarth,
and the angels of the great name of God and Jebi) is the firstmight in God, it flows accordigghto the
twelve angels and twelve signs, through which iieags into the seven planets and, as a naturaégoesce, into
all other servants and instruments of God, unfikihetrates into the lower regions, so that evansgnificant herb
may develop a peculiar power, even if if is decayad so the angel of man appears before God tanalb,
bearing his prayers into his presence.

Without the name of Jesus the old Hebrew cabalatsaccomplish nothing in the present day, witk][tid arts as
they were used by the][ir] Fathers. Therefore ihét all creatures fear and honor him. All men Jkteve in him



are enlightenid through his brightness, our sordsuaited with him, and the divine power emanafiogn him is
communicated to us.

Of the Movement of the Heavenly Powers

The first course in Mundo Ceolesti watches dayrigtt -- Primum Mobile Rechet Hagallalim -- it continues from
morning until night. From these the Heathens didithee angels into thirty-three orders. The firgagdight
communicates light, life, and station out of thrstfcourse, and opposes others in the Saphaeradothuses
summer and winter, [and] the spring of all the gsif the elements. Hebrévasloth goes from evening to
morning according to the twelve signs of the heaven

But even if all things have their existence fromdGthe great First Cause, we should not despis cHuses,
according to changes in time, in the year, in tloati, day, and hour. Neither should we regard tbasses
exclusively and forget God, for in this manner heatidoltry was instituted. For this reason Godsdoat regard
time because it robs him of his honor. For the lhexad experienced that the heavenly spirits weremitéd with
their bodies, as our souls are united with our ésdbut they could rejoice in the presence of Gubmepare their
bodies without much labor to work with the loweeatures of God. They regarded the celestial s@isitgods and
conferred divine honors upon them. Very often @ieitJews turned away from God and worshipped ts of
heaven and, therefore, the wrath of God was kind@ginst them. But on account of the order offatigs, God has
set them before us as his instruments and whiclomweaccount of their honorable office, are to rdgss the noblert
creation of God and that we should honor them, tee@@od. according to their station, not as godsalsicreatures,
which he has appointed as twelves princes ovemtaklye gates of heaven, that they may admit whay thceived
from the divine name, transposed twelve times.

Ezekiel writes: "The laws of the twelve tribes sfdel were thus written, and God Tetragrammatagsraler
them." Thus it is written in Revelations that thengs in our heavenly city are planted in the gdyum that the
Church of Christ is represented by the twelve naofiglse Apostles, including twelve angels and eththe name
of Jesus, who received all the power of the Fagbehat the heavens will receive what the angeis @i them,
according to the will of God.

If, then, an Intelligentia is ascribed to each legweach Star and department of heaven must hadigérect and
separate power and influence and, therefore, nesth@ve a distinct Intelligentiam. Therefore, thare twelve
princes of angels, who represent the twelve sigtiseoZodiac; thirty-six, who represent so many rés; and
seventy-two angels, who represent so many Quinariieaven, of the seventy-two nations and langsiafenan.
Likewise, seven angels of the hosts for the sewavéns of the seven planets to rule the world Ad$o, four
angels who represent the Triplicitatibus of theltWwesigns of the Zodiac and the four elements.t

All of these have their names and signs which thilngophers used in their works, signs, imageghel mirrors,
rings, cards, [and] wax-figures, as if they hadia-work before them, and they called them the nashése sun
and his angels, and likewise of others, etc.

In the third place they designated the lowest angelservants. These they distributed over thedveordl named
them after the seven planets, and these havesiwdial course after the four elements and afeefdtr parts of the
air and earth -- of the daytime several Diurnosesa Nocturnos, [and] several Merailianos, not thay are
subordinate to the influence of the stars as thiky lndhich they represent, but that they are morelynealated to the
star-body-kind-time than others, otherwise theyhhilzge everywhere, as each human being has thredsafay
God has ordained that each human being shall havgobd angel as a protector, who also strengttienspirit and
urges and exhorts us to what is good and commeaddlalt we may fly from what is fati malignitateAnd so
every man has also an evil spirit, who controlsdésires of the flesh and awakens the lusts dfi¢iaet.

Between these two angels there is a constant $&rfggsupremacy, and to whichever man gives tleéepence, he
will receive the victory. If the evil angel triumphthen man becomes his servant; should the gagel prove the
stronger, then he will cleanse the soul and savefrean destruction. The angel and his impulses crora the
stars.

In the third place are the Genii of man who gougrth and are joined to each perfection in man.sehere
recognized from the star, which is the Lord of tirths. The Chaldeans seek this Genium in the admaoon.
Astronomers would have the good Genium out of theemth house which, on this account, they loafium
Genium (the evil one [comes] out of the sixth house), éatth one will learn to know him through natural
inclination, to which everyone was inclined frons lyputh. On this account he is called the birthedngho is sent
into the world by God. Of this the Psalmist sayd)du hast made the spirit of man as a flame of 'fice
experience teaches us that the flame of fire aadpirit of birth may be separated without injusyman, that we
can learn hidden things from him if he is good &mé. But he is powerless over the members of [irtltowever, a
virgin or a companion becomes marriageable, hebediberated from the glass and our time of lifd e
extended.

Man's Divine Character

conscience is the judge of men, but a good conseimnhis happiness. Therefore, through the otiverelnumbers,
and through the angels and stars, a man becomesssag with signs and characters of consciencehdaiase
him to be happy at one time and unhappy at another.

On this account, if a man has committed murdeft,tbeany other act which his conscience conderesan be
brought to a confession of his guilt through peesiscalling upon the name of God, for his Conswméewill then
give him no rest until he returns what he has stoleuntil he has suffered the punishment duegaifime.
Therefore, in the name of the Father, Son, and Bplyit, take three small pieces of wood from tbhemsill over
which the thief passed in leaving the place wheredmmitted the theft, place them within a wagorelhend then
through the hub of the wheel say the following v&rd pray thee, thou Holy Trinity, that thou mayeause A,
who stole from me, B, a C, to have no rest or peatié he again restores [to] me that which hedtaten.” Turn
the wheel round three time and replace it agaitherwagon.

Nevertheless, all pious Christians, who have aggne for their future happiness, should carefullgid all
superstitious matters and should beware of usiadntity name of God unworthily, holding it in theegtest
reverence lest they bring upon themselves eteraspment.

He willdmee united
with God and will once more be like him. It is igven to angels nor to any creature to unite witld Gout only to
man, and he may become his son; and when this pd&es, so that he overcomes himself, he overcameé<an
draw to him all other creatures and command thegdgence.

But our spirit, word, and act have no power in roagid knowledge if they are not everywhere stresvggd by the
word of God, which we should hear often. We mualygo God without ceasing [and] live a sober, teratge and
unstained life. We must live in a continual stateepentance, give alms, and help the poor, foisthas not said
in vain, "Make unto you friends with the unrightsddammon, so that he will receive you into etehraitations" -
- that is, apply your wealth and abundance to tipgpart of the poor, that they may receive theitydaiead from
you and be satisfied. Christ says, "What ye haveedmto the least of mine, that have ye also dote me." These
are the friends that will lead us to a divine abodeeaven, where we shall receive a thousandfoddiée eternal.
On the other hand, there are others who will bectef, for Christ also says, "l was hungry andsthiand ye gave
me no meat and drink -- depart from me, ye workéigiquity, into outer darkness."

Therefore, by fasting, praying, giving alms, [apdgparing the souls of the believing for the temple may
become co-heirs of heavenly gifts, which the MoisthHwill confer upon us in this life if we know hotw use them
properly.

Since all things have their life and being from Gsa the proper name of everything was taken filwarbeing of
that thing, and all things derive an influence frbva Creator, if they have been appropriately nafardas God
brings forth all things through the influence oflken and the operation of the planets, even spatmes of all
things have been given in accordance with somdtgudlithe thing named by him who counts the stArsd thus
God led all creatures to Adam in order to have thamed, and their names indicated some peculidityjoapart
possessed by each.
