Hoty, the final FLaw of the Magic of Lontrol, Forming amd Filling, celies upon manipulating
the fFocce itgelf to shape the bdesiced future and empower it bp the Ffilling of that ;lfm'm toith
the Fforce of Life, the Fifeforce Jtgelf.

Al that libes, breathes. From the lotmliest creation to the highest fForm, all that lites must
breathe. Pet there (8 more to this than the simplistic notiong of chemistry and physical anatomp.
Afor the breath carries the Potver of Life Ftself ag the breath is the Bridge bettveen the worlds
of Breaming.

Pou map choose to breathe more deeply, more slotuly, more rapidly, controlling pour beeathing
chpthms twith eage. Pet, also, pou can fall into sleep and pour breathing continues ag pour bodp
continues the act in pour absence.

And when the accumulation is sufficient, the
Jform ig JFilled amd precipitates from the astral into the phpsical, such that Manifestation is
complete, Thus in this, the bighest Form of Control, I present pou with the Hixth Latn.

foln the magician who passes up his otwn Fifeforce to FFill the Form of big desice, weakens if
be does not become ©ne with My Truth.  For Bis belief in space and time isolates higs being
from anp but the most meager source of the Magical Flud. e relies only upon the gmall cup
of bis otom bodp rather than bdrinking from Mp Srean. Thus it ig follp for the magician to
gtribe to attain the Magic of Control tbile clinging to a fragmented univerge. e comdemnsg his
efforts to frustration and fallure. TWHithout e, the Cormecting TWeh of Fforceg cannot be
tapped. THith e, the infinite Connection to the Lifeforce is achicbed.

In bis ignotance, the self-deluded human mould be a magician superstitiouslp beliebing that there
is "energp” in the air, ot the phpsical blood or other isolated material components of cealitp. The
ignorant human will add a belief in an "enecgp” in the air, or bodp, or other creation as the kep
to fHagic. e is torong. SFrom this ecror comes the abomination of sacrifice. 3 twill not abive
destruction for the sake of creation. The fool kills in the hope of gathering Tifeforce twhen all be
boes by such action is to spill it out in needless waste. Do not kill. Bo not Sacrifice. Such
comes from ignotance and i8 not in accord with My THIL '

The ignorant human -desiring SMagical® Poter blindly. mimics the applications of Truth twhich
Sy SHagicians undergtand, and unberstanding, perform, and pecforming, reap resulte. 3t is for
pou to applp the Principles of Truth, embodied in mp Pine Fams of Magic.. Then shall pou
gee clear pour path to the result pou desire. The ignorant wander blindfolded but claim thep can
gee. It ig for pou to remobe pour blindbness. See, and then act true.

Thus when pou twish to bring a desire ints Manifestation, pou shall ficst create the fform of
that desice hefore the epe of pour mimd. Bou shall so deseribe the manted ebent such that pou
map recognize it upon creation.
