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CHAPTER 1

YOUR PALM

Every human hand is marked with certain perman-
ent lines and also temporary lines which appear on the
palm and vanish after some time. The line of life, the
line of destiny, the sun-line, the line of heart and the
line of head are called the permanent or the major lines.
Apart from this, there are a number of off-shoots ef cer-
tain other hnes which start from the major lines at any

. point and vanish i in any plane or mount of the Palm.

These are called the m‘inor lines. The major and minor
~Anes on the palm are only connecting links between two

| or more mounts and the predictions are to be made from

the quality of these mounts. The following is a short
description of the above five major lihes :-—




Major lines on the Palm.

This line starts from the mount of Mercury and
takes its course under the mounts*of Mercury, Sun,
Saturn, and Jupiter. ‘It usually ends in the mount of
~ Jupiter or may descend on the mount of positive Mars.

Apart from these lines thete are nine mounts on

& every palm W‘hlch really form the basis of the scmnce of
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- Palmistry. Out of these mounts, some are active and

some dormant. The theory of active and dormant
mounts will be explained later on. The mounts repre-
sent the planets which shape the destiny of an indi-
vidual. The following is a short description of the
mounts with their qualities :—

The Mount of Mercury :

This mount i located at ‘the base of the lady’s
fingure and is just above tle line of heart. The planet
of Mercury represents commerce, finance, and intellect.
It is a God which controls the destiny of a person so
far as his commercial or financial aspect is concerned.
This mount is active in young age, and on the palms of

people in flourishing business, and rich people.

The Mbunt of Sun:

. This is the lord of all the planets. It is located at

: CHAPTER II
THE LINE OF LIFE

In the last chapter we have studied the various
lines on the palm of an individual and the various
mounts with their qualities. The following chapters
will now be devoted to the attribution of these lines and

mounts to the events which come about in the life of a

person.  This is a bit difficult task but if khe reader care-
fully goes through these pages, he can, with Zonfidence
predict his own life or the lives of his friends and rela-
tives. My plan is to giye an expositioh of each line to
Egg,fullest extent in oea'cll chapter. This will simplify
matters. , We start from the most important line on the
palm, the line of life. The readers are advised to study the
diagrams very carefully while going through these pages,
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If this line starts from the mount of Jupiter it
indicates a birth in a happy and well-to-do family. It
also indicates parental happiness in early years.

If the line starts from the mount of positive Mars
it indicates an unhappy beginning of life. It indicates a
birth in a family which is striving hard to earn a,decent
living. It also indicates ill-health in early childhood.
The subject suffers from skin troubles or is susceptible
to attacks of small-pox or. typhoid in his early life,
Unhappiness in early childhood, lack of good education
and constant worries is the main aspect.

If this line starts from the mount of positive Mars
but a line from the mount of Jupiter touches the line of
life, much of the early trouble is mitigated. It indicates
unexpected help from well-wishers and a pessibility
of being taken up in a family for the sake of

CHAPTER' III

_ THE LINE OF HEART

The second major'line on the palm is the line of
Heart, The significance of this line is quite eVident.
It indicates the person’s fulfilment of his desires, his, family
life, the quality of his heart, and is a graph of his' pro-
sperity or otherwise. To study this line is a bit compli-
cated affair and the reader is requested to study the fol-
lowing expositions regarding this line very carefully. He
is advised to keep before him the diagram of this line
while studying this ::hhpter.

This line starts from the mount of Mercury and
takes its course under the mounts of Sun, Saturn, and
ends in the planet of Jupiter or .Mars. It also some

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times breaks itself under the mount of Saturn and one

branch passes on the mount of positive Mars and the
other in the mount of Jupiter.

The placing of this line is very significant. The
early years of life are dominated by the planet of Mer-
cury. It does not cause the subject to worry about
money even though he is born ina very poor family.
Then his life passes on the mount of Sun. Here ‘the
dawn of his life begins. He« becomes ambitious. Ad-
ventures, fame and ambition becomes the goal of his life.
The line moves on further and passes under the influ-
ence of Saturn. This is the beginning of the man’s even-
ing of life. Some sort of cares and anxieties crop up and
the person becomes restless. The influence of Saturn is
unfailing. ~ At this time his parents may approach the
‘ Borne from whence no traveller returneth.” He might
lose in his business or would feel tired of service. Then
comes the last phase where the influence of the mount
of Jupiter inspires in the old man a religious fervour. He
thinks of God and is unconsciously attiracted towards re-
ligion. If the close of this line is on the mount of Mars
then the life in old age becomes unbearable and the per-
son resigns himself to fate completely. This is the main
significance of the Qlacirig of this line on the Igalm.

If this line is placed far below the four mounts, the
person is usually unfortunate. The influence of the pla-
nets of Mercury, Sun, Saturn and Jupiter will be greatly
diminished. .
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If this line is placed very close to these mounts, the
person is most fortunate. He will have a bright life but

his life from the age of 38 to 45 will not be so happy.

CHAPTER 1V
THE LINE OF HEAD

The third major line on the palm is the line of head
This line usually starts from the mount of positive Mar;
or from the mount of Jupiter. This line ends in the
negative mount of Mars or it takes a sharp curve and
ends in the mount of Moon.

Apart from theses formations there is many times a
line joining the molint of Jupiter and the mount of Sun.
This isa very lucky indication in 'so far’as it brings a
person in close contact with rich and influential persons.

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persons and love a humanitarian life.
usually placed in high position and status.

There are also three chains oh the rist of the palm
which need our attention. They are the chains of health,
wealth arid prosperity. The one just near the palm is
called the chain of prospenty and the chams of wealth
and health follow. On many palms on]y one or two
chains are located. Dun;lg my researches however these
chams have not satisfied me ac to their claim. -In mang
cases with a full development of these lines a person has
appeared tome to bea weak, poor and unfortunate
person. In other cases in the absence of these lines, the
person has proved to be an exceptionally lucky man in
all respects. It is however an established fact that a
person having more than one chain is more Iucky than
the one having no cham at all or having only one chain.

It will thus be seen that' whilb - ‘studying the pa]m
we have to take in to consideration these various signs
and line - formatxons on the palm. A study’ of major

~ lines and ‘the mounts only, will lead us to ambiguous

results. By practice, the reader will be able to arrive at
definive ‘correlusions by taking into consideration these
influences also. In the beginnirg this will be found to
be a bit difficult task but by persgverance and a proper

power of ‘weighing” the task would be made very easy.

CALCULATION OF AGE

~ After having studied the whole back g_round'of the
theory of Palmistry, we turn our attention to tlze most
important aspect of the science viz. calculation of age of
the person in which a particular event is likely to gccur.
It is quite evident that ‘all persons do not live for the
same number of years. Some people may die at a very
young age while others may die inthe prime of their
lives.  Soms fortunate may live ,the usual span of their
lives and very few are likely to reach.the grand old age.
In the science of palm1stry these age groups are divided
into three classes. The§ are as follows : —1 People living
subnormal lives. 2 People living normal hves, and 3
Persons living abnormally long l!vcs ) :
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It requires great practice to arrive at a definite
conclusion regarding the life span of the
The following hints should be carefully qbéerved
‘while fixing the life span of the .person.

should not come to any conclusion regarding the life of
himself or of his friends. Secondly it may please be
noted that it should be made a rule not to divulge the
true span of a person’s life. Firstly because our
judgm'e.nts are likely to' fail and secondly the person if
told about his life span naturally broods over the aspect
and“is likely to pine away. It may be divulged if he has

a normal span but not otherwise on any account.

I. the preceding chapter we have studied the
vanous mounts on the palm with their qualifications. In
this chapter we shall continue the subject and try to
« describe the riature of mounts. The mounts on the palm
may either be act1ve passwe or dormant and mixed ones.

An active mount is one which influences the
course of life of'a person. A dormant mount is a dead
planet which has no such jnfluence while a mixed
mount has a gombingd influence of the planets.

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, At the outset it is necessary to sort out these
mnumt;s before a regular -examination of the lines "is
undertaken. The following are some of the methods of
sorting out the various mounts. :

On stretching the palm it is clearly seen that some
mounts are very fleshy and outstanding, while others
are sunken and thin, With this observation the mounts
can he sorted. Bu this is not a sure test. If we place
our paim on the palm of tke person whose predictions

~ we are giving, we would see that our hand feels that

some mounts are very well developed and others are not
feltoat all. The mounts which are active throb and this

j” thribbing is clearly felt by our palm. With some

practice it will be very easy for the readers to decide
which mount is active and which one is passive or
dormant. The mixed mounts are seen easily with the
aid of our naked eye but in this case also the touch
system would prove unfailing.

It is not that all fleshy mounts are active. A mount
which is quite fleshy and appears to be raised should not-
‘be considered to be an active mount if it is.not marked.
by any line, cross or a star or it is not an active mount if it
has no conneétion with ‘any of the five major lines. For

" instance a mount of Marcury which appears to be fleshy

if nat connected with'any_ of the major lines or if there
is no sign of a line or cross, though physically active has
no influence on the life of the person and as such must

be considered to be a dormant mount. On the other

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hand a mount which is appé.rently sunken and lifeless, if.
touched by any of the major lines or has a sign on it is
to be considered to be an active mount. Any,sign on
the mount at once makes it an active mount. For
instance if mount of the Saturn is a plain mount physi-
cally but the line of destiny touches it or the moynt has a
sign onit, it is an active mount. Further it must be noted
that if a mount which has too many lines on it though
fleshy must be regarded a dormant mount. While sttdy-

ing the activity er passivity of‘the mounts, the mounts ofi *

the left hand must also be observed. As the left Hand‘
also has some bearing on the life of the person, which is
already discussed in the last chapter.
left palm also deserve attention. For instance it misht
happen that on the right palm a particular mount may
appear to be dormant but if it is well developed on the
left palm then the net result would be that the mount
must be taken to be fairly active though not powerful in
" actien. A mount on the right palm may again appear
to bg well' developed but if it is seen that on the Ieft
palm itis dormant then the quality of that mount on
‘the right palm will be diminished.

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Jupiter. The mount of Jupiter and positive Mars may
cOmB_iJne together. In such cases it must be observed
that if a good planet combines with a good planet it
enhances the quality of these mounts. If a bad mount
! combinés with a bad mount it will also enhance the
. quality of these mounts and make it a miserable affair.
A combination of good and a bad planets diminishes the
. forces of both the mounts.

.= = , Mounts which are «t a distance from each other
'such as  the mount of Naptune and the mount
Saturn may also combine by the line of destiny touching
these two mounts. For instance if the mount
ofy Venus and Mercury are joined together by a
line it must be observed that these two mounts are in
eombin;tion and will play a part in the life of the person
in a mixed form. It is hoped that the reader has
grasped the idea underlined.
