Prologue
Liber Cordis Cincte Serpente (Heart Girt with a Serpent) is one of the primary Holy Books of Thelema. It is given to the Probationer in the A.’.A.’. for study of the entire Liber and memorization of a chapter chosen of their own accord. Whichever chapter an aspirant picks is a reflection of their Khu.

The nature of Liber LXV is a conversation between an Aspirant and his Holy Guardian Angel. LXV being the number of Lord Adonai. It is also 6+5=11 which is the number of Nuit and the One beyond Ten. This also represents the marriage of the 6 and the 5, the Hexagram and the Pentagram, the Male and the Female. Which is the essence of the entire Liber. 

Each chapter is attributed to a different element. 1. Earth, 2. Air, 3. Water, 4. Fire, 5. Spirit. 1. Earth and 3. Water are feminine as 2. Air and 4. Fire are masculine. The fifth chapter is both feminine and masculine, yet neither. 

If you read the Liber closely, you will see that each chapter is written as a dialogue between the Aspirant and his Holy Guardian Angel. In the first and third chapters it is the Heart speaking to the Snake and in the second and fourth chapters it is the Snake speaking to the Heart. The dialogue of the Heart is seen as the Aspirant and the dialogue of the Serpent is seen as the Holy Guardian Angel. The fifth Chapter is a dialogue between the two that goes back and forth. 
Many people who have studied the Liber have deemed it homoerotic because of the Magickian’s expressed passion and love for his male Holy Guardian Angel. This must be looked upon from a deeper source within to understand that was not the intent. 

Our words and thoughts are but a mere reflection of the All within us. Our relationship with our Holy Guardian Angel is beyond words or symbols. It is a deep intensity that comes from the very core of us. The only way to express something like that is to use the only means consciously to do so, and that is as a dialogue between two lovers. Because love is the strongest most intense emotion our conscious mind can comprehend. This explains the sensual beauty of the prose. A dialogue between two lovers that have complete unconditional love for each other and exist completely for the other. It is this outward expression of “yielding of the self” that is a mirror of the “yielding” we must reach within us in order to have Knowledge and Conversation with our Holy Guardian Angel. 
If one cannot love outwardly and love unconditionally than one cannot love inwardly. It is this inward love that will open up the doors within us so we can have K&C of our HGA. 

I have a working theory that each of the five chapters corresponds to the 5 aspects portrayed in the Signs of N.O.X. before I go into that, I will explain the relationship of the chapters with each other and you will see the pattern I speak of. 

The First (Earth) chapter is a dialogue with the Second (Air) Chapter. I see the first chapter as being a representation of Babalon because she is the representation of Nuit that we can consciously understand. The Second chapter of course would be Therion (Chaos) because he is the representation of Hadit that we can consciously understand. So the first 2 chapters is the dialogue between Babalon and the Beast. 

The Third (Water) chapter is that of Nuit – the Infinite, and the Forth (Fire) chapter is that of Hadit – the finite center of Nuit. So the third and fourth chapters is a dialogue between the higher aspects of the first and second chapters of Babalon and Therion. 

The fifth (Spirit) chapter illustrates the child. The supreme result of the Union. 2=0.

Ra-Hoor-Kuit. Which is seen as the summery of the ALL, the dialogue between the two runs freely in this chapter. 

Here is a breakdown of the five chapters:
1. Earth – Heart – Aspirant – Feminine – Dialogue to HGA – Daughter – Babalon

2. Air – Snake – HGA – Masculine – Dialogue to Aspirant – Son – Therion

3. Water – Heart – Aspirant – Feminine – Dialogue to HGA – Mother – Nuit

4. Fire – Snake – HGA – Masculine – Dialogue to Aspirant – Father – Hadit

5. Spirit – Heart Girt with Snake – final Union of Aspirant and HGA – Feminine/Masculine  – Dialogue between the two – Child – Ra-Hoor-Kuit

More to come on this . . . .

It is a work in progress and as I study it and it becomes more a part of me I see things hidden within it that I never would have guessed. It’s like peeling back onions skins. 

	Lynette writes:
 In the first and third chapters it is the Heart speaking to the Snake and in the second and fourth chapters it is the Snake speaking to the Heart. The dialogue of the Heart is seen as the Aspirant and the dialogue of the Serpent is seen as the Holy Guardian Angel. The fifth Chapter is a dialogue between the two that goes back and forth.
 

414 writes: I tend to disagree with this comment theory that each chapter of LXV alternate with the Aspirant speaking to the Angel, and the Angel speaking to the Aspirant. It is clear to me that each chapter goes back and forth. When reading or reciting these chapters, it is doubtless that the 'two' are speaking to each other, going back and forth within each chapter. It is true that each interprets this Liber in light of their own initiation, but I don't accept that the chapters alternate. I do however, see the definite relation of the Elements to each chapter. 
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Just curious...does the Prologue count as a 'chapter' to memorize?

 

In the Prologue the adept is about to enter the 'forest' or abyss of annihilation and union with Nuit. As detailed further in the text, entering the forest is the start of the hunt or a place of refuge. In following a river, it is unpredictable to know where it leads. In the myth of Pan it explains that he is the origin for the word 'panic.'

Liber LXV: Verse 1

Here we start the first chapter. The feminine chapter of Earth and the dialogue of the Heart to the Snake. The Aspirant to his Holy Guardian Angel. 

Unlike any of the other verses in this Liber, this verse reads more like a prologue because of it’s length and how well it sets the stage for what is to ensue in the next five chapters. 

The verse has 171 words between 20 lines. 171 in Hebrew Gematria is the number of both: NATzL. Which means “emanating from”; and PNIAL. Which means "The Face of God"; name of an angel. Both I find very fitting for this Liber because it is centered around an Aspirants Holy Guardian Angel and how his HGA emanates from within him. 

As for 20, in Hebrew Gematria it is the number of: AChVH which means Fraternity; ChZH. Which means a breast, a vision or a prophet to gaze; and FIAT which means I AM. 

The overall verse symbolizes kundalini and the initiatory experience the adept undergoes as he “dies” and then is still within his death and transformation in anticipation for his rebirth. 

The best way to explain this verse is the break it down, which I have done.

Commentaries on 2-11
The Angel says: Each men sees Nature in his own particular way. What he sees is only an image. k All images must be ignored; the adept must aspire single-hartedly to the Smooth Point. This matter cannot be discussed in common language; the king must speak of kingly things in a kingly way. - Crowley
The references to precious stones should be understood in the light of qabalistic correspondences, but also, particularly, in the light of the Thrid Great Ordeal mentioned in AL III.66. If two men visit a country and then write a description of it, their descriptions will differ in what their normal idiosyncrasies differ, not matter how gereal be their intention to make their descriptions. In talking about realsms as little treaded as those of the subtler Sheaths of the Self, the almost total absence of general experience in the matter makes small differences in description more confusing, not only to the listeners but to the describer himself, than they should normally be.
In practice, what happens is that na Adept may be serenely minding his own business, and expouding his own system of achievement, and being successful in bringing other men to self-realization through his system, and suddenly he is confronted with what appears to be a totally different set of symbols and plan of training which, nevertheless, he feels to be a least as valid as his own. This ‘feeling’ is of course simply his spiritual perception at work. But his Lower Manas does not share this spiritual perception (except in rarest cases) in its fuloness, and worries. The Lower Manas is the "cobbler" whose function is merely to mend the shoe (remember the sandal-strap in the hand of the Eqyptian god, signifying the power of Akasha, the power of Goiung) so that the higher faculties may walk (he is elsewhere mentioned in this Holy Book as the ‘scribe’, but the cobbler is a more complex concept. The ‘scribe’ is merely the Lower Manas, but he ‘cobbler’ is the complex Lower Manas + Kama+Prana+Linga Sharira+Sthula Sharira considered as the total ‘normal man’. Of course, in the case of an Adept, however, this ‘normal man’ is initiate, and will have greater control of his vehicles, and a greater infusion in them of spiritual principles, than is the true norm of profane mankind).
No matter what differences in approach there may be among legitimate Schools if Initiation (there are false schools, and ther are schools wiich are not false, but are so fragmentary in their training that it becomes impossible to call them legitimate), the human race is so constituted that it can only reach Integration, that is, Initiation, by the equilibrating Trances of the Middle Path of the Qabalah. These experiences are, therfore, the crucial ones (if you will pardon the pun). Provided the system in question includes them in one form or another, the system is all right.
Of course, other lines of evolution may be differently constituted. They all have in common the Smooth Point, however, or so at least the Angel seems to intimate.
Often ill-trainined, or greenhorn Adepts (those who are reaching Tiphereth for the frist time in one particular incarnation, and never reached it before, and therefore have no Magickal Memore—the so-called Intuition—to help them), will become disturbed when making contact with another system which may seem to differ wildly from their own (sometimes as if it were it complete opposite), and which yet they feel, rightly, to be true. In such cases it is fatal to leaveyour system and tackle theother. It is mixing the planes. If there be a need of contact between your branch of activity and that other, this contact should be made on the plane of Buddhi-Manas, and not on any lower plane. It is the "king’s son", that is, the Prince, that is, the Tiphereth-consciousness, that should handle the "Embassy" to the other King involved. The "cobbler" must be made to do his work, that is to deep the lower vehicles in good health and disciplned to the Call of the Highest.
There is naturally, and excpetion to the rule of not going into the details of another system: when you are tyring to perfect a new system that should include the best points of two—or more—others. Normally, however, the Impulse will be known, in this case, to come from the Prince—from Tiphereth. Do what thou wilt shall be the whole of the Law. – Motta

Liber Liberi vel Lapidis Lazuli, III:35. 

Yea! I smite -- and the blood makes as it were a sunset on the lapis lazuli of the King's Bedchamber. 

Liber Cordis Cincti Serpente, II:1. 

I passed into the mountain of lapis-lazuli, even as a green hawk between the pillars of turquoise that is seated upon the throne of the East. 
Describes the passage of the Divine Consciousness (the Hawk) coloured by love (green) into the world of starry space (lapislazuli, which is blue with specks of gold) by a balanced path from earth to heaven (the pillars of turquoise). The East is the quarter attributed to Air, and the Hawk is there ``seated,'' i.e. stable, not to be distracted by whatever thoughts arise in the mind.

A few things come up for me immediately...

First, the Emerald seems to immediately have a correspondence with Hermes Trismegistus.  The confusion for me is in what Crowley calls the Aeon of Isis.  If this is indeed the Aeon that preceded the Aeon of Osiris, it doesn't make much sense as that Aeon is Aries in the former Manifestation of Scorpio (transformation) and seems it should be called the Aeon of Apophis.  However, if it is the Aeon of Taurus, then we have something marvelous indeed.  All the wisdom that is opening up to us in the Starry Gnosis and the revelations found in the Pyramid at Giza and the Sphinx comes to us from that Aeon.  I would especially refer you to http://www.mazzaroth.com for more on this.

You touch on something here that seems profound.  If in his skrying of the Enochian Aethyrs, Crowley was given an instruction to record certain visions in certain colors and we have this line from Liber LXV:  "one writest the words of..." giving various gems that have specific colors, well...there may be some connection.

First, this goes to something that I and it seems a few others are beginning to recognize...Liber 418 probably should be a holy book in the Thelemic canon.  These are certainly praeter-human intelligences communicating with Crowley.  And if we can plausibly connect Liber LXV with 418 (and perhaps a few other holy books as well), we may have something profound.

For that matter, Runar's communication with Enochian intelligences also rings strongly in my Khu.  And we should perhaps take a look at this also.  Perhaps here, we have our first genuine opportunity to expand the canon to received wisdom that doesn't come from Crowley...in contrast with all the pretenders that are already clouding the issue of what should and should not constitute a part of the Thelemic canon.

This is where I hope Runar will chime in, because I know very little of the Aethyrs other than the fact that I have read through them. 
But any input in any way that anyone puts in is needed and appreciated. I keep feeling like im overlooking the obvious because ive been looking at it too long. like how paul brought in the aspect of astrology and manifestations - it didnt even occur to me to think astrology. so thanks paul!!!!

This is a stanza of a longer song for Motecuhzoma the Great (Mexico), when ill. Pasztory, 1983: 118-119.

Now, thats the weird one, believe it or not I would not find anything else that mentions these pillars of turquoise. nothing. But to come up with this line from Mexican folklore was very strange. Especially because they call them the pillars of Heaven. And the commentaries states that the pillars are a balanced path between earth and heaven. I still think there is more to it.

Also, take a look at what I have written concerning Mother of Emerald being feldspar, that is in a previous post in this thread. i KNOW i won't have room for it because of the space limitation. ;)

Then, as I was going through the Aethyrs I stumbled across something very interesting. VERY interesting. keep in mind what the 2 verses say:
4. Therefore thou writest that which is of mother of emerald, and of lapis-lazuli, and of turquoise, and of alexandrite. 

5. Another writeth the words of topaz, and of deep amethyst, and of gray sapphire, and of deep sapphire with a tinge as of blood.


Now, note that it mentions "writing the words of," etc.
I found this in the aethyrs which I think may be a key. It is directions on the writing involved when doing each call and how it has to be done in a certain color.Some of the colors they chose are in their "stone" name. I think there is a link there. I will have to do more research on the particular call that corresponds to the particular color. Any insight in this would be of GREAT help. 
here is the passage from the vision and the voice:

From The Cry of the 18th Aethyr, Which is Called ZEN
With directions on the writing of the aethyrs

Then shall he kneel before the holy table, and it shall be given him to
partake of the mystery of the Aethyr.
And concerning the ink with which he shall write; for the first Aethyr let
it be gold, for the second scarlet, for the third violet, for the fourth
emerald, for the fifth silver, for the sixth sapphire, for the seventh orange,
for the eighth indigo, for the ninth gray, for the tenth black, for the

A shoe maker of all trades because shoes do represent a foundation of sorts and a tool to "walk a path".

Commentaries on 2-11

The Angel says: Each men sees Nature in his own particular way. What he sees is only an image. k All images must be ignored; the adept must aspire single-hartedly to the Smooth Point. This matter cannot be discussed in common language; the king must speak of kingly things in a kingly way. 

The references to precious stones should be understood in the light of qabalistic correspondences, but also, particularly, in the light of the Thrid Great Ordeal mentioned in AL III.66. If two men visit a country and then write a description of it, their descriptions will differ in what their normal idiosyncrasies differ, not matter how gereal be their intention to make their descriptions. In talking about realsms as little treaded as those of the subtler Sheaths of the Self, the almost total absence of general experience in the matter makes small differences in description more confusing, not only to the listeners but to the describer himself, than they should normally be.

In practice, what happens is that na Adept may be serenely minding his own business, and expouding his own system of achievement, and being successful in bringing other men to self-realization through his system, and suddenly he is confronted with what appears to be a totally different set of symbols and plan of training which, nevertheless, he feels to be a least as valid as his own. This ‘feeling’ is of course simply his spiritual perception at work. But his Lower Manas does not share this spiritual perception (except in rarest cases) in its fuloness, and worries. The Lower Manas is the "cobbler" whose function is merely to mend the shoe (remember the sandal-strap in the hand of the Eqyptian god, signifying the power of Akasha, the power of Goiung) so that the higher faculties may walk (he is elsewhere mentioned in this Holy Book as the ‘scribe’, but the cobbler is a more complex concept. The ‘scribe’ is merely the Lower Manas, but he ‘cobbler’ is the complex Lower Manas + Kama+Prana+Linga Sharira+Sthula Sharira considered as the total ‘normal man’. Of course, in the case of an Adept, however, this ‘normal man’ is initiate, and will have greater control of his vehicles, and a greater infusion in them of spiritual principles, than is the true norm of profane mankind).

No matter what differences in approach there may be among legitimate Schools if Initiation (there are false schools, and ther are schools wiich are not false, but are so fragmentary in their training that it becomes impossible to call them legitimate), the human race is so constituted that it can only reach Integration, that is, Initiation, by the equilibrating Trances of the Middle Path of the Qabalah. These experiences are, therfore, the crucial ones (if you will pardon the pun). Provided the system in question includes them in one form or another, the system is all right.

Of course, other lines of evolution may be differently constituted. They all have in common the Smooth Point, however, or so at least the Angel seems to intimate.

Often ill-trainined, or greenhorn Adepts (those who are reaching Tiphereth for the frist time in one particular incarnation, and never reached it before, and therefore have no Magickal Memore—the so-called Intuition—to help them), will become disturbed when making contact with another system which may seem to differ wildly from their own (sometimes as if it were it complete opposite), and which yet they feel, rightly, to be true. In such cases it is fatal to leaveyour system and tackle theother. It is mixing the planes. If there be a need of contact between your branch of activity and that other, this contact should be made on the plane of Buddhi-Manas, and not on any lower plane. It is the "king’s son", that is, the Prince, that is, the Tiphereth-consciousness, that should handle the "Embassy" to the other King involved. The "cobbler" must be made to do his work, that is to deep the lower vehicles in good health and disciplned to the Call of the Highest.

There is naturally, and excpetion to the rule of not going into the details of another system: when you are tyring to perfect a new system that should include the best points of two—or more—others. Normally, however, the Impulse will be known, in this case, to come from the Prince—from Tiphereth. Do what thou wilt shall be the whole of the Law.

What I see in the statement concerning silence and speech is probably just a small glimpse of what the true meaning is. But I do think there is a correlation between silence and speech with Light and Darkness. If you look at the section on the Abyss that I added from Book of Lies you see they speak of "The word is broken up . . .  . the broken manifests light" - Crowleys notes say that the unbroken, which is the absorbtion of all, is darkness. This goes into basic color theory. The reflection of ALL is the lack of all color and is shown in white (Light) and the absorbtion of ALL is the prescense of all colors in black (Darkness). If you think of things in these terms it does add a new insight especially concerning Silence and Speech. 

 

Silence representing Darkness because it is just the illusion of NOthingness because it really does incorporate All. And Speech just being a reflection of Silence as Light is the reflection of color. So the true Speech lies in Silence. The utterance of the Word lies in Silence. I think that is why there was no word uttered for this Aeon (as we have previously discussed).

"Then was there silence, Speech had done with us awhile". Notice that Speech is capitalized as if it was a proper noun like a name of a person. This would make sense . . . . An absolutely fascinating post!  This brings up so much.
First, psychedelics of course, are all toxic drugs...poisons.  Yet it was I believe, Ravi Shankar in the 60s ev speaking about the popularity of LSD, who said that as America was so materialist, God came to us in the form of a pill.  Having done a bit of acid in the late 70s and early 80s ev, I can attest to the 'quickening' that is a part of the onset of the drug.  I remember my first trip...the innocent boy died that night.  And I understood what Jimi Hendrix meant when he asked:  "Are you experienced?"  It wasn't my first mystical experience, but it was the most heightened one I had had to date.

In poisoning ourselves, we seem to mutate our consciousness and even the character of our cellular structure.  I think that's what the psychiatrists are partially discovering with all there obtuse theories about changing chemical reactions in the brain when it comes to drug use.  Unfortunately, they are trying to scare us away from drug use as they don't have any understanding of its potential and can only see its dangers.  I think it was Norelli-Bachelet who notes that the disease of cancer is offering us the opportunity to change the cellular structure of our bodies.  While I have no hard answers on any of this, there's just so much room for research if we as a society get over all our knee-jerk reactionary-isms on all of this.

But I also recall an excellent statement that you made which spoke of the acceleration of karma with the formal onset that comes from taking one's first serious step on a magickal path.  This acceleration also seems to happen electro-magnetically to the etheric body when taking a toxic psychedelic drug.  So of course, there is a corresponding movement as per the Obeah & Wanga.  Yet even without the drug, there can be as dynamic an event when simply taking a serious magickal oath such as signing a Probationer Oath for the A.'.A.'.

Your correlation with the verses of AL is simply profound.  It really speaks to the obsession that can come from drug use in this particular regard.  This has been called addiction.  I suspect that even in the case of something physically addictive such as heroin, we are called to a certain obsession on the physical level.  But the drug is awakening the cells of the body and this could be perceived as an opportunity so that coming through the "addiction" can put one's body in a heightened state of awareness.  I am even reminded of William Burroughs 'Naked Lunch' and his psychotic journey through this physical awareness.  In the end, I think he came to a profound place to some degree.  But though he had attained a great awareness, he held onto a certain heaviness that clipped the flight of his dove (flying in the inane...Liber LXV).

For me, acid is just to heavy at this time.  Though I enjoy a smoke of marijuana when I can find it.  It serves as a wonderful entheogen.  And there is cellular sensation.  But there is also profound cellular sensation just sitting in asana as I feel my etheric body begin to tingle and have learned to manipulate it a bit.  In both cases, this 'tingle' seems to become more and more a permanent part of the structure of my 'everyday' consciousness.  My first serious note of this was on my Zelator Initiation...though I had had flashes of it; obtained through the work of my Neophyte Task.  Even those raw beginnings in the work of my Probation served this end, though I couldn't see it at the time as I can now...Recapitulation is a marvelous tool.

This is a very interesting topic, and I had a feeling posting that verse and the commentary 
will bring it up in discussion. 

There are distinct differences for withdrawal symptoms and physical addiction. Yes, a person who has a physical addiction will have withdrawal symptoms but not all withdrawal symptoms are from an addiction. I'll explain. When one goes through a withdrawal from a medication what is happening to the body is it is adjusting from what it has adapted to. If you are taking any thing that would effect the seratonin levels in the brain or an opiate of any kind you will experience high fevers, chills, dizziness and sometimes feel completely exhausted. The reason for this is because the blood pressure is going back up so quickly the body doesnt know how to react because it has been use to it at a lower level or vice versa. So that would be the reason you are experiencing withdrawal symptoms on drugs that are not addictive. 

As for drugs that are addictive, what happens is they do over time mutate our cellular structure if you use a certain drug for a while. Our body becomes not only use to the substance but completely dependant on it. As does the chemicals in the brain. When you use a substance for a long period of time your body is too use to the substance causing the natural chemical changes in the brain - like the constant development of melatonin and seratonin in the brain. So when you stop using, your body has to go through long periods of adaptation just to repair itself and begin to function normally again without the drug and get use to producing these chemicals on their own. 

The actual use of psychotropics, opiates, stimulants, depressants, etc. will not do serious harm to the body unless they are abused. So using them infrequently will not harm a person (note: i am NOT advocating drug use, im just stating fact from personal experience)

That is why someone should always be weary taking any drug because it always leaves the possibility of you needing the drug to produce a chemical or cause a feeling in the body that the body can do on its own. And by using the drug you are keeping the body and brain from its natural process. You have to think, what did people do before the last 50 years or so with all of these psychiatric drugs. Nothing unless it was a serious serious case and even then there wasnt much to do. These days with this "mental health" Inc. industry, it has become ridiculous. I can guarantee right now if i walked into an office and talked to someone for less than 5 minutes I would walk out with a bi-polar disorder. And to prove my point I will walk into another office and tell them what they want to hear and get a borderline personality disorder but not a bi-polar one. Its like playing black-jack. Im glad you posted this. Last night while I was reading Hidden God, I noticed that Grant went into this whole thing on Animal forms and the importance of them. And because of how primal they are they affect us magickally in a very profound way. He equates Crowley's use of God-Forms/Animal-Forms as one of his examples. Instead of referring to the God Form by the God, he talks of it as the animal form. (this is all in the first chapter of Aleister Crowley and the Hidden God) here is an excerpt:
In Magick without Tears 27 Crowley notes that "in certain types of animal, there appears, if tradition have any weight, to be a curious quality ... which enables them to assume at times the human form. No. 1.-and the rest are also rans-is the seal. There is a whole body of literature about this. Then come wolves, hyaenas, large dogs of the hunting type; occasionally leopards. Tales of cats and serpents are usually the other way round; it is the human (nearly always female) that assumes these shapes by witchcraft. But in ancient Egypt... the papyri are full of formulas for operating such transformations."

The magicians of antiquity were deeply versed in this and allied formulae. By the assumption of the form or nature of the deity, they made themselves the vehicles of the elemental energy typified by the "god". It was Crowley's frequent assumption of the godform of Horus, as a golden hawk, that enabled him to invoke the magical energies of the New Aeon which lay latent in the racial subconsciousness in the form of animal atavisms.

Animals were the first sentient forms of the primal current of consciousness that proceeded from an extra-terrestrial source; they were, in fact, the primal forms of cosmic energies or "gods", their literal god-forms, and the later assumption of these forms by man was a magical means of contacting the stream of consciousness that first penetrated this planet from "outside".

I can add to this with a quote that I used in one of my articles "The Third Covenant":

In several parts of Ben Kadosh's article (translated by Bjarne Salling Pedersen in cooperation with Fr. GCLO), The Dawn of a New Morning, we get a strong indication of this idea as he writes:

"THE SLOUGH OF THE ANIMAL IS THE CLOTHING OF PAN AND HALF OF HIS OUTER BEING.  The side we often prefer to consider is the material and physical, which is considered morally [objectionable].  What we [have here] to consider is the PSYCHIC, the psychic life and especially the psychic Powers which is working through the animal, and often gives an impression of something strange, mysterious, often demonic in its being, attitude and outer appearance.  It also reveals their intelligence which is; that they know about and masters their inner Powers, and understand the use of them.  With that, we have to admit that their intelligence in many other ways are inferior to that of man.

This Force is apparent in inferior animals--as in the case of the Serpents Glance--it suggests the presence of a Talent or Force that works as a tool to aid the beast, against its inferiors.  It also suggests--by the presence of this special Ability or Force--a side of the animal, where it is close to the divine mystery, which alone has [its] source in the use of psychic powers.

The snake show[s] its superior intelligence--as mentioned--through its glance.  With this animal it is a special ability, besides being its vigour and its outward rays, the magnetic, demonic rays in the eyes of the creature.  The intelligence of an animal can always be detected in its eyes.  Without the eyes, an animal would--as also with humans--[lose] its demonic appearance.  In the eye of an animal, as for humans, we can see the soul of its intelligence, which always reveals itself as either a force of nature; heat and cold; or as a primitive form, and with the individual it is penetrating; in individualized form too.

The things which causes the demonic appearance of the animal, is then determinative for the creatures demonic individuality in it entirety.  To make this Fluid of Force appear as a special ability, the creature--in this case the snake--has to be conscious about its presence and use, and in this case it is so.  The snake only uses its fluid, by pointing its rays towards the chosen prey, when it is aware that it gains an advantage by using it.  The Snake is aware of the presence of this fluid of so high a nature and potency.  And the same when it comes to the use of it.  But by this, it must also be aware of its superior intelligence.  The superior intelligence is only the realization of the presence of the Power, and the awareness of its use.

Exactly the same, though in another way, is visible in the appearance of the horned he-goat--the Alpine [I]bex.  The horns, with its proud and provocative erection or beautiful reclining shape, and the dark face of the creature, is that which add up to is demonic appearance.  With that comes the consciousness of the animal, of its outer dark magnetism or radiation, which radiates from it, and is apparent in its conduct.  Its knowledge about how to use this, its natural gift, is sufficient evidence of is special intelligence."

It is not quite correct to say that truth destroys reason. The impact of a new datum upon one’s existing concept of the Universe destroys the nice house of cards which we had built, and may cause anguish, mental perturbation, and so forth. But reason is nothing but the faculty of integrating data, and if the mind withstands the shock it soon starts the process of building a new frame of reference which should include the new fact introduced into our consciousness.

The problem is the same as with those clairvoyants mentioned above. When they see a ‘black’ aura, it does not occur to them that maybe radiation is occurring beyond their level of perception. To do so would be humiliating to them, since it would admit an implicit inferiority. The sensitive capable of such an admission wuld be well on the way of transcending his then limitations and of passing into a higher level of being. 

The subconscious antagonism is very real, and lower intitiates, as a rule, resent and fear the Adept. They are incapable of understanding, for instance, how a man can be sublime enough to produce, say, the Renaissance, and at the same time gross enough to want to fuck their wives (if you point out to them that this desire is a simple corrobration of their good taste in wives, therefore a compliment, they don’t get mollified). They do so in secret ways. - Crowley
The reason for the secrecy is simple. The Inner College of the A.’.A.’. has a much stronger influx from the Supernals than the Outer College, necessarily. Therefore its Magickal Energy is most intense. Yet, for all its sublimity, the Inner College is below the Abyss, and subject to the laws of Duality and Glamour. The so-called "black Brothers" and their currents are therefore easily attracted by any demonstration of the Inner College’s energy, and interference is intense heremore intense than at the lower levels. 

Silence and secrecy are therfore of the essence. The ancient so-called "Rosicrucians" ahd one single solitary rule for the outer world: they were not to be known as "Rosicrucians". Likewise, a prudent Adept will veil his energy and his works with the utmost secrecty. As far as possible he will keep his operations sub rosaif you will pardon the pun. 

It is not possible to escape interference altogether, since you have crossed that Veil on one side of which is written ‘No Separate Existence’ and on the other side of which is written ‘No Existence’. The very fact that you are alive, radiating, is enough of a provocation to the "Black Brothers". If, however, you can keep them from identifying the flesh from which your are working, and best of all, if you can keep them from perceiving what you are trying to do, you will reduce most of their interference to a negligible level. 

Thus in A.C.’s novel Moonchild a magickal operation is conducted on two levels at once, but only one level is meant to attract the attention of the opposition and does; therefore the other level accomplishes its purpose without interference. 

Normally, magickal operations are not conducted in such a way. Interference with any kind of operation, however, is very common. There are here several factors apparently complex, but ultimately very simple, which hinge on the nature of that great ‘devel’ Choronzon of which all "Black Brothers" are mere instruments. 

Crown of violetsthe violet is purple, a Thelemically important color, and grows best in hidden places, under cover of other plants. 

Much of the symbolism of LXV is homosexual. This perhaps due to the sex of the Writer’s body, since the Marriage that takes place in Tiphereth is that of the soul as a bride to its god. Be that soul incarnated as a male or a female at the time, its formula is feminine in thei Operation. Feminine reactions and attitudes are more naturally expressed if the body occupied at the time is female; but for some kinds of Orgia, in such cases, other difficulties arise. In the case of the Magus of an Aeon, for instance, the work could hardly be done without the possession of the physical image of the Creative Power. - Motta

The flip-side of course, is Choronzon; encountered by the aspirant and is that voice which the aspirant hears for the first time and which spreads its' own web or trap. Such vocalization will become manifest in many whom the aspiration may encounter as they would have you do such things according to their nature and in spite of your own. They will tell you that they know what's best for you; acting as your consolers. The only way through this is again to keep straight forward and cling with great zeal to the Oath of your aspiration. Stay firm and strong in this abiding by no one thing and no one person other than your inner voice which will manifest itself more strongly each moment as from Yesod, for the first time is Tiphareth clearly seen. Choronzon is way off in the distance and hides within a veil (The Abyss) behind another veil (Paroketh). As such, it can only indirectly influence you by way of outside forces and vehicles such as those people whom Liber AL vel Legis refers to as 'consolers'.

If the verses are referring to a girl, the only sense that would make is if the girl was a symbol of innocence and the falling petals was the losing of innocence or the gaining of knowledge. 
This does remind me of Kore as she is being abducted by her Uncle Hades. As Kore she is the young innocent that is attributed to flowers. As she was taken into the Underworld and was transformed into Persephone all that could be heard was a wailing. Her transformation / initiation into Persephone would be symbolized by petals falling because it would be the same as a butterfly emerging from the cocoon. 

As for the symbols:
Amaranth:

In the Temple of Solomon the King, Amaranth is a flower used in the devotion of the King. 

Amaranth is a small flower that blooms only from August to the first frost. The name is from the Greek meaning "unfading". 
The Greeks also saw the flower as one of Immortality because of how long it could stay fresh after being picked. They use to spread the flowers over graves. So there is a lot of funerary customs surrounding this flower. 
It was also used by the Aztecs: 
Noble child of the sun, amaranth represented the secret of the Aztec people´s strength. Without understanding why and creating many religious myths around this reality, the Aztecs came to venerate this seed and use it in many religious rites, including human sacrifices. They knew that amaranth gave them the strength and extraordinary vigor fundamental to their conquests and the greatness of their empire. 
As for Hathor:
She is the Goddess of Joy, Music, Feasting, Beauty and Beer. 
It was Hathor that was sent out by Ra to destroy humankind, but when Ra saw
the error of this judgment he came down as a human and added barley to the 
rivers of blood which Hathor drank and passed out. Hence the birth of Beer. 
here is some more on her myth . . . .  read carefully because turquoise makes an appearance ;)
When one talks about the basic personification of creative/regenerative processes in Egyptian religion, one must start at its base with a goddess. Of the many goddesses which grace the pantheon, Hathor is one of the most easily recognizable, and yet mysterious, of deities - even to the casual observer. So vast is her influence, Hathor existed for the entire history of the ancient Egyptian culture as a powerful and influential deity. Iconographically, the goddess usually is represented as a beautiful woman, swathed in turquoise (her sacred color) or red raiment, wearing a headdress of the sun-disk surmounted between two elongated cow-horns. In Egyptian, she is called Hwt-Hr, which is usually translated as "House of Horus", referring to the elder Horus (Haroeris, or Re-Horakhty). In hieroglyphs, her name is represented as a large enclosure with a Horus falcon within. From this, we surmise that Hathor is to be seen as the great sky itself, holding Horus within her womb, which is poetically referred to as "house". 

In this form, we can see that Hathor is both a solar sky-goddess with a maternal aspect and a personification of the night-time sky as well. It is likely that these maternal aspects were combined via the cow attributes with her early identification with a much older sky-goddess called MHt wr.t (Mehetweret or Methyer), translated as "Great Flood", and referring to the nocturnal sky-ocean. This goddess, in the full form of a cow, is stated to have risen from the primeval sky-waters and as part of her various acts of creation, gave birth to the sun-god Ra, and after so bearing him, placed him (as a disk) between her horns. That Hathor is identified with MHt wr.t is certain by references of the two as one in the Book of the Dead (Spell 186) where both are referred to as the wD3t (wadjet, or "Eye of Horus"). However, this ancient cow-goddess appears to have had no independent cult of her own, and was likely a conceptual figure of primeval creation; it is presumed that Hathor absorbed most of her sky attributes as early as the Old Kingdom, as exhibited by the many references of the two as identical in both the Pyramid and Coffin Texts.

Thus the "pagans" and "godless" and "demons" which inhabit the boundaries of the Circle of the Magician. The circle must expand continuously, and control over environment is the aim of the Master. He must subdue all thingsincluding his fear and his disgust of the most external things. Only when he is the true Commander of himselfthe true Master of the Templeis he qualified to yielf to the Angel. His expansion of consciousness is always in direct proportion to his extent of self-control. 

Thus it can be perceived that any Initiate who becomes static is undergoing a psychic state similar to that of the "black brothers". Usually, however, the Enemythe external Universesoon comes to strike his shield and defy him to mortal combat in the eternal Comedy-Tragedy of Pan. If this does not happenand sometimes, in the Play of the Waters, a twig may remain stationary for a season (see Liber Aleph, 166)then the Initiate may temporarily become like a "black brother"indeed. The only difference will be in the telepathic influence if any! - Motta

Lynette: If one strives to yield, they are consciously thinking of yielding. Yielding does not happen in the conscious mind, so thinking of it will keep true yielding. It only occurs once the magickian has let go of his fears and boundaries of his conscious mind.

Instantly the soul forgets the ``corn'' and desires the flower, Hades comes and carries her off. Hades is the lord of ``Hell,'' i.e., the dark and secret but divine Soul within every man and woman. The rape thus means that the desire for Beauty awakes the Unconscious Self who then takes possession of the Soul, and enthrones her, only allowing her return to earth (Knowledge of the material worldl) at certain seasons, in order to attend to the welfare of mankind. - Crowley
Lynette: Crowley puts this in the best way. The corn is the material world. The conscious mind, the body we are bound to. And the flower is the spark within, the awakening of the self and the door opening for initiation. it is the lifting of the veil. 
Hades taking her away represents the struggle that the conscious mind will have in letting the darkness of the subconscious to take over. So the magickian will no longer see the reflection in the light but the All in the darkness. 
It is a switch of roles. Instead of the conscious mind allowing the self to delve into the darkness at intervals, the Darkness allows the mind to ascend into the light. 
Both Hades and Persephone are incomplete without the other. Both of them and the myth represent a complete initiation of the soul. They are both forlorn for the other and only complete when together. 
Sidenote: It was Zeus, Hades brother and Persephone's father who arranged the marriage of Persephone and Hades. Zeus representing the highest of the Gods, Kether recognizes the importance of this union and chooses not to inform Persephone or her mother Demeter of this.
It is that shock that causes the biggest impact of the initiation. Like fear, it disrupts the conscious mind and forces it into a different state. Which is necessary in initiation. That is why in many initiation ceremonies the postulant is blindfolded or scared.
