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Preface to the New Edition 

Several years ago I began work on a collection of magical per­
fumery-incenses, oils, sachets and other occult herb products. I 
decided to include such obscure subjects as inks and ointments in an 
attempt to broaden public interest in all phases of magical herbalism. 
I completed the book in 1985; Llewellyn published The Magic of 
Incenses, Oils and Brews the following year. 

Even as I sent the book off I realized that much remained to be 
said on this subject. I continued practicing the arcane arts of herb­
alism. As my knowledge grew, I knew that agreatly expanded edition 
of this book was necessary. 

Hence, this volume. Most of the original information remains, 
but in more complete form. Well over 100 new formulas have been 
included, and most now contain proportions that many readers of 
the first edition of this book seemed to want. 

Every page, every chapter, has been clarified and rewritten. 
Several new chapters and sections have also been added: 

Chapter Four: Ingredients is a look at common and rare botani­
cal substances and oils used in creating herbal compounds. together 
with some recommended substitutions. 

Chapter Five: Creating Your Own Recipes is a guide to just 
that-an in-depth discussion with step-by-step instructions. 

Tinctures-examines the art of capturing plant fragrances with 
alcohol, a simple and easy alternative to oil extraction. 

Ritual Soaps details an easy method of creating spell soaps for 
various magical purposes-without the use of lye or fat. 

Powders discusses the compounding and unique uses of finely 
ground herbal blends. 

Part ill: Substitutions replaces Chapter 13 of the last edition. 
The introduction consists of a lengthy example of proper magical 
substitution, and the tables have been vastly enlarged. One new fea­
ture is a list of specific substitutions: tobacco for nightshade, cedar

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for sandalwood, for example. 
Additionally, a Glossary has been added to define various terms; 

a list of Sources of herbs and oils has been included; a Botanical 
Index lists all plants and their Latin names for clarity and a General 
Index completes the major additions to this book. 

In manuscript form this edition is nearly twice the size of the 
last. Though I'm still learning, naturally, I feel that The Complete 
Book of Incense, Oils and Brews can now stand as a comprehensive 
introduction to the subject. 

Though it is meant to be read and used in conjunction with Magi­
cal Herbalism and Cunningham's Encydopedia of Magical Herbs, it 
can certainly be used alone. 

After all, the greatest teachers are the herbs themselves-words 
merely echo their lessons. It is to the plants, flowers and trees that we 
must turn if we would know the secrets of the Earth. Books such as 
this are signposts to guide the way. 

So meet the plants. Bring them into your life and discover their 
energies. As incense smolders, brews bubble and oils release their 
fragrances, invite their energies within. 

Ritual herbal ism is a gift from our long-gone predecessors-an 
ancient art of touching nature. The secrets await those who wish to 
discover them.

Introduction 

For millenia our ancestors have used herbs to create a vast array 
of magical substances. Precious ointments secreted within hom con­
tainers or crystal jars were rubbed onto the body to effect magical 
transformations. Brews were sipped or sprinkled to ward off evil and 
negativity. Fragrant barks and woods were thrown onto hot coals to 
release their scents and powers. 

The actual formulas for such sachets, ointments, brews, in­
censes and oils were often kept secret, locked within the Witches' 
speUbooks and magicians' grimoires, or even deeper in the farthest 
recesses of the human mind. Upon entrance ineo the starlit circles of 
the "wise ones," these secret recipes were revealed, enabling the stu­
dent to use them in rite, spell and everyday life. 

Today, when the twilight curtains of secrecy are being drawn 
back so that all may share in the old ways of magic, there is a growing 
need for a comprehensive, responsible book of magical formulas that 
will satisfy the needs of those who would mix up the old brews and 
incenses-not only for magical purposes but also for the sheer joy in 
so doing. 

The composition of incenses, blending of oils, mixing of herbs­
such is the work necessary to keep a well-stocked magical pantry. 
Many delight in putting herbs to work, aligning their powers, min­
gling energies as they mix leaves and oils; but many more seem to be 
in the dark about such things. 

Hence, this book. Few seem to know how to compound incense­
once far more important in magic and religion than oils. And despite 
public stereotypes of the Witch with cauldron and brew, the art of 
brew-making seems to be dying out as rapidly as that of ointment 
composition.

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Therefore, this is a guide to little-known methods of magical 
cookery. The results don't fill our stomachs, but do enrich and better 
our lives and the lives of those we love. 

It should hardly be necessary to say that no cursing or "evil" 
recipes appear here, as they do in other books. 

Also, these recipes are primarily from European magical and 
Wiccan sources. I have purposely deleted the so-called Voodoo for­
mulas, since they have been covered well in other works (see Biblio­
graphy). I have also resisted including recipes that have constantly 
appeared in print during the last 50 years or so. 

Some of the formulas appearing in this volume were passed to 
me by teachers; others came from old manuscripts, were shared by 
friends, or evolved themselves as the need arose. Some are indeed 
ancient, but all will work with proper preparation, empowerment 
and use. 

The best way to become truly intimate with herbs and their 
magic is to work with them. Let them teach. Compounding incense, 
oils and brews is one of the easiest and most productive means to 
learn herb magic. 

I have said before that magic must be practical. If you need pro­
tection incense at three A.M., you should be able to prepare it your­
self. With this book the way is open to you. 

Some may find it amusing that, in this day of incredible technol­
ogy, many are turning to Mother Earth, to herbs and magic. Folks are 
programming computers to cast spells, etching runes on glowing 
cathode ray tubes, and waiting for magic to dazzle their eyes. 

But the keepers of the old ways-the Witches, magis, wizards 
and wise women-pour scented oils into tubs of warm water, set 
incense alight and drink brews. They weave spells with herb, gesture 
and word, utilizing the simple but potent powers resident within the 
products of nature, directing them with their intent. Power flashes 
forth; magic is made. 

Because herb magic is natural, it requires only those tools of 
nature. The most potent are the ones included in this book: protection 
incense,love oil, healing bath. These are the tools with which we can 
transform our lives and, therefore, ourselves. 

Mayall your transformations be joyous. 
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Warning 

Some of these recipes contain dangerous ingredients. Such 
fonnulas are marked with the word caution, and an asterisk (*) 
appears beside each hazardous substance. These herbs (henM 
bane, hellebore, yew, etc.) can be poisonous or fatal if eaten, 
drunk, rubbed onto broken skin, or inhaled when burned as 
incense. Caution must be observed in any attempts to use such 
ingredients. 

In fact, it's safer not to utilize them at all. The sale and use 
of these baneful herbs are mostly restricted by law, so mere POSM 
session of many of them can be hazardous. 

Recipes containing such herbs have been included here 
because they are traditional, but sufficient warnings are present 
80 that anyone foolish enough to try a toxic mixture cannot do so 
unaware of the attendant dangers. 

In addition, within the botanical index beginning on page 
255, plants have been marked according to their safety. Plants 
labeled (x) should never be ingested. Plants labeled (-) should 
be used with caution, since they may adversely affect some peoM 
pIe due to their specific health problems (i.e. diabetes, using 
MAO inhibitors, kidney disease, etc.) Plants labeled (P) should 
not be used when pregnant or nursing. 

Other important cautions: 
Oils, incense, bath salts, soaps, tinctures, sachets and 

powders should never be swallowed. Always dilute essential 
oils. Keep essential oils out of reach of children. In the event of 
an overdose, call your poison control center. 

Many plants and essential oils are poisonous. All that is 
knowable about herbs is not yet known, so use herbs and oils 
with caution and respect. Plants are drugs. Check everything 
you put into your body with up-to-date herbal reference books.

On Magic 

MAGIC IS A BYPRODUCT of the oldest science-far older than 
astronomy, chemistry or biology. This ~'science" constituted the 
earliest investigations into nature. What caused the seasons to turn, 
the sea to rise and fall, the birth and death of all living things? 

Magic-the useofnatural energies to bring about needed change­
arose when those early humans discovered invisible forces around 
them. Humans were aware of the effects of gravity, electricity and 
magnetism long before such tenns were coined. Nuts fell to the 
ground. Lightning blasted trees. Animal fur created sparks when 
stroked on dry days. Metallic rocks strangely attracted bits of iron. 

But these early humans discovered more than has been accepted 
into scientific doctrine. They sensed connections between humans 
and specific places, between them and the Earth. They intuited forces 
residing within plants, animals and stones. They felt energies within 
their own bodies that could be moved according to will and need. 

Through centuries of experimentation, error and inspiration, 
magic was born. It evolved into a tool of personal power, one with a 
fantastic potential to both help and hann. 

The power of magic springs from the Earth itself, as well as from 
stars and celestial bodies. It resides within winds, rocks and trees; in 
flames and water and our bodies. Rousing and directing such forces 
sums up the practice of magic. 

Herb magic is a specialized form thatutilizesthepowerofplants. 
This is the realm of incense, oils, baths, brews and tinctures. An act of 
herb magic may be as simple as rubbing a scented oil onto a colored 
candle. setting it in a holder, lighting it and visualizing your 
magical need.

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A more complex ritual may involve several candles, many oils, 
incense, chants, ritual clothing-all in hannony with your goal. Herb 
magic can be simple or complex. You're the only one calling the 
shots. 

This is a personal art. It is certainly one in which the practitioner 
must actually participate. Armchair magicians do not produce results. 
Those who are willing to dirty their hands and to actually practice 
herb magic are soon improving their lives and themselves. 

This book is a compendium of ritual herbal processes and recipes. 
Though these mixtures contain energies in and of themselves, they 
are far more effective when used in conjunction with simple rituals. 

If you are new to magic you may find yourself asking, "Terrific. 
So how do I use these things?" 

Though directions for use are given in Part IT for each type of 
mixture, a few pages devoted to the basics of magic are perhaps 
warranted here. 

HannNone 
How's that for an opener? This is the basic, unrelenting rule of 

all magic: harm no one. Not yourself, not your enemies, no 
one. 

Th me, magic is an act of love, a method of bringing light and 
order into my life. It is to most other practitioners as well. But not 
to some. 

Many become involved in magic because they see it as a great 
weapon to use against their nagging bosses, unfaithful friends and 
mates, and a host of imaginary enemies. 

They soon learn the truth. 
If you want to control or manipulate people, to bend others to 

your will, magic isn't for you. If you wish to hann, hurt or even kill 
others, magic isn't for you. If you want to force a man or a woman to 
fall in love or jump into the sack with you, magic isn't for you. 

Not that there aren't people who attempt such things with 
magic. They certainly exist ... for a time. Then, for some reason or 
another, they quietly fade into the sunset. 

Some amateur evil magicians (there really isn't any other kind) 
think, "Hey! I can hex that guy and nothing will happen to me. rm too 
well protected! Ha!" 

Perhaps they do have magical protections that will fend off any 
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outside negative forces. However, these magical guards are power­
less against the attack that will ultimately kick them off their feet. 
Where does this "curse" come from? From within. 

Practicing harmful magic arouses the darkest, most dangerous 
aspects of the inner being. No superhero has to throw a curse at the 
evil magician to right their wrongs. No faery princess need zap him or 
her with her wand. Misusers of magic curse themselves. They do this 
by unlocking a forceful stream of negative energies from inside them­
selves. This is one hex that-sooner or later-never fails to hit home. 

So if you're thinking about using magic in this way, think again! 
You've been warned. 

There are subtler misuses of magic. Threatening to curse some­
one, or intimating that you're able to perform such an action, violates 
the "harm none" rule even if you don't intend to perform the action. 
Harming someone psychologically is as negative as doing so psychi­
cally or physically, and will eventually lead the boaster to curse 
themselves. 

Promising a man or a woman to teach them the secrets of magic 
as a way of getting into their pants is another sure-fire way to lead 
yourself to ruin. ; 

These are facts, not personal opinions. 
The choice is yours. 

Working for Others 
A friend of yours is sick. You want to help. Before perfonning 

any healing ritual for that friend, it's best to ask them if they want 
you to. Abide by their wishes. 

The same is true for any ritual you may wish to do for some other 
person. Obtain their permission in advance, even if it's a laughing 
one. Working positive magic for another person who doesn't want 
it-or who isn't ready for the results-is manipulative. 

So, to make sure that you are truly harming none, ask them 
before mixing up those herbs. 

TheGoaJ 
House protection. Good health. Love. Money. These are magical 

goals or intents. 
The goal is at the heart of all magic. Without a goal, no rituals 
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need be performed. Goals aren't always earthly. Some rites are 
formed to help the magician tune into spirituality-to Deity, if you 
will. Others are designed to strengthen psychic awareness (the un­
conscious mind) or mental alertness (the conscious mind). 

When a goal presents itself to a magician, she or he will usually 
take physical steps to attain it. If these fail, rituals are performed. 

Some goals, obviously, can't be accomplished through normal 
means. When this is the case, magic is immediately used. 

TbePower 
The power at work in magic is within our bodies as well as 

within herbs, stones and other natural products of the Earth. It is not 
satanic, dangerous orevil; nor is it supernatural. Magical power is the 
power of life itself. 

After you exercise for an extended period you're tired. Why? 
Your body has released a large amount of energy. 

A flower dies prematurely after being cut from the ground. It is 
no longer receiving energy (in the form of nutrients) from the Earth. 

This is the energy used in herb magic: personal power and that 
which resides in plants. By combining these two forces, by moving 
them from within to without and by giving them purpose and direc­
tion, herb magicians create needed changes. 

In herb magic-or any form of magic-we must raise and release 
this energy. There are many methods used to accomplish this. One of 
the most effective ways is through your emotions. 

Why do a magical ritual? Usually, it's because of a need. If you 
need and want something badly enough, your personal power is 
focused toward that purpose. In mixing up an incense, you mix in 
that power. In lighting a candle, you light it with that power. 

Many rituals are ineffective precisely because the magician 
wasn't concentrating on the work at hand. Or, she or he simply 
needed something but didn't want it. In either case, personal power 
wasn't properly transferred to the incense, oil or brew, SO it was 
ineffective. 

This doesn't mean that herbs and scents aren't powerful on their 
own. They are. But just as a carrefuses to budge without a start, sotoo 
do herbal mixtures have to be "started" with personal power to get 
them mOving. 

A few pointers here: Concentrate on the work you're doing. If 
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you're grinding rosemary to be used in a healing incense for a friend 
see that friend in a healthy state. While mixing oils to bring mone; 
into your life, concentrate on the oil doing just that. 

If you're able to form clear mental pictures, practice magical 
visualization during preparations as well as during the rite itself. See 
in your mind's eye that the mixture is effective. See it as having 
already done its work. This moves your personal power into the 
herbs. In ritual, the energies released by the herbs combine with your 
own to bring about your magical need. 

Magical visualization is the best way to "jump-start" herbal mix­
tures, but don~t worry if you're unable to adequately visualize. Sim­
ply concentrate on your needed goal. The herbs will do their work. 

TheA/tar 
. ,The al~ is the center of magical practice. It isn't necessarily a 

relIgIOUS shrine, though the powers used in magic are at the heart of 
every religion (a key to unlocking magic, religion and the nature of 
Deity). The altar is simply any flat area at which you can work with 
herbs and perform magical rites. 

Though magic can, and should be, practiced anywhere as needed 
(preferably outdoors), indoor magic is best done in one specific 
place-hence the advisability of creating a pennanent altar or work­
ing space. This need be nothing more than a coffee table, a cleared 
dresser top, or a small table placed in an inconspicuous corner. 
Ideally, it will be in a spot where objects can be left for several days 
for some spells must be worked for that length of time. ' 

Though many herb magicians drape their altars with colored 
c~oth, this is unneces~. ~ too are fancy altar tools such as expen­
sive censers and gIeammg silver candlesticks. A flat, plain space (pref­
erably wooden) is all that is necesscuy. 

If you wish t.o burn cand.les on the altar in recognition of higher 
powers, do so. i?ltto fo: placmg flowers as offerings to the gods (or 
however you View Deity). For best results, magic should be per­
sonally satisfying, so create an altar that moves you. 

Timing 
In the past, when humans lived in tune with the cycles of 

nature, much emphasis was placed on magical timing. Love 
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spells (and all constructive rituals) were performed while the Moon 
was waxing (i.e., from New Moon to Full Moon). Spells involving the 
destruction of disease, pests and problems were best cast during the 
waning of the Moon (from Full to New). 

Then, too, the hours of the day, days of the week, and even the 
months and seasons of the year were sometimes taken into accoWlt 
when deciding the most advantageous moment for magical ritual. If 
the magician was knowledgeable about astrology, the positions of 
the planets were also perused. 

Such complex magical timing was beyond the means of the vast 
majority of illiterate farming families and common folk who prac­
ticed the bulk of natural magic a few centuries ago. If the baby was 
sick its mother didn't wait two weeks for the correct lunar phase. She 
cast a spell when it was needed, with the firm knowledge (not belief) 
that it would help. 

Timing is still important to some herb magicians, but I feel that, 
save forrare situations, its day is past. In magic we work with univer­
sal energies that are channelled through our bodies, through herbs 
and colors. Because they are universal energies, they are universal in 
origin, scope and influence. 

If someone tells me that they can't do a prosperity ritual because 
the Moon is waning, I tell them that another moon circling another 
planet is waxing, and that the two balance each other out. 

This is the way I see magical timing. But those who feel that it is 
prerequisite are free to follow the old ways. * 

'lbol. 
The tools of magic can be found around the house, purchased 

through the mail (see Appendix 2) or easily made. For most herb 
magic and processing, these few tools should suffice: 

• a mortar and pestle (for grinding herbs) 
• a large nonmetallic bowl (for mixing) 
• a small spoon (for incense) 
• a censer (for burning incense) 
• eyedroppers (for mixing oils) 
• a nonmetallic pan (for brewing) 

• Ax more infonnation regarding magical timing, see Scott Cunningham's Magical Herb­
a1ism (llewellyn, 1982). 
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• small funnels (for use with oils) 
• self-igniting charcoal blocks (see Appendix 2 or Incense in Part 

II of this book) 
• cheesecloth (for straining brews and tinctures) 
• colored cotton cloth and wool yam (for sachets) 
• candles and candle holders 
• a large quantity of jars (to store herb products) 

A Basic Spell 
We'll use a healing ritual as an example of how magic works. If 

this spell is for a friend, you've already asked for and received per­
mission from the person to perform the spell. 

Take a healing incense, a healing oil, and a purple or blue candle 
to your altar. Before it, with your mind composed and calm (and the 
r~m quie~), light a charcoal block, set it in your censer, and sprinkle a 
bit of the mcense onto the block. As it rises in fragrant, powerful 
clouds, wjJJ your mind to focus on your magical goal of healing. 

Visualize yourself (or your sick friend) clearly in your mind. Do 
not see the sickness-visualize perfect health. If thoughts of the sick­
ness enter your mind, banish them immediately; they will only hin­
der your magic. 

,?pen the oil, an.d while concentrating on you or your friend, wet 
two fmgers of !our~ght ~and with the oil. Holding the candle in your 
left hand (or ngbt, If you re left-handed), rub the oil onto the candle 
from the top or wick-end to its center, and then from the base to the 
cen~er, until the entire candle is covered with a thin, shiny coating 
of OIl. 

As you rub it you're sending power into the candle-personal 
power as well as that resident within theoil.Feel theoil's powerand your 
personal power beco~g one with the candle. Sense them fusing to­
gether WIth your magIcally empowered imagination. Visualize! 

Now hold the candle, calling upon any powers or deities with 
which you feel comfortable, asking that they aid in healing the 
person. 

Firmly place the candle in the holder. Add more incense to the 
C3enser. Strike a match and light the candle. Watch its flame for a few 
seconds, still holding your image of perfect health, then leave the 
area. As you do so, push all thoughts of the ritual completely out of 
your mind. 
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Let the candle burn as long as you wish. If you have to leave 
home, snuff its flame out with your fingers or a snuffer (blowing out 
candles is seen as an affront to the element of Fire). * Relight the can­
dle upon your return. 

This deceptively simple ritual can be repeated for several days in 
a roW or performed once and never again. As you use herb magic 
you'll discover the number of repetitions necessary for the successful 
accomplishment of a magical goal. 

!fyou wish, you can greatly complicate this spell. You may stitch 
a robe of the color corresponding to the spell (purple or blue for heal­
ing. green for money; see Appendix 1) and wear this while you per­
form the rite. 

You may involve planetary magic in your ritual. This may mean 
performing the spell on a Sunday (a great day for healing). Or, you 
could wear a stone such as amber, which bas legendary healing prop­
erties. The spell might be preceded with a bath in which a sachet of 
healing herbs has been steeped. 

Since spells often utilize spoken words, invocations or prayers to 
specific deities can be added, as can chants or magical "words of 
power." which can be used to direct your energies into the candle. 

Then, too, some magicians add music or dance to their spells, or 
the use of intoxicants (which I don't recommend), strange props, and 
on and on, with an infinite number of possible alterations to this 
basic candleburning rite. 

How does it work? From the moment you select the incense and 
oil to be usedt to the time you light the candle, you are setting powers 
into motion. Through your concentration on the goal (in this case, 
healing) you are sending power, for concentration is power! 

As you anoint the candle with the energy-packed oil, still visual­
izing the person (or you) in a healed state, you are sending energy into 
it from the oil but also from yourself, from the store of personal 
power that sustains our lives. 

The incense smoke sets the atmosphere, sending out showers of 
healing vibrations, which are absorbed into the candle just as your 
concentration is absorbed. 

Any spoken invocations or prayers to higher beings will also

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help align your spell with your magical need, and should add energy 
as well. 

As the candle burns, the power you've concentrated within it is 
slowly released through the agency of flame. Wax is transformed 
from a solid into a liquid and a gas, a miraculous process in and of 
itself. At the same time, the energy and power you've poured into the 
candle is released and speeds on its way. 

A spell of this type need not take much more than ten to fifteen 
minutes once you're comfortable with it. It certainly doesn't require 
a huge investment in tools and regalia. You'll need a comprehensive 
stock of herbs, incenses and oils, but that's what this book is all 
about. 

This same basic spell can be used for any magical need. If bills 
have to be paid, use a green candle, a money oil and incense, and 
visualize yourself paying the bills: writing checks for them or stamp­
ing them "paid in full." 

If love is your quest, see yourself with the perfect mate (remem­
ber: no one person in particular) as you light the love-type incense. 

Magic is not instantaneous, or "snap-crackle-pop," as a friend 
calls it. You can't snap your fingers or wiggle your nose and expect 
your life to fall into place overnight. You must back up your magical 
work with physical exertion. 

Certainly all the spells in all the grimoires in the world won't help 
you find employment if you sit at home all day, never checking the 
want ads or hitting the streets. The same is true of any type of 
magic. 

Magic is truly an all-involving art. If you're willing to expend 
psychic energy, you must also be prepared to exert physical energy as 
well. In doing so, your magical needs will be transformed into solid 
reality. 

2 
On Proportions 

THE BULK OF the recipes included in the first edition of this 
book lacked proportions. I explained that herb magic is a personal art 
and encouraged readers to determine each i?gredient:s am~~t. 

Many readers who have written to me smce the frrs~ editIon (as 
well as a few reviewers) have said that they wanted speCific propor­
tions in the recipes. So most of the recipes in this revision contain 
guidelines on proportions. Again, these aren't holy writ; they are 
suggestions. 

Many belong to the "cookbook" school of herb magic, in which 
recipes are strictly followed to produce the finest results, but this 
isn't necessarily desirable or even possible. While most cooks will 
have a large stock of such staples as flour, salt, spices, eggs and vege­
table oils many of the ingredients used in magical herb compounds 
are diffi~ult to obtain, and when available, almost prohibitively 
expensive. 

So the herb magician who insists on using the exact amounts of 
ingredients for, say, Spirit Incense #6 may end up spending $40 or 
more to create it. For example, wood aloe currently sells for around 
$30 a pound-when you can find it. A few years ago it was being sold 
for around $5.00 a gram. 

An intuitive (rather than by-the-book) herbalist with just a 
pinch of wood aloe would add that amount to the product. thereby 
avoiding a costly purchase for the sole purpose of "accurately" mix­
ing up the incense. Or, she or he may simply substitute another 
ingredient. (See Part ill: Substitutions.) 

Feel free to follow these recipes as they are written. but remem­
ber that these are suggested proportions. As I said in the fIrst edition:

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Keep in mind that even if every recipe contained exact proportions, 
you'd often have to adjust them to compensate for the cup of san­
dalwood you don't have, the empty rosemary jar in your magical 
pantry, and the missing phials of tonka and patchouly oil. 

If you decide to alter the quantities of recipe ingredients, it is 
advisable to record your proportions in a small notebook or on three­
by-five-inch index cards, to save for future reference. 

Don't hesitate to do this, for if you come up with a wonderful oil 
formula but haven't recorded the proportions, it might take you 
weeks of testing to duplicate it again-if you ever do succeed. 

For instance, when I began practicing herb magic, I mixed up a 
sachet (which I still have) that smelled indescribably delicious. Being 
a new student, I ignored my teacher's warnings to record recipes and 
proportions. (I had invented the mixture on the spot.) After letting it 
sit for six months, forgotten behind a shelf of herbs, I found it again 
and attempted to reproduce it-but failed. To this day (19 years 
later) I still haven't found the secret. 

If you decide to create your own formulas (see Chapter 5) or 
change quantities, take a few seconds to scribble down ingredients 
and proportions. Don't wait until after you've made the product to 
do this. It's easy to forget just how many drops of oil or ounces ofherb 
you used. Write down each amount as you add it to the mixture. 

Another factor that faces us concerns the amount of herb product 
to make. One ounce, or one pound? Here are some suggestions: 

Generally, on your fIrst try with a recipe, keep the amounts 
small until you've used it and have determined its effectiveness. This 
avoids making costly mistakes. 

Incense is usually made up in quantities of one cup or so, since 
only a small amount is needed for smoldering during rituals. It also 
keeps well in tightly capped or corked jars. If you wish, once you have 
perfected the recipes, make up a pound or more so that you have a 
ready stock on hand. 

For cone, stick or block incense, follow the same guidelines­
small at first. Once you've perfected the dipping and molding pro­
cess, it's better to make up large quantities of these items, since they 
can be messy and time-consuming. 

Paper incense is easily made in any amount. 
Oils are created by mixing true essential oils in a base of 1fs cup of 

some vegetable oil. This is a suitable amount for making the first 
batch. 
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Once you're satisfied with the blend, make a larger quantity, 
using the same proportions that you originally used. See why you 
have to keep records? 

Ointments, brews and tinctures are usually compounded in one­
cup quantities; at least that's how I make them. Only a minute 
amount of ointment is necessary for anointing purposes, so mixing 
up much more is needlessly wasteful. 

Brews won't last for more than a few days before losing their 
powers (and possibly molding), so they should be prepared in 
small quantities. 

Tinctures have lasting properties, but again, only a small amount 
is needed at any time. 

Ritual soaps should be in the amounts given in the recipes in 
that section. 

Make up inks, bath salts, herb baths and powders in the amounts 
that you feel you can use. This depends entirely on their frequency 
of use. 

Herbal charms (sachets) are simply created when needed. They 
don't have to be kept in stock. 

Keep in mind that in the event of an emergency you can throw 
together an incense or oil, empower it (see Chapter 3) and use it im­
mediately without recording the amounts. In fact, sometimes rve 
made up no more than a few teaspoons of incense for a particular use. 
That's fine-but when time allows, record everything. 

When mixing, if it feels comfortable, do it. If you decide to adjust 
the amounts of ingredients in these recipes, trust yourself. Learn 
from your mistakes, too, but trust your intuition when compounding 
mixtures. How much frankincense should be added to the Ritual Full 
Moon incense, if you decide that my suggested amount is incorrect? 
Add it until it seems to smell right. 

So much for ancient magical rules! 



3 
Empowering Rites 

IN MAGICAL HERBALISM we use the powers within plants to 
manifest needed changes. Herbs do indeed contain energies that we 
can use to improve our lives. 

But these powers aren't enough. We must add personal power to 
the herbs and the mixtures we produce with them. Only by combin­
ing plant and human energies will herb magic be truly effective. 

Herbs have long been known to possess energies useful for 
specific needs. Lavender purifies, rosemary draws love, sandalwood 
heightens spirituality. yarrow increases psychic awareness. 

Many herbs, such as rosemary. have several traditional magical 
uses, A healing incense containing rosemary as its main ingredient 
should be programmed with strictly healing energies. In effect, this 
redirects rosemary's love-inducing, purificatory and protective 
powers toward healing, creating a mixture aligned with your needs. 
This is done by sending personal power, infused with your magical 
goal, into the mixture. 

This process is known as empowering, charging or enchanting. 
For this purpose you can use the enchanting procedure described in 
Cunningham'sEncyclopedia of Magical Herbs or the following ritual. 
Neither is more correct. If they don't speak to you, compose your 
own rite. 

No ritual is necessary to infuse herbal mixtures with your power. 
If you can visualize well, simply touch the herbs (or hold the mixture 
in a bottle) and send your energy into it. However, ritual is a remark­
ably effective tool. It allow us to: 

• Focus on the magical operation (in this case. empowering)

Next, with the energy tingling in your hands, visualize it stream­
ing into the mixture, perhaps as shimmering strands of purplish 
white light that pour from your palms and enter the herbs. You may 
wish to visualize this energy in accordance with the candle's oolor­
blue for healing, for instance. 

If you have difficulty imagining this, state in a fIrm voice your 
magical intention. For a healing bath mixture you might say some­
thing along the lines of: 

I charge you by the Sun and Moon 
To consume disease, 
1b wash away its causes and to heal. 
So mote it be! 

A protective incense may be empowered with such words as 
these: 

I charge you by the Sun and Moon 
1b drive off negativity and evil 
Wherever you are consumed by fue. 
So mote it be! 

An oil might be empowered to "destroy disease where you are 
rubbed" or to "spread peace and calm." Again, feel free to compose 
your own words, suiting them to the mixture and the magical need. 

When you feel drained of energy, when you know that it has left 
your body and entered. the mixture, set it down and shake your 
hands vigorously for a few moments. This cuts off the flow of 
energy. 

Relax your body. Pinch out the candle flame (or snuff it out) and 
save for use with another empowering ritual of the same type. 
The empowerment is done. 

This ritual takes little time and can be incredibly powerful. It 
doesn't require memorizing pages of archaic language or purchasing 
expensive tools. Once you've become accustomed to the ritual it 
becomes second nature. 

Using herb mixtures that haven't been empowered is one mark 
of a lazy herbalist. After all, why go to the trouble of creating your 
own incenses, oils and brews and then omit the final step that 
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energizes and prepares the mixture for ritual use? 
Such a ritual, by the way, can be used to charge herb products 

purchased from occult supply stores. 
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There are some basic ideas to follow here: 

• Collect only what you need. Do you really need five paper 
sacks full of mugwort? 

• Attune with the plant before collecting from it. You may do 
this by placing your hands around it and feeling its energies, 
chanting a simple rhyme or a few words that describe why 
you're taking part of its energy (leaves and flowers), and/or by 
placing an object of worth in the soil at the base of the plant. If 
you have nothing else with you, put a coin or dollar bill beneath 
the plant before harvesting. This represents your willingness 
to give of yourself in exchange for the plant's sacrifice. 

• Never collect more than 25 percent of the plant's growth. If 
you're collecting roots you must, of course, take the whole 
plant, so be sure to leave other nearby plants of the same 
type untouched. 

• Don't collect after rain or heavy dew. At least, not until the Sun 
has dried the plants. Otherwise they might mold while drying. 

• Choose your collection site carefully. Never collect plants near 
highways. roads, stagnant or polluted waters, near factories or 
military installations. 

To dry herbs you've harvested, strip off the leaves or flowers and 
lay on ceramic, wooden or steel racks in a warm. dry place out of 
direct sunlight. Or place them in baskets and shake the herbs daily 
until dry. Store in airtight. labelled jars. * 

Growing 
Growing your own herbs is an intriguing art. Herbs can be dif­

ficult to successfully grow, but when they do, you're rewarded with a 
plentiful supply of flowers, leaves. seeds, barks and roots. 

Any bookstore or library will have good books outlining the 
basic steps in growing herbs. Find one and utilize the information in 
it, taking into account local growing conditions. Most nurseries and 
department stores stock herb seeds and starter plants. 

Magically guard herbs when growing them by placing small 
quartz crystals in the soil. To ensure that they flourish, wear jade 

• See Magical Herbalism for more information on harvesting and drying herbs. 
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when watering or tending them, or put a piece of moss-agate in 
the earth. 

When the plant has matured or is large enough, begin harvesting 
by using the basic system mentioned above. Thank the plant and the 
Earth for its treasures. 

Purchasing 
Many of the ingredients used in herb magic come from far-flung 

parts of the globe. While I'd love to grow a sandalwood tree on my 
front porch, it's just not possible. 

So, many herbs have to be purchased. This doesn't lessen them 
in any way; in fact, the herb trade ensures that plant materials which 
would otherwise be unavailable can be obtained and used in magic. 

Mail-order herb and essential oil suppliers are listed in Appendix 
2. Send away for their catalogs, and you'll be able to buy magical 
botanicals from around the world while sipping herb tea in your liv­
ingroom. 

Then again. most largercities and towns have at least one herb shop 
or health food store which stocks herbs. Check your phone book. 

Take care when buying essential oils. If the salesperson says, 
"Yes, it's real jasmine oil!" and it carries a $3.00 price tag. it's real 
synthetic jasmine oil. Even those oils labelled "essential" are usually 
the products of the laboratory rather than of the fields. 

One good yardstick is price. Most true essential oils sell for be­
tween $10 and $40 per 1/3 or 1/2 ounce. Some, such as camomile, 
yarrow, cardamom, neroH, jasmine and rose can be far costlier. 
Buy carefully! 

Synthetics have long been used in magical herbal ism, but I urge 
you to use only true essential oils. (See the Oils section in Part II for 
more information.) 

Regarding herbs: Many stores can't be relied upon to lay in fresh 
stock at regular intervals, so the rosemary you buy may be several 
years old. In general, choose dried herbs with bright colors, with few 
stem pieces and with fresh smells. 

A void all herbs that are mostly stem. that have varying dis­
coloration. are insect-damaged or moldy. Also avoid any with little 
scent if the herb is usually heavily fragranced. 

Buying by mail complicates this process-it's tough to deter­
mine whether the frankincense you've ordered is top quality. Simply 
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avoid ordering more herbs from suppliers who send you lesser­
quality botanicals. 

And remember-suppliers are at the mercy of the growers. Ob­
taining a year-round supply of first-grade herbs is often difficult. So 
use what you can find and hunt for better supplies in the future. 

A Dictionary of Plant Materials Used in Magic 
This is an alphabetical listing of some of the herbs, gums and oils 

found in this book's recipes. A few other substances-such as sulfur­
are also included. Additionally, this section discusses plant materials 
that haven't been mentioned in my previous herb books. 

It is designed to introd.uceyou to exotic herbs and oils, with hints 
on their magical effects. Specific guidelines on selecting the best 
quality gums and resins are also included. For some of the difficult­
to-obtain oils, gums and woods, rve suggested substitutes that can be 
used in preparing the formulas in this book. (More substitution infor­
mation can be found in Part ill.) 

ACACIA, GUM 
(Acacia senegal) 

Also known as acacia, gum senegal and gum arabic, this is pro­
duced by a tree that grows in Northern Africa. The species of acacia 
which produce gum arabic and gum acacia are soclosely related that 
one product can be substituted for the other. (See Appendix 2 for 
mail-order sources.) Gum acacia is used in protective and psychic­
awareness formulas. 

ALOE, WOOD 
(Aquilaria agal/ocha) 

Wood aloe, also known as lignaIoes, orientallignaloes, wood aloes 
and lignum aloes, is a tree native to India. The odorofthewood is de­
scribed as a combination of ambergris and sandalwood. If this wood is 
unavailable, try substituting it with the same amount of sandalwood 
sprinkled with a few drops of synthetic ambergris for incense use. 

The last I purchased in San Diego cost. as mentioned previously, 
about $30 a pound. 

Wood aloe is usually used in incenses of protection, consecra­
tion. success and prosperity. 
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AMBER OIL 
True amber oil is created from lesser-quality amber, which is 

fossilized pine resin millions of years old. It has a camphor-like odor 
with touches of pine scents, and is rarely available. 

Most amber oils on the market today seem to be artificial amber­
gris mixtures. 

It is used in love and healing mixtures. 

AMBERGRIS 
This scent, the product of sperm whales, was originally (and 

rarely) found washed up on beaches. It was heavily used in magical 
and cosmetic perfumery. Early Arabs used it in cooking. Once the 
origins of ambergris were discovered, countless whales were killed to 
collect this precious substance. 

It has long been used in aphrodisiac-type oils and perfumes. Its 
odor is usually described as musty, musky and earthy. 

True ambergris is best avoided in these ecologically minded 
times. Many whale species are nearly extinct. Its exorbitant price is 
another reason for leaving it to the top perfumery companies to use in 
compounding perfumes (if it is used at all). 

Artificial ambergris or ambergris compounds are widely avail­
able, and are usually sold simply as "ambergris." 

If you can't find even artificial ambergris oil, try substituting the 
following bouquet, or compound, which approximates true amber­
gris: 

AMBERGRIS BOUQUET 

Cypress Oil 
Patchouly Oil (a few drops) 

ASAFOETIDA 
(FemIa asafoetida) 

This native of Afghanistan and Eastern Iran has a nauseating 
odor to which the frequent user eventually becomes accustomed, 
some claim. Even so, I don't keep asafoetida in my home, let alone 
add it to protective or exorcistic incenses. 

H you wish, substitute tobacco, valerian root or any of the herbs 
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listed under these headings (protection, exorcism) in Part m of this 
book. Rather unbelievably, asafoetida is used in Indian cooking. 

BDELUUM. GUM 
Please see introduction to Part ill. 

BERGAMOT MINT OIL 
(Mentha dtrata) 

Bergamot is a small plant with a minty-lemony fragrance. It is 
commonly used in money and prosperity oils. Synthesized versions 
of this oil abound but should not be used. Instea~ make up the bou­
quet suggested below: 

BERGAMOT MINT BOUQUET 

Lemon Oil 
Lemongrass Oil 
Peppermint Oil 

CAMPHOR 
(Cinnamomum camphora) 

This white, intensely scented crystalline substance is distilled 
from a tree native to China and Japan. 

For many years true camphor wasn't sold in the United States. All 
"camphor blocks" and mothballs were made of synthetic camphor, 
which is extremely poisonous. 

Quite recently, through the help of a friend, I discovered a com­
mercial source for camphor in San Diego. Camphor currently sells for 
around $8.00 a pound. 

It is added in small amounts to Lunar and chastity-type 
mixtures. 

CIVET 
Real civet is the product of the civet cat, which lives in Sri Lanka, 

India and Africa. Unlike other animal oils, the animal wasn't usually 
killed to obtain civet but was painfully scraped. 

True civet has an overpowering gamey odor. which is highly 
offensive to the nose. In tiny amounts it smells sweet. so it has been 
used in nearly every high-priced perfume. 
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Today, artificial civet is widely available, and is fine for use in 
magical oils designed to attract love and passion. 

Again, as with all animal products, I don't recommend using the 
actual substance. The synthetics and compounds that duplicate their 
aromas are preferred to the genuine and expensive substances. Avoid 
using all animal products in herb magic! 

COPAL 
(Bursera spp.) 

Copal is a white, pale yellow or yellowish orange gum resin. 
When smoldered on charcoal it produces a rich, delicious, piney· 
lemony fragrance. Copal is the North American equivalent of frank· 
incense. While it lacks some of the latter's bittersweet odor, it is a fine 
substitute for the famous gum resin. When frankincense is left 
smoldering on charcoal for some time, it eventually emits a very bit­
ter scent. Copal's odor, however, never varies as it burns. 

It is native to Mexico and Central America, and has been used as 
incense in religious and magical ceremonies for untold hundreds of 
years, beginning perhaps with the Mayans or even prior to the days 
of that fabled people. 

Copal is my favorite gum resin. Frequent trips to Tijuana (I live 
about 20 miles from the border) have yielded a wide range of copal, 
varying greatly in price, appearance, scent and quality. The finest 
copal is a pale to dark yellow color with an intense resinous-citrus 
odor. It is usually sold in large chunks and may contain leaf 
fragments. 

It is excellent used in all protection, purification and exorcism 
incenses. It is also effective when burned to promote spirituality. 

Copal makes a fine if rather sticky tincture (see Part II: Tinctures). 
Most of the copal sold in the United States is grown on plantations in 
the Phillipines. 

EUPHORBWM 
Please see the introduction to Part m. 

LOTUS OIL 
There are no genuine lotus oils, though such are frequently sold. 

Perfumers simply haven't found a way to capture the scent of this 
aquatic plant. All lotus oils are blends of natural essential oils or synthetic 
substances that strive to duplicate the delicious scent of the lotus. 
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Lotus oil is used in spirituality. healing and meditation for­
mulas. 

Commercial lotus oil can certainly be used where called for. 
However, if you wish to create your own, try the following recipe: 

LOTUS BOUQUET 

Rose 
Jasmine 
White (or light) Musk 
Ylaug-Ylaug 

Mix until the scent is heavy, floral and "wann." 

MAGNOLIA OIL 
(Magnolia spp.) 

Just as with lotus, no genuine magnolia oil exists. Use a com­
pound magnolia oil or compose your own. If possible, have a fresh 
magnolia flower nearby while mixing the below recipe. Try to cap­
ture its haunting fragrance by combining the following oils: 

MAGNOLIA BOUQUET 

Neroli Oil 
Jasmine Oil 
Rose Oil 
Sandalwood Oil 

Magnolia oil is often used in recipes designed to promote har­
mony, psychic awareness and peace. 

MASTIC,GUM 
(Pistachia Jentiscus) 

This resin can be quite difficult to find (but see Appendix 2 for 
Possible sources). If it is unavailable. try substituting a combination, 
equal parts, of gum arabic and frankincense. 

MUSK 
A famous perfumery substance, musk was extracted from the 

scent glands of the musk deer, a native of China and the Far East. 
Though the extraction could be made without killing the deer, the 
wild animals were usually slaughtered. Thus, high-priced perfumes 
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were made at the expense of life. 
Currently, synthetic musks are readily available and have vir­

tually overtaken the major perfumers, who seldom use genuine 
musk. As with ambergris, civet and all animal products anciently 
used in magic, genuine musk isn't necessary or even recommended 
for use. 

When selecting a musk, choose one that smells warm, woodsy, 
gamey and rich. 

Musk is generally used in formulas involving courage, sexual 
attraction and purification. 

Herbal musk substitutes include ambrette seeds, spikenard roots, 
sumbul roots, musk thistle flowers and mimulus flowers. 

NEW-MOWN HAY OIL 
This is another perfumers fantasy. To capture the honey-fresh 

scent of a just-mowed field of hay, try the below recipe: 

NEW-MOWN HAY BOUQUET 

Woodruff Oil 
Tonka Oil 
Lavender Oil 
Bergamot Oil 
Oakmoss Oil 

New-mown hay oil is used to "tum over a new leaf," to attain a ' 
fresh perspective on a difficult problem, and especially to break 
negative habits (such as addictions) and thought patterns. 

OAKMOSS 
(Evemia prunastri; E. fururacea) 

Oakmoss is any of several lichens growing on oak and spruce 
trees in central and southern Europe. 

Oakmoss has a warm, slightly spicy odor and is used in money­
drawing mixtures. It is most often encountered in recipes in its oil 
form. It can be imitated with the following compound: 

OAKMOSS BOUQUET 

Vetivert Oil 
Cinnamon Oil 

SANDALWOOD 
(Santalum album) 
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Sandalwood is one of the most valuable woods in the world. It 
has a rich, mysterious scent and is widely used in magical and religious 
incenses. Heartwood produces the best quality sandalwood. It is a 
light brown to reddish color with a deep scent. Lower grades, which 
are white with little scent, aren't recommended for use in magic. San­
dalwood is used in protection, exorcism, healing and spirituality for­
mulas. Cedar can be substituted for sandalwood if the true wood 
can't be found. 

STORAX (Also known as "styrax.") 
(Liquidambar orientalis) 

This resin, which originates in a tree growing in southwest Asia 
Minor, has a resinous floral scent. It has long been used in magical and 
religious perfumes and incenses. 

It is difficult to obtain. Low-priced storax oil, when found, is 
usually an imitation of the genuine product. Substitute benzoin 
essential oil for storax. This doesn't duplicate the fragrance, but it can 
be used in magical formulas. Or, use any of the oil forms of the herbs 
mentioned under the appropriate heading in Part ill: Substitutions. 

SULFUR 
This is a light yellow mineral that is fairly odorless until burned, 

upon which it sends up clouds of the familiar rotten-egg scent. 
It is used in exorcistic and protective incenses but isn't recom­

mended because of its persistent, nauseating scent. 
Substitute any of the exorcistic or protective herbs listed in Part 

ill of this book, or simply use tobacco. 

SWEET PEA OIL 
(Lathrys odoratus) 

No genuine sweet pea oil is available. Try creating your own 
along the lines of the follOwing formula: 
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SWEET PEA BOUQUET 

Neroli 
Ylang-Ylang Oil 
Jasmine Oil 
Benzoin Oil 

It is used in love and friendship recipes. 

TONKA 
(Dipteryx odorada; D. spp.) 

Tonka beans are obtained from Eastern Venezuela and Brazil. 
They have long been used in creating artificial vanilla, which was 
widely sold in the United States until it was determined that this 
product was a health hazard.

5 
Creating Your Own Recipes 

THIS CHAPTER JUMPS into the future just a bit, but stay 
with me. 

Say you've been working with herb magic, mixing up some of 
the recipes contained in this book. Once you've made up several mix­
tures you might grow restless. Though your magical pantry is stocked 
with incenses, oils, ointments and bath salts, that may not be enough. 
You want to make your own recipes. 

Thisistobeexpected.Experiencedcooksusuallycreatenewdishes 
as situations demand. They may also whip up a new culinary crea­
tion for the pure enjoyment of so doing. The magical herbalist is often 
of the same temperament. 

If after trying some of these fonnulas you'd like to make up your . 
own recipes, you might wonder how to do it. In this chapterwe'U dis­
cuss this process with full examples to make each step in the creation 
process clear. Though I recommend it, don't feel that you have to util­
ize this information. You can make one recipe from this book every 
week and not run out of projects for several years. 

However, this chapter explains the basics for those who wish to 
create their own fonnulas. 

Why bother doing this? Why not! Such mixtures will be yours 
alone, intimately connected with your personal beliefs and energies. 
In short, they may be more powerful simply because they're from 
you. Old recipes and those created by others certainly work, but it's 
exciting to create your own unique blends and see their results. 

Here's one method to do this. Remember, though, to rely on your 
intuitioh when detenniningwhich ingredients to add, as well as their 
exact proportions. And have fun. 

37 
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THE GOAL 
The first step toward creating a new herb mixture is to deter­

mine the future product's magical goal or intent. You may have a 
definite need andare creating this substance toaddress that need. Or, 
you may simply be making a mixture to use in the future when some 
problem arises. If so, decide what you want it to do: bring money into 
your life, ease depression, create new love interests, draw health or 
power, protection or peace. For demonstration purposes here, let's 
say you need to make up a new magical protectant. 

THE FORM 
Once you've determined its purpose, decide on its fonn-in­

cense, oil, bath salt, bath herbs, tincture, amulet, ointment and so on. 
Decide this by answering a few questions: 

Which form is best suited to this type of goal? Obviously, some 
forms are more suitable to certain magical interests than others. You 
wouldn't make up a protection incense, for example, if you need to 
use it at the office or on your way to work. A protective amulet or oil 
would be more easily utilized. , 

Which procedures do I know the best? It's wise to use those pro­
cesses that you have worked with in the past when creating your 
own blends. Better products are almost guaranteed. (I realize this 
may be premature if you're just starting to work with herbs.) 

Which procedures produce the best results for me? For instance, 
if you're partial to incense, and find the combustible types (cones, . 
blocks, sticks) to be less spectacular in creating your needed magical 
goal, mix a noncombustible incense. If you've found that burning oil­
m;ointed candles produces the most satisfying results, blend an oil. 
Remember: Though such products do contain energies, it is their 
ability to put us into the state of ritual consciousness (see Glossary) 
that determines their effectiveness. 

Which forms do I enjoy the most? If you abhor the thought of 
carryingasachet,there'snoreasontocreateone.However,ifslipping 
into an herb-scented tub of warm water gets your powers flowing, 
you may decide to create a protective bath sachet or bath salt. 

THE HERBS 
Next, decide which herbs to use. Check the Magical Goals tables 

in Part ill: Substitutions to find which type of herbs are magically 
related to your particular magical goal. For our purposes here, say 
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you'll create a preliminary list of protective herbs. 
Now check your herb stock. Though time-consuming, it's a good 

idea to maintain lists of your herb magic supplies. Keep a small 
notebook near your herbs. On one page (or more if necessary) write 
down all herbs and botanicals. On another page note the oils you 
have. On still a thir~ list all processing supplies: cheesecloth, bottles, 
eyedroppers, cloth, cord and thread, potassium nitrate, alcohol. On a 
fourth, keep a list of herbs and oils you wish to obtain. 

Each time you run out of an herb or oil, make a notation on the 
fourth page to remind yourself. And remember to update all lists as 
you lay in new stock. 

This may seem to be unnecessary work, but such a book will 
save you from rummaging through your assorted bottles just to dis­
cover what you have. 

The most experienced magical herbalist usually has a cluttered 
herb cabinet, with dozens or hundreds of jars of varying sizes crowd­
ed onto shelves and stuffed into comers. Even if they're kept in 
roughly alphabetical order or divided by type (such as gums, barks, 
flowers), checking each bottle can be a monumental job. 

Back to our plan. Compare your preliminary list against your 
stock list. If you have several of the herbs mentione~ fme. If not, buy 
or harvest more. 

Or, determine other herbs that could be used in a protection for­
mula. There are a number of ways to do this. Use your intuition. Look 
in other books. Or consult the planetary and elemental lists in Part m 
of this work, cross-referencing the various lists. 

For example, since protection is a magical act closely related to 
the Sun and Mars and often utilizes herbs of the element of Fire 
check these tables in Part m as well. Below is a list of various types of 
magical intentions, together with planets and elements that govern 
these goals: 

BANISHING: Saturn, FITe 
BEAUTY: Venus, Water 
COURAGE: Mars, Fire 
DIVINATION: Mercury, Air 
EMPLOYMENT: Sun, Jupiter, Earth 
ENERGY: Sun, Mars, Fire 
EXORCISM: Sun, Fire 
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FERTILITY: Moon, Earth 
FRIENDSHIPS: Venus, Water 
HAPPINESS: Venus, Moon, Water 
HEALING, HEALTH: Moon, Mars (to burn away dis,,,,,,,,,), 

Fire (ditto), Water 
THE HOME: Saturn, Earth, Water 
JOY, HAPPINESS: Venus, Water 
WVE: Venus, Water 
MONEY, WEALTH: Jupiter, Earth 
PEACE: Moon, Venus 
POWER: Sun, Mars, Fire 
PROTECTION: Sun, Mars, Fire 
PSYCHISM: Moon, Water 
PURIFICATION: Saturn, Fire, Water 
SEX: Mars, Venus, Fire 
SLEEP: Moon, Water 
SPIRITUALITY: Sun, Moon, Water 
SUCCESS: Sun, Fire 
TRAVEL: Mercury, Air 
WISDOM, INTELLIGENCE: Mercury, Air 

Find the planet(s) and element that governs your pa:rticular 
magical need and consult the tables in Part ill to enlarge your 
liminary list of herbs. 

Once again compare this list with your stock list. Cross out 
you don't have at the present time. Let's say the following is the 
reeted and enlarged list of protective herbs that you have in stock: 

Rosemary 
Dill 
Rose Geranium 
Tarragon 
Basil 
Orange peel 
Mint 
Pine 
Juniper 

Frankincense 
Fennel 
Rue 
Fern 
Cinnamon 
Garlic 
Allspice 
Cedar 
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Now detennine which herbs are most favorable to the type of 
product you've decided to make. Some of these are immediately 
inappropriate for incense use. Though garlic is a fine protective herb, 
it's best not to use it in incense formulas. So cross this one off. If 
necessary, and if you haven't already done so, light a charcoal block 
(see Incense in Part m, place it in an incense burner, and burn a bit of 
each of these herbs. Once again, remove those which don't appeal to 
you from your enlarged preliminary list. Your smaller list of herbs 
may now now look something like this: 

Rosemary 
Basil 
Orange peel 
Cedar 

Frankincense 
Cinnamon 
Pine 
Juniper 

Eight herbs are left. In a sense, the recipe has formulated itself. 
After detennining the relative amounts of each ingredient, you could 
mix the above herbs, empower them, and burn as a protective 
incense. 

Oryou could create a recipe using only a few of these. Some pos­
sible combinations include: 

#1 #2 #3 #4 

Frankincense Frankincense Frankincense Frankincense 
Cinnamon Juniper Pine Orange peel 
Juniper Cedar Basil Cinnamon 

Pine Juniper 

. Many others are possible. You'll notice that rve included frank­
lDCense in each combination. In general, use at least one gum resin in 
ev~ recipe. Resins include frankincense, myrrh, benzoin, arabic, 
rnastIc, copal and dragon's blood. Even if one of these gums doesn't 
show up on the substitution lists in Part m, include one for best 
results in your new incense. 

Once you 've decided on a formula, copy it down on a three-by­
five-inch index card or in your herbal notebook. Even if you think 
yOu'll change it later, copy it down! Give the blend a name as well. 
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Now compound the incense, grinding herbs if necessary in your . 
mortar and pestle, mixing and aligning their energies. Then empower 
and use, or store in a labelled bottle until needed. You've just created 
a new incense. 

This same basic system can be used tofonnulate nearly any per- , 
sonal recipeforanytypeof magical product. Those which are dedicated ' 
to specific deities, however, are created in a somewhat different 
manner. 

If you wish to invent a fonnula in honor of a goddess or god, 
check into mythology to discover which plants (if any) were used in 
their worship. * These are ritually appropriate. 

Or, use the herbs and plants which relate to the deity's basic 
influences. For example, in the Pele Incense recipe included in this 
new edition, fiery herbs are used to honor the Hawaiian goddess of ' 
volcanoes. Though fiery Hawaiian plants would be ideal, they aren't· 
easily obtainable on the mainland. Therefore, the ones listed are ac­
ceptable substitutes. 

With these simple steps you can create magical products for an ' 
endless variety of uses. Rely on your inner wisdom. Research. 
Experiment. 

And most of all, enjoy the powers of herbs.

Incense 

INCENSE HAS SMOLDERED on magicians' altars for at least 
5,000 years. It was burned in antiquity to mask the odors of sacrifi­
cial animals, to carry prayers to the Gods, and to create a pleasing 
environment for humans to meet with Deity. 

Today, when the age of animal sacrifices among most Western 
magicians is long past, the reasons for incense use are varied. It is 
burned during magic to promote ritual consciousness, the state of 
mind necessary to rouse and direct personal energy. This is also 
achieved through the use of magical tools, by standing before the 
candle-bewitched altar, and by intoning chants and symbolic 
words. 

When burned prior to magical workings, fragrant smoke also 
purifies the altar and the surrounding area of negative, disturbing vi­
brations. Though such a purification isn't usually necessary. it, once 
again, helps create the appropriate mental state necessary for the 
successful practice of magic. 

Specially formulated incenses are burned to attract specific 
energies to the magician and to aid her or him in charging personal 
POwer with the ritual's goal, eventually creating the necessary 
change. 

Incense, in common with all things, possesses specific vi­
brations. The magician chooses the incense for magical use with 
these vibrations in mind. If performing a healing ritual, she or he 
burns a mixture composed of herbs that promote healing. 

When the incense is smoldered in a ritual setting it undergoes a 
transformation. The vibrations, no longer trapped in their physical 
fann, are released inlo the environment. Their energies, mixing with 
those of the magician, speed out to effect the changes necessary to the 
manifestation of the magical goal. 

45 
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Not all incense formulas included in this book are strictly for 
magical use. Some are smoldered in thanks or offering to various 
aspects of Deity, just as juniper was burned to Inanna 5,000 years 
ago in Sumer. Other blends are designed to enhance Wiccan rituals. 

You needn't limit incense use to ritual, but avoid burning healing 
incense just for the smell, or to freshen up your stale house. Burning 
magically constructed and empowered incenses when they're not 
needed is a waste of energy. If you wish to burn a pleasant-smelling 
incense, compound a household mixture for this purpose. 

The Material. 
Incenses are composed of a variety of leaves, flowers, roots, 

barks, woods,resins,gums and oils. Semiprecious stones may also be 
added to incenses to lend their energies to the mixture, much as 
emeralds were once burned in fIres by ancient Meso-American 
peoples. 

Out of the literally hundreds of potential incense ingredients, 
perhaps 14 are most frequently used. Keep a stock of these herbs on 
hand if you plan to make several incenses. These might include: 

Frankincense 
Myrrh 
Benzoin 
Copal 
Rose petals 
Bay 
Cinnamon 

Pine needles or resin (pitch) 
Juniper 
Sandalwood 
Cedar 
Thyme 
Basil 
Rosemary 

Be aware that many plants (if not all!) smell quite different when 
being smoldered. Sweet scents turn sour fast. 

If you wish, take a large number of dried and finely ground plant 
substances (flowers, leaves, bark, roots) and drop a small portion of 
each herb onto a hot charcoal block; then decide whether the scent is 
pleasing or not. You might make a notation of each botanical and its 
scent in a special notebook reserved for this purpose or on three-by­
five-inch cards. Also note any psychic or other sensations you notice 
with each burning herb. In this way you'll eventually build up a 
thorough knowledge of incense materials, which will aid you in your 
herbal magic. 
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Do remember that, as surprising at it sounds, scent isn't a factor 
in magical incense, except very generally: sweet odors are usually 
used for positive magical goals, while foul scents are used for banish­
ing rituals. 

Scent is power. It allows us to slip into ritual consciousness, 
thereby allowing us to raise power, infuse it with the properenergies, 
and send it forth toward the magical goal. However, not all magical 
incenses smell sweet. Some have strong, resinous odors; others, in­
tensely bitter scents. Incenses intended for ritual use are blended to 
provide the proper energies during magical operations-not to smell 
pleasing to the human nose. 

Don't let this scare you away from incense, however. Most of 
our associations with "pleasant" and "foul" odors are leame~ and 
our noses aren't as capable of determining various scents as they 
should be. Retrain your nose to accept exotic scents, and the art of 
incense burning will become a joy, not something to be tolerated for 
the sake of magic. 

Occult supply stores stock incense intended for use in magic. 
Many rare blends can be purchased for a few dollars. While these are 
magically effective, you may wish to make some of your own. 

The Two Forms of Incense 
Incense is virtually a necessity in magical practice, but there 

seems to be agreat mystery surrounding its composition. Fortunately 
with practice, it's surprisingly easy to make incense. 

Two types of incense are used in magic: the combustible and the 
noncombustible. The fonner contains potassium nitrate (saltpeter) 
to aid in burning, while the latter does not. Therefore combustible 
incense can be burned in the form of bricks, cones, sticks and other 
shapes, whereas noncombustible incense must be sprinkled onto 
glowing charcoal blocks to release its fragrance. 

Ninety-five percent of the incense used in magic is the non­
combustible, raw or granular type. Why? Perhaps because it's easier 
to make. Herbal magicians are notoriously practical people. 

Also, some spells (particularly divinatory or evocational rites; 
see the Glossary for unfamiliar words) call for billowing clouds of 
smoke. Since cone, stick and block incense burn at steady rates, such 
effects are impossible with their use. 

The advantages of combustible incense can outweigh its

drawbacks, depending on circumstance. Need to burn some money­
drawing incense for an unexpected ritual? You could take out the 
censer, a charcoal block and the incense,light the charcoal, place it in 
the censer and sprinkle incense onto it. Or you could pull out a cone 
of money-drawing incense,light it, set it in the censer and get on with 
your ritual. 

Different magicians prefer different types of incense. I'm partial 
to raw or noncombustible incenses. but the wise magical herbalist 
stocks both types. Hence, instructions for the preparation of both 
fonns appear here. 

Non~bustible Incense 
Be sure you have all necessary ingredients. If you lack any, 

decide on substitutions (see Chapter 5 or Part ill for ideas). 
Each ingredient must be fmely ground, preferably to a powder, 

using either a mortar and pestle or an electric grinder. Some resins 
won't powder easily, but with practice you'll find the right touch. 
When I first worked with herbs I couldn't powder frankincense. It , 
kept on gumming to the sides of the mortar and to the tip of the pestle. 
After a while I stopped fighting it (and cursing it, I'll admit-not a 
good thing to do with herbs used in incenses) and got into the flow of 
the work. The frankincense came out just fine. 

When all is ready, fix your mind on the incense's goal-pro­
tection, love, health. In a large wooden or ceramic bowl, mix the 
resins and gums together with your hands. While mingling these 
fragrant substances, also mix their energies. Visualize your personal 
power-vibrating with your magical goal-exiting your hands and 
entering the incense. It is this that makes homemade incense more 
effective than its commercial counterparts. 

Next, mix in all the powdered leaves, barks, flowers and roots. 
As you mix, continue to visualize or concentrate on the incense's 
goal. 

Now add any oils or liquids (wine, honey, etc.) that are included 
in the recipe. Just a few drops are usually sufficient. On the subject of 
oils: If there'sasufficient amount of dryingredients in the recipe, you 
can substitute an oil for an herb you lack. Simply ensure that the oil is 
an essential oil, for synthetics smell like burning plastic when 
smoldered. 

Once all has been thoroughly mixed, add any powdered gem-
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stones or other power boosters. A few-not many-of the recipes in 
this book call for a pinch of powdered stone. 

To produce this, simply take a small stone of the required type 
and pound it in a metal mortar and pestle (or simply smash it with a 
hammer against a hard surface). Grind the resulting pieces into a 
powder and add no more than the scantest pinch to the incense. 

One general power-boosting "stone" is amber. A pinch of this 
fossilized resin added to any mixture will increase its effectiveness, 
but this can be rather expensive. 

The incense is now fully compounded. Empower the incense 
(see Chapter 2) and it is done. Store in a tightly capped jar. label care­
fully, including the name of the incense and date of composition. It is 
ready for use when needed. 

Combustible Incense 
Combustible incense (in the fonn of cones, blocks and sticks) is 

fairly complex in its composition, but many feel the results are worth 
the extra work. 

To be blunt, this aspect of incense composition isn't easy. Some 
of the ingredients are difficult to obtain, the procedure tends to be 
messy and frustrating, and some even question whether combustible 
incense is as magically effective as its noncombustible counterpart. 
For years I hesitated making or using sticks, cones or blocks because 
they contain potassium nitrate. This substance is magically related to 
Mars, and I felt this might add unneeded aggressive energies to the 
incense. 

But when I considered that the charcoal blocks I use to burn 
noncombustible incense also contain saltpeter, I relented and experi­
mented. However, to this day I prefer the raw fonn. To each their 
OWn. 

At first, making combustible incense may seem impossible to 
~omplish. But persevere and you'll be rewarded with the satisfac­
tion of lighting incense cones you've made yourself. 

Gum tragacanth glue or mucilage is the basic ingredient of all 
molded incenses. Gum tragacanth is available at some herb stores; at 
one time in the past every drugstore canied it. It is rather expensive 
($3.00 an ounce as of this writing), but a little will last for months. 

To make tragacanth glue, place a teaspoon of the ground herb in 
a glass of warm water. Mix thoroughly until all particles are 
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dispersed. To facilitate this, place in a bowl and whisk or beat with an 
egg beater. This will cause foam to rise, but it can be easily skimmed 
off orallowed to disperse. The gum tragacanth has enormous absorp­
tion qualities; an ounce will absorb up to one gallon of water in a 
week. 

Let the tragacanth absorb the water until it becomes a thick, 
bitter-smelling paste. The consistency of the mixture depends on 
form of incense desired. For sticks (the most difficult kind to make) 
the mixture should be relatively thin. For blocks and cones a thicker 
mucilage should be made. This is where practice comes in handly; 
after a session or two you will automatically know when the mucilage 
is at the correct consistency. 

If you can't find tragacanth, try using gum arabic in its 
This, too, absorbs water. Ihaven't tried using it for incense yet,but a1~j 
reports say it works as well as tragacanth. 

When you have made the trag glue, cover with a WI,t (~olth ,an,~· 
set aside. It will continue to thicken as it sits. so if it becomes too thick 
add a bit of water and stir thoroughly. 

Next. make up the incense base. Not all formulas in this book 
can be used for combustible incense; in fact, most of them 
designed to be used. as noncombustible incenses. Fortunately, 
adding the incense to a base it should work well. Here's one standard 
formula for an incense base: 

CONE INCENSE BASE 

6 parts ground Charcoal (not self-igniting) 
1 part ground Benzoin 
2 parts ground Sandalwood 
1 part ground Orris root (this "fixes" the scent) 
6 drops essential oil (use the oil form of one of the in­

gredients in the incense) 
2 to 4 parts mixed, empowered incense 

Mix the ftrst four ingredients until all are well blended. Add the 
drops of essential oil and mix again with your hands. The goal is to 
create a powdered mixture with a fine texture. If you wish, run the 
mixture through a grinder or the mortar again until it is satis­
factory. 

Add two to four parts of the completed and empowered incense 
mixture (created according to the instructions for Noncombustible 
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Incense above). Combine this well with your hands. 
Then using a small kitchen scale. weigh the completed incense 

and add ten percent potassium nitrate. If you've made ten ounces of 
incense, add one ounce potassium nitrate. Mix this until the white 
powder is thoroughly blended. 

Saltpeter should constitute no more than ten percent of the com­
pleted bulk of the incense. If any more is added, it will burn too fast; 
less, and it might not burn at all. 

Potassium nitrate isn't difficult to obtain. I buy mine at drug 
stores, so check these (it isn't usually on the shelf; ask for it at the 
phannacy). If you have no luck. try chemical supply stores. 

Next, add the tragacanth glue. Do this a teaspoon at a time, mix­
ing with your hands in a large bowl until all ingredients are wetted. 
For cone incense you'll need a very stiff, dough-like texture. If it is too 
thick it won't properly form into cones and will take forever to dry. 
The mixture should mold easily and hold its shape. 

On a piece of waxed paper, shape the mixture into basic cone 
shapes, exactly like the ones you've probably bought. If this form 
isn't used, the incense might not properly burn. 

When you've made up your cone incense, let it dry for two to 
seven days in a wann place. Your incense is finished. 

For block incense make a 1/3 inch-thick square of the stiff 
dough on waxed paper. Cut with a knife into one-inch cubes as if you 
were cutting small brownies. Separately slightly and let dry. 

Stick incense can be attempted as well. Add more tragacanth 
glue to the mixed incense and base until the mixture is wet but 
still rather thick. The trick here is in determining the proper 
thick~ess of the incense/tragacanth mixture and in finding ap­
propnate materials to use. Professional incense manufacturers use 
thin bamboo splints, which aren't available. So try homemade 
Wooden or bamboo splints, broom straws, very thin twigs, or those 
lo?g wooden cocktail skewers that are available at some grocery and 
onental food stores. 

. Dip the sticks into the mixture, let them sit upright and then dip 
agam. Several dippings are usually necessary' this is a most dif-
ficult process. • 

When the sticks have accumulated a sufficient amount of the 
incense, poke them into a slab of clay or some other substance so that 
they stand upright. Allow them to dry. 
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One variation on stick incense making uses a stiffer' 
dough. Pat down the dough on waxed paper until 
the stick on the dough. Roll a thin coating of dough around the 
The incense shouldn't be more than twice the thickness of the 
Squeeze or press it onto the stick so that it will stay put, and 
dry. 

Personally, I find the inclusion of charcoal in this recipe to be 

tasteful and unnecessary. It makes it imperative that ~o~u~:.:~::~ 
hands numerous times throughout this process. Al,the'ugh 
charcoal also lends a peculiar odor to the incense. So 
recipe rve used with good results: 

CONE INCENSE BASE #2 

6 parts powdered Sandalwood (or Cedar, Pine, Juniper) 
2 parts powdered Benzoin (or Frankincense, Myrrh, etc.) 
1 part ground Orris root 
6 drops essential oil {use the oil form of one of the in­

cense ingredients} 
3 to 5 parts empowered incense mixture 

In this recipe, powdered wood is used in place of the ch,rrCllal.1 
Use sandalwood if it's included in the incense recipe. If not, 
cedar, pine or juniper, depending on the type of incense to be maae. 
Try to match the wood base of this incense to the incense's recipe. 
you can't, simply use sandalwood. 

Mix the first three ingredients until combined. Add the UllauU 

mix again. Then add three to five parts of the completed incense 
this. Again, this should be a powder. Weigh and add ten per"c"",! 
potassium nitrate. 

Mix, add the gum tragacanth glue, combine again and mold 
the methods described above. 

Rules of Combustible Incense Composition 
Here are some guidelines to follow when compounding combus­

tible incense. These are for use with the Cone Incense Base #2 recipe 
above. If they aren't followed, the incense won't properly hurn. 
There's less room for experimentation here than with noncombus-­
tible incenses. 

First off, never use more than ten percent saltpeter. Ever! 
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Also, keep woods (such as sandalwood, wood aloe, cedar, juniper 
and pine) and gum resins {frankincense, myrrh, benzoin, copal} in the 
proper proportions: at least twice as much powdered wood as resins. 
If there's more resinous matter, the mixture won't burn. 

Naturally, depending on the type of incense you're adding to the 
base, you may have to juggle some proportions accordingly. Simply 
ensure that frankincense and its kin never constitute more than one­
third of the final mixture, and all should be well. 

Though this hasn't covered all aspects of combustible incense 
making (that could be a book in itself), it should provide you with 
enough guidelines to make your own. Experiment, but keep these 
rules in mind. 

Incense Papers 
Incense papers are a delightful variation of combustible incense. 

Here, rather than using charcoal and gum tragacanth, tinctures and 
paper are the basic ingredients. When finished you'll have produced 
several strips of richly scented paper that can be smoldered with a 
minimum of fuss. 

To make incense papers, take a piece of white blotter paper and 
cut it into six-inch strips about an inch wide. 

Next, add one and one-half teaspoons potassium nitrate to one­
half cup very warm water. Stir until the saltpeter is completely 
dissolved. 

Soak the paper strips in the saltpeter solution until thoroughly 
saturated. Hang them up to dry. 

You now have paper versions of the charcoal blocks used to bum 
incense. The obstacle in scenting them is to overcome the normal 
smell of burning paper. For this reason, heavy fragrances should be 
used, such as tinctures. (See Tinctures section in this book.) 

Tinctures compounded from gums and resins seem to produce 
the best results. I've tried using true essential oils with incense papers 
but without much success. 

Empower the tincture{s) with your magical need, then pour a 
few drops of the tincture onto one strip of paper. Smear this over the 
paper and add more drops until it is completely coated on one 
side. 

Hang the strip up to dry and store in labelled, airtight containers 
until needed. 
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To speed drying, tum on the oven to a low temperature,leaveth~ 
door open, and place the soaked incense papers on the ra,ok.Rem" .. 
them when dry. 

Generally speaking, incense papers should be made with 
tincture rather than mixtures. But, once again, try' v,ui',m; fc)mlUI" 
until you come up with positive results. 

To use incense papers, simply remove one paper and hold 
above your censer. Light one tip with a match, and after it is 
pletely involved in flame, quickly blow it out. Place the glowillJl 
paper in your censer and let it smolder, visualizing or working 
magical ritual. 

Incense papers should bum slowly and emit a pleasant 
but again your results will vary according to the strength of the 
ture and the type of paper used. 

Plain unscented incense papers can be used in place o~~~~~~ 
blocks. For this purpose soak the papers in the potassium 
solution and let dry, then set one alight in the censer. Sprinkle a 
layer of the incense over the paper. As it burns the paper will 
smolder your incense. 

here is to allow air to circulate below the papers. You can 
You may have difficulty in keeping incense paper ~t~~::::~= 

byeitherplacing thepaperon some heat-proof object in 
by filling the censer with salt or sand and thrusting one end of 
paper into this, much as you might with incense sticks. The 
should bum all the way to its end. 

Incense papers are a simple and enjoyable alternative to nOlrnu"': 
combustible incense. Try them! 

The Censer 
Whether you use raw incense, blocks or incense papers, vmJ'u 

need an incense burner. The C::~~~~~:;;::~~~~~~;'~:~~'d~!:::; equipped, church-type affair to a bowl of sand 
matter. I know occultists who've used the bowl-and-salt method for· 
years, 10llJl aftec they could have affocded 10 purchase othec censers. ' 

Although I have several, perhaps my favorite censer is actually a 
mortar from Mexico. It is carved from lava, stands on three legs and is 
perfect for use as a censer. 

Your own taste should determine which censeris right for you. If 
nothing else is available, use a bowl half-filled with sand or salt and 
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get on with it. The sand protects the bowl and the surface on which it 
sits against heat. It also provides a handy place on which to prop up 
stick incense. 

Using Combustible Incense 
Simply light it, blowout the flame after the tip is glowing, and set 

it in the censer. As it burns visualize your magical goal manifesting in 
your life. It's that simple. You may wish to also burn candles of the 
appropriate color, perhaps anointed with a scented oil that is also 
aligned with your goal. 

Naturally, incense may also be smoldered as a part of a larger 
ritual. 

Using Noncombustible Incense 
Light a self-igniting charcoal block (see below) and place it in a 

censer. Once the block is glowing and saltpeter within it has stopped. 
sparkling, sprinkle a half-teaspoon or so of the incense on the block. 
Use a small spoon if you wish. It will immediately begin to burn, and 
in doing so, release fragrant smoke. * 

Remember: Use just a small amount of incense at first. When the 
smoke begins to thin out, add more. If you dump on a spoonful of 
incense it will probably extinguish the charcoal block, so use small 
amounts. Incenses containing large amounts of resins and gums 
(frankincense, myrrh and 50 on) burn longer than those mainly com­
posed of woods and leaves. 

Don't knock off the ash that forms on top of the charcoal unless 
the incense starts to smell foul. In such a case, scrape off the burning 
incense and the ash with a spoon and add a fresh batch. Frankincense 
does tend to smell odd after smoldering for some time. 

Incense can be burned as part of a magical ritual, to honor higher 
forces, or as a direct act of magic, such as to clear ahouse of negativity 
and to smooth peaceful vibrations throughout it. 

• There's a difference between burning and smoldering; though I use such terms as "burn 
this incense" several times in this book, I really mean "smolder." 
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Charcoal Blocks 
These are necessities for burning noncombustible incense.' 

They're available in a wide range of sizes, from over an inch 
diameter (they're usually round) to about a half-inch size. 
religious and occult supply stores stock them, and they can be 01>­
tained from mail-order suppliers (see Appendix 2). 

Potassium nitrate is added to these charcoal blocks during 
manufacture to help them ignite. When touched with a lit match" 
fresh charcoal blocks erupt into a sparkling ftre which quickly spreads 
across the block. If you wish, hold the block. It may light easily. If so, 
quickly place it in the censer to avoid burning your fingers. Or, light 
the block in the censer itself, thereby preventing bums. This is some-, 
what harder to do. 

Unfortunately, some charcoal blocks aren't fresh, have 
exposed to moisture, or haven't been properly saturated with 
potassium nitrate solution and so don't light well. If this is the case, 
relight the block until it is evenly glowing and red. Then pour on 
the incense. 

Simple Incenses 
These are one-herb incenses that can be burned on charcoal 

when needed. Since they aren't mixtures, I didn't include them in the, 
following alphabetical listing of recipes but placed them here. 

In effect they're instant incenses, needing no mixing or measur­
ing. Simply grind and empower them before use. 

Allspice 
Bum to attract money and luck and to provide extra physical ' 

energy.

Use for purification and protection of the home.

Use a small amount for purification, healing, protection and to 
sharpen psychic powers.

Oils 

IT HAS BECOME quite popular to use essential oils for magical 
purposes. Blends such as Controlling Oil and Come to Me Essence are 
in daily use by many practitioners of Voodoo-flavored folk magic. 

Such practices, often thought of as being ancient, do indeed date 
back thousands of years in one form or another; but not until recent­
ly were the array of true and synthetic botanical oils available for 
ritual purposes. 

Scented oils were used in antiquity. These were created by heat­
ing fragrant plant materials in oil or fat. The plant's scent was trans­
ferred to the oil and thus was fragranced. 

Many people tell me that they want to make their own oils. 
Unfortunately, this is a difficult process. Why? Here are a few 
reasons: 

It requires a large investment in equipment. Much of this must 
be specially adapted for this purpose. Condensers, fractionating 
columns and other exotica are necessary and expensive. 

It requires a large amount of fresh plant materials. Do you have a 
couple hundred pounds of, say, fresh tuberose petals? Additionally, 
the petals, leaves or roots must be of the appropriate species. For 
example, the best rose oils are created from the "old world" varieties, 
which are rarely available in large quantities. 

The process must be carefully carried out to exacting standards. 
H just one step is missed or overlooked-if, perhaps, the temperature 
reaches an inappropriate high or low-the oil will be of lesser 
qUality. 

Often the results aren't worth the investment of time and money. 
Homemade carnation oil certainly won't smell like carnations.

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There are few plant oils that can be extracted at home without much 
difficulty. For the rest, simply buy and blend high quality oils for 
ritual use. 

BuymgOil. 
Numerous companies offer oils for purchase. Some of these sell 

only genuine, authentic essential oils-i.e., those extracted from the 
natural botanical material after which they're named (lavender oil 
made from lavender, for example). Many others sell blends, com­

pounds or bouquets, which reproduce a specific scennlt~ Ib~,Y;u~~~: 
various true essential oils (see Chapter 4 for examples 0: 

Most companies offer either partially or totally synthetic oils, though , 
they're never labelled as such. 

It's best to use only genuine, authentic essential oils uin~ ~;~~~. 
These contain the sum of the plant's magical energies and S( 

most effective. True, they aren't cheap, but they last longer because " 
only small amounts are necessary. It is expensive to build up a good 
stock of genuine essential oils, but this is necessary to create quality 
magical oils. 

I have worked with synthetics for years. Some of them are effec- ' 
tive but pale in comparison with the aromas and power of true essen­
tial oils. Remember not to be fooled by the "essential oil" tags which 
manufacturers often attach to synthetic scents. Buying from the ' 
mail-order sources that sell essential oils listed in Appendix 2, or from 
retail stores that stock these oils, is virtually your only assurance of 
getting the real thing. 

I know that some of you will continue to use synthetic oils. 
However, if my words here convince a few of you to make the great 
leap into the world of truly natural magic fll be happy. 

For those fragrances unavailable in essential oil form (such as tube-
1'05e,sweet pea and others) seeChapter 4 forrecipesofbouquets thatcan . 
be blended from true essential oils and used in place of, say, lotus. 

Blending Oil. 
There's no magic secret for blending and mixing magical oils. 

Here's the basic method: 
• Assemble the essential oils (and bouquets) called for in the 

recipe.

• In a clean, sterilized glass jar, add 1/8 cup of one of the follow­
ing vegetable oils: 

Safflower 
Sunflower 
Coconut 
Apricot Kernel 
Jojoba 

Almond 
Hazelnut 
Grapeseed 

rve found jojoba is the best to use. Because it isn't truly an oil but a 
liquid form of wax, it never becomes rancid and can be kept for longer 
periods of time. 

• Using an eye dropper or the convenient single-drop dispensers 
which are included in virtually every bottle of true essential oil, add 
the essential oils in the proportions recommended in the recipes 
that follow. 

• Swirl the essential oils intothe base oil, don't stir. Gentlyrotate 
the oil clockwise. 

• Finally, store all oils away from heat, light and moisture (not in 
the bathroom) in airtight, opaque or dark-colored glass bottles. Label 
and keep for use. 

AN EXAMPLE 
We'll make Fast Money Oil. Here's the recipe: 

FAST MONEY OIL 

7 drops Patchouly 
5 drops Cedarwood 
4 drops Vetivert 
2 drops Ginger 

While visualizing my magical goal-money-I add 1/8 cup 
jojobaoil to a sterilized glass jar. In front of me on the table I've placed 
jars of patchouly, cedarwood, vetivert and ginger essential oils­
not synthetics. 

I visualize money. I add seven drops patchouly to the jojoba and 
swirl to mix it in with the base oil.

POwered the light odor of the pure jojoba oil. 

Visualize. Add five drops cedarwood. Swirl. Sniff. The scent 
is building . 

Four drops of vetivert essential oil follow. While visualizing, 
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swirl. Sniff. The aroma of the magical oil in Ithe, m;oldngd .. "",nsas 'till 
three fragrances and their energies mingle. 

Finally, the ginger essential oil. This is s~:;~ ;~:~~~:,.~;:: 
tha~ only two drops are required. I mix again, smell again, 
agam. After a short empowering rite the magical Fast Money Oil 
ready for use. 

It is a rich, evocative scent. Used with visualization it will 
effective in manifesting an increased cash flow. 

Could I make this with synthetics? Of course, Would it be 
effective? No. 

Using Oils 
Oils are used in innumerable ways in m;'gic.lielnemk>er: AlwayS

Courage OIl slImlarly Imbues her or him with the strength to forge 
ahead in the face of adversity. 

A simple bath can be transformed into a ritual by adding several . 
drops o~ o.Il to the wat~. Sl~pping into it and inhaling the fragrance, 
the m~clan once agaIn bnngs the oil's energies inside. 

Talismans and amulets (often termed "charms" or "sachets") , 
~ay be anointed wit~ a few drops of the appropriate mixed oil. This 
IS done, of course, WIth the specific magical goal in mind. 
Qu~ crystals and other stones are also rubbed with oils to 

boost theIr energies during spells and rituals The stones are then 
wo~. carried or placed in mystic patterns t~ bring about specific 
magIcal goals. 

. Other ritual uses of oils will become apparent once you start 
usmgthem. 
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A Guide to True Essential Oils and Bouquets 
This is an alphabetical listing of the magical properties of the 

roost commonly used essential oils and bouquets. No synthetics have 
been included here. They can be used by themselves for any of the 
purposes mentioned directly above. but true essential oils should be 
diluted before applying them to the skin. 

Diluting 'frue Essential Oils 
As a general guideline. add 5 to 7 drops to 1/8 cup of base oil, 

such as jojoba. This dilutes the essential oil so that it won't irritate the 
skin, but you will still be able to smell it. 

Some true essential oils are such severe skin irritants that rve 
rarely included them in any of the recipes in this section, and have 
noted this property below. 

For more in-depth magical information concemingtrue essential 
oils, see Magical Aromatherapy: The Power of Scent (Cunningham, 
Llewellyn Publications, 1989). 

APRICOT OIL: This oil, pressed from apricot kernels. is aphro­
disiac in nature. It is used as a base for mixing true essential oils but 
does not have an apricot-like scent. 

BASIL: The scent of basil causes sympathy between two persons 
and so is worn to avoid major clashes. Basil essential oil is useful 
in blends for encouraging happiness and peace and for stimulating 
the conscious mind. It is fine in money-attracting magical oils, 
which might be why prostitutes once wore it in Spain to attract 
customers. 

BENZOIN: This is a rich. thick essential oil with a natural 
vanilla-like scent. Dilute and rub onto the body to increase your per­
sonal power. It awakens the conscious mind as well. 

BERGAMOT Mll'irT BOUQUET: Use for money and protective 
rituals. Add the diluted bouquet to your bath water for these pur­

]lOSeS. 
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BLACK PEPPER: Use the essential oil for protection and to 
mote courage. It has a sharp, sweet scent and is best 
rather than worn alone. even if diluted. 

CAMOMILE: A fruity, incredibly full scent. Sparingly use 
mile essential oil for meditation and inducing peace. Expensive 
worth it! 

CAMPHOR: The cooly scented essential oil is fme for purifica­
tion and promoting celibacy. 

CARDAMOM: Deliciously spicy. cardamom essential oil brings 
a nice jolt of energy to love and sexually oriented fonnulas. 

CEDARWOOD: Thls essential oil has a woodsy scent Itsene"l!i<'" 
are useful in enhancing spirituality. 

CINNAMON: True cinnamon oil is irritating to the skin. 
sparingly in money and psychic awareness blends-no more 
one drop! 

CLOVE OIL: Another irritant. Add one drop to 1/8 cup nflh •• ~ 
oil. Useful in courage and protection blends. 

CORIANDER: Coriander essential oil works well in love 
healing mixtures. 

CYPRESS: Cypress is an essential oil of blessing, consecration: 
and protection. This unique scent stimulates healing and eases the- ' 
pain of losses of aU kinds. 

EUCALYPTUS: Perhaps the ulthnate healing oil. Add to all heal­
ing blends. Apply (undiluted, in this case) to the body to relieve colds. 
Also used in purification mixtures. 

FRANKINCENSE: An incredibly rich scent, frankincense essen­
tial oil is useful in promoting spirituality and meditative states. 
Dilute before applying to the skin; it may be irritating. 

GERANIUM, ROSE: This essential oil (usually sold simply as 
"Geranium',) is a powerful protectant. Wear diluted, or add to happi­
ness blends. 

GINGER: Powerfully spicy. Ginger essential oil is useful in sex­
uality, love, courage and money-attracting blends. 
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GRAPEFRUIT: The essential oil is a powerful purifier and is 
added to purification fragrances. 

JASMINE: Symbolic of the Moon ~d of the mysteries of ~e 
·ght Jasmine essential oil (or absolute) IS a wonderfully evocative 

nl ~. Though incredibly expensive, one preciOUS drop can be ~ded 
~ove. psychic awareness, peace and spirituali~y ?len~s. I~ IS also 
useful for sexuality. Do. however. avoid synthetic Jasmmes. 

JUNIPER: The resinous essential oil is useful in protection. puri­
fication and healing blends. 

LAVENDER: This clean. refreshing essential oil is included in 
health, love. peace and conscious mind-oriented fonnulas.

Use m punficatlOn and 
healing oils. 

LEMONGRASS: This essential oil strengthens psychic aware­
ness and is also useful in purification mixtures. 

LEMON VERBENA: Often sold simply as "Verbena," this full, 
lemon-scented essential oil is wonderful in love blends.

WTUS BOUQUET: Add the diluted bouquet to fonnulas de­
signed to promote spirituality. healing or meditation. 

MAGNOLIA BOUQUET: An excellent addition to meditation 
and psychic awareness oils, as well as love mixtures. 

MYRRH. The essential oil can be added to blends designed to 
enhance spiriiuality and meditation. It is also often used in healing 
mixtures. 

NEROIJ: Also known as Orange Floweressential oil. A fabulously 
rich, citrous scent, neroli essential oil is quite expensive. However. a 
drop added to happiness and purification blends works wonders. 

NEW-MOWN HAY BOUQUET: Add a few drops of the bouquet 
to tr"ansformative oils. especially those designed to break. n~ti,:e 
habits and addictions. Also, anoint the body in the spring With thIS 
bouquet {diluted, of course} to welcome the turning of the seasons. 
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NIAOULI: The remarkably exotic scent of niaouli ess,enlUaloil js 
excellent when used in protection formulas. 

OAKMOSS BOUQUET: Use to attract money. Dilute and 
or rub onto cash before spending. 

ORANGE: A highly Solar scent, orange essential oil is added 
purification blends.

TANGERINE: An energy scent drenched with the powers of the 
Sun. Add tangerine essential oil to power and strength mixtures. 

TONKA BOUQUET: This warm, vanilla-like scent can be in­
cluded in money recipes.

Folk magicians have always had to invest in tools. Crystals, 
dies and herbs are three examples. True essential oils, despite 
higher prices, are also an investment, but a necessary one for 
satisfactory practice of folk magic. 

Ointments 

WHEN '!HE SUBJECT of Witches' ointments is mentioned, the 
infamous "flying ointments" immediately come to mind, at least to 
those with some interest in the history of Witchcraft and magic. 
These salves, consisting of psychoactive plants steeped in a fatty 
base, were rubbed onto the skin to aid in what is known today as 
astral projection. 

These are not the only types of ointments known to Witches and 
magicians, however. Many others have more earthly uses that corre­
late to those of oils. In fact, any of the oils mentioned in the preceding 
section can be converted to ointments simply by adding them to 
melted beeswax, lard or (in today's world) vegetable shortening. 

However made, ointments should ideally be kept in crystal or 
porcelain containers. Realistically, any jars with tight-fitting lids will 
do fine. Keep ointments away from heat and light. 

Be warned-though most of the ointments discussed in this sec­
tion are fairly innocuous, some of them are poisonous and may be 
lethal. By including them in this work, rm in no way advocating the 
use of such hazardous mixtures. These ointments form a part of the 
herb magic of long-gone days, and so are included here solely for their 
histOrical interest. 

After the first edition of this book was published, I received 
many letters from readers who were searching for henbane, hemlock 
and other baneful herbs. They had obviously ignored my warnings 
and were intending to make a flying ointment. Needless to say. I 
didn't help them out-or into an early grave. 

Some folks, it seems, won't listen.

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Making Ointments 
Ointments are easily made. They consist simply of herbs 

and a base. In the past, hog's lard was the preferred base because 
was readily available, but vegetable shortening orbees>v." pleoduc.,,! 
the best results. The base must be a greasy substance that melts 
heat but is solid at room temperature. Some herbalists actually 
dinosaur fat (i.e., Vaseline, which is prepared from petroleum)! 

There are two basic ways to create magical ointments. 

The Shortening Method 
Gently heat four parts shortening over low heat untilliquiEied. 

Watch that it doesn't burn. Add one part dried herbal mixture, 
with a wooden spoon until thoroughly mixed, and COI1tiIOU" h,,..ting 
until the shortening has extracted the scent. You should be able 
smell it in the air. 

Strain through cheesecloth into a heat·proof container, 

in this book or buy at a drugstore) to each pint of ointment as 
natural preservative. Store in a cool, dark place, such as the 
frigerator. Ointments should last for weeks or months. Discard 
that tum moldy. and lay in a fresh batch. 

The Beeswax Method 
This process creates a more cosmetic ointment without a hea.vy,

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Empowering Ointments 
Once the ointment is made and has cooled in its jar, empower it 

with its particular magical need. This vital step, remember, directs 
the energy within the ointment, readying it for your ritual use. 

Using Ointments 
Ointments are usually rubbed onto the body to effect various 

magical changes. As with oils, this is done with visualization and with 
the knowledge that the ointment will do its work. 

The Recipes

Inks 

OIL LAMPS FLICKERED in the crudely constructed hut. An 
aged woman gently took her client's hand. The seer lifted a crystal 
bottle, and muttering an incantation, spilled a pool of ink into the 
young man'soutstretched palm. As the black spot reflected thedanc­
ing flames, she divined his future. 

Ink has long been used in magic. Perhaps its most useful applica­
tion li~in its ability to transfonn symbols or images of our magical 
goals into visible fonn. These pictures are then used as focal points 
during magical ritual to stir up, program and send forth personal 
energy. Ink, then, is a tool of magic. 

Many secret magical textbooks were carefully culled or trans­
cribed during the Middle Ages and Renaissance. Some of these (a few 
of which have been published in recent times-see the Bibliography) 
contained sections devoted to the purification and c'exorcism" of 
inks. The inks were used to draw symbols and signs thought to 
invoke or banish a horde of potentially dangerous beings. Therefore, 
it was deemed necessary to properly purify inks prior to their use. 

Today the magical uses of ink have mostly been forgotten, though 
SOme still cast spells with the likes of pseudo "Bat's BloodInk." When 
instructed to "inscribe two hearts and the symbol of Venus in green 
ink" orto "draw an image of your home," many magicians will grab a 
bail-point pen and scribble away on lined paper. In so doing they're 
cheating themselves of total involvement in the ritual. Many of us 
create incenses and oils-why shouldn't we make inks as well? 

The fust "ink" was probably charooal; the fust pen,. chaned stick. 
Some proto-human who casually scraped a blackened stick on arock 
rnust have been startled to see a dark line trailing after its point. 
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This can still be done today, of course. Simply burn a stick 
branch until its end is reduced to charcoal-not ash. When cool, 
the stick as a natural charcoal pencil to trace an image of your goal. 
new char-pen should be created for each ritual. As it burns, and 
you draw, visualize your magical need. 

Such primeval rites may be sufficient to spark your ability 
move and direct personal power. If not, try creating your own ITIagI 
cal inks. 

All magical inks require the use of sharpened quills or dip 
the latter usually available at stationery and office supply 
Practice using the dip pen to gain sufficient proficiency before 
it for magic. 

'!\vo recipes have been preserved from ancient times. :;r ;:~ 
inks. Unfortunately, they're difficult to make and may n 
satisfactory results. Purely for curiosity's sake, here they are: 

MAGICAL INK # 1 

10 oz. Gall nuts } • 3 oz. Green Copperas 
3 oz. Rock Alum or Gum Arabic 

Reduce all ingredients to a powder and place in a newly 
earthen pot with river water. Make a fire of sprigs of fern~ 8',th,,, .. 3 OJ 

St. John's Eve (Midsummer) and vine twigs cut on the Moon 
March. Add virgin paper to this fire and set the pot over it. When 
water boils, the ink will be made.

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Such recipes, which date from the 1600soreven earlier, are per­
feet examples of why magical ink-making has died out. A more sim­
plified version of the second recipe actually does produce a useable 
ink for those willing to invest time and work in the project. It is print­
ed below. 

Lampblack 
Lampblack is used in both the previous and following fonnulas. 

It is obtained through the use of a candle. If you're making ink for 
general magical needs, use a white candle. Inks created for specific 
goals call for colored candles. For instance, if you're creating an ink 
for money, use a green candle; for love, a pink taper (see Appendix 
1: Colors). 

Light a candle of the proper color and hold the back of the 
spoon's bowl in its flame, barely touching the wick. After leaving it 
there for, say, 30 to 45 seconds, the flame will have covered the 
spoon with a black coating. Remove the spoon from the flame and 
hold it over a small bowl. Carefully scrape off the lampblack into the 
bowl using a small piece of cardboard or cardstock, such as a three­
by-fIve-inch card. 

Ensure that the lampblack actually does fall into the bowl. It's 
lighter than air and wlil happily fly all over the table or carpet if you 
don't watch it carefully. 

Repeat this process 30 to 60 times (which will take from 30 
minutes to an hour) until you've acquired a generous amount of the 
flimsy, dark black soot. If you're making an ink for a specific magical 
goal, visualize it constantly throughout the lampblack gathering. 

Your hands will be dirty by this time, and hopefully, the spoon 
handle won't be too hot. 

(If for some reason you're trying Magical Ink # 2, collect the soot 
from smoldering frankincense and myrrh.) 

Then make the following recipe. No amounts are given in this 
fonnula because lampblack is difficult (impossibleJ) to measure One 
Warning though-the longer you collect lampblack, the less minis­
CUle the amount of resultant ink. 
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MAGICAL INK #3 

Lampblack 
Distilled Water 
Gum Arabic 

To the bowl of lampblack add warm or hot distilled water 
drop at a time. Stop adding water before you think you should. 
the soot and water with a fmger until the soot has completely 
solved and the water is inky black.

Saffron essence makes a fine magical ink, but the price 
exorbitant.

Fresh pokeberries, when crushed, produce a purple ink. In fact, . 
one of the names of poke is "inkberry." , 
usual, keep this ink out of your mouth. 

MAGICAL INK #6 

Beet juice makes a reddish ink. Add gum arabic to thicken if 
necessary. 
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MAGICAL INK #7 

Try blackberry, boysenberry or grape juice. 

MAGICAL INK #8 

"Invisible" inks are easily made, as any Boy Scout knows. Milk, 
lemon juice and so on are all used, written with a clean dip pen on 
white paper. This is useful in many types of spells; use your imagina­
tion. To make the invisible writing appear, hold the paper carefully 
over a candle flame (close enough so that the flame heats the paper 
but doesn't burn it) until the writing appears. 

An example of the ritual uses of invisible inks: Write or draw an 
image of your magical goal with invisible ink. Do this with power, 
with visualization. When it has dried, stare at the paper and see­
nothing. This represents your life without your need. Next, hold it 
near the candle flame, and as the image slowly appears, send energy 
into it knowing that the need will manifest in your life as well. 

Using Magical Inks 
It's simple. Here are a few ideas: 
• Write or draw an image of your magical goal on a piece of 

appropriately colored paper. Visualize the letters glowing with energy 
as you write them, or the picture shimmering with power. 

• Anoint the paper with oils in harmony with your need and 
bum it to ashes. As it burns, see the energy you've poured into it 
streaming out to manifest your need. 

• Create a low-cost scrying tool: At night, burn a psychism­
inducing incense. Add several drops of black ink to a small, round 
boWl of water. When the water has darkened, turn off the lights, light 
a yellow or white candle and gaze into the water. Relax your con­
scious, doubting mind and allow yourself to contact your psychic 
mind. Open yourself to receiving information relating to possible 
future trends. 

NOTE: Some old spells call for ink to be taken internally. This 
may entail drawing an image on a piece of paper, dissolving this in 
Water and downing the liquid. Most commercially prepared inks are 
POisonous, as are many home~prepared ones. so do not drink or eat 
ink! Keep modern knowledge in mind when performing old rituals. 



Tinctures 

OILS ARE WIDELY used in magic to stimulate ritual conscious­
ness through oursenseof smell, as well as to add their own energies to 
spells. The scented liquids known as tinctures are just as effective as 
oils. In magical perfumery, a tincture is created by soaking dried 
plant materials in alcohol, which captures the odor. This process is 
fairly quick and easy, and creates wonderful products that can be 
used much as oils are in magic. 

However, there is a problem. The alcohol used in magical tinc­
turing is ethyl alcohol, also known as ethanol or grain alcohol. lso­
propyl. or rubbing alcohol, is distilled from petroleum products; its 
sharp odor makes it unsuitable for capturing fragrances, so don't try 
to use it. Ethyl alcohol is a completely natural product distilled from 
grain, sugar or grapes. 

Unfortunately. ethyl alcohol is sometimes difficult to find. It is 
usually expensive. While ''Everclear,'' a 192-proof alcohol. is some­
times available in the United States, it is quite costly. (192-proof 
alcohol indicates that it contains 96 percentalcohol.) Since I livenear 
the U.S.-Mexican border, I usually buy my ethyl alcohol in Tijuana. 
Adults are allowed to bring one quart of liquor across the border. 

For tincturing you need an alcohol of at least 70 percent strength, 
or 140 proof. Vodka, which is pure ethyl alcohol, is only 90 proof, or 
45 percent alcohol, so it isn't strong enough to produce the best scent. 
Check liquor stores, supermarkets and drug stores for sources of 
ethyl alcohol. Once you've found it, you're ready to start making 
magical tinctures. 

The process is almost unbelievably easy. Begin with a good sup­
ply of dried plant materials. Fresh herbs won't work due to their

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water content. Some plants aren't soluble in alcohol-that is, 
scents won't transfer to the ethyl and so won't produce 
ed tinctures. Consult the list of recommended herbs in thi:~ se~ti"n; 
experiment on your own. 

Most sources say to use 70 percent alcohol, but rve had 
results with 96 percent. If you wish to be adventurous (and 
stretch your alcohol supply), dilute the ethyl with distilled 
This will help capture certain plant scents that aren't fully 
in water.

When the plant's scent has completely overpowered the 

sweet alcohol odor, filter it one last time, bottle, add a f::~~~:: 
castor oil orglycerine to stabilize the fragrance, and label 
a cool place out of direct sunlight until needed. 
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Now that you've made your magical tincture, what do you do 

with it? 

Using Tinctures .., 
Under no circumstances dnnk a magIcal tincture! Many of the 

plant materials used in magical tincturing can he harmful if 5WaIl~ed. 
The 192-proof alcohol certainly isn't very healthy for you,. elth~. 

However there are other uses. One of these was mentioned m 
the Incense ~ion: scented incense papers. This .seems to work ~t 
with gum and resin tinctures or with any heavily fragranced tinc-

tures. . Ian' 
Sometincturescan be used to anoint the skin, tobnngthep t s 

ower within you, but try this out on a small area of the skin at first. 
~he alcohol will quickly evaporate, leaving the plant's scent. Some 
tinctures can be irritating to the skin, while others leave ~ther na~ty 
stains or gummy, sticky residues. This is often the case With frankm­
cense and copal tinctures. Lavender. clove, patchouly and many 
other tinctures are fine for anointing purposes, but all alcohol-based 
tinctures can dry sensitive skin. 

Tinctures can also be used to anoint magical tools, sachets, can­
dles and jewelry; added to bath water; mixed in with oils; added to 
ointments and so on. Virtually all ritual uses of oils also apply to 
tinctures. 

Following are some herbs that rve tinctured with good results. 
Also included are some sample recipes for you to try . You may find, as 
I have, that tincturing is far more reliable in capturing certain plants' 
scents than is any other do-it-yourself method. 

A few quick notes: ethyl alcohol will quickly"take" sce~ts from 
such spices as clove and star anise. Gums such as frankmcense, 
myrrh, benzoin and copal also work well, though the results, a.s men­
tioned above, can be rather gummy. Other herbs are rather hlt-and­
miss affairs. Experiment!

BENZOIN-This dark brown, translucent tincture is cleanly 
antiseptic-smelling, and is perfect for increasing business success and 
sharpening mental powers. It is used in purificatory rituals such as 
8nointlngand then burning a white candle.

SAGE-I use the local white sage for this tincture. which pro­
duces a powerful, greenish-brown tincture. Its scent is somewhat 
similar to camphor with a strong "green note." It is used in healing, 
purification, obtaining wisdom and protection, and can also be used 
to anoint wishing amulets or sachets. 

SANDALWOOD-This is another herb that is slow to tincture. 
Be sure to use ground sandalwood for this and give it a try. This tinc­
ture seems to take the longest to "cook," but when finished, smells 
like sandalwood with a slight cedary odor. Use for protection, spirit­
uality, healing and exorcistic purposes. 

STAR ANISE-This spicy, _-shaped hem produces a sassafras­
smelling tincture. Sniff to improve psychic awareness, especially before 
Working with tarot cards, rune stones and other divinatory tools. 

TONICA-A rich vanilla scent with a slightly bitter after-note. 
Anoint money, love, courage and wish amulets (sachets), but do not 
take internally. Tonka beans are poisonous and. therefore, are be­
coming harder to obtain. 

VANILLA-This familiar culinary herb makes a rich, warm­
smelling tincture. It is useful to attract love. to promote physical 
energy. and to stimulate mental processing.

Herb Baths 

A BAG OF HERBS rests in a tub of warm water. As they soak, the 
plants emit tinted, scented water. The magical bath begins. 

Adding herbs to the bath is certainly one of the easiest forms of 
magic. In essence, a tub of water containing a bath sachet is little 
more than a huge pot of herb tea in which the bather brews. When 
herbs are placed in warm water they release their energies as well as 
their scents and colors. As such, baths are powerful tools in gaining 
psychic awareness, drawing love, speeding healing and granting per­
sonal protection. 

Making the Sacbets 
Choose to follow one of the recipes included in this section, or 

create your own. Each bath mixture may be prepared in advance and 
saved until needed if kept in an airtight jar. 

Once you've assembled all ingredients, add them to your mixing 
bowl. Mingle the herbs with your fingers, pouring your power into 
them and visualizing your magical goal. When mixed, place about a 
handful or so in the center of a large square of cheesecloth. Tie up the 
ends and add this to the bath. If you don't have any cheesecloth, sim­
ply use an old washcloth. 

To save time in the future, make up several bath sachets. Place 
them in a jar with a tight-fitting lid and store. 

Using the Sacbets 
This is simple. Fill the clean tub with warm water. Place the 

sachet in the tub and let it steep until the water is colored and 
scented. 
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If you don't have a bathtub, or if you simply prefer sh"w'OIS. 
make up a sachet in a washcloth and scrub your body with this after 
your normal shower, just before toweling. 

A third method of utilizing the sachets is a bit n;::~~:::~:~ 
Heat two cups water until boiling. Pour this over one 
in a heat-proof container. Cover and let the herbs steep forten :otl,;,.­
teen minutes. Remove the sachets, squeeze out the last drops 
ed water from them, and pour the infusion into the bath. 

Some natural magicians prefer to add the flowers, herbs 
barks directly to the water without first enclosing them in cloth. 
is almost certain to leave you with petal-covered skin and dc'AA<od 
plumbing if you don't spend ten minutes or so picking herbs out 
the water after your bath. 

As you step into the tub, feel the herb's energies mixing 
your own. Visualize your magical goal. Don't make the herbs do 
the work-invite their energies inside you and send them out to 
universe (through your visualization) to bring your need into mam-.. 
festation. Repeat the bath for as many days as you feel is necessary. ' 

I've had people write to me asking how long they ShOuld'd!~~l::

Bath Salts 

BATH SALTS ARE an easily prepared alternative to bath herbs, 
and are to be preferred to the caustic mixtures now on the market 
Most of these chemical-ridden formulas are almost guaranteed to 
irritate your skin. 

Creating Bath Salts 
The basic ingredients are table salt, baking soda (sodium bicar­

bonate) and Epsom salts (magnesium sulfate). Some herbalists also 
use borax. Add the salts to a large bowl in these proportions: 

3 parts Epsom salts 
2 parts baking soda 
1 part table salt (or Borax) 

Mix thoroughly. This is now the base from which you can create 
a wide variety of bath salts. With this you can make up a large quan­
tityofone type of bath salt. If two orthreetypes are preferred, simply 
divide the base and set aside those portions to be separately fra­
granced and colored. 

It's wise to add the power of colors to bath salts. Use plain food 
coloringforthis purpose,letting it fall drop by drop onto the salt base. 
If two or more colors are required to mix an exotic hue (such as pur­
ple), mix these in a spoon fIrst and then add to the salts to avoid creat­
ing a two-toned product. Recommended colors for all bath salt mix· 
tures are included in the recipes. For those that read "Color: White," 
simply leave them untinted. 

Add many drops for a darker colored salt; fewer for a lightly 
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hued salt. Mix the color into the salts with a spoon until it is 
Iy distributed.

Brews 

MIDNlGHT. UGHTNlNG SLASHES the stonny sky. Three hag­
gard figures on a lonely hill lean over a huge cauldron. They throw 
noisome ingredients into the boiling water-poisonous herbs, nox­
ious reptiles, snake venom-and cackle as steam rises and the wind 
howls like tortured demons. 

So goes the standard brew-making scene, thanks in large part to 
authors such as William Shakespeare. They vividly captured and finn­
Iy implanted such powerful but absurd images in our minds. 

Brews (also known as potions) may be as prosaic as herb tea, or 
as mystical as rainbow infusion. They stem from early magical, ritual 
and medicinal preparations, and are as effective today as they were 
thousands of years ago. 

In herb magic, brews are little more than herbal infusions or teas. 
They needn't be prepared over an open rITe in a forest clearing; your 
OWn stove or backyard will do nicely. 

The brews in this chapter answer a variety of needs and are 
utilized in various ways. Some are drunk, others added to the bath, 
and still others prepared to release fragrant steam into the air, infus­
ing the area with the sum total of the herb's vibrations. 

It's the Water 
The type of water used in brewing is of some importance. Well, 

sPring and distilled waters are preferred over that which pours from 
the tap. You can buy these bottled or collect them from the source, 50 
long as it's unpolluted and free running. Rain water is ideal for use­
except when gathered in smoggy areas. Tap water can be used as a 
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last resort, but consider purchasing tbe bottled variety in Ih" tub"., 
In the last edition of this book I mentioned that distilled water 

used for medicinal preparations, "which is fme, bUi!nr~o:t, ~fo:rf,;~~~~ 
operations, for it is inert."Why this change of heart? 
drink the brew (or even if you're not), distilled water 
ter than chlorinated, fluoridated, bacteria-filled tap water. If it's 
you have, use it.

Some brews 
here are made with glass jars of various colors.

Not every brew included in this section is made in the foll""'inI 

manner; use specific instructions where given. 
For a basic brew: Gather, grind and mix the herbs. For broow:' Ie 

be drunk, use a separate culinary mortar and pestle for grinding, 
the one used for heavy-duty magical herbs. 

Empower the herbs with your magical goal. 

mixed, empowered in a teapot or some other heat-proof. 
metallic container. Pour the water over the herbs. Cover with 
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equally nonmetallic, steam-tight lid. Let the herbs brew for about 13 
minutes. Strain through cheesecloth or a bamboo strainer, and use 
as directed. 

Brews should be used as quickly as possible. If necessary, they 
can be stored in the refrigerator for three or four days. Afterthis time 
return them to the Earth and create a new brew. 

A note regarding "love" potions. There are nO drinks that will 
emotionally enslave another person to you. no brews that will cause 
love. However, some brews have long been celebrated for relaxing 
inhibitions and mellowing the emotions. Also, a few have been used 
to smooth over difficulties during long-term relationships and mar­
riages. A few of these are included here, but they're definitely not 
love potions!

Ritual Soaps 

BY 1HE liGHT of a candle's flame, you're lying in a tub of herb­
scented water, preparing yourself for magic. Incense smoke drifts on 
the air as you form a perfect mental image of your magical goal. Steam 
rises, laden with the fragrance and energies of flowers, seeds, roots 
and leaves. 

Then, nearing the end of your bath, you reach for the soap-and 
it's sickly sweet, artificially perfumed. Your concentration is de­
stroyed, pulling your attention from your ritual preparations. 

Has this happened to you? It has to me. Although soaping isn't 
necessary in magical baths, a ritually correct soap can be a boost to 
any spell's effectiveness. Even if you don't bathe before ritual, it is 
wise to wash your hands. Even such a minor purification ritual can 
trigger the state of ritual consciousness. Therefore, spell soaps would 
be ideal for such uses. 

Where can we obtain them? Don't try the supermarket. Make 
them at home. Not many people know how to do this today, but it's a 
lot of fun. 

Most commercial soaps are formulated with caustic chemicals. 
They can be quite irritating to the skin, and are usually obnoxiously 
perfumed. Ritual soaps (of varying quality) are occasionally available 
at occult stores, but why not try making your own? 

Don't worry-you won't have to get a fire crackling under your 
cauldron out in the countryside to do this. And unless you want to 
upset your neighbors with nasty smells and risk burning your hands 
with lye, it's best to start out with pure. natural castile soaps. These 
can be purchased at most drugstores and markets. Oils or herb brews 
are then added to the soap. The magic is in the scent and in your 
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empowennent of the soaps. 
Pure castile soap is usually made of coconut oil. Kirk's. a 

castile made in the Phillipines, is ideal. Castillee::~~:,~~:~::~ 
tile, Spain) is also made from olive oil. but I h 
using this variety. 

Any castile soap can be drying to the skin. If y~;~c~~,:.r.;~~~~ 
in this area, try adding one to two teaspoons apricot, 
coconut oil to the water prior to mixing (see the below recipes), 
ing the amount of water accordingly. 

There are two types of ritual soaps: sphere and liquid. Here 
complete directions for creating both forms.

Liquid Ritual Soap # 1 
Liquid soaps are a new trend today, thanks to aggressive adver­

tising by major manufacturers. These soaps, however, are actually 
detergents. and aren't the best substances to put onto your hands. 

While ad agencies trumpet liquid soaps as if they were brand­
new, the idea is actually as old as soap. American Indians agitated 
yucca and other suds-producing plants in water to create cleansing 
solutions. Ancient Hawaiians used the flowers of a wild ginger plant 
for the same purpose. Many saponin (soap-producing) plants grow 
throughout the world and were often the only source of soap for 
various peoples. 

But we'll use castile as the basis of liquid ritual soaps. Here's 
the method: 

Grate castile soap into a large bowl. Pack this into a measuring 
cup until you have exactly one cup. Remember to pack that soap! 

Heat three cups water until almost boiling. Add the soap chips to 
the water. Turn off the heat and whip with a wooden or (if you have 
nothing else) metal whisk until the soap is completely melted. 

Let sit until coo~ then add 50-60 drops of the mixed, empowered 
oils. Once again, the exact amounts vary. You'll know it's time to stop 
adding oils when the soap is heavily scented. 
. Using a funnel, place the liquid soap in a jar. Cap and shake 

VIgorously to mix in the oils. Label and use as needed. 

Uquid Ritual Soap #2 
You can also try making liquid spell soaps with brews. To the 

three cups hot water add five to six tablespoons mixed, dried, ground 
:-d ~powered herbs rather than the oils mentioned in the follow­

g ~eclpes. Take off the heat, let steep for 10 to 13 minutes and 
8tr~. Gently reheat the water, add one cup castile soap shavings. 
WhISk and allow to cool. It is ready for use. 

Unfortunately, when herb brews are mixed with castile soap the 
SCent changes dramatically. If you try it, you'll understand what I 
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mean. If you don't like the results, fortify th" sc,"nlt with a f.,wdro, 
of the oil form of one of the included herbs. 

To use liquid soaps, simply wet your hands and apply a 
drops of the soap. It foams easily and leaves your skin clean 
scented. 

The recipes follow. As you can see, there are endle",ss~::~~~ 
soaps waiting to beconcocted. Most of the oil recipes in tl 
be used in scenting soaps. Once you've mastered the basics, make 
a few types and keep them on hand in case of ritual need. 

Some of these recipes rose water or orange 

can be used or not, but use only water 
flower essential oil or rose essential oil. 

Store unused soaps in your altar if it is designed With.~~~;~ 
or shelves below it. Or, simply place them in your herb

Sachets or Herbal Charms 

MAGICAL SACHETS-ALSO known as herbal charms (oramu­
lets and talismans)-consist of herbs and other materials tied up in 
bits of cloth. 

Some sachets ward off certain energies and disease; others draw 
specific situations or powers to you. In this new edition rve included 
astrological sachets for use by those wishing to stress the positive 
aspects of their Sun sign. They can be worn every day as a personal 
power booster or placed on the altar to magically represent you. 

Sachets are easily made and have a long history. Cloth hasn't 
always been used. Herbs have been carried in horns, seashells, leather, 
fur and lockets. Magical rings were made into sachets by placing an 
appropriate herb below the jewel. Thus, the energies of both gem and 
herb worked toward the magical goal. Herbs were also sewn into 
clothing for protective purposes. 

Creating Sachets 
For most sachets. a handful or less of the empowered herb mix­

ture is more than enough, depending on its desired size. Household 
sachets tend to be larger than ones designed to be carried on the 
person. 

Yust, mix the herbs. Empower them with your magical need. 
Know that the herbs are pulsating with specific, programmed energies 
that are being released toward your goal. 

Next, select the properly colored cloth. Choose a natural fiber 
material such as felt, wool or cotton. Synthetic materials such as 
POlyester seem to disturb the herb's frequencies. Cut the cloth into a 
square from four to nine inches across. Place the empowered herbs 
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on the center of the cloth, gather up the ends and tie them mnlv 
together. You've trapped the herbs within the cloth. Use a nal:un~' 
cord such as wool yarn or cotton twine to shut the sachet. 

A large stock of yarn and cloth in . 
Felt works well and is available in many shades. 

Using Sachets

If the sachet is designed for the house or car, squeeze ami plla", it 

in the most appropriate spot. 
Replace with freshly made sachets every three months orso, 

assembling and burying the old ones.

Powders 

POWDERS HA VB LONG been an integral part of folk magic. 
They consist of ground herbs which are sprinkled to release their 
powers. A powder is an incense never burned, a sachet never worn. 

I included two powder recipes in the last edition of this book (in 
Chapter 12: A Miscellany of Recipes), and devoted a portion of the 
video Herb Magic to this subject as well. rYe also used them spo­
radically over the years. Still, I questioned the necessity of including 
this section. 

Afterreviewingthis expanded edition, I realized that the 10 dis­
tinct types of magical compounds already discussed, not to mention 
the hundreds of recipes, were bordering on overkill. Just how many 
forms of herb magic is anyone willing to practice, or at least, read 
about? 

But I decided that if this book hoped to be a complete introduc­
tion to magical perfumery, a section on powders was necessary. 
Additionally. many of the ritual uses of powders are unique to this 
form. Hence, this section. 

Making Powders 
Simply grind herbs as fmely as possible. To save time you can 

buy ground herbs, but doing so cheats you of really getting in touch 
With them. 

While mortaring the herbs, during the whole long process, visual­
ize ... imagine ... see your magical goal. Perhaps I haven't empha­
sized the need for empowering herbal products often enough in this 
book. To reiterate, the power lies within herbs and within ourselves. 
If we don't empower powders, incense or oils, if we don't accurately 
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"program" them with our magical goals through visualization 
concentration, such mixtures will have only slight effects. If 
forget the empowerment, you might as well forget the magic! 

Now that rve stepped down from my soapbox-once the 
are powdered, mix them together. Empower them and the powd" 
ready for use.

The easiest method is to simply scatter them when and

Introduction 

YOU MAY BE AIL set to mix up a batch of incense and then dis­
cover that, to your dismay, you're lacking one or two ingredients. 
Might as well put everything back and wait until you can obtain the 
proper herbs. Right? 

Wrong! 
The recipes in this book are truly suggestions, examples of mix­

tures that have proven to be effective. This doesn't mean that you 
can't alter them to fityaur stock at hand, or simply change them to 
your liking. 

If you lack some of the ingredients (wood aloe, for instance, is 
difficult to obtain today), simply substitute an herb with the same 
basic energies. 

I'm amazed at how many people hesitate to substitute. Here's a 
slightly exaggerated example of a conversation that I have with 
alarming regularity: 

"Have you got any gum assagraxanathicthon?" Great Herbal 
Magician asks me. 

I snap my fingers. "Fresh out What're you making?" 
"An ancient incense for spirit manifestation," Great Herbal 

Magician says. lifting an eyebrow. 
"Hmmm. Why don't you substitute gum mastic or dittany of 

Crete?" 
"No! It has to be gum assagraxanathicthon!" G.H.M. huffs. 

"This 25,OOO-year-old recipe plainly states that if I don't use gum 
aasagtaxanathicthon, evil spirits will carTY me off to the Burning 
Sands of Araby'" His lower lip trembles. 

"Ob, it's forprotection. Then you have three choices: substitute 
207 
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asafoetida, don't make that particular recipe-or pack 
weather." 

A far-fetched conversation? Not really. I've spruced it up. 0:" 
make my point: magical recipes needn't be slavishly followed. 

Before I get any requests for it, there isn't any "gum ""'"'gIl 
anathicthon." Nor are there are 25,OOO-year-old recipes 
around. 

Substitutions are not only encouraged, 
While most of the ingredients mentioned in book are 
somewhere, at some price, none of us can stock them all. 
anyone who makes up more than a few of these recipes will 
to substitute. 

Many recipes mentioned in other, more sensationalistic 

long-extinct or nonexistent herbs. 
are included the following reasons: 

1. To impress the reader with the author's "~:~h~~~~~~:! 
access to obscure magical textbooks (many of which are 
that they've disappeared), 

2. To test both the reader's knowledge of th" ",bj', ",tand heer,. 
his ability to disregard such false information and to substitute 
ingredient with the same properties. 

3. Because the author simply didn't know any better. 
Therefore, it's impossible, to compose some of these 

without substituting. 
True, I've included a few formulas in this book with 

herbs-selenetrope in Moon Incense :#=2 and Thpsus 
Spirit Incense . . 
~er recipe isn't recommended for use anyway, and so I have 
mtact. 

I'm not of the old school to which so many authors seem 
belong: ''Write to obscure; write to confuse." 

So when you're out of sandalwood or come across 
of lavender oil in your cupboard, refer to this section and 
the best substitute. The same is true if you find a 
that includes selenetrope, Thpsus barbatus or even "gum 
anathicthon," as well as any poisonous substances. 

How do you do this? It's best to kn,:o~'w~:th::e,:~:~\;::~:::: 
magical powers. With this in mind you '? 
included in that particular recipe, and can substitute a plant 
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similar energies. 
Even if you're not sure why lemon oil was included in a purifica­

tion blend, you can at least look under Purification in the tables and 
find some other oil to use in its place. 

A few examples: 
Say you're creating a Fast Money Oil composed of mint, 

patchouly, pine and cinnamon. Then you remember that the last 
patchouly oil you saw cost $10 a bottle, and you only had a few 
bucks on you. You decided not to buy any. 

So you look at the Money and Riches table in this section and 
study it, finally deciding on vetivert oil. It has a somewhat similar 
scent, is ritually appropriate, and you have a bottle on hand. Presto! 
You've successfully substituted vetivert oil for patchouly oil. 

It can be that simple. If you wish to ensure that your substitution 
is the best possible choice (keeping in mind your in-stock selection of 
herbs), research each of the possibilities in books. Look at their back­
grounds, their basic energies and their recommended magical uses. 
From this knowledge, choose the most appropriate herb. 

When trying to compound formulas found in other sources, 
many problems can arise. Say you're reading Agrippa's Three Books 
of Occult Philosophy, Originally published in English in 1651 (see 
Bibliography). For some reason you've decided to mix up the "fume," 
or incense, of Mars. Here are the ingredients-no amounts are 
given.

"Both" probably refers to Hel­
leborus niger, black hellebore, as well as to white hellebore, a com­
mon folk name that was applied to several different plants. 

Such a poisonous ingredient was probably included in this for­
mula simply because it was poisonous. It is commercially unavail­
able today, and it would be an unwise magician who burned it in the 
censer. What else can you use? Look at the Mars listing. What about 
nettle? Sure, it isn't poisonous, but anyone who has touched a nettle 
knows that it stings. Such symbolism would make it a perfect can­
didate for an incense devoted to the "stinging" planet Mars. Nettle 
it is. 

Loadstone. Maybe you have one of these natural magnets lying 
around the house. Lodestone (an alternate spelling) is traditionally 
attributed to Mars andlor Venus, so this inclusion fits. If you don't 
have a lodestone,just place a small artificial magnet into the finished 
product. Leave it there for a week or so and then remove before using. 
This will "magnetize" the incense with Martian powers. 

Sulphur? No problem there. It's easily obtainable. If you don't 
have any, why not substitute a pinch of club moss (Lycopodium 
davatum), or some other species of that common, primitive plant. 
Why is this plant used? One of its common names is "vegetable sul­
fur." due to its explosive nature. If you can't find club moss, decide 
that the asafoetida you've already included will do for the sulphur 
as well. 

And finally, myrrh. If you have some, simply add it to the recipe. 
If not, substitute pine pitch or dragon's blood. 

So, here's the original recipe with these suggested substitutions 
placed side-by-side:

Whew! That's a good example of magical substitution. Yo," PI" 
ably won't need to work with such a difficult fonnula often, 
you do, you'll know the procedure. 

Magical substitution isn't dangerous (remember the BwcniJj 
Sands of Araby?) or against all magical tradition; nor will it 
your herb compounds powerless so long as you follow these 
rules. 

Don't fight substitution; work with it and enjoy it. It's aneceSSll 
and important aspect of magical herbalism.

Anaphrodisiac: A substance, such ascamphor, that reduces sex­
ual desires. 

Aphrodisiac: A substance that produces sexual excitement. 
Asperger: A bundle of fresh herbs or a perforated object used for 

Purificatory purposes to sprinkle water during or preceding ritual. 
Astral Projection: The act of separating the consciousness from 

the physical body and moving it about at will. 
Bane, Baneful: That which destroys life. Poisonous, dangerous, 

destructive. Herbs such as henbane, hellebore and aconite are exam­
ples of baneful substances. 

Banish: The magical act of driving away evil or negativity. A 
strong purification, sometimes associated with the removal of 
"spirits." 

Beltane: A Mccan festival celebrated on April 30th or May 1st.

Hex: See Curse. 
Imbolc: A Wiccan festival celebrated on February 2nd. Imbolc

Incubus: A male demon or spirit that was believed to sexually 
tempt and abuse women.

Ritual: Ceremony. A specific form of movement, manipulation 
of objects or inner processes designed to produce desired effects. In 
religion. ritual is geared toward union with the divine. Inmagic itpro­
duces a specific state of consciousness that allows the magician to 
move energy toward needed goals. A spell is a magical ritual. 

Ritual Consciousness: A specific, alternate state of awareness 
necessary to the successful practice of magic. The magician achieves 
this through the use of visualization and ritual. It denotes a state in 
which the conscious mind and psychic mind are attuned, wherein 
the magician senses energies, gives them purpose and releases them 
towards the magical goal. It is a heightening of the senses, an expan­
sion of the awareness beyond the physical world, an interlinking 
with nature and with the forces behind all conceptions of Deity. 

Sabbat: A Wiccan festival. See Beltane, hnbolc, Lughnasadh, 
Mabon, Midsummer, Ostara, Samhain and Yule. 

Sacbet: A cloth bag mIed with herbs. in herb magic sachets are 
used to contain herb mixtures while they slowly release their energies 
for specific magical goals.
