agic is not what we do; it is who we are .  
For thousands of  years our  way of l i fe 
has existed al l  over the world ,  and it con­
tinues to exist ,  even in this modern age 
of h igh-tech wizardry and i ndustrial iza­
tion. For various reasons, over the last 

few hundred years magic lost its glamor and became l imited to fri nge 
seekers of ancient wisdom. Things are changing and magic is s low­
ly becoming more mainstream again and is bei ng brought to publ ic 
awareness through the modern media. There is a deep hunger for the 
tales of wizards of old to be true .  Magicians and wizards sti l l  exist to 
th is day, but they don 't wear te l l i ng jewe lry or walk  around publ ic ly 
i n  robes .  They cont inue to practice the ancient ways si lent ly, expe­
riencing the m iracles our ancestors talked about. The reason magic 
continues to exist is because i t  i s  real and it works .  I t  is time that you 
experienced this  for yourse lF. 

A few hundred years ago, possession of a book l ike th is  would 
have been grounds for burning at the stake . Now, occult and magic 
books fi l l  the shelves of many mainstream bookstores. As abundant as 
the books on modern magic are, there are sti l l  few magic ians. I n  t ime 
th is  cou ld also change, but that depends on whether or not people 
such as yourse l f  can have val id experiences that convince you to em­
brace magic as a way of l i fe .  For that to happen,  we need to return to 
the original foundation of magic as a real objective art rather than a 
form of ritual-psychology and mind power. The next step should be 
for magicians to use the ir magic to benefit the world around them and 
to help their community with the i r  knowledge . H i l le l  the Elder once 
said, " If I am not for myse l f, then who will be for me? And if I am 
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only for myse lf, then what am I ?  And if not now, when ? "  What the 
future holds for magic remains a mystery, but we can try to secure it 
by givi ng you magic that works, that is  safe , and that is real .  We can 
give you magic that not only benefits you spiritual ly, emotional ly, and 
physical ly, but also al lows you to reach out to those around you and 
make a d i fference in the world .  This book wi l l  chal lenge you and push 
you into new frontiers, but throughout its pages i s practical magic that 
can change you r l i fe and, if you wish ,  make the world a better place . 
The techniques and rituals in th i s book wi l l  remain only words on pa­
per unt i l  you put them into practice. Magicians don 't pick up a spe l l  
book and - abracadabra - the laws of physics are suspended. They 
pract ice and l ive thei r magic year after year. As the theoretical study of 
re l igion rare ly produces a profound re l igious experience, the theoreti­
cal study of magic rare ly produces a real magical experience. You have 
to practice magic to tru ly be a magician. 

I f you are new to magic ,  you may wonder what keeps us commit­
ted to this way of l i fe .  This d iffers from person to person,  since magi­
cians are extremely individualistic in  nature .  However, we wi l l  share 
with you our own reasons. We have conti nued to practice magic over 
the years because it remains one of the most important spiritual disci­
p l ines avai lable to humank ind today. I t  provides us first and foremost 
with the tools to experience, on a personal leve l ,  many spiritual won­
ders, mystical experiences, i l l umination , personal awakening, spiritu­
al encounters, and much more. The experiences of the prophets and 
sages of the past come to l i fe in our own day-to-day events . Magic also 
provides us with tools that al low us  to l ive in  harmony with the spirit 
of nature, tools with whic h  we can transcend barriers of d i fference and 
prejud ice and with which we can mature on numerous leve ls .  I t  gives 
us a system that helps us to manage many of the obstac les and issues 
i n  our material existence, from finding the right partner to healing. We 
practice it because we love i t  and i t  gives us  joy that is hard to describe . 
Magic is the path of wisdom and it is the path of love . Magic is an ad­
vanced spiritual path that can bring about personal i l l umination and i n  
that i s  a tremendous abundance of  l iving power. 

I n  the past, if you wanted to learn magic ,  you wou ld seek out a 

magus. You would apprentice under th is magic ian for a number of 
years and learn your craft. This is sti l l  the preferred way. People jo in 
magical orders, covens, or gui lds and learn magic with in  an establ ished 
commun ity under the tutelage of teachers .  Magicians band together in  
groups formed around local temples and some tend to  move around i n  
search for the  perfect group. Personal d isappointment bundled togeth-

er with fear of group involvement have caused a recent trend toward a 
more solo path .  This would be fine i f  we l ived in  cit ies with thousands 
of magicians and lots of social support. This is not the case and this 
path i s  lonely as it is ,  without our i solating ourselves from others on 
it .  We need magical temples even more now than we did in  the recent 
past. The world is seeing the ri se of rel igious zealots who would like to 
push us back into dark times. Magical lodges are important places for 
magicians to band together and protect their way of l i fe .  Even though 
they are not perfect, such lodges cont inue to serve as sources of l iv­
ing teachers to students of the occult .  As the number of books on the 
market increases, beginners are getti ng bombarded with conflicting 
information. I t  takes years to s ift through the rough for the diamonds, 
t ime better served in  the practice of magic .  Good teachers can provide 
the much needed experiential guidance that few books can provide. 

Sti l l ,  books and magic are entwined .  The l i nguist ic origin of magic 
is in the root word Magus, which means wise one and stems from the 
ancient Persian language. I t  shou ldn 't come as a surprise then that 
magicians love their books. I n  actual ity, books have been the primary 
means of preserving our heritage over the centuries .  There are sti l l  
few or  no  alternate sources of media that serve the  needs of  magicians. 
Books and now the Web wil l cont inue to hold that special place for the 
foreseeable future. 

Books l ike th is one can 't make you a magician, but they can provide 
the tools with which you can become one. Possibly, you already are a 
magician and when you picked up th is  book, you were just search ing 
for new information. That is fine too. This  book is designed to serve as 
a magical reference as wel l  as a primer. Throughout the book we wi l l  
be present ing our craft from the perspective of a newcomer to magic, 
so i f  you are experienced, keep this in  mind. Another d ifference be­
tween this book and others of a l i ke nature is that we present a grass 
roots approach to our craft .  Even though the ancient techniques we 
are presenting have been sl ightly mod ified for modern Western sensi­
bi l it ies, they retai n their original spirit and efficacy. Our practices had 
to adapt to our environment, but that doesn 't mean that we abandoned 
the ancient methods altogether. Magic has a l ivi ng organic trad it ion, 
but i t  is a tradit ion. 

The fi rst step in becoming a magician is  not to memorize rituals or 
learn spe l l s, but to develop a new way of th ink ing. The practice of Tai 
Chi without be l ief in  Chi wi l l  only take you so far, i f  far at al l .  Modern 
magicians don 't al l bel i eve the same th ing of course . There are those 
that bel ieve in h igh versus low magic ,  and those that divide magic i nto 
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white, gray, and black .  There are also those who view magic through 
the lens of Jungian psychology or mental ism and argue that n inety 
percent of magic is psychology. We respect these views, even if we do 
not always agree with everything they purport. However, in th is  book 
we focus on the grass roots or tradi tional view. We do so, not because 
we are stuck in dogma or to push a trad ition for the sake of trad i­
t ion, but because after many years of search ing through various occult  
streams, we have to come bel ieve that these methods work the best 
and have worked for many people for hundreds ofyears. We want you 
to get results and have the best experience possib le .  

Over the years, we have talked to a mu lt itude of people who were 
impressed or shocked by our magical experiences. They wondered i f  
i t  was possible or i f  such things sti l l  happen today. I t  isn 't that we are 
exceptional ly powerfu l  magicians. To be honest, we don 't measure our 
magical development with a power meter. We look at two e lements 
only, how much Light we are bringing into our l ives and others, and 
how much love is  generated from the work that we do. To our minds, 
magical experiences are due to our practis ing magic as i t  was practiced 
by our ancestors of long ago. They must have been doing someth ing 
right, s ince they became the inspiration of legends and stories for cen­
turies. Don 't get us wrong, we are not c laim ing supernatural powers 
or superhuman psychic abi l i ty. But we have seen enough, that physi ­
ca l  manifestations that others wou ld consider as supernatural do not 
shock us in the least when they happen .  

The more bizarre magical c la ims of ancient magicians, inc luding 
transformation , te leportation, levitation and invisib i l i ty, were neither 
a product of the magic ian ' s  own power nor a bl ind to m is lead the un­
wary. Magicians bel ieved in the existence of a race of beings that was 
both invis ible and semi-physical . a magical race older than humanity. 
It has been known to every cu l ture by d i fferent names: Elves, Sidhe ,  
J inn ,  Ancient Ones, and so on. By virtue of  the ir spiritual work , ma­
gicians came into contact with these beings and en l i sted their aid . For 
example,  the J inn wou ld l i ft up the magic ian .  Since they were invis­
ible to most people, i t  became easy to think that their act of levitation 
was due to the power of the magician. Magical ri tuals en l i st ing the 
aid of these magical beings were only a minor component of the magi­
cal path .  Magical practice i s  primari ly a tool to open the doors of the 
Divine Mysteries .  

Traditional magic focused on spi ritual i ty and spir its .  The spi rits 
described by ancient magicians were as objectively real to them as the 
Sun and the Moon. The forces that magic ians worked with were cal led 
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Rouhaniah by Arab magicians, Pneuma by the Greeks and Prana by 
the H ind i .  They are spiritual emanations or powers, embodied in  al l  
l iving things in  nature, activated by the Divine Spir i t .  Working with 
these Rouhaniah changes not only the magic ian ' s l i fe, but also her 
personal ity and world view. I t  amounts to a feel i ng of connection with 
the cosmos that is sadly lacking in our world today. The ancient magi­
cians viewed the power of the mind and imagination as the medium, 
not the sou rce .  The Divine Spirit i nfluences the soul; the soul influ­
ences the mind;  the mind influences the physical form. By acknowl­
edging the role of the Divine Spiri t  and then becoming a l iving con­
du i t  for it ,  magic becomes a l iberat ing process with l im itless potential . 
Magic views the cosmos as a l iv ing entity, interconnected on al l levels, 
physical , mental and spiritual .  I t  conceives of everything as having a 
rouhaniah that connects it to the One Divine source .  This i s  stated 
beauti fu l ly in the Emerald Tablet of Hermes: 

" That which is above is from that which is below, and that which is below is 
from that which is above, working the miracles of one, as all things were from 

one." (Jabi r  Ibn  Hayyan's t ranslat ion) 

As with al l other branches of human knowledge, magic also attempts 
to address the most basic needs of humanity. Our most recurring need 
seems to be that of change and the power to control  it .  We want to 
improve our l ives or have the abi l i ty to change our situation when and 
how we wish .  That i s  why magical l i terature i s  fi l led with techn iques to 
change one ' s material status, marital status, health status, and so on. 

The ancient spel ls cal l on angels and other spiritual beings by an­
cient and powerfu l  holy names, to do the bidd ing of the magician. 
The archetype of the magician is  thus born : standing tal l i n  her at­
ti re ,  holding a wand of power, and summoning the denizens of the 
invis ible .  She isn ' t  cal l ing on these beings by her own authority, 
but by the authority of the Divine. The Divine is the source of all 
magical causations, d irectly and ind irectly. The magician strives to 
bui ld a real i ty that is i n  harmony with the essential real ity of oneness 
and spiritual balance. I n  restructuring their internal cosmos upon a 
strong foundation, magicians embody the h ighest level of wisdom. 
Once having become a l iving agent of the Divine, transformed by the 
Light, the magician has the authority to call on the spi ritual forces of 
the Cosmos to aid her. Real ly powerfu l  magic happens when your 
wil l  and the Divine Wi l l  are the same and act together i n  unison. 
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$ PRINCIPLES OF MAGICAL SUCCESS $ 

Every craft has principles and gu idel i nes, designed to maximize suc­
cessfu l  resu l ts. Magic is  no d itlerent. As an outcome of various ex­
periments, medieval occu l t  scholars recorded d itlerent pri nciples for 
success in  each branch of occu lt ism. Although many of the masters 
of our tradition insisted that these were key to their success, we are 
not presenting them here just to weigh you down with dogma. People 
who are used to more modern approaches may find these ru les rigid ,  
bu t  experience has shown us the i r  val id i ty. We want you to  succeed. 
We strongly feel that taking as many of them as possible to heart wi l l  
vastly improve the resu lts ofyour magical work. They are not  l i sted in  
any particu lar order; do not worry about having to fol low them al l  at 
once. Foil ow what you agree with, as a start, and experiment with the 
rest . It is better that you come to see to why they are valuable through 
your own expenences. 

* Goon CHARACTER: Magicians are not archetypes of perfect virtue. 
We are humans, with al l the frai l ty and strength that comes with th is  
condit ion. However, our work lets us stand with beings of a l uminous 
nature and walk in  the presence of angels .  I t  i s  becom ing of us to have 
a l iving sou l ,  which doesn ' t  look toward obscene th ings or obsess with 
vain or shal low material ism. Recogn ize who you are in relation to the 
world around you and focus your soul on the pursuit of Spi rit and the 
h ighest virtues. 

Avoid doing anyth ing contrary to your rel igious bel iefs .  When you 
do magical work that , on some leve l ,  you bel ieve is against your re l i ­
gion or when you behave in  a way contrary to what you know deep 
inside to be right, i t  wil l lead to a sense of guilt , shame, and regret. 
We are not trying to push any specific re l igious or moral eth ical code. 
Whatever your code or be l ief, be true to i t  and the magical un iverse 
wi l l  be true to you .  If you plan to be a magician of the Light or what is 
commonly known as a white magician, shun violence and try to lead a 
compassionate and ethical l i fe . When these old magical tomes talk to 
you about committi ng to righteous action, they are not just preach ing 
the ethics of the ir t ime. They are basical ly saying ' l ike attracts l ike . ' 
The more attuned you are with the pri nc iples of love , l ight ,  and l i fe ,  
the more attuned you wi l l  be to the spiri tual realm and beings that 
embody those values .  
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* PURITY: When doing magic ,  you wi l l  be invit ing many h igh level 
spi ritual entities to you r area. Clean l iness raises the vibration of your 
surroundings. Magicians oF old wou ld wash up to seven times a day 
during extended magical rites. OF course , th is is unnecessary For 
the leve l of magical work we wi l l  be doing in th is book. However, i t  
should go without saying that when doing magic, your environment 
and clothi ng should be clean. This also includes al l  tools, such as writ­
ing instruments, ink, parchment or metal . 

* DIETARY OBSERVANCE: One common h indrance to successFu l  magi­
cal work is  a heavy stomach .  For dai ly work, try to do your  work 
before eating, or when your food has had t ime to d igest . Magicians 
tradit ional ly fasted for extended periods when doing complex rites. 
You also might have heard the old saying that you are what you eat. 
Food is  energy and animal products aFFect your vibration d ifferently 
than do vegetables. Magicians oF old wou ld abstain From meat before 
and during the ir work. Many l ived on a vegan diet . You can sti l l  do 
magic whi le  eating meat. We did when we were meat eaters. However, 
we can honestly say that our own magical work improved when we no 
longer ate meat. 

The magicians oF old also abstained From certain vegetables. I n  
those days, people d id not have mouthwash o r  toothbrushes. The 
general phi losophy was that eating highly aromatic vegetables such 
as garl ic ,  leeks,  shal lots and onions before and during major magical 
operations wou ld leave a bad smel l  in your  mouth. IF they ate a lot oF 
them, the aroma also tended to exude From their pores in  their sweat. 
The ancients were focused on puri ty and cleanl iness and didn 't want 
to reek during the chanting of names. They also bel ieved that the smel l  
of these vegetables wou ld be offensive to the Jinn and make it hard to 
attract them. 

* GENERAL PERMISSION: I n  doing magic, you wi l l  wield ancient cur­
rents and call on beings ranging from angels to j inn .  Magicians today 
assume they have the right to do this at any t ime and for any purpose . 
This isn 't necessari ly true. Getting permission can mean the d ifference 
between a ritual that i s  successfu l and one that i s  not or that only ap­
pears to be . Permission can come in the Form oF i nit iat ion. It can result 
i n  a working agreement with an ange l .  before that angel i s  cal led . 

I t  can also be the resu l t  of a divination. Divination is important, 
especial ly when your work i nvolves influencing the l ives of other 
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people or cal l ing upon a high ly evolved spiritual being. One mode of 
d ivi nation used by the ancients involved a certai n ritual done over a 
few weeks. I f  at the end of the operation, the magician saw a mark ap­
pear on her hand , then she knew she had perm ission to do it .  Other 
methods i nvolved doing certai n prayers and meditations and looking 
at thei r emotional state afterward . I f  they fe lt dread and fear, then 
the rite wasn 't to be ,  but i f  they fe l t  openness and receptivity, i t  was 
acceptable to do it. Modern occu l t ists re ly on other methods, such as 
Tarot . You do not have to do a d ivination every t ime you want to do a 
ri tual .  The idea here is that you are attuned to the currents and have a 
working relationship with the beings you are charging before you do 
your work . 

* CELESTIAL OBSERVANCE AND RHYTHM: Magical currents are influ­
enced by celestial t ides. The ri tual that you do today with average re­
su lts may prove to be extremely successfu l  tomorrow. Some rituals are 
more influenced by astrological configurations than others. To keep 
track of these tides, magicians created occu l t  tables and calendars such 
as the wel l -known table of planetary hours .  Certain days are bel ieved 
to be better for constructive operations and others more geared for 
destructive worki ngs. These days are based on the lunar calendar and 
are re lated to the moon 's placement in  the heavens. Constructive op­
erations are not normal ly done on the fol lowing days, since they are 
dedicated to destructive work: 3"1, 5'\ 1 3'h ,  1 6th, 2 1 ", 24'h, and 25'h . 

Other important occu l t  t iming ind icators are the mansions of the 
moon and planetary al ignments near the ascendant, as wel l as the be­
nign aspects of other planets to these. Each of the moon 's phases also 
influences the k ind of workings to be done. These influences depend 
not just on the type of work, but also on its specifics .  The waxing moon 
is  a good t ime to do most constructive operations and the wani ng moon 
for most destructive operations. These principles are switched in  very 
spec ific cases ,  so they are not blanket rules to be fol lowed b l ind ly. 
Th ink of one phase as growth and the other as decrease and then look 
at the specifics of your work . You also need to consider other astro­
logical configurations that may warrant wait ing for a d i fferent t ime. A 
waxing moon that has malefic astrological aspects to it i sn 't conduc ive 
to constructive operations. Try to observe these tides as c losely as pos­
sible to improve your  chances of success. 

As you can see, the magic of the ancients revolved around the stars 
and the heavens .  They wou ld even consecrate talismans and amulets 
by tak ing them outside and infus ing them with the l ight and energy of 
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the stars during certai n configurations. Even today, there are eye wit­
ness accounts of female magicians in  Iraq goi ng under the l ight of the 
fu l l  moon and celebrating naked. They draw down the energy of the 
moon to aid them in their rites. Capturing the stel lar rays is  one of the 
principles for the success of many astrological ly based magical rites. 

* PROPER MENTAL ATTITUDE: There cannot be a single doubt i n  
your m ind  about t he  magical work that you are doing. You should 
have confidence in  yourself and i n  your art . If you doubt that your 
magic works, then it wi l l  have to work in  spite of you . Doubt during or 
after an operation can resu l t  in fai l ure . Carry out your magical rituals 
without boredom or haste .  Don ' t  expect qu ick or immediate resu lts 
from your first try, no matter how many Hol lywood movies te l l  you 
otherwise. I n itial ly, we had to work a ri tual ten or more times before 
we became aware of its energies. Over the years, we became more at­
tuned to magical energies and things happened faster. Also, get into 
the habit of repeat ing a technique or an operation for an extended 
period and avoid jumping qu ick ly from one method to the next. Th ink 
of those martial artists who can break wood with their hands. I t  takes 
practice and determination and , more importantly, persistence to ac­
complish th is .  

When you want to do a magical r itual. keep your mind focused 
on it. If you are worried about fami ly, money, or news, or you are 
emotional ly distracted, you wi l l  make mistakes .  Mistakes have a habit 
of break ing you r attention and the Aow of your work. Ritual magic 
isn 't a perfect theatrical performance; it stems from the heart and pas­
sion of the spirit. However, a break in focus wi l l  make you wonder i f  
you shou ld start again or i f  i t  is going to  work,  and wi l l  make i t  hard 
for you to get maximum resu l ts. To help you with your focus, try to 
memorize as much of each ritual as you can. The less you have to read 
from a piece of paper, the more you wi l l  be able to put your emotions 
and passions into you r magic. If you need to use papers to read a long 
ritual or to learn a new one, make the script large . This way you can 
qu ick ly glance at i t  without too much d istraction. 

The ideal place to do your  magical work and to stay focused is 
away from the distraction of people and city l ife .  I t  isn 't always pos­
s ible that you can cloister yourse l f  or head out to the woods, but try to 
find a t ime when you wi l l  not be di sturbed by noise. 

* WALK IN SILENCE: When you have done some magic that worked, 
your first i nstinct may be to brag about it .  Keep your work hermeti-
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cally sealed . When you talk about the magic you are plann ing to do, 
you have just materialized that energy. Frequently, magicians who talk 
about what they intend to do, end up not doing i t .  I f  you also brag 
about the work that you have done, to impress others, you wi l l  open 
yourse lf  to crit ic ism and rid icu le .  Sooner or later you wi l l  begin to 
doubt yourse lf and your mind wi l l  work against your magic .  

* OBJECTIFICATION: When doing magical work toward a specific goal 
or to affect someone, inc lud ing yourself, you wi l l  notice an improve­
ment when you create an objective l ink .  This l i nk  can be in the form of 
an image or a photo. You can objectify a tal i sman for heal ing with an 
image of yourse lf  surrounded with a golden aura of radiance. When 
your art istic abi l it ies don't al low for this or you can 't find a photo, then 
write down the objective c learly or use the person 's fu l l  name. 

* DEVOTION: Magic is a spiritual path and many of our conju rations 
and rites involve sacred names and cal l i ng upon entit ies. They are not 
our servants to summon at whim after work or whenever we feel  l ike 
it .  It is done in a sacred context, and one of the best ways to put your­
self i nto th is  sacred space after a long day of struggle in the material 
world i s  prayer. Pray before and after the work to open your heart and 
attune your mind to the spi rit . Ancient magicians actual ly put together 
a whole book of prayers that were constructed according to occult 
l i nes. I n  modern secu lar society, few modern magicians have sought 
out these prayers or attempted to republ ish them. These prayers are 
very powerfu l ,  but so i s  any prayer that comes from the heart. One 
other important prayer that you may want to incorporate at some point 
i s  a prayer for blessi ngs to descend upon your guardian ange l .  

* SPIRIT RELATIONSHIP: Work with each spi ri t  or being i n  accor­
dance with its nature. When you ask it to do someth ing that it doesn 't 
be l ieve i n  or is contrary to its nature, you risk offend ing it .  This is why 
it is not recommended that you use e levated spi ritual beings for any­
th ing destructive or i njurious. I t  wou ld be taken as an insu l t  to them 
and a degradation of their honor. 

Do not fol low bl indly everything you get from the spirit world ,  
but a lso don 't reject it arrogantly. Very rarely wi l l  the spi rits volunteer 
i nformation to you un less it is urgent, so most l i ke ly the advice you 
get will have been sol ic ited . Show respect and l isten carefu l ly, since 
angels and spi ri tual beings wi l l  not recommend or fol low any d irection 
or advice that is not fu l ly with in the mandate of Divine . 
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* REPE A TED REciTATION: People coming to this art after watch ing 
movies on magic are excused for believing that al l  i t  takes i s  one magi ­
ca l  word and presto! I n  reality, magical names of power and conjura­
tions are chanted many times. The most common principle is to chant 
names of power three times. Sometimes, though, c hants are extended 
beyond that to a few hundred or even thousands. This depends on the 
length and intensity of the operation. Repeated recitation is designed 
to help focus the mind and raise the energy. These repetitions are usu­
al ly calculated mathematical ly. The key is  to keep your focus and not 
to struggle to count whi le keeping track of repetit ion. If you have to 
count by hand to the point of loss of focus ,  then stop count ing and just 
repeat th ings as long as necessary to reach the desired resu lts. 

* UsE OF INCENSE: There are three basic reasons for using i ncense 
in magical rites. One is related to the smel l  and its impact on the ma­
gician 's consciousness. The second is re lated to vibration. The th ird is 
basical ly as an offering and as food to the rouhaniat .  Magicians u se 
incense in  their working space and fumigate a l l  magical objects. Some 
sages argue that spec ific i ncenses are needed for each operation; some 
are satisfied with planetary mixtures; others recommend a bas ic mix­
ture of Benzoin and Frankincense. Commonly, incense mixtures are 
burned on charcoal in  a censor, which may be acqu ired from many 
rel igious supply stores. You can also use stick incense or a diffuser. 
The dec id ing factor, in  addition to magical correspondence, IS your 
environmental situation and your sensitivity to smoke. 

* DIRECTION: When doing magical work, magic ians decide on a di­
rection to face. They work with elements and planets and, l ike sai lors, 
need a point of reference. The oldest of these was the North Pole .  I n  
t ime, people began t o  face rel igious spots such a s  Jerusalem or Mecca 
during their ritual work . Modern magicians now use east, the place 
of the ris ing sun ,  as their point of reference. Choose a point of refer­
ence that is comfortable for you and construct your operational work 
around it. For this book, we wi l l  be using east as the primary direc­
tion. 

* ORDER AND BEAUTY: Magic gains much of its inspiration from 
nature .  Rituals are constructed so that fol lowing a certain sequence 
yields the desired results .  Therefore, i t  makes sense that when doing 
an operation, you fol low it  systematically. The same pri nciple applies 
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when you are constructing tal ismans or magical squares. When writ­
i ng magical squares ,  fol low the numerical order and be methodical i n  
the  remain ing elements. 

Our craft is also an art, and so it is natural that magicians strive to 
fill a l l  their construction with beauty. This beauty can be in the form 
of harmony in chants and conjurations. It can also be in the qual i ty of 
tool mak ing. You don 't need to be a master artist or craftsman. I t  is 
enough that you strive to do your best and ach ieve harmony between 
d imensions and l i nes and c larity of writ i ng. 

* MAGICAL ScRIPTS: Tal ismans often involve numbers. Ancient ma­
gicians wrote those numbers in spec ific occul t  scripts. They wou ld ex­
periment with the d i fferent scripts and then c lassi fy them, based on 
success and their i nventors. The idea is to combine the mathematical 
concept of numbers, which exists throughout nature, with geometric 
shapes or magical glyphs. If you are unfami l iar with magical scripts, 
use either Arabic or Ind ian numerals . You can also use letters to re­
place numbers. Hebrew had no spec ific glyphs for numbers for a very 
long time and re l ied on mathematical correspondences for each of its 
letters. 

$ PRELIMINARY TRAINING $ 
The tradit ional tools of magic are the statT. pentacle ,  chal ice and spear. 
These represent the wi l l ,  body, heart , and mind .  For any magical prac­
tices to yield resu lts, all four  of these need to be worki ng in harmony. 
The mind needs to focus on the i ntent and d i fferent stages of a ritual . 
This involves visual ization, focus , and c larity. The body needs to be 
energetic enough to endure the magical operation and physical pos­
tures . The wi l l  has to be focused and completely d i rected toward the 
success of the operation. The emotions need to be aroused , fu l l  of pas­
sion and depth of fee l i ngs, and receptive to the energies. The end re­
su l t  is total ecstatic i nflaming of the personal ity and absorption into 
the work and resu lts. It is very hard to do any magical work success­
fu l ly i f you are t ired,  ach ing, di stracted , severe ly depressed, emotion­
al ly d istanced , hesitant, lacking in confidence, un interested,  and so on. 
However, these physical conditions may become excuses i f  they are 
chronic .  Don 't wait t i l l  al l  the condit ions are perfect. Do what you 
can, to the best ofyou r abi l i ty. Often magical work helps with physical 
pain ,  emotional imbalance, and lack of focus .  
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The combination of mental focus and emotional intensity i s  used 
with the process of visual ization during magical rites. Many readers of 
New Age books have come to believe that visualization and imagina­
tion are pretty much what magic is  about. If you fol low this principle 
to its extreme conclusion, you wi l l  find yourse lf  mental ly imbalanced 
and stuck in  your head. The purpose of visual ization is to help the 
magician with her connection to the current and to d i rect the magical 
work . Throughout this book, you wi l l  come upon many exerc ises that 
use visualization .  Their intent is to improve resu lts and aid with focus 
and c larity. Let us take the s imple process of drawing a pentagram in  
the  air. On two separate occasions, Nineveh has  drawn the pentagram 
in the air and, afterward, people actual ly saw the pentagram hovering, 
plain ly visib le to anyone.  This is because the pentagram was not just 
imagined in the mind.  The etherial pentagram was crafted us ing the 
four tools with the aid of visual izat ion. I t  was real enough to him that 
on two occasions, it also became real to others. 

For many people, visual ization doesn ' t  come eas i ly. I t  is l ike ex­
erc is ing atrophied musc les while recuperating from surgery or an ac­
cident. When we were chi ldren ,  these muscles of visual ization were 
strong and resi l ient .  As many of us  were growing up, some adult au­
thority figure told us that we had " too much imagination , " or to stop 
behaving ch i ld ish ly. Fear of being thought mental ly unstable may have 
also been a factor. Gradual ly, many of us stopped th ink ing in ful ly 
vivid pictures; we stopped seeing spirits and no longer heard their 
voices. This lost abi l i ty of spiritual perception is  someth ing you can 
retrieve . We have i nc luded a number of exerc ises that you may find 
helpfu l  in your deve lopment. Although you may not perceive much 
when you begin this work, the more you do it ,  the more you wi l l  find 
your perceptions increasing. Remember, visual ization sk i l l  i s  an im­
portant part in  restoring your spi ritual sight. I f  you find any of these 
exercises easy and effortless, then you may want to skip them and do 
the ones you need . 

Before beginn ing, it is optional to preface your meditations and 
extensive ritual work with a re laxing lustral bath .  This i s  a purifYing 
bath with sea salt or salts soaked with essential o i ls .  Many people l ike 
to take a shower before the bath to get physically clean first. You could 
also try to do some stretches or minor re lax ing physical exercises in­
stead . Don ' t  worry if  at fi rst you don ' t  get much- these visualization 
exercises are meant to stretch you back i nto a forgotten way of th ink­
i ng and perceiving. I t  is al l  right to pretend or imagine; actually,  that 
is the whole point ! As you do them,  you' II find that your abi l i ties start 
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to improve . You may be su rprised at how much detai l you get toward 
the end of each exercise . It is recommended that you keep a journal 
and write your  experiences in it. As a matter of fact, we suggest that 
you should journal i ze a l l  you r magical practices, as an aid to gauging 
your progress. 

EXERCISE ONE- Maintain a Single Image in your Mind 

The fi rst step is to learn to maintai n a simple image in your mind .  This 
is important ,  for in  magical practice, holdi ng an image stead i ly in  your 
mind wi l l  cause you to become intuit ively receptive to the essence i t  
represents. This practice wi l l  a l low i t  to i rrad iate your awareness with 
its subtle energy and qual i ty. I t  wil l  become eas ier to ident ify with the 
essence and meani ng enclosed withi n  the symbol . Let us  start with a 
basic symbol . Take a c lean white sheet of paper and draw a black oval 
the s ize of a smal l  d ish on it. Place it on the wal l . Sit or stand back 
a few feet and begin staring at the circle . Continue to do so unt i l  i t  
begins to strobe . Close you r eyes; for a few seconds i t  should Aash in  
contrasting colors i n  your mind .  Repeat th i s  a few t imes over the  next 
few days, unt i l  the process becomes comfortable and easy to accom­
plish. Switch from the oval to each of the fol lowing for a week :  

• Red Triangle 
• Greyish-Si lver Crescent 
• Yel lowish Square 
• Green Circle 
• White Crescent on black background 

EXERCISE TWO - Hold a More Complex Image in Your Mind 

The second step is to learn how to visual ize a more complex image and 
hold it in your mind .  Repeat the steps in exercise one, but use large 
pri ntouts or hand drawn glyphs of the planets and Zod iacal s igns. 
Make ni neteen sheets us ing the astrological glyphs shown on the fol ­
lowi ng page , one symbol per sheet, wi th the symbol fi l l i ng ha lf  the 
sheet. You can stick with standard black on white or Hash ing colors 
l ike red and green,  b lue and orange , or yel low and purple .  Work with 
each symbol at least three t imes for three m inutes before moving on 
to the next one. Once you have done this, try to repeat this exercise a 
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couple of t imes without the aid of the sheets. Try to picture the sym­
bols in  your  mind c learly .

EXERCISE THREE -Visualize a Candle Flame 

The next step is to take the visual i zation into the realm of imaginative 
sensory perception. You wi l l  have to pretend,  doing so with as much 
fee l ing as possible .  You wi l l  use a candle for this visual ization exerc ise .  
As in  the earl ier exercises, begin wi th re laxation of some sort and then 
l ight a cand le before you . Sit for a few moments staring at the candle 
Harne. Don ' t bl ink your eyes un less they get t i red .  Try to th ink of 
noth ing but that Harne.  Al low yourse l f  to be complete ly focused on 
the flame and its flicker. Now, c lose you r eyes and try to capture the 
image of that flame in you r mind . Try to imagine i t  in  any way you 
know how. Hold that image in your mind as steadi ly as you can. Don ' t  
worry about how accu rate t he  reflection ' s image i s .  Let i t  be  any size 
or shape i t  wants to be, but hold it t ight. When the image fades or be­
comes d i fficu l t  to maintai n ,  repeat the preceding steps. Hold the image 
in your mind again and try to make it as real as possib le .  Concentrate 
on it and hold it there, just l ike the real cand le ,  for a few minutes . Try 
not to let i t  waver. This wi l l  bu i ld up your visual ization stamina .  Re­
peat this phase of the exercise often for a few weeks ,  unti l i t becomes 
easy to do. 

Once it has become easy, i t  wi l l  be time to move to the next phase 
of the exercise. With the image of the candle in your mind,  try to 
change the size of the Harne . Make it bigger at first, then smal ler. Next, 
change the color of the flame into d i fFerent shades. Al low the flame to 
dance as i f  it is being h i t  by a breeze. Sh ift the focus of the visual ization 
to the body of the candle .  Watch the trick l ing wax as i t  slowly melts. 
Change the color of the candle i tse lf.  Keep it as vivid or real in your 
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mind as you can. Imagine and imagine freely. Pretend al l the way. Re­
peat th is  phase of the exercise, unti l  i t too becomes easy to do. 

Now you can add new sensory elements i nto your visual izat ion. 
When you hold the candle image in  your mind, imagine that the cand le 
i s  scented with an aroma you l ike ,  such as vani l la, rose, c innamon, and 
so on. Try to imagine that smel l  in  your nostri ls as vivid ly as you can . 
Do this as many times as it takes to feel real .  Try mental ly runn ing 
your fingers over the edges of the candle itse l f. Try to fee l  its textu re 
and temperature . I magine you are passing your  fingers over the flame. 
Feel the sensation of its heat and warmth.  Keep the sme l l  of the cand le 
strong as you play with the Harne or visual ize other aspects of the can­
d le . If your mind wanders, which i t  will do in the beginn ing, return to 
the image again .  Whenever you need to, you can open your eyes and 
do the same th ings physical ly to the cand le as you have been imagin­
i ng. Then c lose your eyes again and attempt to recapture those sensa­
tions in your imagination. Remember to pretend and pretend free ly. 

EXERCISE FOUR - Using All Your Senses 

Now you can take the visual i zation exercises to the next leve l .  You wi l l  
need to see, fee l ,  hear, touch and sme l l ,  al l  on imaginative levels .  Do 
this next exercise over the next weeks. You may even want to go back 
to i t  as you progress fu rther into your magical studies .  I n  a relaxed 
state, imagine any of the fol lowing:

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EXERCISE FIVE- Visualizing With Eyes Open 

Most people th ink magical visual ization is done with the eyes c losed. I n  
actual ity,  most visual ization is  done with open eyes duri ng the work­
ing process itse lf.  You wi l l  need to be able to do thi s  too, if you want 
to succeed in your magical operations. At fi rst, th is  wi l l  be a game of 
pretend ,  but later on i t  will become a natural ski l l .  Let us go back to 
the images in the first exerc ise .  Going through each of them,  stand up  
and, using your  index finger, draw them before you as big as you can . 
When you draw each l i ne ,  try to imagine it as i f  i t was there i n  2 or 3-0, 
with your eyes wide open .  Pretend and pretend freely. 

Begin by drawing a large oval before you i n  bright blue or any 
other color that comes easi ly to you . See each  l i ne as you d raw it .  See 
it as iF it i s  there, even though part of you knows it i sn ' t .  Then step 
back and focus on the whole image. Keep your  m ind focused on the 
oval as if i t  were a three d imensional physical object. Let your mind 
create it and convince your  eyes that it is an actual object before you . 
When you are successfu l ,  move on to the next symbols; d raw first a 
triangle ,  then a square, a crescent and a c i rc le .  Draw them al l  with 
the color that comes easiest to you , whatever i t  i s .  Take as much t ime 
as you need to repeat th is ,  unt i l  you ach ieve mastery of it .  When you 
are comfortable with those geometric shapes ,  go through th is process 
again with the astrological symbols in exercise two. 

EXERCISE SIX - Visualizing Color With Open Eyes 

The i ntent of th is exerc ise is to teach you to see various colors with 
your eyes open .  This i s  a simple exerc ise ,  but i t  requ ires practice to 
master. Al l  that i s requ ired is  to trace with your  finger a horizontal 
l ine before you in any of the fol lowing colors: white, grey, black, 
blue,  red ,  ye l low, green ,  orange, or purple. When you draw the l i ne ,  
i t  shou ld be bright and sh iny. You should see it with your eyes open ,  
wi th  a combination of  both mental and physical eyes. Use  the power 
of your imagi nation to the Fu l lest. Hold the l ine there steady before 
you For at least 2 0  seconds, before it d isappears. I f  you know someone 
with good visual ization abi l i ty, this can become a fun  game. Choose 
four pre-agreed upon colors as the selection pool .  Ask this person to 
draw a horizontal colored l i ne i n  the air before your eyes, without tel l ­
i ng you what color it is .  Make sure th is person keeps track of the se­
lected color. See the color of the l i ne as i t  is be i ng drawn. Don ' t  dwel l  
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on it ;  say what comes to mind .  I f  the color is correct or very c lose, let 
your friend record a I; if not, put a 0 on your score sheet. Then switch 
sides and keep score for your friend ' s  attempts. After an agreed upon 
number of rounds, tal ly the score and the person with the most correct 
h i ts wins .  Also, each person can write the colors down before they are 
drawn for verification afterward . You wi l l  be su rprised at your success 
with this technique .  Even if you don ' t score so high at fi rst ,  conti nue 
unt i l  you can perceive with ease , accurately, 70% of the time .  

The next combination of tools that you wi l l need is a mixture of the spear 
and pentac le .  Breath i s  the carrier  of l i fe and al lows for the movement 
of energy throughout the body. There are two k inds of energy that can 
be control led us ing breath : hot or solar and cold or l unar. Breath ing 
can also be used for re lax ing the body and even creat ing altered states 
of consciousness. Gain ing advanced control of your breath ing for re­
laxation i s important .  I n  this day and age of stress, stri fe and strai n ,  
especia l ly i n  the Western culture , i t  i s  important that we have tools for 
combati ng "dis-ease ". The more we are able to re lax, the more open to 
magical energy we become. The breath ing techn iques i n  th is  chapter 
wi l l  be usefu l  for long-term spi ritual magical deve lopment. They are 
based on the technique of the Lunar Breath or left-nostri l only. The 
aim of the lu nar breath ing is to re lax your body and open you up to the 
infusion of Divine Light. Each of these exercises should be done unti l 
it becomes eHortless. Then you can advance to the next stage . I t  may 
take a few years to reach the fi nal stage . You don 't need to reach the 
final stages to do magic .  

EXERCISE ONE- The Lunar Breath 

Sit on a chai r  or in a yoga posture with your  spine straight. Close your 
eyes and attempt to calm your thoughts. Begin breath ing slowly and 
deeply. I nhale to the count of four  seconds, hold your breath for a 
count of either four  or eight, and exhale to the count of four. This exer­
cise uses the left nostri l only, so keep your  right nostri l  c losed in  some 
way. This is also known as the Lunar Breath .  Whi le i nhal ing, vibrate 
internal ly Toren ,  Qadosh or a s imi lar name of Light. Repeat th is cyc le 
twenty times. You should avoid doing less or more than the al lotted 
number of cyc les. Do th is  exerc ise for at least ten weeks.

EXERCISE TWO - The Extended Lunar Breath 

This is the same as the preceding one, except for the measurement of 
the cycle . You i nhale for the count of seven seconds, then hold i t  for 
ten , then exhale for seven .  The expected duration of th is  exerc ise is 
between ten and twenty weeks. If you find th is  breath ing cyc le hard to 
do, then return to the previous exerc ise for a bit longer. 

EX E RC I S E  F OU R  - The  Lunar  B reat h ,  F u r t h e r  Ex­
t e n d e d  

This further extends the measurement of the cycle .  You i nhale for the 
count of ten seconds, hold i t  for twenty, then exhale for twenty. The 
expected duration of th is exerc ise i s  between ten and twenty weeks. 
At th is point ,  you may notice an i ncreased awareness of i nternal sensa­
tions, or i ncreased sensit ivity. If you find th is  breath ing cycle hard to 
do, then retu rn to the previous exercise for a bit longer. 

EXERCISE FIVE - The Ultimate Lunar Breath 

This stage is one of the hardest and one of most important prepara­
tions for macrocosmic experiences. Try to stretch your i nhalation to 
the count of twenty seconds, holding it for twenty and then exhal ing 
for twenty. You may not be able to reach th is  stage unt i l  after many 
months, or even potential ly years, of trai n ing. You may encounter d if­
ficul ty in  keeping track of breath counts, so i n  the beginni ng, just try 
to approximate. In time you wi l l  see your breath ing becoming more at 
ease and natural , in th is  relaxed state freei ng the mind to dwe l l  on the 
spi ritual Light or desired goal . The min imum duration for th is  exerc ise 
i s  about a year. 

When you reach th is stage, you should fee l  a clear, spiritual joy. 
You wi l l  have been active for about two to three years in training your 
breathing. You wi l l  have transformed breath ing from an automatic re­
sponse to a spiritual experience and sensation .  This produces a state 
of joy, excitement and happiness, as if you have a new lease on l i fe .  
Continual practice wi l l  center you i n  a profound state of peace. I t  must 
be noted that there is no need to i ncrease the length of the held breath 
beyond twenty seconds, and you must only do twenty seconds when 
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you are comfortable with i t .  Anyth ing further wi l l  exhaust the physical 
body and the lungs. Lengthy practices wi l l  not enhance the experience 
beyond a plateau leve l ;  i t  is best mere ly to do the exercises as often 
during the day as your ind ividual schedule permits . 

Another method to help you to re lax is  guided body re laxation 
scripts . You may want to put them on CD with your own voice and 
l i sten to them. You can also have someone guide you through them.  
Choose the  method that works best for you and use  i t .  The script i s  a 
bit repetitive, but that is solely to make it easy to read out loud . 

METHOD ONE 

Breath ing: I nhale for a count of three: one, two, three .  Hold your  
breath for a count of  three. Exhale for a count of  three .  
Procedure :  Keep up this breath ing i n  a steady rhythm. Al low all the 
stress of your daily l i fe to leave with your breath .  Focus on your left 
big toe . Tense up your  left big toe . Release. Focus on the sole of your 
left foot. Tense up the sole of your  left foot. Release . Focus on your  
l eft  ankle .  Tense up you r l eft  ankle .  Re lease . Focus on  your  left knee . 
Tense up your  left knee. Release .  Focus on your  left hip. Tense up your 
left hip. Re lease . Focus on your right big toe. Tense up your  right big 
toe . Release. Focus on the sole of your right foot. Tense up the sole 
of you r right foot. Release . Focus on your right ankle. Tense up your  
right ankle .  Re lease. Focus on you r  right knee. Tense up your  right 
knee. Re lease. Focus on you r right hip. Tense up  your right hip. Re­
lease. Focus on your buttocks. Tense up you r buttocks. Re lease. Focus 
on your  pe lvis . Tense up your pe lvis . Release. Focus on your nave l .  
Tense up your  nave l .  Release. Focus on your solar plexus. Tense up  
you r solar plexus .  Re lease. Focus on  you r  chest .  Tense up  you r  chest. 
Re lease . Focus on your  left shoulder. Tense up your left shoulder. Re­
lease. Focus on your left e lbow. Tense up you r left e lbow. Release . 
Focus on the palm of your left hand . Tense up the palm of your left 
hand. Re lease . Focus on your  left fingers. Tense up your left fingers. 
Re lease . Focus on you r  right shoulder. Tense up your right shoulder. 
Re lease . Focus on your right e lbow. Tense up your right e lbow. Re­
lease. Focus on the palm of your  right hand . Tense up the palm of your  
right hand. Re lease .  Focus on your right fingers. Tense up your  right 
fingers. Re lease . Focus on your throat and neck .  Tense up your throat 
and neck .  Re lease . Focus on the back ofyour head .  Tense up the back 
of you r head . Release . Focus on your brow and eyes . Tense up your

brow and eyes. Release. Feel al l  the stress i n  your  body leaving you . 
I magine yourse lf drifting deeper i nto a re laxed state . Continue to re­
peat to yourself: I am very re laxed and calm.  

When doing the preceding section, al low your breath ing to d ictate 
when you are ready for the next step. For example, i f  you are i nhal­
i ng while focusing on your right  ankle ,  keep your focus to the count 
of three. Next, whi le hold ing to the count of three, tense . Then, whi le 
exhaling to the count of three, relax. 

METHOD TWO 

Breathing: I nhale for a count of three: one, two, three. Hold your  
breath for a count of  three. Exhale for a count of  three. I n  th i s  method, 
a steady breath is  important, but keeping track of the count i sn ' t  that 
vita l .  

Procedure: I magine a beaut ifu l  and warm bal l of golden l ight sur­
rounding your feet. Let your feet fee l  l ike they are being massaged i n  
a bubbl i ng and warm Jacuzzi . Fee l your  feet very relaxed and calm,  
more re laxed and calm than ever before . Repeat i n  your mind a num­
ber of times " I  am very re laxed and calm.  I am dr ift ing deeper i nto 
a re laxed state . "  Imagine a beaut ifu l  and warm bal l of golden l ight 
surrounding your lower legs. Let your lower legs feel l ike they are 
being massaged in a bubbl ing and warm Jacuzzi . Feel your legs very 
relaxed and calm,  more relaxed and calm than ever before . Repeat i n  
your m ind  a number of t imes " I  am very re laxed and calm .  I am dr ift­
i ng deeper i nto a re laxed state ."  Imagine a beaut ifu l  and warm bal l of 
golden l ight surrounding your thighs. Let your thighs feel l ike they are 
be ing massaged in a bubbl ing and warm Jacuzz i .  Feel your thighs very 
relaxed and calm ,  more re laxed and calm than ever before. Repeat i n  
your mind a number o f  t imes " I am very re laxed and calm . I am dr ift­
i ng deeper i nto a re laxed state . "  I magine a beaut ifu l  and warm ball 
of golden l ight surrounding your buttocks and pelvic area. Let your 
buttocks and pelvis feel l ike they are being massaged in a bubbl i ng 
and warm Jacuzzi .  Feel your buttocks and pelvis very re laxed and 
calm,  more relaxed and calm than ever before .  Repeat in your  m ind 
a number of t imes " I  am very re laxed and calm.  I am drift ing deeper 
into a relaxed state . " I magine a beautifu l and warm bal l of golden l ight 
surrounding your stomach area. Let your stomach fee l  l ike it is being 
massaged in a bubbl ing and warm Jacuzzi .  Feel you r stomach very 
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relaxed and calm,  more re laxed and calm than ever before. Repeat in 
your mind a number of t imes " I am very re laxed and calm .  I am drift­
ing deeper i nto a re laxed state . "  Imagine a beaut ifu l  and warm bal l of 
golden l ight su rrounding you r lower back.  Let your lower back feel 
l ike i t is being massaged i n  a bubbl ing and warm Jacuzzi .  Feel your 
lower back very re laxed and calm ,  more re laxed and calm than ever 
before .  Repeat in your  mind a number of times " I  am very relaxed 
and ca lm. I am drift ing deeper i nto a re l axed state . " Imagine a beauti­
fu l and warm bal l of golden l ight su rrounding your solar plexus and 
mid back .  Let your solar plexus and mid back fee l  l ike they are being 
massaged in  a bubbl i ng and warm Jacuzz i .  Fee l  your solar plexus and 
mid back very relaxed and calm ,  more relaxed and calm than ever be­
Fore . Repeat in your m ind a number oF t imes " I am very re laxed and 
calm .  I am driFt ing deeper i nto a relaxed state . " I magine a beaut iFu l  
and warm bal l o f  golden l ight su rrounding your  chest and upper back .  
Let your chest and upper back Fee l  l ike they are being massaged in  
a bubbl ing and warm Jacuzzi . Feel  your chest and upper back very 
relaxed and calm ,  more relaxed and calm than ever before. Repeat i n  
your mind a number oF times " I  am very re laxed and calm .  I am dr ift­
i ng deeper i nto a re laxed state. " Imagine a beaut iFu l  and warm bal l  oF 
golden l ight su rrounding your shou lders .  Let your shoulders fee l  l ike 
they are being massaged in  a bubbl ing and warm Jacuzzi . Feel  your 
shoulders very relaxed and calm, more relaxed and calm than ever 
before .  Repeat in your mind a number of t imes " I am very relaxed and 
calm .  I am dri ft ing deeper into a relaxed state . "  I magine a beaut iFu l  
and warm bal l o f  golden l ight su rrounding your  arms and hands. Let 
your arms and hands feel  l ike they are being massaged in a bubbl ing 
and warm Jacuzzi .  Feel you r arms and hands very relaxed and calm, 
more re laxed and ca lm than ever before . Repeat i n  your m ind a num­
ber oF t imes " I  am very re laxed and calm .  I am dr ift ing deeper i nto a 
re laxed state . "  Imagine a beaut ifu l  and warm bal l of golden l ight sur­
rounding your neck and head . Let your neck and head fee l  l ike they 
are being massaged in  a bubbl ing and warm Jacuzzi .  Feel your neck 
and head very re laxed and calm ,  more re laxed and calm than ever 
before .  Repeat i n  you r mind a number of t imes " I  am very relaxed 
and calm. I am drift ing deeper i nto a re l axed state . "  Fee l  the golden 
ball of l ight su rrounding your  body. Focus on fee l ing good . Repeat to 
yourse lf: " I  fee l  very good . I am very relaxed .  My mind feels calm . " 
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METHOD THREE 

Breath ing: I nhale for a count of three: one, two, three. Hold your 
breath for a count of three. Exhale for a count  of three. I n  th is  method 
a steady breath is important, but keeping track of the count i sn ' t  that 
vi tal . 

Procedure: I magi ne a white bal l of l ight above your head .  This bal l i s  
made of glowing white substance . I t  grows stronger as you become more 
and more re laxed. Count down i n  your m ind :  I 00-99-98. I nhale deeply 
and let the l ight fi l l  your nostri ls .  Say i n  your mind,  " I  am very relaxed 
and very calm.  I am dr ift ing deeper into a re laxed and aware state . My 
mind is very calm and my body feels good . "  Let the golden bal l of l ight 
keep you r body warm and relaxed.  Count down another three num­
bers, in your mind:  97-96-95. After each three numbers, inhale deeply, 
letti ng the l ight fi l l  your nostri ls , and repeat i n  your mind,  " I  am very 
relaxed and very calm .  I am drift ing even deeper i nto a relaxed and 
aware state . My mind is  very calm and my body feels good. "  Let the 
golden bal l of l ight keep your body warm and re laxed . Continue doing 
th is unti l  you have counted in your  mind :  4-3-2- 1 ,  then repeat one last 
time, " I am very relaxed and very calm .  I am drift ing even deeper into 
a relaxed and aware state. My mind i s  very calm and my body feels 
good . "  Know that you can always return here .  Repeat i n  your mind:  
" My mind and emotions are sources of awareness and pleasure to me. 
My body is regenerating and is health ier with every breath I take. I 
am at peace and my body is i n  a state of ecstasy. I am relaxed and my 
body is tapping i nto the un l imited source of energy. I am one with the 
primal essence of l i fe and every cell in my body i s  plugged i nto i t .  I am 
love, l ight and l i fe in the flesh . I am re laxed .  I am one. I am at peace . "  

From the  preced ing exerc ises, u se what you need to  get comfortable 
with your magical work . If you fee l  confident with your visual ization, 
breath ing, and re laxation abi l it ies , you can skip them altogether. If 
you fee l  you are weak in these areas, spend a few weeks working with 
them, before moving to d i rect magical work . 
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$ MAG I CAL  MED ITAT I O N S  $ 

Meditations are key to the transformation process. Many of our nega­
tive spiritual and psychological patterns have their roots in mental hab­
its and experiences. Us ing meditation ' s  mental transformation can be 
an excel lent vehic le for our spi ritual and magical alterat ion. The fi rst 
meditation is unique and can be used in any sett ing that you choose . 
I ts intent is to help you understand another person ' s point of view, 
especial ly their spiritual essence. I t  is very helpfu l  when working with 
other magicians to bu i ld a strong bond between you and to strengthen 
the magical c irc le .  I t  can be used between friends, lovers or even total 
strangers . The second set of meditations are dai ly med itations that fo­
cus on mundane benefits, such as health and prosperity, and spiritual 
benefits, such as c loseness to the Divine and magical development. 

For the first meditation , you and another participant need to find 
a room free of noise or di stractions. I t  i s  better i f  you d im the l ights 
or rely on cand lel ight. You can also have gentle incense burn ing. Sit 
down cross- legged, fac ing each other, on the floor. If you can ' t  sit 
cross-legged ,  then sit in  any other comfortable position .  The only re­
qu irement is that you are comfortable and that each other' s knees are 
touch ing. You both should extend your palms before you .  Place your  
palms on top of each other' s .  Gently bend your heads forward so that 
your foreheads are also touch ing, espec ial ly at the th ird eye (right be­
tween the eyebrows, s l ightly above the eyes) . Once your knees, hands 
and foreheads are touching, begin to re lax us ing any of the re laxation 
exercises. Once you are very re laxed, ind icate with a fi nger movement 
that the mental transfer i s  to begin .  Focus al l  your consc iousness and 
awareness into your th ird eye. Shrink your awareness of everything 
e lse but that. Fee l as i f  both you r th ird eyes have become one. I magine 
yourse lf  standing before a door and that door is  the other person ' s 
th ird eye. Feel  your  consciousness going through that door. Focus al l 
of your awareness of be ing on the th i rd eye, as i f  you exist i n  the th i rd 
eye, as if al l  you r consciousness of being is there. Focus,  not on your  
own th ird eye, bu t  on  your  partner' s .  Now slowly spread you r con­
sciousness to your new body, new hands, new torso, new legs, new 
feet. Don ' t  force it ;  let the fee l ing come to you natural ly. Feel as if th is 
new body is your  body and you have no other body but th is  one. The 
body you came from isn ' t  you anymore .  Let the thoughts and memo­
ries of th is  new body Hood through you r mind as if they were your 
own memory. Use al l the mental senses that you developed in previous 
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exercises . Let the fee l ings overwhelm you ,  for they are now your fee l ­
i ngs. This  i s  who you are now without a si ngle doubt .  You have always 
been this person .  You have always had this body. You have always had 
these memories and feel ings. 

Once you are ready, gently begin to retu rn to your body in the 
same way that you left it. The two of you should have a method of 
signal l ing that the return transfer  i s  about to occur. Refocus  your  con­
sciousness of being on your th ird eye, i n  the body you now inhabit, 
and begi n  to move to your older body. Fee l the move and sh ift occur. 
Once you have returned to your body, begin to take control of it again 
as you did with you r vis ited host. When that happens, begin to s lowly 
separate your th ird eyes. It should fee l  l i ke they were glued together 
and are be ing torn apart . Do it slowly and gently and don ' t  jerk dur­
i ng the separation . Once you have fu l ly separated, do a gentle breath­
i ng meditat ion. Let yourself i ntegrate the sou l essence that you have 
brought with you or may have been left with .  You may want to share 
your thoughts, feel i ngs and experiences with your partner. The more 
you do th is  exercise, the stronger it wi l l  get. 

The next set of meditations i s  divided among the days of the week. 
Each of them wi l l  take about half an hour of your time, and the best 
resu lts come from regular extended use .  They are designed to manifest 
beauty, heal th ,  prosperity, joy and inte l l igence in  your  l i fe .  Each of 
these is  attri buted to a single day. The sixth day is that of internal fo­
cus .  The focus is on your  magical energy body, inner development and 
so forth .  The seventh should always be dedicated to Divine contem­
plation, where you are immersed i n  the Light and fee l ings of love. I t  is 
recommended that beauty be given to Sunday, prosperity to Monday, 
health to Tuesday, inte l l igence to Wednesday, and joy to Thursday. 
Thus, i nternal contemplation is done on Friday and Divine contem­
plation on Saturday. 

These meditations d iffer from other popu lar methods i n  that they 
integrate various techn iques .  They work primari ly on focus ing your 
mind on the spi ritual body. You wi l l  need to use your breath ing exer­
cises, re laxation exerc ises, visual ization abi l i ty and the mental deve l ­
opment of focus ing without wavering on an idea.  Each dai ly medita­
tion should be done at least twice a day for a minimum of a month and, 
for maximum benefits, four times a day. An effective length for the 
meditation is  between half an hour to an hou r, not i nc luding the dura­
tion of the breath ing exerc ises .  

Let us take health as an example. Sit i n  a comfortable posit ion and 
begin doing your breath ing exerc ises . After completing your breath-
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i ng exercises, cont inue to say si lent ly, in  a loud ,  clear, and stable in­
ner voice, " I  am heal th . " Whi le  focus ing the mind on the affi rmation , 
begin to visual ize your body in  the desired state of heal th .  Focus on 
every part of your body, beginn ing with the face .  Feel and know that 
your body is changing to its new, desi red state . Now, with your  eyes 
c losed, visual ize an image of your body stand ing before you i n  a state 
of utter and perfect health ,  sh in ing brightly as the sun in its radiance . 
Every t ime your mind wanders, without fee l i ng frustrated,  j ust say " I  
am health , "  and rei nvigorate the visual i zation with conviction .  

The same procedure can be appl ied to the other five general points 
of focus .  For example, in  beauty you should not only see your  body i n  
t he  form that you seek ,  bu t  also i n  good health .  You shou ld focus on  
an  ideal image of  yoursel f, stand ing before you i n  its amazing beauty. 
Make al l  the detai l s count and make it very vivid .  Whi le breath ing, 
cont inue to repeat, " I am beauty," non-stop. Don ' t permit  your m ind 
to wander from dwel l ing on the image and its real i ty. Know for a fact 
that this is how you do look, without question or doubt. This posit ive 
message of rei nforcement wi l l  trigger the mechanism of change . Some 
may doubt the abi l i ty of spiritual beauty to influence physical beauty. 
Let us share a personal experience we have had with th is .  Frances is  
i n  her mid fi ft ies . She describes i n  wonder be ing approached by young 
men in their early twenties. Trad it ional ly, we muse on th is but do not 
give it much thought. However, since she committed herself to prac­
tice, Nineveh has noted a mysterious occurrence on several d i fferent 
occasions. They wou ld be s i tt i ng talki ng i ndoors or walk ing outdoors . 
He wou ld glance her way and he wou ld see physical ly the beaut i fu l  
and gentle face of  a woman in  he r  early twenties superimposed on  her 
features. This beauty and l ight emanating from her face wou ld enchant 
him for a few minutes, then as he gave his head a shake, he recognized 
her normal features again .  This i s  not only a product of her magical 
work , but also of a youthfu l  spir itual body. Beauty is i n  the eye of the 
beholder and there are two th ings the eye sees, the physical features 
and the emanation of the spi ritual body. The same method applies for 
the focuses of the med itations. 

Practice of the preceding visual izations for a period of two to three 
years wi l l resu l t  in tremendous changes in you r psychology and nature .  
I t  is common for people to  attend expensive prosperi ty seminars, and 
yet, afterward,  sti l l  spend many hours worrying about bi l l s , income, 
and so forth .  It is important that your  mind be focused on prosperity 
rather than poverty. This state of being generally material i zes your  
needs. Worry about money only serves to  negate th i s  state and create 
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the opposite of prosperity. This is where mental magic is at its best and 
most effective. Don ' t  let the s impl ic ity of these exerc ises fool you , so 
far as their effectiveness is concerned . Also, don ' t  forget persistence is 
an important key for success in  this art. Magic doesn' t always happen 
in a Aash ! Two years invested in th i s  practice i s  of more value than 
twenty invested in  ' cou ld have been '  or worries, depression, sadness 
and such .  

When i t  comes to  the  Divine Contemplation, t h i s  part of  the  medi­
tation is  d ifferent .  No complex visual ization is i nvolved. You spend 
two and a half minutes every day, without wavering focus, meditati ng 
on the love of the Divine,  experiencing th is  love and fee l ing yourself  
made of pure Light and surrounded by i t .  On the al lotted day, th i s  
meditation is stretched to the normal ha lf  an hour. After a year of th i s  
visual ization regime, you can ,  i f  you wish ,  i ncrease the meditation on 
the Light and on the Divine presence to half an hour, three t imes a 
day. Then after a few months, you can change it to twice a day for 
an hour each time. Once the second year is complete, do th is at your 
convenience duri ng the day. When you visual ize the Light ,  don ' t  j ust 
th ink of candle l ight or mere ly white l ight . The Light must be accompa­
nied by a sense of Holi ness or an awareness of the presence of the Di­
vine al l around and with in you . Feel the sacredness and sanctity. This 
may be d i fficul t  for those who have had Few experiences with mystical 
states . Focus your ent ire being on the Divine and on the love you feel , 
so that no other emotion or thought enters for at least two and a half 
minutes at a stretch .  You wi l l  find it easier to sense thi s  state with prac­
tice. The intent of this exercise is to l iFt us up from a physical state to a 
more spiritual one. Divine Love i s  the cornerstone of this transforma­
tion and of al l  spiritual operations. With t ime and practice, people wi l l  
begin to comment that the Light i n  your Face is  sh in ing strongly, and 
your spi ritual abi l i ties wi l l  have increased considerably. 

It may seem you that these meditations requ ire too much t ime per 
day. However, i t  is a l imited program and after about a year or two 
the duration can be shortened considerably. With the spiritual muscles 
having been exercised , i t  takes much less t ime to maintain and reach 
these states .  But, even i f  it looks daunti ng, consider how much t ime 
you spend doing everyth ing e lse .  The l i fe long physical and spiri tual 
benehts are tremendous. Without the proper foundation, spi ritual i ty 
becomes a matter of inte l l ectual ism. With these exerc ises, you can soar 
in the Light and change your l i fe for the better. These are the keys not 
only to spiritual development, but also to l i fe mastery. The magical 
techniques you wi l l  learn later in the book wi l l  augment this. The fi rst 
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step is to implant the seed of a new you in the world of images .  You 
wi l l  find the benefits to be priceless. 

In this chapter, we have covered the pri nc iples of the art. These are 
by no mean conc lusive or exc lusive, but they are enough to get you 
started . In the next step in your journey, we wi l l  discuss the sacred 
names used in our art as wel l  as the spiritual beings and hierarchies 
that you wi l l  be work ing with in  th is book. We wi l l  be coming back to 
those materials repeated ly, so we advise you not to skip the next two 
chapters. Read them carefu l ly and refer to them on a regu lar basis 
unt i l  they become fami l iar to you .  
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e want you to get the  maximum benefits from 
the rituals and the magical development pro­
gram in th is book. It is hard to do that if the 
language i s  u nfami l iar to you or the names of 
the Divine and other spiritual ent i t ies appear 
d istant and archaic. Through the ages, magi­

cal rituals and rites contained many names of power. The language 
and names, as wel l  as the approach to the relation between the magi­
cian and the spi ritual realm, are some of the th ings that d ifferentiate 
systems of magic .  In our system, we hold to the truthfu l  real ity of the 
various spir itual names and the sacredness of the Divine 's attributes. 
We don 't see those beings as human constructs. We use the sacred 
names, both for their spi ritual essence and as a way to improve our 
connection with the Divine. They are more than a means to a material 
end or a labe l  to various energies in the un iverse . They are a way to 
infuse ourse lves with the Divine rouhaniah and i nAame ourselves with 
i l l uminati ng Light. Before we delve into the l i st of the Divine names 
used in this book, we should d iscuss the view of the Divine within th is 
tradit ion .  

In our magical ph i losophy, the Divine is that ever l iv ing creative 
spirit and is  experienced as spi ritual Light, with in magical currents. 
Magic depends on this Light. Magic Aows when the spark of the Di­
vine within the mage becomes aware of or connects with its al l -per­
vad ing Divine source. The Aow of the Divine Light i nto the magician 
charges her with an ecstatic and empowering fee l ing un l ike anyth ing 
she may have fe l t  before .  The conception of the Divine as Light isn ' t 
primari ly an outgrowth of modern New Age th ink ing, but has been 
i nherent in the writi ngs of ancient mages and mystics for thousands

of years. I t  can be found in the re l igious and ph i losophical writings of 
the ancient Persians and in neo- Piaton ist and I s lamic myst ic ism. The 
concept of God as Light i s  almost un iversal .  The Divine is the Light 
of Lights, the Real beyond i l l usions and the Pri nciple before the fi rst 
principle .  

The Divine has in fin ite facets. Si nce each facet i n  and of i tsel f is 
absolute and infin i te ,  i t  becomes akin  to a deity in  and of itse lf  How­
ever, al l the facets Form a s ingular whole representing both a personal 
and impersonal nature of the Creator. This is  s imi lar to each one oF us 
having d ifferent roles or states in l i fe .  You can be a father or mother, 
a son or daughter, a brother or sister, joyous or sad , and so forth .  I n  
th is case, we  are talk ing about a God o f  War, a God o f  Magic ,  a Strong 
God, Gods, a Goddess of Love , a God of Thu nder, and so on. These 
can be seen either as Facets of one Divine principle or each a powerfu l  
being in  i t s  own right, and both are correct to a great extent. 

Keep in  mind though, that the Divine as the Ever Liv ing isn ' t a 
supernatural being that l ives in  some imaginary place . The Ever Liv­
i ng is a bei ng that is the essence oF l i Fe in and of itse l f. Therefore, every 
th ing that l ives i s  an expression oF the Ever Living. To understand the 
Ever Living wou ld be to understand the mean ing oF l i Fe in the cosmos 
itse lf. The Divine i s All Exist ing with no end, nearness, farness, wi l l ,  
wish ,  t ime ,  above, below or place. There i s  no universe as a separate 
existence .  While we call the Divine by many names, the Divine is the 
self-named one and none other than the Divine is  named . The Divine 
i s  the Fi rst without anyth ing before and the Last without anyth ing 
after. The Divine is vis ible i n  a l l  that is seen, and known clearly in  a l l  
that is h idden .  The Div ine is in  al l forms and images without any rela­
tion to any appearance. 

I t  i s  easy to Fal l  i nto the trap oF th ink ing then that the Divine is 
infused i n  us in  some way. You hear that a lot i n  New Age c ircles , that 
God is with in me. The Divine is never in anyth ing, neither is anyth ing 
in  the Divi ne. Only the Divine can see the Divi ne; on ly the Divine 
can know the Divine by the Divine; only the Divine can conceive the 
Divine by the Divine .  The Divine is hidden in  oneness and is ve i led 
by the Divine being. When the magician is said to be guided by the 
Divine or sent by the Divine, what we are saying is that the Divine 
has sent Herse lf, from Herself, for Herself and wi thout any cause or 
means beside Herself. She sent Her essence, from Her essence, by 
Her essence, to Her essence. There is  no d i fFerence between the One 
who sent and Her magician who was sent. You are not you ,  and you 
- without being you - are She. She is not within you ;  nor are you 
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in Her. You don ' t exist , with an essence and qual ities and attributes, 
for you never existed, neither do you exist, nor will you ever exist .  
Without being, your  essence is with Her and in  Her. You are not even 
temporal . Without having any identity, you are Her and She is you . 

Magic ians didn ' t know the Divine by making themse lves noth­
ing or destroyi ng their egos or trying to rid themselves of their selves. 
How cou ld a th ing that doesn ' t exist try to get rid of its own existence? 
The key is to know that the Divine exists and none other exists with 
Her. She is  now as She has always been .  Ult imate magical realization 
is  to see your attributes as the Divine ' s  attri butes, your essence as the 
Divine ' s essence, without your attributes and essence being either in 
the Divine or out of Her. Your  sel f  is only the Divine 's  being. You are 
eternal .  You never ceased to be, for you never were, since there is only 
the Divine self and essence. 

Therefore, these Divine Names or deit ies of old were to the magi­
cians holy sacred names by which magic happened and their awak­
ening, gnosis , or i l l umination of Divine states occurred. I nit ial ly, the 
magicians worshipped the Divine i n  a balanced fash ion, as a God and 
Goddess. This balance began to fade with the rise of the Levite priest­
hood . The Goddess became an esoteric doctrine to which the in it i ­
ated were introduced . Even though few of the occult  texts of the 13'h 

century C. E. mention the Goddess at al l ,  She is h inted at. We noticed 
that, in these magical tomes, the name Gi lgamesh appears as a Divine 
name or a word of power right next to Hebrew Elohim .  However, 
Gi lgamesh was not a deity i n  the ancient world .  He was a human hero 
and a h istorical k ing of Uruk in  Babylonia. The Arabian magic ians 
wou ld not have worsh ipped him or equated him with other names of 
the Divine .  They knew the h istory of cultures that came before them, 
for it was that of their ancestors. The important c lue to this mystery is 
that Gi lgamesh 's fame comes from his  epic ,  the epic of Gi lgamesh and 
lshtar. Ishtar was an important, i f  not the most important, Goddess 
of the anc ient world .  Hence, in Arabic occult  texts Gi lgamesh was in 
actual ity a code word a l luding to Ishtar. This i s  further supported by 
the flower symbols, eight pointed star, and many other symbols of the 
Goddess that adorn those texts. While some modern magicians may 
flnd this objectionable, we h rmly be l ieve that magic i n  its grass roots 
was a gender balanced system of spi ritual ity. It was not the privi lege 
of learned patriarchal scholarly men, wh i le women turned more to 
earth-based rel igions, as is today. Magic appealed to men and women 
equal ly, for its cosmology was balanced and natural . 

From our perspective, the mythology of the Gods and Goddess is 
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designed as a vehic le for understanding the essence of the ir  names and 
facets. The myths give us insight i nto what energy to expect, but by 
no means are they always factua l .  I t  i s  the same as the symbol ic depic­
tions in the ancient world .  The Goddess I shtar i s  portrayed as stand­
ing over a l ion with the scepter of authority in  Her hand. This doesn 't 
mean that an entity that looks l ike this or in th is  posture exists. It is a 
symbol ic way for us to identify that the femin ine facet of the Divine 
has power and dominion,  that this kind of power and authority isn 't 
the sole domain of the male or posit ive facet of the Divine .  The same 
goes for many of the myths of the anc ient world .  This doesn 't negate 
the power inherent in a name as a source of awakening to the Divine 
real i ty i n  our l ives. 

In studying the Divine names throughout the old texts of our tra­
dit ion ,  we have also found common l i ngui stic and spir itual roots re­
flected in the magical ri tuals and practises. The three common streams 
are Syriac or Assyrian, Hebrew and Arabic .  In occu l t  texts belonging 
to the 9'h- 1 3'h centuries C. E. , i t  was common to mix an assortment of 
names of the Divine from diverse Semitic sources. The conju rations 
wou ld contain names of power, such as Ba'al and Gi lgamesh,  with the 
various n i nety-n ine names of Al lah and Hebrew Divine names, such 
as f<:loh im,  and even Greek names, such as Metatron. The combination 
and mixture of the d i fferent names of the Divine or gods and goddess 
of the old world isn 't a mixing of re l igious dogma . In its ph i losophy, 
magic transcends the l imi tations and barriers of re l igious thought. This 
i s  one of the biggest chal lenges for newcomers to magic to u nderstand .  
I n  the Middle Ages, ancient magicians considered those systems to be 
a conjoined whole that worked wel l  together. Today, see ing the pol i ti ­
ca l  and social tu rmoi l  between Arabs and Jews in  the Middle East, 
people may fi nd the combin ing of Arabic and Hebrew hard to accept. 
This is a modern state of affa irs and more pol i t ical than anyth ing. The 
ancients saw the streams as all coming from a single source. 

To i l l u strate this, let 's look at a medieval ritual from al- Bun i 's Sun 
of Knowledge . This  i s  a prayer for cal l ing on the  ange l Kehia l .  The rit­
ual requ ires the seeker to chant the Divine name Al lah s ixty-six t imes 
after each mandatory I slamic prayer for sixty-six days. The number 
of repetit ions i s  because the numerical value of the word Al lah i s  s ix­
ty-six. The name Kehial a lso has the value of sixty-six. The repeated 
chanting matches the oral and numerical harmonies of the name. I t  
also awakens the rou han iah of the name, which ,  by the end of the cy­
c le ,  wi l l  i nfuse the reciter with its own inherent power. This wou ld be 
a good example of an I s lamic Sufi magical rite .  I nterestingly enough, 
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al - Bun i  states that the when the angel of the word Allah appears it 
wou ld chant "Yah [x2] , El [x2] , Eloh im [x2] . " Yah i s  a Hebrew name 
of the Divine that is the first two letters of Yahweh .  El is  a Caananite 
name of God that was also used in the Bible .  Eloh im is  Hebrew name, 
which translate as Gods. From a modern Western perspective, the 
mix ing of Divine names from a diversity of languages and rel igions 
may seem strange, but i t  was natural for the occu lti sts of his time and 
a very common occurrence in Arabic esoteric manuscripts. 

How the Divine name is  used in ritual manner should reflect on 
the relationsh ip between the magician and the Divine. Should you 
verbal ly summon, conj u re, or b ind the various names of the Divine, 
that would reflect and reinforce a bel ief that the God and Goddess are 
merely human constructs or l im ited entities, s imi lar to ange ls , spirits, 
and demons. I t  declares your superiority as an entity that can summon 
God to serve your wi l l  and bidding. Should the names of the Divine 
appear on your l ips only with in the ri tes in the context of us ing them 
to command other beings, that reflects a means to an end approach .  
The only reason for us ing those names is  to get what you want and 
beyond that the names are replaceable and meaningless. There i s  no 
transcendental spiritual re lationsh ip at play here .  You are l i teral ly us­
i ng the names of the Divine for vain and se lfish ends. This would make 
you a sorcerer rather than a magi .  On the other hand, i f  you aspi re to 
get c loser to the Divine presence, then your usage of the names should 
be l ike the lover to the beloved. At least, you should also use those 
names in a non-magical setting as part of your devotional and spi ritual 
work . 

The key th ing is to make sure your  ritual style represents your 
spiritual be l iefs and what you hope to get . You should take the time to 
consider th is we l l ,  as over t ime, performing spiritual and magical rites 
have a profound impact on your own development. In our trad it ion, 
the Divine names are the cornerstone of al l  magical dTectiveness. Ma­
gicians spend their t ime in the vast sea of Holy Names. While it is true 
that in their ri tuals those names are used to command other beings, 
that i s only one of the many functions. Let's take a look at a l -Buni 's 
conjuration for the angel Kehial as an example of the attitude inherent 
i n  our own trad it ion. 

" I  ask You, 0 Allah, [x3] 0 Ever Living Eternal Being, make 
me live a good life that I may exist on the shore of the ocean of Your 
love. Adorn me with charisma and awe before the upper worlds. 
Open the eye of my heart and my vision with Your Light, so that 
my heart is open to the reception of the mysteries and that it may 
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utter the inner jewels of Your protection. Radiate upon me from 
the ocean of Your holy emanations and make it easy for me that 
I may reach the coast of gentleness. Take me with a gentle taking, 
that I may find its sweetness the day I meet You, 0 Lateef [x3]. 0 
Divine One, I ask You this with the discharging of the living breath 
of the breezes of the fragrant exhalations of Your mysteries and the 
revelation of the mystery of Your name that You have recited for 
the reception by the thirsty centers. I wish to delve in Your rever­
ence and seek to swim in Your mysteries. 

0 Thou who has the Greatest Name and He is the Greatest, 
0 Thou who has no known limits and He is the Most Knowing. 
0 Ancient One, I ask You by the mystery of Your name and with 
what Your pen has flowed, with what You have inspired Jesus son 
of Mary, with what You have confided to Moses upon Mount Sinai 
and cried with tongue of ability: I am Allah El, [x3] Elohim El, 

[x3] By what You have descended upon Your prophet Moham­
med, peace be upon him, hurry with the success of my pursuits and 
facilitation of my aim and reveal to me from the world of the king­
ship and kingdom. Recompense my aim from what is satisfactory 
to You from ordinations. Reveal to me from the hidden spirits of 
the kingdom that are endowed from the mystery of Your name that 
unites all names and attributes and by which You have called Your­
self in all languages. Praising you are all creatures, 0 Allah, [x3] 
0 Ever Living Ever Being, 0 Best Guardian and Best Champion. 
0 Divine One, I ask You to enlist to me the servant of this name, 
Kehial, for You are capable of all things. " 

The preceding conju ration 's emphasis i s on the magic ian 's personal 
unity, love, and d irect experience of the Divine and the Holy Pres­
ence. The l ines between magic and mystic ism, conju rat ion and prayer, 
evocation and adoration, al l  become blu rred i n  the aspiration to both 
achieve en l ightenment and gain the aid of spiritual beings along the 
path .  The Divine names act as a vehicle by which the magic ian hopes 
to l i ft the veil wi th in  our world and behold the unseen .  The known 
names are used with acknowledgment of the existence of even more 
powerfu l .  unknown names. Getting to know the great names of the 
Divine is one of the main aims of the magician. There i s  no separat ion 
made between the I s lamic and Hebrew Divine names. They are al l  
seen as part of one stream. There is also reference to emanations s imi ­
lar to those found in Jewish mystic ism, for example we see references 
to the World of the Kingdom that i s  fi l led with many spi rits and mys-
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teries. From further reading of al- Buni ,  it is evident that Jewish mysti ­
cal thought and the  Neo- Platonic world view were part of  the  magical 
teach ings of his time. To understand how it al l come together in this 
way, we wi l l  need to discuss a brief history of the magical system of 
our tradit ion. In the ancient world, people belonged to tribes i nstead 
of states with borders, and inhabited a very smal l geographic area i n  
comparison with today. Their sages travel led from city t o  city and ex­
changed knowledge open ly and freely. The crad le of civi l i zation was 
also a melti ng pot of the heritage and phi losophy of various peoples 
who shared common roots. This cont inual borrowing made i t  d ifflcult 
to even know who wrote a given book or developed a certain tech­
n ique .  I t  d idn 't matter that much to them, for they were concerned less 
with inte l lectual property rights and more with transm itt ing a work­
i ng, effective system of magical development and ritual practice. The 
primary written magical sources are in  both Arabic and Hebrew, dat­
ing from the 9'h- 1 3'h centuries C. E. The sources may have been written 
in  a combination of Arabic and Hebrew, but the tradition i tse l f  goes 
back to the even older c ivi l izations of the Middle East. 

The story begins i n  the cradle of c ivi l i zation itse lf. Magi c  owes i ts 
heritage and even its name to a c lass of priests known as the Magi . 
Historically, there were two types of Magi, those associated with the 
Zoroastrian faith and those who l ived i n  Chaldea, which today i s  part 
of I raq . It is the Chaldean Magi that are of interest to us in th is  book. 
The Chaldeans in  the Bible are cal led Kasdiym, a word derived from 
Arpakhsadiym . The Chaldeans were descendents of Arpachsad, son 
of Shem, son of Noah. The word Chaldee also means ' Servants of 
God ' . Abraham was an Arpachsadite and he set out in his travel s  from 
the Chaldean city of Ur. He  moved to a c ity named Harran . H arran 
was one of the most important centers for celestial occu lt ism. The peo­
ple that l ived there later were cal led the Sabians. At some point, the 
Chaldeans and Sabians met and from their un ion rose the Nabateans, 
who left us a large amount of occult  lore they had inherited from their 
ancestors. The Nabatean language gave r ise to Arabic and they trans­
mitted as much of their knowledge as they could to the Arabs . Many 
of the original sou rces have been destroyed or are hard to find and 
decipher, but the Arabic copies remain .  

I n  these o ld  magical texts, the  names of  certai n masters of our 
tradition appear frequently. These names are Agathodaimon and 
Hermes. They occur i n  the Arabic texts because they were viewed 
as prophets by the Sabians. One other important figure that also gets 
much mention is Enoch, known in Arabic as I dris .  The Sabians were 
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known among Musl ims as the ' hunefa ' , which is derived from the 
Aramaic ' hanefo ' or star-worshipper. This may be the reason beh ind 
the Quran ' s  description of Abraham as ' han i f" . Whi le the Quran has 
many references to stories from the Bible ,  the actual ritual practices 
and theology of the Arabs before and after I s lam had strong Sabian 
i nfluences. 

The Sabian bel iefs were ste l lar-based to a great extent, but also 
had room for spirits and other ce lestial h ierarchies . During the early 
time of the Chaldeans, the primary deity of Harran was Sin ,  a cos­
mic bei ng whose symbol was the moon. Duri ng later periods , other 
Chaldean facets of the Divine were inc luded, primari ly Ishtar and 
Shamash .  These were symbol ized by a crescent with two stars above 
i t .  Later on, the crescent with the three stars above it became a major 
symbol i n  ancient Arabic magical and mystical texts, h i nt ing at thei r 
connection with the ancient mystery schools of the Sabians. 

The Chaldean magi and many Sabians were thus priests of the 
Goddess Ishtar, one of the oldest names of deity symbol iz ing the fe­
male generative side of nature. I sh tar is the Goddess of Love and Her 
mysteries reflect th is .  The Chaldean rites were held in  towers known 
as Ziggurat - a type of stepped pyramid. The top of the Ziggurat had a 
chapel that was oriented to al ign with certai n astronomical configura­
t ions. Common rel igious service was held in the bottom of the Ziggu­
rat, but only the in it iated priests entered the top. The top of the chapel 
had no statues or idols, and none were al lowed. This chape l was their 
holy of holies, where sacred and secret r ites were held .  Herodotus 
te l ls us  that in th is  chapel there was an altar of gold .  The only one al­
lowed to remain there at night was a maiden ,  selected by God from the 
whole nation. She was chosen to undertake the hierogamos or sacred 
marriage (marriage to the Divine) . This sacred marriage conc luded a 
year- long cel ibacy. I t  was accompanied by a sacramental supper-feast 
shared by the k ing and the whole populat ion of the c ity, who were 
un i ted i n  prayer and shared communion.  

The ancient Chaldean fai th and ste l lar magic were so widespread 
in the Middle East that the renowned I s lamic hi storian Abu l Hasan 
Ali Ibn Husain Ibn Ali Al-Mas' audi (d. 957) mentions seven planetary 
temples. One of those temples i s  the famous Ka'aba in  Mecca. Others 
were i n San' a i n  Yemen, i n  I ndia ,  i n  China and three i n  Isfahan and 
Khorsan. Al-Mas' audi says that these were shaped to carry a plan­
etary geometry. The temple of Saturn was hexagonal , the temple of 
Jupiter was triangu lar, the temple of Mars was rectangu lar, the tem­
ple of the Sun was a square, the temple of Venus was a triangle i nside 
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a square and the temple of Mercury was a triangle inside a rectangle .  
The square formed i nto a cube wou ld match the shape of the Ka' aba, 
making it the Sabian temple of the Sun.  

Islamic and Jewish prayer practices also shared bowing and pros­
tration with the Sabian rituals . Is lamic prayer times match the three 
Sabian periods, with an additional two more . Like the Sabians, I slamic 
prayers involve ablutions, declaration of intent and a cal l to prayer. 
Like Sabians, Musl ims also fast for 30 days a year, based on seeing 
the moon. 

We mentioned that the Sabians recognized Hermes as one of their 
prophets and that they translated many of their texts i nto Arabic .  
One such important Sabian was Thabit i bn Qurra, who was born C. E. 
835, and died C. E. 90 1 .  He moved from Harran to Baghdad , where he 
gained great favour with the Cal iph.  He wrote and translated close 
to one hundred and fifty works in Arabic and sixteen in Syriac .  He 
translated such tit les as  Proc lus 's commentary on the Aurea Carmina 
of Pythagoras and texts be longing to Aristotle ,  as wel l  as other impor­
tant Hermetic texts . He also paid attention to astrology and wrote a 
commentary on the Book of Hermes, a treatise deal ing with the cryp­
tic significance or magical efficacy of letters of the alphabet. Many 
other important Sabians were responsible for translation of occu l t  and 
Hermetic texts i nto Arabic ,  some of which were later translated into 
Lat in ,  as wel l  as many others awaiting translation. A hundred or so 
years later, an i ntolerant and puritan ical interpretation of I slam arose . 
The Sabians were forced to flee and their writi ng was absorbed into 
the Brotherhood of Purity or lkhwan Al-Sifah .  

The cycle of occu l t  transmission peaked during this period and 
came to an end around the 1 3'h century, C. E. Ahmed Al-Boni ,  the fa­
mous medieval Arab occu ltist , mentions an exploration under the great 
pyramid where he uncovered 300 tracts hidden by the early Greeks. 
He claimed to have i ncorporated their teach ings i nto h is  books, and he 
made regular references to Aristotle, Plato and Hermes. S imi lar trans­
lations of this golden age inc lude the Emerald Tablet (Tabu la  Smarag­
d ina) , attributed to Hermes Trismegistus, and the alchemical writing 
of Jabir I bn Hayyan. There is also the Book of I mages by Pseudo­
Ptolemy, the Picatrix, the Turba Phi losophorum,  the Flower of Gold, 
Liber De Compositione Alchemiae ,  and the Book of the Moon. 

This i ntellectual and oral transmission continued with the earliest 
work of the Brotherhood of Purity, the lsmai l i ,  the Assassins and the 
emanationist neo-platonic schools of Sharawardi and I bn Arabi . I t  is 
evident i n  the mathematical formu lae of the Arabs that were trans-
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formed i nto the ' Barbarous Names '  in the Western tradit ion.  There 
are other l i nks, such as the Green Man, who appears i n  the ancient 
Arabian tradit ion as al- Khudur (the Green One) . The astrology of the 
Chaldean and anc ient Greeks l ives on in  the work of Arabic astrolo­
gers such as Al -B irun i  and Abu Ma' asher and later European medieval 
astrologers . Geomancy, the ancient method of divination attributed to 
Enoch ,  was transmitted by the Arabs to Europeans such as Agrippa. 
These ancient occu l t  tradit ions exist , preserved in the fol lowing three 
languages: old Ottoman , medieval Arabic and Persian. These contain 
the wisdom collected from the Sabians, Hermetists and Jews, i nter­
mixed with mystical I s lam and Gnostic Christian i ty. At the same t ime 
that the Arabic contribution tapered off, we saw the continu i ty of the 
trad i t ion i n  Europe during the Renaissance and on to modern t imes. 

This vast reservoir of ancient wisdom isn 't read i ly avai l able to 
modern Western seekers. In  modern New Age and Occu l t  books, 
there i s  a d isconnect from much of the older aspects of the tradit ion, 
which remain largely untranslated in  Arabic,  Ottoman and Persian. 
Although many of those modern books talk about ancient mystery 
schools or connection to antiqu i ty, much of the last fifty years of de­
velopment in Western occu l t ism has not been rooted in the ancient 
magical trad it ions of the Sabians and Chaldeans, due to lack of ac­
cess to original sources. This d isconnect isn 't as bad when it comes to 
ancient Egyptian or Greek writing, where archeological and historical 
research has uncovered a substantial amount of information. This is 
why many modern occu lt schools mix the Jewish occu l t  trad it ion with 
the Egyptian, with some minor adaptations from the Greek .  In th is  
book, we wi l l  skip the Egyptian l i ne of transmission and go back to 
the Chaldean . 

$ THE DIVINE NAMES OF MAGIC $ 
There were s imply thousands of Divine names i n  the ancient world ,  
i n  numerous languages. We wi l l  focus here on only a smal l  fraction of 
them. These names occur  in many magical contexts and systems, some 
known and others more ancient and obscu re .  We wi l l  go through the 
basic Chaldean names, then Hebrew and Arabic , and then move to 
more obscure names of power used primari ly by magicians. 

Anu and Antu (Anoo and An-too): These are the Sumerian names 
for the cosmic c reator aspect of the Divine. The Milky Way galaxy 
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is known as Tariq Anu or the path i n  which Anu travels .  Anu is the 
mascu l ine and Antu is  the femin ine .  The Babylonian myth tel ls us that 
Anu was the sky god and Antu was the earth goddess. They produced 
the underworld gods or Anunnaki (J inn I Sidhe) and the utukki or 
the seven evi l demons. H i s  second consort was Ishtar, under the name 
I nnana. Anu i s  also the King of the lgigi or heaven ly host . The shoot­
i ng stars belong to h im and have awesome strength .  Anyth ing that he 
puts i nto words becomes real i ty. 

Ellil I Enlil (El-Leel I En-Leel) :  This is the name of the Divine facet 
that created mankind and is  associated with wind and storms and the 
floods. He represents a wrathfu l  and jealous k ing. He can determine 
the fate of al l th ings, animate or i nanimate , through the tablets of des­
t iny. He i s  lord and k ing of the Annunaki and his symbol i s  seven small 
c i rcles represent ing the Ple iades. 

Ea I Enki (Eaa I En-kee): This i s  the facet of the Divine associ ated 
with water or spiritual i ty and consciousness. Thus, He is said to know 
everyth ing and be the Lord of Wisdom and I ncantations. He and his 
consort Damkina produced Bel Marduk .  He is  a lso associated with 
the creation of man and instructs humanity in  a l l  c rafts, writing, bu i ld­
ing, and magic .  

lshtar (Ee-sh-taa-r): As we mentioned earl ier, the Magi were priests 
and priestesses of the Goddess l shtar, one of the oldest names of the 
Divine, who symbolized the manifestation of Light in nature. She 
is  the ' Queen of Heaven ' ,  the Supreme Creator through the power 
of begetting of l i fe .  She aids Bel-Merodach in begetti ng man. She 
i s  Arurur and Nin .  The Divine was worshipped by the name lshtar 
by ancient people l iving in Nineveh ,  Erech,  and Arbela. The name 
and cosmology spread far and wide across Asia. It entered Ind ia as 
Lakshmi ,  the consort of Vishnu ,  the Preserver; She represented the 
continuation of l i fe .  l shtar passed to Phoenic ia and become Astarte . 
The word Astarte gave us the word ' star ' . Astarte was considered the 
queen of the ent ire Phoenic ian pantheon . She entered the Jewish faith 
as Asherah, where the popu lace flocked to Her shri nes, burned in­
cense and sacrificed their chastity before Her image . The Goddess as 
l shtar enticed the hearts of the faithfu l .  l ike an i ntoxicating l iquor, 
i n  Sidon, Tyre , Carthage, Babylon, Judah, and even Rome. I shtar 
represents d ifferent th ings to d i fferent people, because the Divine is 
conce ived d i fferently by d i fferent people . She is lshtar Ashsuritu, the 
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Lady of the World .  She is I sh  tar Zerbani ,  the Seed Producing. She is 
lshtar Mama, the Mother. She is I shtar Mariama, always fecund .  She 
is I shtar Zanaru, the Goddess of the Lands. She is  I shtar Karadun ,  
the  Goddess of the Strong. She is  l shtar Uls iga, the  Goddess of the 
Heavens. She is Ishtar of the Stars .  The Goddess i s  the parent of al l 
th ings, the Mistress of the elements, the one Divin i ty whom the ent ire 
world worships in many ways, with varied rites and under a mu ltitude 
of names. What makes the name I shtar so spec ial ,  other than its ce­
lestial connotation, i s  that it represents the Divine emanations of love , 
l i fe, l ight, and beauty. Thus, it has the abi l ity to bring the fai thfu l  to a 
state of unity through love and rapture ,  which i s  one of the h ighest of 
mystical states. She is also the Goddess of Magic and hence represents 
the principle underlying the Chaldean currents .  

Shamash (Sha-mash): This is the Divine facet assoc iated with l i fe­
g iv ing l ight and with the ru lership over the Sun .  I n  the mythology, he 
i s  depicted as rising from the mountains with rays of l ight emanating 
from his shou lders, and entering and exit ing the underworld th rough 
a set of gates i n  Mountai n Mashu  guarded by scorpion-people .  He 
upholds the pri nciples of tru th and justice. He i s  a lso the lawgiver and 
orac le informer. 

Marduk (Mar-dook): This name is of the savior facet of the Divine 
and is assoc iated with being King of the lgigi . Marduk has fifty names, 
each of which is  actual ly considered as another deity. This principle 
later emerged in I slam as Al lah with n inety-nine names. Like I shtar, 
Marduk is the God of Magic and in mythological depictions has four  
eyes and four  ears and fire flowing from his mouth. H i s  principle role 
is bri nging order out of chaos, vanquish ing evi l ,  and raisi ng the pri n­
ciple of good . 

There are many more names of Gods and Goddess among the Sumerian 
and Babylonians. Those we have given here form a brief summary of 
some of the most important names used regularly in ancient Chaldean 
magic .  Among the Hebrews, another l i st of names appeared with 
regu lar frequency. These names can be found in the Bible and other 
rel igious writ ing. Some of these names were based on other cu l tures 
and some were extracted through the mathematical process of letter 
permutation or Temurah.  

El: Other than the name Yahweh, El is the most commonly appearing 
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name of God in the Bible .  It is also one of the most important Hebrew 
names in ancient magical texts. Yahweh was original ly worshipped as a 
God of war from the deserts of southern Palestine . El was worshipped 
as the God of I srae l from Mesopotamia. The importance of the name 
El i n  occu lt ism stems from being the primary suffix for angel ic names, 
even among Musl ims .  It is also the name assoc iated with the ancient 
master of the mysteries Melchizedek, who not only in it iated Abraham, 
but to whose l ine of priests Jesus was said to belong. The most com­
monly appearing titles are El Elyon (God most h igh) , El Shaddi (God 
the Strong) , and El Chai (Ever Living God) .  The femin ine form of El 
is Elat .  

Yahweh (Ya-ho-eh): This i s  the most common name of God among 
the Jew and Christians. The proper pronunciation of the name has a 
mystery surrounding it ,  since the vowels were omitted at some point . 
The four  letters that form the name were attributed to fou r  of the five 
Elements and thus became the basis of much of the mystical Jewish 
writ ing and ph i losophy. It i s  the most commonly u sed name i n  modern 
ceremonial magic in the West, although there have been attempts by 
pagan occult ists to s idel ine its usage . A shorter version of this name, 
which also appears regularly, i s  Yah .  

Elohim (El-oo-heem): This  i s  the  plu ral of E l  and translates as  Gods. 
I t  cou ld be a reference to the concept that the creator i s  both a mascu­
l ine and feminine facet, the Elohim being the union of El and Elat. The 
possessive form of the name i s  Elohai (My God) . 

Adonoi (Ad-on-oi): This i s  also a name of the Divine with a crossover 
to pagan cul ture .  I ts meaning in  Hebrew is Lord . A variation of this 
name is Adonis ,  the Greek lover of Aphrodite . In occult l iterature, the 
name also appears combined in the form of Adonoi Tzebaoth or My 
Lord of Armies. 

Shekinah (Shek-ee-nah): This name l i teral ly mean the Dwel l ing of 
God or the Divine presence. The Shekinah is  the femin ine facet of the 
Divine in Hebrew mystical and occult  lore .  

From the Arabic corpus comes a rich  number of Divine names. The 
most commonly known are the n inety-n ine names of Al lah. The l i teral 
mean ing of Al lah is  the Divine. The word Al lah has both femin ine and 
mascul ine form, but i s  written almost exactly the same. In the Quran, 
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the most commonly used reference i s  the mascu l ine ,  but qu ite often 
the p lural preposit ion we is used in  its verses. This i s very s imi lar to the 
p lural i ty that exi sts i n  the Old Testament in conj unction with Eloh im .  
The femin ine facet was denied by clerical authority, due to  a verse in  
the  Quran that stipu lates that Allah has no wife .  I ndeed, the  mascu l ine 
and femin ine facet of the Divine neither impl ies a husband and wife i n  
the human sense a t  a l l ,  nor does i t  imply male and female i n  the human 
biological sense. Each of the n inety-nine attributes of the Divine has a 
mascu l ine and femin ine form . A good number of them, however, carry 
both mascu l ine and femin ine form equal ly. Like many other names 
of the Divine, these names are rooted in pre - I s lamic times and are by 
no means l imited to those who adhere to the modern incarnation of 
I slamic practices . In th is book, we introduce only a smal l number of 
them, as used for magical workings. 

Al-Nur (El-Noor): This translates l i teral ly as the Light and i s  com­
pletely gender neutral .  

Al-Wadud (El-Wa-dood): This  translates into the  Loving God who 
wishes the  best for a l l  of creation . Through the  act of Divine Love , 
spi ritual blessings and magical gi fts occu r. This love is unconditional 
in nature. The femin ine form of this name is AI-Wadudah 

Al-Salam (El-Sa-Laam): This translates i nto Infin ite Peace and i s  an 
important facet for those seeking a state of peace profound through 
their occu l t  work. This name is also gender neutral .  

Al-Hhai (El-Hhaa-yy): This i s  the equ ivalent of El Chai and means 
the Ever Living God . The femin ine facet is  Al- H haiah. 

Al-Bassir (El-Ba-ss-eer): This trans lates into the Al l -Seeing One and 
represents the Divine facet which watches and observes al l  th ings . 
This sight involves awareness of thi ngs physical and non-physical and 
isn 't l im i ted to th ings visible by physical eye sight. The femin ine facet 
i s  Al-Bassirah. 

Al-Ahad (El-Ah-aad): This translates l i teral ly as the Si ngle One. This 
is the Divine 's attribute of un i ty in  mult ip l ic i ty. There is no d ivision in 
attri butes, trai ts, essence, and so on, and there is no dupl icate. Noth­
ing exists but this s ingularity. There is  noth ing that competes with the 
Divine 's un ique existence. This is a gender neutral name. 
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Al-Qayum (El-Qa-yoom): This  l i teral ly translates as the Sel f- Exist­
i ng One. This i s  a reference to the first cause or principle, s ince ev­
erything depends to some degree on another th ing to exist. This i s  a 
gender neutral name. 

Al-Fatta.h (El-Fat-taa-hh):  This name l iteral ly translates as the Open­
er. This is the opener not only of obstacles and blocks in  one 's l i fe, but 
also gateways. This is  a name used as a precursor to many magical 
rites, to open the vei l  between us  and the other worlds .  It can also be 
called upon to open our spiritual centers and perceptions to the heav­
en ly realms. This is a gender neutral name. 

Al-Qudus (El-Qa-doo-ss): This name translates l i teral ly as the Holy 
One. I t  i s  an attribute that is  beyond human perception and imagina­
tion . When manifested, th is  noble trait can cause the dead to be raised 
to l i fe, as in  the story of Jesus. It reflects a Divine state without any 
blemish or weakness. Th is  name is usual ly added to other names to 
further exalt the spiritual state reached by rec it ing them. This is a gen­
der neutral name. 

AI-Latif (El-La-teef): This name translates as the Subtle One. I t  rep­
resents a Divine attribute that combines gentleness in action with del i ­
cacy of perception.  Regu lar cal l i ng on this name wi l l  open the hidden 
as wel l  as the manifest to the magician 's knowledge. The femin ine form 
of this name is Al-Lati fah .  

AI-Rahman (El-Rah-hman): This  name translates l i teral ly as the Most 
Mercifu l  One and is based on the l inguistic root Rahem or Womb. The 
mercy of the Mercifu l  is  perfect in  every sense for the Divine doesn 't 
j ust meet the needs of the needy, but satisfies them completely. There 
is an oral saying that the Divine has one hundred portions of Mercy 
and that only one portion was given to the Universe and that was di­
vided among al l  of its creation. Divine mercy embraces everyth ing and 
is  on a cosmic scale beyond our human potential or abi l i ty to perceive .  
I t  i s  a gender neutral name. 

Al-Shafi (El-Sha-fee): This name means the Curer and i s  connected 
with establ ish ing health by removing imbalances. This represents both 
physical and spiritual imbalances and you can call on this name magi­
cal ly to recenter yourse lf  in times of cris is .  The female version of this 
name is Al -Shafeeiah. 
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Al-Hadi (El-Ha-dee): This name translates l i teral ly as the Guide and 
is connected with in i t iation and enl ightenment. This  gu idance can be 
i n  the form of spi ritual and magical knowledge, as wel l  as to one 's 
true purpose i n  this world .  It can also be more basic guidance, provid­
i ng solutions to problems that you may f'ace i n  your  dai ly l i f'e .  This 
is a name to cal l upon when you are doing a d ivi nation or when you 
are trying to find your beari ngs. It i s  also an exce l lent name for those 
teach ing others and helpi ng them on thei r magical journey to use fre­
quently. The femin ine form of this name is Al- Hadeeah. 

Al-Haq (El-Hha-qq): This name means the Truth or the Real . I t  i s  
a Divine f'acet that is val id in and of' itse lf' and causes the existence of 
everyth ing else. The Truth i s  self-evident and exists without external 
i nfluence. I t  i s  magical ly used to remove the vei l  of i l l usion that i s  the 
resu l t  of perceptions. I t  i s  a gender neutral name. 

In add it ion, there are also names of' power that belong to the Syriac or 
Suryani tongue. The Suryani i s  the language of the Assyrians and was 
be l ieved by ancient occu lt i sts to be the language of the prophets and 
the angels .  A substantial set of Suryani names appear in  the old magi­
cal texts and in  old Sufi books such " Al- I breez . "  

Al-Manhhamana (El-Mahn-hah-mah-nah): This i s  the Suryani name 
of the prophet Mohammed. It i s  composed of two words .  The fi rst one 
is  Al -Man, which means ' grace ' or ' boon . ' This grace has an inner 
and outer beneficence. The external beneficence refers to what is for 
be i ngs i n  the world of' ghosts. The inner beneficence refers to what is  
f'or the spirits in  the world of spi rits, which i s  a grace that quenches 
the th irst of al l creatures and al l  worlds .  The second word, H hamana, 
means, l ike the first, ' a  grace '  or ' a  boon. ' However, i t  i s  a grace or 
a boon that reaches the extreme and i s  raised to the end.  It i s  as if i t  is 
being said that the prophet Mohammed is the grace that reaches the 
extreme, without any equal before or af'ter. 

Ahhma (Ahh-mah): This is also Suryani ,  and it translates to ' 0 King. ' 
I ts occu l t  meani ng i s  ' King of the Kingdom, the Majestic, the most 
Magnificent, the Ever Living and Omniscient . ' 

Hhmaytha (Hh-may-thah): T h i s  Suryani n a m e  is a ref'erence to 
the Divine ki ngdom. I t  i s  the equivalent of saying: " 0  Owner of the 
Mysteries, 0 Owner of the Lights, 0 Owner of the night and day, 0 
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Owner of the clouds that rol l ,  0 Owner of the suns and the moons, 0 
Owner of giving and withholding, 0 Owner of exaltation and abase­
ment, 0 Owner of al l  that is  l iving, 0 Owner of everything. " Accord­
i ng to a number of ancient occult  authors, this name is a great mystery 
that no pen can stand to write, or any example can convey. 

Atmah (Aht-mah):  This Suryani name is equivalent of describing the 
Divine with magnificence, greatness, dominion, victory, glory, and 
as d istinct in al l  those trai ts. I t  i s  as if you are saying: " 0  knower 
of al l  th ings, 0 capable of al l  th ings, 0 determiner of al l  th ings, 0 
director of al l th i ngs, 0 compel ler of a l l  th ings, 0 He who i s  never 
afflicted with an inabi l i ty, and doesn ' t  imagine a shortcoming in  H i s  
d irectives. " 

Tamaytha (Ta-may-thah): This Suryani name is a reference to al l  
th ings that the Divine d i rects and i nto the poss ib i l i ties through which 
He does everyth ing and judges what He wants. 

Marazaho (Mah-rah-zah-hoo): This Suryani name is spoken by the 
angels to the spi rit of the dead upon its return to the realm of spir­
its . The fi rst letter 's  p lacement corresponds to a l l  of cosmos, and the 
total ity of creation. The second letter 's placement corresponds to al l 
goodness that exists i n  al l  the cosmos. The third letter 's placement cor­
responds to al l  the evi l that exists in  al l  the cosmos. The fourth letter 's  
placement represents the Holy Being that created al l  the worlds . The 
i ntended meaning of the ent ire word , based on the rule of the Suryani 
l anguage, is :  " Al l  of the cosmos and the prophets, angels, scriptures, 
and al l goodness, inc lud ing the demons and al l evi l ,  are they created 
by God or not? " 

Marada'zirho (Mah-rahd-a'-zeer-hoo): This Suryani name is what a 
fai thfu l  and bel ieving spirit wou ld answer to the question posed by the 
previous name. As in  the previous word , the first letter 's placement 
corresponds to the total i ty of creation. The second letter 's placement 
corresponds to al l  the lights that branch from the Light, such as the 
light of the spirit of prophets, angels ,  the l ight of the Tablet , the l ight 
of the Pen and the l ight of the Bardo. The th ird letter represents the 
truth and real i ty of al l that is encompassed by the previous letter, as if 
saying: the prophets are true, the angels are true, the Pen is  truth and 
so on. The fourth letter represents what comes after it , as if saying : 

" th is  is . " The fi fth letter represents idolatry, divis ion, and partnership 
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or the primordial darkness and all other forms of darkness that ema­
nate from it .  This is the exact opposite of the second letter in the word, 
and enters i nto it Gehenna, or he l l ,  and al l that i s  dark or evi l .  The 
eighth letter represents the real i ty of all that is represented by the sixth 
letter, which is nurtured by the seventh. The n inth letter, connected 
with the tenth ,  represents the Exalted Being that created all th ings 
and influences it. The meaning of the answer i s :  " Al l  the Universe and 
al l the prophets who are real , a l l  the ange ls who are real ,  al l the l ights 
which are true and real ,  he l l ,  which i s  real ,  evi l ,  which is real ,  all - the 
Glorious One is its creator, its King and the sole authority and control­
ler of it , without an equal or chal lenger. " 

There are a lso sacred names of the Divine bel ieved to have potent 
spi ri tual and magical power, that were constructed using guarded for­
mu lae. Thei r construction comes from an understanding of the occu l t  
mystery of sounds and letters, as wel l  as through guidance from the 
heaven ly host. One such name of importance i s  composed from the 
fourteen Arabic letters known as the letters of Light. These form a 
secret and guarded Divine name known as the Name of the Mysteries 
or the Secret Name of Light. The letters are d ivided between the five 
ancient Elements: Spirit , Fire, Air, Water, and Earth .  The name, in  
part and in  whole, i s  used to  connect the  magic ian with the  Elemental 
cu rrents. It can awaken these Elemental forces, in a highly concen­
trated and balanced way, in  the magician 's essence and spiritual body. 
This mighty and sacred name is Aham Saqak Hhala'a Yass Taren 
(Ah-am Sa-qak Hha-la-a'a Ya-ss Tah-ren) .  Some manuscripts have 
the second name as Sakaq i nstead of Saqak. 

The second constructed name is  associated with the power of 
love . I t  is used heavi ly in  anc ient magical texts in al l  workings of love, 
un i ty, harmony, and benevolence. I t  i s  constructed by combin ing let­
ters whose numerical values correspond to 2-4-6-8. This name is  also 
be l ieved to have great power over the spiritual J i nn .  I t  i s  pronounced 
Baduh (Ba-doo-hh). This name appears regu larly in  tal ismanic magic 
and wi l l  be used later in this book in a technique that opens the heart 
center. 

I n  add ition, there are also sacred and mighty names of unknown 
origi n or meaning. They were recorded and transmitted by d ifferent 
occu lt ists over hundreds ofyears. They conti nue to prove their efficacy 
and potency, but over time their fu l l  symbol ism and translation was lost 
to us .  Even though we don 't fu l ly know what these names mean today, 
we do know what they can do and that they are safe and important 
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names of power for any magic ian of our tradition . One such important 
set of names are known in Arabic as the Ta' at (Arabic) or Tethim 
(Hebrew) , due to the abundance of that letter in  the names. However, 
they are more commonly known as the Tahateel Names. The ancient 
magical teachers of our tradition say expl ic i t ly that i n  these names i s  
a mystery From the mysteries oF God, that gives them potency over 
the ange ls  and the j inn ,  who can ' t  resist them ever. There are many 
recorded and oral legends surrounding them, from various masters of 
ancient magic. One such legend belongs to Abu Bak ir  AI-Turyzi, who 
said that these famous seven names were found preserved on a tablet 
of seven metals in a white marble chest in the belongings of Abi Al-Qa­
sem Al-Qurtabi . He in turn said that it was taught to h im by a student 
of the wise phi losopher Handrius .  He c laimed that with them he d id 
marvel lous and strange magic, both i ndoors and outdoors. Concern­
ing them, he mentioned a retreat and a certain sequence and order in 
removing occu l t  wards .  They can be u sed for spi ritual magic with nei­
ther a retreat nor extended periods of practice, as long as the proper 
planetary days are observed . Their occult  appl ications are extensive, 
such as curing women stalked by spirits at any time or dischargi ng 
spi rits that guard places .  They are used effectively as a vehic le to con­
tact the spi rits of the planetary spheres. These seven names are each  
made of seven letters, making the  total number of  letters forty-nine .  
They are as fol lows: 1 )  Leltahteel (Lel-tah-teel), which is associated 
with the planet Saturn, 2) Mahtahteel (Mah-tah-teel), which is  asso­
c iated with the planet Jupiter, 3) Qahteeteel (Qah-tee-teel), which is 
associated with the planet Mars, 4) Fahtobteel (Fah-toh-teel), which 
is  assoc iated with the Sun ,  5) Nahahtateel (Na-hah-ta-teel) , which is 
associated with the planet Venus ,  6) Jahlahtateel (Jah-lah-ta-teel), 
which i s  associated with the planet Mercury, and 7) Lachhatoteel 
(Lach-ha-tot-eel), which is associated with the Moon.  

There are a lso secret and mighty Divine names of power that can 't 
be pronounced by any human .  These names are written in the form of 
glyphs or symbols. The combination of those symbols presents a pen­
etrat ing and powerfu l  vibration that causes magic to happen .  If you 
have been raised in modern complex society, i t  i s  easy to d ismiss them 
as scribbles. We wou ld encourage you to try their potency for you rself 
and be prepared to be surprised. One such mighty and secret name is 
composed of seven glyphs. They are associated with the seven seals of 
King Solomon and were used by Jewish mystics to ascend to the seven 
heavens i n  the i r  vision of the chariot. They also appeared on magical 
amu lets and vases in Babylon . They are bel ieved to symbolize the sa-
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cred and ineffable, u npronounceable name of God. The deep esoteric 
lore identifies them with the symbols on the Circle of Domin ion and 
Kingship ,  which contai ns ni neteen symbols. It i s  bel ieved that King 
Solomon had only seven symbols from that c irc le ,  by which he was 
given power and authority. H i s  authori ty extended to the realm of the 
J inn  and the winds. He was also able to understand the language of 
animals .  Whoever possessed them all wou ld have dominion over many 
aspects of creation. I t  i s  doubtfu l that anyone knows more than seven 
or eight of those symbols . The seven glyphs are as fol lows : 

Final ly, there are ancient secret names of power that were preserved 
through the ages, with minor variations of spe l l ing between manu­
scripts. The proper spe l l ing was considered a great treasu re by seek­
ers ,  due to the potency of those names in magical context. They were 
powerfu l  enough that those who worked with them for a whi le could 
cal l  forth al l k inds of spi rits by rec i t ing them a few times. Al l  that 
remains is the approximate phonetic spe l l i ng, with the i r  deeper se­
crets avai lable to less than a handfu l  of magicians worldwide. What is  
known i s that these names are to magic what a switch is to a l ight bulb .  
These names are organized into categories. One of the most famous 
of these categories i s  the Berhatiah names or the Ancient Oath ,  also 
known as the Red Su lphur. 

The master Al- Boni said i n  h is  book , Sharhu Al - Barhatiah ,  " Know 
o seeker, God aided me and you with a spirit from Him, that the names 
of Barhatiah are the dependable conjuration from the ancient of times. 
The ancients used to refer to it as the Ancient Conjuration, Powerful 
Binding, Guarded Mystery, Vaulted Secret and the Red Sulphur. It was 
spoken of by the original wise men, then by our master Solomon Ben 
David, peace be upon them, then by Assif Ben Barkhiah, then by the 
wise man Klaphitrius and whoever apprentices with it to our current 

day This is a powerful conjuration, which no Angel can turn from, and 
which can 't be refused by any ]inn, lfreet, Mared or Shitan. A ny seeker's 
knowledge of the arts is handicapped, who doesn't possess it or doesn 't 
know of it. " 

While there is no way to authenticate the historical c laim of this 
conjuration to a pre-Solomonic era or to Solomon h imse lf. no Arabic 
book on occu lt ism worth its mett le ,  dating as far back as we could 
get (7'h-S•h centu ries C. E.) , was without a copy of these names. The 
medieval astrologer Abu Ma'asher says these names have great power 
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over the Elements and the spirits of the six d irections. They are used 
heavi ly in our magical tradition and their applications are extensive .  
One of the i r  most important appl ications is in  the  cal l ing forth of j i nn  
and other spi rits. 

Berhatyah (Ber-hat-yah) : This name approximate ly translates into 
holy, and, in some accounts, praise . The name on i ts own has been 
used magical ly to  he lp  woman wi th  giving birth ,  to  ease financial hard­
ships, and to improve memory, among many other applications. 

Kareer (Ka-reer): This name translates approximately to God of al l  
th ings. I t  has been used magical ly to help the magician see J inn ,  pro­
tect themse lves from theft , increase sales, and find love. 

Tatleeyah (Tat-lee-yah): This name translates approximately to God 
that answers al l things . It has been used by ancient magicians for 
rituals of protection of the home, prosperity, establ i sh ing harmony be­
tween people and to call upon the spirits. 

Tohran (Toh-ran): This name translates approximate ly to Ever Liv­
i ng, and in some accounts to the Giver of Li fe .  It was used by ancient 
magicians for freedom from tyrants, escape from captivity, success i n  
any pursu it , and to  improve spiritual vis ion. 

Mazjal (Maz-jal):  This name trans lates approximately to ' Ever Be­
i ng '. I t  was used by ancient magicians for purification and spiritual 
e levation and c larity. 

Bazjal (Baz-jal): This name translates approximately to the Beloved 
One, and in some accounts to the Giver of Peace. It was used by an­
cient magicians for man ifestations of needs for protection from harm­
fu l magic and hexes . 

Tarqab (Tahr-qab): This name translates approximately to Giver of 
Peace, and in  some accounts, the Capable One. I t  was used magical ly 
for prosperity. 

Barhash (Bar-hash): This name translates approximately to 0 God 
this is your servant so answer h im,  and, i n  some accounts to the Ca­
pable One. It is bel ieved to be the praise of the archangel Michae l .  
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Ghalmash (Ghal-mash): This name translates approximately to the 
King. 

Choteer (Cho-teer): This name translates approximately to the Pow­
erfu l  One. 

Qalinhod (Qal-in-hod): This name translates approximate ly to Al l 
Encompassi ng, and in  some accounts to the Al l Hearing or the Glory. 

Barshan (Bar-shan):  This name translates approximately to pure 
tranqu i l i ty. This is the state of absolute perfection and absolute peace. 
The ancient master I bn Arabi states that the name means the Merc ifu l  
One, and the master Al- Boni ident ifles the name as the Majestic God . 

Katzheer (Katz-heer): This name translates approximate ly to praise 
to God , and in some accounts to the Merc ifu l  One.  It i s  be l ieved to be 
the prai se of Jonah. 

Namoh Shelech (Na-moh Shelech): This name translates approxi ­
mate ly to God is He ,  and in some accounts to I am God ,  the haven of 
those who are afraid .  

Barheeyola (Bar-hee-yoh-la): Th i s  name translates approximate ly to 
0 Sufficiency, and in some accounts to God , my spi rit to Your  Spi ri t  
i s  ascended upon Your  wi l l .  I t  i s  bel ieved to have been used as praise 
by Abraham . 

Bashkeelach (Bash-kee-lach):  This name translates approximately to 
0 Giver oF Faith .  

Qaz Maz or Qazmaz (Qaz-maz): This name translates approximately 
to my spirit to Your  Spirit toi ls  for Your  Kingly wi l l ,  and i n  some ac­
counts, i t is two words: Qaz , the ever l iv ing, and Maz, the eternal 
bei ng. 

Anghalaleet (An-ghala-leet): It translates approximately to 0 Wise 
One. 

Qabarat (Qa-ba-rat): I t  translates approximately to the Guardian .  

Ghayaha (Gha-ya-ha): I t  translates approximately to  the Majest ic ,  
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and in  some accounts to the Generous One. 

Kayedhola (Kayed-ho-la): I t  translates approximately to 0 Ancient 
One that is capable of everything. 

Shemchaher (Shem-cha-her) :  It translates approximate ly to 0 El­
evated One . 

Shemchaheer (Shem-cha-heer): I t  translates approximately to 0 
Eternal Judge . 

Shemhaheer (Shem-ha-heer): I t  translates approximately to He  is  
God . I t  was used by anc ient magic ians to test  the presence of spirits 
through signs of manifestations and spiritual sight. 

Bakhathonyah (Bak-hat-hon-yah):  It translates approximately to the 
Ancient One and the Eternal . Another spel l ing variation on this name 
i s  Bakhathathonyah (Bak-hat-hat-hon-yah) . 

Basharesh (Ba-sha-resh): I t  translates approximately to the Capable 
of Everyth ing. 

Tonesh (To-nesh): I t  translates approximately to the Object of 
Praise. 

Shemcha Baroch (Shem-cha Ba-roch): I t  translates approximate ly to 
He is God the Blessed . 

The preceding l i st is far from exhaustive, but it wi l l  be sufficient to 
set you on you r  way to intense magical experiences. We wi l l  be us ing 
them extensively in th is book in  the practice of white magic. The more 
comfortable you are with them, the more l ikely i t  i s  that you wi l l  get 
success from fol lowing any of the techniques in th is book. I f  you are 
total ly new to our art, th is l ist may seem daunt ing. We recommend 
you take i t  one step at a t ime and open mindedly begin to work with 
them. You wi l l see for yourse lf  why these names have survived the test 
of time and why thousands of magic ians over the ages have re l ied on 
them in  the ir practice. 
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Ange(s �nd J inn 

agicians fee l  strong kinship to al l l iving things 
and a bond with animals, which they view as 
companions rather than pets or lesser species. 
They also fee l  and know that they are sur­
rounded by the realm of the unseen . The in­

abitants of th is i nvis ible realm are seen some 
of the time and fe lt most of the t ime.  They have been given different 
names by d i fferent cu l tures and religions. This doesn 't change their 
nature or identity, or the fact that much magic involves interaction 
with these bei ngs and en l i sting thei r aid. Modern magicians view the 
i nhabitants of this realm as archetypes or aspects of the astral realm, 
accessable through the subconscious and visual izat ion. The tradit ional 
view is that these bei ngs are objectively real ,  even if they are not al­
ways visible to us. You may be sceptical of the i r  real i ty and this i s  fine, 
given our modern, worldly, th inking and upbringing. Do the work 
with conviction and you wi l l  get the evidence you need . Many of us 
have experienced i t  repeated ly, which gave us was the inner support 
to remain true to our convictions when faced with opposit ion from 
people trying to tear down our craft, or to mock us for our position . 

Whether you be l ieve in  objective spiritual beings or not, most 
l ike ly i t  i s your experiences, or lack of them, that have shaped your 
views. This is why, no matter how many magic books you read, theory 
will only do you so much good. You need to have magical experiences 
for yourse lf, so that you know and not j ust be lieve. You need to know 
to the core of your bei ng, for it i s  i n  that core that your magical self 
resides. 

Of the i nhabitants of the unseen, angels are the first group with 
which you wi l l  work. You may think that by working with angels ,  you 
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wil l  be adhering to a Christian or Jewish worldview. The real i ty is 
that ange ls transcend any s ingle re l igion. One of the oldest references 
to them exists as part of the Magian Zoroastrian theology. They also 
appeared in  ancient Chaldean temples in  Babylon, and a number of 
the names given to ange ls in Hebrew were once worshipped as gods in 
Babylon. Most ange l ic names end with El , a Caananite name of God . 

Angels are part of the spiritual tradi tion of many cu l tures, from 
the Divas of the H indus to that of modern day Is lam, Christian i ty and 
Judaism. Even now, their images permeate our cu lture, many of our 
homes, places of worship ,  and greeti ng cards .  The tradi tional word 
for Angel is Malach ,  which means messenger of the Divine King. 
Scriptu ral texts are fi l led with stories of these messengers appearing 
to se lected prophets in some human form . However, they are also de­
scribed as winged, l um inous bei ngs of l ight, fi l led with pure hol i ness 
and devotion . Angel ic  lore and names have been preserved through 
the spi ritual and occu l t  heritage of Judaism, Christianity, and Is lam. 
This i s  because it  was through angel ic contact with the old prophets 
that these faiths original ly came to be . They laid the first stones and 
man bu i l t  edifices upon them . 

Magicians work with angels on d i fferent leve ls .  Only in  rare s i tu­
ations do they communicate with them d i rectly, s i nce that isn ' t nec­
essary to ach ieve results .  The exceptions to this are communicating 
with the guardian ange l or iF there is a press ing matter. Communicat­
i ng with ange ls presents an interesting d i lemma to magicians. Angels 
appear on their own terms and leave on their own terms. They can ' t 
be bound or forced, except by Divine commandment .  Fortunate ly, 
communicating your intent to the angel is not di fficu l t .  They are mes­
sengers of the Divine, so they are engaged back and Forth between al l 
facets of the creation. Whenever you communicate your  request d i­
rect ly to the Divi ne,  an ange l i s  involved . Communicati ng you r i ntent 
to the ange l doesn 't guarantee that i t  wi l l  come to pass, and you can 't 
force the issue. 

The second part oF the d i lemma is  our d i fficu lty in  understanding 
the angel ic response or in gett ing them to appear. They are so d if­
ferent from us and so celestial that we have to break away from the 
i l lus ion, or penetrate through the ve i l .  When appeari ng, ange ls  can 
also choose to be physical , but for the most part they remain i nvis­
ib le .  They are l i ke watchers who interact with our l ives ind irectly or 
s i lent ly. Fortunately, there are a number of ways of communicati ng 
with the ange ls , when and if they choose to vis i t .  The fi rst way is to 
communicate with the ange l in a dream. The angel might appear as a 
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being of l ight or a person all draped in white . You wi l l  get a c lear or 
symbolic message that you understand. Th is usual ly happens only i n  
cases where you ask very important questions o r  if  you need t o  be told 
something very vita l .  Many times, the messages foretel l b irth or death 
or warn against someth ing.  It is very uncommon to have an angel i n  
your  dreams nightly. 

The second way of receiving a response is through the ange l 's ap­
pearing physical ly. This shouldn ' t come as a shock, as many of the 
old accounts of angel ic encounters are of that kind. They appear as 
people who are very beautifu l  and radiant, with uncanny knowledge 
of their host ' s  l i fe .  Their mission is usual ly u rgent and highly spiritual 
in  nature .  The tales of physical contact with angels have dwindled over 
t ime, but the mages of old kept records of such encounters and the 
methods by which they experienced them. Physical encounter, even 
with one ' s  own guardian angel ,  is possible, but highly difficult to ar­
range . The magician of old wou ld go into a c loister for months on end 
and dedicate her time to such a contact. Final ly, after many physical 
signs and occurrences, humanoid beings clad in whi te with a power­
fu l glow around them wou ld appear. They wou ld talk briefly with the 
magic ian to hear what she had to say and usual ly make a promise to 
help, i f  she promised to fol low the spir itual message given .  The physi­
cal encounter was seldom repeated, but the magician maintained a 
connection with the ange l (s) for the rest of her l i fe . 

The th i rd way of receiving a response is through intuitive revela­
t ion. This occurs when the angel l ightly touches or ' hugs' the spiritual 
body of the magic ian .  This brief touch  floods the magician ' s  body with 
l ight, almost orgasmic i n  nature, and her mind with a clear and pro­
found knowing of what the message is .  This is akin to a brief gnosis 
experience. There i s  no doubt or guess afterward about the intent of 
what is being del ivered . It is  as clear to the consciousness as the sun at 
noon in a desert. The message tends to be brief and to the point .  Once 
the message is del ivered, the angel usual ly departs or severs the con­
nection. This kind of connection is not privy to the imagination, as i t  is 
not a result  of mental imaging or mind-talk i n  a normal way. Th is  was 
the method most common ly experienced by the ancients . 

The fou rth way of receivi ng a response is through the imaginative 
spiritual sense, u sing a magical device, such as a mi rror or an ink cup.  
This method is usual ly used by beginners ,  as i t  al lows back and forth 
dialog and can be done any t ime. Basical ly, the magician fee ls she can 
summon an angel forth and communicate with h im about any issues 
or questions she may have . The response tends to be in  the form of 
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imagination and mind-speak. This form has been used repeated ly and 
requ i res a minor state of auto-hypnosis to achieve proper reception. 
Even then,  the magician needs to be aware that half of al l messages 
received in th is fashion wi l l  be corrupted by reception noise. 

Most l ike ly your  relationship with ange ls and your reception of 
messages wil l entai l a combination of various methods. Any angel ic ex­
perience wi l l  be real ,  sensory, experiential , awakening, peacefu l  and 
orgasmic,  to say the least. Whatever form i t  may take, in  the end i t  wi l l  
be personal and val id .  However you may communicate with an ange l ,  
take the  advice given and fol low i t  through. Th i s  is the  least you can 
do after such a blessi ng as bei ng touched by an ange l .  

The fi rst step in working with ange ls magical ly and having such 
i ntense experiences i s  knowing the ir  names and the ir  function . Popu­
lar ange l ic names found in  the Hebrew scriptu res have the ir  roots i n  
the theology of  the Chaldean o r  Persian Magi ,  o r  are a resu l t  o f  the 
visions of sai nts. General ly, they are written i n  the Hebraic tongue ,  
even though they have appeared in  other re ligions and languages. An­
gel ic names are either descriptive or vibratory. For example , the Arch­
angel Raphael trans lates into ' God has healed ' , or ' God ' s Physician ' . 
Raphae l ' s  name is descriptive i n  natu re , giving us  insight in to the an­
gel ' s character and attri butes. Not al l  angel ic  names can be trans lated, 
for some are vibrational i n  nature to represent the vibratory tone of a 
mathematical concept. 

In angel ic lore ,  each ange l or group of ange ls has i ts own role or 
c lassi fi cat ion. In our craft ,  these are used to understand which messen­
ger to en l i st for help with our needs and i n  our rituals . For example, an 
angel governing water represents the spi ritual essence that d ictates the 
functional i ty of water in  the Divine Order. The ange l of water oversees 
its function, but doesn 't necessari ly share its characterist ics. In a s imi­
lar fashion, a letter carrier del ivers the mai l  to you , but doesn 't share 
any of the characteristics of you r mai l or packages. This may seem 
like an obvious statement, but it i s  surpris ing how much confusion has 
crept i nto modern occu lt iconography. Modern magic uses occu l t  ico­
nography as part of a system of hermetic correspondences with which 
to adorn ange ls represented in  human form. These images are then 
used in  ri tual and magical work . Ancient iconography focused more 
on conveying the cosmic and magnificent state of ange ls .  This rel iance 
on more human based iconography is due to the d i fhcu l ty of captur­
ing the written description visual ly. It is easier to create an image of 
Urie l  (Light of God) , who among other th ings is said to ru le over the 
abyss and earth ,  as draped in  black, with earthy tones, holding a sheaf 
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of wheat, than to try to behold the dazzl ing presence of the Fire and 
Light of God . This is an important point to remember, because the use 
of such iconography magical ly, as a basis for your  visualization and 
rituals, wi l l  act as psychic barrier  to a more geniune experience. 

The l i st of angels avai lable to work with us is extensive and covers 
every conceivable area and numerous trad it ions. There are a few who 
have appeared again and again over the years and have a spec ial place 
in  our art .  We wi l l  l ist them here and provide some basic background 
information on each .  These selected angels are l isted due to the ir  im­
portance within our tradit ion and because they are used in  the rituals 
of this book . 

Melchizedek: This figure appears i n  old Jewish ,  Christian and Is lamic 
writings. However, he existed before Abraham as a priest of the most 
high God or El Elyon .  He also appears in the Dead Sea scrol ls  as the 
redeemer of angels, with s imi lar attri butes to those of the archangel 
Michae l .  He appears in the final j ubi lee of world history, to rescue  the 
men of the lot of Melch izedek and to do battle  with Bel ial and the ch i l ­
dren of darkness. Th is  connects th is figu re wi th  the ancient priestly 
mysteries, for the lot of Melch izedek are those of h is  l i ne of in i ti ation . 
I n  the fourth book of Pistis Sophia, he plays a key role i n  the process 
of purifying human sou ls for entry into the Treasury of Light .  He is 
i n  many ways an important ancient figure for the development and 
growth of mysteries and may represent a spiritual and earth ly oFfice 
and not just a single being. Even though Melch izedek isn 't an ange l .  
he i s  an important figure in  angel ic magic. 

Metatron: This  ange l i s  the Prince of the Countenance. In the Sonci ­
no Zohar glossary, Metatron is said to be the head of the world of 
creation and is also cal led the servant or body of the Shekinah . He is 
the chief of the Chieftains that reside beside the Divine Throne, and 
i s  charged with the sustenance of mankind .  The name appears i n  both 
Jewish and Arabic occul t  texts . Metatron is  said to be the master to 
whom many fai thfu l  J inn bow and they regard h im as the i r  guide to 
the Divine .  

Carriers of the Throne: The Divine Throne i s  described i n  the book 
of Reve lations, as the resu l t  of a magical spirit vis ion. The seer men­
tions the throne with someone sitti ng on it with the appearance of 
j asper and carne l ian. The seer appears ambiguous about the form of 
the entity on the throne. This i s  curious, considering how in  Jewish 
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tales, God i s  described with a beard and long flowing hai r. Jasper and 
carnel ian were known in  ancient Egypt as the blood of Is is ,  c reat ing 
a powerfu l  l ink between their symbology and the Goddess. This is 
fu rther enhanced by the reference to an emerald rainbow encirc l ing 
the throne. The emerald color is associated with the green crescent, 
Venus ,  and the Queen of the Heavens. The Cherubim are the ange ls 
that bear the throne and they come from the Chaldean vision of angels .  
Images of the Cherubim adorn Babylonian temples and stone tablets. 

These angels are esteemed and most honored before the Divine .  
Other ange ls seek the ir c loseness and greet them in  the ir  coming and 
going, due to the ir placement near the Divine .  Each  of the fou r  Cheru­
bim ange ls has a d ifTerent image . One ange l i s  in  the image of an eagle ,  
who wi l l  i ntercede for birds .  One i s  i n  the image of a bul l ,  who wi l l  in­
tercede for catt le .  One is  in  the image of a l ion,  who wi l l  intercede for 
predators. One is i n  a human image, who wi l l  i ntercede for human ity. 
At the end of t ime, they wi l l  be aided with another fou r. This is al luded 
to in the Quranic verse : "And carriers of the Throne of your Lord over 
them,  that day, eight . "  

The Cherubim angels are focused o n  the Holy presence, with no 
diversion from thei r attention to the Divine .  They are immersed in  the 
beauty of the presence of Divin i ty, prais ing, day and night, without 
stop. I n  the I s lamic ange l ic tradit ion,  i t  was said that God had created 
a white land, equal in size to the movement of the Sun in th i rty days, 
fi l led with al l  kinds of creatures that don ' t  know that God can be dis­
obeyed , even for a spl i t  second. These creatures are said to be of the 
order of the Cherubim.  

Gabriel: This i s  the ange l known as the Fai thfu l  Spir i t  and is al legori ­
cal ly referred to as a column of l ight, before whom al l  other angels are 
l ike rows. This angel was named a spirit , because every breath from 
h im becomes a spirit to an an imal .  He was assigned by the Divine to 
the management of the conste l lations, the movement of the planets, 
and al l th ings under the sphere of the Moon . This ange l ' s power is 
greater than the Zodiac. Gabrie l  i s  among the favori tes of the angels ,  
with s ix wings, from each  of which springs another hundred . Two of 
these wings are folded except when he is sent on a mission of uprooting 
evi l .  His aides are assigned over all affai rs of the world ;  the ir  station 
deals with affai rs of vengeance and protection from evi l and injury. 

Israfel: This  ange l is the herald of the commandments and the blower 
of spirits i nto the bodies . He is the carrier of the trumpet, which he 
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holds while l i stening for the command to blow. The head of the trum­
pet is said to  be  the  width of the  heavens and the  earth .  When he  
blows, al l that is in the cosmos, except those for whom the  Divine has 
chosen otherwise, wi l l  be stunned. This most l ikely refers to the shock 
of the i l l usion unrave l l ing and awareness of the real i ty of being. lsrafel 
is a mighty ange l with fou r  wings. The first wing covers the east. The 
second covers the west. The th ird covers the d istance from heaven to 
earth .  The fourth covers Israfel out of respect for the Divine Majesty. 
His  feet are below the seven earths, and h is  head ends at the corners 
of the p i l lars of the Throne. Between h i s  eyes is a tablet of gemstones. 
Whenever the Divine ordained an event to occur in creation, the Pen 
wou ld be ordered to write it on the Tablet. The tablet wou ld then be 
brought close to I srafe l ,  so it ended up  between h is  eyes .  From there 
it reached the angel Michael .  These angels are Divine aides in  the cos­
mos. They breathe the spi rits into the angels residing over birth  and 
creation and these become metals, plants or animals .  They are the vital 
spiritual power by which these function and exist. 

Michael: This ange l i s  assigned over sustenance for bodies, and wis­
dom and knowledge for the sou ls .  In the seven heavens i s  a sea fi l led 
with uncounted numbers of angels .  Michael resides over that sea and 
no one knows h is description or his wings except the Divine .  The 
heavens wou ld be like a pebble in  the sea compared with the size of his 
open mouth .  The hosts of the heaven and earth can ' t  stand h is  pres­
ence, for the intensity of h i s  l ight wi l l  burn them. He has aides set over 
the affai rs of the world .  Their duties are the i nitiating of the power of 
movement in  the sources of manifestation, and overseeing what i s  nec­
essary to achieve the purpose and perfection of th ings in  c reation .  

Azrael: This is one of the most powerfu l  and ,  at t imes ,  most misun­
derstood of the angels .  This angel i s  the quieter of movements and the 
separator of bodies from their host spi rits. Azrael is in the heaven of 
the world .  God created his legs to be under the earth and his head i n  
t h e  highest heaven ,  facing t h e  preserved Tablet. He  has a s  many aides 
as those that die. All of creation is  between his eyes and he doesn ' t  
grab the  sou l of  a creature t i l l  it has ful ly received i t s  i nheritance and 
completed its time. I t  doesn ' t  matter where the sou l is ,  for he s imply 
cal l s  over and they al l  end up  i n  h is hands. 

There is an old and interesting story about the angel Azrae l .  The 
angel of death entered unto Solomon 's court and he began to stare at 
one of the people seated there and kept on staring. When the angel of 
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death departed, the man approached Solomon and said ,  " 0 prophet 
of God , who was that? " He repl ied to h im,  " The ange l of death ."  The 
man said ,  " I  saw him looking at me as i f  he wanted someth ing. I want 
you to save me from h im .  Command the winds to carry me to the far­
thest reaches of I ndia ." Solomon ordered the winds to do th is .  When 
the ange l retu rned, Solomon said to him, " I  saw you stari ng at one of 
my guests. " The ange l repl ied, " I was amazed by h im, because I was 
ordered to snatch his soul in the farthest reaches of I ndia in an hour 
and I saw h im here with you . "  

Nahanael: This ange l is  t he  pri nce of  i nsight . 

Rahael: This angel i s  the pri nce of the secret of the Shekinah and in 
the book of Tobit ,  he is the heal ing ange l .  

Ashmoyeli: This  ange l i s  the prince of the scriptures. 

Raphael: This ange l is of Chaldean origin and is considered to be the 
guardian of the Tree of Li fe in  the Garden of Eden .  He is  assoc iated 
with heali ng, understanding, and medic ine .  

Suriel: This angel is assoc iated with del iveri ng knowledge to the 
prophet Moses and is called Surial the Releaser. He is also one of the 
twelve ange ls of the Div ine presence and one of the seven angels that 
rule over the earth .  

Tzadkiel : This i s  the angel of Divine just ice .  

Sartiel: In  modern occult ism, th is i s  one of the ange ls that presides 
over the sign of Saggitarius .  I n  ancient writing, he appears in a num­
ber of prayers for protect ion. 

Nania!: This ange l is associated with the seventy-two fold mystical 
name of God and is  said to be a caster of the proud .  He exercises do­
mi nion over  the great sciences and influences phi losophers. This angel 
also appears in medieval rites of protect ion. 

Sharantiel: This i s  an ange l that appears regu larly in  ancient med ieval 
Arabic grimoires, and i s  said to be a stern and feared angel before 
whom all the spirits tremble. 
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Kehial: This is the angel of the Divine Being and thus, accord ing to 
Al- Boni ,  is the servant angel of the word Al lah. 

Tamhiel : This i s  the ange l of the Divine facet, the Opener, according 
to al -Bun i .  

Raziel: This  i s  the  angel of the  mysteries and is  said to  be the  author of  
the  magical text, the  Book of  the  Angel Razie l .  He i s  bel ieved to have 
handed h is book to Adam and Eve after the fal l ,  so that they could find 
their way back to the garden of Eden. 

Safafiel: This angel is the prince of reason. 

Mafiel: This angel i s  the prince of knowledge and stands guard i n  the 
hal ls of the seventh heaven .  

Katatiel: This  angel i s  the prince of understanding. 

Aramiel: This angel is the prince of the crown. 

Yahuel: This angel i s  the prince of testimony and h is  name l iteral ly 
means Yahweh is El . He is thus the mediator of the ineffable name and 
is one of the angel ic princes of the Divine presence. 

Ghassdaiel: This is the angel that governs the letters of Fire .  

Ghathssaiel: This i s  the angel that governs the letters of Air. 

Ghadha'aaiel: This is the angel that governs the letters of Water. 

Ghasheezaiel: This is the angel that governs the letters of Earth .  

Munkar and Nakeer: These are two strong and stern angels associ ­
ated with the grave or after l ife .  They ask questions of each i ndividual 
i n  the grave or station of bardo, concerning the person' s faith ,  which 
God the person worsh ipped, and which prophet the person be l ieved 
in .  Those who are true to their faith are rewarded by being shown 
their station i n  heaven .  Those who are hypocrites or those who reply 
that they bel ieved only what others bel ieved are immediately struck 
down in punishment. 
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Shedechiel: This is an angel who governs al l those in the ce lestial or 
upper worlds and those i n  the underworld .  

Derdiel: This is an ange l with a thousand heads and on each head 
a thousand faces, and on each face a thousand mouths, and in each 
mouth a thousand tongues, praisi ng the Divine in  a thousand d i fferent 
languages. 

Haroot and Maroot: These two ange ls share much with the angels 
known as the watchers in  the old bib l ical tales. They appear frequent ly 
in  magical tomes and are used in  ancient spe l l s .  The reason for th is  i s 
that they are said to have taught people the art of magic ,  with a warn­
ing that there is a test for humanity in  i ts use .  They are also said to 
have fal len from grace .  Arabic lore states that these two angels are be­
ing punished in the land of Babylon or modern day I raq .  One version 
of the story goes l ike th is :  

When Adam left paradise naked , the angels looked at h im and 
said :  " Our  God , th is  Adam, the marvel of your awareness, l i ft h im 
and don ' t  let h im be debased . "  When Adam later approached a host 
of ange ls ,  Haroot and Maroot were among them . They chastised h im 
for h is  betrayal of h is oath to  God . Adam said to  them :  " 0  angels of 
my Lord , be merc ifu l  and don ' t chastise me, for what happened to 
me was the ordinance of my Lord ."  After that, God i l l  fated them t i l l  
they disobeyed and were barred from ri sing up to  heaven .  During the 
t ime of Enoch ,  they approached h im and told h im their story. They 
asked h im i f  he could pray for them, so that God might forgive them. 
Enoch asked how he wou ld know that they were forgiven .  They told 
him that i f  he saw them afterward , the prayer was accepted,  but i f  he 
d idn ' t see them, then they were doomed. Enoch purifi ed h imself and 
prayed ;  then he looked and they were gone and he knew punishment 
had befal len them. They were taken to the heart of Babylon , where 
they were given a choice - punishment i n  th is  world or the hereafter 
- upon which ,  they chose this world .  I t  i s  widely be l ieved that they 
remain to th is  day, hanging upside down from chains i n  a wel l ,  i n  the 
land of I raq . This wel l i s  said to magical ly change locations i n  the des­
ert and ,  i f  anyone was to find i t , he wou ld be taught the most powerfu l  
of  ange l ic magic by these two ange ls . 

Angels of the Seven Heavens: Amongst the most esteemed ange ls 
are also those that reside i n  the seven heavens. These angels are con­
sistent in  their adoration of the Divine in ri s ing, sitt ing, knee l ing and 
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prostrating. They praise during the night and day and wi l l  not stop ti l l  
the end of  t ime. These ange ls appear i n  d i fferent forms i n  various tales 
among Semitic angel ic  lore . In one ancient occult version, the angel 
named Ishmael presides over the ange ls of the heaven of our world .  
The m in isteri ng angels are i n  the image of a calf. The angels of the sec­
ond heaven are in the form of a scorpion, and an angel named Michael 
presides over them. The angels of the th i rd heaven are in the form of 
an eagle , and the presiding angel over them is Saa' adie l .  The angels 
of the fourth heaven are i n  the image of horses and the ange l resid ing 
over them is Salsae l .  The angels of the fiFth heaven are i n  the image 
of nymphs, and the angel  resid ing over them is Kalkae l .  The ange ls  of 
the sixth heaven are i n  the image of cupids, l i ke cherubic boys, and 
the ange l res id ing over them is Semchael .  The angels of the seventh 
heaven are i n  the image of the ch i ldren of Adam and the angel resid ing 
over them is Ruqiel .  

Lieutenants of the 1 st Heaven: Accord ing to the ancient occu l t  book 
the Sepher Razial ,  these have a c lose l ink with our world and the seven 
planets. The angels of the first heaven are governed by seven archan­
gels or angel ic lords with great clout. These seven l i eutenants reside 
over seven thrones. They are seated, su rrounded by angel ic soldiers 
i n  every d i rection. They l isten to the people when they address them . 
Each of the l ieutenants should be addressed i nd ividual ly and with pi­
ety. These seven l ieutenants are cal led :  Aorphenial ,  Ayigeda, Doha! , 
Phelmiya, Asimor, Phesker and Phoal . They are created as i f  from Di­
vine Fi re and from their eyes burst flames. Their sold iers are l ikewise 
fiery and are wi l l i ng to l isten and move forth i nto the world i n  a l l  they 
are commanded from constructive and destructive work .

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The ange l ic prince Aorphenial and al l the angels in h is company are 
dedicated to l i sten ing to the needs of people al l  year long. They are 
also cal led upon to he lp cure i l l nesses. 

The ange l ic  prince Ayigeda and al l  the angels in his company are 
stern and qu ick to wrath .  There is no mercy in the ir service and they 
are always ready to way-lay destruction i n  war, o n  cit ies, upon the 
seas, i n  calamit ies and in  fires. Few escape their swords .  

The th ird angel ic pri nce Dohal and al l  the angels in  h is  company 
are the ones who know al l  that occurs on the earth .  They know what 
happens i n  this world in every month and year, and they wil l reveal 
what is vei led from you . 

The fou rth angel ic  prince Phelmiya and al l  the angels i n  h is  com­
pany are responsible for the admin i stration of the hearts of k ings, rul­
ers ,  j udges and the nobles i n  good and bad. They wi l l  bri ng about 
respect, greatness and glamor unto whomever they are asked .  

The fifth ange l ic prince Asimor and al l the angels in  h i s  company 
are the governors in  the day and n ight. They are the guides of the 
movements of the Sun, Moon and rest of the planets. They also gu ide 
the spirits and the dead to their places and stations. 

The sixth ange l ic  prince Phesker and al l the ange ls  i n  h is  company 
are angels  of war. They act by power and wi le .  They move from place 
to place and fly to al l  the corners of the world, seek ing every fleeting 
scoundre l .  The ancient books gave a ritual uti l iz ing these angels for 
throwing fear on s ight i nto the heart of one' s enemy of war. This was 
for a t ime when sold iers fought in c lose quarters and engaged with 
melee weapons. This ancient r itual may be outdated today, s i nce wars 
generally are no longer fought i n  th is  way. 

The seventh angel ic prince Phoal and al l the angels in  h is  company 
are knowledgeable about dreams. They guide and instruct the dream­
ers and explai n the i r  dreams to them. 

The Angels of the Seven Planets: These angels  appear d i fferently 
named from grimoire to grimoire, and are considered very important 
for magical work . In our craft, the work observes the days and in­
volves the seven planets of the ancients. It should come as no surprise, 
then ,  that the ange ls  of the seven planets have an important posit ion. 
The information about them has been standarized in  our tradit ion. We 
have rel ied on the work of Al-Boni for th is  information. 

The first ange l i s  Ruqie l .  This ange l descends with in  a green dome 
with a green banner. The door of the dome i s  open and he is  attended 
by five aides, a l l  of whom are also in  green garments. When the angel 
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descends to the seeker, he wi l l  remain in  the dome for a period and 
then wil l exit from the door. As he exits, a chair of light will be erected 
for h im.  This angel i s  best invited on Sunday. 

The second angel is Gabriel ,  who descends within a dome of pure 
l ight .  On top of the dome is a ye l low banner. Gabriel wi l l  not exit from 
the dome t i l l  the seeker d i rects her speech to the angel .  She has ten 
angels aid ing her. The best time to cal l on Gabrie l  is  Monday. 

The th ird angel is Semsamiel ,and in some manuscripts Shemesha­
miel, who descends within a dome of pure l ight. On top of the dome 
are two red banners. With h im are three aides, who stand beside the 
door of the dome. The best time to invite Semsamael is Tuesday. 

The fourth angel is Michae l ,  who descends within a dome of pure 
l ight. On the right of the dome is a white banner. Under the banner are 
four  aides. The best time to invite Michael is Wednesday. 

The fifth angel is Sarfiel ,  who descends within a green and white 
dome. The dome has two doors, and ten aides stand beside each door, 
with fou r  banners in green and white .  To the left of the dome stands a 
very tal l angel known as Salsiae l ;  she is the leader of Sarfiae l ' s  aides. 
The best time to invite this angel i s  Thursday. 

The sixth ange l is A' aniel ,  who descends with in  a dome of pure 
l ight with six aides and three banners. The best t ime to invite this angel 
is Friday. 

The seventh angel is Kasfiel ,  who descends within  a dome of black 
l ight, with thirty aides and ten black banners. The best time to invite 
th is  angel is Satu rday. 

The eighth ange l is the ir  governor, Tahitmeghi l ial .  When th is an­
gel descends, two domes of radiant and bl inding light descend first, 
shooti ng forth bri l l iant sparks. Then his dome descends between them 
with a thousand aides. Some of them stand around the dome and oth­
ers stand outside the perimeter. This angel has fifty white banners and 
whenever he descends, the other seven descend behind him and none 
can approach the perimeter. 

Those ange ls are associated with the Great Name symbol ized with 
seven glyphs. They are also associated with traditional planetary cor­
respondences such as colors, plants, incenses, rocks, days and n ights 
of the week, and so forth .  The one unique set of attributions i s  the as­
sociation with seven Arabic letters known as ' Sawaqet ' . Those seven 
letters are the only letters of the alphabet not used in the seven-versed 
chapter known as al- Fateha or Opener in  the Quran.  This makes them 
unique in Arabic esoteric lore and as such each was associated with 
one of the glyphs and the angels .  Each of those letters starts a Divine 
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name that is equal ly became assoc iated with one of the glyphs .  We have 
presented the accu rate attri bution as l i sted in al- Buni 's work ; however, 
it wou ld make more sense for some of the letters to be switched. For 
example , the letter Shyn is assoc iated with Mars and with i t  the Divine 
attributes, the Witness and Thankfu l .  none of which appear su i ted for 
Martian energies .  Nevertheless, we kept the attri butes as they are ,  
s ince we found no alternate arrangement in any other work .

ANGELS AND JINN 

$ TH E  J I N N  $ 

The second most important group of unseen beings that you wil l  come 
across is the j inn .  They are responsible for many wondrous tales of 
ancient magic ians. The word J inn  i s  the ir  Arabic name, although 
they have other names as wel l  in other cu l tures. While the lore has 
s l ight d i fferences from region to region, they appear to share many 
of the same characteristics as the Sidhe, the Elves, the Fairy folk of 
Europe, and the Rakshaha. These are what modern magicians cal l  the 
Elementals :  salamanders, gnomes, und ines, and sylphs. These beings 
are not elemental i n  the sense that they are of a given element, but 
rather i n  that they i nhabit or take residence i n  various elements. The 
oldest of the j inn  reside in caves under the ocean . Some of the j inn 
have the power of Aight. Many of the j inn  have a potent fiery nature,  
with strong e lectrical characteristics ,  and prefer  to stay near sources 
of fire .  The legends of yore cal led them, en masse, the i nhabitants of 
the underworld or underearth .  They also l ive among us in our homes, 
cit ies , grave s i tes, and in  the wi ld areas near our dwel l ings . They see us 
as we go around our dai ly l ives, staying mostly unseen .  When one of us 
sees them even for a brief moment, that person assumes a paranormal 
experience has occured.  

Knowing where the j inn l ive doesn 't te l l  you who they are or what 
they are l i ke .  We don't real ly know much concern ing the origins of 
the j inn .  The tales of old te l l  of a race of bei ngs, created before man 
from primordial fire .  This race interacts with people or co- inhabits the 
world with humans. Their general att i tude toward humans is  that of 
aloofness and pride. This race i s  bel ieved to be magical in nature or 
to be possessed of great spiritual powers and to be attuned to nature . 
They are sentient, with the moral capacity of te l l ing the difference 
between good and bad . They have free wi l l  and share many of their 
own rel igious bel iefs with humans. Overal l ,  j i nn  populate the world 
with the ir own offspri ng, l ive in commun it ies , and raise fami l ies .  Evi l  
j i nn  are considered renegades and out laws i n  the ir  own communi ties 
and are class ified by us  as demons. This race is invisible to us ,  un less 
it chooses to be seen.  I t  is  speculated that the reason they choose not 
to be vis ible or to take on a physical form is  to avoid be ing spotted 
and k i l led by humans. J inn  also have been known to abduct humans 
and even to mate with them. Powerfu l  j i nn  tribes who fol low I bl i s ,  a 
fal len j inn king, are enemies of humankind and are at war with us .  
This  is mostly a spiritual war, but it also can be a physical one .  In 
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scriptures, the leader of th is enemy j inn tribe is called Shitan, which 
means adversary. Shitan or Satan isn 't the antithesis of God, but he i s  
the sworn enemy of the human race from the j i nn  race. 

We only have specu lations and theories about the appearance of 
the j i nn .  We are referring, of course , to their actual state and not to 
how we encou nter them. There are many old tales that describe their 
appearance, ranging from l i ke a Cyc lops to l i zard- l ike people, but we 
haven 't been able to verity these with any confidence. One of the 
most accurate depictions of a j inn i ,  based on consensus of accounts, 
resembles that of the god Pan .  Even i f  we can't see them, we can te l l  
w i th  almost absolute certai nty when one of them has d ropped by for a 
vis it .  We do know certain thi ngs about them that have been confi rmed 
by the various accounts through the ages ,  as wel l  as from our own 
experiences. As we mentioned, we know that they are general ly 
invis ible to us .  The word j inn itse l f  encompasses al l that is hidden and 
vei led.  I t  is  common to say in  Arabic ,  'J innah Al- Layel ', or the cover of 
the night. Chi ldren i n  the womb are called Janeen, because they are 
hidden from the ir mothers .  The medieval Arab ph i losophers c lassified 
j i nn  as be ing made mostly from an ethereal body, yet sti l l  possessing 
reason ,  understand ing, and even a capab i l i ty for hard work . This idea 
that j inn are made of ethereal matter corresponds with the tales about 
the faeries. The faeries were called Sleagh Mai th or the Good People .  
They were bel ieved to be inte l l igent, studious and made from l ight ,  
changeable bodies ,  l i ke that of a condensed c loud.  They cou ld make 
the i r  bod ies appear or di sappear at wi l l .  Some were be l ieved to have 
mixed bodies, inc lud ing some that were porous and th in ,  that fed by 
sucking on some oi l  or l iqu id .  

Our experience is that j i nn  have two d ifferent bodies depending 
on thei r spi ri tual status .  Upper j inn  have a body that i s  trans lucent 
and sh iny. Lower j i nn  have a body that i s  l i ke a shadow. This may 
fi t in with the stories of h igh e lves and dark e lves. You may spot one 
of the lower j inn ,  out of the corner of your eye, as a qu ick ly moving 
shadow. You may th ink someone is there and when you turn,  there is 
no one. They are very fast .  You may at fi rst consider th is imagination 
or what some modern authors have referred to as astral nast ies , but i t  
i s  neither. I f  they get comfortable around you, they may not move for 
a whi le and you wi l l  find you rse l f  staring for a few seconds to a minute 
at a shadow-form of a humanoid ,  before it qu ick ly darts by you .  

I t  i s  very possible that you w i l l  do  j i n n  magic for a long t ime before 
you see one, and that you r first encounter with a vis ib le j i nn i  may not 
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be in a magical setti ng. They can appear and d isappear at w i l l  and 
they don't need to be evoked to come. I ndeed, there i s  a spec i fic c lass 
of j inn referred to as residents. One of the rules in our tradition is 
that you release the resident j inn  before you do any serious magical 
operat ion. This is  important, as resident j i nn  may well i nterfere with 
the operation in  any way they can . You may fee l  l i ke you are tugging 
through a wal l of resistance or that someth ing is blocking fu l l  success. 
This is usual ly the work of resident j inn ,  who may object to having 
other bei ngs invited i nto the ir  area. Certain j inn  and al l angel ic 
beings can be too much for the residents to handle ,  causing them 
unwarranted d iscomfort, based on the ir own al ignment. You should 
release the residents to l im it potential conflict and as a courtesy to 
them. Addit ional ly, the release wi l l  force negative or hosti l e  residents 
out from your sphere .  You shou ld almost fee l  l ike the room got empty 
beyond empty, as i f  something that you were used to being there is  
now gone. 

In the end, the best way to know to get to know a j i nn i  i s  to 
encounter one. I t  i s a natural progression for those who practice our 
art , s ince they constitute one of the causes behind magical phenomena. 
Old grimoires te l l  of many tales of spi rits te leport ing the magician, 
caus ing i nvis ib l i ty, de l ivering al l k inds of fortunes and performing so 
many wonders. These tales are neither exaggerated nor are they bl inds. 
Accompl i sh ing those resu lts doesn 't depend on psychic powers or on 
the personal power of the magician, but on the aid and assistance of 
the J inn  and their own technology. Due to their semi-physical rea l i ty, 
they can cause d i rect physical effect even i f  normal ly unseen .  This is  
why they constitute a good portion of our ancestors' lore and stories. 
They captivate us to this day. We write and tel l  stories about them, 
such as the magical creatures in  The Lord of tl.1e Rin.q,l , and keep their 
lore al ive through our entertainment media. Many people may be 
content to keep those experiences on the big screen, but very few of us 
who fol low this path do. 

I t  wou ld be impossible to teach you al l  you need to do to gain 
mastery in  the art of magical summon ing i n  th is book. The one lesson 
we can impart to you at th is  stage is that those who seek to dominate 
the spi rits of nature and bind the j i nn  to the ir  wi l l ,  do so at the ir  own 
peri l .  These beings are not created to be servants of people, magicians 
or otherwise; they only have one master. They fol low the Divine and 
in ancient lore, this was the Queen of Heaven and Earth, who was 
also the Queen of the Underworld .  Therefore, if you want to be a 
successfu l  summoner, serve the Divine, the Queen of Heaven ,  Earth ,  
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and the Underworld .  She wi l l  aid you with the armies of the j inn ,  just 
as She aided Solomon, who bu i l t  a temple for Her us ing the ring of 
dominion, and enl i sted the j inn to h is  service. 

Also, keep the fol lowi ng points i n  mind: a) when the j i nn  ki ngs 
arrive , you must ask them to enter into a pact of service to you ;  b) i f  
you th ink you have managed to  constrain them i nto a triangle of the art, 
then it isn 't the kings that are present; c) if there are no physical signs 
of man ifestations that can 't be explained by your  being in a trance, 
then you r work isn't fin ished; d) don't be d istracted by in it ial s igns of 
physical man ifestation into th ink ing your work is finished; e) i fyou see 
physical man ifestations of j i nn ,  be carefu l  lest this be a d istraction by 
their aides; f) don't summon them to prove the ir  existence to yourse l f; 
g) don't go i nto th is  th ink ing to re ly on trad it ional generic ban ish ing 
methods, as the i r  magic i s  superior to anyth ing we possess, so only 
by the grace of the Goddess and Her angels  wi l l  you be protected ; h) 
don't ask them to do someth ing against their nature, such as ask ing the 
servants of the j inn k ing of Saturn to aid you in  a love spe l l ,  for they 
wi l l  do it and then punish you .  We are shari ng these points based on 
d i rect fi rsthand experience. 

We have mentioned the kinds of ass istance that the j i nn  gave our 
ancestors . These days we have many human inventions that make this 
kind of assistance unnecessary. You may be wondering how else j i nn  
can he lp  you now, or how they have been helping us  over the  last 
hundred years . J inn  serve in areas such as communication. Many cases 
of ou ija board contact, channe l i ng, and spirit guide communication are 
induced by the j inn .  They are powerfu l ly telepathic and, if they so 
choose , can be heard audibly. J inn  telepathy can be posit ive. There 
are tales of people who can te l l ,  almost with certainty, many th ings 
about events and people .  These people don't tend claim to be psychic ,  
but rather that they are guided. This guidance is  sometimes angel ic ,  
but most often it is a spiritual j inn i  assisti ng them. Such guid ing j inn 
can commun icate al l  sorts of information to you that can help you to 
understand people 's motives better and to make good choices. This 
abi l i ty of the j inn can be very usefu l , but i t  can a lso be harmfu l .  I t  is 
important to keep this i n  mind. 

Jinn are also cal led upon to bring th ings to the magician . This 
can range from a person to an object . Many of the spe l l s  that fil l  the 
old Arabic texts are dedicated to this purpose alone. The same j i nni 
cal led upon to bring something can also be sent to someone to del iver 
a message or to accomplish a specific task .  

The question that may arise in  the minds of many people who 
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are new to our craft is ,  can j i nn  real ly do what has been claimed? I n  
our experience, the answer i s  yes, and much more. Here i s  a brief 
example: A few years ago, after watching the movie Independence 
Day, Nineveh and a friend got into her car to go home. A discussion 
began over whether or not al iens are another name for j i nn  and their 
potential power. The friend half-jokingly pointed out that she was too 
ti red to drive and wouldn 't mind being te leported . Nineveh jokingly 
obl iged and said aloud :  " I f  you want to play, let's play." The matter 
was dropped and they talked about j inn  and aliens for a bit and then 
switched to another subject, while driving home. During the trip, they 
saw the normal signs of an upcoming bridge signal l i ng they were c lose 
to crossing over water and d riving through the next c ity. Nineveh fel t  
strange, as  i f  th ings were moving too slowly and th ings were flickeri ng 
in and out or as i f  there was an overlay of images.  He asked his friend 
if  she was fee l ing someth ing strange and she replied that she was and 
that things didn't feel or look normal. A few seconds l ater, as they 
were crossing an intersection ,  the road vanished and sudden ly, they 
were driv ing toward the ocean front, overlooked by large bui ld ings. 
To their dismay, that road also vanished as the car came to a fu l l  stop 
in an underground parking lot at the exact opposite end of town. I t  
took them hve minutes to come to terms with what had happened and 
where they were. They were about a th irty m inute drive in the other 
d i rection from where they had been and, what's more, i t took them 
a few minutes to even find a main road head ing toward the theater 
and begin the journey back home, back toward the place where 
things got transformed. Driving along in  a state of shock,  their trip 
was interrupted halfway back by the sudden flash of an entity flyi ng 
toward and then through the windshie ld .  This  be ing was draped in a 
b lu ish purple hooded robe and his body was pure shadow with pierc ing 
reddish eyes. He sat behind the driver. Nineveh enquired of his friend 
whether she saw or fe lt anything, and she confirmed the same image 
he saw and the fee l ing that someone was sitt ing behind them. The 
j inni de l ivered a s imple message : that they had witnessed the power 
of the j i nn ,  and they shouldn't reveal the ir secrets or names to the 
publ ic .  Amaz ingly enough, upon arrival home, they found out that the 
whole journey took less time than it  wou ld have taken to drive from 
the theater to the house directly, let alone half way there,  teleported the 
opposite d i rection from the theater and then driving back ! This wasn't 
the only story of teleportation either. A few years later, we held a class 
at our local study center. During the event, Nineveh sudden ly felt the 
presence of an underworld j inn i .  He enquired i f  anyone was fee l ing 
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different. Everyone at once complained of a fee l ing of heat, pressure 
on the head and strange psychic tension. He informed them that i t  
was a j inni  dropping by for a vis i t .  The students left and afterward, we 
cou ldn 't locate our black cat .  We enqu i red from the last student to leave 
whether, on her way out ,  she might have let the cat out by accident .  
She wasn 't sure, so an exhaustive search was conducted. After an hou r 
or so, we abandoned the search i nside and outside, and Frances went 
to bed grievi ng over the loss of her cat. Nineveh, fee l ing somewhat 
d istraught as we l l ,  contacted a friend of h is in  Cal ifornia. H i s  friend 
informed h im that he had just had a dream about receiving a phone 
cal l from h im about a miss ing cat and that, i n  the dream, she was taken 
by these strange looking creatures and that they wou ld bri ng her back 
later. They were us ing some k ind of unfami l iar device. He was shocked 
at this coincidence. Two hours later, they heard a meow that came as 
though from far away. Frances got up and began cal l i ng for the cat. 
She stood in  the kitchen cal l ing her name. The meowing increased ,  
but she couldn 't see her. Suddenly, as i f  from out of nowhere, the cat 
material i zed before her, terri fled and shaken .  She behaved strangely 
for the next few days, as i f  she had experienced a horri �ying ordeal , but 
she was u nharmed . 

There are many such tales and our magical col leagues have had 
their own share of encounters, ranging from one with a resident j inn i  
that d is l iked company and threw objects a t  the  human residents, to  a 
woman who, ask ing for proof, had objects around her levitated and 
fe l l  unconscious out of shock ! This is  why i t  is  important not to be 
surprised or frightened if such th ings happen .  The more committed 
you are to this path ,  the more l i ke ly i t  i s  that the j i nn  will visit you . This 
vis i t  can be friendly or host i le or a combination of both ,  depending on 
who is vis i t ing and how you react to them. The more attuned you are to 
the Divine and to your  magical ident ity and craft ,  the more you wi l l  be 
able to get rid of host i l e  j i nn  and befriend wonderfu l  spi ri tual j i nn  that 
wi l l  help you spi ritual ly and even ,  when in  desperate need, material ly. 
There are stories of holy men who had spiritual j inn aid ing them with 
monthly payments of gold under their prayer rugs, so that they need 
not d isrupt their devotional efforts, or of spiritual j inn teleporting them 
so they cou ld teach at seminars across the globe. They are more l ike ly 
to do th is  for you , i f  they fee l  a spiritual affini ty to you and consider 
you a friend . 

Knowing the names of those friendly j i nn  is one of the treasures 
most guarded by the old masters of our craft .  The reason for this is 
that most j i nn  don 't want to be summoned by people with u lterior 
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or unfriendly motives. Names have power in our art and the same 
pri nciple appl ies to the names ofj inn .  Even though teachers in our craft 
guarded the names of most of the j inn with whom they worked, they 
did record some of the most important ones. These were commonly 
found in  magical summoning textbooks as far back as the 9'h century 
C. E. Some oF those names appeared i n  minorly modified fashion in 
later Eu ropean grimoires. They were left in  print because without 
them, a newcomer to our art would be handicapped or wou ld end up 
struggl ing for many years . 

Seven Jinn Kings: These seven are associated with the planets and 
each  resides over many tribes. Some consider these specific j inn  k ings 
to be enemies of mankind,  but others feel  that they are good and helpfu l .  
Our experience is that they are more neutral in  their incl inations and 
not to be taken lightly. The names we have for them are more tit les 
than actual names. Their real names are unknown and most l ikely 
unpronounceable to us .  They are mentioned throughout h istory and 
by many cu ltures under various al iases. 

The old magical texts refer to them as the mighty ch i ldren of 
the realm of Tartarus and rulers over his domain .  Accordi ng to the 
Greeks, Tartarus was first born a god that person ified the great stormy 
pit beneath the earth where the Titans were imprisoned. This pit was 
surrounded by a wal l of bronze. Beyond that wal l  was a three-fold 
layer of night. Tartarus 's name was often used as a synonym of Hades 
and later became a place of punishment for s inners. Tartarus gave 
birth to Typhon, a frightening creature of immense size with a hundred 
dragon heads springing from his shou lders. Tartarus  is the underworld 
and the seven j inn  k ings may very wel l  be the imprisoned Titans .  They 
were also known in Sumeria as the Anunnaki or the seven j udges of 
the underworld.  The Sumerians be l ieved that they were the ch i ldren 
of Anu and rested in  the underworld before the throne of its dark 
queen, Ereshkigal . 

Therefore, whi le these seven J inn  k ings correspond to the planets, 
they are more in  tune with the netherworld energy. This is  the reason 
many fear them, or feel that they are dangerous or harmfu l .  This 
attitude is exaggerated ,  for they are not malignant demons by any 
means. There are other j inn of a more elevated or ce lestial energy. 
UnFortu nately, no such planetary alternatives are mentioned i n  the old 
Arabic texts, only that these seven J inn  Kings have been replaced with 
faithfu l  j inn  of the same names. 

Each of these kings have many chi ldren and each one is  called 
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after their most prominent ch i ld .  This is a common Semit ic practice. I f 
the e ldest son of John is Tob, then they wou ld cal l you John,  Father of 
Tob.  The word for father in Hebrew and Arabic is Abba and the name 
for son is Ben . Mayman is  known as Mayman Abba Nuch ,  which 
means that h is son is  Nuch Ben Mayman. This i s  important to know, 
since there are many j i nn  with the name Mayman . So, when cal l i ng the 
j inn k ing of Saturn, we have to ident ify him speci fical ly with his fu l l  
t i t le  Mayman Abba Nuch .

Each of these j i nn  k i ngs also has numerous aides or assistants from their 
tribes and many other offspring. Listi ng them al l  is beyond the scope 
of th is book.  As a matter of general principle ,  the ki ngs should always 
be called under the auspices of ange ls . At no point should you cal l  
them Forth to run any k ind of errands personal ly. If you need thei r aid 
for something, always ask them to send a j i nn  from their tribe to ass ist 
you .  This point of not asking the ki ngs d i rectly has been emphasized 
repeated ly by many oF the accomplished masters in our craft . 

Qaryn: The other j inn i  that you wi l l  most l i ke ly encounter i s  the Qa­
ryn or consort, known i n  some tradit ions as the fami l i ar or the per­
sonal gen ius .  The Qaryn is a j inn i  that shadows people through the ir 
l ives. Some say a person has only one and others be l ieve a person has 
two, one male and one Female. The Qaryn is bel ieved to be responsible 
for assisti ng our spirits to i ntegrate with our bodies and physical envi­
ronment .  The Qaryn also can inAuence on many of our dec is ions . I f  
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you are born and raised a Christian and find you rse lf  inexpl icably or 
strangely surrounded by and exposed to constant Jewish influences, 
then most l ikely your Qaryn is Jewish .  The same can be said of other 
rel igions, ideologies, or even lack of faith .  The Qaryn respects your 
abi l i ty to make free and informed choices, attempting to influence you 
in the way a friend wou ld ,  by expos ing you to s i tuations and people .  

I t  i s  also said that the Qaryn plays a role in  re lationship harmony. 
I f  you are i n  a re lationship with someone that your Qaryn despises, or 
if your Qaryn dis l ikes their Qaryn, then it wi l l  try to cause as much 
trouble as possible between you . The Qaryn can also be affected by 
your own choices. I f  you lead a spiritua l ly unhealthy l i festyle, then 
you are bound to attract to your home j inn from the underworld that 
wou ld enjoy your  company. These j i nn  tend to be too strong for the 
Qaryn to resist and in  many cases, they tend to beat up the Qaryn 
and abuse i t .  The Qaryn may retaliate by wh isperi ng in your mind 
al l k inds of suic idal thoughts or by lead ing you into situations where 
harm cou ld  befal l  you . 

This has led many an ancient magician to seek protection from 
the Qaryn and its possible influences, espec ial ly if the Qaryn was 
unspiritual or malic ious by nature . On the other hand,  if your  Qaryn is 
spir itual .  then it wi l l  guide and assist you along you r  spir itual path .  A 
spi ritual j i nn i  that guides you along the path i s  considered a higher, or 
upper world, genius .  The prophet Mohammed mentioned that he had 
converted his Qaryn to his own faith and that his Qaryn continued to 
advise him and encourage h im along his spiritual and devotional path .  
Many people 's contacts wi th spi ri t gu ides are real ly communions with 
the ir  Qaryns, who present themselves i n  a way acceptable to them. 

The Four Elders: These elders are equivalent to the Elemental 
kings of the faeries. They preside over thousands of thousands of 
tribes inc lud ing the powerfu l  and magical Beni Ghi lan, which pays 
them homage. The Beni Gh i lan are the ch i ldren of Ghol ,  known in  
the  West as  Ghou l .  Folk lore te l l s  of the  Gh i lan tak ing on various 
forms, such as seductive women, to l ure trave lers off the path ,  and 
h ideous monstrosities that feed on dead human flesh in catacombs and 
graves. We have no confirmation of these legends, but we do know 
from experience that th is i s  a powerfu l  and magical j inn tr ibe. The 
four  elders govern them and most of the I freets. The I freets are the 
j i nn  aristocracy, known for their cunn ing and great strength .  I freets 
can also del iver many magical art ifacts to the magician. The j inn that 
teleported the car in our story was an I freet . Actual ly, it was one of 
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the four  I freets that advised King Solomon . Therefore ,  as they govern 
even the seven j i nn  k ings, i t  i s  important that you establ ish a good 
re lationship with those four  j i nn  e lders first. 

The first e lder, Mazer, is described as weari ng a turban covered 
with pearls and rubies. He oversees the d i rection of east and has for an 
aid the k ing Al-Ahmar. The second elder is Kamtam and he is  known 
as the elder with the golden pen and silver inkwel l .  He oversees the 
d irection of the west and has for an aid the k ing Al-Mazhab. The th ird 
elder is Qaswarah who, i f  he moves or talks ,  al l ru lership ,  domin ions, 
corners and h i l l s  tremble and shake. He oversees the d i rection of the 
south and has for an aid the k ing Shemhuresh.  Taykal i s  the elder 
whose speech burns a l l  vei l s  and evi l j i nn .  He oversees the d i rection of 
the north and his aid is Al-Abeyadh .  These fou r  e lders are governed 
by a number of powerfu l and potent ange ls .  The fi rst i s  the ange l and 
master Metatron, known as the ange l with the whip, that the thunder 
praises and the ange ls fear. The second is  the angel Shedechie l  and the 
third is the ange l Derdie l .

Shadow Creatures: For hundreds of years, there have been many 
reports arou nd the world of people see i ng what looked l i ke shadow 
people or folk .  They tend to appear as dark s i l houettes of humanoid 
form . They rare ly have detai ls of any kind, and tend to run or go invis­
ib le once spotted . This isn 't always the case , as some tend to l i nger and 
even stare down the observer. Some observers have recounted seeing 
them as col umns of dark smoke or shape less, wispy black blobs, some 
even having odors associated with them. A number of our magical as­
soc iates have witnessed them and each one of them sensed that they 
personified pure evi l and hate . I t  was no chance fleeting encounter 
also. In one case , the shadow creatu re was runn ing down the street 
hunched over and fu l ly vis ible to the naked eye ,  before d isappeari ng. 
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I t  appeared as an embodiment of a shadow and had no facial features, 
and caused Frances's l i ttle dog to tremble in terror of its evil emana­
tions, and her to murmur prayers making it d isappear i nto thin air. 

What exactly are these creatures? I f  you l isten to a popular radio 
show, you have probably heard many theories ranging from ghosts 
to e lementals. The shadow creatures are no great mystery at al l ; they 
are a specific c lass of underworld j inn . Underworld Jinn ,  in  general , 
appear as shadow creatures when they manifest in  the physical and 
even when they visit in  dreams. Possibly, you may have spotted one or 
two of them, but only from the corners of your eyes,  because they are 
very fast. General ly, those spotted by sensitive people have been the 
neutral or observing types. Those that do appear and tend to be very 
hosti le and evi l are the servants of Shaitan, and his  earthly magical 
viceroy, the Dark One (Bel ial) . 

Their identity is no mystery to those experienced with j inn .  What 
is mysti fying is why they are now choosing to appear in  such frequen­
cy and increased visib i l i ty in  the West. We can honestly say that we 
have no idea why this i s  happen ing. I t  cou ld be anyth ing from a rift or 
portal that is open, to a sense of securi ty in  being vis ible among us .  It 
could also be a prelude to something more s inister. According to the 
Code.v 4Lwe, as faith d imin ishes in the world, these creatures become 
more comfortable in  showing themse lves among us. "The fi res of fai th 
hold the shades and shadows at bay. " They wouldn ' t  appear to s imply 
frighten, for as a ru le they shy away from being seen by humans. The 
increasing frequency, visibi l ity and the type of visitors are a serious 
concern . We simply don ' t  know for a fact what the underlying causes 
are . What we do know is  that, for those who have had run- ins with 
them, there i s  a growing need for protection . General methods of pro­
tection may not be sufficient against these foot soldiers of the Dark 
One. Here is a method that we have tested, that works against them 
with a good deal of success: 

The method we present here is based on a Quranic chapter. This 
i s a special chapter, whose spiritual servant is fierce and mighty. It 
also corresponds to the Source River or river basin of Paradise, from 
which the four rivers emerge . The name of the chapter is Al-Kawther, 
and we highly recommend that you say it in Arabic .  Al- Kawther is the 
shortest chapter of the Quran , consisting of j ust three verses. I t  i s  the 
chapter of a chal lenge or duel , a chapter for blessings, a chapter for 
great prosperi ty, and a chapter for victory over one ' s  enemies. 
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STEP ONE: Hold your  cupped hands open before you .  Say the fol low­
ing three verses seven t imes in  Arabic :  

( I )  We have given you AI- Kawther. (ln-na A' - a 'a -tie-nak-a Al­
kaow-thar.) 
(2) So pray to your  Lord and sacri fice. (Fa-ssal-lee Le-rub-bi-ka Wa 
An-hhar, ) 
(3)That you r hater be the one amputated . ( ln-na Sha-nee-a' -ka Hua 
Al-ab-tar.) 

STEP Two: Spit i nto you r  palms three times and then move your  hands 
over and around you r body front and back from head to toe as i f  you 
were wash ing it. 

STEP THREE: While doing this ,  say repeated ly: " 0  Rouhaniah of Al­
Kawther, protect me from the touch and presence of shadow crea­
tures and the children of Iblis and the Dark One." 

So far, we have covered the sacred names of our art , the ange ls , and 
the j i nn .  In the next stage, we wi l l  be looking at the magical letters that 
form many of those sacred names of power and angel ic  names. We wi l l  
start doing some practical magic i ntended to i l l uminate and connect 
you with the Divi ne emanations. You want to be connected with the 
Source at al l t imes and one good way to accomplish this magically is 
through working the Tree of Li fe .

he Tree of Li fe i s one of the most popu lar concepts 
in the occult  world today. It has a long and rich h is­
tory that dates back thousands of years. Although it is 
popular today, i t  isn 't tru ly given its due.  Many mod­
ern magical systems and groups see it as road map 
for thei r journey. It i s also used as the b luepri nt by 

which the i r  ent ire system of correspondences is organized. As with 
many aspects of our craft, the modern and ancient views don 't always 
match.  We can 't possibly cover the mysteries of the Tree of Life in a 
single chapter of a book, but we can give you a tool by which you can 
experience it on your own.  

Experienc ing the Tree of Li fe is an interest ing chal lenge . On one 
hand, you wi l l  hear occult ists talk about the Tree of Li fe as a l iving 
breath ing force and on the other, they wi l l  center most of the ir dis­
course on a diagram that is crafted by humans to represent spiritual 
concepts. The two views tend to overlap in  interesting ways that more 
often confuse than bring c larity to beginners in our art. The confusion 
happens when the experience is  measured by the various points of the 
d iagram. We consider i t  confusion, because it gives the impression 
that the Tree of Life is  a ladder that you can c l imb, stopping at d if­
ferent stages. This confusion grows even more when you start pi l ing 
everything from Tarot cards to metals and herbs on the d iagram. What 
we are seeing here i s  a mixture of two distinct approaches. The idea 
of correspondence is an authentic occult  methodology. Old writ ing 
shows that many aspects of the universe were attributed to the planets. 
When you attribute the planets to the Divine emanations of the Tree 
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of Li fe , it becomes an easy jump to attribu te al l  those same correspon­
dences of the planets to the emanations too. The Tree of Li fe metamor­
phoses from a spi ritual concept, a holy object, to an occul t  fi l i ng cabi­
net. I t  becomes customary to ask questions l ike ,  "Where on the Tree 
of Li fe do you fi t I nnana? " H istorical ly l nnana, the Sumerian Queen 
of Heaven ,  was considered larger than the Tree of Li fe .  Furthermore ,  
the  Tree of Li fe was considered an object growing in  l nnana 's Garden.  
From a psycho magical point of view, those are semantics, but from a 
tradit ional point of view, what they do is muddy the water and l imi t  
the student 's abi l i ty to appreciate the fu l l  meaning of each concept. 

The Tree of Li fe has its oldest mention in the lore of the Sumerians 
and the Chaldean magi . I t  was associated with the Goddess of Love 
and Queen of Heaven ,  to symbol ize the primeval mother at the cen­
tral place of the earth .  The roots reached down into the underworld ,  
whi le  the branches ascended to the heavens with the stars as fru its . 
This assoc iation with the tree cont inued when the Goddess was open ly 
accepted by the tribes of Israel and Judah as Asherah . Asherah 's sym­
bol was the  Tree of Life i n  the  form of  the  female palm tree. Female 
palm trees provide much needed food in the desert; they grow near a 
sou rce of water and provide shelter from the sun .  The rituals honor­
i ng the Goddess were held in  sacred groves. Si nce the Jews were in 
exi le in  Babylon, i t  was only normal that  the ir mystic ism or Qabalah 
was influenced by the Chaldean magi . The Qabalah owes its heri tage 
not only to the Jewish mystical lore, but to the ent ire ph i losophy that 
spawned it ,  which has its roots in  Chaldea, Neo- Platonic th ink ing and 
the I l l uminati movement of the Middle east ( l shraqia) . Even though 
the Goddess appears to be absent i n  Jewish writings, evidence of Her 
mysteries can sti l l  be found in  the Tree of Li fe itse l f. 

I n  the Qabalah ,  the Tree of Li fe is depicted as a d iagram of ten 
spheres and twenty-two connecti ng l ines. The ten spheres, known as 

emanations, are l i ke fru its . The connecti ng l i nes between them are l ike 
branches .  The ten emanations are facets of the Divine. They are ema­
nations of l ight .  The tota l i ty of the emanations contai ns the essence of 
l i fe i tse lf. l':ach emanation shares of itse l f  in perfect love . Each of these 
emanations represents an infinite spectrum or a world of its own.  We 
experience each of these as a state of being or a level of real i ty al l  unto 
itse l f. Naturally, ou r grasp is  of but a fraction of the total i ty of the 
Limit less Light .  These emanations actua l ly overlap with each other 
since they are al l  aspects of the s ingular Divine facet . When we talk 
about the facet of Wisdom, we mean th is i n  a more cosmic and Divine 
element . By meditati ng on each of these emanations, through names 
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and symbols, you wi l l  be able to raise your spiritual awareness to a 
new leve l .  The Tree of Li fe diagram i s  the key knot tying together the 
relationship between traditional Jewish mystical writing of the Qa­
balah and modern magic .  Many modern magicians view it as a road 
map or a grid for correspondences. But another way to look at i t  is that 
at its heart, it is a rem inder that magic is both the path of wisdom a n d  
the path of love. Love i s  the h ighest spiritual expression and i s  the twin 
of wisdom. I t  i sn 't the unique domain of mystic ism. Both the heart and 
mind approaches are needed for a balanced journey along the path of 
the mysteries. You might probably be used to magic bei ng expressed 
as the path of power and causing th ings to bend to your wi l l .  The 
idea of love may appear weak and sentimental to some, but the i n it iate 
knows that love is a powerfu l force on its own .  In the hands of a mas­
ter, love-based magic can be one of the most powerfu l  kinds of magic 
for manifesting forces and even consecrating tal i smans. It goes back to 
the fact that the three primary natures of the Goddess are Light, Life 
and Love. These facets are therefore expressed and celebrated i n  the 
Tree of Li fe and brought to l i fe i n  our magical craft by the rites and 
ceremonies we perform and our attitudes to the world around us .

We wi ll look at each of those emanations beginn ing at the bottom of the 
diagram and moving upward . The Kingdom is the tenth emanation and 
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represents al l that l ies under the Divine 's dominion. It is the dwel l ing 
of the Shekinah, or the femin ine facet of the Divine One. The world of 
Kingship is  both the Revealed World (expression of Understanding) 
and H idden World (expression of Wisdom) . Modern occu ltists have 
attributed the four  Elements and Earth to the Kingdom. The beginn ing 
and end of al l th ings are in  the dwe l l ing of the Divine, for without 
the Goddess, the continu i ty of creation and process of transformation 
wou ld be impossible .  This means that the Kingdom represents al l  that 
rests under the Divine 's physical and spi ritual dominion, so the ent ire 
physical and spi ritual universe and al l  its i nhabitant wou ld be part of 
i t .  The physical un iverse dwel ls  i n  the Goddess's spiritual k i ngdom. 
The spi ri tual ki ngdom dwel ls  i n  the bosom of the Goddess, She is ever 
the pregnant Mother. 

The Foundation is the n inth emanation and i s  the point  of balance 
from which the ent ire trunk of the tree grows. The foundation of 
spiritual emanations i s  a complete focus of Divine Wi l l ,  coupling with 
i t  both Divine Mind and Emotions. For our l ives to have a Foundation 
in Light, we must have a complete focused intention in our spiritual 
aspi rat ions toward the Divine .  This i s  what i s  known in  the Quran as 
the 'Straight Way' or the narrow way, straight path ,  path of the arrow 
and other such t it les . For most people today, th is arrow is i nverted 
and thei r  i ntentions are focused toward feeding their animal ist ic sou ls . 
Those whose foundations are i n  Godly Soul are marked by the never­
ending awareness of the Divine in  every aspect of the ir l ives, from 
consumption of food to business transactions. That there isn't a secu lar 
activity in  the God ly Sou l doesn 't mean that re l igious institutions play 
a dominant role in  al l  human affairs. I t  mere ly i nd icates that spiritual ity 
and ou r connection and awareness of the Divine 's presence are not 
al located a separate d ivis ion of our consc iousness. 

Hod is the eighth emanation and sign i fies the Divine splendor in 
our l ives. The Divine splendor man ifests in nature and the beaut ifu l  
world around u s .  I t  ignites with in us the power t o  feel connected with 
al l  l i fe and to appreciate the beauty that surrounds us .  This i s  the active 
form of the Divine Word . The Divine Word contains what the Greeks 
cal led Ethos (character and relationsh ip) ,  Pathos (fee l ings) , and Logos 
(logic) .  The empathic natu re of th is  emanation is best understood 
through the Semitic greeti ng in Arabic as 'Assal lam Al laikum'  and its 
Hebrew counterpart, 'Shalom Aleichem. '  Both phrases carry the same 
meaning: 'May you enter, or may there be upon you, a state of perfect 
peace . '  The greeting is spoken ,  deve lops posit ive relationships , healthy 
fee l ings of peace and is the most logical th ing to say to let someone know 
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you are a friend and not a foe .  By permitt ing our m inds to contemplate 
the glory of the Divine Word and al lowing i t  to fi l l  us and radiate out 
from us, we are able to enter into this state of peace and communicate 
the splendor of Divine presence. This greeting is extended further in  
the  phi losophy and greeting of  the  Magi of  the  Magic Society of the 
White Flame. We in it ia l ize our greetings with 'Peace Profound . ' This 
represents the elevation of i n it ial human contact and entry i nto perfect 
state of peace. It is met with 'Love Sincere' from the point of empathy 
and spiritual connection with the eternal essence of the Goddess. 
Then, in a state of union, both individuals declare their aspiration and 
reaffirmation of their role in the magical path through ' I n  Service of 
Divine Light . ' 

Netzach is the seventh  emanation and represents the Divi ne's 
active grace i n  the world .  Through its essence, we are d riven by a 
desire to break down barriers between individuals. The abi l i ty to 
establish love-to- love connection between us  is spi ritual victory. As 
Chesed is the emanation of giving, so is Netzach the emanation of 
reach ing out . Even though many people associate th is  emanation with 
love, th is  i s  a misunderstanding of its nature .  I t  doesn't deal with love 
in the sense of romance, in fal l ing in love per se, but rather true love, 
where you feel for others as much as you fee l  for yourself. It i s  the 
concept of Agape rather than Eros. I t  is  a necessary tool that al lows us 
to experience spi ri t  outside the l im i tations of our ego boundaries and,  
hence ,  spir itual victory. 

Tiphareth is the sixth Divine emanation. Beauty is associated with 
the Goddess. Aphrodite is the Goddess of love and beauty. Love is 
in  the heart and the heart i s  the center. Tiphareth i s  the center of the 
Tree of Li fe and its cosmic eternal love rad iates in u tter beauty. I n  
the Quran ,  i t  says that the Divine i s  beautifu l  and loves beauty. This 
love is man ifested in  making the creation as beaut ifu l  as possible. This 
emanation provides a harmonizing influence within the Tree of Life .  
One of i ts  other titles i s  Rachamim (the Compassionate One) . The 
term Rachamim is re lated to the word Rechem or womb. Tiphareth is 
not only the heart, but also the womb of the Tree .  Its compassion and 
nurtur ing qual it ies bestow its beauty and majesty. Through i ts energy, 
the aspi rant can deve lop and grow a wise heart .  According to the 
Hassidic Jewish teachings, Tiphareth also carries with i t  the quality 
of truth. The concept of the Divine as the Truth predominates the 
Arabic occu l t  l i teratu re .  Truth i s  the antithesis not only of falsehood, 
but of i l lus ion; as such, the Divine i s  the Truth or the Real .  Through 
the relationship of love between us and the Divine, we are surrounded 
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with beaut ifu l  l ight and we experience the un ion of the womb. This is 
the union of the Real , beyond the i l lus ion. 

Geburah is  the fifth emanation and it means strength .  Other t it les 
for Geburah are Din (J udgment) and Pachad (Fear) . The Goddess 
lshtar i s  depicted stand ing with one foot on the back of a fierce 
l ion. The strength and dominion of the Goddess shapes and d i rects 
spiritual energies so that they can achieve their goals .  Geburah deals 
with disc ipl ine and se l f-mastery on al l  levels .  The idea of the Great 
Work, or Avoido in Hebrew, comes from proper application of th is 
emanat ion. Avoido is based on the process of se l f-containment or se lf. 
effacement. I t  permits us to outgrow our animal sou l ,  replac ing i t  wi th  
the Divine sou l .  Animal sou l is our inert drive for lustfu l  pleasure and 
self-fu lfi l lment ,  even at the expense of others. This pursu i t  of pleasure 
is devoid of love. Accord ing to Al- 13oni ,  13ehamit (the Beast) is the 
reflection of God 's Throne in the Underworld (its antithesis) . The 
Godly Sou l al lows the magician to be other-centered , rather than 
being se lf-centered.  The pursu i t  of pleasure is tempered with spirit and 
love . I t is  not denied or ignored, but s imply transmuted. When people 
manifest Domin ion without loving spirit, i t becomes a gateway to the 
demonic Evi l .  The fi rst act of Satan was to tempt Adam and Eve to 
d isobey the Divine ,  an act of falsehood as they violated the ir promise. 
Once th is  pattern of d isobedience was establ ished, i t  was easy to tempt 
man with the first real s in , murder. 

Chesed is the fou rth emanation and is the fi rst form of what is  
manifest. Mercy is i nherent in the first act of man ifestation . I t  i s  a vei l  
for the love i nvolved in  every part of the process of l ight bri nging to 
fru i t  the seed of l i fe in i ts bosom. Another t i t le for Chesed is Gedu lah 
or greatness. This greatness led Al- Bon i  to draw a paral le l  or a 
relationship between th is world and the Seat of the Divine Throne. 
The Seat i s  said to be incomprehensible ,  for it i s  absolute greatness of 
which ,  due to the l im its of the mind,  we can 't conceive. Rabbi Yitzhak 
of Troyes ident ified Chesed with the Divine's motivation to create the 
Universe. I t  is a flow, which prope ls us toward un i ty with the Creator 
via the holy attributes of  bestowal . 

Binah is the aspect that gave the man ifesting Light form and 
function . It i s  the Cosmic Womb of Life and Creation. I t  i s  generally 
conceptual ized as the femin ine form or the Shekinah, the Holy Queen 
or the Mother. The Zohar states that Chokmah deposited its seed 
in  Binah. This un ion gave birth to the remain ing seven emanations. 
Chokmah i s  eternal Divine Wisdom and i s  considered to be the 
primordial spiritual inspiration for t  he evolut ion of the Cosmos. Al-Boni 
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wrote that Wisdom is a form of knowledge, and there is real ly noth ing 
better than knowledge of Divine.  Wisdom is an attri bute of being that 
is revealed by the Mind. It is divided into six categories :  secret wisdom, 
dec lared wisdom, wisdom in  spirit, wisdom in  sou l ,  wisdom in heart, 
and wisdom in body. The occult  i s  the first man ifestation, which was 
awarded by The Real , i n  H i s  bri l l iance, to those in the worlds whom 
He desi red from His knowledge to gu ide to knowing H im .  For none 
can know Him,  except by the occu lt measure, which was placed in you 
before manifestation. 

Kether is the Divine Light i n  the point between non-manifestation 
and manifestation, or the point  of first existence of being. Some of its 
tit les are :  the Ancient One, the Most Holy Ancient One, the Ancient 
of the Ancient Ones, the Ancient of Days, the Concealed of the 
Concealed, the Primord ial Point, the Smooth Point, the White Head, 
the I nscrutable Height and the Vast Countenance . Al- Boni had this to 
say about the Inscrutable Height: " Know that the Exalted One (the 
High One) is He whose station has no station above it. The exaltation 
(height) i s  either sensory as in  degrees or as e levation in the level of 
the comprehensible,  such as in  the interface between the cause and the 
total or i ncomplete causali ty. If you understood this mental process, 
you wou ld know that man ifestation couldn't be divided into degrees 
with variations of mental phases."  Of His name the Concealed, Al- Boni 
wrote that "indeed God is  the concealed One, for if  you contemplated 
Him from the point of sensory comprehension, He would be concealed 
from th is ."  The concealment is a dec laration of the Divine 's wisdom. 
Certain traditions ascribe to Kether six hundred and twenty pi l lars of 
l ight. In conceptual terms, i t  represents the Divine Head. 

There are of course more than ten aspects to the Divine .  However, 
the Tree of Life is one manifestation of the Holy Light. It is the move­
ment and man ifestation of Divine Light with in the various levels of 
spiritual and material real i ty. Any study and exploration of the Tree of 
Li fe should be focused on this Divine experience. The aforementioned 
muddying occurs because the seeker begins to see the Tree of Life 
i n  interpersonal or mundane terms, due to mundane correspondences 
and extensive human-centered psychological analysis .  

Being a holy symbol passed on from culture to culture, the Tree 
of Life also appears in Arabic occult  work. The actual lore surround­
ing the Tree of Life and Four Worlds i s  covered in  the writings of the 
Brotherhood of Purity and the lsmai l i .  The ten emanations and Four 
Worlds are covered in  their esoteric lore, but are i l lustrated in  concen­
tric c ircles rather than a tree diagram. I n  the Arabic writing, the Tree 
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of Li fe reta ins its origi nal tree form. The Divine facets are represented 
as leaves, because they are eas ier to symbol ize on a d iagram when 
deal ing with so many names and facets. I t  is a lso keeping with the 
older Sumerian concept si nce Palm trees have d ist inct leaves .  Un l ike 
the Hebrew version, the Arabic Tree of Li fe contains more than ten 
leaves to represent a wider array of emanations and i s  portrayed as 
be ing part of' the Garden of the E .. den .  

OLD ARABIC DIAGRAM OF THE TREE OF LIFE 
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This d iagram of the Tree of Life contains many layers of symbol ism. 
First of al l ,  we have the two pi l lars with an arch .  The arch represents 
the heavens .  Even though i t  i sn ' t  etched on the image, a possible fltting 
decoration wou ld be the seven planets or zodiacal signs, or s imply the 
stars themse lves .  The arch i s  resting on two p i l lars that represent the 
dual i ty of a l l  th ings in nature. There are five min i -windows at the top 
of each of those p i l lars. They represent the perfect ten .  I t  is stated i n  
the writ ing o f  the lsmai l i  and the Brothers o f  Purity that: " By the ten 
ord inations, the world was created . Upon ten words is the world fixed . 
The Divine to you is the treasures of the world . " Upon each pi l lar are 
eight plaques. The sixteen total represent the movement of the four El­
ements and their man ifestation. The four  Elements Aow from the four 
rivers with in  the gardens of Paradise. Between each plaque there are 
smal ler p i l lars for a total of 42 pi l lars, representing the establ ishment 
of the 42-fold name of the Creative I nnovative Divine One. 

Upon each p i l lar i s  wri tten the name of four  of the gardens. They 
are written so that by traci ng the movement from plaque to plaque be­
tween the pi l lars, we wou ld have the movement of the Aaming sword . 
They depict the barrier of entry into th is state without first experi­
encing the pronouncement of the Divine name and its action through 
the four  Elements i n  our temporal world .  This i s  the mystery of the 
Cherubim guard ing the garden of Eden from the return of the fal len 
or descending spi ritual man, yet the guard who keeps us  out i s  a lso the 
guard that lets us  in .  Through worki ng the spi rit of the Elements and 
the Divine names of the world of formation, we slowly begin to experi­
ence the facets of the various gardens. The experience in and of i tse lf  is 
a matter of ascension from one heaven ly state of b l i ss to the next. 

Upon the foundation of the pi l lars are a seven and e ight pointed 
star, both of which are symbols of the Goddess of Love and Queen 
of Heaven .  This ind icates that the foundation of the pi l lars and the 
gardens rests on the presence of the Divine Queen of Heaven .  This 
i s  further al luded to on the bottom of the bu i ld ing i n  the center of the 
diagram, where i s  written ,  the ' Holy Presence ', which is a reference 
to the Shekinah or Divi ne Femin ine in  the Jewish Mystic ism. On top 
of the bu i ld ing, just underneath the tree, is written "The Doors of the 
Gardens" ,  i ndicati ng again that the doors of the gardens, l ike the gar­
dens, are only accessible through the experience of the Divine Pres­
ence, the Queen of Heaven .  This is  also understood in the Jewish tra­
d i t ion as the Queen of Heaven is known as Malkah, and Malkuth ,  the 
tenth emanation, is considered the emanation of not only the manifest 
world ,  but also the garden from which How the fou r  rivers of paradise. 
Therefore, the tenth emanation symbolizes how the perfect ten i s  in 
essence the gate of the garden of Eden. 

The name on the plaque nearest to the base i s  House of the Peace . 
Un l ike the other seven,  i t  i sn 't a garden per se, but a spiritual abode

i n  which peace profound reigns. This is achievable i n  th is  world by 
those who fol low the path of the priest and k ing of the c i ty of peace, 
Melchizedek. Those ch i ldren of Light, through walk ing the path of 
magic and service of the Queen of Heaven, attain an inner sense of 
peace and reside in its abode in total safety. The next seven are vari ­
ous gardens that are suitable for d i fferent stages of spiritual attai nment 
and c loseness to the Divine. These seven gardens are as fol lows, in 
ascend ing order: 

• Garden of the Sanctuary 
• Garden of Immortal ity 
• Garden of Bl i ss 
• Garden of Paradise 
• Garden of the Dwel l i ng 
• Garden of Eden 
• Garden of I ntercession 

Shifting our analysis to the bu i ld ing in  between the pi l lars, we ob­
serve that it is carried by a three-layered platform l i fted upon six pi l­
lars . Six i s  the number of perfection and the gateways to the garden 
are l i fted through perfection that results from un ion with the Light. 
Between these p i l lars pervades the Holy Presence of the Divi ne. The 
bu i ld ing contains eight gates to the eight heaven ly abodes. Each gate­
way has eight min i -bricks, tota l l ing sixty-four bricks in al l .  There are 
twelve windows at top of the doors, representing the zodiacal signs. 
Above the gates rests the Tree of Li fe. On the bottom of the tree is 
written ,  the Divine, meaning i t  is  the Divine One who nourishes the 
tree and gives l i fe to i ts many leaves (sacred attributes) . Above the 
word Divine is written " Beati fied Tree . "  On each leaf is  written an 
attribute of the Divine such as Ever Living, the Light, the Truth,  the 
Compassionate One, and so on. Those correspond with the 99 names 
used in Sufi work. Above the Tree of Life rests once again the star of 
the Queen of Heaven ,  but this t ime with s ix leaves. Above that star is 
written :  " Divine Throne . "  

I n  the writing o f  the l smai l i  and the Brotherhood o f  Purity, when 
discuss ing the Tree of Life, they quote the Quranic verse which states 
that: "the example of a good word is l i ke a good tree. " They say that 
the example of the word, which is the first l im i t  charged with action i n  
the  world of creation is  l ike a good tree, that is ,  the logos that is active 
with action in  the world of natu re i n  teach ing, lead ing to the manifes­
tation and guid ing to the containment of happiness and expansion of 
the Divine way. For every being, the Divine has placed a path from 
among the paths and a wi l l  from the wi l l s ,  so that it wi l l  be a guide to 
what is higher from the l imits i n  the Divine faith .  The fi rst mind is the 
center of the world of minds to the acti ng mind .  The act ing mind com-
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prehends everyth ing and i t  i s  center of to the world of bodies, from 
the fixed celestial bodies to the volat i le  bodies in the world of being 
and decay. The world of bodies contains the emanations of the minds 
and is central to the existence of the pure self, which is  the soul of the 
orators to the se lf-ex isting . The self-existing contains everything that 
has reached to h im that has flown from the blessing of innovation . This 
center gives bi rth to three others of n ine divis ions, a l l  feeding from the 
same center. 

T H E  P E R F E C T  T E N  I N  A c T I O N  

This same i l l u stration can be u nderstood as the fou r  levels o f  mani­
festation, two of which represent the upper celestial worlds and the 
other two, the lower world .  The lower world manifestation occurs in 
various spiritual stations and levels of awakening. This table shows an 
understanding of the emanations and the fou r  worlds that i s  s l ightly 
d i fferent from, but paral le l  to, what is commonly found in modern Qa­
balah l iterature .

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$ LEITERS OF LIGHT $ 
We have looked at the fruits of the Tree of Life; let us take a look at 
the branches. These branches are the letters that act as gateways or 
portals between these Divine facets. In essence, each  gateway is  an­
other d imension of real i ty or a un iverse on its own .  Myths  and stories 
tell us of the Divine origins of many alphabets and how they contain 
keys to Creation or the Spiritual Realms. The runes of ancient Europe 
are the magical symbols given by Odin himself; s imi larly, according 
to the Jewish lore, the Hebrew letters are cosmic glyphs contain ing 
Divine Truth .  People bel ieved these letters to be capable of chang­
i ng the order of Creation. The Arabic language was perceived as the 
language of people in heaven .  Angels also were bel ieved to speak the i r  
own language; th i s  bel ief has been the  source of  extensive lore . The 
magi of old viewed each letter as a world of its own,  with its own sets 
of traits and attributes. Every letter in these magical alphabets was 
awarded numerous correspondences, ranging from Elemental proper­
ties to plants and spirits . Some alphabets were accompanied by myst i ­
cal  mantras and beaut ifu l  ornate designs to activate their power. The 
ancient people wove a rich mosaic of occult lore and practices around 
their languages. Many of these practices lend themselves eas i ly to oth­
er languages. 

I t  i s  important to keep i n  mind that the letter images that form 
the alphabet are not the same as the spoken language . A language re­
nowned for its magical or spi ritual properties can be written in many 
different letter designs .  Letter designs also change through t ime, so 
what may be considered a magical alphabet today may have looked 
drastical ly d ifferent a few hundred or thousand years prior to its cur­
rent form. Therefore, it i s  important to take cu l tural self-promoting 
mythology with a grain of salt, no matter how widely accepted it may 
be. Understanding the basic historical roots of these alphabets is an 
important precursor to delving into their hidden occu lt lore .  

One of the  earl iest-known alphabets, Proto-Canaanite, was deve l­
oped around 2000 B.C. E. among the people of the East Medi terranean. 
The Proto-Canaanite a lphabet was made of twenty-two consonant let­
ters .  There i s  evidence to show that it was influenced by Egyptian 
pictograms, since some of the hieroglyphics adopted included an ox, a 
house, and so forth.  They were based along the l i nes of the acrophonic 
pri nciple, which states that the phonetic value of a symbol i s  the first 
letter of the name of that symbol . From the Prato-Canaanite alphabet 
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emerged the Phoenician and South Arabian alphabets. The Phoeni­
cian alphabet was almost identical to the Prato-Canaanite, but with 
more l i near symbols .  The Phoenic ian script was adapted into Greek ,  
Hebrew and Aramaic .  I n  turn, the  Greek became the  model for the 
l<:truscan , from which the Roman alphabet and , u l t imate ly,  a l l  West­
ern alphabets derived .  

The Old Hebrew alphabet was the alphabet in  which most of the 
Old Testament of the Bib le was origi nal ly wri tten .  I t  was the script 
of the old prophets of the Bible and closely resembled the Phoeni ­
c ian .  When the Jews retu rned from the ir Babylon ian exi le ,  they had 
become accustomed to the Aramaic speech and alphabet. Many no 
longer understood Hebrew script . When Ezra the Scribe read the He­
brew scripture to  them,  he translated i t  into Aramaic (Nehemiah 8:8) . 
Old Aramaic was also the language of Jesus and the Apostles , and 
dates back to the second mi l l enn i um B.C.  E. The adapted Aramaic script 
was known as the Jewish script . It was characterized by its square 
form and remains in  use today as modern Hebrew script. 

The original Hebrew alphabet may have had up to twenty-eight 
letters, as some researchers on ancient Hebrew believe. In his book 
' Hou' the ffebreu; I �nguaJ?,e Grew, ' Edward Horowitz mentions one of those 
miss ing letters as Ghayi n, merged with the Hebrew Ayin .  Current ly, 
the Hebrew alphabet i s  composed of twenty-two consonants, with no 
vowels .  Some of these letters change shape when they are at the end of 
a word and become known as hnal letters. Three of the Hebrew letters 
are known as mothers ,  twelve as si ngles and seven as doubles .  These 
correspond to three of the five basic Elements ( Fire ,  Air ,  Water) , the 
twelve Zod iacal signs and the seven planets.

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The extensive occu lt lore surrounding the Hebrew alphabet was 
documented within medieval Jewish mystical texts, such as the Sepher 

Yetzirab, lobar and Babir. As a primary source for understanding the 
mysteries of the Hebrew alphabet, we have re l ied on the Sepher 
Yetzirah ,  as provided in i ts oldest known copy, written in Arabic with 
commentary, by Saadia ben Joseph AI-Fayyumi .  

The lore surrounding each Hebrew letter derives from four  areas . 
The first is the meaning of the letters and the mystical or symbolic 
analysis  stemming from that. The second is  from analyzing the various 
shapes of the letters, as far as some letters contai n other letters with in 
them. The th i rd i s  from analyz ing the location of letters with in 
important words in  Hebrew scripture, such as Beth bei ng the fi rst 
letter of the Bible .  The fou rth is through the study of the numerical 
values of the letters and the words they form. 

Contemplating the shapes of the letters i s  an important tool for 
unve i l ing their deeper and concealed spi ritual mysteries . The letter 
Aleph �. for example, is  conce ived as be ing made of two Yuds � with 
the letter Vav 1 between them. The two Yuds • are symbolic of the 
upper and lower waters and the Vav , represents the firmament 
between them. Water is a metaphor for spiritual states of being; the 
upper water i s  the state of bliss ari sing from contact with the Divine's 
presence and the lower i s  that which i s  experienced by most people as 
the state of separation . 

The meaning of each letter also presents a symbolic c lue to its 
spiritual nature .  The letter Aleph means ox, which symbol izes spiritual 
stabi l i ty as wel l as strength .  The letter Lamed means shepherd 's staff 
and represents authority, both spi ritual and material . When the letter 
Lamed fol lows the letter Aleph. it forms 'AL', which symbol izes strong 
authority. The word AL is also the Divine name EL, which translates 
into 'Strong One of Authority'. When the letter Tav is added to El, 
i t  becomes Elath or Goddess. The letter Aleph is the first letter of 
the Hebrew alphabet, Lamed is in the middle ,  and Tav is the last. 
The Goddess i s  the beginn ing, the middle and the end of creation. 
Further occu l t  meanings for the letters are also extrapolated based 
upon the words they start or end.  As an example, the letter Aleph 
forms the word Phala �t,5:l, which translates i nto wonder and miracle .  
Mathematical symbol isms are also considered with in the Qabalah of 
letters. The numerical range of Aleph is one, symbol iz ing the Divine 
Oneness and un i ty of al l th ings.

I n  magical work, the other important Semit ic language is the Arabic .  
The Modern Standard Arabic language was derived from the Ara­
maic, and is unique in that it has preserved a large majority of the 
original Proto-Semitic features. The Arabic script was derived from 
the Nabatian script, which in turn was derived from the Aramaic .  The 
Arabic  script sti l l  shares with the Aramaic the names of the alphabet 
letters, s imi lar graphic representations for phonetical ly s imi lar letters, 
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connections of letters in the same word and several forms for each let­
ter depending on its location in a word . The Arabic alphabet contai ns 
eighteen letter shapes. By add ing one, two or three dots to ten of these 
shapes, other letters are derived . This brings the total letters in the 
Arabic alphabet to twenty-eight . There i s  overlap between the Arabic 
and the Hebrew. The Arabic contai ns al l of the twenty-two consonants 
used in  Hebrew. Because of the cu ltural proximity of the various Se­
mitic tribes, in old magical books it is customary to find prayers and 
conju rations in  Hebrew, Aramaic and Nabatian , mixed in with Ara­
bic .  The Arabic alphabet contains twenty-eight letters, which at fi rst 
glance makes it i ncompatible with the Tree of Li fe diagram. However, 
there are ten basic geometric shapes that can be used to form any of 
the Arabic letters. These ten shapes fit we l l  with the mathematics and 
polarities of the tree. 

The first shape is  the si ngle dot . I t  is the s implest and most basic of 
al l  figures. I t  is representative of the potential of every figure poss ib le; 
it i s  the embodiment of the first principle of Being. Al l the other shapes 
have their roots in it and can not be drawn without it .  

From the potential of this Unity emanate the two dots . The two 
dots are representative of the mascu l ine and the femin ine .  They rep­
resent the polarity present in all th i ngs, in a sense, the one having 
divided itse lf  to form the two. It can be l ikened to the beginn ing of l i fe 
and the process of meiosis that occurs when the sperm and egg join to 
create the zygote that wi l l  eventual ly become a person. I t  represents 
a definitive start ing point and ending point, but also demonstrates the 
inherent conti nu i ty of l i fe .  

By the  same token ,  the  triad emerges from the  duad .  The  trian­
gle itse lf  symbol izes the trin i ty acting as a si ngle form . There are two 
opposing forces and one reconc i ler acting between them to create a 
fourth force, or emanation, of the Divine. I t  can be l ikened to the u ni ­
versal womb from which Li fe was born , or the vacuum of creation, 
with a strand of Divine Light pierc ing to al low for the Divine to mani­
fest i n  physical form. The first three shapes contai n the non-man ifest 
aspect or the essence of al l  thi ngs . They remain in their unadu lterated 
essence, the dot. They represent the state that exists immediately be­
fore man i festation occurs .  Once the process of manifestation begins ,  
the essence of each shape takes on a form with solid l i nes . This paral­
le ls the creation of humanity, from the non-manifest essence of God, 
to physical manifestation that occu rs in the womb and final ly, fu l ly i n  
the world .  

I n  the fou rth shape, the two dots man ifest as a s ingle horizontal 
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l i ne .  The l ine  is  ever expandi ng and ever extending. It i s  h ighly 
representative of the projective Divine attribute. 

In  the fifth shape, the three dots manifest as a circle, which 
represents infinity, containment and restriction . The circle is a symbol 
of the womb from which we were al l  c reated and born . I t  i s  Ouroboros, 
or the winged serpent ,  bit ing its own tai l .  

The sixth shape i s  l i nked d irectly to the single dot. I f  the dot were 
al lowed to flow down the page, l i ke a drop from the Pen on the Cosmic 
Tablet, it wou ld flow as a vertical l ine. The line is vertical to denote 
ascent and descent from and to Spirit and the Divine Essence. 

The seventh shape i s  the un ification of the vertical and hori zontal 
l ine .  I nterestingly enough, whether the horizontal l i ne is  on top or 
bottom, the resu lt i s  almost the same - two d ifferent forms of the letter 
Dal (Daleth) , one in Arabic ( �) and the other in Hebrew (,) . I t  is 
the door through which man i festation occurs .  I t  i s  the doorway of the 
womb. 

The eighth shape i s  a resu lt of the divis ion or subtraction of the 
fifth  and sixth shapes, which forms a half-c irc le .  Subtraction is  akin  to 
the force of restriction . 

The n inth shape i s  s imi lar to the vertical l i ne of Tiphareth, (the 
sixth shape described) , but more convex, forming a lunar crescent .  As 
the sixth shape is associated with the Sun in its reflection, the n inth is 
associated with the Moon. It is representative of the flux and reflux of 
the stream of energies in the Universe. 

The tenth and last shape is the lunar crescent shaped i nto a cup. 
This shape rests i n  the last emanation, Malkuth (Kingdom) . This is 
the receptive end of a l l  the energy of the preced ing shapes. This i s  the 
container of the final man ifestation of the process that began i n  Kether 
or i n  the dot. 

These ten shapes, i n  d i fferent combinations, form al l  the Arabic 
letters. Some of the shapes constitute the top and some the bottom of 
each letter. I t  i s  our theory that if a letter has a top and a bottom, i t  has 
more than one facet to its energy. We bel ieve the top shape is that of 
its manifested or outer influence, while the bottom is that of its inner 
influence. This means that every Arabic letter would correspond in  
some form to one or  more of the  emanations. Th i s  permits a deeper 
analysis of the energy of the letter based on shape.

PURPOSE: The Garment of Light i s  based on Jewish mystic ism and 
the Tree of Li fe .  This i s  a good techn ique to do i f  you need to focus 
yourse l f  spiritual ly when you are fee l ing scattered .  

The  premise of  th i s  exercise i s  to  realign the  i ndividual ' s  spiritual 
vessel and personal attributes of the Divine Emanations with the more 
cosmic ones. These emanations correspond in the human soul with 
many inner forces. For example, i f our reflection of Geburah is unbal­
anced, we are l ikely to exhibit anger, resentment or worse - apathy 
and lack of the wil l  to l ive . Overindulgence can unbalance the connec­
tion of our Yesod or i nner spiritual foundation with the Divine influx.  
Rebalancing these spheres he lps us  to maintai n the pure connection 
and al lows us to overcome negative impulses such as anger, depres­
sion and so forth .  

TIMING: This i s  a good exercise to do three t imes a week for ten weeks. 
I t  can be done any time, but i t  may work best before you do other ma­
jor rites or early in your  day. 

STEP ONE: Say: " Elohai, the soul You have placed within me is 
pure. You created it, fashioned it and breathed it into me. You con­
stantly safeguard it for me and eventually You will take it from me 
and restore it to me in the hereafter. Yet, as long as it is within me 
I will gratefully give thanks to you, 0 Adonoi, in whose hands are 
the souls of all the living." 

STEP Two: Stand in the form of a cross, that i s ,  stand upright with 
your arms spread out at shou lder height. Draw the symbol of Venus 
or Ankh aroundyou mental ly or physical ly. The symbol for Venus or 
Ankh is the only known symbol to ful ly encompass the entire Tree of 
Life .  Chant i nternally ' Elat Ha-Aur' as you do so. 

STEP THREE: After taking thi s  posit ion , visual i ze the spheres of the 
Tree of Life forming around your body. When visual i zing the spheres, 
do not exert a lot of energy trying to create them. I nstead, j ust be 
aware of them as if  they have always been there .  Kether should be 
above your  head, Chokmah at your right temple, Binah at your left 
temple, Chesed at your right shoulder, and Geburah at your left shoul-

der. Tiphareth wi l l  be in the center of your  chest, Netzach at your  
right h ip ,  Hod a t  you r left h ip ,  Yesod a t  your groin and Malkuth wi l l  
be at your feet . As each Sphere forms, vibrate i ts name mu lt ip le t imes 
and meditate on i ts mean ing. Think of the Divine One when focusi ng 
on Kether, on the eternal and vast wisdom of Divi n i ty with Chokmah,  
and so forth . Do this s lowly and don ' t  fee l  rushed. 

STEP FouR: Vibrate " Qadosh Kether ha-Aur Achad" three t imes, 
meditating on the Light of the Presence above your head . Vibrate 
" Qadosh Chokmah ha-Aur Raza" three times, med itat ing on the 
Divine Wisdom . Vibrate " Qadush Binah ha-Aur Shekinah" three 
t imes, meditating on the Divine Understanding. 

STEP FIVE: Say: " 0  Holy of Holies, purifY my mercy and fil l  me 
with the spirit of love. 0 Holy of Holies, purifY my strength and 
fill me with the spirit of courage. 0 Holy of Holies, purifY my out­
er and inner beauty and fill me with the spirit of devotion. 0 Holy 
of Holies, purifY my desires and my aspirations and fill me with 
the spirit of piety. 0 Holy of Holies, purifY my intellect and fill  
me with the spirit of truth. 0 Holy of Holies, purifY my sexuality 
and fill  me with the spirit of eternal life. 0 Holy of Holies, purifY 
my body and soul and fill me with the spirit of my holy guardian 
angel ." 

STEP Six: When you have determ ined the name ofyour guardian angel 
in  a fu rther chapter, i nc lude i t  in  this step. Vibrate the name of your  
guardian angel the  number of  t imes equivalent to  i ts numerical reduc­
t ion, for example, i f  its val ue is  two hundred and fifty-one, then 2+5+ I 

or 8 t imes. 

STEP SEVEN: Meditate on your body being made of pure sc int i l lat ing 
white Light .  Fee l th is Light Hawing from above your  head to you r feet 
and fi l l i ng every ce l l  and ounce of your  body and rad iat ing from i t .  
Let th is  How be natural and not forced. Real ize that the l ight descends 
and fi l l s  your  sou l from Kether as i t  rece ives the Light from the Divine 
One. 

STEP EIGHT: Focus your  attention and your  ent ire self on the Divi ne .  
Say, e i ther s i lent ly or aloud ,  " 0  Holy of Holies, I submit to You my 
Chesed, Geburah, Tiphareth, Netzach, Hod, Yesod and Malkuth 
as vessels for Your Divine Light. I bind my soul and spirit with

chains of light to Thee, 0 Creator of the Universe, in devotion and 
service to the eternity of time, Amen." Again visual i ze the enti re 
Tree of Life superimposed on your body in bri l l iant white l ight and see 
yourse lf surrounded with a garment of bri l l iance and love . 

• T H E  T R E E  O F  L I F E S C R O L L  $ 

PURPOSE: We talked at the beginning of the chapter about the Tree of 
Life as a l iv ing breath ing force .  We then covered some of the teach ings 
within the Qabalah concerning the Tree of Li fe and the Arabic and 
Hebrew alphabets . It i s  time to put all th is i n formation i nto some 
practical magical means. In this exercise ,  we will use the mathematical 
construct of the Tree of Life, with al l its storehouse of knowledge, as a 
way for you to experience the actual Tree of Life .  This diagram is itself 
a tal isman and we wi l l  take fu l l  advantage of its attributes to bri ng the 
Tree of Life i nto your l i fe in a balanced and wholesome way. 

Magical tal ismans are l i ke the hammer and nai ls of our c raft. I f  
you pick up many of  the tal i smans from the  ancient world,  you wi l l  see 
that they are engraved with either one or more of the fol lowing com­
ponents: a) letters, b) numbers, or c) images. On tal ismans, letters are 
either magical names or an occu l t  sequence of letters. Numbers can be 
written i n sequences or i n  the form of magical squares and the images 
tend to be designs that involve humans and animals and geometric 
shapes. The Tree of Life diagram contains al l  three elements. 

These three components work together to create a l ike-attracts­
l ike mechanism. They are both a form of objectifying and a container 
for the intent and the spi ritual energy necessary to make that happen .  
This  container i s  then consecrated through the Rouhaniah (Prana) of 
the names, symbols, planets, and so forth .  The Rouhaniah i s  summoned 
by the magic ian and charged into the tal i sman by recitation of Holy 
Names and by cal l ing on Angels or J inn or both .  I n  this exerc ise, we 
wi l l  be c reating a tal ismanic scro l l  of the Tree of Li fe that awakens 
these spiritual facets within your l i fe .  As we mentioned, each of these 
emanations represents a powerfu l  facet of the Divine that emanates 
in th is world .  You can call on only one facet or you can cal l on al l 
facets. In the scrol l ,  we wil l be cal l i ng on al l  ten facets. Like al l  other 
tal ismans, the scrol l wi l l  contain an image, Divine names, and ange l ic 
forms, and then wi l l  be consecrated . Keep it in a safe place near you 
after you fin ish with it. 
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TIMING: Do this ri tual once every month to keep the charge al ive. I t  
shou ld take you about two hours to  complete. 

TooLs: You wil l need a c lean surface on which to draw the tal isman. 
You can use parchment paper, poster cardboard , a c lean white sheet of 
paper or even a piece of white fabric .  You wi l l  also need ten very smal l ­
s ized color photos of your face .  Now, on a large piece of white poster 
cardboard,  draw the d iagram of the Tree of Li fe with its connecti ng 
paths and Hebrew letters in the ancient form of the Hebrew. On each  
c irc le write the name o f  one o f  the ten emanations in anc ient Hebrew 
fol lowed by the letter Heh then the word El, the letter Waw, and final ly 
Elat. As an example ,  write Hod H El W Elat thus :  

This  translates to the Glory of God and the Goddess. Do th is  for each 
of the emanations beginn ing from Kether and ending in  Malkuth .  Then 
affix each of' your  images to the correspond ing name of the emanation 
on the d iagram. If' you don 't have photos of' you rse l f', write out your 
fu l l  name (fi rst name, mother 's fi rst name, father 's first name, fam i ly 
name at bi rth) preceded by the same combination of the emanation 's 
name with El and Elat around the circle .  Women should reverse the 
order of their parents '  names. You wil l a lso need a I 00-bead rosary 
for cou nt ing du ring the ri tua l .  so that you don 't have to th ink about 
keepi ng track .  

In  the diagram on the fol lowing page , the letters connecti ng the paths 
are depicted at the connecti ng points of the sephiroth .  
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LEITERS ON THE pATHS OF THE TREE OF LIFE 

STEP ONE: Take a purify ing shower or lustral bath .  Light some in ­
cense in  your sacred space. 

STEP Two: Place the scro l l  on the floor and kneel with your head on 
the scrol l ,  i f  possible with your th ird eye on the c i rcle of Malkuth .  With 
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a 1 00-bead rosary in your  hand, begi n chanting the name: "Sephira 
Malkuth ha-Elat . "  You may also shorten it as you progress to "Mal­
kuth ha-Elat. " Repeat this chant a hundred times, whi le focusing your  
bei ng on  t h e  Divine One. With t h i s  focus in  mind,  sh ift part of your  
awareness t o  the concept o f  Kingdom. Let a l l  your  senses be  engrossed 
by your focus  on the spiritual k ingdom of the Divine. Feel th is  k ing­
dom all around you and stretch ing to the end of the un iverse and be­
yond . Let all you r senses be overwhelmed by th is  real ization. 

STEP THREE: Try to adjust you r head so that your  th i rd eye rests on 
the emanation of Yesod . If that isn 't possib le then cont inue as before .  
Chant the name of "Sephira Yesod ha-Elat", a hundred t imes and 
shi ft your  focus to the cosmic foundation of the Divi ne, aki n to what 
you did in  step two. Once you are done, continue by sh ift ing to the 
next emanation and chant "Sephira Hod ha-Elat " in the same fashion .  
The process conti nues along the same l i nes through "Sephira Netzach 
ha-Elat ", "Sephira Tiphareth ha-Eiat ", "Sephira Geburah ha-Elat ", 
"Sephirah Chesed ha-Elat", "Sephira Binah ha-Elat ", "Sephira 
Chokmah ha-Elat, " and final ly, "Sephira Kether ha-Elat . " 

STEP FouR: Sit up  and rol l  up the scro l l .  Hold it i n  your hand and 
say: "0 Divine One, whose presence fills the spiritual emanations 
of Etz Chaim; 0 Elat Ha-Kether, Chokmah, Binah, Chesed, Ge­
burah, Tiphareth, Netzach, Hod, Yesod and Malkuth, let a ray from 
Your Light descend upon this scroll and fill it with the rouhaniah of 
Etz Chaim. Let this scroll be my living link between my soul to the 
spirit and current of Your emanations Kether, Chokmah, Binah, 
Chesed, Geburah, Tiphareth, Netzach, Hod, Yesod and Malkuth so 
that it may awaken within my being the white flame of Your Divine 
Light, Life and Love. " [x I 0] 

STEP FIVE: Say: "I call upon you, o millions upon millions of lights 
that fall like dew from the fruits of the Tree of Life in the cos­
mic garden of Eden, wherein the Shekinah rests as Queen. 0 you 
Rouchaniah of the Etz Chaim, the Tree of Life, make manifest your 
presence within my soul, and to all those souls of Light who work 
the magic of Light, to bring forth in me and my life illumination, 
wisdom, understanding, prosperity, strength, protection, beauty, 
harmony, victory, rapture, glory, intelligence, strong foundation, 
will and spiritual and physical enrichment of the holy kingdom. 

Let the powers of the Tree of Life and its blessings flow into my 
life in the name of Elat Elyon, the Exalted and Mighty One. Come 
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now, 0 all ye powers and forces of the emanations of Etz Chaim. 
Come, o ye angels, spirits, and faithful beings of Light that swim 
within the sea of Light upon Light in Kether, Chokmah, Binah, 
Chesed, Geburah, Tiphareth, Netzach, Hod, Yesod, and Malkuth; 
obey ye now the name of Elat Elyon, the Divine ruler of your 
kingdom, Shekinah, your Queen.  Show yourselves; come from your 
abodes and help me in my path as a magician of Light to continue 
my work in harmony, so that I may partake of the mysteries of 
Divine Light. Amen!" [x3] 

Once you are done with the scrol l ,  wrap i t  in white fabric and put i t  
somewhere that i s  safe .  When you fee l  a need to balance out  and fee l  
connected, ho ld the scrol l  i n  your  hand and chant the names of the 
Sephiroth ten times in  descending order. 

With the basics covered, we wi l l  begin the actual practicum of magical 
train ing. We wi l l  start with the regular pre l iminary rituals, most of 
which are a combination of ancient materials and the rituals and rites 
taught at our magical group. We wi l l  then proceed with the method 
of contacting your  holy guardian ange l ,  awakening the energy of the 
Elements, and then working the sphere of the planets. A real ly excit ing 
journey is ahead of you, so let 's begin .  
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essent:io.( Rires o.nd CeRemonies 

agical train i ng is not  j ust a process, but also 
a journey that wi l l  span a few years. Let us 
begin this wonderfu l  journey with a k ind 

of magical ritual very d ifferent from those which you are probably ac­
customed to seei ng recommended for beginners ,  in other books. You 
wi l l  begin your train ing, not through learn ing a ban ish ing or summon­
i ng rite, but by consecrat ing a magical tool .  The tool that almost every 
magician needs first is her book of magical rites, that del ineates the 
practices. Historically, many of these books of magic were written by 
hand and then copied. Nowadays, many of them are purchased from 
your  local bookshops, but that doesn 't make them any less magical . 
This book i s  the intended manual for th is  trai n ing curricu lum .  The 
purpose of consecrat ing this book or any magical implement is to bri ng 
it to l i fe for a given purpose. Once it is consecrated, every time you 
open i t  or work with it, it wi l l  awaken with in  you the fee l ing and desire 
of practis ing your  craft .  I t  becomes a l iv ing med ium and not just words 
on paper. 

Taki ng i nto account that not al l  our readers are experienced Magi, 
we decided to keep the ritual of consecration simple in  form, without 
d i l ut ing its potency. Once you have done this ritual .  this book wi l l  
become a magical tool .  Every time you open it , the energies wi l l  Aow 
through your hands and keep you steady and strong on th is  path .  So, 
you shou ld treat i t  l ike you treat any other magical implement, with 
the utmost care and respect. You should not give it to others, sel l  i t  or 
take it into u nclean places such as bathrooms. Once you have worked 
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with the book for an extended period , you may want to revi sit th is 
ritual and look back at th is step with fond memory. 

For the ri tual ,  you wi l l  need a c lean room where you wi l l  not be 
d istu rbed . You wi l l  also need a ye l low or white cand le and some in ­
cense. You can use  any avai lable stick incense. I f  you have a charcoal 
based burner, then use that instead to burn coriander seed for its sme l l .  
You can usual ly fi nd th is sort of bu rner, known as  a censer, as  we l l  as 
the charcoals ,  in any church supply store . For those who have never 
used one of these , once the c h arcoal has been lit and the i ncense is 
burni ng, l i ft i t  up only by its chai ns .  The censor itself wi l l  be too hot 
to touch .  You wi l l  also need some k ind of headband on which you can 
paint the symbols, that you may wish to use later as a bookmark. 

Take a taper cand le and inscribe the fol lowing holy symbols on it 
vert ica l ly. start ing with the sym bol  on the far right .  

Make su re the fol lowing sym bols  are u pon your fore head ,  i n  two 
l i nes, on a headband (written from right to left) :

Light the i ncense and candle and sit qu iet ly staring at the Harne. 
Keep the book nearby. Stare at the Harne and let i ts flickers re lax and 
calm you . 

Say with convict ion ,  passion and force :  "0 ancient masters of 
holy magic, who reside in the secret mountain of mysteries, I stand 

before you as a seeker of the secrets and the knowledge of the wise. 
I call upon you to bring me closer to your presence and aid me with 
the company of those ancient beings that preside over the rivers 
of the garden of Eden and who oversee the art of the Magi. Hear 
me by the name of your Queen, whom you serve and adore. I call 
upon you, o ancient masters of magic, to hear my call this hour and 

watch over me and aid me with your power and guidance. I bear 
upon my forehead the symbols of your chiefs Melchizedek and the 
Master Metatron, for I am a seeker of the path of old. Listen to 
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me, ye invisible ones known by many names among the ancients, 
ye who are magical from birth and of flame that doesn't burn. I call 

upon you, servants of the secret and mighty name kept veiled by 
the sages of old, that is inscribed upon this candle and has great 
dominion over you. Empower this book with a ray of magic from 
your world, so that by reading it, it shall awaken in my sphere a ray 
of that ancient current that has its place at the beginning of time 
and keep me steady on the path of magic. Listen to me, o servants 
of the symbols upon this candle, and come to me now and empower 
this book without delay. Let it be a living connection between me 
and the ancient masters of the magic of Light. Watch, guide, and 
aid me, for I am a servant of Divine Light and it is this Light that 
you serve and revere. "  

Repeat the preceding steps again and again unt i l  the candle has 
fu l ly burned. You may take a few minutes break between every repeat 
and just watch the cand le .  The cand le may take qu i te a whi le  to com­
pletely burn, so i f  you wish, you can extingu ish i t  for the night and 
come back to re l ight it the fol lowing day. Once the candle has burned, 
give thanks in your  own words .  Open the book to the page right after 
the Table of Contents, which has a version of th is  conjuration. Write 
your name in the space provided. Sign i t  at the bottom and affix a 
small port ion of the wax to it, whi le it is soft and hot. Flatten the re­
main ing wax and put it into a smal l c loth pouch or some k ind of c loth 
container. When the wax has hardened, keep it somewhere safe .  This 
wi l l serve as a l i nk with the spir its of the candle .  You may experience 
some strange events during this ritual or right afterward, and you may 
want to watch your dreams. 

Before we go any fu rther, we need to take a step back and talk about 
the rituals in this book and to how to properly perform them. Fi rst 
and foremost, those ri tuals are the ones taught to new apprentices at 
the Magic Society of the White Flame , in preparation for the ir  admis­
sion to the Chi ldren of Light or the Mystery School of Melch izedek. 
These are the rituals that we ourse lves have been us ing for close to ten 
years. They are based on much older materials or origi nal sources of 
the Western systems of magic, that arose in  the Middle East. Having 
studied hundreds of books and so many ancient manuscripts, it be­
came obvious that many of the ancient rituals were fragmented . This 
was intentionally done to safeguard them. This means that any given 
ritual in  one of those ancient books is e ither i ncomplete or detached 
from the larger framework of its appl ication. This problem is acute 
and is  bound to plague any scholar of the trad i tion for many years to 
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come. The other problem is un l ike modern schools of thought, there 
was a focus on practical i ty over conservation. This meant that numer­
ous versions of a given ritual exist i n  d ifferent schools .  Each version 
works sl ightly d ifferently. As problematic as th is may sound, i t  i s  indic­
ative of a more organic magical trad it ion. People cared less that i t  was 
the same exact word ing of a thousand year old practice than about the 
fact that it works. They wanted the ir  magic to work and work wel l . 

Final ly, many of the complex rituals requ i red a kind of commit­
ment that i s  impossible to muster in  modern day l i festyle .  There is a 
value to the ancient approach, of course, and we are not d i smiss ing 
i t as obsolete . However, when setting out to write this book, we had 
in mind people l i ke us, l iv ing in the c i ty and hav ing to deal with 9-5 
work schedu les and busy fami ly l ives. We wanted magic that works 
and that we could do without qu itti ng our day jobs. It i s  a fi ne balance. 
We cou ld have translated word by word any one of the texts in  our 
col lection. This would be great from a scholarly and h istorical per­
spective, akin to the translation of Dead Sea Scrolls ,  but for the bulk 
of aspiri ng magicians, it would end up being noth ing more than an 
armchai r read . Most people don 't have the t ime to retreat six months 
in a c loister for a s ingle ritual . Not to mention, since the rituals are 
fragmented, an expert Engl ish occu lt ist wou ld need a couple hundred 
d ifferent source materials, al l  i n  Engl ish ,  before she cou ld make sense 
of the system.  I t  would be another hundred years before any real prac­
tical value could be had .  I n  th is  book, we had to reconstruct some of 
the rituals that were fragmented or put some of the fragments together. 
We stayed true to the origi nal sources and approach .  We wanted to 
keep the changes to a bare min imum, but we also d idn 't want to end 
up sacrific ing practical i ty for the sake of scholarly ideal ism. I n  effect, 
we put those ri tuals together by translating and practici ng the original 
sources over many years. The rituals are true to the spirit , intent, and, 
in  most cases, word ing, of the original sources .  

The only true innovation we i ntroduced is  the Goddess work, but 
this of itse l f  isn 't much of an innovation.  I t  must be remembered that 
accord ing to Arabic occult ists, the tradi tion 's b i rth place was in  Babe l .  
The seven symbols appeared there first and also many of the tech­
niques .  Many of the oldest occult  books referenced by masters of our 
tradition belonged to authors who were from Babylon, such as Tank­
alosha. Names l ike Gi lgamesh and Marduk  appear i n  a number of 
Arabic conj urations. The miss ing element is the Goddess l shtar, who 
would have been of supreme importance to the ancient Akkad ians and 
Chaldeans. This omission is utterly intentional by Arabic authors. I t  
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i sn 't unusual either. For example, i n  one of the old books by Ibn al­
Haj ,  there was a garbled tal ismanic design . I t  took us c lose to five 
years of digging, before we located a version that had the design i ntact. 
The version was acquired from a source with connection to secret Sufi 
orders in  Pakistan . Upon rece iving th is book, we real i zed the cause 
of the omission in  later reproductions. The tal isman was composed of 
four  Stars of David .  I f  such biases cou ld lead modern printers to cen­
sure occult  texts of basic holy symbols, imagine any d i rect reference 
to the Goddess ! We feel the reintroduction of the Goddess only com­
pletes the system and ensures its effectiveness. We have even found 
j inn magical r i tuals to be more effective with th is  rei ntroduction, s ince 
many j i nn  tribes fol low the old pagan rel igion and many of their k ings 
are adherents of the Goddess. For those who wanted pure word-by­
word translation of Arabic occu lt ists, they wil l  have to wait for a fu­
ture work. For those looking for authentic magic that works, achieves 
excel lent results in  a safe manner, and can be fit i nto a busy schedu le ,  
th is  book i s  for you . 

Let us  now talk brieHy about how to actual ly do any of the rituals 
i n  this book. There are three components to most magical rituals .  The 
first is a script or speech that i s  del ivered; we wi l l  call this the i ncanta­
tion or conjuration. The next is physical movement or postures. The 
last is  visual ization and imagi nation or mental focus .  

We usual ly find that the speech or i ncantation part is  where most 
beginners run into trouble .  Modern magic ians th ink of rituals in terms 
of performances or dramatic plays. However, a dramatic speech in the­
atrical acting lacks the kind of conviction that i s  necessary for magical 
success. No matter how much the actor puts into the performance, at 
some leve l she knows it is an act .  The fi rst th ing to remember then is 
that, whi le emotions and i ntensity are necessary i n  rec it ing rituals, you 
also have to bel ieve in the words that you are say i ng from the depth of 
your heart and sou l .  If you think of recitation in  terms of j ust fol low­
ing a ritualized script, then your magic wil l  not soar i nto the heights. 
Therefore, try to say the words as i f  they are coming from the depths 
of you r heart. The next key to success i n  magical reci tations is  to speak 
them as i fyou are speaki ng to an aud ience that actual ly ex i sts . Even if 
you have to read a script, still read it as if  you are addressing an impor­
tant delegation or audience in  a large auditorium.  Speak so that those 
in the back wi l l  hear you and feel your s incerity, conviction, and in ten­
s ity. I f  you are worried about others hearing you due to l iv ing restric­
tions, then speak the words aloud in your own head. Don 't hesitate, 
whisper, stumble, or speak as if you are unsure of yoursel f  or reading a 
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page out of a book. Speak slowly or fast, as the passion moves you, but 
feel every word you are saying and try to impress your  audience. 

Another important element to magical rec i tations is  that often they 
are prayers or contai n elements of such .  This goes to the heart of the 
d ifference between a magician and a sorcerer. The magician works 
the magic by bei ng a channel or a vesse l for the Divine force acting 
through her. The work is usual ly done with the understand ing that the 
magic ian is an actor l ike the angel i s  an actor. Therefore , it only makes 
sense that the conj urations seek out the aid of the Divine .  The sorcerer 
on the other hand re l ies on herse lf sole ly for the real ization of magic .  
I t  i s  done to  serve her needs primari ly, over any other considerations, 
and she takes cred it for her effort and work. The magician swims with 
the cu rrent, while the sorcerer tries to divert i t .  Therefore, most magi ­
cal ri tuals done by a sorceress emphasize her own power over spirits, 
angels ,  nature, and even gods. They also conta in declarations of her 
status as mistress of the realm, even as far as proc laim ing that she i n  
her ego state must be  obeyed a s  a supreme ru ler, o r  else . The magician, 
on the other hand, cal l s  on the Divine, asks the angels ,  and en l i sts the 
j i nn .  At the end of the day, she gives thanks for the al l the help she has 
rece ived . The gist of th is  point  is that many of the magical ri tuals are 
in actual i ty a form of laser-focused prayers. We refer to them as con­
jurations, but at heart they are prayers. Keep this in  mind when rec i t­
i ng them. Since they are a process by which you address and connect 
with the Divine, keep them pure and from the heart. Final ly, i fyou are 
repeat ing Divine names or words of power, then do so with i ntensity. 
You may chant them, or vibrate them, or even sing them. Each ritual 
has d ifferent requ i rements. We wi l l  make those clear for each of the 
rituals in  th is book.  Don 't get too attached to sounding beautifu l .  as 
long as you resonate to your core. 

The next major component of ritual work is physical movement 
and postu res. This usual ly i nvolves standing, sitt i ng, or knee l ing. An­
cient magicians often knelt i n  the ir  prayers and address, whi le few 
modern magicians ever do. The whole idea appears to be an anathema 
to this new generation. Kneel i ng and prostrat ing isn 't a process by 
which you humi l iate yourse lf  to the ego of another being. Knee l ing 
and prostrating i s  part of reconnecti ng to the earth itself. Whi le it does 
have the added v irtue of keepi ng the magician 's ego in check,  primar­
i ly it is a way to ground and reconnect on a fu l l  physical leve l .  Many of 
these knee l ing or prostrat ing postures are designed to represent cer­
tai n letter forms, or al low the energy to c ircu late i n  a certai n pattern, 
or to activate certain energy centers. Dance or body movement is also 
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used in magic ,  especia l ly to i nduce a trance state . Another physical 
element in ritual work involves trac ing geometric shapes in  the air. 
You may not always trace these geometric shapes accurately, but you 
should do your best. The key to success isn 't merely to trace someth ing 
in  the ai r, but to craft i t  at a spiritual leve l .  as we mentioned earl ier. 
You are l i ke an art ist us ing spiritual energy to create your  mosaic ,  so 
try to do the best you can at your works of art. 

The last important component of ritual work i s  visualization and 
focus. This basical ly entai ls keeping your mind focused on what you 
are saying and doing. If you are cal l ing on the Divine, the creator of 
the heavens, then imagine and visual ize in your  m ind this vast heaven .  
Focus on  t h i s  real ity or concept o f  a such a Creator a s  vivid ly a s  you 
can. This helps increase the amount of emotions and intensity of the 
work . It also keeps the mind focused so it doesn 't wander. 

It is amazing how, after a few years, many magicians end up do­
i ng the ir  dai ly rituals with their m inds somewhere e lse enti rely. This 
is  why we d iscourage apprentices from tak ing a r itual and doing it 
dai ly for years . Sooner or later i t  becomes a mindless process l ike any 
other bod i ly function, and i n  some cases it turns into a crutch .  As an 
example, if you do a dai ly ritual to banish the nasties that may come 
to haunt you , then what you are doing over the years i s  reaffi rming 
th is  problem and eventual ly developing fear i n  you rse lf. This doesn 't 
mean that there wi l l  not be t imes when you do need to protect yourse lf  
or that such rituals do not have merit . However, when it becomes a 
crutch, the focus isn 't there and it becomes a psychological habit. You 
need to keep the rituals al ive by being focused and immersed in  what 
you are saying and doi ng. This entai l s  sh ift ing you r  ritual schedu le 
around,  so that they do stay al ive and vi tal . When you need to visual ize 
something you are drawing, then do so with your eyes open .  Let the 
image stand there vivid, colored, and real . because i t  is .  When you are 
visual izing someth ing more cosmic or etherial . then do so with your  
eyes closed . However, whatever method you are applying, keep your  
emotions connected w i th  i t .  Don 't j u st do your  magic ,  fee l  i t .  I nflame 
yourse lf  with passion at every moment of your work . 

To ensure you get the best resu lts, th is program has been designed 
with al l the preceding points in mind .  You wi l l  find that certain ritu­
als are assigned for a period of t ime.  We recommend you fol low this 
schedule to the best of you r  abi l i ty. Before each r itual .  we wi l l  give 
you our recommendations as to how many times per week it shou ld be 
performed, how many weeks duration, and why are we ask ing you to 
do it. We wi l l  describe in detai l the recommended visual ization, physi -
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cal movement and intonation of the Divine names. All that is left is for 
you to actual ly put it to use. More advanced or eclectic magicians may 
choose to sk ip th is program or pick through the methods .  We would 
l ike to d iscourage th is  for anyone wanting to get the max imum benefit 
out of this book, but i n  the end it is  a personal choice. Whatever you 
may decide, try to enjoy your magic as much as possible .  I t  may seem 
odd to say this ,  but even the most sacred magic, should be total ly fun 
and enjoyable to do, and make you feel afterword better about your­
self and the world around you .  

$ R ITUAL  S PACE CONS ECRAT I ON $ 

PURPOSE: I t  i s  important to pur i fy a working area before any magical 
rites are done. This removes any low level res idue from anyth ing done 
before or from other peop le who may also use the space. I t  also helps 
enl iven the space if  i t hasn 't been used for a whi le .  Even if  you are do­
i ng you r work in a dedicated temple, purihcation and consecration on 
a regular basis is  a good way to keep the energy c lean . I t  i s  also usefu l  
t o  raise your  own vibration and balance you through t h e  process of 
purification and consecration. As wel l ,  this purification and consecra­
tion can and should be used when you move into a new space where 
others have l ived before , just to start with a c lean s late .  You can do i t  
i n  each room of  you r new apartment or  home. 

TIMING: I t  i s  recommended that i t  be done before any major work ing. 

DIVINE NAMES: The undehned Hebrew words used in  th is ri te are : 
Qadosh (H oly) , Ash ( Fi re) , Maym (Water) , Avi r  (Air) ,  and Aretz 
(Earth) . Chant or vibrate the Divi ne names gent ly and softly, such 
as : ' Qaaadoooosh El Haaa-Maaayeeem ' . This Divine Name is con­
structed to mean Holy El of the Waters. 

TooLS: You wi l l  need a white or red cand le .  I f  you need to do your  
work and  you can 't fi nd one a t  hand ,  then use any source of  fire that 
i s safe and avai lable . You wi l l  need a sou rce of i ncense, whether i t  be 
st ick or bu rned on charcoal . You wi l l  need a cup or container of water. 
You wi l l  also need a smal l d ish of salt .  Before you use any of those 
tools ,  hold each of them in your hand and say: "0 Creator of fire [air 
I water I earth] bless this source of flame [smoke, water, earth] with 
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the spiritual potency and brilliant l ight from the river of fire [air I 
water I earth] that flows in the heavenly Paradise. " 

STEP ONE: Pick up the candle and move to the east . Hold the candle 
up  h igh and swing i t  before you to the far right, far left ,  then top 
center. Draw an equal armed cross and say: " In the name of Qadosh 
Elohim Ha-Ash, I consecrate this working space (temple) with sa­
cred fire." Feel that area of your working space being made holy and 
fi l led with light. Know that i t  is done by Divine presence and through 
the power of the spi rits of the Element. Repeat this in  al l remain ing 
d i rections: south ,  west, and north.  Whi le moving the candle between 
the fou r  d i rections, trace and visual ize a c irc le of fi re being formed . 

STEP Two: Pick up the chalice or cup of water and move to the east. 
Hold the cup up high and swing it before you to the far right, far left ,  
then top center. Draw an equal armed cross and say: " I n  the name 
of Qadosh El Ha-Maym, I purify this working space (temple) with 
holy water." Feel that area of your  working space being made holy 
and fi l led with l ight. Know that it i s  done by Divine presence and 
through the power of the spi rits of the Element. Repeat this in al l  re­
maining d i rections: south ,  west, and north .  Whi le moving the vessel 
between the four  d i rections, sprink le some water and trace and visual­
i ze a c ircle of water be ing formed . 

STEP THREE: Light some i ncense, whether i n  an incense burner or as 
a stick .  Carry the i ncense to the east . Hold the i ncense up high and 
swing it before you to the far right, far left , then top center. Draw 
an equal armed cross and say: " In the name of Qadosh Yah Ha­
Avir, I consecrate this working space (temple) with sweet air ."  Feel 
that area ofyour working space be i ng made holy and fi l led with l ight. 
Know that it is done by Divine presence and through the power of the 
spi rits of the Element. Repeat this in a l l  remain ing d i rections: south,  
west, and north .  Whi le  moving the incense between the four d i rec­
tions, i ncense the room and trace and visual ize a c ircle of sweet winds 
be ing formed . 

STEP FouR: Pick up some blessed salt with c innamon sticks or a sa­
cred herbal leaf bundle l i ke sage and then move to the east . Hold the 
container up high and swing i t  before you to the far right, far left, 
then top center. Draw an equal armed cross and say: " In the name 
of Qadosh Adonoi Ha-Aretz, I purify this working space (temple) 
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with blessed salt." Fee l that area of your  worki ng space be i ng made 
holy and fi l led with l ight . Know that it i s  done by Divine presence 
and through the power of the spi rits of the Element. Repeat this i n  all 
remain ing d i rections: south, west, and north .  Whi le moving the con­
tai ner between the four  d i rections, spri nkle some salt and trace and 
visual ize a c i rc le of earth being formed . 

$ I LLUMINAT I ON WAS H  $ 

PURPOSE: The body of the magician is also a magical temple .  Purifica­
tion of the body before magical work is as important as pur i fying the 
physical temple . You can always j ust take a shower, of course . Howev­
er, the ancients saw the process in more magical terms. I t  is a spiritual 
ritual i n  which the i ntent to purify the body i s  coupled with the process 
of ach iev ing sanctity. This magical relation with water purification 
dates back to the old civi l izations of modern day I raq . The Sabians 
were known as ' submergers ' or ' immersionists ' because of their prac­
tice of baptism and ritual cleansing. The ancient Mandean cosmology 
refers to the Supreme Principle as the Great Li fe ,  whose symbol is  
the l ivi ng water or Yardna, and one of H i s  central rites i s  immersion 
in flowing water. This l iv ing water i s  considered to be both celestial 
and physical . According to them, al l  earth ly rivers are man ifestations 
of the Celestial River or the Euphrates of Radiant Light. The Rad i­
ance is the Cosmic Father and the Light i s  the Cosmic Mother. Their 
offspring is Yawar or the manifestation of the awaken ing Light .  They 
explain that the river of l i fe and l ight flows forth from a single point 
hidden in  the mystery of the Great Li fe .  

The I l lumination Wash technique is  based on Sufi pract ices. I t  is 
a form of i nd ividual water purification, where only certain parts of 
the body are washed . These parts are the hands, mouth, ears, nostri ls , 
arms, feet, head and neck .  The hands are receivers and projectors of 
energy and toi l at the craft .  The mouth utters the magical i ncantations 
and the prayers. The nostri l s  smel l  the i ncense and al low the magician 
to enter i nto a trance state . The ears hear the vibrations and l i sten to 
the fai nt echo of the spir itual realm.  The arms represent the strength 
and force that bears the work and the dual coi n of compassion and 
severity, or active and passive . The feet are the foundation upon which 
the whole body rests, and are connectors with the earth .  They al low 
the magician to walk her path .  The head is the awareness of the magi­
cal identity and the conscious choice in  whatever action is  being taken .  
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The top of the head i s  also the receiver of the neck.  The neck and back 
of the head are the points of reception of information from the spiritual 
realm and ,  hence, points of knowing and dreams. 

TIMING: This ritual i s  recommended before any in -depth magical work 
or entering into your  temple area to do extensive work. 

TooLS: You can always use tap water in  the bathroom. However, 
we recommend you use magically infused water. Get a special jug or 
container of water. Fi l l  th is  water three quarters of the way up with  
normal water. Place as  many quartz crystals i n  the jug as you can. 
You may also put i n  a few drops of rosewater or rose oi l  or any other 
aromatic o i l  that your body wil l  tolerate . I f  possible, try to place this 
water outside where the l ight of the moon can fal l  on it .  You can also 
hold the water jug up so that moon is  reflected in it . The longer th is 
i s  done the better. Keep the water somewhere warm, so that i t  stays 
at room temperature .  It is best that you cover it unt i l  the time to use 
it is at hand. You can consecrate th is  water i n  a large quantity before 
you put it into the jug. I f  you prefer, you can also charge the water 
with the power of the stars such as the Pole Star and the Pleiades or 
with the l ight of the Sun itse l f. Each of those choices has its own merit . 
If weather condit ions don 't permi t  any such options, then skip th is  
part of process. Don 't wait  ti l l  you have consecrated water to do your 
ritual . Use normal tap water unti l  you do have some. 

STEP ONE: Wash your hands with water three times, saying eac h  t ime, 
" In the name of the Creator of the Waters of Life, may my hands 
be cleansed from all work of evil ." 

STEP Two: Wash the inside of your mouth with water three t imes, say­
ing each t ime, " In the name of the Divine Word, may my mouth be 
a sanctuary of truth."  

STEP THREE: Wash your nostri ls with water three t imes, saying each 
t ime, " In the name of the beautiful Queen of Angels, may my nos­
trils behold the scent of the roses of the garden of paradise." 

STEP FouR: Splash  your face with water three t imes, saying each t ime, 
" Light." 

STEP FIVE: Wash your right arm from the wrist to the e lbow three 
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times, saying each t ime, " In the name of the All Merciful, I am 
ready to toil in the great work." 

STEP SIX: Wash your left arm from the wrist to the e l bow three t imes, 
saying each t ime, " In the name of the Strong One, I am ready to 
toil in the great work." 

STEP SEVEN: Wash the top of your head (hair ,  front and back) once, 
saymg, " 0  Holy of Holies, may my mind be open to Your Pres­
ence." 

STEP EIGHT: Wash you r right and left ears three times, saying each 
t ime,  " 0  Ancient of Days, let me hear the voice of Your Angels." 

STEP NINE: Wash the back of the head (neck) three times, saying each 
t ime, " 0  Eternal Truth, illuminate my soul with wisdom and un-

d d. , erstan mg. 

STEP TEN: Wash your feet to the ankles three t imes, saying each t ime, 
" Truly, 0 Lord, 0 Lady of the Universe, I have set my feet onto 
the great work." 

$ BLES S I N G  AND CONSECRAT I O N $> 
I n  our craft th is process of puri fi cation and consecrat ion i s  extended 
further. As magicians , we strive to see the sacred in  al l aspects of our 
l ives. This entai ls focus ing on the sacred in  al l  ou r actions. That is why 
in  old grimoires you wi l l  see prayers and blessings be ing done on ev­
erything, from the magical robe before it is worn , to the sword wielded 
in  rituals .  This process i s  cal led consecration . Consecrat ion is a pro­
cess that i s  repeated often and not j ust one t ime .  The other important 
element of sacredness is blessi ng as a spi ritual magical mechanism of 
keeping the light flowing. Spread ing the l ight completes the cyc le and 
ensures continu i ty of receivi ng the l ight. 

Blessing is the appl ication of the magnet ic dynamics of the cos­
mic force of compassion . In essence, i t  i s  the manifestat ion of Divine 
Grace. Spi ritual blessing is d i rectly tied to the concept of increase . 
When a harvest increases beyond the farmer' s wi ldest imagi nation or 
expectations, then some wou ld say ' the harvest was blessed ' or that 
' the farmer was blessed ' . This blessi ng comes from the Divine and is a

resu l t  of abundance of the flow of the Light. I t  is the d irect man ifesta­
tion of i ndividual ly targeted and responsive Divine Mercy. Blessing is 
the center of the magnetic aspect of the general operational energy of 
creation itself. It i s  drawn to those who ask for it, seek it and transfer 
i t .  Both mercy and benevolence are the by-products of blessings and 
the roots of the continuous wheel of l i fe .  

Once the  magician becomes a l iving conduit for the  Divine Light, 
the real ization wil l  dawn that blessing is  the substance of creation and 
is  everywhere and immediately avai lable. I ts primary sensation i s  i n  
the form of  personal attention from Divine Real ity and i t s  most imme­
d iate descriptive maxim is :  ' Remember the Light, and the Light wi l l  
remember you . '  

M ET H O D  O N E  - A n g e l B l e s s i n g  

PuRPOSE: As a magic ian, you wi l l  be working with angels on a regu lar 
basis .  The ange ls will aid you,  protect you ,  teach you ,  and help you i n  
many ways. What can you do to  pay the  angels back for a l l  the ir help? 
There i s  noth ing material that wou ld be of interest to them. However, 
they are beings of l ight who aspi re always to be c loser to the Source, 
the Light of al l Lights. Giving a blessing to an angel is one way to say 
thank you . You yourself  can 't impart that blessing, but you can ask the 
Divine to bless them and raise their station. Al l  you need is the ange l ' s 
name. I f  you are plann ing to work with an ange l or a set of angels 
on a regu lar basis ,  make it your custom to send the blessing to them 
weekly. This k ind of blessing can also be d i rected to any other spirit . 

TIMING: The best time to do this wou ld be after you have done your 
magical work. Th is  works best when your  work with the angel has 
been personal .  I t  isn 't real ly necessary after general worki ngs. Nor­
mal ly, you wou ld use the name of the ange l as part of the blessing. 
This i s  i nd icated in the ritual text with the capital letter N. Whenever 
you see th is in  a ritual, replace it with the appropriate name. If you are 
working with several angels, you can either name each angel or you 
can make it general, dedicating it to a l l  angels present. 

DIVINE NAMES: We are using the Divine Name I shtar, since many of 
these angels have Chaldean roots. The Goddess Ishtar is one of the 
oldest names for the Queen of the Heaven and represents the cosmic 
force of love. 
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STEP ONE: Say in a sincere and strong voice, " May the best blessings 
of lshtar, and the most noble blessings of Ishtar, the most graceful 
blessings of Ishtar, the most excellent blessings of lshtar, the most 
perfect blessings of Ish tar, the most magnificent blessings of Ish tar, 
the most shining blessings of Ishtar and the most distinct blessings 
of Ishtar, rest upon the angel N. Let the angel N. be brought closer 
to the Divine Presence of the most Exalted Divine Light. May the 
angel N. be blessed a thousand fold by the Queen of Angels, and 
may N.'  s light be illuminated by the Light of Lights." 

M E T H O D  T W O  - I n s t a n t  H u m a n  B l e s s i n g  

PURPOSE: As you get into the habit of send ing out blessings, you wi l l  
notice that you can raise the vibrations of your su rrounding area by 
your  presence. You can also help other people raise their own vibra­
tion . As more people ' s  vibrations e levate to become harmonic with 
love , al l  of humanity moves c loser to peace.  Even though a larger 
group can always raise more energy than a smal ler group, the spread­
ing of Light is an individual process that can be done any time and 
anywhere .  When you spread the light as an individual ,  you rece ive 
more l ight to fi l l  your  emptying cup.  You can send blessings to people 
and to the angels themse lves. 

TIMING: This ritual can be done at any time you feel a need for it . It is 
also a good ri tual to do i f  someone in your  su rrounding is bei ng nega­
tive or fee l ing unhappy. 

TooLs: The beauty of th is  technique is that you can do it without the 
needs of any external tools ,  whi le  interacti ng with  people face to face 
in you r dai ly l ife .  You can do it s i lent ly as the person you are focus ing 
on is busy in  a conversation with someone else near you .  

STEP ONE: \Vhen you see a n  i ndividual to whom you wou ld l ike to 
send the blessi ng, focus  you r attention on her heart. Then imagine 
this individual encompassed by a beaut ifu l  white sphere of l ight . See a 
golden sphere of l ight, with a white ' T' cross over the heart region . 

The focus is on the heart ,  because it is the center of the human sou l 
and the seat of beauty. The white sphere of l i fe wi l l  balance and revi­
tal ize the ind ividual ' s  aura. The golden sphere wil l  activate the heart 
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center and strengthen its vibrat ion. The Tau Cross i s  a symbol of spirit 
acting on the material world .  

STEP Two: Chant the  name of  the  angel Au riel a few times internally. 

STEP THREE: Say s i lently i n  your mind to the i ndividual , " The bless­
ings of the peace of the Shekinah befall you and Auriel' s wings 
encompass you."  [ x3] In your mind ,  see the i ndividual fi l led with joy 
and happiness, for half a minute or longer. 

STEP FouR: Once you are done, end with a reverse focus .  See your 
body surrounded by bri l l iant white l ight and say to yourse lf: " The 
Light fills me with peace and blessing." 

The reverse blessing is vital for two reasons: l .  It severs the l ink and 
blocks any unwanted astral connections. 2. It fi l l s  you with the Light 
and focuses you on the energy for which you are seek ing to be a con­
du i t .  When you do the reverse process, feel completely d isconnected 
from the other person and spend 30 seconds or more feel ing peace and 
emptying your  mind from all thoughts or mental imageries other than 
your own .  

M ET H O D  T H R E E  - H u m a n  B l e s s i n g  and G u i d a n c e  

PuRPOSE: The highest form o f  magical blessi ng involves spiritual en­
richment and gu idance. As a magic ian, you can use th is method to 
help other people reach their h ighest spiritual potential by sendi ng a 
stream of l ight the ir way and ask ing that they be guided to the h ighest 
manifestation of virtue .  This is  a spec ialized blessing and may not be 
suitable for everyone or in all c ircumstances. We tend to use it mostly 
when deal ing with people who we know are on the spiritual path .  

TIMING: You can do th is whenever such a blessi ng i s  desired. This  
is  also beneficial when a person encounters chal lenges duri ng their 
spiritual pursuit and is in need of support . This method can be used 
whether the person is present or not. 

TooLS: The only thing needed is the fu l l  name of the person, but a 
picture wou ld be helpfu l .  
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STEP ONE: Fi rst, re lax your mind and focus  on the Divine. Focus you r 
mind on the descent of the Light upon your  head and around your 
body. Know it so without forcing i t .  

STEP Two: Once you fee l  the Light touch  you , focus on the person .  
Say: " I  cal l  upon you, 0 angel Do hal, by the blessed and Divine 
name El Elyon. 0 great angel Dohal, who art set over the affairs 
of this world, strengthen and establish N. daughter of N. in her 
search for the Divine Light. Increase her spiritual perception, so 
that she may accomplish her calling, and that she may rise into 
the clear Light of the Spirit. May a thousand, thousand blessings 
be upon N. daughter of N, a creature of the Light. Let her become 
the best among the people in rank and status, most noble among 
them by deed and action, the most graceful in patience, the most 
excel lent in virtue, the perfect observer of spirituality, the most 
magnificent by degree of love, the most shining in light and the 
most distinct in spirit." (x7] 

STEP THREE: Say: " The peace of the Shekinah befall you N. daugh­
ter of N." [x7] See the individual fi l led with joy and happiness. 

STEP FouR: Once you are done, end with a reverse focus .  See your 
body surrounded by bri l l iant white l ight and say to yourself: " The 
Light fills me with peace and blessing." 

M ET H O D  F O U R - B l e s s i n g F o o d  a n d  D r i n k  

PURPOSE: Ancient magicians of our trad i tion used food and water as 
carriers of magical force . They wou ld consecrate the water and magi­
cal ly have i t  i nfused with a specific force. Then they wou ld u se it as 
a medium  by which th is  energy was absorbed i nto thei r body phys i ­
cal ly and spiritual ly. We wi l l  be doing th is i n  a ritual farther along in  
the  chapter. The same process was appl ied to  food where magical 
tal i smans were written on bread and then consumed. Sometimes the 
magician wou ld also write a conj u ration and consume i t  dai ly for many 
weeks before actual ly proceeding to use it dai ly. Although we have 
tested this and found it effective, we wi l l  not be us ing th is  method in  
th i s  book, as  it constitutes a more advanced working model .  I n  our 
craft, we also look at our da i ly food as a source of both physical and 
magical nourishment .  Therefore, food is consecrated and blessed in  
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ritual fashion with every meal . We not only thank the Divine for the 
sustenance, but also ask that it be transformed from food into magical 
nourishment .  

TIMING: We tend to do th is  bless ing at every major meal . You c a n  do 
it with everyth ing you eat and drink, but most people find i t  easier to 
restrict it to main meals .  If you are worried about what people might 
think, say that you l ike to pray before you eat and then recite i t  s i­
lently. 

STEP ONE: Look at your food and, seeing it surrounded by white light, 
say: " 0  Elat (Goddess), I thank you for providing this sustenance 
unto me. May I be enabled to sustain the poor among Your children 
as you have sustained me. I ask your blessing upon this food (drink) 
that Your Light may enter into it, that I may enter into Your Light 
and It into me. 0 angel Raphael, fill the physical substance of this 
food (drink) with spiritual force from the Light of the Kingdom of 
the Queen of Heaven. Let it maintain my body and nourish my soul 
with its magical manna. Thus nourished with Light, I shall reach 
ever toward the raptures of the Heavens and celebrate the joys of 
the Earth." 

M E T H O D  F I V E - B l e s s i n g  Te m p l e  I t e m s  

PURPOSE: Robes, tools ,  i ncense and other ri tual items are also objects 
of blessing and consecration . Al l  objects are made of some form of 
energy and each carries a certain amount of magnetism. When infused 
with the b less ing of Divine Light, we awaken the purest form of its 
essence. This also connects all of our actions with our pursuit of the 
magic of Light. I t  reminds us that these things we treat as gross matter 
are , in the end, shades of the Light we seek so dearly. This i s  espe­
c ia l ly important when the items with which you are working wi l l  play 
a function in  you r magical work at some leve l .  

TIMING: We recommend you do this technique when you are working 
with new implements or bringing old implements back into your work­
ing area. Examples of this wou ld be us ing a new incense container or 
wearing your  ritual garb again for doing magical work. 

STEP ONE: Begin by inhaling once , while vibrating Nur (Light) m 
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your  mind .  Now, without exhal ing, inhale again quick ly, vibrat ing 
Nur i n  your  mind .  Repeat this by inhal ing a th ird time whi le  vibrat ing 
Nur in  your  mind.  

STEP Two: Hold you r breath for a few seconds, vibrati ng Michael  in  
your  mind repeatedly, very strongly and fee l ing and visual iz ing your  
head about t o  explode with Light. 

STEP THREE: Exhale upon the object and, in  your mind,  see your 
breath as a gush of white and golden l ight. Vibrate Nur during the 
exhalation. See the object or item covered with white l ight spark l ing 
with blue & yel low stars. 

STEP FouR: Say: " I  consecrate this (name the temple implement) in 
the name of the Holy of Holies, the Eternal Light of all Lights and 
the radiant flame of the angel Michael." 

M ET H O D  S I X - B l e s s i n g Yo u r  B e d  

PURPOSE: The bed i s  the place i n  which you rest your body and you 
al low your sou l or etherial body to enter the world of dreams and the 
astral or in-between worlds. This i s  a poi nt of vulnerabi l i ty as wel l .  
Th i s  is  why the anc ient practit ioners of our craft ins isted on prayers 
before reti ri ng. These prayers were meant to guard and protect them 
from untoward influences at a point they viewed to be a smal l death .  
One way to hand le th i s  magical ly is to  consecrate you r bed and en­
sure that both the  physical object and the  space it occupies becomes a 
consecrated and purifled vehic le .  I t  becomes a mini-sanctuary at night 
where you can rest you rse lf. 

TIMING: The best t ime to do this technique is before going to bed. This 
is a lso highly recommended i f  you are engaged in extended magical 
work over a few days. 

TooLS: You only need you r index linger to use th i s  exerc ise .  If you are 
new to the Hebrew alphabet, you may want to check one of the appen­
dices in the back .  You can also use a sweet incense stick to draw those 
letters in the beginn ing. The combination of incense and vibration of 
the letters increases the amount of consecration that is taki ng place . 
However, i fyou share the bed with someone who may be uncomfort-
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able with al l this ,  rely on your finger alone and si lent vibration.  

STEP ONE: Face the bed and, using your forefinger, draw on each of i ts 
corners one of the letters of the name Shekinah starting from SE  and 
moving around toward N E. As you draw each letter vibrate Shekinah. 
Write the letters EL on the center of the bed ,  whi le vibrating El . 

D I RECTION OF BED CO RNERS 

CENTER NE NW SW SE 

STEP Two: Once you are done, say: " May the Divine Light descend 
upon this bed, that it may be blessed as a sanctuary of rest and 
peace. Through the protective presence of the Shekinah, 0 angel 
Gabriel watch over my spirit, soul and body as I sleep and enter 
the realm of dreams. Restore and rejuvenate me so that I be ener­
gized to carey on the magical work of Love and Light." 

METHOD SEVEN - Sexual Blessing 

PuRPOSE: If you were to read many of the old occu l t  grimoi res, you 
wou ld find many references to sexual  abst inence duri ng magical work . 
I n  modern t imes, th is has evolved to a majority be l ief that magic doesn 't 
normal ly i nvolve sexual ity or �:�huns i t .  This is a misunderstanding of 
the intent of the ancient magicians. It was rare for a couple to practice 
the craft. The social dynamic d idn 't always favor women .  This meant 
that i t  wou ld be d ifficu l t  for magic ians to engage in  sacred magical 
sexual practices with their partners .  Absti nence became a temporary 
measure .  Things are changing and many magicians seek partners who 
practice thei r craft. Whi le there is sti l l  room for abstinence i n  certai n 
situations, it is possible now to engage i n  sacred magical sexual prac­
tices. During extended magical work or even on a regular bas is ,  th is  
sacredness can be nurtured by reaffi rming prior to coitus that i t  is 
i ndeed a magical act . Th is  not only strengthens the fee l ing and con­
nection between partners, but also bring the sexual act into the realm 
of the sacred. 

TIMING: This ritual is done by both partners j ust prior to i ntercourse. 
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STEP ONE: Before intercourse, the man proc laims "Dostoor Dos­
toor Ya-Mala'ikat Al-Nur! (Permission, Permission, 0 Angels of the 
Light ! ) "  The male should Fee l  the presence oF angels  around him and 
be aware that his penis is made of pure l ight. 

STEP Two: The woman repl ies to him, "Mubarak Mubarak Jinsaniah 
AI-Nuraniah (Blessed, Blessed is the Sexuality of the Light!)" The 
woman should visualize her womb as a great ocean of stars. 

STEP THREE: Upon actual coitus, they both proc laim "Blessings of the 
Shekinah enter this union; we are at peace." 

METHOD EIGHT - Healing Blessing 

PuRPOSE: Blessi ngs can also be used in t imes of cris is .  You wi l l  en­
counter those that are in  trouble or are i n  need of comfort. This need 
can arise d i rectly or indi rectly, such as hearing the sound of an ambu­
lance's s iren near by. As magic ians, we are neither paralyzed by c ir­
cumstances nor do we go on with ou r l ives as spectators to the traumas 
around us .  You may not be able to save the world or even the person 
before you , but you can do someth ing. The answer lies in the magic 
of love and the blessing of Light. Your abi l i ty is to love and, with the 
aid of angels ,  you can bring comfort and heal ing blessings to someone 
mi les away. I t  may not always remove the s ickness, stop the bleed ing 
or end the ir pain ,  but you wi l l  be surprised how much the magic of 
love and blessing can accompl ish .  This blessi ng is  a vehic le for you to 
send love , magn ified as pure energy, to anyone. This energy wil l  af­
Fect their spi ri tual body and fi l l  them with a sense of peace. By Divine 
Grace and angel ic aid , the heali ng, physical ly or emotional ly, wi l l  be 
accelerated . I t  wi l l  also help awaken your  inner heali ng power and 
bring peace and love to you r own heart. 

TIME: This hea l ing blessing can also be performed at any time and 
place of convenience for you , as long as you know that you wi l l  not 
be d istu rbed during the ri tual . You can do it for others ,  e ither right 
away in  a case of emergency, or from your  home. You can also do i t  for 
you rse l f, i f  you fee l  that you need it . We know that many people have 
trouble doing that, but they real ly shou ldn 't. It is l ike giving yourse l f a 
hug instead oF wait ing for others to hug you .  
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TooLS: You wi l l  need a candle e ither white, purple ,  yel low or p ink .  I t  
wi l l  also he lp  i f  there i s  some i ncense ,  even i f  it i s  j ust stick i ncense. 
There i s  no spec ific requ irement for the type of incense, since it  is used 
primari ly as a sanctifier and a mental focus enhancer. Due to the emer­
gency need of this ritual at t imes, these ritual accessories are not man­
datory. You can do th is anywhere and at any t ime without any tools .  

STEP ONE: Light the candle and incense. I f  you are in  a group, then 
hold hands. Focus on the candle and begin to quiet your  mind and 
control your breathing to the count of 3 or 4 .  

STEP Two: Focus your  m ind and attention on the  magnificent b less­
i ngs of the Divine .  Feel and imagine every part of your body from 
head to toe made of pure scint i l lating l ight. Chant soft ly "Al-Nur" 
unti l  you fee l  a complete connection with the l ight of the Divine.  

STEP THREE: Focus your  mind on the target of th is  blessing. Everyone 
repeat with passion , "Our (my) love is filled with peace. Our (my) 
love is filled with light. Our (my) love is filled with life. It grows a 
thousand fold, when angels carry it to those in need. To N. we (I) 
send healing blessings of love, l ight and life." [x7] If you don 't know 
the person's name, as i n  the case of an accident, then ident ify the target 
as best as possible .  If you are doing th is  outdoors at the scene, then 
skip the candles and i ncense and make the repetitions s i lent .  

STEP FouR: When you fee l  the energy bui lding up to a point of c l imax ,  
visual ize seven bright stars appeari ng and join ing together to form one 
massive bright and powerfu l  star. As the stars are merging, vibrate 
the seven names of the Holy Archangels :  Ruq i e l ,  Gabrie l ,  Semsamie l ,  
Michae l ,  Sarfie l ,  A'anie l  and Kasfie l .  

STEP FIVE: Now, hold you r arms straight out  with palms faci ng each 
other, about s ix to ten inches apart . Envision between your  pa lms a 
ball of l ight increas ing i n  brightness. (Some magi visual ize a beam of 
light coming down from above their c rown chakras and emanating 
from thei r heart chakras , to feed the bal l of l ight .) When the ball can­
not grow any brighter, watch it rise up on the smoke of the i ncense to 
meet the large bright star. See it become part of the large star and the 
star become brighter. (At the scene of an accident , you can visual i ze 
th is  whole step.) 
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STEP SIX: Say: "Filled with healing blessings of light, love, and life, 
go to and bring comfort, restoration, and protection. As 
the Queen of Heaven desires it, so it shall be!" Visualize the bright 
star shooting through the un iverse as a pure bal l of un iversal energy. 
See it entering our atmosphere and su rrounding the target with warm 
and bright Light ! 

$ PRAYER TO THE GODDESS ISHTAR $ 
PURPOSE: This prayer is the key that opens many of the serious ri tuals 
in this book. Invocation of the Divine is general ly the fi rst major com­
ponent of any extended magical ritual and part of the regu lar practices 
of the magic ian. Previously, we discussed how, i n magic ,  the Divine is  
the Light of al l  Lights and that th is  Light i s  an embod iment of love . 
The idea that God i s  love is a recurring theme with in the spiritual 
community. I t  is more than a saying. This love fills the entire process 
of practis ing magic and is real ly what faci l i tates and drives the work­
ing re lationship between angels ,  j i nn ,  spirits , and the magic ian. It is 
a re lat ionsh ip bu i l t  on love that overflows from the un i fying source. 
This re lationship i s  nurtured through ou r worki ng with the Goddess 
of Love. The stronger your bond as a magic ian with the Goddess of 
Love and Queen of Heaven, the more successfu l  and real your magic 
wi l l  be .  Cal l i ng on the Goddess of Love wi l l  enl iven your  sou l with the 
l iv ing power of the Holy Spirit .  Havi ng a connection wi th the Queen 
of Heaven wil l  increase your understand ing of the mysteries of cre­
ation that we cal l  magic .  Even though the Goddess of Love i s gener­
ally associated with spirituality i n  love and sex, th is is also the key 
to experiencing a gl impse of paradise and bl issfu l  states. This prayer 
is  based on an ange l ical ly revealed text known as the C1de.\' 4 Ltwe. 
Through the prayer, you wi l l  open your heart and experience Light i n  
your heart and mind as  i ntense love. I t  wi l l  also make the  spir itual be­
ings more receptive to your magical cal l ing. In essence, the more you r 
love for the Goddess of Love grows, the more th is love translates i nto 
your being loved by the spi ri tual inhabitants of the heaven ly realms .  

TIMING: This i nvocation is to be rec i ted out loud with deep love, mel­
ody and intensity of fee l ing, three to four  t imes a week ,  preferably one 
of them a Friday. I t  i s  also used as an open ing for major r itual work 
that i nvolves cal l i ng on angels ,  j inns and other spirits. 
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DIVINE NAMES: The major Divine name that appears here i s  the Ak­
kadian name for the Queen of Heaven and Goddess of Love. The 
name Ishtar i s  to be sung as if  cal l ing from the depths of your sou l  
for the  deepest desire and love of  your heart. Other names for the 
Goddess that identify with d ifferent facets of the Queen of Heaven 
appear toward the end of the invocation . The mantra Anahuahi  Ish tar 
Yahuahiana identifies the Goddess as the I , He, and She facets of the 
Divine, from both first and third person perspectives. This is an ac­
know ledgment that the Divine is infin ite and all encompassing in its 
Immanence. 

TooLS: No tools are needed for th is ritual i f  i t  i s  done solo or duri ng a 
busy schedule .  With in  ritual ized magical structure,  usually a white or 
green candle, sweet incense, and the tools for purification and conse­
cration are usefu l  accessories, as well as a rosary or counting beads. 

STEP ONE: Purify and consecrate your work ing area and l ight a dedi­
cated candle and some sweet aromatic i ncense, such as vani l la , rose, or 
coconut-heavy mixtu res. 

STEP Two: Chant the name l shtar forty-nine t imes, in a melodic and 
cal l i ng voice. Don 't try to vibrate the name. Chant it  as a lover call­
ing from the depth of the sou l toward the beloved in yearning mixed 
with pain of separation . You can also chant it musical ly or repeat it 
reverently. Whatever method you fee l  most comfortable with, keep 
your mind focused on the Goddess and on c loseness to Her and Her 
nearness to you . 

STEP THREE: Cal l ing to the heavens and the world around you, say 
passionate ly and adoringly: "Glory! Glory! Do I sing, 0 angels of 
love divine. Holy! Holy! I beheld a wondrous vision; seven bright 
stars cried rejoicing unto the Queen of Heaven and earth. By She 
who is the First and the Last, whom all angels adore and praise, I 
banish Lilitu and the demons of fear, hatred, falsehood, and wrath 
to the world from where nothing returns. 0 Ishtar; Queen of the 
Stars, Immaculate One, Exalted Light of the Heavens, my heart 
cries to you. 0 Light of Heaven and Earth, radiance of the uni­
verse, radiant of countenance, my spirit cries to you. Unto Her all 
things fall prostrating; " (prostrate) "Queen of the World, Creator 
of all that is, was and wil l  be, my heart cries to you. Unto the Lady 
of the angels who receives supplication, my body cries to you. Unto 
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the merciful Goddess Ishtar, who hearkens unto eternity, my pas­
sions cry to you. " (Rise up) 

STEP FouR: Putti ng both your hands on your  chest and feel i ng love for 
the Goddess and al l  l i fe in  the world say: " Ishtar, 0 my Lady! 0 my 
Lady, ignite my spirit with Light, and awaken my heart with Love 
Eternal . "  ( Repeat as many times as you can whi le fee l ing your love 
grow with every repetit ion) 

STEP FIVE: Say in  melodic prayer mode: "Hear, 0 Angels, the cry of 
Your Queen: I have given the brightness of my crown to the stars. 
I have given the vision of my eyes to cats and lions. I have cast 
my spear into the dragon and unleashed passion. I have given the 
strings of my harp to my daughters and made their voices sweet to 
the host of heaven. I have placed the feathers of my wings on the 
scales of judgment to weigh against the dead hearts. I have made 

my blood to run in the veins of saints and prophets, and my sym­
bols adorn every faith. I am the hidden flame in every religion, and 
to me all of you shall return. 

Is that truth that your lips utter, 0 lover? Is that passion that 
your fingers seek to touch, 0 lover? Is that ecstasy that arouses your 
senses, 0 lover? Is the Chalice of Intimacy your wine, 0 lover? Do 
you know of what I ask? I ask of your heart, does it beat with Her 
name? I ask of your blood, does it carry Her breath? I ask of your 
cheeks, do they know your tears? Blessed art thou, 0 lover, who 
knows of these. Thou art the savior of hearts and a fountain of joy. 
She is your hope and you are Her life. This is love, so listen well, 0 
ears, and behold, 0 eyes, the story of the King and Queen. 

Who comes between the lover and the Beloved? I am the Be­
loved and you are my love. They say gods, I say God. They say 
Father, I say I am. I am thy Father and I am your Mother. I am 
the King and the Queen. I am that I am. I am Yahuah. I am Ishtar. 
I am the first and I am the last. I am thy breath and thy sigh. I am 
the tear and the cry. I hear your prayer before your lips utter it. I 
am love and wrath. I am justice and truth. Thou shalt have no other 
gods before Me. "  

STEP SIX: Cal l ing t o  the heavens and the world around you , say pas­
sionately and adoringly: "Holy are Thou, Queen of Heaven and 
Earth. Holy are Thou, the revealer and concealer; Your name is 
Light! Holy are Thou, Ishtar, the Queen; Aima Elohim, the Creator 
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Mother; Shekinah, the Divine Glory; Sophia, the Wisdom; God­
dess of Love, Life, and Light, by whatever name I call Thee, I can 
never utter Your beauty. My soul is in Your hands. Let all the an­
gels adore. Let all the spirits on the Earth adore. Let all that is in 
the Heavens adore. Let all that is in between adore the Queen. May 
all the angels of Light, whether they are in Heaven or on Earth, 
descend upon me, singing Your name. Anahuahi Ishtar Yahuahi­
ana. (Ana-hua-hee Eeeee-shtaaaar Ya-hua-hee-aaaaanaaaa. Vibrate 
th is last name in a melodic voice as you reach up to the heavens with 
both arms.)" 

$ INVOCATION TO THE MASTERS OF MAGIC $ 
PuRPOSE: There have been many stories and books written about se­
cret masters ,  the great white brotherhood, hidden chiefs, and so forth .  
Most of what has been said or written about th i s  subject i s  based on  
conjecture .  Even those occu l tists who decry the i r  existence, or say 
they are mere ly high level human masters, do so without any con­
crete knowledge or investigation . These masters are not a new phe­
nomena that is a product of the imagination of New Age adherents. 
We have seen references to them dat ing as far back as the 1 2'h century 
C. E. There are two types of masters to which they refer. The fi rst are 
humans, c hosen before b irth ,  who represent certain spiritual i ncarna­
tions. They don 't necessari ly have supernatural powers, as they are 
embodiments of spiritual facets. The other kind of masters are those 
who are not human and never have been .  They exist in the rea lm and 
domain of angels and they oversee the How of magic and the deve lop­
ment of mysteries. They are the guardians of the magical arts and get 
i nvolved, invis ibly and sometimes not-so- i nvisibly, in cal l ing new seek­
ers into the craft, selecti ng from them those who wi l l  access the greater 
mysteries and in i tiation . When they are with a group, and they can 
support more than one at the same t ime, then i t  has a l ivi ng current. 
If they withdraw their support, then the current of that group is  dead 
no matter how many members it has or how many temples it erects. 
Ind iv idual mag ic ians can be affected by these masters' support and 
guidance or the lack of it .  Most often they are invisible and do their 
work si lent ly. However, on a few occasions we have witnessed more 
d i rect intervention, inc lud ing one anointi ng a cand idate with o i l  before 
h is  in i tiat ion. Yet, they are not human, angels ,  or j i nn .  There is a l imit  
to how much we can say or reveal here,  but  we don 't real ly need to 
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say much .  The pu rpose of this ritual is for you to fi nd out on your own 
and, more importantly, it is for you to establ ish the kind of magical 
connection that keeps their guidance and support for you al ive. 

TIMING: This ritual i s  to be done at the end of any extended magical 
work . I t  can also be done as a dai ly affirmation. We recommend you 
do it dai ly for at least one year. 

TooLS: You wi l l  need the headband from the ritual of consecration of 
the book. We also recommend that you light a candle and bu rn some 
i ncense. Also, i f  you can do this in nature or in  a sec luded garden or a 
park , it wou ld be even better. 

STEP ONE: Say with convict ion,  passion and force: "0 ancient mas­
ters of holy magic, who reside in the secret mountain of mysteries, 
I stand before you as a seeker of the secrets and the knowledge of 
the wise. I call upon you to bring me closer to your presence and 
aid me with your company, 0 ancient beings that preside over the 
rivers of the garden of Eden and who oversee the art of the Magi. 
Hear me, in the name of your Queen, whom you serve and adore. I 
call upon you, o ancient masters of magic, to hear my call this hour 
and watch over me and aid me with your power and guidance. I 
bear upon my forehead the symbols of your chiefs Melchizedek and 
the Master Metatron, for I am a seeker of the path of old. 

Listen to me, ye invisible ones known by many names among the 
ancients, ye who are magical from birth and of flame that doesn't 
burn. I call upon you, servants of the secret and mighty name kept 
veiled by the sages of old, which was given to King Solomon, that 
has great dominion over you. Empower me with a ray of magic 
from your world, so that it awakens in my sphere a ray of that an­
cient current that has its place at the beginning of time and keeps 
me steady on the path of magic. 

Listen to me, 0 servants of these symbols (draw the seven 
symbols before you in the air or even better draw them on your 
arm or chest and expose them) and come to me now and empower 
me. Let there be a living connection between me and you, o ancient 
masters of the magic of Light. Watch, guide, and aid me, for I am a 
servant of Divine Light and it is this Light that we both serve and 

. .  revere. 
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$ RITE OF DIVINE SERVANTS $ 
PURPOSE: One of the most rewarding tasks i n  the l i fe of the magician 
is to be a l iv ing beacon of Light. Such individuals realize the impor­
tance of championing the virtues of Light strongly du ring dark t imes 
of despai r o r  pain ,  or in places it appears to have d immed. Many of 
us try to shed a bit of this l ight in the best way we can . As magicians ,  
we use th is  vehic le as our principle means. Often we may fee l  alone, 
like a sole candle Aame in  a dark cave , but this is not so. There are 
many i ndividual cand le Aames in th is cave. This ritual serves as one 
way in which al l  these cand le Aames can connect. Even if only one 
person does this ritual ,  that person sti l l  i s  able to connect with the 
egregore or group consciousness of the magic ians of l ight. The ritual 
uses three symbols. These represent three layers of in i tiation, as wel l  
as three d isti nct c ircles of occu lt development. The fi rst symbol serves 
as a connection to the fi rst c i rc le ,  the c i rcle of asp iring magical seek­
ers .  The second connects to the second c i rc le ,  the c ircle of dedicated 
magical adepts. The last symbol connects to the th ird c ircle, or ' secret' 
Masters of the Mysteries. 

TIMING: This ritual is best done three times a week for at least four  
months. 

DIVINE NAMES: The only Divine Name that appears in this ritual i s  the 
word Lvx or Light .  

STEP ONE: Stand in  the form of a cross, then visual ize and fee l  beams 
of l ight bursting from both your palms. Meditate for about a minute on 
the sensations and symbolism of this step. 

STEP Two: Maintain the posture from step one. Focus  on a bright 
candle Harne above your  head . Say, in a determined and loud voice, 
" Great Magical Creator of the Universe, I adore You and I invoke 
You." 

STEP THREE: Form the letter ' L' by bringing your  right arm above 
your  head in a vertical posture .  Focus on any pain and lonel iness you 
may have endured in your  journey and Fee l  it melt away and be re­
placed with great joy for where you are now and where you are going. 
Feel connected to the thousands of seekers on the path of the magic of 
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Light. Whi le focus ing on the Divine, say, " I  Invoke You, 0 Raptur­
ing L>ve." Visual ize your  body surrounded with a blue l ight. Imagine 
a green crescent crowned with a red ,  a blue, and a ye l low star before 
you .  Feel a connection with aspir ing magicians of all ages and walks 
of l i fe .  Know that you are not alone in your search ;  let your love grow 
and extend outward unconditional ly. Receive the overwhelming en­
ergy of love in  retu rn. 

STEP FouR: Bring both your arms above your  head to form a ' V' .  Fo­
cus on the road to magical adeptship, all that you have done and have 
to do to get there :  the work, the joy, the benefit, the sacrifices and the 
satisfaction of being a mage of Light, l iv ing and breath ing the Divine 
Spirit and in  the company of angels .  Whi le focusing on the Divine 
say, " I  Invoke You, 0 Resurrecting Life." Visual ize your  body sur­
rounded with red l ight. See a white cross with a red rose mounted on it 
before you . Fee l a connection with the magical adepts of Light across 
the world. Feel your chal lenges melt ing before the powerfu l  surge of 
a new spi ritual energy. 

STEP FIVE: Bring your arms down across your  chest in the form of the 
letter ' X' .  Allow a bright golden-ye l low energy to surround you as 
strongly as possible .  Feel yourse lf  empowered and ready to fu l ly take 
on your personal dest iny. Once the image becomes strong, say, " I  
Invoke You, 0 Rescuing Light," whi le focus ing on the Divi ne. Visu­
al ize your  body surrounded by a white bal l of l ight sparkled with gold .  
See a chalice adorned with a b lue ,  a yel low, and a red gem before you . 
Entwi ned around th is chal ice is a green bronze snake and above it 
rests a beautifu l  s i lver crescent. Fee l the connection with the Masters 
that have guided humanity for thousands of years. Feel the ir guidance 
in  your l i fe and their love. 

STEP SIX: Bri ng your  arms down and then move them up in a swoop­
ing manner, cal l forth the Light with all of your wi l l .  Proclaim ,  " Lux, 
(Luuuuuuuuuuuxxxx) Let Your Ever Living, L>ving Light descend 
on the Servants of the Divine across the nations of the Earth." 

STEP SEVEN: Hold out your arms in  the shape of a cross again ,  then vi­
sual ize you rse lf  su rrounded with transparent white l ight . Say, " Unit­
ed by the ancient circle of Divine magic, we stand ready to serve in 
L>ve, Light and Life." [ x3] See hundreds of others across the world ,  
standing as  you are i n  th i s  step. Know that you are not alone i n  your 
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desire to bring the Light  i nto th is  world .  See yourse lf and al l of the 
other magicians of the Light l i nked by a single cone of power and an 
ancient magical current .  

$ THE CALL TO MAGIC $ 

PURPOSE: You may feel a cal l i ng to magic, a deep yearni ng i nside of 
yourse lf  that you can' t explain .  This isn ' t unusual . People are called 
to magic, metaphorically and l iterally. Magical groups make a point 
of sending out a cal l to attract those of l ike mind, who are meant to 
share with them their celebration of the mysteries or magical work for 
a period of t ime. This i s  a lesser cal l .  The greater call comes from the 
guardians of the ancient art, who help and guide people i nto this path .  
These people are cal led into the  art for different reasons, which can 
range from needing to learn something to help themselves or others ,  
to be ing due to some past- l i fe or spiritual connection with the work. 
Some are l i teral ly born i nto magic or into a magical family. Magic is a 
powerfu l spiritual force and i ts impact on our spirit extends over many 
l ifetimes. You may very wel l  have been called to this art .  You also can 
cal l others to this path .  Assisting others, even indirectly, to find their 
way spi ritual ly is  a great service and a blessing for al l i nvolved.  Even 
though th is  ritual is about sending a lesser cal l ,  i t  i s  very beneficial i n  
that i t  connects you with t h e  currents. You become part o f  t h e  greater 
cal l and th is benefit Hows not only into your l i fe, but into the l ives of 
others. 

TIMING: The ritual of the cal l is generally done duri ng the fu l l moon. 

TooLS: Al l  that is needed i s  a white or green candle and some in­
cense . 

STEP ONE: Purify and consecrate your working space, then l ight a 
dedicated white or green cand le .  

STEP Two: Meditate on the Harne of the candle .  Re lax your body and 
calm and empty your mind.  

STEP THREE: Focus ing on the cand le Harne, say, " 0  Holy of Holies, 
the Great Initiator of the mysteries of Divine magic, I adore You 
with my heart, I praise You with my lips; I call You with my soul . 
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By the flame and the glory of Your light in heaven and earth, let 
the fires of Light and life be ignited within me, a mage of Light. 
Send the angelic redeemer and ancient priest of the Great Myster­
ies Melchizedek, the prince of spirits Metatron, and the angel of 
your hidden and concealed occult wisdom, the archangel Raziel. 
Let the angel Raziel be a guiding hand to those who are ready for 
studying and practicing Your ancient mysteries of Divine magic 
within this tradition or any other. Let the path be made clear for 
them and peace profound descend upon them. May Spirit guide 
their feet, as You have guided my feet. May their hearts be com­
forted with love, as You have comforted my heart. Let the angel 
Raziel watch over them, as Your angels have watched over me. 
Let the Light descend on them with love so warm and mild, as it 
has descended on me. Amen. Amen. Amen. Amen and a thousand, 
thousand, thousand Amens be upon them, and all true seekers of 
the magic of Light!" I x 3 ]  

$ G RA I L  OF WI SDOM $ 

PURPOSE: Attain ing wisdom is the crowning jewel of the magical de­
velopment process . l fyou lack wisdom, even i fyou are to contact your 
Holy Guard ian Ange l ,  you wi l l  not  know how to properly handle th i s  
information . Ancient masters and spiritual teachers d idn ' t acqu i re 
the i r  wisdom just from reading books. Books provide guidel i nes, in­
formation, and techn iques to ach ieve magical growth and spiritual 
wisdom . Wisdom is connected with en l ightenment .  This is the abi l i ty 
to see th ings For what they are, outside the confines of i l l us ion. This 
comes through spi ritual effort and is a spiritual blessing. However, 
there are techniques to bring and grow wisdom into one ' s own mind .  
Wisdom can be magical ly planted l ike a seed , which is then nurtured 
to fu l l  bloom via the Light . 

The operational prem ise of the ritual of attain ing wisdom is to cal l  
upon Holy and angel ic names to charge a dedicated cup of water. The 
water is then consumed, and wi l l  infuse the ent ire sou l and spir i t with 
the imbued force through the physical and ethereal bod ies . Of course , 
the success of th is depends on the angels consecrating the water. So it 
is important that you inflame yourse lf with the invocation and rec ite i t  
as many times as necessary. When you get the first fee l ing of success, 
that is ,  you begin  to feel some form of external energy around you ,  
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then double and triple your effort . Stop only when you fee l  as if your 
request has been answered a few recitations earl ier. 

TIMING: Do this ritual dai ly for 40 days. I t  wou ld be best i f  you are able 
to do this fi rst th ing when you wake up, after  an I l lumination Wash .  
Otherwise, try to do i t  on an empty stomach .  

DIVINE NAMES: Th i s  ritual i ntroduces sacred names of  power for wis­
dom. They are based on an ancient method of extracting names of 
power from the permutation of other names of power. This was a com­
mon practice in  the ancient world ,  even within Jewish mystic ism or 
Qabalah that was influenced by the Chaldean magi . The ritual also 
ends with other names of power that are based on permutations of 
a s ingle name of the Divine .  These names shou ld be chanted togeth­
er  loudly at a fast pace, as a way of entering trance. To your ears, 
th is should sound very s imi lar to many native Amerind shamanistic 
chants. 

The ritual also i ntroduces the Hebrew Divine Names that rep­
resent the unknown name or Raz Shem (the Name of Mystery) and 
the name of the mystery of mysteries, Shem Raz Ha-Razim .  To re­
al ly enhance the impact of this ritual you may want to chant s i lently 
the names Yah Ha-Chokmah (God of Wisdom) and Elohim Ha-Binah 
(Gods of Understanding) as many times as possible during the day 
and night . 

TooLS: Any cup of water wi l l  do, but you can also have a chal ice in­
scribed with the Holy names used i n  the conjuration, and it is even 
better if you can i nscribe the enti re conjuration, with the names, upon 
it . 

STEP ONE: Do the i l l umination wash and then purify and consecrate 
your working area. 

STEP Two: Hold the cup between your hands, c lose to your th i rd eye . 
Focus for a few minutes on the intent :  to cal l on ange ls to use the water 
as a med ium for transmitting the seed of wisdom to you , who are a fol­
lower of the way of the wise. 

STEP THREE: Say: " By the names of wisdom Chahak Machah 
Memem Hakach; by the Raz Shem given to Adam when he left 
the Garden of Eden, by which he prayed for redemption; by the 
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Raz Shem that was given to Moshe before the burning bush Ehieh 
Asher Ehieh; by the Raz Shem that was given to Prophet Shelomoh 
and he was made a wise king; by Shem Ha-Raz Ha-Razim, before 

which all of creation bows in love and adoration, I call upon the 
angels and spirits of Sodi Chokmah Ha-Aur. 

By permission of the Holy of Holies, I call upon the Archangel 
Raziel, peace be upon him, from the midst of the Rauch Ha-Kodesh 
(Holy Spirit), from the midst of Safafiel, the Prince of Reason, to 
aid me with the descent of the spirits of wisdom. By the hand of 
Afafiel, the Prince of Knowledge; by the hand of Katatiel, Prince of 
Understanding, by the hand of Aramiel, Prince of the Crown, by the 
hand of Yahuel, Prince of the Testimony, by the hand of Nahanael, 
Prince of insight, by the hand of Rahael, Prince of the Secrets of 
the Shekhinah and by the hand of Ashmoyeli, Prince of the Torah, I 
invoke the spirits of wisdom to infuse this water, so that in drinking 
it, I may be infused with spiritual wisdom and occult understand­
ing. Just as Atiq Yomin (Ancient of Days) gave to Moshe Divine 
inspiration, the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of 
knowledge and cleverness, the spirit of cunning and knowing, the 
spirit of secret insight and the spirit of the Holy of Holies, may the 
Shekhinah, the spirit of knowledge and God's wisdom, the secret 
spirit of ancient magic, rest at this time upon me, (Your first name 
- child of - your mother's first name - child of - father's first name 
- last name. Women should reverse the parent's names). 

In the name of Shaqarhozi, the great prince, who is Patar Ado­
nai, the great Prince, who is Ririel Adonai, the great Prince, who is 
Anoqtiel Adonai, the great Prince, who is in charge of the archives 
of Torah wisdom; all the keys are given into his hand. He was the 
teacher of Moses; he taught him Torah, wisdom, knowledge, and 
strategy. Thus may he open to me, (Your first name - child of- your 
mother's first name - child of - father's first name - last name), the 
door of wisdom and the door of understanding. In the blessed and 
Holy Names of Ah-hey-wah, Ah-Hey-Wash, Yo-hey-wash, Yo-hey­
wah-hey , Yo-hey-wah, Yo-Hey, Hey-hey, Hey-wah-hey, Hey-Hey, 

Hey-wah-hey, Yo-hey-wah-yo, Hey-wah-hey, Hey-hey, Yo-hey, 
Wah-hey, Ah-hey, Yo-hey, Yo-hey, Wah-hey, Wah-aha-ah, I invoke 
the spirits of wisdom to infuse this water so that in drinking it, I 
may be infused with spiritual wisdom and occult understanding. 
Amen. Selah." 
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$ T H E  S H I E LD O F  T H E  MAG I $ 

PURPOSE: This ritual is a protective warding that wi l l  guard you against 
any possible hosti le spi ritual intrusion into your space . As a magician 
you wi l l  need necessary protection against unexpected surprises or 
i nterference. It is traditional to erect wards in your working magical 
areas or establ ish a protective shie ld around yourse lf  when not doing 
work . This idea has been known as banish ing in modern occu l t  c i rcles .  
However, banishing is actual ly a process of removing negativity or 
releasing resident spirits . A ritual that does this effectively general ly 
doesn 't estab l i sh wards as wel l .  The ward ing wi l l  not banish the spir­
i ts, but wi l l  erect a wal l between you and them. Therefore , it isn ' t  
uncommon that you see things looking at you from behind the shie ld 
or that for the first few nights you have strange dreams. This magical 
wardi ng can also be used to augment the magical c i rcle found in old 
magical books .  You can use th is  ward to protect others, who may be 
experiencing negativity in  the ir l ives. 

TIMING: Do this ritual at least twice a week.  Do it more i f  you feel 
someth ing is bothering you psychical ly, or i f  you sense an unfriendly 
presence i n  your area. I t  is also a good ri tual to do before working with 
any major spir i ts or j i nn .  

STEP ONE: Meditate on t he  Light and fee l  a sphere of  Light above 
your head . Say: " 0  spirits of Light, I heard the voice of my angel 
speak to my soul and say ' Mah-rah-zah-hoo' and I replied ' Mah­
rahd-ah-zeer-hoo' ,  my spirit is from the Light of all Lights, I serve 
the Light of all Lights and to the Light of all Lights I shall return. I 
am a servant of the Holy of Holies in the tradition of the prophets 
of old. I call upon you o spirits of Light, in the name of our creator, 
the Light of all Lights, to shield me like you shielded the prophet 
Al-Mahn-hah-mah-nah, peace be upon him." 

STEP Two: Move to and face the east . Draw the shield of the magi , 
whi le sayi ng : "Ahh-Mah Hh-May-Thah Aht-Mah Ta-May-Thah. "  
When you draw the  shie ld visual ize i t  strongly before you i n  gold ,  blue 
or white .  The shie ld is  i l l u strated here ,  with the appropriate i nstruc­
t ions for tracing it . 
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You begin drawing from poi nt 1 and d raw the top i nner angle and 
loop ending at point l b . Move to point 2 and draw the bottom inner 
angle and loop ending at point 2b.  Then begin drawing the crosses 
from poi nt 3 up to point 3b, which i nc ludes the small c irc le .  The small 
c irc les are al l  drawn in  c lockwise fash ion .  Move to point 4 and draw 
the right arm of the cross with its terminat ing c i rcle at point 4b .  Move 
to point 5 and draw the bottom arm of the cross with its terminating 
c ircle at point 5b. Move to point 6 and draw left arm of the cross with 
its terminati ng c ircle at point 6b. Then move to point 7 and draw the 
outside c ircle beginn ing from the top moving c lockwise to point 7b. 
When you are done, draw a connecting l ine made of pure white and 
gold fi re and move to the south .  

STEP THREE: Face south .  Draw the sh ie ld of the magi , whi le saying: 
"Ahh-Mah Hh-May-Thah Aht-Mah Ta-May-Thah. " Draw a con­
necting l i ne made of pure wh ite and gold fi re and move to the West. 

STEP FouR: Face the west. Draw the shield of the magi ,  while sayi ng: 
"Ahh-Mah Hh-May-Thah Aht-Mah Ta-May-Thah. " Draw a con­
necting l i ne made of pure wh ite and gold fire and move to the north .  

STEP FIVE: Face the north .  Draw the sh ie ld of the magi , whi le  saying: 
"Ahh-Mah Hh-May-Thah Aht-Mah Ta-May-Thah . "  Draw a con­
necting l ine made of pure white and gold fire and move to the east. 
Connect the north and east shie lds .

EssENTIAL RITES AND CEREMONIES 

STEP SIX: Return to the center and say: " Ahh-Mah Hh-May-Thah 
Aht-Mah Ta-May-Thah."  Repeat th is three t imes or mu ltiples of sev­
en. Increase the energy behind it as you go on, whi le visual iz ing the 
four  shie lds in bright flashing l ight around you . 

STEP SEVEN: Say: " Al-Nur, shield and preserve me. Keep away 
from me all harmful things and injurious creatures from among 
the humans and the jinn. Keep away from me the corrupt and evil 
spirits. Let us be apart as the distance between the heavens and the 
earth. Preserve me with your preservation, by which you preserved 
the universe. By the great name Ehieh Asher Ehieh Adonai Tza­
baoth El Shaddi (visual i ze the sphere of Light above your head grow 
large enough to encompass you and the shie lds) and by the power of 
the archangels Michael, Gabriel, Raphael, Surial, Tzadkial, Sartial 
and Nanial, may I dwell in a fortress of Light whose gates are the 
Holy Names, whose watchers are the mighty archangels, and upon 

whose banners glows the symbol that is the magi's shield (revisual­
ize the shields bright ly sh in ing around you) . "  [x3 or x7] 

0 BANE BREAKER RITUAL 0 
PuRPOSE: I f  you hang around occu It c i rcles long enough, you are bound 
to meet someone who is  convinced that they are under magical attack 
by someone or another. This is true whether we are talking ceremo­
nial ists or witches. This has led to a whole saga of coven wars in the 
community. Nineveh remembers a few times when we were accused of 
attacking certai n individuals ,  which cou ldn 't have been furthest from 
the truth. What leads to th is  phenomena? I s  it merely i l l usion from in­
ternal izi ng a l l  magical phenomena as mental experiences? I s  i t  a form 
of magical madness or unresolved psychological transference? More 
often than not, the victim of magical attacks blames the parties with 
whom past negative personal relationships exist .  

We don 't bel ieve that there i s  a blanket answer to this issue. To 
dismiss magical attacks as non-existant flies i n  the face of two th ings. 
The first is the vast number of people who have had experienced them 
at one time or another. The second is the antiquity and abundance 
of attack or hex spel ls  across cultural and magical paradigms. If we 
deny that attack magic is possible , we may as wel l  deny a l l  the other 
branches too. On the other hand, the majority of people accused of 
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magical ly attacki ng others are i ndeed inoccent .  This is not to say that 
magical aggression doesn ' t  occu r  between humans, only that they are 
not always the gu i l ty parties, especial ly if the evidence is the result  
of some astral or dream experience. Gett ing too focused on such at­
tacks is  a route to paranoia and fear. Fear is the greatest enemy of any 
magician - th is  can 't be emphasized enough. A magician who is afraid 
wi l l  make choices that are damaging to herse lf and others, spir itual ly, 
mental ly, and even physical ly. 

There is another theory that is often missed i n  the West. Many of 
those magical attacks are actual ly done by j inn .  J inn can appear in any 
form and in  old texts sorcerers wou ld send them into the dreams of 
the ir  vict ims ,  to attack them in the form of a human. The human form 
could be that of the sorcerer h imself or someone e l se .  Most magic ians 
in the West practice no effective banish ing against j inn ,  and some even 
i nvite those bei ngs to the ir l i fe in an uncontrol led manner. I t  wou ld be 
no feat or chal lenge for such a j i nn  to attack its vict im and convince 
her that she is u nder attack by someone with whom she has had issues. 
As human magicians fight each other, they have no t ime to deal with 
the j i nn .  Some even tu rn around and summon evi l j inn to en l ist their 
aid to he lp against the ir  perceived attackers .  I t  i s  a win-win s ituation 
for the evi l  j i nn .  Due to their psychic abi l i t ies ,  J inn also know how to 
radiate panic among humans, which is  fu rther why we emphasize the 
importance of learn ing to control you r fears and transform them into 
someth ing positive . 

Instead of worrying whether you may or may not be under such 
attacks, we recommend that ,  as a matter of rout ine ,  you ban ish any 
such energies. It becomes a matter of normal magical hygiene. It also 
strengthens the spi ritual sphere of the magician. Those that do this on 
a regu lar basis wi l l  notice that many problems that almost appeared 
as bad luck ,  have van ished. We general ly recommend that you do this 
r i te regu larly and not wait u nt i l  you are under some strange influence .  
How do you know that you are under attack?  There are many signs 
that a trained magic ian can decipher with extended accuracy. How­
ever, i t  i s  easy to d ismiss the signs out of hand or to become paranoid ;  
neither attitude is balanced . I n  princ iple, i f  you fee l  drastical ly d iffer­
ent after doing this ceremony, as if a huge weight has been l i fted from 
your  shou lders, or as if you had shaken up  lots of negativity or pres­
sures, then you were the target of someth ing or another. Don ' t  dwe l l  
on  i t  or the  source; j ust do the rite regu larly and don 't be  seduced into 
fighting back .  
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TIMING: Do th is ritual at least once a week or whenever you fee l  some­
th ing i s amiss. 

DIVINE NAMES: The words of power i n  this ritual form a devotional 
praise in Hebrew, that you reci te whi le  drawing the fou r  hexagrams 
on the s ides . Draw the hexagrams rapid ly to ensure that the prayer 
flows together comfortably. The charge uti l i zes potent angel ic  names 
that are common to the tradition. 

STEP ONE: Chant: " Halelu Elochai Qadush Adon Malachim Wa 
Ruachim." [X7] (Glory to be My God Holy Lord of Angels and Spir­
its .) 

STEP Two: Move to the East . Draw a c ircle , start ing from the top and 
going clockwise. Draw the upper triangle starting from the top and 
going c lockwise, vibrati ng as you do so: " Ehieh ."  Vibrate : " Asher ."  
Draw the lower triangle start ing from the bottom and going c lockwise, 
vibrat ing as you do so: " Ehieh. " Draw the sun symbol 0 i nside 
the hexagram, and visual ize the hexagram glowing brightly. Draw a 
connecting l i ne of pure l ight from th is hexagram to the hexagram to be 
drawn in the south .  Ehieh Asher Ehieh i s the Divine Name spoken to 
Moses, and means: " I  wi l l  be that I wi l l  be ."  

STEP THREE: Move to the South .  Draw a second c i rc le ,  start ing from 
the top and going clockwise. Draw the upper triangle starting from 
the top and going c lockwise, vibrat ing as you do so: " Adonoi. "  Draw 
the lower triangle start ing from the bottom and going c lockwise, vi-

brat ing as you do so: " Tzahaoth."  Draw the sun symbol 0 inside 
the hexagram, and visual ize the hexagram glowing brightly. Draw a 
connecting l ine of pure l ight from th is hexagram to the hexagram to be 
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drawn in the west. 

STEP FouR: Move to the West. Draw a th ird c i rc le ,  start ing from the 
top and going clockwise. Draw the upper triangle starting from the 
top and going c lockwise, vi brat ing as you do so: " El Shaddi . " Draw 
the lower triangle start ing from the bottom and going clockwise, vi­
brat ing as you do so: " El Chai ."  Draw the sun symbol 0 ins ide 
the hexagram, and visual ize the hexagram glowing brightly. Draw a 
connecti ng l ine of pure l ight from th is  hexagram to the hexagram to be 
drawn in the north .  

STEP FIVE: Move to the North .  Draw a fi nal c i rc le ,  start ing from the 
top and going c lockwise. Draw the upper triangle start ing from the 
top and goi ng clockwise, v ibrating as you do so :  " Adonoi." Draw the 
lower triangle start ing from the bottom and going c lockwise, vibrat-

i ng as you do so: " Malek Ha Malkuth." Draw the sun symbol 0 
i nside the hexagram, and visual i ze the hexagram glowing brightly. 
Draw a connecti ng l i ne of pure l ight from th is  hexagram to the hexa­
gram drawn in the east. The Divine Name Adonoi Malek Ha Malkuth 
means " my Lord Ki ng of the Ki ngdom." 

STEP SIX: Move to the East to connect the two hexagrams. Return to 
the Center. 

Sn:P SEVEJ'\: Repeat three ti mes: " By the blessed and holy Shem 
Yah and the mighty archangels Michael [x3],  Metatron [x3] ,  Ta­
hitmeghil ial [x3], Sharntaeel [x3], and Kehial [x3],  I banish any 
spells, sorceries, hexes, bindings or any magical or psychic ener­
gies set upon me by any human or j inn that would influence me neg­
atively or attempt to control my choices, for I am dedicated to the 
Divine Light and the magic of Light. Any magical forces or psychic 
whispers that would hinder me in my life or lead me astray from 
my spiritual magical path be banished, be banished, be banished." 

STEP EIGHT: Chant :  " Halelu Elochai Qadush Adon Malachim Wa 
Ruachim." [X7] 

When doi ng the various steps of the ritual , try to do them i n  a single 
How without i nterruption. The intent is  to say the fol lowing prayer: 
" Glory be to God ,  Holy my Lord of Ange ls and Spi rits, I wi l l  be that I 
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wi l l  be, my Lord of Hosts, God the Strong, God the Livi ng, my Lord 
King of the Kingdom ! " 

Having put these rituals and techniques into practice, you have now 
begun to bu i ld a strong magical foundation. You are probably excited 
about begi n n i ng to work with spi rits , e lementals , planetary forces, and 
even summon some j i nn .  We recommend that you be patient a bit lon­
ger. You should first contact your  holy guardian ange l .  You r  guardian 
angel work will raise your spiritual vibration , and endow you with 
the spiritual authority needed for the later parts of the program. This 
k ind of spiritual awareness i s  necessary to ensure that your work is 
in  fu l fi l lment of your true destiny on earth ,  and to empower you with 
a true sense of confidence when communicating with other spiritual 
beings. You wi l l  l iteral ly have the Divine seal on your magical work, 
which i s  why we fee l  i t  i s  a necessary next step for any true seeker of 
the magic of Light.

agicians bel ieve that with the b i rth  of 
every ch i ld  a stel lar body appears in the 
heavens. As the star moves, the chi ld fol­
lows its l ight. I f  the star of one i ndividual 
comes c lose to the star of another, the 
two beings wi l l  meet on the earth ;  when 

the two stars separate, they also separate . If two stars are to col l ide, 
the individuals involved wi l l  col l ide in  anger and in conflict .  When the 
star final ly sets over the horizon, the person also dies .  In th is  sense, 
each ind ividual in th is world i s  l i ke a star. This star i s  not a mere celes­
tial body in  the outer boundaries of our galaxy, but a ste l lar body that 
moves in  the spiritual world .  I n  the ancient trad i tion, a star i s  symbol ic 
of an angel ,  i n  th is case your guardian ange l .  

What exactly is the  holy guardian ange l (HGA) ? The holy guard­
ian angel is first and foremost an ange l .  This means that th is entity 
isn ' t  you . I t  doesn ' t  refer to that deep spiritual part of you or that i nner 
en l ightened self or anyth ing that constitutes your self, mind,  or spirit 
i n a psychological sense. We are talk ing about an ent ire ly i ndependent 
being and th is i s  an important key. This ange l is assigned to you to 
watch ,  to record,  and to guide your  l i fe .  This teach ing i s  based on the 
principle that there i s  an ange l ic  governor pres id ing over every func­
tion i n  the universe. Since, i n  th is  universe , you are a function who 
acts and reacts to your su rroundings, there i s  also an angel presid i ng 
over you . The strength of th is  relationship is based on the strength 
of your relationship to the Divine. Thus, i f  you should stray far from 
the spiritual path ,  your connection with your angel wi l l  weaken.  This 
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angel is int imately, spi r itual ly, connected to you and can act as your 
i ntermed iary or representative i n  the celestial world .  

Contacti ng one ' s  guardian angel is an important fi rst s tep in an­
ge l ic magic ,  because this is  the closest ange l to you from among all 
other angel ic bei ngs. This connection is through both prox imi ty and 
spi ritual bond .  This is  your star, and it sh ines brightest in your l i fe 
from among al l others created by the Divine .  You can choose to work 
with and bu i ld a relat ionsh ip with any number of the blessed ange ls 
in  the celestial realm,  but you can always count on a fi rm relat ionship 
with your ange l .  The only th ing that can weaken th is re lationsh ip is for 
you to turn your back on spi ritual i ty and the Divi ne. 

I n  the ancient magical path ,  cal l i ng upon the guardian ange l was 
trad i t ional ly one of the i n i t ia l  steps you wou ld take as an apprent ice . 
Some magicians recommended that the apprentices begin and end a l l  
the i r  occul t  work with a blessi ng on the ir guard ian ange ls .  This is  due 
to the role of the guardian ange l as an intermediary and as the envoy 
of the Divine One. This importance doesn ' t  compete in  any way with 
the attribution of a l l  magical causal it ies primari ly to the Divi ne. I t  is 
s imply working i n  harmony with the Divine order and celestial ar­
rangements. 

There are many spiri tual benefits from havi ng a healthy connec­
t ion with your guardian ange l .  This i s  why many modern magical 
schools have made the communion with and di scovery of the name 
of the holy guardian ange l e i ther the halfway mark of the process of 
magical development or one of i ts most important accompl ishments .  
Magical asp irants of these systems undergo many in i t iations and work 
with many ri tuals to prepare for, or to help enhance, the chance of th is 
encounter. I n i t ia l ly. the idea of contacting the holy guardian angel was 
made popu lar in modern Western magical writi ng by the translation 
of a magical text known as the Bt111!.: 4 tbe Sacred ;t/a_qt�· oj'Aiwamelin tf,e 

t1fa_qe.  I t  also became central to the doctri ne of the famous author and 
magic ian Aleister Crowley. 

The idea of a holy guardian angel is  more than a modern phenom­
enon, as i t  i s  rooted in  the ancient teach ings of the Magi and has found 
its way into many re l igions i n  the Middle East. One of the earliest ref­
erences to th is teach ing is found in  the Sumerian cu l ture. Sumerians 
be l ieved in  Divine messengers of the gods who ran errands between 
them and humans. Excavations near the Sumerian capi tal of U r re­
vealed re l igious art i facts; one of the earl iest of those d i scovered was 
an angel ic engraving in stone, a wi nged figure. Each Sumerian home 
had an altar honori ng its guardian ange l .  Guard ian angels also figured 
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i n  the teach ings of Zarathustra. The Ahura Maza, the embodiment of 
the spiritual as wel l  as material existence of the Cosmos, created many 
be loved ones or archangels .  These archangels, called Yazata in Per­
sian , interact with each human being through thei r guard ian angels or 
Farahvash i .  These guard ian angels  are the l ink between the i ndividual 
and the rest of the celestial or angel ic realms .  

Holy guard ian angels  are a lso mentioned i n  the Torah ,  in  Genesis, 
i n  the struggle of Jacob with an ange l .  Jacob tel l s  the ange l ,  who ap­
pears as a man, that he wi l l  only let h im go when he has pronounced 
the blessings bestowed upon him .  The ange l declares that Jacob has 
wrestled with men and god ly beings and won ; therefore ,  h i s  name is 
now I srae l .  Jacob' s struggle was with his brother Esau ' s  guardian 
ange l .  The importance of the guardian angel cont inues to this day, es­
pecial ly in modern Western occult  societies. 

One of the obstacles that many magicians encounter in the endea­
vour of contact ing their guardian angel is finding methods or tech­
n iques specifical ly dedicated to th is goal .  The most fabled and prob­
ably the only known method in Engl i sh ,  is  the one detailed in the book 
of the magic of Abramel in .  Due to its complexity and d ifficulty, many 
also tu rn to the Golden Dawn for a working system for H GA contact. 
This i s  mostly due to the fact that the translator of the book of Abra­
mel in was one of its founders. However, the tradit ional Golden Dawn 
had no interest in the H GA, and, as such ,  not a si ngle ritual for this 
purpose was ever publ i shed in its order' s corpus. The Golden Dawn' s 
emphasis is on the Higher Genius, which is an equal ly val id but d if­
ferent concept. Lack of practical publ ished materials and organ ized 
systems leaves modern magical seekers with few venues for contacti ng 
the ir  guardian ange l .  

I n  th i s  book we wi l l  provide you with some effective and produc­
tive methods to contact your guardian angel and to begin to build a 
strong re lationship. These techniques can be used within the book' s  
own self-paced program o r  as part o f  another magical system.  We rec­
ommend , i f  you choose to work with another system, you avoid any 
program that i ncorporates guardian ange l work with working with 
demonic beings to gain  magical powers. Cal l ing upon both angels and 
demons in  the same sphere wou ld be an insult to the angel and a pain­
fu l punishment to the demon . Keep i n  mind that cal l ing upon angels 
and demons in  the same sphere isn ' t  the same as cal l i ng upon demons 
with Divine and angel ic names. The demon responds to avoid having 
an angel sent to it. The ancient magicians of our tradition also taught 
that those who make a point of regu larly summoning demons will be 
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blocked from contacti ng or receiving aid from ange ls and celestial be­
Ings. 

Before we proceed any further, let 's talk about what we mean by 
contact .  I n  Chapter 3, we talked about the various methods of contact­
i ng an ange l .  There are four  ways to contact your ange l and each of 
them is considered a val id one. The fi rst and greatest contact occurs 
through a physical or semi-physical encounter with your  guard ian an­
ge l .  This requ ires an extended operation that can last months with 
long, extended retreats. Whi le many wou ld be wi l l i ng to make the 
t ime commitment to it ,  few are able to do so in  our busy modern l i fe .  
Our highly competit ive capital i stic society is inherent ly unfriendly to  
a mystical , monastic or hermit ic magical l i fe .  

The second approach involves the  ange l ' s presence or spirit ray 
tou c h i ng you r  own. This  w i l l  fee l  l i ke bei ng engu l fed or hugged by 
another ent ity. You wi l l  know th is  is  your guardian ange l by the major 
effect it has on your spi ritual heart center and on your consciousness 
i n  general . This is  a strong experience and its beauty is d ifficu l t  to 
describe. This can occur  duri ng the ritual of contacting your  guard­
ian ange l .  This  contact wi l l  l eave you ,  on a very deep leve l ,  with an 
i mpress ion of what you r ange l wanted to i m part to you . You w i l l  not 
have any doubts about what the message is or that i t  was your ange l .  I t  
w i l l  be  one of  the most spiritua l ly rapturous experiences, second only 
to being engu lfed by awareness of the Divine real ity. 

The th ird approach involves be ing vis ited in a very luc id dream 
by you r ange l .  The angel might appear as a man or woman, but very 
luminous and bright. It wil l ident i fy itse lf  to you i n  some way, and you 
wi l l  fee l  the radiance and love . The ange l general ly communicates us­
ing dream symbolism or even a voice in  your  dream. This message is 
very important and requ i res med itation to un lock it .  

The fou rth approac h is  most often used in  magical workings. I t  in­
volves contact t h rough mediumship or c l a i rvoyance,  t h rough the c rys­
tal bal l or magic mi rror method . This isn ' t as re l iable, as it depends 
heavi ly on the abi l i ty of the mage to open up to the ange l ic  presence 
and message . I t  also requ i res a good abi l i ty to receive and i nterpret 
any messages received . I t  is easy to be deceived in  the process. Begin­
ners may confuse the ir own inner desires or fee l ings for guidance from 
the guardian ange l .  You wi l l  need to know on a sou l  level or in every 
fibre of your  existence what your  guard ian ange l is te l l i ng you , and 
that it i sn ' t  something coming from with in  your  own mind or imagi ­
nation. The strong impact of such a message can be  d i luted by such 
exte rnal i zed contact methods .  The key to  deal ing with these problems

i s  to undergo extended train ing, repeat the process over the years, de­
velop the abi l i ty to recognize the qual i ties of messages and extend the 
operation itself. This means that you would need to adopt a retreat pe­
riod , fast and regu larly do rituals to contact the angel before you could 
expect to receive a val id message. Fortunately, duri ng such a process, 
you may very wel l  have an encounter with the presence of your angel 
to val idate any images or messages you receive. 

0 T H E  NAME O F  YO U R  ANGEL  0 
The first and most important step in  contacti ng your  guardian angel 
is  d iscovering the ange l ' s  actual name. One method ,  recommended 
by books l ike Abrame l in ,  u ti l i zes e laborate techniques involving re­
treats, deep meditations and fasts and an extensive six month long 
operation. This method i s a bit of a chal lenge and few cases of success 
have ever been recorded . The overal l  expectation is that you will hear 
your angel ' s  name in  you r m ind when you make contact. This leaves 
room for miscommunication and deception, si nce th is wi l l  be your  fi rst 
encounter with your ange l .  These methods are viable when and if you 
have spi ri tual ly purified and empowered yourse lf  sufficiently through 
years of practice. The chance of success for most practi tioners with 
l im i ted practical magical experience, or who have not done extended 
mystical and magical operations beforehand , is  low. Due to the cur­
rent demands of modern l i fe ,  few people are wi l l i ng to make such an 
investment i n  t ime and energy at the beginn ing. 

The other method that we recommend is mathematical . The name 
of your ange l can be derived from the numerical vibrations of your 
own birth name. This should not come as a surprise, as a b i rth  name 
has long been considered to be a powerfu l  spiritual l ink to the ind i ­
vidual .  Names i n  occu lt ism have power and a person ' s  name was a 
powerfu l  occu lt key in  al l  ancient operations. B irth names may appear 
arbi trary, but the anc ients didn ' t  be l ieve them to be so. They felt these 
names were magical and that knowing a magic ian ' s  name wou ld give 
you power over her. Around the 6'h century B.C. E . ,  Pythagoras also de­
clared that the world is bu i l t  upon the power of numbers. He bel ieved 
that the ent ire un iverse could be expressed in numerical formu las. 
Numbers and letters were seen by the ancient masters as the primary 
tools of the Divine Arch i tect i n th is world and , through them, occu l t  
mi rac les and spir itual accompl ishments were possible .  Such re l iance 
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on mathematical principles for finding out your HGA's name may at 
fi rst seem less mystical than having a vision or having it told to you by 
an inner voice, but it also means that you can begin to establ ish con­
tact with your ange l now. There are drawbacks to this method , but our 
tests have shown that i t  works wel l and is a great help to beginners .  

This is a good t ime to discuss how the ancients came up with the 
value of the letters i n  numerical form and approached the i r  under­
standing of numbers. We need to go back to th is original th ink ing to 
be able to establ ish the correspondences of numbers to the Engl ish 
letters. Since mathematics and numerology were not two d i fferent sc i ­
ences i n  the beginn ing, we can assume that the ancient numerologists 
i nvestigated the properties of numbers by analyzing the ir mathemati­
cal behavior and act ion.  The number  five was considered a number  of 
reb irth and preservation. I t  was due to the fact that when i t  i s  mult i ­
pl ied by itse l f, it preserves i tse lf.  The same goes for any i nteger that is 
a product of mu lt ipl ication with five. Here are a few quick examples: 

5x5 = 25 
25x25 = 625 

This approach can be applied to the numbers mentioned i n  scriptural 
texts. The number six is considered the fi rst of al l perfect numbers; we 
read in the Bible and Quran that God created the world in six days. A 
perfect number is a number whose positive divisors (except for itse l f) 
sum to itse l f. Here are a few quick examples: 

6 ( 1 +2+3 =6) 
28 ( I  +2+4+7  + 1 4=28) 

496 ( 1 +2+4 +8+ 1 6+3 1 +62+ 1 24 +248=496) 

The ancients also saw the polarity i n  nature ,  with most species 
contain ing both female and male .  This same polarity was expressed in 
numbers, by designati ng odd numbers as mascu l ine and even numbers 
as femin ine .  The magi gave the letters of the alphabets smal l ,  large and 
great ranges .  Ranges are the l i nguistic ord inal count or the locational 
count of a letter in  its alphabet. The range of Aleph i s  one, because 
i t 's the fi rst letter of the Hebrew alphabet and the range of Gimel is 
three, because i t  i s  placed th ird after Aleph, and so forth .  Equal ly, 
the range of A in the Engl ish alphabet is one and the range of C i s  
three, and so on.  The first letter of any alphabet has the range I and 
the second 2 ,  and so forth .  The value of ranges was commonly used

i n  magic to determine the vibratory quantity of a word ,  that is ,  how 
many times i t  should be vibrated.  The numerical sequences in al l the 
ranges proceed from one to ten. The small range continues from eleven 
to twenty-eight, while the large ranges continue from twenty up to one 
thousand .  This pri nc ip le is appl icable to any sequence of letters in any 
language.

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Readers of modern occu l t  books may find our numerical attri bution 
of the Engl ish letters confusing. This is  due to the cu rrent trend to 
use the Hebrew alphabet as a comparative language for others. Our 
system of ranges i s  expl ic it ly evident in older sources, and is also clear 
from the adaptation of the nine fold degree system from Hebrew i nto 
Engl ish numerology. In modern numerology texts, the d ivis ion of the 
Engl ish letters into n ine columns is used as the basis for the val ue of 
the letters in what is  cal led Phythagorian numerology.

A table s imi lar to the nine d ivisions of Engl ish numerology was used 
in both Arabic and Hebrew numerology. In Hebrew, it i s  called Aiq 
Beqar (Nine Chambers) .

The letters in  the first Hebrew column have the commonly recogn ized 
large ranges of 1 - 1 0- 1 00.  The letters i n column two have the large 
ranges of 2-20-200, and so forth .  Aiq Beqar is used for tal ismanic 
purposes, among many others. Neverthe less, i t  i s  understood that the 
large range of Aleph is one and Yod i s  ten .  The same goes for the 
Engl ish n ine chambered table ,  A is  one and J is ten. The letters in the 
first Engl ish col umn also have the large ranges of 1 - 1 0- 1 00 and the 
letters in  column two have the large ranges of 2-20-200, and so forth .  
When trying to  ca lcu late the  ranges for an  alphabet, you shouldn ' t  
compare ranges used for another alphabet as a basis for extracti ng its 
own values. Could you imagine trying to fit the Swah i l i  alphabet with 
the Hebrew to acqu i re the ranges of the Swahi l i  letters? 

Modern scholars and students have also erred by mistak ing the 
ranges for the actual nu merological values. If we were to total the nu-
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merical ranges for the fol lowing Engl i sh words, they wou ld a l l  have 
the same tota l .  

* Live = 30 + 9 + 400 + 5 = 444 

* Evi l  = 5 + 400 + 9 + 30 = 444 

* Vei l  = 400 + 5 + 9 + 30 = 444 

* Vile = 400 + 9 + 30 + 5 = 444 

By modern magical understanding, th is  means they shou ld share s imi­
lar " numerical value ."  They do share s imi lar harmonic range, but not 
numerical values .  The range of every letter i s  calcu lated based upon its 
placement with in the alphabet. However, the numerical value of every 
letter is addit ional ly calcu lated based upon its placement within the 
word or phrase . Two methods are main ly used; the fi rst depends upon 
constructed e lemental tablets for the letters, while the other, known 
as the ' Secret Whisper' , i s  more s impl ified, but equal ly effective . The 
basic premise of the ' Secret Whisper' i s  to mu ltiply the large range of 
a letter with its sequence number withi n  a word or a sentence. Here 
are the numerical values for the same words in our example us ing the 
' Secret Whisper' : 

* Live = (30 x I ) + (9 x 2) + (400 x 3) + (5 x 4) =  1 268 

* Evi l = (5 x l )  + (400 x 2) + (9 x 3) + (30 x 4) = 952 

* Vei l  = (400 x I) + (5 x 2) + (9 x 3) + (30 x 4) = 557 

* Vile = (400 x I ) + (  9 x 2) + (30 x 3) + (5 x 4) = 528 

Using the magical method of the Secret Whisper, you can calcu late 
the name of your H GA from you r  own name. Those wishing to use 
just the range can do so. I f  you are us ing d i fferent methods, vibrate 
each  name unt i l  one name opens you r heart and sou l ,  l ike a flower to 
the brightness of the spiritual sun .  You wi l l  know which one th is is 
and, as you work with i t ,  you wi l l  be surprised at the strength of the 
force it awakens in you . 

The fi rst step i n  calcu lating your  H GA's name i s  to write out your  
fu l l  name. I t  was tradit ional i n  the  Middle East to  use  words l i ke Ben 
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(Son of) and Bent (Daughter of) when referri ng to people .  Such as: 
Solomon Ben David or Li lah Bent Myriam . Therefore ,  there are two 
ways to write the fu l l  names. The first wou ld inc lude the usage of Ben 
and Bent in  the writ ing and calcu lation, and the other would exc lude 
i t .  The exclusion is more common with Lati n based names. Also,  many 
people in  Western countries have at least one add itional middle name 
that Semites do not use. If you have one, the middle name has to be 
taken i nto account. The writ ing of the name should be based on the 
l inguistic format of the i ndividual ' s cu ltural background. The format 
of a typical Engl ish name is as fol lows: (Your Fi rst Name) - (Your 
Middle Name [s] ) - (Your Mother' s Fi rst Name at Birth) - (Your Fa­
ther' s Fi rst Name at B i rth) - - (Your Birth Fami ly Name) . l fyou are a 
woman, switch the order between your  mother' s and father' s names, 
as fol lows :  (Your First Name) - (Your Middle Name [s] ) - (Your 
Father' s Fi rst Name) - (Your Mother' s Fi rst Name) - (Your B irth  
Fami ly Name) . I f you don' t  have a middle name, don ' t  worry about 
it ,  as i t  i s  a cu l tural variable l i ke the word Ben.  The principle formula 
that does not change is the use of your and your parents ' fi rst names 
and you r last name at bi rth .  In cases of adoption, where the biological 
parents are unknown, use you r adopted parents' names. 

The second step is the se lection of a numerical method to calcu late 
the name. We are going to use only one method here as a standard . We 
wi l l  apply the Secret Whisper method to the large ranges of the letters 
of the name. 

You can do the calcu lation on paper or us ing software . If you are us­
ing paper, draw a grid s imi lar to the one fol lowing and then write down 
the letters ofyou r name in descending sequence. We recommend that 
you leave enough space for three sets of numbers. Here is an example 
calcu lation , u s i n g George Anthony Lisa David Wilson. George i s  the 
fi rst name, Anthony is h is middle name, Lisa is h is  birth mother' s fi rst 
name, David is his b irth father' s fi rst name, and Wilson is his b irth fam­
i ly ' s last name. Beside each letter, place its Engl ish large range value .  
Now place each letter' s sequence in  the col umn next to the large ranges .  
Next ,  mu ltiply the large range value with the sequence and place the to­
tal beside each letter. Then add the total of the numerical value column .

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The sum of al l the numbers in the fourth column provides us with the 
fu l l  numerological value of the name, based on the Secret Whisper 
formu la. The total for this particular name i s  4 1 , 895. 

If you want to use a spread sheet program for your calcu lat ion, 
launch it and write the letters of your fu l l  name descend ing in  the A 
column .  I n  the B column ,  write the actual value for each letter. I n  the 
C column ,  write I and increment i t  sequential ly unti l you reach the 
last letter i n  your name. In the 0 column,  write the fol lowing formu la: 
= (B l *C l )  in the first ce l l ,  = (B2*C2*) in the second cell and so forth .  
Final ly, in  the ce l l  under the last i nserted formula, type i n  the fol low­
ing formu la: =Sum(D l : Dx) .  The x here represents the last letter' s row 
number. This wi l l  al low you to acqu i re the values accurate ly, without 
error. You shou ld double check you r numbers and math regard less. 

The next step is to subtract the ange l ic  suffix from this value .  I n  
ancient documents, there are two variations for doing th is. The fi rst 
is to use the traditional large range Hebrew value of 3 1  for the Divine 
name El . The second is based on the large range Arabic spe l l ing of that 
name, 4 1  for Ayl ,  which is c loser in original h istorical pronunciat ion. 
From the 360 degrees of the zod iac the Arabic magician subtracted 4 1 ,  
with a resul t  of 3 1 9  (TYSh) ,  which is the j i nn i  suffix. The add it ion of 
4 1  and 3 1 9  resu lts i n  360 degrees, which corresponds to the Zodiac .  I f  
we were us ing the Arabic alphabet to form the angel ic name, we wou ld 
subtract 4 1  and i f  we were using the Hebrew, we wou ld subtract 3 1 .  
Since we are worki ng with the Arabic alphabet for th is example ,  we 
wi l l  use the Arabic suffix AYL (4 1 ) .  

The reason that w e  subtract the range value o f  the suffix i n  the fi rst 
place is  because otherwise the value of the name of the angel wou ld 
exceed the original total calcu lated value .  We subtract fi rst what we 
wi l l  be add ing later, so as not to unbalance the equation.  Subtracting 
forty-one from the total 4 1 , 895 leaves us with 4 1 , 854 . Now we pro­
nounce this number as such :  forty one thousand , eight hundred and 
thi rty four. This is  translated into the fol lowing formula :  40- 1 - 1 000-
800-50-4 . We then exchange the numerals with the equ ivalent Arabic 
letters and the letters of the suFfix. You wou ld of course do th is from 
right to left , s ince th is is the d i rection of Semit ic languages.

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The pronunciation of the name is the most d i fficult step in th is process 
for non-native speakers. The key is  to place the consonants for each 
letter together and, when a need arises, simply insert an ' e ' between 
them. This is how you pronounce the preceding name.

The result  wou ld be as fol lows: MAGhe DhaNeDAYL (Maghe-dha­
ned-aee l) . To know how many times to vibrate th is  name in rituals and 
meditations, s imply reduce the total number itse l f: 4 + I  +8+9+5= 27. We 
use only a s ingle reduction. 

0 ANGELIC LAMEN 0 
The angel ic lamen is the next tool that you wi l l  be constructing i n  th is 
book. On one s ide is  the angel ic pentac le and on the other side i s  the 
ange l ic mandala. Once you are fin ished constructing the lamen ,  treat 
it with respect and wrap it with white cloth when not using it .  Wear 
the lamen so that it rests on your  heart duri ng any work with your 
guardian ange l .  

The side contain ing the  pentacle i nvolves a pentagram surrounded 
by a c i rc le .  I nside the points of the pentagram are the letters, in an­
cient Hebrew script, forming the word Shekinah or Divine Presence. 
The Shekinah is the Queen of Angels,  and it i s  under Her presence 
that ange ls seek c loseness to the Exalted Light. Outside the pentagram 
is written in Hebrew, Achath Ruach  Eloh im Chayyim, which means 
" One is the Spirit of the Living God ."  

This i s  the  standard template for all ange lic pentacles. You wil l  
a lso notice the numbers from one to three.  These numbers are place 
ho lders for the modifications that personalize the template for a spe­
c ific ange l .  In place of number one, you write the name of the actual 
ange l for whom this pentac le i s  designed . The writing of the angel ' s 
name can be i n  ancient Hebrew, Modern Hebrew, Arabic or Aramaic .  
I n  place of number two, you place the script sigi l of the ange l .  
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The th i rd number in the template is a place holder for the charge of 
the ange l .  This is also open to customizi ng and spiritual i nspi ration .  I t  
can be  i n  any language, but i t  i s  best if i t  i s  i n  Hebrew, a s  t h i s  is the 
same language as the rest of the pentacle .  I t  consists of a statement of 
adoration to the Divine , possibly an attri bute s imi lar to the nature of 
the ange l ,  and a cal l to respond. One possible Hebrew statement for 
the ange l wou ld be:

We mentioned something about the angel ic sigi l .  but how do you con­
struct one? The most popular sigi l  method in  modern Western occu lt­
ism is the Rose-Cross method taught in the Golden Dawn. This is 
what we call a geometric ratio procedure. The sigi l i s  derived by lo­
cating points on a two dimensional plane and then connecting them 
to create a sigi l out of the geometric d istance and alignment of the 
points. The problem with th is method is  that the letters are so c losely 
arranged on the rose that when copied the ratio can ' t  be maintained. 
A d i fference i n  ratio i n  the copy cou ld mean an ent ire ly d ifferent letter 
sequence when placed back on the original rose. Even a maintained 
ratio wou ld produce d ifferent resu lts i f  placed on a rose of a d i ffer­
ent s ize from the original .  The second problem is that the d i fferences 
between various sigi ls remain obscure and all the symbols eventual ly 
induce the same fee l ing. 

We prefer the use of script sigi ls .  Script sigi ls are based on con­
necting tal ismanic script letters spe l l ing out the name of the angel or 
spirit. The connection is usual ly embel l i shed and done in  a geometri­
cal ly pleasing fashion.  For example, let us create a script sigi l for the 
angel Maghedhanedayl .  Fi rst, we begin by selecting an appropriate 
script. Genera l ly,  these k inds of script are s imple and mathematical in  
the i r  shape, consisting of no more than l i nes, c i rc les, and termination 
points l ike crosses. These scripts replace the letters, but do not affect 
the language . Some scripts, such as the The ban script or Passi ng of the 
River, have become famous in the West. Some were based on c iphers 
used by certain secret soc ieties, whi le others have been invented more 
recently for fun or as part of a fictit ious story. Occu lt ists of the an­
cient world used close to one hundred d ifferent scripts. Some of these 
scripts were based on ancient and dead languages, some were created 
by famous individual magic ians of their times, and others were used 
by certain groups such as the Sabians or Hermetists. Not a l l  of those 
scripts were treated equal ly. Trials and appl ication have shown that 
some are more effective than others. 

The reason for the use of these designs is that they act as an added 
gateway for the currents that are being evoked. Of course, the same 
goes for many geometric patterns such as Pentagrams, Hexagrams, 
Golden Ratio and so on. Even though these images, j ust l i ke i ntent 
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and focus, act as condu i ts, they in themselves are not the source of 
the magical cu rrents. Nevertheless, thei r use is part of the pri nciple of 
magic that deals with numerations. 

We wil l  l ist only a fraction of such scripts in  th is chapter for you 
to pick from to create your HGA sigi l .  Our source for these scripts is  
a famous and rare Arabic document known as Shuq AI-Ma.•tal>am Fe 

Ma 'areef;zt  Rumoo" AI-Arqam, written by a Nabatian author Abu Bakr 
Ahmad ben Al i ben Wahshiyya around 855 C. E. The book's val ue was 
of high importance to magic ians and marked a developmental stage 
in cryptography. A number of those scripts are reproduced here ,  as 
found in the currently existi ng copy of the document. These are hand 
drawn renditions and, of course , we can not verify the accuracy of 
al l these scripts. The source i s  medieval , and we have not found any 
alternate source with which we can compare them. We also accept that 
errors during dupl ication are possible and can not be ru led out .  This 
does not mean the scripts are wrong, only that the reader shou ld not 
be surprised if  future research uncovers a minor error here or there i n  
any o f  the scripts. 

The series of magical scripts that fol low are for general magical 
workings and can be adapted to the HGA working. They can be used 
in  mak ing numerical magic squares, creating amu lets and tal ismans, 
inscriptions on magical implements and so forth .  You may want to 
specifical ly use the script of Hermes when you are us ing heavy Egyptian 
or Greek magical symbolism in  your work . You can use the script of 
Wonders for making magical designs or seals for j i nn  and other spirits. 
You may also use the Pythagorean script, especia l ly when making 
your magic square numerical amu lets. These are general guidel ines 
and ,  with experience, you wil l come to recogn ize the right script for 
each of you r workings.

One other important e lement of magical scripts is the ir  connect ion 
to the lore of the primord ial ange l i c  language or Divine language . 
Accord ing to the same sou rce manuscript, in  h i s  book on secret th ings 
Agathodaimon gave the three ancient Divine alphabets . The word 
Agathodaimon itse l f  trans lates into the good gen ius or guardian angel 
or spir it .  However, Agathodaimon was also another name for Hermes. 
Accord ing to Agathodaimon, one of the three primordial alphabets 
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was the old Syrian alphabet, the original Divine alphabet, which was 
taught by God to Adam .

This alphabet has undergone numerous changes i n  its form through 
t ime to become the more recognized modern Syriac script . The ancient 
Syriac script can be used as a generic script for any magical construc­
tion . I t  can replace a number of magical scripts, when specific scripts 
are not avai lable, and can be used in  conj unction with Hebrew and 
Arabic scripts. Of course, the Syrian Aramaic language cont inues to 
exist today in  a modern form. I t  i s  an important language and many of 
the names of power i n  anc ient magic were preserved in  it . 

To continue with our example, we wi l l  be selecting the Marshal ' s  script 
for creat ing the angel ic sigi l .  The fi rst step is to write down the script 
correspondences with the letters of the HGA's name. The second step 
is  to connect them in a harmon ic way to create a signature design . 
Let 's use the example H GA name to i l l u strate the process:

The next step i s  to construct the angel ic mandala. Th i s  magical man­
dala is made by combin ing letter runes into a special circular design 
for the name.  The fi nal design is so un ique that it can ' t be confused 
i n  any way or made to represent another name. The symbols are hard 
to draw on most tools but then for that we have the sigi l s .  However, 
they can easi ly be drawn on a c i rcu lar flat surface such as the ange l ic 
pentac le .

To design the mandala, draw a c i rcle and then d ivide i t i nto s l ices ac­
cord ing to the number  of letters in the angel ' s  name. Don ' t forget that 
the suffix ALl AYL is part of that name. Make sure that, wh i le the s l ic­
es are al l  connected to the center, there is  some space between them. 
With in  each s l ice ,  draw the appropriate shape for its corresponding 
letter i n  its proper sequence, proceeding c lockwise around the c irc le .  
You must remember that the "black shaded area " is  the actual shape, 
not the white. While the wh ite space may appear c lose to the letter, it i s  
actual ly only empty space. I t  doesn ' t matter at what point of the c i rc le 
you begin ,  as long as you go in  sequence and c lockwise. The colors 
tor angel ic mandalas are usual ly green or gold on a white background. 
The dark , shaded areas, be ing the actual symbols on which to focus, 
should be the part painted . The mandala for the angel Maghedhane­
dayl is constructed us ing the fol lowi ng runes:

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0 R I T U A L  O F  W H I T E  F I RE 0 
PuRPOSE: Once you have undertaken the c leansing steps of the I l l u ­
mination Wash and the  rebalanci ng steps of  the  Garment of  Light, 
the next step i s  to inFuse your spiritual and ethereal body with Light .  
This i s a good t ime to open up  and heal any remain ing imbalances 
i n  your energy centers as a precu rsor to your  H GA work ing . This is 
done part ial ly by elevati ng and exalti ng the hu man mind by focus ing 
i t on the Divi ne presence. The process of receivi ng the Light infuses 
the spir i tual body and empowers it. Heal ing and open ing the energy 
centers i n  the process helps with re lated psychological and spir i tual 
imbalances as we l l .

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I l l uminating the crown energy center can help overcome lack of faith 
or doubt about one ' s spiritual relationship to the Divine. I l l umination 
of the th ird eye energy center helps balance the traps of material ism 
and the i l l u sion of separation between the world and the Creator. I l­
lumination of the throat energy center helps balance fears or paranoia. 
I l l umination of the heart energy center helps balance sorrows and 
traumas. I l l umination of the solar plexus energy center helps balance 
fee l ings of inadequacy, l ack  of self-worth or low self-esteem .  I l l umina­
tion of the naval energy center he lps balance strong lusts. I l l um ination 
of the root energy center helps balance the sense of separation and dis­
connection from our physical body and nature itself. When the magi­
cian does the technique of White Fire for balanc ing, the focus should 
be on the positive aspects of the energy center. When done regu larly, 
this can be a powerfu l  i nstrument, not only for spi ritual transforma­
tion and the infus ion of Light, but also for the healing of unbalanced 
emotions and spiritual states .  

DIVINE NAMES: This technique uses the practice of magical chanti ng. 
Magical c hanti ng, l i ke the rec i tation of mantras, is a good way to focus 
your  mind and open it to the influx of spi ritual forces .  Magical chant­
i ng is two-fold in nature :  one external and the other internal . External 
chanting is  the more popu lar form, which is  the repeated rec i tation 
and vibration of one of the Divine Names. This is very s imi lar to the 
idea of a mantra. However, without the internal chanting, the ben­
efits of external chanting are superfluous. The aim is  to connect to the 
Divine and magical currents on al l  leve ls , and not s imply to empty the 
mind from al l  thoughts by monotone reci tations of sounds. 

I nternal magical chanting is  al legorical to an i ndividual diving i nto 
the ocean of mean ing, so that noth ing e lse exists for the senses. So i f  
the  magical chanting is  of the  Divine Name of  E l ,  then, during the 
external c hanting of the name, the entire consciousness should be fo­
cused on being engulfed by and in  the presence of the I nfin i te Divine. 
The words should flow to i ntensify the internal chanting. I f  need be, 
the recitation can get very loud, very quiet, very fast or very slow, and 
even a voice change isn ' t  uncommon . However, none of that matters 
- any rigid ru le wi l l  hamper the entire process. 

Many Sufi groups also ut i l i ze energy and physical movements dur­
i ng their chanting techn iques, which they refer  to as Ziker or Divine 
Remembrance. They see every chant of a Divine Name as i f  i t  origi­
nated in one part of the ir body, like the navel ,  and moved to another, 
l ike the brai n .  Certai n names are chanted whi le inhal i ng and others

whi le exhal ing, fol lowed by head movements. We are not going into 
more detai l on these practices, because they d iffer from Sufi order to 
order and from teacher to teacher. 

When the chant ing i s  done successfu l ly, the magician should fee l  
engu l fed by the Presence, as i f  her body is but an extension of the 
name, a manifestation of such qual i ty. Only then wi l l  a ritual ut i l iz ing 
the attri bute or cal l i ng upon it have the desi red effect i n  the physical 
plane, for then it i s  man i festing not from the lower astral via the ego, 
but from the highest worlds through Divine Providence. Or again ,  to 
utter the famous words of ou r master Hermes :  That which i s  below 
is a reHection of that which is above. I n  cases when the chanting is 
deal i ng with words of Power or formu lae that don ' t  represent the Di­
vine, then the focus should be on the external ization during i nternal 
c hanti ng. So i f the chant is for cal l ing forth of an Ange l ,  then al l  of the 
senses, in ternal and external , should be focused on the Ange l ' s be­
i ng, presence, and descent, external ly in the magician ' s  sphere. This 
shouldn ' t  be a matter of force through wi l l  e ither. 

TIMING: We recommend you do th is ri tual three t imes a week for three 
months. 

TooLS: During magical chanti ng, it is best i f  the body is clean and 
there is sweet incense burn ing nearby. The mind must be prepared be­
forehand through re laxation or breath ing exerc ises. In some cases, ob­
servance of a set number of repetit ions is requ i red;  a rosary is  helpfu l  
as i t  keeps the mind from worryi ng about counting. Magical rosaries 
have been known to actual ly improve the effect of the chanting and 
sh ie ld the practit ioner from psychic i nterferences during workings. 

In the ri tual ,  the number of repetit ions given i s  what is  recom­
mended, but they can be reduced to whatever you are capable of do­
ing. I f  you are not fee l ing wel l ,  you can also do th is  exercise lying down 
or seated . I t  i s  also important that, no matter where you are focusing 
you r mind, you remain in  a state of praise and adoration to the Divine 
when chanting the Holy Names. You must be in a state of reception of 
the Light. You are not rais ing or creating th is  energy yourse l f, but re­
ceivi ng it from the Divine. The hardest part i s  sh i fting focus  from step 
to step , but you can develop that sk i l l  by time and practice. Do your 
best to keep th is mental focus strong, as wel l  as to maintain an i nner 
state of reception and love . 
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STEP ONE: Stand ing with your feet together, ground yourse l f  to the 
center of the Earth .  Feel your feet melt into the earth as i f you have 
grown out of the soi l .  Begin quieting your mind,  whi le performing 
a breath ing exercise to the count of four  or eight. Proceed unti l  you 
develop a rhythm. Once you have done th is  for a bit, make sure your 
palms are stretched open to your sides or faci ng each other with finger 
tips touch ing. 

STEP Two: Say: " 0  Al-Nur, whose light has illuminated the heavens 
and earth with Your guidance, with the unknown within their be­
ing, You have brought them to Your Unity. You are the I lluminating 
Light, the Guide, the Strong, the Fortified and Your Light has no 
equal in the worlds. Your Being is the guaranteed existence, which 
has no equal. Al-Nur, illuminate me with the Light of Your shining 
nature, and holy being. Al-Nur, whose knowledge encompasses all 
the minute things in the Universe, manifest in my inner being Your 
Light, so that it may liberate me from my cosmic darkness - a light 
that removes from me my human blindness and blinders so that 
I may be absorbed into Your being, and be one with Your Guid­
ing Light. Al-Nur, illuminate me, 0 Nur, with Your Light." ( Sun  of 
knowledge by Al - Bon i )  

STEP THREE: Take t ime to focus on the presence of the i mmortal and 
eternal Spiritual Light of the Divine One. Visual ize a white flame 
above you r head, the purest and brightest that you can see in  your 
mind ' s eye.  I nhal ing the purest and brightest Light that you can fee l ,  
begin chanting the Divine Names " Ya Al-Nur Al-Hai. " Proceed with 
the magical chanting for a min imum of th i rty-three t imes. The vibra­
tion shou ld be that of aspiration, prayer, adoration and praise. 

STEP FouR: Focus your  mind on the crown center of your head . See 
and focus on this spiritual center  of your  physical body. Say, " Ya­
Qudous Al-Nur Al-Ahad [x7], surround my crown energy wheel 
with a halo of your brilliant Light; open, purify, and infuse the 
spiritual center of Sahasrara with Your Light of Rulership.'' 

STEP FIVE: Keeping the Aame of l ight bright and bri l l iant, visual i ze 
another Aame forming at the region i n  the center of the forehead . As 
you do this ,  c hant: " Ya Al-Nur Al-Hai. " [ x 3  3 ]  
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STEP SIX: Focus your  m ind on the center of your  forehead . Sh ift your  
focus  to  the  sp iritual center su rrounding i t .  Say, "0 Ya-Qudous Al­
Bassir Al-Hadi [x7] , surround my third eye energy wheel with a 
halo of your brilliant Light; open, purifY, and infuse my spiritual 
center of Ajna with Your All Seeing Light." 

STEP SEVEN: Keepi ng the f1ames of l ight bright and bri l l iant, visualize 
another flame form ing at the region in  the center of the throat. As you 
do this, chant: " Ya Al-Nur Al-Hai. " [ x 3 3 ]  

STEP EIGHT: Focus you r  mind on the center of your  throat. See and fo­
cus on the spi ri tual center surround ing th is area. Say, " 0  Ya-Qudous 
Al-Salam Al-Haq [x7] , surround my throat energy wheel with a 
halo of your brilliant Light; open, purifY, and infuse the spiritual 
center of Vishuddha with Your Light of Truth." 

STEP NINE: Visual ize another f1ame forming at the region in the center 
of the chest. As you do this, chant: " Ya Al-Nur Al-Hai . "  [ x 3 3 ]  
STEP TEN: Focus your  mind on the center ofyour heart. See and focus 
on th is spiritual center of your physical body. Say, " Ya-Qudous Al­
Rahman Al-Wadud [x7], surround my heart energy wheel with a 
halo of your brilliant Light; open, purify, and infuse the spiritual 
center of Anahata with Your Light of Beauty." 

STEP ELEVEN: Visual ize another Harne forming at the region of the so­
lar plexus .  As you do this ,  chant: " Ya Al-Nur Al-Hai . "  r X 3 3 ]  

STEP TWELVE: Focus your  mind on the center of your solar plexus. See 
and focus on the spi ritual center su rrounding th is  area of you r body. 
Say, "Ya-Qudous Al-Latif Al-Shafi [x7] , surround my solar plexus 
energy wheel with a halo of your brilliant Light; open, purifY, and 
infuse the spiritual center of Manapura with Your Healing Light." 

STEP THIRTEEN: Visual ize another Harne formi ng at the sacral area. As 
you do th is ,  chant: " Ya Al-Nur Al-Hai . " r X 3 3 1  

STEP FoURTEEN: Focus your mind on the center of your  gro in .  See and 
focus on this spiritual center ofyour physical body. Say, " Ya-Qudous 
Al-Hai Al-Qayum [x7] , surround my sacral energy wheel with a 
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halo of your brilliant Light; open, purifY, and infuse the spiritual 
center of Swadhisthana with Your Light of Life. " 

STEP FIFTEEN: Visualize another flame forming at the base of the spine. 
As you do this, chant: " Ya Al-Nur Al-Hai. " [ x 3 3 ]  

STEP SIXTEEN: Focus your mind on the region o f  the base of the spine .  
See and focus on th is spi ritual center of your physical body. Say, "Ya­
Qudous Al-Fattah, surround the energy wheel at the base of my 
spine with a halo of your brilliant Light; open, purifY, and infuse 
the spiritual center of Muladhara with Your Light of Life." 

STEP SEVENTEEN: Focus your mind on each of the energy centers be­
ginn ing with the base of the spine and moving back up to the crown. 
See and fee l  that white flame bright and sacred . Know on a deep leve l  
that i t  i s  a holy flame of pure spiritual l ight. Moving s lowly from center 
to center and keeping that flame strong, chant, " Holy, Holy, Praised, 
Praised, is the Lord of Angels and Spirits (Qud'-uce Qud'-uce 
Sabuh Sabuh Rabu Al-Mala-aika Wa Al-Ruh)." 

STEP EIGHTEEN: I nhal ing and exhal i ng, fee l  the Light from the Holy of 
Hol ies embodied in the seven flames su rrounded with spiral i ng halos 
of l ight. Recognize that these Hames are you r own spiritual devotion 
to and un ion with the Divine Light . Feel the Light c i rcu lat ing l ike a 
blanket of i l l um ination from the top of your head toward the base of 
the spine and down to you r feet and back up again .  The halos cover 
your body with a blanket of bri l l iance and the seven flames l ight you 
up from the inside and outside. 

STEP NINETEEN: Focus ing on the Light and fee l i ng the spir itual aura 
around you , pray: " 0  Lord and Lady of the Universe, who created 
all things, send to me my guardian angel, who was set upon me be­
fore my birth until after my death. Let this angel descend upon my 
body and soul with Light and Peace Profound. Your Will shall be 
done, my Beloved." Chant the name of your  guardian angel at least 
one hundred t imes. 
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$ TH E  MAG I CAL  RO BE $ 

I f  you don't have a magical robe already, it is t ime to make your  
second most important magical tool i n  preparation for your ritual 
of contact with your  guard ian ange l .  The magician and h is robe are 
i nterconnected through h istory. The robe is more than a ritual garment 
worn for ceremonial purpose; i t  i s  a fu l l  body magical tal isman. Once 
you put on your magical robe , i t  should fee l  l i ke you have j ust plugged 
in to the cu rrents. This means that the construction of a magical robe 
is a bit more involved than the Renaissance fun-fa ir variety. However, 
the basic body of the robe remains the same. We real ize that you may 
not be good at sewing, so we are not going to ask you to go and learn 
how to sew. However, even i f  you h i re or ask someone e l se to make 
the basic body of the robe, you wi l l  sti l l  need to put in some effort i nto 
maki ng the magical portion of it. Now, in th is book you wi l l  be making 
one magical robe and wi l l  have the option to make seven tradit ional 
planetary robes. I n  our tradit ion, the most commonly worn magical 
robe i s  white. White represents puri ty and l ight . Every color of the 
spectrum is encompassed i n  white .  Once you make your white robe , 
you shou ld begin weari ng it for as many of you r magical workings 
as you can . However, th is rule i sn 't without exception . Some of the 
rituals in our trad it ion are done sky clad . 

FABRIC FOR BASIC RITU AL RoBES 

The fabric for you r robe shou ld be total ly natural - cotton, l i nen ,  
ramie ,  s i lk ,  or wool .  If  you choose wool ,  i t  should be l ight weight, s ince 
otherwise it wil l be too warm in the summer. Natural fibers, especia l ly 
cotton and si lk, are much more comfortable next to your ski n  and they 
also last longer. Synthetics can be too cool in winter and too warm i n  
summer, and don 't al low your  body t o  breathe. You should take some 
time selecting the material . especial ly if you don 't know what qual it ies 
wi l l  make a fabric comfortable and long weari ng. If you can find a 
smal l shop that se l l s  fabrics and sewing suppl ies nearby, go there and 
talk to the salespeople. What you want is  a piece of natural fabric that 
wi l l  not i rri tate you r sk in ,  that is easy to care for, and that drapes (or 
hangs) wel l .  Ask for advice. 

You shou ld crumple various fabric selections in your hands, to see 
what the wrink le  factor is .  Make sure your  skin i s  c lean of any make­
up or essential oi ls ,  so that you can rub each fabric against you r face 
or the i nside of your  wrist to see how it fee ls .  It might be a l i tt le bit 
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scratchy, with a substance cal led s iz ing that wi l l  wash out, but if the 
fabric is real ly sti ff, i t  won 't hang right and i t  won 't feel good to wear. 
It is also very important to make sure that the fabric you choose is 
washable, and to find out how it should be laundered. You real ly don 't 
want to have to dry c lean your  ritual robe, although i f  you have your 
own laundry equipment, there are now ki ts for dry c lean ing garments 
i n  your dryer. 

I f  you are plann ing to sew the robe yourse lf, make sure the fabric 
you buy is  easy to work with. C<ltton and wool and ramie are much 
less s l ippery than s i lk ,  and show needle marks less ,  i f  you make a 
mistake and have to take out any stitches. I f  you are going to have 
a professional make the bas ic  robe for you, then th is  shou ldn 't be a 
problem. 

We chose to make our robes out of fai rly heavy weight white s i lk .  
That i s  because we have a fairly large I ndian community i n  our city, 
and can buy the fabric relatively i nexpensively i n  the ir shops. I t  i s  
comfortable, fai rly opaque, drapes wel l ,  i s  mach ine washable, and is 
warm i n  winter and cool in summer. 

PATIERNS FOR ROBES 

You can usual ly find patterns for robes in most pattern catalogues, 
i n  the costume sect ion. You wi l l  want to choose a pattern that isn 't 
too compl icated , with a hood . Any pattern for a hooded robe u sed in  
Christmas pageants or for Hal loween is  fine ,  as  long as  i t  i s  roomy, 
al lowing for ease of movement and expansive gestures, as wel l  as for 
sitting cross-legged i n  meditation . I nexpensive patterns for robes can 
also sometimes be found in thri ft stores. If you are lucky enough to 
find one, c heck i nside the envelope to make sure that the instructions 
for making the robe are there, as wel l  as al l  the pieces you need, and 
that they are i n  good condit ion. The instruction sheet wi l l  ind icate 
what pieces you need to make the robe and how to lay them out 
on various fabrics of d i fferent widths. If you have not sewn before ,  
no matter where you get you r pattern , you shou ld get a friend wi th 
experience to go wi th you , to make sure your fin ished garment wi l l  
fit you .  Have your friend take basic measurements before you go, 
such as the length from the nape of your  neck down to your feet, your 
chest measurement, your  h ip measurement, your  s leeve length ,  and so 
forth ,  so you can check them against the information on the back of 
the pattern envelope. 

Once you have pu rchased the material and the pattern, if you 
real ly do not fee l  confident in your sewing ski l ls ,  i t  i s  quite all right for 
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someone e lse to sew the robe for you .  That said ,  it is always better to 
make magical tools, such as robes, yourself. With a l ittle i ngenu i ty, it 
can be managed . Certain ly, you wi l l  need to make the talisman for the 
robe yourse l f. 

CoNSTRUCTING THE RoBE 

Before you start working on you r robe, you should wash the material 
and i ron it . This wi l l  remove the s iz ing (starch) and ensure that the robe 
wi l l  sti l l  fit after i t i s  fin ished and washed for the first t ime, espec ial ly 
i f  you have used e ither cotton or l i nen, e ither of which can shr ink or 
wrink le badly in  wash ing. 

If you are going to sew your robe yoursel f, you will need a good pai r 
of fabric shears, a box of straight pins ,  a measuring tape, dressmaker's 
chalk ,  and a sewi ng mach ine, i n  addit ion to the th read and fabric for 
your robe and enough spring green half- inch washable sat in ri bbon to 
sew a border around the sleeves and the hem.  

Make sure you have a large, clean, flat surface on which to work . 
Lay the fabric out, folded accord ing to the d irections for your fabric 
and fabric width given on the instruction sheet. l fyou are using a new 
pattern, trim the edges of the pattern pieces you wi l l  be us ing to about 
a half an i nch  away from the borders. Pin the pieces in place as shown 
in the pattern d i rections, bei ng carefu l  to pin al l the way through the 
material i f  you have more than one layer. Make sure you r shears are 
sharp before you start to cut .  I f  you need to lengthen or shorten a 
pattern piece, double check the measurement against your arm or your  
body before laying i t  ou t  and cutti ng i t .  I t  i s  better to  measure twice 
and cut once, than to cut your material only to find that you have 
made a mistake and need to buy more fabric .  When you are certain 
that everything is correct, cut out the fabric pieces, making sure to cut 
around any notches, not through them. The notches are important for 
l i n ing up the pieces when the t ime comes to sew them together. I f  there 
are any dots on the pattern, carefu l ly mark them on the fabric with 
dressmaker's chalk or straight pins .  

Sew the robe together, accord ing to the pattern instructions. Sew 
on the ribbon border a hal f an i nch from the end of each sleeve and 
from the bottom of you r robe. If you cannot sew and real ly want to 
make the robe yourse l f, it is sti l l  possible to put the robe together, 
fol lowing the pattern i nstructions carefu l ly, us ing permanent fusible 
web tape and an i ron .  I f you use this ,  always hand wash your robe, to 
give it a longer l i fespan . When i t  i s  fin ished, wash i t  again to remove 
any chalk marks or oi ls  from hand l i ng the material , i ron it and hang it 
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up. Your  basic robe is ready for use. 

RosE TALISMAN CoNSTRUCTION 

After you have worked with several mathematical calcu lat ions of your  
Holy Guardian Angel 's name, and have come to  a final decis ion as to 
which name resonates for you, you can construct the tal isman that 
goes on the front of your robe, over the chest area. Please read al l the 
instructions before starting. 

For the tal isman, you wi l l  need a ten-inch square piece of white 
cotton, seven smal ler pieces of colored cotton - purple, black, green , 
blue ,  red , royal blue, and white, the same colors of regular sewing 
thread, seven skeins of embroidery thread - yel low, white, brown, 
green, blue,  and black, or alternatively, fabric glue and fabric paints in 
those colors, a four- inch square piece of dark green fabric, dressmakers 
chalk ,  and either white embroidery thread or wh ite fabric paint . 
Another alternative to fabric glue is  i ron-on permanent fus ib le web 
tape, which i s  less messy and fair ly easy to use. 

To make the tal isman, you first cut out a c i rcle n ine i nches in 
d iameter from the white cotton . Next, cut an equi lateral triangle (al l  
sides and a l l  angles equal) ,  with each  side measuring two inches, out 
of each of the colored pieces of cotton . Last, cut out a c irc le three and 
a half inches in  d iameter from the dark green material . 

Beginn ing at dawn on a Sunday, the planetary hour of the Sun, 
take the purple triangle and the ye l low embroidery thread or fabric 
paint into your ri tual space and either embroider or paint the fi rst 
symbol in  the center of the triangle. You can then glue, fuse, or stitch 
the triangle onto the top area of the white fabric c i rc le .  I f  you are us ing 
fabric paint, wait unt i l  the paint is perfectly dry before attach ing the 
triangle onto the white c ircle .  Most fabric paints take forty-eight hours 
to dry. I f  you wish, you can just proceed with paint ing each triangle 
and assemble the whole c i rcle when they are all dry. The assembly can 
be done outside your ritual space.  

At dawn on Monday, the planetary hour of the Moon, take the 
black triangle and the white embroidery thread or fabric paint i nto 
your ritual space and either embroider or paint the second symbol i n  
the center o f  t h e  triangle . You can then glue ,  fuse, o r  stitch the triangle 
onto the next area of the white fabric c irc le ,  proceedi ng c lockwise with 
the top point of the triangle touch ing the outside edge of the c irc le .  

At dawn on Tuesday, the planetary hour of Mars, take the green 
triangle and the red embroidery thread or fabric paint into your ritual 
space and either embroider or paint the th i rd symbol i n  the center of 
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the triangle. You can then glue, fuse, or stitch the triangle onto the 
next area of the white fabric c i rc le ,  again proceed ing c lockwise around 
the c irc le .  

At dawn on Wednesday, the planetary hour of Mercury, take 
the royal b lue triangle and the brown embroidery thread or fabric 
paint i nto your ritual space and either embroider or paint the fourth 
symbol in  the center of the triangle .  You can then glue, fuse, or stitch 
the triangle onto the next area of the wh ite fabric c irc le ,  proceeding 
c lockwise around the c i rc le .  

At dawn on Thursday, the planetary hour of J upiter, take the red 
triangle and the green embroidery thread or fabric pai nt into your 
ritual space and either embroider or paint the fifth symbol i n  the center 
of the triangle . You can then glue, fuse, or sti tch the triangle onto the 
next area of the white fabric c i rc le ,  proceeding c lockwise around the 
circle .  

At dawn on Friday, the planetary hour of Venus, take the orange 
triangle and the blue embroidery thread or fabric paint i nto your  ritual 
space and either embroider or paint the sixth symbol i n  the center of 
the triangle .  You can then glue, fuse, or sti tch the triangle onto the 
next area of the white fabric c i rc le ,  proceed ing c lockwise around the 
circle. 

At dawn on Saturday, the planetary hour of Saturn , take the white 
triangle and the black embroidery thread or fabric paint i nto your 
ritual space and either embroider or paint the seventh symbol i n  the 
center of the triangle .  You can then glue, fuse, or stitc h the triangle 
onto the remain ing area of the white fabric c i rc le .  The completed c i rcle 
of triangles forms a heptagram, with a heptagon i n  the center. 

The reason for doing this work at dawn of succeedi ng days is that 
th is  t ime i s  the first p lanetary hour of the day to which each symbol 
is  attributed, so you don 't have to calcu late it .  If you do not have a 
week at your  disposal , you can do the work i n  one day, provided you 
calcu late the planetary hours and work on each triangle duri ng its 
appropriate planetary hour. 

When the heptagram of outer triangles is complete, take it into 
your  ritual space and embroider i n  b lack ,  us ing embroidery thread 
or fabric paint, the Hebrew names of the archangels d i rectly beneath 
each triangle . You wi l l  need to draw them out first, keeping them fai rly 
small so that there is room for you r HGA sigi l  i n  the center space. 

Now, us ing dressmakers c halk, trace out the symbols for your 
H GA's name on the dark green fabric c irc le .  You can e ither embroider 
the wh ite parts i n  sat in stitch ,  whether by mach ine or by hand, or you 
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can paint them on with fabric paint . When th is  i s  finished, and, i fyou 
used fabric paint everyth ing is  perfectly dry, stitch ,  fuse, or glue the 
HGA sigi l into the central space of the white c ircle ,  mak ing sure that 
the green c i rc le is positioned so that the first and last symbols of the 
name are at the top. 

The final step is to stitch ,  fuse, or glue the ent ire white c i rcu lar 
tal i sman, with the purple triangle and its yel low pentagram upright 
at the top of the c ircle ,  onto the center chest area of your robe . If you 
are us ing fabric glue, make sure you place several layers of someth ing 
l ike packing tissue or paper towel ing between the layers of fabric to 
prevent glu ing the front and the back of the robe together. You should 
not use newspaper, s i nce the pri nt wi l l  come off and mark the fabric, 
possibly permanently. 

The next t ime you put your robe on, take a few centering breaths 
and fee l  the d ifference in  its energy. This tal i sman a�Tects the heart and 
solar plexus centers very strongly. 

$ T H E  ANG E L I C COVENANT $ 

PuRPOSE: Magical evocation of angels was not done often in  the an­
cient world . The Master Al- Boni explained the reason for this in h is  
work . He stated that ange ls reside i n  the sphere of the Divine presence 
or the Shekinah.  Ask ing them to come down to our leve l for a one to 
one communication wou ld d iscomfort them and distract them from 
their duties . This is why magical evocation or cal l i ng down an angel 
was done only i n  three c i rcumstances: I) to enter with them into a 
covenant of aid and assistance; 2) to ask them to assist in  extracting 
obedience from a more physical spirit or a j i nn ;  3) to ask them to ass ist 
i n  someth ing or answer a question that is of grave u rgency and beyond 
the scope of terrestrial j i nn  or spirits. Al-Boni also says that angels  are 
very difficult to see properly or accurately using spi ritual sight, due to 
their luminosity and immensity. This i s  why he detai led their markers 
as domes of l ight, as i n  the case of the seven planetary angels .  This is 
also why many of the old magical tomes cal led upon angels for aid and 
assistance, but focused on summoning spirits , elementals or in some 
cases demons. 

In al l affai rs terrestrial, you wou ld en l ist the aid of a terrestrial 
spirit under the d irection and command of the Divine One and the 
celestial angels .  Equal ly so, if you were to cal l upon ange l ic  aid or 
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even state in ritual work that a given angel wou ld aid you or be pres­
ent before you in  any Form , it wou ld be more proper i f  beforehand you 
had entered i nto a covenant of aid and assistance with that ange l .  The 
only exception would be the guardian ange l ,  s i nce you are his charge 
and duty. 

I n  th is  ritual . you wi l l  learn to open yourse l f  up to ange l ic  pres­
ences and to en l i st their aid. You wi l l  start by entering i nto a covenant 
cal l ing upon your  HGA and then enter into covenants with the main 
angels of the tradit ion. Once sealed from their end,  th is covenant wi l l  
ensure that you have protection and guard iansh ip as  wel l  as  ass istance 
in future magical work . Although the covenant i s  sealed on ly once, you 
can renew i t  by repeating th is ri tual .  

The text can be modified and used for any of the angels .  The fo­
cus i s less on communicating with angel ic beings through a med ium 
and more on bu i ld ing a relationship and a connection. The repetitions 
marked by X are highly recommended ; however, if your ti me i s  short, 
these repetitions can be reduced. The requ i rements for th is r itual are 
l imited . Magicians with experience can bui ld on th is ritual and begin­
ners can gain great benefit from doing it as provided. The key i s to 
do i t  regularly over an extended period of t ime,  as its effectiveness is 
cumu lative. 

TIMING: This ritual should be done twice a month on any days when 
you have t ime tor it . Do this for the next Four  months. 

TooLS: Before you begin the r i tual , you wil l need a c lear and c lean 
space to do your work . Make sure you have no e lectronic gadgets on, 
such as televis ion, computers and so forth ,  anywhere nearby. Lights 
must be turned off, except for candle l ight, and incense shou ld be 
burning. We recommend that you undergo a purifying bath or shower 
first. At min imum,  you should be clean of body a n d  clothing, and not 
have eaten meat, d runk alcohol . or consumed drugs earl ier that day. 
The more effort you put into your  state of mind and space,  the better 
the resu lts wi l l  be . 

The only magical implement that you wi l l  need for this ritual is 
the angel ic  pentac le and your magical robe . Once you have the angel ic 
pentac le made and ready for the ri tual ,  hang i t  around your neck. 

The fi rst th ing you need to do is puri fy and consecrate your work­
i ng space .  This puri fi cation and consecrat ion technique can be used to 
clear up your  house as wel l .  You can do it in  each room once a week 
tor general clearing oF psychic debris . 
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DIVINE NAMES: This ritual contai ns a few more Hebrew names and 
words than previous rituals in this book. We have included a table of 
translation to make i t  easier  for you to become fami l iar with them. It 
also inc ludes the Tahateel names and other names of power of ancient 
Aramaic or Hebrew origin as found in the anc ient books.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Substitute the name of your  own ange l wherever 
you see the name Maghedhanedayl in  the fol lowi ng ri tual . 

STEP ONE: Purify and consecrate your working space. Perform the 
prayer to the Queen of Heaven .  Focus your mind on the Divine and 
say: " Qadosh El ha-Ruchaniut Qadosh Elat Aur ha-Malachim." 
[x33] This shou ld be repeated with deep emotion of praise or i n  a ce l ­
ebratory state of i ntensity. 

STEP Two: Say: " Blessed be the name of El, who is veiled and can 
not be perceived, Lord of the seven heavens and seven earths and 
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what is in between, Hu Ha-Nehedar Ve Ha-Shikur, characterized 
by sublimity and grandeur and sanctified from similarity with His 
creation. Glory he to Him, the Exalted, who is elevated in His 
nearness and near in His elevation. Blessed he the name of El, who 
has strong force, and who has substantial power. He is the creator 
of the heavens and earth. Blessed be the name of El, Lord of the 
end and the beginning, Lord of the people and creator of the ghosts 
and spirits. He is the King of the angels of the throne, the angels 
of the chair, the angels of the heavens, and the angels of the earth. 
Blessed be the Lord of the Universe who has absolute power and 
lofty glory. He is the Light of l ights and the Spirit of spirits. Glori­
ous and holy is the Lord of Angels and spirit. 

Beshem Elat Ha-Yecholet Ha-Koch Ha-Kavod Ha-Shlitah Ha­
Malkah Le-Malkuth, I call you, o spiritual spirits that are pure and 
chaste. I call you, 0 spirits from the quintessential and rich lights. 
I call you, 0 individuals of the inner essence that are from the radi­
ating lights, which are glorious and dazzling. I call you in the name 
of She whom the thunder glorifies with its praise. I call you in the 
name of She that angels praise in different languages and sounds, 
in awe of Her majesty. I call you to open up my soul and elevate 
my mind and spirit so that I may perceive the Divine and angelic 
presences." [x3] 

STEP THREE: Close your eyes and say: " Baruch Malach Maghed­
hanedayl."  l x 1 00] During the chanti ng, you shou ld fee l  love toward 
the ange l .  Sense the blessing growing around the ange l every time you 
say th is .  

STEP FouR: Say: "0 Thou, El Elyon, who has no equal, give and 
grant unto me, through Your grace, the aid and assistance of your 
Malach Maghedhanedayl upon this earth and into this consecrated 
space. By the nineteen glyphs upon the Divine Circle of Kingship 
and Dominion, descend upon me, 0 Malach Maghedhanedayl. By 
the most holy Elohim, I call you, 0 Malach Maghedhanedayl. By 
the Power, Wisdom, and Virtue of the Spirit of the Holy of Holies, 
by the uncreated Divine Knowledge, by the vast Mercy of Elohim, 
by the Strength of Elohim, by the Greatness of Elohim, by the 
Unity of Elohim and by the holy names of Elohim, descend upon 
me, 0 Malach Maghedhanedayl with all the malachim under you. 

0 Malach Maghedhanedayl, by all the Names of El Elyon, by 
all the marvellous work of Elat Ha-Ahaba, who art the Creator of 
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the heavens, the earth, the sea and that firmament upon which the 
very Spirit of Elohim has moved, aid me from your spiritual pres­
ence and enter into a covenant of friendship and assistance with me 
in all of my needs. By the Creator of the stars, the seas, the winds, 
the tempests, herbs, plants, stones and all that is in the heavens, 
upon the earth and in between, answer me and aid me, 0 Malach 
Maghedhanedayl, peace be upon you. Let there be a covenant of 
Light between us during my earthly existence."  (x3] 

STEP FIVE: Kneel and hold the angel ic  mandala between your hands. 
Say: " Aneh Li Malach Maghedhanedayl." [x I 00] The intent of this 
chant is to cal l  forth the ange l .  Feel free to i nc rease the i ntensity of the 
chanti ng. Remember with every repetit ion you are cal l i ng upon the 
angel to come to you , so keep your  mind c lear of everyth ing but the 
name and open yourse l f  to the presence and descent. I f  need be, c lose 
your eyes to increase your awareness. Meditate on the angel ic  pres­
ence and on any messages that you may receive. 

STEP Stx: Say: " Baruch Elat Malkah Ha-Olam, who is a guide to 
the soul toward the revelation of mysteries by which it is exalted 
and illuminated, I have prayed a thousand times over my guard­
ian angel Maghedhanedayl, who came to my spirit a defender, and 
equally greeted him with peace. 0 angels, I have sworn upon you 
by the Exalted Light and all the scriptures and by remembrances 
and verses from the words of my Lady. I call you by Her beautiful 
names that are magnificent and exalted. Therefore, 0 Metatron, 
extend to me the rays of Gabriel and the mystery of Michael. By 
the holiness of El and lights of Elat, save me by a mystery which 
makes my heart pure. Therefore, 0 Raphael, 0 Auriel, 0 lsrafel, 
answer my prayer, 0 Azrael, and my summons. 

By the crown of mysteries of Adonoi Ha Ruchaniut and the 
wisdom of Elat Ha Emet, illuminate my soul. By the great under­
standing of Elohim Ha Karvah, purify my heart and sanctify my 
spirit. 0 merciful Elat Ha Tzedek, supply me with a presence from 
the might of Elohim Ha Geburah and make my side mighty, by 
the beauty of Adonoi Ha Kavod. Blessed be the victorious Elat Ha 
Ahava and majestic are the secrets of Her mystery. Glory be to Elo­
him Ha Kenut and the foundation of my life Adonoi Ha Chemla, 
for Her mercy and Her peace are my saviors. Therefore, praise 
the magnificent sovereign Adonoi Ha Anava, full of majesty, before 
whom all angels and spirits are humble. Praise Elat va Malkah Ha-
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Malachim va Ruachim. 
By Fah-tob-teel, respond 0 Malach Ruqiel, from the celestial 

orbit of the Sun, and all the spirits and angels under you. By Lach­
ha-tot-eel, respond 0 Malach Gabriel, from the celestial orbit of 
the Moon, and all the spirits and angels under you. By Qah-tee-teel, 
respond 0 Malach Semsamiel, from the celestial orbit of Mars, and 
all the spirits and angels under you. By Jah-lah-ta-teel, respond 0 
Malach Michael, from the celestial orbit of Mercury, and all the 
spirits and angels under you. By Mah-tah-teel, respond 0 Malach 
Sarfiel, from the celestial orbit of Jupiter, and all the spirits and 
angels under you. By Na-hah-ta-teel, respond 0 Malach A 'aniel, 
from the celestial orbit of Venus, and all the spirits and angels un­
der you. By Lele-tah-teel, respond 0 Malach Kasfiel, from the ce­
lestial orbit of Saturn, and all the spirits and angels under you. 0 
you angels, in the name of the Holy of Holies, aid me in my life and 
in my magical work. Send to me from the spheres of your dominion 
spiritual spirits to assist me in my spiritual and earthly needs. 

Let there be a covenant between us, 0 hosts of spiritual spir­
its, 0 honored, pure and chaste angels, 0 entities of essence, and 
ghosts of light, by the privilege of these sacred names over you and 
its obedience among you. I avow and assert on you by the Knower of 
the all that is hidden and visible, the Great and Exalted, and by the 
names of your covenant on the door of great temple in Babylon o 
spiritual spirits: Baal Saqesh (x3), Mahraqesh (x3), Aqshamaqesha 
(x3), Malqsha (x3), Aqshamaqesh (x3), Shaqmonhesh (x3), that 
you lift me closer to the presence of the angels and may you come 
to my aid when called upon. 0 you angelic hosts and spiritual spir­
its, fulfill your covenant with El Elyon, that you have pledged, and 
don't break the faith. By the honor of Ehieh Asher Ehieh Adonoi 
Tzabaoth El Shaddi, nay, but I swear by the placement of the stars 
and it is an oath if you but know is great, don't be aloof and come 
to me in peace, quickly, and obedient to the names of Elath Malkah 
ha-Olam. May their blessing be upon you and in you, 0 spiritual 
spirits, and may you, Malach Auriel and all malachim, be brought 
closer to the Shekinah and the Highest Light." 

When you are fin ished with the ritual ,  give thanks in  your own words 
to the angels .  Put out the candles and place the pentacles and mandala 
in a c lean and safe place for future use. 
Looki ng at where you are now on your  magical path, you should 
recognize that you have changed . You have walked where few people 
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on earth have chosen to walk .  Now it is t ime to take your magical 
journey further. You wi l l  come into your own power as a magician 
as you begin to work with the elemental and the planetary energies. 
These are the flrst leve l work of any accompl ished magician. Working 
with these forces wi l l  change you and chal lenge you , but the process is 
excit ing and one you wi l l  remember al l  your l i fe .  
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he elements referred to by the old alchemists and 
platonic wri ters remain an integral bu i ld ing block of 
the magical development to this day. These four  e le­
ments :  Fire, Air, Water, and Earth ,  represent the four  
forces of  nature and magical cu rrents. The Elements 
are the resu lt of the union of the four  basic states: 

heat, wetness, coldness and dryness. Fi re i s  hot and dry. Air i s  hot 
and moist. Water is cold and moist. Earth i s  cold and dry. Fire is the 
natural physical fire with which we are fami l iar and al l that it sym­
bolizes from wi l l ,  energy, passion, drive, and so on.  I t  a lso represents 
an aspect of spirit itse l f. Ai r is the breath of l i fe ;  it symbolizes clarity, 
mind ,  thoughts, movement, and logical th inking. Water is the essence 
of l i fe; i t  symbol izes emotions, consc iousness, medi tation, and spiritu­
a l i ty. F.-arth is  the mother from which ou r bodies emerge; i t  symbol izes 
man ifestat ion, the physical world ,  and stabi l ity. Throughout h istory, 
magicians held these e lements i n  the greatest esteem and importance. 
Working with the Elements is also an important part of th is magical 
trai n ing program . The elements are integrated with al l other aspects 
from our system,  si nce they are foundational . 

Modern magicians bel ieve that these e lements contain a form of 
nature spirits or elementals .  They work with the elementals as a way 
to influence their personal development and physical ly manifest those 
th ings under the i r symbolic domin ion . These elementals are known 
in the West as the Salamanders, Gnomes, Undines, and Sylphs .  To 
modern magic ians ,  even the j inn  are only a form of Salamanders that 
can be banished by evok ing the energy of Water and the Undines. 
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Modern magicians wou ld cal l  upon these forces to impact changes, 
such as cal l ing on Sylphs and the Air element to bring mental c larity 
before an exam, or to influence the outcome of a business meeting or 
decision making process. 

Working with elementals became important i n  the Western world 
when a medieval Rosicrucian text known as the Fama Fraterni tas men­
t ioned how the mythical Christian Rosencreutz travel led to Arabia and 
learned the mysteries of the elementals. However, the elementals as 
understood by modern magicians d idn 't real ly exist in the Arab world .  
Those e lementals by which t h e  Arabian magic ians d i d  wonders were 
the j i nn .  The elementals of modern magic ians are then a Westernized 
version of the j inn .  

S ince the j inn l ive al l  over the place and have varying qualit ies, 
it became customary to refer to them by their habitation and habits. 
Some jinn l ived under water; some had the abi l i ty of flight; some rest­
ed near volcanos and other sources of fire .  The total i ty of  the  j i nn  
were known as  earth ly because, un l ike other spiritual beings, they re­
sided among us on the earth i tse lf. I t  was customary to give last names 
or nicknames based on a person 's original local i ty or profession. This 
was extended to the various j inn tribes. Those who spec ifical ly l i ked to 
l ive i n  a certai n place such as underwater caverns were cal led watery 
ones. Those who prefe rred to fly in the c louds or move with the winds 
had that aspect added after their last name. Therefore ,  you would see 
references in old Arabic texts to earth ly ones (the j inn)  fol lowed by a 
conj uration to a j inn i  whose last name means watery one . These j i nn  
are neither Earth nor Water e lementals , bu t  for non-Arabic speakers 
th is confusion is understandable .  

As th i s  ancient lore was transferred to  the  early medieval Europe­
ans through contact and translation, it may have became mixed in with 
their own cu ltu ral lore on nature spi rits . The j inn became establ ished 
as kinds of spirits that are made of and l ive i n  each element, lead ing to 
the be l ief that you wou ld summon earth ly e lementals such as gnomes 
to attune yourse l f  to that energy. 

To su mmon j inn that reside in a given part of nature to attune to 
that part of nature wou ld be misguided, even if  it is popular. It would 
also be magical ly ineffective to summon water j inn to banish fire j i nn  
because the  habi tats of  the  j i nn  have no impact on thei r actual natures, 
att itudes or power. I t  is also wise to know the names of the actual j i nn ,  
because cal l ing on  undines or j inn that live i n  water would be  to  invite 
a whole tribe of j inn ,  when you have no idea of what is  being called 
forth .  Not al l those that l ive near or under water are beings you want 
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to invite into your sphere and they are far from being bl ind and mind­
less forces of the e lements, s ince they are rational, th inking creatures. 
Fortunately, since most such e lemental rituals lack the proper ways 
of summoning j inn ,  there have been few cases of people encounteri ng 
any kind of negative presences or forces .  

We know what we have to ld you so far chal lenges conventional 
modern th ink ing about elemental work. Having said this, when we 
talk about elementals in this book, we wi l l  not be referring to the j inn 
themselves, but to the rouhaniat of the element. The rouhaniat is a 
spiritual prana of a Divine essence and thus isn 't actual ly a bl ind force 
to be summoned and commanded as in modern l i terature .  I t is an as­
pect of the Divine spirit itse lf  that resides with in the element. This 
means you wi l l  be safe and secure and need not worry about negative 
consequences from opening your door wide to the j i nn  without speci ­
fying who or  what is being invited . You w i l l  work with t he  spiritual 
energy itse l f  and this wil l help you balance the reflective energy of 
the e lements within your sphere. This work i s  vital to your magical 
development as i t  resu lts in personal ity change and inner transforma­
tion . I t  i s  the alchemical process that takes matter and infuses i t  with 
spirit and i n  the process refines i t .  This i s  more in l ine with the work 
of alchemists and is  a way to attun ing to that which surrounds us i n  
nature .  The  spirit that resides in  the water, a ir, fi re ,  trees, groves, and 
many other places i s  real ly pure ,  holy spirit . The rouhaniah of Earth 
are l ike fl ickers of l ight that dance around the pure spi ri t  that i nhabits 
trees, plants, and groves .  

As you prepare to do work with the rouhaniah of the elements, the 
first th ing you need to do is  determine what element i s  most dominant 
in  your l i fe .  The reason for doing this is to ensure that you balance 
with i n  yourse l f  those e lements that you lack .  If you find that you have 
an abundance of Water and lack of Fire, then you may want to in­
voke more Fire to balance out your  Water. To understand the relation­
ship here ,  know that Fire and Water are opposites and so are Air and 
Earth .  Equal ly, Fire and Air are friends and so are Water and Earth .  
Determin ing your dominant e lement can be approached i n  two ways. 
The first is to figure out the dominant signs in your astrological chart 
and their  e lemental qual it ies .  The second is to look at the elemental 
qual i ty ofyou r name. 

Figuring out the dominant element astrological ly requires you to 
first cast an entire chart and then look at the elemental weight of the 
planets. This is outside the scope of this book. Instead, we wi l l  focus  
on the  elemental energy of your  name, especial ly since you have al-
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ready used it to calcu late the name of your  guardian ange l .  
We mentioned in  previous chapters how letters and numbers 

were associated. The letters of the alphabet also correspond to the 
Elements. We saw a basic connection between the letters and the 
Elements, where we re lated three Hebrew letters to the three ele­
ments Air, Water and Fi re ,  accord ing to the Sepher Yetzirah .  There 
are other re lationships as wel l ,  such as the connection between the 
Tetragrammaton, or the Hebrew four-fold lettered name of God i1,i1� 
and the Elements: Fire �. Water i1, Air , and Earth i1. The Elemental 
sequence of Fi re-Water-Air- Earth i s  known as the Tetragrammaton 
sequence. The more tradi tional ancient sequences were the celestial : 
Fire-Earth-Air-Water  and the natu ral or alchemical : Fi re-Air-Water­
Earth .  The Arabic acronym for the elements i n  the natural sequence is 
NeHaMeT. Here N stands for Nar (fi re) , and is  assoc iated with Nur 
(Light) . H stands for Hawa (ai r) and is assoc iated with Hua (a th ird 
person singu lar name of God) . M stands for Ma (water) and is assoc i­
ated with Malaekah (Archangels) .  Final ly T stands for Turab (earth) 
and is assoc iated with Tawhid (Oneness) . This can be made i nto the 
sentence, "Nur Hua Malaekah Tawhid", or "H i s  Light is the Angels of 
Oneness ." 

The fol lowing tables show the divi sion of Engl i sh ,  Arabic and 
Hebrew letters among the four  Elements. In the table headers, the first 
order is the celestial and d irectly under it, in  parentheses, is the natural 
or alchemical e lemental sequence .

Both the celestial and natural sequences are used in  tal i smanic work 
and for overal l  general magical pu rposes. The natu ral sequence is used 
to call out the terrestrial energy of a letter, the ce lestial for its more 
spiritual energy. The letters become a channel for the man ifestation 
of the elemental energies. For example, the letters of F ire are used 
on many tal ismans for energy, power, conAict, infatuation and so on. 
Water letters are commonly drawn on tal i smans of heal ing, love, peace 
and the l ike .  So, let us say that you have a fever. You can create a magi­
cal cure for the fever by mixing your name with the letters of water. 
You do this by writing one letter ofyour name, then one letter of water 
and so forth. Here is an example of this process for someone named 
Mark Cru ise us ing the natural sequence: McAcRKKoCsRwUclc­
SKEo. This magical permutation can then be written on a band and 
worn around the head . Alternate ly, it can be written on the rim of a 
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cup, then d issolved by the water in the cup and then used on the head 
or consumed by the sufferer. The ancients bel ieved that by applying 
words, fee l i ngs, and i ntent to water, it could become a magical agent 
and transmitter of these to the rest of the body. 

Determin ing the dominant e lemental qual i ty in your name requ ires 
more than knowing how many letters of a given e lement are in it . You 
need to weigh them. This is usual ly done based on a mathematical 
scale, using degrees and ratios for understand ing the Elemental re la­
tions. Th is  process uses the natural order as the basis of measu rement 
on the terrestrial leve l .  Fi re is  the hrst of the four  e lements; its degree 
is  I .  By the same process Air is  2 ,  Water is 3 and final ly, E.arth is 4 .  

This al lows us t o  figure ou t  ratios and compound values .  The ratio of 
Fire to Earth is I :4 or one fourth .  The rat io of Air to Water is  2:3 or 
two th irds. The combination of power of the Elements can thus be 
measu red mathematical ly l ike th is :

The four e lements, divided upon a planetary seven poi nt scale ,  are 
used to fu rther weigh in the e lemental ratio of letters in a name. The 
letters of the alphabet are divided between the planets and then given 
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weights of measurement. The table of measurement consists of seven 
degrees of intensity cal led leve l .  degree , minute, second, th ird ,  fourth ,  
and fifth .  Each one of these corresponds to the seven planets: beginn ing 
with Saturn ,  J upiter, Mars, Sun ,  Venus ,  Mercury and ending with the 
Moon . To find which element i s  strongest in  a name, we write out the 
name and weigh its letters. The fi rst letter of Fi re would be a level and 
would have the value of 717 or I .  The last letter of Fi re would have 1 17 
the intensity of Fire of the first letter. This measurement is extended 
further when looking at the placement of a given letter in a word . For 
example, A in Apple is 7/7, but i f  i t  i s  the second, l i ke in Cat, then it 
is 1 4/7.

The preced ing example gives the name Frances a total of 28/7 Earth ,  
5717 Fire and 56/7 Air. The first name of the lady in  question has 
mai nly Fi re and Air vibrational qual it ies with a smaller amount of 
Earthi ness, but no Water. We are us ing only the first name in our 
calcu lations as an example .  You should use the fu l l  name l ike you did 
with the calculation of you r guard ian ange l .  or you cou ld resort to 
you r astrological chart for guidance ,  or a combination of both .  

Once you have calcu lated the  Elemental qual it ies that are strong 
in you r name, begin work ing with them first. Then begin working 
with the missing or weak Element that is friendly to your  dominant 
one. F ire and Air are friendly, and Earth and Water are friendly. Then 
begin work ing with any other miss ing Elements .  As you do this ,  you r 
personal ity wi l l  improve and so wi l l  the energy around your l i fe .  The 
beauty of Elemental magic wi l l  become more visible as you work with 
it and attune to it . 
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PURPOSE: We recommend th is technique as way to invoke and balance 
the Elements in your  aura. It i s  d i fferent from other Elemental meth­
ods covered in so far that you wil l be deal ing with the pure Rouhaniah 
of the Element as i t exists in the celest ial heavenly realms. This i s  sym­
bol ized by the four  rivers of paradise. Worki ng with the Elements then 
as a un ified spi ritual whole wi l l  e levate your enti re sphere of sensation 
to new heights and bring you ever c loser to this eternal magic that we 
know as the Divine Light. 

TIMING: We recommend practic ing this technique a min imum of once 
a week for four  months .  

DIVINE NAMES: This technique rel ies on your abi l i ty to meditate and 
focus ,  whi le chanting the Divine name that ru les over the Element. 
This is the name composed of the letters of Light and is  d ivided be­
tween the four  Elements and Spi rit . You wi l l  be chant ing and attun ing 
yourse lf to each of the Elements ind ividual ly and then to them as a un i ­
fied spiritual whole. This process of repeated chanting i s  a way to let 
yourse lf be absorbed and awakened i nto the Rouhaniah of the names. 
The more you chant the names out loud, the more power you give the 
Rouhaniah of the name. They in turn wil l reward you with some of the 
attributes that they rule over. This is  the reason the ancient magi of 
our tradi t ion would chant some names upward of a hundred thousand 
times duri ng several sittings. I t also is a way to mai ntain mathematical 
harmony. The repeated chanting combines sounds and numbers. The 
magi wou ld repeat a name the number of times equal to its numeri­
cal value or based on a special mathematical formu la. The chant ing 
serves to expand your mental horizon beyond its normal boundaries. 
The magi wou ld chant a name until the i r  ent ire consciousness was ab­
sorbed in its meaning and cosmic principle. They focused themse lves 
so they cou ld swim in the ocean of the name and become a receptacle 
to its power and equal ly so, it increased the blessings and power of 
the Rou haniah ,  which as a reward fi l led them with the essence and 
attri bute of the name . 

The process of chanting a name hundreds of times can appear 
daunting in our modern Western world ,  especial ly si nce most people 
today l ive in rushed l i festyles. However, there i s  no effective way to 
replace th is  method properly and i ts reward is great. I f you fee l  the 
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repetit ions are way too many for your  l i festyle or abi l i ty, then cut  them 
down considerably. I f  you choose to cut them down, then do the ritu­
als more often to get the same resu lts . So, i fyou see an instruction for 
one hundred repetit ions and you want to cut them to twenty-five, then 
do that r itual th ree t imes a week rather than j ust once a week .  As a 
ru le , don ' t  cut  the repetit ions far be low a quarter of the recommended 
numbers .  For every quarter you cut, do that ri tual one more t ime dur­
ing your week ly or monthly ritual cyc le .  However, once you get com­
fortable with that number begin to increase it again so you work up to 
the original .  Our experience has shown that beginners i n the craft can 
do upward of six hundred repetit ions in their fi rst sitt ing with ease .  

TooLS: Magical work requ ires not on ly the abi l i ty to visual ize ,  but 
a lso to focus your  mind .  A clear, focused mind is more receptive to 
the energies and better at  channe l l i ng the magical cu rrents . Count­
i ng can be a cause of great d istraction. This is why we recommend 
that you acqu i re a rosary or counting beads to free you r mind from 
the ted ious process of keeping count .  Magicians were known to use 
special rosaries that were consecrated and empowered . Some of these 
rosaries were so powerfu l ly charged by spirits and nature that mere ly 
plac ing one on a feverish head helped break the fever. We were fortu ­
nate enough to  sample a few of these rosaries and they are exceed ingly 
powerfu l  and beaut ifu l .  Unfortunately, they are d ifficu lt to acqu i re 
and are main ly sold by special magical merchants in  I ndonesia. A few, 
such as Maghrobi Tasbih (Rosary) , are current ly avai lable on- l ine .  It 
would be a great magical asset to acqu i re such a rosary. However, any 
rosary with I 00 beads wi l l  suffice for our purpose and intent .  You can 
do the exerc ise temporari ly without a rosary by repeat ing the names 
without counting t i l l  you fee l  almost overwhelmed by them. If you 
have made your  tal ismans and rings, this  wou ld also be a good time 
to make use of them. You can wear al l  fou r  ri ngs or hold one ri ng at a 
t ime. Keep the scrol ls on you .  

You wi l l  need a place in  which you can do  this und istracted or 
un interrupted . You wi l l  also need a comfortable chair or cush ion for 
you to sit on for an extended period . I f  you find it helpfu l .  l ight some 
cand les and incense to put yourse l f  in an altered state . 

STEP ONE: Do the control led breath ing exercise for a few minutes. 
You may use a 3 ,  4 or 5-fold breath ing count .  
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STEP Two: Say, " 0  King and Queen of Heaven and Earth, infuse 
me with Rouhaniat al-Nar." [x7] Feel yourse l f  fi l l  with vital energy 
and power, then repeat the name Aham ti l l  you fee l  the ocean of spi ri­
tual F ire engu lf  you .  If you have a rosary, repeat the name two-hun­
dred and th irteen t imes. Keep your breath ing steady and re l axed and 
Fee l  the balancing Fi re empowerment of this Name. 

STEP THREE: Say, " 0  King and Queen of Heaven and Earth, infuse 
me with Rouhaniat al-Hawa'." Feel yourse lf  fi l led with the mental 
c larity and wisdom of the Element of Air, then repeat the name Saqak 
t i l l you Fee l  the ocean of spi ritual Ai r engul f  you .  IF you have a rosary, 
repeat the name two-hundred and th irteen t imes. Keep your  breath ing 
steady and relaxed and fee l  the balancing Ai r empowerment of th is 
Name. 

STEP FouR: Say, " 0  King and Queen of Heaven and Earth, infuse 
me with Rouhaniat al-Ma'." Feel yoursel f  fi l led with the purifying, 
refreshing and serene energies of the Element of Water, then repeat 
the name H hala'a ti l l  you fee l  the ocean of spiritual Water engu l f  you . 
l fyou have a rosary, repeat the name two-hundred and th i rteen t imes. 
Keep your breath ing steady and re laxed and fee l  the balanc ing Water 
empowerment of this Name. 

STEP FIVE: Say, " 0  King and Queen of Heaven and Earth, infuse 
me with Rouhaniat ai-Turab." Feel yourse lf  become centered and 
grounded with the energies of the f�lement of Earth ,  then repeat the 
name Yass ti l l  you fee l  the ocean of spi ritual Earth engu lf you . If you 
have a rosary, repeat the name two-hundred and th irteen times. Keep 
your breath ing steady and relaxed and feel the balanci ng Earth em­
powerment of th is Name. 

STEP SIX: Say, " 0 King and Queen of Heaven and Earth, infuse me 
with Rouhaniat Nur ai-Anwar." Fee l  you rse lf  fi l l with the Light of 
Spirit . With a fee l ing of awe and adoration toward this Divine Light, 
begin chanting the name Toren, repeat ing it t i l l  your  mind expands as 
if it i s  an ocean of Light ! If you have a rosary, repeat the name two­
hundred and fifty-n ine t imes. Keep you r breath ing steady and relaxed 
and fee l  the i l l um inati ng empowerment of this Name. 
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STEP SEVEN: Feel the Light surround and engu l fyour body from with­
i n  and without .  Chant: " Aham Saqak Hhala'a Yass Toren." [ x I l l ] 
I f  you don ' t have a rosary, do the chanting unti l  you fee l  you r body 
fi l led with the Elemental energies. 

$ ELEMENTA L  R IN GS  O F  POWER $ 
The next part of your  journey into Elemental magic involves creat ing 
e lemental ri ngs of power. These ri ngs serve not only as l inks to the 
cu rrents of the Elements that you can carry and use, but also as 
repositories of Elemental energies .  The ri ngs can be used to summon 
forth Elemental spir its to help you i n  areas under their domain .  They 
also help you bui ld a strong rapport with the actual Elemental energies 
and domains. The easiest way to construct the rings wou ld be to cut 
pieces of paper or cloth, write the names of power on them, form them 
i nto r ings, and wear them. In magic ,  the easiest route isn 't necessari ly 
the best . This is why we recommend you acqu i re large s i lver bands 
and take them to a professional engraver. The names can be engraved 
on the rings fai rly inexpensively. Each ring cou ld cost you between 
$50- 1 00 i n  addition to the cost of the original r ing itse l f. This might 
seem l ike a substantial i nvestment, but the actual beneht and power of 
each ri ng makes it worth i ts weight in gold .  These rings by themse lves 
are sufficient magic for most people and with them you can change 
yourse l f  and your envi ronment in ways you can only imagine now. 

The names on the ri ngs are derived from an anc ient formula  found 
in  a rare occult  text known as Tay,teer a/-Mata/e/1 by Abu A'abed Al lah 
al -Kufl .  The formu la i n  this book is  designed to create names of power 
and tal ismans for any i ntended posit ive purpose. I t  was used to create 
magical cures for physical ai lments, but can be used for l i teral ly any 
constructive end. We used the formula to extract the names for the 
raw power of the Elements. 

I n it ia l ly, we conducted a b l ind test with these names by charging 
the spi rits to ground with earth a wi l l i ng partic ipant, who was three 
thousand mi les away, and make him sleepy. He had no idea of the 
actual intent or the k ind of Element used, only that we were going 
to conduct a long d istance test. We checked on him a minute later. 
I t  became apparent that as we were chanti ng the names, he became 
very sleepy and t ired . He found it hard to th ink and focus .  He started 
yawning on the phone, even though earl ier he was fu l l  of energy. He 
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also started complain ing of a headache and then proceeded to cough . 
He said h is  head and chest fe lt heavy, l i ke a huge weight was on them 
that made it d ifficult for him to think or breathe. We tried the test again 
us ing Fire and it was equal ly strong and intense . Further tests over a 
few weeks conhrmed again and again the k ind of power those names 
wield and the success of the formu la. They were so effective and acted 
so qu ick ly that we actual ly decided against putting the formula or the 
names in  the book. The thought of someone abusing their power was a 
matter of concern to us .  However, we extracted a s imi lar set of names 
that were less intense, but sti l l  strong enough that they can be used to 
get comparable resu l ts .  

The tests us ing the names that we have inc luded on th is  page and 
the next, were equal ly positive. They also lacked some of the i ntense 
side effects noted with the i n it ial set. In one test case, a t ired and sleepy 
participant was fi l led with energy after we charged the Fire names to 
do th is .  He stayed up t i l l the wee hours of the morni ng, s lept for a few 
hours ,  and then woke up very energetic .  The rest of the next day he 
was active doing intense physical work, from vehic le maintenance to 
construction work, way into the early morning again .  He admitted i t  
was very unusual for h im to be so fu l l  of energy. He went further and 
asked us  to continue the experiment for an ent ire week, because was 
rea l ly enjoying this .  I t  may take a whi le  for you to be proflcient enough 
to fu l ly awaken thei r power, but you wi l l  qu ick ly come to fi nd that 
these names and the rings are a powerfu l  magical asset.

The inscriptions on each ring should be engraved from right to 
left to mai ntai n the proper energy How. The names are constructed for 
their mathematical and vibratory qual i ty, so any mean ing found for 
them i n  any language wou ld be purely coincidental . The words on the 
ring of Fi re are pronounced phonetical ly: Atte l ran Qasrum Aa'alakan 
A'e lrun Usleen H haher. The words on the ring of Air are pronounced 
Atte lrah Qosa'am Aa'alakah Ola'an Usleeah H hoha' .  The words on 
the ring of Water are pronounced Atte lram Qasa 'im La'amaka' Aalalen 
Mussa'yah Hhelham. The words on the Ri ng oF Earth are pronounced 
Tare! Qatsar Maa'aeb Kaal Letnar Ssayeb Hhahe l .  

When getti ng the  rings made, you may want to  consider whether 
or not you want to have stones mounted on them. Stones are containers 
of energies and can be infused with powerfu l  elemental energies. This 
wil l  add to the expense oFyou r ri ngs, but i f  you can afford it ,  we high ly 
recommend i t .  The stone for Fire needs to have been exposed to a 
tremendous amou nt oF fire duri ng and after its format ion.  This is more 
important than the actual color of the stone being red .  This is why we 
recommend tektite, or a piece of magma, or a meteorite . The stone 
recommended for water is coral . For Air, we recommend mi lky white 
quartz. The mi lky whi teness oF the quartz is a result  oF thousands oF 
microscopic air bubbles i nside the rock i tse l F. The rock for Earth i s  a 
rainbow quartz , which is a quartz with Ti tan ium coati ng. These are 
by no means the only stones that can be used, but some of the ones 
we highly recommend. You can find such stones sold in nove lty rock 
shops; they can also be acqu i red through on l ine purchase. They are 
not expensive, but they requ i re a bit of cutt ing to make them fit as part 
of a ring. 

Consecrating your ring is the next step . The consecration for these 
rings is d i fferent from previous rites that you have performed . The key 
is to actual ly empower the ring with the energy of the Element. This 
is done by ensuring that the r ing is exposed to the actual Elements. 
The Air ring is tied i n  front of a window where the air blows, or even 
taken outside. The key is to ensure that it is exposed to as much ai r as 
possible .  The Water ring is placed with in a container of rai n water or 
water gathered from a sea or a river. If you l ive nearby, then you can 
also go from time to t ime and d ip your ring i n  the moving water. The 
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Earth ring is  placed on top of a c luster of crystals or a geode.  The Fire 
ring tends to be a chal lenge, but i f  you have a fireplace i n your  home, 
you can place it near the flames. You can also l ight a brazier or a fire in 
a cau ldron and have the ring l ightly touching the flames or placed near 
them. Once a ri ng i s  charged with one Element, i t  should  never be 
exposed to its opposite. Don 't wear a Fi re ri ng anywhere near water 
or vice versa. Don 't let the Air  ring h it  the earth or expose you r  Earth 
ring to strong winds. When you are not using your rings, keep each 
in  i t s  own sealed white bag made from a natural fabric, perhaps made 
from the leftover material from your magical robe . 

The actual infusion of the Elemental power i nto the rings comes 
from rec i t ing the names on the rings the number of times of the ir actual 
large range . After every hundred rec i tat ions of the names, state: "0 
Rouhaniah of these names that rule over the Element ( insert Element) 
infuse this ring (and stone) with the raw essence and power of (insert 
Element) so that by wielding and wearing it I shal l  be infused with 
the spi ri tual force of ( insert Element) and be able to command the 
Rouhaniah of (i nsert Element) " a mu l tiple of seven t imes. You should 
do th is whi le the ri ng is  near the actual e lement i tse l f as described and 
you are wield ing or weari ng the consecrated and charged scrol l  of the 
Elements. The large range for the names on the Ring of Fire i s  nine 
hundred and seventy-five . For the names on the Ring of Air, i t i s  seven 
hundred and th i rty-s ix .  For the names on the Ring of Water, i t  i s  seven 
hundred and sixty-five. For the names on the Ring of Earth, it i s  one 
thousand, three hundred and twenty-seven .  This process should be 
repeated dai ly for a min imum of forty-days. You can fol low th is  with a 
consecration using the Ancient Oath, but this is optional . 

Activating the rings you have consecrated i s  easy. Al l  you have to 
do is wear the ring and chant the names on it for at least five m inutes. 
Once you have done the chanting, command the Rouhaniah of the 
Element in question by the names on your ring to do whatever i s  under 
their dominion. 
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$ THE MAGUS GATES $ 
PURPOSE: When we were looking through ancient descriptions of al­
Mandal or the magic c i rc le ,  we noticed an interesting reference to por­
tals .  The text ind icates that the c i rc le  shou ld have four  portals in the 
corners or i n  the four  d i rections. The description also stated that usu­
a l ly one of the four  portals was kept open to ensure that the bei ngs are 
al lowed to enter into the magician 's location . What the books neglect­
ed to mention was the actual description of this portal .  Having been 
unable to find sufficient c l ues, we contemplated an alternate route. I t  
only made sense that, s ince the  description of the  magical c i rcles was 
passed down through the ages , inc lud ing to Europeans, that we could 
find some clues by looking at such surviving texts. 

The most common design of magical c i rc les that appeared in Eu­
ropean grimoires involves four  large pentagrams laid on the outside of 
the drawn c i rcles .  This can be seen in such grimoi res as the Heptam­
eron and Lemegaton.  Arabic designs of j i nn  pentacles involved the use 
of a pentagram with names inscribed inside and outside. Of course, 
th is is not concrete proof that pentagrams were a key part of the in­
tended portal design . However, i t  is not an accident that even modern 
Western systems of magic rely on the pentagram for i nvoki ng and ban­
ish ing forces .  I f  they are indeed the vehic les for opening portals that 
we bel ieve them to be, then it is logical that they should attract spi rits 
to you . 

I n  modern magic ,  people who regularly put pentagram rituals to 
practice report see ing more th ings around . Modern writers ' explana­
tion for th is is that th is practice l ights up the aura. They fai l  to explain 
why drawing pentagrams for banish ing should do this ,  whi le rituals 
such as the Middle Pi l lar, that active ly infuse the aura with Light, do 
not. The most l i ke ly other explanation is that by using the pentagram, 
even in  ban ish ing rites, the user is open ing portals without actual ly 
c losing them. Unattended portals rei nforced dai ly wou ld normal ly at­
tract all k inds of spirits into the sphere of the user. This i s  the hypoth­
esi s that we and many others we know have tested , and the results 
have come back a resounding positive. 

In the ritual of the Magus Gate , we re ly on the pentagram to open 
up portals to d i fferent worlds .  Two portals are opened at the same 
t ime. The first one is  between ou r own world and the pervad ing realm 
of spir it .  The other i s  from the realm of the spirit into the intended 
world .  The gateway has to be opened from both sides on each world to 
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be  effective. Th i s  re l ies heavi ly on  the  aid of angels and other spiritual 
be ings to ensure that the portal i s  opened from their side. Once a por­
tal is opened, the beings are invited through the gateway and evoked. 
I f  nothing else, the Magus Gate is an exce l lent way to rend the vei l  
between the worlds duri ng evocational work . 

TIMING: This ritual is done when a gateway between worlds i s  needed. 
I t  shou ld be done as necessary and not made into a dai ly ritual . Keep­
i ng the vei l  open or thin for a long period can cause some difficu lties in 
c losing or seal ing it later on. 

TooLS: The only tools you wi l l  need for th is  ceremony are the ac­
tual portals themse lves. I n  the beginn ing, the portals are optional . We 
highly recommend that you make them as you progress further i n  your 
work . It is a worthwhi le investment of t ime, energy, and money. Each 
portal is constructed the same way. We recommend you make four  of 
them, one for each di rection, since you wi l l  be open ing al l four during 
Elemental empowerments. I n  most other workings, you wi l l  only need 
one. 

You can make your portals us ing any of a number of mediums .  
You can paint them on pieces of cardboard ; you can paint them on the 
wal ls ;  you can paint them on rounds of wood; you can make c i rcu lar 
wooden frames and stretch black cotton over them, l ike you wou ld a 
piece of canvas for an oi l  pai nting, and paint them with fabric paint. 
However you decide to make these masterpieces, you will need to bear 
in  mind a few parameters. 

The background color of the portal is black .  This represents space. 
If you are usi ng fabric as your med ium,  you should draw everyth ing 
i n  tai lor's chalk first. You need to paint  a perfect pentagram in  wh ite 
at the center of the portal . This pentagram should be of such a s ize 
that its top arms are at your shoulder leve l .  and the bottom points are 
at m id thigh on your body. The l i nes of the pentagram we used were 
eighteen inches long. By perfect pentagram, we mean that each poi nt 
has an angle of seventy-two degrees. I n  the center of the pentagram, 
there is a "Golden Mean " spiral . also painted white .  I t  should be posi­
t ioned so that i t  spirals from the center outward in  a clockwise fashion. 
You can fi nd methods of drawing these on the in ternet, or in books 
about sacred geometry. 

The points of the pentagram are enclosed in  a white c irc le .  Around 
the outside of the c irc le there is painted a dragon eating its tai l .  also 
referred to as the "wyrm Ouroboros. " The color of this dragon should 
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represent the physical universe. We were trying to ach ieve ind igo for 
ours, but because we were working with fabric paint , the combina­
tion of blue with black came out a k ind of i ridescent sparkl ing grey. 
You may want to experiment with d i fferent paints to make sure you 
get someth ing that works. With in the body of th i s  dragon are drawn 
and painted the names of the elder Gods and Goddess of Babylon, i n  
cuneiform . 

Beginn ing with the nearest to the head and moving c loser to the 
tai l ,  the seven are as fol lows: 7) I shtar, 6) Adad ,  5) Shamash ,  4) S in ,  
3) Ea, 2) En l i l ,  I )  Anu .  They are arranged accordi ng to the descend­
ing order of the heavens as l i sted by Epic of Etana. The heavens are 
not exactly the same as the physical planets. The dragon represents 
i nfi n i te space .  Anu ,  being ru ler of the stars , is the c losest to us and 
hence belongs to the I st heaven .  I sh  tar, as the Supreme Creator of 
Li fe ,  ru les over the highest heaven .  The names are written in  Cunei­
form as such:

Once completed, you can place the portal up on the wal l ,  in the d i rec­
tion that you intend to use it .  When it is not in use, you can either cover 
it with a black cloth, (recommended for c loth and frame construction 
and painted wal ls) , or you can remove it and keep i t  in a safe place . 
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DIVINE NAMES : The primary Divine names used in th is  ritual are Chal­
dean deity names. We wi l l  also use names of power extracted through 
the same formula as the names on the ring. These names were extract­
ed spec i fical ly for opening the gateways. 

OPENING THE SPIRIT GATE 

STEP ONE: Begin by standing fac i ng east. Close your eyes and take a 
very deep breath inward , then exhale forcefu l ly. Feel the stress leaving 
your body. Al low your breath ing to increase, sensing yourse l f  fi l led 
with vigor and energy. Take a few minutes to perform the four fold 
or eight-fold breath .  Take the time to med itate on the Divine that is 
present in  al l the galaxies , stars, p lanets, and un iverses. 

STEP Two: Say, "By the quiet gentleness of the Goddess, by the 
gentle creation of the Goddess, by the beautiful veil  of Goddess, I 
have entered into the alliance of the Goddess. I seek the intercession 
of the Light to throw love for me into the heart of my angel, who 
has been set upon me at the moment of my birth till the moment 
of my death (vibrate the name of your HGA per its numerical 
reduction). Let this angel descend upon me now and aid me with 
peace profound." 

STEP THREE: Chant, "Ya-Syin al-Hai al-Qayum Bari Anwar al-Akwan 
wa al-Noojoom. " [x49] This translates to: "Ya-Syin ,  Ever Living, E.ver 
Being, Creator of the Lights of the Un iverses and Stars . " 

STEP THREE: Say, "0 Opener, you open the locks of the chests with the 
keys of eternal caretaking. You are the Rich and Generous. You are 
the Provider, the Generous. You give Your gifts to whom You wish. 
In Your hands are the keys of goodness and treasures. You are the 
facilitator of the difficult matters. In Your hands are minute pearls 
of the Light. You are the sender of the spirit of munificence into the 
inner hearts of the companions of emanations. Every matter that 
is locked opens with Your care. The mystery of everything sealed 
and constricted is revealed by Your command. I ask You, 0 opener 
of every good and repeller of every harm, to let me stand before 
You, to receive from You the torrent of the knowledgeable life and 
timeless grants, to be excellence in waiting for the appearance of 
the manifestation of Your gentleness, to be always expecting to 
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attain the perfection of Your grace, to be perpetually hopeful of 
finding the confirmation of Your generosity. Open my heart to me 
and facilitate the doors of revelation and vision for me. Aid me 
toward the receptivity of the Light of Your face at the spreading 
out of the treasures within Your compassion and forgiveness, 0 
ancient in charity, 0 affectionate one, 0 benevolent one, 0 Lord 
of the Universe. 

0 Divine One, You are the Opener over the people with all 
that You wish from the sealed pathways. You are the doer with the 
mystery of Your name, al-Fatah [x3] .  You are the victor against 
severe destructiveness. You are the judge between the people, with 
the minuteness of wisdom in the upper world and the kingships. 
You judge with what You want and select from Your creation. I 
ask You with Your mystery that flows in the currents of the World 
of Malkut, which descends in the concealment of its secrets till it 
reaches the Behemoth, then returns in its ascension in the affairs 
of the World of Jabrut. Open in my heart through the witnessing 
of those mysteries and substantiate them with the validations of 
lights. Make me a fitting receptacle for reaching the mystery of the 
life of Your being that is generous with the majesty of the mysteries 
ofYour attributes. 0 Divine One, aid me with Your glorious victory 
that is a shield against every opponent, the envious, and disputer. 
0 Divine One, facilitate me with Your servant Tamehiel [x3],  the 
servant of this name, for You are capable of all things. " 

STEP Six: Move to the East in  a c lockwise fashion .  Focus on the 
Divine Light with your  mind and heart. Draw a large c i rc le i n  front of 
you . Say as you draw the c i rc le :  "From the beginning of time till the 
end of time, the Light flows through the fabric of space bending, 
creating, and weaving the universes together. " 

STEP SEVEN: Poi nt to the top of the pentagram you are about to draw, 
then say, "In the name of Anu and Anat." Begin d rawing the active 
Spirit pentagram, start ing at the top and going in a c lockwise fashion. 
While tracing the pentagram say: "I trace the five pointed star of the 
Elder Creator and form a portal of spirit through space and time." 

STEP EIGHT: Draw the golden mean spiral as best as you can. As you 
draw the spiral say, "By the heart beat of the Goddess of Love Ishtar, 
I open this gate. " 
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STEP NINE: Say: "I call upon you, o guardians of the portal to the 

realm of Spirit, who are appointed to this blessed gate of Anu. 
Open the hidden and veiled gate by the Divine Light of the Queen 
of Heaven Ishtar and the powerful mystery and magic of Elil .  
Come from the Eastern (Southern I Western I Northern) quarter 
of the Universe and tear through the fabric of my perception 

and illuminate my universe with Light and my being with peace 
profound and an eternal ray of magic. Come - for I have called you 
with the holy and secret names guarded in the vault of mysteries, 
Motadar Chaqlas A'amaa'a Lakema Allan Rosswi Hhehmah [x3] .  

Come, 0 guardians of the gateways of spaces and lords of time, 

for in me is the spark of the Creator of the Heavens and Earth. 
Come, for upon my spirit is etched servant of Divine Light. Open 
a portal before me to the realm of spirit through the fabric of space 
and time, and let it be a gateway between my sphere and the sphere 
of other realms. "  

PORTAL T O  THE REALM O F  FIRE 

STEP TEN: Exhale in to the pentagram the name Ghassdaie l  seven t imes 
then say, "Aid me, 0 archangel Ghassdaiel [x3],  peace be upon you, 
with your protection and by opening the gateway between me and 
the realm of spirits of Fire through the portal of spirit. " 

STEP ELEVEN: Now l ift  you r hands i n  the Sign of' the H igh Priest, t'ac-
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i ng the pentagram. Say, "In the Holy Divine Name, Motdar Chaqlas 
A'amaa'a Lakma Al-lan Nassaye Rahh-mah [x3] move, 0 spirits 
of Light, and open the gateway between me and the world of the 
spirits of Fire, A'alem Rouhaniat al-Nar. " 

STEP TWELVE: Say, "0 A'alem Rouhaniat al-Nar, by the permission 
of the Queen of Heaven and Earth, and authority of the archan­
gel Ghassdaiel, and the blessed names Attelran Qasrum Aa'alakan 
A'elrun Usleen Hhaher [x3] come through this celestial portal be­
fore me in peace profound as a friend and infuse me with the pure 
magic and spirit of Fire."  Repeat this step as many times as you feel 
is needed for the spirits to come through. When you are sure they 
have came through, say gently and with heartfelt feeling: "May Her 
blessings be in you and upon you, 0 Rouhaniat al-Nar. " 

PORTAL TO THE REALM OF AIR 

STEP THIRTEEN: Move to the south and open another portal as you did 
before i n  steps six to n ine .  

STEP FIFTEEN: Exhale into the pentagram the name Ghathssaiel seven 
t imes then say, "Aid me, 0 archangel Ghathssaiel [x3], peace be upon 
you, with your protection and by opening the gateway between me 
and the realm of spirits of Air through the portal of spirit. " 

STEP SIXTEEN: Say, "In the Holy Divine Name, Motdar Chaqlas 
A'amaa'a Lakma Allan Hosswee Ahh-mah [x3] move, 0 spirits of 
Light, and open the gateway between me and the world of the spir­
its of Air, A'alem Rouhaniat al-Haw'a. " 

STEP SEVENTEEN: Say, "0 A'alem Rouhaniat al-Haw'a, by the per­
mission of the Queen of Heaven and Earth, and authority of the 
archangel Ghathssaiel, and the blessed names Attelrah Qosa'am 
Aa'alakah Ola'an Usleeah Hhoha' [x3] come through this celestial 
portal before me in peace profound as a friend and infuse me with 
the pure magic and spirit of Air. " Repeat this step as many times 
as you feel is needed for the spirits to come through. When you 
are sure they have came through, say gently and with heartfelt 
feeling: "May Her blessings be in you and upon you, 0 Rouhaniat 
al-Hawa'a. " 
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PORTAL TO THE REALM OF WATER 

STEP EIGHTEEN Move to the west and open another portal as you did 
before in  steps six to n ine .  

STEP NINETEEN: Exhale i nto the pentagram the name Ghadha'aaie l  
seven t imes then say, "Aid me, 0 archangel Ghadha'aaiel [x3],  peace 
be upon you, with your protection and by opening the gateway be­
tween me and the realm of spirits of water through the portal of 
spirit. " 

STEP TWENTY-ONE: Say, "In the Holy Divine Name, Motdar Chaq­
las A'amaa'a Lakma Al-lan Mossa- 'ee Mahhdah [x3] move, 0 spir­
its of Light, and open the gateway between me and the world of the 
spirits of water, A'alem Rouhaniat al-Ma'. " 

STEP TWENTY-ONE: Say, "0 A'alem Rouhaniat al-Ma', by the per­
mission of the Queen of Heaven and Earth, and authority of the 
archangel Ghadha'aaiel ,  and the blessed names Attelram Qasa'im 
La'amaka' Aalalen Mussa'yah Hhelham [x3] come through this ce­
lestial portal before me in peace profound as a friend and infuse me 
with the pure magic and spirit of water. " Repeat this step as many 
times as you fee l  is needed for the spi rits to come through .  When you 
are sure they have came through, say gently and with heartfelt feel­
ing: "May Her blessings be in you and upon you, 0 Rouhaniat al­
Ma'. " 

PORTAL TO THE REALM OF EARTH 

STEP TWENTY- Two: Move to the north and open another portal as you 
did before in steps six to nine .  

STEP TWENTY-THREE: Exhale into the pentagram the name Gha­
sheezaie l  seven t imes then say, "Aid me, 0 archangel Ghasheezaiel 
[x3], peace be upon you, with your protection and by opening the 
gateway between me and the realm of spirits of Earth through the 
portal of spirit. " 

STEP TwENTY-FouR: Say, "In the Holy Divine Name, Motdar Chaq­
las A'amaa'a Lakma Al-lan Tossree Ahhbah [x3] move, 0 spirits 
of Light, and open the gateway between me and the world of the 
spirits of Earth, A'alem Rouhaniat al-Turab. "  
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STEP TwENTY-FIVE: Say, "0 A'alern Rouhaniat al-ai-Turab, by the 
permission of the Queen of Heaven and Earth, and authority of the 
archangel Ghasheezaiel, and the blessed names Attelram Qasa'im 
La'amaka' Aalalen Mussa'yah Hhelham [x3] come through this ce­
lestial portal before me in peace profound as a friend and infuse me 
with the pure magic and spirit of Earth. " Repeat this step as many 
times as you fee l  is needed for the spi rits to come through.  When you 
are sure they have came through, say gently and with heartfelt feel­
i ng: "May Her blessings be in you and upon you, 0 Rouhaniat aal­
Turab. " 

CLOSING THE PORTAL 

STEP TWENTY-SIX: Once you have completed your magical operation, 
you wi l l  need to seal the portals that you have opened. You do this 
by faci ng each portal and drawi ng the pentagram beginn ing from the 
top-point counter-clockwise. Then you trace the spi ral beginn ing from 
the outside moving to the ins ide . Once you have done this ,  you say: 
"I call upon you, o guardians of the portal to the realm of Spirit, 
who are appointed to this blessed gate of Anu. Seal the hidden and 
veiled gate by the Divine Light of the Queen of Heaven Ish tar and 
the powerful mystery and magic of Elil .  Corne from the Eastern 
(Southern I Western I Northern) quarter of the Universe and fill he 
fabric of my perception and illuminate my universe with Light and 
my being with peace profound and an eternal ray of magic. Come 
- for I have called you with the holy and secret names guarded in 
the vault of mysteries, Motadar Chaqlas A'arnaa'a Lakerna Allan 
Rosswi Hhehrnah [x3].  

Corne, 0 guardians of the gateways of spaces and lords of time, 
for in me is the spark of the Creator of the Heavens and Earth. 
Come, for upon my spirit is etched servant of Divine Light. Seal 
the portal before me to the realm of spirit through the fabric of 
space and time, and let the gateway between my sphere and the 
sphere of other realms be sealed firmly. " 

The Magus Gate ritual wi l l  come i n  handy i n  future magical work ings. 
I t  is used for opening portals not only to Elemental planes, but also 
planetary spheres and other realms. Practice it we l l  and use i t  to fu l ly 
accustom yoursel f  to the Elemental forces .  Don 't forget to seal after 
every opening, for open portals can cause unwanted energies to enter 
i nto your l i fe .  Neverthe less, this i s  a safe ritual that wi l l  al low you to 
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tap into a potent reservoi r of Elemental streams, which you can pu l l  
on to grow spi ritual and emotionally, and bring about positive energy 
to your  l i fe and to your loved ones. 

$ ELEMENTAL SCROLLS OF THE MAGI $ 

Having determined the elemental vibration of your name and having 
worked and tapped into the Elemental streams, the next step is to 
actual ly create the e lemental scrol l s  of the magi . These scrol ls  create 
a magical l i nk  between you and the Elemental planes a l l  the t ime. 
These tal ismans wi l l  enforce those elemental qual i t ies that you already 
possess and balance them with those that you lack .  So, i f  you have 
predominantly Fire letters, you r Fi re tal isman wi l l  he lp channel the 
abundant Fi re energy ofyou r name posit ively and the Water e lemental 
tal i sman wi l l  bring this miss ing energy into your  l i fe .  Constructi ng 
those scrol ls is a great i ntroduction to the beautifu l  art of magical 
tal i smanic work . Tal ismanic construction is  a detailed and complex art 
that connects and combines many aspects of the craft in a systematic 
way. It requ i res a good eye for detai l and a creative imaginat ion. S ince 
our intent at this point is to create tal ismans for the Elements, we wi l l  
be spending a good portion of this chapter dea l ing with the central 
part of most tal ismanic designs. This honor goes to the underrated and 
often under used occu lt design known as the magic square . 

Magic squares play an important role in  the art of tal ismanic 
magic with i n  our trad it ion. Ancient magicians be l ieved these designs 
embodied celestial powers, due to the harmony of numbers. A magic 
square is a square whose sides are dizided fry straight lines that form smaller cell 
squares Jl!itbin; into tbese cells is placed a singular numerical sequence in which the 
SIIIJ/ of atry side is equal to a'!)' anotber. The magic squares are known i n  
the West a s  Kameas, which is a Hebrew word meani ng 'amu let'. I n  
the Arabic language, they are known as Awfaq, which means 'what is 
harmon ized'. Mag ic squares come in an infin ite number of s izes, but 
they can be grouped into one of three numerical categories: I) Even­
Even such as 4 x4 ,  8x8, 1 2 x l 2  and 1 6x 1 6; 2)  Even-Odd such as 6x6 

and I Ox I 0;  3) Odd-Odd such as 3x3, 5x5 and 7x7. 

The size of the square determines the number of ce l l s .  Other 
numbers to consider is the sum of each side and the total sum of al l  the 
numbers of the squares based on the natural form. I n  the 3x3 square,  
the sum of any side or rib is 1 5  and the total sum of al l the d igits is 45.  
These numbers may seem un important, but a c loser look wi l l  reveal 
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thei r deeper mystery. For example, the total body of a 3x3 is 45, which 
is  the range of the Arabic Adam, and the total of the rib 15 is the range 
for the Arabic Eve (Hawa) . The 3x3 square is usually referred to as 
the square of Adam and Eve . Each square 's size has its own i nherent 
magical benefits, and we wi l l  tap into those benefits as we use them 
for making the elemental scrol ls .  The ancient magicians used seven 
basic sizes, corresponding to the planets. The planets i n  turn share 
Elemental qual i ties. For our Fire scrol l ,  we may select a 5x5 or 6x6 
since they correspond to Mars and the Sun,  which are hot and dry 
(Fi re) planets.

There is much more to their occu l t  use than just drawing a grid  with 
numbers i n  i t .  The various ways you can personalize you r  magic 
square 's borders make for some very powerfu l  and beautifu l  talismanic 
constructs. As an example, for our tal ismanic scrol l  of Fire we need 
to embody Fire into the magical square itse lf. The elemental letters 

of F ire are :  � � J � ..b o I .  These letters are usual ly written 
together in a cursive form thus :  . \  .�·. 0 o 6.,.,1 _  You can use these letters 
to form the outl ine grid of the magic square that wil l  fit in the center 
of your tal i sman. What you wi l l  be doing i s  extending the Fire letters 
cursively so that they create an outer grid .  You wi l l  then divide the 
inner grid to form the desi red size of the square . When you begi n  to 
draw your magic square, start with the upper right corner and move 
c lockwise. This d i rection is due to the fact that Semitic languages are 
written from right to left. Rotate the paper as you draw your  l ines so 
that your d irection is constant. Fol low the same style when drawing 
the remain ing l i nes with in  the squares.

I n  constructing your Air, Water and Earth squares, you wou ld fol low a 
s imi lar process, us ing the corresponding Elemental letters to form the 
outside grid .  You wou ld also select the appropriate ly corresponding 
grid s ize .  For the book 's examples , we used a 5x5 grid for al l  of them. 
However, in  practice you would want to use a 3x3 for Earth ,  a 9x9 for 
Water, and an 8x8 for Air. When you actual ly do write your squares, 
make sure you are working with natu ral and durable materials .  Don 't 
use ingredients that contain plastic, as that grounds the energy and 
blocks the i tem from holding the charge. Although it has become 
increasingly traditional to make do with what is avai lable and 
convenient ,  we recommend you acqu ire high qual i ty materials for the 
scrol ls .  I t  is easy today to fi nd clean , unblemished parchment paper. 
Even i f  you use wood or cardboard paper, you want a c lean piece upon 
which to write your magic squares .  Used or unc lean materials can tai nt 
the energy infused into your e lemental scrol ls .  Keep in mind that your  
working space shou ld be  larger than size of'  your magic square . The 
square i sn 't the only piece of' writing on the talisman, so ensure there 
is enough surrounding room.

The fi nal step in the construction of the magic square is to fi l l  i n  the 
numbers in  the various cel ls in their proper sequence. If you have seen 
magic squares before, you may recognize that they al l  start with one 
number and just go on sequent ia l ly. Magic ians rare ly use these squares 
in the ir basic form, most often personal iz ing them for the task at hand . 
As an example, let us say we wanted to make a 3x3 square for the 
emanation of Binah (Understand ing) . The range of the word Binah i n  
Hebrew i s  sixty-seven .  The numbers within the square should add up  
t o  th is range o r  value .  The square wou ld b e  thus :

So as you see, bu i ld ing your magic square requ i res a bit more effort 
than just copying sequential numbers; you actual ly need to construct 
your personal ized square .  
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When we speak of i nsert ing a number into a magic square, what we 
real ly mean is  that we want to create a magic square where each l ine 
adds up to that number, whether horizontal ly or vertical ly. Once a 
number is ready to be inserted i nto a magic square, the Key must be 
calculated .  To calcu late the Key, you wi l l  need to know the Handle, 
Lock and Door. Here i s a brief description of what these terms mean: 

Key: - The fi rst number to be placed i nto a magic square . 
Handle :  - The d ifference between two consecutive cel l  numbers i n  a 
square . 
Lock:  - The last number to be placed in  a magic square. 
Door: - A calcu lated number instrumental in calcu lat ing the key of a 
specific magic square 
H inge : - Half the number of cel ls on any side of a magic square . 

A basic magic square begins with a '  1 '  i n  its Key and a ' 1 '  as its Hand le .  
A more complex square may begin with a '2 ' or more for its Key and 
for its Handle .  Regard less, the Handle must be constant between the 
various cel ls  of a magic square or it wi l l  not work. The th ird number of 
importance, called the Door, can be calcu lated as fol lows: 

Sn = Number of Cells 
Door = (Sn- 1 )  x Handle

The last important number, ca l led the H inge, is calcu lated by d ivid ing 
the number of ce l ls  in  a magic square 's side by two. For example in  a 
3x3, the H inge is 1 . 5 ; i n  a 4x4 ,  the H inge is 2 ;  in a 5x5, the H inge is 
2 .5 ,  and so forth .  Once we have al l  this i nformation, we can calcu late 
the Key. 

[ (Number I Hinge) - Door] I 2 = Key 

Let's look at an example. Let's say that the range ofyour name is 543 .  
You want to insert this i nto a 3x3 magic square .  You wi l l  use a basic 
Handle of one. The Door for a 3x3 with a Handle of one is  eight. What 
remai ns for you to calcu late i s  the Key. Here is how that wou ld look : 

[ (Number / H inge) - Door] / 2  = Key 
[ (543 I 1 . 5) - 8] I 2 = 1 77 

The next step is to insert the key i nto the ce l l  block that corresponds to 
the number one i n  the basic 3x3 template. The template is the square 
that has a Key of one and a Handle of one . You can use this template 
as a guide to bu i ld ing you r personalized squares .

Putting in  a number that requ i res amending can seem a daunting task 
at fi rst, but i t  needn 't be. Let 's go through the process of forming the 
Fire e lemental square .  The large range for 'Spi rits of the World of 
Fire '  i n  Arabic i s  s ix hundred and th i rty-n ine .  This wou ldn 't go com­
fortably into a 5x5 square . You cou ld try insert ing it into a d ifferent 
square or you can try amending a 5x5. We wi l l  try to amend a 5x5 for 
that number to properly i l lustrate the process. Let's look at the Key 
formu la: 

[ (Number / H inge) - Door] / 2  = Key 
[(639 I 2 .5) - 24] I 2 = Key

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At th is  point, we have a fraction in the formula .  What we do is drop the 
fraction altogether.

However, th is  square isn 't correct. I t  yields six hundred and th i rty-five 
rather than six hundred and th irty-n ine on each  l ine .  What i s l eft i s  to 
amend the square. The first step is to figure out the remainder. We do 
this by subtracti ng the two values: 639-635 = 4 .  The remainder is four. 
To solve th is  problem, look at the table of the remainder. Find the ce l l  
posit ion marked there and, from that point on to the end of the square, 
skip the exact number  of the remainder. So, if the value  in the ce l l  i s  I 0 
and the remainder is 2 ,  skip two numbers from I 0 and put i n  1 2 , then 
continue with 1 3 , 14, and so forth unt i l  you fin ish the square .

Once you have the numbers for your square, a l l  that is left i s  to insert 
them into the grid formed by the Elemental letters .  We have given 
you the values for hvo of the Elements so far. The value to be i nserted 
for the magic square for Water is four  hundred and twenty-n ine .  The 
value to be inserted for the magic square for Earth i s  nine hundred and 
n inety-one. Now that you know the process, you can eas i ly make those 
squares yourse lf.  The fin ished square is then painted or drawn i nto the 
center of your  tal i smanic sc rol l .  

There is  one remain ing step before consecrating and charging 
the scrol ls .  You wi l l  need to write the charge around the square . The 
charge consists of the names of the spiritual forces that activate the 
tal isman, fol lowed by your request. The request should include what 
you want the tal isman to do in  detai l and the name of the person whom 
it  i s  affecting. The name is spel led out i n  s imi lar fashion to what you 
did for deriving the H GA. This part can be in your native language . 
The names of the spiritual governors or angels  should be i n  Arabic,  
Hebrew or a corresponding magical script. They are calcu lated from 
the numbers in the tal isman. The values with in the magic square are 
the basis from which we extract the names of angels and j i nn  that 
oversee the execution of the ta l isman . There are celestial ange l ic gov­
ernors and governors from among the underworld j inn .  A number of 
ancient teachers in our tradit ion considered the underworld j inn  to be 
equ ivalent to satanic spi rits and called upon only for destructive work­
i ngs. Others considered them more neutral and used them primari ly 
for material objectives. You wi l l  not need the underworld j i nn  for the 
Elemental scrol ls and the rest of the rites in th is book. 

Once we have the general values for the governors, we subtract 
forty-one for the ange ls .  The subtraction of forty-one represents the 
Arabic form of the Divine Name El or Ayl . This is  done for the same 
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reason as with the calcu lation of your holy guardian ange l .  You may 
want to review that section ,  i f  you are uncertain ,  for the explanation .

The next step is to convert these numbers i nto letters, in a process again 
s imi lar to the formulation of the holy guardian ange l 's name. This i s  
done by pronouncing the numbers using letters .  As an example, three 
thousand one hundred and fifty-four i s  numerical ly 3- 1 000- 1 00-50-4 . 
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When work ing with larger numbers ,  fol low the same process, where a 
hundred thousand is I 00- 1 000 and a mi l l ion is a I 000- 1 000. Then add 
Ayl to the equation giving the fol lowing numerical sequence:  3- 1 000-
1 00-50-4- 1 - 1 0-30. Next, replace these numbers with Arabic letters 
that share their exact same large range . Now, write those letters from 
right to left to form the angel ic leader. You should do the same for a l l  
the angels .  Once you have al l  of the names for the ange l ic  governors, 
you then proceed to write them around the square in  a magical script 
of your choosing, fol lowed by the rest of the charge . The last step 
in the process is the actual consecration of the Elemental scrol ls 
once they are fin ished. There are a variety of consecration methods 
avai lable to you . It  i s  easy to assu m e  i t  a l l  boi ls  down to i ntent and 
some mental v isual i zat ion ,  but trad it ional  magical methods are a bit  
more complex than t hat . We wil l  u se the Ancient  Oat h Ritual  or the 
Great Conjuration to do the consecration, which in  and of itse l f  i s  a 
very powerfu l  ritual for general magical work . 

$ T H E  ANC I ENT S O LO M O N I C  OAT H  $ 

PuRPOSE: We wi l l  use this ri tual to consecrate the Elemental scrol ls ,  
but the value of th is  ri tual transcends any one given applicat ion. The 
medieval astrologer Abu Ma'asher says these names have great power 
over the Elements and the spirits of the six d i rect ions.  The master 

Al- Boni had this to say in  his book, Sharlm AI-Barl.>atial.>, " Know o 

seeker, God aided me and you with a spirit from Him,  that the names 
of Barhatiah are the dependable conjuration from the ancient of t imes. 
The ancients used to refer to it as the Ancient Conjuration, Powerfu l  
Binding, Guarded Mystery, Vau l ted Secret and the  Red Su lphur. I t  
was spoken of by the original wise men, then by our master Solomon 
Ben David, peace be upon them, then by Assif Ben Barkhiah, then 
by the wise man Klaphitri us, and whoever apprentices with it to 
our current day. This is a powerfu l  conjurat ion, which no angel can 
turn from,  and which can ' t  be refused by any J inn ,  l freet, Mared 

or Shitan. Any seeker' s knowledge of the arts is hand icapped , who 
doesn ' t  possess i t  or doesn 't know of i t ." 

Every ancient Arabic book on Occu l tism worth i ts mett le ,  
dating as far back as we could get (7-8 CE) ,  inc luded a variation of 
th is conjuration.  The ancient magicians argue that the origin of th is 
conju ration dates even further back than King Solomon h imself

and that i t  was transmitted oral ly. We are convinced that anyone in  
possession of the  complete Barhatiah conjuration, and making a habit 
of its reci tation sincerely at least once a day, will be able to draw upon 
a tremendous reservoir of energy. The conjuration is used heavily in  
our  magical tradition and its appl ications are extensive .  One of  the 
most important appl ications is i n  the cal l i ng forth of j i nn  and other 
spi rits. 

TIMING: This ritual is usual ly integrated in  major evocational work and 
in  consecration of tal ismans. I t  can also be used daily as a general 
magical exerc i se .  You wi l l  be us ing it when you are ready to consecrate 
the scrol ls .  

DIVINE NAMES: These are names that cause the spirits and j inn worlds 
to tremble and magic to happen.  Although the names in the conjura­
tion are written in Arabic ,  they are not Arabic at a l l .  The Arabic ,  l ike 
the Engl ish pronunciations given i n  parentheses, i s  the phonetic spel l ­
i ng found in  the  o ld  manuscripts. As  we said ,  the  names cou ld be a mix 
of l anguages ranging from ancient Hebrew to Aramaic. Finding the 
absolutely correct spe l l ing of the names is  d ifficult with such an old 
conjuration. We have presented one of the most accurate renditions 
from among many sources. I t  i s  bel ieved that these names were re­
vealed to King Solomon and then written down by h is  court magician 
and advisor, Asef Ben Barkhiah .  Some authors feel they are based on 
ancient Hebrew and others consider them Akkadian or a dialect of 
Aramaic .  Considering their antiqui ty, it is  d ifficu lt to know for sure.  
What i s  known i s  that these names are to magic what a switch i s  to a 
l ight bulb .  The old masters of magic from the Middle East gave th is  
conju ration d i fferent names ranging from the Red Su lfur to the Great 
Conju ration . 

TooLS: There is no known tool assoc iated with the actual conj uration.  
For your current ly intended use ,  you wi l l  need the tal i smans and 
four long threads of s i lk .  If you have them, wear the Elemental rings. 
The tal ismans should be hung above the incense burner by the s i lken 
threads. Apart from candle l ight, the room should be dark . Wear your 
white robe of the art or do th is  rite sky c lad . 

STEP ONE: PurifY and consecrate your working area. 

STEP Two: Recite the Prayer to the Queen of Heaven.  
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STEP THREE: Perform the Cal l to the Masters of Magic 

STEP FouR: Open the Magus Gate to al l four  Elemental planes. 

STEP FIVE: Say: "Beshem El Melech Qadosh, He filled the cosmos 
with the radiance of the light of His face. He extended to it the 
power of the letters of His awe over every angel, constellation, j inn 
and shitan. He was feared by all of His creation, and the Kerubim 
heeded and obeyed from their highest places and prostrated and 
answered the call of His great name. They quickly answered with 
the special confirmations concealed in the tablets of the hearts of 
the administrators. I conjure you, 0 celestial angels and spiritual 
rouhaniah and servants of this ancient oath, by what was gathered 
from the sea of names from the lights of Malkuth to answer my 
call and fulfill my need, which is the charging of these Elemental 
scrolls with a ray from the world of the spirits of Fire [Air I Water I 
Earth] .  Let these scrolls become a living covenant between me [full 
name] and the spirits of the world of Fire [Air I Water I Earth], so 
that by mere possession of them I shall be attuned and awakened to 
the awesome power and presence of the spirits of the world of Fire 
[Air I Water I Earth].

By the name by which the King of Spirits Metatron spoke and 
felled in prostration the melachim, rouchanim, cherubim under 
the Throne of the Lord of the Universe and it is Yankeer [x3] 
Horeen [x3] Horesh [x3] Yaroch Abarach Abadach Tashteesh Yah­
Nateeteeu-in Yah-Nateeteeoh Shelesh Leesh Shalesh Bakrakroak 
El Qadosh; fulfill your covenant with God if you pledged and don't 
break the faith after its confirmation; don't be aloof and come to me 
in peace, quickly, and obedient to the names of God, the Lord of the 
Universes." [x 1 4- 49] 

STEP SIX: Seal the Elemental Gates . 

Once you have fi nished the consecration, you can wrap the scrol ls  i n  a 
white c loth unti l you need them. You can carry the tal ismans with you 
in a magical sash or by plac ing them near your skin under c lothi ng. 
You can also use them during meditation by plac ing them in front of 
you . 

Congratu lations ! You have completed a very chal lenging operation, 
designed and consecrated what may be your first tal ismanic scrol ls .  As 
you may have noticed by now, the Elemental energies are very intense 
and transformative. However, their dl'ect i s  cumu lative. Whi le we are 
ready to move on now to the next chapter, it i s  important you come 
back to this chapter and work through the materials here a few times. 
As you wil l  see, planetary magic i s  tied in strongly to Elemental 
concepts and phi losophy. This means that Elemental mag•c 1s  an 
important precursor to serious ce lestial occu lt ism. 
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lanetary magic i s  an important vehic le for the develop­
ment of any magician. Planetary energies have an im­
pact on the  personal ity of  the  magician .  These energies 
that influence you can also influence others. Therefore ,  
i t  makes occu lt sense that you learn how to flow with 
and eventual ly manipu late these t ides .  You can bring 

out the positive aspects of your own astrological make up, overcome 
the negative i nfluences of the planets in a given day and general ly l ive 
in harmony with the cosmos as you flow with the l ight and spirits of 
the stars . I t  is easy to focus, as do many magicians today, on the ele­
ments with in nature as the central pi l lar of your magical success and 
on spirit evocation. For sure, these are important areas, but planetary 
magic is the backbone of success in many of these operations as wel l .  
Let us imagine a part icu lar scenario. Let us  say you want to commu­
nicate with you r boss at work on an important issue and you would 
l ike to get his agreement. For some reason or another, you doubt th is  
meeting wi l l  go we l l .  You can do general spe l l  casting magic, as most 
magicians wou ld,  to make sure your  i ntent comes to pass. You can also 
stray into a shady area of magic by sending out Air spi rits to influence 
your boss 's mind or try to bind h im .  The alternative i s  to s imply in­
voke into you the rouhaniat (prana) of Mercury and Venus, the planet 
of communication and the planet of desire and attraction, to improve 
your own charisma and communication ski l ls for the meeting. This 
wil l resu l t  i n  better success and doesn 't really attempt to control an­
other person 's own decision making or wi l l .  Better sti l l ,  th is improved 
benefit wi l l  conti nue with you for a long t ime, because it i s your  own 
sk i l l  that has deve loped. This is personal growth at the h ighest leve l .  

The importance of p lanetary magic hadn 't escaped the awareness 
of the ancient magicians, who made i t  the bedrock of their spiritual 
practices. H i storically, the word Chaldean has become synonymous 
with astrologers as much as magicians. The Sabians of Harran bui lt 
seven planetary temples to the ir various divin it ies, s ince astrological 
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magic was central to their faith .  The number seven is also part of the 
mysteries of the ancient Queen of Heaven and Goddess of Love. I n  
the epic tales, l shtar descends into seven gates o f  the underworld to 
restore the slain shepherd k ing. The number seven is associated with 
the star of the Goddess of Love, the planet Venus ,  and seven by seven 
equals the forty n ine petals of the Rose of Life .  

However, the seven ancient planets are not al l planets, by mod­
ern astronomical definit ion, as they include among them the Sun and 
Moon. The Arabic word for a planet i s  Kawkab, which is almost iden­
tical to the Hebrew word Kokab or Star. The word Kawkab was also 
used in medieval and ancient Arabic astrological writing when refer­
ring to stars. I t  seems that the ancients viewed these heaven ly bod ies 
s imply as stars ; some were thought of as moving fast and others very 
slowly. The seven primary ste l lar bodies of the ancients are Saturn, 
Jupiter, Mars, Sun, Venus, Mercury and the Moon . This order is 
known as the Chaldean order. 

The ancient magic ians viewed each of these planets as al ive and 
emanating a sentient spiritual essence or rouhaniah endowed in i t  by 
the Divi ne. I t  is the prototype of the Gaia Theory, but extends to al l  
ste l lar bodies and not j ust those with eco-systems that support biologi­
cal l i fe .  The ancients be l ieved that this rouhaniah material izes in the 
form of spi rits that can be contacted and l u red here into ou r sphere on 
Earth .  These rouhaniah orbit the planet itse lf. I t  i s  the rays emanating 
from the rouhaniah that are the cause of astrological influences, rather 
than the physical bodies of the celestial spheres. In the anc ient world ,  
the physical body and the rouhaniah of each planet was bel ieved to 
be a chariot to one of the gods and goddesses. Some of the ancients 
even worshipped those planets d i rectly as the gods and goddesses of 
their realm .  The names of the seven planets in Engl i sh correspond 
with ancient Roman deit ies such as Venus ,  the goddess of love and 
beauty, and Mercury, the Divine messenger. S imi lar naming practices 
occurred in many cu l tures. 

Some among the ancients viewed the p lanets themselves as gods 
and goddess, but others saw them more as natu ral l iving bei ngs act ing 
on behalf of the Creator. They bel ieved them to be aware enough to 
be entreated with prayers and addressed humbly. The spirits of their 
own world wou ld respond d i rect ly to the seeker. Even when not taken 
to the point of worship ,  the ancient r ites inc luded years of devotional 
service, sacrifices, in i tiation and an ent ire l i fe style change to be com­
patible with the natu re of the planets. Even so, many argued that the 
planets themselves were agents of the primal creator and shou ldn 't 
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be confused with the source. The father of the divinit ies among the 
Chaldeans was Anu and Anat and the Mi lky Way galaxy was known 
as Tariq Anu or the Pathway of Anu .

An easy way to understand the natu re of' the planets i s  to use the ex­
ample of' a ki ngdom. The Sun is l i ke the k ing among the planets, with 
the rest act ing as aids and advisors. The Moon is l i ke the min ister of 
state and the keeper of the covenant of the ru ler. Mercury is  the k ing' s 
scribe. Saturn is the guard ian of the vau lts and treasury, as wel l as 
general over the army and pol ice . Venus is both the queen and the 
maidens that serve the k ing. Jupiter is the court ' s j udge and master of' 
fortune and finance. Mars is the k ing' s executioner and foot soldier. 

The seven p lanets are the ru lers of the twelve Zodiacal signs. Few 
occu lt ists today know why the planets were attributed to the signs as 
they were . Most modern magicians accept the attribution as a matter 
of' tradit ion. The key to understanding the attributions lies in under­
standing the fou r  Elements, Fire, Air, Water and Earth, which are a 
combination of states. These states are a key to understanding the ba-
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sic celestial cosmology of the ancients .  The primord ial states are cold­
ness, heat, dryness and wetness.

The two celestial l ights are the Sun and the Moon; they have the stron­
gest effect on the incidents that occur  in the world . The Sun is  by far 
the stronger of the two, and thus the most important of the seven plan­
ets. Through observation , i t  is obvious that its e lemental natu re i s  heat 
and dryness, and its effect i s  strongest duri ng summer. The sign of 
Leo is assoc iated with the hottest month i n  the year. I t  shares with the 
Sun its elemental nature, mascu l in i ty and the d iurnal qual ity. Ancient 
astrologers also marked that the Sun was the middle planet i n  their an­
cient order and that Leo i s  the middle of the F ire signs and the middle 
of the dry signs . The compatibi l i ty between the two and the fact that 
the heat impact of the Sun increases in Leo made them consider it to 
be i ts natu ral sign. 

The moon and the sun also share compatibi l ity in  eight facets. 
Fi rst, the moon i s also one of the brightest planets vis ible to the naked 
eye .  Second, it i s  the one the most evident planets as far as its effect on 
our earthly world .  Third ,  they are s imi lar i n  their not going straight 
and then moving backward during the ir orbi t .  Fourth ,  they are both 
l ights in this world,  one by day and the other by night. F ifth , they con­
secutively symbolize creation and l i fe .  The symbol of the Sun is heat, 
and that of the moon is moisture .  Heat i s  the strongest of the actives 
and moisture is  the strongest of the reactives. Sixth ,  the ascendant 
of conj unction and receptivity occurs due to the Sun and the Moon. 
Seventh, the Moon rece ives its own l ight from the Sun .  Eighth ,  the 
largest and most potent of the planets is  the Sun ,  and the Moon is the 
c losest one to us .  The Moon thus becomes a partner of the Sun and its 
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proxy in its influence on this world .  It is because of th is that the sign 
of the Moon was placed next to the sign of the Sun .  This cou ld have 
been e ither Cancer or Virgo. Cancer was considered more su itable , 
because the moon is cold and moist and femin ine .  Cancer has these 
same qual i t ies, whi le Virgo is cold and dry. The moon also qu ickly 
changes from quickness to s lowness, from l ight to darkness and from 
shape to shape . Cancer is considered a changing or cardinal sign and 
at i ts commencement, the season changes from one kind to the next. 
Astrologers therefore agreed that Cancer is the sign of the Moon.  

Astrologers then d ivided the Zodiacal wheel  in  half. Al l  the signs 
from Leo to the end of Capricorn were attributed to the overal l  domin­
ion of the Sun .  The signs from the beginn ing of Aquari us to the end of 
Cancer were then attributed to the Moon. The solar section was called 
the great half and the l unar section the minor or lesser half. The two 
l ights' primary functions are the giving of power and the maintenance 
of composit ion and mixtures .  The other planets share the signs with 
the two l ights. Thus, each planet has two signs, one from the d i rection 
of the Sun and the other from the d irection of the Moon. 

Saturn is l ikened to an i ndividual who i s  i ntent on destroying the 
world and thus his signs were placed opposi te to those of the two 
l ights. From the lu nar half, he was given the sign Aquarius .  Aquar­
ius  is hot, contrary to the coldness of Cancer, but it also shares its 
moisture .  From the solar half, Saturn got the contrary sign to Leo, or 
Capricorn . Capricorn is  contrary to Leo in that i t  i s  cold, but i t  shares 
dryness with it .  

Jupiter fol lows Satu rn among the planets and is beneficial . So, 
Jupiter received the two signs after Saturn ' s . The first i s  from the 
d i rection of the Sun and shares with Leo its elemental nature and that 
is Sagittari us . The other is from the d irection of the Moon and shares 
with Cancer' s e lemental nature and that is Pisces. Respectively, their 
placement creates a one hundred and twenty degree or trine aspect 
with the signs of the two l ights; a trine is an aspect of love and kind­
ness. 

Mars fol lows Jupiter and hence was given the two signs fol lowing 
his .  Mars received from the d irection of the Sun ,  Scorpio, and from 
the d i rection of the Moon , Aries. I f  he was given from the d i rections of 
the Sun a fire sign, then the combined heat wou ld lead to combustion 
and destruction. He was given a water sign to help balance h is  nature. 
From the side of the moon, he was given a planet that is cold and moist 
a n d  a sign that is hot and dry, so that h is weakness i sn ' t compounded. 
With the signs of the two l ights, the two signs of Mars form a n inety 
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degree aspect called a square ,  which is an aspect of conflict and chal­
lenge . 

Venus fol lows Mars after the Sun and is given the two signs that 
fol low his .  From the side of the Sun ,  she receives Libra and from the 
side of the Moon, Taurus. With the signs of the two lights, they form 
an aspect of sixty degrees called a sexti le , which is  friendly and good. 
I t  is not as friendly as a tri ne, for Libra and Leo are both hot, but one 
is dry and the other is moist. Hence Venus is cal led the lesser benefic 
planet. 

This leaves Mercury, who receives from the side of the Sun, Vir­
go, and from the side of the Moon, Gemin i .  Leo and Vi rgo are i n 
harmony in  the strongest reactives, which is dryness, and d i fferent 
i n  actives or heat. Mercury is considered benefic with benefics and 
malefic with malefics, because h is  s igns are next to the two l ights in 
one state and d ifferent in  another. One of the Mercurial signs, Gemin i ,  
has dual bodies. 

0 P LAN ETARY NAMES  O F  P O W E R  0 
I n  a previous chapter, we introduced the Tahatee l names. We wi l l  
d iscuss them more i n  th is chapter, as they have great benefit in  awak­
en ing and bringing forth the energy and power of the planets into your 
l i fe .  They manifest the planetary energy in  a pure and h igh concentra­
tion. Such an exposure wi l l  not only help you to work with planetary 
energies in a magical capacity, but i t  wi l l  also help you overcome the 
negative qual it ies brought forth by your b irth chart. We have i ncor­
porated these holy names and the ir derivatives in to basic conjurations 
that can fit into any busy schedu le . Each one should be done dai ly on 
the appropriate planetary day, i f  you want your l i fe be in harmony 
with the most subl ime and spi ritual elements of the celestial spheres. 
Planetary days are easy to determine :  Sun (Sunday) , Moon (Mon­
day) , Mars (Tuesday) , Mercury (Wednesday) , Jupiter (Thursday) , 
Venus (Friday) and Saturn (Satu rday) . I t  shou ld be noted that plan­
etary days begin from sunrise and end at sunset. The attributions are 
d i fferent for night. 

These seven names are each made of seven letters. The total letters 
composing the names are forty-nine ,  which is the number of the Rose 

of Life .  The letter Ta .b occurs fourteen t imes. The letter Lam J occu rs 

e leven t imes. The letter Ha 0 occurs nine t imes. The letter Ya '-2 occu rs 
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eight t imes. The fol lowing letters occur  only once: Kha i:, Qaf J, Fa 

..J, Nun 0, Mym {",  Jym (:, Ba '-:-'. The total number of dots appear­
ing on al l the letters of the names is twenty-three.

From these seven names an eighth name is derived. It is formed from 
the first letter of each of the seven names .  It doesn ' t  have a Ta or Ha  
in  i t and begins with Lam and ends with Lam. Names that begin with 
and end with the same letter are said to partake of the qual ity of the 
Great Secret Name. The first and seventh names share this , as they 
begin and end with Lam. The eighth name La-maq-fan-jal is especial ly 
used against art ificia l ly enchanted waters. The original seven also are 
very potent against d isabl ing occu l t  wards and traps.

They also have many mundane occu l t  applications. When using them 
for spel l  casting, remember that their writ ing and recitation should 
begin in a good hour, with the degree of the mage ' s  b irth  sign at the 
ascendant. A planetary conjuration should also be rec i ted seven t imes 
with the proper incense. Keep in  mind,  as noted e lsewhere i n  the rna-
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terials ,  you are responsible for all the work you do before the Creator, 
and all thi ngs are by Divine permission. This is why we recommend 
that you do divination and prayers i f  there is  ambigu ity in  you r heart 
about the spiritual permission of the operat ion.  Here are some practi­
cal ways you can use them: 

* I f you want to increase the traffic of customers to a shop, write the 
seventh name and the eighth using an i ron implement on t in .  Whoever 
is se l l i ng in the shop should wear th is tal isman around his or her neck .  
You shou ld also write the seven names on seven clay pieces and place 
them in hidden places in the store location .  

* I f  you want to termi nate the effects of sorcery, write the seven 
names on leaves from a palm tree. Write the eighth name on a c lean 
piece of c loth ,  then soak i t  with water and wash the affected person .  
The ind ividual ' s body should then be dried with the leaves .  Afterward , 
write the first name and the eighth name on seven pieces of paper or 
leaves. Burn them in a censor p laced under the victim, one after the 
other, as you charge the spirits of the names to remove the bi ndings 
and sorceries. 

* If you need to meet someone of whom you are afraid ,  write the 
eighth name on a white paper with musk, saffron and rose water and 
put it in  your  hat near to your brow and write it on your palm before 
you leave for the meeting. 

* I f  you want to cure migrai nes, headaches, evi l eye and general 
ai lments, write the seventh name on a wal l or a piece of wood in  sepa­
rate letters with a kn ife . Ask the affected i ndividual to put his or her 
finger on the place that i s  ach ing. Place a nai l on the fi rst letter of the 
name and vibrate the seven names seven times. If the pai n stops, then 
end with i t ,  otherwise continue  by repeati ng this with the next letters .  
Once the pain d ies at  one of the letters, hammer the nai l  in  at  that 
spot. 

* If you want to he lp fac i l i tate peace between two confl ict ing par­
t ies, write the first six names with edible ink on food or rice paper and 
let them eat them . The seventh name should be consumed by you or 
the pursuer of the reconci l iat ion. 

-$ To faci l itate the return of a lost or mtssmg person, write the 
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seventh name in the fi rst hour of Friday and carry it. I n  the hour of 
Mars for that day, write the name of the missi ng person and his or 
her mother, as wel l  as the name of the seeker with his or her mother, 
together with the seventh name. Say, " Move, 0 servants of this name, 
by bringing the miss ing person N son/daughter of N to the house of N 
son/daughter of N, by honor of this name." Hang the papers i n  the air 
i n  front of the house and the missing person shal l  return by permission 
of the Divine One. 

* I f  you want to banish a stubborn J inn ,  write the eighth name, fol­
lowed by the fourth and th i rd on a piece of red wax. Say, " Burn, 0 
spi rits of these names, " and l ight i t .  

* I f you wish to walk where no one notices you ,  fast physically and 
spiritually for seven days and eat no animal products, as per the magi­
cal gu ide l ines. Break your fast on steamed barley, d ipped in ol ive oi l ,  
late at n ight, then write t h e  seven names on the right side of your 
chest. You should be in a c lean place away from people when you are 
doing th is .  Charge the servants of these names with your purpose of 
not being noticed . After th is  you wi l l  walk to your destination and no 
one wi l l  notice you . Speak ing wi l l  break the effect. 

* If you want to access treasu res or objects guarded by enchant­
ed waters, write the eight names on stones, pieces of cloth or other 
objects. Approach the enchanted water, then throw the first name in 
front of you ,  then the second, then the th ird .  Move forward s lowly 
unt i l  you throw the sixth name near the object or treasure .  Take i t  
qu ick ly and i f  you can col lect the objects with the names again ,  then 
do i t ;  otherwise don ' t  be bothered. Keep the last two names i n  your 
hand , as the guardians wi l l  return to thei r locations. I f  you fear be­
trayal from any companions with you , place the eighth name in your 
right hand and charge the servants of the name to hide you from the 
eyes of your  companions. 

From these seven Tahatee l names, twenty-seven other mighty names 
are extracted for a total of twenty-eight names per planet. This brings 
the total names of the Tahatee l to one hundred and n inety-six ,  d ivided 
among the seven planetary spheres. For each planet, there are seven 
names of Tahatee l that are known as potencies, inte l l igence or i nner 
power. These call forth the inner power of the spheres and their cor­
responding rou haniah. These are usual ly used first. The second set 
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is known as the names of charging or commanding. These names are 
used to compel the spirits of the sphere to respond and obey. The th i rd 
are known as astrological and are used to cal l down the planetary rays. 
These are often used when attempting to consecrate or empower am­
u lets and tal ismans. The fou rth set is known as the burning names. 
These are used to fiercely charge and compe l  d isobed ient spirits or 
thwart adverse or evi l spi rits that may come at the magic ian.  

These names are extracted from the magic square of each name. 
The ind ividual name of the Tahatee l  is  placed i n  a square as separate 
letters. Each subsequent l ine is permutated from the preceding one. 
The permutation begins with the fifth ce l l  of the l ine .  The fi fth ,  s ixth, 
and seventh letters are placed as fi rst, second and th ird letters of the 
next l ines .  The remai n ing in i t ial four  letters subsequently become the 
last four  letters of the next l ine .  This process is conti nued tor six l i nes . 
As an example, we have shown the permutat ion square for the fi rst 
Tahateel name, with the first two l i nes of permutation highl ighted for 
c larity.

The set of names tor inner power is extracted from the magic square 
by read ing its rows from right to left to form the names. The astro­
logical names are extracted by read ing its rows from left to right. The 
names of burn ing are extracted by reading its columns from top to 
bottom.  The names of charging are extracted by readi ng its col umns 
from bottom to top. We wi l l  only use the names of inner power and 
astrological names i n  th is  book. These wi l l  be used tor the dai ly plan­
etary conju rations later on i n  this chapter. 
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$ MOON MAG I C $ 
The first planet to work with i n  your  magical deve lopment is the Moon. 
The moon is  the c losest to us  and has the strongest inAuence as one of 
the two l ights. The key to successfu l  planetary magic is observance of 
the idea of correspondence. Your  success wil l  depend on how much 
you surround yourse l f  with things that are under the ru lersh ip of the 
Moon and try to embody its attributes. It i s  common for modern ma­
gicians to become too focused on the correspondences, but embody­
ing attr ibutes is equal ly as important. When you are worki ng with 
the Moon , you shou ld spend t ime before the ritual engaged in  Lunar 
activit ies such as happy domestic even ings, spending time by the sea, 
and so on .  The idea is  that l ike i s  attracted to l ike .  You wi l l  be more 
successfu l  at attract ing the rouhaniah or prana of a planet, when sur­
rounding yourse l f  with th ings that resonate with i ts energy and engag­
i ng with activit ies that they ru le over. We can 't go real ly i nto much 
detai l on planetary magic i n  a si ngle chapter. We wi l l  give you what 
you need to begin to fu l ly awaken these energies in your  l i fe .  Some 
of the tools we wi l l  be discussing may be too expensive or d i fficu l t  to 
procure ,  or hard to make. Don 't wai t  to have them all to begin your 
practice. They are the ideal tools for the work , but you need to do what 
you can with what you have .

CoNJURATION TO THE MooN 

PURPOSE: The weekly conj u rations are good tools to connect you with 
the energies of the planets and keep their Aow balanced in your l i fe .  
There are seven conju rations and performing each one once a week 
wi l l  bring the planetary forces i nto posit ive al ignment i nto your  l i fe 
and surrounding. The conj u rations in  the i r  expanded version ut i l i zes 
the ritual of the Magus Gate . The weekly conj u ration, however, can 
be done without the earl ier steps. They are inc luded at the end of the 
l ist of steps. 

DIVINE NAMES: The sacred names used i n  the conjuration are the 
Tahatee l names covered in th is chapter, p lus the chants for open ing 
the various portals. 
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TL\\ I NG :  The week ly planetary conju rations, at the end of the steps, 
should be done once a week.  You can do the extended version once 
a month. Do each one based on the corresponding planetary day and 
night . Extend the process for at least three months to a l low the energy 
to work through into your l i fe .  Planetary magic takes t ime to com­
pletely come to fru i t ,  s ince we are work ing on a more cosmic scale, 
but the benefits are worth it . When doing the ri tual you also wi l l need 
to determine the placement of the planet in  the sky. You can do this 
by casti ng a chart for the t ime you plan to do you r work and looki ng 
i n  which house the Moon is found .  You can cast a chart for the day 
by hand, i f  you know how, or you can use any astrological software . 
The astrological chart is divided into four quadrants with an axis rep­
resenti ng the fou r  d i rections. The ascendant or I st house is  East, the 
descendant or 7th house is the West, the mid heaven is North or I O'h 
house and the South is the 4'h house. I fyou are us ing stationary por­
tals and it is hard to move them, select the approximate d i rection. I f  for 
example ,  the Moon is at the end of the I I  rh house and transiti ng into 
the 1 2 'h , consider it to be East and face the Eastern porta l .  During the 
ritual you wi l l  be fac ing th is  portal and standing c lose to i t .  

TooLS : You wi l l  need the planetary magic square of the Great Name 
somewhere before you or carried by you . You wil l also need the physi­
cal portal .  but you can do the ritual with a visual ized compli ment. 

SABlAN PRAYER: This spec i fic  Sabian prayer wi l l  be used throughout 
the conj u rations ,  so we wil l  reproduce i t here .  The prayer goes as fol ­
lows: " You are such an eternal being that all the chiefs and gover­
norships depend on you. You are the God of all the creatures who 
are thought of and who exist in the region of senses. You are the 
chief of the worlds and the shepherd of ' realms. ' You are the Lord 
of all the angels and their superiors. Wisdom originates from you 
and reaches the governor of the earth. You are the first cause. Your 
might envelops all those who exist. You are a boundless oneness. 
You are the unfathomable one. You are the supervisor of the celes­
tial sovereigns and the sources of light whose lights are eternal. You 
are the sovereign of sovereigns who dictates all the good and who 
forewarns everything through revelations and signs. The creation 
and development of al l creatures is caused by you. Order takes the 
right path with your signal. The lights emanate only from you. You 
are the oldest cause, existing before everything. 

I request that you purifY my spirit . I wish to succeed in winning 
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your blessings, now and always, till eternity. 0 El, who is pure of 
all kinds of pollution, make my reason sound and give me health 

free of all kinds of ailments. Turn my worries into joy. I take refuge 
in you only and fear only you. I beg of you to let me succeed in 
expressing your immensity, which can only be expressed by mani­
festations. This immensity cannot be expressed by words. Every­
body and everything comes from you; everything and realization 
of every success depends on you. You are the desire and hope of the 
worlds and you are the supporter of all mankind."

Take the 
t ime to meditate on the Divine that i s  present in  al l  the galaxies ,  stars, 
planets, and un iverses.

The Mercurial 8x8 magic square is beneficial for memorization, 
inte l l igence and the acquisit ion of knowledge. For this purpose, draw 
th is  square using saffron and honey on a washable su rface when the 
moon i s  in  Cancer and Mercury is in  the I S'h degree of Virgo. Wash the 
writi ng off with water and dr ink i t .  If you give i t  regu larly to a ch i ld ,  
it i s  pu rported to assist the ch i ld to grow up with a strong memory 
and read ing comprehension. I t  is also very bene ficial for i l lnesses that 
affect l imbs and animals .  For th is  purpose ,  construct the square when 
Jupiter is exalted and Mars is  in posi tive aspect with i t .  The moon 
should also be conj unct with Mars . Write i t  on barley bread and give it 
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to the i l l  to consume for heali ng. I t  can also be used as part of a ring for 
the receptivity and friendship of figu res of authority. To construct th is  
r i ng , take 34 grams of pure si lver and form the surface for the square . 

Do this on a Wednesday, during a waxing moon w i th Mercury in  good 
aspect .  Etch or draw the square on the si lver and incense it with aloes 
and carnat ion .  The ancients also used th is  to bring about an increase 
in rai n .  They would write the square on a scrol l ,  tie it to the she l l  of a 

tortoise , and then bury it in  the middle of the vi l lage .

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On a piece of wood paint the magic square of the Great Name in green 
upon a red background.  You can use this tablet by plac ing it  before 
you whi le you recite the conjuration of Venus .  We should point out 
that the ancient Sabians also associated blue with this planet. This 
i s  why in  our magical sources there appears to be lack of consistency 
concern i ng which color to use specifical ly. This problem wi l l  appear 
later on when we look at Jupiter. Jupiter is  given also blue or green 
colors. The ancient Sabians elected green for J up i ter and blue for Ve­
nus .  Later Arabic magical texts cont inued th is tradit ion, but at t imes 
switched them. You may elect to use either blue or green since there 
appears to be no final consensus on th is in  the texts . We lean toward 
us ing green for Venus and blue for Jupiter. Venus is considered hot 
and dry lean i ng toward moist and Jupiter is cold and wet. Green is 
produced by mixing ye l low with the blue .  Yel low is associated with the 
Sun and adds warmth to the moist blue. Blue is the color of the ocean 
and water. Therefore ,  i t  wou ld make more sense for us that green be 
Venus and blue be Jupiter. 

PLANETARY TIMING 
Venus has Friday from sunrise to sunset and Monday from sunset to 
the next sunrise.

The 3x3 is probably one of the most important of these magic squares 
in the ancient magical tradit ion, as explai ned in the previous chapter. 
I mam Al-Ghazzal i ,  a t'amous medieval I s lamic phi losopher, wrote a 
book on the qual i t ies and mysteries of th is  square . H is d iscou rse on 
the subject was so influential ,  i t  became known as the Al -Ghazzal i  
square .  Natural ly, it is much older than h im and has appeared in the 
work of prominent occu l t  masters, such as AI -Boni ,  and in  Chinese and 
I ndian texts prior. The Satu rnian 3x3 square has both protective and 
destruct ive qual i t ies .  I t  was also be l ieved to help women in d iH1cu l t  
labor. One method given by the ancients was to write the square on 
two pieces of' ceramic pottery, and place each under one of' a labori ng 
woman 's feet. When placed among the be longings or worn, the square 
is also usefu l  for protection against thieves. To construct it for this 
purpose , write i t  on a scro l l .  when the Sun is i n  the 1 2 'h degree of' Aries 
or when it is  i n  the 3'd degree of' Taurus ,  with the Moon wel l  aspected 
to i t .  

The magic square is a lso excel lent for protection against the evi l  
eye .  Above the magic square , place the name of Qashemkus in magical 
script: 
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Below the magic square, place the name of Kashrich in  magical 
script: 

On the right of the magic square, place the name of Anukh in magical 
script : 

On the left of the magic square , place the name of Abba Nuch i n  
magical script: 

Next, write the conju ration around the tal isman . Once you are done, 
enter i nto a place where no one sees you .  Light a cand le, and burn 
some incense. Recite the conjuration over the evi l  eye amulet mu ltiple 
times, unti l you fee l  confident that i t  has been charged .  Now, wear i t  
upon your person, or you can rol l  it up with a blue bead or s imi lar 
jewelry and put i t  around your neck as a neck lace. This is one example 
of many of the versat i l i ty of the magical appl ication of such scripts. 
This is  the accompanying magical conj uration to remove the evi l eye : 
"I conjure you by Qashemkus, Qashemkus, Qashemkus, Kashrich, 
Kashrich, Kashrich, Anukh, Anukh, Anukh, descend 0 Abba Nuch, 
Abba Nuch, Abba Nuch, and remove the eye and the sight from 
the carrier of this talisman. 0 every eye that contemplates N. with 
strange harm, swirl, you swirl, keep looking, do you see any flaw? 
Then look again and again; your eyes will come back stumped and 
conquered. There is no will and power, except by the Divine One, 
the Exalted and Majestic."

The purpose and requ i rements for th is  conj u ration have been covered 
under the Lunar conju ration . 

STEP 0JIIE: Begin with the puri fying and consecration of your work­
i ng space .  Close your  eyes and take a very deep breath i nward , then 
exhale forcefu l ly. Feel the stress leaving your  body. Al low your breath­
ing to i ncrease, sens ing yourse l f  fi l led with vigor and energy. Take a 
few minutes to perform the four  fold or e ight-fold breath .  Take the 
t ime to meditate on the Divine that is  present in  al l the galaxies , stars, 
planets, and universes. 

STEP Two: Perform the basic open ing of the Magus Gate . 

STEP THREE: Exhale i nto the pentagram the name Kasfiel seven t imes 
then say, "Aid me, 0 archangel Kasfiel [x3], peace be upon you, 
with your protection and by opening the gateway between me and 
the realm of spirits of Saturn through the portal of spirit. " 

STEP FIVE: Pointing toward the portal . say, " In the Holy Divine 
Name, Motdar Chaqlas A'amaa'a Lakma Al-lan Lossmi Dahh-chah 
[x3] move, 0 spirits of Light, and open the gateway between me 
and the world of the spirits of Saturn, Rouhaniat Kawkab Zuhal. " 

STEP SIX: Rec ite the Sabian prayer. 

STEP SEVEJ\': Recite the week ly conj u ration of Saturn.  Say, " By the 
supervisor of the celestial sovereigns, 0 ye celestial chariot of Nin-
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urta called Udu-idim-sag-us, Kayamanu, Shabbathai, Kevan, Zu­
hal, Kronos, Saturn and by many other names, I call upon your 
rays and spirit to descend upon me. Envelop me with a cloak of 
your light, in the blessed names of Lele-tah-teel [x3], Teel-la-lel­
tah [x3], La-tah-tee-lei [x3] ,  Yal-lal--ta-hat [x3], Tah-tee-la-lal 
[x3], Lal-la-tah-tee [x3], Ha-tee-lala-lat [x3].  0 Shabbathai, 0 
Saturn, fill me with the power of your sphere and aid me with the 
spirits of your orbit, by the mighty and sacred names Lee-tah-tal­
el [x3], Ha-tel-la-leet [x3], La-lee-tah-tal [x3], Ta-hat-la-la-lee 
[x3], La-la-lee-ta-hat [x3], Ya-tah-tal-lal [x3], Ta-lal-lee-tah [x3].  
0 Rouhaniat Kawkab Zuhal, by the permission of the Queen of 
Heaven and Earth, and authority of the archangel Kasfiel, and 
the blessed names Lele-tah-teel [x3], Teel-la-lel-tah [x3], La-tah­
tee-lei [x3], Yal-lal--ta-hat [x3], Tah-tee-la-lal [x3] ,  Lal-la-tah-tee 
[x3], Ha-tee-lala-lat [x3], Lee-tah-tal-el [x3], Ha-tel-la-leet [x3], 
La-lee-tah-tal [x3], Ta-hat-la-la-lee [x3] ,  La-la-lee-ta-hat [x3], Ya­
tah-tal-lal [x3], Ta-lal-lee-tah [x3] come through this celestial por­
tal before me in peace profound as a friend and infuse me with the 
pure magic and spirit of the Sun. Fill me, through your aid with 
faithfulness, stability, concentration, constructive qualities, tact, 
diplomacy, justice, prudence, deliberation, endurance and disci­
pline . Let me be a vessel for noblest expression of your spirit and 
power, 0 Zuhal." 

STEP EIGHT: Close the Magus Gate . 

Continu ing to apply the planetary conju rations on a dai ly bas is  for 
seven months wi l l  see your l i fe and personal i ty grow and develop in  
amazing ways. You wi l l  look back at  th is  experience wi th astonish­
ment .  The changes wi l l  be s low and gradual ,  but they wi l l  be cumula­
tive and long lasting. This jou rney wi l l  prepare you for future in-depth 
planetary magic. You can chose to special ize in this aspect of the art by 
fol lowing the extended in it iatory procedures of the ancient Chaldeans 
and Sabians as detai led in some of Nabatean occu l t  books. These plan­
etary in i t iat ions requ i re strong dedication and can take more than ten 
years to fu l ly complete, but the results are said to be nothi ng short of 
astounding. As far as we know, they haven 't been attempted in more 
than five hundred years. Might you be the fi rst to do so? Whatever 
choice you make in this regard , if you j ust apply the materials in this 
chapter regu larly, you wi l l  be walk ing a path of bri l l iance that i s  l i tt le 
trodden. 
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This  is a focal point  in your magical development program as laid 
out through this book. I t  is time to take it to the next leve l .  This level 
can only reached by in i tiation. Magical i n i tiation isn 't easy to come 
by, s ince few groups do it any more .  In the next chapter, we wi l l  
provide you with a potent tool for sol i tary in i tiation that wi l l  work 
as an effective temporary substitute. I ts success depends on purity 
of heart and on your efforts so far. I nexperienced occu lt ists may find 
i t  a chal lenge to get any real substance from it ,  but you should be 
able to experience a profound magical change after performing it .  We 
recommend you take this next magical gem and preform it as often as 
you can and let it be the fire of your magical transformation. 
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agical i nit iations are tied in  i ntimately 
with ancient celebrations and mystery 
rites. Very l ittle is known about the ancient 
rites of magical in it iations. In absence of 
concrete and detai led h istorical record, 
many organizations today design the ir own 

in i t iations. These can be s imple or e laborate, but often they occur in  
group settings as  theatrical psycho-drama fu l l  of esoteric symbolism. 
The ceremony is often d ivided i nto d i fferent stages that represent 
being invited in to the group after having undergone a journey of some 
kind .  Many of the ceremonies recreate the process of death and rebirth 
or some other h istorical mystery or event, in  a symbolic way. Many 
modern magical ceremonies owe much to the structure and in it iations 
of Freemasonry. 

I s  there a reason that we shou ld al l aspire to such an experience? 
The answer wi l l  depend on you, but we can say that as magicians we 
want more than the process of playing out  a symbolic passage from 
one stage to the next and the ceremonial act of being i nvited to the 
group or raised with in  its structure. When we think of magical rites of 
passage, we th ink of someth ing tru ly magical or at least deeply spiritual . 
There is a drastic d ifference in  our minds between someone walk ing us 
around an elaborate stage saying extended speeches and then tapping 
us on the shoulder as in it iates, and going on a deep vis ion quest such 
as the First Nations do. Those kind of spi ritual journeys in  chal lenging 
c ircumstances are not only common to Shamans. There is a story of 
a magical in i tiation ceremony that occurs somewhere in  either the 
Middle East or Africa. There is  a cave that i s  known as cave of prophet 
Danie l ,  who was a ch ief of the Magi in Chaldea, or more often as cave 
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of Harut and Marut, the two angels that taught magic in Babylon. This 
cave is sealed except for once a year. The candidates seek ing in i tiation 
must hrst learn of its locat ion.  Some say it i s  in one of the mountains of 
I raq and others give its place i n  North Africa. On this one given day, 
the cave door opens, and those seek ing in it iations approach at sunrise. 
They carry with them enough dried food for n ine months. The nine 
months within the cave is equ ivalent to twelve normal months outside 
the cave. Time is known to flow d ifferently inside the cave . They also 
bring with them magical tal ismans prepared beforehand . They enter 
the cave and the entrance is sealed behind them. I nside the cave is  a 
spring for the candidates to drink from and there is a source of air. 
Near the entrance are pedestal s upon which the candidates place 
the tal ismans. The candidates then begin performing the in it iation 
ceremony and rec i t ing the conju rations. Assuming the candidates can 
withstand the bei ngs that appear and the manifestation that fol low, 
they cont inue recit ing for the next n ine months. I f  a candidate fai ls ,  
often insanity or death is known to fol low. Upon the completion of 
the n ine months, the n ineteen levels of magical initiations have been 
completed .  The candidates then read ies the tal ismans and, drawing on 
everyth ing learned and experienced , chal lenges the guardian of the 
entrance. If the candidates overcomes the guardian, the entrance is 
opened and the candidate leaves, al lowing the next set of cand idates 
in. If a candidate fai ls ,  then the candidate is  trapped t i l l  death .  Whether 
this is a real account or a myth ical lore passed i n  magical c i rcles of the 
Middle East, we can 't say for sure .  What i s  obvious is  the underlying 
theme that magical in i t iations were chal lenging, l i fe and death tria ls .  

Why wou ld someone want to do something l ike th is? The short 
answer is because it is worth it to them. Those who were in itiated l i fted 
many vei l s  that wou ld take many years of their l i fe to do, otherwise, 
and gained tremendous amounts of spi ritual and magical insight and 
power. It is accelerated growth for those who fe lt ready for such a 
chal lenge . The idea that someone wou ld risk their l ives for magic 
seems odd to Western minds .  But back then and i n  many cultures, 
even to this day in many I slamic countries, magic i s  considered a 
capital pun ishment cr ime. Being a magic ian entai led a threat to one 's 
l i fe .  Even in  Europe, witches were burnt duri ng the inqu is it ion, many 
falsely accused, but that d idn 't stop the real witches and magic ians 
from cont inu ing and even finding recru i ts . There is no room for fear in 
our art, i t  leads to fai l u re and i t i s  an enemy of love. 

Natural ly, we don 't expect you to find th is cave or to go through 
someth ing s imi lar, even though there are sti l l  stories to this day of those 
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who have found i t  and undergone th is in it iation, or died trying. The 
important lesson to draw from this i s  that i n it iations are : a) a magical 
experience, b) require personal action from the seeker, c) challenging, 
d) can take more than a few hours of one's l i fe to accompl ish ,  and e) 
have a mechanism of fai l u re to weed out those who are not ready. Each 
of the ancient cu l tures had its own version, but rarely any in  which the 
candidate passively passed through the whole process experiencing 
noth ing but drama, with guaranteed passage . The reason for th is lay 
i n  the actual purpose of the magical i n i tiation . Part of the in i tiation 
focused solely on test ing the candidate 's worthiness and on open ing 
the aspirant to the magical currents and l i ft ing the ve i l  between the 
candidate and the spiritual world . In a modern version, the function of 
in itiation remains the same. The process doesn 't have to be drastic , but 
if i t  doesn 't do those th ings at some level ,  the in itiation lacks someth ing 
or another. 

Those who experience magical in i tiations should come out of 
them empowered, infused with the Sacred Light, and having had the 
vei l  between them and the inhabi tants of the spiritual realms l ifted.  
Upon successfu l ly completing the process they should fee l  connected 
with the magical stream that has flowed from the beginn ing of t ime. 
We have ourselves seen many people walk out of magical in i tiations 
almost speechless and fee l ing as i f  they have been reborn as a ch i ld of 
Light. Many of them soon grow and expand in amazing ways, often 
spiritual ly, but sometimes also on a mundane earth ly leve l .  There are 
also those who fai l  the i n i tiation trials and real ize that th is path i sn 't for 
them. That i s  also wonderfu l .  as i t  frees them to go back on the ir search ,  
i nstead of dabbling for years before coming to that conclus ion. 

From experience, we can say that magical i n itiations of any 
kind are amazing and i ntense and very spiritual ly important and 
transformative . Sadly, not everyone has the opportuni ty to undergo 
such remarkable in i tiations, primari ly because very few groups offer 
true magical i n it iations. First, as we mentioned ,  many modern occult  
in itiations are hybrids between esoteric plays and group ordinations, 
with the emphasis on the drama. Second, most cand idates who want 
magical i nit iations sti l l  end up having to trave l thousands of mi les to 
undergo those rites and few can afford the expense. Third ,  gain ing 
entry into them i s  a d ifficult  process, as the cand idate must prove h im 
or herself ready for such a step through spi ritual growth, development 
of skil ls in  the magical l i festyle and extensive preparation. There i s  no 
easy solution to this d i lemma; when the seeker i s  ready, she must be 
wi l l i ng to make the j ump, because i t  may be twenty years before such 
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an opportun i ty is made avai lable again .  
As  an  alternate method ,  a number of  groups began offering astral 

or distant in i t iations. If the purpose of in it iat ion i s the bri nging a 
cand idate into membership of a magical order or group or to in it iate 
the cand idate onto the tradi tion of that path ,  then i t  is rea l ly easy. As 
long as the group itse l f  and you agree that a given process accomplishes 
th is  fact, you are in itiated . This could be an elaborate play, a tap of the 
wand ,  or an astral play done whi le  you are cooking dinner thousands 
of mi les away. What is key is that you both agree to its effectiveness 
and accept its result .  For any serious magician, such in i tiations are 
considered exoteric and not esoteric .  They are social and not magical , 
even i f  the act itse lf is considered as such. Therefore ,  you need a process 
that produces magical change in you and in  your  connection with the 
spiritual world .  This means that most of the onus  of the in it iat ion 's 
success depends on you d i rectly. You have to be i nvolved through the 
whole process and i n  more than just intent. I ntent i s  good, but you 
need to walk the talk or, in th is  case, the thought .  Distant or astral 
i n itiations alone are not sufficient , as magical i n i tiation requ i res the 
physical part ic ipation of the candidate to an extensive degree. 

An alternate sol ut ion for someone who is sol itary or u nable to 
attend a given physical magical in i tiation wou ld be a sol itary in it iat ion. 
Those in i tiations work by petit ion i ng the Divine for the i nit iation to 
manifest. Magical in it iations can be conducted i n  a solitary facet, with 
a higher degree of success i f  they are coupled with d istant in i tiations. 
A di stant in i tiation should be coordi nated so that i t  i s  conducted at 
the same time as the cand idate i s  conduct ing the sol itary in it iation 
rite . There needs to be a physical magical l i nk  between the candidate 
and the earth ly in it iators. Distant in i tiat ions coupled with sol i tary 
in i tiations are referred to as Spi rit I n it iations, due to their re l iance 
on the Divine, angels ,  spirits and the cosm ic magical currents that 
transcend physical l imitations. They are not a replacement for d i rect 
group i n it iat ion, but an augmentation of that process. After the fi rst 
Spir it I n i t iation , a sol itary in it iat ion can be done at any point ,  even 
after attend ing physical i n it iation, to reinforce the magical connection. 
I t  is best done once a month, for years to come, to keep the connection 
fu l ly open .  

In  th is chapter, we present the sol i tary in it iation for those who 
wish someth ing deep and empowering, but who may be beginners on 
the path .  The ceremony focuses on empowerment of the Elements 
and entry into the magical current .  Before beginn ing th is in i tiation, the 
candidate shou ld select a magical name that represents the ir highest 
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spi ritual asp iration , dedication , and power as a magician. This name 
should be kept confi ned to you r magical envi ronment, as i t represents 
your spiritual identity in  the magical realm.  I t  is used in the sol itary 
magical i nitiation as the name by which you are known before the 
spi rits, i nstead of the name by which you are known among the 
people .  

The in i tiation r i tual has been divided into segments. Each segment 
i s  based on previous materials covered in the book and can be performed 
i ndependently as the need arises . These segments have been combined 
to provide a comprehensive and cohesive formula. We recommend 
that you take each  segment separately and practice i t  unt i l  you ach ieve 
a h igh stage of proficiency. Only then do we recommend that you 
combine all the separate e lements into one sett ing and perform the rite 
of magical in i tiation . The complete rite may take between three to four  
hours to  perform adequate ly. For many Westerners th i s  may fee l  l ike 
lots of work, but keep in  mind that some advanced magical in i tiations i n  
group sett i ngs can take up to  a week to  complete . I f  you have done al l 
the rites out l ined previously, th is  i n i t iat ion shouldn 't be too daunting. 
Take your  time with each step and don't fee l  rushed or pushed.  You 
wi l l  find it manageable and doable once a month on a weekend or on 
one of your days off. For maximum effect, we recommend you repeat 
th is  process monthly for at least s ix months. 

Each segment wi l l  be marked with a sub-header. Many parts of 
the rituals have been covered in earl ier  chapters in the book. We wi l l  
make references to them without actual ly reproducing them. When 
you type the ritual up on you r computer, make sure to replace the 
references with the actual procedures .  Let's take a quick look at each  
segment, what i t  does and why i t  is  there. The  fi rst segment is  the 
open ing prayer of dedication . This i s  a devotional ri tual that primari ly 
functions as a praise and adoration of the Holy One. I t  is also a ritual 
of thanks, reaffirmation and a greeti ng to the spirits of Light. The rite 
contai ns a Quranic chapter, the Opener. This chapter is a beaut ifu l  
prayer with many esoteric layers that re late to  the  seven planets and 
the seven fold secret name.  I t  is also used in Arabic occu lt ism as a 
means of opening doors and l i ft ing vei ls .  The ent ire segment helps 
open you to spirit and al lows you to sh ift your  consciousness i nto a 
more mystical state. I n  essence, th is rite opens you and your working 
area to the influx of Light. 

The second segment i s  the purification and consecration of your 
space .  This i s  done us ing symbols of the Elements and i t  helps raise the 
vibration of your  surroundings. I t  also dec lares your working area as a 
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sacred place for the rest of the operation. This purification assumes that 
you have already done the tradit ional self-preparation by undertaking 
the i l l umi nation wash ,  wearing c lean cloth ing or ri tual garb and so 
forth .  The th i rd segment i s  vital to the success of al l  magical rites. I t  
i nvolves the  release of resident j i nn  that i nhabit the  place. The fourth 
segment is the Bane Breaker to remove any prior occu lt restraints 
that could h inder you from fu l ly connecti ng to the currents. The fifth 
segment i s  the Shie ld of the Magi to protect you from any surprisi ng 
intrusions. This completes the open ing and basic preparation.  

The sixth segment fol lows th is  basic preparation and open ing of 
the rite . I t  begins with the invocation of the Supreme Being, in the 
facet of the Queen of Heaven and Earth .  The Divine One is  the source 
of in itiations. So, we turn to the Creator of the Garden of Eden and 
the Source of Magic as our fi rst step with in  the in i tiat ion. Unless th is  
connection is bu i l t  strong, i t  is doubtfu l  that the rest of the rite wi l l 
carry much weight. 

The seventh segment involves open ing the Elemental gateways . 
You wi l l  need al l four  portals for th is ritual . This is important, since the 
pri nciple of th is  in i tiation is to open you up to the currents of magic 
as it i nterplays through the five Elements, Spi rit , Fire ,  Air, Water and 
Earth .  Therefore,  we open the portals to the Elemental worlds through 
the portal of Spirit , under the auspices of the Queen of Heaven and 
Earth .  You will fee l  the connection with the spirits of each quarter as 
you move along. Doing this segment of the i n it iation alone, repeatedly, 
for many months wi l l  attune you strongly to the Elements. 

The eighth segment i s  the cal l i ng up of your  guard ian ange l .  The 
ninth segment i s  the Solomonic invocation of Red Su lphur, also known 
as the Ancient Oath,  which was covered earl ier in  the book. This is 
one of the most important and powerfu l  of magical conjurations and 
by this stage should be very fami l iar to you .  The recitation of it wi l l  
awaken to you the presence of many beings at a l l  d i fferent  leve ls .  I t  
wi l l  gai n the ir attention and i t  i s  up  to you to earn their friendship and 
cooperation. Doing th is r i tual  by itself, forty-n ine t imes for forty-nine 
days, is an empowerment al l  on its own.  I t  is also be l ieved to be part of 
the cave in itiation ceremony. During this in i tiation ritual , you should 
do it as many t imes as necessary to make you fee l  that you are simply 
not alone i n  your working area. You wi l l  sense, fee l  and even see many 
thi ngs around you that are not human or of th is  world. Get used to it , 
as you are a mag1c 1an now. 

The tenth segment is the empowerment part of the in i t iation 
procedure .  I t  uses the Divine Name of the Elements, which we have 
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i ntroduced earl ier as wel l .  This is also the name that is said to have 
been used to bri ng the Throne of Sheba to Solomon. The chanting of 
the name wi l l  empower you on many levels and wi l l  transform your  
aura. You wi l l  not be  the  same person i f  you make a habit of putting 
th is segment only to dai ly practice. Do not be surpri sed by your 
experiences or be afraid of the changes. You wi l l  develop and grow 
from them at an acce lerated rate . 

The e leventh segment i s the conjuration of the sun .  This conjuration 
is based on a more elaborate Arabic version, where you enlist the aid 
of all manner of spiritual beings to help you in all forms of magical 
workings . I f  the previous steps of th is ritual have taken root, th i s  is 
equ ivalent to receiving your charge . Become accustomed to working 
with and cal l i ng upon many of the beings mentioned i n  th is conjuration, 
for they wi l l  assist you in  all manner of workings mentioned in  it . 
You may choose to make a point  of recit ing this conju ration daily 
for maximum benefit. Anyway, th is  is the point of receiving magical 
influxes, so take your time with i t  and enjoy it .  

The twelfth segment fol lows the c los ing of the portals .  This i s  a 
t ime to reaffi rm your spiritual connection and your aspiration to the 
virtues. Now that we have discussed the segments, let's go through the 
actual rite. 

PREPARATION AND TooLS: You wi l l  need a magical robe or you can go 
sky clad . You will also need candles and incense. I t  i s  recommended 
that you have the four  portals bui l t  and ready. If you can 't have 
physical portals, then j ust use your imagination to create etheric 
pentagrams. Final ly, you should be fast ing from al l animal products 
and by-products the day of the ceremony. Consider the t ime i t  wi l l  
take you to complete th is  in it iation and ensure that you have an empty 
room (remove all furn iture) or a dedicated sacred space where you can 
do th is ceremony. To ensure that there wi l l  be no i nterruptions, turn 
off the ri nger or unplug your  phone and put a 'do not disturb' sign on 
your door. 

STEP ONE: Perform the i l lumination wash .  

STEP Two: Dress in  your  magical robe or go sky-c lad and enter  i nto 
your worki ng space. Light the i ncense and candles . Face the d i rection 
of Sunri se or the Pole Star or any other sacred d i rection.  
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OPENING PRAYER OF DEDICATION 

STEP THREE: Raise your hands beside your ears, where the thumbs are 
near to or touch ing the ears . The palms are fac ing out. Vibrate out loud 
three times: "EI Gedu l . "  

STEP FouR: Hold you r hands fac ing up before you r chest l ike a cup.  
Repeat the fol lowing three t imes in Engl ish or Hebrew: 

"In the name of God, most gracious, most merciful. ( 1 ) 
Praise be to God, Lord of the Universe; (2) 
most beneficent, most Merciful; (3) 
Owner of the Day of F aith, ( 4) 
Thee we worship; Thee we ask for help. (5) 
Guide us on the straight path, (6) 

The path of those whom Thou hast favoured; not of those who 
earn Thine anger nor of those who go astray. (7) (Amen)"

Zuhra, al-Shames, Kawkab al-Merrikh, Kawkab al-Moshtari, and 
Kawkab Zuhal, who swim in the path of Anu, come to me and lift 
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from me the seven veils so that I become an incarnation of the word 
of Enki and the beating heart of the lshtar. Let my nature that is 
against me be for me, and let my nature that is for me, be for others, 
so that I may become an instrument of wisdom and love in the 
temporal world. 0 guardians of the cross-roads and Lords of Time, 
hear my cry as I utter it, for I am naught but a drop of dew from 
the fountain of spirit that engulfs us all. Yet, in me is contained a 
mirror of all that came before me and from me will spark the life of 
all that will come after me.

By the Sun and its heat, I ask You, 0 Lord, 0 Lady, with the 
Waw of Your singularity, to pour out upon me from the suns of the 
knowledge of Your caring light what dawns in my heart and in my 
world of senses like the dawning of the Sun in the day. 0 Knower 
of the Mysteries, a veil had cloaked what is between the knowledge 
of Your Holiness and me, with the darkness of forgetfulness, but 
when the revelations of Your caring dawned upon it, the twilight of 
ignorance was removed by the Lights of the Light. 

By the moon that follows it, 0 Creator of the illuminating 
crescent, Who has bestowed upon it Your radiating Lights and 
through this vanished the darkness, remove from my mind the veil 
of ignorance and the subtlety of human nature, so that the lantern 
of my heart may shine with the crescent of Your guidance. 

By the day and its brightness, 0 Thou Who created the day 
and arranged the labors and destined fates upon Your creation 
and bestowed upon the select of Your servants the Mysteries, via 
the Being of Your care; 0 Thou, Who made the spiritual souls, 
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and earthly kings pure and answerable to those who recite this

Inspire 
me with Your knowledge, through all that increases my heart 
with revelation and power, so that I may witness from You the 
inspiration. So that from my vision is not hidden what will occur of 
events in the days. Make me one of the winners, who are the people 
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of virtue, accomplishment and success. Cleanse my self with your 
forgiveness, mercy and acceptance. Drop upon me the curtains of 
Your Lights. Amen. "  

CLOSING PRAYER 

STEP TWENTY-NINE: Say: "Elat, place upon my head a crown oflights 
like the crown you have placed upon the head of the prophets of 
the Children of Light and endow me with the virtue of spirituality." 
Fee l the Light of the Divine upon you and meditate on the vi rtue of 
Spiritual i ty. 

STEP THIRTY: Say: "Elat, shine from my face a Light like the light 
you have emanated from the face of the prophets of the Children 
of Light and endow me with the virtues of humility and honesty." 
Fee l  yourse l f  loved by al l  that is in  heaven and earth and meditate on 
the virtues of humi l i ty and honesty. 

STEP THIRTY-ONE: Say: "Elat, consecrate my tongue with your 
sanctity as you consecrated the tongue of the prophets of the 
Children of Light and endow me with the virtue of justice." Meditate 
for about a minute on the fact that everything you utter is of the Light 
and on the virtue of justice. 

STEP THI RTY-Two: Say: "Elat, consecrate and empower my hands 
like you have empowered the hands of the prophets of the Children 
of Light and endow me with the virtue of honor."  Focus on the fact 
that al l that behold you are awed by you r  presence and meditate on 
the virtue of honor. 

STEP THIRTY-THREE: Say: "Elat, strengthen my heart as you fortified 
the heart of the prophets of the Children of Light and endow me 
with the virtue of valor." Meditate for about a minute on your  courage 
and wi l l ingness to face death in your  pu rsu it  of Light and on the virtue 
of va lor. 

STEP THIRTY-FouR: Say: "Elat, consecrate and anoint my spirit 
with your chrism as you consecrated and anointed the spirit of the 
prophets of the Children of Light and endow me with the virtue of 
love and sacrifice." Meditate on the un iversal love and puri ty in you r 
heart and the vi rtue of sacri fice .  
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STEP THIRTY-FIVE: Say: "Elat, engulf me with your peace like you 
covered the prophets of the Children of Light with its garment 
and endow me with the virtue of compassion." Focus on the peace 
profound fi l l i ng every ounce of your  body and meditate on the v irtue 
of compassion.  

STEP THIRTY-SIX: Say: "Elat, Elat, Elat you are my shield from 
calamity and your Light is the Magic that runs in my veins. Holy 
is your name to the end of time." Feel the Divine Spirit a l l  around, 
without and with in you .  

STEP THIRTY-SEVEN: Close the Elemental Gates 

In the next chapter, we wi l l  discuss the art of j i nn  magic .  J inn  magic 
is the most powerfu l  magic known to humankind .  It can also be very 
dangerous and thus requ i res a strong heart and resolute wi l l  and faith 
i n  the Divine. We wi l l  be drawing from the materials i n  th is  chap­
ter for use in th  next. J inn  magic is strongly connected to p lanetary 
magic .  This shou ldn 't come as a surprise. The j i nn 's magic and many 
aspects of their cu ltu re are tied i n  with one of the oldest civi l i zations 
in  the world .  In Babylon, i t  i s  said the angels taught man magic and 
from there the first images and names of the j i nn  began to emerge . The 
Chaldean fai th and the ir lore of the planets was the dominant one in  
Babylon and hence from early on became entwined wi th  the  art of the 
J i nn .  
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1 0  
ffic\gic of rhe J inn 

i nn  magic is an amaz ing art that can make magical tales come true.  
I t  i s  a lso an art that can lu re many unsuspecting beginners who 
get addicted to the rush of summoning a spirit ,  i nto spend ing years 
of the ir  l ives pursu ing power and i nvit ing dangerous forces i nto 
their l ives. J inn  magic is an i mportant part of the magical art, but 
i t  i sn 't the defining e lement of the craft. Most ancient magic ians 

Clidn 't spend their entire l ives summoning j inn i  after j inn i .  The focus 
was on summon ing one or two who wou ld become brothers or sister 
companions on the path .  These new found fami ly members wou ld he lp 
the magician i n  a l l  affai rs, magical and mundane. Capable magicians 
wou ld expand the number to a dozen, but beyond that i t  was considered 
playing with fire .  The ancient tales of a covenant between the magic ian 
and the spi rit are based on the requ i red deal between the magic ian 
and the j i nn i .  This deal is essential ,  but i t  doesn 't involve the magic ians 
se l l i ng thei r sou ls  or any th ing l ike that. I t  i s  a d i rect equal exchange 
of friendship and an acceptance that both parties wou ld honor the 
terms of the re lationship. I f  you summoned a spirit without a pact, 
you opened yourself  to a free-for-al l re lationship. You would have 
succeeded i n  proving to yourself  that these bei ngs exist, assum ing you 
did i t  right and physical man i festations occurred, but they wou ld not 
be bound to aid you or honor their promise .  Needing a pact made it 
impractical to summon a d ifferent j i nn i  every day. The actual rituals 
also requ ired months upon months of preparation and performance 
for a single summoning. I t  took so much energy that i t  wasn 't practical 
to do too many. The idea that you could summon a spirit in an hour 
or two for trivial mundane purposes wou ld have been anathema to the 
ancients. This was only possible once you had a working pact with 
a j i nn i .  This i s  a vast art and although many grimoires are avai lable, 
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many of' its mysteries remain a secret. 
In this chapter, we wi l l  i ntroduce you saf'e ly to the art of' j inn mag­

ic .  We can 't cover this complex art in a si ngle chapter. However, we 
can give you the basics .  Let us begin with an often unheeded piece 
of advice :  don 't expect to see j i nn  physically. You wi l l  have tangible 
physical evidence that they are there and you may even get g l impses 
of' them, but don 't expect to see them as you see any other physical 
object. This doesn 't mean it wi l l  never happen ,  it may very wel l  do, but 
don't make that an axiom of your magical pursuit .  I t  may seem counter 
intuitive to us physical bei ngs, but the j inn by defin it ion are i nvis ible 
to us .  They are invis ible to us because they choose to be and because it 
is their natural instinct. They can be fe lt and their actions can be seen .  
When they are fe l t  by you , they are fe lt by al l  those around you . When 
their act ions are seen ,  i t  i s  pure physical act ion . For example ,  one of 
our students performed an earth ly j i nn  chant. The chant was meant 
to be performed over many weeks and for hundreds of repeti tions, 
a couple of times a day. After h is  first attempt, he fe l l  as leep alone in 
h is apartment and when he woke up the l ights that he had tu rned off 
were now on, also the fan that he had tu rned off was on, and he had a 
cockroach i n  h is  hand . This may not be much of a man i festat ion ,  but 
you can imagine what could happen on the sixth or seventh day. Other 
students reported a jinn occurrence in their bedroom , where the being 
removed a mirror from their wall and a tray from their dresser, plac­
i ng them both on a high , hard to reach ,  she lf, and even scattered their 
shoes on the ground .  They heard and saw the evidence of its hand i ­
work , but  d idn 't see the  j inn i  physical ly. 

The second piece of advice we wou ld l ike to share with you is to 
approach them as you wou ld approach any inte l l igent race of beings. 
Avoid wield ing weapons in their presence un less you Fear them, or 
it wi l l  be seen as sign of aggression . Weapons wi l l  protect you only 
i f  they are effective deterrents. Most earth ly weapons are not. Don 't 
commun icate with them in a hosti le fashion un less they are hosti le or 
threaten ing. Make sure your  tone and words during the conjurations, 
whi le stern, are not demeaning or unnecessari ly aggressive. Don 't try 
to b ind them si nce you can 't ; i nstead call them to help you and aid you . 
Final ly, don 't assume because you have asked them to leave that they 
wi l l  not retu rn . I t  is necessary to ensure that they are on friendly terms 
with you and that they wi l l  not come back to harm you or any of you r 
f'ami ly. Final ly, use common sense in al l  of your deali ngs with them,  as 
if you are deal i ng with any other human bei ngs. 

The th ird piece of advice i s  to know the signs of the j i nn .  Many 
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people are not fami l iar with the j i nn  and they confuse them with other 
k inds of spi ritual experiences. The last th ing you want to do is  th ink 
you have contacted a j inn i  when you are actual ly indulging i n  mental 
fantasy. Different j i nn  have d ifferent signs; a common one is a sense 
of e lectrical sensation around your body, a sense of someth ing tugging 
at the back of your head, a sudden penetrat ing migraine that makes it 
hard to th ink ,  and i ncreased room and body temperature .  The more 
benevolent a j inn i  is ,  the less uncomfortable these signs wi l l  be . I freets 
are l iteral ly painfu l  to have around and may cause people around you 
to be angrier and edgier. Shadow creatures wi l l  fi l l  you with a total 
sense of fear and dread . Upper j inn wi l l  be electrical and magnetic, 
but you wi l l  not get the migraine or headache and you wil l also sense 
a real fee l ing of being upl ifted emotional ly and spiritually. I n  a l l  cases, 
you and those around you wi l l  fee l  like there are invis ible people there .  
You wi l l  sense them fu l ly even i f  you are engaged at  the t ime i n  purely 
mundane activit ies. 

Knowing a j inn i  i s  around is  by no means a sign that your request 
will be fu lfi l led or that the j inn i  wi l l  obey you . The signs of agreement 
and obedience are varied. Most specific j i nn  operations inc lude defi­
nite things to look for. If a sign doesn 't appear, you need to wait t i l l  it 
does before you cal l your operation finished. If i t  sti l l  doesn 't happen, 
you need to look back and see what you may have done wrong. If there 
is no error, then repeat the operation again and again ,  for that means 
the j inn i  i s  s imply hoping that you wi l l  quit before it has to respond to 
you . You can either force obedience or select a d ifferent j inn i .  If the 
operation has no specified s ign of responsiveness, then i t  can be one of 
a number of signs recorded by the anc ients. These are as fol lows: 

* Strong winds inside your work ing area although there are no 
winds outside. 

* The place expands unt i l  you imagine yourself  in  a wide desert. 

* The place fee ls  as if its shrink ing unt i l  you imagi ne i t  col lapsi ng it 
around you . 

* You wi l l  hear loud noises, musical i nstruments, or the sound of 
th ings breaking or crash ing. 

* You wi l l  see fires or storming waters. 

* Your i ndex finger wi l l  move spontaneously without your intend-
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i ng to move i t .  

* Your  body wi l l  i tch unusual ly. 

* You wi l l  speak in  tongues or speak strange ly duri ng the rec ita­
tion of the conju ration. 

* Your  voice wi l l  rise uni ntentional ly. 

* Your  heart wi l l  suddenly beat erratical ly. 

* You see between your hands scorpions, serpents, insects, b irds, 
cats , or other small animals and i nsects. 

When one of those signs appear, you know your  intent has been ac­
compli shed and you can finish up your  work . If none of those signs 
appear, chant the name Shemechaheer from the Berhatiah one hun­
dred t imes, then say: "If you have come, 0 ye spirits, then show me 
from the rays of your l ights. " If they are present, you wi l l  see white­
ness or l ight. When the ange ls and kings are present, greet them with :  
"The Divine aid you with the Greatest Light and from the pure 
noble presence increase you in that for which He prepared you. " 
When the aids of the ki ngs and servants appear, say unto them: "The 
Divine blessings be in you and upon you. " When you have fin i shed 
a scripted conjuration, state to the bei ngs present: "The Divine aid 
you with piety and aid you against every calamity. " If they are from 
among the residents of the place, say to them: "The Divine thanks 
your endeavour. " 

0 T H E  S U M M O N E R ' S  WAY 0 
Eighty percent of the summoner's t ime is spent on protection and twenty 
percent on the actual process of summon ing and commun icating with 
the j inn .  Before beginn ing any Jinn evocation, a shie ld of protection 
needs to be erected around you .  There are two kinds of shields. The 
first is physical and the other i s  spi ritua l .  Physical shields i nvolve the 
magic c irc le .  The magic c irc le protects you from j inn that may come 
from below the ground.  I t  also helps against those that come at you 
from the sides. You normal ly wou ld supplement that with magical 
wards buried or placed in  the four  corners of the room.  The c i rcles 
are used when you fear for your  safety from an evi l j inn i .  This isn 't as 

necessary when you are dealing with upper j inn ,  which is why it wi l l  
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not real ly be requ i red for the rituals in  this book. You shou ld be fine 
with the Shie ld of the Magi ritual .  However, we will d iscuss the basics 
of the magic c i rcle s ince i t  i s  an integral part of the art. 

The magic c ircle was original ly developed due to the need for 
locational protection i n  t imes of danger. I t was used to protect travel l i ng 
magicians from thieves and wi ld animals. It i s  said that when the magic 
c ircle was approached by hosti le people, i t appeared to them as i f  they 
were faci ng a mountain ,  a val ley, or some other major obstruction. 
The magic c irc le was in i tia l ly drawn on the sand or ground.  Magicians 
added a mixture of salt and the ashes of a burnt talisman or amu let. 
This became the bas is for the salt c ircle of future generations. 

There are various c i rc le designs that have been handed down 
through t ime. The most famous in the West are the ones found i n  
t he  Lesser Key of  Solomon and various other medieval grimoires. 
These are general ly made from a single or double c ircle with magical 
i nscriptions and prayers. One of the oldest designs of the magic c ircle, 
known as al- H hutah, is recorded i n  ancient Arabic texts. This design 
appears to be of Chaldean origin ,  using various i nscriptions ranging 
from Nabatean conjurations to Quranic chapters, or surahs. However, 
the design remained standard among the masters of the craft unt i l  i t  
was exported to Europe . 

This part icu lar design for the magic c ircle consists of seven 
concentric c irc les, with an outside square with four  gates contain ing 
them. There are a number of thi ngs to take i nto consideration when 
drawing or establ ishing your circle . F irst, the drawing of al l  the l ines 
that forms the c ircles and square is  to be made by steel .  The best tool 
is a long spear with a steel  t ip . The l ine i s  usual ly drawn after you 
have sprink led a mixture of d i rt, ashes and salt over the place. The 
ashes are commonly the resu lt of burning certai n amu lets or magical 
i ncantations. Second, the spaces between the c ircles should be equal .  
Third , each c ircle should have a piece o f  steel impaled on  i t ,  a t  the 
point where the c ircle completes itself. The outer square doesn't have 
any metal l ic  pieces. Fourth,  the d i rections of these metal l ic pieces 
should each be d i fferent . They shou ldn't al l be faci ng one d i rection. 
Each piece is impaled at the point where a c irc le starts and then is 
completed ; therefore the d i rection of the start ing point of each c ircle 
should be d i fferent .  For example, to draw the fi rst ci rcle, you might 
face the start ing point to the east, then turn to draw the c ircle ;  the 
second c ircle 's start ing point could then be faci ng to the east southeast, 
and so on. Fifth ,  all c ircles should be drawn c lockwise . Sixth, the i nner 
c ircle , which is the smal lest, should be wide enough to encircle the 
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length of you r body. This way, if you fal l  u nconsc ious for any reason, 
you r body remains within the ci rc le .  Seventh, you begin with the 
outer square and then you move back from circ le to circle unt i l  you 
reach the interior. Eighth, each c ircle has to have inscriptions. Most 
inscriptions are taken from the scriptures. There i s no consensus on 
what those i nscriptions are ,  as each  is  drawn from what the magician 
considers sacred and holy. Ninth, three of the gates on the outside 
square are usual ly sealed, leaving one open .  The open door is  the 
d i rection from which the j inn wil l enter and walk around your  c ircle 
and s it to talk to you . The seal ing of the doors is also done by certai n 
magical inscriptions. 

The second form of protection needed is a spiritual one and should 
be done regard less of what k ind of j inn you plan to work with .  The 
au ra of protection is acqu i red by recit i ng special protective prayers 
and by wearing a ward ing amu let. The amu let is composed of magical 
prayers and written addresses and commands to the j i nn  that you 
should be left unharmed . They contai n a command from the Divine 
to ange ls to watch over the carrier or to the evi l spi rits to leave the 
magician alone. The letter is placed i nto a cloth bag and worn around 
the neck al l  the t ime, except when you are entering unclean places .  A 
few of those amu lets have been translated into or written in  Arabic . 
Many of them also i nclude scriptural quotations and Divine Names 
from numerous languages. 

We wi l l  be delving into an introductory j inn evocation later an in th is 
chapter. You should take the t ime now to learn how to establ ish these 
specific wards and protection rituals . You want to get as comfortable 
as poss ible with them, so that you are fluent when the time comes. We 
wi l l  provide a working example of every level of protection that you 
need before you actual ly begin the conju ration .  

To make the warding amu let, write on th in sheets of paper the 
letter Qaf in Arabic one hundred t imes and the letter Nun upside 
down fifty times, the great name of the Elements one hundred and 
e leven times, the Tahatee l names seven t imes each ,  the names of the 
Berhatiah three times each ,  the seven angels and the four  archangels 
seventy times each,  and the fou r  Elders twelve t imes each ,  i n  Arabic as 
separate letters or in a magical script. Fol low it with the writing of the 
fol lowing charge in your  own language . I t  should be modified for the 
person who is to wear th is amu let: 

"0 familiars, 0 stalkers, 0 you rebellious Jinn, 0 you host of 
the evil eye, 0 all you who come with malign intent, 0 children of 
lblis, all of you, Gabriel has come to you with wrath from al-Nur. 
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Michael has come to you mth ferocity from al-Nur, and lsrafel has 
come to you mth a blow of shock, and Azrael with a mighty grip. 
If you disobey the name of al-Nur, each angel will come to you with 
a spear to remove you by the names of al-Nur, the Exalted. Light 
upon Light, al-Nur guides to His Light who He wishes. He also 
torments by His fires all who He mshes. The torment of your Lord 
shall be occurring and it has no obstructor. 

Depart, depart, 0 familiars, 0 stalkers, 0 you rebellious Jinn, 
0 you host of the evil eye, 0 all you who come with malign intent, 
0 children of iblis, from the face of N (son/daughter) ofN, as by the 
name of Who sprouted the heath and made it contain swamps, al­
Nur mil take care of them and He is All Knomng and All Hearing. 
A thousand, thousand, angels of al-Nur fall upon the shoulders of 
N (son/daughter) of N, so that any harmful calamities and ill fate 
will be removed from (him/her). 0 angels of al-Nur, push away 
from N (son/daughter) of N the evil of every male and female Jinn, 
male and female Mared, male and female familiar, male and female 
stalker, male and female sender of the evil eye, male and female 
interceptor, the evil of every harmful wind and the evil of every 
beast. My sufficiency is al-Nur, upon Him do I depend and He is 
the Lord of the Magnificent Throne, and prayers of al-Nur be upon 
the angels, higher jinn and their pure hosts." 

Once you are done with the writing, burn some incense and recite 
a l l  the names and the charge . The chanting of the names and letter 
shou ld be equivalent to how many times they were written on the 
paper. Basical ly, you are reading al l that is written in a magical setting 
as a charge . You should do the charge three or seven times, before you 
wear it. It i s  wise to rec i te i t  again at least once a month .  You can wear 
th is amulet all the time or only duri ng magical workings involving the 
J inn .  

This is the  fi rst stage of protection . The next step is  a protective 
ward spoken out loud with in the ceremony itse l f. Before you begin 
your magical conjuration recite the fol lowing protective prayer seven 
t imes: "0 Divine One, by the hidden gentleness of the Divine, by 
the gentle action of the Divine, by the beautiful veil of the Divine, I 
have entered into the side of the Divine and sought intercession of 
the messengers of the Divine and there is no mil nor power except 
by the Exalted Divine, Ehieh Asher Ehieh. I protect myself by the 
protection of the Divine and His fortification and with the wise 
invocation. By the honor of He who brings the bones to life after 
they have decomposed, Gabriel is on my right, lsrafel is behind 
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me, Michael is on my left, and my guardian angel is before me. 
The staff of Moses is in my hand, so whomever sees me is awed by 
me. The seal of Solomon is upon my tongue, so whomever I talk to 
will complete my request. The light of Joseph is on my face so that 
whomever sees me will love me. The majestic and exalted Divine 
One surrounds me and upon Him is my reliance against enemies. 
There is no god but the Great and Exalted Divine One, and there 
is no will or power except by the majestic and exalted Divine One 
and may the prayers of the Divine be upon the children of Light 
with peace profound. " 

The next step is the re lease of' the residents so they don 't i nterfere 
with your  magical working. Burn pure frankincense res in and say the 
release of the residents seven times. Keep i n  mind that the re lease of 
the res idents only works on j i nn  that in habit your  working area. It 
won 't release j inn  k i ngs or other bei ngs that you may have i nvited. This 
release works speci fical ly f'or those j inn under the domain of the King 
Tares h .  The conjuration of release is as fol lows :  " I  charge you, 0 j inn 
and residents in this location that you evacuate and leave from this 
place: you, your elders, your young, and your women. Let there be 
no failure in my work or in my writing or in my recitation or in my 
circles by the honor of the King Taresh that rules over you, Tinah 
[x3] Mazaq [x3] Maqer [x3], so that kings and their aids may come 
and be of assistance to me in completing my task without harm nor 
failure. By the honor of Taresh [x3], Maresh [x3], Mareesh [x3],  
Mareeosh [x3],  Baresh [x3] ,  Radash [x3] ,  Latmash [x3] Batash 
[x3] and by the honor of the most compassionate and merciful, 
the glorious owner of the Great Name. Be charged 0 Ruqiel, 0 
Gabriel, Semsamiel, 0 Michael, 0 Sarfiel, 0 A'aniel, and 0 Kasfiel 
with their evacuation until I complete my task, by the honor of 
Ehieh Asher Ehieh Adonai Tzabaoth El Shaddi. Now [x3] Quickly 
[x3] This Hour [x3] . "  

I f'  you need to k ick out  a stubborn j inn i  immediate ly. you wi l l  need to 
resort to more than the release . Kicking out stubborn j inn isn ' t  an easy 
task,  considering the ir own advanced magical abi l i ty. There is a basic 
method that has been found to be successfu l  and was used by many 
ancient masters , inc lud ing Al-Bun i .  On c lean pieces of paper write the 
fol lowing words : �)l.o � � (Haleesha Maleesha Malahah) . 
Hang the papers on the four  wal ls of the room, whi le saying the words 
written on them aloud .  Then say a few t imes, in an authori tative voice: 
" Yastates Mates Alehates Yastates Mates Sahates Yates Satates Ye-
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mates Ma' aates Seltates Semates Ma' ates; get out, 0 uninvited 
j inn, from this place - Warkeekum Bakom Kakom Bakom Rass." 
Point at the j inn  as you say the last set of words and it wi l l  be unable 
to harm you . Cont inue to repeat the chant and command , forcing it to 
flee. 

$ T H E  C O N J U RAT I O N  O F  T H E  J I N N $ 
PURPOSE: This conjuration wi l l  s lowly l i ft the vei l  between you and 
the j i nn  world .  I t  wil l empower you and prepare you for further j inn  
workings . I t  i s  also a safe i ntroduction to  the  art of  evocation . Through 
this operation you will i nvite a benevolent j inn  that is a servant of 
Baduh and Melchizedek.  

TIMING: This ritual wi l l  requ i re a two week commitment on your part 
and a place where you can retreat and do your working und isturbed 
and away from people .  This could be your dedicated sealed temple 
space or a p lace in  nature. You only need to do this ritual once a year. 

TooLS: You wi l l  need your magical robe . You wi l l  also need enough 
i ncense for regu lar burning over three days. The incense mixture is 
dried ci lantro and aloes wood . You should have the ward ing amu let 
written and consecrated for use during the operation .  

DIVINE NAMES: The primary names i n  the conjuration are the same as 
those of the Ancient Oath .  You should be fami l iar with them by now. 
The conjuration used i n  th is chapter is expanded from previous ones. 
There are a number of variations and this i s one of the longer ones. 

FIRST FouR DAYS: Recite the three names Berhatiah, Kareer, and 
Tatleeyah three hundred times once in  the morning and once in the 
evening for four  days before the three day retreat begins .  This phase is  
to bring the j inn i nto your  sphere and to help you see them. 

NEXT THREE DAYS: Fast and stay with in you r retreat for as long as you 
can duri ng th is period . Keep your conversation with people that may 
l ive with you to as l itt le as possible and only in  cases of emergency. The 
first two days , recite the Ancient Oath seventy times. On the th ird day, 
rec ite it one hundred t imes. 
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LAST SEVEN DAYS: Recite the name Toran ten thousand t imes for 
seven nights fol lowing the three day retreat . This is usefu l  to ensure 
long term obedience. 

JINN CoNJURATION: Say: "In the name of the Divine One, the 
Ancient One, the Eternal One, the Encompasser who encompasses 
all the creatures with His knowledge; the Ancient One and Eternal 
One that has no beginning to His ancientness and has no end. He 
dawned all the universes with the radiance of the light of His face 
and emanated in them with the power of His awe upon every angel, 
constellation, j inn, shitan and ruler. He was feared by all of His 
creation, and the angels of closeness heeded and obeyed from their 
highest places and prostrated and answered the call of His great 
name to whomever called by it. They quickly answered with the 
confirmation fastened and written in the tablets of the hearts of the 
users of the mystery of Baduh Ajhazat. I conjure you, o rouhaniah 
spirits from the above and below and ask the servants of this 
ancient oath to enable me to see and hear the j inn and to aid me 
with j inn rouhani khadem Baduh wa al-Malek al-Sadeq. Answer 
my conjuration and fulfill  my need in the glory of Ber-hat-yah [x3], 
Ka-reer [x3], Tat-lee-yah [x3], Toh-ran [x3], Maz-jal [x3],  Baz­
jal [x3], Tahr-qab [x3], Bar-hash [x3], Ghal-mash [x3], Cho-taeer 
[x3], Qal-in-hod [x3], Bar-shan [x3], Katz-heer [x3], Namoh 
Shelech [x3] ,  Berhayola [x3] ,  Bash-kee-lach [x3], Qaz Maz [x3], 
An-ghala-leet [x3],  Qa-ba-rat [x3] ,  Gha-ya-ha [x3], Kayed-ho-la

0 Divine One by the honor of Kah-ka-heej , Yach-tash, Yal­
tash-ghesh-weel, Am-weel, Jal-dam, Mah-jama, Haj-leej, Mah-fee­
aj; nothing is l ike unto Him and He is All Hearing and All Seeing. 
Come to me, listen and obey and be my aides in everything I have 
commanded you to do in the honor of the name that is majestic 
and magnificent, that begins with El and ends with El and it is El 
Shala'a, Ya'ao, Yubiah, Yahuah, Ah, Betekmah, Betekefal, Busa'aee, 
Ka'aee, Memial, we obey You 0 El, how grand is Your name Jal 
Raziel.

I swear upon these, 0 you spiritual 
rouhaniah, asking you to enable me to see and hear the jinn and to 
aid me with jinn rouhani khadem Baduh wa al-Malek al-Sadeq, by 
the honor of Ehieh Asher Ehieh Adonai Tzabaoth El Shaddi and 
by the honor of AbjadHawaz Hhuti and by honor of Batad Zahej 
Wah and by honor of Baduh Ajhazat and it is an oath if you but 
know great. Now [x3] Quickly [x3] This Hour [x3]."  

$ T H E  S EVEN J I NN  K I N G S $ 
PURPOSE: The seven j i nn  k ings are the most popular j inn of ancient 
occult  lore .  They are regu larly summoned for almost al l major magical 
operations i nvolvi ng j i nn .  Most often they are summoned once to give 
seven j inn  aides and then called upon to command the aides. It is rare 
that they are summoned d irectly on a regular basis for magical work, 
although they are mentioned in ancient rites and spe l l s .  The ancients 
made that c lear. The seven j inn  k ings are powerfu l  beings and belong 
to the earth ly plane and, some say, to the underworld .  This i s  h inted 
at, as they are cal led the ch i ldren of the domain of the underworld 
Tartaros, also known as the Pit .  They are connected with the Titans 
and this makes them at least dangerous to most beginners. Our 
experience with them has been that, whi le not necessari ly evi l ,  they 
are exceed ingly powerfu l  and ambivalent toward us as humans and 
can be eas i ly angered . We don 't recommend them except for the most 
experienced and determined of j i nn  summoners. This doesn 't mean 
that you can 't work with the j i nn  of the planets. They are not the only 
ones, only the most known and famous. I n  th is ritual , you wi l l  get an 
opportunity to enl i st the aid of seven more positive and spiritual j i nn  
associated with the  planets. You wi l l  have to  d iscover their names and 
seals on your  own,  but this ritual wi l l  set you upon the path to th is  
d i scovery. 

TIMING: This conju ration is to be done seven times i n  the morni ng and 
seven times in the even ing For Forty-nine weeks. The basics of Fasting 
and avoidance of animal by-products should be observed . Once you 
have acqu i red the names and covenants of these j inn ,  you can cal l  on 
them with th is  conjuration by rec i t ing i t  any mu lt iple of seven t imes. 
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TooLS: You wi l l  need the planetary tablet of the arts, drawn on a piece 
of c loth or etched i nto or painted on wood. You should make every 
triangle on its appropriate planetary day. We introduced these pyramids 
i n  an earl ier chapter, so you shou ld be fami l iar with them. This tablet 
is placed before you in you r magical space . Place the corresponding 
magical square of the planet on the outside of the pyramids .  I n  the 
center of the planetary tablet , place the magical square of the name 
that corresponds to that name and have i t  also written and worn 
around your neck .  

DIVINE NAMES: There are no new Divine names introduced i n  th is  
conj u ration .  Make sure you are fami l iar with al l the major names u sed 
so far i n  the book, espec ial ly the planetary names. 

STEP ONE: Puri fy and consecrate your working space . 
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STEP Two: Perform the prayer of protection, sh ie ld of the magi ,  and 
the release of residents. 

STEP THREE: Say: " In the name of the Divine, by the Divine, from 
the Divine, to the Divine. There is no victor that can overcome 
the Divine. There is no will or power except by the majestic and 
exalted Divine. I conjure you 0 ye spiritual rouhaniah that are 
pure and clean, 0 ye individuals that have scintil lating inner 
being. 0 brilliant, rising, beautiful lights that are charged with the 
constellations, the lunar mansions, and planetary hours by He who 
revealed Himself to the mountain and it trembled and Moses fell  
in shock. 

I conjure you 0 ye clean rouhaniah of malkut by the fast name 
that is veiled, and it is the Divine Name with seven letters. Is he 
who was dead and then we brought him to life and made for him 
a light to walk by among the people similar to the one who is in 
darkness and never leaving it? I charge you, 0 Ruqiel, Gabriel, 
Semsamiel, Michael, Sarfiel, A'aniel, and Kasfiel, to command a 
servant from the jinn to appear before me and tend to my rights 
and the Divine has upon me its oath and binding that I will never 
send him into sin. Answer my conjuration and fulfill my request in 
the glory of Ber-hat-yah [x3] ,  Ka-reer [x3],  Tat-lee-yah [x3],  Toh­

$ TH E  J I NN I  O F  T H E  MAG I C  LAM P $ 
Purpose : I n  previous rituals, we provided basic ways to summon a 
j inn i  to aid you and befriend you . I n  this ritual .  you wi l l  be en l i st ing 
the aid of the j i nn  for whatever earth ly need you may have, without 
having to en l ist the j inn i  itse l f. En l i sting the aid of the j inn i s  l i ke 
en l ist ing the aid of humans. You have no real say or control over how 
your request is  executed . Also a j inn i  wi l l  not do someth ing against its 
own ethical or moral compass, whatever that is , no matter how many 
times you ask. You wi l l  be responsible for the outcome, even though 
you are j ust making a request or giving orders. You shou ld resort 
to j inn  assistance only i f  you are confident it is someth ing you can't 
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accompl ish on your own with ease .  I f  the j i nn i  fee ls that your request 
mocks it ,  i t  wil l retaliate against you . Keep these points in mind when 
you do make a request and you wil l have a powerfu l  new magical tool 
in your  arsenal . 

TIMING: When you do th is  r itual ,  avoid the common Western tendency 
to do someth ing once and expect an immediate response. You may 
have to repeat th is  ritual dai ly for many weeks. Conti nue to do so unt i l  
a sign of acceptance has occu rred or the purpose has been ach ieved, 
whichever comes first. The ancients recorded various signs of success 
in such rituals. We have l isted them earl ier in the chapter, so refresh 
you r memory before doing th is .  

TooLS: Before you do th is  r i tual ,  you wi l l  need to make the magic 
tablet of the j inn e lders. You wi l l  also need four  candles , one colored 
red ,  one white, one blue and one green or black .  You wi l l  also need an 
oil lamp and th in fabric material , such as cotton mus l in ,  for the wick. 
On the lamp, paint the fol lowing magic square :

Take the mus l in and paint on it the magical figures on the fol lowing 
page ; then rol l  it very tight in to a wick for the oi l lamp.

Note: The first letter at the top-right and the fi fth letter t o  its left may 
look s imi lar, but are actual ly two d i fferent letters. Notice the curve i n  
the bottom finial o f  the first letter. 
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You wi l l  also need the magical tablets of the four  elders of the j inn .  
These e lders also have a major tablet that i s  placed on the central 
altar or working area duri ng any attempt to contact them . The tablet 
can be painted on cloth ,  wood or any clean su rface .  The ancient text 
gives no color instructions. The tablet consists of a front and a back. 
The numbers on the front of the tablet are p lace holders for the four  
J inn  Elders. They are : l )  �, 2) o ;,_.!, 3)  � and 4) ;).o. The 
number  one in the back corners of the table i s  the place holder for your 
i ntent or charge , such as: 'Do this and that . '

Make sure you are in  a secluded room with only cand le l ight for l ight . 
Place the magic tablet in the center of your working area. On the red 
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candle, carve the names of Michae l and Mazer. On the b lue cand le ,  
carve the names of Gabrie l  and Kamtam. On the white cand le, carve 
the names of Israfie l  and Qaswarah. On the green or black candle, 
i nscribe the names of Azrie l  and Taykal . (You can refer back to the 
chapter on Angels and J inn for the Hebrew and Arabic writ ing of 
these names.) Place the four  candles on their respective four corners 
on the tablet . Place the lamp in  front of the tablet or on i ts center. 
Light the fou r  candles and the lamp, putting out any other candles, 
and burn some sweet i ncense that contains c i lantro. 

STEP ONE: Recite the prayer of the Queen of Heaven .  

STEP Two: Recite the re lease of the residents at  least three t imes . 

STEP THREE: Do the ritual of the Shie ld of the Magi .  

STEP FouR: Recite the Ancient Oath at least seven t imes with the in­
tent of en l i sti ng the a id of the four Elder Kings. 

STEP FIVE: Recite the fol lowi ng three thousand and fou r  times with a 
strong and command ing voice :  "An Ifreet from the Jinn said, ' I  Mil 
bring it to you before you get up from your chair and I am upon this 
task powerful and to be trusted . ' " Every hundred rec i tations from 
the three thousand and fou r  t imes, i ntone the fol lowing conjuration:  

"Answer me 0 Mazer, 0 Kamtam, 0 Qaswarah and 0 Taykal by 
honor of the Creator of the prophet Shelomah ben David, who was 
a king of men and jinn. Be friendly to me and send to me from 
among your rank a spiritual ifreet to help me with my affair, which 
is (insert it), quickly and peacefully. Answer me by the honor of 
Ehieh Asher Ehieh Adonoi Tzabaoth El Shaddi and the names 
written on the door of the Great Temple: Ba'al Saqesh Mahraqesh 
Aqshamaqesh Shaqmonhesh. Answer me and let your aid manifest 
to me (insert goal) quickly, even before I stand up from my seat, 
for I have conjured you with the Great Names. Bring (insert goal) 
about for me, quickly, and set upon this task a powerful and trusted 
ifreet who fears the Creator. By the honor of the grandiose king 
and the spiritual angels Chabaeel, Chaktahaeel, Ghatsabaeel, 
Baghthahsajaeel, and the Jinn Jafeshatysh, Arntahtysh, 
afeq'ghetish, Hafechaghabtish, hurry, 0 Mazer, 0 Kamtam, 0 
Qaswarah and 0 Taykal and send to me one who will manifest to 
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me (insert goal) quickly and peacefully. May the blessings of El 
Elyon be upon you and within you."  

Note: I f  you need to take a break during the  recitation, then say: " Excuse 
me, 0 spirits and j inn , for I shal l  return to finish this work shortly. " 
Leave th ings undisturbed and return to your work. Keep track of the 
count. You may also d ivide the number of repetitions between seven 
or fourteen days. I t  i sn 't a requ irement that it al l be done at once or i n  
a s ingle sett ing. Just remember not to  quit the operation or  s lack off 
on it. If you start it, then finish it and work on it dai ly. The j inn wi l l  not 
take you serious ly if you can 't keep your  word or maintain the vigi lance 
needed to ach ieve your goal . If you are plann ing on stretch ing this 
operation, don 't do any re lease i n  the meantime. 

This brings us to the end of the magic of the j inn in  this book. For many 
people, j inn magic is a point at which their faith in magic becomes 
sol id ified.  We hope that i t  has had th is kind of effect on you . 
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Nep- Srep 

ongratu lations on having got th is far i n  you r  magical 
journey. As you probably know, there i s  much 
more to magic than what we covered in  this book. 
There are hundreds of books on the subject from 
various tradi tions, many oF which were written i n  
the last hundred years. This bri ngs up t he  question 

of where to go next in your magical growth .  The answer depends on 
what tradition you fee l  an affini ty toward. Not every reader wi l l  be 
pul led to th is  tradit ion, but even if al l  you got from it is  one technique 
that helped your l i fe ,  then i t  d id what i t  was intended to do. I f  you 
do feel an affin i ty for th is tradit ion and want to know more and do 
more, then you wi l l  be excited to know that th is  book just scratches 
the surface of this ancient and venerable magical tradit ion. It i s  a 
l iv ing tradit ion and not only a set of ancient and rare books. People 
sti l l  practice i t  today across the world ,  and have been doing so for 
hundreds, i f  not thousands, of years. You wi l l  have to wait for more 
books to be translated and find yourse lf  a teacher to learn the oral 
aspects of the craft. If you try to wait for al l the secrets to be in the 
bookstore , you wi l l  be wait ing for a long t ime. Un l ike modern trends 
in the West, the general ru le i s  that only fragments oF th is trad i tion are 
put i nto print for publ ic consumption. 

Keep in mind also that the ult imate objective of this form of magic 
is to give you the tools to real ly know divin ity and ach ieve your true 
spiritual potential .  It is a system whose goal i s  the i l lumination of 
humanity and giving a taste of paradise in each person 's l i fe .  I t  i s  also 
a balanced system, i n  that it provides us with the tools to deal with 
our material l ives without getting chained to them. As you progress 
and apply yourse lf  to the system, you wi l l  work toward achieving the 
station of a magical adept.

MAGIC THAT WORKS 

The word adept itse lf can refer to two categories of magical 
accompl ishment . The fi rst describes an individual who has reached a 
h igh state of profic iency in  the methods of a given magical system.  This 
i s  a functional t i t le .  Various occul t  orders give the ir in i t iates such t i t les 
to reflect their mastery of their own spec ific rituals , techniques and 
theories, or to reflect the i r  position withi n  a pol i tical h ierarchy. There 
is no d irect re lation between the tit les and any advanced spi ritual or 
magical level of deve lopment. 

The second describes an i nd ividual who has reached a very high 
leve l of spir itual deve lopment and has become what others may refer to 
as a magical or spiritual master. Magical adepts of th is  k ind are special 
humans who should be treasured, because they spiritual ly labor when 
others play, they love when others hate and they show compassion 
when others j udge. Magical adepts see l i fe for what i t  is, a transitory 
period . They try to take care of the i r world ,  so i t w i l l  be in  better shape 
for the gardeners who come after them. They seek to plant fru its of 
goodness with their hands, and tender words How from their mouths. 

Disappointment can occur when someone encounters an i ndividual 
who claims to be an adept, yet reflects a very u nspiritual and unhealthy 
l i festyle .  This d ic hotomy exists because the person was awarded the 
t it le of an adept based on the first category, whi le  one 's expectations 
were of the second .  The importance of adepthood l ies not with its 
status ,  but as an ideal and measure of aspi ration .  

What does being a magical adept mean to you ? What are the 
characteristics of such people? Why don 't you write up your own l i st 
oF ten attri butes you th ink each magical adept shou ld have and ten 
attri butes you think should be absent from a magical adept ? With 
your l ist in  your hand, ask yoursel f  i f  you can acqu i re these attributes 
on your l i st and, i f  so, how you get there .  Figure out also how many of 
those traits unbefitting an adept you possess, and how you can outgrow 
them. When th ink ing about th is ,  keep in mind that a l l  l iv ing magical 
adepts, no matter the ir state of achievements, remain human with 
imperfections. Perfection is only attributable to the Divine, because 
when beholding the Divine, the existence of error i tsel f  is e l im inated . 

Looking at such a l i st, i t  becomes obvious that almost no one 
begins as a magical adept. You must deve lop the nature of one. This is 
accompl ished by mundane and magical deeds, and is also shaped by 
the Spirit of Light as i t fi l l s  you . This i s  the reason for the importance 
of both mystical and magical rituals and meditative practices. You 
are not considered an adept unt i l  you have a footstool ,  placement, 
state ,  stat ion, and mystery. The footstool is the path or system that 
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you fol low to reach the knowledge of the Divine .  The placement is 
the effort you put toward transformation through the Light. It i s  bui l t  
by years of spiritual labor, rituals of i l lumination and virtuous acts of 
righteousness. The state i s  with what the Divine blesses you ,  bestowing 
upon you from al l that i s  good. The personal spiritual nature i s  known 
as the ind ividual power of the magician. The station i s  the revelation to 
you of your  achievement and of what is h idden.  The Divine wi l l  reveal 
your placement with in  the Divine Order after many years of magical 
work . The Divine wi l l  reveal the mysteries to you as wel l .  The occu lt 
keys consist of the hidden mysteries of Light , which wi l l  be given to 
you by the Holy One and spiritual messengers. 

As you conti nue on th is  path of magic, you wi l l  get to study 
many ancient and modern works of magic . The most important of 
those mysteries were handed down by adepts that came before us, 
by i ntel lectual means, as wel l as by angel ic reve lat ions. This  helps to 
provide a path that you can fol low and you too can then contribute to 
th is body of knowledge that wil l be handed down to future generation. 
More important than techniques, methods, and information is that you 
pass down a good legacy. Often, we hear of great magic ians that came 
before us, just to discover the ir l ives were, to put i t  b luntly, a spiritual 
mess. We owe it to future magicians to establ ish good spiritual role 
models for them to fol low. This is partly the job of the adepts and those 
aspiring to be that state . When you do encounter someone who claims 
to be a magical adept, don 't be taken i n  by their external knowledge 
of occu lt ism, chari sma or social stutus. You can val idate the ir c laim 
by observing the  3-fold sign: I )  a magical adept 's impetus i s  from the 
Divine; 2) a magical adept rel ies on the Divine for al l spiritual and 
magical acts; 3) a magical adept aspires toward the Divine real i ty 
above al l th i ngs. 

� MAGICAL GROUPS � 
Although we wrote th is  book whi le keeping i n  mind that you wi l l  be 
sol i tary, we continue to encourage you to find a teacher and a good 
group to work with .  It is easier said than done. Where wou ld you 
look for an authentic magical group that provides adequate trai n ing, a 
safe envi ronment, and a val id in i tiatic stream? With the recent occu l t  
revival many groups emerged, mostly model led on the Freemasons. 
Many of those orders are centered on the people that found them, and 
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they tend to be very hierarch ical in nature. The only way to rea l ly get 
to the top is to start your own.  Many establ ished groups have become 
too focused on personal i ty, titles, and l ineage . It i sn 't unusual to see 
more and more people advocate a sol i tary path to students, because 
some group leaders appear to be worse off spiritual ly and magically 
than their lower grade members .  

This problem is  because the revival has not been the product of 
awaken ing and tradit ion, but of the mass popu larity of what very l i tt le 
of the ancient wisdom survived i n  the West. I t  i s  also due partial ly to 
a loss of focus on spiritual ity to secu lar humanism or power. I t  i s  no 
wonder that such organ izations spend more t ime i n  sett ing up ' by­
laws ' than they do in seek ing knowledge and union with the Divine 
Light . Some modern organ izations are very successfu l  and survive for 
many years, whi le  others col lapse i n  short order. Unfortunately, there 
are also many cases of abuse that emerge from with in their framework, 
regard less of fame and success. This i s  not the faul t  of the path ,  for 
unscrupulous people use al l venues in  their endeavours. The modern 
group k i l lers are egotism, despotism, paranoia, manipu lation, pol itics 
and fighting, both with in and between groups. You are better off going 
sol i tary than bei ng part of any such group. You may indeed reach the 
top of the social ladder in  such a group, but at what price ? 

Even amidst al l these problems, magical groups remain vital 
and essential conduits of transmission. Groups serve another very 
important purpose in  the path ,  other than soc ial bonding and company. 
H istory is replete with examples of sel f-deceived ind ividuals who, by 
their own anti-soc ial tendencies, developed a twisted idea of their own 
importance, and of the path itse l f. The real i ty is that the path has been a 
soli tary one for thousands of years . I t  was sol itary because withdrawal 
from external and i nternal d i stractions is a key to achieving success. 
However, i t  was also common practice for these soli tary occu ltists to 
gather and reflect upon each other. This i s  one of the many safeguards 
against self-deception.  It is also pleasing to the beings of Light to see 
spi ritual human choirs, as they themse lves are arranged in hosts. The 
love that grew from ind ividual un ion with the Divine was usual ly 
nourished by reach ing out and sharing with people on the path and 
i nteract ing with them and society. 

I n  essence, groups were col lections of sol itary magicians who met 
on a regular basis to do work. They were also a venue for qual ified 
teachers to i nstruct new aspirants, to test new aspirants for in it iations, 
and to celebrate the mysteries of the magic of Light. The need for good 
groups has increased, not decreased . They are more important now 
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than they were a thousand years ago. 
Sti l l ,  how is one to contend with the extremes and excesses of 

modern groups? The answer l ies in reorganization of the structure 
and dynamic. The current mode l  i s  very stable and effective, but i n  
ou r  modern society, i t  remains open t o  much abuse. Some argue that 
it i sn 't the model at fau lt ,  but the existence of group-think .  This also i s  
inaccurate, as fami l ies are groups and suffer from an extreme case of 
group-th ink ,  yet most fami l ies are not abusive. Many of us ,  regardless, 
long to have a partner and raise ch i ldren. 

As we look at a new model ,  we need to address some common 
myths. The first myth i s  that l i neage or charters have any practical 
value .  Lineal descent and charters are no guarantee of a group's worth, 
efficacy or authenticity. When a group puts emphasis on legal forms 
of verification, such as charters and l ineage, i nc lud ing trademarks, 
then keep your  eyes open as to whether they are us ing this as the only 
j ustification for their existence or legit imacy. 

The second myth is the sacredness of a group or organization. 
Groups serve a purpose and they are not the end themselves. When 
people te l l  you that any given group or organization i s  indispensable or 
sacred or holy, then be carefu l  that th is  i sn 't bei ng used to manipulate 
you to support the group's pol ic ies or to pu l l  you i nto a cu lt ish mentality 
bui l t  on the idea of the chosen versus the profane. Once you accept such 
a concept, i t  becomes easy for the group leaders to pull you away or 
separate you from your loved ones or friends, especial ly if they are not 
sufficiently supportive of the group. Watch the group's l i terature to see 
how many times the group itself is exalted on a pedestal . Remember 
that exaltation of the group's sacredness i s  no d i fferent from exaltation 
of the self. They are both signs of spiritual pride and egotism. 

The th ird myth is that any given group is  the sole representative 
or solely contacted by secret masters .  At best, it i s  sign of delusion and 
lack of experience, and at its worst, i t  i s  a sign that i t  i s  a cult in the 
making. We know those beings exist, but i t  i s  against their nature to 
support only one group of l ight seekers exclusive ly. 

The fou rth myth is that of personal i ty worship .  If you notice a 
group putting too much emphasis on a founder, al ive or dead, you 
may want to check out an alternative. In a spi ritual organization 
that focuses on rais ing your consciousness to the Divine state, such 
personality worship i s  inappropriate. Successfu l  magic ians, worki ng a 
l iv ing trad it ion, don 't immortalize and fol low the dead leaders of their 
trad ition i n  the form of personal ity cu l ts .  

The fifth myth is that a magical group has mu lt iple vows of secrecy 
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and demands loyalty to hierarchy. Privacy is understandable and 
private documents should be honored as such .  However, excessive 
focus on secrecy i s a sign of a cu lt ish mental ity. 

When search ing for a good magical group, watch out for 
unscrupu lous people .  However, don 't be paranoid to the point of 
avoid ing groups altogether. There are s incere groups, led by devoted 
i ndividuals who real ly strive for noble causes and who are more than 
wi l l i ng to help you along your path .  The key to te l l ing them apart is 
the amount of love and freedom you experience within the dynamic .  
Cu lt leaders generally are paranoid of internal betrayal or seek to have 
control of the group members. 

A good magical group i s  founded on service ,  ded ication, 
volunteerism and cooperation. You wi l l  feel loved and supported ,  even 
i fyou go against the group norm. Another good sign is that qual i fied 
individuals with in  the group can freely become guides and teachers 
without strong interference or control from the group's leaders. 
Good magical groups also provide services to other aspi rants without 
needing to prove themselves or even talk about l ineage and charters. 
This is the approach that we take in  the group that we are part of, the 
Magic Society of the White Flame. We be l ieve that magical groups 
shou ld be places that nurture love and not pol i t ics .  They are at the ir 
best as a tight fami ly of magicians, pursu ing s imi lar goals and spiritual 
aspirations. They nurture in  their members a spirit of joy within the 
sacred work of the craft. 

This leads us to the final piece of advice in this book. Don 't do 
any ritual repeated ly t i l l  it becomes a chore .  Understand the benefits 
and purposes of each and do them when you fee l  an impetus .  Learn 
to stri ke a balance and avoid the extremes of being a non-pract is ing 
magical theorist and a magician who is stuck in routine and ritual habits. 
You can't be a magic ian by just reading about i t ,  but you wil l not do 
yourse l f  a service by being stuck in  routine ritual work. Our general 
advice to beginners is to do magic dai ly. Make sure that magic i s  wi lfu l  
and joyous. Study and learn as  many of  the  magical systems that are 
out there as you can. You don 't need to put them al l  i nto practice or 
adhere to all their approaches, j ust be aware of the variety of things 
and ways of approach ing them. Don 't be fooled into th ink ing that any 
one approach defines the tota l i ty of magic ,  and avoid the tendency 
of assoc iat ing group systems with magic i n  general . This way magic 
remains fresh ,  al ive and vibrant in your l i fe .  May you lead a magical 
l i fe fi l led with enchant ing companions.

I f  you have memorized the appearances of the non-curs ive Arabic 
letters, then you wi l l  not run into any d i fficul ty with many of the 
exercises in this book. This should be sufficient for most Western 
occult ists . An occasion could arise where you need to write or read 
c u rsively. You don't  need to me morize a l l  the c u rsive forms,  but you 
should be able to look them u p  and use t h e m  as req u i red .  U n l i ke most 
other languages ,  the cursive shape of each Arabic letter changes, based 
on its posit ion with in  a word . To complicate matters, some letters don 't 
change shape , causing you to apply a beginning of word shape for a 
letter i n  the middle of an actual word . We wi l l  detai l the shapes based 
on the ir groups.  We wi l l  also write examples,  forming non-meaningfu l  
words with t hese letters. You are not expected t o  memorize t hese 
shapes, un less you have intentions of reading complex Arabic texts. 
You can just look them up here if you need them. Let's look at the 
cursive permutations for the first group:

You wi l l  note that the letter Alef has two beg i nn ing and two middle 
forms. The second form with small c rescent shape i s  pronounced 
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d ifferently. It doubles the a sound as in accessory, very, cat or alarm, 
versus late . You wi l l  also notice that the letter Waw's middle and end 
have the same exact shape. This i s  an important clue that the letter 
fol lowing it wi l l  be treated as if beginn ing a new word, even when 
not. I n  any case, we wi l l  p lace a 0 beside a letter to indicate that what 
fol lows is always written in the form of the start of the word, no matter 
its actual location. 

Let us form the word Al lah in Arabic .  We wil l show them 
disconnected and connected . The cursive letters d isconnected would  
look l ike this :

Now. try doing that with your  name. This wil l be good practice for 
Arabic cursive writing. For most people ,  Arabic is more d ifficult  
to learn than Hebrew. so don 't fee l  d i scouraged .  If  you know your  
Hebrew letters wel l ,  t h e  Arabic i sn 't that much  harder. The only real 
obstac le is in writ ing and reading cursive Arabic .  Getting a grip on 
this fluently wi l l  take some time ,  but i sn 't necessary beyond having 
to write out a l imited number of Angel ic and Divine Names .  We also 
acknowledge that ,  without audio ,  i t  is d i fficu l t  to real ly capture the 
pronunc iation correct ly; therefore , free audio samples are avai lable at 
our site at: www.sacredmagic .org. While we don 't expect you to learn 
the languages presented in th is book,  you sti l l  need to be sufficiently 
fami l iar with the Arabic and Hebrew alphabets to work with this 
system.  You don't need to memorize the letters al l  at once, though it is 
highly recommended that you do memorize them as you progress.
