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"SELFISH MAGICK" 

"Black magick" has been defined by many occult and 
metaphysical wrirers as that application of the occult arts for 
"selfish ends", On this basis aU magick is "black" because who 
docs flot use the occulr arrs for ultimately "selfish ends"? 

Almost all of Ihe magickai rites and ceremonies in lhis 
Master Grirnoire arc for what can only be described as "selfish 
ends". And on this basis they ultimately must fall under the 
heading of "black magick". 

If lh,e thought of practisin.g "black magick') makes you 
squeamish wen you have no right to be reading Lhis Master 
Grimoire. And you will almost certainly get no results wha[SQ­
ever from Lhe various rites and ceremonies contained herein. 
For fear of "black magick" is an obstacle to gaining success 
through the invocation of magickal forces. rr you are sensible 
e~ough you wil ~ soon recognise tha i th is fear is completely 
wllhout foundation by a careful consideration of the points to 
follow. 

SATANISM 

Black magick is usually associated with Salanism devil­
worship, desecration of graves and churches, animal and human 
sacrifices, and all the oilier obscene and hideous acts carried Out 
~n the n~e of "the occult". ,This image of black magick has 
Increased 10 receO[ years wah rhe spate of sensarionalistic 
novels and movies revolving around the theme of "devil 
worship" and l'possession by demons". 

One point should be made abundantJy clear on behalf of all 
genuine practitioners of the magickal arts, The desecralion of 
churches and Iheir grounds, blood sacrifices and the rest of 
such. diabolical filth jcmns "0 basis fDr true mdgickal and Dccult 
practice. Those who indulge in such practices are exactly what 
any normal person, i~ tcrested in the occulror not, would expeCt 
the~ [0 be: me~lIallyslck. hut very dangerous arid t:lJiI,people. They 
are Sick and eVi l and yet are very "normal" in their appearances 
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and general living habits. This is one piece of rare accursc! th~t 
the "devil movies" can be given credit for. The depraved devil 
worshippers" arc depicted in such movies as a buoch ofm.orons 
dancing and prostrating the~selves before a grotesque I~age 
of the devil in one scene; and 10 another scene are s~0:-v:n to be 
"very respectable citizens" in positions of responSibility and 
authority. This is absolutely tme. The menta!ly warped hooded 
figure p rostrating himse lf before the dev.11 could als? be ths 
local town mayor or chairnlan of the counCil!! One tblDg the 
reader can be well assu red of: it is not the milkman or labo~er 
who is drawn to such dark activities; allbougb soms "workmg" 
people are; but the person of professional skill and outward 
respectability. 

"MASS MURDER"I'HENOMENA

KU KLUX KLAN 

Thut ugly phenomena of the south~rn Unj~ed ~tates - the, K~ 
I(lult Klan - is a classic illus[ratton o~ s~l~l personality 
I"'rvl'(tjity. AU tbe leading members of this VICIOUS movement 
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a,re known to be prominent and influential people in everyday 
hf~i doctors, lawyers, even town mayors and police cbiefs. And 
t.hls type of movemen~ is the most evil kind of al1 because irs 
m~mbers actually believe that it is an "instrument of God' 
WIll", ,Movements using this excuse for t.heir sub.burna:

O~ course ~e Ca~holic Church bas no monopoly on a~ts of 
atrocity com~J(led ID the name of religion. In loday's world 
there c:m be :-'IltDessed many borrendous acts of humanity being 
comr~lltted III Moslem countries with the full authority and 
blessmg of self-styled "men of God" leaders. 

NAZISM AND BLACK MAGICK 

In men tion iog [he wh?l~ale m~acr.e ofJ ews il should be noted 
Lhat the v~?' top Naz~s~ mcJudmg HlCler himself, were practising 
black magrC/DIU; practISing black magick of the most evil and 
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vicious kind. Even the Nazis' famous symbol, the Swastika, was 
an ancient oriental symbol of occult power, But like all black 
magicians of evil and cruel intent their lust for power and self­
aggranclisement overcame their ability to perform and con~rol 
tbeir magickal ceremonies, and as a result they lost everyUlIng.

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"ClVlUSED BARBARITY" 

We may be more "civilised" today, with laws and democracies 
to boast or, but tbeonly difference bcrween ourbebaviour (oday 
and the behaviour of our primitive ancestors is that we exploit 
and kill each otherwitb more "style" and "efficiency" than they 
did. How caD anyone say thata mind that can conceive such an 
obscenity as the neutron bomb is any better than the mind that 
burnt criminals at I,be stake? 

MAN'S NEED OF RITUAL 

The second, basic nlua1 reason for tbearuaction ofin telJigenl, 
""respectable l

' men towards screwball organisations, be iliey 
devil cui ts or way out religious sects, is man's basic need of ritual 
andmagick. Ritual and magick iS3r Ibe very heart of every man's 
soul! No matter how sophisticated or "'rational" a man thinks 
be is be still neW rirual! 

RITUAL IN EVERYDAY LIFE 

Even the hardened cynic is a loveror rimal. He may, for example, 
love to sit down on a Saturday afternoon to watch his favourite 
sports programme with a can of his favourite beer. He sits in 
his favourite chair, positions the TV aI his favourite angle ... 
and he is in beaven! God forbid anyone trying rojoterferewitb 
this "sacred ritual"!! He who would have the audacity to do so 
would wreak a curse no less terrifying: than that ofLhe most evil 
witch!! 

This same man will also want his food cooked in a cmain 
manner, at a cmoin time; and he will only eat jf he occupies 
a cmain chair. Then he must follow his meal with a coffee 
prepared in a certain way, accompanied by a cigaterre of a certain 
brand. 
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EXAMINE YOURSELF 

How many of us are not "ritualised" in our way of living, 
especially in those malters most personal to us? Examine your­
self carefully and you will uncover 8 rremendou$ riflla/isri, element 
in many of your aCLions and habits! 

And if we were to be denieJ these rituaJistic things we love 
so much we wouJd become neurotic, miserable and difficult to 
live wilh. RihlaJ is clearly an j,usparable part of man's psycho­
logical needs! 

It is 001 (0 imply approval of the silly, rilualistic actions that 
characrcrise lhe living habits of millions of people that these 
Lhings arc mentioned, but merely to pointoul the vcryexistenu 
of unconscious ritualism thar is in our lives. 

UNCONSCIOUS DESlRE 

This unconscious desire for ritualism is what draws so many 
people to anyorganisatioD - be it religious, political or military 
- that identifies itself with symbolism, ritual, uniform or robu. 
And the more "egotised" the organisation, i.e. the more ego­
gratification it offers to its membel'5, the stronger the appeal of 
~uch an organisation becomes. Thecombinadon ofegoandrituai 
is of itself the very essence of rilualistic a"d ctmrlonial magick! 

Rirual, cersmorty, magick may seem "irraLional", but these 
Ih ings are as much 0 part af man as his heart is! And who would 
ever really believe that man was anything but "irrational"?? 

Magick could be defined as "the science of the irrational": 
Il'l the logicians and cynics work that one out!! 

INVIsmLE FORCES 

MIJg:ick works through the forces of emotion andfeeling. 1L 
&Jllmtcs through invisible forces - within and without - Lhat 
ITlYJlfcriously and inexplicably causecerrain eveots or situations 

hl ppen. A study of the magickal rites and ceremonies in this 
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Master Grimoire will demonstrate clearly the virtUal total lack 
of reasor, and logic tha t makes up ritualistic magick. To emer 
inra the world of ceremonial magick requires theabandonmeot 
of the questioning and cynical mind, and an increase in [he 
soul's desire for expression and fuJftlment. An aJmosl childJike 
attitude is required in order to benefit from the wonders of 
magick and many of the Art's rites and ceremonies are childlike 
in nature for this very reason. 

1l is a great pity that the modem trend for "'rationalism" and 
scepticism has denied and ridiculed tbe ritualistic and tbe 
magickal . Such a denial has merely led to an increase in 
neurosis, depressioD, and general lack of fulfilment amongst 
many members of society. And ritual can never be rruly denied 
because il will always manifesl itself in people's behaviour 
no matter how "rational" and 'lenlightened" they think they 
may be. 

TABOO OF SATANISM 

Few subjects are so misunderslOod as the taboo subject of 
Satanism. Whole volumes have been wriueo 00 the subject, 
many of Lhem {orally erroneous in their assumptions, and it can 
only be lightly touched upon here for lack of space. Salanism 
can be divided into twO broad general classifications: (1) a 
philosophical, ritualistic and practical approach and under­
standjng of the baser forces oniIe; and (2) worship of the person 
of the Devil and the debauched and obscene works that 
accompany such worship. 

Sal'an is, of course; the: personal name of the Devil although 
he has many other names as well; names thatinclude Beelzebub, 
Pan, Saturn, Lucifer, Pluto, and so on. He is tbe "bad guy" of 
tbe Bible, always being blamed for the cause of all man's ills. 
Unfortunately most of what we know about him has been 
derived from bjsantagtmists. And 99% ofall people have blindly 
accepted the -'bad press" given to Satan by his antagonists. 
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SATANISM V. ORGANISED RELIGION 

Saran's antagonis ts arc, of course, the organised religious 
authorities. In view of the vHe and obsccneatrocities commiued 
by the so called, self-styled "forces of good" down through the 
ages it is rather difficult to see how the "'forces of darkness", i.e. 
Satanism could usher in a worse set of moral standards. The 
establisb~d religious order bas a more selfish and obvious 
reason for using Satan as the "fall guy" for the world's ills. By 
blaming SalaD for man"s woes and selling itself up as "man's 
protectOr" against "The Arch Demon" world religion is able to 
maintain its hypnotic hold on its followe.rs. Thousands of years 
of false indoctrination about the "forces of darkness" have 
blinded and crippled people's ability to think nbjectitJely about 
I belrue purpose ofma,,'! d6!ril1,Y on this planet. Organised religion 
could never afford to have people thjnking objectively about. 
such tbings for it would mean an immediate decline in its

MAKING AND CONSECRATING YOUR TALISMAN 

is tbe view of many occul tists tbatpersonally crealed ralismans 
tarry more impact and magickal power tban do ready made 
Mes. In the case ofmeta1 talismans, of course, the idea of mak-
1118 yo~1C own is vinuaUy a non-s[arter, but for paper talismans 
rhere IS no probJem al aU providing one has the time and 
patience. And in magick one is always rewarded for " time and 
I' lience". 

Here are the steps to take in creating your own personal 
InwgickaJ talisman: 

1. Copy on parchment paper, in green magickaJ ink as 
closely as you can the talisman that you have cho~en 
from this grimoire, or another book. 

2. Eimer at dawn or at midnight OD a Saturday night light 
a lavender coloured candle and sandalwood incense. 
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3. Place your specially created talisman before the candle 
and sprinkle it lightly with salt. 

4. Visualise for two minutes a strong mystic ray of golden 
light coming from above you and going straight into 
your talisman, and then say as you look at the talisman: 

o TALISMAN, WHOSE POWER AND VIRTUES 
WERE KNOWN TO THE ANCIENTS, I INVOKE 
THEE BY THE HEAVENLY HOST AND BY THE 
ELEMENTS OF FIRE, WIND, EARTH AND RAIN:

(rain o fbis bride's wedding dress; he lostbis balance and pu.lling 
her with him went tumbling down to the bottom of the long 
Oight of s tone steps. The bride was knocked unconscious; her 
flCe bruised and cut, her dress ruined . He broke an arm and 
c!verelytwisred his neck. FeeHng tbat suchadisasterwas a grave 

omen for their marriage the bride decided to sue for d ivo rce. 
The marriage that hardly ever started was soon over. 

Some time later, in a location nearto theooe of the tragedy 
lust relared, another very happy couple were celebrating their 
lIIarriage with friends and relatives. Whilst indulging in the 
umptuous caviar a bone got stuck in the bride's throat. Shewas

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EVIL ENTERS A HOUSEWIFE'S WORLD 

A very bappy and busy housewife suddenly hegins to be the 
victim of very bad "misfortune". First, the beautiful flowers in 
her garden began to wilt and no amount of artention and treat­
ment could revive them. Her cat, n Ol very old, suddenly drops 
dead in Lhe street, He bad shown no previous signs of illness. 
Then her two sons became mysteriously ill; tbe doctor being 
baffled by the symptoms. They were normally very healthy and 
active lads. Sensing a terrible "jinx" on her home and family 
she became frightened and hysterical, wondering what evil 
would befall ber next. 

Fortunately she was saved from anything worse happening 
by a friend who persuaded her to t.ry ceremonial magick to help 
herself.

EVIL -A LIVING FORCE IN THE WORLD 

The facI is that black magick - the vilest and most vicious type 
imaginable- is a Hving, vital force in the world loday. Porevery 
magician who is using the arts for perfectly laudable ends 
is a magician who is using them for the most di·, gu,n iII, 
objectives that one could think of. 

Il only takes a person, who is a practitioner of the 
arts, to take a di slike [0 you, and be envious of your good rnn"n' 
or possessions, and you could be in very serious tr"ubl. 
indeed. 
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"ACCIDENTS· 

Noth ing in life happens by ~chance". '~ccidencs" aren't always 
IIccidems. "Bad luck" isn't just bad luck. If things suddenly 
begin going wrong for you tben you should ask yourself"Am I 
II viclim of evil rnagick?"

The sickening acts of cburc,h and tomb desecrations; animal 
sacrificesj murder of unbaptised babies; and O[her even mote 
gruesome and obsce.ne acts, exert a powerful magickai attraction 
on t.he terrifying evil forces t.bat' lurk around the lower astral 
planes. These fotces, once aroused and summoned by the 
magician, are only 100 pleased and willing to perform the evil 
errand Cor which lbey have been ca1led. For the performance 
and execution of evil is, for Ihese diabolical Corcl!!), lhcir whole 
rais,)11 d'e/n. These terrifying entities, vilest demons oftbemOSl 
grol'esque naLUre and appearance Imaginable, gladly carty out 
the hideous and vicious IICIS !.hat ilre tbe manifestations of evil 
magick. Do ootthink thnllhc horrifying manifestations of evl1 
shown in movies like The Omen and The DlI'fJiJ Rides Out are 
purely fantasy: lhey are based on/act. Thousands havccome to 
sticky ends through the terrifying powel"5 of deadly magicJc. 
And icwill continue to be so for as 1008 as people are prepal'ed 
10 go on accepting things just as "bad luck" and dismissing tbe­
evil arts pureJy liS the nonsensical pursuit of misb>uided soul$.

Such evil characters of len mask 
I.h emselves behind Ihe mOSl incredibly deceiving charades. 
They can be the $Weet little old lady from next door, a local 
Justice of the Peace, your family doctor, the nice smiling man 
K.llhe butch~r's sbop. Such evil people do nOlgo around carrying 
. lg0S on their backs t.h.u say "Evil Rules, O.K.?" 

SATANIC EVIL

Th is second type of Satan ism actS like an in'esislibJe magnet 

t the evil minded: the person who gets a secret satisfaction out 
II' using his superior position [0 make the use of subordinates 
Il lrticult; tbe person wbo delightS in the suffering of others. 
Simply put it is a "religion" of psychological sadism and self· 
lie truction. 

But \~e do n~t wish to represent the first type, the upos.irive", 
o Sa taOiSt as a 'good guy". He is nor. Step on his corns and he 
\\ iIl make you pay for it. But do him tI good turn and he will 
lIIore than likely repay you in same kind, The second type of 
!\"rnnisl will repay you wir.h evil whether you do him good or 
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evil. And he could be your oext door neighbour. As stated earHer 
this type ofi ndividual doesn't go around wearing "I Love Satan" 
tee shirts. 

SELF·PROTECTION 

BOlh types ofSatsnist are of course blackmagick practirioners. 
And the way to deaJ with black magick is to US6 black magick. 
Black magicians know how to protect themselves from one 
another. We are going to show you how you may protut yourself 
from thf1m. 

DrVINATION CEREMONY TO UNMASK FOES 

The magickaJ ceremony we are about to give is a black magick 
formula of great antiquity, and will reveal the person who is 
psychicallyattac.kingyou. This ceremony can aJso be employed 
to uncover the identity of any enemy; be he black magician or 
DOl. An enemy is 8liU an enemy regardless of wbether he 
practises the black ans or not. In fact the evil thoughts alone of 
an enemy liTe a form of black magick anack in themselves. If 
Rny person thinks ill ofyoo for long enough the effects of such 
thoughtS will soon reach you in one way or another. Thoughts 
8re things. They appear as definite bodies of cnergons on the 
astral; Lbey have reaJ life! and power, and if fed enough energy 
by tbe thinker can become potent instruments of good or evil, 
whichever the case may be. 
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1. Light a lavender candJe. 
2. Say: 

REVEAL UNTO ME THIS PERSON. 
LET THIS PERSON'S FACE APPEAR UNTO ME. 
LET ME SEE THIS PERSON'S FACE AND LET ME 
HAVE WISDOM. 
LET ME SEE NOW! 

3. Repeat these words three times, concemraling deeply 
as you do so. 

4. Let your mind be absolutely still. Form a picture of a 
pool on a calm and windless day. Look iota the pool 
and gradually an image of your enemy will appear. 

If the image does nOl appear first time repeat theceremony every 
night (or day; lime isn't important) unlillhe image eventually 
does appear. Do nOl be shocked or fuJi of disbelief if the image 
that appears transpires to be that of a dose relative or friend. 
Secret enemies rarely transpire to be the people you tbought. 
tbey would be. Should you find the image difficult [0 believe 
rhen perform the ceremony again the next day and if the same 
image appears Ihen you will know for cerlain that tbe person 
seen is your enemy. 

PROTECTIVE MEASURES 

Once you have established the identity of your enemy it is of 
course to your discretion as to how to deal with the matter. If 
yo u believe that the antagonist concerned could be practising 
evil magick against you tben you should rake the following 
precautionary protective measures: 

I. AVOID, AT ALL COSTS, PHYSICAL CONTACT 
WITH PERSON CONCERNED. DO NOT SHAKE 
HANDS, CARESS, OR WHATEVER. 

2. DO NOT ACCEPT ANY GIFTS FROM HlM/HER, 
OR ANY ARTICLE THAT MAY HAVE BEEN 
TOUCHED OR HANDLED BY SAME. 

3. EACH TIME YOU ARE IN HIS PRESENCE SEE A 
MIGHTY CRISS·CROSS LIGHT RIGHT ACROSS 
HIM, AND MENTALLY SAY WITH GREAT 
BELIEF: "I ABSOLUTELY DENY AND CON· 
DEMN YOUR RIGHT TO POWER." VISUALISE 
THE CRISS·CROSS AS WEAKENING HIM. 

4. HIS POWER WILL NOW BE IMMEDIATELY 
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WEAKENED, ALREADY HIS POWER TO HARM 
YOU IS GREATLY REDUCED, 

The reason for absolutely avoiding all pb}'5ical contact with 
your enemy is quite clear. It is a well known fact that the evil 
magician "charges" the appropriate object with his evil vibra­
tions and then connives ro present same to his victim as a "gift", 
o,r makes sure that lhe victim gets it in some other way. The 
object, once in its victim's ownership, can tben perform its 
deadJy work. The "charged" object acts as a dc:"finitc psychic 
link between the magician and his victim; entirely without the 
knowledge, of coarse, of [he victim. 

DESTROYING CHARGED OBJECTS 

If you already have something in your possession that has been 
in contact with the evil magician then you shouJd destroy it 
immediately. Burn it or get it out of your home or premises as 
fast as you can. To prOtecl yourself before handling the object 
for disposal sprinkle some salt on same, saying: 

I DESTROY THEE, 0 EVIL ONE, 
I DESTROY THY POWER NOW. 

In the same way that something that was once his could harm 
you because ofil being charged with his evil inteot, any item of 
yours,. or that was yours; can be used against you by the evil 
magician. He may have a piece ofyaur clothing, a lock of hair, 
a nail clipping, a photo; his possession of these things gives him 
another psychic link with you that can only be to your 
detrimem. Of course there is little you can do about that now 
althougb the Ancien, Psychic Attock Ceremony, [0 be given in a 
moment, will effectively neutralise and destroy the link when 
it makes its full psycbic impact. But ensure tbat begets 
again of yours, even a letter (that, too, can be 
carries your vibrations). 
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ANCIENT PSYCHIC ATTACK DISSOLVING 
CEREMONY 

This cenruries old dissolving ritual, with its origins in the 
temples of Old Egypt, is primarily a visualatory exercise, and is 
pe rhaps the best known means of dealing with the problem of 
psychic attack. Here is what you do: 

I. Sit upright in a chair. 
2, Look ahead to about a distance of six feet. 
3, Yisualise a stream of beautiful clear, cool water flowing 

mto your head. 
4, See ~is water flowing fiChI down through your body, 

washmg Ollt all the ftJil and negativity that has bee" placed

These five protective psychological and psychic measures will 
not only strengthen your mind and character, but also your aura.

[0 carry a personally 
charged protecdvc talisman wil l add a lot [0 your psychic 
protecrjon.

Young Ronald D. and Clarence K. from Detroit bad always been 
the best of pals.

Magick can help you to know IlDd understand yourself 
spirituallyj with its aid you can awake great spiritual insight 
and illumination. And in the sphere ofwortdly power there are 
simply no limits to what magick can achieve for you, lryou are 
determined and dedicated enough. He who is a master ofmagick 
is a master of this world, be it in finance, policies or enter­
[3_inment. They are also Adepts in the magickal Qns, although 
of course they would never - sensibly - admit it. In no sphere 
of me magickal arts is magick so "magickaJ" as in the ability it 
gives its practitioner to "become invisible". In this [he magician 
becomes an incredibly powerful person to reckoD with (or 
reasons so obvious that they are hardly worth mentioning. 

AMAZING POSSIBILITIES 

Can you imagine what you could do if you could "make yourself

HOW TO USE YOUR INNATE 
MAGICKAL POWERS TO HEAL 

YOURSELF AND YOUR LOVED ONES 

In the same way that every man and woman has the natural 
ability ro astrally projecr, consciousness, so every mao and 
woman has a natural innate ability to perform the phenomena 
of healing. Tbe ability to heal, either yourself or anomer, is an 
emireJy tla/ural function of your inner being which can be 
developed by practice. 

Magickal healing, or as it is often called IIpsychic healing" 
and "spiritual bealing"; revolves enureJy around the principles 
oflaillr and visualisation. These two magici<al principles put into 
firm acuon will awaken tbe dormant healing powers within you, 
and magnetise the cosmic forces to effect tbe miraculous bealing 
that you desjre. 

TWO MODES OF HEALING 

We shaJJ discuss two principal modes of healing; boLh modes 
arc extremely effective and bave been tried and tested by 
magicians for centuries with great and wondrous effects. Tbe 
first mode of magickal heaHng that we sball consider is "coumr 
heQli1tK}~ and (he second, '·(magnetic healinK'~ we shall consider 
in a moment. 

COLOlTR HEALING 

Every part of the body's system is governed by specific colours. 
Specific colours govern specific areas. Apply the appropriate 
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healing colour to the area infected and a marvellous healing 
motion is PUl ioto action. Colour is a very important influencing 
agency in all areas of life; who has nOI felt invigorated and 
aroused by a bright red or orange, or felt depressed by a dull 
grey or brown? And what an uplifting feeling a clear, beautiful 
blue sky can have on us. If colour caD exert sucb an effect on us 
in this unconscious manner what effect could it bave when 
consciously applitd for a healing purpose? The effect can be little 
short of"miraculous" as we shall soon discover, 

THE MAJOR HEALING COLOURS 

Firsllet us list the seven major healing colours that correspond 
to the seven major body areas and organs: 

1. RED: Hean and circulatory system. 
2. YELLOW: Brain and nervous system, 
3. GREEN: Spleen and pancreas. 
4. STEEL: Gall bladder and liver. 
5. PEARL: Stomach. 
6. BLUE: Kidneys. 
7. PURPLE: Lungs.
