I·J.P, !..ovecraft, a pu lp-nwgazi lle writer who died in rehlli ve obscurity at thc early 
age of 47 in Providence, Rhode Isl:l!Id, in 1938, made no secre t of the fact that 
milch or thc inspiration lor hi s "stories" of the Old Ones came from the cu rious 
drcams thaI plagued him for mosl of his adu lt lire. 

lnlhe da rk abyss of sleep the Old Ones reach mit 10 liS. to give knowledge of 
Illeil' worship. 

Of his stories. Lovecraft once wrole: 

Al l Illy sto ries, unconnected as they nwy be, arc based on the 
l':1ndamental lore o r legcnd thaI this world was inhabited at one time 
by another race who. in practicing black magic. lost their foothold and 
we re expelled. yct live on ou tside ever ready to take possession of this 
E<lrth again. 

T hese stories callle to be known as " the CtlHl lhu Mythos" . For easy reference. 
from now on I wilt refer to these sto ries by the term - the Mythos. Whenever you 
find the words "Ihe Mythos" in the text, you will understa nd that this refers to the 
Ct hul hu MYlhos, 

Another imporlant ingred ient of Lovecraft·s "fiction", was the NecronomicOIl. 
:1 11lagical vol umc fi llcd wit h myths :I!IU long forgo ttcn111agical formula. 

Wr itten in Dil111:1SC US in the Eight h Ce ntury At) by Abdul Alhazred. the 
Necronomicon is mentioned morc than onl.;e in connection with the Olel Ones and 
thei r Ca lli ngs. 

In Chapter I yo u will lea!'ll how to ereale your own Perso nal Necronom ico n in 
which to rccord the wonderful. life transformingenccts of thc magical Spells and 
Ri tuals reve,lleu in this book.

And whClll hc stars arc right Cthulhu shall be freed from It' lyeh to embrace the 
Earth. and ma ke it His kingdom. And wilh Hi s re turn shall the Old Ones defy the 
Elder Gods <I IlCW.

procecd to brin ging their inn lle nce in.l o the 21st century. . . 

Yo u may have expected that at tillS stage you wou ld be told te' obtalll mystic 
robes. magic wand s, bat's wi ngs. eye 01' newt. and c:n!ld rOIl S. o r to idlhtlge in blood 
(Irink ing ,Ind II Um<lll s<lcrili ee. 

Sllch occult paraphc l'll al ia ,lllel nct ivi t ies <I re not only out of d'lte. bu t a Iso totally 
Ull lH.:ceSsa ry to brin g thc Old Ones in to you r life. 

T he fi rst step is to fi nd;1 pJ:lce where you can creale an "opening" through whi ch 
the Old Ones can be ca lled. 

Thc old grimoires. hand-writt en books of magic:1l lore. were mOSI specific in 
what they said about the a rt and practice of magic. 

Dark fores ts. S(.'Cl lldcd caves. abandoned ruins. or upo n the seashore beneath a 
full moon wcre considered as ideal places to work magic . 

You do not havc to do anyt hing so claborate. Some space and a few minutcs of 
you r time each day is a ll that is required for yOll to work magic. Preparations are 
simple. but YOllIlC(.'(l to ensure silence with no interruptions. First. make a physical 
space to sta nd in without bei ng obstructed or clullel\.'(l. T hat means thaI when you 
stand at the cen ter of your cleared area. you call stretch your hands and a rms out 
:111 a r011l1d you . 

TI-IE SIGN OF TI-I E ELDER GODS 

The Sign of the Elder Gods (the Elder Sign) is a magical too l used by both witches 
and magicians to keep mischievo us forces OIl bay. In the d ist:1I1 t P'I SI. the Elder Sign 
represented man - th e five poi nts be ing his head. two arm s. ,lIlt! two legs. 

Jnvcrted it beelllll e th e symbo l o f Shu b-N iggul'ath. the 131 ;l ck Goa t o r a 
Tho Ll S, llld Young - the five poin ts be ing two ho rn s. two ca rs. and the beard. 
Grad ually. the t rue meani ng of the Elder Sign van ished into the mists or time to 
be " replaced" with the Pelltagram. and 13aphomet - an idol with the head and feel 
or ,I goat. the breasts of a woman . and the wings of an angel. 
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T HE RITUALOF THE OLD ONES 

Here now is a Ri1l1al to align yourself wi th the magica l powe r of the Old One!>. 
This requires only II few minutes of your ti me each day and privacy. Dress is your 
own individual thing when worki ng this Ri tual. but it is important that you fi.oct 
cornlOrt ablc. 

In Ihis way you ca n concen trate a ll what you arc doing withou t d istr:1Clion. You 
should wo rk the Spells and Ritua ls that fo llow in this m:UlIIcr. 

Stand at the cen ter of your clea red space. Face the northern corner. The Old 
Ones m:mifcst through angles and the corners of a room. 

Close your eyes and lake ten deep breath s. Visualiz(; Shub· Niggurat h, the l3l<tck 
Goal of:, Tho usan d Young. directly in fronl of you. 

Shu b-Niggll nl1h was wo rshi pped by th e ancient G reeks :IS Hecate. and by 
witches as the G reat Ea rth Mot her. 

Sh ub- N igg ur<lt h ~ h ould be visua l ized as;1 cloud, :,g;l in~t a backgrou nd of fe rt ile 
eart h, !'rom wh ich hoofed feet and long tendrils protrude. 

I n the sphere of t he Elcments. Shub-Niggurath is assigncd 10 the cle ment of Earlh , 
and a~ t['o logica lly to Virgo. Capricorn and Taurus. She is a Goddess of Fertilit y. 
and all ma terial things. 

Say. (or th in k if you may be overheard): 

"1 cl.1I tht!c. Earth Mothcr, to assist mc." 

Remove the image from your mind . 
Turn and face the eastern corner. Visualize H.-stur, He who IIlust not be named, 

d ir<:clly in front of you. 
He should be visual ized Wi a great luminous mist, agai nst a background of the 

sky. 
In the sphere of the Elements, Hastu r is assigned to Air. and ast rologically to 

Gemini, Aq uari us :lIld Libra. He has innUCIlCi.Qvcr protection and offence, revenge 
and dcstruction. 

Say " loud , (or in you r head): 

" I call thee. He who ClllIIIOt be Named, to assist me," 

Remove the image from you r mind. 
Tul'Il and face the southem comer. Visual ize Yog-Soth oth , the All in One and 

O ne in All , d irectly in front of yotl. 
He should be visua lized as a ma~s of iridescent spheres noat ing above a fiery. 

vo lca nic·landsca pe. I n the sphere of the Elc tl1~ nt s. Yog-Soth ot h is assigned 10 Fire, 
and astrologically 10 Aries, Leo and Sagittarius. He has innuence over prophecy 
and secret knowledge. A 

Say (or th ink): 
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"I call thCC), I\cel)Cr of the Gatc, to assist me." 

Remove the image from your mind . 
Turn and face the western co rner. Visual ize CI hulhu, Lord of All Magic, dircctly 

in fron t of you. 
Lord Ct hu lhu shou ld be visualized as an octopus-headed humanoid, against a 

background of the sea, with batli ke wings and claws. In the sphere of the Elements, 
He is assigned to Water, and astrologically to Pisces, Scorpio and Cancer. Lord 
Ct hulhu has powcr over spirils, magic. ghosts. emot ion, and all the oc'Cult powers. 

Quietly say (or think): 

" I ca ll thCC), Lord of Magic, to assist me," 

Remove the image from you r Illind and Il lce Nort h again. Recite the following 
Invocation ~ l1 oud slowly, wit h feel ing: 

"In front of me is Earth Ellergy ; behind me is I' ire 1~ lIergy; 011 my right 
side is Air Energy; and on my Idt side is W:lter Energy. These hands, this 
mind :lIld this body shl.1I1Jc :l channel through whieh these Encrgil-s C:III 
!low." 

Now stand quietly for about two minutes, lett ing your mind wa nder as it will, 
and then open you r eyes. 

For easy reference, think or the point where you open your eyes again as " the 
C<llling" in the ritual. I shall be referring \0 the Calling later in this book. 

The instructions wi ll say: "Carry ou t the Ri tual of the Old Ones to the C;.lIing" 
and this tells you that you shou ld prepa re for the Ritual and say the words as 
explained from the initial instructions up to this poin t. 

From this point in the Ritual you always begin to C:lst a Spell o r other piece of 
magical working. You will find many different Spells and Rituals in these p:lges, 
they cover evcry possible net.'d and desire. 

Your in itial tasks arc behind you, and they get no more dini cult as you tread 
furt he r along the path to the Old Ones' embrace. 

Unlike o rdina ry Magic, there are no white or black magica l worki ngs to be 
~ound here. The Old Ones exist beyond Oll r concept of good and evil. The principles, 
Iilvocations, inca ntati ons, spells and rituals of th is magica l system elm be learned . 
mastered an d used by a nyone willing to nwke the effort and, under the correct 
Conciiti ons. work s every time without fai l.

o f lhe Old Ones. [ mention il because you may be worried by it lInt il you arc told 
il is perfL'C lly no rm al. 

You Illay feci a tingling throughou t your body. A strong itching o r tick ling may 
begin in your forehea d. wel! below the sk in. These :tfC all signs lhal your call 10 
the Old Ones is being answered . 

I3cforc you have been doing it for a fullwcck, yO ll l11ay become aW<lrc of unseen 
forces following you as you go abou t your daily amlin;. 

YOli may also find that ce rt ai n hitherto suppressed desires and impulses lhat 
you have. come rushing 10 the surface during these in itial stages of contact. 

These feel ings ,lIlel desi res arc the Old Ones freeing yOli from the chains of 
servitude imposed upon you by misgu ided beliefs in Right and Wron g. You shou ld, 
if you :Ire co nfidell l that such act ioll will not involve you ill legal entanglement s, 
give free reign to those desires :lIld impu lses. 

YOti ca n be co nlident that any l hing :llId everyth ing that happens to you d uri ng 
and a fter the Ritual are to your benefit. 

USING T H E POWE R OFTH E OLD ONES TO MAG ICALLY 
SMOOTH YOUR PATH T H ROUG H LI FE 

If you have di ligenlly stud ied ;l1ld pr:lcticed the Rit ua l o f the Old Ones, :lnd 
understa nd the elemental and ast rologic:11 associations, you arc ready to assimilate 
this arcane knowledge into a powerful nwgic:ll working. 

Th is adva nced work is sui table o nly if you have developed a h:l rlll on ic 
relationsh ip with Ihe elemental forces or the Old Ones, if yOLi have succeeded in 
calling forth Those Outside. 

Enter your cleared sp:lce and work the whole of the Ritual of the Old Ones. 
Next, f:lcc ei ther the nort hern, southern, eastern or western corn er of the roorn. 

Th e direct ion that you lhee 'will depe nd on your desire. Take three dccp bre:lths.

yOll r desire directly in front of yOIl.

Once the rillwl intention has been co mpleted. ~ay a si mple "Ihallk YUII" to the 
Old One and go about you r daily a n·airs. 

Repeat da ily un ti! the Ri tual draws you r desire to you . 
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WORK ING T H E RITUAL OFTHE OLD ONES IS SIM PLE 
AND EFFECT IVE 

That didn't hurt;1 bit, did it? Natur: ll ly. the printed page can give you little idea of 
the powerful lorccs called forth from unk nown places during the Ritual of th l! Old 
Olles. Certainly.:l s YOll become morc adept at perfo rming the Ri tua l and work ing 
with the Old Ones. you will fed their :lwcsome powers nowing through you. And 
yOU lllay actually begin to sec the Old Ones you have cal1ed down from between 
the Spheres. as !lashes o f light and spheres of iridescent colors. 

As previollsly suggested. to build lip the Power you should work the Ri tual once 
a day. More often th:111th;lt is undesirable. T he C<llling of the Old Ones should no t 
be wken ligh tly. or lor granted. 

Also you wil! bri ng much quicker result~ if YOIl work to achieve only one 
particula r desire at a ti me. When it has come to lXISS. you ca n then move on to 
;mother o ne. 

By now you wi11 no doubt havedccided what a rea of your life you wish tochangc. 
Re:Ki the vari ous Spells and Ri twlls in the following pages. and decide which one 
yOll will usc to bring lIloney. love and power rushing to you. 

T H E 'ULTOFTH EOLDONES 

Wllllt ev<: r you arc try in g to ;Iccomplish. you know that thc job wi ll gct done mueh 
more easily ;Ind ellieicn\ Iy if you can call for assistance. 

If you can lind others of li ke mind 10 join you in your magical work ings. you 
ca n grc:lIly increase your chances of success. 

Th e mo re who worsh ip the Old Ones. the greater the Power invoked . 
Keep q uiet about the cu lt 's activi ties a nd thc benefits tlwt :lre coming 10 its 

membe rs. You will fi nd that most people ou tside of the cu lt will be scared oul of 
thei r wits by it. You'l! be glad you kepI quie\.
