This time there are very few items
for the Magickal Link from outlying
bodies, so you get more of me.

On that point, there is a three months
rule for the distant bodies (Camps,
Chapters and --- with an extended grace
period --- even Lodges. If you are a
member of such a body, and you haven't
seen an item from your Lodge, Chapter
or Camp in the Magickal Link in the
last few issues, either you are a member
of a Camp attached to another body, or
your local group is about to be dropped
from the official 1isting in the back of
the Magickal Link. If you are out there,
and you want to see your Tocal group
prosper, don't just stand there. Do
something: Once a body is dromed from
the Tisting, with only a very few special

exceptions, arranged for in writing, there

will be only three months more to run
before the Lodge, Chapter or Camp is
officially closed by Grand Lodge. We
don't ask much, but we do require that
all such bodies directly responsible to
Grand Lodge maintain that responsibility
by informing the membership at large --
through the Magickal Link as to their
nature. Such items must be either typed
or drawn in solid black and white (no
grey typewriter ribbons, please). No

more than 3% inches wide (special exceptions

like the Tahuti Lodge page can be made ---
in advanch and can be graphics rather
than text ----in the case of graphics,
you do need to identify the group.

About six months ago, this rule was
inforced experimentally. We are going
to continue it starting with the Febewary
and March issues. Lapses had to do with
problems at Grand Lodge in being able to
send timely reminders ....... read on.

*

Progress at Grand Lodge ... is it
for real?

After another set-back, the Grand
Lodge correspondence and records
section is back on track. In the
December 'Link it was mentioned
that the Ty-Data Editor (which kept
the mailing 1list and handled about
50 to 200 letters a month via electronic
typing) was on its last legs. We
managed to keep it running for one extra
month by jumping twelve of its 6,000
circut pins to a Timex-Sinclair 1000
set-up. This resulted in about 28
letters and the mailing list going out
last month. The Ty-Data editor has
gone down the tubes totally. It
will be salvaged for its typewriter,
desk, cassette drives and electronic
parts.

Because of the programming work
accomplished while the Ty-Data was
spitting its last astricks, we then
had a good text and printer operator
program available. A quick trip to
a local computer shop, $380.00 and
2 % days and we are back in business
with a Gemini-10x matrix printer,

We must do without the illusion of
real typing for letters with a lot of
standard data in them, but when you
do receive a matrix-printed letter,
don't trash it. Burried somewhere in
that deathless prose for the eyes of
hundreds of other letter recepiants
is genuine new stuff, just for you!

The Gemini-10x is also capable of
printing illustrations and letterhead
--=-which most typewriters cannot
touch. OQver the next few years we will
be putting some of the shorter Libers
on magnetic media, along with oaths,
procedures and often asked for information.
Eventually this will lead to a method
of correspondence course operation that
litterly prints a book a few pages at
a time for each student. Each book will
be different and based on the rate of
learning and. special interests of each
individual student. We couldn't do it
before with pre-printed matter because
of the time required to publish in volume.
This method will work, and will grow
gradually from a small beginning about
eight months into 1984 e.v. to quite
an elaborate system.

A Brother of the Order has pledged
to pay the costs of the new printer, It
will be named after him.




" About Computers: who can play?

You can. For under $30.00 you can
get a Timex-Sinclair 1000 from any of
several mail-order houses on the East
Coast of the US. This is the nucleus
of the Grand Lodge system. It is priced
and sold almost as a toy, but it is

Titterly the most powerful handy-person's

computer module on the market. It is
fully backed up by the cheapest line
of powerful add-on modules (only by
those who do not make the basic unit,
avoid the Timex-Sinclai® add-ons 1ike
poison:) in the market. It is easy to
use and cheap to up-grade. You can add
parts to it on a welfair budget until
it out-performs the TRS80 or the Apple.
It's primary language is a simple but
deceptively powerful version of BASIC.
: At it's heart is a Z80A or B micro chip
----which has 10 times tbepower of the
chip used to run a Comodore 64, and
three times the speed. Making it play
its tricks for you is a professional
level job, however. 1If you do get one,
plan on a Memoteck 64k memory for about
$120.00 too, at some point. The other
add-ons are best purchased from CAI.
That is the pattern used with the one

at Grand Lodge, and you are fully welcome

to any software used at Grand Lodge
for free.

If you have from $200 to $300 and
want to be able to start the major

computing immediately, get a Comodore 64.

[t will cost you more than a TS1000
would by the time a TS1000 is brought
up to a high performance level, but the
Comodore 64 has about half of these
functions built in. Do not consider
a Vic 20 or any of the higher priced
computers. The Vic 20 is a deceptive
bad joke. It works better than a $30
TS100@ but it goes next to nowhere above
that level. The higher priced computers
are a doomed and defective breed. They
cannot compete with the fundamentally
more powerful cheap computers, once the
latter are built up. Radio Shack has
its line of TRS80's, and there are many
project books and modules available----
for three to five times what they would
cost to impliment on either a TS1000 or
any of the other smaller machines.

Plan on getting a printer. The
cheapest are in the $100 range. They
are adequate for making things to take

out and photocopy for permanance.

These Tow cost printers are mainly
good for making temporary memos of
results of calculations, notes to
highly forgiving people, packing slips
and programming notes, Plan on
spending $250 to $400 for a good

and cheap printer when you need one.
You don't need one when you start.

If you subscribe to Compuserve

or Source (Compuserve is better and
cheaper) you can get by forever without
having a good printer of your own.

You can send your copy to them by
hooking your computer up to the phone
Tines and have them print it for you
at 10¢ and page and a $3.00 minimum.
There are hidden expenses involved,

but no single big payment is necessary.
----except on Source, once.

If you do get a computer and modem,
you can have very good contact indeed
with Grand Lodge. We experimented
with electronic mail a few months ago,
and will return to it as soon as a few
more adjustments are ma@teto the new
computer hook up ( installing what is
known as an additional I1/0 board to
allow more flexability). For those
of you who have already been in touch
with the Grand Lodge computer e-mail
lindk-ups, we will be back in touch
regularly in late January. Soldering
bread-boards is a nasty--slow but
fascinating business.

————— Hay. w#ouldn't you like to
know what that means? Get a computer
now and avoid social disgrace later!

Seriously, these little things
are quite important. If you don't
get into computers on a personal level
in the next ten years, you are not
going to be quite as free as the rest
of us. These things are the modern
deamons. They will do anything you
can learn how to command them to do.
Anything. First there was fire, then

the wheel. then assembly-line manufacture

and now it's the computer. If you

are poor, it's because you or your
ancestors missed out on the former ones
--- or came to them late. The home
micro computer will be the single

most powerful instrument for change
and personal well-being in the present

Aeon. There are other Demons to command,



but those others are pikers for the
most part in intelligence and coopera-
tive spirit. As members of 0.T.0.,
you owe it to yourselves to gain
control over a personal demon of well
and thoroughly house-broken demeanor.
The higher mysteries are put off more
from lack of time for the necessities
of Tife than for any other reason.
Get into computers now -- a TS1000
can be had for less than a 1id.

Your HGA will kick your ass if you
don't!

If every member who owes back dues
would pay up (some of course can't
for economic reasons), We would also
have about $5,000 that we don't have
now. To put it another way, Grand
Lodge and all the other bodies of the
Order neeg funds to operate with full
services. Members who aren't up on
several years back dues will eventually
have to be contacted to be advised that
they are about to be decddred inactive.
The average dues-in arrears, aside
from Associate dues, is about $30 to
$40. Some owe quite a bit, having
taken degrees above IInd before they
were ready or willing to pay the
regular dues attached to those Degreds. |
Many of those members have helped in
other ways...initiation, project work...
Some have not. About one out of 3 or 4
is significantly behind in dues. If
you have slipped behind, you are holding
back the progress of the Order. Money
is less important thah people, but
you can only do just so much without
i£.

Support your0.T.0. It couldn't
exist at all on this plain without
you. It isn't getting the kind of
financial support that it needs to
do the kind of work it should be
doing. Crowley once wrote a poem on
the English idea of the holy and the
beautiful. That poem consisted entirely
of the word "Money" repeated endlessy.
I don't want to get that far into this
subject, but you should know that
the 0.T.0. needs:

1. Donations of $10 and up

(less also gleefuly accepted)
2. Regular payment of dues as they
acrue.

If the Order gets either #1 or #2
or a reasonable combination of both,
1. There will be consistent international
and national growth.
2. You will be able to get more services
from the Order.
3. We will be able to have a temple
that belongs to us.

If the Order doesn't get either,
it's going to be a long, cold and bleek
Aeon. How's the 80's going to cower
before a god with a patched Ureus?

Are you ready? here's the big one.
The Christians take better care of the
material needs of their church than
we do of our Order. Bleck! :

Into each 1ife some facts of same
must fall. Thelema is a new movement,
only 80 years old. New you say?

80 years? Right. 80 years in the

life span of a Religion and a Philosophy
is just into the toddler stage. Right
now the God Heru-pa-Kraat is into
literally everything---mainly taking
things apart to see if they work busted.
Great Horus is with us at times,
Ra-Hoor-Khuit overcomes all now and
then, but mostly we Thelemites are

still doing three loads of wash a day.
Is it to be despised that most of us
have a decided indécision concerning

the most probable Tocus of the vertical?
I say that it is not weakness or insig-
nificance, but the reality of beginning
that we now experience. This is the
right way of all human experience.
Without the Child there can be no

Growth to majority in the fullness of
time.

There are a few things that
cannot be Tet sTide, however. Some kids
are not really sufficiently impressed
with the possibilities of death and
pain---both for themselves and others.
Joy is the banner of life, but let that
banner be firmly held aloft. Let no
Thelemite stoop to the gross blindness
of forgetting that there are other
Thelemites. The old rituals and ways
do indeed pass away, but the new are
more like the old than they are new.
Somethings change.. Most things don't
change.  You can't assume that every
person is going to treat you right if
you don't tell them how far they can
go with"you. You can't assume that
everybody has a right to own, be or do
a particular thing. You have to figure
out your limits. You are responsible
for those Timits. You have to guard
the Temple as best you can. The other
person, Thelemite or no, has the same
job and can blow it just as wildly as
you can. We are Brothers and Sisters
as 0.T.0. members. We are also Brothers
and Sisters as Thelemites. 0.T7.0. is
not Thelema. 0.T.0. is property, owned
by the members of 0.T.0. and by the
invisibles that watch at the initiations.
Thelema is the grander thing, the state
of the Aeon. Thelema cannot be owned,

though it can be lived. It can be
the True master of 0.T.0.

Those were the thoughts and the
ideals, abstractions if you will,
Here are some facts:
1. When our members brought 0.T.0.
into activity in Australia and New Zealand
a few years ago, they found several other
groups there who said they were 0,T.0.
None of them proved out. One of those
groups practiced sexual compulsion on
their new members,
2. Back in the late '60's a false lodge
in Southern California said it was 0.T.0.
They were caught in felony child abuse
--the "boy in a box" case,
3. When Motta's "S,0.T.0." sued a
publisher of Grant and Erowley in
England about a year ago, they lost their
bid to control the Crowley copyrights.
The Director of Motta's $.0.T.0. in
England resigned from his post and
was later aprehended, tried and sentenced
for possession of incendiary materials
in conjunction with a fire-bombing
threat against that publisher,
4. Motta has published many of Crowley's
works, yet he got that material from
the Humanities Research Center in Austin
Texas, not from a collection of his own.
That Center requires an agreement not
to publish. Some of that Material Motta
got from us, right out of our copyrighted
Newsletters. No big thing. It's crude
not to ask. But, Motta also blackened
the reputations of Grady, Dr. Regardie,
two ladies of the Order ofhonerable age,
and no end of younger folk. He is probably
the only person on the planet to attack #
Gerald Yorke in print, a man who is Jjust i%%
about the only reason Crowley survived
as a “literary figure in late life. Mr.
Yorke died in his 80's too soon to redeem
his reputation from an unjust blow.
Mr. Motta, 1ike the others, is not 0.T.0.
He does not own the name, the lamin or
the works. He can't. He s not a member.
5. Mr. Grant was a member. It may be
that he thinks he still is. Is he harmless?
In himself certainly. Frankly I Tike
the gentleman. He has not slandered,
assulted or done worse than pixilated
anyone as far as I know. He writes well
in his own style. We wish him well. BUT
we cannot sit by while he goes on endlessly
confusing English Law as to the actual
Crowley 0.T.0. Let Grant be Quter Head
of the 0.T.0. of Typhon. No problem,
Since the mid 1950's, he has not been
a member of Ordo Templi Orientis. He is
a Thelemite or the branch of a Thelemic
Tree. By Grant, Motta and“Symonds the
issue is clouded. Let the Sun come out!

& Editorial

Ordo Templi Orientis has come back
from near extinction in the last

six years. From a lTow of about L a
dozzen members and nho official bodies
in early 1977 e.v. the Order has grown
to more than 750 members and 50 Lodges
Chapters and Camps. This is wonderful;
but more is needed than simple growth
in size,




The loss of those years from the
early '50's to the mid 70's is most
seriously felt in one thing: An
erosion of the sense of tradition and
community. Now that 0.T.0. is back
from the edge of death as a continuous
organization, we must work to improve
the health --- mental, social and
functional --- of the Order. Here are
some of the problems and some solutions.
The Middle Degrees: This was the
first to go, failing (yes, no euphemisms,
FAILING!) even before Crowley's death
in 1947 e.v. Time between Degrees,
most notably Minerval to First and
Third to Ninth, was shortened below a
necessary minimum; even actually
eliminated in the Minerval to First, No
one argueg that some individuals might
not be granted a guick passage upward
for reasons of utility to the Order ---
but this is always a disservice to the
rapidly adWanced member. It can only be
Jjustified from the view point of
"cannon fodder" --- members advanced
to fill a necessary function in the Order,
with no regard for the damage done to
those individual members. Such members
always experience excessive stress, miss
most of the external benefits of member-
ship and at the very least, one gut of
three either leaves the Order, has a
stress rejated discase or both. Those
who do z.- i R o o
"walking woungec” tor a major portion
of their lives. A very f ew of the rapid
promotions yield the strongest members in
Degree possible. Frankly, in times of
proper function of the Order, the
advantages to the Order of rapid promo-
tion of a few members to fill convenience
positions are simply not worth it to the
Order --- and are disasterious to the

members, both as a whole and as individuals.

A1l the 0.7.0. members from the Jatter
part of Crowley's 1ife were subjected

to such rapid promotion at ieast once.
A1l surviving members from that period
show unmistakable signs of the pain and
suffering such rapid promotion always
causes. It is here stated that the chief
reason for the near death of the Order
was no more or less than this rapid )
promotion policy. Today, because of this
historic error, we have no middie degree
management level in the Order, We are

on the brink of the great experiment of
reconstructing the Middle Degree

Governmental Bodies. The Senate and
Electorial College have been passed into
activation, starting with the Atumnal
Equinox. This is the first level of the
old plan for internal operation of the
Order. These Vth Degree groups are
intended to take on most of the manage-
ment of the Tower Degree Triad and even-
tually much of the outer functional work
of the Order,

For the time being, these two bodies,
the Senate and the Electorial College,
will be staffed by roughly % IXth Degree
(rapidly promoted to the Jeve] on the
most part several years ago --- as was
then necessary to restart initiations
world-wide and to fill the highest manage-
ment and legislative posts) who have
also received the Vth Degree througn
normal and unaccellerated advancement
from Minerval up to that Degree. The
other half will be pure Vth Degree members
(roughly %, that is) who have not been
subjected to acceleration. A meeting of
the Vth Degree is planned for about August
of this year to develop the first,
supervised operations of these bodies,
Gradually, the supervision will be retracted
and these bodies will take the full weight
of the Man of Earth Triad, Preper
hierarchy will be retained, with the
Supreme Council (the body of trusteeship
of the IXth Degree and the Board of
Directors of the American 0.T.0.) reviewing
operations, receiving recommendations
and inspecting through the officers of
the Order. . The Grand Officers and the
Caliph have roles of inspection, ombhuds-an-
ship and specialized veto, in accord with
the provisions of the Blue Equinox.

Review of such
proposed membership advancement can
start after one year in Fourth, but
the Caliph has only granted one out of
ten such proposed l-year advances so far,
Noone will automatically advance to the
Vth Degree. If your local Lodge Master
or Mistress requests your resumee before
you have spent two years in IVth, be
honored., Don't be disappointed if your
resumee does not result in action for




a year or more. In this there is no
delay. In this there is a specific need
to watch the latter development of the
IVth Degree member for signs that the

Vth Degree potential is developing.

How 01d is this policy? Three days.

How Tong will it take before the Caliph
sees your resume? The first group of
seven were reviewed by him in the Supreme
Council of the Order within one week of
their arrival here. Three passed his
review. Four others will be reviewed

for passage again after six months and
after one year. At present, there are
aproximately 15 to 20 IVth Degree's

who should expect to have perhaps six

to seven of their number raised by invita-
tion to the portal of the Vth Degree
initiation in the course of the next

12 months., Of that number, perhaps three
will not receive the invitation until

the latter part of this decade. Perhaps
one will not recejve it at all---this 1is
not a judgement on individuals, but an
attempt to convey the expectations you
should hold regarding the Degree by
proportion alone. Certainly, no comment

is intended toward the seven fine candidates

who were most recently proposed.

If you are below the IVth Degree,
rest assured that the door to the Vth
Degree will not be closed against your
age as it was against the age of the 40's
The odds of getting into the degree may
open or tighten a bit, but not by much,

Preferment will be given to those who
show by their deeds a necessary maturity,
without undo conservatism; and an under-
standing of this committment:

He can delegate his
authority, which'I have done freely
giving kharters to Initiate, etc.

Peovle-will give more if they get some-
thing in return. Asking for handouts is lim-
ited in effectiveness, especially amoung
Thelemites who to resent such methods.

Jjust asked people for §5. It was more fun too.

(4) OBSERVE THE METHODS USFD BY OTHER NON-
PROFIT GROUPS, AND SHARE YOUR INSIGHTS

It's just that we tend to
call a spade a harbor dredge sometimes.
This is necessary to get attention after
the fifth hour of debate.

Blemishes: The Mamscript is in excellent
condition considering that it is B0 years
old, that Crowley lost it under a pair of
slds in the attic of Boleskine House for
10 years, tut was obviously not "wrapped
in silk" or otherwise treasured all that
time, The 1st page of Chapter I is very
dark, indicating the Manuscript may have
been left lying around in the sunlight
carelessly over time. The 2nd page is al-
most as dark, but the rest of the Manu=
script is buff as indicated. On the first
page of Chapter II there is an enormous
stain, looks waxy buff, as if someone had
used for a ritual at one time. Above it
is a note in pencil (not in A.C.%s hand-
writing) saying it is not to be removed.

may well have been one of the most
notable voices of her day in Austria
under the name E1ly Aszkanasy---,

Karl Germer's military history and
documents of his victumization in a Nazi
Concentration Camp, a complete set of
clear seal impressions of the Order in
the Reuss--Kelner days------ the Tist
goes on and on.

What did Tom Whitmore do with all this?
Did he take it out and sell it to the
professional contacts he had met in his
profession as a book sell er? Did he junk
it with the trash lake most people would do?

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v Late in the evening on May 30th, I
received a phone call from Josh Gordon,
an Order member notable for his support
of the electronic and physical needs of
the Order (the contact page is printed
on the Star Gemini 10x he bought for us).
Josh told me to set down before he

said what he had to say. The rest is
history! Josh, Tom and Deborah came
over that night with a few samples and
the 1st Chapter of Liber AL. We exchanged
credentials and had a lovely visit

—-- at least I think so, my mind didn't
really stop saying "this is Liber AL"
for several days--- Arrangements were
made to contact Dr. Regardie to have
him advise Tom on the proper course of
action. Francis came through like the
trouper he is, and the whole MS was in
Grady's hands and the bank vault the
next day!

How did this come to be? A study
of the materials with the MSS and some
research gave us most of the pieces.

After the break-in following Karl's
death, Shasha became very hard to reach.
She was elderly and in very poor health.

For reasons that have to do with isolation, THEE

the horror of racial and political
persecution and just plain old fashion
gosip, Shasha had decided that every
Thelemite in 300 miles was out to get her.
She simply could not protect the
material. She had tried to recognize
Metzger as the one to come after Germer,
but had been legally stopped in her
attempt to dispose the Order's property
in that direction by Mellenger ---- he
had the legal power to prevent this
decision by Shasha in the total absence
of .any decision by Karl Germer, and by
the text of Germer's Last Will and
Testiment. Shasha was too elderly to
continue the probate. She was too
aleinated from anyone in the Order who
could help her locally. She simply

gave up. Later, in the 70's, she passed
away. When the Corner investigated, he
may have emptied her desk of these

things we have now, in the attempt to
find assetts and family. There is
circumstantial evidence that he held

this material for a time after Grady,
Helen and Phyllis had represented the
Order to obtain the archive. Somehow

the MS of Liber AL remimined un-identified
amoung what seemed personal effects.
Grady Helen and Phyllis remainéd unaware

ot this material 1n the 70's.

f They
simply weren“t told that additional
property belonging to the Order was
being held. We now believe that the
Cororner or his deputy simply returned
the_ma;eria1 to the empty house after
finishing with it. The house was bought.
The new owners would have found this
material, and w ould have known that it
had been the property of the Germers.
It would mean little to them. HNow
we jump ahead to 1978 e.v. The Order is
starting up again in Berkeley, still
very small and with next to no funds.
A young man came by, saying that he was
a ng1ghbor of the Germers, and that his
family had some old checks and Junk
of no value that belonged to them.
We understood that the family was
connected to local authorities, and
seemed to have no desire to release the
material. The young man stopped comming
ﬁround, and our efforts to recover the
junk" became hopeless. It is possible
but not certain that these events are
a}] a part of the story of the wandering
Liber AL MS. We can guess, but that's all.

And that is what
we Reserves kmew. How to move it when the
adrenal rush of being “scarsd shitless in
combat® hits. We had been thru the meat
grinder, Normandy to N#irnberg, The 'Canal
Anzio. A vital wisdom to be passed on in
America's foareign wars....of courss we




only thought in terms of constitutional
wars in those days. And how many guys
have gone down since then? Vietnam: the
10 Years War. "Farewell, Mother, I'm off
to the 100 Years Warl" Lebanon, Grenada,
A1l Presidential adventures, Machiavelli
all over again, "Well, Prince, if you
have unrest at home, start a foreign war,."
Kennedy had blown his public image as

"the Statesman" w/the Bay of Pigs fiasco
by denying air supvort after he had OKed
the assault boats going in, So he started
sending "Advisers" to Viet Nam. Johnson
escalated it, All Presidential policy. But
Congress never declared War, All they did
was vote the money. So now we have Imper-
1al Presidents who can draft our young men
like Heasian peasants & send them off to
foreign wars for fun & TV coverage., Viet
Nam was such a popular atrocity they are
re-running it in case you missed it the
firat time.

Personally I got brokem out of the Reser=
ves the hard way. In 1963ev I was pulling
Reserve Duty one night a month with Mob-
ilization Designation Detachment No, 26,
Office of Comptroller of the Army, The
Pentagon, when the word came down., The
Secty of Defensze's computers had found a
very significant factor in the national
economy .There was & whole ocean of War II
Reservists coming up for Retirement, That
meant money. Not much...Reserve Retire-
ment pay is 5 fraction of that for Regu-
lars. So to hell w/that nice old Colonel
of 20 years ago. "Fire them bsfore they
can retire." So an impossible set of
rules were set up. When I told Col, Sol
Rudell, my Commanding Officer in Mob Des
26, but during the day a GS-15, Army Bud-
get: Plans & Review,..he had a top level
office w/an inside view of the courtyard
«ssr0al Executive Turf...he blew up.
"OGrady, for God's sakes appeal, you're my
replacementf" It wasn't until then it hit
me, As a Major I was the youngest guy in
the outfit. A1l the rest were Lt Cols or
Colonels up for retirement. So I appealad
It went thru 5 tiers of Return-by-Indorse
ment. It went everyplace. To Indiantown
Gap. To 2nd Army, Ft. Meade. The Pentagon
Back to Meads, etc., But it all came down

to one thing, 3rd Indorsement, ",,.there
no evidernce that he was actively pursuing
military education (leading to Lt Col)
which could have been completed ? 12 Dec
1962.* The magick date. So I took my

Retired Reserves & said to hell w/
it. But you would not believe the educa=
tion I got on how the Pentagen works on
the inside. :

But the ones who really got the axe were
the "manufactured" Vets, Viet Nam, Con-
gress never declared war, Our national
security was riot at stake. Ho would have
made an excellant Nationalist barrier
against the Chinese just as they are now.
What was the problem? A1l I got from it
was an 111 wind, On Jan 1 198Lev I was
dropped from California's MEDI-CAL rolls,
at the age of 6L, & just before my Euro-
pean trip, but the Vietnamese immigrants
were kept in % even told how to fill out
the form: "Neu van can thong-dich-vien
vin lien-lac vol nguoi can-su xa-hoi etc!

Just now, we can't
perform initiations there because we
don't have enough money to put up a
wall. --- We will jury rig something
for October, but it's a down right shame
that Crowley's birthday cannot be celebra-
ted properly in Grand Lodge Temple
because some members have not felt it
important enough to keep up their dues.
Yes, some brothers and sisters are hard-up;
but most can easily pay an amount
comperable to one month's phone bill,
It's easy to let things slide, but now
is not the time.

By estimates, Motta's SOTO backers

and if Thelema falls into the hands of
the one "least likely," don't blame
anybody but the one's who promised to

pay their dues and didn't----by November.
As Grand Treasurer General, it's my job
to be paranoid, my duty in fact; but this
time there are real wolfs out there.

I will manage a quarterly billing, come
hell or high water. In the name of
freedom, in the name of the 0.7.0.,
please pay those bills! The Order has
possession of Liber AL, the original MS.
This is a mark of the favor of the gods.
Such favor is always removed from the
unworthy. The gods have done their shair
and now it's up to us. We must be willing

to fight in the cause of freedom and in
the cause of the gods. lle all swore to
do that. Be thankful that the battle is
in the legal arena, and not on the field
of blood.

who have responded to the dues billing, the
thanks of all of us here at Grand Lodge.
Thanks especially are due to those who have
added donations to their renewals. We have
a long way to go before the Order is out of
danger. Figuring from the dues outstanding
against the dues paid, nearly 85% of the
members who owed dues last month have still
delaid payment. Although that isn't as bad
as it sounds, it is still a serious problem.
Host 0.T7.0. members pay a month or two ahead
of their anniversaries, or set up initiation
in good time. Of the total membership,

72% are current with their dues. The re-
maining 28% average $60.00 and more than a
year behind in dues. This has gone on for
quite a while, and only lately has Grand
Lodge been able to do anything about it. .
There are about 900 members in the 0.T.0.

at this time. About 650 members are current
and about 250 members are behind in dues.

In the book Biomedical Enginering sttemsa, Chapter 7 is a

major work entitled "Toward A View of Man," by Manfred Clynes,
Clynes is a medical doctor working at the Research Center in
Rocimman State Hospital, Orangeburg, New York. This work is
considered a breakthrough in the fields of psychology and
medicine, known today as the field of psychobiclogy (bio=
cybernetics).

Clynes took a number of volunteers and shaved their heads,
placing a series of electrodes in rosette patterns or var-
ious regions of the brain, These included the temporal,
frontal lobe section and oceipital region. In this way,
not only were brain frequencies monitored, but directional
shifts in these frequencies could also be determined by
the geometry of the electrodes on the skull.

The original purpose of Clynes' work was to find how pre=-
cision and order exist’'in brain processes; to discover what
is inherently programmed in man and how he might make use
of these inherent programs,

These individuals were given a number of images (form) and
colers to concentrate on while their brain was monitored
by computers. Recording from opposite pairs of electrodes
simltaniously, he obtained views of the electrical active
ity from different angles: mathematically, a spacial dif-
ferentiation of the electrical vector. What was happening
literally was a mapping of consciousness, 4 number of
very important observations were made:

1. Certain gualities and relationships were of
greater importance to the computer than such quantitative

factors such as intensity. This meant that the brain's
systems of identification are based on differences, rather
than intensity of the signal.

2. Thin lines were found to produce character-
istic evoked potentials, irrespective of size. The form
is transduced into another form in the brain space time
which can be measured. There is a one-to=-cne correspondence
between visual form of the stimulus, the response form in
the brain, and the perception.

This is, perhaps, the first physical descrivtion of the field
of an archetype, It is a geometrical structuring and has
unigueness,

3. The process of inhibition is as important for
transducing the external world as is excitation, Concentra=-
ting cn specific lines of geometry does not constitute the
changing stimulus, but their steady presence systematically
and radically alters the response to another changing stime
ulus,

4. Changes in intensity of a single color produce
very simple response shape. Light and darkness (as opposites)
show no evidence of being different values of the same vari-
able., Rather, they seem to be the result of stimulating and

also of inhibiting different Teceptors. Thus, the evoked
potentials to light and darkness in no way may be said to
be positive and negative, respectively. White, for example,
appears in this view as the result of mutual inhibition of
color,

5. These experiments clearly imply an inherent
form of organization and not a random learning of nerve nets.
It is possible to mentally recognize and perceive the stim-
ulus within the first portion of the evoked potential, Por-
tions responding (in the brain) which occur later than 0.3
Sec, are seen as systematic processes, or tuned circuits to
those responses to specific in-coming stimulus. This is a
form of resonance in the brain to specific geometry. This
could alsc lead to the formation of memory.

6. Every perception has a unique counterpart as
a space-time code form in the brain. These space=time shapes
are evidence of relationships between the external world and
its representation in the brain. They act like keys to "un-
lock" specific parts of our brain, often being observed
below psychological threshold levels ( subliminal),

Clynes literally mapped fields in the human brain., A com=
puter was able to identify and reproduce those geometrical
figures from what that human was concentrating on, either
2s a geometrical form or color, The individual did not
even have to look at the pattern but simply concentrate

"in his mind's eye," A standing wave means that the wave
is not changed, but is holding itself steady in one certain
geomstrical thought.

An archetype may then be seen as a specific geometrical
system of standing waves occur: g in the brain as a space-
time shape ('"key"), i

In living organisms, opposites receive their structure of
symnetry from particular combinations of spacial and temporal
aspects. Like reins on a horse, each of the opposites of
the physiological pair has its own rlace. The geometric
property makes them capable of being opposites, The activ-
ity of each arm determines the quantity; the spatial iden-
tity of the rein determines the quality. There is no mone
tonic (or linear) transition from one to the other passing
through zero.

I would not goad you, Frater Homo
Homini Deus, but the fact that your Acting
Lodge Master tells me he seldom hears from
you, renders absurd that license to: "Con-
ditionally approve your" - my - "request
for an Encampment outside of the direct
supervision of Phoenix Lodge". I Tz Ch -
L T I s” charter is three paragraphs long,
the introductory paragraph heing a single
declarative sentence, the concluding para-
graph consisting of one declarative sen-
tence preceded by the exclamation, "Magick
is for All!". The body of the document,
its kernel, states the function of I Tz -
Ch L. T I in only two sentences. In fact
this deliberate circumlocution has become
as long as the charter itself. What of-
fends me about the two page document I had
to sign in May of 1983 to be allowed on
the contact sheet of the Link, is not the
delay that it caused buf its verbosity.
Essentially a reiteration of the ocath of a
Man and a Brother reworked to emphasize my




respensibilities to Phoenix Lodge and its
Master, the first twelve points must be
credited with being a fine example of Pax
Templi. But, the final point has a very
strained relationship with the Thelemic-
Masonic ethic of the 0.T.0. "Agree that
Phoenix Lodge Master holds right of ab-
solute termination by which this license
to operate an Encampment of 0.T.0. in
Québec may be altered, amended or revoked
without prior notice, upon his own author-
ity, and further, that should such license
be revoked, any charters issued from an-
other province of 0.T.0. authorizing work
in Québec shall be null and void". It
makes the only condition for the operation
of my Encampment your approval.

Having "Consolidated my feces" as
Fra. Daemon Magus of Twin Star Camp puts
it, I wish to evoke point nine, "Agree to
refer any irresolvable dispute to the
judgment of the Electoral College of the
Senate, or such higher body as may be
concerned, and to abide by such judgment'.
To my knowledge the Electoral College of
the Senate does not exist as yet, but by
exposing this dispute in the pages of the
Link any higher bodies will be informed
simultaneously with the membership. I
demand of those bodies that point thirteen
be disallowed so that my license may not
be arbitrarily "Altered, amended or re-—
voked without prior notice". Sadly very
sadly, the lack of trust between you and
1, Homo Homini Deus, makes this dispute of
the past three years irresolvable. During
thier recent visit my frater and soror
from Edmornton saw for themselves that
Phoenix Lodge c¢xists on paper alone. It
was on the strength of that hriefcase full
of paper that you successfully petitioned
the Caliph to make you His representative.
This would be plainly fraudulent if it
could be honestly said that your intent
was to defraud the 0.T.0. of its responsi-
bilities in Canada. It is within the con-
text of that-eloud of other documents that
I view your posture in my license. My
continued silence about this cutrage or
any further private argument would only
abet this pettiness. Should the adjustment
be in my favor I request that it bo au-
thorized in quadruplicate and forwarded to
I Tz Ch I, T I Encampment, Nephthys Chap-

ter, Phoenix Lodge and the Supreme Council
of Ordo Templi Orientis so that it may be
affixed to all extant copies of my li-
cense.

This report was started right after
the Autumnal Eguinox; it is now the middle
of November. Sitting on t ils piece for a
while has strengthened my conviction that
it is better to spit out the lemon I have
been sucking than it is to continue to
make sour jokes. The more I study and
meditate the less fitting it seems that
the 0.T.0. should be the object of ridi-
cule. So, after having learned as much as
I cared to about low magick by celebrating
the turning of the seascns with some local
pagans, I decided last fall to pick up my
proper tools and go back to work. When the
Lodge membership was called together this
spring to build a Temple, myself, having
heard indirectly, and seven other persons
answered. Money was collected and the
basement of Café Thelléme as well as some
gyp-rock, paint, curtains, furniture, car-
peting and labour were donated. If I had
not mentioned that in a letter I sent with
some back dues to Nephthys Chapter, my
visitors would not have known were to go
when they first arrived in Montr&l. To my
knowledge nothing is now being done with
the Phoenix Lodge Temple. I am curious to
see if they will even report in the Decem-
ber Link now that it has been requested.

I would like to thank Christine Stew-—
art for her fine typesetting of my last
report, also whoever it was on the Link
staff who typed out my first report.
Thanks to my Osborne Ones’ new printer I
will be able to correspond more and have
galley proofs of my De Arte Magica and
A Novellissim files to work from. Capital
permiting, reprints of these works by
Crowley will will soon be available.

Fr. Homo Homini Deus, and ordered him

to require it --- by virtue of my office
of Grand Treasurer General. Frater

HHD had proposed milder accords, but I
interceeded to cause this more strict
wording. Maybe I was wrong. I don't
think so. One factor is overlooked

in the above report. Phoenix Lodge is
not just another Lodge. Phoenix is

the established Lodge of Quebec.

That establishment is by filing with

the government. The Lodge is responsible
for coordination of the 0.T.0. official
groups in the Province. In this respect,
along with Amon-Ra of Ontario and

( if filing goes well) with Nepthis of
Alberta, Phoenix has some of the powers
and responsibilities of a fractional
Grand Lodge of CANADA. These responsi-
bilities include protection in law of the
name and emblems of the Order. Since
this Camp, although relatively independant,
is Jocated in Quebec, it would be operating
in open violation of the Law of the Land,
3f no accord existed. The revocation
clauses in the accord must be there to
insure retention of the rights to the
Order's name and emblems---this is most
important now in view of the Motta case
and in view of other attempts to sieze
our nane and signs in CANADA. 1t isn't
confortable, to be sure, but it is neces-
sary. Arbitrary invocation of the cancel-
lation provision by Phoenix would be
over-turned by order of Grand Lodge., No
such cancellation is expected.

This is all to do things in "a
businesslike way." I am sorry that it
was missinterpreted. 1 do respect
Frater Dracoala's work. I did do this,
not Frater Homo Homini Deus. He is
innocent of this intention.

He has
been struggling to find one for over
a month and a half. In the mean time
he has appointed several assistants
to beg in taking on the many duties
under his office. An announcement in
the next column relates to that.

The Grand Secretary General should

be able to begin his new duties some-
time in December, but these Assistants
will continue to function--for

better service to the membership.

Because of space limitations, it
has been necessary to drop
non-reporting bodies from the official
list without prior notice. This may
be changed to a limited extent. By
not printing the official 1ist and the
products advertisement page every issue,
we will be able to extend the list to
more than one page. That's why there
is no such list this issue.

The letter below is a codicel to Crowley's last will and testiment. Crowley

had willed his copyrights and litterary effects to the 0.T7.0., but he had a baby

boy to think of. In his last years he had fathered 1ittle Aleister Ataturk McAlpine.

The boy was a physical son, not a strictly magickal one. In 0.T.0., titles do

not go by family. The magickal child is quite another thing entirely. Aleister

Ataturk would not therefore be remarkable in any way by virtue of his birth. He

could not look anymore than anyone else to become the head of 0.T.0. or an important

Thelemite leader. Crowley had nothing to leave him for his welfare and up-bringing.

There is a little known provision in the 1917 e.v. constitution to the Order.

The 0.T.0. is responsible, to the extent that it is able, to protect and raise

the orphans of the members of the Order. This is usually taken to mean that

individual members will comforward as they are able to do this task of love and
fostering. In the older
plans for the Order, there
was an intention to protect
all unwed mothers and their
children who came to the

R'A Order for that protection.
This was in the Reuss days.
