'"""'"' "" more spiritual way. "Tides of time" is a cliched phrase, but it is 

also an accurate one. The heavenly bodies, mcluding the one upon which 

we stand, move in their courses. Ebb and flow-flux and reflux. The ener­

gies stream around us and through us. Nothing stands still except perhaps 

us, as we pause to contemplate our place in the cosmos. If we are in tune 

with these energies, we can perceive them. We are then able to notice their 

effects on us, on others, and on the natural world. If we are adept enough, 

or possess the requisite knowledge, we can utilize the powerful energies of 

these tides to empower our magick and rituals. 

One of my most cherished childhood possessions was a toy globe. It 
was just a dented tin thing with bright blue oceans and garishly colored 

countries, but around its base it had concentric circles that marked the 

seasons, the houses of the Zodiac, the months, and so on. I spent a lot 

of time studying that globe and doing what I now know was meditating 

upon its meaning. 

As an adult, I heard the call of the Goddess and began following the 

Wiccanreligion. \Viccans see the year as a wheel, ever turning, and this 

made perfect sense to me. When Wiccans speak of the Wheel of the Year, 

we generally mean the solar cycle, the Earth's annual voyage around the 

Sun, and the eight sabbats with which we celebrate that voyage. The year 

is actually composed of many interlocking wheels, however. Those who 

practice magick do well to learn and remember this. All of these cycles 

influence the natural world, and we can use them to enhance our magick 

and rituals.

be used in many other ways. Perhaps the most important of these is to 

understand and use the Principle of Correspondences. 

Corredpondenced 

"As above, so below," 

This basic metaphysical principle means that everything in the Universe 

is connected, that the macrocosm influences the microcosm. All things 

and beings share atoms that are in constant motion. Nothing ever actually 

stands still. Nothing is truly separate or distinct. Everything is connected, 

but some things are more connected than others. 

The Principle of Correspondences is also called the Law of As­

sociation. Correspondences are magickal shortcuts, direct links between 

things. Knowledge of them is extremely useful, because they help to 

achieve results. 

Correspondences are a particular interest of mine. and I have been 

researching them for a long time. I am fascinated by how they have been 

applied in so many cultures. faiths. and traditions throughout history. 

From Mesopotamia to China, from Nabatea to Ireland, and from In­
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dia to the New World, we find magickal correspondences. There is often 

wide agreement, but with variations for local climate, fauna, and flora. 

Sometimes there are cultural or religious differences. \Vhatever the case, 

all correspondences are powerfUl, and you can make use of them to in­

crease the effectiveness of your workings. 

Here, we will briefly discuss ways to incorporate correspondences. 

Planets 

In classical correspondences "planets" mean the seven heavenly bodies 

that our ancestors could observe with the naked eye: Jupiter, Mars, Mer­

cury, Saturn, Venus, the Moon, and the Sun. The remote planets and even 

major asteroids also affect everything with their vibrations, but here we 

will confine ourselves to r1lOse heavenly bodies about which the most lore 

has been accumulated. 

Knowing which planet has dominion over a time period or an in­

tent affclrds the opportunity to utilize that planet's correspondences in a 

working (see Hours, p. !O2). It can help in deciding things such as which 

angels to evoke for a ritual, what flowers to use, or appropriate items to 

add to a spell bottle. 

Elements 

The elements recognized by most traditions are are Earth, Air, Fire, and 

Water. As with the planets, knowing which have dominion over 

particular intentions or time periods affords the opportunity to utilize 

their correspondences in workings. Here are some basic examples:

Metals 

You may incorporate metal by your choice of tool for a working-an iron 

cauldron or a copper wand. You may instead reflect it in altar furnishings 

like a brass brazier or silver candlesticks. Many different types of objects 

can be used-copper pennies that you add to a charm bag, or jewelry like 

a necklace or platinum ring that you wear during a ritual. 

Stones 

You can incorporate a stone by wearing it during a working, such as an 

necklace or a pearl brooch. You may instead place the stone on 

the altar, usmg a large crystal, an amethyst sphere, or a dish of turquoise 

pieces. Small stones can be used in many ways, for instance to encircle 

candles while spells are cast, or to weave into witch's ladders. 

Animals 

Real animals, as well as mythical creatures like basilisks and unicorns, are 

included in this category. The best results are obtained from workings that 

do not harm animals. Items that have been acquired without causing harm 

have no negative vibrations that can make your magick go awry. For this 

reason, images of animals are widely employed instead of actual creatures.

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You can wear things like ceramic scarabs and carved stone fetishes 

on necklaces, for example, or add similar items to medicine pouches. Al­

ternatively, you can place images of creatures-such as wood carvings or 

clay sculptures-on altars during workings. You can use representations 

of animals to decorate clothing-for example, a phoenix kimono or a 

dragon T-shirt that you wear during a working. Magickal tools can also 

represent animals, like a serpentine wand, or bear images of animals, like 

a knife with a lion on its handles. 

You can also incorporate items provided by animals, such as feathers, 

into your workings. This means only using things that animals have shed 

naturally, like fur or snakeskin, or cast off death, like seashells. You 

can place shark's teeth or cat hairs into spell bottles, for instance. 

Plants 

Here are a few examples of the myriad ways that plants can be used 

magickally. Dried flowers and herbs can be added to wax when candles 

are made, or ground and added to magickal powders, Fresh flowers can 

be used to decorate altars and ritual spaces, or woven into chaplets or 

garlands to wear during workings. Seeds and dried herbs can be added to 

mojo bags. \Vood that is appropriate to a working could be used to kindle 

a ritual fire for it. 

Creativity and imagination are your only limits, except to use com­

mon sense. Do not work with plants to which you are allergic. Toxic 

plants such as henbane or poison hemlock are better avoided. If a plant 

is illegal where you live, find a magickal substitute for it and use that 

instead. In this book, poisonous or dangerous substances will be marked 

with the icon :1:. The best magickal results are generally obtained when 

a working mcorporates only those plants which correspond to its intent, 

or to its timing.

Fungi 

Fungi can be used in the same way as plants. You can add dried mush­

rooms, for example, to spell botdes and charm bags. You can safely avoid 

poisonous fungi by only using fungi that are sold as food. 

Incense 

Burning an appropriate incense can greatly empower a working. You can 

burn a vanilla joss stick, toss frankincense tears onto a brazier, smolder 

dragon's blood resin on a charcoal disk, or burn a cone of sandalwood 

incense or a dried branch of rosemary. The method is not important. 

What matters is that the incense correspond to the intent or the timing 

of the ritual, spell, or other magickal working. 

Charms 

A charm is an object that is incorporated into a working. It can be honey 

or an egg you eat, milk or wine you drink, ambergris incense you burn, 

almond oil or musk cologne you use for anointing, a piece of driftwood 

you add to a fire, a tool you use, or something you wear. A charm may 

also take the form of an image or an item you place on an altar, at the 

center of a ritual circle, or elsewhere. I provide a great variety of charms 

in this book. 

Deities 

Invocation is an appeal to a higher power. Gods and/or goddesses can be 

invoked to empower magick. This is especially true when they are specific 

to a working, or to the auspicious time for it. This book can be used to 

determine whom it is appropriate to invoke at any given time. When a 

deity has a relevant title, it is provided in parentheses after his or her 
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name. An example of this is Juno (Light of Heaven), a tide for that 

Roman goddess in her solar aspect. 

Invocation may be voiced or psychic, formal or informal-whatever 

seems correct to you. Remember that it is always polite to show respect 

and thank deities after you have called upon them. 

Evocations 

You can also appeal to lesser beings than deities for help in magick and 

rituals. These include angels, demigods, heroes, nymphs, and other 

mythological figures. These beings are evoked rather than invoked, Simply 

saying their names aloud and sincerely requesting their assistance is usu­

ally suHicient. With this book, you can identity appropriate entities to 

evoke for workings at specific times.

A Ritual for Justice 

Let us suppose that you and the members your metaphysical circle 

are concerned about justice being done in an impending murder triaL 

You discuss it and decide to hold a ritual to influence the trial's outcome.

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A Spell to Banish Negativity 

Imagine that meditation has helped you to identify a negative pattern 

that you keep repeating in your life. You are determined to banish this. 

A friend has given you a Banishing Spell that you think will be good, but 

you must choose a time to cast it. You check Part 4, and note these cor­

respondences for Banishing:

The spell does not mention other 

props, so you refer to this book's correspondences for sunset. With their 

aid, you decide to burn purple candles and jasmine incense while you cast 

the spell. You also decide to invoke Dusk Zorya and request her help with 

the banishing.

Imagine that you were injured in an accident. You have had all appropriate 

medical treatment but want to help your healing go quickly, and go well.

You have many choices. A large gash in your leg is the injury that WOf­

ries you the most. Evening is the most convenient time for you to work, 

so you decide to cast your spell the first hour after sunset on the next 

Monday. 
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You decide to make a charm bag, empower it for healing, and carry 

it until you are fully recovered from the accident. That is when you will 

enchant it. 

Referring to this book's correspondences for Monday, you get a small 

white muslin bag and add a silver cord as its drawstring. You had already 

decided to fill the bag with dried healing herbs from your magickal sup­

plies, but now you add some crystal chips, two dimes, and two drops of 

menstrual blood that your girlfriend has kindly provided. 

On that Monday evening, you don a silver ring and a heavy silver 

bracelet, and prepare your altar. Upon it, you place a pair of pearly white 

candles in silver candlesticks, a large sphere of clear quartz crystal, and 

two coconut incense sticks in a holder that is inlaid with mother-of-pearl. 

At the center of the altar, you make a circle of willow twigs, and you put 

your charm bag in the middle of that. 

You have not written a spell. Instead, you light the incense and candles, 

call quarters, raise power, and cast a magick circle. You speak sincerely to 

the Great Mother and ask Her to help you to heal. You hold your charm 

bag over the incense smoke to suffume it, and empower it with your spell's 

intent. You promise the Goddess that you will carry the charm bag with 

you, and sleep with it beside your bed, until your healing is finished. You 

thank Her, ground power, put the charm bag in your pocket, and clean 

up. A few weeks later, when you have completely recovered, you dig a hole 

beneath your favorite tree and bury the charm bag there.

The Spellmster's Reference can also be used as a source of inspiration. I-lere 

are suggestions for some of the many ways that you can use it. They are 

merely suggestions, however. You should be creative, and devise your own 

ways to make ethical use of the information provided in these pages. The 

information can be used to create many different magickal items. I give 

you several examples, but please regard them only as guidelines. Use this 

book to create your own unique amulets, formulas, potions, powders, 

talismans. and tools. 

Francis Barrett wrote in The Magus (I80I): 

It is here to be particularly noticed by us, that, in forming of 

a charm. or amulet, it will be of no effect except the very soul 

of the operator is strongly and intensely exerted and impressed. 

as it were, and the image of the idea sealed on the charm, or 

amulet for, without this, in vain will be all rile observation of 

times, hours and constellations therefore, this I have thought fit 

to mention, once for all, that it may be almost always uppermost 

in the mind of the operator, for. without this one thing being 

observed and noticed, any who form seals, &c., do fall short of 

the wished for effect. 

Remember that simply making something at an auspicious time is not 

enough to imbue it with magick. You must raise power and focus your 

intent while you make it. The more creativity, ingenuity, intensity, and 

effort you put into making a magickal object or tool, the more powerful 

and effective the item is likely to be. 

Candles 

A stock of candles is a very handy thing for most practitioners of magick 

to have on hand. Here are two types of candles that you can make .

Daily Solar Cycle Cand/eJ 

Perhaps it is your practice to pray or make offerings daily, at regular 

times. If so, you can prepare special candles for that. For instance, you can 

make pink candles for dawn, and invoke Aurora to empower them. For 

noon, make bright yellow candles and call upon Ra to charge them. Make 

purple candles for sunset and invoke the Crone to empower them. For 

midnight, you can make midnight-blue candles and call upon Hecate to 

charge them. Finally. for the overnight hours, you can make black candles 

and invoke Amon to empower them. Alternatively, you can buy candles in 

those colors and call upon those deities to charge them, as appropriate. 

Lunar Cycle Candled 

Perhaps you are attuned with the Moon, and generally hold your workings 

in accord with its cycles. If so, you can use this book to prepare special 

candles for those workings. For example. you can make silver ones for the 

New Moon and invoke Selene to enchant them. For the Waxing Crescent 

Moon, make orange candles, scent them with rose oil, and invoke Tanith 

or Thoth to empower them. Make red candles for the Waxing Moon and 

call upon the Maiden ro charge them. 

For Full Moon workings, make deep-yellow candles, scent them with 

jasmine oiL and invoke Diana ro empower them. Make gray candles for 

the \Vaning Moon and call upon Cailleach ro enchant them. For the Dark 

Moon, make black candles and invoke Hecate to empower them. Finally, 

for a Blue Moon, you can make blue candles. If you prefer, you can also 

buy a stock of candles in those colors. invoke the appropriate deities to 

charge them, and use appropriate oils to consecrate them. 

Incense 

Incense is burned in many traditions, for every kind of working. Incense

Each incense 

should smell appropriate to the intent of the working. in the opinion of 

the one who burns it. Scent is very subjective, so experiment to create 

incense that works for you. If you do not wish to make incense, you can 

buy sticks or cones of it in specific scents, and use this book's informa­

tion to empower them at auspicious times for their intended purposes. 

Loose incense burns best when its ingredients are powdered, finely 

crushed or chopped, and well blended. All incense stores best in airtight 

containers, away from moisture and strong light. 

!LJtrologicallnceflJe 

Perhaps you often reflect the Zodiac in your workings by casting spells and 

doing other things at times that are astrologically auspicious for them. If so, 

you can use this book to make twelve different types of loose incense that 

can be burned over self-igniting charcoal during workings, as appropriate. 

Aries Incense: This may contain equal parts cop aI, dragons blood, and 

myrrh resins, along with cedar chips that have been impregnated with 

musk oil. It can be made on a Tuesday afternoon afrer anointing yourself 

with musk cologne, and invoking Macha or Mars to empower it. 

Taurus Incense: This may contain equal parts benzoin resin, dried oak­

moss, and patchouli leaves, along with six drops each of hyacinth, rose, 

and violet oils. It can be blended at midnight on a Friday with a bronze 

dagger, while wearing green garments and a ring with a green stone. In­

voke Frigg or Dionysus to empower it. 

Gemini Incense: This may contain equal parts dragons blood, labdanum, 

and mastic resins, along with drops of mint oil. It can be made on a breezy 

Wednesday morning while facing West, mixing it in a container that stands 

between a pair of stone obelisks. Evoke the Dioscuri to empower it. 

Cancer Incense: This may contain equal parts powdered sandalwood, 

camphor, and myrrh resins, along with drops of ambergris oil. It can 
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be made on a Monday night. while standing in moonlight and wearing 

something silver. Invoke Diana or Kephera to empower it. 

Leo Incense: This may contain equal parts amber chunks, copal and frank­

incense resins, along with dried saffron threads and drops of civet oiL It 

can be made on a Sunday morning after anointing yourself with civet oil, 

while wearing something gold. Invoke Sekhmet or Ra to empower it. 

VIrgo Incense: This may contain equal parts sandalwood powder, dried 

patchouli leaves, and cedar chips that have been impregnated with honey­

suckle oiL It can be made on a Wednesday night while the Sun or Moon 

is in Virgo. Invoke Athena or Forseti to empower it. 

Libra Incense: This may contain galbanum resin to which drops of apple 

blossom, rose, and thyme oils have been added. It can be made on a Fri­

day afternoon after anointing with rose oiL Invoke Minerva or Shango 

to empower it. 

Scorpio Incense: This may contain equal parts dried patchouli leaves, ben­

zoin, and myrrh resins, along with drops of pine and violet oils. It can be 

made on a Tuesday night while the Sun is in the house of Scorpio. Invoke 

Selqet or Pluto to empower it. 

Sagittarius Incense: This may contain equal parts dried copal resin, dried 

rosemary and sage leaves, along with drops of sweet orange oiL It can 

be mixed with a peacock feather on a Thursday morning in the Autumn 

while facing East, wearing purple clothes. Invoke Epona or Jupiter to 

empower it. 

Capricorn Incense: This may contain benzoin resin to which drops of 

cypress, pine. and spruce oils have been added.

Pan to empower it. 

Aquarius Incense: This may contain equal parts benzoin, galbanum, and 

mastic resins, along with drops of eucalyptus and lavender oils. It can be 
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mixed with a metal wand on a Saturday morning while facing West, wear­

ing blue garments. Evoke Ganymede to empower it. 

Pisces Incense: This may contain equal parts dried sage leaves, sandal­

wood powder, and storax resin, along with drops of ambergris and fish 

oils. It can be made on a rainy Thursday night while wearing a necklace 

that has a coral horn on it. Invoke or Enki to empower the 

mcense.

An Elemental Incense can be used for any working that corresponds to a

Earth Incense: This may contain equal measures of amber chunks, benzoin 

resin, dried patchouli leaves, and several drops each of honey and musk 

oil. It can be mixed atop a pentacle at midnight on a Saturday during the 

Waxing Moon. Invoke Gaia or the Horned God to empower it. 

Air Incense: This may contain equal measures of powdered myrrh resin, 

sandalwood powder, and cedar wood chips that have been impregnated 

with lavender oil. It can be blended with a blue feather at dawn on a 

Wednesday, while wearing blue garments. Evoke Pegasus to empower it. 

Fire Incense: This may contain equal measures of copaL dragon's blood, 

and frankincense resins, along with several drops of rose oiL It can be 

mixed with an athame at noon on a Sunday during the Summer. Invoke 

Brigid or Agni to empower it. 

Water Incense: This may contain equal measures of powdered camphor 

and myrrh resin, along with several drops of gardenia oil. It can be mixed 

in a cauldron during the first hour after Sllnset on a Monday. Invoke Ana­

hita or Ea to empower it. 
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Magickal Oils 

Magickal oils are most often used for anointing and consecrating. They 

can al~o be added to bathwater, or to magickal recipes such as those for 

incense and powders. A magickal oil generally contains scented oils that 

are added to a base oil like olive or mineral oil. Essential oils are natural 

and the most powerful, but you can also use artificial fragtance oils. The 

amount of scented oil you add depends on the volume of base oil, and 

on personal preference. Scent is highly individual. Something that smells 

beautiful or overwhelming to one person, often elicits a totally different 

reaction in someone else. You should experiment, and make magickal oils 

that are pleasing and useful to you. 

It is important that an oil's ingredients correspond to its magickal 

intent, and that the oil be made with that intent firmly in mind. Magickal 

oils are most effective when they are prepared in this way at a rime thar 

is auspicious for their intent, and if a deity who has dominion over the 

intent or the timing is invoked to empower them. 

Number correspondences can be incorporated into the creation of 

magickal oils in many ways. These may include how many ingredients 

are used in a formula, or how many charms are placed in a bottle, or 

how many drops of scented oils are added to the base oil. Substances 

likes dyes, inks, and food coloring can be used to include color corre­

spondences. These substances often do not mix well with oil. however, 

so you must shake the bottle well to blend the oil each time it is used. 

Magickal oils may also contain other ingredients that augment their 

potency. Small items like seeds or crystal chips can be added to them 

for this purpose. 

It is best to store magickal oils in dark, tightly sealed bottles, in 

places that are cool, dark, and dry. Shake them to mix before using, and 

discard them before their base oil's shelf life expires. When an oil's scent 

is gone, so is its magick.

Some traditions consider the day that corresponds to a person's astrologi­

cal sign their personal power Practitioners who hold this belief often 

like to work magick on that day. Try making a Personal Power Oil using 

this book, and use it to anoint yourself or dress candles for workings held 

on that day. If you burn candles every day, you can use The Spellmster's Refer-
ence to help you create a special set of seven oils for consecrating them. 

Here are some sample 

Sunday Oil: This may contain drops of cinnanlon, clove, and bitter orange 

oils.

Monday Oil: This may contain drops of jasmine, lavender, and rose oils. 

They can be added to a base of rice bran oil along with drops of cam­

phor spirit, and flakes of dried coconut and silver leaf It can be mixed 

on a Monday night, while standing in moonlight and burning coconut 

incense. Invoke Luna or Chandra to empower it. 

Tuesday Oil: This may contain drops of carnation, cedar, and cinnamon 

oils. can be added to a base of mineral oil along with drops of red 

food coloring, a pine needle, and a small piece of dragon's blood resin. It 

can be mixed on a Ttlesday with a dagger, sword, or athame on the altar, 

while facing burning dragon's blood incense and wearing an iron 

ring. Invoke the Morrigan or Tyr to empower it. 

Wednesday Oil: This may contain drops of bayberry, rosemary, and violet 

oils. They can be added to a base of hazelnut oil along with a small cin­
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namon chip. a hematite chip. and some orange glitter. It can be mixed on 

a \Vednesday while wearing blue clothes and burning sage incense. Invoke 

Ma' at or Odin to empower it. 

Thursday Oil: This may contain drops of calendula (marigold), lemon 

balm, and sage oils. They can be added to a base of olive oiL along with 

drops of blue food coloring. three rye seeds, and some saffron threads. 

It can be mixed on a Thursday with a peacock feather, while wearing a 

crown of laurel (bay) leaves and burning sage incense. Invoking Asase Yaa 

or Thor to empower it. 

Friday Oil: This may contain drops of apple blossom, peppermint, and 

rose oils. They can be added to a base of almond oil along with drops of 

pink or green food coloring, a very small piece of copper wire, and five 

dried coriander seeds or rose hips. It can be mixed at dawn on a Friday 

with a pigeon feather, while wearing green garments and burning rose 

incense. Invoke Freya or Freyr to empower it. 

Saturday Oil: This may contain drops of basil, hyacinth, and thyme oils. 

They can be added to a base of sesame oil along with drops of black 

ink or food coloring, a sliver of pumice stone, and seven poppy seeds. It 

can be mixed with a black feather on a Saturday while dressed in black, 

facing North and burning patchouli incense. Invoke Cybele or Ninib to 

empower it.

They can be added to a base of olive oil along with red coloring, a 

rose thorn, a few cactus needles, and a coffee bean. It can be mixed with an 

athame on a Tuesday night while wearing a red garment, facing South, and 

burning dragon's blood resin. Invoke Sekhmet or Mars to empower it. 

Mercury Oil: A Mercury Oil may contain drops of bergamot, mint, and 

pennyroyal oils. They can be added to a base of hazelnut oil along with 

two dill seeds, two star anise, and some multicolor glitter. It can be mixed 

on a breezy Wednesday while facing North and burning sandalwood in­

cense. Invoke Pombagira or Mercury to empower it. 

Moen Oil: A Moon Oil may contain drops of gardenia, jasmine, and 

lemongrass oils. They can be added to a base of mineral oil, along with a 

drop of spirits of camphor, a tiny white seashell. and a freshwater pearL It 

can be mixed on the night of a Full Moon, while wearing a white cotton 

garment and a silver ring, and burning jasmine incense. Invoke Diana or 

Sin to empower it, then leave it to stand in moonlight overnight. 

Saturn Oil: A Saturn Oil may contain drops of fir, hyacinth, and violet 

oils. They can be added to a base of mineral oil, along with two caraway 

seeds, two pomegranate seeds, and a small piece of a black root. It can be 

mixed on a Saturday afternoon with your left hand while wearing black 

clothes and burning brimstone. Invoke Kali or Saturn to empower it. 

Sun Oil: A Sun Oil may contain drops of cinnamon, lemon, and orange 

essential oils. They can be added to a base of sunflower oil, along with 

a drop of honey, yellow coloring, and a tiny chunk of amber. It can be 

mixed at noon on a sunny Sunday while wearing a gold and burning 

:frankincense. Invoke Amaterasu or Phoebus Apollo to empower it, then 

leave it to stand in bright sunlight for an hour.

Venus Oil: A Venus Oil may contain drops of gardenia, lavender, and 

rose oils. They can be added to a base of almond oiL along with three 

coriander seeds, a rose-quartz chip, and some rose hips. It can be mixed 

at midnight on a Friday while wearing a copper bracelet and burning 

sweetgrass. Invoke Venus or Angus to empower it. 

Mojo Bags 

Charm bags, mojo bags, medicine bags-different traditions have dif­

ferent names for them, but they are basically the same thing: small bags, 

generally with a drawstring closure, that contain charrns like herbs and 

stones, and are empowered with specific magickal intentions. A mojo bag 

can be for courage, healing, protection, spiritual growth, or any other 

purpose, but it will work best if it is made at an auspicious time and kept 

close to the body. For this reason, mojo bags are often worn around the 

neck, hanging on the chest. This book can help you make many different 

kinds of mojo bags. Some examples follow: 

Love Mojo Bag 

Suppose that you want love to enter your life. You refer to the entry for 

Love and find:

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Using This Book 

To your way of thinking, the planet Venus has prime dominion over 

love, so you decide to incorporate its correspondences into your mojo 

bag. You fashion it from green fabric, sew it with pink thread, and use a 

silver cord for its drawstring. Into it, you place three sugar cubes, three 

cowry shells, three vanilla beans, three rose hips, powdered honey, and 

dried lavender Rowers or rose petals. 

You light a pink rose-scented candle and three vanilla joss sticks. Next, 

you raise power, call quarters, and cast a magick circle. Within it, you dose 

the bag by firmly tying seven knots in its drawstring. You anoint the bag 

with seven drops of rose oil, and suffume it with the incense and candle 

smoke by holding it over them. As you do that, you focus on the exact type 
of love you want to attract, and repeat this incantation seven times: 

Honey, sugar; vanilla, mead,  
Let this charm bring what I need.  

Still holding the mojo bag over the smoke, you invoke the goddess Venus. 

You speak to her sincerely, tell her what is in your heart, and ask her to 

empower your mojo bag with sufhcient magick to attract it. Finally, you 

thank her, open the circle, ground the power that you raised, and dean 

up. You keep the bag close to you for the next few months, occasionally 

sClueezing it as you repeat the incantation, until you meet the type of 

person that you want to meet. Once that happens, you again thank Venus 

and bury the mojo bag. 

SeMonal Mojo Bago 

You can make seasonal mojo bags for yourself, or as gifts for others. Each 

should be made at an auspicious time, enchanted to attract the specific 

blessings of that season, kept close at hand throughout the season, and 

then discarded. 

Spring Mojo Bag: For Spring, you may make a green bag and fill it with 

dried Rower petals, feathers from birds that are meaningful to you, and a 
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small image of a dragon. The bag can be made at dawn on the morning 

of the first New Moon of Spring, and consecrated with rose oiL It may 

be empowered for awakening. beauty. fertility, growth, and/or renewaL 

This can be done in the smoke of jasmine incense, while invoking Maia 

or the Green Man. 

Summer Mojo Bag: For Summer, you may make a red bag and fill it with 

dried carnation petals. sunflower pearl barley, and a small image of 

a sphinx. The bag can be made at noon on the first sunny day of Summer, 

and consecrated with clove oiL It may be empowered for courage, passion, 

protection, strength, and/or wilL This can done in the smoke of cin­

namon incense, while invoking Urania or Khirkhib. 

Autumn Mojo Bag: For Autumn, you may make a brown bag and fill it 

with dried fallen leaves, dried oakmoss and chrysanthemum petals, along 

with a piece of shed snake skin. The bag can be made in early Autumn, 

while the Moon is waning, at a time that is ruled by the house of 

and consecrated with drops of wine. It may be empowered fiJr abundance, 

lust, maturity, money, transformation. and/or inner work. This can be 

done in the smoke of patchouli incense, while facing West and invoking 

Pomona or Tammuz. 

Winter Mojo Bag: For Winter, you may make a white bag, draw or em­

broider snowflakes on it, and fill it with evergreen needles, rosemary, dried 

holly leaves or berries, and pinecones. The bag can be made at sunset 

on the first snowy Winter day. and consecrated with melted snow. It may 

be empowered for banishing, grounding, meditation, dream work, and/ 

or past-life work. This can be done while facing North in the smoke of 

myTth incense, while invoking Skadi or UHr.

An affirmation is a positive statement that you repeat. Affirmations can 

be used to bolster yoursel£ improve your mind-set, or modify your behav­

ior. They are powerful tools for positive thinking, tools that can promote 

positive changes in you and transform your life. 

Affirmations are not"one-size-fits-al1!' Vve each have different needs 

and goals, that change as we move through life. It is useful to update your 

affirmations periodically. Here are some examples of how you can use 

this book to create personal affirmations for yourself 

Daily Affirmations 

The unique energies and correspondences of days can empower affirma­

tions that are used on those days. Whether you need to make something 

happen, reach a goaL or overcome an obstacle, heanfelt repetitions of the 

right affirmation on the right day can help you to achieve your objective. 

This book can help you to cteate personal affirmations that are tai­

lored to your One way to do this is to identity what you would like 

to address. Next, refer to Days of the Week Cp. 88). Read through them 

until you find an auspicious day for your intention, and use that day's 

correspondences to design your affirmation. Each day is appropriate for 

many different workings, so you may wish to include more than one thing 

in your affirmation. Here are some examples. 

Sunday Affirmation: "I give myself permission to be happy, and have fun!' 

This can be repeated seven times on Sundays, perhaps while burning cin­

namon tncense. 

Monday Affirmation: "I do not doubt myself' This can be repeated as 

many times as needed on Mondays, perhaps anointing yourself with 

jasmine oil.

Wednesday Affirmation: "I am intelligent and resourcefuL I communicate 

my ideas clearly:'This can be repeated five times on Wednesdays, perhaps 

with one hand on your throat chakra. 

Thursday Affirmation: "I notice opportunities, and I act on them:' This 

can be repeated on as many times as needed, perhaps while 

burning sage incense. 

Friday Affirmation: "I set in motion. I can change things:'This can 

be repeated six times on perhaps with one hand on your heart 

chakra.

I will end my bad habits. I avert everything with negative energy. I keep 

clear my home and my life, so that I may thrive."

I live in the Northern Hemisphere. I write from that perspective, but The 
Spellcaster~ Reference can be used anywhere on this planet. Much of it can be 

used as written because the days, planetary hours, astrological year, and 

lunar phases influence the same way everywhere on Earth . 

Certain parts of the book will need to be adapted or disregarded in 

some places. For example, there are locations near the poles where the Sun 

never sets, or never rises. The daily solar cycle information will need to 

be adjusted or ignored as seems best to practitioners living there. Many 

places do not experience four traditional seasons, so the same will need to 

be done with the seasonal information in those locales. That was how I 

practiced when I lived in utilizing the summer information much 

of the year, but making scant use of other seasonal correspondences. 

Many things in the Hemisphere occur in an opposite way 

to those in the Northern Hemisphere. I've never been there, but practi­
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tioners in places like Australia. New Zealand and South America have 

wId me how they work. These suggestions are based on that. Reverse the 

information about the months, to match the seasons as they occur: apply 

January's information to June, February's to July. and so on. Do the same 

with each month's Full Moon. Use information about the halves of the 

year when they happen: Waning Year from Winter Solstice to Summer 

Solstice, and Waxing Year /Tom Summer Solstice to \Vinter Solstice. 

Northern Hemisphere authors have written most works about 

magick. That is reflected in the correspondences found herein, but they 

are not the only ones. Mother Nature provides us with everything we 

need to work magick. provides it abundantly and in great diversity. Adjust 

the correspondences as needed.. to reflect climate or other conditions, and 

incorporate local things. Be sensitive to your surroundings, and notice the 

effects of the \Vheels of the Year on the natural world. There is magick in 

everything, from flora to fauna to the different types of sand and snow. 

This book is best used 1ll accord with personal practices or tradi­

tions, and local conditions. I have a great imagination, but I cannot truly 

know what the How of energy feels like near the equator or in the South­

ern Hemisphere. I hope that all readers will trust their inner voices, harm 

none. and use this book in the ways that seem best w them. Adopt what­

ever works, and adapt or bypass the rest.

The most basic of the \Vheels of the Year is the solar cvcle that bisects the

year at the solstices, into its and waning halves. Sunlight increases 

from Winter Solstice to Summer Solstice. then decreases from Summer 

Solstice to \Vinter Solstice. 

Waxing Year 

The \Vaxing Year begins at Winter Solstice. when the Sun is least able 

to warm the Earth. The Sun is then "reborn."The light half of the year 
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begins, and the hours of daylight start to lengthen. The dark or waning 

half of the year begins at Summer Solstice with the longest day; the wax­

ing half of the year begins with the longest night. 

In \Viccan terms, this is when the Child of Promise is reborn to the 

Mother Goddess. In mythological terms, tanists exchange places: Diony­

sus gives way to Apollo, Set to Osiris, Mot to Baal, John the Baptist to 

Jesus, the Holly King to the Oak King, the Green Knight to Sir Gawain, 

and so on. The rule of the Lord of Light supersedes that of the Dark 

Lord over the Wheel of the Year. Balance is maintained. 

This half of the year, like the Waxing Moon and the Rising Sun, 

is a powerful time for deosil magick. It is a great time for constructive 

workings that attract, charge, improve, increase, invite, strengthen, and 

overcome. Examples are workings to attract love, charge magickal tools, 

improve living standards, increase income, invite success, strengthen rela­

tionships, and overcome darkness. It is also an auspicious time for work­

ings that are related to light, manhood, masculinity, and warmth.

The zodiacal year is believed to have 

originated in Babylon, evolving from episodes in the Epic ?f Gi~amesh. The 

ancient stories of Gilgamesh, of Jason and the Argonauts, of the twelve 

labors of Hercules, and even the passion play of Isis and Osiris, may be 

read as the voyage of the year through the twelve houses of the Zodiac. 

The astrological year begins in the spring with Aries, the Ram, and 

circles onward to Pisces, the Fish. Starting and ending dates for the vari­

ous houses and signs are approximate, as you will find slightly different 

ones in various sources. Each sign runs from the latter part of a calendar 

month, to the latter part of the next calendar month. If you want to do 

a working near a cusp-when two signs come near or overlap-you can 

use correspondences from either of them, or from both. 

The Zodiac is sacred to the goddesses Cerridwen, Tanith, and Al 

Uzza. It has been called Ishtar's Girdle, The Beastiary, the Circle of 

Animals, the Girdle of Gaia, the Circle of the Sky, and Our Ladye's 

Way.

Tables of Planetary Hours 

I have never had the patience to follow this, but perhaps you do. An alma­

nac or other authoritative source is needed to determine the exact times 

of sunrise and sunset for each day of the year. Starting from those points, 

you take the daytime and nighttime hours and divide them by twelve to 

determine the time periods that are ruled by each planet. Except on the 

Spring and Autumn Equinoxes. the "hours" will not be sixty minutes 

long. 

Just thinking about this gives me a headache. but if you have more 

patience and better math skills than I do, you can work it out. These tra­

ditional charts can be used to further empower your magick, as outlined 

in the preceding material.

Consider, then, how powerfully lunar and solar energies can be 

wielded by practioners who are sensitive to them. To work white magick 

is to weave light. Use the information in this section of the book to 

boost the success of your workings with lunar or solar power. 

Lunar Cycled 

The Moon follows a cycle of 28 days every lunar month, and the 

wise practitioner makes strategic use of that in magick. There are two ways 

to do this. The first is simple, the second more esoteric, but they both work. 

The simple method is to the Moon as having three phases (Waxing, 

Full, Waning) and to work magick accordingly, as outlined below. The second 

method further categorizes the Moon's phases, counts the days, and provides 

additional opportunities for workings, as also outlined below. 

You can use either merhod, a combination of the two, or even disregard 

the Moon altogethet in when to cast your spells, make magickal 

things, or hold your rituals. This is for you to decide, as is how you feel 
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about working magick during the Dark Moon, or when the Moon is void 

of course.

Some ancient Egyptian 

magickal texts called for workings to be repeated four times on the same 

day, at sunrise, noon, sunset, and midnight. That is something that you 

may wish to incorporate into your practice for major undertakings.

Dawn, like the Waxing Year and the New Moon, is a powerful time for deosil 

magick: constructive workings that attract, charge, improve, increase, invite, 

sttengthen, and overcome. Like the New Moon, it is an auspicious time for 

workings that are related to beginnings, birth. growth, initiation, optimism, 

raising, rebirth, rejuvenation, renewal, cyclical rebeginning, erotic dreams, 

fresh starts, new ideas, new partnerships, new projects, new relationships, 

and new ventures. It is also a great time for chanting, meditation, releasing,

Angel: L (Judeo-Christian) A winged celestial being. Specific angels 

include Adabiel, Adnachiel, Agiel, Amabael, Amabiel, Amatie!'

Adder's tongue has 

one broad. Rat, green leaf and two or three slender stalks with leaves that 

have yellowish-green spots. 

Alexandrite: A variety of chrysoberyl that varies in color from green to red. 

Amazonite: A green variety of feldspar. 
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Amber: Fossilized pine-tree resin. 

Ambergris: Sperm whales secrete true ambergris, which is said to smell 

like a combination of cypress and patchouli. Commercial ambergris is 

usually an oil blend that mimics this scent. 

Apache tear: A translucent black obsidian nodule. 

Apatite: A phosphate mineraL 

Apophyllite: A class of minerals that is usually white or clear, and tends 

to flake when heated. 

Balm of Gilead: 1. Grmmiphora gileadensis, also called Mecca balsam, is a 

small evergreen Middle Eastern tree provides resin that can be used 

for incense. 2. In the \Vest, the fragrant buds of poplar (Populus candicans) 
trees are also called balm of Gilead, and used in 

Bat nut: The hard, pointed black seedpod of Trapa bimrms, an aquatic 

plant. It is also called bull's head, devil pod, and water chestnut. 

Bdellium: Commiphora tifricana, a small tree of southern Africa. Its bark 

exudes an aromatic gum that can be burned as incense. It is also called 

African bdellium, African myrrh, gum bdellium, and hairy corkwood. 

Belleric: Terminalia a tall deciduous tree of Northern India ,vhose 

dried fruits are used in Ayurvedic medicine. It is also called baehra, kali­

druma, karshaphala, vibhitaki, and beleric myrobalan. 

Bitter orange: Citrus aurantium var. amara, an evergreen citrus tree also called 

Seville orange, sour orange, and citrus amara. Its flowers yield nero Ii oil; its 

seeds and twigs yield petitgrain oil; its yields bitter orange oiL 

Bloodroot or blood root: Sanguinaria canadensis, a perennial North Ameri­

can herb with scalloped leaves that contains reddish sap. It is also called 

red root, coon root, red paint root, and red puccoon. :I:

Civet: The musky secretions of small mammals called civets. Once used 


in perfumery, it has been replaced by synthetic fragrances that mimic its 


scent.

Deerstongue: Frasera speciosa, a vanilla-scented perennial plant of the gen­


tian family.

Deerstongue is 


also called elkweed, deer ears, green gentian, monument plant, wild va­


nilla, and vanilla lea£

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Figwort: Scrophularia nodosa, a perennial herb with dark green leaves and 

knotted roots. Other names for it include throatwort, scrofula plant, 

rosenoble, cervicaria, kennelwort, stinking Christopher, knotted figwort, 

and nodding figwort, 

Fly agaric: Amanita muscaria, a hallucinogenic toadstool whose cap is usu­

ally red with white spots. It is also called amanita, spotted toadstool, 

flycap, pong, and pank. :I: 

Fumitory: Fumaria spp., annual flowering weeds that have a whitish bloom 

on their leaves. The dried leaves can be burned as incense. Other names 

for fumitory include beggary, smoke, earth smoke, and wax dolls. 

Galangal: Alpinia galanga or Alpinia officinalis, plants of the ginger family 

with aromatic roots. They are also called chewing John and African juju 

powder. 

Galbanum: A musky gum resin extracted from the stem of FemIa gaI-
baniflua, also called FemIa gummosa. This perennial herb is native to Iran 

and blooms with umbels of yellow flowers. Galbanum can be burned as 

mcense. 

Gum ammoniac: A gum resin produced by the stems of Dorema ammoni-// 
cum, a tall perennial plant. It is also called ammoniacum. ammoniac gum, 

and Persian gum. 

Hart's tongue: Asplenium sco/opendrium, a European fern with simple undi. 

vided fronds. 

Hartwort: Tordylium maximum, a coarse European weed that has serrated 

leaves and blooms with umbels of white flowers. 

Heliodor: A yellow variety of beryL 

Herb Paris: Paris quadrifolia, a Eurasian plant that has a whorl of four large 

green leaves at its base and blooms with threadlike yellowish flowers. It

grows in damp. shady places and is also called one-berry, true-love, and 

true-lover's knot. 

Herb Robert: Geranium robertianum, a rank, weedy type of geranium. 

High John: The bulbous brown root of Ipomoea purga, a twining Mexican 

vine of the morning glory family. It is also called jalup, jalup root, bind­

weed, man root, king root, man of the earth, king of the woods, John the 

Conqueror root, and High John the Conqueror root. 

Holy thistle: CniCU5 benedictus, a thistle-like herb with a reddish branching 

stem. It is also called blessed thistle. 

Jacinth: A variety of zircon that IS usually red. It is also called hyacinth. 

Kidneywort: Eupatorium purpureum, a North American herb with whorled 

leaves and purple-spotted flowers. It is also called boneset, gravelweed, 

hempweed, gravel root, joe-pye weed, jopi weed, kidney root, marsh milk­

weed, purple boneset, trumpet weed, and queen of the meadow. 

Kunzite: A pink variety of the mineral spodumene. 

Labdanum: An aromatic resin that can be burned as incense. Mediter­

ranean rockrose plants, Cistus creticus and Cistus l£Idanifer, provide it. 

Loosestrife: Lytbrum sallcaria, a spreading perennial herb that blooms with 

purplish flowers. Other names fix it include purple loosestrife, purple 

willowherb, and black blood. 

Low John: The root of Trillium grandiflorum, a perennial woodland herb with 

whorled leaves that blooms with large white three-petaled flowers. Its many 

names include trillium, great white trillium. snow trillium, southern 

John, wake robin, ground lily, wood lily, birth root, and beth root. 

Moonwol't: Lunaria annua, a biennial herb with translucent papery seed­

pods. Other names for it include honesty, silver dollar, moneywort, and 

money plant. 
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Motherwort: hom/ris cardiaca, a hairy perennial herb that smells like hore­

hound. It is also called lion's tail, lion's ear, chongwei, and cardiaca. 

Mouse-eared hawkweed: Hieracium pilsorlla) a creeping plant that is also 

called St. John's flower, and SL John's blood. 

Neroli: (see Ritter Orange) 

Olibanum: Boswellia serrata, an aromatic gum resin that is so similar to 

frankincense that the two words are generally used interchangeably. Like 

frankincense. it is burned as incense. 

Opoponax: The gum resin of Commiphora holtziana, an African tree. 

Orache: Atrip/ex patula) a North American weed that grows on alkaline or 

salty soil and blooms with small white flowers that have three petals. It is 

also called arrach, spearscale, common orache, spear orach, spear saltbush. 

and spreading orache. 

Orris root: The aromatic root of any of several types of iris: Iris florentina, 
Iris german/ca, and Iris pallida, It is also called Queen Elizabeth root. 

Pipestone: Red claystone, a variety of limestone that is found in day depos­

its. Also called catlinite, it was used by Native Americans to carve pipes, 

Queen of the night: S'elenicereus grandiflora, a night-blooming cactus that is 

also called Moon cereus, and reina de la noehe. Night-blooming varieties of 

Cereus, as well as other varieties of Selenicereus, are also called by these names. 

Rubellite: A reddish variety of tourmaline. 

Savin: Juniperus savina) a small ornamental evergreen Eurasian shrub with 

needlelike leaves, It is also called savin juniper. 

Scammony: Convolvulus scammonia, a twining perennial Eurasian vine of the 

morning glory f.1mily. Also called Syrian bindweed, it has arrow-shaped 

leaves and blooms with yellow flowers.

Glossary 

Scorpion-grass: Alyosotis stricta, a short annual herb of the borage fam­

ily that blooms with tiny light blue flowers. Other names for it include 

blue scorpion grass, small-flowered forget-me-not, and upright forget­

me-not. 

Scorpion weed: Phacelia spp., a large genus of annual North American 

herbs. Many bloom with purple flowers. Other names for them include 

California bluebell, desert bluebelL purple phacelia, purple scorpionweed, 

shade scorpion-weed, and wild heliotrope. 

Scullcap: Scutellaria galericulata, a small European shrub that blooms with 

blue flowers. Other names for it include hoodwort, madweed, mad dog­

wood, and blue pimpernel. 

Shower of gold: Cassia fistula, an ornamental tropical tree that blooms 

with long hanging clusters of bright yellow flowers. It is also called yellow 

shower, golden shower tree, golden rain, Indian laburnum, drumstick tree, 

purging cassia, and pudding pipe tree . 

Silverweed: Potentilla aflserina, a creeping plant with silvery hairs on its 

leaves. Its many names include wild tansy, prince's feathers, trailing tansy. 

wild agrimony, goosewort, silvery cinquefoil, goose tansy, traveler's joy, 

moor grass, and wild agrimony. 

Srnartweed: Polygoflum hydropiper, an annual wetland plant with reddish 

stems and greenish flowers. It is also called water pepper. marsh pepper, 

lake weed, sickleweed, biting knotweed, and bloodwort. 

Smithsonite: Zinc carbonate, a mineral ore of zinc that is also called 

zmc spar. 

Spignel: Mmm athamanticum, an aromatic perennial northern European 

plant that has dark green feathery leaves, blooms with umbels of tiny 

flowers. and produces seeds that smell like cutty. Other names for it in­

clude alpine fennel, baldmoney, bearwort, meu or mew, and spicknel. 
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Spikenard: Nardostachys grandijlora, a flowering Asian plant of the valerian 

family. Its root yields an aromatic essential oil that can be burned as in­

cense. Spikenard is also called nard, nardin, and musk root. 

Storax: Styrax officinalis] an evergreen Eurasian shrub or small tree whose 

aromatic wood can be burned as incense. It is also called snowbell, styrax, 

and snowdrop bush. 

Sunstone: A sparkling variety of feldspar. 

Sulphurwort: Peuadanum r1ficinaie, a European salt marsh plant that re­

sembles fennel. It blooms with umbels of tiny flowers and has a thick 

taproot that smells like sulfur. Other names for it include brimstonewort, 

chucklusa, hoar strange, hoar strong, hog's fennel, milk parsley, marsh 

parsley, marsh smallage, sow fennel, and sulphur weed. 

Ti: Cordy/inc terminalis) an evergreen tropical perennial plant with leaves 

that vary in color from pink to intense red. It is also called Hawaiian 

good luck plant. 

Uva ursi: Arctostaphylos uva ursi, a low trailing evergreen shrub whose fruit 

is a bright red berry. Other names for it include bearberry, bear's grape, 

crow berry, fox berry, and hog cranberry. 

Witch grass or witchgrass: PanictJm capillare) an annual North American 

grass. It is also called mousseline, hair grass, panic grass, tickle grass, 

tumble grass, and old witch grass. 

Wolfbane: Aconitum napellus, a tall perennial herb with dark green leaves 

and a fleshy taproot. It is also called aconite, monkshood, Thor's hat, and 

by other names. :I: 

Wood aloes: Aquilaria sinensis, an evergreen tree whose bark yields an aro­

matic resin. It is also called aloeswood, aquilaria, eagle wood, incense tree, 

Chinese incense tree, heung tree, lignum aloes, and xiang. 
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
