the printing of No. 2, * Ceremonial preceding Installation of Lodge
of Perfection,” in a separate pamphlet, which for obvious reasons
he Committee thought proper.

It would be absurd to require of you to take a solemn
foblication to do that; and a sad matter if Masonry would so
sapen its oaths.

Whenever your Lodge 1s closed, and an evening has passed
way without your having given the brethren some new and useful
iformation, you will have failed in your duty.

*  Think not that the field of Masonic learning has been so often
2aped and gleaned that there is nothing left for you to gather. Its
istory has never yet been written.
