CHAPTER XCIX.

AN ACT to incorporatethe Grand Lodge of the Most
Ancient andHonorableSociely of FreeandAccepted
Masonsof the Slate of New Jersey.

x. Bi~ IT ENACTED by the Senateand GeneralAssembly
of the State of New Jersey,ThatWilliam Silas White-
head, John Hopper, RobertRusling, JamesH. Stevens,
JonathanS. Fish, JosephH. Hough, JosephTrimble,
Daniel B. Bruen, David Naar,William S. Bowen,Henry
R. Cannon,David S. Plume,ThomasJ. Corson,William
E. Pine andJamesS. Gamble,andtheji associates,offi-
cers and membersof the Grand Lodge of Free and
AcceptedMasonsof the Stateof New Jersey,andtheir
successors,be and areherebyconslitutedand declared
to be a body corporateandpolitic in law by the name,
style and title of “The Grand Lodgeof the Most An-
cient and Honorable Society of Free and Accepted
Masons for the State of NewJersey,” and by that
name they and their successorsshall and may at all
times hereafterbe capablein law of having,purchasing
and holding any lands, tenements,heteditamentsand
personalestatepurchased,devisedor bequeathedby any
personor persons,body corporateor politic, capableto
deviseor bequeaththe same; andalso to havea com-
mon sealand the sameto useat pleasure,andto enact
a constitution and by-laws for their own government,
and to alter and amendthe same,and to make and
ordain such rules and regulationsand to appoint such
agentor agentsat their regularstatedmeetingsas may
seemto them necessaryand properfor ihe management
anddisposalof their property, whetherreal or personal;
provided always,that thesaid corporationor body poli-
tic shall not at any time hold or possessproperty, real,
personalor mixed, the net incomeof whichshall exceed
the sum of ten thousanddollars per annum

2. AND BE IT ENACTED, That this act shall be deemed
a public act, and shall take effect immediately.

i. This Grand Lodge shall be styled and
known by the nameof “THu GRAND LQDG~

2. The Grand Lodge shall consist of the
following officers andmembers,to wit:

Most Worshipful Grand Master.
Right WorshipFul Deputy Grand Master.

Right WorshipFul Grand Treasurer.
Right WorshipFul Grand Secretary.

The last two, if PastMasters,are entitled

to the title of Right Worshipful.

All elected Past Grand Officers and Past

Masters,while they remainmembersof regu-

lar warrantedlodges in this jurisdiction, and
all Mastersand Wardensfor the time being
of said lodges.

3. The Grand Lodge shall meet statedly

oncea year, for the communicationof all the
lodges, and may have occasionalcommunica-
tions, as businessmay require, at such times
and placesas the GrandI~4aster shall appoint.

4. It shall be the duty of every lodge to
be representedat the communicationsof the
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GrandLodge by its Masterand Wardens,or
by a proxy, duly commissionedin writing
underthe seal of the lodge, the commissionlo
be signed by the Master and attestedby the
Secretary. And, that theremay be no neglect
of this duty, each lodge is authorized,at its
annualeLection, to elect any Master Mason of
regular staiiding in said lodge, not holding
office in the Grand Lodge, a proxy to repre-

sent it there in the absenceof the Masterand
Wardens,and shall, at least one week before
the annual communication,deliver the certifi-
cate of proxy to the Grand Secretary.

~. No brother who is not a PastMasterof
a lodge inAhis jurisdiction shall be eligible 10
any office in the GrandLodge; GrandChap-

lains, Grand Organist and Grand Tyler ex-
cepted. It is incompatible with the laws of

this society for any brother to hold more than
one office in the Grand Lodge at the same
time.

6. Each permanentmember of the Grand
Lodge shall be allowed one vote and no more,
and every lodge in this jurisdiction shall be
allowed three votes and no more, in all elec-
tions in the GrandLodge.
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7. Thc M. W. GrandMaster,R. W. Deputy
CvandMaster,R. W. Senior Grand Warden,
‘R. W. Junior Grand Warden, R. W. Grand
‘Treasurer,R. W. Grand Secretaryand R. W.
Deputy Grand Secretaryshall be elected by
ballot by the membersof the Grand Lodge
presentat each statedannual communication.
A majority of all the votes castshall be neces-
sary to constitute a choice. If there be no
choice on the first ballot, thena secondballot
shall be taken, which shall be confined to the
threecandidateswho shall receivethe highest
number of votes. Should there be no choice
on the secondballot, then a third ballot shall
be cast,which shall be confinedto the two can-
didates who, received the highestnumber oF
votes on the secondballot.

TheGrandMastershallappointall the other
GrandOffic~rs.

8. The GrandLodge shall havepower—

First. To constitute new lodges by war-
rantsunder its seal and the signaturesof the
Grand Master, Deputy Grand Master and
Grand Wardens,attestedby the GrandSecre-
tary.
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Second. To establish a uniform mode of
working throughout the jurisdiction, strictly
adheringto the ancientlandmarks,usagesand
customsof Masonry,which are on no account
to be removedor violated.

Third. To require from the several lodges
under its jurisdiction such annual dues as it
shalldeemnecessaryto be appropriatedfor the
benefit of the Craft.

Fourth. To hearanddetermineall appeals,
anddecidein all disputesbetweenlodgesunder
its jurisdiction.

Fifth. To requiresuch a fee as it maydeem
just and reasonablefor grantinga warrant to
establisha new lodge.

Sixth. To makeall by-laws, rulesandregu-
lations not inconsistentwith this constitution.

9. No alteration or addition shall be made
to this constitution unless proposedin writ-
ing, and supportedby representativesof five
lodges; anda fair copy thereof, certified by
the GrandSecretary,shall be forwardedto all
the lodgesunder the jurisdiction of this Grand
Lodge For their consideration,until its next

annual communication, and such proposed
alteration or addition shall not take effect un- bY-LAWS.
less there shall appear therefor the votes of
two-thirds of the memberspresent.

ARTICLE I.

i. The annualcommunicationof this Grand
Lodge shall be held at eleven o’clock A. M.,
on the first Wednesdayafter the third Tues-
day in April, in everyyear; subject,neverthe-
less, to be changedas to time and date of
meeting, by a majority vote of the Grand

Lodge at its annualcommunication.
2. No brother, unlesshe be a member of

the Grand Lodge, shall be admitted to the
meetings thereoF without permission of the
GrandMasteror the GrandLodge. Nonebut
membersof the GrandLodge shallbe allowed
to speakto any questionunlessby permission
of the GrandMaster.

3. Each lodge shall, within one week after
the annual election of said lodge, deliver to
the Grand Secretaryan exact return, signed
by the Master and attestedby the Secretary
under the seal of the lodge, of the namesand

titles of the officers, and the namesof those
who have becomememberssince the last re-
turn; the datesof initiations, affiliations and
rejections of candidates; the birthplace, age
andoccupationof candidatesinitiated or ad-
mitted during the year; the deaths,dimissions,
suspensions,expulsionsand reinstatementsof
members, and its usual time and place of
meeting.

4. If any lodge shalb neglect to send a
representativefor threesuccessiveannualcom-
munications,such lodge maybe strickenfrom
the list andits warrantdeclaredforfeited; but,
on applicationto the Grand Lodge, the war-
rant may be restored.

~. The officers of the Grand Lodge shall
wear their official jewels while attending its
communications. No Past Master or repre-
sentativeof a lodge shall be allowed to vote
in the Grand Lodge without the appropriate
clothing or the jewel of his station,exceptby
permissionof the Grand Master.

6. The expensesof the Grand Officers and
the committeesof the GrandLodge,while in

attendanceat its communicationsor while en-
gagedin the performanceof official duty, shall
be paidout of its treasury.

7. No warrantshall be grantedfor the for-
mation of a lodge but upon the petition of
at least seven known and approv~ed Master
Masons,from whom the first MasterandWar-
dens shall be nominated. The petition must
be accompaniedby a certificatefrom the lodge
nearest to the place where the new lodge is
proposedto be located, which certificate shall
set forth that the applicantsare duly qualified
to become constituent members of a lodge;
that the brethren chosen to be Master and
Wardensof the proposednew lodge haveex-
emplified the standardwork to the satisfac-
tion of said lodge; that eachof the petitioners
is in possessionof a regular dimit or hasgiven
satisfactoryevidencethat the lodge oF which
he was last a memberis no longer in existence,
and that he is not in arrearsfor dues. Said
lodgeshallalsocertify that the petitionershave
secureda suitable room in which to hold a
MasonicLodge. Said lodge may or may not
recommendthe forming of the proposednew
lodge andmay or maynot expressits opinion
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upon the advisability of granting the dispen-
sation asked for.

No warrant shall become operative until
eachof the petitioners shall have depositeda
dimit, or other proper certificate, with the
GrandSecretary,which dimits and certificates
shall be deliveredto the new lodge whencon-
stituted. 1921, pp. 282, 309; 1923, p. 462.

8. No dispensationor warrant for the for-
mation of a new lodge shall be grantedex-
cept upon the paymentof fifty dollars, and
no dispensationshallbe grantedto confer one
or more degreesexcept upon the paymentof
twenty dollars, which shall be paid to the
GrandLodge.

9. livery lodge under this jurisdiction shall
pay annuallythe sum of fifty cents for each
and every member thereof in good standing
at the time of its annualelection; andalso the
sumof onedollar and fifty centsfor eachand
every person raised to the degreeof Master
Masonin said lodge during the current year,
and such paymentsshall accompanysuch an-
nual return. There shall also be paid at the
same time special assessmentsof five cents
per capita as a contribution to the Grand
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Lodge Charity Fund, and an additional sum
of one dollar per capita as a contributionfor
the maintenanceof the Masonic Home.

ARTICLE II.

ELECTION AND INSTALLATIO& or GRAND

OrFICERS.

i. Immediately after the opening of the
GrandLodge, the Grand Secretaryshall place
the ballot-box upon his table, wherein any
memberof the GrandLodge mayplace nomi-
nations for any or all of the elective Grand
Officers; which nominationsshall be readfor
the information of the Grand Lodge, before
proceedingwith the election.

2. No brother shall be eligible to any office
unlesshe be presentto signify his acceptance
thereof,or hasauthorizedsomeone presentto
accept for him.

Balloting for the electionof officers shall be
conductedas follows:

Each District Deputy shall be seatedwith
his district. The District Deputiesshall collect
theballotsof iheir respectivedistricts in boxes
provided for that purpose,and shall deliver
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the boxes to the tellers, who shall count the
votes.

In case oE the absenceor disability of a
District Deputy the Grand Master is to ap-
point a brotherof that district to perform the
aforesaidduties.

The ballots of the GrandLodge officers and
thoseseatedon the platformareto be collected
by the SeniorGrandDeacon,who shall deliver
them to the tellers.

During the eLection of officers all visitors
shall retire, except those who remain by ex-
press permission of the Grand Master.

3. The Grand Officers, when elected, shall
be immediately installed into their respective
offices, either in person or by proxy. The
proxy of the GrandMastermustbe either the
last or a former GrandMaster.

ARTICL.~ III.

POWERS AND DTJTI~S O1~ GRAND OI~IC~RS.

i. The Grand Master shall have power to
convenethe Grand Lodge at any time when
thereshall appearto him a sufficient occasion.
He maycall on anyofficer or member for ad-
vice, assistanceor instruction on any business

relative to the Craft. He is likewise invested
with powerto grantdispensationsathis discre-
tion, during the recessof the Grand Lodge.
But dispensationsfor the purposeof congre-
gating a sufficient numberof brethrento form
and open a lodge, and when openedto enter
and make Freemasons,shall not be in force
anylonger than until the next annualmeeting
of the Grand Lodge. Ip caseof the absence
or disability of the Grand Master, the duties
of his office shall be dischargedby the Deputy
Grand Master, and in propersequenceby the
Grand Wardens respectively.

2. The Grand Treasurer shall deposit all
moneys of the Grand Lodge in. a bank of
deposit in this State, in the name of “The
GrandLodge of the Most Ancient and Hon-
orable Society of Freeand AcceptedMasons
for the State of New Jersey,” andshall draw
out the same only by the authority of the
Grand Lodge, or by the Grand Master in the
recess, by check or draft, countersignedby
the GrandSecretary;andall surplusfunds of
the GrandLodge orderedto be investedshall
be investedin the nameof the Grand L4odge
as aforesaid, and shall not be assigned. lie
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shall also annuallymakeout a detailed report
to the GrandLodge of all moneysreceivedand
paid out by him.

In caseof the disability of the GrandTreas-
urer, from whatevercause,to perform the du-
ties of his office, the Grand Master shall ap-
point somememberof he GrandLodge to act
as Grand Treasurerduring the incapacity or
disability of the GrandTreasurer.

The Grand Master shall be the judge of the
incapacityor disability of the GrandTreasurer
and as to his recovery from suchincapacity or
disability.

3. The Grand Secretaryshall havecustody
of the archives. He shall keep fair recordsof
all the transactionsof the GrandLodge. He
shall keepa register for the particular purpose
of entering all warrants,dispensations,and the
nameof every memberof eachlodge, together
with the returnsfrom the severallodges. He
shall furnish the first-namedpersonon every
committee,as soonas possible,with a copy of
theminutesandpaperswhich relateto thebusi-
nessof suchcommittee, for which he shall take
a receipt; and the personso first namedshall
call the committeetogether,andbe answerable

for the papers,which he shall return with the
report. No warrantor instrument of writing
from the GrandLodge is authenticwithouthis
attestationand signature, and under seal, as
the laws require. The generalcorrespondence
with the lodges and brethrenover the whole
world is to be conductedby him, agreeablyto
the voice of the GrandLodge anddirection of
the Grand Master. He shallpromptly furnish
the C6mmittee on Foreign Correspondence
with the proceedingsof other Grand Lodges
for review, and forward to every lodge, at the
expenseof the GrandLodge, reportsof its an-
nual proceedings. He shall receiveand keep
a proper accountof all moneys of the Grand
Lodge, and pay over the sameto the Grand
Treasurerwithout delay. He shall report an-
nually to the Grand Lodge the amount oI
money receivedby him, by items, and the spe~
cific sourcesfrom which it was received; also
the namesof the lodgesthathaveneglectedtC

render properannualreturns. In ca9e of th.
absence,disability or deathof the Grand Sec-
retary, the duties of his office shall devolve
upon the Deputy GrandSecretary,who shall
then receivethe emolumentsthereof.
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4. There shall be appointedat each annual
communication~of this Grand Lodge, by the
Grand Master-elect,a proper and competent
member of this Grand Body, who shall be
known as the Right Worshipful Grand In-
structor, who shall be the custodianand con~
servatorof the standardMasonicwork of New
Jersey,and whose instructionsconcerningthe
sameshall be followed by the District Deputies
and the lodges of this jurisdiction.

It shallbe the duty of the Grand Instructor
to impart the standardwork of this jurisdic-
tion to the District Deputies,andalso to offi-
cers of lodgeswho may visit him for instruc-
tion therein.

~. This jurisdiction shall be divided into
twenty-four Masonic districts, each of which
shall be under the chargeof aDistrict Deputy.

6. The severaldistricts shall be designated
and District Deputies appointedand assigned
by the Grand Master immediately after his
installation.

7. It shall be the duty of each District
Deputy, under the supervisionof the Grand
Master, to obtain and thoroughly commit to
memorythe standardwork, as impartedby the
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Grand Instructor,as soonas practicableafter
his appointmentto oflice; and upon the occa-
sion of his official visitation to each lodge as-
signedto his care he shall require the exem-
plification of the secretwork, by the regular
officers of the lodge, upon a substitutefor a
candidate,and shall correct all inaccuracies;
to make an official visit to every lodge in his
districtat leastoncein eachyear; to examine
the books and recordsof each lodge, and see
that they are properly kept; to ascertain the
state and condition of the lodges; to receive
andsecurethe funds andpropertyof any dor-
mant or extinct lodge in his district, and im-
mediatelytransmitthe sameto the Grand Sec-
retary; to make report of his doings and of
the generalcondition of Masonry in his dis-
trict, with such particularsas he may deem
necessary,and transmit such report to the
GrandMaster at least two weeks prior to the
annual communicationof the Grand Lodge,
or wheneverrequiredby him; andto perform
suchotherdutiesandservicesas maybe depu-
ted or intrustedto him by the Grand Master.

8. The Grand Pursuivantshall be stationed
inside the door and announcethe namesand

K
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titles of all personsreportedto him by the
Grand Tyler.

9. The Grand Tyler shall guard the door
of the GrandLodge on the outside, report all
brethrenseekingadmission,and see that none
enter but such as are duly authorized and
properly clothed. He shall serve summonses

andperformall the customaryservicepertain-
ing to his office.

io. The GrandTreasurer,GrandSecretary,
Grand Instructor and Grand Tyler shall re-
ceive such statedcompensationfor their serv-
ices as the Grand Lodge shall direct.

ARTIcLE IV.

CHARGES AND APPEALs.

‘. Every chargebrought before this Grand
Lodge against any Master or Warden of a
lodge shall be made in writing, specifying—
first, the charge; second, the circumstances
andacts upon which the chargeis based. The
Master or Warden so charged shall be fur-
nished with a copy thereof by the GrandSec-
retaryor his Deputyat least onemonth before
the time appointed for the trial of the same.
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2. All appealsshall be in writing, and shall
contain the exceptionsof the appellantto the
proceedingsand the action of the lodge ap-
pealed from, andshall be filed with the Grand
Secretary. The appellantshall give notice to
the lodge from whose action the appeal is
taken, of his intention to appeal,at least one
month before the next annualcommunication
of the Grand Lodge; whereuponit shall be
the duty of the Secretaryof such lodge to file
immediately, with the Grand Secretary,duly
certified under his hand and the seal of the
lodge, the chargespreferred in the case, the
whole of the evidencetaken before the lodge
or committee, and a copy of all minutes of
the lodge which refer to the matter in contro-
versy.

ARTIcLI~ V.

ORDER AND RULES OF BUSINESS.

i. The GrandLodge shall proceedto busi-
nessat the hour and placeappointedas soon
as a representationfrom at least fifteen lodges
on record is present.

2. The representativesof each lodgeshall be
seatedtogether,lodges and Past Masters in
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numerical order of districts, beginning from
the east, the odd-numbereddistricts on the
southside and the even-numbereddistrictson
the north side of the GrandLodge.

3. Th~ Order of Businessshall be as fol-
lows:

First. The reading of the minutes of the
last annual and emergentcommunications.

Second. Reading of the address of the
GrandMasterandreportsof the GrandTreas-
urer andGrand Secretary.

Third. Considerationof reports of commit-

tees previously madeand deferred.
Fourth. Reportsol committees.
Fifth. Petitions.
Sixth. Miscellaneousbusiness.
Seventh.Election of officers.
Lighth. Installation of officers.
Ninth. Appointmentof the following Com-

mittees:
A Committee on Dispensationsand War-

rants,which shall report upon the grantingof
dispensations,the propriety of granting war-
rants to the recipientsof such dispensations;
andalso all applicationsfor warrants,and all
casesof forfeitedwarrants.

A Committee on Printing, which shall act
for the Grand Lodge in consideringbids and
awardingcontractsfor printingsuch matteras
shall be orderedby the Grand Lodge.

A Committee on Foreign Correspondence,
to which shall be referredall mattersinvolving
the relations between this and other Grand
Lodges. This committeeshall makea report
or a review of the proceedingsof other Ma-
sonicbodieswith which this GrandLodge is in
zommunication,which shall be printed in the
annualproceedings.

A Committeeon Finance,to which shall be
referred all recommendationsand resolutions
involving the appropriation of funds of the
Grand Lodge.

A Committeeon Audit, which shallexamine
into and audit quarterly the severalaccounts
of the GrandTreasurerand the GrandSecre-
tars-, the Masonic Home and the Trusteesof
the GrandLodgeand report the result of such
audit at each annual coinnaunication of the
GrandLodge.

A Committeeon ConstitutionandBy-Laws,
to which shall be referredall propositionsto
alter, amendor addto the constitution,by-laws

2
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andgeneral regulationsof the GrandLodge,
the code for trial of chargesand the by-laws
of lodges.

A Committeeon MasonicJurisprudence,to
which shall be referred all decisionsof the
GrandMaster,andquestionsof Masonicjuris-
prudence. During recessof the GrandLodge
it maybe called upon by the GrandMaster for
advice.

A Committeeon AppealsandGrievances,to
which shallbereferredall appealsarisingfrom
chargespreferred. It shall be the duty of this
committee to determine, from the submitted
record only, whether or not the appeal was
regularly takenandperfected; that the lodge
hadjurisdiction of the persons,andthata Ma-
sonicoffensewas charged;and, if so, that the
specifications stated facts which, if proven,
constitutedthe particular offense charged.

The jurisdiction of the lodge, its conformity
to the procedurespecified in the code for
trials being ascertained,the committee is to
report upon the question of material error,

either of law or fact, at the ttial, to the detri-
ment of the appellant. The lodge being the
sole tribunal for the determinationof issues
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raised by or between individual members,its
conclusionson questionsof fact are not to be
disturbed, unlesscontrary to the overwhelm-
ing weightof the submitted testimony;and on
questionsof law the actionof the lodgeshould
not be disturbedunlessa denial of justice to
one of the partiesis apparentfrom the record
of the trial. The committeeis not to receive
or pass upon additional evidenceor hear ex
parte statementsof additional testimony not
containedin the submitted record.

A Committee on Jurisdiction of Lodges,
which committeeshallhavepowerto determine
the territorial jurisdiction of each lodgewhen-
ever such jurisdiction is in dispute, subject,
however,to the approvalof the GrandLodge,
or, in the interim, of the Grand Master.

A Committeeon Ritual, of which the Grand
Instructorshallbe chairman,which shallassist
in the conservationof the Ritual andpassupon
mattersreferredto it regardingits proper in-
terpretationand rendition.

A Committee on Necrology, which shall
make appropriatereport upon the ddceaseof
membersof the Grand Lodge.
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A Committee on Grand Master’s Address,
to which the annualaddressof the GrandMas-
ter shall be referred for segregationand for
recommendationfor reference by topic, to
appropriatecommittees,as subject-mattershall
indicate.

A Committeeon UnfinishedBusiness,which
shall reportby title andsubjectany matteren-
gaging the attention of the Grand Lodge,
which, immediately precedingthe close of an
annual communication,hasnot beendefinitely
concludedby action oF the GrandLodge.

A Committeeon Credentialsof Representa-
tives andReturnsof Lodges, and such special
committeesas may be required to discharge
any specialdutiesassignedby the GrandLodge
with aview to expeditingits business.

A Committeeon Library, which shall care-
fully considera broaderand more extensive
exchangeof Masonic literature between this
and other M. W. Grand Lodges; preparea
cataloguethereof and to do whatevermay be
requiredto makeof greatervalue andperma-
nency the volumes now in possessionof this
GrandLodge,and thosewhich shall hereafter
be acquired.
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There shall be five Trusteesof the Grand
Lodge, one of whom shall be elected for five
yearsat eachannualcommunication. 1919, p.
296.

Vacanciesin the office of Trusteescreated
by the death,resignationor removal from the
jurisdiction of an incumbent,shall be filled ad
interim by an appointmentby the GrandMas-
ter until the nextannualcommunication,when
an electionshall be held for the unexpiredterm
sovacated.

It shall be their specialduty to care for, in-
sure,preserveandmaintainin properrepairthe
property in their charge. They shall havethe
managementand control of the businessand
property of the Grand Lodge, and subject to
the provisionsof the statutesof NewJersey,to
the act of incorporation,and to theseby-laws,
mayexerciseall the powersof thecorporation.

They are authorized to invest the inactive
fundsof the GrandLodge to anyamount less
thana remainderof threethousanddollars of
the aggregatetotal of such funds,not presently
requiredto meetexisting obligations,or to de-
fray immediately prospectiveexpendituresal-
readyauthorized;provided, that such surplus
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funds may be investedin such bondscr public
securitiesas those in which savings banks or
fiduciary institutionsof the Stateof New Jer-
sey may lawfully invest funds; but provided
fui’thcr, that no loans or investmentsshall be
flla(le on real estateor mortgagethereon.

hUtch and every inxestmentby the Trustees
Th Ii he madeonly after written resolution or
~‘cr~ii nent record of the samesiall havebeen
~igncdby the Trusteesor a majority of their
numberandapprovedin writing thereonby the
GrandMaster.

When in the exerciseof their best judgment
and discretionthe Trusteesshall deemit wise
andadvisableto sell anyor all of the securities
oi realty owned by the GrandLodge,or when
orderedsoto do by the GrandLodge,theyshall
do so to the bestpossibleadvantage.

Upon all committeesthe first namedmember
shall be chairman,andthe standingcommittees
shall continuein office during the recessof the
GrandLodge.

4. The Standing Committees on Dispensa-
tions and Warrants, Constitution and By-
Laws, Masonic Jurisprudence,Appeals and
Grievances,andRitual, shall eachbe composed

3’
of five members. All other committees,ap-
pointed by the Grand Master, shall consist of
three members,unless otherwise specified by
voteof the GrandLodge.

Recordof the proceedingsof eachcommittee
shall be kept anda full report of the samebe
madeat the next annual communication.

It shall be the duty of every standingor
special committee, to which any questionor
subject is referred for investigationor con-
sideration, to embody in its report thereona
clearandconcisestatementof the subject-mat-
ter before presentingan opinion or comments
pertinentto the same;andwhateverrecommen-
dations the committeeshall deemit proper to
make shall be submitted,with its reasonsfor
offering them, in the form of specific resolu-
tions appendedto the report for decisiveaction
by the GrandLodge.

~. The GrandLodgeshall m~et at the hour
on eachday to which it shall have previously
beencalled.

6. The Grand Mastershall decide all ques-
tions of orderandwithout debate.

7. When a brother rises to speak,he shall
respectfullyaddressthe Grand Masti~r, and if

I
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he transgressthe rules of the Grand Lodge,
in speakingor otherwise,the Grand Master
shall call him to order, when he shall imme-
diately be seated,unlesspermittedto explain.

8. No brother shall speak more than twice
to any questionwithout leave; andwhen two
or moreriseat the sametime, the GrandMas-
ter shallnamethe brotherwho shall first speak.

~. Whenthe GrandMasteris addressingthe
GrandLodge,or putting aquestion,all debate
shall cease.

io. No~ brother may vote on any question
in which his personalinterestsareinvolved.

ii. When a motion is madeand seconded,
it shall, before debate,be statedby the Grand
Master; or, if in writing, it shall be readaloud
by the GrandSecretary.

C2. When a question is under debate,no
motion shall be received except to postpone,
commit, or amend,and thesemotions shall be
put in the order in which they stand.

13. A motion to amend,until decided,shall
preclude all other amendmentsof the main
question.

14. Any membermay call for a division of
the quest?on where the samewill admit of it.

i~. No new motion which totally changes
the subject-matteron which the original mo-
tion was intendedto operateshall be enter-
tained, under color of amendment,as a suW
stitute ~or the motion under debate.

i6. Any motion or resolutionpassedby the
GrandLodgemay be reconsideredat the same
communication.

17. All questionsshall be put in the order
in which they aremoved; andin filling blanks
the largest sum or quantity and the longest
time shall be first put.

iS. The government and control of the
Masonic Homeshall hereafterbe entrustedto
a Boardof Governorsconsistingof five mem-
bers, one of whom shall be elected for five
years at each annual communication,except
that the first Board of Governorsshall be ap-
pointed by the Grand Master for termsof five,
four, three, two and one year respectively.
Vacanciesin the office of Governorcreatedby
the death, resignafion or removal of an incum-
bent from the jurisdiction, shall be filled ad
interim by the Grand Master, until the next
aunualcommunication,when an election shall
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be held for the unexpiredterm sovacated. It
shall be the duty of such Boardof Governors
to obtain a proper building and surrounding
property to be usedas aHomefor indigentor
helplessMasons.their wives, widows andchil-
dren. The mother of a Master Mason shall
alsobe eligible for admissionto the Home. To
adopt all necessaryrules and regu[ations for
the governmentthereof; to prescribethe quali-
fications for admissionto suchHomeandgen-
erally to exercise full control thereof, subject
to the directionof the GrandLodge. 1922, pp.
129, 157, 214; 1923, p. 432.

GENU~AL RIIGULATIONS.

i. TheancientregulationrequiringtheMas-
terto haveservedas a Warden,shall be strfctly
enforcedin this jurisdiction.

2. No brother shall be permitted to vouch
for anypersonapplyingto visit a lodge,unless
he hassat in openlodgewith him as a Master
Mason or has examinedhim under the direc-
tion of the Master.

3. No lodgeworking underthis jurisdiction
shall confer the degree of Fellow Craft or
MasterMasonuponanybrotherwho hasbeen
initiatedor passed(asthe casemaybe) in any
other lodge, unlessthe brotherapplying shall
produce a recommendationor certificate of
goodstandingfrom the lodgein which he was
elected.

4. No lodge under this jurisdiction shall re-
ceive any petition for initiation or affiliation,
except at a stated communication thereof.
Such petition shall be referredto a committee

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of investigation,which shall makediligent in-
quiry as to the characterandstandingof the
petitioner, and report upon the same to the
lodge at a statedcommunication,not less than
four weeks subsequentto the date of the re-
ception of the petition, and no ballot shall
be taken upon such petition unless there
be sevenmemberspresent;nor, exceptby spe-
cial dispensation,shall any candidatebe ad-
vanceduntil four weekshaveelapsedafter re-
ceiving a degree,andhe hasexhibitec.l suitable
proficiency therein in open lodge. 1921, pp.

240, 310.

~. No lodge, whose territorial jurisdiction
hasnot beendefined,shall actupon a petition
ol anyapplicantfor initiation whoseresidenc.e
may be nearer some other lodge under this
jurisdiction,without the consentof suchlodge,
except lodges located in cities and townships
which shall have concurrent jurisdiction in
such cities andtownshipsrespectively.

6. No lodge shall confer the three degrees
of Masonry for a less sumthan thirty dollars.
ten dollarsof which shall accompanythe peti-
tion; and no lodge shall require the payment
of a fee for the affiliation of a brother.
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7. A petition may be withdrawn with the
= unanimousconsentof the lodge beforethe in-

ves~igating committee has reported, but not
aft~rwards.

8. In all casesof conferring degrees,and
immediately thereafter,the appropriatelecture
and charge or portion thereof appertaining
theretomustbe delivered.

9. No lodge shall make more than five
Masons at one and the samecommunication,
nor confer a degreeon more than five candi-
datesat a time.

10. A. brother ~ho has dimitted from a
lodge, cannotagainbe madeamemberof that
or any other lodge except by affiliation; and
no brother shall be a member of more than
one lodge at the same time.

ii. There shall be no Masonic procession,
other than funeral processions,without the
consentof the Grand Master; or, in his ab-
sencefrom the jurisdiction, or incapacity, of
the nexthighestGrandOfficer.

12. Every lodge shall exerciseall rights of
discipline overMasons (notmembersthereof)

K
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who reside in the immediatevicinity of such
lodge, so far as relate to the conductand be-
havior of such Masonswhile so resident.

13. Every lodge has the inherent righ~ to
makeby-laws andregulationsfor its own gov-
ernmentandconcerns;provided,that such laws
and regulationsare conformableto the prin-
ciplesandlandmarksof the Craft, andthe laws
and regulationsof this Grand Lodge.

14. Upon the demise of any lodge within
this jurisdiction, the last SecretaryandTreas-
urer of said lodge shall, within one month
thereafter,surrenderto the Grand Secretary
all the books, papers,jewels, funds and furni-
ture of the lodge so demised,to be deposited
in the archivesof the Grand Lodge; nor shall
any former member of said demisedlodge in
arrearsfor dues be affiliated with any other
lodge until he shall havepaid such arrearsto
the Grand Secretary.

i~. Any memberof anyof the lodgeswithin
the jurisdiction of this Grand Lodge (except
an officer duly elected and installed, or an
officer of .the Grand Lodge), who shall be in
arrearsfor duestwelve months,andwho shall
refuseor neglectto pay the samewithin three

I

months after demand thereof shall have been
madeby the Secretaryof the lodge to whom
the sameare due and payable, may be sus-
pended,after dueand timely noticeof ameet-
ing of the lodge at which he may be heardin
regardto his proposedsuspension.

i6. The electionof officers shall be held by
the several lodges under this jurisdiction, at
the statedcommunicationto be held on or im-
mediately precedingthe feastof St. Johnthe
Evangelist (December27th), andin casesuch
communication shall happenon the 24th or
25th of December,or on a Sunday,thensuch
electionshallbe heldat the statedcommunica-
lion immediatelyprecedingsuchdate; andthe
Secretaryof each lodge shall,within one week
after such election, report in writing- to the
GrandMasterandGrand Secretarythe names
of the Master,WardensandSecretaryelected,
with their post-officeaddress.

17. No Master-elect shall enter upon the
duties of his office previousto his havingbeen
duly qualified and installed in his own lodge.

i8. In caseof the suspension,expulsionor
restoration of a member,either of the Grand
Lodge or a lodge, two-thirds of the votes of
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the memberspresentshall be requiredby bal-
lot (eKcept in declaringdegreeof punishment
to be inflicted after conviction by trial, which
shall be by a majority ballot); provided,that
in caseswherenon-paymentof duesshall have
beenthe sole causeof suspension,amajority of
the votes (by ballot) of the memberspresent
shall be sufficient to restore.

19. The useof anybook,documentor paper,
written or printed,or in cipher, purporting to
be the secret ritual of Freemasonry,is abso-
lutely prohibited.

20. In all casesnot provided for in these
by-lawsand regulations,the Craft shalladhere
to and be governedby the ancient Masonic
regulations.

21. No alteration or addition shallbe made
to these by-laws and regulationsunlesspro-
posedin writing. If seconded,the proposition
shalllie over for theconsiderationof the Grand
Lodgeat its nextannualcommunication; pro-
vidcd, however,that any such propositionmay
be acted upon at the samecommunicationat
which it is made,by unanimousconsent.

CODE FOR TUE iRIAL OF
CHARGES.

(Adopted January 23d, 1879, with amend-
mentsto April 7th, 1924.)

When a member of a lodge, amenableto
trial in a lodge, shalibeaccusedof acrime or
offense which, if proven, would subject him
to Masonic discipline, the proceedingsin the
premisesshall beconductedin accordancewith
the following:

RULES.

i. The accusationshall be reducedto writ-
ing, specifying first the charge, which shall
consist of a generalstatementof the o~ense
chargedagainstthe accusedbrother; second,
the specifications, which shall specify sepa-
rately eachact of the accusedupon which the
chargeis based,each specification coveringa
single act or series of acts, constituting one
offense,togetherwith the time andplace when

(4’)
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andwheresuch acts werecommitted,as nearly
as can be ascertained.

2. The charge and specifications shall be
presentedto the lodge having jurisdiction, at
a statedcommunication, signed by a Master
Mason in good standing,and if receivedby
a vote of the lodgethe Mastershall forthwith
and under the seal of the lodge, notify the
District Deputy of the Masonic district in
which such lodge is included, that charges
havebeen regularly preferredagainstthe ac-
cused brother, and shall serveor causeto be
servedupon the District Deputy,and upon the
accused,personally, if practicable, otherwise
by mail, directed to his last known place of
residence,with the postageprepaidthereon,a
copy of the chargesand specifications,attested
by the Secretaryunder the seal of the lodge,
and in the samemannershall serveupon the
accusedandaccusera notice that the District
Deputywill be presentat astatedcommunica-
tion of the lodge, to be determinedby him, to
be held, in caseof personalservice,not less
than ten, and in caseof service by mail, not
less than twenty days after service of such
notice.

3. SuchDistrict Deputyshall attendat sucri
communicationof the lodge, upon at least ten
days’ previous notice, and shall have power,
upon objectionbeing madeby or on behalf of
the accused,or by any brother of the lodg
or in his discretion, to strike out any charge
or specification that he may deem frivolous,
defective,insufficient or Masonicallyunlawful,
either in form or substance. He shall then
presentthe namesof fifteen MasterMasonsof
the Masonicdistrict in which the accusedre-
sides,who are in good Masonicstanding,and
the accuserandaccused,or if either the accuser
or accusedbe neitherpresentnor represented
by counsel, or if, being present,either refuses
to act, then some brother of the lo&lge, ap-
pointed by the Master to representthem, or
either of them, shall eachstrike from suchlist
four names,and the seven remaining names
shall constitutethe committee to whom such
chargesandspecificationsshallbereferred,and
who shallactas a jury to hearall the evidence
offered by the accused,accuserand witnesses,
and to determinethe guilt or innocenceof the
accused.
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4. The committee, all of whom must hear
all the evidence,shallassemble,at a time to be
designatedat saidcommunicationby such Dis-
trict Deputy, in the room occupied by the
lodge to which the accusedbelongs, or at
someother convenientplace to be selectedby

the District Deputy. The District Deputy
shall be in chargeof the hearingsat suchtrial,
and shall have power to reject any irrelevant
or improperevidencethatmaybe offered. The
lodge to which the accusedbelongs shall ap-
point a competentbrotherto act as secretary,
who shall keep a complete record of all the
proceedingsbefore such committee, including
all the testimony offered in connection with
the casepandsuch lodgeshallpay thenecessary
cost of the servicesof such secretary.

If the accuserbe neither presentnor repre-
sented at such meeting, the District Deputy
shall adjourn the hearing for one or more
times, not exceedingeight days each, giving
both partiesat least two days’ notice of such
adjournedday. If the accuserbe neitherpres-
ent nor representedat such adjournedmeeting
or meetingsthe District Deputymayreport the
chargesand specificationsback to the lodge
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at its next stated communication; and if so
reported they shall be forthwith dismissed;
provided, however, that if the accused be
neitherpresentnor represented,the committee
may proceedex parte.

In casesuch District Deputy shall be per-
sonallyintefestedin the controversy,or physi-
cally incapacitated from acting, the Grand
Mastershall commission,underhis privateseal,
anotherDistrict Deputy to conduct the trial.
Such commissionshallbe filed with the Grand
Secretaryat the closeof the trial.

~. No personshall be presentduringthe in-
vestigation beFore the committee without its
consent,except the District Deputy duly em-
powered,the Masterof the lodge, the accuser
or accusers,the accused,their counsel,a secre-
tary andthe summonedwitnesses; exceptthat
the District Deputy may, in his discretion, at
any stageof the proceedings,call upon some
brotherlearned in Masoniclaw to advisehim
in the properperformanceof his duties.

6. At the commencementof the trial the
charge and specificationsshall be read aloud
by the secretary,and the accused,if present,
shall be required to pleadguilty or not guilty
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thereto, and to each of them, as read, andhis
pleas shall be recordedby the secretary. If
the accusedbe absent,or being presentshall
refuseto plead, the secretaryshall entera plea
of not guilty, and the committeeshall proceed
to examinewitnesses. At the requestof either
party all witnesses,except the one under ex-
amination,maybe excludedfrom the room.

7. The partiesinterestedshallhavethe bene-
fit of counsel, if they desire; provided, said
counsel shall be affiliated Master Masons in
good standing.

S. In casea witness is not a Master Mason
the testimony may be takenby the committee,
the witness having been first sworn in their
presence before some person, designatedby
the District Deputy, who is authorizedby the
laws of this State to administeroaths.

9. In taking testimony, interrogatoriesmay
be propoundedeitherby the committeeor the
parties or their counsel, in the discretion of
the District Deputy.

If either party desiresthe testimony of any
personwho resides,or is out of this State,or
is unableto attendbefore the committee,such
testimonymay, at the discretionof the District
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Deputy, be takenbefore anypersonauthorized
by the laws of this Stateto administeran oath
in the placewherethe testimonyis to be taken
upon such notice to the oppositeparty as the
District Deputymay direct; the persontaking
such testimonyshall first take an oathor affir-
i-nation, fairly andimpartially to takethe same;
the testimonyof such witness,if not a Master
Mason, shall be taken on oath or affirmation
upon ititerrogatoriesto be thenand there put
by the partiesor either of them,or anyperson
authorizedin their behalf, and such interroga-
toriesandthe answerstheretoshall be reduced
to writing by the officer taking such testimony,
and shall be subscribedin his presenceby the
witness,and thereuponthe sameshallbe certi-
fied, sealed up and mailed, or deliveredper-
sonally to the District Deputy who is conduct-
ing the trial, by whom the sameshall be opened
andpresentedto the committee,who shall de-
liver the samewith other testimony as here-
inafter provided; provided,that the party ap-
plying for the examinationof the witnessshall
first pay all expensesof taking and transmit-
ting such testimony.
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io. The District Deputy shallhavepowerto
send for personsandpaperson behalf of the
partiesinterested,and to require the Secretary
of the lodgeto issue and servesuch summons,
in due form, as may be necessaryfor that
purpose,and may adjourn the hearing from
time to time in his discretion.

ii. At the close of the hearings,andafter
the accusedandaccuserand their counselshall
havehadan opportunity to discuss,befbrethe
committee, the guilt or innocence-of the ac-
cused, the committeeshall carefully consider,
in secret,the evidencetaken, andshall render
a verdict of “guilty” or “not guilty” as to each
of the specifications. Five (~) adversevotes
shall be required to establishthe guilt of the
accused.

[2. The testimony shall be reducedto writ-
ing anddeliveredto the Secretaryof the lodge
at the close of the examination,togetherwith
the information that the committeehas found
a verdict of guilty or not guilty as to eachof
the specifications.

13. If the committeeshall find the accused
not guilty, such verdict, when communicated
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to the lodge, shall terminatethe proceedings;
but if the committeeshall have found the ac-
cused guilty on one or more of the specifica-
tions, the membersof the lodge shall be sum-
monedto meetat the nextregularcommunica-
tion of the lodge,or suchsubsequentcommuni-
cation as the lodge shall appoint, for the pur-
poseof determiningthe degreeof punishment
to be inflicted upon the accused. Neither the
accusernor the accusedshall be allowed in the
lodge while such penalty is being determined.

14. When readyto proceedwith the matter
of determiningthe gradeof punishmentto be
inflicted, the Master of the lodge shall cause
the chargeandspecificationsandthe verdict of
the committeeto be read. 1923, pp. 380, 440,

463.
15. After counsel shall have been alloweo

reasonabletime for argumentfor andagainst
the accused,and for answeringany questions
that may be put by membersof the lodge re-
garding any point or points in the testimony,
the lodge shall,~ by a majority ballot (every
memberpresentbeing required to vote), de-
darethe degreeof punishmentto be inflicted,

3
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voting first on the highestgradeof punishment
named.

x6. The grades of punishment shall be:
first, expulsion; second,indefinite suspension;
third, suspensionfor a definite period,but not
exceeding two years; fourth, public repri-
mand; fifth, private reprimand.

In casethe Lodgeshall vote in favor of defi-
nite suspension,the time of such suspension
shall be determinedalso by ballot, the ballot
being taken, if necessary,on the follcwing
periods: Two years, one year, six months,
threemonths.

17. The accused,the accuser,or anymember
of the Lodgeaggrievedby the decisionthereof,
may appealto the Grand Lodge, hut such ap-
peal must be perfectedbeforethe annualcom-
municationof the Grand Lodge then next en-
suing; provided,at leastonemonth intervenes
betweensuch decision and such ccsmmunica-
tion. Otherwisethe appealmaybe to the sec-
ond annual communication of the Grand
Lodge succeedingsuch decisidn, unlessother-
wise orderedby the G;andLodge.

i. Belief in God as the GreatArchitect and
SupremeRuler cf the Universe.

THE GREAT LIGHT IN MASONRY—

2. The acceptanceof the revealedWord of
God as the rule andguide for our faith and
practice,andits visible presencein everylodge.

THE GRAND MASTER—

3. The Grand Master is elected by the
Craft, and holds office until his successoris
duly installed. He is the ruler of the Craft
and is, of right, the presidingofficer of every
assemblageo f Masons as such. He may,
within his jurisdiction, convenea lodge at any

time or place and do Masonic work therein;
may createlodges by his warrant, and.arrest
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the warrant of any lodge. He may suspend,
during his pleasure,the operationof any rule
or regulationof Masonry not a “Landmark.”
He may suspendthe installed officers of any
lodge and reinstate them at pleasure, and is
not answerablefor his acts as Grand Master.
He may deputizeany brotherto do anyact in
his absencewhich he himself might do if
present.

THE LODGE—
4. A Masonic lodge must have a Master

and two Wardens,and when convened for
Masonicwork~mustbeduly tyled.

THE CANDIDATE—
~. No personcan be madea Masonunless

he be a man free-born, of mature and dis-
creet age, of good characterand reputation
andhavingno maim or defect in his body that
may render him incapableof learning the art
or of being advancedto the several degrees~
nor unless he apply for admission without
solicitation and take upon himself the Ma-
sonic obligations. Nor can he be admittedto
membershipin a Masoniclodgeexceptupon a
secretballot by the brethrenof that lodge.

THE BRETHREN—

6. Masons,as such,are equal; possessthe
vight ~ovisit every lodge or assemblyof Ma-
sons wheretheir presencewill not disturb the
peaceandharmonyof the same,andto appeal
to the General Assembly of Masons,or its
substitute, the Grand Lodge, whenever ag-
grievedby any act of a lodge.

MASTERS AND WARDENS—

7. The Master of a lodge, before his elec-
tion as such, must have servedas a Warden.
He and the Wardensare electedby the mem-
bers of the lodge, but hold their offices, by
virtue of the warrant of the Grand Master,
until their successorshavequalified. Theyare
his representativesin the lodge, and are not,
therefore, responsibleto the lodge for their
official acts,nor canthey betried or disciplined
by the lodgeduring their term of office.

JURISDIcTION—

8. Every Mason, for Masonicpurposes,is
subject to the jurisdiction of the lodge within
whosejurisdiction he resides.

~. The legend of the third degree; the

CHARGE I.

ConcerningGOD and RELIGIoN.

A Mason is obliged by his Tenure,to obey
the moralLaw; andif he rightly understands
the Art, he will never be a stupidAtheist, nor
an irreligious Libertine. But thoughin ancient

Times Masons were chargedin every Country

to be of the Religionof thatCountryor Nation,
whateverit was,yet ‘tis now thoughtmoreex-
pedientonly to oblige them to that Religion in
which all men agree, leaving their particular
opinionsto themselves;that is, to be goodMen
and true, or men of Honour and Honesty, by
whatever Denominationsor Persuasionsthey
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may be distinguished; whereby Masonry be-
comes the centre of Union, and the meansof
conciliating true Friendship among Persons
thatmusthaveremainedata perpetualdistance.

CHARGE II.

Of the CIVIL MAGISTRATE Supremeand
subordinate.

A Masonis a peaceableSubject to the Civil
Powers,whereverhe residesor works, and is
neverto be concernedin Plots and Conspiracies
againstthe Peaceand Welfare of the Nation,
nor to behavehimself undutifully to inferior

Magistrates;for as Masonryhatli beenalways
injured by War, Bloodshed, and Confusion,

so ancient Kings andPrinceshavebeenmuch
disposedto encouragethe Craftsmen,because
of their Peaceablenessand Loyalty, whereby
they practically answeredthe cavils of their
Adversaries,andpromotedthe Honour of the
Pi-aternity, whoever flourished in Tilnes of
Peace. So that if a Brothershould be a Rebel
against the state,he is not to be countenanced
in his Rebellion, howeverhe may be pitied as
an unhappyman; andif convictedof no other

crime, thoughthe loyal Brotherhoodmust and
ought to disown his Rebellion, and give no
Umbrageor Ground of political Jealouslyto
the Governmentfor the timebeing;they cannot
expelhim from the Lodge,andhis Relationto
it remainsindefeasible.

CHARGE III.

Of LODGES.

A LODGE is a Placewhere A/Iasonsassemble
and work. Hencethat Assembly,or duly or-
ganizedSociety of Masons,is called a LODGE,

and every Brother ought to belongto one, and
to be subjectto its By-Lawsandthe GENERAL

REGULATIONS. It is eitherparticular orgeneral,
and will -be best understoodby attending it,
andby theRegulationsof the Generalor Grand
Lodgehereuntoannexed. In ancientTimes,no
Masteror Fellowi could be absentfrom it, espe-
cially whenwarnedto appearat it, without in-
curring a severecensure,until it appearedto
the Master and Wa~rdens,that pure Necessity
hinderedhim.

The Personsadmittedmembersof a Lodge,
mustbegood~andtrue Men, free born, andof

1
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mature and discreet Age, no Bondmen, no
Women, no immoral or scandalousMen, but
of good Report.

CHARGE IV.

Of MASTERS, WARDENS, Fellows, and
Apprentices.

All preferment amongMasons is grounded
upon real Worth and personal Merit only;
that so the Lords may be well served, the
Brethren not put to Shame, nor the Royal
Craft despised: Thereforeno Masteror War-
den is chosenby Seniority, but for his Merit.
It is impossibleto describethesethings in writ-
ing, andeveryBrother mustattendin his Place,
and learn them in away peculiar to this Fra-
ternity. Only Castdidatesmay know, that no

MastershouldtakeanApprentice,unlesshe has
sufficient Imployment for him, and unlesshe
be aperfectYouth, havingno Maim or Defect
in his Body, that may render him uncapable
of learning the Art, of serving his Master’s
LORD, and of being madea Brother, and then
a Fellow Craft in due time, evenafter he has
servedsucha Termof Yearsas the Customof
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the Country directs; and that he should be
descendedof honest Parents; that so, when
otherwisequalified, he mayarrive to the Hon-
our of beingthe WARDEN, andthen theMaster
of the Lodge,the Grand Warden,andat length
the GRAND MASTER of all the Lodges,accord-

ing to his Merit.

No Brother canbe a WARDEN until he has
passedthe Partof aFellowC~raft; nor a MAS-

TER until hehasactedasa Warden,norGRAND
WARDEN until he hasbeenMasterof aLodge,
nor GRAND MASTER unlesshehasbeenaFellow
Craft before his Election, who is also to be
nobly born, or aGentlemanof thebestFashion,
or some eminent Scholar, or some curious
Architect, or otherArtist, descendedof honest
Parents,and who is of singulargreatMerit in
the Opinion of the Lodges. And for the better,
and easierand more honourableDischargeof
his Office, the Grand Master has a Power to

chusehis own DEPUTY GRAND MASTER, who

must be then, or must havebeenformerly, the
Master of a particular Lodge, and has the
Privilege of actingwhateverthe GRAND MAS-

TER, his Principal, should act, unless the said

I
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Principal he present,or iAterposehis Authority
by ~aLetter.

These Rulers and Governors,supremeand
su’bordinate of the ancient Lodge, are to be
obeyed in their respectiveStations by all the
Bfethren, according to the old Charges and
Rcgulaitions, with all Humility, Reverence,
Love and Alacrity.

CHARGE V.
Of the MANAGEMENT of the CRAFT sn

working.
All Masonsshall work honestlyon working

Days, that they may live creditably on holy
Days; and the time appointedby the Law of
the Land, or confirmed by Custom, shaLl be
observed.

The most,expert of the Fellow‘Craftsmen
shall be chosen or appo4tedthe Master or
Overseerof the Lord’s work; who is to be
called MASTER by thosethatwork under him.
The Crctftsmenare to avoid all ill Language,
andto call each other by no disobligingName,
but Brother or Fellow; and to behave them-
selves courteously within and without the
Lodge.

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The Master, knowing himself lo be able of
Cunning, shall undertakethe Lord’s \Vork as
reasonablyas possible, and truly dispend his
Goods as if they were his own; nor to give
moreWagesto any brotheror Apprenticethan
he really may deserve.

Both the Master and the Masons receiving
theirWagesjustly, shallbe faithful to theLord,
andhonestly finish their Work, whetherTask
or Journey; nor put the Work to Task that
hathbeenaccustomedto Journey.

None shall discoverEnvy at the Prosperity
of a Brother, nor supplant him, or put him
out of his Work, if he he capableto finish the
same; for no Man can finish another’sWork
so much to the Lord’s Profit, unless he be
thoroughly acquaintedwith the Designs and
Draughts of him that beganit.

Whena Fellow Crcsftsrna:nis chosenWarden
of the Work under the Master, he shall be
true both to Master and Fellows, shall care-
fully overseethe work in theMaster’sAbsence
to the Lord’s Profit: and his Brethren sha[l
obey him.

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All Masors employed, shall meekly receive
their Wageswithout Murmuring or Mutiny,
and not desert the iWaster till the Work is
finished.

A younger Brother shall he instructed in
working, to preventspoiling the Materials for
want of Judgment,and for increasing and -

continuing of Brotherly Love.
All the Tools used in Working shall be

approvedby the GrandLodge.
Nt Latoure’r shallbe employedin the proper

Work of Masonry; nor shall FREE MASONS

work with thosethat arenot free, without an
urgentNecessity;nor shall theyteachLabour-
ers and unacceptedMasons,as they should
teachaBrother or Fellow.

CHARGE VI.

Or BEHAVIOUR, viz.: In the LODGE while
CONSTITUTED.

1. You are not to hold private Committees,
or separateConversation,without Leave from
the Master, nor to talk of anything imperti-

nent or unseemly,nor interrupt the Master or
Wardens, Or any Brother speaking to the

I

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Master; Nor behaveyourself ludicrously or

jestingly while the Lodge is engagedin what
is seriousandsolemn; nor useanyunbecoming

Languageupon any pretencewhatsoever; but
to pay dueReverenceto your Master,Wardens,
andFellows, andput them to worship.

If any Complaint be brought, the Brother
found guilty shall standto the awardandDe-
terminationof the Lodge,who are the proper
and competentJudgesof all such controversies
(unlessyou carry it by Appeal to the GRAND

LODGE), andto whom they ought to be refer-
red, unless a Lord’s Work be hindered the
meanwhile, in which case a particular Refer-
encemay be made; but you mustnever go to

Law about what concernethMasonry, without
an absolutenecessityapparentto the Lodge.

BEHAVIOUR after the LODGE tS over and the
BRETHREN not gone.

2. You may enjoy yourselveswith innocent
Mirth, treating one anotheraccordingto Abil-

ity, but avoiding all Excess, or forcing any
Brother to eator drink beyondhis Inclination,
or hindering him from going when his Occa-

/1
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sions call him, or doing or saying anything
offensive, or that may forbid an easy andfree
Conversation,for that would blast our Har-
mony, anddefeatour laudablePurposes.There-

fore no private Piques Or Quarrels must be
brought within the door of the Lodge, far less
any Quarrels about Religion, or Natio~ns, or
StatePolicy, we being only, as Masons,of the
CatholicReligion,abovementioned,we areals6
of all Nations, Tongues,Kindreds and Lan-
guages, and are resolved against ALL POLl-
TICKS, as what neveryet conducedto the Wel-

fare of the Lodge,nor everwill. This Charge
hasbeenalwaysstrictly enjoinedand observed;

but especially ever since the Reformation in
BR[TAIN, or the Dissentand Secessionof these
Nations from the Commwnionof RoMI~.

BEHAVIOUR when Brethren meet without
Strangers,but not in a LODGE ~ORM~D.

3. You are to saluteone anotherin a courte-
Otis manner,as you will be instructed,calling
each other Brother, freely giving mutual In-

structionas shallbe thoughtexpedient,without
being overseenor overheard,and without en-
croachingupon eachother, or derogatingfrom

that Respectwhich is dueto any Brother,were
he not a Mason: For though all Masonsare
asBrethrenupon the sameLevel, yet Masonry
takesno Honour from a Man that he had be-
fore; nay rather it addsto his Honour, espe-
cially if he has deservedwell of the Brother-
hood, who must give Honour to whom it is

due,and avoid ill Manners.

BEHAVIOUR in Prese~iceof Strangersnot
MASONS.

4. You shall be cautiousin your Wordsand
Carriage, that the most penetrating Stranger
shall not be able to discover or find out what
is not proper to be intimated; and sometimes
you shall divert a discourse, and manage it
prudently for the Honour of the Worsh~ipful
Fraterwity.

BEX-IAvIOUR at HOME and in your
Neighborhood.

5. You are to act as becomesa moral and

Wise Man; particularly,not to let your Family,
Friends, and Neighboursknow the Concerns
of the Lodge, &c., but wisely to consult your
own Honour, and that of the ancient Brother-

hood, for Reasonsnot to be mentionedhere.
You must also consult your Health, by not
continuingtogethertoo late, or too long from
Home, after Lodge hours are past; and by
avoiding of Gluttony or Drunkenness,that
your Familiesbe not neglected,or injured, nor

you disabledfrom Working.

BEHAV]OUR towardsa StrangeBrothey.

6. You are cautiously to examine him, in
such a Method as Prudenceshall direct you,
that you may not be imposed upon by an
ignorant falsePretender,whom you areto re-
j~ct with Contemptand Derision, andbeware
of~giving him any hints of Knowledge.

But if you discover him to be a true and
genuineBrother,you areto respecthim accord-
ingly; and if he is in want, you must relieve
him if you can, or else direct him how he may
be relieved. You must employhim somedays,
or else recommendhim to be employed. But
you arenot chargedto do beyondyour Ability,
only to prefer a poor Brother, that is a good
Man and tri e, before anyotherpoor Peoplein
the same circumstances.

4
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FINALLY, All these CHARGES you are to
observe,andalso thosethat shallbe communi-
catUl to you in another way; cultivating
BROTHERLY LovE, the Foundation and Cap-
stone,the Cementand Glory of this Ancient
Fraternity, avoiding all Wrangling andQuar-
relling, all Slander and Backbiting, nor per-
mitting othersto slanderany honestBrother,
but defendinghis Character,anddoing him all
good Offices, as far as is consistentwith your
Honour and Safety,and no further. And if
any of them do you Injury, you must apply
to your own or his Lodge;and from thenceyou
may appeal to the GRAND LODGE at the qu4rt-
erly Communication,and from thence to the
Annual GRAND LODGE, as hasbeenthe ancient
laudableConductof our Forefathersin every
nation; never taking a legal Coursebut when
the case cannot be otherwise decided, and
patiently listening to the honestand friendly
adviceof MasterandFellows,whentheywould
preventyour going to Law with Strangers,or
would excite you to put a speedyPeriod to all
Lawsuits,that so you maymind the Affair of
MASONRY with the more Alacrity and Success,
but with respectto Brothersor Fellowsat Law,
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the Master and Brethren should kindly offer
their Mediation,which ought to be thankfully
submitted to by the contendingBrethren;and
