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THE ''LosT Wonn'' 

It is not so many years ago, that the three simple letters 
wl1ich constitute the title of this essay would have attracted 
prnctically no attention at all among thinkers of the Western 
world. 

To-day, on the contrary, they are fraught with interest anii 
speculation, because of the er:clenccs which scholars are con­
tinual ly bringing to light, of their wide distribution over the 
whole continent of L\ sia, as either a devotional ejaculation or a 
symbol to be contemplated with awe and reverence and their 
equal pren1lence in the ancient liturgies of the \Vest as factors 
to sacred names and words. 

To this e\'iclence of ubiquit~· \\'<.' arc, perhaps, in· a position 
to adduce some testimony, relating to the relative antiquity of a 
symbol which must have required many centuries to travel so 
far ancl assume so many forms as we shall show it to have 
possessed in the J apse of ages. 

The tradition of a word of ornnific power in which is con­
centrated a store of force, at once tlynamic and intelligent, so 
terrific in its intensity that lte who knows and understandingly 
utters it may wield an absolutely divine sway over the powers 
of the elements, is one of the oldest legends of the human race . 

.Although the '''Orel, supposed to be the one in question, may 
differ accordingly to race and locality the myths concerning it 
bear an extraordinary resemblance to each other, for which 
there should be an acceptable reason however the latter may 
have been relegated to obscurity during the lapse of ages.

The almost always luminous Albert Mackey 
has written of it- '' This \VORD may be con­
ceived to be a symbol of Divine Truth and all its 
moclifications--the loss, the substitution and the 
reconry are but component parts of the mythical 
symbol which represents a search after truth. In 
a w'ncral scnsci tile Word itself being then the 
sy111bol of Di1,i11e 'l'l'lt l It til e narrative of its loss 
H 11d tl H' sc•a rcll for its recovery becomes a myth-
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ical symbol of the decay and loss of the true religion among the 
ancient nations, at and after the dispersion on the plains of 
Shinar and of the attempts of the wise men, the philosophers 
and priests to find and retain it in their secret mysteries and 
jnitiations, which have hence been designated as the Spitrious 
Freemasonry of Antiqitity." 

The final expr ession quoted, just as it appear s in Mackey's 
Masonic Encyclopaedia, is, however, a type of the complete lack 
of logical reason which seems to have hitherto pervaded all 
speculations of this sort. vVhy spurious~ If spurious, Where· 
the genuine~ 

This sort of speech, to wb:~h many of the noblest writers 
have often cl escencle(l and still continue to descend in treating 
of Masonic antiquities, is nothing more p.or less than the evasion 
of an issue which they have felt unable to meet. 

W e are compelled in contradiction thereof to assert a Free­
masonry in antiquity, which was an actual, not merely symbolic, 
repository of the liberal arb; and sciences and which taught 
essential truths by means of figures whicl1 came to be after­
wards accepted as the symbols of those truths and have now 
eYen surviYed all r emembrance of their original associations. 

Our direct acquaintance '.vith the symbolic glyph in ques­
tion is cl crived from what was probably the land of its original 
derivation- India. "Ther e", as Albert Pike expresses it, "it 
represents the throe power s combined in the Deity; Brahma, 
Vishnu and Siva; or the creating, preserving and destroying 
power s, A , the fi rst, U or oo, the second and 111, the thfrd. All 
three r epresented by the mystic character "Y " . This word 
coulcl not be pronounced except by the letters; for its pronun­
ciation as one worcl was said to make earth tremble and even 
the Angels of Heaven to quake for fear." 

Dr. J. D. Buck, in his most inter esting volume Mystic 
Masonry, has a number of observations upon the important r ole 
of the triglyph A.U.M . among the ancients. 

He lays more stress upon the Uebrew 'Tetragrammaton, J od, 
II eh, Vau, II eh as an example of such a Sacred word which ' 'the 
H ebrews seem to have derived from the Chaldeo-Egyptian 
Mysteries, which may be traced to the Zoroastrian Fire Philoso­
phy , til l finally the word is A.U .M. In both P ersian or Zend and 
Sanskrit, th0 throe letters are found in many names that desig­
UH L(' fir<' "F'lamP", "8pirit", "lDssence", 0tc." There is also

a closer connection between A.U.M. and the Tetragrammaton 
than has ever been hitherto published as we shall observe in due 
course. "~he .symbol of the "Lost Word" of the Master, says 
Brother Pike, is the A.U.M. of the Persian Maoi and the most 
an?ient Brahman, because back of that tri-litcntl glyph lies the 
philosophy of the "SecrPt Doctrine" the synthesis of all know­
l~dge. '' The sound of A.U:l\L had not only its p rofound sig­
mficancc alone but entered rnto the composition of the Divine 
Name among many peoples. It is g iven as the root of tlic name 
of the Sun Goel Yama, of the Vedas and Yanr; of the Chinese 
philosophy. · 

In Sanscrit it is l ama. It is the Chaldean name of the Day 
(Sun) l 01nn, the Hebrew lom (Yorn) and the first born in the 
Chaldean pl1ilosophy, called Aoum, or doubloc1-Mo11,m, the Hin­
doo " \ i\Tonl of Creation"1 the Word of Lio·ht · 'Om' '.Aum' the 
S 1 . 'U ' 'O b ' ' ' 

Scav~mc. 111, 11111', meaning 'spirit', ' soul'; ' ! um', in the 
candrn~\'ll:ll1 Thunder-god's name ' Ium-Ala', btmjo (Iumio) 

the T hunder-goddess, ',l mi', ' Amrni' and 'Ammi Shaddai '. He­
brew proper names, ' Oma', the holy fire, in C erma 'Om' in

Infimte, Inchv1s1ble, Immutable, Incorporeal, Irresistible. 
. An olcl passage in the Purana says "All the rites ordained 
m t~e Vedas, t he sacrifices to tho fire and all other solemn puri­
~cat10ns shall pass away, but that which shall n0ver pass away 
is the word ..i..\. :. 0-0 :. M. :, for it is the symbol of the Lord of all 
things. '' 

.l\ cconling to Ma1111, the figu r e stands fo r respectively 
" lDm-th," "8ky" ancl " Lieaven." 

l lowP\'C' r, picturesque they may be the ancient hieratic 
d1•fi11it icrns of' symbols s<' lclom leacl us a1;ywhere. Those of us 
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who clo not receive them bouche beard; are irresistably driven to 
the conclusion that our ancestors who could be so clear on all 
subjects, when they wanted to be understood, had a, by them­
selves, well recognized motive when they were so obscure as to 
be unintelligible. 

W c may be agreed that A.U.M. r epresent the three pos­
tulates of the Hindu Trinity but there must have been a r eason 
for depicting these in the form of three isolated letters. 

One of the oTeatest hypocrisies ever thrown by artful 
p riest-craft befor~ the feet of credulous humanity and the one 
over which the most have perhaps stumbl~d, has been. ~he 
hypothesis that all the old "pa~anisms" were simply the devilish 
]m,0 ntions of pcnertccl and smful peoples,. unpossess.ed of the 
great lights which arc the result of special revelations to a 
favored latter clay class. 

This assumption is falr:;e on the ver y face. Practically all 
of the so-called " r evelations" with ~which we of these latter 
times liavc anything to cl o, are filched in toto from th.c same 
''pagans'' who arc cursed fo r having evolved them and, ~n. most 
cases we are <leliverecl the ignorant ly garbled and mism~er­
pret('~l details of what, in their o~·i~inal forms were sublime 
philosophies, in which the propos1t10ns, .now so obscure and 
mcanino'less to ourselves, were expr essed m clear and coherent 
terms ,~hich showed the power of primitive m en to reason out, 
from pure induction, many of the same tr~1ths which we, ?f these 
clays, refer to scientists with laboratories, observatories and 
libraries. . . 

lf there is a seernino· conflict between Science and R eh g1on, 
it is because of t he tricl~eries witl1 which all history i s filled on 
the part of the sacerdotal frauds of past ages. , 

To-clay, for instance, we kno\v that the phenomena of Solar 
and Lunar eclipses a re of r egular occurrence. We kno\~ that 
their repetitions may be calculated ancl dates set long m ad­
vance. 

Those who first gained this knowledge did not, however, 
fr0ely dispense it. They did not tell t~e world that they. had 
cliscoYer e<l certain divine laws governmg planetary m?tions, 
over which they had no mor e master y than ove~ the t~il o~ .a. 
co11wt. Tli0y abided t heir time and informed theu pubh.cs with 
g n•nt polllp arnl circmnstance that they wou~d, on a ce~'tan1; d~te, 
prnv<• tli<'i r C'Oll t rol ovc'r tli0 <lictntes of Deity hy ex tmgutshmg 
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the Sun or the Moon, as the case might be, and reviving it again 
at will. 

The ancient Mexican priesthoo<l, who were accomplished 
astronomers and knew the planetar y movements to an absolute 
certainty had their c1eYotces schooled to expect the extinction . ' .. 
of the Run at tlle 0ncl of any :fift)'-two years, except by then m-
krposition an<l bloocly sacrifices. 

All r eligion began in conceptions of the Divine power and 
will to do well, evinced in the generally benifice:o.t trend of all 
natural pllC'nornena, but priestcr af t r eprehended the natural 
e:n1titud0 and direct spontaneous r ecognition, by man, of the 
Di ,·i1w munific0ncc., hy lib0lling Deity as their harnessed creature 
and a hater, <lestroyer and torturer of all who bought not tlwir 
way to fayor bY substantial earthly tribute collected by the 
pri.estly cast<' a~d appliecl to their o~vn gluttonies and aggran­
<li zem0nts. 

\Vhat has been piously termed " revelation" therefore may 
b0 corr0ctly classecl as "suppressecl discovery" and if we will 
but once r esolutely face tlw phantoms which glower along the 
approach to the vision of the God who I s, we will discover that 
t he pricstcraft of all ages is what has separated man from, 11ot 
brought him to the throne of the Creator. 

The great Hindu reformer Rarnmohun Rai"' who lived in 
the early part of the last century, having acquired an acquaint­
ance with the English language, in aclditiou to Persian, Arabic 
and his native Bengali, studied the works of Aristotle and Euclid 
i n order to become acquainted with Mathematics and Logic. Ue 
then turned his attention to Sanskrit and the Hindu sacred 
scriptures. 

His biographer says "A careful study of the sacred writ­
ings of the 1Iinc1us convinced bim that the prevailing notion of 
a multiplicit)' of deities and the superstitious devotion to the 
licentious arnl inhuman customs connected with them, were 
founded in utter ignorance or gross perversion of their religion. 
The original reconls inculcated a system of pure Theism which 
taught the b0ing of one God ancl that it r equired of its profess­
ors a mental rather than an outward worship, with strict per­
sonal Yirtue.'' 

Just as the sacred Sanskrit tongue of the Vedas i s found to 
be the root idiom from which the skeleton , at least, of all our 
-Western tongues are derived, showing it to be infinitely more

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aged than them all, so our mystic triglyph A.U.M. i s manifested 
as an integral part of so many ancient faiths as to convince us 
that it r epresents something closely bound to their common 
origin and belonging to the philosophy which either preceded or 
lurked behind exoteric pantheism. 

\f\T e may inductively reason a number of things which tend 
to clear the mystery, if mystery there be. 

The symbol A. U. M. clearly belongs to a period of inception 
at which the Alphabet had already come into use among the 
learned classes, if not among the ignorant. 

Tlw alphabet unclou btedly first developed as a secr et or 
hieratic methocl of writing, and in all probability in northern 
Inclia. ln the ages <luring which picture writing prevailed and 
had b0gun to be syllabic, the hieroglyph usually represented a 
clouble letter, consonant and vowel combined " II " and "A" 
would not be 80paratcly expr essed but there would be signs for 
Jfa, Il f, IIi, ll o and Jiu and even triple letters such as CM, Pth 
etc. .As soon however as we begin to note reference in the an­
cient cosmogonies to ''the Seven primitive sounds,'' we know 
that the vowels, pretty much as we utter them to-clay, were 
alluded to. The separation of the vowels from the consonants 
was the work of clever analysts. Several of them are derived 
from consonants into the sound of which they inevitably enter. 

It is a popular fallacy that the Hebrews did not possess 
vowels, but only in later year s indicated vowel sounds with 
'' masor etic' ' ''points.'' 

The H ebr ew language originally employed vowels but in 
their struggle for individuality-an overweening desire to be 
peculiar and unlike the peoples around them, they relegated 
them out of, sight and confined themselves to twenty-two conso­
nants. N otwithstancling this manipulation, it is impossible to 
credit that the J ews clid not take full account of their seemingly 
missing vowels. No peoples more than they made so much of 
the Alphabet as the vehicle of mystery concealment, especially 
in that form known as Gematria, whereby words delivered up 
their secrets as mathematical propositions through use of the 
letter s as numerals. , 

Speaking of the sacred terminology, by which the ancient 
LI icropltants at once concealed and preserved their Wisdom-re­
ligion, Ir. P. B. says-" The peculiarity of this language was 
Llint it <'O ul<l lw contni1wcl in another, concealed cind not to be 
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perceived, save throitgh the help of special instruction. Letters 
and syllabic signs possessing at the same time, the powers and 
meanings of number s, of geometrical shapes, pictures or idea­
ugraphs ancl symbols, the designed scope of which would be de­
terminatively helpe<l out by parables in the shape of narratives 
or parts of narratives, while also it could be set forth separately , 
independently and Yariously by pictures in stone work (Mason­
ry) or in earth constructions. Yet the system of the former in 
this special clepartment of symbo1ogy, the key, namely to the 
mysteries of astronomy, as connected with those of generation 
and conceptio11, is now proven identical with those ideas in 
ancient r eligions which have developed the phallic el0ment of 
Theology. 

The J ewish system of sacr ed measures, appliecl to religious 
symbols, is the same, so far as geometrical and numerical com­
binations go, as those of Greece, Chaldea and Egypt, for it was 
adopted by the Israelites cluring the centuries of their slavery 
and captivity among the two latter nations.'' 

The Masonic t radition of the "Lost \Vorel" is one which 
need not here be ent.er ecl into descriptively becau se it i s so emi­
nently familiar to members of the Craft that the merest allu­
sions are sufficient to establish a connection. The conclusions 
which are r eached a t the proper points along the succession of 
degrees arc satisfying to most students and yet there is em­
bodiPd a still deeper significance in certain Masonic terminology 
the existence of which is nowhere accentuated, commented upon 
or offered to special attention. lt will suffice, at the proper 
moment after the general argument has been disposed of, to 
point out the links which so closely bind the Freemasonry of 
the present with that of the past as to forever dispose of any 
doubts as to their authenticity. 

Whatever may have been the mechanism contrived for the 
conduct, perpetuation and government of the Masonic craft, as 
it is known to-day, by the systematic organizers of 1717; its 
entire symbolism both material and ritualistic puts the student 
upon a track which leads directly back to the ancient philoso­
phies of the Occident and of the Orient, with the additional force 
of making it evident, through the clearest analogies, that the 
dogmas of the world's r eligions are but crystallizations of phil­
osophical postulates, which had their rise in investigations, 
along specific lines, of the plH'nomcna of the naturnl ·w orld. 
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'11 hcre are shades of difference in the several interpreta­
tions of the term "Word" as employed in the present connec­
tion. 

Ma11y contend that it does not mean "word" in the ortho­
graphic ~ense but that it is the corpus or body of Divine Wis­
clom condensed to an expression capable of effecting an impres­
i-;ion upon the flnite mind, only competent to seize in the abstract 
that of whicli the concrete fills the Universe. 

This co11ceptio11 is aptly expressecl by the Greek "AOrO:S", 
or LOGOS, the philosophy of which has been so ably set forth 
bv Philo JudreuR of J\ lexandria and which is the same expres­
sion as that used by the writer of "the Gospel according to St. 
,John" in saying 'i In the beginning was the LOGOS and the 
L(')G()f-; was with God arnl the LOGOS icas Go(l. '' 

TlH' term so usecl is, howp\·er, the same which must be em­
ployed to ('xpress a written or spelled word, and indeed an 
analogy seems to hav<: been established, with all due regard for 
the imrnens itv of the contrast. ot only do the traditions of 
such an oral "wonl as that to which we l~ave alluded exist, but, 
where in tlw development of the philosophy of creation through 
a DiYine utterance, that of our universe through tbe instrumen­
tality of the Divine power and intelligence located in the physi­
cal envelope of the Sun is intended, the Solar L ogos is always 
r epresented by a human face surrounded by rays and exhibiting 
a protruding tongue as the symbol or hieroglyph of speech. 

This latter type was common, not only to the lands border­
ing on the Mediterranean, in most ancient times, but to the early 
peoples of the American continents especially between Mexico 
and Peru. 

The modifications or transpositions of sacred nomenclatures 
as they passed from one race to another were generally cleverly 
accomplished so as to assimilate their esoteric qualities with 
symbolic formulae of local significance In those of the peoples 
resident in Jancls bordering the Mediterranean the influence of 
Egyptian ideas was exceptionally strong. Practically all the 
Greek astronomical names are of Egyptian origin and many of 
the names of gods included in the varied pantheon of IJ ellas are 
Egyptian or Chaldean as well. ~ 

Jo re i s the T etrag ramrnaton; V enus, the Binah of the He­
brew 8epirntl1; H ermes, Iliw-Mse, the "Son of Horus"; Dion­
ysos, ,-lr/ 011 Vesha, UH• D1111yash of Babylon. 'rhos<' arc only a 
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few typical cases. A vast lexicon could be constructed of the 
.many examples of this process a s between all of the old cul­
ture lands. 

..All the ancient cosmogonies are geometrical p rojectiorni. 
beginning with the very first verse of the first chapter of Gene­
sis where _.\LI-UM, (Elohim ) the Pi proportion, creates tbe 
H eaven and the Earth. 

By the Chinese we are given, as the glyph 
of the mating of light and darlmess, in the act 
of creation of the material universe, the symbol 
of J'an9 ancl Yin, "the Spiri t of God moYing 
upon tlw face of the \Vaters, " envolving order 
frorn clrnos. ''The Yang appears most per fect 
in the Sun. Y rrnq ancl Yin both arise from the 
one Primitive stuff. The Divine essence is 
clua lity, but the llincloos say tl1at the Sun is all Piir.~· .:~~;'.~F·· 
that is rnon1ble or immovable. This whole world 
has Pmanatecl from the Sun. It will return to the Sun, to find 
mmihilation in it."" 

There are ma11y reasons to believe that such of the Hebrew 
Consonants as wen' equivalent to vowels such as Ale1Jh ( )..l), H eh 
(ii), J od ( ~), Vau (i) , and sometimes Ayin (3)), were implied 
and counted as pronounced, although purposely left out of thf' 
spelling. The vowels were closely associated both in Egypt and 
Israel with the two fo rms of the Tneffable r ame, "IIUlII" arnl 
".JH VH" which were the same words rever sed, just as the 
Egyptian name "BES" was a reversal of the Semitic "SHEB", 
meaning Saturn or Kronos ancl it is open to grave question as 
to whether the l neffable name is not composed of the vowels 
above, employed partly as consonants and partly as vowels. 

We are not endeavoring to mystify, but we are groping our 
way toilsomely and with very little contemporary light, through 
ages during which mystiflcation was the principal businesH of' 
the learned classes. VY.e find neighboring peoples making gods 
out of each other's devils and devils out of each other's gods. 
vVe find certain races capturing the whole pantheons of otlH•r 
peoples an cl attempting to trnnsmogrif y them into sonwthing 
of their own by spelling their names backwards or awry. W <' 
witness the syncretism or blending together of the divinities, 

* llunlnp. 
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dogmas and philosophies of several peoples, after a unification 
by alliance or conquest and the new products bear names which 
are beautiful combinations of both. 

We r ealize that this could not have been done with histori­
cal characters, but where the gods were but anthropomo~·phiza­
tions of philosophical theses, mathematical, astrononncal or 
geometrical verities, the facts were identical and the assimila­
tion of names easy enough. 

The vowels were, to the ancients, particularly symbolical of 
the life principle-the breath- inhaled and exhaled, and a word 
made cntirclv of Yowels, especially if it contained them all, 
would be particularly expressive of the Giver of Life. 

Vv c modern dwellers in the Occident are the only genera­
tion of earth inhabitants who have adopted a trinitarian the­
ology without being able to tell what we mean by it or to give it 
::;ensible philosophical definition. All of the old philosophies of 
East \Vest N ortb and South r ecognized the trinitarian aspects ' ' . . . of ever y ·perceptable phasP of ' ' Being.'' Everythmg imagin-
able was and is composed of at least one thing acting upon an-

other and engendering a third postulate thereby. Only in God 
<lo we find indivisible unity but even that, from our own relative

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standpoint is divided into "Was, I s and Shall be". So far as 
our perceptable, ponderable world is concerned, the triple nature 
of every manifestation of Divine power is too palpable to re­
quire insistance. The ancients so divided everything, in order 
to be able to grasp essential truths. What was called the ' 'Dual 
principle '' really resolved itself into a ''triple'' principle, be­
cause every pair of mated opposites produced a "ternary " , 
partaking of the nature of both and yet impossible a s the off­
spring of one alone. 

If the old trinitarian philosophies be compared, they will be 
found to differ superficially, but to be firmly bound together 
fundamentally. 

The Creator is three; Knowledge, Power and P erfection or 
"Wisdom, Strength and Beauty ", as it is sometimes expressed. 
His mode of existence is triple ; In the past, the present and the 
future. In order to cr eate ; I le becomes Creator, Manifester or 
Preserver and Transformer or Destroyer. In sex, H e is Male, 
F emale, Progeny ; In Nature, Spirit, Matter and Spirit plus 
Matter i.e. living organism; In spiritual manifestat ion, Incom­
prehensible, Corripreher..:-,ible and Mysterious ; In material mani­
festation, positive, negative and intcrvibratory, as in Electricity; 
Physically, Tangible, In~angible and Demonstrable. 

Thus did the Sages of old r eason among themselves and 
finding in the internal properties of mathematics and geometry, 
a mechanical development of the Divine Wisdom which graph­
ically illustrated every formulation of the human intellect con­
cerning it, they sought in applica tions of mathematical and 
geometrical verities, to visualize and record fugitive glimpses 
of the working of the Divine Mind so tha t their visions of tbe 
Infinite might become transmissable and comprehensible to 
future ages. 

W e of this Twentieth century, wbo haYe not only fathomed 
the depths of space, but grasped and formulated myriad physical 
laws, which, though we daily discover variations in their appli­
cations, are by every such variation proven to be manifestation:.; 
of the fundamental and unchangeable ONE, are still like foofo.;lt 
children, when it is proposed to us to seek to apply some of t ltc 
truths we have learned to a better comprehension of the Infinite. 

All Nature proclaims the character of the Omnipotent not. 
only as Creator but as Sustainer and Transformer. 
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There is not a single law of God which r equires a threat 
behind it to make it binding upon those of mankind who will 
<leign to reason from cause to effect or from effect back to 
cause. As an advanced soul has formulated 

"A thing Is not good because God ordains It 
God ordai ns It because i t is good.'" 

Tho conflict of Science is not with Religion, which is of the 
II cart an<l is as surely foste r <?d by every fresh revelation of the 
wonderful resources of K ature as by the promptings of Creeds, 
but with Th eolo.r;ies, which haYing assumed the authority of 
<'xact Scic'nccs, shou Id be as prepar ed to defend tl1eir every pre­
~mrnption as any other brnnches of Jparning, tho last thing in 
1he world they propose to do. 

Tlw glorification of ignorant dogmatisms and hollow sophis­
tric•s, upon which such so-call ed Tl1cologies as have the effron­
tery to sPt therns<'lves in opposition to ascertained physical 
truths Hr<' built, is unpara ll elled in any other region of obser ­
vation. 

It is not perhaps necesimry for t:'-' to l1 crc enter upon a cl o­
tailPd account of tlw caus<'s and rnotiYes ,\·bich have led to the 
maintenance of imch syst<?ms in the face of the ·w orld's growing 
kuowl<'<lge. It i s bad enough to know t hey continue to exist. 

It is of paramount importance, however, to realize that tl10 
palpable fables, myths ancl folk-lor<' stories with which teem the 
sacred w1·itings of all peopl<?s, were put there for the express 
purpose for which they haYe served, that of leading the intel­
lectually unfit astray, in order that they might not fathom the 
wisdom of lnitiatcs in the lliclden mysteries ·which such material 
scned to conceal. 

In tl1cir inceptions, every ancient Gospel was accompanied 
hy an oral gnosis which was transmitted from generation to gen· 
cration, by mouth to ear. The written allPgories might be 
freely circulated. The mere fact that they were so circulated, 
is a certain proof that they contained nothing which their 
authors feared to r eveal to the multitude, or, at least, that their 
fundam ental truths wer e so completely veiled that it might be 
assumed that they would remain forever undiscovered in the 
absence of the K eys. 

These elaborate precautions, designed in first instance to 
protect the acquired secrets of Nature-per se, of God, from the 
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p rofane, wer e the unfortunate cause of a gradual t r ansmission 
of fo rmulated Theologies from the custodianship of ptofounclly 
learned adepts to that of ignorant fanatics . They resulted, whe11 
theological primacy came to rest upon political force, in literal 
interpretations, under the lash of anathemas, of passages which 
tl1ose who wielded the lasl1 , understootl the least of all. The 
r eticence of the majority of mankind to pry into that which they 
were assured were the jealously guarded secrets of a fearsome 
Creator, can only, on the whole, be commended as inspir ed by 
worthy impulses, but this docility was not engendered by the 
same pure motives as have guaranteed its maintenance during 
long centuries. Tlte "J\IIass<?s" were to be docile uniquely that 
they might be hoodwinked and plunclerecl by "Classes " , none 
more shameless ancl rapacious than the selfsame "Theoloo-ians" 

0 ' who ha"e posed as the Heaven appointed custodians of the 
"Word". The loving altruism of the Galilean Essenes, has 
been perverted to rival, in its time, the bloodiest fanaticisms of 
the most degraded Pagan races. No African Witch Doctor 
drinking the blood of his victims from human skulls or aborio·~ 
inal Medicine Man performing his weird incantat ions arouncl

slowly r oasting captive, has ever sounded the depths of human 
cruelty and fienclish gore-lust more completely than mitred 
Bishops and cowled Monks, gathered beneath the standard of 
a crucified Redeemer, whose dying words a rc recorded as phras­
es of mercy and forgiveness. 

With the r eassertion of the manhood of the human race has 
come a cessation of the worst features of theological flespotism, 
but the latter is dying harcl and struggling in its inoribund 
throes to assert an ascendancy founded upon no higher claims 
than hierarchial descent from the heretic burners of the Middle 
Ages and philosophical presumptions, less reasonable than those 
for which the Law often fines and incarcerates the Clairvoyant

The task of the present age is to awaken public sentiment 
to the fact tbat tl t<?Pe leeches ancl parasites are but traders 
in sacred things, as the lawyer who employs the law of the 
lancl for the perpetration of injustices, the chemist who uses 
scientific knowledge to . establish cl rug vices in a community or 
the merclmnt whose gams are based on the adulteranh; Jw usc's. 
The. truth is that there are no mysteries except the Onp all 1wr 
vadmg and ever present mystery, which each indiYidnal HP<'k<'r 
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for union of the segregated mind with the Universal Mind, may 
fathom for him or herself- " Without money and without price." 

The latest clictnm of human Science is that MIND is the 
sole existence and that M i\ TTER is but the concentrated energy 
of Infinite Miml, moulclecl for longer or shorter periods into per­
ceptible forms predetermined by Infinite Mind. In other word~­
Our most modern and recent discoveries, in the realm of pltys1C1:;, 
load us directly back to the inspired teachings of the Sages of 
perhaps te11 thousand years ago and our saor e<l books-our 
"Bibles" if we will, a re not mere manuals of ghostly legerde­
main or <"oblin antici:> whether of saints or demons, but cabalis­
tic docun~onts ha ,·ing as their bases the ascertainable, ponder­
able facts of material nistence, proving the spirituality of their 
authors, not as the most tremendous liars of ages past, but as 
inspired by the possPssion of demonstrable knowle_dgo, so cleep 
and precis<', that they were impelled to preserve it for future 
ages, under veil s which arc only now beginning to be rent by tho 
unerring hand of Science. . 

l:Dvory little while, the scandal provoked by som~ recalci­
trant candidate for sacr ed ofiice, called to give satisfactory proof 
of bis ''orthodoxy'' before a board of Examiner s, belonging to 
one or another current cult, brings us to our senses, in contcm1-
plation of men who are being goaded to accept the doct_rines of 

" the "Witch Doctors" ancl "Medicine Men" of the past, m order 
to bo deemed fit pastors of the Souls of today. 

By no contemplation are we brought so completely face to 
face with the ineconciliable conflict which exists between man 
made Theology and the "Facts of Infinite Being" as in that of 
the genesis of the mystic triglyph A.U.M. 

To return to tho Alphabetical r elations of these three iso­
lated letters, we arc compelled to recognize them as the first, 
thirteenth and twenty-sixth letter s of a twenty-six letter alpha­
bet, such a8 the Greek undoubtedly and its Phoenician prototype 
probably was. Their uses in other connections have shown us 
the intimate relation of numbers used as letters and letters used 
as numbers in the constrnction of sacred nomenclatures, by the 
peoples of antiquity. Why not follow out the clue here given by 
the connections of our triglyph, both with our Vedic trinity and 
its possible numerical significance. If we divide the twenty-six 
l<'it<'rn of the original Greek alphabet into two equal parts, we 
proc11r0 two rows-from "A", the first, to "M" the thirteenth 
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and from "X", the fourteenth to "n" the twenty-sixth, giving 
us a group of letters which we cannot help at once r ecognizi11g 
as those eYer present, to the exclusion of all others, in the deity 
nomenclatures of tho most widely diversified times and places. 

In M -A-N-n, we have the title of the ea rliPst legendary law­
giver of tho natiYes of lfindostan and in N-!1-M-A, that of the 
Romans. In Egypt A-M-n-X was "the secret one", "the search-

• er of all souls.'' Th <' letters '' A-!1 '' as the Alpha and Om ega of 
the Greek Alphabet are quoted four times in the book of Reve­
lations as the mystical title of the Almighty-' ' the Beginning 
and the Encl'', ' ' He that was, is ancl is to come'' and the letter s 
"M" ancl "N" supplied the nomenclature of the celebrated 
Theban statues of the "Dual Principle", Mem-Non, also symbo­
lized by the Egyptians as a fi sh swimming in water, or spirit 
circulating through matter. 

We have already written extensively in support of our con­
tention that all dogma has been at one time or another reasoned 
out of purely matei'ial phenomena, not with the intention of 
demonstrating the finality of materialism but, in that of show­
ing infinite mind and conscious intention to lie behind all that is 
physically perceptablo. 

The ''Goel geornetrizes'' of thC> Greek philosopher, P lato, 
was not a more passing observation, but epitomized in two words 
the secret basis of the faith of tbe entire ancient world. No, 
however logical thinker, untutored in, at least, the rudiments of 
geometry, can form the slightest notion of the wonder s of this 
first and noblest of tho sciences, as revealed to tbo discerning 
mind. Geometry is so close to God that it is the one, unique and 
indispensable t1:1msformcr by which Chaos resolves itself into 
Order. It is the foundation of all percPptable Nature, present 
in all that exists and obeyed even by those impe "~eptab l c cle­
ments which wo term " forces" in that they are confined by the' 
boundaries it imposes ancl can only manifest themselves accord­
ing to its immutable laws. 

The language of Geometry, that is to say, the manner in 
which \\'e make our perceptions of its verities intelligible to each 
other, was cliscoYered ages ago. It can hardly even be Haid to 
haYe been "discovered " for the division of a circle into U1n•<' 
huncl red ancl sixt>' degrees can be shown to lw JH'<'f;Cri IH'd I>~ · 
Nature her self.

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Evidences exist all over the worlcl of an age long past, when 
Geometry was considered and adored as the chief manifestation 
of the divine intelligence- in all events it was the language 
which God spake and man could understand. 

TlH' relations of Geometry to .Mathematics and of both to 
Astronomy, together with the astounding recurrence of certain 
identical quantities common to all, convinced men that they did 
not go amiss in basing all of their conceptions of divine law 
upon those observations and so, in critically examining the oth­
erwise obscure metaphors of the world's oldest scriptures we 
arc driven to the inevitable conclusion that Geometry, .Mathe­
matics and 1\ stronomy are their common basis. 

Furthermore, all ancient religious symbolisms, either obso­
lete or clescendecl to our day, prove to be derived from geomet­
rical problems. Not merely as forms, but as the Keys to inter­
esting problems which filled the ancient mind with reverence 
and awe. 

A thousand years before Archimedes of Syracuse declared 
the formula 3.1415 to express the relation between a circle and 
its diameter, the pious scribe who penned the first verse of the 
first chapter of Genesis, had embodied it in the the mystic word 
ALHI:M ~' ( D'i1?~) which bas descended to us as "Elohim". 

The wonders of the "Pythagorean proposition", called by 
later writers the ''Forty Seventh problem of Euclid'' because 
of its embodiment in that ancient t ext book, were responsible 
for practically all the other biblical names of Deity, while the 
greatest of all, that of the Lord God of Israel, the Ineffable 
l'etragramnl(Jton ( i1ii1' ), is the clirect derivation from a triangle 
which sets forth a r elation of the square to the circle and is the 
fundamental geometrical principle of the Great Pyramid of 
rnzeb, in Egypt. 

The nan.· of ABRAM, derived from the BRA.MA of India, 
carries with it the philosophy of the square of the number 
twelve, or 144, viewed as the great basic truth for which all na­
tions sought and which was represented by the famous Breast­
plate of the Jewish High Priest. 

Our sacred triglyph A.U . .M., probably the oldest of all, is 
ali-;o r epresentative of an ancient philosophy of basic truth, as 
<'XJ>l"C'HHing, in one and the same syllable, the conception of Deity

That the radius of a 
circle constitutes the chord of an arc equal to one sixth of its 
circumference, or sixty degrees. 3. That the circumference of 
a circle is (in rough computation) three and one-seventh times

C-D exhibits the base of a square (B-D) and the radius of a 
circle (A-C) of equa l A r ea whi l<' the t riangle J -H-V-H exhibi ts 
the base of a squa r e (II-V-11) and t he radius of a circle (J -V) 
of eq ua l per imet er , tus showing t h<' fmHlamental id entit;~ of 
the .r;nosis of all t he ancien t people:-;, who employed one or an­
other of these figures as Racr ed S;\'mbols. 

There a r c m any consider a ti ons of absorbing inter est to the 
geometrician and the symbolis t in the r ela tive proportions of 
the natural inter sections of the lines of F igure 5, which need not 
be en t er ed upon her e. The object of the diagr ams g iven, is to 
accent uat e the fact that the num ber 14 'represented the value of 
the diameter of the Circle. T he flebrew r-~ii"?K (ALHIM) or 
"Elohim" r epresenting 3.1415, has cabalistically this signifi-
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crn1ce as Hho denoting 3+1+ 4+ 1+5=14. Returning to Fig­
ure ;3 and according to the diameter (:3-4-2) the value of 1-1 
parts, th<' chord, 1-3, being equal to the half diameter or radiiis, 
will nC'cesf'aril y r epresent 7 of the same parts, while upon care­
ful mPan1reme?nt the line J -2 will be found to contain a slight 
fraction OYer 12 of the same parts. Comparison will also show 
tl1P c l o~<' ici mtit~· of the triangle J-2-3 of Figure 3 with the tri­
angle!'; I 1-B-ID ancl B-E-D of Figure 5. 

Geo11wtricians armed with modern high power micrometers 
may fill<I minute differences, but we a r e dealing with the meas­
m·ernents of our ancient brethren who considered themselves in 
the presence of won<hous coincidences. 

\Ve have a number of wonderful examples of the employ­
ment of this triangle of 30°-60°-90°, inscribed within a circle, 
as r epresentative of profound metaphysical notions. For in­
stance, to quote from the "Book of the Ma ter" by W. Marsham 
Aflams, ".i\ notable feature of the Great P yramid of Gizeh, is 
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the situation of this building in its r elation to the two principal 
points to which all human measurements of space must be pri­
marily r eferred, namely the centre' and the pole of the earth, 
since its distance from the pole is just equal to its distance from 
the centre ". 

This property may µerl1apH be clear from the following con­
siderations. Suppose C to be thC' centre of the earth, P the 
situation of the Great Pyramid, N the North Pole, ancl E the 
point where t ile meridian of the building cnts the Equator, then 
E-C-P will be the latitude of t lw bui lding, :~0°, whence it will be 
se<'ll at once that tho t rimiglC' C-N-P will be equilateral, since 
the m1gle at C is G0° ancl tho radii C-N aucl C-P will be equal to 
each otlwr, assuming the earth to lw a sphere. 

H ence, therefore P-N, the> clistcrncP of the Pyramicl to the 
Xortl1 Pole will be equal to P-C tlw clistauce to the centre of the 
<>arth." It is notable that tile• 't'J'>' p:n-amid which still stands 
as a monument to the matlwnrntical, geometrical urnl astronom­
ical \\"LP<1orn of the ancient Eg~·ptiaus, lias, aH its vertical axiR, the 
sa11w triangle (,J-11-V-ll) wh ich is r<'pn•sente<1 in F igure' 6. 
(S<'o "The Apron." by .Author.) 

Equally curious was tho manner in which this 30°-60°-90° 
triangle was applied, presumably b,v the lDgyptians, to the three 
sacred phases of tho 8un. (Juoting thC' lC'arnc(1 Adams again­
" l am Tmif. in the morning" sayf:' tll(' CrN1tor in a well known 
passage, (H ymn to A mun Ra)," Ra at noon and Ilarmachus in 
the evening", that is to say tll(' Dawn, the Noon and the Sunset 
arc three distinct forms, coexisting perpetually and co-equally 
in tho substance of the Sun, so also cli<l the three cliYine persons 
co-exist perpetually and co-equally in the substance of the un­
created Light. This hymn, after declariug the sacred Unity, in 
the most emphatic and explicit terms, proceeds to invoke the 
three persons by name (.Amun) using, nevertheless, the singular 
pronoun fo r the collective three, precisely as Abram does, when 
Yisitocl by the Deity on the plain of Mamre (Genesis XVIII, 
1-38) . The H ebrew Solar name of Deity was extr emely similar 
to this, being '' AL-OM-J AH.''

The effect of this division of the semi-circle is precisely 
that of the preceding one (Fig. 5), except that it is an amplifi­
cation thereof. W e have not only the P yramid marked apex, 
but as the :first ninety degr ees have been divided into two parts, 
of 60° and 30° each, so the second half is divided into 40° and 
50°, the authority for which we will discover in the natural in­
tersections of the former :figure. 

For the interpr etation of this we must turn to the Gematria 
of the Hebrew language, in which each number is represented 
by a letter of the Alphabet and we at once discover that 60 is 
Samech (10) or "S", thirty Lamed (7) or "L", Forty, Mem 
( ~) or "M" and Fifty, Nun (J) or "N", a skeleton of S- L­
M-N, which, when :filled in with the three mystic " sixes"-
6X6X 6=216, the cube of " six " and the sum of the cubes of 3, 
4 _and 5 and 666, the grand numbers of the Sun, are bound up 
with all the ancient solar mythologies of the Orient. ''SOLO­
MON'.' thus stands for "SOL" the Rising Sun, "OM", the Sun 
at Meridian, and ''ON,'' the setting sun, and stands revealed as 
the son of D-4, A-1, V-6, 1-10 and D-4 or 25, the number 
of ''the Square on the Hypotheneuse'' of the sacred Pythago­
l'<'<ln triangle, (Horus), but, in the present case, DAV-11 the 
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side of the square and ID-14 the radius of the circle. It may 
be argued that these two spellings although incorporated in 
our English Bible are not equivalent to the original H ebrew 
mS?tv, Shlmh and , ,, DUD (a form of Thoth) but we have 
our names verbatim from the Aegypto-Greek Pentateuch and 
evidences are multiplying daily that the Hebrew religion of 
mn·~ was not original with the B eni Y ishral, but was a geo­
metrical variation upon themes selected by their early leaders 
from the ancient wisdom of the Hindus, Chaldeans and Egyp­
tians.

We have accentuated our conviction that the Alphabet of 
Greek and Hebrew, coinciding in so many important particulars, 
are the descendants, but little changed of a most ancient sacer­
dotal system. By use of the Alphabet in practically its present 
Greek and Hebrew forms, it is possible to as intelligently in­
terpret the mathematical, geometrical and astronomical signifi­
cances of many ancient Sanskrit, Chaldean and Phoenician 
sacred names as of those of the before mentioned peoples. 

There are reasons (See Origins and Symbols of Masonry, 
by the writer) for believing the Greek Alphabet of twenty-six 
letters to be this ancient sacred system in practically its original 
fo rm.

It is true that the phonetic roots are taken from else­
where, but icll0ness was not one of the sins of the old mystery 
makers.

Mahan _Af111a, the great Soul or Spirit of the Ilindoos is the 
Run ancl Brahma. 

~horn Llman, the 8un are taken-AMUN, in Egypt the 
Dennurgic or world creating spirit and a Hebrew word meaning 
"Bui lder". The word "OM" enters into names of the Sun in 
Irn li n, Greec<', Pa lesti11c, Egypt, Asia Minor and Chaldea.

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"ON ":j: is Chaldean, Syriac, Phoenician and Egyptian for 
the Sun. The fish god of the Phoenicians was "DAG (a fish) 
ON". The Hebrew Melkarth or Hncules was SHAMASH-ON, 
"Samson", the Egyptian name of Heliopolis, "the city of the 
Sun", called by the Jews Beth Shemesh, was ON. 

The very name of "Man" is derived through a chain of 
correlatives from the Sanskrit Manas, "Mind" and that from 
111an11 dscha, "the Sun born." 

"The llN1rt of tl1 e Universe, (Brahma) excited by Love 
(Kama, Eros, Amor) becomes creative" say the IIindoos, "and 
from it the senses emanate, changing the space within the 
Manas, (the Divine Mind or Soul) into the external world.

The "Supreme Wi~clorn" of the E gyptians was Thoth who 
to the H ebrew symbolistis became Daud or David and the same

''The teaching of the Brahmans was that Brahm, the Soul 
of tlie W orlcl, shone forth in person ancl pronouncing the word 
"AUM", the Mighty Power, became half male, half female. 

''All of the more· western triads or three-fold conceptions 
of the Solar ature god are in complete agreement with the 
Brahmanic trinity of Brama, Vishnu and Shiva, the Creator, 
Preserver, Destroyer.'' 

They r epresent at once the yearly aspects of the Sun-the 
Spring Sun, the Summer Sun and the \\Tinter Sun and the daily 
aspects, the rising Sun in the East, the Sun at Meridian in the 
South and the Setting Sun in the West. 

The most familiar assimilations, however, are those of 
Brahmia to Saturn, Vishnu to Jupiter and Shiva to Mars. 

In the stellar mythos, the same characters are associated 
with the planets so-called, and in every part of the world, in­
cluding ancient America, have become the legendary Magoi, the 
"three Wise Men" or "three Kings of the East". 

Their representations in ancient and Oriental Art are al­
ways those of an elderly Sage, one in middle life and a sinster 
individual of forbidding aspect, generally represented as an 
nrmecl warrior and most generally a black man. For these the

Intimately connected with the Bralnnanic Solar myth is the 

symbolism of th <> "Murnlanf> Egg", which is another of the uni­
v.en;a ll y disseminated mysteries of obscure A r~'cll1 origin. The

" This uni ,·erse existed only in darkness, impercep­
tabl<', mHlPfinable, u ncliscoverable by reason, undiscovered 
as if it \\'<'r e wholly immer sed in sleep.

·waters (chaotic matter) and placed in them a productive 
seed (The Solar Logos). 

The seed becoming an Egg, as bright as gold- and in 
that Egg he was born himself- BRAHMA, the great fore­
father of all Spirits. By that which is, by the impercep­
table Cause, eternal, who really exist i:: .-ind to our percep­
tions does not exist, has been produced the Divine Male 
celebrated in the World under the name BRAHMA. 

In that Egg the Divine Power sat a whole year, at the 
close of which, by his thoii.c;ht alone, he caused the Egg to 
divicle itself, and from its two divisions he framed the Heav­
en and the Earth.'' 
This is precisely what i s indicated by the Yang and Yin 

symbol which represents this very separation of the circle of 
Eternity into a semblance of the White and Yolk of an Egg, the 
an~logy suggested by the physical properties of the ovit1n being 
he1ghtenecl by the self evident application of a o·eometrical 
ellipse to the spherical body of the shell in detei~ining the 
actual shape. 

The result of this :figure is to determine two triangles each 
representing the base of the square and radius of the circle of 
Equal Arca, in fact the A-B-C-D triangle of om Figure 5. 
These triangles, united, form a parallelogram of the sacred 
oblong of 3 x 4, held by all the ancient peoples as symbolic of

surrounded by the .A ether and from this springs the golde!1 

winged Eros-Phanes (the Sun). Zeus, according to the Orphic 
poets is the ''Soul of the W orld' '. 

T he unity of Zeus and Eros is established by the Orphic 
poems as Ch ronos Z eus, Goel , and Ze 11s Eros, t he Spirit of God 
and this la tter is the Logos, which was "made F lesh." ("The 
F ather is in me and I in him " , J ohn X, 38). Finally the numer­
ical value of the Gr eek word fo r God, " eEos " , is Th, 9 ; E, 5; 
0, 70; and 8, 60 or a total of 144 which precisely corresponds 
with Brama, Abram and the J ewish Breastplate. 

T li c Orphic ~~gg is also idcntifiecl as H ercules (Erakles), 
and tlw identity of Zeus, Horus ancl H ercules is most overwhelm­
ingly set fo r th in the symbolism of Ptolemaic Egypt. 

Accorcl ing to Euclemus of Hhocl es, a pupil of Aristotle, 
"The Sidonians i:;et before all, 8atlun (Time), Desire (Love) 
ancl :i\Jist (the Solar Nebula). "Dcsir0" is the Babylonian Apa­
son, the Lov0 of t he unrevealed God. 

From the union of Desire and Mist (Divine love ancl the 
primordial fire mist ) were born Aether arnl Air and from these 
two, the Egg is formed by the intelligible Wisdom." "The 
Egg, the Duad of the natures, Male and F emale contained in it ", 
said Damascius, ' ' ancl the third in addition to these is the in­
corporeal Goel with golden wings upon bis shoulders (the Sun), 
on his liea<1 a serpent invested with the various forms of Ani­
mals (the Zodiac) . This is the Mind of the Triad." 

E ros was the tendency to create. Aether and Chaos, Spir it 
and .Matter constituted the great P hoenician doctrine of the two 
principles, r epresentecl by the globe topped pilla rs before the 
porch of the great Temple of U elkarth at Tyre and reproduced 
befor e that of Solomon's Temple. In fact the two inner circles 
of the geometrical Eg·g still sunnouut the chapters of our col­
mnns to-day, ·with upon their convex surfaces representations 
of the various par ts of the Earth and Face of the Heavens. 

The thoughtful Craftsman will also have experienced little 
difficulty in recognizing, from the foregoing, what is meant by 
the three "A" , J, J and J, while the Companion of the R. A. 
( H.a) will now well mark t hat thl'Pe, not two, symbols constitute, 
as siuce it was fir Ht giv0n in the cavei':i of E llora and E lephanta, 
hi s 1\1. 1\1. tokPn arnl the imagery of the" Council" . 
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In Yarious parts of the S eaet Doctrin e and I sis Unveiled, 
by the gifted founder of the original Theosophical Society, H. 
P. B., as she is familiarly termed, bas made many valu~ble re~er­
ences to the "Mundane Egg " drawn from her extensive r eview 
of Oriental Sacred literature. 

" Whence this universal symboU ", she asks. " The E gg 
was incorporated as a sacred sign in the cosmogony ~f every 
peop le on the earth and was r ever ed both. on account of its f?rm 
and of it~ inner mystery. From the earliest mental conceptions 
of man it has been known as that which represented most suc­
cessfuliy the oriofo and secret of "Being." The gradual devel­
opment. of the u~perceptable germ within the cl?sed shell ; the 
inwan l working without any ap~arent outward mterf.erence of 
force which from a latent nothmg, produced an active some­
thino· ne<'ding· au()'ht save heat and which, having gradually

. h 11 0volvecl into a concr ete, living creature, broke its s e , appear-

in()' to the outwa rd senses of all as a self germinat ed and self 
cr:ated being. All this must have been a standing miracle from 
t be beo·innin o·." 

" It is o~·ing to the i':ierpent being oviparous that it became 
a symbol of Wisdom and an emblem of the Logoi or self-bori~. 

In the temple of Philae, in Upper E gypt, an egg was art.i­
ficiallv prepared of clay mixed with various incenses. Tlns 

., ' ' I d was hatched by a peculiar process and a Ce rastes or 1- orne 
Viper was produced. ' ' '' In the ' ' Book of the ''Dead'' refer ­
ence to the Mundan e Egg is often made. 

Ra, the Mighty One, r emains in his E gg, during the struggle 
between the '' Childr en of the Rebellion'' and Shil, the Solar 
E nero·,· and the Dragon of Darkness.

the " Egg of Seb" (S heb, Abram,. Br.ahma). 

The Egg was the symbol of hf e m Immor­
tality ancl Eternity and also the glyph of ~he 
generative matrix wher eas the T a11 (T) wlucb 
was associated " ·ith it was only the symbol of 
life and birth in generation. 

The Mundane Egg was placed in Khoom,, 
the ·water of space or the feminine abstract 
principle. Khoom, becoming, with the f~1:1 of 
mankind into generation and phalhc1sm, 
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~D1IUr , the Cr eative God. When P tah, the Fiery God, carries 
the Mundane Egg in his hand, then the symbolism becomes quite 
terrestrial and concrete in its significance. In conjunction with 
the Hawk, the symbol of Osiris-Sun, the symbol is dual and 
relates to both lives, the mortal and the immortal. 

Tho cngraYing of a papyrus, in Kirche1·'s <Edipus .lEgyp­
tiacus, shows an Egg floating above the mummy. 

This is the symbol of "Hope" and the promise of a second 
birth for the Osiri:fiecl Dead. IT e is "Soul", which after due 
purification in the Amenti (purgatory) will gestate in this Egg 
of Immortality, to be born ther efrom into a n ew life on Earth." 

This is the precise Brahmanic doctrine of the continual 
passage of the Soul around the three sides of the Triangle r ep­
resentiug Creation, Manifestation and Transformation, or re­
turn to the first named state. 

In t il e IIincloo myths, "Vinata, a daughter of Daksha, and 
" ·ife of l\.ashpaya, t he self-born, sprung from " Time " (Again 
Chronos, Sheb the Elder Saturn and Brahma), one of the seven 
cr eators of our 11\T orhl, brought forth an Egg from which was 
born Gal"uda, the vehicle of Vishnu, the latter allegory having 
r elation to our Eartli, as Ganula is the Great Cycle. 

The Egg was sacr ed to Isis and therefor e the Priests of 
Egypt n eYer ate eggs. 

Chnmn was the modeller of m en and things out of the Mun­
dane Egg, on a potter's wheel. Armin-Ra, the Generator, is the 
secondary aspect of tho concealed Deity.'' 

'' It is J( neph the one supreme planetary, 
principle, who blows the Egg out of his mouth 
and is therefore Brahma, the shadow of the 
Deity, Cosmic and Universal, of that which 
broods over and permeates the Egg with its 
Yivifying spirit until the germ contained in it 
is ripe, is the mystery God, whose name was

"This " \ Vorld Egg" is perhaps one of the most univer sally

r.rh<'r<'f or e it is found in every world theogony, where it is 
lnrg<'I)' associated wit h the Serpent symbol of the latter, being 
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ever ywher e in philosophy as a religious symbolism, an <'mhl<'m 
of eternity , infinitude, r egeneration and rejuvenation as w<'ll ns 
of wisdom. The mystery of apparent self generation tlirougli 
its own creative power, repeating in miniature, in the egg, tliP 
process of cosmic evolution, both clue to heat and mois t 11 n • 
under the offiux of the unseen creatiYe spirit, fully justifiC'd tlu• 
selection of this graphic symbol. The ancients represent<'d t It <· 
latter by a serpent for "Fohat hisses as he glides hitlic•r nnd 
thither, in zigzags." The Kabbalah figures it with the ll c•b1·<•\\ 
l etter T eth, ( ~) (Nine or" Three times Three") whos<' sy1111>ol 
is the serpent, which played such a prominent part in tlic• J\l .\ H 
terics.
