The Philosophical Research Society, Inc. is a non-profit edu-
cational corporation, dedicated to the dissemination of useful
knowledge in the fields of philosophy, comparative religion,
and psychology.

2) carry on lectures, classes, and seminars of instruction
for both the general public and students working toward
degrees,

3) maintain a research foundation in its ficlds of interest.

P,R.S. Local Study Groups, under the auspices of The Philo-
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sophical Research Society, for the study and discussion of
ideas on religion, philosophy, and psychology, with emphasis
upon Mr, Hall's work.

PUBLIC SERVICES:

Librar¥: The Library of the Society contains one of the largest
collections of 'original sotirce material on comperative religion
and philosophy In the United States. 1t is a reference library,
open to the public from 12:30 to 4:30 Mondays through Fridays.

As an extension of the Library, the Society has a2 small but
carefully selected art collection, emphasizing the importance
of the symbolic interpretation of great ideas and ideals.

The facilities of the Library are offered to the public free
of charge.

Tape Recordings: The Society has an extensive collection of
ape recordings of Mr. Holl's lectures over the past several
years. Students and the general public may, upon appointment,
listen to these recordings at the Society's Headquarters for a

nominal fee.

Counseligg: A counseling service is maintained, under the di-
rection of Mr. Henry L. Drake, which offers counseling for a
reasonable fee. This counseling service is unique in that its
approach utilizes not only psychology, but basic philosophical
and religious principles as well,
