Under this heading is considered the unfoldment of the esoteric tradition in the 
Western hemisphere. The account begins with the rites and mysteries of the MAYAS 
and AZTECS, and the highly dramatic story of the priest initiate remembered and 
honored under the title, "THE FEATHERED SERPENT." The sacred books of the AZUBE

The colonization scheme includes the place of LOPJ) IlACON in the organization of 
the English settlements in Virginia and Newfoundland. We gain new insight into 

the tragedy of SIR WALTER RALEIGH and the in­
trigues of the British court. 

Did the doctrines of the German mystics find 
fruitful soil in Pennsylvania with its PIETISTIC 
communities and the old beliefs of the MENNEN­
ITES, DUNKERS, and QUAKERS? 

The American Revolutionary period is examined; 
also, the fascinating story of JUNIUS and his 
letters. Reproduced herewith is the curious 
portrait of Junius, called "The Unknown Man." 

Interesting personalities, as JOEN PAUL JONES, 
BENJAMIN FRANKLIN, and GEORGE WASHINGTON are 
considered in the light of the esoteric tradi­
tion. 

There is also space devoted to the Latin American patriots, including SIMON BO­
LIVAR, MIGUEL HIDALGO, and BENITO JUAREZ. 

This study closes with a swnmary of the purpose for which the Great Plan was set 
up in America.

In this section Mr. Hall describes the descent of the secret doctrine of antiq­
uity in Europe, from the collapse of the pagan Mysteries to the end of the age 
of chivalry. The purpose is to uncover the foundations of the Philosophic Em­
pire from the complete secrecy of its hidden origin to its final emergence as 
the natural government of the world. 

The account begins with the tragic story of 1uL\'ES, who was crucified in A.D. 
277. The philosophy which he left profoundly influenced St. Augustine, and has 
survived into modern times as the impelling force behind Christian mysticism. 

The glory of THE GUILDS unfolds the legends and traditions of the first organi­
zation to put into solemn practice the concept of the brotherhood of man. We 
meet the TROUBADOURS, who sang the mysteries of the Virgin of the World; the 
UINNESllNGER of high German, from whom descended the UEISTERSINGER of old Nurem­
berg. 

Few are aware of the involved and troubled story of the KNIGHTS TEMPLARS of Je­
rusalem, who brought the esoteric tradition from the Near East back to ~urope, 
and were virtually exterminated for their esoteric beliefs. 

CHARLEMAGNE, King of the Franks, was a patron of the ORDERS OF CHIVALRY, those 
"military apostles of the religion of love." Around this emperor developed the 
L:OOEND OF ROLAND, the culture-hero of knighthood. Then there is the story of 
PRESTER JOIIN, the Christian King of the East who reigned from a secret kingdom 
somewhere in north Asia.

The story of PARSIFAL is treated in some de­
tai~ and TALIESIN, the adept of Britain finds 
his proper place in the descent of the wisdom 
of the DRUIDS and the secret assemblies of 
Wales.
