The place was raided and thirty-five
men were arrested, a number of whom
paid fines. The place is now closed.

Then he asks those
who will pledge themselves to attend
church service on the coming Sunday
to stand up.

Sunday school and church attend-
ance has been increased in every Prot-
estant church in Chattanooga by this
activity of the Klan and the men's
Bible classes have grown rapidly.
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The Definition Of Klankraft And How
To Disseminate It

By The Grand Dragon Of The Realm Of Oklahoma

What is the definition of Klan-
kraft, and how to disseminate it, is
a subject rather broad and one that
is difficult to handle briefly.

Klankraft in my opinion is the
motive power embodying the divine
and cardinal principles necessary for
the resurrection of that real, genu-
ine Americanism of which our fore-
fathers undoubtedly had the vision
when they drafted the Declaration
of Independence and the Constitu-
tion of the United States.

It is the spirit of pure patriotism
toward this, our glorious country,
and the preservation of American
ideals and institutions; it is the
exemplification of the noble ideals
of chivalry, wherein the chastity of
our women, the protection of our
homes, the relief of the weak and
unfortunate, the unqualified alleg-
iance to our flag and government,
the sublime reverence for our Lord
and Savior, Jesus Christ; the main-
tenance of the supremacy of that
race of men whose blood is not
tainted with the colorful pigments
of the universe, and the observance
of that rule of all rules: honor and
justice in all things pertaining to
our fellow man. These are but
living definitions of the golden
word ‘‘Klankraft."”

Then again, Klankraft is the art
of inculcating into the heart and
soul of man a reverence for Deity,
for our country, our homes, and cach
other through inspiration and educa-
tion.

Protestant Mass Meetings

How can we disseminate it? By
the careful selection of real men who
are known to have the true spirit of
the Klan at heart, who are wor-
shippers at the shrine and the
motto of our order: ““Non Silba
Sed Anthar,”” who will, after care-
ful study and deliberation, adopt a
definite program which will embrace
the spiritual, educational, political,
vocational and practical phases of
Klankraft in their entirety, and who
will then proceed to promulgate
these principles in strict accord-
ance to the program as decided and
agreed upon. .

The spiritual phase is most im-
portant, and although there has

been a tendency to accept it as a
matter of fact, never has there been
a time since the conception of this
great institution that this cardinal
principle has received the emphasis
and concerted action on the part of
the Imperial authorities, their or-
ganizers, officers of realms and their
subordinates, in inoculating the germ
of desire on the part of Klansmen
who have joined our ranks and who
are necessarily protestants in belief,
but who are not affiliated with any
church, to at once align themselves
as real, live, working members of
some Protestant church, thereby
setting forth concrete evidence to
the alien world that we as Klansmen
are united in our religious belief
and that we are in reality demon-
strating the practical utility of the
great doctrine of the fatherhood of
God and the brotherhood of man,
as a vital force in the lives and
affairs of men.

But how can this be accomplished?
First: by making a supreme effort to
interest all protestant ministers who
can qualify, in our organization,
with the ultimate view of taking
them into our order; second: by
encouraging these ministers to de-
liver in the pulpit and in the Klavern,
sermons which deal with the great
principles of our order, ever stapd—
1ng ready to assist them in gathering
necessary data to drive home their
arguments, and in voicing our appre-
ciation of their efforts by representa-
tion, financial and moral support
in all their legitimate undertakings.
Third: by insisting that the Kludd
of all Klans, shall at all times be an
ordained minister of the gospel, and
not some Klansmen elected to that
office as a mere honor; by insisting
that all prayers offered in the Klavern
be not the regular cut and dried
Kloranic prayers as are usually
offered, but that they be individual,
set for the occasion and embodying
certain personal features pertaining
to the individual Klan as well as the
Klan in general. Fourth: by the
constant encouragement on the part
of officers of Klans to their member-
ship, calling their attention to the
fact that they must of necessity
affiliate with the church, if they are
imbued with the true Klan spirit,

and have the desire to practice the
great teachings of the order. Fifth:
by encouraging good, wholesome
athletic tournaments between mem-
bers of different Protestant Churches,
such as golf, bowling, tennis and
many other sports, which will have
the tendency to awaken interest,
not only in the Church but in the
Klan as well.

The Practical Phase

We should work constantly with
the ministers of Protestants Churches
with a view of having at least once
or twice a year great mass meetings,
wherein all Protestant Churches
will for the time be combined to-
gether as one church, laying aside
their differences in denominational
beliefs and gathering together with
but one purpose in view, the wor-
ship of our Lord and Savior, Jesus
Christ. There are many ways and
means to enlighten and encourage
Klansmen along these lines and it
should be the impelling duty of
every officer of our organization to
devote a great deal of thought and
material action in promulgating the
spiritual phase of our order.

The educational phase, as a matter
of fact, embraces all of the tenets of
Klankraft, and is the key to the
ultimate success of our organization.
It is unnecessary to visualize for you
in detail just to what extent it can
be properly disseminated, but I will
encﬁavor to point out to you what I
consider some of the fundamentals.
First: the promulgation of con-
structive, ecﬁlcational topics, per-
taining to the principles of Klan-
kraft, edited by competent writers,
censored and distributed through
properly controlled and loyal news-
papers.  Second: the establishment
of official Klan organs in each juris-
dictional province under the De-
partment of Extension, and consti-
tuted realms, said paper to carry all
important news items pertaining to
the organization in general and such

rsonal items which will be of
interest to Klansmen and to the
public in their particular section;
the elimination of all radical news
items and that class of literature
which does more to discredit our
organization in the eyes of the
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right-thinking alicn world than any
other one factor. The establishment
of a monthly journal or magazine
devoted not only to constructive,
cducational subjects of our organi-
zation, but also devoted to such
topics which will be of equal in-
terest to the alien world as well as
to the Invisible Empire, securing
the best talent in the country to
contribute, having at all times the
idea in view of publishing a journal
which not only reflects credit on
our organization, but which will
appeal to the protestant world in
general. The proper training of all
men in the capacity of organizers
or representatives from the Depart-
ment of Extension in the true prin-
ciples of Klankraft, endeavoring to
give them a real vision of what our
order stands for and what we hope
and are determined to accomplish;
and the immediate elimination of
those representatives who seem to
be possessed with only one spirit
and that is: “'God give us men, at
ten dollars per.”

The use of public as well as inside
speakers is extremely important, as
they will always reach a great mass
of the public who seldom devote
very much time to reading, and in
thought. Hence the law of informa-
tion acquired from “lip to ear”
manifests itself very forcibly in the
promulgation of the principles of
Klankraft.

The Political Phase

The political phase of Klankraft
cmbodies two distinct departments
and yet in reality co-ordinate into
one, in the final analysis of the sub-
ject. The love and reverence which
every true native-born American has
for his flag, his government and his
home, will in a measure dictate to
him what he should do in his small
way of directing his influence and his
birthright in the proper selection of
men to handle the affairs of govern-
ment, national, state and local.
Here again the educational phase
enters in, it being necessary to pre-
sent to the average individual con-
crete and positive argument against
the present form of political en-
vironment under which he labors
and to show him the way toward
achieving that which he must know
is for the best interests of his country,
state and home.

As I stated before, every native
born citizen of our country has a
natural love for his flag and his
government, yet in many instances
1t lies dormant; it needs inspiration,

and therefore, one of our great duties
as Klansmen in disseminating the
principles of Klankraft is to forever
and ever preach the gospel of
patriotism, never allowing a national
or state event in which our flag is
being commemorated to pass by
without making special effort to
assist the authorities in creating
love and respect in the hearts of all
men for our starry banner and the
great government which itrepresents.

Vocational Klannishness is para-
mount to the ultimate success of
our order. All other sects practice
it in one way or another, and in
many instances to the entire ex-
clusion of the protestant world,
and it is apparent that the protestant
world has failed to realize the signi-
ficance of this practice. It is our
duty as Klansmen, for self-preser-
vation, if for no other reason, to
practice vocational klannishness and
I am firmly of the opinion that the
time is coming, and not far distant,
when we shall be compelled to
follow this phase of Klankraft re-
ligiously. Otherwise, we shall feel
the yoke of utter dissension in our
own ranks brought about through
our inability to compete in a com-
mercial way with great corporations
owned and controlled by men who
do not hold their allegiance to one
flag and government. Therefore, the
seeds ofg vocational klannishness
should be sworn at every oppor-
tunity in all meetings of Klansmen,
and 1n carefully worded press items.
Klansmen should be taught that it
is their sacred duty as Klansmen to
always favor a Klansman in the
commercial world, whether it be
in buying, selling, advertising, em-
ployment, political, social or in
any way wherein a Klansman is
affected.

The Practical Phase

The practical phase of Klankraft
divides itself into three distinct
departments: namely, organization,
administration and operation. You
are all well acquainted with the
plan of organization of Klankraft,
the method of administration and
the many radical changes of opera-
tion since the order was originally
conceived and promulgated. One of
the great faults in the organization
of the Klans throughout the various
realms now established was the class
of propaganda which the repre-
sentatives first engaged in this work
saw fit to promulgate. In their zeal
to establish a record and in order to
awaken a certain interest in the

hearts of men whom they came in
contact with, they in many instances
secured the attention of these men
by stories pertaining to the operation
of the old Klan of 1865, wherein the
whip was the chief instrument of
persuasion, and .in relating such
stories, while perhaps these organ-
izers did not make a statement to
the effect that this was the purpose
of the organization, nevertheless
they would leave the impression
in the minds of the newly created
Klansmen that this was one of the
features of the organization. Fre-
quently such stories merely encour-
aged the idea that we should, by
right, take the law in our own hands
in those cases where apparently the
law would not function or properly
handle the offender. Nothing could
be more erroneous than this idea,
and organizers who resort to such
practices in order to gain attention
have done a great deal of harm in the
growth of our order. As a matter
of fact it will take years to live
down the impression gained through
such propaganda. Let us leave no
stone unturned in our dissemination
of Klankraft that will permit Klans-
men or the alien worlg to gain the
idea that we are not at all times
working with the constituted officers
of the law, that our duty as Klans-
men requires that all assistance be
given to such legally constituted
law enforcing bodies; that ways
and means be found whereby we
can co-operate and bring to justice
criminal offenders against the laws
of our country, state and homes;
that we strive through our depart-
ment as citizens of this great country
of ours, as men who love, honor and
obey her laws, as Klansmen who
have sworn to uphold her flag and
government above any other kind
of government in the universe; to
convince the alien world that we
are in reality Knights of that great
Invisible Empire, founded on the
rock of Christianity, destined to
dictate the policies of government
and men, and their right to live as
Christian gentlemen, in this glor-
ious land of ours, America.
Therefore, Klansmen, call up the
powers of determination and will,
harness them to the wagon of
endeavor, and you shall have noth-
ing to fear, for under these conditions
nothing can prevail against you for
you are bound to reach the haven
for which you steer, the. port to
which the wind of pluck and de-
termination will bring your craft

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Another Effort

To Wreck The

Knights Of The Ku Klux Klan Fails

The D. M. Rittenhouse receiver-
ship suit against the Knights of
the Ku Klux Klan is now a matter
of history. The Fulton County
Superior Court has ruled against
the petitioners and in favor of the
national organization. The receiver-
ship has been refused and the
imjunction which sought to impound
the finances of the order has been
denied.

Now that the suit has been won,
it may interest Klansmen to know
that this litigation was one of the
most desperate efforts to wreck the
Knights of the Ku Klux Klan ever
launched by its enemies. It was
not in actuality a receivership which
the so-called Klansman-plaintiffs
sought, but the utter demolition of
the order, the publication of the
entire lists of its membership and
a nation-wide persecution of those
thus uncovered.

To begin with the suit was filed
on the eve of the meeting of the
Imperial Kloncilium in Washington
last June at which the national
program for the order was worked
out. It was planned to prevent
this meeting and to stop co-operative
effort on the part of the leaders of
the Klan in all sections of the
country. Luckily it failed in this
purpose.

Seventeen men, alleging to be
Klansmen, had their names attached
to the receivership petition. A
number of these, upon reading about
the suit in the newspapers notified
the court that they ha«gJ not signed
the document at all and had given
nobody permission to sign for them.
They were at a loss to account for
the appearance of their names and
did not know who signed them.

During the summer months enemies
of the Klan both on the inside and
the outside seemed to have reached
the determination that they would
make the Rittenhouse case the
vehicle for a desperate and vicious
attack which they hoped would
smash the order and discredit every
official and employee of the national
administration. Various purposes
apparently linked all the encmies
of the order in the grand assault.
Some sought power and prestige,
others wanted to plunge their hands
into the national treasury; banished
Klansmen, kicked out of the back

door of the Klan because they had
proved unsuitable for membership,
sought revenge.

Indications are that money was
spent like water working up the
Rittenhouse case testimony. Cer-
tain leaders in Atlanta Klan No. 1,
whose charter was suspended by
the Grand Dragon of their Realm,
some months ago, jumped to the
forefront in the fight against the
order. Representatives o? a certain
great Roman Catholic detective
agency were seen in Atlanta and
it was rumored that the ever watch-
ful hierarchy was willing to loosen
its political purse strings in the
belief that they had a chance to
crush the order which they fear
and whose principles they so cor-
dially hate.

Besides this the Klan received
the information that a certain East-
ern publisher, whose newspapers
are read from coast to coast and who
from the start has always fought
the Klan, became interested in the
fight on the order and instructed
his agents, whose wallets always
bulge, to become active.

The first legal bickering came
when a demand was made that
records of the Knights of the Ku
Klux Klan should be produced in
open court. This would have meant
that the names of Klansmen in
every section of the United States
would have been made a matter of
public record. The order would
have been shorn of its great power
which lies in secrecy and in many
parts of the country where the Klan
is just starting to grow, individual
Klansmen would have been made
subject to persecution and possible
death at the hands of fanatical
enemies.

The Knights of the Ku Klux Klan
fought successfully all attempts to
produce their national records in
their entirety in the court room.
The order however was under the
fire of its enemies and Imperial
Klonsel Paul S. Etheredge made a
brilliant fight and won.

A great mass of affidavits were
read at the trial that had absolutely
no bearing on the case and after
being read were promptly ruled
out by the Trial Judge. However,
the newspapers published them al-
most in their entirety which in a

measure accomplished what part
of the plaintiffs were really after.

In denying the receivership and
injunction the Trial Judge said in
part: ““it appears that about 300 are
trying to gain control from the
balance of the membership amount-
ing to what appears to be about
one and one-half million.””

Denver Klavern Is On
Mountain Peak

Denver Klan, Realm of Colorado,
a few days ago formally opened
its splendid new Klavern building
which is one of the most unique
in the Invisible Empire.

Denver’s Klavern is situated on
the very top of Castle Mountain, a
six thousand-foot peak which is
owned by Denver Klan. It is located
in grounds comprising three hun-
dred acres which with the building
are valued at over $75,000.

At the dedication ceremonial six
thousand Klansmen were present
and took part in the naturalization
of fifteen hundred aliens, one of
the largest classes in the history of
Colorado Klankraft. The Grand
Dragon of Colorado officiated at
the ceremonies at which a fiery
cross 110 feet high was illuminated
at the top of the peak, being visible
for miles in all directions.

Compulsory
reading of the Bible in the schools of
Jackson County follows the action
of the trustees. A bitter fight was
put up by opponents and it was only
through the moral pressure brought
by the Klan that the resolution was
passed.

Mrs. Abbott Fighting
To Secure Justice

Determined to see that justice shall
be done to those she believes re-
sponsible for the murder of her
husband, Klansman Thomas R. Ab-
bott, Mrs. Emma Abbott of Atlas-
burg, Pennsylvania, has filed com-
plaint alleging murder against Pat-
rick McDermott, the Irish under-
taker who was seen to fire his pistol
at Klansmen as they were parading
at Carnegic, Pa., on August 25, last.

Mrs. Abbott has bravely taken up
the cause of the Klan and through
particular case. McDermott, who
had been free at his first hearing, was
re-arrested, but, though the offense
of murder in Pennsylvania is general-
ly regarded as being non-bailable, he
has been released by Judge Cohen
on $25,000 bond.
