H. H. Kitchens, the Kansas Klan leader who went
to jail rather than betray a Klan principle, initiated
this large class for the chartered Klan. Topeka Klan is
one of the largest and most active in Kansas.

Denver Klavern Is On
Mountain Peak

Denver Klan, Realm of Colorado,
a few days ago formally opened
its splendid new Klavern building
which is one of the most unique
in the Invisible Empire.

Denver’s Klavern is situated on
the very top of Castle Mountain, a
six thousand-foot peak which is
owned by Denver Klan. It is located
in grounds comprising three hun-
dred acres which with the building
are valued at over $75,000.

At the dedication ceremonial six
thousand Klansmen were present
and took part in the naturalization
of fifteen hundred aliens, one of
the largest classes in the history of
Colorado Klankraft. The Grand
Dragon of Colorado officiated at
the ceremonies at which a fiery
cross 110 feet high was illuminated
at the top of the peak, being visible
for miles in all directions.

The Klans in Colorado are grow-
ing rapidly under the guidance of
the Grand Dragon of that Realm.
In Pueblo a few weeks ago two
hundred aliens were naturalized into
the local Klan which is considered

one of the model Klans of the
country. Pueblo Klan isavery vital
force in the civic life of that city.

Trinidad Klan last weck natural-
ized fifty-six aliens. At Greely,
Colorado, seventeen hundred Ameri-
cans heard a lecture on Klankraft,
braving a drizzling rain a few days
ago. As a result over one hundred
joined the Klan. This Klan plans
a great celebration Thanksgiving
Day, by which time they expect to
have grown to seven hundred and
fifty members.

New Klans have been formed at
Rocky Ford, Manzanola, Fowler,
Canon City and LaFayette during
the past few weeks.

Put Bible in School

Through the efforts of the Sey-
mour Klan, Realm of Indiana, the
Bible has been placed in the public
schools of Seymour. Compulsory
reading of the Bible in the schools of
Jackson County follows the action
of the trustees. A bitter fight was
put up by opponents and it was only
through the moral pressure brought
by the Klan that the resolution was
passed.

Mrs. Abbott Fighting
To Secure Justice

Determined to see that justice shall
be done to those she believes re-
sponsible for the murder of her
husband, Klansman Thomas R. Ab-
bott, Mrs. Emma Abbott of Atlas-
burg, Pennsylvania, has filed com-
plaint alleging murder against Pat-
rick McDermott, the Irish under-
taker who was seen to fire his pistol
at Klansmen as they were parading
at Carnegic, Pa., on August 25, last.

Mrs. Abbott has bravely taken up
the cause of the Klan and through
particular case. McDermott, who
had been free at his first hearing, was
re-arrested, but, though the offense
of murder in Pennsylvania is general-
ly regarded as being non-bailable, he
has been released by Judge Cohen
on $25,000 bond.

Friends of the dead Klansman
have also filed charges of inciting a
riot against others who are alleged
to have taken part in the attack upon
the Klan parade at Carnegic. One
of the defendants is Burgess John F.

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What Shall We Do To Be Saved?

Recently Elmer D. Brothers, Presi-
dent of the Board of Trustees of
Valporaiso University, delivered an
address on Immigration to the stu-
dents of the John Marshall Law
School.

Mr. Brothers is not a Klansman,
but is a thirty-third degree Mason
and his remarks are so timely and in
line with Klan principals and immi-
gration, we print in part the high
lights of his address:

“I am not an evangelist, nor the
son of an evangelist, and claim no
greater civic vitue than that which
should animateevery patriotic Ameri-
can citizen. The outstanding pro-
totype of this interrogatory was
given a personal application, and
carried the implication that some-
thing must be done that the party
interested might inherit eternal life.

*‘In his commentaries on American
law, Chancellor James Kent says:
‘States or bodies politic are to be
considered as moral persons, having
a public will, capable and free to do
right and wrong, inasmuch as they
are collections ot individuals, cach of
whom carries with him into the serv-
ice of the community the same bind-
ing law of morality and religion
which ought to control his conduct
in private life.’

Schools To Save The Country

““There are crises in the lives of na-
tions as well as in the lives of indi-
viduals. Civilization is now passing
through one of its greatest dynamic
periods since its birth. Government
by the people is being tested as never
before. It is being clearly demon-
strated that representative govern-
ment protects the rights and liberties
of its people only in proportion to
their common understanding of irs
principles. The Citizenship Commit-
tee of the American Bar Association
in its report for 1922, said that the
common schools of the country will
save the country. The significant
fact in this statement is the implica-
tion that the country is already lost:
lost as to adherence to the political
ideals upon which it was founded.

““When we realize how far we have
drifted from the political traditions
and civic virtues of the founders of
our Republic, and how little of their
altruistic vision remains, we appreci-
ate the danger in which we are in-
volved. This is no time for pessi-

mism, but it must be conceded that
we have reached a point at which
we must about face or be led into
irretrievable ruin.

““The physician diagnoses the ail-
ment before he determines the rem-
edies to be applied. To answer the
question, which is the subject under
discussion, we must take into con-
sideration some of the menaces with
which we are threatened.

“‘Homogenity is essential to the
stable union of a people under any
form of government. It is indispen-
sable to the perpetuity of a govern-
ment foundedpon the will of the peo-
ple governed. Solidarity can be at-
tained only by unity of language,
unity of purpose, unity of ideals,
unity of hopes.

Trouble Fomented

“Many extremists—advocates of
anarch'v,'apostlcs of absurdity, cham-
pions of chaos, devotees of debauch-
ery, disciples of destruction, propa-
gandists of plunder, purveyors of
perfidy. worshipers of wassail—have
sought shelter and asylum here for
the sole purpose of fomenting trou-
ble and revolutionizing the estab-
lished order of things with no
thought of harmonizing their actions
and their ideals with ours. They vil-
ify our ideals, condemn our customs,
belitele our institutions, deride our
history, revile our heroes, ridicule
our noblest efforts, sneer at our cul-
ture, impugn our motives, scoff at
our officials, denounce our system
of government, defy our laws, fill our
charitable institutions with their
derelicts, and clog our courts with
their multitude of delinquents.

“'The most dangerous aliens are
given absolute freedom of our coun-
try, to carry on, unimpeded, their
propaganda — movements ‘which
strike at the very foundation of our
government and aim to disintegrate
the social fabric of the nation. We
accord them the constitutional right
of freedom of speech, though they are
no part of us and should be allowed
to speak only on sufferance. Through
them our boasted melting pot (the
fire of patrictism having been
quenched therin) has become a gar-
bage can whose contents become only
the more putrid with the lapse of
time.

“‘From governmentalsources we are
advised that 35,000 agitators, mostly

aliens, representing approximatqu
soo different organizations, socicties
and groups, are active in spreading
their propaganda of discontent and
defiance of law and order in the
United States. Most of this propa-
ganda is hostile to our government,
our traditions, our ideals, our cus-
toms, our political philosophy, and
our religion. There are over 6oo
radical publications in the United
States, and tons of literature in the
forms of circulars, hand bills,
pamphlets, etc., are distributed,
largely among the foreign element of
our population. Leaders among them
claim the support of more than 5,-
000,000 of the 20,000,000 wage carn-
ers employed in about 15,000 indus-
trial plants in the United States. As
a result, many aliens are educated to
oppose our government before they
know anything whatever about its
form or purposes. A few trial trips
of the Leviathan, loaded on its out-
going voyage with those apostles and
disciples of malcontent, might be
utilized to great advantage. Our con-
stitutional provision guaranteeing
freedom of speech and freedom of
press is not intended to protect aliens
who seck only to destroy the gov-
ernment and supplant our social, in-
dustrial, and political institutions.
They must be taught that they speak
and write at their peril.

American Citizenship Cheapened

“‘Naturalization does not mean
Americanization. We have cheapened
American citizenship until it has be-
come worthless. We have forced it
upon the alien in our midst, almost
without his consent and before he
has any appreciation of its signifi-
cance or responsibilities. We have
placed our limitless natural resources
and developed opportunities at the
feet of all the peoples of the earth
regardless of race, color, or creed,
and have begged them to come and
take them. Such a situation does
not prevail in any other civilized
country. The nationals thereof
have the first refusal of their re-
spective natural opportunities and
resources, and enforce that position
with stern and unvarying unitormity.
In most other countries, immigrants
enter as a special favor and remain
on sufferance. They must earn any
favors shown them or privileges be-
stowed upon them. If given citizen-
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ship, it is granted as a recognition
of merit and demonstrated fealty to
the institutions of the country.”

Continuing, Mr. Brothers said:

““The continued assaults on our con-
stitution and laws by agitators and
demagogues are the direct conse-
quence of the introduction among us
during the last generation of multi-
tudes of aliens who know nothing
of its origin, nothing of the sacrifices
by which it was attained, nothing of
the underlying philosophy of self-
government and less of the political
philosophy which that constitution
represents and exemplifies.”

As an answer to all, or a great
many of our problems and national
decadence he concludes with a clear
cut program that is to the point
and remarkable for its scope and
fearless pronouncement.

Schools Should Be Provided

"Allpersons,ﬁrmsandcorpomtions
employing persons not educated in or
who do not speak English should be
required to provide approved schools
for teaching the English language,
the rudiments of an education there-
in and the history of our common
country, including the origin and
development of our constitution
and our political liberty. No alien,
not in the service of his government,
should be allowed asylum in this
country for a greater period than
five years or less. Every immigrant
16 years of age and over should be
required to pledge himself to take
steps at the carliest opportunity to
become an American citizen and to
make all preliminary preparation
requisite to that high station. No
party or witness who has been in
this country for five years or more
should be permitted to testify in any
court in any language other than
English, except by special permis-
sion of the court after satisfactory
cause is shown and with the consent
of all parties to the suit.

“‘Every candidate fornaturalization
should be required to take six
months’ training in citizenship in
schools to be provided by the proper
authorities and pass examination be-
fore being permitted to assume the
final oath of allegiance, and the ad-
mission to citizenship should be at-
tended with a form of a patriotic
celebration akin to the commence-
ment exercises of our colleges and
universities.

““Weshouldrequire periodical regis-
tration of all resident aliens with ap-
propriate information and notice of
change of address, and should exact

a reasonable fee in order that they
may be required to bear a part of the
burden of the government whose
protection they cnjoy.
“‘Immigration should be limited to
an_absolute minimum. The party
secking admission should have the
burden of showing his right and
ability to become one of us. The
subject of immigration should be
considered from the social rather
than from the industrial and financial
point of view. In so far as immigra-
tion is permitted, there should be
(1) careful selection and examina-
tion at the place of origin; (2) sys-
tematic registration and classifica-
tion, and (3) rational distribution
here to localities where they are
needed and to positions most con-
genial to them and for which they
are best adapted. Chance and acci-
dent should be eliminated from the
problem. To those who can not be
assimilated into our social, political
and educational organization, our
gates should swing out, but not in.

Should Exclude Agitators

Weshould enforce an absolute pro-
hibition to the admission of the pro-
fessional agitator and deport all who
have heretofore gained admission.

“'The Federal Government should
levy a tax on all moncys earned by
an alien and sent to a foreign coun-
try. If he concludes not to continue
residence here, but to return to his
home country, or otherwise change
the nationality of his residence, either
before or after full naturalization, a
tax should be levied on all estate or
property transferred in excess of
what he brought into this country.

““We should select persons to public
office because of their special fitness
therefor and not because of national-
ity, color or religion; whereas, in
Chicago and other polyglot centers
of population in the United States,
theonly testactually applied is race,
or alien nationality of origin, with
religion as a factor.

““We must go back to the attitude of
the people of the early days of the
Republic, when every citizen felt a
personal interest and responsibility
in the enforcement of law and the
punishment of criminals. Now, not-
withstanding the intense activity in
the enactment of laws, the people are
apathetic towards their enforcement.
We sympathize with the criminal and
forget the victim and the crime.

“"We must cease the practice of try-
ing to solve economic problems by
legislative legerdemain. There is no
place in representative institutions

for the idea that we should adopt
statutory remedies for private mis-
fortunes, or resort to political con-
trol of inherently private enterprises.
We should scttle industrial and finan-
cial matters through industrial and
financial channels. We must educate
our people to a knowledge of the
fact that statutes are not a panacea
for social and cconomic ills. By
precept and example we must create
anew among the people the idea that
government is for all, and not for a
clamorous, organized few. We must
readjust our industries and our eco-
nomic and social systems to the re-
quirements of youth, in order to give
the boy and the girl opportunities to
capitalize their encrgies at as early
an age as is consistent with healthy
growth and normal development, and
then see to it that that energy is
properly directed. We must discour-
age, by stern and swift rebuke, all
cfforts to create a class conscious-
ness among our people; admit to our
shores as immigrants only those who,
by racial urge and historical experi-
ences, can ‘become one of us;”’
welcome constructive criticism - of
our political institutions, but wage
relentless war on all whose only
efforts are to destroy them; develop
an Americanism broad enough to en-
compass all citizens, and by proper
education make all citizens worthy
of that high estate; restore the
fundamental idea that this is a gov-
ernment of majorities, within con-
stitutional  limitations and pro-
visions; learn to respect the opinions
of the majority when enacted into
laws, and to seek changes therin, if
any, only through constitutional and
orderly processes; cease the practice
of arraying interest against interest,
section  against section, passion
against passion, and of exaggerating
the miseries of the poor and the
comforts of the rich; confine govern-
mental activities to governmental
functions, and dedicate ourselves
anew to the principle of the Father-
hood of God and the Brotherhood of
Man—a principle upon which this
government was founded.

“We need a new baptism of patriot-
ism and the development of a senti-
ment of reverence and fealty to that
palladium of our liberties—the Fed-
eral Constitution.

“In our schools and churches, in
our homes and socictics, in counting
rooms and factories, by precept and
example, we must teach and inspire
veneration for our constitution, obe-
dience to law, homage to the flag,
and respect for our institutions.”

Four hundred aliens were natural-
ized at a ceremonial held at Homer,
Michigan, last week. Thousands of
of Klansmen from four counties
attended the ceremony. A program
was carried out during the afternoon
and lunch was served on the grounds
at six o’clock. Preceding the cere-
mony at eight o’clock, a band
concert was held.
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Life Demands Service! Sacrifice!

The ancient order of worship
consisted in the presentation of the
dead body of a victim, whose carcass
was placed upon an altar and con-
sumes by fire, as the expiatory
substitute for man. The new, or
Christian, order of worship calls for
something alive. Neither God nor
man wishes a dead thing. Among
the activities of men there is no
room for a corpse, literal or figura-
tive. Life demands Service and Ser-
vice calls for Life. He who would
serve, must be alive, and all truly
living men must serve. It is the
price of existence, the toll for being
alive. It is worth living to serve.
Life and Service go hand in hand.

Service calls for sacrifice, but it
must be of the living kind, and not
the sacrifice of a dead body. A
lifeless carcass can avail nothing
when placed on the altar, however
pious the act may be. Klansmen
believe in that kind of sacrifice
which calls for a living body placed
on the altar of Service, utilized by
man and dedicated to God. By this
kind of Service the Klansman lives.
This is his aim, his purpose, his
ambition, in life.

Service Counts

Nor is this ambition confined to
those of his kind, alone. He stands
with other Klansmen; he stands for
the Race. Toward other Klansmen
he is the soul of honor, possessing
unfeigned love, showing kindness,
giving preference rather than sel-
fishly demanding for himself. Re-
garding his personal affairs, the
Klansman is dutiful in business,
rejoicing because of his hope, patient
amid the trials of life, and hospitable,
withal. To those without, he is
non-retaliative, honest, peaceable,
and even willing to return good for
evil, thereby proving his superior
worth. In his service to men, his
method is to overcome Evil with
Good.

The Klansman has a policy that
lies far beyond his naturalization
into the meémbership of a Klan. To
him, naturalization is but enlist-
ment for service. Itis the service that
counts with him. This lofty desire
of the Klansman to serve, comes
from the sense of duty, from the
recognition of obligation. He fecls
charged with the ambition to be an
active constructionist rather than

a passive law-abiding figurehead.
He thirsts for duty; he demands the
right to be uscful. He fecls it
criminal to have and not to give; to
possess, and not to use. He does
not feel satisfied to be passively good.
By becoming an active benefactor
he presents his body a living sacri-
fice, believing it to be acceptable to
God because it is his reasonable
service to his fellow-men.

Our Spiritual Aims

It is said of Him Who walked
among us lowly mortals as the Son
of God: He came not to be minis-
tered unto, but to minister, and to
give His life a ransom for the many.
He, therefore, Who is the Klans-
man’s Exemplar, scts the example to
a1l Klansmen. To minister, and not
to be ministered unto, is the only
worthy excuse for existence. We
are the heirs of the ages. All that
has gone before is ours, being poured
into our laps from the cornucopia of
the bounteous past. The years gone
before are ours. The worthy men
of these by-gone yes
Their great and val
ours. Their principles and their
ideals are ours. Such heritages,
more valuable than crowns of gold,
are handed down to us who are the
sons of such worthy fathers. The
memory of these great and noble
men, these defenders of the faith, can
best be kept green by our safe-
guarding the ideals and the principles
which these forefathers bequeathed
us. And how can this be done?
How, better, than by our living
these ideals and these principles, by
our making them a part of our
being, as vitally as bone of our bone
and flesh of our flesh?

Too long, be it admitted, has the
attention of the average American
been diverted to material gain, to
the over-looking of the spiritual.
Thoughts, ideals, principles, these
belong to the realm of the spiritual.
They are not as wood or stonc; as
gold or silver. They cannot be
weighed on the scales nor measured
by tangible device. Being of the
spiritual, they will exist forever, for
the things which are scen are tem-
poral, but the things which are not
seen, they are the cternal. These
undying bequests from our venerated
fathers are to be incorporated by us,
their sons, thus having them to live

again in our bodies, as in a resur-
rection body. Sired by fearless pio-
neers, inheriting the aspirations of
the undaunted, the ambitions of the
idealists, the honor of the chivalrous,
the reverence of the faithful, the
Klansman possesses a position to be
coveted by angels.

Klan Komment

Wynn Tully, who was candidate
for mayor of Paducah, Kentucky,
and who took an active part in
attempting to stop a speaker for the
Ku Klux Klan, was badly beaten in
his race for mayor although the
rest of his ticket won out by hand-
some majorities. His opponent was
the only candidate on the opposing
ticket to be elected.

Johnsville Klan, Realm of Ken-
tucky, naturalized a large class of
candidates last week. Since the
formation of the Klan in that place
it has enjoyed a steady growth
which has been materially helped by
the acts of the organized opposition
which the residents have resented.

The Klansmen won a most notable
victory in the election at Michigan
City, Indiana, last week when the
ticket sponsored by them polled
two-thirds of the entire vote for
the four different tickets in the field.
The victory was won in the face of
a most bitter fight put up by the
organized opposition which is fight-
ing the Klan in every way possible
in that city.

An all-day program for Thanks-
giving Day has been arranged by
the Portland Klan, Realm of Indiana,
one of the features of which will be
a naturalization of a great class of
aliens. The meeting will be held at
the county fair grounds. The Port-
land Klan is a very strong organiza-
tion and has a very large membership.

A Fiery Cross, the burning of
which was witnessed by at least
ten thousand persons, was lighted
at cight o'clock in the evening in
a small park space immediately in
front of the city hall in Detroit.
How the cross was set up and lighted
with none of the large theatre crowds
seeing the persons, still remains a
mystery. Detroit is forging ahead
in’ Klandom at a rapid rate. Many
aliens are being naturalized each
week.

Mt. Carmel, I11., Klan
Growing Fast

Following an address on Ameri-
canism and the principles of the Ku
Klux Klan in Mt. Carmel, Ill. re-
cently, hundreds are secking admit-
tance to the organization. The best
citizens are becoming members and
many ministers are among those who
have become identified -with the
American organization.

Officials of the local organization
have been hard put to take care of
all the applicants and the sudden in-
creased growth of the Klan is attrib-
uted to the knowledge of the true
principles of the Klan which have
been received by the residents of
that community recently.

The increase in mc‘ml:crship is
really amazing, but it is only in
keeping with that which is taking
place throughout the entire state.
At Danville, Indiana, an entire
!1s_t of candidates was elected who,
itis understood, are favorable to the
Knights of the Ku Klux Klan. The
men elected were not on the same
polit_ical ticket, the voters scratch-
ing in order to get men from cach
ticket who were strong in their
opinion of America for Americans.

A The ticket sponsored by Klansmen
in Kal_anmzoo, Michig:m', went to a
sweeping victory at the eclection
last week. One of the chicf contrib-
uting causes of the sweeping victory
of the Klan, it is believed, is the
refusal of the use of the armory
there a few weeks ago, when a
Klan speaker was denied the use of
the building.

On Tuesday night, October twenty-
third, Douglas, Arizona Provisional
Klan invited Bisbee Klan No. 15 to
Twin Buttes (two peaks between
Douglas and Bisbce% where was
held a joint naturalization and
barbecue, a large class of aliens were
naturalized by the Bisbee drill team.
As the naturalization ceremonies
were, being put on, a large Fiery
Cross ‘was lighted on onc of the
Buttes, after which came the bar-
becue of venison killed in the
mountains near Douglas by a Douglas
Klansman.

Taxes may be lower when the
voters pay more attention to whom
they hire, according to the Muncie
Press. And these same voters might
profitably hearken to the counsels of
the Klan.

But about midnight Paul and Silas

were praying and singing hymns un-

to _God, and the prisoners ‘were lis-

tening to them; and suddenly there
was a great carthquake, so that the
foundations of the prison-house were
shaken; and immediately all the
doors were opened and every one’s

band§ were loosed. Acts 16:25-26.

Tt is an interesting story; the visit
of Paul and Silas to Philippi. The
truth in this sixteenth chapter lies
near the surface and opens up vol-
umes of meaning.

Paul and Silas were men of God,
pledged to the protection of the
home and womanhood—finding a
woman abused and imposed upon on
the street in Philippi, took her part.
The moment they interfered to pro-
tect the woman, they ran into a po-
liceman who was taking graft from
this woman and the exploiting of
women of like character. There was
a fight. The woman was lost sight
of in the controversy and the money
question absorbed ‘their attention.
F}og there, as now, in many of our
cities, the first concern of gbod gov-
ernment is prosperity for those in
power on any terms—mayors, coun-
cils and police forces often combine
to make the administration pros-
perous for themselves, on any terms
—which, by the way, is the germ
thought of larceny also.

The two defenders of womanhood

were arrested for disturbing the
peace. Then later they added the
extra charge, that the prisoners had
been teaching new customs that
were not lawful to be received—at
any rate, not to be observed; which
was true. The custom there, as
now, being to condone insult and
peril to women for money. This
was part of the administration’s
business policy.
_ Disturbing the peace, and chang-
ing fixed customs, was then, as now,
a very treacherous combination
against the powers of political and
ecclesiastical darkness.

It was not charged that the men
had done anything wrong, but they
had gone beyond the public senti-
ments of the city. Public sentiment
in that city was not high and right-
cous enough to keep the police from

exploiting women for graft.

_ The prisoners were checked and
imprisoned to await trial the next
day.
~ The next morning one of the
|udges_, on the way to market, saw
the jail was almost a wreck—doors
down and windows out and the jail-
er standing in front shaking hands
with the prisoners. He was dazed
and surprised, and, calling the jailer
to one side, asked him some ques-
tions, possibly similar to the fol-
lowing:

““Why have you let these men out?””

Jailer—"T didn’t. They let them-
selves out.” d

Judge—""How?"’

Jailer—""Broke their chains and
bonds and tore the doors off the
hinges.””

Judge—"Why didn’t you search
them when you locked them up?”

Jailer—*T did.”’

Judge—"What did they take in
with them?”’ ¥

Jailer—""Prayer meeting.”’

Judge—""What is it like2”

Jailer—""Earthquake.”

Judge—""Do you think they had
any outside help?”’ 3

Jailer—""Yes—God.””

When court opened next morning,
there was a consultation of lawyers
and the case was dismissed—for
lack of evidence.

There is 2 modern parallel to this
Biblical story—Paul representing the
Protestant Church, Silas the K.
K. K. The one betrayed, misrepre-
sented, the other falsely accused,
hated, imprisoned, shackled in the
dungeon of boss rule politics.

But the same prayer mecting that
school the truth out of the jail at
Philippi is locked up under the pris-
on of boss rule politics; and it is
midnight in the world’s greatest poli-
tical reforms, and deaf must be the
man who has his ear to the ground,
that cannot hear the rumbling of
deep-down earthquake in our civic
life. The manhood and womanhood
of this nation, one by one, are find-
ing that they can move their minds
and their limbs in the stocks of
party bigotry and learning that they
can break the shackles of boss rule
politics and be free.

Gigantic Parade At
Youngstown, Ohio

Youngstown, Ohio, saw one of
the largest Klan parades ever held
when Klansmen from Ohio, Pennsyl-
vania and West Virginia gathered
in that city on November tenth in
a mammoth Klonklave. The crowd
was estimated as between eighty
and one hundred thousand. The
parade was given after every attempt
was made by the city officials to
stop it. A court order, however,
gave the Klan the rlght to parade
and despite the fact that the chicf
of police is said to have given
orders to shoot to kill should a
parade be attempted, there was no
disorder.

In addition to the parade there
were speeches, a gorgeous display
of fireworks and a ceremonial at
which two thousand were natural-
ized.

Mayor W. G. Reece, who used
every way possible to stop the
parade, and whose attempts started
prior to the election of a few days
before, was hopelessly beaten in his
attempt for re-clection.

“The trouble with the enemies of
the Klan is that they realize they
are fighting for a lost cause and,
like a drowning man, are grabing
at a straw,’’ says the Tribune.

Fiery Cross Burned
At Pocomoke, Md.

The Klansmen of the Maryland,
Delaware and Virginia shore staged
a great ceremony Thursday night,
November fifteenth, at Pocomoke
City.

Pocomoke Klan had raised a
Fiery Cross on the fair grounds,
thirty-five feet in height and at
eight o'clock in the evening the
p.ira.de of several hundred Klansmen
led by a large band started and
paraded the city, after the parade
the cross was lighted and by its
light Dr. Burke of Ocean City Klan,
Realm of Maryland, delivered a
very forceful address on the prin-
ciples and purposes of the Knights
of the Ku Klux Klan to several
thousand people who received it
with great enthusiasm. He was
applauded to the echo.
