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Education, The Most Valuable Thing in
World, Must Not be Cheapened

titude toward boards of education
should be looked upon by the taxpayer
as the most important bequest he can
make to his own children and to
humanity. Lack of appreciation of
school administration will account foi
weakness when found in schools, in:
low taxes, poorly paid teachers, for
illiteracy, for weak members of the
boards of education. Public schools
are the product of legislation.
disposition shown toward our publi€
schools by the legislature is but the
reflection of the type, quality and
character of its members. Just so in
school administration, the boards of
education reflect the intelligence and
mental character of the voters, so tha
the whole question of ~success
schools is relegated to the body of the
people.

Needs of Rural Schools

Wehave said much
regarding the financial support of our
schools, but not enough. Too much
can not be said in urging our people
to support our public schools, and after
that point is gained, to know that our
children are having imparted to them
real knowledge. ~A fountain can rise
no higher than its source,”’ hence the
great importance of demanding that
our text books are clear, and that the
teachers who impart this knowledge
meet a standard gauged only by the
importance of their work.

Idealism and enthusiasm are im-
perative to the mental equipmentofany
teacher who takes his or her work

Every voter and taxpayer must
think and ““think right ™" if he is to give
his children the benefits of a good edu-
cation. Our government has established
a system whereby education in its
broadest and highest sense can be
obtained by every child, if the citizens
of the United States will support the
public schools.

There is nothing so dangerous to
our schools as the public attitude of
holding aloof from a proper interest in
their welfare and advancement. And
while the public is sleeping on its privi-
leges is the opportunity for designing
politicians to manage the schools for
the advancement of their own place or
power.

Boycott And Abuse
Roanoke Klansman

Colonel R. K. Spiller, a distinguished
Virginia attorney, is Exalted Cyclops
of Robert E. Lee Klan No. 4 of Roa-
noke, Va. On account of his affiliation
with this Protestant American order
he has been boycotted by Roman
Catholics in that city and attacked by
newspapers which are controlled by
Jewish ad vertisers.

When one of the local newspapers
printed the fact that Colonel Spiller
was a Klansman, Catholic priests at
Roanoke at once instructed their
parishioners to boycott him, he says.
Ten of his clients quit.in the midst of
cases and he let them go, charging them
nothing. One man suing a corporation
which had -agreed to compromise for
a large amount, gave his case to
another lawyer who tried it and lost it.

One old Catholic woman told Colonel
Spiller that the priest had told her to
withdraw her law-suit from his office.
She refused to do so and Spiller won
the case without charging her a fee.

The newspapers jeer at Colonel
Spiller’s military title, intimating that
he is not properly entitled to it. The
records of the War Department show
that R. K. Spiller served as a captain
in the regular army, spending seven
years in the Phillipines and retired
before the war with Germany. In 1917
he volunteered and became a Lieuten-
ant Colonel in the Adjutant General's
Department, aiding General Crowder

in framing selective draft legislation.
Then he was assigned to the staff of

General Leonard Wood, aiding in the
organization of the Eighty-ninth Divi-
sion and later the Tenth Division. He
then was transferred overseas and
served on the staff of General Pershing.

This is the man whose military record
is scoffed at by a few whipper-snapper
newspaper scribblers in Roanoke who,
when the call to arms came, probably
stayed at home themselves.

The organization met with
the approval of the entire audience
except two, who, from their actions,
had been sent there to break up the
meeting, one being the same officer
that searched A" at and order-
ed him to leave right away or he would
be mobbed. This same man told
“A” and Dr. B. that he had told the
people that were to have mobbed us
that if they wanted us out of town to
take us out, thereby encouraging
mob violence. Had it not been for
Dr. B. leaving so soon there would
have been a warrant sworn out for
the arrest of this officer.

Catholics Control

——— is a mining town, owned from
top to bottom by the mine officials in
the East, who are Jews and Catholics.
It is impossible to buy a lot in this
town; you have to lease from them
because they own the whole country.
Even the merchants, (nearly all Jews),
andall thebusiness menand mine work-
ers have to lease and rent from these
mine corporations. The gentile business
men, (very few), are afraid to make a
move because is a good business
town and they are afraid that their
leases will be cancelled.

Citizenship Unpatriotic

We came to and one of us
has been here ever since trying to
interest some of the citizens. We have
a few interested but the ones that we
want to interest first have either
been out of town or we have been
unable to get to them. This town will
be hard to organize because it is the
most cold-blooded, selfish town that
we have ever been in and a very wicked
town. About 75 percent of the popu-
lation are of German descent and es-
tremely unpatriotic. They refused us
our right of free public speech, yet at
the same time they allowed a negro
medicine man the right to sell his fake
medicine on the main street by putting
up a stand, and while passing there
yesterday we heard the negro comedian
reciting vile poetry. That vulgarity
was preferred to a public address on
better citizenship. The officials here
are very hostile against our movement.
Bootleggers flourish here.

We are laying plans for a big meeting,
open air, at This meeting will &
include several organizations and we
expect to have one hundred join us and
about 1000 members at this meeting.
Also planning an open air meeting at
and several organizations will
be represented there.

Klan Finds Murderers
The farmers in the southern part of’
our territory have seen fit to bring in
negroes to handle their crops due to
the fact that they can't get white labor.
Inasmuch as there have not been any
negroes in that part of the country
before, it has caused a lot of trouble, by
a bunch of good for nothing loafers
trying to run out the negroes. At
the other night a negro house was fired
on and a negro man killed. The Kla
has furnished the authorities suffic
information to lead to the arrest of
supposed murderers. In addition
that fact they have paid the under-
taker's bill and mailed the receipt to
the negro widow with a letter explai
ing that the Klan had nothing to d
with the murder and also offered hel
assistance in the future.

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Malicious Falsehoods About Klansman
F.L.Savage Refuted by Actual Facts

HE weapon of skulking character

assassins, too cowardly to fight in
the open, has always been the anony-
mous letter.

This method of assailing and trying
to disrupt the Knights of the Ku Klux
Klan is now being employed by enemies
of the order, some of whom are be-
lieved to be in the pay of the Roman
Catholic church.

Poison pen letters, unsigned and
unvouched for, are being sent to Klans-
men bitterly attacking Imperial Officers
and_in masticular_slandering Fred L.
Savage, imperial Klalitt and Chief of
Staff.

The charges in these lying missives
which have been circulated by hireling
enemies of the Klan in effect are:

1. That Fred L. Savage is a fourth
degree Knight of Columbus having
membership in Cathedral Chapter,
New York City.

2. That previous to becoming con-
nected with the Knights of the Ku
Klux Klan he was a strike breaker.

3. That in conducting a private
detective agency he stooped to devious
and unwholesome methods of obtain-
ing evidence in divorce cases.

These statements regarding a man
who for some while has held a post of
honor as a national official of the Klan
are so palpably untrue as to be ridicu-
lous on their face.

However, as enemies of the order
continue to circulate them, the truth
regarding Fred L. Savage's religious
connections and his business affiliations
previous to taking office with the
Knights of the Ku Klux Klan are here-
with briefly sketched.

Fred L. Savage was born in 123
Bunkerhill Street, Charlestown, Mass.,
in the shadow of the Bunker Hill
monument. His parents were Milton
and Louise Savage, both of whom were
members of the Baptist church. At
the age of seventeen Fred L. Savage
was baptized in the Second Adventist
church at Brockton, Mass., in which
city he was employed in the shoe fac-
tory of George Keith. This is now the
Walkover factory.

Savage is Protestant

Fred L.Savage when a boy moved to
Brockton with his mother. There he
met the family of John Shepard, who
was employed in the cutting room in
the factory where he wecrked. The
superintendent of the cutting room, a
Mr. Reynolds, was also a friend of Mr.
Savage.

The Shepards were members of the
Second Adventist church in Brockton,

and after attending church with them
for some time Fred L. Savage was
baptised in the presence of Mr. and
Mrs. Shepard, Sister Snow, Brother
Fred Scott and Mrs. Thersa Packard,
all of whom are now alive and remem-
ber the baptismal ceremony clearly.
Mrs. Packard is the daughter of Mr.
and Mrs. Shepard.

Fred L. Savage was a regular at-
tendant of this church for more than
two years, up to the time that he left
Brockton and went to sea. While in
New York he attended the First Bap-
tist church at Seventy-ninth and
Broadway, of which Rev. Dr. Halde-
man is pastor.

No Divorce Cases

In regard to his activities as a private
detective Fred L. Savage, in his adver-
tisements, stated clearly that “this
agency does not operate for rewards
nor does it handle divorce cases or any
other cases in relation to the marriage
tie.

Here are the happenings upon which
the charges that Mr. Savage was a
strike breaker are based.

During the war, just before 'the
Germans made their big drive against
the allied lines, much trouble and delay
in shipping ammunition and supplies
to France had been experienced on
account of the inefficiency of negro
longshoremen employed in Newport
News, Norfolk and Lamberts- Point.
Army supplies and equipment vitally
needed by our soldiers overseas were
delayed and piled on the docks. The
United States director of shipping for
these ports, H. B. Walker, called in
F. L. Savage and asked him to formu-
late a plan which would relieve this
congestion. Negro longshoremen were
taking from two to three weeks to
discharge and unload each ship. They
loafed on the job and paid no attention
to appeals to their patriotism. With
the approval of the director of shipping
these men were all discharged one
Saturday night and white men from
New York were put in their places the
next day. The work was speeded up
so that instead of it taking sometimes
three weeks to discharge and load
cargoes the same work was done in one
week.

For this work Fred L. Savage re-
ceived no recompense except the satis-
faction of feeling that he had been
instrumental in helping speed up
American shipping, thus aiding the
Allies in their fight for Democracy and
humanity.

Ten years ago at Norfolk, Va., Fred
L. Savage was called in when negro
longshoremen formed a union and
demanded that all white men on the
docks be discharged.

To back up their demands they de-
layed shipments of fruits, vegetables
and other perishables. Fred L. Savage
discharged all the regroes and put
white men to work in their places.

Americans Given Jobs

Later the firemen and coal passers
employed by the large steamship com-
panies on the Atlantic Coast struck
and tied up almost all the coastwise
shipping. These men were mainly
Spaniards and 92 percent of themcould
not read or write English. The strike
lasted two months and Fred L. Savage
was instrumental in filling the places
of the Spaniards with Americans, most
of whom still hold their jobs.

These are the facts in these matters.
Inquiry at Brockton, Mass., or Charles-
town, by any person interested, will
beyond a doubt show that the state-
ments made here are true and asser-
tions to the contrary merely malicious
falsehoods.

It may be opportune here to mention
that Fred L. Savage has always been
in the forefront of the battles of the
Knights of the Ku Klux Klan. Through
his sagacity many desperate attacks
made on this order by Roman Catholic
influences have been thwarted and
defeated. Those who wish to see the
Klan disrupted and its work for Protes-
tant Americanism cease would dearly
love to see Fred L. Savage discredited.

Came to Aid of Klan

It should be remembered that when
the Klan was just a struggling little
institution, not the mighty power it is
today, Fred L. Savage came to its
rescue at a timely moment.

The Klan treasury was empty when
Fred L. Savage came to Atlanta from
New York. Outside enemy influences
headed by the New York World, were
leaving no stone unturned in their
efforts to smash the organization into
the dust. It was the darkest hour in
Klan history.

Fred L. Savage threw his private
resources into the breach. Money was
made available to carry on the work
of the Klan in this emergency. The
Klan won over its enemies and became
a power for Protestantism, patriotism
and good government.

This in brief is the truth about Fred
L. Savage, a Christian, a Gentleman
and a Klansman.
