the MecHanicaL Arts gave Occafion to the Learned to
reduce the Elements of Gromerry into Method, this
noble Science, thus reduc’d, is the Foundation of
all thofe Arts, (particularly of Masonry and ArcHITEC-
Ture) and the Rule by which they are conduéted and
perform’d. .

No doubt Apam taught his Sons GeoMmeTRrY, and the
ufe of it, in the feveral Arts and Crarrs convenient,
at leaft, for thofe early Times; for Cain, we find,
built a City, which he callld ConsEcrATED, or
DepicaTep, after the Name of his eldeft Son
Enxocu; and becoming the Prince of the one Half
of Mankind, his Pofterity would imitate his royal
Example in improving both the noble Science and the
ufeful Art.*

Nor can we fuppofe that Seru was lefs inftru&ed,
who being the Prince of the other Half of Mankind,
and alfo the prime Cultivator of AstroNomy, would
take equal Care to teach GromeTrY and Masonry to his

Offspring,

* As other Arts were alfo improv’d by them, viz. working in Metal by TuBaL
Carn, Mufic by Jusar, Paftorage and Tent-Making by Jasar, which laft is
good Architeéture.
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Offspring, who had "alfo the mighty Advantage of
Apawm’s living among them.y
But without regarding uncertain Accounts, we may
fafely conclude the orp Worerp, that lafted 1656 Years,
could not be ignorant of Masonry ; and that both the
Families of Sern and CaiN erected many curious Works,
until at length Noan, the ninth from Sers, was com-
manded and direted of God, to build the GreaT ARk,
which, tho’ of Wood, was certainly fabricated by
GeoMETRY, and according to the Rules of Masonwry.
Noan, and his three Sons, JarueT, SHEM, and
Hawm, all Masons 1rUE, brought with them over the
Froop, the Traditions and Arts of the ANTE-DELUVIANS,
and amply communicated them to their growing Off-
{fpring ; for about 101 Years after the Froop, we find a
vaft Number of ’em, if not the whole Race of Noas,
in the Vale of SuiNar, employ’d in building a Ciry and
large Tower, in order to make to themfelves a Name,

t For by fome Veftiges of Antiquity we find one of ’em, godly EnocH, (who dy’d
not, but was tranflated alive to Heaven) prophecying of the final Conflagration aT THE
Dar or JuoeMenT (as St. Jupe tells us) and likewife of the General Deluge for the
Punithment of the World : Upon which he erefted his two large Pillars, (tho’ fome af-
cribe them to Seth) the ome of Stone, and the other of Brick, wherecon were engraven
the Liberal Sciences, &c. And that the Stone Pillar remain’d in Syria until the Days of
Vespasian the Emperor.

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and to prevent their Difperfion. And tho’ they carry’d
on the Work to a monftrous Height, and by their Va-
nity provok’d God to confound their Devices, by con-
founding their Speech, which occafion’d their Difper-
fion; yet their Skill in Masonry is not the lefs to be
celebrated, having fpent above 33 Years in that pro-
digious Work, and upon their Difperfion carry’d the
mighty Knowledge with them into diftant Parts, where
they found the good ufe of it in the Settlement of
their Kinepoms, CommonweaLTHs, and Dvynasties. And
tho’ afterwards it was loft in moft Parts of the Earth,
it was efpecially preferv’d in Sminar and Assvria, where
Nimrop,” the Founder of that Monarchy, after the
Difperfion, built many {plendid Cities, as Ereck, Accap,
and CaLNEH, in SHINAR; from whence afterwards he
went forth into Assvyr1a, and built Niniven, Reno-
BoTH, CALEH, and RHEsIN.

In thefe Parts, upon the Tycris and EupHraTes, after-
wards flourifh’d many learned Prirsts and MartHEMA-
TicIANS, known by the Names of CuaLDpEEs and

Maagi,

*Ni1MRrob, which fignifies a Reesr, was the Name given him by the holy Family, and
by Moses; but among his Friends in CwuaLpea, his proper Name was BEerus, which
fignifies Lorp; and afterwards was worfhipped as a God by many Nations, under the
Name of Ber, or Baar, and became the Bacchus of the Ancients, or Bar Cxus, the
Son of Cuus.
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Maci, who preferv’d the good Science, Gromerry,
as the Kings and grear Mev encourag’d the Rovar
Art. But it is not expedienc to {peak more plain of
the premifes, except in a rorMED Longt.

From hence, therefore, the Science and Arr were
both tranfmitted to latter Ages and diftant Climes, not-
withftanding the confufion of Languages or Dialeds,
which, tho’ it might help to give Rife to the Mafons
Faculty and ancient univerfal Practice of converfing
without fpeaking, and of knowing each other at a
Diftance, yet hinder’d not the Improvement of Ma-
sonry in each Colony, and their CommunIcaTIoN in their

diftin& National Dialeét.

And, no doubt, the Royal Art was brought down
to Ecyer by Mirzrainm, the fecond Son of Hawm,
about {ix Years after the Confufion at BaseL, and after
the FLoop 160 Years, when he led thither his Colony ;
(for Ecver is Mirzramv in Heprew) becaufe we find
the River Nie’s overflowing its Banks, foon caus’d an
Improvement in GromeTrY, which confequently brought
Masoxry much in requeft: For the ancient noble Ci-
ties, with the other magnificent Edifices of that Coun-
try, and particularly the ramous PyramiIDs, de-
monftrate the early Tafte and Genius of that an-

cient

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cient Kingdom. Nay, one of thofe Ecyrrian Pyra-
mMips* is reckon’d the First of the Seven WonDErs
of the World, the Account of which, by Hiftorians
and Travellers, is almoft incredible.

The Sacred Records inform us well that the eleven
GREAT SoNs of CanNaan (the youngeft Son of Hawm)
foon fortified themfelves in ftrong Holds, and flately
walled Cities, and erected moft beautiful Temples and
Manfions ; - for when the IsraeLrres, under the great
Josuua, invaded their Country, they found it fo regu-
larly fenc’d, that without the immediate Intervention
of God in behalf of his peculiar People, the Canaa-
NITES were impregnable and invincible. Nor can we
fuppofe lefs of the other Sons of Hawm, viz. CausH,
his eldeft, in SourH Arasis, and Puut, or Puurs, (now
called Fez) in West Arrica.

And furely the fair and gallant Pofterity of JarmueT,
(the eldeft Son of Noau) even fuch as travell'd into
the Ifles of the GenriLes, muft have been equally skill’d
in GeomeTrRY and Masonry ; tho’ we know little of their

Tranfactions and mighty Works, until their original
: Know-

* The Marble Stones, brought a vaft way from the Quarries of Araria, were moft ot
’em 30 Foot long; and its Foundation coverd the Ground of 700 Foot on each Side,
or 2800 Foot in Compafs, and 481 in perpendicular Height. And in perfefting it were
employ’d every Day, for 20 whole Years, 360,000 Men, by fome ancient Ecverian Kivg,

long before the IsraeLires were a People, for the Honour of his Empire, and at laft to
become his Towme,

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Knowledge was almoft loft by the Havock of War,
and by not maintaining a due Correfpondence with the
polite and learned Nations; for when that Correfpon-
dence was open’d in After-Ages, we find they began
to be moft curious Archite&s.

The Pofterity of Suem had alfo equal Opportuni-
ties of cultivating the ufeful Art, even thofe of ’em
that planted their Colonies in the South and Eaft of
Asia; much more thofe of ’em, that in the great
AssyriaN Empire, liv’d in a feparate State, or were
blended with other Families: Nay, that HoLy Brancu of
Suem (of whom, as concerning the Fleth, CurisT
came) could not be unskilful in the learned Arts of
Assyria; for A BrawM, after the Confufion at BaseL
about 268 Years, was called out of Ur of the CHaLDEEs,
where he learned Gromerry, and the Arts that are per-
form’d by it, which he would carefully tranfmit to
IsumAEL, to Isaac, and to his Sons, by Keruran; and by
Isaac, to Esau, and Jacos, and the twelve Parriarcas:
Nay, the Jews believe that Asrawm alfo inflructed
the Ecyprians in the Assyrian Learning.

Indeed, the felet Family long ufed Mirirary ArcHI-
TECTURE only, as they were Sojourners among Strangers ;
but before the 430 Years of their PrreGriNaTION were

expired, even about 86 Years before their Exopus, the 4 1‘%

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Shepherds Inftruments, and Warlike Accoutrements,
and train’d them to another fort of Architecture in
Stone and Brick, as holy Writ, and other Hiftories,
acquaint us; which God did wifely over-rule, in or-
der to make them good Masons before they poflefs’d
the promisd Land, then famous for moft curious Ma-
SONRY.

And while marching to Canaan, thro’ Arasis, un-
der Moses, God was pleafed to infpire BEzAaLEEL,
of the Tribe of Jupan, and Amorias, of the Tribe
of Dan, with Wifdom of Heart for ere&ting that moft
glorious Tent, or TasernacLe, wherein the SHrcHINAH
refided ; which, tho’ not of Stone or Brick, was framed
by Gromerry, a moft beautiful Piece of Archite¢ture,
(and prov’d afterwards the Model of Soromon’s Temple)
according to the Pattern that God had fhewn to MosEs
in the Mount; who therefore became the GENERAL
MasTer-Mason, as well as King of Jessurun,
being well skill’d in all the Ecverian Learning, and
divinely infpir'd with more fublime Knowledge in
Masonry.

So that the IsraeriTes, at their leaving Ecver, were a
whole Kingdom of Masons, well inftru&ted, under the
Condu& of their GRanp MasTeEr Moskes, who
often marfhall’d them into a regular and ceNeraL LobGk,
while in the Wildernefs, and gave them wife Crarges,

ORDERS,
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Orpers, &c. had they been well obferv’d! But no
more of the Premifes muft be mention’d.

And after they were poflefs’d of Canaan, the Israe- .
Lites came not fhort of the old Inhabitants in Masonry, 14
but rather vaftly improv’d it, by the f{pecial Direction =
of Heaven; they fortify’d better, and improv’d their
City-Houfes and the Palaces of their Chiefs, and only
fell fhort in sacrep ArcriTeEcTURE while the TaBERNACLE
ftood, but no longer’; for the fineft facred Building of
the Canaanrres was the (Tempre of Dacon in Gaza of
the PruivisTings, very magnificent, and c—e{pacious enough
to receive 5000 People under its Roof, that was artful-
ly fupported by two mamn Corumns;* and was a won-
derful Difcovery of their mighty Skill in true Mafonry,
as-muft be own’d.

But Dacon’s Temple, and the fineft Structures of
Tyre and Smpon, could not be compared with the Eter-
NAL God’s Temple at JerusarLem, begun and finifh’d, to
the Amazement of all the World, in the fhort fpace of
seVEN YEARs and six Montas, by that wifeft Man and

moft glorious King of IsraeL, the Prince or Peace anp
B ARrcHI-

* By which the glorious Sampsox pulld it down upon the Lords of the PaiLisTINES,
and was alfo intangled in the fame Death which he drew upon his Enemies for putting out ;89 3 y
his Eyes, after he had reveal’d his Secrets to his Wife, that betray’d him into their Hands; 11771,
for which- Weaknefs he never had the Honour to be number’d among Mafons: But it is Ante Ch

not convenient to write more of this.
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ArcHITECTURE, SoLoMoN (the Son of Davip, who
was refufed that Honour for being a Man of Blood)
by divine Dire&ion, without the Noife of Work-mens
Tools, though there were employ’d about it no lefs
than 3,600 Princes,” or Master-Masons, to conduét the
Work according to Soromon’s Directions, with 80,000
Hewers or SToNE in the Mountain, or Ferrow CrarTs-

MEN, and 70,000 Lasourers, in all —— 153,600
befides the Levy under Aponiram to

work in the Mountains of Lesanon by 30,000
turns with the Siponians, viz. ftbeadld
being in all 183,600

for which great Number of ingenious Mafons, Soro-
MoN was much oblig’d to Hirawm, or Huram, King
of Tyre, who fent his Mafons and Carpenters to JErU-

SALEM,

*In 1 Kincs v. 16. they are cal’ld =177 Haropm, Rulers or Provofts aflifting King
Soromon, who were fet over the Work, and their Number there is only 3,300: But 2 Chron.
ii. 18. they are called t="m¥¥a MenarzcaM, Overfeers and Comforters of the People in
Working, and in Number 3,600; becaufe ecither 300 might be more curious Artifts, and
the Overseers of the faid 3,300, or rather, not fo excellent, and only DEepuTy-MasTERs,
to fupply their Places in cafe of Decath or Abfence, that fo there might be alx;zays 3,300

Hiram, King of Tyre, (called there Huram) in his
Letter to KingSotro MO N , fays, I HAVE SENT A cunning Maw, "ax t=minb 1z Huram Asmi,
not to be tranflated according to the vulgar Greex and Lamix, Huram my Fatmer, as if
this Archite® was King H1r am’s Father; for his Defeription, ver. 14. refutes it, and the

But the Difficulty is over at once, by allowing the Word Asir to be the Surname of
Hiram the Mafon, called alfo (Cuar. i'. 13.) Hiram Asi, as here Hiram Amrr; for being
fo amply defcrib’d, (Crap. ii. 14.) we may cafily fuppofe his Surname would not be conceal'd :
And this Reading makes the Senfe plain and compleat, viz. that Hiram, Kixe or Tyre,
seNt To Kineg Solomon nBis Namrsake Hiram Asir, THE PRINCE OF ARCHITECTS,
deferib’d (1 Kivos vii. 14.) to be a Wiow’s Sox orF tue Trise or Naphthali; and in
(z Caron. ii. 14.) the faid King of Tyre call§ him TaE Son oF A Woman oF THE DAucHTERS
or Dan; and in both Places, that mis Fatner was a Max or Tyre; which Difficulty is

remov’d,
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And the prodigious Expence of it alfo enhaunceth
its Excellency; for befides King Davip’s vaft Prepara-
tions, his richer Son SoLoMo N, and all the wealthy
Israerites, and the Nobles of all the neighbouring
Kingdoms, largely contributed .towards it in Gold,
Silver, and rich Jewels, that amounted to a Sum almoft
incredible.

Nor do we read of any thing in Canaax-fo large,
the Wall that inclos’d it being 7700 Foot in Compafs;

far

remov’d, by fuppofing his Mother was either of the Tribe of Dan, or of the Daughters
of the City called Dan in the Tribe of NapuruaLi, and his deceafed Father had been a
NaruraaLiTE, whenee his Mother was call’ld A Wipow or Naphthali; for his Father is not
callld a Tyrian by Defcent, but o Man or Tyre by Habitation; as Opep Epom the
Levite is calld a Grrrmite by living among the Girrires, and the Apoftle Pavi a Man
of Tarsus. But fuppofing a Miftake in Tranferibers, and that his Father was really a
Tyrian by Blood, and his Mother only of the Tribe cither of Dan or of NaruTHaLIL
that can be no Bar againft allowing of his vaft Capacity; for as his Father was a
Worker in Brafs, fo he himfelf was fil’d with Wifdom and Underftanding, and Cunning
to work all Works in Brafs: And as King SoLomown fent for him, fo King Hirawm,
in his Letter to Soromon, fays, And now I have fent a cunning Man, endued with
Underftanding, skilful to work in Gold, Silver, Brafs, Iron, Stone, Timber, Purple, Blue,
fine Linnen and Crimfon; alfo to grave any manner of Graving, and to find out cvery
Device which fhall be put to him, with thy cunning Men, and with the cunning Men
of my Lord Davip thy Father. This divinely infpired Workman maintain’d this Charater
in erefting the Temple, and in working the Utenfils thereof, far beyond the Performances
of Aroriae and Bpzareer, being alfo univerfally capable of all forts of Mafonry.
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far lefs any holy Struéture fit to be nam’d with it, for
exadtly proportion’d and beautiful Dimenfions, from
the magnificent Porcr on the Easr, to the glorious and

reverend Sancrum Sancrorum on the West, with moft
lovely and convenient Apartments for the Kings and

Princes, Priests and Levrres, Israerrres, and GENTILES
alfo; it being an Houfe of Prayer for all Nations, and
capable of receiving in the TempLE PrOPER, and in all
its Courts and Apartments together, no lefs than
300,000 People, by a modeft Calculation, allowing a
fquare Cubit to each Perfon.

And if we confider the 1453 Corumns of Parian
Marble, with twice as many Piirasters, both having
glorious CariraLs of feveral Orders, and about 2246
Winpows, befides thofe in the Pavement, with the un-
{peakable and coftly Decorarions of it within; (anp
MUCH MORE MIGHT BE sam) we muft conclude its
Profpe& to tranfcend our Imagination; and that it
was juftly efteem’d by far the fineft Piece of Masonry
upon Earth before or fince, and the cuier Wonper of
the World; and was dedicated, or confecrated, in the
moft folemn manner, by Kixn¢ SoLomoN. |

But leaving what muft not, and indeed cannot, be
communicated by Writing, we may warrantably afhirm,

that however ambitious the HeaTHeEN were in cultivating

of the Rovar Art, it was never perfe&ted, until God
conde-

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condefcended to inftru¢t his recuriar ProrLE in rearing
the above-mention’d ftately Text, and in building
at length this gorgeous House, fit for the fpecial Re-
fulgence of his Grory, where he dwelt between the
CuerusiMs on the Mercy-Sear, and from thence gave
them frequent oraculous Refponfes.

This moft fumptuous, {plendid, beautiful, and glo-
rious Edifice, attrac¢ted foon the inquifitive Artifts of
all Nations to {pend fome time at JerusaLem, and fur-
vey its peculiar Excellencies, as much as was allow’d
to the GentiLes; whereby they foon difcover’d, that all
the World, with their joint Skill, came far fhort of the
IsraELITES, in the Wifdom and Dexterity of ArcHiTEC-
TURE, when the wise Kin¢ SoLoMoN was GR A ND
MasTEeRr of the Lobge at Jerusarem, and the LEARNED
Kinc HiraMm was GrRanbd MasTer of the
Lopoge at Tyre, and the inspirep HirAaM ABIF was
Master oF Work, and Masonry was under the imme-
diate Care and Direcion of Heaven, when the NosLE
and the Wise thought it their Honour to be affifting to
the ingenious Masters and Crarrsmen, and when the
Tempre of the TrRue Gop became the Wonder of
all Travellers, by which, as by the moft perfe& Pattern,
they corre@ted the ArcuitecTure of their own Country
upon their return. |

So that after the Erefion of Soromon’s Temple, Ma-

SONRY
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soNry was improv’d in all the neighbouring Nations;
for the many Artifts employ’d about it, under Hiram
Asmrr, after it was finifh’d, difpers’d themfelves into
Syria, MEesoroTamia, AssyrRia, CHaLDEA, BasvLonia, M-
DIA, PErsia, ARraBiA, Arrica, LErsser Asia, GRrEECE, and
other Parts of Eurore, where they taught this liberal
Art to the rrEE BorN Sons of eminent Perfons, by whofe
Dexterity the Kings, Princes, and Potentates, built
many glorious Piles, and became the GranD Mas-
TERS, each in his own Territory, and were emulous
of excelling in this RovaL ArT; nay, even in IND1a,
where the Correfpondence was open, we may conclude
the fame: But none of the Nations, nor all together,
could rival the Israevrres, far lefs excel them, in Ma-
soNry ; and their TempLE remain’d the conftant Pattern.”

Nay,

*For tho’ the TempLe of Diaya at Epuesus is suppof’d to have been firft built by
fome of Jaruer’s Pofterity, that made a settlement in Jonia about the Time of Moses;
yet it was often demolifh’d, and then rebuilt for the fake of Improvements in Masonry;
and we cannot compute the Period of its laft glorious Erection (that became another of
the Seven Wonpers of the World) to be prior to that of Soromon’s Temple; but
that long afterwards the Kings of Lesser Asia join’d, for 220 Years, in finithing it,
with 107 Corumns of the fineft Marble, and many of ’em with moft exquifitc ScuLpTURE
(cach at the Expence of a King, by the Master-Masons DrEstprHoN and ARCHI-
PHRON) to fupport the planked Cicling and Roof of pure Cepar, as the Doors and
Linings were of Cypress: Whereby it became the Mistrefs of Lesser Asia, in Length

Nay, the GRaNxDpD MoNaARCH NEBUCHADNE-

z AR could never, with all his unfpeakable Advan-
tages, carry up his Masonry to the beautiful Strength
and Magnificence of the TemrLe Work, which he had,
in warlike Rage, burnt down, after it had remain’d in’
Splendor 416 Years from its ConsecraTioN. For after
his Wars were over, and general Peace proclaim’d, he
fet his Heart on ARrcHITECTURE, and became the Gra ND
Master-Mason; and having before led captive
the ingenious Artifts of Jupea, and other conquerd
Countries, he rais’d indeed the larget Work upon
Earth, even the Walls* and City, the Palaces and
Hanging

425 Foot, and in Breadth 220 Foot: Nay, fo admirable a Fabrick, that XErxEs left
it ftanding when he burnt all the other Temples in his Way to Greece; tho’ at laft
it was fet on Fire and burnt down by a viee Feirow, only for the Luft of being
talk’d of, on the very Day that ALexanper the Grear was born:

*In Thicknefs 87 Foot, in Height 350 Foot, and in Compafs 480 Furlongs, or 6o
Brrrisa Miles in an cxa@ Square of 15 Miles a Side, built of large Bricks, cemented
with the hard Bitumen of that old Vale of SHiNag, with 100 GaTes of Brass, or 23
a-fide, and 250 Towers ten Foot higher than the WatLs.

From the faid 25 Gartes in each Side went 25 Streers in ftrait Lines, or in all 50
StREETS, cach 15 MiLes long, with four marr StREETs next the Walls, each 200 Foot
broad, as the entire Strcets were 150 Foot broad: And fo the whole Crry was thus
cut out into 676 Squares, each being- 2 Miles and } in Compafs ; round which were
the Houses built three or four Stories high, well adorn’d, and accommodated with Yarbs,
Garoens, &c. A Branch of the EupsraTes run thro’ the Middle of it, from North
to South, over which, in the Heart of the City, was built a ftately Bripce, in Length a

Furlong,
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Hanging-Gardens, the Bridge and Temple of Basvion,
the Third of the Seven Wonpers of the World,
tho’ vaftly inferior, in the fublime Perfe&ion of Ma-
soNrY, to the holy, charming, lovely TemrLe of Gonbp.
But as the Jewism Carrives were of {pecial ufe to
NesvucHADNEzzAR in his glorious Buildings, fo

being

Furlong, and thirty Foot in Breadth, by wonderful Art, for supplying the Want of a
Foundation in the River. At the two Ends of this Bridge were two magnificent Pal-
aces, the Op Parace, the Seat of ancient Kines, at the Eaft End, upon the Ground
of four Squares; and the New Parace at the Weft End, built by NEBUCHADNEZZAR,
upon the Ground of nine Squares, with HanciNG-Garpens (fo much celebrated by the
Greeks) where the loftieft Trees could grow as in the Fields, erefted in a Square of
400 Foot on each Side, carried up by TErraces, and fuftain’d by vaft Arcmes built
upon Arches, until the higheft Terrace equal’d the Height of the City-WarLs, with a
curious AQuebucr to water the whole Gardens. Owvp Baser improv’d, ftood on the Eaft
Side of the River, and the New Town on the Weft Side, much larger than the Oup,
and built in order to make this Capital exceed old Nineves, tho’ it never had fo many
Inhabitants by ome Half. The River was begirt with Banks of Brick, as thick as the
City Walls, in Length twenty Miles, viz. fifteen Miles within the City, and two Miles
and a half above and below it, to keep the Water within its Channel; and cach Street
that crof’d the River had a Brazen Gare leading down to the Water on both Banks;
and Weft of the City was a prodigious Lake, in Compafs 160 Miles, with a CanarL

from the River into it, to prevent Inundations in the Summer.

In the Oup Town, was the Op Towrr of BaserL, at the Foundation a Square of
half a Mile in Compafs, confifting of cight fquare Towers built over cach other, with
Stairs on the out-fide round it, going up to the OsservaTory on the Top, 6oo Foot
high (which is 19 Foot higher than the higheft Pyramip) whereby they became the firft
Aftronomers. And in the Rooms of the Granp Tower, with arched Roofs, fupported

C by
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being thus kept at work, they retain’d their great Skill
in Masonry, and continu’d very capable of rebuilding
the holy Temrre and Crry of SaALeM upon its old
Foundations, which was order’d by the Edi&t or Drcrer
of the GrRanp Cyrus, according to God’s Word,
that had foretold his Exaltation and this Decree: And
Cyrus having conftituted ZERUBBABEL, the
Son of SALATHIEL (of the Seed of Davip, by Naruan,
the Brother of Soromon, whofe Royal Family was now

extinct)

by Pillars 75 Foot high, the idolatrous Worfhip of their God Brerus was perform’d,
till now, that this mighty Mafon and Monarch ereéted round this ancient Pile a TempLe
of two Furlongs on cvery Side, or a Mile in Compafs; where he lodg’d the facred
Trophies of SoLoMon’s TemeLe, and the golden Image go Foot high, that he had
confecrated in the Plains of Dura, as were formerly in the Tower lodg’d many other
golden Images, and many precious things, that were afterwards all feiz’d by XERXES,
and amounted to above 21 Millions_Sterling.

And when all was finil’d, King NesvcHaDpNEZzz AR walking in State in his
Hanging-Gardens, and from thence taking a Review of the whole City, proudly boafted
of this his mighty Work; faying, Is not this Great Babylon, that I have built for the
Houfe of the Kingdom, by the Might of my Power, and for the Honour of my Majefty?
but had his Pride immediately rebuk’d by a Voice from Heaven, and punifh’d by bratal
Madnefs for feven Years, until he gave Glory to the God of Heaven, the OmnipoTENT
Arcurtect oF THE Universg, which he publifh’d by a Decree thro’ all his Empire, and dy’d
next Year, before his GREaT Basyron was littlc more than half inhabited (tho’ he
had led many Nations captive for that purpofe); nor was it ever fully peopled; for in
25 Years after his Death, the GrRanxp CyRrus conquerd it, and remov’d the Throne

to SHusHAN in PERrRs1A.
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extin&) the: Head, or Prince of the Caeriviry, and the
Leader of the Jews and IsraELITEs returning to JErU-
saLeM, they began to lay the Foundation of the
Seconp TemrLE, and would have foon finifh’d
it, if Cyrus had livid; but at length they put on
the Cape-Stone, in the 6th Year of Darivus, the
Perszan Monarch, when it was dedicated with Joy, and
many great Sacrifices, by ZEruBssaBEL the Prince
and General Master-Mason of the Jews, about 20
Years after the Decree of the Granp Cyrus. And tho’
this TempLE of ZErRUBBABEL came far fhort of So-
LomoN’s TEmPLE, was not fo richly adorn’d with Gold
and Diamonds, and all manner of precious  Stones,
nor had the Smecminam and the holy Relicks of Mosts
in it, &c. yet being rais’d exaély upon Soromon’s
Foundation, and according to his Model, it was ftill
the moft regular, {ymmetrical, and glorious Edifice in
the whole World, as the Enemies of the Jews have
often teftify’d and acknowledg’d.

At length the Rovar ArT was carry’d into
Greece, whofe Inhabitants have left us no Evidence of
fuch Improvements in Mafonry, prior to Soromon’s

C2 TempLE ; *
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Tremrere 3 for their moft ancient Buildings, as the Cit-
tadel of Artuens, with the ParrHENION, or Temple of
Minerva, the Temrres alfo of Taeseus, of Jurrrer
Orymrius, &c. their Porticos alfo, and Foruwms, their
Turatres and Gymnasiums, their public Harws, curious
Bripges, regular Fortirications, ftout Suirs of War, and
ftately Pavaces, were all ereGted after the Temple of
Soromon, and moft of them even after the Temple of
ZERUBBABELL.

Nor do we find the GrEc14aNSs arrivid to any con-
fiderable Knowledge in Geromerry, before the Great
THaves MiLestus, the Philofopher, who dy’d in the Reign
of BernsHazzar, and the Time of the Jewisa Capti-
vity. But his Scholar, the Greater PyTHAGORAS,
prov’d the Author of the 47th Prorosrrion of EucLin’s

firft

¥ The Grecians having “been long degenerated into Barbarity, forgetting their original
Skill in Mafonry, (which their Fore-raTnErs brought from Assyria) by their frequent
Mixtures with other barbarous Nations, their mutual Invafions, and wafting bloody Wars;
until by travelling and correfponding with the Asiaticks and Ecyerians, they revivid their

Knowledge in Grometry and Masonry both, though few of the Grecians had the
Honour to own it.
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firt Book, which, it duly obferv’d, is the Foundation
of all Mafonry, facred, civil, and military.”

The People of Lesser Asia about this Time gave
large Encouragement to Mafons for ereéting all forts
of fumptuous Buildings, one of which must not be
forgot, being ufually reckon’d the Fourth of the Seven
Wonpers of the World, viz. the MausoLEum, or
Tomb of MausoLus King of Caria, between Lycia
and Jon1a, at Havicarnassus, on the Side of Mount
Tauvrus in that Kingdom, at the Command of A=r-
TEMIsIA his mournful Widow, as the {plendid
Teftimony of her Love to him, built of the moft
curious Marble, in Circuit 411 Foot, in Height 25
Cubits, furrounded with 26 Corumns of the moft fa-
mous Scurerurg, and the whole open on all Sides,
with Arches 73 Foot wide, perform’d by the four prin-
cipal MastEr-Masons and ENGRAVERS of thofe Times,

ViZ.

*PyrHacoras travelld into Ecyer the Year that Trares dy’d, and living there
among the Pricfts 22 Years, bccame expert in Geromerry, and in all the Ecyprian
LearninG, until he was captivated by Camsyses King of Persia, and fent to Basvron,
where he was much converfant with the CraLpean Maci1, and the learned Bamyrowisu
Jews, from whom he borrow’d great Knowledge, that renderd him very famous in
Greece and Irany, where afterwards he flourifi’d and dy’d; when Morpecar was the
prime Minifter of State to Amnasuuerus King of Persta, and ten Years after ZERUB-
BaBEL’s TemPre was finifh'd,
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viz. the Eaft Side by Scoras, the Weft by Lrocmares,
the North by Briax, and the South by TmornEus.
But after PyrHacoRras, GreomerrRY became the
darling Study of Greece, where many learned Philo-
fophers arofe, fome of whom invented fundry Pro-
pofitions, or Elements of Geomerry, and reduc’d them
to the ufe of the mechanical Arts.* Nor need we doubt
that Mafonry kept pace with Geometry; or rather,
always follow’d it in proportion’d gradual Improve-
ments, until the wonderful Evcrip of Tvyre flou-
rith’d at Arexanpria; who gathering up the fcat-
ter’d Elements of Grometry, digefted them into a Me-
thod that was never yet mended, (and for which his
Name will be ever celebrated) under the Patronage of
ProromEeus, the Son of Lacus King of Ecver,
one of the immediate Succeflors of ALEXANDER THE
GREAT.
¥ And -

*Or borrow’d from other Nations their pretended Inventions, as AnaxaGoras, Orwo-
PIDES, BRriso, AnTirHo, DemocriTus, HrirrocraTes, and Treoporus Cyrenzus, the Mafter
of the divine PrarTo, who amplif’d Geomerry, and f)ublifh’d the ART ANALYTIC;
from whofe Academy came forth a vaft Number, that foon difpers’d their Knowledge to
diftant Parts, as Leopamus, THExETETUS, ARCHYTAS, LEon, Eupoxus, MENaicEmMus, and
XenocraTEs, the Mafter of AristoTLE, from whofe Academy alfo came forth Eupemus,

THEOPHRASTUS, ARisTUs, Isiporus, HypsicLes, and many others.
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And as the noble Science came to be more metho-
dically taught, the Rovar Arr was the more generally
efteem’d and improv’d among the Grecians, who at
length arriv’d to the fame Skill and Magnificence in it
with their Teachers the Asiatics and Ecyprians.

The next King of Ecyer, PToLoMEUS PHILA-
DELPHUS, that great Improver of the liberal Arts,
and of all ufeful Knowledge, who gather’d the greateft
Library upon Earth, and had the OLp Tesrament (at
leaft the PenrtaTeuch) firft tranflated into Greex, be-
came an excellent ArcHiTEct, and GENERAL Mas-
TER-M asonN, having, among his other great Buil-
dings, ere¢ted the famous TowEer of Pruaros,” the
Fifth of the Sevein Wonbpers of the World.

: We

*On an Ifland near ALExanpria, at one of the Mouths of the Nite, of wonderful
Height and moft cunning Workmanfhip, and all of the fineft Marble; and it coft 8co
Talents, or about 480,000 Crowns. The Mafter of Work, under the King, was
SistRaTUs, a moft ingenious Mafon; and it was afterwards much admird by Jurus
Czsar, who was a good Judge of moft Things, though chiefly converfant . in War and
Politicks. It .was intended as a Licar-House for the Harbour of ALexanpria, from
which the Licur-Houses in the MeprterraNEAN were often cal’d Puaros. Though fome,
inftead of this, mention, as the Fifth Wonper, the great OBEL1sk of SEMIrAMIS, 150
Foot high, and 24 Foot fquare at Bottom, or 9o Foot in Circuit at the Ground, all
one intire Stone, rifing pyramidically, brought from ARrMENIA to BaByron about the Time
of the Sicge of Troy, if we may believe the Hiftory of Semiram1s.
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We may readily believe, that the Arrican Narions,
even to the ArvLanrtick SHoOre, did foon imitate Egver
in fuch Improvements, though Hiftory fails, and there
are no Travellers encourag’d to difcover the valuable
Remains in Mafonry of thofe once renowned Nations.

Nor fhould we forget the rLearnep Istanp of Sicivy,
where the prodigious Geometrician ARCHIMEDES
did flourith,” and was unhappily flain when Syracuse
was taken by Marcerrus, the Roman General: For
from SiciLy, as well as from Greece, Ecypr, and Asia, the
ancient Romans learnt both the Science and the
A rT, what they knew before being either mean or irre-
gular ; but as they fubdu’d the Nations, they made mighty
Difcoveries in both; and, like wife Men, led captive,
not the Body of the People, but the Arts and Sciences,.
with the moft eminent Profeflors and Praitioners,
to Rome ; which thus became the CenTer of LEarRNING,
as well as of imperial Power, until they advanc’d to
their Zenira of Glory, under AuvcusTus Casar,
(in whofe Reign was born Gop’s MEessiam, the

great

*While EraTostnenEs and Conon flourifh’d in Greece, who were fucceeded
by the excellnt AporLLoN1Us of Perca, and many more before the Birth of Carisr,
who, though not working Mafons, yet were good Surveyors; or, at leaft, cultivated
GeoMmeTrRY, which is the folid Bafis of true Mafonry, and its Rule.
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great Archite& of the Church) who having laid the
World quiet, by proclaiming univerfal Peace, highly
encourag’d thofe dexterous Artifts that had been bred
in the Roman Liberty, and their learned Scholars and
Pupils; but particularly the great ViTruvius, the
Father of all true Archite&s to this Day.

_Therefore it is rationally believ’d, that the glorious
(AvcusTus became the Granp-Master of the
Lodge “at Rowms, having, befides his patronizing
Virruvius, much promoted the Welfare of the Frrrow-
CrAFTSMEN, as appears by the many magnificent Buil-
dings of his Reign, the Remains of which are the Pat-
tern and Standard of TrRUE Masonry in all future Times,
as they are indeed an Epitome of the Astatic, Ecyrrian,
GreciaN, and Sicinian Architeéture, which we often ex-
prefs by the Name of the AvcusTaNn StTILE,
and which we are now only endeavouring to imitate,

and have not yet arriv’d to its Perfe&ion.

The op Recorps of Mafons afford large Hints of
their Lopcrs, from the Beginning of the World, in the
polite Nations, efpecially in Times of Peace, and when
the Civil Powers, abhorring Tyranny and Slavery, gave
due Scope to the bright and free Genius of their hap-
py Subje&s; for then always Mafons, above all other
Artifts, were the Favourites of the Eminent, and be-

D came
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came neceflary for their grand Undertakings in any
fort of Materials, not only in Stone, Brick, Timber,
Plaifter; but even in Cloth or Skins, or whatever was
us’d for Tents, and for the various forts of ArcHuI-
TECTURE.

Nor fhould it be forgot, that Painrters alfo, and
StaTUARIES, © were always reckon’d good Mafons, as
much as BuiLDErRs, STONE-cUTTERS, BricKLAYERS, CARPEN-
TERS, JOINERs, UpHoLDERs or TENT-Makers, and a valt
many other Craftfmen that could be nam’d, who per-
form according to Grometry, and the Rules of BuiLping;

though

* For it was not without good Reafon, the Ancients thought that the Rules of the
beautiful Proportions in Building were copied, or taken from the Proportionsof the Body
natural: Hence Pripras is reckon’d in the Number of ancient Mafons, for erecting
the Statue of the Goddes Nemesis at Ruamnus, 10 Cubits high; and that of Minerva
at Araens, 26 Cubits high; and that of JuriTer OLyMPIUS, fitting in his
Temple in AcHaia, between the Cities of Eris and Pisa, made of innumerable fmall
Pieces of Poreuyry, fo exceeding grand and proportion’d, that it was reckon’d one of
the Sevex Wonbers, as the famous CoLossus at Ruopes was another, and the great-
eft Statue that ever was ereted, made of Metal, and dedicated to the Suwn, 70 Cubits
high, like a great Tower at a diftance, at the Entry\ of an Harbour, ftriding wide
enough for the largeft Ships under fail, built in 12 Years by CarEs, a famous Mafon
and Statuary of Sicyon, and Scholar to the great Lysierus of the fame Fraternity. This
mighty CorLossus, after ftanding 56 Years, fell by an Earthquake, and lay in Ruines,
the Wonder of the World, till Axvo Dom. 600, when the Sorpan of Ecyer carry’d
off its Relicks, which loaded goo Camels,
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though none fince Hiram A B1r has been renown’d
for Cunning in all parts of Mafonry: And of this
enough.

But among the Heathen, while the noble Science
GeoMmeTrY © was duly cultivated, both before and after
the Reign of Aucusrus, even till the Fifth Century of
the Chrifian Zra, Mafonry was had in great Efteem
and Veneration : And while the Roman Empire con-
tinu'd in its Glory, the Royal Art was carefully propa-
gated, even to the Mlfima Thule, and a Lobce
erected in almoft every Roman Garrifon; whereby they
generoufly communicated their CunNiNG to the northern
and weftern Parts of Eurore, which had grown bar-
barous before the Roman Conguest, though we know
not certainly how long; becaufe fome think there are
a few Remains of good Mafonry before that Prriop
in fome Parts of Euroeg, raifed by the original Skill
that the firft Colonies brought with them, as the Cerric

Eprrices, ere¢ted by the ancient Gauts, and by the ancient
BrrTaIns

* By MeneLavs, Craupws, Proromeus, (who was alfo the Prince of AsrroNoMERs)
Prurarce, Evroctus (who recites the Inventions of Priro, Dioctes, Nicomepes, Sexorus,
and Herow the learned Mechanick) Krestsrus alfo, the Inventer of Pumps (celebrated by
Virruvivs, Procrus, Priny, and Atnenzus) and Geminus, alfo equalld by fome to
Evcuip; fo Diopuantus, Nicomacuus, Serenus, Procrus, Paepus, Tueon, &c. all Geome-

tricians, and the illuftrious Cultivaters of the mechanical Arts.

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Brrrains too, who were a Colony of the Certes, long

before the Romans invaded this Ifland. *

But when the Gorus and VaxpavLs, that had
never been conquer’d by the Rowmaxs, like a general
Deluge, over-ran the R oman EwmrirE, with warlike
Rage and grofs Ignorance they utterly deftroy’d many
of the fineft Edifices, and defac’d others, very few e-
'fcaping ; as the Asiatic and Arrican Nations fell un-
der the fame Calamity by the Conquefts of the
MaunoMETANS, whofe grand Defign is only to con-
vert the World by Fire and Sword, inftead of cultiva-
ting the Arts and Sciences. :

Thus, upon the Declenfion of the Roman EwrirE,
when the Brrrisa Garrisons were drain’d, the ANGLESs and
other lower Saxons, invited by the anciENT BRITONS
to come over and help them againft the Scors and

PiicTss

* The Natives within the Roman Coronies might be firft inftru@ted in building of
CrrapeLs and Bripces, and other Fortifications neceffary; and afterwards, when their Set-
tlement produc’d Peace, and Liberty, and Plenty, the Asoricives did foon imitate their
learned and polite Conquerors in Mafonry, having then Leifure and a Difpofition to
raife  magnificent StruCtures.  Nay, even the Ingenious of the neighbouring Nations
not conquerd, learnt much from the Roman Garrifons in Times of Peace and open
Corre{pqndencc, when they became emulous of the Roman Grory, and thankful that
their being conquer’d was the means of recovering them from ancient Ignorance and Preju-
dices, when they began to delight in the Rovar Art.
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PicTs, at length fubdud the South Part of this
Istanp, which they call’ld Encranp, or Land of the
ANcres; who being a-kin to the Gotus, or rather a fort
of VanpaLs, of the fame warlike Difpofition, and as
ignorant Heathens, encourag’d nothing but War, till
they became Chriftians; and then too late lamented
the Ignorance of their Fathers in the great Lofs of
RomaN MasoNry, but knew not how to repair it.

Yet becoming a rree Prorie (as the old Saxon Laws
teftify) and having a Difpofition for Masonry, they
foon began® to imitate the Asrarics, Grecians, and
Romans, in ereéing of Lodges and encoufaging of

: Ma-

* No doubt feveral Saxon and Scotisa Kings, with many of the Nobility, great Gen-
try, and eminent Clergy, became the Granp MasTers of thofe early Lodges, from a
mighty Zecal then prevalent for building magnificent Chriftian Temples; which would alfo
prompt them to enquire after the Laws, Crarces, Recurations, Cusroms, and Usaces,
of the ancient Lodges, many of which might be preferv’d by Trapbirion, and all of
them very likely in thofe Parts of the Britisu Istanps that were not fubdu’d by the
Saxons, from whence in time they might be brought, and which the Saxons were more
fond of, than careful to revive GeomeTRY and Roman MasoNrRy ; as many in all Ages
have been more curious and careful about the Laws, Forms, and Usaces of their refpec-
tive Societies, than about the ARrRTs and Screnxces thereof.

But neither what was convey’d, nor the Manner how, can be communicated by writ-
ing; as no Man can indced underftand it without ‘the Kgy} of a Ferrow CRrarr.
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Mafons; being taught, not only from the faithful Trap1-
tioNs and valuable REemains of the BriTons, but
even by foreign Princes, in whofe Dominions the
Rovar Art had been preferv’d much from Goruic Ruins,
particularly by Crarres MarTerr King of
France, who, according to the old Records of Mafons,
{fent over feveral expert Crarrs-mMeN and learned Arcwi-
TECTs into ENcLanD, at the Defire of the Saxon Kines:
So that during the Heprarcuy, the GoTHIC ARCHITECTURE

was as much encourag’d here, as in other Chriftian

Lands.

And though the many Invafions of the Danes
occafion’d the Lofs of many Records, yet in Times of
Truce or Peace they did not hinder much the good Work,
though not perform’d according to the Aucustan STILE ;
nay, the vaft Expence laid out upon it, with the cu-
rious Inventions of the Artifts to fupply the Roman
Skill, doing the beft they could, demonflrate their
Efteem and Love for the Rovar Art, and have ren-
der'd the GorHic BuiLpiNGs venerable, tho’
not imitable by thofe that relifth the anciEnT ARrchI-
TECTURE.

And after the Saxons and Danges were conquer’d by
the Normans, as foon as the Wars ended and
Peace was proclaim’d, the Gormic Mafonry was en-

courag’d,
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courag’d, even in the Reign of the Congueror,* and
of his Son King WirrL1am Rurus, who built Wesr-
MiNsTER-HaLL, the largeft one Room perhaps in the
Earth.

Nor did the Barons Wars, nor the many bloody
Wars of the fubfequent Norman Kines, and their con-
tending Branches, much hinder the moft fumptuous
and lofty Buildings of thofe Times, rais’d by the crear
CrerGy, (who enjoying large Revenues, could well
bear the Expence) and even by the CrowN too;
for we read King Epwarp III. had an Officer call’d
the King’s Free-MasoN, or GENERAL-SURVEYOR of his Buil-
dings, whofe Name was HEnry YEVELE, employ’d
by that King to build feveral Abbies, and St. StepHEN’s
CuarreL at WestminsTER, where the Houfe of Com-
mons now {it in Parliament.

But for the further Inftru&ion of Canpmpates and
younger Brethren, a certain Record of Free-Mafons,
written in the Reign of King Epwarp IV. of the
Norman Ling, gives the following Account, viz.

That

* Witeiam the CongQueror built the Tower of Lonpon, and many ftrong Caftles
in the Country, with feveral religious Edifices, whofe Example was follow’d by the No-
bility and Clergy, particularly by Rocer pe Monrtcomery Earl of Arunpgr, the Arch-
bifhop of York, the Bifhop of DurmaM, and Guwpvirru Bithop of Rocuester, a
mighty Architeét.

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That though the ancient Records of the Brotherhood
in Enxcranp were many of them deftroy’d or loft in the
Wars of the Saxons and Dangs, yet King ATHELSTAN,
(the Grandfon of King ALrrEDE the Great, a mighty
Archite®) the firft anomntep Kine of ENcranp, and
who tranflated the Hovy BisLe into the Saxon Tongue,
when he had brought the Land into Reft and Peace,
built many great Works, and encourag’d many Mafons
from France, who were appointed OvEerseers thereof, and
brought with them the Cuarces and Recurations of the
Lobges preferv’d fince the Roman Times, who alfo
prevail’d with the King to improve the ConstrTuTiON
of the Encrisu Lobges according to the foreign Model,
and to increafe the Wages of workiNg Masons.

That the faid King’s youngeft Son, Prince Ep w1,
being taught Mafonry, and taking upon him the Crarces
of a MasTter-Mason, for the Love he had to the
faid Craft, and the honourable Principles whereon it is
grounded, purchafed a free Charter of King ATHELSTAN
his Father, for the Mafons having a CorrEcTION among
themfelves, (as it was anciently exprefs’d) or a Freedom
and Power to regulate themfelves, to amend what
might happen amifs, and to hold a yearly Communi-
cation and General Affembly.

That accordingly Prince Ep win fummoned all the
Mafons in the Realm to meet him in a Congregation

at
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at York, who came and compofed a GeneraL Lobpgt, of
which he was GranxDp MasTer; and having
brought with them all the Writings and Rzcorps extant,
fome in Grerk, fome in Lartin, fome in French, and
other Languages, from the Contents thereof that Assem-
eLy did frame the ConsTiTuTioN and CHARGEs
of an Enciisu Lopce, made a Law to preferve and ob-
ferve the fame in all time coming, and ordain’d good
Pay for workiNg Masons, &c.

That in procefs of time, when Lodges were more fre-
quent, the Right Worfhipful the Master and FeLLows,
with Confent of the Lorps of the Realm, (for mofl
great Men were then Mafons) ordain’d, that for the
future, at the Making or Admiffion of a Brother,
the ConstiTturion fhould be read, and the
Charces hereunto annex’d, by the Master or WaRrDEN;
and that fuch as were to be admitted MasTER-Masoxs,
- or Mafters of Work, fhould be examin’d whether they
be able of Cunning to ferve their refpeéive Lorps, as
well the Loweft as the Higheft, to the Honour and
Worthip of the aforefaid Art, and to the Profit of theit
Lorps; for they be their Lords that employ and pay them
for their Service and Travel.

And besides many other things, the said Recorp adds,
That thofe Cuarces and Laws of FrREE-MAasoNs

have been feen and perufed by our late Sovereign King
E Henry
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Henry VI. and by the Lorps of his honourable Coun-
ciL, who have allow’d them, and faid that they be right
good and reafonable to be holden, as they have been drawn
out and colle¢ted from the REecorps of ancient Times. *

Now though in the third Year of the faid King
Henry VI. while an Infant of about four Years old,
the Parliament made an A&, that affeted only the
workING Masons, who had, contrary to the Statutes for

Labourers,

* IN  ANOTHER MANUSCRIPT MORE ANCIENT, WE READ: “‘That when the Master and
““Warpens meet in a Lopoce, if need be, the Suerirr of the County, or the Mavor
“of the City, or ArperMan of the Town, in which the Concrecarion is held, fhould
““be made Frrow and Sociate to the Master, in help of him againft Reeers, and for
< upbearing the Rights of the Realm. ]

¢¢That enTer’> PRENTICEs at their making were charg’d not to be Thieves, or Thieves-

““AME:", SO MOTE IT h2
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Labourers, confederated not to work but at their own
Price and Wages; and becaufe fuch Agreements were
fuppos’d to be made at the Generar Lobges, call’d in
the A& CuarprTers and CoNGREGATIONS of
M asons, it was then thought expedient to level the
faid A& againft the faid ConcrecaTIONs: * Yet when the
faid King Henry VI. arrivd to Man’s Eftate, the Ma-
fons laid before him and his Lorps the above-men-
tion’d Recorps and CHareEs, who, ’tis plain, review’d
them, and folemnly approv’d of them -as good and
reafonable to be holden: Nay, the faid Kine and his

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Lorps muft have been incorporated with the Freg-
Masons, before they could make fuch Review of the Re-
corps ; and in this Reign, before King Henry’s Troubles,
Mafons were much encourag’d. Nor is there any Inftance
of executing that A& in that, or in any other Reign
fince, and the Mafons never negle&ted their Lobges for
it, nor ever thought it worth while to employ their
NOBLE and EMINENT BRETHREN to have it repeal’d; becaufe
the working Malfons, that are free of the Lodge, {fcorn
to be guilty of fuch Combinations; and the other free
Mafons have no Concern in Trefpa{Tes agamf’c the Sta-
tutes for Labourers. *

The

* That A& was made in ignorant Times, when true Learning was a Crime, and
GroMetry condemn’d for ConjuraTion; but it cannot derogate from the Honour of the
ancient FraTerniTy, who to be fure would never encourage any fuch Confederacy of
their working Brethren. But by Twrabition it is believ’d, that the ParriamenT-MEN
were then too much influencd by the irirrerate CLERGY) who were not accepted Mafons,
nor underftood Architeture (as the CrErGy of fome former Ages) and generally thought
unworthy of this Brotherhood ;{ yet thinking they had an indefeafible Right to know all
Secrets, by vertue of auricuLar ConressioN, and the Mafons never confefling any thing
thereof, the faid CrerGy were highly offended, and at firft fufpeing them of Wickednefs,
reprefented them as dangerous to the State during that Minority, and foon influenc’d the
Paruiament-Men to lay hold of fuch fuppofed Agreements of the working Mafons, for
making an A& that might feem to reflet Difhonour upon even the whole WORSHIPFUL
FraTerniTy, in whofe Favour feveral A&s had been both before and after that Period
made.
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The Kings of ScoTLanND very much encourag’d
the RovarL Art, from the earlieft Times down to the
Union of the Crowns, as appears by the Remains of
glorious Buildings in that ancient Kingdom, and by
the Lodges there kept up without Interruption many
hundred Years, the Records and Traditions of which
teftify the great Refpeé of thofe Kings to this honour-
able Fraternity, who gave always pregnant Evidence of
their Love and Loyalty, from whence f{prung the old
Toaft among Scors Mafons, viz. Gobp BLESS THE
Kine anp THE CrarT!

Nor was the royal Example negleted by the No-
BILITY, GENTRY, and CLergy of ScorTLaND, who join’d
in every thing for the good of the Craft and Brother-
hood, the Kings being often the Granp MasTERs,
until, among other things, the Masons of ScoTLaND
were impower’d to have a certain and fix’d Granp
Master and Granp Warpen, who had a Salary from
the Crown, and alfo an Acknowledgment from every
New Brorzer in the Kingdom at Entrance, whofe Bufi-
nefs was not only to regulate what might happen amifs
in the Brotherhood, but alfo to hear and finally deter-
mine all Controverfies between Mason and Lorp, to
punifh the Mason, if he deferv’d it, and to oblige both
to equitable Terms: At which Hearings, if the Granp
Master was abfent (who was always nobly born) the

GRrAND
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Granp Warpen prefided.  This Privilege remain’d tiil
the Civil Wars, but is now obfolete; nor can it well
be reviv’d until the Kinc becomes a Mason, becaufe it
was not acually exerted at the Union of the King-
doms.

Yet the great Care that the ScoTs took of true
Mafonry, prov’d afterwards very ufeful to EncranD;
for the learned and magnanimous: Queen EL1zABETH,
who encourag’d other Arts, difcourag’d this; becaufe,
being a Woman, the could not be made a Mason, tho’,
as other great Women, the might have much employ’d
Mafons, like SEmiramis and ArTEMISIA. *

But upon her Demife, King James VI. of Scor-
LanDp  fucceeding to the Crown of Encranp, being
a Mason King, reviv’d the Encrism Lodges; and as he
was the First King of GrREAT-BriTAaIN, he was
alfo the First Prince in the World that recover’d the
Roman Archite&ture from the Ruins of Goraick Igno-

rance:

*ErLrizaBeETH being jealous of any Aflemblies of her Subjets, whofe Bufinefs fhe
was not duly appriz’d of, attempted to break up the annvar Communication of Masons,
as dangerous to her Government: But, as old Mafons have tranfmitted it by Tradition,
when the noble Perfons her Majefty had commiflioned, and brought a fufficient Poffe
with them at York on St. Joun’s Day, were once apmiTrep InTo THE LobGe, they
made no ufe of Arms, and return’d the Queen a moft honourable Account of the ancient
Fraternity, whereby her political Fears and Doubts were difpell’d, and fhe let them alone,
as a People much refpeted by the Noble and the Wife of all the polite Nations, but
neglefted the Art all her Reign.
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rance: For after many dark or illiterate Ages, as foon
as all Parts of Learning reviv’d, and GeomrTry recover’d
its Ground, the polite Nations began to difcover the
Confufion and Impropriety of the Gormick Buildings;
and in the Fifteenth and Sixteenth Cenrturies the
AuvucusTaN STILE was rais’d from its Rubbifh in
ItaLy, by BRamanTE, BaARBARO, SANsOVINO,
SaNGcaALLO, MicHaEL ANGELO, RaPHAEL
UreIN, ]ULio Romano, SeErcrLio, LaBaco,
Scamozi, VieNorLa, and many other bright
ArcHitects; but above all, by the Grear Parrapio,
who has not yet been duly imitated in Iravy, though
juftly rival’d in ENcrLaND by our GrEAT MasTER-Mason
INnico JonNgs.

But though all true Mafons honour the Memories
of thofe Itarian Architeés, it muft be own’d, that the
Avucustan StiLE was not reviv’d by any crown’d Head,
before Kine James the Sixth of ScoTLanND, and
Firft of ENnG LA ND, patroniz’d the faid glorious Inigo
Jones, whom he employ’d to build his Royal Palace of
WuaiTe-Hart; and in his Reign over all Grear-
BriTalN, the BangueTiNg-HousEe, as the firft
picce of it, was only rais’d, which is the fineft one
Room upon Earth; and the ingenious Mr. NicHoLas
Stone perform’d as Master-Mason under the Architect

[oNEs.
Upon
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Upon his Demife, his Son Kine CuHarrLes L.
being alfo a Mason, patroniz’d Mr. Jones too, and
firmly intended to have carried on his Royal Father’s
Deﬁgn of Wrire-HartL, according to Mr. Jones’s
Stile; but was unhappily diverted by the Givil Wars.*
After the Wars were over, and the Rovar FamiLy re-
ftor’'d, true Masonry was likewife reftor’d; efpecially
upon the unhappy Occafion of the BurniNe of LoNDoN,
Anno 1666; for then the City-Houfes were rebuilt
more after the Roman Stile, when King Cuarces II.

' founded

* The Plan and Profpe&t of that glorious Defign being fill preferv’d, it is eftcem’d
by skillful Archite@s to excel that of any other Palace in the known Earth, for the
Symmetry, Firmnefs, Beauty, and Conveniency of Archite@ure; as indeed all MasTer
Jones’s Defigns and Erefions arc Originals, and at firk View difcover him to be
the Archite&: Nay, his mighty Genius prevaild with the Nopwrry and Gewtry of all
Britawv, (for he was as much honour'd in ScotLanp as in Encranp) to affeét and
revive the ancient StiLe of M asoNR Y, too long negleGted; as appears by the many
curious Fabricks of thofe Times, one of which fhall be now mention’d, the leaft, and
perhaps one of the fineft, the famous G A TE of the Puysic GarbEn at O XFORD,
rai’d by HENrYy D anvers Eari or Dansy, which cot his Lorosure
many hundred Pounds, and is as curious a little piece of Mafonry as ever was built
there before or fince, with the following Infcription on the Front of it, viz.

HENRICUS COMES DANBY.
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founded the prefent St. Paur’s Cathedral in Lonpon,
(the old Gormick Fabrick being burnt down) much after
the Style of St. PeTeRr’s at Rome, conducted by the
ingenious Archite&, Sir CuHrisTorPHER WREN.
That King founded alfo his royal Palace at GrREEN-
wicH, according to Mr. Inico Jones's Defign (which
he drew before he dy’d) condu&ed by his Son-in-Law
Mr. Wes: It is now turn’d into an Hofpital for Sea-
men. He founded alfo Cuersea-CoLrece, an Hofpital
for Soldiers; and at EpinBurcH he both founded
and finith’d his royal Palace of Harv-Roop-Housg,
by the Defign and Condu& of Sir WiLtiam Bruck
Bart. the Mafter of the Royal Works in Scorranp: *
So that befides the Tradition of old Mafons now
alive, which may be rely’d on, we have much reafon
to believe that King CHArRLEs II. was an AccepTeD
Free-Mason, as every one allows he was a great Encou-
rager of the CrarTsMEN.

But in the Reign of his Brother Kine James IL
though fome Roman Buildings were carried on, the
Lobces of Free-Masons in Lonpon much dwindled into

Ignorance, by not being duly frequented and cultiva-
ted.

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ted. But™® after the Revorution, Anno 1688, K1N G
WirLrLiawum, though a warlike Prince, having a good
Tafte of Archite&ure, carried on the aforefaid two fa-
mous Hofpitals of GreenwicH and CHELsEa, built the fine

* But by the royal Example of his Brother King Caarres II. the Crry of Loxpon
ere€ted the famous MonNuMENT, where the Grear Fe began, all of folid Stone, zoz
foot high from the Ground, a Pillar of the Dorick Order, 15 Foot diameter, with a
curious Stair-Cafe in the Middle of black Marble, and an iron Balcony on the Top (not
unlike thofe of Trajan and Antoninus at R o M E) from whenee the Crry and Supurss
may be view'd; and it is the higheft Column we know upon Earth. Its Pepesrar
is 21 Foot fquare, and 40 Foot high, the Front of which is adorn’d with moft ingeni-
ous Emblems in Basso RELievo, wrought by that famous Scurpror, Mr. Gabrier CIBser,
with large Lativ Inferiptions on the Sides of it; founded Annvo 1671, and finifhi’d Axno
1677.

In his Time alfo the Sociery of MERCHANT ADVENTURERS rebuilt the
Rovxar Excanance of Lonpon (the old one being deftroy’d by the Fire) “all of
Stone, after the Roman Style, the fineft Struéture of that ufe in Europe, with the King’s
Statue to the Life, of white Marble, in the Middle of the Square (wrought by the
famous MasTerR-CarVER and StaTvary, Mr. GrINLIN GiBBONSs, who was juftly
admird all over Eurorg, for his rivalling, if not furpaffing, the moft fam’d Itarian
Matfters) on the Pedeftal of which is the following Infcription, viz.

And the bright Example of that cLorious
Prince, (who by moft is reckon’d a Free-Mason) did in-
fluence the NosiLity, the GEnTrY, the WEALTHY and the
LearNeD of GrREAT-BriTAIN, to affe® much the
AucusTaN STYLE; as appears by a vaft Number of moft
curious Edifices ere&ed fince throughout the Kingdom :
For when in the Ninth Year of the Reign of our late
SovEREIGN QUEEN AN NE, her Majesty and the ParLia-
MENT concurr’d in an A& for ereéing 50 new Parisu-
Cuurcaes in Lonpon, WEesTMINSTER, and Susurss ; and the

Nor fhould we forget the famous T HEaTRE of OxForp, built by Arcesishor
SueLpon, at hisfole Coft, in that King’s Time, which, among his other fine Works,
was defign’d and conduéted alfo by Sir ChrisToPHER Wren the King’s Archite@t; for it
is juftly admird by the Curious: And the M us & u M adjoining to it, a fine Build-
ing rais’d at the Charge of that 1iLustrious UN1VvERS1ITY, where there have been
fince ecrefted feveral more Roman Buildings, as TriniTy-CoLLEGE CHAPPEL, ALLHALLOWS
CuaurcH in HicH-sTREET, PEckwATER-SQUARE in CurisT-CHURCH CoLLEGE, the new PrinT-
ivc-House, and the whole of Queen’s-CoLiLeGE rebuilt, &c. by the liberal Donations of
fome eminent Benetattors, and by the publick Spirit, Vigilancy, and Fidelity of the Heaps
of CoLLeces, who generally have had a true Tafte of RomMan ARCHITECTURE.

The rearveD UN1vERSITY of CAMBRIDGE not having had the Management
of fuch liberal Donations, have not fo many fine Struftures; but they have two of the
moft curious and excellent in GreaT-Britain of their kind, the onc a Gotaick Building,
King’s-CorLrLeceE CHAPPEL (unlefs you except Kine Henry. VII’s ChuappiL in
WestminsTer-ABBEY) ;3  and  the other a2 Roman Building, TRiNiTY-COLLEGE
Lisrary.

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QueeN had granted a Commiflion to feveral of the
Minifters of Srtare, the principal Nosmwrry, great GenTry,
and eminent Crrizens, the two ARrcusisHops, with feve-
ral other Bismors and dignify’d CrLErGcYMEN, to put the
A& in execution; they order’d the faid New Crurches
to be rais’d according to the ancieNT RomaN STYLE,
as appears by thofe that are already rais’d ; and the
prefent honourable Commissioners having the {ame
good Judgment of Architecture, are carrying on the
fame laudable cranpD DesieN, and are reviving the
ANCIENT - STYLE, by the Order, Countenance, and Encou-
ragement of his prefent Majesty Kinc GEoRrGE,
who was alfo gracioufly pleas’d to lay the rirsT Stone
in. the Foundation of his Parith Church of St.
MarTIiN’s IN Camrrs, on the South-Eaft Corner (by
his Majefty’s Proxy for the time, the prefent Bismor of
Savissury ) which is now rebuilding, ftrong, large,
and beautiful, at the Coft of the ParisHioners.*

In fhort, it would require many large Volumes to
contain the many {plendid Inftances of the wmicHTY
InFLueNcE of Mafonrv from the Creation, in every Age,

and in every Nation, as could be colleted from Hif-

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I. Concerning Gop and RELIGION.

A Mason is oblig’d, by his Tenure, to obey the moral Law; and if he rightly
underftands the Art, he will never be a ftupid Q{tl)eist, nor an irreligious Libertine.
But though in ancient Times Mafons were chargd in every Country to be of the
Religion of that Country or Nation, whatever it was, yet ’tis now thought more expe-
dient only to oblige them to that Religion in which all Men agree, leaving their parti-
cular Opinions to themfelves; that is, to .be coop Men anp True, or Men of Honour
and Honefty, by whatever Denominations or Perfuafions they may be diftinguifh’d;
whereby Mafonry becomes the Center of Union, and the Means of conciliating true

Friendfhip among Perfons that muft have remain’d at a perpetual Diftance.

II. Of the CiviL. MacisTtraTE fupreme and

{fubordinate.

A Masox is a peaceable Subjet to the Civil Powers, wherever he refides or works,
and is never to be concern'd in Plots and Confpiracies againft the Peace and Welfare
of the Nation, nor to bchave himfelf undutifully to inferior Magiftrates; for as Mafonry
hath been always injured by War, Bloodfhed, and Confufion, fo ancient Kings and
Princes have been much difpos’d to encourage the Craftfmen, becaufe of their Peaceable-
nefs and Lovarry, whereby they praétically anfwer'd the Cavils of their Adverfaries, and
promoted the Honour of the Fraternity, who cver flourif’™d in Times of Peace. So
that if a Brother fhould be a Rebel againft the State, he is not to be countenanc’d in
his Rebellion, however he may be pitied- as an unhappy Man; and, if conviéted of no
other Crime, though the loyal Brotherhood muft and ought to difown his Rebellion, and
give no Umbrage or Ground of political Jealoufy to the Government for the time being;

thev cannot cxpel him from the Lopce, and his Relation to it remains indefeafible.
III. Of
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III. Of LopGgeEs.

A Lopce is a Place where Masons affemble and work: Hence that Affembly, or
duly organiz’d Society of Mafons, is calld a Lopcek, and every Brother ought to
belong to one, and to be fubjeét to -its By-Laws and the GEnerarL REGULATIONS.
It is either parTicULAR or GEnEmaL, and will be beft underflood by attending it, and by
the Regulations of the GEeNeraL or GRrAND Lobce hereunto annex’d. In  ancient Times,
no Master or Frrrow could be abfent from it, efpecially when warn’d to appear at
it, without incurring a fevere Cenfure, until it appear’d to the Master and ‘W aRDENS,
that pure Neceflity hinder’d him.

The Perfons admitted Members of a Longe mu{t be good and true Men, free-born,
and of mature and difcreet Agc, no Bondmcn, no Women, no immoral or fcandalous

Men, but of good Report.

IV. Of MasTERs, iIlarhens, FeLLows, aﬁd Apprentices.

All Preferment among Masons is grounded upon real Worth and perfonal Merit only;
that fo the Lorps may be well ferved, the Brethren not put to Shame, nor the Rovar
Crarr defpis’'d: Therefore no Master or Warpen is chofen by Seniority, but for his
Merit. It is impoflible to defcribe thefe things in writing, and every Brother muft
attend in his Place, and learn them in a way peculiar to THIs FraTerniry: Only Cax-
DIDATES may know, that no Master fhould take an ApprEnTiCE, unlefs he has fufficient
Imployment for him, and ‘unlefs he be a perfe¢t Youth, having no Maim or Defe& in
his Body, that may render him uncapable of learning the ArT of ferving his Master’s
ﬁorb, and of being made a Broruer, and then a Frrrow-Crarr in duc time, cven
after he has ferved fuch a Term of Years as the Cuftom of the Country direéts; and
that he fhould be defcended of honeft Parents; that fo, when otherwife qualify’d, he may
arrive to the Honour of being the WarDpEN, and then the Master of the Lopce, the

Granp Warpen, and at length the Granp-MasTer of all the Lopces, according to

his Merit.
G 2 No
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No Brother can be a Warpen until he has paf’d the part of a FerLow-Crarr;
nor a MasTERrR until he has aéted as a Warpen, nor GranD-WarRDEN until he
has been Master of a Lopce, nor ®rand fHlaster unlef he has been a Ferrow-Crarr
before his Eleftion, who is alfo to be nobly born, or a GenTLEMAN of the beft Fathion,
or fome eminent ScHOLAR, or fome curious Akcairzcr, or other ArmisT, defcended of
honeft Parents, and who is of fingular great Merit in the Opinion of the Lopges. And
for the better, and ecafier, and more honourable - Difcharge of his Office, the Granp-
Master has a Power tol chufe Jhis own Depury Granb-MasTER, who muft be
then, or muft have been formerly, the Master of a particular Lopce, and has the
Privilegelof alting whatever the GraNDp-MasTER, his Privcipar, fhould a&, unlefs
the faid Prixcipar be prefent, or interpofe his Authority by a Letter,

Thefe Rulers and Governors, supREME and sUBORDINATE, of the ancient LopGe, are to
be obey’d in their refpeftive Stations by all the Brethren, according to the orp CrarcEs

and Recurations, with all Humility, Reverence, Love, and Alacrity.

V. Of the Management of the CrarT in working.

All Masons fhall work honeftly on working Days, that they may live creditably on
HoLy Days; and the time appointed by the Law of the Land, or confirm’d by Cuftom,
fhall be obferv’d.

The moft expert of the Ferrow-Crarrsmen fhall be chofén or appointed the Master,
or Overfecr of the Lorp’s Work; who is to be calld MasTer by thofe that work
under him. The Crarrsmen are to avoid all ill Language, and to call each other by
no difobliging Name, but Broraer or Ferrow; and to behave themfelves courteoufly
within and without the Lopc.

The 'MasTer, knowing himfelf to be able of Cunning, fhall undertake the Lorn’s Work
as reafonably as poffible, and truly (difpend ' his Goods as if they were his own; nor to
give more Wages to any Brother or ArpreEnTICE than he really may deferve.

Both the Slaster and the Masons receiving their Wages juftly, fhall be faithful to
the Lorp, and honeftly finith their Work, whether Task or Journey; nor put the Work

to Task that hath been accuftom’d to Journey.
1 None
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. None fhall difcover Envy at the Profperity of a Brother, nor fupplant him, or put
him out of his Work, if he be capable to finifh the fame; for no Man can finith
another’s Work fo much to the Lorp’s Profit, unlefs he be thoroughly acquainted with
the Defigns and Draughts of him that began it.

When a Ferrow-Crarrsman is chofen Warpen of the Work under the Master, he
fhall be true both to Master and Frrrows, fhall carefully overfee the Work in the
" Master’s Abfence to the Loro’s Profit; and his Brethren fhall obey him.

All Masons employ’d, fhall meekly receive their Wages without Mum;uring or Mutiny,
and not defert the Master till the Work is finifh’d.

A youncer Brother fhall be infruted in working, to prevent f{poiling the Materials
for want of Judgment, and for encreafing and continuing of BroruerLy Love.

All the Tools ufed in working fhall be api)rovcd by the Grand Lodge.
No Lapourer fhall be employ’d in the proper Work of Masonry; nor fhall Jree

fasons work with thofe that are ~or rFreg, without an urgent Neceflity ; nor fhall
they teach LaBourers and unaccerrep Mafons, as they fhould teach a Broruer or Frrrow.

VI. Of BEHAVIOUR, VIZ.

1. In the £Lodge while constituted.

You are not to hold private Committees, or {eparate Converfation, without Leave from
the Master, nor to talk of any thing impertinent or unfeemly, nor interrupt the MasTer
or Warpens, or any Brother fpeaking to the Master: Nor behave yourfelf Iudicroufly
or jeftingly while the LobGe is engaged in what is ferious and folemn; nor ufe any
unbecoming Language upon any Pretence whatfoever; but to pay due Reverence to your
MasTer, Warpens, and Ferrows, and put them to worfhip.

If any
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If any Complaint be brought, the Brother found guilty fhall ftand to the Award and
Determination of the Lobce, who are the proper and competent Judges of all fuch
Controverfics, (unlefs you carry it by AppearL to the Granp Lopce) and to whom
they ought to be referr’d, unlefs a Lorp’s Work be hinder’d the mean while, in which
Cafe a particular Reference may be made; but you muft never go to Law about what
concerneth Masonry, without .an abfolute Neceflity apparent to the Lobek.

2. Btl)aniom: after the LopcGE is over and the Brctbrnn not gone.

You may ecnjoy yourfelves with innocent Mirth, treating one another according to
Ability, but avoiding al! Excefs, or forcing any Brother to eat 9% drink beyond his
Inclination, or hindering him from going when his Occafions call him, or doing or faying
any thing offenfive, or that may forbid an Easy and rree Converfation; for that would
blaft our Harmony, and defeat our laudable Purpofes. Therefore no private Piques or
Quarrels muft be brought within the Door of the Lobce, far lefs any Quarrels about
Revicion, or Nations, or State Poricy, we being only, as Masons, of the Carnorick
Revicion above-mention’d; we are alfo of all Nations, Toncues, Kinpreps, and Lan-
cuaces, and are refolv’d againft all fJUlitiCliS, as what never yet conduc™d to the
Welfare of the Lopge, nor ever will. This Cuarce has been always frictly enjoin’d
and obferv’d; but efpecially ever fince the Rerormation in Britaiw, or the Diffent
and Seceflion of thefe Nations from the Communion of RomME.

8- szaniuur when BRETHREN meet without STRANGERs, but not in a

You are to falutc one another in a courtcous manner, as you will be inftrutted,
calling each other BrotHer, freely giving mutual Inftru@tion as fhall be thought expedient,
without being overfeen or overheard, and without encroaching upon ecach other, or

t derogating
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derogating from that Refpe¢t which is due to any Brother, were he not a Mafon: For
though all Masons are as BrersRen upon the fame Lever, yet Masonry takes no Honour
from a Man that he had before; nay rather it adds to his Honour, efpecially if he has
deferv’d well of the Brotherhocd, who muft give Honour to whom it is due, and avoid

4. Btbanionr in Prefence of STrancers not flasons.

You fhall be cautious in your Words and Carriage, that the moft penctrating  Stranger
fhall not be able to difcover or find out what is not proper to be intimated; and
fometimes you fhall divert a difcourfe, and manage it prudently for the Honour of the

5. Behavionr at Home, and in your Necusoursoop.

You arc to aé as becomes a moral and wife Man; particularly, -not to let your
Family, Friends, and Neighbours know the Concerns of the Lopge, &c. but wifely to
confult your own Honour, and that of the ancient BroTnermoop, for Reafons not to be
mention’d here.  You muft alfo confult your Health, by not continuing together too late,
or too long from home, after Lodge Hours arc paft; and by avoiding of Gluttony or
Drunkennefs, that your Families be not negleCted or injured, nor you difabled from

working.

6. Btl}nnium‘ towards a strance Brother.

You are cautioufly to examine him, in fuch a Method as Prudence tfhall dire&t you,
that you may not be impos’d upon by an ignorant falfe Prerexper, whom you are to
reje¢t with Contempt and Derifion, and beware of giving him any Hints of Knowledge.

But if you difcover him to be a truc and genuine BroTHER, you are to refpe@t him
accordingly ; and if he is in want, you muft reliecve him if you can, or clfe direét him
how he may be reliev’d: You muft employ him fome Days, or clfe recommend him to

be em-
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be employ’d. But you are not charged to do beyond your Ability, only to prefer a
poor BroTHer, that is a coop Manv and TRUE, before any other poor People in the

famc Circumftances.

Finavrry, All thefe @l)argcz you are to obferve, and alfo thofe that fhall be
communicated to you in ANOTHER way; cultivating BRoTHERLY-LovE, the Foundation
and Cape-ftone, the CeMenT and Grory of this ancient FraTerniTy, avoiding all Wrang-
ling and Quarrelling, all Slander and Backbiting, nor permitting others to flander any
honeft Brother, but defending his Charaéter, and doing him all good Offices, as far as is
confiftent with your Honour and Sarery, and no farther. And if any of them do you
Injury, you muft apply to your own or his LobGe; and from thence you may appeal
to the Granp LopgEe at the QuarterLy CommunicaTioN, and from thence to the
aNNUAL GRrAND LoDGE, as has been the ancient laudable Conduét of our Fore-fathers
in every Nation; never taking a LecaL Course but when the Cafe cannot be otherwife
decided, and patiently liftning to the honeft and friendly Advice of Master and Ferrows,
when they would prevent your going to Law with Strancers, or would excite you to put
a fpeedy Period to all Law-Surrs, that fo you may mind the Arralr of MasonNrY
with the more Alacrity and Succefs; but with refpe& to BroThers or Frrrows at Law,
the Master and Brethren fhould kindly offer their Mediation, which ought to be thank-
fully fubmitted to by the contending Brethrenj and if that Submifion is impratticable,
they muft however carry on their Process, or Law-Surr, without Wrath and Rancor
(not in the common way) faying or doing nothing which may hinder BroraerLy Love,
and good Offices to be renew’d and contim’d; that ail may fce the BEwicy INFLUENCE
of MasoNrY, as all true Masons have donc from the Beginning of the WorLp, and
will do to the End of Time.

And now, by the Command of our faid RicaT
WorsHiPFuL GRrRAND-MasTER MoNTAGU, the
Avutsor of this Book has compar’d them with, and
reduc’d them to the ancient Recorps and immemorial
Usaces of the Fraternity, and digefted them into
this new Method, with feveral proper Explications,
for the Ufe of the Lodges in and about Loxpon and
WESTMINSTER.

HE OGrand-flaster, or his Derury, hath Authority and
Right, not only to be prefent in any true Lobce, but alfo to pre-
fide wherever he is, with the Master of the Lopce on his Left-

|| hand, and to order his Granp-Warpens to attend him, who are not

§ to act in particular Lobces as Warpens, but in his Prefence, and
at his Command; becaufe there the Granp-MASTER may command the WaRrbENs

of that
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of that Lopge, or any other Brethren he pleafeth, to attend and a& as his Warpens

PRO TEMPORE.

II. The Master of a particular Lobce has the Right and Authority of congregating
the Members of his Lobge into a CrapTer at pleafure, upon any Emergency or Occur-
rence, as well as to appoint the time and place of their ufual forming: And in cale
of Sicknefs, Death, or necéﬁ"ary Abfence of the Master, the fenior WarDEN {hall. a@t as
MasTeER PRO TEMPORE, if no Brother is prefent who has been Master of that Lobce
before; for in that Cafe the aBsent Master’s Authority reverts to the laft Master then
prefent; though he cannot a&t until the faid sexior Warpen has once congregated the

Lobce, or in his Abfence the junior WaRDEN.

T The Master of each particular Lopge, or one of the Warpens, or fome other
Brother by his Order, fhall keep a Book containing their By-Laws, the Names of theit
Members, with a Lift of all the Lopces in Town, and the ufual Times and Places of

their forming, and all their Tranfattions that are proper to be written.

IV. No Lobge fhall make more than Five ~ew Brerurexn at onc Time, nor any
Man under the Age of Twenty-rive, who muft be alfo his own Mafter; unlefs by a

Difpenfation from the Graxp-MasTer or his Derury.

V. No Man can be made or admitted a Member of a particular Lobce, without
previous notice one MonTH BeFoRE given to the faid Lopce, in order to make due
Enquiry into the Reputation and Capacity of the Canpipate; unlefs by the Difpenfation

aforefaid.

VI. But no Man can be enter’™d a Brother in any particular LopbGe, or admitted to
be a Member thereof, without the unaniMous CONSENT OF ALL THE MEMBERS OF THAT
Lobge then prefent when the Canpibate is propos’d, and their Confent is formally ask'd
by the Master; and they are to fignify their Consenr or Dissent in their own prudent
way, ecither virtually or in form, but with Unanimity: Nor is this inherent Privilege
fubjett to a Difpenfation; becaufe the Memsers of a particular Lobce are the beft Judges

of it; and if a frattious Member fhould be imposd on them, it might fpoil their
HEZ Harmony,
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Harmony, or hinder their Freedom; or even break and difperfe the Lopce; which ought

to be avoided by all good and true Brethren.

VIL. Every new Brotmer at his making is decently to cloath the Lonce, that is, all
the Brethren prefent, and to depofite fomething for the Reclief of indigent and decay’d
Brethren, as the Canpwate fhall think fit to beftow, over and above the fmall
Allowance ftated by the By-Laws of that particular Lobce; which Caariry fhall be
lodg’d with the MasTer or Warpens, or the Casurer, if the Members think fit to

chufe one.

And the Canpate fhall alfo folemnly promife to fubmit to the ConstiTuTiONs, the
Cuarces, and REecurations, and to fuch other good Usaces as fhall be intimated to them

in Time and Place convenient.

VIHI. No Set or Number of Brethren fhall withdraw or feparate themfelves from the
Lobge in which they were made BRETHREN, or were afterwards admitted Memsers, unlels
the Lopce becomes too numerous; nor even then, without a Difpenfation from the
GranD-Master or his Derury: And when they are thus feparated, they muft either
immediately join themfelves to fuch ornEr Lopge as they fhall like beft, with the unani-
mous Confent of that other Lobce to which they go (as aBove REGULATED) or elfe they

muft obtain the Granp-MasTer’s Warrant to join in forming a ~ew Lobge.

If any Set or Number of Masons fhall take upon themfelves to form a Lopce with-
out the Granp-Master’s Warrant, the recuLar LobpGEs are not to countenance them,
nor own them as raiR Brersren and duly form’d, nor approve of their Aés and
Deeds; but muft treat them as Resers, until they humble themfelves, as the Granp-
Master fhall in his Prudence dire&, and until he approve of them by his WarranT,
which muft be fignify’d to the ormer Lobces, as the Cuftom is when a new Lobce is

to be regifter’d in the List of Lopges.

IX. But if any Brother fo far misbehave himfelf as to render his Lobce uneafy, he
fhall be twice duly admonif’d by the Master or Warpens in a rorm’p Lopge; and
if he will not refrain his Imprudence, and obediently fubmit to the Advice of the
Brethren, and reform what gives them Offence, he fhall be dealt with according to the

By-Laws
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By-Laws of that particular Lopge, or elfe in fuch a manner as the QuarTERLY Commu-
nicaTioN fhall in their great Prudence think fit; for which a New REecuration may be

afterwards made.

X. The Majority of every particular Lopce, when congregated, fhall have the Privi-
lege of giving InsTrRucTIONs to their Master and Warpens, before the affembling of the
Granp CHaPTER, or Lopce, at the three QuarTerLy CommunicaTions hereafter mention’d,
and of the AnnuvaL Granp LopGe too; becaufe their Master and WaRrDENs are their

Reprefentatives, and are fuppofed to {peak their Mind.

XI. All particurar Lopbces are to obferve the fame Usaces as much as poffible; in
order to which, and for cultivating a good Underftanding among Free-Masons, fome
Members out of Every Lobce fhall be deputed to vifit the oruer LobGes as often as

fhall be thought convenient.

XII. THe ®ranb~£obge confifts of, and is form’d by the Masrters and Warpens
of all the regular particular LopGes upon Record, with the GrRanDd-MasTER at their
Head, and his Depury on his Left-hand, and the Granp-Warpens  in their proper
Places; and muft have a QuarTErRLY CoMMunNicaTiOoN about MICHAELMAS,
Curistmas, and Lapy-Day, in fome convenient Place, as the Granp-Master thall appoint,
where no Brother fhall be prefent, who is not at that time a Member thereof, without
a Difpenfation; and while he ftays, he fhall not be allow’d to vote, nor even give his
Opinion, without Leave of the Granp-LopGe ask’d and given, or unlefs it be duly ask’d
by the faid Lodge.

All Matters are to be determin’d in the Granp-Lopce by a Majority of Votes, each
Member having one Vote, and the Granp-Master having two Votes, unlefs the faid
Lobge leave any particular thing to the Determination of the Granp-Master for the

fake of Expcdition.

XIII. ‘At the faid QuarTerLy Communication, all Matters that concern the FraTerniTY
in general, or particular Lopges, or fingle Brethren, are quietly, fedatcly, and maturely to
be difcours’d of and tranfadted: ArpprenTicEs muft be admitted Masters and Ferrow-
Crarr only here, unlefs by a Difpenfation. Here alfo all Differences, that cannot be

made
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made up and accommodated privately, nor by a particular Lobce, are to be ferioufly
confidered and decided: And if any Brormer thinks himfelf aggrieved by the Decifion
of this Board, he may appeal to the annuaL Granp-Lobce next enfuing, and leave his

Appeal in Writing, with the Granp-Master, or his Derury, or the Granp-Warpens.

Here alfo the Master or the Warbens of each particular Lodge fhall bring and produce
a Lift of fach Members as have been made, or even admitted in their particular Lopggs
fince the lat Communication of the Granp-Lobge: And there fhall be a Book kept by
the Granp-Master, or his Depury, or rather by fome Brother whom the Granp-Lobge
fhall appoint for SEcRETARY, wherein fhall be recorded all the Lopges, with their
ufual Times and Places of forming, and the Names of all the Members of cach Lobce;

and all the Affairs of the Granp-Lopge that are proper to be written.

They fhall alfo confider of the moft prudent and effeftual Methods of collefting and
difpofing of what Money fhall be given to, or lodged with them in Cuarrry, towards .
the Relief only of any true Brother fallen into Poverty or Decay, but of none elfe:
But every particular Lopce fhall difpofe of their own Chariry for poor Brethren,
according to their own By-Laws, until it be agreed by all the Looces (ix a new Recu-
Lation) to carry in the Cuarrry colleCted by them to the Granp-Lopce, at the
QuarTerLy or AnnuaL ComMmunication, in order to make a common Stock of it, for

the more handfome Relief -of Poor BRETHREN.

They fhall alfo appoint a T REASURER, a Brother of good worldly Subftance, who
fhall be a Member of the Granp-Lobce by virtue of his Office, and fhall be always
prefent, and have Power to move to the VGRAND-LODGE any thing, efpecially what concerns
his Office. To him fhall be committed all Money rai’d for Cuarrry, or for any other
Ufe of the Granp-Lopce, which he fhall write down in a Book, with the refpective
Ends and Ufes for which the feveral Sums are: intended; and fhall expend or disburfe
the fame by fuch a cerrain Orper fign’d, as the Granp-Lobge fhall afterwards agree to
in a new Recurarion: But he fhall not vote in chufing a Granp-MasTer or WaRDENs,
though in every other Tranfation. As in like manner the Secrerary fhall be a Member

of the
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of the Granp-Looge by wirtue of his Office, and vote in every thing except in chufing

a GRAND-MasTER or WARDENS.

The TReEasuRER and SE.CRETARY fhall have each a Crerk, who muft be a Brother and
FeLrow-Crarr, but never muft be a Member of the Granp-Lobce, nor fpeak without

being allow’d or defir'd.

The Granp-Master, or his Derury, fhall always command the Treasurer and SecreTary,
with their CrLerks and Books, in order to fee how Matters go on, and to know what is

expedient to be done upon any emergent Occafion.

Another Brother (who muft be a FrrLow-Crarr) fhould be appointed to look after the

Door of the Granp-Lopge; but fhall be no Member of it.

But thefe Offices may be farther explin’d by a ~ew Recurartion, when the Neceflity

and Expediency of them may more appear than at prefent to the FraTerwrry.

« XIV. If at any Granp-LopcEe, ftated or occafional, quarterly or annual, the
Grand-Master and his Dervry fhould be both abfent, then the prefent Master “of a
Lobge, that has been the longeft a Free-Masow, fhall take the Chair, and prefide as
GRranp-Master Pro TEMPoRE; and fhall be vefted with all his Power and Honour for
the time; provided there is no Brother prefent that has been Granp-Master formerly,
or Depury Granp-Master ; for the laft Granp-Master prefent, or clfe the laft Depury
prefent, fhould always of right take place in the Abfence of the prefent Granp-MasTer

and his Depury.

XV. In the GRaAND-LoDGE none can a&t as Warpens but the Granp-WarbEens
themfelves, if prefent; and if abfent, the GRranp-Master, or the Perfon who prefides in
his Place, fhall order privaTe WarDENs to a&t as Granp-WARDENS PRO TEMPORE, whofe
Places are to be fupply’d by two Ferrow-Crarr of the fame Lobge, calld forth to adt,
or fent thither by the particular Master thereof; or if by him omitted, then they

fhall be cal’d by the Granp-Master, that fo the Granp-Lobe may be always compleat.

XVI The Granp-WARDENS, or any others, are firft to advife with the Deeury

about the Affairs of the Lope or of the Brethren, and not to apply to the Granp-
MasTER
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Master without the Knowledge of the Derury, unles he refufe his Concurrence in any
certain neceffary Affair; in which Cafe, or in cale ‘of any Difference between the
Drerury and the Granp-Warpens, or other Brethren, both Parties are to go by Concert
to the Granp-Master, who can eafily decide the Controverfy and make up the Differ-

ence by virtue of his great Authority.

The Granp-Master fhould receive no Intimation of Bafinefs concerning Masonry, but
from his Derury firft, except in fuch certain Cafes as his Worfhip can well judge of;
for ifi the Application to the Granp-Master be irregular, he can eafily order the Grawnp-
Warpens, or any other Brethren thus applying, to wait upon his Derury, who is to

preparc the Bufinefs {peedily, and to lay it orderly before his Worsuir.

XVII. No ®ranh~ﬁ'[a5ter, Drerury Grand-Mafter, Granp-Warpens, TREASURER,
SecrRETARY, or whoever alts for them, or in their ftead PrRo TEMPORE, can at the fame
time be the Master or Warpen of a particular Lopge; but as foon as any of them
has honourably difcharg’d his Granxp Orrice, he returns to that Poft or Station in his

particular Lobce, from which he was call’d to officiate above.

XVIIL. If the Depury GranD-MastTeErR be fick, or neceffarily abfent, the
Granp-MasTer may chufe any Fetrow-Crarr he pleafes to be his Depury PRO TEMPORE:
But he that is chofen Drpury at the Granp-Lobce, and the Granp-WARDENs too, can-
not be difcharg’d without the Caufe fairly appear to the Majority of the Granp-
Lopce; and the %ranbd‘ﬂastcr, if he is unecafy, may call a Granp-LobpGE on
purpofe to lay the Caufe before them, and to have the'r Advice and Concurrence: In
which cafe, the MajoriTy of the Granp-Lopce, if they cannot reconcile the Master
and his Depury or his Warpens, are to concur in allowing the Master o difcharge
his faid Deeury or his faid WarpExs, and to chufe another Depury immediately ; and
the faid Granp-Lobce fhall chufe other Warbens in that Cafe, that Harmony and Peace
may be preferv’d.

XIX. If the ®rand~fMaster fhould abufe his Power, and render himfelf unworthy
of the Obedience and Subje@tion of the Lopces, he fhall be treated in a way and

manner to be agreed upon in a New RecuraTion ; becaufe hitherto the ancient FrRaTERNITY

t have
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have had no occafion for it, their former Granbp-MasTERs having all behaved them-

felves worthy of that honourable Office.

XX. The Granp-Master, with his Depury and Waroens, fhall (at leaft once) go

round and vifit all the Lobces about Town during his MasTERsHIP.

XXL If the Orand-fHlaster die during his MasTersuip, or by Sicknefs, or by
being beyond Sea, or any other way fhould be renderd uncapable of difcharging his
Office, the DerpuTy, or in his Abfence, the Sentor GraND-WaARDEN, or in his
Abfence the Junior, or in his Abfence any three prefent Masters of Lobces, fhall join
to congregate the GrRanp-LopcE immediately, to advife together upon that Emergency,
and to fend two of their Number to invite the rast GRAND-MASTER to refume
his Office, which now in courfe reverts to him; or if he refufe, then the NExT wasT,
and fo backward: But if no former Granp-Master can be found, then the Depury
fhall a& as Principar, until another is chofen; or if there be no Dsrpury, then the

oldeft MasTer.

XXII. The Brctbrm of all the Lopces in and about Lonpon and WEeSTMINSTER,
fhall meet at an Axnvar ComMMmunicaTioN and Feast, in fome convenient Place,
on St. Joun Baerists Day, or elfe on St. Joun Evanceuists Day, as the Granp-
Lobge fhall think fit by a ~ew Recurarion, having of late Years met on Sr. ]om\;

BarrisT’s Day: Provided,

The Majority of the Masters and Warpens, with the Granp-Master, his Depury
and Warpens, agree at their QuarTERLY COMMUNICATION, three Months before, that there
fhall be a Feast, and a GeneralL CoOMMUNICATION of'all the Brethren: For if either
the GRranD-Master, or: the MajoriTy of the particular Masters, are againft it it muft

be dropt for that Time.

But whether there fhall be a Frast for all the BreTHREN, or not, yet the Grand
ﬁﬁbgl’. muft meet in fome convenient Place annuvarLy on St. Jouwn’s Day; or if it
be Sunpay, then on the next Day, in order to chufe every Year a ~NEw GranbD-

MastERr, Drerury, and WarDENs,
I XXIII.
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XXIII. If it be thought expedient, and the GraND-MasTER, with the MajoriTy

-

of the Masters and Warpens, agree to hold 2 GrRanp FeasT, according to the
ancient laudable Cuftom of MAsoi:s, then the ®ranh~111arbms fhall have the care of
preparing the Tickers, feal’d with the Granp-Master’s Seal, of difpofing of the Tickets,
of recciving the Money for the Tickets, of buying the Materials of the Feast, of finding
out a proper and convenient Place to fealt in; and of every other thing that concerns

the Entertainment.

But that the Work may not be too burthenfome to the two Granp-Warpens, and
that all Matters may be expeditioufly and fafely managed, the Granp-MasTer, or his
Deputy, fhall have power to nominate and appoint a certain Nurr.lber of Stewards, as
his Worsaip fhall think fit, to a&t in concert with the two Granp-WarpEns; all things
relating to the Feaft being decided amongft them by a Majority of Voices; except the

Granp-Master or his Depury interpofe by a particular Direétion or Appointment.

XXIV. The Warpens and Stewatds fhall, in due time, wait upon the Granbp-
Master, or his Depury, for Direétions and Orders about the Premiffes; but if his
Worshtr and his Depury are fick, or neccffarily abfent, they fhall call together the
Masters and Warpens of Lopces to meet on purpofe for their Advice and Ordcrs.; or

elfe they may take the Matter wholly upon themfelves, and do the beft they can.

The Granp-Warpens and the Stewarps arc to account for all the Money they reccive,
or expend, to the Granp-Lopge, after Dinner, or when the Graxp-Lobce fhall think fit

to receive their Accounts.

If the Grand-Master pleafes, he may in due time fummon all the Masters and
"Warpens of Lopges to confult with them about ordering the Granp-Feast, and about
any Emergency or accidental thing relating thereunto, that may require Advice; or elfe

to take it upon himfelf altogether.

XXV. The Masters of Lobges fhall each appoint one experienc’d and difcrect Ferrow-
Crarr of his Lobge, to compofe a ComMmiTTEE, confifting of one from every Lobcg,
who fhall meet to receive, in a convenient Apartment, every Perfon that brings a Ticket,

and
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and fhall have Power to difcourfe him, if they think fit, in order to admit him, or
debar him, as they fhall fee caufe: Provibep they fend no Man away before they have
acquainted all the Brethren within Doors with the Reafons thereof, to avoid Miftakes ;
that fo no true Brother may be debarr’d, nor a falfc Brother, or mere Pretender,
admitted. This Commrrree muft meet very early on St. Joun’s Day at the Place, even

before any Perfons come with Tickets,

XXVI. The Granp-MasTer fhall appoint two or more trustp Bl’tﬂ]l‘ﬂl to
be Porters, or Door-keepers, who are alfo to be carly at the Place, for fome good

Reafons; and who are to be at the Command of the ComMITTEE.

XXVII. The Granp-Warpens, or the Stewarps, fhall appoint beforehand fuch a
Number of Brethren to ferve at Table as they think fit and proper for that Work;
and they may advife with the Masters and Warpens of Lobces about the moft proper
Perfons, if they pleafe, or may take in fuch by their Recommendation; for none are to
ferve that Day, but rrRee and accepTep Masons, that the Communication may be free

and harmonious.

XXVIIL. All the Members of the Granp-Lovce muft _be at the Place long before
Dinner, with the Granp-Master, or his Depury, at their Head, who fhall retire, and

form themfelves. And this is done in order,

1. To reccive any AppeaLs duly lodg’d, as above regulated, that the APPELLANT may
be heard, and the Affair may be amicably decided before Dinner, if p.o{ﬁble; but if it
cannot, it muft be delay’d till after the NEw Granp-Mastir is eleCted; and if it can-
not be decided after Dinner, it may be delay’d, and referr’d to a rarTicuLAR CoMMITTEE,
that fhall quietly adjuft it, and make Report to the next QuarTErRLY COMMUNICATION,

that Brotherly-Love may be preferv’d,

2. To prevent any Difference or Difguft which may be feared to arife that Day;

that no Interruption may be given to the Harmony and Pleafure of the Grasp FEeasT.

3. To confult about whatever concerns the Decency and Decorum of the Granp-

B2 ASSEMBLY,

»



AssemerLy, and to prevent all Indecency and ill Manners, the Affembly being promif-

cuous.

4. To reccive and confider of any good Motion, or any momentous and important
Affair, that fhall be brought from the particular. Lopces, by their Reprefentatives, the

feveral Masters and WaRrDENSs.

XXIX. After thefe things are difcufs'd, the Grand-IHaster and his Derury, the
Granp-WaRDENs, or the STewarps, the Secrerary, the Treasurer, the Crerks, and every
other Perfon, fhall withdraw, and leave the Masters and Warpens of the particular
Lobges alone, in order to confult amicably about clefting a New Granp-MastTer, or con-
tinuing the present, if they have not done it the Day before; and if they are unanimous
for continuing the preseNt Grand-Mafter, his Worsaip fhall be cal’d in, and humbly
defird to do the FraterniTy the Honour of ruling them for the Year enfuing: And
after Dinner it will be known whether he accepts of it or not: For it fhould not be

difcover’d but by the Eleion itfelf.

XXX. Then the Masters and Warpens, and all the Brethren, may converfe promif-
cuoufly, or as they pleafe to fort together, until the Dinner is coming in, when every

Brother takes his Seat at TasLE.

XXXI. Some time after Dinner the Granp-LobpcEe is form’d, not in Retirement,
but in the Prefence of all the Brethren, who yet are not Members of it, and muft not

therefore fpeak until they are defir’d and allow’d.

X.XXII\. If the Grand-fHaster of laft Year has confented with the Master and
Warpens in private, before Dinner, to continue for the Year enfuing; then onE of the
Granp-Lopce, deputed for that purpofe, SHALL REPRESENT TO ALL THE DBRETHREN HIS
WoRrsu1P’s Goop GovernMENT, &c. And turning to him, fhall, in the Name of the
Granp-Lopce, humbly requeft him to do the FraTerniTY THE cREAT Honour (if
nobly born, if not) THE crear Kinpness of continuing to be their Granp-Master for
the Year enfuing. And his Worsair declaring his Confent by a Bow or a Speech, as
he pleafés, the faid perutep MemBER of the Granp-Lopoce fhall proclaim  him
@ranh-ﬁlastrr, and all the Members of the Lobce fhall falute him in due Form.

il And
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And all the Brethren fhall for a few Minutes have leave to declare their SatiffaQtion,

Pleafure, and Congratulation. i

XXXIIL. But if either the Master and Warpens have not in' private, this Day
before Dinner, nor the Day before, defir’d the. Last Grand~Master to continue in

the Mastersuip another Year; or if he, when defird, has not confented: Then,

The rast GRanND-MasTEeR fhall nominate his Succeflfor for the Year enfuing, who,
if unanimoufly approv’d by the Granp-Looge, and if there prefent, fhall be proclaim’d,
faluted, and congratulated the new Grand~flaster as above hinted, and immediately
inftall’d by the rast Granp-Master, according to Ufage.

XXXIV. But if that Nomination is not unanimoufly approv’d, the ~ew Granp-MasTir
fhall be chofen immediately by Barror, every Master and WaRpeEN writing his Man’s
Name, and the rast Granp-Master writing his Man’s Name too; and the Man, whofe
Name the vrast Granp-Master fhall firft take out, cafually or by chance, fhall be
GraND-MasTer for the Year enfuing; and if prefent, he fhall be proclaim’d, faluted,
and congratulated, as above bhinted, and forthwith inftal’ld by the rast GRranp-MasTer,

according to Ufage.

XXXV. The rast Granp-MasTeRrR thus continued, or the NEW GRraND-
MasTeER thus inftal’d, fhall next nominate and appoint his Depury Grand-Matter,
either the laft or a new onec, who fhall be alfo declar’d, faluted and congratulated as

above hinted.

The Grand-flaster all alo nominate the new Granp-Warpens, and if
unanimoufly approv’d by the Granp-Lopoce, fhall be declar’d, faluted, and congratulated,
as above hinted; but if not, they fhall be chofen by Barror, in the fame way as the
GranD-MasTer : As the Warpens of private Lobges are alfo to be chofen by Barror

in each Lopce, if the Members thereof do not agree to their Master’s Nomination.

XXXVI. But if the BRoTHER, whom the prefent Granp-Master fhall nominate for

his Successor, or whom the Majority of the Granp-Looce fhall happen to chufe by
Ballot,
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Ballot, is, by Sicknefs or other neceffary Occafion, abfent from the Granxp-Feast, he
cannot be proclaim’d the in_w GraND-MaAsTER, unlefs the otp Granp-MasTer, or
fome of the Masters and Warpens of the ®rantb~£ohge can vouch, upon the Honour
of a BroTaer, that the faid Perfon, fo nominated or chofen, will readily accept of the
faid Office; in which cafe the oo Grand~fHaster hall' a& as Proxy, and fhall
nominate the Depury and Warpens in his Name, and in his Name alfo receive the

XXXVIL. Then the @rand-ftlaster thall allow any Brother, .FELLOW-CRAFI‘, or
AperenTiCE to f{peak, direting his Difcourfe to his Worsaip; or to make any Motion
for the good of the Fraternity, which fhall be either immediately confider'd and finifh’d,
or elfe referr’'d to the Confideration of the Granp-Lopge at their next CoMMUNICATION,

ftated or occafional. When that is over,

XXXVIII. The Granp-MasTeErR or his Deeury, or fome Brother appointed by
him, fhall harangue all the Brethren, and give them good Advice: And laftly, after fome
other Tranfaltions, that cannot be written in any Language, thc Brethren may go away

or ftay longer, as they pleafe.

XXXIX. Every AnnuaL GranD-Lopce has an inherent Power and Authority to
make New REecuraTions, or to alter thefe, for the real Benefit of this ancient Fra-
TERNITY : Provided always that THE otp L AND-MARKS BE CAREFULLY PRESERV'D, and
that fuch Alterations and ~ew REecuraTions be propofed and agreed to at the third
QuarTerLy ComMmunicaTion preceding the ANNuaL Granp  Feast; and that they be
offered alfo to the Perufal of all the Brethren before Dinner, in writing, even of the
youngeft ApprenTice; the Approbation and Confent of the Majoriry of all the Brethren
prefent being abfolutely neceflary to make the fame binding and obligatory ; which muft,
after Dinner, and after the ~ew Granp-Master is inftal’d, be folemnly defird; as it
was defid and obtain’d for thefe ReEcuLaTions, when proposd by the GRraAND-

LopcGEe, to about 150 Brethren, on Sr. Joun BaprisTs Day, 1721.

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POSTSCRIPT.

Here follows the Manner of conflituting a Nrw
fo0ge, as pra&is’d by his Grace the DukEe of
W AR TON, the prefent Ricar Worsarerur Grand-
Mlaster, according to the ancient Ufages of Masons.

A N'ew ﬁﬂhgl‘, for avoidir;g many Irregularities, fhould be folemnly conftituted by

the Granp-Master, with his Drpury and Warpens; or in the Granp-MasTer’s
Abfence, the Drpury fhall a& for his Worsnip, and fhall chufe fome Master of a LobGE
to afit him; or in cafe the Depury is abfent, the Granp-Master fhall call forth fome

Master of a LobGe to aét as DEepury PRO TEMPORE.

The Canpipates, or the new Mafter and Wardens, being yet among the Frrrow-
CraFr, the Granp-MasTER fhall ask his Derury if he has examin’d them, and finds
the Candidate Master well skil’d in the w~oBLe Science and the Rrovar Art, and duly

inftru@ted in our MrysTErIES, &C.

And the Drpury anfwering in the affirmative, he fhall (by the Granp-Master’s Order)
take the CanpipaTe from among his Fellows, and prefent him to the GRranp-Master ;
faying, Ricur worsHIPFUL GRAND-MASTER, THE BRETHREN HERE DESIRE TO BE FORM'D
INTo A new Lodge; anp I PREsent TH1s My worTHY Brother To BE THEIR Mafter, wHom
I kNow To BE OF Goop MORALS AND GREAT SKILL, TRUE AND TRUSTY, AND A LoOVER oF

THE WHOLE Fraternity, WHERESOEVER DISPERSD OVER THE FACE oF THE QE(II’”).

Then the GrRanDd-MasTER, placing the CanpipaTe on his left Hand, having ask’d
and obtain’d the unanimous Confent of all the Brethren, fhall fay; I cownstiruTe anp
FORM THESE GOOD BRETHREN INTO A new Lodge, anp appoINT You THE Mafter oF 17,
NOT DOUBTING OF Your Capacity anp Care To PREsERVE THE Cement oF THE Lopce,
&c. with fome other Expreflions that are proper and ufual on that Occafion, but not

proper to be written.

Upon this the Depury fhall rchearfe the Crarces of a Master, and the GRAND-
MasTer fhall ask the Canpiate, faying, Do vou suBmiT To THEse Charges, as Maﬁcrs.
HAVE DONE IN ALL Aces? And the Canpipare fignifying his cordial Submiffion thereunto,
the @rand~laster fhall, by certain fignificant Ceremonies and ancient Ufages, inftall
him, and prefent him with the Constirurions, the Lopce-Book, and the InsTRUMENTS
of his Office, not all together, but onc after another; and after each of them, the
GRranp-Master, or his Depury, fhall rehearfe the fhort and pithy CHarce that is fuitable

to the thing prefented.

After this, the Members of this new Lobce, bowing all together to the Granp-MasTer,
fhall return his Worsuip Thanks, and immediately do their Homace to their new MasTER,
and fignify their Promife of Subjeftion and Obedience to him by the ufual ConcraTu-

LATION.

The Derury and the Granp-Warpens, and any other Brethren prefent, that are not
Members of this new Lopce, fhall next congratulate the New Master; and he fhall
return his becoming Acknowledgments to the GrRanNp-MasTer firft, apd to the reft
