Honeybees, ants, and dragonflies! 
Find out what the buzz is all about. 

With the help of this book, you can begin 

creating your own fun bugs. Make a monarch 

butterfly. Or draw a praying mantis. Soon you’ll 

know how to make many different insects.

Follow these steps to create each insect. Each drawing begins 
with a basic form. The form is made up of a line and a shape or 
two. These lines and shapes will help you make your drawing 
the correct size.

Be creative. Use your imagination. Read about 
Madagascar hissing cockroaches, grasshoppers, 
and Goliath beetles. Then follow the steps to sketch 
your own amazing insects.  

Practice drawing different lines and shapes.  
All your drawings will start with these.

Use very light pencil lines when you are 
drawing.

Helpful tips and hints will offer you good 
ideas on making the most of your sketch.

Colors are exciting. Try to use a variety 
of shades. This will add value, or depth, 
to your finished drawings.

Keep practicing, and have fun!
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Add two short lines and a longer line. Beside this, add another set of 
short lines. Connect them with a notched line. Add a long U shape.2

 
These shiny brown insects can make a big fuss. 
When male Madagascar hissing cockroaches fight, they often 

hiss loudly at each other. The battling bugs also use their 

large horns during combat to knock each other around. Only 

the males have horns. These cockroaches find food on the 

forest floors of Madagascar, an island east of Africa. The bugs 

eat plant materials and fruit. Female Madagascar hissing 

cockroaches carry their young in an egg case inside their 

bodies until the offspring are big enough to be born alive.

The ever-busy ant is a tough bug. These insects 

have a segmented body and hard exoskeleton. This acts like a 

shell for the ant, keeping its insides safe. Ants live in colonies 

with many other ants. Within a colony, ants are divided into 

three classes, or levels: workers, queens, and males. Every ant 

has a job in its colony! Workers feed and protect the queen 

and her larvae, or offspring. The queen is in charge of the 

colony. Male ants mate with queens to produce the colony’s 

eggs. Depending on their species, queens can live from a few 

years to more than forty years.

Goliath beetles are friends to the planet. These African 

insects feed on ripe fruits and decaying plant matter, helping 

to keep Earth clean. Goliath beetles are also striking for their 

size. These bugs get big! A Goliath beetle can reach 5 inches 

(13 centimeters) in length and weigh 3.5 ounces (100 grams). 

Ridges on the front legs help these beetles climb trees and 

dig into the soil. Goliath beetles have hard exoskeletons, 

oval-shaped bodies, and antennae on their heads. Look for 

interesting markings on their bodies!

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The grasshopper gets its name from its jumping 
skills. This strong-legged creature can hop high and far. A 

grasshopper can also fly short distances, thanks to a pair 

of wings. These insects are quite large. Some species can be 

as long as 5 inches (13 cm). Grasshoppers are also known 

to cause trouble in fields. Some types will damage crops 

by eating large amounts of the plants. You may have seen 

green or brown grasshoppers, but the bugs can be different 

colors too, including yellow or red.

These hardworking insects live 

together in beehives. Inside a beehive are wax honeycombs, 

which are made by worker bees. Similar to ants, honeybee 

colonies also have workers, males, and queens. Worker 

honeybees collect food for the queen and build the wax 

honeycombs. Male honeybees are called drones. Their job  

is to mate with the colony’s queen to produce eggs. The 

queen bee lays eggs. The worker bees will do a sort of dance 

to tell other bees where to find food. They collect this food 

in their honeycombs.

What is that delicate bug fluttering by? It might 

be a Monarch butterfly. These insects are famous for their 

long flights. Each winter, groups of monarchs will migrate 

(move from one area to another) from the northern United 

States to Mexico and Southern California. Some of the 

butterflies travel nearly 2,000 miles (3,219 kilometers). The 

colorful black, orange, and white wings of the monarch warn 

predators to stay away. These butterflies taste bad. In fact, 

they’re poisonous. Monarch butterflies usually live for six to 

eight months–a short life for such long flights!

You can find dragonflies by lakes, rivers, streams, 
and other freshwater. These helpful insects feed on 

pesky bugs such as gnats and mosquitoes. A dragonfly has 

two pairs of wings, which help it fly faster than most other 

insects. Its legs are designed for grabbing and carrying 

prey. When the dragonfly flies, it holds its legs in a rounded 

position. Dragonflies lay their eggs near the water. After 

dragonfly nymphs, or babies, hatch from their eggs, they 

move into the water. The nymphs live in the water until they 

grow wings.

The praying mantis isn’t picky about its food. 
These insects are carnivores, or meateaters. Their prey 

includes flies, grasshoppers, moths, crickets, and even other 

praying mantises. The praying mantis uses its long legs 

to grab food. Spikes on the mantis’s legs keep prey from 

escaping. The praying mantis is shaped like a twig and often 

brown or green in color. These features help the bug blend 

in with leafy surroundings. Large eyes on its triangle-shaped 

head give the insect sharp eyesight. A praying mantis can 

see motion 60 feet (18 meters) away.
