Those of you who have readThe i'lnuc Prince may remember how King Lazar of Ascencion came into
power with an excellent navy already under his command! .

Another aspect of extrapolating this plot from historical facts was that Napoleon's life was constantly
being threatened. M y research revealed he even employed body doubles in order to confuse those who
wanted him dead. The threat of assassi nation was an annoying problem for him, but it was the Greatli
onspiracy that made him really angry. A lone gunman here ami there was one matter, but this handful of
would-be assas sins he discovered, had been sponsored financially by the British government. Napoleon
was so outraged, he vowed to invadeEngland and bring it to its knees. However, his lack of a strong fleet
continued to pose a problem.
