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	INTRODUCTION: LIBERALS AND THE WOMAN WHO HATES THEM

	 

	 

	Uttering lines that send liberals into paroxysms of rage, otherwise known as "citing facts," is the spice of life. When I see the hot spittle flying from their mouths and the veins bulging and pulsing above their eyes, well, that's when I feel truly alive. This happens, I dearly hope, once a week when my column is released. But the public gnashing of teeth that I incite occurs approximately every six to eight months, which is rather peculiar, since I believe I annoy liberals much more often than that.

	Liberals' response to unbridled right-wing speech makes the Muslims look laid back. Reacting with stupefied indignation whenever someone disagrees with them - especially in a way that makes people point and laugh at liberals - they seem to be in a constant state of outrage. Liberals, and the conservatives who fear them, have a look of perpetual outrage, kind of the way Nancy Pelosi has a look of perpetual surprise.

	About twice a year for nearly a decade, I have upset the little darlings with some public statement, and yet they manage If Democrats Had Any Brains, They'd Be Republicans to summon fresh outrage for each new offense. Each time they think I can't "sink any lower" - I proceed to do so! And by the way, if they're going to keep using the tired formulation "This time, she's gone too far!" - can I get an admission that the last sixteen times were, therefore, not "too far"?

	I'm almost at the point that I could put together an entire speech containing only lines that make liberals cry. It would be a rather disjointed speech, involving references to Muslims, Katie Couric, Bill Clinton, Max Cleland, Muslims again, Norman Mineta, Justice Stevens, the Jersey Girls, more on the Muslims, Jack Murtha, John Edwards, still more on the Muslims, and Lincoln Chafee - among many others.

	To compensate for all the Republicans who go supine at the sound of liberal squalling, I would include a short section in my speech on Strom Thurmond's contributions to America. I'd fire some of Bush's U.S. attorneys. I'd have a few jokes about Abu Ghraib - which I think I'm entitled to. I suffered more just listening to the endless repetition of those Abu Ghraib stories than the actual inmates ever did. Then I would wrap it up by laughingly referring to a liberal in the audience as a "macaca."

	Of course, if I start going around making disjointed speeches that make liberals cry, Barack Obama might accuse me of stealing his act.

	Liberal hysteria about conservative speech always follows the same pattern; I call it "The Five Stages of Conservative Enlightenment." There are public denunciations, demands for apologies, letter-writing campaigns, attacks on the sources of your income, and calls for censorship. There will be lots of wailing, but no facts refuting the point behind your hysteria-inducing statement. Liberals prefer denouncing people with idioms -  over the top, gone too far, crossed the line, beyond the pale - not substance. Whose line? Whose pale? 	But it turns out that Americans often disagree with liberals. And they seem not to like bullies. Or, for that matter, crybabies. Interestingly, these often seem to be the same people. When liberal censors are unable to persuade Americans not to support you and fail at their attempts to cut off your sources of income, they will accuse you of doing what you do "for the money." Every time Larry King interviews a guest denouncing me as a moneygrubbing demagogue, he pockets about $28,000.

	For one or another remark, I've been denounced by Senator Hillary Clinton, Senator John Kerry, Senator Tom Daschle, Senator Dick Durbin, Senator Jack Reed, Senator Dianne Feinstein, Senator Frank Lautenberg, more than fifty Democratic House members, and Republicans like Governor George Pataki, as well as a slew of sissy Republican presidential candidates. Oh also, of course John Edwards for a joke about John Edwards.

	In the midst of the hysteria over my having "gone too far," it will be announced that the target of my cruel joke has emerged triumphant, whereas I have finally been vanquished. And then you will never hear from my human punch line again, but I will return to utter another allegedly career-ending statement another day. Don't believe me? Okay, how many times have you seen me on TV this week? How many times have you seen Max Cleland or Kristen Breitweiser on TV this week? I rest my case.

	As if it's never been done before, conservatives will be produced to denounce me. In 1998, I wrote High Crimes and Misdemeanors, the first of my five New York Times bestsellers. National Review promptly gave it a rotten review, prissily recommending that Clinton critics like me would "do well to examine their own sense of public decency." 	We got the president safely impeached, though sadly not removed from office. I had written a bestselling book to help move that process along, but I was still waiting - and continue waiting to this day - for my check from Richard Mellon Scaife so that newspaper columnists like Gene Lyons who called me a "Scaife-funded blonde" wouldn't be liars.

	Before the publication of my second book - and number one New York Times bestseller - in June 2002, it was widely proclaimed that my career was over. Finished. Kaput.

	And with every statement that brought my career to a crashing halt, I continued to write bestsellers. (Thank you, readers!) My career has been "finished" so many times, I've practically made a career out of ending my career. I don't know how else to get this message across to right-wingers: Liberals aren't that scary anymore! Please stop apologizing. The current generation of Republicans seems to be stuck in 1973, living in abject terror of a cruel swipe from the moribund mainstream media and hoping to win recognition as a "thoughtful" conservative. If Adolf Hitler were discovered alive an-d well and living in the Amazon somewhere, a Republican consultant would advise him to denounce me. Liberals would say, "Okay, he's not so bad. Sure, he's responsible for the deaths of millions of people, but he's right about Ann Coulter." The mainstream media would try to help him - maybe portray him as a victim. Except that no one's watching their TV shows anymore.

	Perhaps there are Young Republicans who can learn. So let me stress this point: You don't want to be a member of their club. We are in a tooth-and-claw battle for our nation. I wonder whether there's some sort of ulterior motive at work .. .

	Then there are what we in the writing business call "jokes." If you've ever wondered whether the Democrats have become a bunch of women, consider that they have now formally adopted the feminists' motto: "That's not funny!" These are mostly from various speeches and interviews:

	I was going to have a few comments on the other Democratic presidential candidate, John Edwards, but it turns out you have to go into rehab if you use the word "faggot."

	 

	LIBERALS IN UNISON: Waaa! Waaaaa!

	Liberal bloggers were especially angry about that Edwards crack. I think the denunciation that hurt the most was from rmALittleGirllnAPinkPartyDress.com.

	How many times can they denounce me? It kind of loses its impact after a while. At some point, you don't even notice liberals yelling at you anymore, sort of like the background noise in a city. The important point to observe, young right-wingers, is how easy it is to attack these people.

	Apparently liberals haven't noticed, but Christians think it's macho to be attacked. It's always the same people who characterize puncturing a baby's skull and sucking the brains out a "constitutional right" who rise in self-righteous moral condemnation over some harmless little joke I've told. I'm a rotten sinner (along with the rest of you), but if anything I've ever said in my public commentary constitutes a sin, then Jay Leno is spending eternity with Judas Iscariot for the Dan Quayle jokes alone.

	But now the thrill is gone. The liberal lynch mobs and conservative collaborators are beginning to bore me. Even Emmanuel Goldstein in Orwell's 1984 had to put up with only two minutes' hate per day. With me, it's becoming nonstop.

	Moreover, I don't mean to be critical, but I think liberals have missed some of my zestier quotes, which is why we've decided to compile this volume.

	This is your lucky day, liberals! Here's a handy compilation of my most outrageous statements in an easy-to-use format. Call it Letters from Beyond the Pale. Call it The Portable Hate-Monger. Whatever. Just carry it with you wherever you go. I wouldn't want to be misquoted at your next Workers Progressive Resistance rally.

	I feel like C. Auguste Dupin in Edgar Allan Poe's "The Purloined Letter." With their maddening mentality of obsessing over details, the detectives search for a letter by dividing the suspect's office into a Cartesian graph and examining every crevice. It never occurs to them to look on the desk for the letter.

	Similarly, I've got plenty of insults for liberals right in front of their faces. They don't need to pore through my books or tape my every speech. I try to provide grounds for a new out-

	rage right on the covers of my books and in my column each week. Because let's be honest: Between charging up the electric car and trying to find Air America on the radio, liberals don't really have all that much time left for monitoring Ann Coulter.

	As I read through these quotes, a few observations occur to me. First, my most frequent quote does not appear at all. That is: "May I please finish my thought, Alan?"

	Also, I noticed that I attack New York, the New York Times, and Harvard a lot. People often ask me why I attack the New York Times when this or that newspaper is worse, so I would just like to make clear that, despite my attacks on these elite liberal institutions, they aren't half as bad as any liberal living in the red states.

	I attack the New York Times because it is the most articulate expression of loony liberal thought in America today. Also, except for about half of it, it's a terrific paper. As the Treason Times's most loyal reader, I have long wanted to cut an ad for them saying, "As long as you skip the editorial page, the op-ed page, any articles on the front page, and anything with these three words, 'By Frank Rich' - the New York Times is America's greatest newspaper!"

	All liberals are the enemy, but liberals outside of New York are the loser enemy. The whole point of being a liberal is to live in New York. Liberals consider it nirvana to live in Manhattan, so any liberals not living in New York are obviously too stupid to get jobs there. Even in New York, the worst liberals are the ones who can't afford to live in New York, but have stumbled into rent-controlled apartments.

	Duke lacrosse prosecutor Mike Nifong does not live in New York. Tom DeLay prosecutor Ronnie Earle does not live in New York. Ward Churchill does not teach at Harvard. What kind of monster could be a liberal in a fabulous state like Colorado - much less North Carolina or Texas? Answer: the biggest losers on the planet.

	There is nothing more sublime than being with red-staters in red states, or as I call it, "visiting America." But these feckless losers want nothing of it. They want to be with Courtney Love.

	Most newspapers in the red states - even nice states like Mississippi - are run by loser liberals who rub their foreskin while reading the New York Times. The various Times wannabes around the country have adopted the Times's politics, but don't have the native intelligence to pull it off, so they end up sounding more like Cindy Sheehan than a newspaper written by adults.

When I attack, I want to target those with power or influence. This is why, for example, you will not see Keith Olbermann mentioned in this book.

	I mention this not only to explain the prominent coverage I give to the New York Times but also because I've noticed that loser liberals seem to think they can acquire the savoir faire of Manhattan by adopting the worst aspect of the city - its liberalism. The second-worst aspect of New York City is the traffic,

	but that doesn't mean you're a cool person if you idle your car in a parking lot in Des Moines for three hours a day.

	Remember, Loser Liberals: New York City had Republican mayors from 1993 to 2007. Oh and by the way, in the 2004 election, zip code 10021, Manhattan's Upper East Side, gave more money to Bush than any other zip code in the country.

The New York Times reported on August 25, 2006, that there was "a body of evidence" supporting Nifong's decision to indict. But with the alternative media out there reporting the truth, even smart liberals couldn't carry this hayseed

	Nifong forever. A year later, liberal deity B. Hussein Obama was calling for a federal investigation into Loser Liberal Nifong.

	I make fun of Harvard for the same reason that I attack the New York Times: It is an important institution. By contrast, Professor Frank Kauffman of Missouri State University is just a run-of-the-mill jackass.

	No professor at Harvard would assign his students the project of writing to the state legislature to demand passage of a bill allowing gay adoption. That is simply a fact. And yet that's exactly what Professor Kauffman of MSU did, providing his students with a draft letter in support of gay adoption for them to copy and then sign and mail to the Missouri legislature. When one student, Emily Brooker, refused to do so, Professor Kauffman filed a grievance against her.

	Second- and third-rate colleges in America are now run like Soviet committees after the revolution. Everything that ruined education in America began in the sixties, when liberals replaced something that worked with something that sounded good. As if they were the only people who ever thought of it, half-bright professors at colleges where it was easy to get a job changed the job description of professor from "teaching the basics" to "taking a more activist role in changing society."

	Curiously, changing society takes a lot less effort than teaching. / don't see why teaching should be about me going to work. I think the role of a college professor should be about having hot coeds come to my apartment to watch movies. We don't have to write about the movies - we can sleep together and talk about movies after we're done.

	It is striking to someone who gives a lot of college speeches that the two categories of schools where even liberal students behave with civility are: Southern schools and the Ivy League schools and their equivalent. At Harvard, liberals ask questions; at the University of Arizona, they throw food. The third-tier colleges are churning out the loony-left base of the Democratic Party as the lowest-IQ students are ginned up into a feral rage by half-wits like Ward Churchill.

	There are lots of bright students at these colleges - they're usually members of the College Republicans - but the faculties have been taken over by the worst of the Worst Generation. College faculties at the third-tier schools are dominated by people with no knowledge to impart, but who thought they looked cool in a beret and decided to stay on at a college campus.

They don't need to pore through an entire homily on the dangers of fanaticism. Not only that, but they are perfectly happy with my calling Democrats names, with or without a larger point.

	In early 2007, when the media went on one of their defamation campaigns against me after my Edwards joke at CPAC, I was sorely tempted to interrupt my peace and solitude in order to scream from the rooftops, "I HAD TO USE THE WORD 'FAGGOT' BECAUSE THAT'S THE WORD ACTOR ISAIAH WASHINGTON WAS SENT TO REHAB FOR!" If Isaiah Washington had gone into rehab for using the word that rhymes with "basshole," I would have made the same joke about Al Gore. If he had gone into rehab for using the word "bitch," I would have used the same joke for Hilla - no, actually, I think that would have been Edwards again.

	But a casual review of reader postings on the Web demonstrated that absolutely no one missed the reference to the Washington story, which had been all over the news about one week earlier, so I went back to floating in the pool. In fact, as far as I could tell, the main point being made by normal Americans was: "Well, Edwards is kind of a faggot."

	Mass murderers apparently can't read, since they are constantly shooting up "gun-free zones." With no armed citizen to stop them - because law-abiding citizens are obeying the "Gun-Free Zone" signs - murderers are able to kill unabated, even pausing to reload their weapons, until they get bored and commit suicide or try to escape. Some only stop pulling the trigger when they develop carpal tunnel syndrome.

	Contrary to current faddish ideas, we can't identify, much less imprison, "potential" mass murderers. For most such killers, mass murder is their first serious crime. It's not against the law to be crazy - in some jurisdictions it actually makes you more viable as a candidate for public office. The best we can do is enact policies that will reduce the death toll when these acts of carnage occur, as they will in a free and open society of 300 million people, most of whom have cable TV.

	Only one policy has ever been shown to deter mass murder: concealed-carry laws. In a comprehensive study of all public, multiple-shooting incidents in America between 1977 and 1999, the estimable economists John Lott Jr. and William Landes found that concealed-carry laws were the only laws that had any beneficial effect on saving lives. And the effect was not insignificant. States that allowed citizens to carry concealed handguns reduced multiple-shooting attacks by 60 percent and reduced the death and injury from these attacks by nearly 80 percent.

	Among the mass murders at "gun-free zones" in the past decade are these:

	 

	*  In 2007, a deranged student killed thirty-two people at Virginia Tech - thirty of them in a very short period of time in a single building - before killing himself.

	*  At the Amish school shooting in 2006, the killer murdered five little girls and then committed suicide.

	*  At Columbine High School in 1999, two students killed twelve people before ending the carnage themselves by committing suicide.

	*  In 1998, two students in Craighead County, Arkansas, killed five people, including four little girls, before deciding to attempt an escape.

	*  In 1996 in Dunblane, Scotland, an adult shooter killed seventeen, then committed suicide. There was no one to stop him.

	 

	There was no one to stop any of them.

	Contrast these with the school shootings where, by sheer happenstance, a law-abiding citizen at the scene had a gun. The classic case is the shooting at a high school in Santee, California, in 2001. When a student began shooting his classmates, the school promptly activated its "safe-school plan," as the principal later told CNN. Unfortunately, the "safe-school plan" did not involve anyone at the school having a gun. Instead, the

	school sent in an unarmed "trained campus supervisor" to stop the killer. Stop it right now or I'll call a "trained campus supervisor"] The killer promptly shot the "trained campus supervisor." Fortunately, an armed San Diego policeman happened to be bringing his daughter to school that day. He stopped the killer -  with a gun - and held him at bay until more police could arrive.

	Two dead.

Soon the only two words we'll be allowed to use are: "I'm offended." ("Estoy offendido.")

	While most people think it would be a good idea for immigrants to a new country to learn the native language, this would be a disaster for the Democrats. They don't do well when the electorate understands what they're talking about. Ideally, the Democrats should run campaign advertising in another language, perhaps German. But short of that, their best hope is to have lots and lots of voters who don't speak English. Changing words quickly metastasizes into changing facts. The late liberal lawyer William Kunstler said, "It makes no difference anymore whether the attack on Tawana [Brawley] really happened. It doesn't disguise the fact that a lot of young black women are treated the way she said she was treated." Name one.

	The vast majority of people in the military voted for George Bush. And they are getting a little irritated with the liberal antiwar crowd bragging about their war records in order to mau-mau the rest of us. Ever since liberal veterans realized they could score at a Vanity Fair party, they have gotten a little too full of themselves. The list of liberal luminaries boasting of wartime service is getting out of control.

	According to a Military Times survey taken in September 2004, active-duty military personnel preferred President Bush to John Kerry by about 73 percent to 18 percent. Sixty percent describe themselves as Republican, and less than 10 percent call themselves Democrat (the same 10 percent that MSNBC

	has on its speed dial). Even among veterans, Republicans outnumber Democrats 46 percent to 22 percent.

	Jock sniffers for military veterans are very picky about which veterans they respect. When Clinton was their candidate, it was a dirty trick for anyone to mention the war record of the first George Bush or Bob Dole. Howard Dean was nearly the Democratic candidate for president in 2004. What would liberals have done then? Dean spent the Vietnam War skiing in Colorado.

	The media were not half as interested in Pat Tillman when he walked away from a million-dollar-a-year contract with the NFL's Arizona Cardinals to join the United States Army as when he died in Afghanistan. This is absurd. Any soldier in combat runs the risk of being hit by our own side's bullets.

	Unlike Max Cleland, Tillman was in an authentic battle against the enemy. Bullets were flying, smoke was billowing, and the enemy was fleeing. His life was no more "wasted" than any other combat death. Friendly-fire casualties have a special poignancy, but it's outrageous for anyone to refer to friendly fire in a combat zone as "fratricide."

	Admittedly, it was ham-handed of the Army to fib about it: presumably the officer on the ground made the mistake of trying to spare Tillman's family some small amount of pain by hiding the fact that it was friendly fire that killed Tillman. But the insensate Democratic campaign to imply that friendly fire is a form of incompetence unique to wars fought under George Bush is ludicrous. Tillman was honorable and courageous, and - unlike Max Cleland - he sustained his injuries in combat. His was a genuine, 100 percent, incontrovertible combat death.

	The same media that are reverential toward Max Cleland for dropping a grenade on himself in a noncombat situation are now exuberant that Tillman was killed by friendly fire in combat, acting as if they have uncovered a major scandal. 	*  Democrat Barney Frank's lover ran a homosexual prostitution ring out of Frank's Washington town house. (I know that sounds pretty innocent, but as a lawyer, I can assure you that it was illegal.)

	*  Democrat senator Harrison Williams, a slew of Democrat congressmen, and a Democrat mayor (in addition to one "moderate" Republican) were nabbed in an FBI sting in 1980, accepting bribes on tape from undercover agents posing as Arab sheiks.

	*  Democrat president John F. Kennedy cheated on his wife with a mobster's girlfriend and mob courier.

	*  Democrat Wayne Hays cheated on his wife with a mistress paid for by the taxpayers.

	*  Democrat Gary Hart cheated on his wife while running for president. He was captured in media photos frolicking with his mistress on his lap on a boat called Monkey Business after daring the press to follow him.

	*  Democrat Chuck Robb cheated on his wife and said he was getting a back rub. As I recall, it turned out to be more of a front rub.

	The corpus delicti of "Iran-Contra" consisted of selling arms to Iran in its war with Iraq in order to keep two heinous regimes bleeding one another a bit longer and using the proceeds of the sales to fund anti-Communist rebels in Nicaragua. The allegedly illegal part involved the Boland Amendment, which a Democratic Congress passed specifically to prevent the Reagan administration from using U.S. funds to aid the anti-Communist Contras. (Aren't the Democrats great?) Since the money being sent to the Contras came from the Iranians and never passed through the U.S. Treasury, it did not violate any law...zzzzzzzzzzzzz...
