Hidden speakers supplied a deep voice to complement the handsome and
distinguished face.

“I'm here, Losef. Clean video at my end today. No interference problems. However, I'm afraid I can't
stay at the FTL for more than a few minutes. Admiral Kilofski and I are preparing for liftoff—we're doing
another security inspection. Have to make sure everyone keeps on their toes.”

The Lion repressed a sigh. He liked Van Ostrand and the man was certainly competent enough. Yet the
Guardian commander seemed to have deliberately crippled his effectiveness as an Irryan councilor by
establishing his floating base of operations out beyond the orbit of Jupiter. It would have made more
sense for Van Ostrand to command his people from these chambers.

We have nothing like it, nor
can we find any mention of such a weapon in pre-Apocalyptic archives. I was hoping La Gloria de la
Ciencia could provide us with more data.”

Inez shrugged. “I wish we could. I have an entire task force assigned to investigating the technological
aspects of these Birch killings, specifically the weapons. Unfortunately, my people essentially agree with
your conclusions. Virgin technology. In fact, we can't even duplicate the effects of the gun. Normally,
thrusters require about a one-second recharge-interval between blasts—that's a law inherent to the
nature of the weapon.

“Flash
daggers—pre-Apocalyptic devices, believed to have been developed by the North American CIA in the
mid-twenty-first century. Basically, a flash dagger is an energy weapon—a physical blade surrounded by
an induced field, which, by means of transformations within the metal, allows a hot particle stream to flow
down the length of the knife, effectively doubling or tripling the weapon's reach. This particle stream will
cut through anything, short of a crescent web.”

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Across from the E-Tech councilor sat Maria Losef calmly trimming her DI haircut with a suction razor.
She did not appear tense like Blumhaven, nor emotionally agitated like Inez. If anything, she looked
bored.

In the center of the polished round table, the five-sided FTL displayed the blocky countenance of
Admiral Kilofski, one of the Guardians’ fleet commanders. He was carrying on a conversation with
someone off-screen.

As the Lion gazed at the admiral, he found himself reflecting on the Guardians: on the great changes that
had occurred within that organization since the time of his youth, since the cylinders had first learned that
the Paratwa had also survived Earth's Apocalypse.

Perhaps the bigger Paratwa ships have the ability to retard the velocity of their auxiliary
craft.”

“How would they do that?”” Blumhaven wondered.

“Some sort of obverse laser sail technology?”” Inez speculated.

“That's possible,” said the Guardian commander. “But we've detected no evidence of a sail.”
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Losef faced Inez. “Does La Gloria de la Ciencia have any research projects along those lines?”

She nodded. “Yes. But purely theoretical. And our current understanding of laser sail spaceflight calls for
the presence of a very large metal sail in the immediate vicinity of the vessel itself.”

“There's no sail,” Van Ostrand reiterated. “What we've got is one small ship, heading straight for us.
And that's it. Our projections suggest that we're dealing with an advance scout, sent ahead of their main
fleet.”

“Jon, assuming for a moment that
the Paratwa fleet is following this advance scout on a direct line toward the Colonies, where would they
be coming from?”

“From deep space. There's nothing in the neighborhood—in that particular direction, the nearest star is
over half a million light years away.”

“Needles
in the balls?” Gillian chuckled. “I've never heard of that one.”

“It takes some getting used to,” offered Martha, not smiling,

Gillian decided to change the subject. “At any rate, you saved me from an impending jam. Another few
minutes with our inspector and my cover would have evaporated.”

“You're very welcome,” chirped Buff, releasing his waist from her iron grip.

“Are you both wearing scramblers?”
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“Extra yes!” spouted Buff. “Are you kidding? This is E-Tech Security. They probably have enough
surveillance gear in this hall to open a factory.”

“Bug heaven,” agreed Martha, toying with one of her blonde ponytails.

“How good is your shielding?”

“As good as it comes,” said Buff. “How's yours?”

Gillian nodded. “I think we're safe enough. What have you found out so far?”

“Not much,” said Buff. “Other than the fact that Inspector Xornakoff is one suspicious puppy. Bend
over and he'd sniff your ass for a week.”

Martha wagged her head in agreement.

“What we got isn't much more than what's already been released to the freelancers,” continued the black
woman. “This was a local meeting of the Order of the Birch, advertised and open to the public. About
seven hundred people attended. Up on the stage, the meeting's special guest—a low-level Birch
screamer named O'Donahee—had just finished a ten-minute rant about why we should vaporize one of
Neptune's micromoons with a few thousand nuclear devices. Mr. Neptune believed that such a vivid
example of our atomic destructive capabilities would provide a noticeable warning to any returning
Paratwa: ‘The Colonies are not playing games, we mean business, ” et cetera, et cetera.

“Is Shooter right-handed or left-handed? Or is he ambidextrous?”’

Buff gave another shrug.

“He's right-handed,” said Martha firmly.

“How do you know?” Gillian probed.
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“/Cause after the first massacre, Buff and [ managed to question a couple of witnesses after E-Tech got
through with them.”

“The first massacre,” recalled Gillian. “That was the restaurant slayings in Brilicondor Colony?”

“Yeah,” chirped Buff, “that's right. About four months ago. Now I remember. One of the witnesses
described how Shooter came marching into the restaurant through a robotized service tunnel—one of
those ultraskinny corridors used by the mech waiters. Anyway, Shooter had to squeeze through there
sideways—he could barely fit. And this witness said that when he came out of the tunnel, he was leading
with his right—the weapon was in his right hand.”

A vague excitement coursed through Gillian. “And the other massacres?”

“All the same profile,” said Martha.

Buft nodded vigorously. “Yeah, now that I think about it, Martha's correct. Shooter's a rightie.”

Gillian's excitement grew. “You're sure? I don't remember any mention of this anywhere.”

In this instance, more
vulnerable to enemy action from the right side of the hall.
