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How to Love Yourself: A Lesson from Byron Katie

Love myself? I come from a tough South Side Chicago neighborhood. We never learned about loving ourselves. We learned about how to numb our feelings with alcohol, and that felt pretty good. But love ourselves? No way. If a future Jenny had visited little Jenny in Chicago and told her that she was going to make loving herself her greatest mission when she got older, I would have thought for sure that meant that I was gonna either be a nun or turn into a giant dork. Obviously, the latter won out.

For years, everyone told me, “You can’t love others without loving yourself.” I pretended to understand and went through the motions but always felt like I was missing something—kind of like when Dennis Miller tells jokes and you laugh along with everyone else but secretly think to yourself, “WTF?” I suffered with this loving-myself dilemma for years in my twenties. I read book after book on how to love yourself, and I couldn’t figure out for the life of me WHY this concept didn’t hit home. Yogis would say, “Do you love yourself?” I would say, “I guess so. I’m not annoying to myself, so I guess I love myself.” It seemed a little weird, but I still tried everything possible to accomplish this goal. I even tried hugging myself. I knew things got to be really dorky when I found myself doing affirmations in the mirror.

“I love you, Jenny… you stupid idiot.”

I couldn’t hold the seriousness of what I was trying to do for more than a few seconds at a time. It just seemed so lame, not to mention exhausting. I actually started hating myself for failing. Then I started reading books by Byron Katie, and my life was forever changed. I had to share her work with you in case any of you gals out there are also struggling to figure out how to love the most important person in your life … you!




JENNY: Byron, please tell everyone about “The Work” that you created to help people understand painful thoughts that we feel about ourselves sometimes.

KATIE: The Work is a way to identify and question the thoughts that cause all the suffering in the world. It consists of four questions that you apply to a stressful thought. It’s a way to understand what’s hurting you, a way to end all your stress and suffering. It works for everyone with an open mind, and it has a profound effect on your whole life.

JENNY: It did mine! Talk about the four questions.

KATIE: The first question is, “Is it true?” The second is, “Can you absolutely know that it’s true?” The third is, “How do you react—what happens—when you believe that thought?” The fourth is, “Who would you be without the thought?” Then you turn the original thought around, and find genuine, specific examples of how the turnaround is true in your life. This is a way of letting you experience the opposite of what you have been believing.

JENNY: How do you do The Work?

KATIE: There are detailed instructions on my Web site, www.thework.com. It’s an amazingly simple and powerful process. The Work treats all stress and unhappiness at its source. When you question your thinking thoroughly, you return to your natural state of peace and joy, where depression, frustration, sadness, and anger can’t exist. You become your own therapist, your own teacher, your own cure. There is no advice in The Work, no attempt at substituting positive for negative, nothing that you can do wrong, no goal. The only thing you need to bring to it is a willingness to answer the questions. It’s not a process of learning; it’s a process of unlearning. I found The Work—or more accurately, The Work found me—when I was extremely depressed and suicidal, and had been for ten years. One morning I opened my eyes, and all that darkness was gone. What I discovered in that moment was that all our suffering comes from believing our stressful thoughts. I saw that when I believed my thoughts, I suffered, but that when I questioned them, I didn’t suffer, and I have discovered that this is true for every human being. We believe a stressful thought, and suffering follows. We believe, “He wronged me,” for example, and the cycle starts. I suffer from believing that he wronged me, and then I try to place blame or guilt on him, and it cycles back and forth.

That’s the power of an unquestioned thought. You can be in heaven and think, “That guy is playing his harp too loud,” and the instant you believe it, you have kicked yourself out of the awareness of heaven. The difference between heaven and hell is believing a thought that is untrue for you. It’s the only difference. Earth is actually heaven; our unquestioned thoughts about it can make it seem like hell.

JENNY: Describe self-love.

KATIE: You know what it’s like being in love with someone. You think that he is the most wonderful person in the world, you admire him, respect him, adore everything about him, even his quirks and foibles, even what seem to other people his “flaws.” Well, it’s like that, except that the person you’re in love with is you. You’re in love with what can never leave you. It’s a constant state. Your heart is always open, because your mind is open, and your mind is open because you don’t truly believe anything you think. When you love what is, when you love whatever life happens to bring you, of course you love yourself. You realize that everyone is a reflection of your own thinking. If you’re angry or sad or disappointed in yourself, you have to project that onto your partner or your parents or your boss, but if your heart is at peace, that peace fills the whole world. You can’t help loving everyone, because you love the mind that perceives them. I love everything I think, so I love everything I see.

JENNY: Some people might think that what you’re talking about is narcissism.

KATIE: Actually, it’s the opposite of narcissism. It might seem like selfishness, but it’s beyond self. What you’re in love with is not your little ego, it’s your true self, who you really are, without any concepts or stories about reality. Personalities don’t love; they want something. Love doesn’t seek anything. It’s already complete. It doesn’t want, doesn’t need, has no shoulds (not even for the person’s own good). So when I hear people say that they love someone and want to be loved in return, I know they’re not talking about love. They’re talking about something else.

When I walk into a room, I know that everyone in it loves me. I just don’t expect them to realize it yet. Seeking love is how you lose the awareness of love. When you believe the thought that anyone should love you, that’s where the pain begins. I often say, “If I had a prayer, it would be: ‘God spare me from the desire for love, approval, or appreciation. Amen.’ “To seek people’s love and approval assumes that you aren’t whole. But you can only lose the awareness of love, not the state. That is not an option, because love is what we all are. That’s immovable. When you investigate your stressful thinking and your mind becomes clear, love pours into your life, and there’s nothing you can do to stop it.

JENNY: How can we increase self-love?

KATIE: The only reason that people don’t love themselves is that they’re believing stressful thoughts about themselves. “I’m not good enough.” “I’m too fat.” “He doesn’t really love me.” “I should …” “I shouldn’t…” “He should …” “He shouldn’t …” And on and on. When you identify and question thoughts like these, you always come out of that inquiry as a kind, happier person. I don’t know of another way.

JENNY: Can you be in a healthy relationship without discovering self-love first?

KATIE: The short answer is no. Romantic love is the story of how you need another person to complete you. It’s an absolutely insane story. My experience is that I don’t need anyone to complete me. As soon as I realize that, everyone completes me. The only relationship that is ever going to be meaningful is the relationship you have with yourself. When you love yourself, you love the person you’re always with, the person you have woken up with and gone to bed with every day of your life. But unless you love yourself, you won’t be comfortable with someone else, because they’re going to challenge your belief system, and until you inquire, you’ve got to do war to defend it. So much for relationships. People make these unspoken contracts with each other and promise each other that they won’t ever tamper with the other person’s belief system, and of course, that’s not possible. But when you come to the place where you don’t want anything from your partner, it’s like “Bingo! You just won the lottery! “If I want something from my partner, I need to take a look at my thinking. I already have everything. We all do.

JENNY: How do women heal themselves after coming out of a rough relationship?

KATIE: Judge your ex, on paper. Download a Judge-Your-Neighbor Worksheet from www.thework.com and fill it out with the harshest and pettiest and most childish judgments you can come up with. Fill out a dozen worksheets, a hundred worksheets, and thoroughly question the statements you write. Question everything you think about him. It works!

Once we begin to question our thoughts, our partners—alive, dead, or divorced—are always our greatest teachers. There’s no mistake about the person you’re with; he or she is the perfect teacher for you, whether or not the relationship works out, and once you enter inquiry, you come to see that clearly. There’s never a mistake in the universe. So if your partner is angry, good. If there are things about him that you consider flaws, good, because these flaws are your own, you’re projecting them, and you can write them down, inquire, and set yourself free. People go to India to find a guru, but you don’t have to: you’re living with one. Or you just broke up with one. Your partner will give you everything you need for your own freedom.

JENNY: How do you know when you’re ready for the next relationship?

KATIE: You’re ready for the next relationship when the next relationship appears, and not one moment sooner. How do you know that you’re ready? There he is! How do you know that you’re not ready? There’s no one you’re attracted to, or the men you’re attracted to aren’t interested. That’s how it works.

JENNY: How do you not confuse feeling spiritually ready with just needing companionship?

KATIE: Well, sweetheart, the wonderful thing is that you can’t make a mistake. If you’re doing The Work on a daily basis, questioning your stressful thoughts about your ex or your father or mother or past lovers or boss or employees or children, you come to see whatever happens as good. Maybe a new relationship is premature, maybe not; maybe it will work out, maybe it won’t. You look forward to it all, because you know that anything that happens is an opportunity for waking yourself up.

JENNY: What do you do when you’re hurting from loneliness?

KATIE: I can find only three kinds of business in the universe: mine, yours, and God’s. (For me, the word God means “reality.” Reality is God, because it rules. Anything that’s out of my control, your control, and everyone else’s control—I call that God’s business.) Much of our stress comes from mentally living out of our own business. When I think, You should love me, you should be with me, you should do what I want, I’m in your business. When I’m worried about earthquakes, floods, war, or when I will die, I’m in God’s business. If I am mentally in your business or in God’s business, the effect is separation. That’s where loneliness comes from. It has nothing to do with whether you’re with a partner or alone. You can’t be lonely unless you abandon yourself.

JENNY: When a girl looks outside herself for love and gets fed love through her companion, why does it feel so good even though it’s not the “correct” way to experience love?

KATIE: The ego loves being adored, even though it knows that what he is adoring is a facade. If I don’t want to have sex when he wants sex and I pretend that I want it, he is attracted to the woman who wants sex right now, not to me. When he thinks of “me,” it’s the wrong one. When he rewards me and I feel what I interpret as his love, it isn’t me he is loving, it is someone I was pretending to be. His affection has been bought with my inauthenticity. This may feel good for a while, but it is fragile and never lasts. It’s not a question of the “correct” or “incorrect” way to experience love. What you’re talking about is something other than love. Approval? Validation? Love is serene; it’s fearless; it’s complete. If you’re looking to someone else to fill you, you can be sure that what you’re looking for is something other than love. Nothing outside you can ever give you what you want.
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Masturbation: The Other Kind of Self-Love

I hope no one who is reading this book is judgmental of those of us who masturbate. If you are, please burn this book in the nearest fireplace and say a prayer. For those of us who have experienced lust upon ourselves, let’s get it on!

	Never read pornographic material. Never read about your problem. Keep it out of mind. Remember—“First a thought, then an act.” The thought pattern must be changed. You must not allow this problem to remain in your mind. When you accomplish that, you soon will be free of the act.


	Put wholesome thoughts into your mind at all times. Read good books—church books—Scriptures— Sermons of the Brethren. Make a daily habit of reading at least one chapter of Scripture, preferably from one of the four Gospels in the New Testament, or the Book of Mormon. Above anything else, the Bible can be helpful because of its uplifting qualities.


	Pray. But when you pray, don’t pray about this problem, for that will tend to keep it in your mind more than ever. Pray for faith, pray for understanding of the Scriptures, pray for the missionaries, the general authorities, your friends, your families, but keep the problem out of your mind by not mentioning it ever—not in conversations with others, not in your prayers. Keep it out of your mind!

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If I Can’t Have You… No One Will: Abusive Relationships

Most girls have dated one man in their lifetime who was jealous, controlling, or just a real jerk. I have successfully dated all three in my twenty-five years of dating. The friends I’ve talked to who have also dated these types of men now can spot them a mile away and run for the hills. But looking back into my own past, I’m amazed that we allowed men to be anything other than respectful partners gliding through this game called life.

My first memory of getting ridiculed by a guy came in seventh grade. He used to punch me in the arm and then tell me I was an idiot with a face that only dogs could love. I used to go home and secretly cry because I had found some truth in it. I went back to school every day in fear I would get abused worse than I already had. So, what did I eventually do to prove my self-worth? I dated him. Yes, that’s right, I dated him. I found that I wasn’t the only idiot in the female race to date a man that is an abusive jerk. Looking back, I realized I wanted to prove to him I was worthy of his respect. I wanted to prove to him that I didn’t have a face like a dog and that I could be pretty if he just really looked at me. Yes, this was only seventh-grade “love,” but these moments are what usually set boundaries and goals for women later in life. My self-worth was then only measured by what other people would say to me. I would believe someone else’s low opinions because they had to know best. I didn’t know who I was, so I needed people to do that for me. This led to being involved in two destructive relationships that brought me down even further. The more I was controlled, the safer I felt. The more I was shit on, the more I felt driven to prove my love to someone. Yes, this is sick, but a majority of women are attracted to the bad guy. Hopefully most women will outgrow these types of relationships, but if they don’t, the consequences could be deadly.

One of the most infamous murder cases involving a jealous and abusive husband was Dorothy Stratten. She was a beautiful young girl living in Canada when a creepy sleazebag named Paul Snider discovered her working in a Dairy Queen. He started dating her and took nude photos of her and sent them in to Playboy. She was accepted and became Playmate of the Year. Not passing up a golden ticket, Paul the sleazebag married her in Las Vegas in 1979. From what the stories say, he was so controlling he poisoned her dog because he was jealous of the attention Dorothy gave it. He also wouldn’t let her drink coffee so she wouldn’t stain her teeth. By 1980 Dorothy had gained some self-worth; she separated from the bastard and moved in with Peter Bogdanovich. Paul the sleazebag, obviously insane, then hired a detective to follow Dorothy. He also made a “sex bench,” which was basically a chair with a built-in dildo, in the hope that he could sell it at a popular sex shop in Los Angeles and make millions off of it. (Fortunately, his invention was rejected.) Not long afterward, he asked Dorothy to meet them at their old apartment to try and hash things out. Dorothy agreed. Ironically, as I write this chapter, Oprah is on TV, doing a show about abusive relationships. She just stated that most murders happen after the wife gets out of the marriage. Weird, huh? Sometimes the ex-wife goes back to try to calm the monster or is forced to go back because of shared custody. The expert on the show, Gavin de Becker, talking about his book The Gift of Fear, said that you must have a plan and get help if you think your partner has the potential to be violent.

They say timing is everything; clearly I was meant to pass on credible advice by an author who knows what the hell he is talking about. So please check out de Becker’s book if you’re considering escaping from a bad relationship.

Because I don’t want to just crap on crazy men, I’m also going to remind you of the infamous death of Phil Hartman, who lost his life at the hands of an abusive wife. Brynn Hartman married the lovable Phil Hartman in 1987. As a result of her failed modeling/acting career, Brynn’s jealous outbursts wreaked havoc on their marriage. She eventually turned to drugs, which drove her into a deeper tailspin. Close friends said it was uncomfortable to be around them due to Brynn’s mental state, and the more famous Phil became, the more psychotic Brynn turned. One night after a particularly brutal argument, Phil told her the marriage was over. Not surprisingly, this did not sit well with Brynn. On May 28, 1998, as he slept, Brynn, drunk and high on cocaine, put three bullets into her husband’s body, ending his life. She then turned the gun on herself a few hours later.

People might think, Why didn’t he get out sooner? My guess is there were kids involved. And like most people I talked to who have been in abusive relationships, there is a thing called hope they hold on to, thinking their partner might change.

The majority of my friends who have “good marriages” have said that their marriage involves typical fights but never anything that gets out of control. There are sincere apologies and efforts to improve themselves, and neither partner ever feels like the other disrespects them. But I’ve also talked to women who had been verbally abused and asked them to share some common insults their abusive partners would say on a regular basis. Here are just a few:

“You gonna wear that?”

“You look like sh*t.”

“I don’t want to have sex because you got fat.”

“Why can’t YOU dress like that?”

“You’re stupid.”

“You’re sleeping with_______!”

“I’m glad you’re not pretty.”

“I so want to get on that [other hot chick].”

“You can’t go out like that.”

“Shut the f*ck up.”

Obviously, since I’m not privy to the details of anyone’s personal relationship, I can’t give customized advice, or tell you to get the hell out of a specific relationship. BUT, I highly suggest that if anything in this chapter rings a bell, please go see a therapist to help decipher if the problems in your relationship merit counseling—or if you just need to get away from the asshole you’re with.

When we came home from the Easter party, Evan took a nap and I sat there poking through his Easter goodie bag. By the time he woke up, I had consumed everything in it. “Mom, what happened? What happened to my chocolate?” he asked in his cute, innocent voice. I replied, “Um… the Easter bunny came back over when you were asleep and said this chocolate was old and that we should go pick up new chocolate at the gas station.” He looked at me strangely, but before he had time to comment, I threw him in the car and drove to the gas station. I felt horrible that it had come to this. What mother gorges on all of her son’s chocolate on Easter from his basket? Something was wrong with me.

Later that month I had a meeting with my son’s doctor, Dr. Jerry Kartzinel, who treats Evan’s medical condition. I noticed that his eyes kept moving to my forehead and chin while I was talking to him. I said, “I know, my zits are out of control. I’m so embarrassed. I know you’re looking at them.” He said, “Jenny, you have to be loaded with candida.” I replied, “No, Evan has candida.” He said, “Darling, you do, too. Are you obsessed with chocolate?” I replied, “I’m not obsessed with it, I just want to actually marry a chocolate bar and make love to it and eat it for the rest of my life.” He replied, “Honey, you have candida. There is nothing more important to me right now than making sure the friends I make and the men I make out with are a reflection of my new happy self.
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Couples Counseling

Therapy rocks. Seriously! I think if couples therapy were a requirement, the divorce rate wouldn’t be nearly as messed up as it is now. I sat down with my own therapist, Elizabeth Halliday-Bluestone, to interview her on ways to help make relationships work. (Because based on my current status, I’m clearly in no position to tell you how to make your relationship work. Elizabeth is much more qualified.)

JENNY: You had told me once that when people first come in for couples counseling, many times it is too late. Why is that?

ELIZABETH: Based on my observation, most couples seem to seek help when their relationship is at its worst. Whether it includes issues that range from emotional or physical abuse that could include extramarital affairs, or a myriad of other problems, the damage is already so profound that Dr. Freud himself would have a tough time seeing them through to a satisfactory resolution.

JENNY: So when should couples start counseling?

ELIZABETH: Couples who are smart come in when they recognize that there are issues in their relationships that are already causing difficulties between them. If they can recognize that there are problems early on, the anger and resentment that has been building up between them is much easier for the therapist to work with. In my experience the couples that do want to get their relationship back on track before toxicity can really set in have a much better chance of working through their problems while in therapy. For example, a wife would be able to say honestly to her husband, “You know, working so late at night is something that really bothers me, and I have an issue with it. I need to talk to you about it because it is upsetting to me.” At this point the resentment and anger can be dealt with in a much more productive manner.

This is because their individual feelings about each other have not yet created a situation where their issue cannot be discussed in an effective and positive way. The resentment and anger is much less.

JENNY: Do you notice couples coming in that don’t want to try and work on anything and just want you to help them to break them up?

ELIZABETH: Yes. In my practice I have found that many couples come in and have no desire to even try to work on the presenting issues. Many times they simply would like to figure out how to get out of their relationship gracefully, especially if there are children involved. They would rather let a neutral party negotiate the separation.

JENNY: Do you think they also come to you to figure out the actual reasons why they’re breaking up, so they have an understanding of why this is ending?

ELIZABETH: Absolutely, many couples have a need to know why their relationship has crumbled. However, they are also looking for validation that the end of their relationship was their partner’s fault and not entirely theirs.

JENNY: What is one of the hardest issues for couples to get through?

ELIZABETH: Without a doubt, infidelity is the hardest issue for couples to resolve. It is very difficult for the one partner to trust someone after his or her significant other has had an affair. However, when some of my patients have only had an affair that lasted a very short time, their odds in making their relationship work increases significantly. It’s still incredibly difficult emotionally, but not as hard as an affair that has been going on for an extended period of time.

JENNY: Why is it that each person’s perception of the same situation is so completely different? Are men really from Mars?

ELIZABETH: Yes. Men are from Mars and women are from Venus. This is because men, honestly, communicate in a totally different fashion than females.

JENNY: How do they, if you can explain it?

ELIZABETH: I believe that females are intuitive, emotive, and more sensitive to their world and universe. We are by nature predisposed to being caretakers; it is in our female DNA to be more nurturing and caring when faced with different challenges. If we look back to the time of cavemen, we find that the men’s main responsibility was to provide the food and clothing for their tribes. Their task was to hunt and club down bison to use their hides for warmth during the winter months. In contrast the women stayed close to their caves and taught their children the basics of language and social skills. As primitive as that may have been, their roles were starting to be clearly defined. Clearly things have come a long way since the time of cavemen, and we all know that men are taking on more and more responsibility in the home and emotional caretaking of their children. I think men have really stepped up to the plate beautifully, but today, the majority of the caretaking is still done by women. And we, as women, want to talk to our partners. At the end of the day we want to talk about our day’s activities and how we are feeling. Men do not always want to participate in this kind of conversation. We tend to be the talkers! Feeling that we have not gotten our emotional needs met, we start to feel angry and resentful. We have a need to say, “I want to go to this deeper level, and I want to have you share these conversations with me, and I want to know how you are feeling also.” This is not most men’s natural inclination. You can almost hear them saying, “Boy do I want to watch the basketball game!” Men’s thinking tends to be much more linear and black and white. While most men are willing to address issues that arise in daily life, they usually become very uncomfortable with women’s need to explore every facet of their emotional decisions. For example, we would like to know what you are feeling, what you are thinking about, and how we fit into that. Many men don’t even think about it. In fact they are surprised when their women say they are not getting what they need emotionally. Sometimes they’ve never even thought about it. They just think differently. So my job as a therapist is to get the two planets, Mars and Venus, to communicate with one another.

JENNY: Well, then teach us how!

ELIZABETH: Okay. One of the most important aspects is to build up a toolbox of communication skills that includes learning how to speak to one another, learning how to listen, and, most significantly, to be compassionate and understanding of your partner’s feelings even if you do not agree with them. Without these tools, what occurs in the relationship is interpreted by the other as anger, criticism, resentment, and hurt. That’s a recipe for disaster. First and foremost, the couple will never be able to listen to each other because the attacks are so aggressive. I would say no one would want to stay and listen to that. They are not going to hear a thing, and they’re not going to respond in any way, shape, or form except, “Go to hell! I’m out of here!” As opposed to talking through the issue in a way that both partners can hear—what I call the “honey before the vinegar” technique.

JENNY: I love “the honey before the vinegar.” Please explain it to the ladies.

ELIZABETH: The key to success with this technique is to be able to start your sentences with “I” statements rather than “You” statements. For example, “You always do everything wrong—this is your fault.” Let’s just say a woman would like to go out with her friends on a Wednesday night for dinner and a movie. If her partner becomes angry and unreasonable about her activities when she goes out, a productive way to express herself might go like this: “When I go out on Wednesday night with my friends, it makes me feel happy and connected to another type of world. It is not that I don’t want to be with you tonight. I love you. It’s just that I would like a little break from our daily routine now and then. So I would really like to understand why it makes you upset, because that is not my intention.”

Now that is honey and vinegar, because you are telling your partner the truth in a calm and loving way without saying something as dysfunctional as “You’re a controlling jerk that never lets me do anything!” That is simply stirring the vinegar.

JENNY: Can you say, “I felt angry about it…?”

ELIZABETH: You know what, I don’t believe in anger, Jenny. I just don’t. I’ve told you that underneath anger is always a feeling of abandonment, hurt, and powerlessness. Anger is in my opinion a defense mechanism that keeps us from dealing with our real feelings. It’s always hurt that’s underneath anger. Anger and denial are as vulnerable as a small scab that one could scrape off only to find numerous untreated emotional infections. I like to stay away from the A-word. I don’t believe in it.

JENNY: So “I’m hurt” is a better way of saying it?

ELIZABETH: Yes, that’s the truth. If my husband came home and was angry with me, I would want to know why and talk about it. Years ago I probably would have shut down completely and given him the silent treatment for a few days. I would like to think I’ve grown a bit in my twenty-five years of marriage and that I practice what I preach. I am also incredibly lucky to have a husband who is not an intrinsically angry person. But there are many occasions where we are emotionally in very different places, and I do get frustrated. So then I pull out my toolbox.

JENNY: I shut down. I totally shut down. I sometimes shut down for three years after one anger burst from a partner.

ELIZABETH: Yes, I’m your therapist. (Laughs.) I know!

JENNY: What are the stats today for divorce?

ELIZABETH: Today, one out of two marriages in America wind up in divorce.

JENNY: What?!! That’s not good. Why is it so bad?

ELIZABETH: It really is quite a disturbing statistic!!! Now, let’s combine that with all the unresolved issues that people have not dealt with from their past childhoods, and you have the perfect recipe for disaster!!!!! There are two sets of baggage people have to deal with. One from their pain of childhood that they have never quite come to terms with, and another set of baggage whose tag reads “Adult.” They are one and the same! And of course I use that word loosely. The couples with the best chance to have a successful outcome in therapy are the ones who recognize there are problems early on in the relationship. They come to see how their childhood defenses can create all the fighting and dysfunction, and then they start to build their toolboxes based on their new knowledge of themselves.

JENNY: Okay, give us another tool.

ELIZABETH: The time-out tool.

JENNY: I love the time-out tool.

ELIZABETH: I know you do!

JENNY: Just to fill people in, my ex-husband John would follow me around the house arguing with me, and instead of ever coming to a resolution, he would just go back to the beginning of the problem and repeat it all over again. It was like he was on a hamster wheel. That’s what I used to call it when he would take me all the way back to the beginning of the problem after I thought we had resolved it. So I would run from room to room telling him to shut up because we were getting nowhere.

ELIZABETH: Yes, so when you came in, I told you that either party gets to call a time-out when you feel like both of you are getting too heated and the situation is not getting resolved. The length of the time-out can be decided by the couple. Those can vary from couple to couple. But the most important aspect of this tool is to revisit the same issue after having thought it through in a quieter atmosphere. I also suggest that to go past one half hour is too long. The goal in this technique is for cooler and calmer heads to prevail while thinking about a more positive resolution to the problem.

JENNY: Mine was ten minutes. And it absolutely saved my life. I had moments of peace throughout the day when I got to call the time-out.

ELIZABETH: Yes, but I want to emphasize that you are both in time-outs. Not just one of you. Couples need to know it’s a two-way street, and during that time you’re not supposed to zone out. You are working alone on how to resolve the situation. Then after ten minutes or however long you choose, you come back together and hopefully utilize the honey and vinegar technique. One of the best lines I can give to a couple to start off with after an unsuccessful time-out is always “I am still confused.” Hopefully their toolbox is full enough to get through the existing problem.

JENNY: That is a good one! It takes the power or charge out of the fight.

ELIZABETH: Absolutely. It’s not an attacking phrase like “I’m angry at you. I hate you. What you are saying is stupid and ridiculous.” So by saying, “I’m confused,” you have changed the dance step. When two people are doing the same dance of dysfunction, like a tango, nothing changes. If the other person has gone to therapy on his or her own and has come to much self-realization, the dance step will change. This person may have learned a new dance step like the waltz. So what does that other partner have to do? He or she will need to figure out how to do the new dance, and may in fact stumble for a while. Whoever is the one doing the right functional dance will use their communication tools to help their partner learn how to participate together as a team. Always of course using the honey and vinegar technique.

JENNY: So now we’ve got what sounds like two good tools. “I versus You,” and then we’ve got the time-outs. What about compromising?

ELIZABETH: Compromising is incredibly important, and a huge tool for the toolbox. There has to be compromise, or there is no relationship. It has to be an accepted compromise on both sides. If you are not willing to compromise, you are going to go straight to divorce court. I promise. Compromise is key to any relationship.

JENNY: So you don’t necessarily defend something that you feel is not a big deal? Like if my future guy wanted me to text on my phone less often.

ELIZABETH: That’s fine as long as he compromises in return. It must be a two-way street—otherwise you just feel controlled and manipulated.

JENNY: Wow, that’s a really good point. So if I compromise to text less, I could tell him in return I want more cuddle time after work?

ELIZABETH: Absolutely. And by the way, if you are with a guy where you have to compromise your need for cuddling, in my opinion you’re with the wrong guy!

JENNY: Which brings me to my last question: “Can I bring my next boyfriend to you before I get serious with him?”

ELIZABETH: If you don’t I’m gonna crack your … head open.

JENNY: I’m serious.

ELIZABETH: So am I!
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The Power of a Loving No

My entire life, I have been doing things I don’t want to do for the sake of helping others and winning their approval. I endured years of grooming by nuns to pretend that I cared what people were talking about; to act as if I enjoyed people I couldn’t stand; and to do things for people when they asked me to, even though I didn’t want to. This kind of conditioning has caused me so much misery. Some might read this and say, “Of course you should do those things, you selfish brat. Those are all acts of kindness.” But are they? Do acts of kindness require one person to be miserable to make another person happy? It just doesn’t seem right. I had to learn my lesson the hard way and have only become awakened to this at the age of thirty-seven. I’m hoping this chapter can teach you the power of a loving no, so that you too can save years of discomfort. So now I would invite you to open your mind and think back to all those times you did favors for people, had sex when you didn’t feel like it, and stayed friends with someone way past the friendship’s expiration date—and learn the importance of making yourself happy.

As far back as kindergarten my teacher told the class, “Saying yes to people when they ask for a favor will help you make a lot of friends,” in her chipper brainwashing voice. So, with that in mind, I was the girl that did whatever anyone told me to do.

“Jenny, go smash that bug and then put it in a sandwich.” Okay. “Jenny, can you do my homework for me?” Okay. “Jenny, listen to the priest and smile when he tells you the story of Jesus for the next five hours.” Okay. “Jenny, go steal a fifth of Bacardi from the store.” Okay. “Jenny, can you work on Christmas Day for the fifth year in a row?” Okay. “Jenny, will you give up all your friends because I’m your boyfriend and you don’t need them anymore?” Okay. “Jenny, can I borrow two thousand dollars?” Okay. “Jenny, can you skip your sister’s party tomorrow and help me move my furniture into a new apartment?” Okay.

Relationships between husbands and wives can sound a lot like this. The husband is usually asking the questions: “Can we please have sex even though you don’t want to?” Okay. “Can we watch hockey instead of the season finale of Dancing with the Stars?” Okay. “Can you let my parents come on vacation with us?” Okay. “Can I go out with my buddies this weekend even though you’ve been locked up in the house with the kids all week?” Okay. “Can we spend the money on a flat-screen TV instead of your new boobs?” Okay.

I know there are some tough women out there who will be reading that last bit thinking, “No way, I would kick his ass. Over my dead body would I ever let him get away with that.” Well, then I would say to read that last paragraph again with you being the one asking the questions, and your husband always saying “Okay.” Maybe he’s miserable, and you don’t even know it. The thing that I want to make clear is that I’m not saying you can’t agree to compromise and truly help someone out when they need it. What I’m saying is that you have to truly want to do it. Only if you want to do it, you say yes. If you don’t want to do something, the response is a loving no. I have found that people can connect to the honesty and not hold hostility when it’s an honest no.

Usually, most people who are able to do this were raised within a family that encouraged them to speak their mind. My best friend in Chicago was raised in a family that taught her to speak up about everything, and have debates at every dinner because their parents read that’s what the Kennedys did. If my friend’s dad caught her saying yes to something she didn’t want to do, he would shout, “I know you don’t want to do that, tell the person no. Stand up for yourself.” So my BFF Julie went on to grow up into a telling-you-what-she-thinks-all-the-time kinda girl. I became friends with her twenty years ago and was drawn to this quality I never had. She was the one that would tell guys to “leave Jenny alone” because I couldn’t tell the guy no. She would pick up the phone and make me call my boyfriend on spring break and tell him the truth about being at a party and not a movie. I was raised to lie to protect people’s feelings, and to be submissive and surrender my opinion so other people felt good about themselves. Doing otherwise is still something I have a hard time with, but every day I practice to get better at it.

But back to Julie. Even though she carried the ability to say no so easily, she lost many jobs as a result of speaking her mind. Julie had to learn something called an “open mind” that her father didn’t teach her when debating at the kitchen table. She was taught that you find an opinion, you stick to it, and you fight for it. Her relationships were suffering because she was as unbalanced as me, but in the other direction. She’s in couples therapy right now, learning that when you win an argument, it doesn’t always mean you were right.

Julie pointed out something about me the other day that made me go “Hmmmmm.” She said, “I think because you have been so submissive your whole life, I don’t think you know who the hell you are.” I was stunned for a second, but realized that Julie was just telling it like it is. She was right. I have been so much the “okay” and “yes” girl that I have a hard time giving my opinions on things. I always learned to go with whatever the majority says. I would even borrow opinions from friends and boyfriends about who I should like best on American Idol.

My most recent experiment with an honest no happened only this past spring. I went to my friend Chelsea’s book party and while I was there, I saw Cloris Leachman waving me over. I walked over to her table, and she shouted, “I just wanted to meet you.” I responded with, “Thanks, it’s really nice to meet you, too.” She said, “I need to have your phone number.” I stood there for a long uncomfortable twenty seconds and responded with a sweet smile and the word “No.” Normally I would have said, “Okay,” as usual, but why the heck would I give her my number?
