Veritas is a noun, meaning truth, from the
Latin veritas and later in the tenth century,
it became the French verite. The root word
of veritas is the Latin verus, meaning true.

Veritas (Goddess of truth) is represented
in early Greek mythology as a nude female
figure with Greek letters distributed over her
body, starting with alpha on her head, beta
on her neck and so on down to her feet, The
placing of Greek letters down the body
shows each letter represents a body part and
function. This is similar to the placing of
the twelve signs of the Zodiac down the
body of the Zodiacal Man, Aries on the head
down to Pisces on the feet. The nude fe-
male symbolizes both innocence and truth.

In Roman mythology veritas is also a na-
ked beauty, holding the sun, an open book
and a palm, with one of her feet resting on
aglobe.

Obelisks, as ancient historian Pliny (about 50 A.D.)
observed, are sacred to the sun. This is similar to all
such upright ancient structures such as the pyramids, a
word from the Greek “pyr”, meaning fire, as with a pyre
or funeral fire (or a pyromaniac or pyrography). From
obelisk, we get the symbol of light, in Latin “lux”, on the
name Luke (or Lukes). These obelisks, the symbol of
the sun’s light ray, all have a small four-sided pyramid
on the top called the pyramidian which symbolizes the
fiery head or end of the phallus. Many early obelisk -
forms are found in northern Europe. These monoliths
are clearly and simply giant male phalli. This form is
found in many ancient cities of the Roman Empire. They
are everywhere, as all upright structures in architecture
are indicative of the phallus, or index-finger denoting
the “Fire”, the aspiring fire, against the inclination of
gravity, which was the first vitalized idea, or Idol; wos- .
shipped magically and philosophically, the godlike *
godhead power. The many weathercocks, steeples or
other spiral forms are signs of the ancient transformation
of the oldest phallic religions through a revolution or
evolution of religions. The phallic spire at the base, and
the weathercock called “abraxas”, a name coined by
Basilides, the Egyptian Gnostic, was at the top. From
early Egypt, religion turned upward to the sun, the rooster
is the bringer of the sun and in ancient mythology, he is
pictured riding a chariot with four white horses and car-
rying a large gold shield. The shield reflects the rising
sun’s light onto the moon which is the female symbol in
our sky.

The caduceus shows this transformation from a purely
ancient phallic worship to a more evolved sun (and moon)
worship. The center rod is the penis. There are two ser-
pents roatating around the center rod. On the left, the
dark serpent rotates 3 1/2 times counter-clockwise and is
the female, or lower hanging testicle (yes, do look and
check, after this see "Gray's Anatomy", 1974 edition p.
1015, in print). On the right side, the white serpent ro-
tates 3 1/2 times clockwise and is the male, or the higher
testicle. The top of the caduceus shows a golden sun
disc on white wings of purity.

The list of these evolved sun (son) gods started with
Osiris, “The Sun of Life”; Adonis, “God Supreme”’;
Narajan, “Holy Living Son of God”; Saint Basil says
“Every uncommonly good man” was called “the Son of
God"; Thor of the Scandinavians was “the first-born Son
of God"; Mithra and Buddha were “Savior and Wisdom
of God". For the Gauls or Druids in the west, there was
Hesus “the Son of God™ (a name evolved from Horus,
also “Sun of God"). In the east was Chrishna “the Son
of God” in Hindu India. Many hundreds of years later
there was Jesus Christ “the new-born Son of God”. There
are many sons of God, Saviors that lived between Osiris
and Hesus-Chrishna and Jesus Christ. Both Chrishna
and the much later Christ were called “the true light and

bol of the female. The Fool wears yellow
shoes. The air and margins of this Key (card) .

(red on inside) and tights, symbolizing,

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fied desire; a white dog, a spiritual guide
and loving companion accompanies him
under a white spiritually pure sun. The Fool
carries a black rod and red bag of all knowl-
edge necessary for a quest. The rod is the
erect phallus (penis), the red bag is the tes-
ticles that carry all knowledge for the for-
mation of new life, its red color is the pas-
sion of creative desire (like the red rose or
red stripes of the candycane, see Veritas,
“Symbology”, #2). The eye on the bag is
the all-seeing eye as he looks to the hori-
zon and the limits of his domain. Under
the eye is an eagle in speedy flight and sym-
bol of the rising sun. The Fool is both
sexes, Androgyne, and represents all com-
mon people stepping off the cliff (symbol
of the penis where we all get our first send
off) to fall into a life on a spiritual quest to
collect all knowledge and experience of the
physical (material) world.

In the movie “The Nightmare Before
Christmas”, we find Jack, the main char-
acter, stepping off the cliff with confidence.
He will not fall. He is clad in a fancy jacket
as is the Fool and a full reflective orange
moon is behind him, symbol of the fully

supportive female energy of Isis.

Jack from a name similar in old French
Jagques and late Latin Jacobus is a familiar
name for a peasant or common man. From
the earliest times, Jack has been a byname
for John and Jan. Jan of January is the first
month or first step of the Fool, like the new-
born Sun, as he ventures into a new year of
life, the dawning of a new year. John is a
generic proper name for the common man,
ex. “John Doe". Jack as a name (see: “The
Pedigree of Jack and of Various Allied
Names”, by E.W.D. Nicholson, 1892, Ox-
ford, England) in English first appeared in
the Worcestershire Lay Subsidy roll of
1276-82 and in Norfolk in 1297. In 1814,
it was said ““a Jack has no existence in the
eye of the law, except as included in some
form or other of the permanent property of
the realm (monarchy).” In cards, to play
the Jack (knave) was to do a mean trick or
“he who played a Jacke with us all, a per-
son that | will trust no more.” Dickens in
“Great Expectations”, in p. viii calls these
four knaves, Jacks, “this boy”. Jacks do
common labors as do, car-jacks, boat-jacks,
building-jacks or screw-jacks, not to men-
tion jack-ass and as common as a jack-rab-
bit. A poor stupid Jack is certainly some-
one that any person who sees themselves
above common, can laugh at. Therefore
Jack is also the Fool. As court Jester or
Joker, The Fool pokes fun at the King and
company and gets away with it. This re-
minded the King and all his court to be
humble with the common people. Revo-
lution could be right around the comer if
the hoards were not listened to. The Jack-
calls (later adapted into Jackals) can tumn
on any controlling body that truly raises
their displeasure and tear them into bits.
Similarly, Jack-the-Giantkiller demon-
strates the common man, the mob. A Jack
Adams was called a fool. Adam was the
father-man of all people and he ate the
apple (giving us his adams-apple formed
as the guilt overcame him and the apple
stuck in his throat) meaning the fall of man.
Do jack-off, if simple pleasure is desired.
Also consider the obvious origin of the
phallic act of “Jack-in-the-Box~ and how
common that symbol is from childhood, in
our world today. Common people are
called “Jack of all trades and master of
none”. Jack and Jaques each wear a jacket
from there own name.

The Jack of Clubs and Diamonds hold a
rod, the phallus in their right hand. He puts

the rod, the magic wand into a magic hat
(the female womb). He waves the wand
around 3 times and pulls out a jack-rabbit.
Three is a Jack in every box! Inthose early
days, Jack the “Knave” in their striped
stockings of red, and yellow were the
valet which merely meant “a son” (or sun,
golden yellow, red of desire and fire,
sprouting green vegetation of Earth), see:
“The Four Knaves ", by Samuel Rowlands,
London 1611.

Each normal card pack has four suits:
hearts, clubs, spades and diamonds. The
hearts, clubs and s; represent the male
phallus. The hearts and spades are the end
of the penis or obelisk, while the club is
the penis with the two testicles, seen on a
3-leaf clover. The diamonds represent the
female exit area of all life; the sacred al-
mond; pasa and mandola (heavens gate),
seen in many churches and temples world-
wide as holding a virgin (Mary, Isis, etc.)
and her baby (Jesus, Horus, etc.); the vesica
piscis, home for the obelisk by high level,
enlightened Freemasons. The four suits are
the quaternary, the square, the four sides
of the door into life, our first adventure;
the four directions N.S.E.W.; Matthew,
Mark, Luke and John; etc. (see Veritas,
Symbology, issue #2)

So, this Fool is the son of all man. His
Father is always bearded in the cards, for
age and wisdom is Osiris, the “Sun God".
His mother with a face of innocence (the
Moon) is the virgin sister, wife of Osiris,
and mother of Jack (Fool or Joker), Horus!
On the Fool card, you can see the Eye of
Horus on the red bag that he carries over
his right (positive, male) shoulder. In both
the Fool card and the movie video boxes,
seen in figure 2, you see each character
looking off to the limits of their domain,
the horizon (Horus). The cliff or overhang-
ing precipice is the jumping off point for
all life, the renis (all the peo-ple came out
its peep-hole).

The Ace card is number one (1) and the
letter “A", the Greek delta is the male phal-
lus. We also have cards 2-10. So we have
4 suits of 13 cards (12 apostles and one
sun God, Osiris. A story in our cards of, 3
face cards with 10 helpers; each told 4 times
as in the 4 directions).

To properly view the Tarot deck, lay out
Keys 1-7 in a horizontal row. Below this
row, lay out Keys 8-14 and below the sec-

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ond row, lay out Keys 15-21. The
Fool, Key 0 sits above Key 4. The
Fool represents each of us in our
life’s quest and moves randomly
through these stationary rows, simi-
lar to our life’s adventures, ups and
dgwns. and different epochs of our
life.

Movie Review
of Symbolism

“The Nightmare Before Christ-
mas’ based on the story and charac-
ters by Tim Burton; Touchstone Pic-
tures; Digital Effects by Walt
Disney; Soundtrack available on
Walt Disney Records. Please make
the effort to see this movie before,
during, and after reading this review.
This 1s a jewel case of symbols for
us, by our Freemasonic teachers, all
of the 33°, and above.

The film opens as the camera is
aimed straight down and lowered
into the center of a Druidic forest
temple. Seven great fir trees with
pillar-like trunks form a circle. Each
fir tree has a door to pass into a dif-
ferent holy-day or holiday. An ap-
propriate gift sits at the base of each
tree and below the door.

These are the doors in the order of
this circle:

Valentine’s Day - Feb. 14
St. Patrick’s Day - Mar. 17
Easter - Apr. 16
Thanksgiving - Nov. 23
Christmas - Dec. 25
Halloween - Oct 31

New Years (7) - Jan. |

The trees are in a perfect circle
with a spiral pattern of eternity go-
ing into the center of this ancient
pagan (country folk) temple. This
spiral road is seen in the story of
“The Wizard of Oz", (which was
written by a 33° Freemason), where
the young girl, Dorothy starts her
quest for the wizard. Dorothy be-
gins her journey on a circular spiral
road which represents the base of the
spine up the 33 steps of the golden
“Royal Road”, the Tarot to enlight-
enment. Dorothy who always felt a
need from others, 1.e. the wizard
found her own self-realized powers.
A future article will go into the story
of Oz.

Pumpkin King, Jack Skellington
enters as a scarecrow (Jack Straw)
on a horse made of straw, like him-
self: his head is a pumpkin or Jack-

O-Lantern. It is Halloween!

This is the Halloween, the
witches’ mass of November Eve;
held on the night of October 31 when
the strength of the gods of darkness,
‘Winter’, and the underworld were
great. The old Celtic calendar places
this day as the last of their year. To
celebrate the end of summer and its
fruitfulness, the dead, evil supernatu-
ral beings, warlocks and witches
went abroad holding revals. In pa-
gan Irish rites, the firstlings of ev-
ery issue and the chief scions of ev-
ery clan were sacrificed in a great
fire to Cromm Cruaich, who was the
gold and silver idol (Sun and Moon,
both male and female, androgyne),
lord of the mound; originally a
Gaelic heaven god, and is sur-
rounded by 12 members of a pan-
theon, apostles (12 signs of the zo-
diac, again and again, all before
Christianity). The offerings were fed
to him, in this fire (symbol of the sun
of god, again) so that he would be
able to overcome the gods of winter
and rise again to the northern hemi-
sphere to provide corn and milk to
the people of Ireland. St. Patrick,
the mythical person is said to have
replaced this godhead with Jesus and
his apostles. Christianity calls Hal-
loween, “the Eve of All Hallows or
All Saints”. Halloween is symbol-
ized by black cats, ghosts, goblins,
pumpkins (jack-o-lanterns), witches
riding broomsticks and the colors
orange and black. Orange from or-
an-je means “golden everlasting
sun . In Christian art, orange is an
attribute of Virgin Mary and also
symbolic of the victim's heart. Or-
ange is a combination of red of in-
tense passion and yellow, the intel-
ligence gathering color of wisdom.
Black, symbol of sleep; the womb,
the dark underworld; disaster; fear;
night; hatred; grief; lack of moral
goodness or light; the devil (i.e.
black mosses); frequent color of the
North where the sun never shines
(i.e. in the more populated areas of
the northern hemisphere). The North
is where Saturns Claus (Santa Claus)
lives; also called home of the cold
and Satan, from Saturn, a planet fur-
ther from our sun, therefore cold.
Lucifer is from the home of the heat,
the center of the Earth, Hell, or Ve-
nus, our “morning star” and the
“light bringer”', a planet closer to the
sun. Satan and Lucifer are two very
separate mythical beings as differ-
ent as hot and cold.

Hallowmas, November 1, is cel-
ebrated by Christians in honor of all
saints and martyrs (also All-hal-
lows).

Back to the Jack-o-lantern headed
Jack-Straw character called Jack

to the Phoenix myth, | will discuss
that in the future), to be reborn again
as the “prince of darkness”, when the
sun is lowest in the sky. All Jack’s
followers are very pleased with this
ear’s ceren;‘qny.sk‘l'lhen Jack, a re-
m pure white skeleton in a fancy
Jacket goes off bored with another,
usual Halloween.
The skeleton is symbolic of death,

emaciation, deity offering as in skel-

etons of sacrificed animals were
hung on trees in sacred groves of
trees. Primitive peoples regarded as
the source of life or abode of the soul
which vanished when the skeleton
was annihilated (remember the

ing scenes of the movie “20017).

Jack goes for a walk through the
graveyard and meets his white dog
Zero, named after the fool Key 0.
Zero has a bright red ball on the end
of his nose, symbol of the end of the
phallus or the small pyramid at the
top of the obelisk, the most revered
part worshipped by Freemasonry,
called the pyramidian (the fiery
head).

As Jack walks up a cliff face, he
reaches back for zero’s nose, which
is thusly excited. He dances up the
hill which is the curled serpent that
gets excited, with his idea and be-
comes an erect rod supporting Jack,
in his next quest of life’s experi-
ences. He stands with a yellow back-
ground (seen in the Fool Key) and
inspired wisdom overcomes him.
Jack is looking for love to replace
the emptiness he feels in his heart.
Jack, the common man needs Gill
(later called Jill), the common
woman.

This castle with a globe (or
crown) on its top is Tarot Key 16,
“the Tower”. A card represents a
location where people are held in
elusion of some false need, until the
lightning hits the top of the castle,
and the idea of self-realization and a
breaking froth from restraint (self-
imposed). Sally was held by a feel-
ing of needing science to put her
many
people depend on a science, mod-
ern medicine to maintain their
health). She falls in love with Jack
and jumps out her window to take
food and wine to her Jack, a com-
mon man, made king. She falls into
several parts, but now with her self-
realization, she quickly sews her
arm, hand and leg back to her rag-
doll body.

Sally goes to Jack’s house that she
had frequently looked at from her
castle tower window. It is built much
like “the Hermit” tarot Key 9 and
also reminds you of our Statue of
Liberty with its eternal flame. The
flame in the lantern of the Hermit
Key has two interpenetrating tri-
angles; these are sexual union and
the Lux, light of knowledge through
procreation. The eternal flame 1s
always the excited obelisk, nose of
Zero or Rudolf the reindeer, rod of
Moses, the phallus. Jack must go
up 21 steps or stairs to his room and
this is an adventure through each of
the 21 tarot Keys, his playground of
life. As he opens the wine which
Sally has brought up to him on his
rope, a butterfly figure comes out.
A butterfly, from flutterby, like the
tongue of dancing fire meaning the
fire of first love. Jack smiles as he
understands the meaning of her gift.

Sally leaves and finds a flower to
pull the petals. He loves me; he
loves me not; a phallus is formed,
which turns into a Christmas tree
with balls and colored ornaments.
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Suddenly, it goes up in flames, a
symbol of danger in Jack’s plans to
substitute for Santa Claus and she is
horrified.

The scientist creates a replacement
for Sally as a new companion and
uses the left (female) side of his own
brain in this project.

Christmas land is covered with red
and white stripes (see Veritas, Sym-
bology, issue #2). There is no mod-
ern Jesus, Mary or Joseph symbol-
ism at all in this movie. (I think this
is intentional, but judge for yourself.)

When Jack prepares to leave as
Santa Claus, Sally releases a potion
to create fog to stop him. But just as
the real Santa Clause discovered
Rudolf with his red nose, Jack dis-
covered Zero’s red nose that could
penetrate through any fog to any tar-
get, totally phallic.

Three naughty children are sent to
get Santa Claus and a Freemasonic
story of legendary proportions is
exposed. As this same story is du-
plicated in detail in “The Lion King”,
I'will save it for the next issue, (Hint:
see “Encyclopedia of Freemasonry”,
by Albert G. Mackey, page 455-458,
“Hiram Abif”, in many libraries or
buy one from McCoy Publishing.

I'he dice symbolizes chance; de-
bauchery and fortune; the cube, sym-
bolic of Earth and matter; three faces
maximum can be seen by one pair
of eyes; the trinity, opposite faces
add up to 7 (the 7 seals of the book
of revelation to enlightenment). The
3 opposite sides of each cube equal
7x7x7 plus the 1,2,3,4,5,6 dots on
each face, plus one for the die itself,

The new age book Secrer Places of the Temple by
George Hunt Williamson, ISBN 0-89281-039-4 is about
the Freemasonic ancient mysteries and its cover features
a picture of a majestic lion coming through a double door.
On the left door is Osiris seated on his throne and on the
right door is the back view of Jesus on the cross along
with the two thieves. Behind the lion is the rising sun
through the clouds over a pyramid and a UFO. The pyra-
mud triangle going up and triangle of light going down-
ward under the UFO form a six-pointed star of sexual
union. This is a very interesting book and 1 suggest that
you read it.

Another new age book is Bringers of the Dawn, by
Barbara Marcinack. This is the supposed teachings of
the Pleiadians and is a best seller, also with a cover pic-
ture of clouds with the rising sun shining through.

The “Sun” is the action or male principle of Nature
and his generative power; the fire triangle with the point
up as a fire to a top point of fluttering fire (symbolized
by the butterfly); the spirit, the mind; all-lover, all see-
ing; authority; brilliance; center of attraction; cleaver of
the way; conqueror; creation; dispeller of darkness; en-
ergizer; enlightenment; freewill; genius; healer; heaven,
he makes the blue sky (the color of Veritas) and chases’
away the stars; intelligence; inventiveness; loneliness;
new beginnings; originality; paradise; pathfinder; purity;
reason; restorer; slave; splendor; youthfulness; faithless-
ness; fury; malignancy; poisoner, slayer; deity eye: the
shepherd whose flocks are clouds and winds (as seen on
the covers of the books discussed above); animator of
man’s soul; the 2-fold; giver and destroyer of life. In
heraldry the disc sun is represented with a human face
surrounded by rays alternating straight and wavy, its glory
and splendor or light and heat. The sun is glory and
symbolized absolute authority, Mystic ruler of the spirit,
the 12 signs of the Zodiac and especially the house of
Leo (lion symbolism will be discussed next). The sunis
said to be a hot dry nature; the animal lion; color orange
or yellow or white; it is the dandelion; the metal gold:
musical tone “E” natural. Symbolized by the Apple (the
golden orb held in the ruler’s hand); aster; ax; ball: bow
and arrows; circle; rooster; eagle; a god statue or pami-
ing with long flowing golden locks of hair; hoop; lode-
stone; monocle; sunflower; wheel, white horse. Fre-
quently portrayed as a beautiful youth driving a chariot
(the Sun’s orb or royal apple) drawn by four white or
golden horses (the four winds).

The Australian aborigines believe the sun was created |

by an emu egg being tossed into the sky. The Mayans
called the sun the resting place of the dead. In China the

sun (vang) was created by Pan Ku, the great architect of |

the universe (also the name of god of Freemasonry) and

first of all living things. From granite blocks in space he .

carved out the sun, moon and stars and he is the light
giver or bringer (i.e. lucifer, prometheus etc.). He fin-
ished creating the entire universe in 18,000 years. He s,
symbolized by the phoenix (also dragon or tortoise). The
sun typifies Christ; emblem of Virgin Mary. In ancient
Egypt the sun was the golden egg laid by the chaos goose
Qeb, or the right eye of Horus (seen on the U.S. dollar
bill) and at night it illumines the region of the dead. Also
Ra’s golden boat going across the azure sky to carry the
dead away; symbol of Jehovah’s might. In all the world
symbolisms the sun is the great father God and the moon
is the great Mother, except with the American Indians,
Maori, teutonic, Oceanic, some African tribes and Japa-
nese where it is the opposite. The sun is the whirling
swastika (discussed in the next issue of Veritas); a spi-
der at the center of its web with the rays extending in
every direction.

The sun is the all-seeing eye of
Horus from ancient Egypt; God (so/) of
Christianity; Allah; Oden; Zeus; Mithra;
Shiva, and for all the sun-god religions in
the earth’s history. The sun sits at the top of
the caduceus, symbol of the marriage of the
sun (God) anrlrllle serpent (pha!%us) that
makes us gods and able to reproduce by our-
selves (per Freemasonry), the eye over all,
with the wings of an eagle in rising or set-
ting suns. The fertility related to the genera-
tive potency of the king, and the king wears
the golden rayed and jewel encrusted crown
which is the sun and he sits on the throne
which is the lap of Isis, Mary, the female re-
generative force. The sun is the conqueror
of death (Sol Invictus) for a setting sun rules
over the underworld morning (or next year,
every December 25th as the sun turns North
again as Christ the new born sun of God.

I have nearly 5000 pages in my library on
sun symbolism, so as you can see it can go
on forever and let’s hope the sun will shine
on us all forever, so you can continue to see
more and more symbols of it around you in
all aspects of your life.

“The Sun”, key 19 of the Tarot, is joy and
the liberation from physical limitations.

The fifth sun-
flower looks up to the sun and is the fifth
element, ether, the regenerative force we all
need for life to continue into endless genera-
tions. The man-made wall symbolizes our
self-imposed limitations, our loss of our free-
doms. The children wear no clothes for this
same reason while they both look away from
the wall, holding hands in friendship.

The “Lion” (Felis leo), that King of beasts
is found in Africa and southern Asia. The
word “lion™ up until the 13th century meant
both male and female; thereafier the female
has been called the lioness. The name lion
has been.extended to-other animals of the
genus Felis, i.e. the American mountain lion
(the puma or cougar). In our discussion of
lions here we will speak only of the African
and Asian large maned male.

The serpent
goes around the lion 7 times and this is the
exact same meaning as shown in Veritas, is-
sue #5, Symbolism, where the serpent goes
around the lighthouse 7 times. Review this
for the details. The lion’s head is the sun,
Mithra, and “Christ, at his feet are the 3 wise
men who followed the shining star of the east,
the light bringer. This is seen directly above
the lion’s head and is Venus, the morning star
and home of hot Lucifer. To the left is Sat-
um, home of the cold, Saturn-claus (Santa
Claus ) or Satan. As late as the 1950°s Sunta
was shown as having a ring around his head,
the ring of Saturn. On the right is the cres-
cent moon and the lion with the crescent is
the symbol of Osiris, Judge of the dead (as
was Christ). The key is unlocked by the ser-
pent as it rises upward through the 7 seals
(in Revelation), the 7 energy centers
(chakras) up the spine, the back, hinge of a
book is also called the spine as in the 7 seals
on this book of revelation. The sword is ob-

viously the caduceus with the serpent lower
section, the outstretched wings and the
golden knob is the sun at the top. The two

Movie Review: The Lion King

“The Lion King” (see illustration in issue
#6), 1994, the Walt Disney
Co., Walt Disney records and
Walt Disney Pictures; “The
Lion King" picture book,
ISBN 1-5-57082-087-2.

The movie’s first scene is
the rising of the morning sun
and the “dawning of a new
day” (year, or Age or New
World Order etc.). The ani-
mals all take special notice of
this rising sun and then all the
animals of all kinds start run-
ning toward Pride rock to see
the newborn crown prince.
This rock, seen in the “Fool
Key 0" and “The Nightmare
Before Christmas”, was dis-
cussed at length in issue #6.
It is the generative phallus,
the Pride rock of the culture
or society. It represents the
strength and success of their



future. We see his father waiting in a majes-
tic pose as the animals gather below. The
camera finally zooms in on this scene as the
music announces, “it is the circle of life and
it moves us all”. Then arrives the baboon,
the Fool, who climbs up the face of the cliff
with his stick and two attached testicles, and
he embraces King Mufasa in joy. This ba-
boon, called Rafike, is the Fool and he now
shakes the'two balls on the phallic stick or
rod over the cub prince’s head and you can
hear the seeds (semen) inside rattling. Then
he takes one of the balls, holds it up and
breaks it in half, then spreads a line of red
juice across the cub’s forehead. This is sym-
bolic of the passing of the royal seed from
father to son. He adds a handful of earth to
the blessing of this prince, symbolic of their
bond to the earth and Kingly responsibility
o care for his Kingdom, It is now Rafike’s

right to hold the new-blessed prince up on
Pride Rock for all the populace to view. A
ray of sunlight breaks through the clouds and
lights this newly crowned prince while all

the animals get on their knees in silence for

this sun of God (a real Christmas scene). This
scene is very nearly the whole lesson of this
saga. It is the first and last picture in the
book and is only 3 minutes into the movie

and again at the end of the movie with the
next generation prince, the Pride Rock, the
phallus and lowest part of the caduceus with

the light of the sun shining on him represent-

ing “the illumination™. The two testicles are
clearly seen on this fool's stick (rod of Moses)

on page 77 and 78 of the book and also in
the movie.

Simba, this newborn King is obviously in
Africa and his name is Swahili, an old cen-
tral African language, meaning lion and can
also mean a warrior or a leader.
1 can remember this name be-
ing used in the old Tarzan mov-
ies for the lion. Maitreia, the
next incaration of Buddha, the
5th incarnation called Manasi-
buddha, said to the coming
king, his color is yellow--like
the sun. His throne on which
he is to sit, the Vahana is called
simhasana, “the Lion throne”,
Simba is sanskrit meaning lion.
This Buddhist focus throne is
supported by a lion or lions.

It is very clear that the char-
acters in this story follows the
story of Osiris told in 1ssue #5
of Veritas “Symbolism”. King
Mufasa is Osiris; Queen Sarabi
is Isis; Scar, Mufasa’s green
eyed brother is Set or Typhon
(Greek); the green-eyed mon-
ster is Satan meaning jealousy.
envy and death; Simba is the
sun of God, Horus; Zuza the
bird, the king major domo is
Thath, who educated and
brought culture to ancient
Egypt with his wisdom and was
seen as an ibis (bird); Rafiki, the
funny-faced baboon with his
phallic stick is the Fool, who we
all know well by now. This
Fool is very giftéd and reads the
feathers he finds like witches
can read tea leaves or chicken
bones, and he can also call the
spirits as he called Simba’s fa-
ther one last time.

The Wild Boar, Pumba, was
a cameo role for one of the
greatest Freemasons ever,
Francis Bacon, whose family
was shown as a boar on their

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family crest (although he is a warthog in
this picture the identity is clear). Bacon
is believed by many to have been the real
writer of the Shakespeare stories. These
stories are very often reflections of
Freemasonic sagas and hlstoncs

The song Simba learns is “Hukuna
Matata”, which meant no past--no future-
-no worries, by Pumba (the boar or war-
thog), Timon (the meerkat) and now their
new friend. Simba was contrary to the
inbred responsibilities of Simba to both
his subjects and lord over the Earth. Only
later when the Fool hit him on his head
with the bags (testicles) of his stick of
knowledge and then the fool holds this
high in the air for its importance. The
Fool also shows Simba his father and
these actions bring him into adulthood and
responsibilities of a king and sun ruler
come into him.,

The three hyenas named Banzai, Shenzi
and Ed are the denizens of the elephant
graveyard; the underworld, the land of the
dead where Scar is the ruler (like Lucifer,
Amen-ra, Bali, Gilgamesh, Hades,
Hecate, Hel, Nergal, Persephone, Pluto,
Thor and Zoo mare). The hyenas were
forbidden by Mufasa from entering his
Pride Lands.

It is time to tell here the story of Hiram
Abif. This story is one of the most im-
portant in all Freemasonry. “Mackey’s
Revised Encyclopedia of Freemasonry™
Vol. 1, p. 455 says of Hiram Abif, “There
is no character in the annals of Freema-
sonry whose life is so dependent on tra-
dition as the celebrated architect of King
Solomon’s temple”. The story of his life
and death can only be found in the oral
legends which have been handed down

from the ancient Freemasons to their.

SUCCESSOrS.
Hiram Abif, also called Hiram the

‘Builder and the Widow’s Son (Abif means

father) was sent by Hiram, King of Tyre
to Israel to help King Solomon with his
famous temple. The earliest written
record of this event appears in the Bible,
I Kings, chapter 7 (especially verses 13
and 14). Another Bible refererice is in II
Chronicles, Chapter 2, verses 13 and 14.
He arrives in Jerusalem in 1012 B.C., and
was put in charge of all the workers, both
Tyrian and Jews, who were engaged in
the construction of the Temple and his title
was ““Principal Conductor of the Works”.
This inspired master was, without ques-
tion, the most cunning, skillful and curi-
ous workman that ever lived, with a wide
range of skills. He was one of three Grand
Masters at the temple project and in
charge of all the architectural decorations
and interior embellishments of the temple.
There were said to be around 200,000
workmen on this huge project. Most
workers were slave labor, some of the
builders were free men, or Free Masons,
primarily Tyrian professionals who were
paid. They were organized into 3 degrees-
-apprentices, fellows and masters. Each
degree was given its own (secret) word.
The apprentice’s word was Boaz. Boaz,
the right bronze pillar at the entrance of
Solomon’s temple, symbol of the sun,
strength, male’s higher testicle, white,
positive, Ida (right serpent on the
caduceus) and the right hand. The
fellow’s word was Jachin. Hachin, the
left bronze pillar, symbol of the moon,
beauty, reg, negative, Pingala (left serpent
on the caduceus) and the left hand (or left
lower hanging testicle). The master's
werd was Jehovah: Each degree had a

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hand sign and a hand grip and each identi-
fied himself to Hiram F;ll' his payment. Ev-
ery day Hiram would give the craftsmen a
copy of the plans which he had on the previ-
ous afternoon designed. After seven years
of meticulous work the temple was near
completion. The Fraternity was about to cel-
ebrate the placement of the (same
meaning as the small pyramid I:yromidion]
at the top of the obelisk) on this magnificent
temple with the greatest demonstration of joy.
Their joy was soon interrupted by the sud-
den death of their dear and worthy master,
Hiram Abif.

Knowing that Hiram always went into the
unfinished sanctum sanctorum at high noon
to pray, these ruffians, whose names were
Jubela, Jubelo and Jubelum, lay in wait for
him, one at each of the main gates of the
temple. Hiram, about to leave the temple by
the south gate, was suddenly confronted by
Jubela armed with a 24 inch gauge. Upon
Hiram'’s refusal to reveal the master's word,
the ruffian struck him on the throat with the
rule, and the wounded master then hastened
to the west gate, where Jubelo, armed witha
square, awaited him and made a similar de-
mand. Again Hiram was silent and the sec-
ond assassin struck him on the breast with
the square. Hiram thereupon staggered to
the east gate only to be met there by; Jubelum
armed with a maul. When Hiram refused him
the master’s word, Jubelum struck the mas-
ter between the eyes with the mallet and
Hiram fell dead.

The body of Hiram was buried by the mur-
derers over the brow of Mount Moriah and a
sprig of acacia placed upon the grave. The
murderers then sought to escape gumshmcnt
for their crime by embarking to Ethiopia but
the port was closed. All three were finally
captured and after admitting their guilt were
duly executed. Parties of 3 were then sent

out by King Solomon and one of these groups _

discovered the newly made grave marked by;
the evergreen sprig. After the Entered Ap-
arentices and the Fellow-Craftsmen had
failed to resurrect their master from the dead
1e finally raised by the Master Mason with
he “strong grip of a Lion’s Paw".
This whole story is a veil intended to mask
me of the most archaic and widespread of
ituals, that of human sacrifice. It was cer-

tainly not uncommon in the Middle East in
biblical times, to consecrate a building with
a sacred corpse, a child, a virgin. a King or
some other personage of royal blood, a priest-
ess, a builder.

In “The Nightmare Before Christmas”, we
saw the Hiram Abif myth when the 3 naughty
children were sent by Jack to get Santa Claus
and they were told to treat this valuable man
with respect. However, they planned to give
him to the Bogeyman who would torture him
for his secrets and then kill him.

In “The Lion King” we have the 3 hyenas
who conspire with Scar to kill the King and
his son to put Scar on the throne so they
would be able to live in the Pride lands. The
famous number, 3 times they tried to kill
Simba, once in the first visit to the elephant
graveyard, second by stampeding a herd of
wildebeest, upon Scar’s signal. This time
they manage to kill the king when Sgar loos-
ens his “Lions Paw Grip” and King Mufasa
falls to his death, The third attempt on Simba
is made as he attempts to leave Pride lands
at Scar’s suggestion and with feelings of tre-
mendous guilt for his father’s death.

When in the beginning of the movie Crown
Prince Simba ascends Pride Rock the sun is
the shining symbol of positive power. When
Scar slowly assumed the throne, his inher-
ited seat on Pride Rock, the crescent moon
shined, symbol of negative forces.

As Simba returned to reclaim his devas-
tated kingdom, clouds (water, female) moved
over the land. During the battle lighting
struck the grass causing a fierce fire
(male) to purify the Pride Lands and after
the battle rain began to fall, symbol of the
rebirth (like seen in “the Sun” key 19) of his
kingdom. This a repeat of the battle between
Horus and Set when finally Horus regains
thekmtg,dom(nnl y after the third major battle)
of his father Osiris and is regarded, to at least
a certain degree, as the actual incamation of
Osiris.

Congratulations to those persistent stu-

+dents who managed to make it through the

labyrinth of seven intense lessons of sym-
bolism. Have you reached the top of your
caduceus yet and real armchair liberation?
Only “Veritas” in your lion's heart knows for
sure. Stick in there.

Now that the reader has begun to grasp the root mean-
ing of symbols, let us part another veil. Symbolism is
the use of shapes, colors, sounds, myths, and names along
with everything else in our material environment that
expresses the universal language of the sacred science.
All that exists participates in the universal principles
which are the eternal and immutable essences contained
in the permanent actuality of the Divine Intellect. Con-
sequently, all things, however contingent they may be in
themselves, express or represent these principles in their
own way, and according to their order of existence, Oth-
erwise they would be purely and simply nothing. Thus,
from one order to another, all things are linked together,
and correspond to come together, in total and universal
harmony, which is nothing other than the reflection of
principal unity in the manifest world; and this correspon-
dence is the veritable basis of symbolism, a folded lan-
guage of many inner truths, Veritas.

Names, as discussed in issue no. 5, and issue no. 6, “Sym-
bology’, convey truths. How many of my students would
have questioned this author’s name. As William Cooper
says, “‘Don’t believe anyone, not even your own mother.”

Herodotus, 5th Century B.C. Greek histo-
rian wrote in his Histories, that Thoth-
Hermes came to Earth from the stars in
17,570 B.C. - a staggering remote date, which
the Greek writer was quite certain about.

Figure la is from a rare publication called,
Veritas, Revelation of Mysteries, Biblical,
Historical and Social, by means of Median
and Persian Laws, by Henry Melville, a Free-
mason. The original of this rare book was
given to a publisher (supplied from my per-
sonal library), for reprint and is now avail-
able for purchase at Veritas books (not Veri-
tas Publications). Figure 1b is from J.F.C.

_ Based onmy research from 376 publica-
tions which did not show any similarities to
my final analysis, | conclude that the four
gammas of the Gammadion (swastika) form
a star map of the 12 constellations of the zo-
diac with the sun at the center. On some
Cretan coins, the sun is often shown at the
center of the swastika, which suggest the
unmistakable association with the sun. On
some Andhra gold coins and one coin from
the Greek city, Mesembria, the part of the
word which means day or when the sun
shines are represented by the swastika. The
Phoenicians were oceanic traders and the
constellations were their daily guides. In
1901, Ms. Zelia Nuttall published a study of
the swastika in the Archeological and

original 22 symbols or letters of the
Phoenician alphabet are assigned to keys of
the Major Arcana of the Tarot (see issue #6).
The first letter becomes the “Fool Key”, Key
0 and therefore each key number is one num-
ber ahead of the numerical order of the al-
phabet; the result is that Keys 0 - 21 corre-
spond to the 22 original Phoenician letters.

In China
swastika (wan) was originally a taoist
blem and may be seen in the hand of
Tsu, founder of Taoism. It is also one

of the “auspicious signs” on the Buddha’s
foot and when found on the breast of
Shakya-Muni, it symbolizes the heart (as
the sun, clockwise swastika is a symbol of
the heart and the moon counterclockwise
swastika is a symbol of the liver). As a
Chinese character, the wan (swastika) de-
notes the number 10,000.

The swastika (svastika) symbolizes the
benediction (called the “Cross of Salva-
tion” or Well Being), flame or sacred fire,
flight, four cardinal directions of four
winds, generative power, growth, happi-
ness, health, infinity, knowledge, life, light-
ning flash, longevity, perfect square (as in
Freemasonry), prosperity, rays, strength,
sun in daily or yearly rotation, sun follow-
ers, whirling motion, the mystic spiral or
whirlpool. Curved ends on the swastika
can indicate death suggesting the scyth of
the grim reaper (seen in Key 13, “Death™
of the tarot).

In Tibetan Buddhism, a pair of interlock-
ing triangles form a 6-pointed star (later
called the “Star of David” or “Seal of
Solomon™ by the Jewish people) with a
swastika at the center.

The swastika is an emblem of rain, sun
and wind gods from the motion when two
fire sticks are twirled together.

In Germany, a swastika shown with arms
turned to the left is a hakenkreux (hook
cross), the National Socialist Party, Nazi
emblem from Hitler’s interest in the occult
and the writings of the theosophical leader
Helena P. Blavatsky. To Hitler, it was sym-
bol of ressurrection, the revival of national
life. This was the sun’s daily and yearly
rebirth. His swastika was black on a white
disc, and this combination repeated an
ancient association of two sun symbols,
the whirling fiery black swastika (the swas-
tika was also shown in gold or yellow, an-
other sun color) on the pure white spiri-
tual sun. This disc was often placed on a
red background as a red armband or flag.
The swastika was known to all ancient
peoples as an object of great veneration
and since Hitler chose it as his powerful
solar symbol, the swastika is not a symbol
of anti-semitism. The swastika is used
extensively today in India and Asia as an
important symbol in peoples’ lives and
should be respected as such. It is best to
minimize its connection with Hitler, | am
in no way anti-Jewish, but I think it is
shortsighted to dismiss one of the univer-
sal symbols used by man for thousands of
years because Hitler used it for 10 years.
