(Much leſs Whores, as our Late King did , and yet the 
Church not ſo honeſt as to deny him their Communion z nor 
reprove him as Old Cranmer did Henry the Eighth, whom 
he Preſented with a Bible, baving on the Out. fide of 15 in 
Capitals, Whore: mongers and Adulterers God will pwniſh. )

_ From which Texts I think it is ſofficiently evident, that the 
Power of making the King was in the People, at whoſe de-

_ tobe Limited, and the Conditions preſcribed,-from which 
he wasto turn aſide toneither Hand; ſo that ſome Hundreds. 
of Years before they ſet up a King over them, they had 
Statutes fixed to regulate him in his Office, that his Heart- 
ſhould not be lifted up above his Brethren. 
' Ir is yet clearer» that the People Created Saul King, from 
1 Sam. 11. 15. And all the People went ro Gilgal , 4nd there 
they made Sant King before the Lord in Gilgal: 
We find alſo, that Samuel, tho? he had been their Chief. 

Magiſtrate, yet he reckoned himſelf accountable to the 
Peoptke, and therefore deſires them to Witneſs agaivuft him 
if he had been: Guilty of Fraud , Oppreſlion, or Bribery, 
wh:reof they Solemnly acquitted him, 1 Sam. 12: | 

Nor do we find, that they thonght their new Soveraign

which Foab, tho? a Stern” and Valiant Captains: return'd a 
very modeſt Anſwer, 2 Sam. 20. 19. It appears yet.more 
'by the People of ſraels Expoſtulating with David, why 
the Clyldren of F=dab ſhould Steal him, and not ask their 
Advice firſt, in 'bringing him back, 2 $4.19. 41, &s. | 

Further, We find God himſelf ſo far owning the Peoples 
Right to have ſatisfattion for injuries ſuffered-from their 
King contrary to the publick Faith , that the Famine was 
to ceaſe on no other Terms than till the G:beonites were Re- 
-venged upon Sexl jn his Poſterity , for ſeeking to Slay 
them, that he might pleaſe his other Subjets, 2 Sam. 21, 
'::In 1 —_—_ 7. We find the Old Men, who had Expe- 
Tience of Solomons Reign, and knew the Conſtitution of the 
Kingdom, adviſing King Reboboam, that he muſt be the 
Peoples Servant, if he would have them to be his : And upon 
his rejeRing this Connſel (by the Advice of young Hectoring 
:Tories) they rejected him- 2 

We find alſo that Kings were ſubje&t to Cenſures, as well 
as others, in the Example of UVUzziah, who becauſe of 
Invading the Priefts Office, and being ſmitten with a Le- 
proſie, was thruſt out of the Temple by Fourſcore Valiant 
Prieſts, 2 Chrox. 26. Being cut off from the: Houſe of the 
Lord, according to the Levitical Law. |

Certainly there 1s no Reaſonable man, but mwſt needs 

ſee the Abſurdicy of that Poſition, Thar Kings have a Here- 
ditary Right, any other way, then as the People are willing, 
and conſent it ſhould be ſo; otherwiſe Kings might ſell their 
Titles to whom they pleaſe, cut off che Entail, &c. and 
do any. ther thing that a Man may do with his private 
Eſtate,, which, yet they that, hold that Opinion are not ſo 
Impudent to Aſlert. 

Neither does it at all reflz& npon the Honour and Dig-- 
nity of Kings, nor render their Authority leſs Sacred and 
Inviolable, that ſome Perſons who have carried that Ho-: 
nOur, are or may be called to an Account for Male-Ad- 
miniſtration ; no more then it reflz&ts upon the Honour of: 
Divines, Phyſicians, or Lawyers, when ſome of their Pro-' 
feſſions are condemned for Murder, Adultery, or Bribery, 
ſeeing they are not called to the Bar, and Condemaecd as- 
Phyſicians, Divines, or Lawyers, but as Murderers, Adul- 
terers, &c, And therefore ſecing the Regal Power is limited)! 
as we Have ſeen in Dextr. 17, &c. and may ſee alſo in the: 
New Teſtament, Xo. 13. where his Office is plainly faid 
to be for the encouragement of the good, and puniſhment of 
the kad: If Kings tranſgreſs theſe Limits, invert the end of 
their Commiſſion, enconrage the Bad, and ſuppreſs the 
Good, they cannot withour a plain ContradiQion to the 
Apoſtalical Defiaition of a Magiſtrate, be looked vpon as 
ſuch, ia Tranfſgreſſing their bounds; and withont all per- 
adycnture, may. be reſiſted in ſach Ations, witnoat the 

Jeaft- 
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leaſt diminution of their Authority, or Afferont to that Di- 
vine and Sacred Ordinance of Magiſtracy. | 

For the Neon gen of ſuch things as are. Inſtaneed 
in, viz. the Earl of Efſex%s Murder, Connterfeit Prince of 
Wales, &c: whether ever they be proved or not, it a 
rers net the caſe one whit, ſeeing the Repreſentatives of 
the Nation have adjudged him to have forfeited his Right, 
by ſubverting the Fundamental Laws, and deſerting the Go: 
vernment, &c. Though in due time the others may be 
ſufficiently Evidenced to the World ; but neither of their 
Majeſties are in the leaſt concerned to prove the Impoſture 
of a Counterfeit Heir; the Title being certainly in Her Ma- 
jeſty before, it lies upon the late King to make full, clear, 
and undoubted Proof of the others Birth, which for my 
own part, if it had been real, 1 believe wonld have been done 

-in/ the moſt Solemn manner in World, ſeeing they knew the 
. Nations Jealovufie aforeſaid. But being Conſcious to them- 
ſelves of the Cheat, they managed it the beſt they could, $0 
Amuſe and leave the Tigrans in 3n uncertainty. How ea- 
fie had it been to have had Proteſtant Ladies always At- 
tended the Queen, that. might have been undoubted Wit- 
neſſes of her. Pregnancy, and the Childs Birth ? And can any 
think, if Honeſty had been deſigned, that ſuch a thing would 
have been Omitted, ſeeing they knew the Suſpition to be 
Univerſally through the Proteftant World ? For my own 
Part, they that can ſwallow ſuch ObjeCtions, 1 think, are 
fit to ſhake Hands with Tranſubſtantiation, and to declare 
themſelves Enemies to Senſe and Reaſon.

* ſide, are neither amongſt the Learned nor Godly of rhe 
Church, and are better verſed in Ovid de Arte Amandi, 
then eicher Policicks or Divinity ; ahd perhaps, the great- 
eſt effort they ever gave of their Genius, was by a Courtſhip 
to ſome Gentlemans Rinſ{woman or Servant, to Worm them-

Ne Smntor wltra Crepidam. 

To Conclude, Tho” it be certain, that the generality of 
the Church: Communion be in reference to publick Afffairs, 
wiſer then many of their Teachers, as appears by their 
Eſpouſing the True Intereſt of the Nation and Religion, yer 
it were to be wiſhed, that the Eſtabliſhed National Church 
would give ſome publick Evidence of their diflike of the 
preſent Rebellious practices of ſome of thoſe of her Commu- 
nion, by a general Abhorrence or Excommunication, which 
cerainly they have much more reaſon to do, then in the 
late times, to Excommunicate the whole Church and King- 
dom of Scotland, for reſiſting the Tyrannical Impoſitions of 
Charles the Firſt, or yet of Excommunicating Diſſenters in 
the late Times, to Incapacitate them to chooſe Parliament- 
Men, of ſo much Courage and Honeſty, as to oppoſe Popery 
and Tyranny ; which if God, by King Wiliam, had not 
delivered us from, would in probability haye ſwallowed us 
up ©er NOW.
