Attempted Fraudulent Bulk Purchase of Fa&e Masks and Organic Vapor and Acid Gas
Cartridges from an Industrial Supplier Lo cated in the Southeast United States

On 15 December 2008, an individual widentified himself as William ((Viets)) placed an order via e-malil
192 facemasks (3M half facepiece 6200/07025 AADdioma) and 420 facemask cartridges (3M 6003 org
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vapor/acid gas cartridges) from atfentified US business located in the southeast United States. Th
business is an industrial supply compahiye order totaled approximately USD 3,600.

Viets indicated he was ordeg the equipment for hisonstruction business, GM Enterprises. The US busir|
determined the telephone number Viets provided for GM Enterprises was not in séetsqrofessed to be
hearing impaired and had to condalitbusiness transactions by e-mail.

Viets requested the purchase amountibeled between four edit cards. The creditard information provided
by Viets did not match his billing nanwe address. An employee of US mgss became suspicious and did
complete the transaction.

FBI comments: The FBI has identified similar schentleroughout the United Seést regarding the bulk
purchase of facemasks and cartridges utilizing fraudulexlitarards. Variations of the same names and er

addresses have been used in theise. Since September 2008, this schbagbeen perpetrated in Floridwi,

California, Alaska, Alabama, Indiana, and Cottwa In instances where thsecheme was carried ou
successfully, the facemasks and cartridges were shifgpthe UPS Store andelUPS Store was provided
shipping label and instructed to forward the packdagdecations in West Africa. It is unknown whether or
individual or a group of individals is involved in the scheme.

According to 3M's website, organic vapor/acid gas iciygr 6003 is National Institetfor Occupational Safety
and Health (NIOSH) approved against certain orgaapors or acid gases. The cartridge is to be used with
half and full facepieces, 6000 and 7000 series. The dgesi have a variety of applications, includir
pharmaceutical, petrochemical, utilities, aluminum réida¢ chemical manufacturing, laboratories, and pl
and paper. When properly fittethey help provide respitory protection from certaiarganic vapors, chlorine
hydrogen chloride, sulfur dioxide, hyatyen sulfide (escape only), or hydradg&ioride at concentrations up t
10 times the permissible exposure limit with half facepieces.

A technical director for 3Mpreviously provided the FBI with inforrtian regarding the possible use of 3M ac
gas cartridge 6003 to reduce exposuredose agents including sarin and gas. The cartridges could als
reduce the effects of blister agerssch as mustard and lewisite gas.

FBI Comment: Yersinia pestis, the causatitdacterial agent for the plague haeen classified as a Category
pathogen as of December 2008 by the Center for Disease Control (CDC). In early September 2008, lal
researchers injected the mice with 100,000 colony formimtg (CFU) of virulent Yisinia pestis bacteria, and
the mice died within a week. A mgea at the facility placed the decal mice into separate plastic bags ai
then placed these plastic bags into a single plastic bhg. manager spraydtie bag with clydx to treat any
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surface contamination and then pladbe bag with the two mice in a cass freezer. Thedezer was secure(
by several locks; 11 members of the staff had access between September and December 2008.

An OSC review of Etigh and Arabic language jihadist content posted to YouTube over the
year revealed that ever since the Web sites useffigalalissemination points for al-Qa‘ida and its affiliate
became unavailable on 10 September 2008, al-Qa'‘ida relemgsedeen more consistently posted to YouTu
This trend indicates a recognition of YouTube as a reliable alternative for the spread of official stateme
as a means to reach a broader audience.
